You \vill all, I an1 confident, u11ite with one voice i11 t11a11ksgiving to 
Aln1ighty God, that he has bee11 so graciol1sly a11d mercifully i)leased to· 
avert fro1n t11is la11d that grievous pestilence tl1c Cholera, '\vith 'vhich 
other parts of tl1is Empire l1ave been so sorely afflicted. 

It is also u cause of grateful acku:o,vledgen1ent t11at a bountiful Provi­
de11ce has, during the lJast seaso11, voncl1safed a11 an111le re,vard to t11e toil 
of our l1nrdy fishermen, vvhose prosperity is esfential to the 'velfare of tl1e 
colony, ·and by the successful result of 'vhose labot1rs tl1e energy of con1-

1.nercial enterprise is pro1noted. 

I" is further pleasing to in.e to be able to inforn1 yot1 that the results of 
the agricl1lture of the colony for tl1e past )Tear 11ave n1ore than realizerl the 
anticipations of those favourable to t11e experin1ent, and t11e progress inade 

during t11at brief period l1as been such as to leacl to the inost encouraging 
anticipations for the future. 'l~he pro1notio11 of t11is branch of industry v-rill 

merit yonr fostering care ancl encouragement, 'vl1etl1er viewed i11 the lig11t 
cf a po\verful auxiliary to tl1e staple trade of the colony, or as a ineans of 
pro1noting son1e additio11al subsistence for our ra1)idly increasing !JOpula­
tion, for 'vl1ose support the fisl1cries alone are becoming no'v inadc(1t1ate .. 

' As the Educatio11 Act 'vill expire at t11e close of the present Session, t11e 
state of Educatio11 in the colony 'vill necessarily engage yot1r attention ; 
fro111 the reports receiYed of the conditio11 of n1any of tl1e Scl1001s, a rnore 

efficient systen1 of instruction is urge·ntly req11ired. Although ot1r financ­
ial condition 'vill not, I regret to say, admit of any incrense being macle to 
the present grant, yet t11e systen1 is susceptible of i1111cl1 improvement, 
ancl I 11ope the -Session 'vill not be allo'\vcd to pass 'vithout tl1e adoption 
of so1ne n1easure that vrill secure a n1oro effective superintendence of the 

Scl1ools generally tl1roug·l1011t the Colony.

Your Con1mittee would further suggest 'vhether it would not be desira­
ble i11 filling up future vaca11cies in the offices of the government, that 
tl1e questio11 of salary should be specifically left open for the consideration 
of the Legislature. 

Th2 Com1nittee have not overlook:ed the question of the debt contractc 
ed i11 the i1nprove1nent of the to,vn, '' l1ich so far exceeded the amou11t 
c:onten1platecl by the Legislature. Vie\iving this qt1estion with regard to the 
enhanced value 'vhich l1as l1ereby been given to property, they cannot re­
b·ard tl1e debt as one 'vhich sl1ould be wholly borne by the colony; and 
they 'vo11ld strongly recon1n1e11d to your honourable House to consider 
'vb ether the equity of fhe case 'vould not den1and that a portion of such 
c1ebt should be made a cl1arge 011 the o'vnersof tl1e land 'vho haveso large­
ly be11efited by the cl1anges effected under the Street Act. The questio11 
is, assuredly, i11volved in some difficulty, but your Committee think the 
effort should. not be 'va11ting to relieve the colony of so much of the liabil­
~ty as your ho11ourable Ho11se shall consider to belong of right to a pecu-· 

~iar interest. 

The question of i11al(ing a certain portion of tl1e debt pe1·manent stock 
\vas also considered by your Committee, with a view to the relief it might 
iliforcl in any general sche1ne of provision for the settlement of the debt. The 
arlvantag·es of such a plan are not 1111perceived by your Committee, but 
t~ey are of opinion that these may be fully obtained withot1t reco11rse to a 
incasure against '\vhich some objection '\vould justly apply. 1.'he creation 
of st1cl1 stock 'vould contemplate an arrangement for the settlement of the 
other portion of the debt-without such co11current arra11gement the plan 
could not be entertained, and with it the necessity of a perlllanent debt is 
avoided-for experience has shown that 'vhen the financial affairs of the 
colony are healtl1y, loans are readily obtained af the ordinary i·ate of in· 
terest. 

Your Committee car111ot but advert to t11e practice of permitting loans 
to remain unpaid after they had fallen due-a practice 1vhich, they are of 
opinion, should be discontinued. The amount so placed at present the 
Con11nittee have ~arried into the liabilities of the ct1rrent year; and though 
the lenders have ,villingly permitted these surr1s to remain overdue at in-
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accounts of the present Collector, the n1atter has been formally brought 
11nder the 11otice of the House, and as it is desi~able that such payment, if 
legal, shouid rest on some 11nq~estionable authority, and as ~ot warrant­
ed by Ia,v, it is the duty of the Assembly to prevent such overpayment, the 
Committee respectfully recommen¢l that an Address 8hould be transmitted 
to the Secretary of State for the Colonies, requesting the opinton of the 
Crown officers in England on the subject. 

Your Committee desire to express the opinion that the satisfactory con­
uuct of the pt1blic business would be materially promoted by a statement 
from the Executive at the commencement of each legislative session,shew­
ing tl1e position of the colony as to its liabilities and receipts. 

Though not directly ,vithi11 the s·cope of the inquiries of your Commit­
tee, yet as having a bearing on the financial interests of the colony, they 
feel satisfaction in adverting to a plan contemplated by the Managers of the 
Savings' Bank for the isst1e of Banl\: Notes-a measure which,under sound 
regulations, cannot but be beneficial to the community. The profits of 
tl1e Bank, if 'v~ll worl\:ed, may be made a handsome item in the assets of 
t11e colony ; and the Committee trust this lmpoftant question will have 
due consideratio11 at the hands of your honourable House.

The cr11shing disasters of the colony since the month of M·ay, 1846, give 
us an essentially chang·ed position; the lame11table fire in that year ; the 
partial failure· of our fisheries, and the reduced condition of the people, 
caused by .the loss of the potato crop in the last th.ree years to nearly the 
arnot1nt of 011e 11t1ndred and fifty thousand pounds, and, this reduction has 
cost the colony to relieve them, about thirty thousand pounds.. 'Ve have 
now a Public Debt of about One h·und:red and ten thousand pounds; and at 
the present mon1ent, altl1ough we have a~ revenue of Sixty tl1ousand 
pounds, \Ve have Very little means to devote to those objects which COll-· 
nect then1sel ves 'vith the moral and social improvement of the people, and 
~annot meet the demands oh the Public Treasury withot1t having recourse 
to further loans, and· thu.s i11creasing the Public· Debt. 

Under all these ci1·cumstances, we· are impelled by necessity to ttrge' 
that our Public Official expenditure may be reduced ; and we feel assured· 
that Your ~Iajesty will recog·nize the Justice of conside1·ing that the means 
of the country should form a portion of the gro11nds on which t11is ques-· 
tion s·hould be determined;

The subject.of the Fisheries ~f this Colony has ftequently been brought 
l111der the notice of Your ~Iajesty, and n1easu.res prayed for to protect 
tl1ese our staple interests against that depression·\vhich n1ust appear inevit­
able un.der the operatior1 of Foreign competitio111 and· interference to 
,,,hich the Fisheries of this Colony have been exposed. vVe have sought' 
these measures of relief, but l1itherto, \Ve regret to add, 1vitl1 bt1t little e:ff ect. 
We humbly co11ceive that 've · were jt1~tified ii1 l1oping-· for more satisfac­
tory results from the prayers 1ve add\i·essed1 to Y 011r lVIajesty on this in1- · 

i1orta11t question, for the reasons 'vhieh 've agai11 respectfully subn1it. 

The causes 1'vhich operate so dettimentally on· our Trade and Fisheries 
\Vere create(l by Treaties e11tcred into by tl1e In1perial Government 1vitl1· 
Foreign:Po\vers \vith a regar(l solely to the exigencies of Imperial inter­
ests, Tl1e Treaty of Utrecht and subseqent Treaties gave Foreigners tl1e · 
iigh.t of fishing on the Bank:s a11d the principal part of· the_ shores of this 
island, and tl1e additional right which gives pernicious effici6ncy to the 
fo·rmer,-that of landing a11d curing 011 a large portion of our Coasto· 
The Freilch have stimulated the fish€ries th11s acquired by enor1nous 
bounties;and have prosecuted them ''"'ith such vigour that in the absence of 
protection to British interests they ha·ve practically~ converted · their con­
current rightof fishing 011 that portion of 011r coast extending fron1 Cape 
Ray to Cape John to one of exclusive enjoymeht. The co11cessions to the 
Am-ericans by the Treaty of 1818, give then1 advantages of whic11 tl1ey 
also, sustained by their bounties, fully avail. "\Vere the evif confi11ed simply 
to the rights of fishing- granted to these Powers·, the British people of tl1is . 
Colony,vo1tldfeel but little cause of con1plaint;.for fair co1npetition on cqt1al, 
terms \vould create no apprehension · on their n1inds as to the ·result. But· 
these Po,vers have eagerly availed the1nselvcs of tl1e rights th·us un'\ivisely 
conferred, to train men for their r-espective navies, and-l1ave consequentl·y· 
encouraged tl1eir fisheries~ by enormous bounties. Our selfo-supporting 
Fisheries are co1npelled to con1pete 'vith this bou11ty-sustain.ed competition' 
of our rivals in Foreign tnarkets, 'vhere they inay sell 1'Vitl1out loss at a 
price which \vould only yielcl to the British fisl1ern1an one-half the cost of 
production. The ultimate consequences of these evils,of 'vl1ich tl1e grow­
ing increase of the Foreign fisheries makes us every clay more sensible,

But. even at the risk of being thought importt1nate, tl1e Assen1bly feel 
that they sho11ld be wanting in their duty,did they fail again to urge on the 

atte11tio:i of Yo·ur Majesty the perils to which our vital interests conti11ue 
to be u11ceasingly exposed from the causes above stated. 

We also desire to bring un~der the notice of Your Majesty the change 
made in tl1e duties i11 Spain on fish in1ported into that country. This chang~, 
'vhile increasing the for1ner heavy tax on our sta1)le, also effects a11 in­
crease in the previot1s difference of charge on fish imported in British 
ships, as compared witl1 that payable on the article \vhen brought in by 
the ships of Spain. Spanish vessels entering the ports of this colony en­
joy all the immunities that are incide11t to Britisl1 Ships, and bring their 
produce i11to our n1arltets on equal terms 'vitl1 ourselves; \vl1ile in return 
've are met by a 'I,ariff, the c,ld hostility of which has bee11 further aggra­
vated to a degree \vhich m11st end in depriving us of the markets whicl1 
that cout1try has long afforded us. 

We therefore humbly pray that means may be adopted to cause the 
Treaties in question to be carried ot1t in their integrity, by the establish­
ment of a suitable protective force ; and that in any futt1re '"l,reaties with 

Spain and Portugal, efforts inay be n1ade to procure a red11ctio11 of tl1e 
duties on fisl1 in those countries.

Mr. DELANEY, as Chairman of the Select Committee to inquire into 
Postal Communication throughout the island, presented the Report, 'vhich 
was read by the Clerk as follo,vs :-

Your Committee have taken into consideration the subject of the pro­
priety and practicability of establisl1ing a Postal Communication betlveen 
St. John's and the different .Outports of the Island, a matter which had 
frequently attracted the attention of the late Governor of this Colony, 
Captai11 PRESCOTT, and more particularly adverted to by hi1n in l1is 
Speech at the opening of the Session of 18!1. And your Con1mittee l1ave 
arrived at the conclu~ion that it would greatly conduce to the public in­
terests to afford every facility for internal Postal Communication as far as 
possible throughout the Island. 

As to the question of its practicability, they consider that, looking to 
the great number Df letters constantly passing between St. John's and 
Conception and Trinity Bays, (and the lateness of the season precludes 
their obtaining information from places more remote) a Postal Comn1uni­
cation may be established along the coast, as far as Twillingate on the 
North, and as Gaultois to the South Westward, at a very trifling expense 
to the Colony ; and that, in a very sho1·t time, so far from being a source 
of expense, a considerable profit would be derived to the Colony by thus 
affording the facilities of inland communication. 

It has always been found that, in proportion as the facilities for such 
con1munication have been created, the increased corresponde .. ce far more 
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than repays the additional outlay. In Great Britain this is strongly ex­
emplified by the enormot1s increase of letters under the penny postage· 
system; 'vhile even here, \Ve fi.11d that, expensive as is the rate of postage 
between this an.d the United Kingdun1; yet, no sooner has a regular trans­
missio11 of the ~fails from the Parent Countries to Newfoundland been 
established-, tha11 'vith a proportionate rapidity, advantage is taken of it: 
so that, '\Vhile in 1841, the su1n received at the Post-office of s·t. John's for 
letters unpaid b·efore transmission, amounted to £595 7s. 4d.-,the' sum re-· 
ceived in the year ending on the first of last January was no less than 
£ 1545 7s·. 3d., as '1vill be seen by the· subjoined return fr.om the Post­
master of St. John's; and the sum derived fro·m prepaid letters is still 
greatere 

In orde1·, the·n, to extend the advantages of such con1munication as 
1videly as possible, your Co·mn1ittee beg leave to suggest that, for the 
present, it n1ay be desirable to appoint the ~tipendiary Magistrates in the 
Outports as Post-masters t1ntil the arrangement should be more matured 
'vhen regular establishments 'voultl be created; and tl1ey beg leave to offer 
for the consideration of the House, the follo\ving Schedule '~hich they 
have prepared, exhibiting the different postal stati.ons in the two lines 
respectively, north and south, hoping the House 'vill adopt it as the basis 
of their proceedings in this respect for the present.

Ry this arrangemen_t it will be seen that an appr..rerit expense to the 
Colony is created of £900 annually ; but, \vhen it is kept in 1nind that, 
already, for the extreme_ly limi~ed_ and very imperfect system at present 
existing, the Colony is charged ~520, no oBe will hesitate to agree to the 
paymen~ of £400 more to extend its benefits so \vid~ly, particularly whe11 
it is understood that the pro·ceeds of the p·ostage \vill at once g1~eatly re­
duce that expenditure, and in two or three years, no doubt, nut only re:.· 
deem it altogether, hut produce an excess in favor of t11e Colony: and 
that this cl1ain of co1nmunicat1on \vill also necessarily have the effect o 
relieving the expense of conveying the Judges on their respeetive Cir· 
cuits, and also facilitating the means of inspecting the Schools, and other­
wise promoting the convenience of transit io the different parts of the Is·­
iand to the other public officers.

ble Govern1nent being extended to that Colony. I shall accordingly cause due notice of this 
condition to be given to every person · receiving. an appointment from. the Crown to an office

much sr.tisfaction to add that I consider the Hense of Assembly entitled to credit for the 
judan1ent and discretion with which they have acted in suggesting t11at this .notice should be 
giv~n, and reserving for ft1ture and mote deliberate consideration tl1e q11estion as to 'vhether 
the cl1ange in the system of Administration, 'vhich has been proposed, should be adopted.

S1R\-Her Maj.esty's Gover11n1ent have had under their consideratio11 the Act passecl by 
the Legislature of N e,vfoundla11d during their recent Session, intitulecl (No. 72) "An Act 
for granting to Her ~iajesty certah1 duties 011 Goods, Wares, and Merchandizc imported i11to 
this colony an(l its dependencies." . 

Although Her ~iajesty's Government do n0t consider tl1e· rates of duty levied for Reve­
nue purposes, or the general provisio11s of this Act, to be objectio11able, they cannot give their 
sanction to those parts of the Table of J)uties \vhicl1 provide for a differential distinctio11 in 
favor of certain articles 'vhen imported from British Possessions in t11e West Indies, of wl1ich 
they are the produce, or from the United l{ingdom. On this st1bject I trar1smit for your i11-

formation a11d guidance the accompanying copy l>f a letter from the B!oard of Treas11ry to the 
J.Jords of the Committee of Privy Council for Trade, dated 5th October last, eJ{plaining the 
objections entertained to a similar Act 'vhich had been passed by the :Legislature of Ne'v 
Brunswick:. Tl1ose objections a1Jply 'vith equal force to the lJresent e11actment. 

I have not considered it proper to advise the Queen to disallo'v t11is Act, because that step

st1bmitting the san1e for the consideration of Ea1·l Grey, )~Ou \vill observe to His Lordshi11 that 
as the arrangement for i·emunerating tl1e Judge, and partly remunerating the Registrar a11l~: 

' 
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i\!Iarshal of tl1e Court, by salaries to be provided for by the Provincial Governme11t, and also 
tl1e 'l'ariff of Fees st1bmitted in this report, are, \vith very trifling exceptio11s, in co11formity 
'vitl1 propositions of the Committee of the Ca11adian Executive Council, approved by the late 
Governor General, Lord Grey may possibly not deem it necessary that the subject should be 
further referred to the at1thorities i11 Canada; and in such case my Lords would be prepared to 
cause the Report to be for,varded to the Lor(ls of the Admiralty in order that the requisite 
steps may be taken for the establishment of the ,.fable of Fees by the authority of Her Ma­
jesty in Cot1ncil, as provided for by the Act of 2 and 3 W. 4, cap. 51.

VICE AD~IIRALTY COURT OF QUEBEC. 

In obedience to the reference made to us respecting tl1e establishment of a Table of the 
Fees to be tal{en by tl1e Officers and Practitioners of this Vice Adrniralty Court, 've have 
tal(en into 011r co11sideration the Table of Fees framed an(l established under the .L'1ct of tl1e 
2nd of ,V. 4, c. 51 ; also the order of Her l\tlajesty in Council dated the 20tl1 of November 
1835, 'vhich an11ulled and revolced such Table of Fees, so far as it hall been n1ade applicable to 
this Vice ..t.\.dn1iralty Cou1 t. We have also l1ad reference to a variety of Documents con11ected 
witl1 this subject, a11d to a for1n of Table of Fees subn1ittcd by us in August, 184.3, for the 
consideration of Jier Majesty's Secretary <'f State for the Colonies, and 've 11ave also pert1sed 
and fully considered the letters fron1 the Colonial Office to the 'l1 rcast1ry, respectively dated 
the 26tl1 of August, 1846, a11d the 17th J u11e, 1847, together ,,·ith t11e several Documents 
transmitted \vith the said letters; and 've have n1oreover especially directed our attention to 
tl1e Report of a Com1nittee appointed by His Excelle11cy Lord l\1etcalfe, late Governor Ge11e­
ral of I-'o,ver Canada, for the purpose of revising tl1e aforesaid proposed Forn1 of Table of 
Fees, and 've have also take11 into our consideration the 'vhole of the evidence given before the 
s1id Con1n1ittee, together \vith the Report a Co1nmittee of the Honorable the Exec11tive in 
Council of Lo,ver Ca11ada ; and 've are of opinio11 that, as it has been customary for the Judge 
of the Vice Admiralty Court to receive a salary for the perfor1na11ce of his Official duti~s, and 
've are ft1rtl1c.r instrt1cted tl1at such Judge has hitherto invariably t11rited in his person a high­
er a11d n1ore lucrative judicial appointme11t, together 'vith tl1at of Judge of this Vice Admi­
ralty Court, ''°e concur in the opi11ion expressell by the Co1nmittee of the II011orable the 
Executive i11 Co11ucil, tl1at tl1e Ju.dge of this Vice Ad1niralty Court should be paid a salary of 
£200 per annun1 out of the Provincial Funds of the colony, and not be pern1itted to receive 
any Fees fron1 any of tl1e ~3uitors in the Court. 

'Ve are ft1rther of opinio11 that the Registrar a11(l Marsl1al should be paid pa1tly by sala1ty 
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and partly by a redt1ced or moderate scale of Fe~s; and we think that the salary of the Regis­
trar shot1ld be £100 per annun1, and that of the Marsh·al should be £50 })er annum in addition 
to the Fees to 'vhich they \vill respectively 'be entitled for the duties they may have to perform. 

We advert to •that part of the Report of the Committee which alludes to the Merchants 
Seamans' A~t, the 7tl1 a11d 8tl1 Vic., cap. 112, 'vherein they express their regret that the juris­
diction of this a11d other Co11rts of Admiralty in respect to seamens' 'vages in cases under 
£20 had been take11 from tl1osc Courts a·nd transferred to Magistrates; and the Commission­
ers s11ggest the repeal of this part of the Seamens' Act. \Ve consider, however, that it \vould 
:not be '\vithin the scope of our i .. eference to give any opinion on this subject; but \ve tl1inl{ it 
right to direct attention to that part of the Commissioners' Report \Vhicl1 states that this Act 
'vill have the effect of taking a'vay the greater part of t11e Fees proposed to be tal{en by the 
Officers of this Co11rt of Vice Adrniralty. 

'Ve also th.inl{ it advisable to i·efer to that part of Lord Cathcart's letter of the 28th July, 
.'1846,~'vhich transmits several of the documents to 'vhich 've have adverted, in order, as his 
Lordship states, "that they may be sl1bmitted to the pr·oper officers~ before the final ei1act­
·ment, by Her Majesty in Council, of a Tariff of Fees for the several Courts of Vice Admiral­
~ ty in British North America," and to observe that the Vice Admiralty Court at Qt1ebec is the 
. only Co11rt to which the several documents 've have had before 11s in any man11er relate; and 
ina~n1uch afts it is the 011Iy Court where the Fees established by the said Act of the 2nd a11d 
3rd of \V. IV, esp. 51, have been annulled and revoked by order in Council : consequently 
the 'l~ahle of Fees to be take11 i11 all the other Vice Admiralty Courts of British North Ame­
rica must be made coilformably to that Act of Parliament, l1ntil such Act be revoked by ortler 
of Her l\'lajesty in Cot1ncil. On 'this point, ho,vever, 've thi11k our safer course is to refer to 
'thtit part of the Report of the Committee lvherein they state '' ~ve have not failed to advert 
to the desire which has been exprc'ssed, that,if practicable, a 'I, a riff should be formed, applica­
ble to all Colonies in North An1erica." But in tl1e absence of infor1nation as to the practice 
and the relative position of the different Officers of the Vice Admiralty Co11rts of the other 
Colonies, comparecl 'vith that of Canada, \Ve have felt that we best discharged the duty i1n­
posed upon ns by confining ourselves to suggesting \Vhat we co11ceived to be the most desira­
·ble for the Vice Admiralty Court of this Province.

In some of the Vice Admiralty Courts proceedings for tl1e forfeiture of Ships or Goods, 
and for the recovery of penalties consequent thereon, have, in some instances, been cnrried 011 

by two separate suits---one for the conden1nation of the property, and tl1e other for the pe11-
alties, 'l,his mode of proceding should be disconti11ued, one st1it only being necessary to ac­
complish both objects.

SUPPLEMENTARY RULES. 

The Rules and Regulations established by the King's order in Council of the 27th of June, 
1832, are not to be construed to have set aside the former practice in the Co11rts of Vice Ad­
miralty, of allo,ving the Defendant to require from tl1e Promoter to Libel with Sureties, un­
less the Promoter should be adn1itted by the Court to his jurity caution.

REPOitT OF TI-IE DlREC1~C>RS OF' 1'HE S'f. JOIIN'S ACADEMY. 

ST. JoHN·'s, JANUARY 9, 1850. 

SrR.-It cannot, I t11inl{, be denied, that the St. Joh11's .L.\.caden1y has l1itlie-rto disappointed 
t11e 'visl1es of its projectors. The co&t of supporting it has been great-the good it has pro­
tluced inconsiderable-and tl1e ii1habitants of St. Joh11's have evidently 110 confidence in tl1e 
syste1n 0f education there purst1ed. \Vere tl1e 'vant of confidence unreasonable; could the fail­
t1rc of tl1e Instit11tio11 be attributed to tl1e prejt1dices or party feeling of those for whose bene­
fit it \Vas intended; it 'vot1ld undot1btedly be our dl1ty to follo\v 011t the present systen1,regard·­
less of any 011tcry 'vl1ich mig·ht be raised against it. But th [s is not the case \Vi th the Acade-
111y. For n1y o\vn part, so far from being surprised at its failure, I am inclined to think that 
I)ublic st1pport ought not to be give11 to any School conducted on similar principles ; and some 
of tl1e Directors are apparently of tl1e same opinion, if any inference may be drawn from the 
fact of their sending tl1eir cl1ildren to other schools. Under these circumstances, it seems 
xight to endeavot1r to point out the faults of the present systern, ancl to sho\V wl1at reforms in 
it are practicable; and I eonsider myself especially called on to perform this duty. By my posi­
tion, ns Senior ~'.laster of the Acaden1y, and my daily experience of the 'vorking of the present 
system, I am e11abled, perhaps, better than any one else, to judge of its merits a11d in1perfec­
tio11s. I may add, that I have for some time given the StlbJect serious consideration, a11d tl1at 
I an1 \Vell acquainted 'vith the system pursued ii11nany of the best Schools in England. I have 
accordingly cletern1ined to address you, as Chair1nan of tl1e Board of Directors, in tl1e earnest 
hope that, shot1ld my s11g·gestio11s be thoug·ht \VOithy of attention, the n1atter may be taken llp 

by those men1bers of tl1e Board 'vho have seats in the Ho11se of Assembly, and a ,yell-digested 
r>lan of Reform laicl b)- tl1en1 before the Legislature in the ensl1ing Session~ 





' 
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It must not be supposed that I consider ~yself now by any ~eans overpaid.; bl1t I fe~l con.; 
fident that if the scheme I have proposed were adopted, the sum which I offer to give up 
\vould be supplied, and more than supplied, by the Fees I should receive from my pupils~ 
B11t the11 I nll1st have the entire management of the school in my own hands; on no other 
condition would I consent to a reduction of salary. What go~d could ever have been expect­
ed from the appointment of Directors, I cannot imagine. Every one is proverbially more 
conversant 'vith the duties of his own calling tha1~ any one else can be; and it is certainly 
not disparaging the abilities of the gentlemen of St. John's, to say that no nine persons se­
lected from among them ca11 be so competent to direct the affairs of a School as a properly 
qualified Schoolmaster. But, 'vere this other,vise, what reason ca.11 there be for supposing 
that persbns who have little or no direct interest in the affairs of an Institution, should manage 
it better than one whose presc11t means of livelihood, and future prospects, depend altogether 
on its faill1re or success. 

Directo1·s are, i11 n1y opinion, po,verless for gqod, though they may cause ah incalculable 
deal of mischief. 'l'hey may mist1nderstand a Ma5ter's plans, ancl (perhaps unintentionally) 
th,vart his endeavours to advan.ce ~he interests of the School; than which nothing can be more 
(lisl1e~rt,en.ing ; or, they m,ay, by inj11diciot1s and ill-timed interference, cause him to become 
dissatisfied with hi~ situation, a11d careless in tr1e discharge of its duties-they inay, in short, 
1nake a good Master useless ; but no efforts of theirs can render a bad one serviceable. Even 
supposing t~ey 'vere ~rmed 'Yith the fullest powers, and could, at their pleasure, dismiss a 
~faster o~" reduce his salary, still, all they could then exact \Vould be a perfunctory compliance 
'vitl1 their 'visl1es, necessarily unproductive of any good effect \Vhatever. 

When a Master 1s not pern1itted to . make rules for the School in which he teaches, he oc­
cupies an equivocal position~for a distrust is implied either in his honesty or capacity. In 
tl1e nattire . of things, p,ersons s9 situated will be extremely tenacious of their rights and priv..: 
ileges, and ,rega~·d with suspicion anything like a further encroachment 011 them~ Now, 
every act of the DireGtors, ho\vever .delicate and cautious be their mode of proceeding, must 
l1navoidably \Vear this appearance in the eyes of the Masters; and no system can be more 
calculated to destroy unanimity and confidence bet,veen the t\VO parties, and consequently to 
impede the pr ogres~ ~f the Sc,hool. .If a Master is expected to work \Yell, he must be uncon.; 
trolled-he inust neither be thwarted in his own plans, nor required to comply with rules for 
'vhich he is not responsible-he cannot be expected to enter heartily into the theories of others; 
especially when they do not cqincide with his o'vn notions, or to carry them out with the same 
zeal and vigour as he would his o\vn. 

In reply to this it may perhaps be urged that n1any schools tinder the control of Direct~. 
ors are in a flourishing condition-none such have come urider my own observatjon ; but if 
there are any, I thin}{ it \Vill be found that the Directors are content with a nominal pow,er, 
leaving the actual managen1ent of the School to the masters.-But, at any rate, is it desirable 
to contint1e a system liable to the dangers I have pointed out ? 

All practical men 'vill, I am sure, concur in the opinions I have adva11ced. In st1pport of 
them I can quot~ the \vords of the late Dr. Arnold, of Rt1gby, and of Adam Smith. The for- , 
ni~r thus \Vrites to the p1·esent Sir J. Stephen (then under Secretary of State) about the es­
tablish1ne11t of a College iri Van Dien1an's L~nd :-''I am only anxious to understand clearly, 
,y}1etl1er he (the Principal) is to be t111der the control of any local board, whether lay or cle-
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Tical ; because, i£l1e \Vere, ·r co11ld not conscientiously recon1mend him to undertake a11 office 
'vhich I atn s11re he \Vould sl1ortly find himself obliged to abandon. Unifor1n experler1ce 
sho:\vs, I thinlr, so clearly the i11ischief of subjecting Schools to tl1e ignorance and pa1·ty-feel­
ings of persons \vholly unacq1uiinted \vitl1 the theory and practice 0f education, that I feel it 
absolt1tely necessary to u11dersta11d t11e intentions of Governme11t on this q11estion."-The 
follo,vi11g extract is from the "'Vealthof Nations'' :-" .An extra-neous j ut~isdiction of this kind 

-is liable to be exercised both ignorantly and capriciously. In its nature it is arbitrary and 
discretionary; and the persons \Yho exercise it neither attending upoa the lectures of the 
Teacher the1nselves, nor perhaps 11nderstanding the sciences 'vhich it is l1is business to teach, 
are seldom capable of exercising it 'vitl1 judg1n-ent. From the insolence of office too, they 
are frequently i11Clifferent ho'v they -exercise it, and are very apt to censure or deprive him of 
his office wantonly, and 'vithout any just cal1se. ·The .person st1uject to sucl1 jr1risdiction is 
i1ecessarily degraded by it, and instead of being o.ne of the most respectable, is rendered one of 

· the ineanest and 1nost contemptible persons in the society:'" 

The power at prese11t vested in the Directors of the Academy-of fixing the rate of Fees to 
be paid by the St11de11ts, ;and of spending the inoney so raised, as they may thinl{ fit, ol1ght t1n­

do11btedly to be in the hands of the l\ias.ters. A\.nd there i1eed be no fear tl1at tl1is po,ver 
'vill be abt1sed, for it .,,vill be the direct interest of each l\laster to inake his -O\vn Scl1ool popt1-
lar, and to attract tliitl1er as large a. number of Scholars as possihle. Accordingly, any out­
lay 'vhich may se·em conducive to this end '\vill be readily inc11rred, "vhile, at t11e same tirne, no 

· n1ore \vill be spent than may be absolutely necessaryo 111 sl1ort, t11.ey may as safely be trusted 
· witl1 the n1a11age1ne11t of all money-1natters, as a n1ercha11t may \vith that of his Olvn capital. 
'l.,his, ho,vever, does 11ot apply to Director~. ~fhey suffer neither inconvenience i1or loss fron1 
tl1eir neglect or mismanagement, i1or can they derive any profit from the most judicious ex­
ercise oftl1eir authority. They cannot kno'v from personal observation an(l experience \vhat, 
from ti~e to time;111ay be required for .tl1e ~chool, nor 'vill they trouble themselves to see 
t1!at this is either expeditiously or eco11on1ically supplied. At present any addition to the 

: l\1asters' salaries depends O'n tl1e caprice of the Directors; \Vere my plan adopted, they 'vo11lcl 
have the s-atisfactio11 of k11owing that tl1eir income would increase 'vith their labour ; a11c.l 

·· ,vhat an i11centive tnust tbis .. be to exertion! On this point I 'vill qt1ote another passage from 
. the " vVealtl1 of N atio11s.-" The a11thor is speal{ing of Colleges_, \vhere '' the Teacher is pro­
hibited fron1 receiving any Ho11orary or Fee from his Pupils; a11d his salary constitutes tl1e 
'vhole of the Reven11e 'vhicl1 he derives from hi-s office. His interest" he says " is, i11 this 

., case, set as directly in oppositio11 to his duty as it is Rossible to set it. It is the interest of 
· every inan to live ag n1uch at his ease as he can ; and if his e1nol11ments are to be precisely 
the -same, .,vb-ether he doe.s or does i1ot perform so1ne very laborious duty, it is certainly his 

:interest, at least as ~interest is vulgarly .understood, either to neglect it altogether, or, if he is 
· subject to some autl1ority 'vhich \Vill .not suffer l1im to do tl1is, to perform it in as careless ancl 
slovenly ·a man11er as tl1at authority '\vill pern1it. If he is 11aturally active, and a lover of la­

)bour, it is his interest to en1pl0y that activity ii1 a11y way from which he can derive some ad­
vantage, I"ather than in the performance of his duty, fron1 \vl1ich he can derive none." 

Should a Master be found to be utterly incompetent, or be proved guilty of gross negli­
·· gence, t}'.·ranny and t11e like, in such a case ~(to 11Se the 'vords of Dr. Arnold) "the remedy is 
.. ·not interference, bt1t dis1nissal." P_eTl1aps it \vo11ld be advisable tl1at the Governor, or (in 
the Church of England and Ron1a11 Catholic Scl1ools) tl1e Bisl1op should have at1thority to i11-

vestigate charges of this 11ature, a11d to dismiss the M.aster if tl1ey 'vere proved against hin1. 
Bt1t such po,vers cot1ld i1ot, I think, be safely con1n1ittetl to any one else; perso11s living i11 

. -
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daily and familiar intercourse with the other· inhabitants of the place might so freqttently be 
required to decide cases in which they themsel'ves, or their friends, were personally i11terest~d. 

In process of time, if the system were once firmly established, the p11pils of t11e several 
schools might periodically be examined together, and prizes or exhibitioni awarided to the 
most distingt1ished. A 'vholesome spirit of emulation might in· this way be ex~ited both in 
inasters ai1d scholars. 

I now leave the \vho1e question in1 tl1e ha11d·s of' the Directors, feeling s-ure that they '\Viii give 
it t11at co11sideration 'vhich its importance demands. That the alterations I propose will be 
beneficial to all concerned, I have t1ot the sfightest doubt. Should, however, my ex.pectations 
be disappointed, (and the success of any system of edl1cation· depends less on its o\v11 intrinsic 
merits than on p11biic ()pinion-, guided- too often by fashion a·nd prejudice), in that case, I shall 
be the only s11fferer~ 'fhe Directors, at any rate, cannot lose by the experime11t-they wills 
I am sure, most gladly i-elinqt1ish duties at onee onerous and unsatisfactory.

S1R,-... \.s it \Vas only yesterday I, for the first time, heard' the Boa1·d 'vere preparing their 
An11ual Report of the .i\.cade1ny, ai1d as it lvas only to-day I 'va.s called upon by the Secretary 
to send then1 a Report, and urge·d, if I did so, to send it in early on to-morrow; I fea~ I shall 
not be able to do justice to tl1e subjects that press upon n1y consideration~ ; still do I deem it 
my duty to lay before the Board my hu1nble opinions upon some of:the matters, trusting. they 
may attract some little attention. 

Mr. N e'vma11 011 yesterday 'vas }{ind enough to let me have a copy of the Report he had 
sent in some time pl'evious to the last ineeting of the Board, a11cl as it is not unlikely the Board 
'vould be solicito11s to lear11 ho'v far I coincicled in or dissented from the opinions expressed 
therein, perhaps it wot1ld be as 'vell that I in a great measure confine myself to that document; 
and therefore, 'vith one or two prelirr1inary observatio11s, I sl1all adopt that course, 

I11 order to be in a position to judge co1rectly ho'v far the St. John's Academy has succeed­
ed, if it have suceeded, or how far it has failed, if it have failed, to produce the effect intended 
l)y tl1e cot1ntry, in tl1e Legislature, t11lo11 its endo\vment, 've must loolr to its brief history and 
to t11e peculiar circ11msta11ces that a'val\:e11ed tl1e 'visl1 originally to obtain it, a11d that en-. 
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gress most favorably. Trt1e, there are inany w110 m·ay object that religious instruction is not 
impartecl in the School; but fro1n the o.ntset,I have t1rged that the Masters sho11ld be empovver­
ed to devote a certain period of each da-y to the religious instruction of the Scholars-the Pro­
testant Master to the Protestants, and· the Catholic ~laster to·the Catholics. 

~Ir. Newman, in his report, imagines, ho,vever, that this 'vould not ans,ver the purpose 
inte11ded, a11.d s11gg·ests, as the only remedy, the separation of the children in three Schools­
Catholic-, Protestant, and Presbyterian--,vhile· I an1 still inclined to think that it \VOt1ld si­
lence every objection. .l\.s to the proposition of three Academies, I deem it greatly objection­
able, econon1ically, politically, and philanthropically. 

It is economically objectionable, because you can hardly l1ope to. have three sucl1 endo"\v­
ments made 'vithout incurring an expen~e very fat .. beyond that of the existing Institution. 
Politicallyit is objectionable,becal1se none 'vho have the true \Velfare of the 'vhole comm11nity at 
heart 'vill think~. calmly of forbidding little children to mingle beca-use they happen to enter­
tai11 different religious opinions. If tl1e children be then separated i11 their boyhood, can they 
be expected to be united in n1anhood? I migl1t quote the opinions of the greatest statesmen 
that such separations 'vere impolitic-of distinguished literary n1en tl1at they 'vere improper­
of Divines, that they 'vere \Vrong. 

In 1839, Lord Dt1rham, then C-Tov.ernor-General of Canada·, spoke of the da11ger to be ap .. 
i1rehended from separating children into Class Schools. His Lordship said ''No common 
education lias served to ren1ove the difference of origin and language-the associations of 
youth, the sports of childl1ood, and the studies by \vhich the character of manhood is modifi­
ed·,_ are clistinct and totally different. In Montreal and Quebec there are E11glish Schools 
a.nfl French Schools-11ation against nation;. and the q.uarrels which arise amongst boys in 
the streets usually exhibit a div.isio11 into English on one side, and. French on the other." Di­
vide them 011 acco11nt of religion~ and the effect is the same,. save that there-is far n1ore of ran.­
car engendered. 'l,en years have elapsed since Lord Durham. penned these sentiments, ancl 
\Ye find the bo3rs \vho were then separated into French and English in. the Schools, n1arshall­
ed against each other to-day in stern l1ostility as men. 

I11 Hol1and, education is most carefully fostered by the State; bt1t in the School~ there is 
no question as to the religious principles of the children. Holland is a Protesta11t cou11try, 
bt1t its governn1ent is most tolerant. In the exquisite· 'vorlr of l\t1. Victor Consin, on the state 
of Pri1nary Education in that Country, he gives a conversatio11 he 11ad on the subject \Vitl1 
M. V antler Ende, wl1erein that distinguished l3cholar, General Inspector of Primary Instruc .. 
tion, observed of tl1ese Schools-" Yes, they ought to be, in an. extended sense, Christian, but 
neitl1er Protestant or Catholic; they ought to belong to no particular sect, nor to teach any 
creed, in order that even the J e'vs, without prejudice to their faith, may attend them." 

No man ofthe present day has devoted himself so untiringly to the study of Education as 
~fr. Wyse; his opinion, therefore, on this subject can11ot be t1ni1nportant.. " To class our 
native Schools," says he, " under tl:e partial designations of Protestant and Catholic, is a 
co11tradiction. By becoming sectarian they cease to· be national. We tell the child tl1at it 
is in his nature and in l1is duty to live apart and hostile; \Ve gro'v Protestants and \Ve gro"v 
Catholics fo~ futt1_re. conflicts; a~d le~t, if \Ve co11fided to their own un~utored feelings, they 
should seek in rel1g1on only that in \Vh1ch all agree, \Ve take care to point their attention to 
that in which each differs." 

I have thus given the opinio11 of an illustrious statesman, and of' a Ron1an Catholic gentle­
ma11 of the highest literary character, upo11 the subject of these u11happy Scl1ool divisions. I 
now tt1r11 to Protestant English at1thority of the highest character, as I have already adduced 
evidence of the opinions of the Protestant State of Holla11d. " The Central Society of Edu~, 

-- -
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cation" embraced nnn1es the most distinguished for learning and religion; among the Come 
n1ittee of l\fanageme11t 've iincl the i1ames of Becl{ford, Ed,vard Lytton Bul\tver, Sir M. L. 

·Chapman, Coates, .A\. .. De Morgan, IIo,vard Elphinstone, 'V. E\vart, Captain Fergt1son, Lord 
l{ing, Sir 'Vn1 .. J\'loleslvorth 1 11igl1t I-Ion. A ~lurra.y .(Lord Advocate), Sergeant 'falfo·urd, 
&c. Amor1gst the meml1ers, De11is Le '1 archa11t, Esq., J_Jord Ebringto11, M. D. Hill, Miss 

-~Iartineat1, Lord John liussell, Sir Hussey Vivian, Lord Mount Eagle. Let us see their opi· 
nion, as appears fron1 their 'vork pt1blished i11 1838 :--

'' A fe,v lvords," says thi.s \York, " upo11 the principle of separate or sectarian Schools. It 
js a principle discot1raged by the Governments of France and Germany,, a1~d to 'vhich ei~ery 
good 1nart shoiclll be di~sposed , .. so long as chilc1re11 are not allowed to play together because the 
opinions of the parents differ, tl1e re1igio11 -of peace and good will among men will never have 
a practical meaning.. I:Io,vever nun1erous a sect rnight b~ \Ve \vou}d not promote the forma-
·tion of a11 exclusive School; an Educational Boarcl should be extremely solicitotis to bring· 
the children of differeut sects together, that they may no longer gro"\v tip rega1ding tl1e co11-
~cientfous of other sects as moral monsters to be shl1n11ed -and abhorred.'" 

I ne~d only add to these strong evidences that of a distingt1ished Divine, published in tl1is 
country in 1834, in conlmenting .upon the strong opinions adverse to this IJrinciple expressed 
by the late Chief Justice of N ewfoundla11d, 1\tlr. Bot1lton, at tl1e St, Joh n's Charity School~ 
·1"'he Right Rev. Dr. ~~leming strong]y t1pl1e.lcl tl1e vie\YS that \Vere <lictated b.y the highest 
sen·se of :religion and philanthropy. 

Need I say more~· 'I fear I .have already t:t~espassecl too much upon the patience of the 
Board, bt1t cannot conclt1de 'vithout in1ploring tl1em to pause before they sever the Christian 
bond that is being bound ·ar,>11nd the hearts of all i11 the Academy. 1·11ave already, in my~ 
.anxiety to anticipate every objection, suggested that the Masters sho11ld teach religion; but, 
should they -tl1ink ·.that lvould not be .desirable, then let tl1en1 not incur the expense of t\VO ad­
c1itional Academies, b11t let then1 endow the p1--esent one \vith three Chaplaincies-one Ca­
tl1olic, one Protestant, and ·One Presbyterian e-r ~ffethodist-.-a11d let the duty of these ca1ap­
lains be .to impart :religious instruction; ,and surely, then, every objection on t11e score of reli­
gion that could be songl1t to be n1et by the separatio:n "\:vould be completely obviated. I pray 
that I be parc1oned for speaking thus strongly; I do so because m·y every feeling for the public 
'\i\~elfare is i11tcrested-I do so because I fee'l convinced of the correctness of my opinions-be­
cause I have clerived these opinions from the i)ractical experience in the education of yo11th 
of up,vards of a quarter of a centt1ry, and they have been strengthened by the experience and 
the 'visdom of the \vis.est and most experienced and most virtuot1s n1en of our day. 

Believe me, the St.John's Academy needs not the touch of this da11gerous experiment. Let 
it have a fixed settlement some\vhere and immediately-let it not be flung into a11 abode cal-

-~culated to render it a bye-word; a mockery-let not the feelings of the children, of tl1e 1\1ast­
ers, be subjected every hour of tl1e day to 011trage-let tl1e Teachers reside l1pon t11e premises 
-let the entire control and managen1ent of the Institution be fil111g llpon them, 'vho are re­
sponsible to the Government, to the public, to tl1eir families, for its '\vell-being-and be assur~ 
.ed the Academy \Vill 11ot fail to fulfil the 'varmest 'vishes of its projectorso

'The Directors of tl1e St. John's Academy, in presenting their Annual Report ltpon the af­
fairs of that I11stitution, have rnuch regret in stating that th~ anticipations of a rapid improve­
i-nent in its state and condition, in '\ivl1ich at the time of their last Report they indulged, have 
i1ot been realized, and that experience has not justified the opinions they then entertained _ o_f 
the causes of its apparent failure. In accordance with the views they then expressed, the Di-
1·ectors, at the con1mencement of the past year, removed the Academy from Castle Rennie to 
a more central sit11ation 'vithin the to,vn-tl1e Fee& annually payable by the Pupils having 
been reduced a sl1ort tin1e previously from Eight to Five Po11nds-but no corresponding in­
crease has as yet tal{en place i11 the nu1nber of the Scholars ; and a prospective change in the 
managen1ent of t11e Aca<l.en1y by tl1e substitution of su1plus fees for the allo'\ivance heretofore 
n1ade to t11e Masters for house-rent, a change made as 'vell from a regard to tl1e straightened 
incotne of the Boarcl as fro1n a desire to give the :\fasters a deeper interest in tl1e prosperity of 
tl1e Institution, and of 'vl1ich cl1ange they 'vere in due course notified, has also failed, at least 
hitherto, in producing any favorable result. 

1Jnder these circumstances the Directors have been obliged to seek for other causes besides 
tl1ose already suggested, to ,-vhich to attribute the \Vant of success 'vhich bas attended the 
'~orking of this establishment; and they now 'vi th some diffillence submit the follo,ving observ· 
ations as containing the conclt1sions at 'vhich they have arrived upon t11e subject. 

The Directors l1ave no reason lvhatever to doubt the competency of either 1\'Iaster for the 
situation assigned to hi1n; a satisfactory exan1ination of tl1e pupils 'vhich tool{ place at the last 
Miclsumn1er vacation sufficiently satisfied then1 t1pon this point ; bt1t the Directors conceive 
that there is son1ething very anomalous in tl1e relative positions of the Board and the Teach­
ers, in the circumstance of the latter being appointed by,and being therefore virtt1al!y respon· 
ble to, the Governme11t only-\vl1ile the forn1er have merely the direction of the Masterg, 
'vithout the po,ver of punishing a breach of any regulation ,vJ1ich may have been fo11nd neces­
sctry for their guida11ce. In such a case any interference on the part of the Board may be 
rendered 'vholly n11gatory by the independence of tl1e ~!asters, and a divided responsibility 
inay thus be occasioned 'vl1ich, by enabling the one to sl1ift the odium of any failure in the 
'vorking of tl1e Institution to the s11oulders of tl1e otl1er, cannot fail to be productive of the 
'vorst conseqt1ences. 

By the accompanying letters from the Masters (communications in which there is much 
that is \vcll deserving of serious consideration, and \vhich clisplay in the 'vriters a very praise­
'vorthy interest in the charge cornmitted to them,) it 'viII ·be seen that upon this point these 
gentlemen hold opinions very different fro1n those entertaine-d by the Board; but notwith­
standing the hig11 autl101ity which n1ay be adduced in favour of an alteration there sug.gested, 
of leaving the whole responsibility and the '\vhole power in the hands of the Masters, and of 
abolishing the Board of Directors altogether, the Directors ca11not bring themselves to the be­
lief that in the present case such a course 'vould be either 'vise or satisfactory, inasmucl1 as 
the objection to the Board of Directors, on the ground of any injury they migl1t do by any im­
proper interference '\iVith the ft1nctions of the Masters, is an objection in the abstract only, and 
one \Vhich practically can hitherto have 11ad little or no effect in the working of the St. John's 
Acaden1y; and th8 example of other flourishing Educational Institutions in the Colony under 
similar inanage1nent has amply shewn that the principle in itself, so reason~ble and popu:lar,of 
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giving to the public, "rho find ft1nds for such an establisl1n1ent, the guarantee of a BoarcI of 
Directors· for tl1eir just appropriation, is i1ot in itself one 'vhich 11ecessarily indicates the fail-
11re of the scheme to 'vhicl1 i( is applied. 

, Instead, the1·efore, .of ~doing .a\v.ay 'vi th the Board of Directors, as suggested in Mr. N E\V .. 

MA~'s letter, the Board are clearly of opinion that their po,vers should be increasecl, by vest· 
ing i11 them the ap_pointment of the Masters, and thus giving then1 that effectt1al control over 
the affairs of the Academy without which any proceedings of theirs ca11 practically bear no 
stronger ch,aracter than t11at of recommendation or advice. The Directors, however, \vould 
11ot be 11nderstood as ascribing to this defect alone tl1e ill-success of their labours ; another, 
and a much more serious cause is, i11 their opinion, to be fo11nd in the entire absencA, in the 
course of instruction, of all religi.011s teaching. rrhe Directors are firmly of opinion that for an 

' Institution such as this, clesigned not so much for communicati11g to adults l{nO\VlPdge purely 
scientific a11d classical, as for the instruction in the ordinary branches of a good general ed11· 
cation, the confidence of the public 'vill never be attained t1nt.il a proportionate degree of at­
tention is paid by the l\fasters to t11e religious trai11ing of those intrusted to their charge, and, 
as in the prese11t ~onstitutio11 of the Academy, this end cannot be attai11ed, the Boartl do not 
hesitate to recom1nend an alteration in this respect ~y means of .a slight an1endment in tl1e 
Act of Incorporation. 

Co11curring in a ;very great degree in the opinions expressed b:y tl1e First ~I aster t1po11 tl1is 
point, the Direccors believe that a distrib11tion of the present salaries, vvith the amount a11nu­
ally voted for the support of a Presbyterian School, amongst three, or if necessa1·y, a greater 
number of Masters, eacl1 of whon1 might, in the sa1ne building though in a different apart1nent 
fro1n his fello,v-teachers, instrl1ct those of his o\vn faith in botl1 religious ancl sect1lar learning, 
would restore the Academy to that .Place in the 01iinion of the public 'vhicl1 at present it does 
not possess ; '\Vhile the-introduction of a new principle into its system of instructio11 and the 
proper e1nulation which. might i1att1rally be expected bet,v.ce11 the different bra11ches of an In­
stitution so constituted_, 'vould be sti:fficie11t guarantees for its progressive ai1cl permanent ad­
vantage, and for the steady improvement of its pupils. 

In the belief th~t .tl1ese suggestions, if carried into efiect,,vill produce that favourable change 
in the conditio11 of the Academ:y which is so much to be desired, and 'vithout 'vhich it ougl1t 
not longer .to be continued a burden upon the funds of the Colo11y, tl1e Directors respectfully 
submit them to the consideration of Your Excellency. The Reports of the Masters, and tl1e­
Treasurer's Accot1nt for the year 1849, are herewith transrr1itted.

REPORT OF THE 001\iMISSIONERS OF LIGHT HOUSES. 

The Comn1issioners of Light-Houses, in s11bmitting their Annual Report, have to observe 
on the progress that, in the cot1rse of the past year, has been mac1e in the erection of the Light 
House at Cape Pine, 'vhich 11as been l1ndertal(e11 by t11e Britisl1 Govern111ent, and 'vhich, the 
Commissioners have reason to believe,will be completed and in operation in the course of the 

• ensuing year. 
t 

But in adverting to this subject, the Board cannot but express their regret that no arrange-
ment has yet been arrived at \vith the Provinces of Canada, Nova Scotia, and Ne\v Brunswick, 
respecting the charge for the mainte11a11ce of tl1is I.Jight. This subject has been repeatedly 
brought under the notice of the Executive in the Reports which this Board have had the 
honor of laying before them; but t1p to t11is time no progress has been made towards the set­
tlement of tl1e question on an equitable and legititnate basis. The prospect of an early com­
pletion of the estaulishment renders it most advisable that a definite understanding should be 
arrived· at witho11t further delayi and the Board are not 'villing to believe that the Govern-
1ne11ts of those Provinces \vill refuse that co-operation 'vhich every principle of justice \Vould 
claim at their l1ands. '"f o this Colony the Light at Cape Pine is of less value than to any of 
tl1e others. ·In the caEualties that have occurred 011 tl1at part of our Coast, b11t fe,v l1ave been 
connected 'vith t11e trade of tl1is Island. It is to the trade of the Gulf of St. La,vrence that 
this Light is n1ainly valuable as a guide for ships 11ome,vard bound, 'vl1ich, in steering~ fro1n 
the Gulf for Cape Race, are set into St. Sl1ott's by tl1e current, as has so frequently been the 
the case. This is a trade 'vl1olly l1nconnected \vitl1 this Colony-and, \Vith tl1e Royal ~fail 
Stean1ers,is the only interest to be 111aterially benefitted by tl1e Cape Pirte Ligl1t. The Board 
must accordingly believe that there 'vill be a 'villingneE.s to participate in the charge to sus­
tai~ it on t11e part of those Gover111nents 'vhose trade is to receive so large a share of benefit. 
']~he Commissioners 'vould therefore respectfully s11ggest that an early co1nmunication be 
made to the proper qt1arter, 'vith a vie'v to that co-01Jeration 'vhich the circumstances so well 
claim . .. 

The Board, as i11timated in their last Report, have had to incur at Cape Spear an 011tlay of 
£420 sterling. A Sto11e Pier, to sustain the La11tern as at Cape Bonavista, has bee11 built-, 
and the Establishn1ent gc11erally put in so sl1bsta11tial and efficient a co11dition that any ex­
pense beyond trifii11g repairs 'vill not be req11ired for n1any years to come. 

The ann.ual accounts are here,vith transmitted, she,ving an aggregate expencl.iture oJ 
£1410 12s. 4d., 011 acco11nt of the several EstalJlish1nents, including the cost of repairs at 
Cape Spear above i1oted. ""

REPORT OF THE PHYSICIAN TO THE PROVISION"t\.L LUNATIC ASYLUM. 
-··----

'!'he steady success of the treatment of the insane, t1po11 t11e principle of no11-restraint, dl1-

ring the past t\iVO years at Palk's Farm, has acldecl another proof to t11ose recently given in 
other cot1ntries, of the i)racticability of its application to insanity ,even under very ad verse cir­
cumsta11ces. Yet I conceive it to be not altogether ot1t of l)lace to give a brief revie'v of the 
causes 'vl1ich led to tl1e establish1nent of this ten1porary retreat, and of its true cl1aracter, lest 
the ct1rative measures, there ado1Jted, inay ap1)ca1 to have prodt1ced inadequate rest1lts; i1ot­
withstanding the complete disuse of chains, strait-waistcoats, ancl every other rneans of me-­
chanical restraint. For, to the l)t1blic ear, a Lu11atic Asylun1 at St. Jol1n's co11veys tl1e idea 
of an Institutio11 adapted i11 every \vay to the purpose of caring' for and cu.ring tl1ose afflicted 
"\vith the disease of insanity-ancl not of a ten1porary abocl0, 'vhere a tho11sand ex1)edients arc 
resorted to, to st1pply, i11 son1e clegree, the reql1isites that are al,vays at 11an(l in Asyla of the 
present day~ 

I will therefore sk:etch in a fe\v \Vorcls, t11e institution, progress, and present condition of tl1e 
P1ovisional Lunatic 1\~syl11n1, Decen.11Jer 31st, 18·19. 

Suggested, from the san1e reasons, as those 'vhicl1 oporatecl i11 orig·inating t11e present cot111-
try ancl other }_i_syla, in England, viz.--the \vretched condition~und cruel trcatn1ent of the In­
sane, in I-Iospitals, Poor Houses, and Private Lodgings. Funds for the erection of a suitable 
building were voted by the Leg·islature in t11e sessio11 of 1846. But upon a very careful ex­
amination of the subject, n1ade by ~Ir. Purcell the Architect on the 0110 ha11d, an<l n1ysclf on 
the other, at the instance of the Government., touching the i1ecessary nccom1nodation to be 
provided for the care and trcatrne11t of Lunatics, under the systen1 of nor1-mecha11ical re­
straint ; it becan1e obvio11s, that the Sl11n voted ( £ 1500) \Vas ins11fficie11t. And having been di­
rected to ascertain 'vhat 'vo11ld be an adeqttate sun1, 've determined, nfter patie11t calc11lation, 
that £3000 vfould be required-t1pon which, the I.,egislaturc, at tl1e instance of tl1e Gover11-
ment, 'vitl1 ready benevolence, voted a second sum of £1500 (1847.) In the n1eanti1ne, a dcla~y· 
?f twelve mo11ths had occurred i11 com1r1encing the i)rojected A.sylun1. 

lT pon my appoin tn1en t ( 1846) as Physician and Superintenclar1t of the L1111atic "'A.sy ln 1n~com­
mencing my duties by· directing the organizatio11 of plans for the 11e\v building, it had repeat .. 
edly struck me, that a degree of certainty, i1ot otl1erwise attainable, n1ight be attac11cd to the 
joint proceedings of Mr. Purcell and i11yself, and to ensure to the Colony full valt1e for the 
conten1plated 011tlay, if I could l1ave the opportunity affordecl to me, of co111paring the actual 
state of the buildings, and of the patients therein, of the best Asyla iii England, 'vitl1 the 
pla11s projected by ourselves for the St. Johr1's 1i.sylu1n, ancl its future in1nates. I tl1ercforc 
proposed to the Government i11 I 847, that as the improved system of treating IJt111atics 11ad 
been carried ou.t on a very extended scale 'vith g~reat s11ccess, since n1y 01)portunity of seeing~ 
it, in the interval between I832 ancl 1837-ancl t11e arrangement of the buildings t11emselves 
had been also much improved-if tl1e (iovernment 'vould allo'v ine a salary, hoY\7ever small, 
from the date of my apr)ointment, I 'vottlcl visit tl1e best Asyla in .'England and li,rance at i11y 

o\ivn expense, and so secure the erectio11 in this rJ'o,vn, of the best k.ind of Asylum, obtainable 
l1pon the best Il10dels ;-thereby f)reYenting the possibility of a large SUlU being t}1rO:\Vll U\VU}'­
llpOil a pt1blic builcling ,-useless as to its i11tended purpose ;-.. vv hicl1, fron1 tl1e pec11liar re. 
qt1irements of a11 Institt1tio11 affor{ling n1eans for the care of L11natics in a state of com11r\ro>"' 
tive liberty, it \Yonltl have been so ea"y to do.

. 1,he Government did me the honor to approve of, and adopt my offer, and the reception of 
my report to the Government upon my return to St. John's, and that of my report of last year, 
embodying some of my observations at home, by the Government and Legislature, leave me 
110 room to suppose that my exertions \Vere witho11t success. 

Corrected in some things, and established in others., regarding my views of the syste1n of 
mechanical 11on-restraint i11 the treatme11t of the insane, I benefitted by personal observation of 
the effect of good treatment, and by communication with those excellent Physicians who had 
practised it ; and the professional arcl1itectl1ral details of the new Asylum I submitted to 
the examination of the resident Arcl1itect at Han well, requesting him, if necessary, to furnish 
me \Yith an e11tirely ne'v plan, irrespective of that of J\{r. Purcell and myself,-as "ve had no 
object in pron1oting the adoption of an inferior plan beyond the qt1estion of expense-£3000 
being our limit. Upon this (although the sum appeared too small to the Han well Architect) 
that gentleman undertool{ to do as I requested; and further, llpon the commencement of the 
building at St. Joh n's, he promised to select and p11rchase the necessary items at the Han well 
co11tract prices ; thereby ensuring the supply of a cheaper and better article thro11gh his ex­
perience a11d position than could be procured in general; and providing against the casualty 
of a bad or inappropriate material or man11factl1re being sent out. In constructing his plan, I 
desired him to provide for the heating of the building by steam or hot air, should its adoption 
l1ereafter be deemed advisable. Before leaving Hanwell, as I could not get the plan finished 
in tin1e to bring 'vith me, 1, of cour.:e, bargained for its price; anti 'vith great libera1ity, Mr. 
Harris agreed to tal{e £ J 5 stg., instead of £20, \Vhich was his charge, upon my representing 
to hin1 that I "as employing l1in1, in some <legree, upon my O\\tn responsibility. 

The plan referred to, in every 'vay satisfactory in itself, a'vaits the time 'vhen t11e rarJidly 
in11Jroving condition of the colony shall have so far advanced as to justify t11e Government in 
erecting t11e long projected Lunatic Asylun1. 

Upon my return from my mission, I 'vas painfully convinced that the Go\rernment, from the 
err1barrassed state of the finances of the colony, had deter1nine~ that the erection of a Lunatic 
Asylt1m sho11ld be deferred for a co11siderable time. But having gone so far into the matter, 

·11pon my urgent representations, as the Cottage \vhich had served for a Fever Hospital 'vas 
still in the hands of the Government, I was instructed by His Excellency to fit up this small 
building as a temporary retreat for tl1e Insane, and to comn1ence their proper treatment, in so 
far as circl11nstances wo11ld permit. I need not say ho"v cheerfully I set to work to effect a 
long cherished object, even situated so differently from 'vhat I had hoped, and reasonably ex­
I)ected to have been, at the commencement of my 11ndertaking. And whatever has been ac­
con11Jlished during the two years' occupation of Palli's Farm, in carrying out a i1ew system, 
has been done \Yithout additional cost to the Colony; for, as I showed in my report for 18481 

the rent, 1vages, and all other charges forr.ning the an1111al expenditure of the Provisional Asy­
lt1n1, did not amount to so mucl1 money as had been incurred under the old system in the 
Hospital. During the past t\vo years my duties have been to instruct the attendants from day 
to day; to treat the Insane then1sel ves, and to superintend the economy of a constantly increas­
ing household; besides the difficult taslr of attempting to provide internal and external ac­
con1modation, by a sort of daily patch \rvork, for Lunatics in a state of freedom, combined with 
security. 

But during the past year ( l849) a great increase of the numbers of insa11e patients 11as 
take11 place, viz. : from 23 to 42, being an increase of three-fourths. The increase of expe11se, 
110,vever, has beer1 but one-third, inclt1ding the cost of ten other patients, treated during the

year-making' (as appears in the annexed table of cases) a total of 29 for the past year alone, 
exclusive of the 23 remai11ing at the close of 1848, 11umbering altogether 52. 

To provide accommodation. for 19 additional lunatics, some of whon1 'vere of violent char­
acter, and to provide also additional assistants, so that no lunatic need l>e corrfine d, taxed the 
i·esources of the establishn1ent to the ut1nost; and has inevitably i11creased the expendit11r~; 
though, as shown above, by no means in an equal relative pro1)ortion. 

In 1848 it was found that the diet cost 6s. 9d~. a-weelr fo-r each person; but at the present 
date, the diet costs but 4s. 9d!. each i)er 'veel{, the increase of n11mbers during the past 
yea1· having enabled. me grad11ally to effect this reduction \vithout curtailing the allowances.

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I am happy to be able to Sa)r, in this place, that the comforts a11d care besto\ved upon the in­
sa11e ii1 the Asyl11m provided for then1, has not bee11 \vithout fruits. The co11dition of the 
insane is at length u11qucstionably much ameliorated i11 this cou11try; 11ot,vithstanding tl1e 
imn1ense difference bet\veen 'vhat it now is, and what it might, and I hope~ 'vill ere long be, in 
a proper Asylltm. The beneficial results produced during the past t'vo years have, ~n some 
instances, fairly surprised me-much as I l1ad reasonably expected ; and I would fain that 
all those 'vho feel any interest i11 the insane, could witness these things and judge for them­
selves. rrhe amount and l{i11d of care and 'vatchf11lness 'vhich t11e insane require 'vhen llll­

der treatn1ent-if good results are expected-is both fro1n Physicians a11d Attendants, howev­
er, by no means trivial . 

. 1\s an exa1nple of tl1e delicate tasli of treating the insane, I '\Vill mention '\Vhat occurred to 
me a few days si11ce:-

One of n1y patients, at one time a violent n1aniac, bt1t latterly more tranq11il,l1aving been a11 

inn1ate t"\vo years, to iny very great deligl1t, spoke to me in a rational ma1111er ; said 11e 
hoped soon to be '\vell, that he felt a cha11ge i11 l1im, that he recollected and deplored his past 
state ,v}1ich it had pleasecl God to visit UJJOn liim, doubtless for 'vise p11rposes. rl,l1at he l1eg­
ged to tell n1e that \V hen he used to call himself God, and to say that God spoke in and thro' 
~him, that it ioas not so at all,-only whatever had been the matter '\vith him had caused him 
to say so, &c., &c. In sl1ort, this maniac 'vas becoming a reasoning man, and as in so man)7 

insta11ces recollected all that had l1appened to hi1n so curiously, that he remarl\.ed-Doctor, 
you came i11to my room one day, (t,velve mo11ths previous) and took one of the potatoes off my 
plate and ate it ; no,v, Doctor, it is very stra11ge, but th~ reaso11 I wouldn't eat my din11er 
that day lvas beca11se you to11ched it, and I could not bear, and can/not yet, that any one shall 
ineddle 'vith or toucl1 tl1e victuals tl1at are bro11ght to me. His insanity \Vas not all ~one, lJut 
a vast change \Vas suddenly apparent. Just at the turn of the tide, as it 'vere, vvas this 
man's mind,and a false step on my part migl1t :have replunged him into the darkness of insanie 
ty. The i1ext day I fo1111d him repeating every "\Vord I said, as he did formerly in the heigl1t 
of his disease, in a inocl{ing inan11e1-, ans,vering nothing to questions ; and I '\Vas inuch dis­
tressed lest tlie ligl1t of r~ason had been but a glimn1er preceding imbecility or death, as is 
sometirnes the case. In a fe,v minutes, ho,vever, as I became silent, he turned to\vards me, 
and said-Doctor, I "\Vas repeating everything )-Otl said to 1ne just now, as I used to do when 
I co11ld not help it; somethi11g made n1e do it then, and jt1st at this moment I felt it, but 110,v 
it is gone. This mocking fit has not returned, and there is every l1ope of the young man's re­
covery.. I have stated this circt1n1stance of his case, to she'v an example of a principle \vhich 
is applicable in various degrees to all cases of insanity, viz.-the ct1re of the disease depends 
t1pon a 'vatchful care and i11structed observatir)n, not to be obtai11ed withot1t the '\iValls of an 
Asy lun1, priYate or public. What \Vas ap11arently inevitable, if this mocking fit, the result 
of departing insanity, 11ad caused irritation and erroneo11s ma11agen1ent on the paI't of the per­
son l1aving cont1ol over this patient~ The favorable 1noment might have been lost for 
ever. 

An Asylum is a place of retreat for the afflicted, and is neitl1e1• to ma11y people a pleasant 
place to visit, i1or is it fitting, at all times, that visitors should be encou1~aged; certainly never 
whe11 prompted by idle ct1riosity. But on the other hand, besides the relatives of the i11sanej 
;vl10 are al,vays 'velcon1e at fitting ti1r1es, 'vhcn the patients do not suffer from it, many per~ 
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dreadful pai11 in l1er l1ead which formerly cat1sed her frightful crying fits, and from being an 
object of horror to the sight, she has become a pleasing looking 'vo1nan. Of the cases dis­
missed co11valescent, one from a state of periodical acute mania, the satisfactory intelligence 
l1as reached one of tl1e Ron1a11 Catholic Clergymen of this town, from Ireland, that t11e recov­
ery is con1plete and permane11t; and the other two co11valescents, one of Conception Bay, and 
011e of St. Joh11's, continue in a sound state of inind. 

In providing acco"n11nodntion for t11e g,reat increase of our i1l1mbers dt11'ing the past year, 
and for the general safety, under the circ11n1stance of several viole11t lunatics being added to 
t11e former inmates, a linhay, 45 feet in length, has been built at the back of the houEe occu~ 
pied l1y the male patie11ts, and has been divided, by very strong partitions, into seven bed­
roon1s, t11ercby enabling n1e to separate thirteen male patients fro111 the rest at night; and 
tl1is proportion of single-bedded rooms i11 an Asylt1m containing 23 inale patients, is t11e 
sn1allest that could be adopted, compatible \Vith safety. 

A separate bedroom for t'\ivo male afte11dants·, imn1ediately adjoining that of the patients 
'Yh.o sleep toget lier, 11as been built, and a store-roon1 also, for the male 'vards. 

rl .. he privies have bee11 enlarged, and pitched 'vooden drains laid do\v11 fron1 then1, in con­
sequence of tln\vholcsome and dangerous effluvia having been generated near the old privies 
last st1111n1er, about the time 1vhe11 the cholera \ivas to be dreaded as a .possible visitant. 
'l .. l1eBe drains are now so managed that i10 accl1mulation in them is possible, '\vith ordinary at­
tention, either in su1n111er or winter. 

At the road-side a clapboard fence l1as been put up, 123 feet i.n length, in conseql1ence of 
the unceasing ar1noyance ,v}1icl1 the ferr1ale patients \Vere exposed to fron1 t11e idle, thought­
less, and maliciot1s portion of tl-1e passers-by. It is, indeed, to be regretted, that the Asylum 
is so i11ucl1 exposed to observation from botl1 roads; for to sucl1 a l1eight dicl the insolent ct1° 
riosity ofsome evil-disposed persons attai11 during last Sl1mn1er, tl1at I 'vas obliged to apply to 
t11e Government for protectio11 fro1n the i)olice, as the fences 'vere scaled, ti1e atte11dants de­
fied, a11d the lunatics excited and made a mock of. 

In the female division of the house an additio11al strong room has been b11ilt. 

It having bPen found that the \Vell afforded no 'vater in dry \Veather, and tl1at mt1ch time 
at very serious inconvenience, was, in consequence, occupied in bringing water from the riv­
er, &c., I applied to l\f r. lVlinto, engineer of the Water Company,for the loan of the boring ap. 
paratus; and that gentlema11 having applied for, and received permission to lend it, not only 
did so, bl1t \Vas kind and liberal enough to superintend the tedious operation of boring thr0t1gh 
the solid rocli. in the \vell. The principal part of this labot1r was performed by alternate par­
ties of the insane. So1ne blasting 'vitl1 gt1npo,vder, after t11e boring had bee11 co1npleted, ef• 
fected tl1e necessary object, and the establish111ent no'v possesses an abunda11t supply of 'vater. 

In addition to tl1e work alreatly n1entlonecl, a small :fieid, of about three-quarters of an 
acre, has been rented, adjoining the garden, for the double purpose of keepi11g off the idle by 
a good fence, \vhich l1as been put up along its ot1ter boundary, and of giving the male pati­
ents some en1ployment in Ctlltivating it. ,.f;he profit upon the field for 1849, as may be seen 
in the accot1nt, is £8 16s., whi~h, added to the value of the fence, viz., £5 18s. 6d., is equal 
to £14 14s. 6d.; labor being free. 

..... 
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In conclusion, I 'vould obs-erve t11at the constant enco11rage1nent and st1pport \vl1ich t11e in­
stitution has received through 111y l1ands, from l1i~ Excellency the Governor, and the rare ap .. 
preciation by tl1e ho11orable the Colonial Secretary, of the nature and difficuJty of makjng tl1e 
experin1ental tri8.l of the i1on-111ec1~anical restraint system of treating the insane, in so ill­
adapted a place as the Cottage at Falk's fartn, have been hitherto the foundations of its suc­
cess, and fJr 'vhich I cannot be Sl1fficiently thnnk_ful. Bt1t, ur1til the Government has it in 
its po1ver to build an Asyl11m 011 the scale provided for tl1e i>urp0se by a '\vise and benevolent 
Legislature, I cannot but i·egarcl myself, as indeed I am also reg·arded by so1ne of the Asylum 
in1nates, in the light of a gaole-r, as 'vell as a physician to tl1e insane.

·1,hat your Petitioners, resident inhabitarits of St. John's and its vicinity, have \vitnessed 
,vith great pleasure for many years the be11eficial results of the labours of the N ewfou11dland 
Scl1ool Society in this Island, which they mainly attribute (under God) to the sound princi~ 
ples upon \vhich its fundamental lavvs are based, and to the Catholic spirit in 'vhich tl1e opera­
tions of that benevolent Institution l1ave been carried out. 

Instituted at a period (nearly 30 years since) \Vhen this Co'lony 'vas almost without any edu­
cational appliances, it has 1Jurst1ed the even tenor of its \vay through evil report and througl1 
good report, holding out tlie advantages of a good education to all parties 1vithout distinctio11. 

That your Petitioners co11fidently aflirin this systen1 has \Vork.ed \vell, the proof of v1hich 
is to be found at the present time in the Society's Scl1ools, composed of children of all denon1i­
nations in the localities in 'vhich they are situated.

That in a country like Newfoundland, consisting of sn1all and \videly scattered settlements~ 

containing 1hembers of several denominations of Christians, it is next to i1npossible to carry 
out any exclusive system of edueation; '"rhilst the expense to the colony, even i11 mak.ing the 
attempt, must be very great.

GENTLElVfEN,--

Having been appointed by His Excellency the Governor to exa1r1ine the Boolr.d ·.1;nu Ac 
cou11ts of the late Treasurer and to report thereon to you, we ha ye no'v the l1onor to lay before 
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Y.ou the result of our investigation, \vhich 've have recorded in a B·ook under the heads' i11en··· 

tioned at foot hereof for your information, and for tl1e guidance of the 11e\v Treasurer. 

I11 entering upon the A11dit of the late Treasurer'·s .Lt\.ccot1nts·, vve consider it necessary to:. 
state tl1at 've have experienced great difficulty i11 ascertaining tl1c exact amount of monies re­
ceived by Mr. MoRRis in his capacity of Treasurer-there 'vas no regnla'r Book kept exhibit· 
ing an account of daily cash transactions, neither is there a Ledger or any otl1er Book in 'vl1ic!i 
the various accounts co11necte·d with his department sh··ould have hee11 regulafly recorded. 

Most of the monies '\vl1ich came into the hands of' the late 11reas11reT' were· lodged at the 
Bank of British North America, upon '\\7 l1ich he dre'v cheques ; b11t "ve do not find that any 
account was kept by which his Bank Acc·o11nt co11ld be cor'rectly cor.opared ; i11 fact we find 
no account beyond a cash account made up in a very confused 'vay, periodically .. on the !·Jlst 
day of March, 30th day of June, SOth day of Septe1nbet, and on tl1e 31st day of December i11 

each year,fron1 which, and from other separate memoranda papers having• reference to n1onies 
received, we have compiled the statement before referred to.' 

On reference to the Cash Account, the total debit theteof.is £454,740 2s. Od. ste:fling,ai1d 
that the total credit is £448,4 78 5s. 5d., sho,ving a balance due by the Treasurer of £6,26 l 
l 6s. 7 d., to n1eet V\1hich tl1ere is the sum of £2738 8s .. 5d.,leaving a deficiency !o be accounted 
for of £3,523 8s. 2d. sterling. 

"\Ve beg also to inform you that our examination has been extende'd to fhe statements hand-· 
ed to llS' of the affairs of tl1e " Savings' Ba11lr," and that 've have min 11tely examined every 
account con11ecte·d with that Institution, a11d find the statements furnished to us by the Clerk 
to agree with the Books, with the exception of a sum of £948 14s. ld. curreney,contained in 
the accot1nt of,., Loans and Advances to the Colony." 

This account snows a debit balance of £19,536 19s. 4d., comprised in the· follo\ving items·

rectify this error should be n1ade to the debit of cash and to the credit of" l~oans and Ad­
vances'' in t:tl.e Book.s of tl1e Savings' Bank; as it does not ap1Jear that any n1oney passed on the 
occasion, or that tl1e sum so cl1arged \Vas applied by tl1e 1'reasurer to the use of the colony. 

The casl1 account of the Savings' Bank,so altered, \vill exhibit a balance of £8970 15s. 6d, 
currency, to n1eet 'vhich, there is at the Banl{ of Britisl1 North .._t\n1erica tl1e sum of £5408

S1R,-rfhe Governor 11aving reqt1ested I would put on paper my opinion, as expressed to 
His Excellency, respecting the necessity of separating the offices of Tide and Landing Sur­
veyor, in the arrangements necessary to give effect to tl1e ne\v Colonial Custon1s' Est~blish­
ment, I have mt1ch pleasure in complying 'vith that request, and I therefore i·epeat that, if 
those offices are not separated the 11evv Establishment, in my opinion, '\Vill not only be ineffici­
ent for the purposes of the trade of this port, but that the dt1e collectio11 of the Revent1e will 
be jeopardized. 

I will further add, tl1at I would, '\Vere I, 'vi th my experience of the worl{ing of the machin­
ery at this port, required to collect the new duties \vithout the assistance of a distinct an(l effi­
cient officer in each of those situations, respectfully decline st1ch an undertaking. 
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It is# perhaps, unnecessary I should here observe, that 014 iginal!y, I had not the assistance 
o.f an offi.cer in tl1e situation of Landing Surveyor~ distinct fron1 the officer performing the du-· 
ties of 'Tide Surveyor, in collecting the Colonial Duties; and that had not the Honorable the 
Co~missioners of Her Majesty's Customs allowed me, on rr1y representation of the loss to· 
which the Loc•l Revenue 'vas, in consequence, exposed,. the aid of the Imperial Landing Sur­
veyor, an officer whose office is ordered to be abolished on the expiration of the present quar .... 
ter, I must at that time have disco·ntinued my services to the Colony. .

LETTER 
from Mr. Canning, in reference to the duties performed by the Landing and 1,ide Surveyor. 

CusToM HousE, 17th January, 1850. 
· SrR,--In conformitJ' with your instructions, I beg to report that the duties performed by 
the 1'ide S11rveyor at this port have been in accord.ance 'vith his instructions, as far as they· 
could be carried out, with one boat and crew. To give effect to them in every particula1· 
would require a much larger establishment, and a more extensive place of import than \Ve 

possess. All,. ho\veveT, has been done that could be, tr> protect the Revenue of the C~olony. 

The follo,ving is a minl1te detail of the principal duties that l1ave been perforn1ed; the 
minor ones, ho,vever, do not require any particular notiee, son1e of which are therefore omit­

ted in the present R.eport :--

That in the months of August, Sepfember, Ocfober, and Noven1ber,. the 1.,ide Surveyor l1as 
been in attendance at the Custom House bet,veen 6 and 7 o'clock every morning, Sundays· 
not excepted, and in the month of D'ecember at 9 o'c1oc1r, for the purpose of boarding vessels 
on their arrival, and placing on board such Tide-,vaiters as migl1t be required for the protec­
tion of the Revent1e,and that these duties are co11tinued as i·equired by the fervice until sun· 
set each day, and so1neti1nes later. 

That he has kept a journal containing the arrival and departure of every vessel; shewing 
their name, name of tlre master, from or to what port, nature of the cargo, when boarded, 
name of officer, if ai1y, appointed to the ship, date of appoint1nent, date of discharge, n11mber 
of days employed, and the attendant expenses ; a daily transcript of the journal has been laicl . 
before the Collector every morning, for his information, in conformity '1Vith the 6th a1'ticle of 
the Tide Surveyor's instructions. 

That after a vessel's arrival, and the master has reported at the Custom Hot1se, it has been· 
his practice, after preparing the Blue Book for the Tide-waiter, to proceed on board, and, 
'vith the assistance of the boatmen, strictly and carefully examine the hold, cabin, and all 
suspicious places, taking an account of tl1e stores on board for ti..e use of the vessel. 

That from time to time, the vessels in t.be port have been visited by hin1 to ascertain if the 
stores, left on board on the vessel's arrival, appea-red to have been expeµded for the use of tha· 
ship •. 
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, That he has taken great care that the Tide-waiters have been at their posts, and that they 
have strictly attended to their duties; and when any inay have conducted the1nselves improper· 
ly, it is his duty to report to the Collector; but none, I an1 glad to say, have, as yet, violated 
their trust. 

That frequently, and at uncertain periods in tbe day tin1e, vessels having Tide-waiters on 
board have been visited by him to ascertain whether t11ey \Vere on duty, and were sober, and 
care has been taken that they should not absent then1selves from the vessel 'vitl1out leave; 
that on such visitations their official books have been exan1ined, and the 'fide-Surveyor hav­
ing ascertained that they l1ad discharged their duty agreeably to their instructions, has at all 
times noted the day and hotir of such visitations 011 the back of the 'fide-waiters' official book; 
and signed l1is initials thereto. 

That in order to ascertain that the Tide-1vaiters were not neglecting their duties, he has 
occasionally visited vessels in the port during the night, at uncertain periods, varying both the 
11ight and the hour. 

No vessel has been allo\ved to exceed 20 days ii1 discl1arging, without being duly reported 
to tl1e Collector. 

''7hen the cargo has been out; the vessels have been rummaged in order to discover whether 
any goods have been concealed_ for tl1e purpose of defrat1ding tl1e Revenue ; and when all has 
~een found to be correct, the 1~ide-\vaiter has bee11 discharged, and the same noted in ltis 
book. 

. That he 11as ta1{e11 great care to c1ear all vessels in due time; otherwise the ReYenue ,yould 
incur u11necessary expense in Tide·,vaiters: and on their discharge a Bill has been n1ade out 
to enable such '"fide-waiters to obtain payment thereof in the Collector's Office. 

~ro give further information as to the extent of duties perforn1ed, I \vould here observe that 
from the 5th January, 1849, to the 5th January, 1850, no less than 813 vessels have entered 
this prart, and that 2-!80 visits have bee11 required for those entering only,for the purpose of ~u-· 
perintending the ,Tide-\vaiters placed 011 duty, 1168 of \V11ich have been made bj(l\ir. :hioore, 
the past year, an(l 13 I 2 by Nlr.C~ann:ing--the number of such visits being principally teg_ulat­
ed by the nt1mber of days the rl,,ide-\vaiters are employed. . ! 

For the furtl1er protectio11 of the Revenue, there is a constant ·iook-out reqt1ired to guard. 
against sn1uggling in vario11s 'vays, 'vithout \vhich a contraband trad~{would soon become of 
frequent occt1rrence, and the' offending parties emboldened in their11nlawful enterprise;~such 
transactions as are hereby described have occurred by night, there is every reason to believe­
altho11gh pe1haps not to any very greac extent;-and such will, no doubt, be repeated occa-· 
sionally, unless a night bo·at be employed for its preverition,-but I might here remark that 
the probable expense \Vould be' equal to the? Revenue lost,- for· want of such pr.ot.ection. . 

'rhe duties of the Landing Surveyor having been perfotmed with thos·e of the 'l"'ide· Sur-· 
veyor, I beg to state some particulars relative to that Depart_ment which are as follows:- · 
. ,'l,he Landing Surveyor assi~ts in attending to the Wa:te'rside antl Wareho_using D'epartrnents. 
This can be done daily when in the performance of his Tide St1rveying.duties-for having to

1 

call at the respective· ve·ssels 'vhile dischargi11g, and at the different wharves, he can then. ob-· 
Berve if all matters relative to the 'Vater-side and Warehousing Departments are going on 
correctly, and can see if proper stowage is made in the Warehouses, and that the Landing 
Officers are at tl1eir duties; and the respective Officers have frequent opportunities of seeing 
the Landing St1rveyor, and of getting any iPformation from him that they may require in the 
discharge of their duties ; he can, and has freqt1ently attended at the valuation of goods under 
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such circumstances, and in a small port like this, all those duties can be attended to, \vithot1 t 
any_ very great additional trouble, in con11ection 'vith those of the 1'ide Su.rveyor. 

~o far I have detailed the principal duties of the Landing Surveyor, as they are now per· 
forn1ed at this port in the Outer Departinent . 

. The duties required in the Inner Dcpartrnent are to give attendance at the Office at such 
times as the Collector may deem it i1ecessary for the accommodation of the Trade, and to tal{e 
care that the Landing Waiters give like attendance, and report should any b~ absent fron:1 
their duties when the service requires them ;· to see that the Collector is charged \Vith all 
monies received by him on account of duties, or on any other branch of the lleven11e; am re­
quired to re-co1npute the duties on all entries passed, to ascertain that the correct s11m has 
been paid, to charge the Collector witl1 the an1ount in a receipt book as the same shall arise 
at the end uf each day, and compare t11e same witl1 that kept by the Collector, a~xing n1y 
signature to the Collector's account in proof of my l1aving done so ; at least once a \Ycelr to 
ascertain that the whole of the money exhibited by the Collector in his casl1 book, as ren1ain­
ing in his hands, is a:ctl1ally deposited i11 the Queen's chest, and on £nding tl1e arnot1nt 
to correspond lvit11 the a~counts, to ivrite opposite the balance, con11Jared, nnd to 
sign my i1ame thereto in· proof of the corre-ctness of such comparison. But s11ot1ld the balance 
expressed in the Collector's accounts be 11ot forthcon1ing, and in the Queen's cl1est, I an1 forth­
with to· report to the Colonial Secretary, for His Excellency the Governor's consideration ; an1 
bound to sign the Collector's \Veekly abstract of receipts and payments, for the accuracy of 
which abstract, and that the balan.ce is d11ly deposited in the Cro,vn's cl1est, I am equally re­
sponsible with him. I give a Blue Book, 'vi th a manifest to e\·ery Landing-,vaiter employed 
in tal\:ing a11 account of goods landed or unshipped. After the book~s are n1ade up I exan1ine 
t l1en1, and that al] i>ost entries required are m '1de, ai1d that the oYer-entries are correct, I ex .. 
a rnine the valt1es in tl1e respectiYe entries on the day after they are passe<l ; 'vhen any article 
appears to be t1ndervalued, I point out the same for the information and governn1cnt of the 
Landing-waiters-this is done to l1rge then1 to a strict examination of sucl1 entries themselves, 
so that no article can \Vell escape the scrutiny of t11e whole departn1ent. I superintend the 
registering tl1e ships reported inwards. ('vhicl1 is prepared for me) I the11 appoint the Land­
ing-\vaiter, giving hin1 a Blue Book \vith a manifest. (the Blue l~ook is also prepare<l for me) 
I then sign the book:, and allot it to the proper officer to be appointed to the vessel. Jointly 'vith 
the Collector, I see t11at all condemned goods are put t1p for sale, & attend thereat, antl I exam-­
ine the 'Vareho11se-keeper's ledge~·, and all entries and papers connected thcre\vith ; also the . 
additions and balances brought for\vard. Finally, I examine all outport entries, i11anifests, 
and accounts, as they arrive, and see that they are all correct, i11 every particular, botl1 as to· 
value a11d duty in the entries passed, and that they are properly brougl1t to account, pointing 
out any errors that may be f0und for amendment to the Collector, for his inforn1ation, 

Having detailed the principal duties as they are 110\V performed by me, i11 t11e capacity o{ 
Landing and rfide-surveyor, I beg to observe, that, together, tl1ey are onerous; although with 
great exertions they can be do11e by one individual, so far as I can j11dge from the nature of 
those duties already performed ; however, I must admit that the experience I have had is 
scarcely sufficient to enable me to forn1 a decided opinion on the matter.
