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(A Message from His Excellency the Governor.) 

At Tw(} o'clock, a Message from His Excellency the Governor was 
deli,rered by ~V. F. REN·NIE, Esq., the Gentleman Usher of the Bla~k 
Rod, con1manding the immediate attendance of M·r. Speaker and th.e 
House in the Cot111cil Chamber . 
. . l\.ccordi11gly, Mr. SPEAKER and the House attended His Excellency the 
Go,~ernor in the Council Cl1amber, and being returned, 

~Ir. SPEAKER informed the House, that 'vhen in attendance on His 
Excellency the .Governor, His Excelle11cy h.ad been pleased to make a 
Speech to both Branches of the Legislature, of \vhich Mr. Speaker said, 
for the sake of accuracy~ he had obtained a copy, and which he read to 
the House, as follows :- · 

Mr. P1·esident and Honorable Gentlemen of the Legislative Council : 

Mr. Speaker and Gern,tlemen of the Boitse of Assembly : 

Placed as I am at the head of a Representative Government, a situa­
tion 'vhich devolves upon me many onerous duties, it is gratifying to 
have the opportunity, at least once a year, to meet the Legislatt1re of 
the Colony, to lay before it such n1atters of importance as affect the in­
terests of the people, and to be guided by tl1e advice and assistance of 
their Representatives and the other Branch of the Legislature. 

With that view I have summoned, and am happy to meet yol1 on this 
occasion~ althot1gh I 11ave to comm11nicate to )·ou, '\Vith deep regret~ what 
you are already too well aware of-an unprecedented and almost total fail­
ure of the Seal Fishery of last Spring, arising, I have no dot1bt, from 
the unusual pressure of Ice along our coasts ;-a circumstance over 
which human agency can have no control, and which must be sl1hmitted 
to 'vhen Providence may so direct. ' 

I am sorry, also, to add, that the failure of the Seal Fishery was fol­
lo'\i'\1ed by partial but extensive failures of the Cod },ishery, particularly 
on the coast of Labrador, where so bad a fishery has not been known to 
<Jccur for many years. Such calamities have naturally occasioned great 
distress and privations an1ong our people, with but very insufficient 
means of alleviating that distress, the Colony being at present in cir­
-cumstances of difficulty, and requiring )Tour utmost and united efforts 
for its relief. 

. On the success of our }.,isheries our material prosperity has hitherto 
depended, and any continued falling off of the average catch cannot 
fail t'O c1·eate anxiety and alarm in all who take an interest in the pros­
perity of the Colony and the welfare of its people. It is just five yea1·s 
ago, this day, since I had the pleast11·e, for the first time, to address the 
Legislature of N ewfou11dland. ()n that occasion I made observations 
wl1ich I might with propriety· this day repeat, as being equally appiica­
ble to the pr~sent titne ; but I shall only refe1· yo11 to the Journals of 
ihat day, ·and express a strong opinion that it is oui· duty, at this time, to 
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. 
give the qt1estion of the Fisheries more than ordinary attention, in the 
hope that if we cannot by legislation do much good, we may, at all 
events, convince the IJeople that' l1nsuccessful · fisheries, and the conse­
quences atte11ding them, do not arise from the fault 01· neglect of their 
rulers ; and l will direct to be laid before you two interesting Reports of 
Captain Hamilton, of H. M. S. '' Hydra," and other information on this 
important questio11. 

111 close connectio11 'vith the fai111re of the Fisheries (and, arising in a 
considerable degree fro1n that cause,) wide-spread pat1perism p1·e,rails to 
a fearful exte11t, 'vhich i·end:ers this Colony so remarkable a11 exceptien 
to other ])ependencies of the British Empire, that l think it den1ands 
)rour most serious co11sideration. Th~ rnea11s aclopted by the Govern­
me11t to alleviate cases of real distress; ·and, at the same time, to repress 

A 

as n1uch us r)ossible that spirit of dependence U}JOn Government aid., 
which, , 'vith its attenclant evils, is unhappily so })revalent amongst us, ........ 
,;vill be s11bn1itted for~ and I trt1st, ''rill n1eet 'vith, your approval. The 
amot1nt of the ex1Jenditure, 'vith the documents connected. there\vith, 
and all information reqt1ired by the Legislatt1re on that im1lortant sub­
ject, will be. f11rnished by the Go,rer11ment. 

Of a character seco.ndary in ilnportance to our Fisl1eries and. our Poo:r.1 

there are other subjects that will require )ro1u· consideration ; amongst 
others, the necessity wl1ich exists for providi11g some means for the bet­
ter Administration of J 11stice on the Labraclor; and, it being only rea­
sonable that tl1is want should be supplied., and that those ,, .. ho will bene-· 
fit by s11ch pro\risio11 sl1011ld contrib11te to its cost, the residentil there 
were, cluri11g tl1e past sun1mer, notified that it 'vas the intention. of the 
Government, in the ensui11g season, to collect Customs' Duties, and to 
establish a Court of J 11stice amongst them. I observe that my prede­
cessor, Gover11or ])arli11g, strongly recomme11ded (no doubt lvitl1 the ap­
proval of the late Go·ver11me11t,) tl1at the Legislature sl1ould pass such a~ 
meas11re. Yot1r sa11ction 'vill be asl\.ed to the necessary enactme11ts to: 
carry it into effect, ancl I tr11st it \vill be granted. 

I have b~e11 frequently askecl 'vl1etl1er any i1evv Contract has been en-· 
tered into 'vitl1 t11e Galnray (jompany for direct Steam Comml1nication 
V\rith Great Britai11, a11d if so, ho'v the i11terests of tl1is Colony "\vill be. 
affected by s11cl1 ()ontract. I11 reply, I cot1ld only say th,1t, as yet, I have: 
no ii1f~ormatio11 on tl1e s11bject; b11t, 'vhe11 ar1y i11telligence Teaches me. 
from l-Ier ~Iajcsty's, Gov·er11ment, it shall be immediately con1municated 
to )TOU. Tl1ere is another subject co11nected 'vith Steam N a.vigation, in 
which most, I may say all, of yo11, take a, deep interest. I alll1de to 
J.Jocal Stea:i1 Communiccttion with the Outports, and consicler it advisable 
that );ou sl1ould be mt1de aware of the position i11 wl1icl1 tl1e Go,1ern­
ment consider themselves placed relative to that q11estion; and, in doing 
so, it 'vill be 11ecessary briefly to re-v~ert to the comn1encement of Stea~ 
Navigation vvitl1 the Outports. A f e'v years ago, a Steam \T essel i1amed 
the '' Victoria," the11 in the en1ployment of the '1,elegra.ph Company, 
commanded by an active and enterprisi11g individual, undertool~ to ca.rrx 
g~ods and passengers North and South from St. John's. Doubts a.rase 

~ 

• 
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whether a vessel under a Foreign }1lag could legally be employed in the 
Colonial Coasting Trade. 'l'he Home authorities \Vere consulted, and 
they confirmed the Governor's opinio11 that it was legal, and the '' Vic­
toria," after contin11ing on the service for a considerable time, was with­
drawn. Not long afterwards, one of tl1e Hon. Members for Ferryland 
introd11ced an Act to establish Local Steam with the Outports. That 
A~t passed tl1e Legislature, and it provided a certain sum for carryi11g 
out the object: 

The Act contemplated that there should be two Steam Boats. The 
Government, a£ter making necessary enquiries, found that the provision 
made by the Legislature 'vas insufficient, and they, therefore, did not 
consider themselves justified to proceed further ; but, early in June, 
1860, a powerful pressu1·e from 'vithout induced them to reconsider the 
matter-the res11lt of which was, that a Contract was entered into with 
the o'\tvners of the '' ' 7 ictoria,"-(which had undergo11e complete 
repairs )-to perform the service s1Jecified by the Legislature, and the 
'' Victoria" continued to carry goods and passengers coast'~Tays for some 
time. 011 011e of her trips, ho,vever, she grou11ded on a ledge of rocks, 
and returned to St. J ol1n's, '1vhere her commander, on the ground that 
his ship 'vas leaky, refused to continl1e on the service, and proceeded to 
Boston to repair the '' V.,.ictoria," but did not return ;-indeed it was not 
expected that he should, as there 'vas no doubt that l1is ship could be 
much moi-e profitably emplo)1ed at that tin1e i11 the United States; and 
there 'vas no stipulation in the Contract attachi11g any penalties to the 
o'vners of the '' Victoria," for a breach of their agreement. 

'l"'he present Gover11me11t had no alternative but to endeavour to supply 
the place of the '' Victoria," which they did by public advertisement, but 
without any satisf.actory result. They also entered ll1to correspondence 
'vi th the respectable house of Step11enson, of Quebec, who for years have 
bee11 the Contractors with H. 1\11. Government, in hiring Steam and other 
vessels for the Sttr,reying Service on the coasts of North America; after 
giving the subject every co11sideration, J\fr, Stephenson inforn1ed the 
Governme11t that he could not undertal{e the service unless for a much 
larger sum than has been votecl by the Legislature. After this negocia­
tion, tu1succcssful fisherjes follo,ved, and the Government ha·ve not (how­
ever a11xious they have been to establish Local Steam) been in a position 
to accom1)lish that object. 1,he .Go,rernor has heard that some parties 
consider that money should be borro,ved to carry out this object ;-that 
is a n1atter which the Legislature must deal with, but he believes that 
they ''rill not sanctio11 a proposal to add to the Col9nial Debt 'vithout 
providing n1eans for the payme11t .~ of the Interest of that Debt; a~d he 
ca11not see how that can be accomplished unless the Legislat11re is pre­
pared to sanction additional taxation ; and he 'vill again vent11re to re­
com111e11d j 70U 'vill careft1lly co11sider thi~ subject, and to remind you that, 
six years ago, the debt of the Colony was £120,000 ;-last year, he 
t11inks, it 'vas £180,000. At the same tin1e, he assures you that he and 
the Government are fully alive to the importance of establishing Outport 
Steam Communication, and ·they earnestly hope that future successful 
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Fisheri~s may enable them, or whateve1· Government may be in power; 
to provide for Local Steam,. and other objects which may be beneficial 
to the Colony. · 

Since I last had the pleasure of meeting you, 1"Iajor-Gene1·al Doyle., 
comma11ding the Forces on this Station, paid a visit to St. John's, to in­
spect the Garrison here, and he availed himself of that opportunity 
of inspecting Olll" Volt1nteer }"'orce. It was very gratifying to me, (as I .. 
am sure it will be to you,) to know that the Major-GeneI·al spoke in the 
highest te1·ms of comn1e11dation of their general efficiency and soldier­
lilre appearance ; and, in a lette1· 'vhich I recently received from him, 
the Gene1·al informs me that he inte11ds to revisit N e,vfoundland in the 
summer, to inspect the Garrison a11d Volunteers. Several Officers ot 
the latte1· force havP expressed to me the obligations which tl1ey lie ,un­
der to Captain Coen, for the interest wThich he has taken in their well­
being and efficienc)T, and the trouble he has been under in drilling and 
gene1·ally superintending them; a11d I think it bt1t j11stice to that gen­
tleman that I should notice \vhat I have no doubt some of the Volun­
tee1· Officers may, themselves, more fully exp1·ess, who have seats i11 the 
Legisla tu1·e. 

1'he completion of the wo1·ks connecting '' ·windsor Lake" with St. 
John's, has not only provided the inhabitants with an abundant supply 
of 'Vater for all domestic pur1Joses, but, (as is evident from the large re­
duction in the rate of Insurance,) has also g1·eatly increased their secur­
ity against the i·avages of fire ; but, great as these benefits are, unfore­
see11 difficulties occur1·ed at the commencement of the work, which 
caused so material an increase in the expense that a further Assessment 
will be necessa1·y fo1· carr)1ing out the self-sustaining principle upon 
which this unde1·taking is based. It is desirable also that this large sup- · 
ply of water should be ,made available, in connection 'vith a11 efficient 
system of drainage, fo1· preserving the health of the 1.,o,vn, by promotjng 
its cleanliness, and, that it should, also, be placed t1nder such contrdl 
upon occasions of fu·e, as to prevent its injuri11g the property it is used 
to p1·otect. In a Colony such as this is, where its i·evenue is collected 
by indirect taxatian on dutial1le articles consumed "by the people, the 
levying of any direct ta·x, st1cl1 as a ''r ate1· Rate, will natu1·ally give 
rise to complaints, and be attended with inconvenience to those who have 
to pay it; but, if this rate is fairly levied-( a matter 'vhich the l"ate­
pa)rers, no doubt, will look after )-such taxation becomes i11dispensable ; 
for I believe that the inhabita11ts of every town of an.y importa11ce, on 
the othe1'" and this. side of the ... .i\.tlantic, pay 'vater-rRtes. Bills in i·e- . 
lat.ion to these several subjects will be submitted for )·our conside1·ation. 
You \vill be gratifi.€d to hear t11at the people of Ha.rbor Gra.ce, 'vith an .. 
enterprize and pt1blic spirit 'vhicl1 is higl1ly c1·editable to them, have es·­
tablished a Company for introc1tlcing a st1ppl)' of 'vater i11to that town-,­
<tsl{i11g from the Go,1ernme11t only a lin1ited guarantee, 'vhich I have no 
dot1bt you \vill sanction. 

Upon the occ.asion of the International Exhibition in l\fay last, ar- ,. 
rangeme11ts we1·e n1ade fo1· the p1·gducts ·of this Country being worthil '· 
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represented, and it \vill do11btless stimulate those amongst us engaged in 
Mining and Agricultural pursuits, to learn that medals were awarded for 
the specimens and samples for,varded from these branches of native 
indust1·y. ..- ~ , , 

At the last session of the Legislature, Bills 've1·e int1·0.duted for the 
reduction of the Interest on a portion of the Public J)ebt, and fo1· the 
better Regulation of the C~urrency, and which ,vef·e'··;ubmitted for your 
co11sider.ation ; they will again be laid before )·ou, \vi th a corresponde11ce 
relating to the Coppe1· Cur1·enc)1 , 'vhich took place between myself and 
a deputation from a public :rp.eeti11g. 

M1·. Speaker a1id Gentlenien of the House of Assembly: 

The Accounts £01· the past, and the Estimates for the p1·esent year, 
will be laid before you; and I rely upon your maki11g all necessary pro-:­
vision for the maintenance of the Public Service. 1~11e Revenue for the 
past t'velve months has not been as large as 'vas anticipated at the pass­
ing . of the Revenue A.ct ; b11t, with a trade so depressed, and fisheries so 
disastrot1s, large importations, which alone can yield large duties, could 
riot be expected.

That on 01· about the first of Aug11st, having taken in bis caplin seine, 
for the purpose of hauling caplin for bait, (as the cod seine hauling "\Vas 

over) he \Vas much asto11ished to find, very early in the morning, that his 
seine had bee11 thrown oyerboar(l, from his boat, at his stage-head, dur-" 
ing the night, where the water is very deep, and as t11e tide fio,vs past 
there ,,,.ith great velocity, it is very likely that it wo11ld have been s\vept 
a\vay and lost, had not tl1e seine line bee11 attached to the boat; he con-.. 
sidered it pr11de11t not to make a noise about it, and ordered his crew to 
say i1otl1ing with l 1 eference thereto, feari11g it would lea4 to some un'!'_ 
pleasa11tness . . 

1'hat about the 15th of Aug11st, he lent his boat and sein~ to a neigh· 
bou1· t.o haul herring-they succeeded in taking about t'Yenty b~rrels ; 
and in answer to a question put to him, as to thell.· sha1·e or p1·opor~ 
tion, told them to tal{e what they tliought fit ; that he was not particula.r. 
Things went 011 smoothl)' a11d quietly from this time until the latte1· part 
of Augt1st, 'vhen his ca,plin seine, \vhich had been placed on a bar1·ow in 
the stage over-11ight, all ready for the morning, so~1nd and in good con· 
dition, in order to be tal{en i11to his boat to haul herring, was found in 
the morning to have bee11 maliciously cut a11d inj11red to so serious ~n · 
exte11t, that he could make no further use of it, although herring were, 
at this time, plentiful a11d easily hauled; they continued to be abundant . 
during tl1e ren1ainder of the season. · 

That your petitione1· about this time, viz. : the last of At1gust, was 
subjected to other and ver)· serious outrage and a11noyance, sev·eral a1·ti· 
cles of tools, and powder a11d shot, 've1·e stole11 from a chest in 11is stage ; 
his clothes, 1vhen put out to dry, 'vere cut i11 pieces a11d destroyed at 
night ; his 'vi11do,vs were broken also at night, and various othe1· nefa .. 
rious acts committed ; so that he became seriously alarmed fo1· his per .. 
sonal safety and that of his childre11-t,vo sons and a daug·hter. In con­
sequence of the ma11y and variot1s attacks made upon his property, he did 
not consider it prude11t to i--emain in his own house, fearing it might be 
burnt dt1ri11g the night, when he and his crew would be asleep ; he took 
l1is bed to a i1eighbour's house a11d slept tl1e1·e, occupying bis own house 
~uri11g the da;r only, 1mtil the 3rd 01· 4t11 of September, when he i·emov­
ed to Battle Harbor '.-vi th his crevv, vvhere he remained a fe\v days, 
'vhe11 he obtai11ed a passage for himself and them in a return green fish 
catcher, bound to l{ing's Cove, for which he had to pay six pounds. H(jl 
arrived at Carbonear about 25th September. . 

Tl1t1s 'vas he driven to the necessity of abandoning his property and. 
his voyage, together with tl1e p1·ospect of a good fall's catch of cod fish 
and herring; for the fishery, which 11ad been ve1·y slack during the early 
part of the season, much improved, and there was an excellent fall'~ 
catch. 

'l,hat your petitioner has sustained many inconveniencies and losse1 
distinct from the loss of his voyage, and the damage done to his prop~ 
erty, a part of which consists in the deterioration and fair wear and· 
~car, to 'vhich Seines, Nets, Boats, Sai.ls, Cordage, &c., &c., are naturally 
liable and subject. 
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He estimates his catch of fish, at the time he left Cape Charles, at 
·three hundred a11d t've11ty qtls. a11d one tun of oil; this ' vas left ti1ere 
and "'holly lost to 11im!' (he did not sl1i11 011e qtl. of fish) also the reaso 1~ 
able and fair pros1Ject of· a large catcl1 of fish and 11erri11g in tlJ-e fall ; 
in addition thereto, )70t1r petitio11er pai<l the whole of 11is serva11ts' 'vag·es 
in cash, out of his o'vn pocket, an1ou11ti11g to two ht111dred and eighty 
pou11ds. _

3, passed in the last Session of the Legislature, for the purpose of 
investigating and enquiring into, and determining how far, and to \vhat 
extent, tl1e claims of parties for compensation for damage sustained by 
them on the occasion of the Riots, in the Districts of St. John's, Har­
bor Main, and Harbor Grace, in the months of April and May, ·1861, 
were well founded, and also, for the purpose of determining by what 
parties the damage in question was occasioned. 

That Petitioner was appointed as aforesaid, on the 19th day of 
· April last, and upon receipt of his commission and instructions, imme­

diately afterwards e11tered upon the duties of his said office, b)T publish­
ing a notice for the claiins in the District of St. John's. Before 
Petitioner left for Harbor Main, the Hon. the Attorney General request· 
ed an interview with Petitione1·, when Fifty Pounds Sterling was 
named by him, as the amount of remuneration for the office of Commis­
sioner aforesaid, in conten1 plation of a very much smaller amount of 
labour and responsibility than afterwards did actually, and necessarily 
arise, and further, embracing only the Districts of St. John's, Harbor 
Main, and Harbor Grace, and not then including the District of Car­
bonear. 'l,hat the particulars of that interview are contained in the an­
nexed copy of a letter marked A, addressed to the Colonial Secretary, 
on the 3·1st May, 1862, to which Petitioner prays reference, and by 
which it appears that Petitioner declined for the sum of ~'ifty Pou11ds to 
continue in the said office, and in the prosecution of the duties thereof, 
which were found to be very different i11 character, responsibility and. 
trouble, from what was at first rep1·esented to Petitione1·. 

That Petitioner made the representations in that letter, so that 
the Government might, at as early a period as possible, be apprised of 
the natu1·e and extent of the duties, and consequent remune1·ation, which 
his office would probably involve; and which indeed were afterwards 
found greatly to exceed what Petitioner then anticipated. That 
in reply to petitioner's letter, he ·received from the Colonial Secretary a 
letter under date of the 4th June, 1862, a copy of which is hereto an-

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nexed, marked B, 'vhich Petitioner pra)~s reference to, particularly 
to the following part thereof, viz. :-'' 1,he Government are i1ot in a po­
sitio11 to say, until they have. the whole case before them, together with. 
yol1r reports, 'vhat sum they will allow to you for your ovvn services in this 
enquiry, bt1t, of cot1rse, if your trouble in the matter is (as you state) so 
ml1ch greate1· than could have been anticipated, it will furnish a reason 
f'or making a fair remuneration." That Petitio11er, upon the str(~ngth 
of this understanding, proceeded 'vi th the performance of the duties of 
said office of Commissio11er, having already perforn1ed them to the ex­
tent set forth in his letter of the 3 lst May to the Colonial Secretary. 

That the prosecutio11 of these duties, with the additional labour after­
wards im1Josed, occupied, withot1t intermission, the \Vhole of Pe­
titio11er's time, for a period of three months and a half, and could not, 
i11 jt1stice to the in1portant public interest involved, have been properly 
corn1)leted i11 less time. 

'l1 hat during Petitio11er's stay in Harbor Grace, claims being presented 
to him from 1)arties in the neighbot1ring District of Carbonear, which 
hacl not been i11cluded in Petitio11er's commission and i11structio11s, he 
cor11n1t111icated with the Attorney General thPreon, wbe11, in reply, he re­
ceived authority to proceed " 1ith the investigation of tl1ese clai111s, which 
he accordi11gly did, as ''1ill be seen 011 reference to his Report, No. 3, on 
that l)istrict, and embraci11g fifteen claims. 

Tl1at it required the strictest scrutiny, the most careft1l investigation 
of tl1e evidence relati11g to several hundred items subn1itted. for Petition­
er's co11sideration, to enable him with fidelity, impartialit)·, and a satis~ 
factory complia.nce 'vith his instructions, to furnish the Gover11ment 
'vitl1 the officia1 reports, which are necessarily very voluminous, and a 
reference to which "·ill show that the i1umber of cases thus investigated 
a11d reported upo11 amounts to eighty one, with claims preferred to the 
exte11t of eig·ht thousar1d and fi're pounds, six shillings and ele·ven pence ; 
t11e a111ou11t of a\vards being reduced to t'vo· thousand seven h-µndred 
a11d fortj1 t'vo pounds, eighteen shilli11gs and sixpence, sl1ewing a reduc­
tio11 and sa ~ring effected to the Colony of over Five Tho11sand Pounds. 

Tl1at for the above ser,rices, Petitioner has 011ly received from 
the Government the sum of eighty five pou11ds in all, inclusive of ex­
pe11ses, to \vbich he was necessarily subjected, in travelli11g from one 
JJistrict to another, and in supporting himself, a sum l1tterly i11adequate 
to tl1e services re11dered, ser·vices special in their character, onerous, 
responsible, and important, and of great public concer11, and admittedly 
"\tVell and faitl1fully performed. . .. 

1,hat Petitioner therefore humbly prays your Honourable House. will 
take this n1atter into co11sideration, a11d looking at the services performed 
by l1im, g·ra11t him such a fair i·emuneration, as in your j11dgment you 
ma:y deem meet. And, as in duty bou11d, Petitioner will ever pray.

Clain1s, ai1d tl1e Comn1ission ai1d Documents 've111e placed i11 my hands, 
and I had commenced acting,' by putting out a notice for the St. John's 

· claims, Mr. Hoyles i 9equested an i11terview, and a co11versatio11 to the fol­
lowing effect ensued: He asked me what I expected for my services 1 
I replied, that I had not the slightest idea, I presumed that the Gover­
nor would pay me according to my time and the value of my reports. 
He said tl1e Executive ha.d considered tl1e matter, a11d had come to the 
conclusion that the sum of Fifty Pounds, which was to include personal 
expenses, was all they expected, or intended to pay for the Commission­
ership. I ren1arked that I considered the duties of a11 onero11s nature; 
ai1d poi11ti11g to 1ny i11structions, 'vhere I an1 required to re1Jort t1po11 each 
case, and g·ive my- 1--easons fo1· the co11clusions I might come to, I consid­
ered the s t11n 11amed very low. I '1Vished l1im, at tl1e time, to add, in ad­
ditio11 to the 1',ifty Pou11ds sterling, the ex1Je11ses. 'l'l1is he declined, 
and re111arked that I sho11ld do the whole b11siness in ten days. }_,our 
days here, fot1r at Ha.rbo111 Grace, a11d t'vo at Harbor ~iai11. I told him 
it 'vas iJossible I cot1ld~ bt1t I did i1ot tbinlr I cot1ld clothe bt1siness, eithe1· 
'vitl1 sa~isf<1ctio11 to the Governmei1t or myself, in that time. He said I 
could do it, at all eve11ts, in a mo11th ; that he 11imself, if not otherwise 
e11gaged, '\VOt1ld be glad to do it for that sun1, a11d tl1at there 'vere plenty 
of ~vot111g la\vyers that 'vot1ld jt1mp at tl1e job for the sum i1amed.

11oyles, or any· of his yo11ng· la,vyers, could do the 'vorl{ for 
tl1at st1m, t]1at I cot1ld, and 011ght to do it myself. \\1itl1 tl1is understa11d­
ing, I certa~_nly accepted of tl1e terms, and comn1enced the i11vestigations.

011e days si11ce I comme11ced the i11,;estigatio11s, a11d 'vith the exception 
of IJart of h, da~y at Ctit's Cove, in whicl1 tin1e I dre\v tip the short inves­
tigations of the i1ine cases I have alreacly· reported t1pon, a11d the time 
occ11pied i11 travelling 11ome, via 1-J arbor Grace, the whole time has bee11 
e11tirely occt1pied i11 the tl1ree.

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to me ; and with those in St. John's, I h~ve yet at least 60 cases to in­
vestigate and report upon. Now the object of this letter is to state dis­
tinctly, that if 1\'lr. Hoyles, or the Executive, still wish to hold me to the 
first ar1·angement, considering the developments that have been made at 
Harbor Main, and t}ie additional claims that have been presented here, 
~nd at Harbor Grace, that it is not too late for him, 01· them, to appoint 
ai1other Commissioner to investigate the claims at St. John's and Harbor 
Grace, for that I cal'tnot, and will 1iot, undertake to finish them for the 
sum named. I have already expended over ten pounds in personal ex­
penses. I calculate that I shall requi1·e to, be in Harbor G1·ace four or 
five lveeks, for I am led to believe there are some strapping cases, both 
there and here ; and at the above rate, by the time I have finis~ed, for 
all I shall have left for my services, in the way of supporting my family, 
I should be better off, by working on the roads at 2s. 6d. per day. I 
have no lvish to ask or demand any thing unreasonable, all I asl{ is a 
fair and reasonable sum to compensate me for the time and trouble em­
ployed in the investigation, for time and trouble must be expended· to 
do the work properly ; and I defy even 1"I1\ IIoyles, or any of his young 
lawyers, to report upon the claims in terms of the inst1·uctions, without 
investigating every item presented fo1'" pa)'ment. And when you come 
to understand, that in the above cases I have had something like one 
thousand different items to investigate and scrutinize, and many of tl1en1 
three and four times over, you may understand the length of these in· 
vestigations, and the time occupied in taking them. They, together with 
the affidavits I have deemed it necessary to take, the copies of sworn 
descriptions of the diffe1·e11t buildings, that I have had to prepare fo1'" the 
different valuators, have extended to between three and four hundI·ed 
pages of foolscap pape1·. I have spared neither time nor pains, as far 
as I have gone, and I am '\ivilling to go on to the end as I have begun, 
with the further understanding that I shall be i·easonably compensated 
fo·r my trouble. I have no objections to leave the matter in the hands 
of the Speaker, Mr. Carter, to say, when the work is done, after exami­
ning my reports, the sum I shall reasonably be entitled to. If this is not 
satisfactory, I 'vill finisl1 up the Harbor Main claims, and if, when they 
are done, you think that. the sum of £17, which I have already received, 
is ample compensation for the trouble I have taken, I can only submit 
to you1· decision. It is better for me to stop there than undertake the 
further investigations, which I now foresee I cannot do with any satis­
faction to myself·, 'vithi11 the time, or for the terms named. I may anti­
cipate this much in regard to my forthcoming report on P. St1·app, 
senior's claim, that, "With my present info1·mation, the award will not be· 
ove1· £600,. whateve1· less it m·ay be. 

Before completing this report, I am desirous o,f submitting the evi­
dence to Mr. Hoyles., and taking his opinion upon some doubtful ques­
tions ; but as he' has not been able to give me a moment of his time, 
and says he cannot-do so until some time next week, after the Court is 
over,. I have determined to go· to Harbor Grace. on Thursday, and: com­
mence the investigations there on the following Friday, notice of 'which

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intention I have given through the Standa1'd. Whethe1· I proceecl fur .. 
ther in these investigations 'vill depend upon the nature of )rour ans,ver 
to this letter, which I shall feel obliged by your giving at yot1r earliest 
convenience. I have only further to add, that if I do go, I shall require 
a further advance of' £25 or £30, as I expect to be absent at least four 
weeks, and do most needfully require to leave some money with 1\frs. 
Archibald in my absence.

tion. Its inquiries being extended to all matte.rs connected ,~vith our 
Fisheries, cannot fail to elicit much information~ besides affording un op­
portunity to those who wish to promote the interests of ot1r ·fis i tern en, 
to c?:ne forward on their behalf, and point out to the Committee s1 ch 
aux1hary employments as are constantly alluded to, and which tliey Yt ill

That d11ri11g tl1e time the Ships of the Galway Company were e11gaged 
in this service, they i1ever failed to carr)· the latest inforn1ation, ofte11 in 
less tha11 seve11 days, bet\''een N e-vv Yorlc and London, and tl1e fact that 
St. J oh11's lies eleve11 l1undred miles East of 1'J ew Y 01~k, proves the de­
cided adva11tage, in time, this routy must always possess in tl1e inte1,.co11rse 
between Et1rope a11d An1erica. 

1'hat }Tour Men1orialists 11av-e lear11ecl tl1at the Galw-ay Company" are 
making a11 application to I-Ier Majesty's Government f'or a rene'\val of 
the Contract for tl1is se1·v-ice. . 

1'11at various 1111to,vard circt1msta11ces, beyonc1 the i·each of any ordin­
ary foresigl1t, led, to the abrogation of this Co11tract, a11d the Committee 
of the House of Con1n1011s, who enql1ired i11to the case, were so impres­
sed with the difficulties the Company had had to contend "\-vith, that they 
recommended their claim for a restoratio11 of the subsid)7 to the favour­
able consideratio11 of Parliame11t. 

That the Noble I_jord at the hca.d of the Governn1ent, then intimated 
that the application of the Con1pany for a renewal of their Co11tract, 
would receiv.e the best atte11tion of tl1e (.iovernment, when it could be 
show11 tl1at ·by the possession of tli.e i·equisite n11mbe1· <Jf ships, and 
otherwise, t11e Con1pa11y were in a position to perform the service effi­
cient!)~ . 
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That, no doubt, stimulated by this promise, we lea111 that the Company 
have made great sacrifices to attain that state of capability to discharge 
the obligations of such a Contract, which was indicat€d by the Noble 
Premier, and that the mea11s at their comma11d are no\v quite adeq~1ate 
fo1· the d11e pe1·formance of the Service. 

That since the establisl1n1ent of the Galway Packets, many of the 
Tra11satla11tic Steam Ships call at Cape ]{,ace to land, and receive, Des­
patches. Cape Race, however, is a head land, and a landing there can. 
only be effected in fair clear weather. The past season was one of un­
usual exemption from fog. But while many messages were despatched 
and received there~ the larger portions of the comn1unications sent from 
N e\v York, for transmissio11 to England, 'vere not f orvvarded, in co11se­
quence of unfavourable weather. A Service like this, that is contrOlled 
by such contingencies, is but of small comparative value, and the rapid 
and 11nif orm train of con1n1u11icatio11 bet,veen the t'\vo Hemispheres, 
can only be maintained by the visits of Steam Ships to the port of St. 
John's, which has Telegraphic connexion 'vith the whole ..l~merican Con ... 
tinent. 

'1Ve, therefore, pray that this importa11t Mail and Telegraph Service 
may be i·estored, and that the claims of the Gal\vay Company may be 
duly i·ecognized, by the rene\val of their Contract.

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Petitioners would call the atte11tio11 of Your Ho11ourable House to 
vario11s encroacl1ments made, and attempted to be n1ade, on these before­
mentio11ed grounds, by i1erso11s ei1gaged in tl1e Saln1011 fishery, located 
at He11ly Harbor. Castle Isla11d grounds ha,ie been taken possession of, 
by setting immense fleets of nets, extending seawards five hundred

netting, completely debarring us from fishing, as customary on these 
grounds. Not satisfied with the possession of Castle Island, and V\-hale 
Point grounds, these Saln1on catchers attempted to take possession of our 
only station now left us, that of York Point, by setting, in the summer 
of 1861, their nets, ''rl1ich led to disturbances bet,veen fishermen and 
them, conseqt1e11tly they had to aba11do11 it for the time. 011 arrival of 
H. M. S. Hyd1ra that sumrr1er, tl1e case was submitted to Captai11 Ham­
ilton, 'vho decided in favor nf the fishermen retai11ing their fishi11g post. 
Yet, again, the past season, tl1e Salmon catchers tried to set their nets, 
and were a.gain resisted by fishermen. 

Your Petitioners, deprecati11g any disturbances bet'\veen tl1em and the 
Salmon catchers, clid not interfere prior to tl1is ; hl1t fi11ding that they 
had take11 adva11tage of the privilege allo,ved them, by taking possession 
of tvvo statio11s, a11d apparently determi11ed, if possible, to take the i·e­
mai11ing one, a11d if obtained, our Cod fishery 'vo11ld be i·uined, and our­
selves under the necessity of aba11do11ing our property, and becoming 
pa11pers.

House of 
Assembly, appointed to inquire into t~e causes of the d:cl~ne ?f the F~sh­
eries and to take evidence on the various modes of fi.shmg in practice, 
now beg leave to present ~heir Report ; and t~ey _would, in th~ first place, 
state that tl1ey isstled a ·c1rcl1lar Letter conta1n1ng such questions as they 
thou~ht best ~alculated to draw forth the information they so11ght, and 
dee;ed most necessary to form correct conclusions thereon ; copies of 
rsaid. Circulars ''rere for\varded to various persons of experie11ce and in­
telliaence residina in the Outports, and the accompanying replies there-­
to h~ve been rec~ived. 111e Committee have also had before them, and 
cxami11ed, several ge11tlemen of long experience in the Fisheries, who 
are at present residing in. this to~, all of which evidence the Commit-
tee no'v ha,re tl1e ho11or of submitting to your fI011orable Ho11se. _ 

011 a subject of st1cl1 grave importance to the best i11terests of this 
co1111try and its depe11de11cies, a11d on which, from customs and practices 
of 1011g sta11ding, affecti11g diversely and unequally the '1vhole people, 
it may be very i1aturally supposed that there are man)' points on which 
diversity of opinion prevails amongst them. The Committee have there­
fore aprJroachecl tl1eir investigations 'vith a dt1e sense of the difficulties pre­
se11ted to then1 therebj1

, and therefore have first take11 up those qt1estions, 
b~aring on the ge11eral e11quiry, as a pp ea.red to them to admit of the 
least controversy. By ref ere11ce to the pri11ted Circular, it 'vill be seen 
that the taking of Caplin and t1sing tl1em for man11re 'vas the first ques­
tion the Comn1ittee proposed to deal 'vitl1, and on tl1is subject there ap­
peared such a concurre11t and over,vhelming testimony as to the injt1ries 
inflicted on the best interests of the F~sheries, that they feel no hesita­
tion in recommending the prol1ibition of the practice forthwith. 
2nd.-T~e use of Cod Jiggers in catching fish, is a practice, although 

nearly unanimously condemned, which would appear to be at certain times, 
and in certain localities, unavoidable, as without their use a voyao·e would 
be D:early all lost, and also, a sufficiency of Fish for the people's 

0
own im­

m.ed1ate use 'vot1ld not be obtain~ble. The Con1mittee '\vould therefore 
recommend, t~at no Cod Jiggers be permitted to be used on the fishing 
grounds of this Island after the Caplin have struck in, and thence to the 
end of the season ; the same prohibition to extend to the fishing grounds 
on the I_jabrador Coast, as far do\v11 as Huntindon Isla11d in Sa11d~~ich 
Bay, but North of that, their use to be allowed, · at all times and in all 
places. 

3rd.-The use of Bultows is another mode of fishing that of late 
years has been suggested to our people by the French, and j s now quite 
as gen~rally condenmed as the hYo preceding ones, and it appears to the 
Commit~ee to have a f a.r more prejudicial effect on the aggregate catch, 
a_s by this mode of !lshing the large_ mother fish is caught before it has 
time to spa\vn on its usual spa\\'nmg beds, thus depriving us of that 
abundant supply of germ from which all our wealth is obtained. The 
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immediate and e11tire prohibition of this practice and method of fishing 
is strongly i·ecomn1ended. 

4th. 'Ihe use of Herring Sei11es is a question that, in dealing with, 
tbe Com1nittee feel the i1ecessity of great 1Jrl1dence in the recomn1endaM 
tion of any change i11 the present n1anne1· i11 'vhicl1. their use is regulated; 
and they humbly believe t11at the present He1·ring Act, pnssed in the 
last session of your Ifo11orable Hot1se, has, in the mai11, pro,Ted benefi­
cial. B11t they would recomn1end that tl1e tin1e for prohibiting the tal(­
ing of He1·ring by Seines on tl1e ''1 .. este~·n Coast, be exte11ded f'rom the 
20th October to tl1e 20tl1 .L.\.pril, as by this Tegulation tl1e flerring "\tvill 
have more time to deposit its spa,vn, without interfering· wjt}1 the people 
in ol1taining a timely ancl sufficient supply of bait for their own use. 
'fhe Comn1ittee f11rthe1· recommend that this Act be so amended as to p1·0· 
hibit the barri11g of Herri11g, only in creeks, coves, and inlets, '\vhere 
the place is i~esorted to for ca1·r)-i11g on tl1e Cod Fishery, on the coast of 
Lab1·ador. 

5th. The use of Cod Seines : Altl1ough on this n1ode of taking fish 
some of the Committee ha,Te st1·011g objectio11s, )7et from the pretty gen­
eral opi11ior1s in fa1rot1r of their use \vhen confi11ed to proper limits, they 
would confidently i·ecomn1end that, after the expiration of the next two 
fishing seasons, no Sei11e be allo,ved to be llsed, the dime11sions of " 7hich , 
is ove1· 100 fathon1s i11 length and 7() feet in depth, a11d tl1at they shall 
not be l1sed on the customary fishing ledges or grounds, so as to inte1·­
fere with the hook-and-line m~11. These regulations not to exte11d to 
Labrador. 

6th. Relative to the mode of tl1e Salmon }.,ishery, the Committee are 
of opi11ion, and 'vould recomme11d, that no Nets be allo"'.ved to be set in 
the mouths of rivers, (l\:no\vn to be the i·esort of Sal1non,) so as to ob­
struct the fish from free ingress a11d egress ; and also that no Nets shall 
be pe1·mitted to be set 011 the Cod-fishing gro11nds, or hauling places, 
thereby obstructing the Cod-fishe1·men in their ancie11t privileges. 

7th. 1,11e use of Cocl Nets is a n1ode of fishing the Cornmittee thi11k 
11ot injurious, provided the Nets ai·e set in such wate1· as will not inter­
fere with the Cod-seine ha11ling, 01· ~ook-and-line fishing grounds; nor 
should they be allowed to be set in the mouths of Bait-hauling Coves, or 
other places 'vl1e1·e Bait is l1suully obtained. · 

8tl1. The Ct1re of Fish, your Committee believe, may be much im­
proved, by washi11g it imn1ediately after it passes from tl1e splitting-knife, 
a11d salting it wl1ile fresh : cleanlii1ess, with s11ch jt1dgment as ot11· peo­
ple possess, '\tvo11ld, in the "ro1·king of it, secure at all times, (except 
when unfavorable weatl1er pre,re11ts) the desired imp1·ovement. 1~he 
Committee are of 01)i11io11 that the practice of pickli11g Codfish, instead 
of salting it in bull{, after the old fashio11, is very pernicious. The fish 
so cured 'vill not l(eep in ht1mid climates, or stand a lon.g sea-voyage; 
and they believe the 0111)' remedy to correct these evils, and to secure a · 
'vell cured a11d marl(etable article, rests \Vith the purchaser, in making 
a suitable distii1ction in the price. Another mode of curing fish, not 
p1·acticed to any extent heretofore in this count1·y, has been suggested 
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t th c mmittee by the Chairman of the Fishermen's Associatio1 .. , 
noame~y~that by ~moking ; and they. believe ~hat the. erection ~f 
smoke. houses by the people themselves, is so very nrnxp~ns1ve, ~hat this 
method might be carried on to a great extent, and w1~h considerable 
profit. The Committee would suggest that, a srr_:all, pre~u~1m be allowed 
to any person who erects a. smoke house, an~ bnngs for sale fish of any 
kind, properly cured th~re1n, to ~he value of £10. r • i • • 

9th.~The sale of Bait to forP.1gners, on the VV estetn Coast, 111 such 
enormous quantities as our enquiry affords ample e~ide;nce of, the Com­
mittee believe is the great and first cause of the uechne of our Shore 
Fisheries, and they venture to hope that they have sug~este~ a remedy 
in limiting the time for using seines, as recommended in their remarks 
on the f o~rth question of' their investigation. 

In concludina their Report, the Committ~e would beg leave to state, 
that it is their ~nanimous opinion, that unless an efficient Coastal and 
Land G11arcl be established to enforce s11ch la.,,vs \vhich are! o.r n1ay be 
enacted for the protection of the Fisheries, it will be worse than useless 
to endeavour to carry them out by mere Proclamation, more especially 
in the Herring I:,ishery.

Mr. MooRE, as Chairman of the Select Committee, appoi11ted to take 
into consideration the best method for extending and improving the cul­
tivation of the Soil of this Country, presented the Report, which he hand­
ed in at the Clerk's Table, where it was read, as follows :-

That your Committee have taken a vast amount of evidence, which 
they respectfully sltbmit herewith, beari11g on the capabilities and pro­
ductive qualities of the Soil of this Island, and which evidence tends to 
confirm the opi11ion, that "rith an ordinary amount of industry and intel­
lige11ce, this country is capable of attaining a position as an Agricultural 
Country not i11ferior to many of the British Colonies where Agriculture 
is the chief depe11dence a11d the basis of their prosperit)r, and your 
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Committee think it i1ecessary that ii1formation 011 this important s1-1bject 
should be circulated through the inhabited parts of this Island. There­
fore they recommencl that the services of a qualified, scientific Agricul­
turist sho11ld be en1plo)1ed at the instance of the Government, fo1~ the 
purpose of travelling through the differe11t Districts to examine and re­
port 011 the productive qualities of the Soil, a11d diff11se as much i11f or­
mation as possible, by she,ving the p1·acticability of improving their cir­
cumstances and the advantages to be derived fro1n Agricultural pursuits. 
Y ou1· Committee are of opinion that a measure of this sort shall be im­
mediately adopted, and that information 011 Agriculture shot1ld be pro­
cured from other cou11tries, and disseminated amongst 011r people. 
Your Comn1ittee, being a'vare of the irregular system by which land 
has hitherto been granted, witl1out a n1ap of such Granted Lands in 
any District havi11g been regularly made, and that considerable trouble 
and difficulty frequently occur to parties obtaining grants, to avoid, as 
n1uch as possible, any future impedime11ts to applicants, we i~ecorr1mend 
that ·a general survey be made of each District, a11d~ as far as practicable, 
tl1at the gra11ted and waste Lands in the vicinity of each settlement be 
mapped, which would facilitate the issuing of grants, and p1·event.dis­
putes and litigation arising for the future. 

Your Committee are of opinion, and suggest that bog lands ungrant­
ed be reserved in every locality, for the use of the public, as bog 'vith 
other substances, made into a compost, produces a most valt1able fer­
tilizer. Further, that Agricultural Societies ( "vhere established) should 
be aided by · Governn1ent to encourage lime-bu1~ni11g for Agricult11ral , 
purposes, so that a supply might be furnished at such a price as to en­
able }.,armers to employ this valuable article for manuri11g purposes ; 
yo11r Committee being of opi11ion that if Farmers are deprived of the 
use of Caplin for manure, it will cause a seriot1s injury in many locali­
ties where the inhabitants have hitl1erto depended on Caplin for that 
purpose. 

Your Committee recomme;nd that free grants of land be given to the 
exte11t of 20 acres; applicants reqt1iring more, to pay the usual cl1arges 
for it, as your Committee consider that 20 acres are ample for any poor 
man to cultivate to advantage, llnder any circ11msta11ces, and more than 
he can possiblJ' attend to, if he follo,vs the pursuits of the fishery; that 
co11ditions should be inserted in all future grants, to compel the grantees 
to cultivate at least 10 per cent of the land granted, in 5 years, or forfeit 
as much thereof in proportion to the q11a11tity not cleared, in accorda11ce 
with the above conditions ; frequently it 11as been the practice, that 
parties obtain g1~ants of large tracts of land, without any inte11tion or 
ability to cultivate the Soil, but merely to mo11opolize it. 

Y 011r Committee, therefore, do strongly recomme11d that this practice 
should be disconti11ued, and measures adopted to com·pel the clearing and 
cultivation of such land, thereby giving employment, and developing 
this great a11d valuable resource, without 'vhich this cot111try cannot n1a­
teri:lll y progress. 
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To induce people to locate themsel,res in the interior, 'vhere the land 
is generally of a better description, and more favorably situated for the 
maturing of crops, being not exposed so much to the bleal{ winds some­
times prevalent nearer the seaboard, your Committee would suggest 
that roads be opened up as soon as means are available for that pur­
pose, in all directions where the land is fit for c11ltivation, in the i1eigh­
bourhood of every settlement ; and they also recommend that the lines 
of road be marl{ed out at the tin1e a general survey is made, and on the 
pri11ciple of a plan a11nexed to this Report, which your Committee beg 
to submit. 

It is the opinion of your Committee, that the Government cannot ad­
vance the interests of Agriculture more, by any one measure they may 
ado1Jt, than by aiding the establishrr1ent and n1ainte11ance of Agric11ltural 
Societies in every District wheTe practicable, as, wherever they have been 
established, beneficial res11lts hav~e arisen, partict1larly from the introduc­
tion of improved breeds of stocl\:, seed, and a.gricultural impleme11ts, and 
from their collecting a11d diffusing a large amount of valuable i11forma­
tion on the more modern and. approved systen1 of' Agriculture ; that 
these Societies sho11ld be authorized to give pre111iums for encouraging 
the clearing and c11ltivating of lanc1, for the best crops produced from a 
given quantity, and that periodical fair days should be appointed to be 
helrl in the n1ore ce11tral parts of the country, for the exhibition and sa.le 
of all farm produce, cattle, &c., wbicl1 would te11d to give a stimulus, 
and wol1ld command a direct and t1niversal interest. 

That Agricultural Societies should be authorized by Government to 
locate and settle one or more families annually in each District, on 
such terms as the Society may deem the most beneficial to the Ag1~icl1l­
tural interest, which, in tl1e opinion of your Committee, 'vould 
gradually tend to train a portion of our people to agricultural 
pursuits, a11d t1ltimately instil into their minds generally the great ad­
va11tages to be derived tl1erefrom. 

Your Committee are of opinion, that the encou1~agement of sheep 
breeding is one of the most important subjects to be considered in con­
nection ''rith the interests of Agriculture-it being the u11animous opi­
nion of all parties brot1ght before )'Our Comn1ittee, that the breeding of 
sheep in this cou11try can be made a most profitable business, and calcu­
lated to add as much to the comforts of our operative classes as a.ny 
other branch of industry that can be i11troduced. Not only would 
it furnish us with nutritious food, but clothing also, the manufac­
ture of wl1ich would give employment to a numerous class i11 the winter 
season, who are at present idle, for the want of settled employment, and 
consequently, in many instances, destitute, a11d a b11rthen on the Gov­
er11ment, and would lil{ewise inculcate industrial habits. 

Your Con1mittee wot1ld, tl1erefore, recommend, that measl1res be 
adopted, as soon as possible, to prevent the ravages of dogs, which have 
hitherto been the chief obstacle in the way of our people taking adva11-
tage of tl1is branch of industry, 'vhi.ch 'Vol1ld prove to be a source of 
'vealth and great comfort, and we submit that the Act at present in ope-
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ration be so amended and enforced, as that floclrs and herds may roam 
without being molested by these destructive animals. . 

Your Com1nittee, on enquiry into the causes of the backward state 
of Agriculture i11 this Colon)r, do not attribute it to the severity of the 
Climate or the sterility of tl1e Soil" but princi1)ally to the lack of energy 
and enterprize in our people, a11d want of capital embarked in this parti­
c11lar employment. Havi11g had so n1any advantages derived from our 
Fisheries, it is obvious that our Pnergies, in regard to Agriculture, have 
been cramped. · 

Our Fisheries have been considered like gold mines, inexhaustable. 
Money earned speedily is too frequently spent imprudently, and 
beyond 011r necessaay requireme11ts or individual position-hence the 
wide-spread destitution and po,Terty existing in the land. The lottery­
like and almost gambling nature of the Trade and Fisheries, tend to 
'\ivean our operative classes from the slower but surer mode of earning 
a comfortable settleme11t or Ii velihood. 

Your Committee are entirely adverse to the principle of distributing 
poor relief to able-bodied n1en. It demoralizes and enchains the na­
tural energies, and annihilates the spirit of self dependence, and acts, in 
conj11nction with the injurious credit system, that unfortunately prevails 
to a great extent in this cou11try. But should there be an urgent ,11eces­
sity, from a failure of the fisheries, in future, yo11r Committee recommend 
that employment be given either in clearing la11d, or opening up and im­
proving agricultural roads, in the Districts where relief may be re­
quired. 

In concluding this brief and imperfect Report, your Committee 
tal\:e leave to recon1mend to your Honorable House,that a Standing Com .. 
n1ittee on Agriculture be appointed at the comme11cement of each ses­
sion, to report, from tin1e to time, on this importa11t s11bject. ·

1-,he LegislC'tiv·e Co1111cil acq11a.int tl1e Hot1se of Assen1bly, that tl1ey 
ca11not agree to the Co11ti11geney Bill se11t up fl1r co11ct1rre11ce, beca11se 
it does i1ot inclt1(le the Sessio11al Allow .. ance to the Ho11orable the Presi­
de11t a11d Thier11bers of the Cct111cil, conformably vvith tl1e Report of tl1e 
Select Cor11mittee of their Body on tl1e Contingencies of the Session, and 
adopted a11d 1J;1ssed by the Cou11cil. Tl1e Council can11ot but regard 
this on1issio11 as a de1Jartt1re fron1. the agree1nent n1ade at the suggestion 
of tl1e Assembly, as contai11ed in tl1eir ~Iessage of the 17th or· June, 
1861, and asse11ted to in the Council's reply thereto, of tl1e 18th of J l111e, 

1861, to refer the matter in clispute to the j11dgment of His Grace the 
Duke of N e'vcastle, ancl to abide by his determi11atio11 tl1ereon, which 
determination t11e Cou11cil consider unequivocally in their favour.

ment of all tl1e Co11tingencies of the Session, exclusive of ·Members' Pay, 
or they \Vill joi11 in tt11y Address to His Excelle11c)r, that these Co11ti11ge11-
cies may be paid, and undertalie to inden1nify the Governor for the 
same. 

The Council, 'vitb a vie\v of terminating the dispute between tl1e two 
13ra11ches of the Legislatl1re, are willing to forego all claim for past and 
future services, on tl1e conditio11 that the House of Assembly forego 
tl1eir clain1 for the present and all future Sessions.

Mr. President, arid Honorable Gentlemen of the Legislative Council: 

JJfr. Speaker, arid Ge1ztlemen of the House of Assembly: 
. 

As the Third Session of tl1e Eighth General .i\ssembly of this Colony 
"'"ill be termi11ated to-day by prorogation, I am happy to be enabled to 
relieve you from further attendance ; and it affords me satisfaction to 
express my ack11owledgments for the great atte11tion yo11 have shown to 
your Legislative duties. The. session has been, comparatively, a short 
one ; but q11ite 1011g enough to enable you to pass twenty Acts, to which · 
I have been happy to give my asse11t. 

Several of them had, for some time, been called for; and I have no 
doubt these ineasures 'vill be attended with beneficial rest1lts. As you, 
however, have been instrumental in passing them, ap.d their enactments 
ha-ve been fully discussed in your presence, it~ needless for me further 
o allude to them in detail. I ca11not, however, help expressing satis­

fa,c,tion at seeing a Bill passed by you to provide for the Sewerage of the 
to,vn ; and that there is no'v a prospect of the removal of those nuisan­
ces \ivhich \Vere so much complained of by ot1rselves, and deservedly 
comme11ted on by every stranger who visited St. John's. Imperfect 
drai11age has everywhere been prove to be a fertile sourGe of disease, 
spreading contagion, and death alo ; g with it, to a fearft1l exte11t ; and it 
is the duty of those who have t_he powe1·, to give e'rery facility to a popu­
lous comml1nity to adopt habits ,-vhich will contribute to their health; ~o 
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tl1at, with good drainage, a11d the blessing of a plentiful supply of wate1·, 
tl1ere can be nothing to prevent the dwellings of the humblest from 
being kept clean. 

You· have, I observe, passed a Bill to provide for the collection of the 
Revenue, and for the better Administration of Justice. at the Labrador. 
Difference of opinion may exist as to the policy of introducing such a 
meas11re, but the Government considered it just and expedie11t. A simi­
lar 011e "Tas passed many years ago ; but the machinery was found _too 
expensive, and it fell to the gro11nd ; a11d I quite coincide in the ·views 
expressed by n1y predecessor, Governor Darling, in a Dispatch Address­
ed to the Secretary of 8tate, of date the 31st Day of August, 1856, i11 

which he alludes to t'vo measures which it seem~d to him that '' com­
mon justice to the inhabitants at large req11ired,"-one relative to the 
expense of the Police of St. John's, its streets, and local objects gener­
ally ;-the other, '' to conipel the lucrati1ve t1~ade carried on on the coast of 
Labrado1·, to contribute, in its fair p1·oportion, to the Colonial Revenue," -so 
that large Mercantile hot1ses, 'vhose principals reside i11 England, and 
numero11s transient traders, from the British American Provinces and 
the United States, should not be exempted fron1 those duties which resi­
de11ts of Newfoundland are compelled to pay at the Colonial Custom­
houses. The Government can only hope t.h.at the Labrador Bill 'vill, in 
due time, be productive of much good ; as it provides for the Adminis­
tration of Justice, although necessa1·ily on a limited scale, )·et sufficient, 
it is believed, to deter many from committing crimes which have hither­
to gone unpunished ; for however anxious some of the respectable local 
l\Iagistrates may have been to perform the duties appertai11ing to their 
office, the distances from the residences of each other are so great, and 
the communication so difficult, that their authority must, necessarily, be 
confined to a circle of a fe,v miles in the vicinity of their own dwellings. 

At the op~ning of the session of 1862 .. I stated tl1at '' a very large pro­
portion of the Revenue would be ·required that _year, as in the former one, 
jor the Relief of the Poor·, and even to able-bodied men, iv ho, du1·ing the 
tliert past i..'?pring arid Sunimer, CO'ttlcl not earn sufficie1it for the subsistence of 
themselves and their families du'ring the passing winter." The statement 
whic.h I then made has proved but too correct; the expenditure for 
Poor Relief has been very great; and the continuance of such a system 
for a fe\v years longer will bring ruin and bankruptcy on the ColonJr. 
'l,he question of Poor Relief is not a party one, and 'vhatever Govern­
ment may be in power, they will have a right to expect the 'vhole com­
munity to use their best endeavours to remedy an evil which has bee11 
fast demoralizing the people~ checking the spirit of enterprise, and pre·­
venting the development of resources which are known to exist. 

'l'he Honorable Chairman of the Comn1ittee that was appoir1ted to en­
quire into the decline of the Fisheries, was so kind as to send me a 
printed Circular, containing nine queries issued by the Committee, 'vith 
the~r Tequest that I 'vould give such answer as I might co11sider proper, 
which I \rvas hap1JY to com ply with ; altholtgh any information I cot1ld 
give, 'vas, of cot1rse, ·very imperfect~ The Committee appear to have 

• 
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acted wisely, by first directi11g their inquiries to those modes of fishing 
which are alleged to be prejudical to the general i11terests, and· require 
Legislation to remedy. Havi11g merely glanced at the Report of the 
Select Committee, ,-vbich l1as been pri11ted, I can only regret that thei! 
investigation was necessarily so limited; but they have conducted it in 
a very businesslil{e ma.m1er; and are, in my opi11ion, entitled to the 
thanks of tl1e comn1unity. The Fisl1ery question is a large one, and I 
hope a.nd belie,·e that the i11formatio11 alread)1 acquired by the Commit­
tee will lead to a much wider fie~d for i11-vestigation, so that our Colony 
may. become better kno\v11, by directing public attention to the vast ex­
te11t of the coast of Ne,vfo1111dland and Labrador, possessing advantages · 
'vhich are s11perior to any \vhich exist i11 other parts of Her Majesty's 
domi11ions, for the prosecution of that bra11ch of industry 011 wl1ich tl1e 
prospe~·ity of this Colony so inuch depends. 

I have freql1ently alluded to encoura.gement being given to Agricul­
ture, and last session remarl{ed -that '' the cultivatio11 of every patch of 
grou11d rnust prove adva11tageo11s to the Colon3r." Tl1e Con1mittee which 
was appoi11ted to inquire i11to that interesting branch of industry, 11ave 
also termi11ated their labours ; a11d I trust their Report 'vill meet 'vith 
the attention and co11sideratio11 'vhich its importar1ce demands ; a11d to 
then1, also, I thi11k the com111unitv are indebted.

},fr. Spealcer, artd Gerttle1ne1i of the House of Assembly : 

I have to tha11k )70U, in the name of tl1e Queen, for tl1e St1pplies you 
have g·ra.nted for Her Majesty's Service· a11d the Government will take 
care that tl1e money you 11ave voted shall be appro1?riated as yo11 11ave 
directed. 

In answeri:1g the Address 'vhich ;rou presented earl3r in tl1e session, I 
expressed a sanguine 11ope, that we sho11ld have stean1 commu11icatio11 
with tl1e outports sooner than \Vas tl1e11 a11ticipated, and il is gratifying 
to find tl1at -y·ou have provided the s111Jplies to accomplish an object wl1ich 
the Legislature and tl1e comn1 unity are so desirous of promoting ; and 
i1othi11g \vill be _V\ranti11g on the part of the Governme11t, to carry out 
their wishes ; and there ca11 be i10 doubt that, ere long, the advantage,s 
of Local Steam will be duly appreciated, bringing i11to closer contact, as 
it will do, the lVIercha11ts a11d Planters, facilitating tl1e transit of our 
staple produce to the export stores, a11d tending to equalize the prices 
of provisions, a11d to gradually remove those disadva11tages \vhicl1 Ollr · 
outport fisherme11, at present, labour under, by their distance from, 
a11d 'vant of communication 'vith the capital.

I have the honor to submit, for the information "of His Excellency tl1e 

Governor, ID)1 Fiftl1 Report upon the Protestant Public Schools estab·­
lished in this Island.

I am 11appy to be enabled to report that some improveme11ts have 
been comn1enced this )·ear, 'vhich 'vill have a 'rery be11eficial effect upon 
the Government,. Sche-ols~ St1bsta11tial i·t1led books for the registration 
of the daily attendance of the Pupils are no\v in use throughout every 
Educational District. Some atte~npt has been made to bring about a 
bett'er system of, School ma~agement, and tl1ough not so much has been 
effected as could be "\visl1~, for \Vant of a full supply of School requi­
sitites, yet authority hat' bee11 given to the Ins1Jec.tor to promote that 
object, and whenever the Scl1ools present the necessary facilities (which 
there is reason to hope will soon be) tl1eir orga11i_zation may be attempt­
ed; ho'\vever, suitable 1"'ime rra'Qles have been drav.rn out for many 
Masters, a11d instructio11 giv~en in worl{i11g by them. Also, the Govern­
me11t have take11 the necessary steps f 01~ establ~shing tl1at great deside-
1·attim-a Depository of Educational Books and other ap11aratus fo1; 
the st1pply of the Board Schools, 'v hich, I . trust, will be prepared to 
make its first issues next spring. ~1oreover, the Education Act, as it 
is better u11derstood, a11d its requirements more strictly observed, 
appears to have become more acceptable to all classes ; indeed, 
'vhere·ver the Boards are well co11stituted and tl1e business is re­
gularly transacted, full public co11fide11ce is sect1red ; and i11 tl1ose . 
cases, comi11g 1vithi11 my own kno,vledge, of disagreeme11ts hap"." 
peni11g amongst members of the Boards relative to Scl1ool affairs, 
and appeals being made to the Colonial Secretary, I have invariably 
founrl they arose purely from a non-observance of the obligation of the 
Act in tl1e first place-s11ch as a neglect to hold annual meetings, and an 
assumption by the Chairman of the whole responsibility. vVherever 
tl,iis is done, tro11ble is sure to arise soo11er or later. As some proof of .. 
gro,ving confidence in the manageme11t of public Scl1ools through the 
Local Boards, I hope I may take the liberty of mentioning that th~ 
Re,rd. Chairn1a11 of the Wesleyan School Society stated to me that lie 
would _have i10 objection to see the charge of. the Wesleyan Schools 
transferred to the Government, and I have frequently heard the Teach'."

With regard to the attendance-registers referred to ; in the course of 
my first inspection tour, I observed that the Schools had not been sup­
R.lied with suitable books for preserving a re~ord ~f the dajJy attend­
ance ; some few 1.,eachers l{ept a Register of their ~wn furnishing, but 
the majority neglected the dut)1

, or only kept a memorandum on stray 
leaves to n1ake out their quarte1·ly returns, from hence I had no means 
of comparing the prese11t witll. tl1e former state of the Schools. 'l.,bis 
qeficie~1cy I noted in my formal Reports ; but seeing that no movement 
was made to supply it, I toolr the liberty of proct1ring the i·equisite 
number for all the Board Schools to be printed last Spring. 'l'he Gov­
ernment was pleased to approve of them, and sanction their distribution, 
and I sen~ them out in P. .~rcels to the Chairmen of the several Boards . 
·They all arrived safely, and I had tl1e satisfaction of seeing the Regis­
ters in use in ·all the Schools which I visited, ''rith one or t'vo exceptions 
which have been since supplied. These Books '\ivill last from five to 
eight years. The Revd. Chaitman of the Wesleyan Society, follo,ving 
~he example, got a number of copies struck off from the san1e form for 
the supply o( t.P,e Sch.ools under his charge. 

Before proceeding on my inspection tour the past season, I thought 
proper to represent to tlie Government that in attempting to visit every 
School i11 the Island, from tl1e extreme N ortl1 to the extreme West, in 
one tra,rellipg season, which only extends from the first of ~Iay to the 
end of November, I felt compelled to spend too short a time in each 
School to rende1· all, the service to tl1e Teacher which I often felt "\'Vas , . . 
needed, . and to confi.11e :rp.y business almost strictly to ip.specting and re-
porting, for which only I was instructed, and had authority; and that as 
all the Scl1ools had b.~en pretty fully reported, and but little change was 
tak~ng place i11 then1, I took the liberty of suggesting that my circuit for 
tl1e present year shoµl9. be limited to that part of the Island containing 
the largest number of Schools, in visiting "rhich the least time would be 
occt1pied in mer.e travelling, i11 oi~de;r that opportunity might be afforded 
for organizin_g or other,vise improving inefficient Schools. In reply it 
·"\Vas stated-'' The G_overnor in, Council has not failed to give every con­
sideration to the va;rio11s suggestions made by you for the more efficient 
_Jrosecution. of th~ service i11 question, embodied in your communication 
to me o::i the 8t4 in~t. In carrying out tl1e service, you will therefore 
confine your operatio11s fo1· the present summer bet,veen that pa.rt lying 
from Greenspond inclusive on the Northern, to Harbor Buffet inclusive 
on the South \Ve~t~rn. coast of this Island, giving, with the consent . of 
the Local Boards, such tin1e to_ any Schools which you may select fo1· the 
IJurpose, a~ you. may deem necessa+y to organize them ona better system 
of instruction a~d arrangement." This reply gave me much gratifi.ca7 

tion, chiefly on account of the sanction and opportunity it extended 
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of spending my time in the ScJtools more profitably than ~n mere 
inspections, by attempti11g for the first time to initiate a uniform 
SJrstern of instructio11, so greatly needed; and also because for 
once I would be spared from experiencing the excessive toil of 
hastening lil{e a co11rier through the whole eicient of the coast. In my 
previous reports I have no,vhere alluded to the circumstances attending 
my journeys, because I thought they were quite long enough without 
adding to them, a11d it might seem lil{e parading· tl1e difficulties that fell 
in my 'vay ; hut no one can travel from Exploits, Burnt Island, in the 
North to B11rg·eo in the West, 'vithout any certain means of conveyance, 
visiti11g almost every Cove along the coast, crossing and re-crossing every 
Bay, punting to almost every isla11d, a11(l "valking every bye-path and 
unfinished road, without often experiencing perils, discomforts and fa~ 
tigue which he w3uld gladly lessen if he n1ight. Some of the members 
of the I .. egislature doubtless lrnow "vhat the \Valk is from ~Iudcly Hole 
to Cat Harbor and Cape :t,reels, and the "\vading of the deep and danger­
ous Anchor and Windmill Brool{s. It is more than likely that some 
have made a passage across Bon~tvista Ba)·, \vith a head "·ind, in the lit­
tle, dirty, ill-found, dull sailing pacl{et boat, and experie_nced considera­
ble discomfort and disgust. Some have undertalre11 a walk from T1inity 
t<? Bonaventure, and perhaps, but I doubt, from thence to British Har­
bor, certainly the worst piece of country I ever· scrambled over. (~here 
is nothing so bad on the whole Telegraph line). Some have experienced 
that .the road from Spaniard's Bay to tl1e Telegraph Mine at La}.fanche~ 
is rather a hard one with a rougl1 finish. Some can also tell . that the 
jour11eys from Burin to ~Iortier Bay, 'vhere there is no road for some 
miles to Rock Harbor, to Garnish, and back on foot (I nev,er~ rode it,) 
are tireson1e 011es. Some may havP. essayed a journey by land from 
Jersey Harbor to English IIarbor and Belloran1, and felt that they 
would not walk it back again for a large consideration. But perhaps 
tl1ere is not one member of the Assembly, and not half a dozen inen i11 

the country, who. have JJroved by experience, and, therefore, thoroughly 
know · what are the difficulties to be enco.untered in travelling through 
all the Districts on a School inspection tour. I know of no ~Iissionary 
or trader, or 11ot any Society's Agent travelling in this co11ntry that has 
attempted ip. one season a tour of equal extent, including so n1any calls 
as is embraced in the inspection of the Protestant Schools. By n1aking 
much haste, 'vith fair weatl1er, it ca11 be accomplished in seven . months. 
There are about 150 Schools to be visited, and they are open but u.ve 
days in each week, so that if they were all contiguous, and no time was 
consumed in travelling to each, and e'ren t'vo Schools V\rere inspected 
each day, four months wot1ld be occupied in going thrortgh them. I 
make the above allusions to the toil and time involved in tl1e visitation 
of the: Sch.ools, to set some right who inconsiderately st1ppose that it

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()nly affords a pleasant cruise "'l1ich may be got thrgugh in two month 8 

of st1mmer, for I feel too tl1a11kf11l for the ho110Table position in which 
I have been placed, "vith all its obligations, and for physical a .. bility to 
perform its duties, to malie any complai11t of the ,,~ork. 

011 the 20th l\1ay I left St. Jo bn's and arrived at Brigt1s. The next ,, 
day I \Valked to Bull Cove School; found it so bare of requisites that I 
cot1ld do nothing, and· blamed tl1e Teacher for not applying to the Chair-· 
ma1i. for boolrs, who . I \VflS st1re wol1ld furnisl1 them. I-le a1Jpear~d ut 
first not to like the inform -:ition that I intended to spend a few days lVith 
him to assist him in the ma11ageme11t of his School, b11t ltf .. terwa:rds he 
became much pleased. I ret11r11ed to Brigus, and finding that the Chair­
man had not all that ~'as needed. I telegraphed to 1\llr. J\IcConnan to 
send me a parcel ·of Boo1\s, &c., to e11able n1e to go on. Frid3y, 21st, 
visited Mr. Green's Comn1ercial School-it is so ,,vell conclucted that I 
felt -quite satisfie<l \vith his s3rstem, and did not interfere. I 'voulcl re­
comn1end tl:at tl1e £5 taken out of the g·ra11t to pay a Secretary shortld 
be ·g·i·ren to the Teacher, as there is nothi11g· for a Secretary to do. 1\ifon­
day·, 24tl1 1 having· rroc11red tl1e necessary books and slates and sent them 
to Bull Cove~ I n1ade a co1nn1enceme11t in organizing ; the Teacl1er en­
tered into the business \vith e,~ide11t r}leasure, ~~nd the children were very 
docile. In the cotlrse of the da1· son1e i)rog·ress 'vas n1ade, and all felt 
inte1·es ted. In the evening '''allred 01rer the l1ills to. Brigt1s, and the 
i1ext day back again to Bull Co,'c, rl1ere I spent the day. Believing 
that the Teacher co11ld i1ow do pretty well, ancl seeing the School 'vell 
stocked, i1i.e next day I walkecl to Bt1rnt Head. I fot111d the School in 
charge of 1V1iss S1nith, in tl1e rr-;om of her fatl1er, '\vho had been ill. for­
some time past ; tl1e attenda11ce ~ras low (21 preeent), so that I thought 
it not a good time to attempt in1proving the S)7Stem, but examined all 
the chilclre11, gave son1e general advice, a.nd returned to Brig11s. Thurs­
day I \vas at Ba:r Roberts, clela)~ed by rain. Fri.clay, I 'valked to New -
Harbour. The commenceme11t C)f the road is opened, but not made 
very well, and bacl wall~i11g, the midd~le part is n111ch drier, excepting a 
disagree::tble 1011g· marsh, but from the other side of the marsh to N e'v 
IIarbor ( 4 miles), there is now a good clr)1 bridle road. At School, May 
3 lst, 25, 9 ret1d i11 tl1e Testame11t fairlj', spell ditto, '\ivell acquainted wit.h 
Scripture Historjr, 'vTite from dictation, k11o'v tables, but backward in 
cyphering. 211d class i·ead in 2nd booli, and answer questio11s on sub­
ject i11telligentl)' ; repeat tables of 'Veig·b.ts ancl ~Ieasures; write from 
dictatio11, all cloi11g ';<;1e]l. 11 l1e discipline of this School is good, and it is 
so satisfactorily co11drlcted that I did 11ot deem it necessary to spend more 
tl1an or1e d!t}.r here. I felt i1111ch interest in the worthy young man "" .. ho 
conducts the School, a11d ga,,.e him the best advice respecting his con­
duct, e11cot1ragi11g him to conti.J.1ue his own self improvement to qualify 
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himself for greater usefulness in the future. After school, I took a 
walk with the Teacher to Dildo Cove, only a mile distant, to endea,rour 
to get in conversation 'vith some of the parents, and enql1ire 'vhy they 
·did not send their children to school. Dildo is a very pretty place, 'vi th 
a Southern aspect, gently sloping to the beach, a11d with as good soil aa 
there is in any part of Newfoundland. I remarked to some of the in­
habitants t11at they might supply St. John's '\ivitl1 ' 'egetables, but they 
said there was no harbor tl1at suffered so much from the bligl1t, and 
that turnips did not succeed. The latter failure is, I could pe19 ceive, 
owing to sowing them too thicl<ly in beds. If there was a good cart­
·road constructed from New Harbor to Co11ception Baj"', (12 miles,) Dildo 
Cove, New Harbor a11d Gree11's Harbor, and the neighbourhood would 
present the greatest advantages for new settlers, as there is abundance 
of timber a11d good level land. It wo11ld a pp ear to me that the po or 
families of Grate's Cove a,nd Bay-de-V erds \\7ould find it much to their 
·advantage to remove hithe1·. 

J\fonday, June 2nd.-Mr. Newhoock's sons kindly provided me 
with a passage across the Arm of the BaJr to Pa&se11ge1·s' Cove on the 
South side of Ticl{le Harbo1~ Point. On landing, they made a fire on 
the beach, and prepared some refreshments which they had thought­
fully provided, after partalri11g of which, I was better prepared to 
cross over the Point to Tickle Harbor; the distance is about two miles, 

·.and the pathway boggy. J t1st before descending the hill to Ticl{le 
Cove, the prospect that opens to view presents the most picturesque 
combination of land a11d water that I have ever seen. At my feet lay 
the barriss-way) called Ticl{le Harbor, surrounded on three sides by 
woods reaching down to the wate1·, and containing several 'vooded islets; 
,Jeyond is the magnificent beach, exte11ding a mile and a half in the 
,most regular curve, witl1out a stone of an ounce weight, facing the wa-
ters of Trinity Bay on the East, and sheltering a placid lagoo11 on the 
South. Further West are the 11igl1 hills of Chance Cove, a11d far be­
yond, blue in the distance, appear the bare and hummocky hills of Bay 
of Bulls Arm. Havir1g descended to the Landwash, it was necessary to 
get ~ passage across to Tickle Harbor, where the houses are, .or walk a 
considerable distance rot1nd. My thoughtful pilot brought a gun, and 
having fired a few shots by way of signal, a punt was ·seen to pl1t out 
from the opposite shore to bring me over. M1·. Newhook's sons, seeing 
me in a fair way of proceeding, then bade me t'"arewell. I did not de­
lay at 1,ickle Harbor, to partake of tl1e proffered hospitality of the peo­
ple, but conti11ued my journey to Chance Cove. At the end of the long 
beach I came upon the Telegraph Company's line of road, along which 
I walked to Chance Cove. 'l'he Telegraph road shows many signs of 
4e.c·ay, the bridges ant.I cross drains are b1·eaking down, whilst in many 
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plaees, trees five or six feet high, are growii1g t1p in the road. 1,he 
next morning, Mr. Smith, my host, accompanied me to the School, which 
is kept in a room nicely ceiled, built almost entirely at the expense of 
the inhabitants. T'venty-three scl1olars have entered, six read in the 
'l'estament, and write a little ; tl1e rest readi11g in Monosyllables. I 
fot1nd the school completely bare of requisites, and the Teacher n1 
doubt about how or \vhere she "\Vas to be paid for her past year's service, 
as the Revd. 1'1r. Petle)r, 'vho had engag·ed her, was gone away, and the 
present Chairman was not altogether "\villing to admit her claim. I 
wrote a letter to the Chairn1an of the Board for the District, 
who, I believe, could not con1renie11tly visit the i)Iace, explaining 
the claims of the Teacher, and stating the books tl1at were 
necessary for the school. lVIrs ~ Hearn a pp ears to suit the place 
'rery well, and as a proof of the people's reg·ard, they are 
building lier a snug little dwelling house altogether at their o'vn cost. 
The next day I set out fo1~ LaManche, ert ro1tte to Harbor Bt1ffett, but 
unfortt1nately there was no craft to be hired. l(no,ving ft1ll well the 
importance of a fair wind, I obtained a p11nt passage, four miles along 
the shore to Little Harbor, \vl1ere tl1ere are some settlers, hoping I 
might hire a conveyance from the11ce. Still I 'vas foiled; the fishet­
n1en were all out a11d i1ot expected hon1e till the next day. Here, then, 
I had to rema.i11 for the nig·l1t. Tl1ese families came l1ere only last fall 
fron1 Harbor Bt1ff ett, and as I had m3rself lived five years in that harbor, 
I 'vas \ivell acquainted vvith, a11d felt interested i11 all, the families. I 
felt pai11ed tu see and hear of tl1eir state of poverty, ai1d the little pros­
pect there was of securing prosperity for the f11tt1re ; they vvere without 
seed potatoes or garden seeds to plant, and vvitl1out live stnck of any 
kind. I could not conceive of a new settle1nent being commenced under 
'vorse circumstances. 'J.'l1e head of 011e of the families 'vas sick, and 
l>eing· without beclding and 'vithout propei- food, soo11 afterwards died. I 
lay down for the night 011 the floor of one of their tilts, without covering, 
a11d the followi11g day I obtained a passage (12 miles) to I-I arbor Buffett, 
,,,hicl1 '\Vas to be the Western limit of n1y to11r.. 1.,he inhabita.nts of 
llarbor Buffett l1ave long enjoyed st1perior advanta.ges to the other parts 
of tl1e bay. Si11ce 18-! 1 it 11as been benefited by the labors of both a 
Clergyman and 'l.,eacher, and we might J·easonably expect to see some 
fruits of their labors, and accordi11gl)r at Church on S11nda)'S every per­
.son great and small, holds a pra)rer book and joins in the responses and 
si11ging; that cannot be see11 elsewhere in the bay. Here I spent about 
a '\veel\: visiti11g the school e'rery day, and assisting the teacher in im­
provi11g the discipline of the school. Being desirous of giving him the 
inetl1od of teaching the Alphabet practised in the Infant school, which 
I believe is the best yet discove.red, I went into Mr. Bendell's work-shop 
and sa,ved out the requisite number of blocks, but I found it difficult 
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to get letters to paste on them; however, it was accomplished, and I 
had the satisfaction of using them in the Alphabet class. The Revd. 
Chairman i11formed me that it would be useless to visit Spencer's Cove 
and Woody Island, as the Teacher for both those places was not just 
then at home, but he assured me that he was doing well for the small 
rernuneration the Board could give hi111. It is to be regretted that the 
Board has not means to re-ope11 the School at Isle of Vale11, now some 
vears closed. 
"' I had no'v arrived at the Western lin1it specified in my instructions, 
and was prepared to return Eastward. ()f the schools beyond this, I 
may be allo,ved to say I have receiv·ed favourable reports from their re­
spective Chairmen. In the District of Buri11 a large amount of work is 
being done for the means spent by the Board. On referring to the table 
of school returns it will be found that the people contribute largely to- . 
wards the support of the Teachers, com1Jared 'vith other places, but I 
~m sorry to see that they are abo11t the ,~vorst paid Teachers of all 
under the Boards. I11 availing to the utmost of their privilege of train­
ing Teachers, they have give11 two yot1ng women a year each in St. 
John's, 'vho have returned to take charge of schools, and a third is in 
course of training. vVith regard to tl1e two thrtt have been trai11ed, it 
has been observed to me by a member of the Board that she who at­
tended the Church Society School was not nearl)r so n111ch be11efited by 
her opportl1nity as she who attended the Wesleyan Academy ; a11d gi~­
ing as a reason that the former 'vas engaged for the greater part of her 
time in teaching, whilst she received but little i11strt1ction herself. In 
the district of Grand Banlr a change of n1a~ ters has take11 place i11 both 
the schools, but they are still in successft1l operation. I11 the di.strict of 
Fort11ne Bay no change has take11 place, exce1)t the closing of tbe Eng-

l. . -

lish Harbor 8chool by the removal of l\1r. L11cas ; all the otbe1 .. schools 
are reported in operation. In a letter lately received from t11e I{ev'cl 
Chairma11 of the Burgeo district, he expresses a wish that tl1e st1ggestio11 
contained in a former School Report, i·elative to a clivision of tl1i , dis­
trict, were carried out. This 'vould co11duce to suppl)1ing a schoolmaster 
to some of those very destitute places between Hermitage Bay and 
Burgeo. Early in the summer an article appeared in the Daily J..Veil's, 
calling attention to the moral destitution of a part of the Western 
Shore, in which it was stated that a vVesleyan Minister on his way from 

· Channel or Petites to St. John's, had occasion to put into a certai11 ha.r­
bor co11taining many families, where he conducted Divine Serv·ice, and 
after,vards ascertained that he was the first 1\llinister of any denomina­
tion 'vho had ever visited it. Being well acquainted with the Western 
Shore, I felt curious to learn wh<1t Harbor it could be, and found out 
that Fox Harbor, on the main land opposite Rameo Island, was the place 
referred to. I was there in 185 7 ; there were then 82 inhabitants and 
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13 houses or tilts, bearing t11e appearance of recent erection. The har­
bor is snug, with good fishi11g ground in the vicinity, and it appeared 
likely to become a thriving settlement. Last year I spoke to the Chair­
man of the District, about establishing a school there, but he considered 
that Rameo had stro11ger claims, a11d he cot1ld not llndertake a school in 
both places. I would here observe again, that if tl1e people will do 
little or nothing for thei1· own moral culture, and depend so m11ch upon 
the Boards, I do not see how other,vise the numerous small l1a,rbours can 
be attended to, unless by itinerating masters. In the summer, I met a 
'l'eacher from the LaPoile District ; he compla.i1.ed of the want of books, 
and I gave him a small suppl)r· 1,he Petites 8cl1ool is, I understand, in 
a flourishing condition ; the people have contributed the handsome sum 
of £23 towards the Teacher's salary. At Burnt Islands and Channel, 
the people appear to value their schools also, for they have contributed 
towards the 1,eachers' salaries £18 and £26 respectively. I-laving pro­
cured a passag from Harbor· Bl1ffet to Placentia, I engaged a seat in a 
carriage as far as I thought I could afford to pay the fare, co11sidering 
the i1umerous charges I have to meet in travelling expenses, and walked 
t,he rest of the way to tow11. (A ride the whole distance costs £3). 
~r\fter some delay in St. John's, I toolr passage for 1.,1·inity. Arrived there 
on the 9th July, and \valked the same day f1·om thence to N e\v Bona 
venture. The road has been improved since I first travelled it, but there 
are still some boggy lengths in it withot1t gravel. I found Mr. Ste"1art 
·taking his holidays ; he called school together ; of the first class, nine 
were present, average age, 10 yea1·s ; reading 'vell, spelling ditto ; all 
write from dictation. I exercised them in all the i·ules in the Arith: 
metic to Practice inclusive, a11d found them pron1pt and accurate, writ­
ing fair, Catechism perfect. The next class reading well in Fi1·st Book. 
1,he children iu this school are carefully taught, and have made rapid 
progress during the last two years ; one of the best cypherers is only 9 
years of age. ~1r. Stewart is about leaving tl1is station to occupy one 
on the North side of 1,ri11ity. .....i\.ltho11gh Mr. S. deserves a better sta­
tion, yet I am surprised that no effort has been made to i·etain him. 1-Iis 
salary here has been 011ly £30 sterling, which has been but slightly aug­
mented by fees, out of which he has been obliged to purchase fuel. It 
has been said that ou1· teachers are all too lo'v in point of ability to 

·command the i·espect and hearty support of the people; but here is one 
insta11ce, among some others that I could mentio11, of a teacl1er being 
even too good for the remuneration and the consideration he i·eceived 
from the people. An arduous \valk of about four miles over steep hills, 
and thro11gh water courses, brougl1t me to British Harbor. No road has 
)ret been cut out, and it 'vill require much skill to trace out even a tol ... 
erable path through sl1ch a rugged and hilly count1·y. The average at ... 

· tendance at this school is sixteen ; on the books .t,venty three, all.present 
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to-day: eleve_n stood 11p in first class, did 'vell in reading and in spelling, 
and a.ns1vered questions fair, consideri11g they '\Vere i1ot accustomed to 
the exercise; three of the boys are advanced to Practice, but for 
'vant of pencils I col1ld not ex2rcise the class in dictation or 
C)1pheri11g ; they made some small calculatjons n1entally ve1·y well. 
The school is e11tirely bare of elementary i~eading books and 
secular i·eaders. In fact t11e only school books possessed are a 
fe\v Testaments. From the11ce I obtai11ed a passage to Ireland's 
Eye, a sn1all island about four n1iles off. 1,he school is not 
la,rgely a,ttencled, twenty-fo11r na·mes on the list, about half of whom 
i·ead n1o(lerat2ly \Vell, spell ditto, '\Vrite poo1·l)·, kno\v m11ltiplication 
table and Church Catechisn1. School room in nice order. 

July llth.-Procured a passage to New Bonaventure,fron1 the11cewalk­
ed bacl( to Tri11ity. 1"he School on the North side, lately kept by ~Irs. 
Holden, I fot1nd closed, she ha,vi11g removed to occupy a station i11 the St. 
John's District; so I passed on to Salmon Cove. 'l"his place h ad bee11 q11ite 
neglected u11til a f·ew months ago, whe11 the Board sent J\iir. Jacob 
Pitcher, wl10 had been a );ear tinder training in St. John's, to comme11ce 
a school tl1ere. rl'he inhabitants live on each side of the arm, which 

· i·uns so far up that a journey ro1111d from one side to the other is too 
far for school chilclren to ·u11dertal{e., HO it was necessary to e1·ect a 
school room on each side. This the inhabita11ts have done in a n1ost 
creditable ma1'1ner, 'vi th b11t trifling assistance from the Board, a11cl the 
teacher divides his time equally between the two places. ]Tor the ex­
ami11ation tl1e children all assembled i11 the new school-room on th e 
West side ; a large number were . present, amongst 'vhom were se1.reral 
girls of adva11ced age, '\ivho had not the opportunity of learning to read 
before. Much progress had bee11 macle, and the diligence and beha­
viour were most pleasi11g. So far the teacher has been very successful. 

The i1ext day I walked to King's Cove, (17 miles). About half the 
dista11ce on the Trinitv side, the road is rather good, and well laid out. 
The other half is ba~ly pioneered, and left i11 a rough state. 

July lOth--Examined the King's Cove School, which is still in a low 
state, on account of the many deaths by dypthreria which occurred 
here. The teacher is fully competent and attentive. In the afternoo11, 
kindly accompanied by the Rev. Cl1airman, I walked to Plate Cove 
and Open Hall. 

July l 7th.-Present at Ope11 Hall School, 24i.-the full number on 
the Register. ~"irst Class, 11, have prog·ressed well in reading ; 2 boys 
cypher readily beyo11d Practice, and one parses in Grammar. Second 
Class i·eading fairly in dissylables. 
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In the aften1oon I walked to Tickle Cove. I found the school not 
so well attended as usual, on account of sickness prevailing. The aVer­
age attendance at present is 18, 6 of whom read and ·write n1oderately 
well . . The school-room is untidy and ill-furnished . 

... ..\.t Keels I salv many evide11ces of imp1·oven1ent. A competent n1as­
ter has been engaged, extensive repairs have been undertak~n, and the 
school is largel)~ atte11ded by very diligent scholars. 

Not being able to proceed directly from this Northward, I \v""alked 
back to King's Cove, and 'vas fortunate in securing a passage in l\ir. 
Carroll's schooner to Bona vista, \vhere, after two days' delay, I obtained 
a passage, in the Packet Boat, to Gooseberry Island. 011 the 1st of 
last N ovembe1·, (1861 ), this school was reopened unde1· Mr. Harris, hav­
ing been closed six years. A few months ago, the children of· this 
place were idling on the hills or land-'\ivashes, to the great. regret of 
their parents ; novv they are gathe1~ed together into a comfortable school-­
room, under the care of an attentive teacher, and they prese11t as docile 
and orderly an appearance as can be seen any '"here. They have n1ade sur~ 
prising progress during the f e'v months that school has been kept. 
Several have learnt to read in six months who were altogethe1· ig,norant 
before. The discipline of the school is good; tl1e singing is 'vell per­
forn1ed, and a considerable stock of hymns, as well as the Catechism, 
have been committed to memory. ~_,orty children "\Vere present. Also, 
17 adults availed of the night-school last winte1·, and got thro11gh a fair . 
share of 'vork. The school building is bei11g impro,red, a11d tl1e teacher 
speaks in high terms of the kindness of the people in supplying fire.., 
'vood. &c. 

~ 

The other schools in operation in tl1is District a1"e under the care of 
conscientious, pains taking teachers, a11d are doing their work satisf ac­
torily. 

On returning to Bonavista, I f Ol1nd the two smaller schools closed, on 
accou11t of sickness prevajling. I had ai1 opportunity, ho,vever, of ex­
ami11ing the scl1ool kept by ~11·. Rowsell; his pupils are doing well, es­
pecially in 'vriting. The school-room has bee11 f11rther improved, and is 
now quite a beautift1l building. The Bird Isla11d Cove scl1ool does not 
tl1rive ; a11d the allovvance granted by the Board for the teacher's salary 
is too small to indt1ce a competent teacher to take this station. . . . -. 

Ltttle Catali11a is certainly in a much better conditio11 than \\7hen I fil'st 
visited it ; but the small grant (£25) to the teacher, and the meagre con­
tributions of the people, prove a great discoura.geme11t. G1~eat Catalina 
is efficiently conducted, and is in successful operation. · · · 

• 
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The ed~cation grant to the District of Tri11ity Bay East is altogether 
insufficient to provide for its existing schools, and one or t'vo more i·e­
q uire to be established. 

From Catalina I travelled back to Trinity, and from thence tool{ pas­
sage for St. John's. My notes on the examination of the remainder of 
the schools vvill proceed regularly, from Heart's Delight, in Trinity Bay, 
to St. John's, rather than ·n the order of time in which they were 
,·isited. 

Heart's f)elight.-A change of maste1·s was mad.e here in July ; found 
the nevv teacher, with his boys, very busy walling under the sills : it 
'vould be well if all teachers were to tal{e a11 interest in tl1e condition 
of the school premises. The school is well regulated, and good pro­
gress will doubtless be made i11 future ; it is being conducted satisf ac­
torily, and is pretty well supplied wit books. There are 34 names on 
tl1e Register, and 24 present, of whom half co11ld read. 

New Perlican.-On the books, 53 ; prese11t to-day, 45 ; 3 in first 
class read in fourth book of J. ~. S., 13 read in 1.,estament moderately 
well; the writi11g somewhat in1proved; one boy well advanced in 
cyphering. 

Scilly Cove.-Was suspended-the former teacher having been dis­
charged, and the person appointed to succeed him had not yet arrived. 

Rants' I-Iarbor.-As many as 80 on the new register; present to da)r, 
70. In first class, 12 read a11d 'vrite fairly, spell imperfectly. Second 
class, 12 read and spell only tolerably. All bacltwards in tables. Scl1ool 
well supplied with bool{s. 

. Seal Cove.-It always affords me pleasure to visit this school~ for I 
invariably find both teacher and pupils much improved. The teacher 
is anxious to learn tl1e best methods of conducti11g a school, and readily 
adopts any good suggestions that are made to him. The school-room is 
in a respectable condition ; the roof well tarred, and the walls newly 
limed1 

Old Perlican-. This school is still largely attended, and is success­
fully conclucted. It is, however, very short of school books, and re-· 
quires proper desks .. 

Grates' Cove.-Present 30; the average in winter is 46. The chil-
dren are ver)r young. Readi11g fair; writing careless. Drew out a 
time-table for the teacher's guidance, and helped him to work by it. 

• 
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Bay-de-V erds.-The day-school is well . manage~. Remaini11g there 
over Sunday, I had an opportunity of seeip.g a flourishing Sunday-school, 
superi11tended by tl1e Clergyman's wife, and aicled by the day-Gchool 
teacher. 86 '\ivere prese11t, 24 of whom were adult females. The 
reading and singing were excellent, and 1011g lesson3 were repeated from · 
memory. 

Island Cove.-A large i1umber of children attended this school: as 
many as 92 in the \ivinter, but the scholars are still very backv1ard. I 
e11deavored to help the master to manage _ the school better, yet I could 
do but little for want of books a11d slates. 

' 

Burnt Point.-~t\_ school has lately been comme11ced here, and the new 
school-room is advancing to,vards completion. 'l~he teacher, vvho re­
sides at Northern Bay, g·ives half of his time to this school. 

Northern Bay.-This school is but a poor B.ffair; the school-room is 
unfinished and comfortless, and the attenclance of the cl1ildren is very 
irregular, and the scl1ool u11provided with books. 

Ocl1re Pit Cove.-Present to-day, 32; in_ 1Yinter time, 45. The dis-­
cipline of this school is good, the attendance Tegular, a!ld the teacher 
is zealously devoting himself to improve his pupils. 

Western Ba.y.-The atte11dance was very fair last A.pril-4 7: but 
since then it has become small and irreg11lar. 12 present to-day; at-· 
tainments veryT low; entirely bare of requisites. 

Broad Cove.-Present to-dav, 44; in the winter time the attendfl .. nce 
• 

11as reachecl 118. 11he teacher appears to labor hard, but his school is 
l10t in good order; it is not w·ell supplied ~ith books and slates, and the 
room is still e11cumbered all over with fixed seats. 

Perry's Cove.-1'he attainments of the children are very low; it i.r 
capable of much improvement. 

Otter bury .-Ditto. 

}"'reshwater.-This school is in cl1arge of the san1e master that occu-
, pied the station when I fir'st inspected it, but the attainments of the 

scholars are not as high now as they were then ; no care has been taken 
to supply this school with the necessary books, so that the sch0lars may 
be pro pcrl y classified. 

• 
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Carbonear.-Present 44; on the ne'v Register 4 7 names. First class, 
8 : reading, moderate ; spelling, fair ; writing, fair-some specimens 
\·ery good. Second class, 9: reading, moderate ; spelling, ditto ; 'vrit­
ing,. fair; you11ger pupils not well classified. The discipline of the 
school has been improved, by marks bei11g taken, daily, for attendance, 
JJU11ctuality, cleanliness, diligence and behaviour, with,a view to award­
ing prizes, at the end of tl1e year, to the most deserving. 

Carbo11ear, South Side.-1,hough some,vhat improved since last year, 
the school is seriously hi11dered for want of books and. slates. U11der 
this circumstance, I could do little inore for the teacher tl1an di~a 'v out a 
time table, and explain its worki11g. 

Harbor Grace District.-For the purpose of improving the system of 
the teachers, I invited them all to meet me, on a certain da,,, in the 

w 

Upper Island Cove school, \vhich is so well conducted that it may be 
safely take11 as a model school. All but one gave their atte11dance, and 
the day was spent most happily, and, I trust, very profitably by all of us. 
The school was in its usual efficient state, and called forth the admira­
tion of the visiting teacl1ers. I think it is a good pla11-,vhere practica­
ble-to have all the teachers in each District prese11t at every school 
e}ramination, that they may copy 1vhat appears excellent, and avoid 'vhat 
is condemna tor)1

• 

Harbor Grace, North-side.-On i1ew Register, 104 names; present 
to-day, 58; 28 read in Testament well; spelling perfect ; 'vriting of 
many, excellent, and all progressing; C)rpheri11g well advanced. The 
next divisio11 not classified, for wa11t of books of an uniform kind, but 
doing as well as can be expected. The school is orderly, a11d the teacher 
is laboring with praiseworthy zeal to improve his scholars-his salary is 
n1uch too lo'v for the master of such a large school ; also the teacher of 
Island Cove school deserves an advance. 

Bear's Cove.-I regret to say, that at every examination I found the 
pupils so deficient, that I \vonder any cl1ildren are sent there \Vhen other 
schools are not far off. It is perfectly useless for imparting instruction 
in reading, writing, spelling, &c. ; what may be done in needle-work I 
cannot say. A school is not needed at all at Bear's Cove. 

Mosquito.-011 the i1ew Register, 31 ; present to-day, 34; 11 read in 
Scriptures, and 3 in 3rd book; reading, well; spelling, imperfect; 
'vriting, very careless ; cyphering to compound rules. The rest not 
classified, and backward. Some specimens of marking, and other 
needle-wo1"k, were shown, which the girls were taught to do, by the 
teacher's wife. 

; 
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Harbor Grace, South side.-On the Register, 51; present to-day, 38; 
16 in 1st and 2nd classes; readi11g, fair; spelling, moderate; qt1estions 
on subject, answered ditto; writing, rather careless; cyphering, back­
ward-all in simple rules. 4 i11 3rcl class reading simple tales! 8 in 
n1onosyllables, the rest in the alphabet. Gave the teacher a time table 
suited to his school, and the best ad vice in my power about the manage-
ment of his school. Books, pencils and ink wanted. . 

Bay Roberts-Educational affairs in this District are in rather a satis­
factory state ; suitable school premises have been provided, and are no'v 
in a good state of repair. 11he att?-inments of the scholars in reading,. 
are good, writing fair, but backward in cyphering. '!,here is a want of 
better school books, ,-vhich I trust will be supplied. The to"rn of Bay 
Roberts must now require the establisl1me·nt of a gramma.r school. 

The St. John's Board manifest a praiseworthy interest in the work 
committed to them. 11hey are anxious to provide, to the utmost of their 
means, for the educational wants of the District, \ivhilst they exercise a 
vig·ilant supervision of the schools which they have established. As 
they have taken up so many stp,tions, the care of building new school­
rooms, repairing old ones, providi11g Tequisites, payi11g the masters, visit­
ing and examini11g all the schools annually, must inake a la1·ge demand 
upon the time of its officers. ...I\_ contract has bee11 entered into to erect 
a school roon1 at J~ong Pond, to replace that "\vhich was burnt do\vn in 
the summer, for it a very beautif t1l site has been secured ; also a contract 
has bee11 made to build a scl1ool-roon1 three n1iles to tl1e west,vard of the 
town, on a piece of la11d generously granted by- H. 11homas, Esq., "\vhere 
they p11rpose ope11ing a scl1ool next summer, in reply to a i·equest from 
t11e neig·hbo11ring farmers, who have undertaken~to erect a teacher's 
11<)l1se~ and to pay half the teacher's salary. Some fisherme11 from about 
Black If ead, on tl1e North Shore, coming 'vi th their fan1ilies to Baline, 
to stay cluring the fishing season, and being desirous t11at their children 
shot1ld be tat1ght in the mean tin1e, a small gra11t was given to a worthy 
yot111g man 'vl10 can1e 'vith them, to keep school. I believe he had 
abot1t 20 pu1)ils. 

The Belle Isle school pren1ises are in good order, and kept very neat 
11y the teacher; the pupils, however, are back"\"vard; 32 names 011 the 
l{cg·ister-28 1)resent at exami11ation. 

'l.,he Broad Co·ve scl1ool has been re-opened under Mrs. Holden, an 
energ·etic misti-ess, '''110 gave satisfaction in t'vo other schools, having 
been· closed o·ver 12 months. 40 scholars were in attendance, (August 

• 
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14th,) a satisfactory nun1ber, as most of them are young, and were 
nearly ignorant when they entered, two n1onths ago; the attainments 
are of _course lo\v, but tl1e progress made in this short time, is a good in­
dication for the future. 

The Upper Gt1lly School is a11 ht1n1ble one. If the teache1· were a 
. younger man~ I would recommend that he should give half his time to , 

Seal Cove, t~fvo miles further 'vest, as there are as many children to be 
t.a11ght there as in Upper Gully. 

Tl1e pupils of the }l[iddle Bight and Topsail schools are as forward as 
·may be expected, when their j11venile age,a,nd their i1~regular atte11dance, 
is co11sidered; to attain a mt1cl1 higher degree of proficiency, I believe 
tl1e habits of the people n1ust be changed, for the teachers are pains­
taki11g me11, both able a11d \Villing to teach more than the children stay 
to acquire. 

St. J ol1n's, "\'\'.,.est End.-On the list, 150 ; average atte11dance, 134. 
Several childPen have been · refused admissio11 for want of room. 111 

1st and 2nd classes, 38 present, 11 absent; i·eading and spelling, 
faii- ; all write in copy-books-an improvement made in writing since 
last year ; in mental aritl1metic, questions answered lively. ;3rd and 
4th classes-present 28, 5 abse11t ; read fair ; all write 011 paper . 
This must be considered a Sl1ccessful school ; the large numbers at­
tencling it is a proof of the suitableness of the locality chosen by the 
Board, and also that tl1e maste1· and mistress merit public confide11ce i11 

~heir ability. 

Maggott}· Cove school having continuPd in an unsatisfact.Jry condition 
for some time past, the Board felt it their duty to close it u11d t: i.· 

the present maste1~, and tl1ey purpose Te-opening it in the spring, under 
another person. 

Quidi Vidi.-On the list, present quarter, 29 ; last quarter, 4?. 
Children tal~en from tl1is school very )lOt1ng. The 1st class read i1icel}­
for their age, spell fair, write ditto ; i1ext class doing well. Tl1e Board 
have la tel),. sent a ~fap of the 'V orld, and of Newfoundland, and a con1-
menceme11t has been made in Geography. Tl1e school-room is very 
comfortable, and well s11pplied. 

Tl1e Torbay scl1ool wa.s establishec1, and continued for many )·ea.rs, by 
the Newfoundland Scl1ool Society, b11t that Society 11aving aba.ndoned the 
station last spri11g, it was aln1ost immediately resumed b)r the PTotesta11t 
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Board, who e11gaged Mr. Woods to co11duct it. The exan1inatio11 gave 
me much pleasure; Mr. "\tVoods gives promise of becoming a valuable 
teacher. Twenty-six scholars_ have entered, who are all making good 
progress. 

Freshwater Bay, August 5th.-5 cl1ildren present, 13 on the books; 
attendance very irregular; a.bout 6 I"ead in the ·Testament n1oderately 
well; spell imperfectly; vvriti11g bad; no tables taught. School-room 
'vell built ai1d suitable, conta.ini11g" a school-room, kitchen and loft,. fo!~ 
Teacl1er's l1se. It 'vas bt1ilt by subscriptions collected i11 St. John's by 
lVIr. Knight.

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vilege.-This is seen to be I-Iarbor Grace, 'vhich should propose only 
one Protestant. The second pupil teacher has been objected to by the 
Government, and is, I believe, for the present withdrawn; but the Har­
bor Grace Board think that, as it is a serious i~co11ve11ience to a pupil 
teache1· to ha\1'e the allowance stopped after the quarter's attendance has 
been give11 on the faith of i·eceivi11g the allo,vance, without previous no­
tice, it should be continued at least a quarter after the objection was 
made by the Governmeut. 

It' is a hopeful pron1ise for the f t1ture to see so many respectable and_ 
suitable young persons come forward to prepare themselves for becom­
ing teachers in the Government schools, for as they will generally obtain 
eharge of the newly established schools, and supplant ineffic~ient mas­
ters and mistresses, the time cannot be fa1· distant vrhen all the schools 
'may be in charge of competent teachers. The only regret on their be­
half is, that the salaries attached to all the schools are so small, and 
that it is to be feared they will receive but little consideration from the. 
people, until education shall be more generally appreciated. I write· 

. this adv~isedly, having in m)r 1nind several most ·worthy teachers, 'vho. 
are barely existing upon the Board· sala1·y, 'vithout receivir1g from the 
inhabita11t~ amongst \vhom they reside any s11bstantial tokens of esteem 
or gratitude for their painstaking labors. However, it must be satisfac­
tory to the Government to see that the clause in the Ed11cation Act, 
making provision for the training of teachers, has such a practical effect 
in inducing quite a sufficient number of persons to qualify themselves, 
as far as they have an opportunity, for taking the office of teache1·s ; 
and it must be left to the Boards \vho engage them, and the people for· 
'vhon1 they labour, to retain and requite their services. The operation 
of this section of the Act, I may sa)', makes, for the first time and. 
henceforth, the occ11pation of a teacher a distinct profession in New­
f oundla11d. 

With regard to the attainments of the pupil teachers I cannot pro­
nol1nce definitely ; I have no official connection with them that I am 
aware of, and the~·e is no person appointed to exari1ine them ; but hav­
ing so1n e knowledge of most of them, I n1ay say that, on the 'vhole, 
there is re~son to be tolerably "Tell satisfied, perhaps very 'vell, conside­
ring the facilities within their reach. T. C. James, at the Church of 
England Academy, is 'vell advaneed in classics and mathematics, and 
should make a first-rate Grammar-school master. "\V. Pinkham, at the 
same school, is doing 'vell, and promises to become an intelligent 
teacher. 

Being present at the examination of the Wesleyan ... J\.cademy, I had 
ah opportunity of seeing something of the performances of J. J\f oors 
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and F. Skeans: the latter solved a problem in i1avigatio!l, 'vhich con­
vinced me that he had a fair knowledge of decimal fractions, logarithms 
and trigonometry. Considering that these young men had then been 
only about a year in the Academy, they certainly gave proofs of close 
application to their studies and correspo11ding in1provement. Respecting 
Miss Darby, who received a )rear's tuition here, and is now engaged as a 
teacher, I received a letter fron1 a member of the Board where she re-
sides, expressing perfect satisfaction with tl1e progress she made. 

1'he greater number of pupil teachers attend the Newfoundland 
School Society's Ce11tral School. As rega.rds tl1e boys, they are there 
learning ho'"--to teach, and ho'v to manage an elementa1·y scl1ool, accord­
ing to an excellent system, \vhich 'vill n1ake them good practical ele­
mentary schoolmasters; but I apprel1e11d the girls training in the fe­
male department are not spending their time to the best possible ad\1an­
tage to the1nselves. 

A member of the Burin Board tl1t1s ''1rites me respecting J\fis~ Gaul­
to11, who has lately returned 11ome, havi11g been a year in training at 
this school:-'' I feel very sorry that 1\!Iiss Gaul ton has not profited 
tnore by her attendance at the traini11g scl1ool. She says she received 
but little inst.rt1ction-that she was e~1ployed teaching the greater part 
of her time i11 school. Now, if this is true, I don't \V011der she is defi­
cient. We do not send pupil teachers to teach school, but to learn 
those branches 'vhich are necessary to be taught ii1 our Board schools." 
The father of one of the Protestant teachers now in attendance there, 
writes me that he is not satisfied with his daughter's progress, or t4e 
opportunities there afforded lier of completing her education, and 
wishes something better could be do11e for her. Bl1t here a diffi­
culty presents itselt. Where else cart slle go ? According to the 
.l\..ct, the only places permitted to receive Protestant teachers, are 
the Church of E11gla11d and the vVesleyan .. l\..cademies, and the 
N e\vf oundland Scl1ool Society's Ce11tral School. There is a choice 
of sending male pupil teachers either to the Central School or to 
one of the Academies, and vV esleyan Protesta11t teachers have 
the privilege of going to the Wesleyan Academy, where they ad­
mit females ; but for Episcopalian f en1ales there is no choice. They can 
only go for trai11ing to the female department of the Central School, 
however t1nsuited it may be for qt1alifying them for thei1· pro­
spective duties. If the progress made by the Protestant teach­
ers in the female departmep.t of the Central School is not 
satisfactory, there is no right to complain ; neither the Society nor 
its teachers receive any benefit from their training-no charge whatever 
is made to them; the main object. of the Society's teachers is to advance 
the education of thei1· regt1la1· scl1olars, and if in doing this they car1 also 
bring for,vard the pupils to be trained, and obtain a. little help from thein 
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in return, by hearing classes, it is well; but if not, it cannot be helped 
-there is no right to expect special teaching of them. At the Wes­
leyan Academy the Protestant teachers, and, I suppose, also af the 
Church of England Academy, the Protestant teachers are charged at 
the same rates as the ordi11ary scholars, and receive, as of course they 
have a right, the same amount of instruction, but there they have not the 
means of practising a proper system for an elementary school. The 
fact is; that altho~1gh we have teachers to be trained, there is no train­
ing school established, and therefore no institution altogether suited for 
well qualifying them for their work ; but under the circumstances, the 
Boards do the best they may for their apprentices. It seems like an 
oversight, that when an appropriation was made for defraying the ex­
penses of pupil teachers, no arrangement was made for placing any 
Academy, or school, under an obligation to impart the special instruc­
tion required by them. The next desideratum to be supplied after the 
Depot is in successful ope~ation, is a Training School, where candidates 
for the office of school-masters and school-mistresses can be at the same 
time instructed themselves in the different branches of· knowledge 
\vhich they will be required to impart to others, a11d exe1·cised in that 
which is to be their proper business and calling-the actual work of 
keeping school. 

J{nowi11g full well the advantage it is :. to a teacher to possess some 
knowledge of music, and skill in performing upon a musical instrltment, 
both for his own solace and his general usefulness, I much wish to see 
the facility afforded to all the Protestant teachers of acquiring some 
knowledge of this accomplishment whilst they are residing in tha capital, 
where> perhaps, only they can be taught. Partly through my recomr 
mendation, four a.re now receiving lessons from professed music masters, 
at the expense of the Boa1·ds to which they belong. The charge-£10 
each per annum-is perhaps too high for all the Boards to do the same, 
but if all the Protestant teachers were to be taught, and one master 
were engaged, the charge would be considerably reduced for each one. 
It wot1ld afford me much pleasure to be deputed by any Boa1·d to arrange 
for its apprentice to be taught music. The charge, however high, it 
must be borne in mind, will not recur year after year, for twelvemonths' 
tuition in music is quite enough to obtain a fair knowledge of the prin­
ci1Jles of the art, a11d regular practice afterwards, unaided, will secure a 
good degree of IJroficiency. Those Protestant teachers who are now 
learning music are suffering a serious drawback in not having access to 
a keyed instrume~t to practice on during the intervals of their bi-week­
ly lessons. A short time ago I received a note from one of the music 
masters , as follows :-'' Yot1 must forgive me for again troubling you, 
~ut I co11sider it my (l11ty to inform you, tha+ without a Piano or Melo-
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deon, Master Pitcher cannot make that progress that either you or I 
"\\rould wish. If you would only be kind enoug·h to use your influence 
on his behalf, I think you would be successful in obtaining permission to 
get one." 

The 24th section appears to be not sufficiently explicit, and to prevent 
mistal{es recurring in the future, the Colonial Secretary found it neces­
sary to add11 ess circulars to all the Boards, defining its meaning so far as 
regards the number of pupil teachers whicl1 each District may have in 
training at 011e tin1e. In this circular, I 'vould humbly pren1ise, there is 
a slight error, which affects the District of Bl1rgeo onl)r. The sum 
granted in the 24th section is £750: that is, as stated, an allowance of 
£2 5 eacl1 to 30 pupil teachei-s-two (and no more) for each of the 15 
Electo11 al Districts. It is further therein specified, that £400 is for Pro­
testant, and £350 for Catholic pupil teachers, which pro,rides an .allow­
ance fo1· 16 of the former and 14 of the latter. But as there are 15 
Electoral Districts, there must be one District for which Roman Catholic· 
Boards may not select a pupil teacher ; and also, there must be some 
District for 'vhich Protestant Boards may select two to malre up the 16; 
and as not more than two can be sent from any Electoral District, the 
IJrivilege is, of necessity, restricted to that District left out by the Roman 
Catholic Boards. 'l,he District of Burgeo being more entirely Protestant 
than any other, it will be readily conceded that it should have tl1e priv­
ilege of selecting twe> Protestant pupil teachers. All the other Dis­
tricts may select one Protestant and 011e Roman Catholic p11pil teacher 
-each at the same time-as stated in the Colo11ial Secretary's letter re­
ferred to. 1'he Boart1s bei11g now fully instructed, it is i1ot likely that 
embarrassment will again arise respecting the number of pupil teachers 
selected by the Boards ; but tl1en, where there are two or more Boards 
in one Electoral District, some regulatiqn is hecessar)1 to prevent the 
same Board from repeatedly exercising the privilege of nominating, as 
Harbor Grace has done, overlooking the right of the Bay Roberts. 
Board. 

SCHOOL DEPOT. 

In my former Reports I endeavoured to show the necessity for institu­
ting a School Book Depository, for the purpose of ft1lly supplying all 
the Government schools with suitable books of an uniform kind. I 
now feel most happy in b~ing in a position to state that the Govern­
ment, having taken the matter into consideration, and obtained the con­
currence of the Protestant Boards, have determined upon its establish­
ment.. On tl1is subject, I had the honor to receive from the Secretary's 
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Office the follo,ving letter, which will be read with interest by the mem 
hers of the Boards and the school teachers.

tablisl1n1ent, a11d bee11 pleased to appoi11t y·ou to be tl1e agent for carryi11g · 
out this a.trangemer1t. 

Your duties will be, from time to time, as the Government may di-

take cl1arge of tl1e111 on arrival, acce1)t a11d e:~ect1te the orders of the 
several Boarcls, at cost a11d cl1arges, J.~eoping accoi1nts of the "vhole, ancl 
paying receipts to Receiver General, half'-yearl)7• }-,or this serv~ice }-011 

'vill receive ter1 per cent. 011 the amo11nt of sales, 'vhich tl1e Gover11me!1t 
a11thorize y·o11r ac1ding to tl1e first cost of the books in making the 
sales. Your lists of books f11r11isl1ed the Government, 'vitl1 011e or two 
added, (of which you are cognizant,) are those to be adopted for use ;· 
a11d IIis E xcell211cy i11 Co1111cil co11siders tl1at such st11Jply of them as 
are 011 hand l1erc at the booksellers' establishme11ts shou]d be pt1rchased 
from the~1 , if offerecl to 3~ol1 for sale u1Jo11 reasonable terms; you 'vill 
tl1erefore ascertain, a11cl Teport to n1c, a~ to the pr()bable qua11tity to be 
procured l1ere, i11 tl1at 'va-y-, a11d their proba)ble cost. 

It is also of great in1portance that the books shol1ld be kept in a dry 
place, and i11 a 1)roper state of preservatio11 ; and the Government will 
be glad to hear from you as to t.he ste])S 'vhicl1 J'OU "\7\rould propose to 
take in order to secure tl1at object. I am not aV\rare of anything ft1r­
ther bei11g req11irecl i11 the way of infor111atio11, to e11able you to co.m~ 
ri1e11ce the duties in questioi1.

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The books recomn1ended and approved of for general use, are the 
Irish National series, and the Sunday-school Union series. The form­

r are, at least, as good as a11y published, and b)· far the cheapest that 
can be procured; besides, they are already much in use in t·he Board 
schools. 11he latter are intended to supply a deficiency i11 the for mer 
·series~ and to afford a necessary change in the morni11g's and afternoon's 
exercises. It is proposed to use the Sunday-school Union series in 
tl1e morning, which supply appropriate spelling tasks for every class, 
and excellent religiot1s readi11g lesso11s ; a11d use the Irish National se­
ries in the afternoon, which afford instructive lessons on secular sub-
jects. But as one or two Boards have expressed a wish to have the 
Christian Kno,vledge Society's series of reading books used i11 their 
schools, the Government ha'fe no objection to some of this kind also 
being kept in the De1)ositor)7 • I tr11st t11at ere long, not only will the 
"\vants of the schools in bool{s be fully supplied at ·a chertp rate from 
the Depository, but that also · it \vill prove the medium of introducing 
imptoved apparatus in school-keeping, not yet imported; then will one 
of the obstacles that· has long retarded education be fi11ally s'vept away. 

BOARDS OF EDUCATION.

From the 25 Boards I have received 20 Fina11cial Returns : 5 are still . 
'vanting, "vhich I have i1o'v J.10 hope .of receivi11g, although I l1ave xe­
\Vritten for tl1em. The defau~lters are, l\1oreto11's Harbor, Bo11avista South, 
Ferryla11d, Lamaline and LaPoile. The three latter Boards ha·ve very 
small means, 'vhich are all spent in payment of their teacl1ers' salaries; 
but still the dt1ty of mal\:i11g a return sl1ould not be neglected by the 
Board receivi11g the smallest grant, as the general table ca1111ot be com­
pleted withot1t it. I may say I have i1ev~er received any },inancial or 
School Rett1rn fron1 the District of La.maline. I dare say tl1e omission 
from · Moreton's Iiarbor Board may be o'ving to a change of clerg;:·men ; 
the nevv clergyman, who 11as become the Chairman, may not be a''raTe 
of tl1e necessity for this return, t11ough I wrote to him for it. I cannot 
account for the non-receipt of a return from Bo11avista Sot1tl1, neither 
this year, nor last year, nor the year before. I wo11ld recommend the 
pe11alty provided in the Educatio11 Act to be applied to tl1is Board, also 
to the Lamaline Board. The table of annual School Ret11rns is also, 
I regret to say, incomplete, thot1gh I 11ave written for the missi11g forms, 
and have delayed my Report to the latest day, hoping to include then1. 
I have had some cliffict1lty to get many of those 'vhich a1Jpear. If I 
were to send the blank forn1s to the teachers directly~ instead of 
througl1 the Chairmen 0£ the Boards, I 'vould receive them filled up 
more prorr1ptly; and dot1btless the Chairmen would be glad to be re-. 
leased of the trouble.

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, 'Vith t'"·o or three exceptions, I ha,re reason to believe that the.Boards 
hold their annual me€tings in conformity with tl1~ Act, and · that the 
business is transacted in a regular manner. With regard to those stil 
neglecting this duty, having letters i1ow before me from interested 
1~ersons, complaini11g of the omission, I trt1st it lvill be attended to in 
fut11re. As the best results of tl1e Education Act can be obtained 
only 'vhen all its requi1~ements are properly respected, it is to be 
hoped that the ann11al meetings of the Boards "till be reg·ularly held 
a11d well attended, and that the Returns .. for the information of tl1e 

· Gove1·nment will be d11ly forV\rarded to the Ins.pector, that he ma.y be 
able to furnish complete and satisfactory tables in his Report .

evidently receiving n1uch atte11tion. However desirable it may be to 
have a superior school in connexion with the Wesleyan Church at Car­
bonear, it is still more necessary to have a good Elementary School in 
operation there, and I hope the latter v1ill not be sacrificed to support 
the former. If the Government Grant in aid is given to support the 
Grammar School, it may be questio11ed whether it is strictly a legal act, 
as the grant is doubtless for common school purposes. 
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REPORT UPON THE INSPEC1"ION OF CATHOLIC SCHOOLS, 
FOR 1,HE YEAR 1862. 

GENERAL OBSERVATIONS. 

-

IN prese11ting my fifth Report of the Catholic Schools of the Island, 
it affords me mt1ch pleas11re in being able to state that, on my visitation 
of these Schools the past slimmer, I found the majority of them fairly 
conducted, while a sn1all 1)er centage of this majority \Vere very efficient-
ly so. 'l1he attendance, also, as compared with past years, was an aver- / 
age one on the whole ; bl1t in a few districts there has been an i11crease, 
not only as to the numbers on the bool{s, but also 'vith respect to the 
amount of pupils I found attending. I had also the satisfaction of see-
ing some efficient teachers added to our corps. But the greatest im­
provement effected the past y·ear, was in the larger amount of books 
a11d stationery supplied to the schools as compared with former years .. 
The cal1se of this increasecl su1)ply arose from the fact of the £100 
voted by the 21st Sectio11 of the Education Act, being equitably divided 
an1011g the several districts accordi11g to populatin11 ; and as the ma­
jority of the Boards appropriated their portions to supplement the ust1al 
amount set aside for the purchase of bo.oks, maps, &c., &c., a larger 
supply of these reqt1isites has been sect1red to the Schools than in a11y 
former years. And althot1gh the amot111t supplied falls very far short 
of the reqt1irements of these schools, it has been q11ite st1fficient to 
prove-if incleecl proof were necessary-by the very marked improve­
ment observable i11 those Schools that had their st1pply of' books fo1· 
eve11 a short tin1e previous to n1y ·yisit, 'vhat n1ay fairly be expected 
"\vhen a regular supply of tl1ese requisites is secured to tl1e Schools. 

The Cl1airmen of the follo\vi11g Boards comn1issio11ecl me t~ purchase 
bool\:s, maps, &c., for their schools duri11g the past su1nmer :-Burin, 
Placentia \\Test, St. lVf ary's, Harbor Th-fain, Brigus, Bo11avista~ Bay Bt1lls, 
a11d Ferry land. .._!\.11d i11 executing these comn1issions I experienced the 
l1sual amount of clifficulty and clelay i11 endeavouring to procure these 
bool{s, &c., &c., in St. Jol111's. 

l(novvi11g t11e great inco11venience tl1at teachers are subject to, from 
their schools not being suppliefl with printed cards, I have had printed 
and distribt1ted 50 sets, \vhich lvill e11able the teachers to teach the young 
childre11 i11 cla.ss ; a11d as each set con1mences with the alphabet, and 
goes on progressive];- up to easy ;reading, it will render it u11necessary 
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for those young children to be supplied 'vith books, which they are Sl1re 

to tear a11d destroy before they are long in their possession. I intend 
procuring a f11rther supply next year, so that all the schools may be sup­
plied with them. 

ORGANIZATION OF THE SCHOOLS. 
As the chief defect in our schools 'vas the absence of any system in 

the mode of teachi~-1g pra~tised by the majority of the teachers, His Ex­
cellency, ''Tith the vie~~v of removing tl1is defect, ga·ve the following di­
rections in the letter of i11structions 'vhich I had the ho11or of receiving 
IJrevious to my commenci11g my inspection the past s11mmer :-

SIR,-
'' As tl1e season is now fully arrived for yot1r ' 1isiting the extern set­

tlements, in the discharge of your duties as Roma11 Catholic Inspector 
of Schools, I am directed by the Governor to reqt1est ; 1ou will, ~it 011ce, 

proceed to the performance of the worl{ in qt1estion; a11d in doing so, 
he would authorize you, as he has alreacly done the Protestant I11spect­
or of Schools, to give, wl1ere )1 0ll may deem it desirctble so to do, (and 
with the consent of the Local Boards,) such time to anyr schools as n1ay 
be, in yo11r opi11ion, sufficient to i11itiate the masters into a better sys­
tem of instructio11 and of n1anagement therein. This vfill, ii1 all IJro­
bability, prevent yo11r reacl1i11g the f11ll extent of your limits ; a11d you 
will therefore exercise yo11r discretion ho'v far you ca11, co11sistently vvith · 
you1· instrt1ctions, proceed nortl1 and ,:r;est, ta1-ri11g care, ho,ve-ver, r1ot to 
shorte11 your distance more tha11 yo11 can avoid, &c.'' 

Agreeably to this pern1ission, I proceeded i10 farther i1orth tl1an Bona­
vista, nor 'vest than Bt1rin, 'risiti11g, 'vithin these poi11ts, 70 schools; and 
in each of tl1ese schools-,vith the el'-Ceptio11 of about half-a-doze11-I 
sho,ved the teacl1er a n1ethod of teaching by classes, accordi11g to tl1e 
system of La11caster, pt1tti11g tl1e pt1pils prese11t throt1gh a course of in­
structio11 in spelling' reacling' arithr.aetic, gran1n1ar., &c. ~ &c.' fur a period 
sufficiently 1011g to e11able the teachers to ha,re a l(nowledge of the sys­
tem. I also visited a portion of the sch0ols i11 the Districts of St. J ol111's 
Harbor ~Ia.in a11d Brigus, a second time, to see if the S)1sten1 Tv·ere ct:tr-
1·ied out, a11d I am ha,11py to say I fou11cl it carried ot1t as correctly c1S tl1e 
means possessed by each teacher permitted him to clo so. l1"or, of 
cot1rse, it is only 'vl1en tl1e schools are provided 'vith e\rery necessary 
for teaching, that this) or any other system can be effectiv2])~ carried ot1t. 
'l~he ca.11se of the six schools not bei11g i11cluded jn the above cot1rse o; in­
strt1ctions arose, either from the very small nt1n1ber atte11di11g the s~hool, 
or f·rorn the teacl1er l)ei11g so thoro11ghly unfit for l1i8 •positio11 t11a~t the 
ex11ectation of carrying out a11y S) .. stem, throt1gl1 11ir11, vrol1ld be 11ope-
ess. 
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PROGRESS MADE SINCE THE YEAR 1860. 

In the year 1860 I gave a statistical statement of the number ancl pro­
gress of the pupils attending the 90 schools then in operation. I have 
this year been furnished 'vith Returns from a similar number of schools, 
from which it 'vill be seen that, 011 the '\Vhole, there is not much varia­
tion betwee11 the two years, 'vith i·espect eithei-- to the number of pupils 
attending, or their adva11cement in the branches ta11ght in the schools. 
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Yet, when the Districts are taken separately, 017 the aggregate statis­
tics of the six following Districts a1~e taken together, an improvement 
will be found to have taken place in these Districts, of a very encourag­
ing character, and also highly suggestive as to the cause of this improve-­
ment.

I have joined Bt1ri11 and Fortune Bay, as I :find they \tVere so in the 
Return for the )7ear 1860 ; but the improvement that has taken place 
may fairly be all placed-or nearly so-to the credit of the Burin 
District. 

~ 

In 5 of the above Districts, the Boards have, for the past two years, 
m3.de some end.eavors to procure for their schools even a moderate sup­
ply of books a11d stationer)·· In the other District, namely, Harbor Grace, 
I have fou11d the schools tolerably 'vell supplied-at lea.at, comparatively 
speal\.i11g-although I am not aware of the Board having made, as yet, 
any appropriation for that purpose. 
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But the fact of the only improvement that can be shown to have tal{en 
place for the past two years, is in these Districts that had the advantage 
of a verJr modera.te supply of books, &c., proves pretty plainly what it 
is we now laclr to make our schools what they ought to be. 

There are two other Districts, where the Boards have made the same 
creditable exertions to supply the schools 'vith books, &c. ; b11t the Re­
tt1r11s from 'vhich do i1ot exl1ibit any progress when compared 'vith tho~e 
of 1860. 'l.,hese are Brigt1s and Bay Bt1lls ; bl1t the fact of the Convent 
school at Brigus being established since the )7ear 1860, the Returns from 
the Board schools this year are necessarily decreased by the i1umber of 
females attending the Convent schools. 1"'he same exc11se, to some ex­
tent, might be f·airly pleaded for the Board scl1ools of the Bay Bulls 
District i1ot showing any im1)ro,rement, from the number of females that 
have left these schools to attend the Convent scl1ool at Witless Bay. 

In the remaini11g Districts-,vith the exception of St. Joh n's-the 
Retu1~ns sho\V very little alteratio11 in the present state of their schools 
as compared 'vith their co11dition i11 · the year 1860. I11 tl1e District of 
St. John's there are 23 scl1ools esta,blished, all of \\rhich were in opera­
tion tl1e past )rear. I have bee11 furnished \vith returns from 21 of 
of these schools. In the year 1860, Retur11s from a simila1~ number 
of Schools 'vere given, and a comparison of the Returns for the t'vo 
years will show a great failing off in the attendance and progress of the 
children in this District. 
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In each of my t'vo last Reports I called attention to the ·very great 
deficiency of bool{s and statio11ery in the n1ajority of the schools in tl1e 
St. J ol111's District, describi11g them as bei11g more deficie11t i11 these 1)ar­
tic11lars tha11 any similar nun1ber of scl1ools in tl1e Extern J)istricts. 
No,v, although it '''ould i1ot i1robably be correct to ascribe the falling 
off these t'vo Returns exhibit, solely to the 'va11t of tl1e boolrs and sta-

tionery, I feel quite satisiied that it had i10 sn1all share in producing it. 

As, ho,vever, the Go·vernment are abo11t ta1{ing the i1ecessary steps 
to establish a Protestant ancl Catholic DepositoT)7

, or Bool{ Store, tl1e 
clifliculty that at prese11t exists to procl1re tl1ese books, 'vill be removed, 
ai1d co11seque11tly tl1e excuse tl1at n1igl1t fairly be brol1gl1t for\vard no'v 
for i1eglecti11g this all-importar1t matter ca11 no 1011ger be pleacled. 

ANNUAL l\{EETING OF BOARDS. 

A paragraph i11 ll1)' I11str11ctions directed my inquiries to the prese11t 
formatio11 of tl1e Educ::ition Boards, to see that their lllln1bers 'livere com­
IJlete, . and if deficient, to i11forn1 the Governme11t tl1eTeof, &c., &c. 

U11on i11q11iry, I could not discover, from the ChaiTme11, tha.t any of 
the BcJ~trds required to be filled up. B11t ii1 point of fact, it is n1atter 
of very little co11sequence to f11lly half the Catholic Boarl1s, whether 
tl1eir 1111mbers are con1pleted or not, as tl1ey ha·ve never met si11ce the 
)-ear 1858, 'V\7hen tl1e present Education Act came i11to operation. Tl1e 
Districts wl1ere the Boards do regularly meet each )rear, are-a,s far as I 
coulcl ascertai11-Harbor Grace~ Brig11s, Harbor I\fain, St. Ivlary's, 'l,re:.. 
passey, Little Placentia and St.John's. 

N o'iV, the neglect on the part of tbe Cl1airmen in not calling tl1ei1· 
Boards togetl1er once each year agreeably to the provisio11s of the Act, 
is highly in1proper, as casti11g a slur on tl1e other 1\1embers of the Board 
-\vho having accepted of the position-bee11 duly Gazetted, a.i1d ha,,.­
i11g received their commissio11, find themselves passed over, a11d neve1· 
co11sulted upoi1 a si11gle matter connected with Education in their Dis-
trict, during probably the wl1ole time that they occupy the lJosition. 

But, besides tl1e abs11rdity of a.ppointing persons to form these Boards, 
a11d then havi11g tl1eir existence ignored altogether, there is great reason 
to fear tl1at tl1is course of proced11re te11ds to injure the cause of Edu­
catio11 itself, as it u11f ortuna.tely happens that a feeling of suspicio11 is 
engendered in the minds of the Me nbcrs of the Boards so slighted; and• 
tl1e)1 imagi11e that there must be something to conceal~ either in the 
n1<:t11ageme11t of the Scl1ools, or i11 the appropriation of some j111aginary 

•• 
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funds ,vhich they are sure to fancy ren1ain in the 11ands of_ the Chair­
man ; and as they freely comn1unicate these st1spicio11s to their neigh-: 
hors-the parents, in fact, of tl1e children attending the schools-the 
cause of Education m11st necessaril)~ suffer. 

For it does i1ot matter hovv t1ntr11thful all these suspicions are, a11d 
110,v con1pletely the)' are set aside by the a1111ual Returns fur11ished by 
the Chairn1en, as 'vell as the pu_hlicity gi,re11 by the I11spector's Reports~ 
to all otl1er matters touching tl1e ma11ageme11t of tl1e scl1ools, the Re­
ports, as a general rule, never .meet t~e eyes of these parties, the~ con­
ti]111e to labor u11der tl1e false impress1011s tl1at have talie11 possession of 
their n1inds ; a11d thus, in~tead of .. being promoters of Education, " 7hich, 
fron1 their position as ~1embers of Boards, 011e 'vot1ld naturally expect 
from them, tl1ej' are made-by this u11,vise exclusion from all participa­
tio11 in the manageme11t of the schools-the very i·everse. N O\V, as all 
this can be easily avoided by the a1111ttal n1eeti11g of the Boards, I trust 
I }1 ave stated sufficient to i11fluence the Rev"'d. Chairmen, \Vl10 ha·ve hitl1-
erto neglected it, to comply with the legal obligation of having their 
Boards meet nnce each )~ear. 

I i11tended to have gi,,en, this year, son1e statistics connected 1vith the 
scl1ools, in adclition to those sl1pplied by the School Retur11s, a11d l1ad 
taken notes to enable me to do so, but my 11ote book was lost ·in the · 
Blue Jacket, as I 'vas 11nfortunately a passenger on board of her wheil 
tlie melancholy occt1rrence of her being bur11ed, on lier passage frJm 
Portugal Cove to Brigus, took place ; I must, therefore, postpone, for 
the present, these statistics, as I could not, from memory, pretend to give 
a statement accurately that was based 011 iigures. But I l1a,re no such 
difficulty with respect to my Report of the general character of the 
scl1ools as I found them on n1y inspectio11. 

In conclusion, I have 011ly further to state, that the scl1ool fees ha·r·e 
fallen off this year to the amo1111t of £60 from 'vhat they 'vere last year, 
the District of St. John's alor~ shewing a decrease of £29.

REPORT. 

DISTRICT OF BURIN AND }_,ORTUNE B.t\. Y. 

1,here were six schools in operatio11 the ·rJast year, of the eigl1t es­
tablished in the District of B11ri11, four of \vhich are co11ducted by females, 
and all progressing favorably. I fou11d the four 1visited, namel31-B111~i11, 
Bea11 Bois, Fox Cove, and Oderin, 'vell atte11ded, and the childre11 ,-vere 
pretty fairly st1pplied 'vith boo.ks a11d stationery. I11 fact, the Buri11 
Board \Vas one of the first that set aside a lJortiq11 of its funds to pro·vide 
books a11d stationery for the schools under its charge; and the creditable 
improvement which the school ret11r11s show that l1as been made d11ring 
the past two J·ears, and 'vhich the inspectio11 of these schools enables me 
to verify, proves 11o"v '1visely that money 'vas spent. 1'he Burin Com­
mercial School is well conducted by its })resent teacher, l\1r. 
O'Donnell. Fox Cove and Beau Bois schools contint1e in charge of tl1e 
t\VO female teachers, ~1iRs VVarcl an~ Th1iss vValsh, whose attention to 
tl1eir p11pils a11d success in for"\vardi11g tl1eir studies, I have made r11e11-

tio11 of in previous reports. 

'l"he only alterations that ha,,.e tal{e11 place in the Bt1rin District since 
my pre,rio11s visit are-the teacher of the Spanish Room School l1as 
been transferrecl to the Oderin School, and the former one closed in con­
sequence, as the Revd. Chairman informed me of the i11habitants not 
fulfilli11g their p:~omise of 11a,,i11g the scl1ool-house finished last S1Jring. 
Since I visited the District, I have been i11formed tl1at the school-house 
is i1ow con11)leted at Spanis~ ·Roon1. Tl1e Oderin school l1as larg·ely 
benefitted by tQ_e change, as l\1iss Brien, 'vho has charge of that school, 
is a ' 'ery excelle11t teacher, as tl1e in1proy·ed conditiop. of the school, in 
evTery thi11g, testified. The Larnaline scl1ool is closecl, and \vill conti1111e 
so l111til a school-l1ol1se is erected there,-,vl1en a trained teacher from the 
Presentation Co11·vent, St. John's, 'vill talre cl1arge of it. The remaining 
t"ro schools of this District, namely-St. Lawre11ce and La.,vn, I did not 
visit. I 11ave al~·va)1S found them, hovvever, 011 previous visits, to be \Vell 
conc1ucted. 

Tl1ere are at present t'vo scb.ools i11 operatio11 i11 the District ofFortune 
Ba)· ~ 011e at Great Jer·vois, and tl1c other a.t St. Jacques. 'J:he latter wa.s. 
established October, 1861. 'I'he llarbor Brito11 school is closed, as only · 
tlro scl1ools can be sustained from tl1e small amou11t received by this 
District for ed11catio11al purposes, nan1ely, £56 10s. ; ancl as the Tesident 
Clergj·man, the Re,rd. R. Bre11na11, states, in transmitti11g me the account 
of tl1e ex11enditure of that sn1all sum, that 'vere it not for a bala11ce re-

maining in 11is hands from former years he 'vould be unable to sustai11 
eve11 these t'vo. And he furtl1er states that to n1eet the requireme11ts of 
the Catholic population of that district, would require at least :five schools: 
a11d he st1g·gests that the appropriations for educational purposes for 
Fortl1ne Bay, 011ght not to be made according to tl1e strict ga11ge of 
popt1lation, inasmuch as tl1e inhabitants of that District 1·eceive in any 
other way so little from Government, i)articularly in the matter of poor 
i·elief. 

DISTRICT OF PLACENTIA 'VEST. 

I fo11nd t11e schools in this f)istrict progressing favorabl)'· Tlvo 
trained female teacl1ers from the P11 esentation Convent, St. John's, had 
cl1arge of two of the schools, i1an1ely-Presque and l\ferasheen, and 
were conducting them very satisfactoTily. The school at Paradise co11-
tinues i11 c11arge of ~1iss Po,~ver, 'vho leav·es i1othing to be desired i11 

ber ma1'lageme11t of the school, the progress of 11er pupils sho,·ving her 
st1ccessful tuition. The school at St. I{yran's is also fairly co11ducted by 
its present teacl1er, Th1aster Sullivan. 

Three of tl1ese schools, 11amely-Paradise, l\~ferasheen and Presque, 
have a good attenda11ce of pupils, the ·st. I{J'I~an's auc1 Anne's Cove 
Schools a more limited one. Tl1e latter school, tl1e Chairman, tl1e Rev?. 
J aines Walsh, informed me \VOl1ld be closed l111til such tin1e as the ii1-

l1abita11ts would erect a scL_orJl-l1ot1se. This is a very i1ecessary move 
011 the part of the Chairma11, as the mis@ra,ble shed \vhere the school 
'vas held, was totally t1nfi.t for sucl1 a pt1rpose. 

The. school-house at Presq11e is not yet con1pletely finisl1ecl. The St. 
IC)1ra11's a11d ~1erashee11 scl1ool-l1011ses, also req11ire some re1Jairs ; ar1cl 
all tl1ree require school ft1r1riture. l~ s the I3oard, ho\ve·ver, 11a.s no'v st1f­
ficient ft111<ls, there being, by tl1e Revd. Cl1ai~--n1an's Ret11rn, a balance of 
£80 011 ha11ds tl1e 1st of· Jllly last, I 1001~ forwrtird to see all tl1ese in1-
provements effected on my next visiti11g tl1ese scl1ools. All tl1P.se 
schools were moderately SlllJplied '"ith bool{s ; and since I visiteG. tl1em 
I se11t a ft1rther supply of son1e books that I sa'v they 1nost req11ired, 
togetl1er with some stationery. 

DISTRIC1~S 0}, GREL\T AND LITTLE PLACENTIA . 

. 
There is so little c;ha11!!e in the schools of the I.Jittle Placentia Dis-

• u 

trict, a11cl conseql1ently so fe\v remarks to n1ake respecti11g tl1e1n, that .I 
ha·ve co1111ecte<l tl1e tlvo Districts togetl1er. The tl1ree schools in the 
Little Place11tia District conti11ue to be co11ducted b)~ the sarne teachers 
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that had charge of tl1em last year. 11he school at Little Place11tia is 
fairly conducted, but I 'vas sorry to find that there 'vas no Register kept, 
a11d was very mucl1 surprised when tl1e teacher stated, i11 the prese11ce 
of the Chairman, that 11e had the permissio11 oi the Board to discontint1e 
li:eepi11g it. 1,he Red Island school "lvas llOt in operation, as the teacher 
was availing himself of his vacatio11, for the pt1rpose of fisl1ing. 1,he 
t-eacl1er of the Fox Harbor school, i1otwithsta11ding his age and incom­
petency, is still retained, the Board being tln\villing to deprive }1im of 
the situation he has 11eld so long, a11d 'vithout which now 11e wot1lcl be 
11nable to support himself. 1~his is one of a fevv similar cases that "Ye 
l1ad to con tend \vi th fron1 the con1mencement. 

~l'here are at present but two other teachers, whose services are re­
tai11ed for reaso11s somewhat simila1· to those that here influenced the 
l,ittle Placentia Boarcl. 

The only cha11ge that has taken place i11 the schools of the Great 
Placentia District, is 111 the Commercial School, which is now co11ducted 
by ].,1r. Ct1rtis, formerly teacher of the Salmo11ier School. 1"'he late 
teacl1er, J\llr. Rielly, became last fall a ca11didate for the representation 
of tl1e District of Placentia and St. Mary's, ,;vith the understandi11g­
as he a11d his friends state-of bei11g permitted to re-take charge of the 
Scl1ool if he failed i11 being returned. l"'he Chairma11, the Rev. E. 
Co11do11, I understa11d, denies that a11y such i)romise '\ivas give11 him. But 
if it vvere not the inte11tion of the Chairman to pp,rmit him to re-occupy 
l1is former i)ositio11 as teacher, it was most i11judicions to permit him 
to retai11 the key of the school-house, -wThich mt1st have led him and 
11is friends to think that the situation was still open for 11im, and 
which ultimately resulted in son1e very discreditable scenes on the occa­
sion of the present teacher taking possession of the school. I was hap­
l)Y to find, ho\vever, on my visiting the school, that it was very well a.t­
te11decl-in fact a very large attenda11ce-and that all u11pleasant feel­
in.gs had apparently subsided. The only drawbacl\: to this was, that all 
the books belo11ging to the school-and it was always well supplied­
were ren1oved from the school by the late teacher; and tl1is is a11other 
unfortu11ate result of the key of the school-l1ot1se bei11g permitted to re­
n1ain in his possession, and will i1ecessitate an outlay to re-supply the 
scl1ool with books, which the other three school-hot1se~ in the District. 
wot1ld be so much benefited by having expended on them. 

1,11e school at the N ort.h-East Arm was closed, as the teacher 'vas 
taking his vacatio11-which was eight '\veeks. There has been nothi11g 
,do11e to tl1e school-house since my former Report; and the teacher,,vhom 
I sa,v, made the usual complaint of the destitute condition of the s.chool

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with respect to books and stationery. The other two schOois I did not 
visit, but their character, of course, remains unchanged since last year's 
i~eport: and at present I do 11ot feel much hope of any great improve­
ment taking place in th(fll1. 

011 my visiting this District last summer, I applied, as usual, to the 
Revd. E. Condo11, as Chairman, to furnish me '\Vith an account of the 
e:xpe11dit11re of th~ mo11ey granted to this District for Ed11cational pur­
poses for the past )year, and not having a printed form with me~ I dre\V 
011t one, leavi11g those colt1mns-under tl1e heacling of which I k11e'v 
there 'vas no expenditl1re by the Board of Placentia-out of tl1e form, 

· I enclosed it to thP Revd. Chairma11, \vitl1 a request that he 'vould fill it 
up at l1is earliest co11venience. I received a verbal n1essage fT·om him, 
stating that he \Vas unal1le to fill it up in consequence of the altered form 
-tjle only alteration bei11g what I have stated-and as no ex1Jla11atio11 
that I could give his messenger-the present teacher of the Commer­
cial School-would enlighten the Rev. gentleman as to what 'vas 
meant by tl1e '' Ordi11ary appropriation for the District," and as he per­
sisted in stating that he cot1ld see i10 diff Prence bet\veen the ''Balance 
011 hands" and the '' Balance from last year," I 'vas compelled to lea,re 
'vitl1out the rett1rn ; and 011 my arrival in St. John's placed the matter 
i11 the hands of the Gover11ment, \vho at once commu11icated "rith the 
Revd. gentleman, enclosing him a printed form, which '\\ras promptly 
i·eturned, filled up and signed by the Rev. E. Condon, as Chairman ; all 
the difficulties which he stated preve11ted him from filling it up for me, 
l1aving, I presun1e, in the mea11 time va11ished. 

Accompanying this Return~ 110\vever, was a comn1u11ication to tl1e 
Acting Colonial Secretary, of which I was furnished with a copy, and 
from which I give the follo,ving extract :-'' As ~lr. Kelly made a, 
strange Report last year, of this District, he not only distorted some of 
the facts which I gave writte11 do'\iv11, bt1t he states a positive u11trutl1 in 
tl1e 17th page, viz-that I statecl there 'vas a sum of £27 of a bala11ce 
or1 hands, as I made no such statement· either in words or "\t'7 riti11g." 011 
i·eceiving the copy of this letter, I at once placed before the Acti11g 
Colonial Secretary the original Returns I i,ecei ved from the Revd. E. 
Condon, f·or the yea.rs 1860 and 1861, filled up in his own hand"\vriting, 
a11d compared them with the printed Reports, to sho,,r tl1at they were· 
true copies of those furnished me. These Returns I still liold i1l m9 tJos­
session, and I now republish them :

I now quote my remarl{s on last )rea1~'s rett1rn, to show whether they 
were untr11thft1l, or i11 any \vay distorted the statement furnished me. 

''This Ret11rn is ir1correct. The whole amot1nt received in this Dis­
trict, as I stated last year ii1 correcting the Return then furnished, is 
£146 curre11cy. Tl1e Chairman states, he knows no sucl1 grant as a 
special one for his District. He "'~ill see, by tl1e Education Act, that the 
s11m of £40 sterli11g is speciall),. "~oted to support a Uommercial school 
i11 Great Placentia. 

'' In last year's Return the bala11ce on 11ands 'vas stated to be nil, and 
) 7et a balance of £8 is now g'iven as i~emaini11g 011 ha11ds from last )~ear. 
'"l,his year a balance of £29 l ls. 7tl. is stated to be on hands, ancl al­
though I cannot see, from the state1nent given, ho\v this balance arises, 
I am pleased that so n111ch is available to the Board to make some of the 
many irnprov--en1e11ts required in their schools." 

I now give the Return \vl1ich the Rev. Chairman forwarded to the 
Acti11g Colonial Secretary for tl1e present year ; and considering the 
peculiar circumstances under which it was given, one would suppose that 
it would be free from the inco11sistencies of former Retu1,.ns, and yet 
it ''rill be seen that it is impossible to say from this Rett1rn, 'vhether 
there 'vas a balance on l1and or not, on the 1st of July ; or if there '1"\re1~e 
a balance, what the amount of that balance 'vas.

Under the heading of the '' balance on ha.11cls," the Rev. gentleman 
states that '' £44 is the total amount on ha11ds, and includes the bala.nce 
of the reserved fu11d." What is the reserved fu11d, and lvhat is the 
amount of that balance 1 And lie further states, '' as 'vell as the ct1rrent 
.q11arter's salaries of the 1"eachers." Which current quarter's sala.ries 1 
Is it the quarter's salaries ending the 30th June, to date t1p to which all 
these Returns are made, a11d which 'vould recluce tl1e £4L1 by the a~nount 
due the 1"eachers 1 or is it the qua.rter's salaries that ~,.oulcl be due tl1e 
end of tl1e month (September) in which 11e se11t this Return, and which 
'\vould not lessen the amount at all, as it vvould belo11g to the next year's 
transactions 1 

It is very much to be regretted that the Rev. Chairman of this District 
cannot keep the acco11nt of the school-money intrusted to his keeping, in 
such a manner as would enable him to give a Return of its expe11diture, 
in the same plain a11d intelligible manne1· that the Chairmen of the other 
Catholic Boards do. 

DISTRICT OF ST. MARY'S. 

There is no imp1~ovement in the schools in this District, and as the 
Board seems determined to continue the same mode of expenditure of 
their grant, 'vhich I had reason to find fault with last )~ear, I an1 pre-
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eluded from the hope of seeing the schools of this District improve or 
altered in the slightest degree from the miserable position they are i11 at. 
present. 

In Salmonier there was one school in operation the past )1ear, but I 
can hardly say that there was a school-ho11se tl1ere, the house where the 
school \Vas held sca1~cely deservi11g t11e name. There was no scl1ool at 
tl1e north-side ; neither is tl1ere a school · house erected there, .although 
i11 no part of the Island is it easier to get material to erect a school-house 
than in Sal1nonier, where the material is growing almost at the very 
doors of the inhabitants. B11t if I an1 correctly informed, the inhabitants 
011ly require some assistance from the Board, to· secure their erection in a 
sl1ort time. At the River-head of St. lVIary's a house that was purchased 
by the Board is t1sed as a school-l1ouse, but it is wanti11g in every article 
of school f11rnit11re. The school \Vas closed \vl1en I called, as the teacher 
'''as at the fishery, and I " Tas informed he is absent the greater part of 
the summer. 

In St. Mary's harbor t11e state of ed11cation may be fairly inferred 
from the fact of the reg·ister sho,ving an a··vera.ge attendance of only 16 
bo3·s to the Commercial school there, ai1d tl1at witl1 a population of 70()· 
i11l1abita,11ts; a11d of the entire number attending, only three are stated 
to be w.riti11g on paper, a11d four as far as the Rule of Three. 

It will be seen that in my last Report I found fault with the ma1111er· 
in 'vhich the Board expended their ed11catio11 grant, making no appro­
]Jria.tion for buildi11g, or assisting the inhabitants i11 building the school­
l1ouses that are so ·much needed, and pointi11g out to them that so lo11g 
as th.at mode of expenditure '\tv·as f ollo,ved they 'vo11ld be in no better 
positior1 ten years hence than they 'vere tl1e11. The following appro-
11riations made by the Board at their meeting last July, of 'vhich I have· 
bee11 fur11isl1ed with a copy, will show how little disposed the Bc,ard 
seem to be to carry out my suggestion:-

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This comprises every shilling of funds that will be at the disposal of 
the Board for tqe ens11ing 1Tear, and of course all hope that the smallest 
impro·vement will be made, eitl1er in erecting or repairing school-houses 
or providing them with school fur11iture, during that time, must be given 
up, a11d under tl1ese circumstances it wo11ld be perf'ectly t1seless for me 
to offer any furtl1er sugg·estio11s u11til s11ch time as I see the Board is dis­
posed to carry out tl1ose I have already given. 

DISTRICT OF Hi\.RBOR i1AIN. 

There "rere se\7 en schools ii1 operatio11 during the past year i11 this 
District. I visited tl1ese schools t\vice dl1ring the past s11mmer, and on 
each visit I found a very large attendance of childre11 i11 all these schools, 
f11lly equal to tl1e average attendance gir·en in the School Rett1rns, ai1d 
which \Vould give an average daily attenda11ce for each school of nearly 
60 pupils. All these schools, 1vith one exception, are ver}r well con­
ducted. 1,11e Holyrood school is at prese11t in charge of a Mr. Vetch, 
a young n1an '1Vho spent some time in the Training school i11 St. John's, 
a11d \vho is conducting the school ,rery creditably. Chapel's Cove school 
continues i11 the charge of 11r. Lawler, and is the exception alluded to, 
but his ser\1ices are 011ly retai11ed until such time as the young ma.n at 
present in tl1e Trai11ing scl1ool will be capable of· taking charg·e of it. 
Harbor Main and Salmon Cove schools are both progressi11g favorably 
under the manageme11t of ~~e:srs . l(ennedy and 'Valsh. The Cat~s 
Cove school is also very well conclucted by its present teacher, Thir. 'Vood­
ford, who succeeds the late teacl1er, l\fr. Con\vay, whose demise I an1 
sorry to have to record. 

,.fhe teacher who 11acl charge of the Beacon Cove school has been very 
properly removed from the situation, as lie '''"as totally unfit for it, and 
the school has been given ii1 charge to a I\1iss Don11elly, who is co11cl11ct­
ing it n1ost efficiently, and has made a great impTovement in it since she 
has taken cl1arge. The remai11ing s.chool, the one at the north side of 
Holyrood, and intended chiefly as a female school, vvas condt1cted by 
~Iiss Walsh, at the time I visited it, but I understand tl1at l\1iss W alsli. 
has since tl1en left, and the school is for tl1e present closed ; but it is in­
tended by the Board to have a school-house very shortly erected here, 
and also one at the south side of I-Iol11rood, ai1d the teachers intended for .. 
these two scl1ools, tY\~o females, are at present in traini11g to q11alify 
themselves for the position. When these t'vo schools are in operation 
the educational requiren1ents of this Dictrict vvill be very fairly 
supplied. All these schools were pretty well supplied with books and 
stationery. 
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There is not much alteration i11 the schools of this District since my 
last R eport. They are, 'vith one exception, v1ell conducted, <tnd going 
on very favorably. I have already acco11nted for this District not being 
among the number of those that I have given as exhibiting, from the 
Scl1ool Returns, evide11ces of im11rovement during the past tvvo years, in 
consequence of' the number of females \Vho ha·re left the schools in the 
neighbourhood of Brigus to attend the Conve11t School. I find also that 
some of the schools in this District have just novv a larger' attenda11ce of 
pupils than they l1ad at the time the Returns vvere furnished. 

The Teacher of the T11rk's Gut school has resigned, being l1nable, from 
his age and infirn1ities, to"fill the sitt1ation a11y longer. This has relieved 
the Board fron1 the unpleasantness of dismissi11g him, a11d wl1icl1, from 
their unwillingness to do, has preve11ted tl1e appointment of a mo:~e c·om­
})etent person this some time back. A perso11 has bee11 employ~ed to take 
chr~·ge of it for the winter, after \vh.ch a pern1anent appointment will 
be made. The school at Brigus h2.,s been re1novcd from the old school­
house to the vestr)y of the Chapel, 1vhich has been provided with a. stove, 
and will make a comfortable school-room until sl.1cl1 time as tb.e new 
school-house is erected. The school has now a daily attenc1ance of from 
25 to 30 pupils, and is most efficiehtly conducted by Mr. Power. 

The school at Cupids, the exception mentioned, does not exhibit any 
improvement, nor do I lool{ for any 'vhile the present teacher bas 
ch arge. The other two schools are very \Yell conducted, and v1ell at­
te11ded, namely , Northern Gut and Bay Roberts schools. 'f lie latter 
school co11tin-µes in charge of the same teacher, l\1:r. Keefe, and is pro­
gressing favorably l111der his care. Tl1e Northern Gut s_chool is at pre­
sent conducted by M1\ l{en11y, ' vl10 had. charge of the Spaniard's B ay 
school for some time. As I have more than once, in previous Reports, 
mentio11ed Mr. K enny's exe1~tions as a teache19 in a favorable man11er, I 
am l1appy in being able to repeat my satisfaction at the manner in which 
he co11du cts the school at North ern Gut, which is ve1~y n1uch improved 
since he took ch arge of it. A frame of a school hot1se has been proct1r­
ed by the Chairman, the Rev. E. O'Keefe., for Bay Roberts ; it ·s to be 
erected this wi11ter, and I feel satisfied will be completed as speedily as 
the ft1nds at his disposal ' 'rill pern1it him. 

The school at Colliers is placed in an anomalous position at present ; 
it is norninally under the Brigus Board, who continues to draw the teach­
er's salaTy and pay him, but as Colliers has been lately joined to the 
parish of Harbor Main, the school is in reality under the direction of the 
Boar~ ot" that District. The school is pretty fairly conducted at present. 
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DISTRIC1"' OF HARBOR GRACE. 

All the schools in this District are 'vorl\:ing well. The Spaniard's Bay 
school is at present conducted by the teacher who last year had charge 
of the Low Point school in the Bay-de-Verd District. I-Ie is a good 
teacher, and only requires a little more supervision than he was s11b­
~j"ectcd to in his former position to make him a11 efficient one. 1,he Is­
land Cove school, though eleme11tary in its course of instruction, is, ne­
vertheless, doing its 'vork pretty fairly, as the teacher is atte11tive, and 
most a11xious to impart all that he is ca1Jable of teacl1ing to his pupils. 
1,he school at Feather Poi11t is fairly cond11cted, and the school-room is 
novr supplied with desks and forms, as 'vell as a very fi11e stove. 1,hese 
three schools req11ire a supply of reading books 1re1·y badly. 1,he school 
at Rive1·-head of riarbor Grace, as 'vell as the St. Patrick school, co11-
tinues to be most efficiently conducted, tl1ough i1ot so regularly attended 
as one \vould fancy they ougl1t to be~ considering the many advantages 
the pupils atte11ding these two schools enjoy. The school-hol1se at Mos­
q uitto has bee11 repaired, and is !lO'\-V a very comfortable one ; I fol1nd 
the scl1ool \Vith a fair attenda11ce of pupils, a11d conductecl with tolerable 
s11ccess by its present teacher, 'vhom I believe to be attentive, and, I 
could see, most a11xious to give ~atisfaction. 

In each of the localities of this District "vhere schools a1·e established, 
theL·e is now a good comfortable school-ho11se, all of them "1"ell finished, 
and at pre:1e11t in a thorough good state of repair, and provided with the 
necessary amount of s~hool furniture. This creditable state of things 
must be gratifying to His Lorclship, Dr. Dalton, whose great anxiety~ to 
accomplish these improveme11ts led hin1 to expend a large sum the past 
years, o ... ver the amount placed at his disposal from the school funds of 
tne District. 

DISTRICT OF CARBO~·IE~t\.R A:ND B~~Y-DE-VERD. 

There is no alteratio11 in the two schools in Carbonear since my pre­
vious Report of them, either in the number of pupils attending or the 
management of the schools. Mr. ~lackey continues to conduct his 
school very fairly, considering the diffic1tlties which, I am sorry to say, 
he still labo11rs u11der, of the want of bool{s and other requisites neces­
sary for such a school as he has charge of. The Crocker's Cove School 
continues under the manageme11t of Miss Brandsfield, who conc111cts it 
witl1 a moderate share of success. The school has the same lin1ited 
nt1mber of pupils attending during the summer as stated in former Re­
ports. 

• 
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As tl1ere \Vere four schools closed in the Bay-de-Verd District this su.m­
mer, I did not ·visit it. In my Report of last )~ear I pointed out the very batl 
state of the school houses at Western Bay, Northern Bay, Job's ('ovc~ 
and Low Point ; and as there 1vere no f·unds belonging to the District 
i11 th.e hands of the Chairma11, tl1e ltight Rev. Dr. Dalton, to e11able 
him to effect t]1ese in1proveme11ts, he ·very proper~y suspenclcd these 
schools until st1ch time as the funds accurnt1la.ted by their st1spe11sio11, 
will enable him to mal{e tl1ese school~h0l1 ses \vhat theJ' 011ght to be. I 
only wish that the same course 'vas tal(e11 i11 e1rer3r District, vvhere, fr0m 
a similar cause, tl1e \Vant of func1s, the Boards are l1nable to build tl1e 
necessary amount of scl1ool-ho11ses in their Districts, or to p11t i11 a prop­
er state of repair those already built. 

DISTRICTS OF BONAVIST.ri AND 1'RINITY NOI{TH. 

I fou11d tl1e four schools i11 these two Districts, nan1ely, Raggecl Har­
bor, King's Cove, Sancroix, and 1,rir1ity scl1ools, 1vorking ·ye2·)' satis~;:,.c­
torily, and the childrc11 e:x:hibited a fair an1ot111t of progress since !11y 

previous visit to these schools, ii1 all the brancl1es tl1e31 \Vere lcar11ing. 
'J'\\10 of these schools, nan1ely, at '"frinity arid I(ing's C~ove, wer2 tol12rably 
\vell supplied ,·vith boolrs a11cl stationery, a11d since I '\1isited tl1e Dist:·ict 
I sent a supply fo1~ the other t1vo that 'vill sl:.fficie::'itly meet their p1ese11t 
'''ants. 'I'he school house at Ragged Harbor reqt1ircs a thorou,6·h xe-
1Jairi11g ; i11 fact, it ''vas never i)roperly fi11ished, and this i1eglect on the 
part of the Board is the more to be regretted from the fact of tl1e school­
l1ol1se bei11g b11ilt by the inl1abitants ''vith very little assistance from the 
Board. 

For the third time I am con1pelled to state that there has nothi11g 
been done as yet towards erecting a srhool-house at Sa11croix. Since I 
,risited these Districts I " 1as informed that a teacher has been appointed 
to take charge os the Bonavista Sc11ool, which was closed for the pre­
vious twelve montl1s. A school is very n1uch required tl1ere, a11d I 
trust it 'vill no\v be l{ept in continuo11s operation. 

I have i1ot received from the Chairman the return of the disb11rse­
ments of the school n1oney for these dist.ricts for the past year. 

In the District of Fogo there is but the one school ii1 operatio11, 
nan1ely, at },ogo Harbor, and this has been the case for tbe past three 
years ; and '\vhy this state of things is pern1itted to contint1e, I am qt1ite 
at a loss to con11Jrehend. There is a school-house at Tilton Harbor 
erected no"\iv abot1t two years, and yet i10 teacher has been emplo)red to 
take cha.rge of it. It cannot be from want of funds, as I have shown i11 

last year's Report that a large balance of the school meney of this Dis-

• 
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trict must remain unaxpended; I am also sor1~y to be compelled to state 
that I have not received any financial statement of the school mo11ey for 
the past year, although I have made repeated applications for it, and 
this makes the third year that this accou11t has not been furnished from 
this District. 

DISTRICT OF ST. JOHN'S. 

As I have already stated in ID) .. opening remarks, there is a great fall­
ing off ir1 the attendance of the cl1ilclren to the schools of this District, 
as sho"rn by a comp·arison of the Returns furnished by the teachers this 
year 'vith those for the year 1860. 

The number of children I fol1nd atte11ding these schools, t11e past 
st1mmer, on my visiting them, would not gi\ .. e more than an average at­

. tendance, excluding the Orphan Asylum and River Heacl Schools, of· 
about tv::enty pupils to each school. 

The majority of the scl1ools in this District are fairly cond11cted, and, 
of course, wot1ld be n1uch more efficient and successft1l if supplied 'vith 
books. There is ~lo improveme11t in the 1,orbay, Po11ch Cove, or Kill­
bricle schools, 'vhich conti11ue to meTit tl1e characte1~ given of tl1em in 
former Reports. ~ In the },lat Roclr school a' .slight improven1ent has 
taken place since last year. 1,here is i10 in1provement in the Blaclr 
Head school, 'vhich I believe to be very badl)r conducted, as I find tl1e 
cl1ildren completely ignorant of ever)' thing they are said to be lear11ing. 
'l'he same may be said of t11e Portugal Cove a11d Kelligrews schools­
at least so far as the backward11ess of the pupils-and the latter school 
is 1rery badly attended, the largest attencla11ce I 11ave ever seei1 there 
being 12; I visitecl it three times the lJast s11mmer. The pu1)ils I found 
attending-the female school at Petty Harbor 'vere very bacl{'vard, a11d 
there was· no register to produce. The teacher, in excuse for the absence 
of improvement in 11er pupils, pleaded tl1e "ra11t of bool\:s. 

All the school-ho11ses in this District are in a tolerable good state of 
repair, but the teacher of the Fresp. Water scl1ool (St. John's Bay) corn­
plai11ed that the school-house has not bee11 prope1~Iy finisl1ed, \vhich 
mal{es a residence in" it ,,.ery u11comf ortable. I 'vas st1rprised to find 
that the teacher of the Portugal Cov~e school 'vas permi ~ted to build a 
shop adjoining the school-house there, and whicl1 completely· destroys 
its appearance. A very fine school-house has bee11 erected on the Top­
sail road, but it has not as y·et been opened for the reception of pupils. 
The schools at Topsail and Belle Isle were closed the latte1~ part of the 
st1mmer, the former by the resignation of the teacher, and the latter 
from the teacher being dismissed, on account of his being unable from 
age to discharge the duties of his positio~ 

.. 
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DISTRICT OF BAY BUJ_JLS. 

'l,here has no alteration taken place in the six schools of this District 
since my last Report; all of then1 've1·e ii1 operation the IJast )7ear·, and 
with the exception of the Caplin Cove school> doing their ';i-iork very 
fajrly. I fou11d 50 children assembled in tl1e male and female school 

• 
at Bay Bulls, botl1 of which are verJ' 'vell conducted ; the forn1er I have 
al,vays had reaso11 to be pleased '1vith from the ma1111er in 'vhicl1. it wa,s 
condl1cted, and the latter is fuily realizing the hopes I entertained of 
its usefulness. 

The Witless Bay school has improved since last ye<1r's Report of it, 
the examinatio11 of the children bein~ n1uch more satisfactory this yea1· 
than last.

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The Commercial sc]1ool at Ferryland is at present in charge of a Mr. 
Flannery, who is condt1cti11g it very efficiently. Mr. Flannery is a very 
suitable person for his position, and I have no doubt of the improve­
ment of the school while in his ha11ds. 

The Aquaforte School gives a fair i1tet11rn for the amount expended 
in its su~iu~t-£15. It is l1eld in a room of the teacher's house, 
sufficiently large for the number of pupils attending, and warm and 
comfortable. 

The t\vo schools in Re11ews are going on ver~ airly. A Mr. Dutto11,

want the pl~1tfor111s leadi11g to both of t11em to be re1)aired veTy badly. 
'fl1e l<..,eri"ylai1d school-hot1se is not completed i11 tl1e interior )7et ; and 
tl1e t"\vo school-hol1'3es iI1 I-te11evvs l'eq11ire pai11ti11g, at\d their roofs tar­
ring, 'vith otl1er sn1aller items. Ancl in vie\v of all tl1ese requirements, 
the mo11ey voted for educational p11rposes in -his District is yearly frit­
tered avvay i11 sustai11ing some small schools that I am satisfied give 
little or i10 i~eturn .. 

If all these in1proveme11ts 'vere once effected, the sustaining those 
. small schools might i1ot be fairly censt1rable; but so long as their s11s­

tainn1ent pre:\rents the necessary and pressing \Vants of the principal 
schools from being suP,plied, they are anything bt1t commendable.

of ca11li11 bait for tl1e summer's fishing. o,ving to the bad season last 
)'ear, I "ras infor1ned that only 100, instead of 140 "\1essels, as usual, had 
con1e from Fra11ce this year·. This was confirmed by the nt1mber of' 
large. boats still hauled up, lvith their 'vi11te1~ covering of bougl1s on,. 
,~vl1ich ·\'.Yot1ld i1ot l1ave been the case 11ad the usual number of l·essels 
arrived. 

4.-111 }""{ortu11e Bay complaints 'vere made of the use of the bulto'v by-· 
Ollr ow11 fisl1ermen-and ~1r. Evans, of Grand Bank, told me he ha.d 
see11 large nl11nbers of the mother fish, full of spawn, brought in. I be-­
lic, .. e our ow11 n1e11 acl(11owledge the i111policy of it, but plead i1ecessitJ1 • 

I rccon1111e11ded tl1e com1Jla.i11ants to petition their Legislature, as it. 
'va.s i1ot illegal. I am told the Frencl1 have abolished the use of it in 
tl1e ,,.ici11ity of St .. Pierre and ~liquelon. 

5.-I-Ierri11g had been most abl1nda11t this year in Fort11re a11d Her~ 
n1itage Ba)rs ; in the lritter, imme11se numbers had been d1"iven on shore~ 
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probably b)7 a whale, six of '\vhich have been taken this year i11 that 
Bay, ('ve saw large numbers spouti11g,) each prod11ces ten or twelve tons 
oil, and is consiclered 'vorth £100 sterling. Im1nense quantities of her­
ring had been taken to St. Pierre for bait, and sold as low as a franc a 
barrel. I need scarcely say the traffic in bait is openly carried 011 to an 
immense extent alo11g the Soutl1 Coast i11 tl1e 'rici11ity of St. Pierre and 
Miql1elon, a11d forms one of the principal means of livi11g to the inhab­
itai1ts.

n'.Iary's there 'vere a11 in1n1ense nt1111ber of s1nall schoo11ers, about 30 to11s, 
fishing, ancl a,pparently doing 'vell. At Trepc1ssey tl10 catcl1 'vas ,~ery 
good, altl1ough it had 011ly commencecl 011 tl1e 15tl1. 'l"he c1iffere11ce in 
time in tl1e commenceme11t of the fishi11g alo11g tl1e So11tl1 coast, varies 
very much. Con1menci11g fron1 Trer)asse)~, J t111e 1st, the t1sl1al date of 
co111me11cing-off Capes Pi11e and St. 1\iary's, Th1a~r 20th, is abo11t the usual 
period. At St. Lawre11ce, La,vn, Lamaline, ~fay 1st is abot1t tl1e 11st1al r)e­
riod ; a11d at G1~and Ba11k a11d Fo1tt1ne, by a11 arra11gen1e11t an1ongst them­
sel,res, April 10th is fixed as tl1e day for con1111eI1ci11g· ; ,,~11ile from Harbor 
Breton to LaPoile, tl1e fisl1eTy is carried 011 throt1gl1out tl1e J'ear-tl1e 
"\"Vi11ter catch is generally larger than the Sl1n1n1er. 

7.-I saw 110 }.,re11cl1 boats on Ol1r grol111c1, a11d 011e boa.t, l1a11li11g cap­
li11 i11 Little Lawn, 'vas tl1e only ei1croacl1ment I l1eaTd of 011 tl1e tJa,rt 
of the Frencl1, in re1Jly to my enq11iries. I tl1i11l\: they are too ' :vell 
st11)plied by our o'vn people, to have ai1)r object i11 cloi11g so. 111 tl~e 
at1tumn~ I was informed tl1ey frequently proceeclecl to tl1e Barracl1ai~, 
near Grand Ban}{, a11d dig for bait, "\ivl1ich is contrary to tl1e Treaty. 

8.-0ne complaint was made of a violation of the 4th section of tl1e 
Fishery Act of this year, by a, man living i11 a small Cove; but 11e could 
not prove the bait '\Vas intended for exportatio11, nor do I thi11k in tl1e 
co11stant dense fogs that prevail in the caplin seaso11, on the Sot1th Coa.st, 
a violation of that portio11 of the Act could be proved, from the in1-
possibility of tracing the boats after leaving tl1eir hauling place. · 

9.-As J'Otl requested, I made enquiries as to the \Vorki11g of tl1e Co-
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lonial Act 21 Vic. Cap. 2. The larger size fo1· the mesl1 of tl1e l1erring 
Nets was the only objection I heard u1·ged against it. 

10.-At Harbor Breton I received a 1·equisition (a copy of ,,rhich I 
enclose) from M1·. Gaden, tl1e Sub-collector of Customs, to assist hin1 
in enforci11g the lavv. From the evidence brot1ght before me, the 
lVIaster. of the vessel had sold la1·ge quantities of R11m at the Isla11d of 
Sagona for fish, thereby causing a great deal of intoxication and disor­
der among the inhabitants of that isla,11d-so1ne 200 in. number-a11d 
'vhere no ~fagistrate or infiue11tial person reside~. 'l,l1is being in direct 
'\1iolation of the 28th section of the Imperial Act, 8th and 9th V-,rico, Cap_. 
93, for regulating the trade of H. M. Possessions abroad, I acceded to 
Mr. Gaden's i~eqt1est, and started from Harbor Breton, '1vith the intention 
of preceding to Belloram, b11t a de11se fog obliged me to return ; and in 
consequer1ce of fresh i11formatio11 Mr. Gaden received, I gave him the 
ct1tter u11der the conimand of Lieute11ant Smith, to visit Little Harbor, 
in Delean Bay, about 7 miles away. There he a.scertained the schooner, 
''rhich was comn1a11ded by a i1oted smt1gg~ler 011 that coast, named D11n11, 
a Nova Scotian, 11ad left the da,)7 before for Passage. I believe a very 
considerable amot111t of illeg·al trading to be carried on along the South 
Coast, by Nova Scotians and American vessels, not entering at the Cus­
tom Ho11se, fo1~ the District, by ''rhich the Colony is defrauded of co11-
side1·able re\7 en11e ; and the me1·cl1ants of the fish to which they are e11titled, 
after supplying the people 'vith the outfit, to enable them to prosecute 
the fishery, and a very demoralizing system consequently arises on both 
sides; the mercha11ts charging largely to cover bad debts, a11d the peo­
ple kno\vi11g· it, evade pajr111ent, whe11 they can, by disposing of their 
fish to the illegal traders, (''1ho, giving no credit, cannot loose,) and 
})leading a bad catcl1 to the tl1e merchant who has supplied them '\vith 
tl1eir outfit. __ !\.s a proof, I give the price of pork and flour at the out~ 
ports and at St. J oh11's~

Isla11d, to about 90, fifty miles 11orth of Ca1)e Harrison, the largest that 
l1as con1e to n1y knovt'ledg~ : (Cape Harrison "\Vas only rou11ded at the 
e11d of July, 011 accou11t of the ice). This latter catch '''as entirely taken

4 or 5 miles, the Vesuviits not being able to get i1ea1 .. er Battle Harbot1r, 
and only for the hardship of the case, I ,-vol1ld not ha,1e i11terfered, as I 
m11st here express to your Excellencj1 (as I did last )7ear) ho'v insufficient 
the po-vvers of a Magistrate are for an 11nsettled coast, and ho'v i1npos­
sible it is to comply with all the legal forms laid down fo1· an English 
~1agistrate, partict1larly "\'\1ith regard to the e'ride11ce of the p0Ttior1 of 
tl1e populatio11 of Irish descent, 'vhose tale11t in evading direct ~ns,vers 
l1as not deteriorated by migratio11; one case '\Vas paid from fear, i11 the 
other I seizecl sufficient fish to do so, as the man would make i10 ar­
rangement. Tl1e small vessel emplo)1ed by the Superintende11t " rol1ld 
lay i11 all the sn1a.ll coves wl1ere these things occl1r, and I have decided 
i1ot to act agai11 as a Magistrate in these minor cases, as I find it impos­
sible to do so satisfactorily, except in aggravated cases, i11 lvl1ich tl1ere 
can be no legal doubt. 

4.-The illegal sale of spirits by i\.merica11, N o''a Scotian and Cana­
dian traders, is a great source of demoralization on the Labrador, (the 
people purchasing spirits with fish which ought to go to their suppliers,) 
and if it is the inte11tion of the .N e,vfou11dland Gove1~nment to establisl1 
Ct1ston1 Ho11ses tl1ere, I '\vo11ld beg· to suggest to yo11r Excellency the 
i1ecessity of those vessel~ being warnecl by their O\Vll authorities to com.: 
ply with Act 21, Art. 8 & 9 Victoria c. 93, as otherwise they vvill plea.d 
ignorance of the establishment of Custo1n I-louses. I have also l1eard 
that it is probable large quantities of goods p_roct1red from English and 
other Colonial trade1~s are lil{ely to be smuggled into N e,vfot1ndla11d this 
year. 

The complete failure of the he1~ring fishery has prevented my obtain­
ing, as I had hoped to do, perso11al observatio11 on the ma1111er pursuecl 
i11 barring herring ; so I ha·ve no further ren1arks to offer on that s11bject 
than those in my letter to your Excelle11c;r of Aug11st 27th. Some N o·va 
Scotia11 masters expressed themselves satisfied at your having confirmed 
il1e pe1·iod of two da;rs allowed them for clearing their seines.

6.-It ~as currently reported, and ~ believe with tr11th, that t!1e 
America11s had expressed their opi11ion that they \tVere not bo1111d by 
tl1e laws of N e"\\rfoundland, and had also expresEed their intention to 
bar in herri11g as usual, and defend their sei11es by force, if necessar)r, 
and the Newfoundla11ders of Battle Harbor a11d Salt Ponds were equally 
C.etermined to prevent it, and from some of the Nova Scotian masters 
11aving asked me if the Reciprocity Treaty did not except Americans, it 
\Vas e1rident tl1e s11bject h ad been discussed, and I am of opinion that if 
herri11g had come, the~e ''Tould have been a serious riot, in 'vhicl1 fire. 
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arras \Vould p1obably have been llsed had the Vesuv·iits not been present; 
ar1d to prevent which I remained a 'veek late1· on the coast, than I other .. 
"\Vise sl1ould have done, and till all prospect of herring con1i11g i11 was 
over. 

7-I visited Salmon Bay;. it is very much visited by American and Nova 
Bcotia.n fisrJ.i11g schooners, being a11 excellent harbor a11d fishing station ; 
but I could i1ot hear of its i1ossessing a11y otl1er recommendatio11, i11 the 
sl1ape of mines, cultivatable lands &c.,it is similar to all other parts of La.­
brador; nor can I see any more occasion for an An1erican Consul there, 
than at Cape Harriso11, Battle Harbor, or Salt Po11ds, 'vhich a.re qt.tite as 
m11ch, if not more frequented by American scl10011ers. I 11eard the 
person 'v~10 expects the appointment of American Const1l, is a tracler 
t l1ere. 1,here are 011ly fot1r families perr11amentl)· residing in tl1e ' ricini­
ty, and no a1tthority of· a11y kind near; it is i11 Canadia11 jurisdiction. 

8-I hove to off Hilliers Ilarbour, a11d sent the pilot to i11form ~fat­
the'v Roberts, that on a repetition of his offence, he 'vould be tried by 
cl1e ciTr-il authorities at St. John's ; he expressed his contritio11, and 011 

l1is part complained of th.e French having robbecl him of a saln1on net, 
th is year, and he was refused adrr1issio11 to tlie jt1nior officer's sl1ip on 
applyi11g for redress, as all tl1e }'rench had left, I could not verify· his 
statement. As the American fishermen and tl1ose from other colonies, 
said; they were not aware that tlie pri11cipal part of tl1e Labrador 
coast is uncler the N ewfoundla11d Gover11me11t, (and more especially tl1e 
Americans,) I think: any cha11ge i11 the fishi11g la,vs sl1011ld be mettle 
k110\vn to their respective governn1e11ts, that they mig·ht recei,re dt1e 
war1ii11g on clearing from their respective Custo1n Houses, 'vl1ich rr1ig .. l1t 
savTe considerable trouble, as they coulcl 11ot the11 plead ignora11ce.

'veather this sun1111er 11.as bee11 unt~st1ally cold, rainy, a11d stormy 011 t11e 
Labraflo1·, a11d several lives \V~re lost at I11dirtn Tickle, from boats cap­
sizing, (a rare event) and being blown off the coast. On visiting the 
Funks Islands I fou11d the shipwrecked crew, had already bee11 rescl1ed, 
as your Excellency is probably aware,

The J\f emorial of 'Ve, the U nde1·signed, J\fasters of Fishing Vessels 
lying in Sizes Harbor, engaged in the fier1·ing }~ishery, beg to state, that 
si11ce arriving here, have bee11 informed of an Act passed by the Legis­
lature of N e,vfoundland, regulating the said }1isJ1er)1 on this Coast: 
~\.11d ' vhereas the said .l\.ct specifies that no Herring shall be seined, ex­
cept by shooti11g, tucki11g, and hauling forthwith ; and as no time is men­
t io11ed therein for cleari11g seines of fish ; to avoid disputes, and secure 
eur voyages, we would suggest that some stated time be given, ancl 
'vould request that o'ving to the uncertainty of the striki11g of Herrings

Crock\vell of Lance-aux-Loup and myself, and 
also a copy of a ~Iemorial from t11e l\1asters of American and N o'ra Sc-0-
tia1J Herring Vessels lying i11 Sizes Harboui~~ with my reply. 

v\Tith regard to the first, I ' risited the River at Blaclr Bay,accompanied 
by Th1r. Ains,vorth, pilot of this sl1ip, who has bee11 engaged in most 
branches .of tl1e fishery on this coast~ . Mr. Odell pointed out his posts, 
and one of Nir. Crocl{well's men, tl1ose belongi11g to his employers-the 
a·ccompanying diagram '''ill give )!OU an idea of the 1·elative positions, 
a.11d except the one marked A, it appears that 1\tfr. Crockwell might as 
'vell complaiJ;l of Nets laid do\i\1n in any part of the Bay. 

As 11e refers to legal documents for his proof of ownership, your Gov~ 
ernn1ent will be e11abled to judge as to the correct11ess of his claims, for, 
as in all cases on the Labrador, I found two sides to the story, a11d the 
Odells state they have fished the :ri.ver for thirty years. -

'Vith reference to the Memorial, I ha,re had a great d.eal of conve1~sa­
tion relative to the policy or in1policy of barring herring, with Newfot1nd­
la11d pla11ters co11nected and unco111iected 'vith herring seines, and th~ 
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o i)i11ions are so various and conflicting that I find myself unable to come 
to a decision. The ·Nova Scotians and Americans are naturally all against 
it, a11d complain greatly, tl1at after havi11g gone to the expense of fitting 
out for the herTing fishery, they find, on their arrival 011 their ground 
tl1~ prese11t law, of which they had no previol1s intin1atio11, a.nd that if 
strictly e11forced it 'vot1ld be impossible for tl1en1 to mal{e a voyag·e. As 
tl1eir Memorial appeared to me to be reasonable, I so far acceded to it 
as to grant t'vo clear 'vorking days to i,.emove the fish, as it \Vas clearly 
she,vn, that if a school of 11erring ,~vere barred i11 011 a Saturday evening 
-vvere the Act strictly enforced, the)r wottld lose their catch, no worl\: .. 
being done on Su11day ; and from all inforn1atio11 I '1vas able to })rocure, 
the he ri11g come i11 and remain for a day or two, ai1d strike out to sea again., 
and percl1a11ce do not appear a.gain for a weel{ or ten days, a11d in some 
seaso11s only 011e or t\vo of these opp6rtu11ities offer. A crew of 8 men 
ca11 011ly properly cl1re 50 barrels a-day, a11d all the Masters said the)7 

would to half cure tl1em first, and con1plete it whe11 they ha.d leisure, 
lvhich ' 1vould mt1ch deteriorate the quality of the fish. 

With regard to t11e America11s, I h o.Jve some doubt as to how far the 
__ :.\ct can be applied to then1, as wl1e11 the Reci1Jrocit)' Treaty 'vas made, 
barring herring was allo,ved ; it is a poi11t on vvhich I shot1ld wisl1 y¥011r 

Excellency's opinion. . 

The fishery has, I regret to state, been very- indifferent, in many i)laces 
a total failure; neither had the Fierri11g struck in up to date (24th) of 
my leaving. 

' 

On tl1e West Coast, the }~rench 11ave made the best season e'1~er 
}{110\vn, consequently there has been 110 trespassing on the Labrador 
shore this year~ 

Several Civil complaints \Vere made in the Straits of Belle Isle, 'vl1icb, 
as Nir. NI arch \Vas in the vici11ity, I ref erred the parties to him. Be}1ond 
his limits I had only one case of a trifling nature, and all inforn1ation 
represented the state of affairs as very peaceable ai1d quiet.

In transmitting to you the accompanying Cotnn1ission, appointi11g you 
to be Acting Superi11tendent of Fisheries, during the enst1ing su1nmer, 
I am directed by the Go,rernor to acquaint you that your duties 'vill 
pri11cipally be confi11ed to the Straits of Belle Isle, and alo11g the coast 
of Labrador, and that the period of se1·vice for which the vessel hired 
for );our accommodation is engaged, is two a11d one half calendar 
months. The schooner '' Dt1ck," Stephen Blundon J\1aster; is the ves· 
sel so engaged. -
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A boat ·and cre'v has been engaged from 'Villian1 Collins, for the 
protection of the Fisheries at ancl aro11nd tl1e Island of Belle Isle. Mr. 
Henry Knigl1t has also been e11gaged to take cl1arge of a boat and crew 
at Cape John ; and ):ou 'vill, so far as your opportunities may adn1it of, 
exercise a general s11perintenda11ce over the whole of the protective 

• ser,11ce. 

His Excellency does not deen1 it 11ecessary to point out any 11ew line 
for your cruise ; mucl1 ''rould clepe11d 11po11 the state of the w~ind and 
weather, and therefore it must be left to )'Olir discretion to cr11ise about 
i11 those localities 'vhere J'Otl thinlc foreign vessels are most likely to fre­
quent, and 'vhere your services 'vill be most t1sef11l i11 'varning off in­
trt1ders ; but he wo11ld impress upon you the pro1)riety of avoiding~ i11 

every '\vay, both in de1nea11or, a.nd by actt1al resort to viole11ce, any col_ 
lision or conflict with French fishern1e11; a11d shot1ld it become necessarv 
to warn them from encToaching, confine yourself to such warning, tak­
i11g a list of the names, &c., of the vessels so trespassi11g, a11d reporting 
a11y and every such encroachme11t. 

A Britisl1 Man-of-War will be employed in t11e protectio11 of the Fish­
eries in the Straits during the ensuing sumn1er; and His Excelle11cy 
"'1isl1es 1:rou to obser1;e a11y instructions the Comma11ding Officer may 
deem it expedient to give you,as regards )~our O'\Vll n1ovements in the se r­
vice in question.

His Excelle11cy wisl1es )~Oll to ascertain the 
names of t11e owners of tl1e vessels, ir1 which the la,,r is 11ot complied 
with, as "'ell as those of ai1y unregistered ' ressel )7 0U ma)' f·all i11 'vitl1.

The evils resulting fron1 tl1e wa11ton destruction of the Herri11g, a11d 
,vhicl1 might rest1lt (as in the case of tl1e ~iackeTel) in their disconti11-
i11g their n1igratio11 upo11 our shores, e11gaged (as yot1 are a \Vare) tl1e 
rittentio11 of the Legislatt1re i11 its last Session, who passed an Act for 
the Protectio11 of that }'ishery·, a11d I e11close yo11 thirt)1 copies of the

risdiction, a11d to,vards the Protection of tl1e Fisheries. It n1t1st be ap­
pare11t the u11fair11ess of i)ermittir1g tl1e cost of protecting the Fisheries 
to fall upon the people of tl1is Islancl ; a11d recent experier1ce has de­
monstrated that the large populatio11, duri11g the sun1mer, i·equire some 
more satisfactory n1ea11s of protection a11d remedy than it has enjoyed of 
late years .

11ave bee11 tolcl that tl1e F1·ench i11tend to aba11don both the use of seines 
a11d bulto'''S ; 011r o'1vn fisl1ern1e11 holcl similar opinions. 

A11other st1bject to 'vhich ill)" atte11tion has been directed, is the large 
qua11tities of servi83able tirnber 'vhich the French an11t1ally cut a11d take 
\vith them at the close of tl1eir fisl1i11g 'TOJ'age. I do not co11ceive it to be 
n1y province to e11quire if st1cl1 is in co11forn1ify 'vith the treaties, or how 
f<1r it may affect them ; b11t it ceTtai11ljr is my duty to take i1otice of· sucl1 
circumsta11ce, a,nd report accordi11gly.

tinent ; I mean, to leave early ii1 l\f ay and go to the West Coast of the 
country;, con1mence fishing there, and follow the fish as it proceeds 
N orth,,rard. In many instances, dt1ri11g the past two seasons, vessels th11s 
engaged ]1ave had their fare of fish before lea,ring Isle at1 Bois, at a time 
'vhen our Labrador fishery had hardly commenced. Our forP.-and 
afters and '1V ester11 boats which spe11d the early part of the sumn1er­
too often at a loss-in the Southern Bays, might thus calculate, with 
certai11ty, on a large catch before the Labrador fishery commences. 

My dt1ties were confined to too circumscribed a.n extent of coast, ' 1iz., 
from Lance Sablon to Cape Cl1arles, to obtain s11ch infor111ation, either 
by obser,1atio11 or other\vise, i11 the 01Jeration of the HeTring Act '.recent­
ly passed, as to give n1y opinion on its working. Some are in favor of 
it: otl1ers express .a contra1~y opi11ion ; besides which, the herring fishery 
was almost a total failure. Yet I have i1ot seen or hea1~d anything to 
cause me to alter my o\vn opi11ion, that the indiscriminate use of large 
seines, burying, as it is tern1ed, thousands of barrels of herrings, is i1ot 
011ly inimical to the general interests of the fishery, but the ultimate de­
struction of the herri11g.

In sending in my Report upon tl1e Protection of the Fisheries at Cape 
John, d11ri11g tl1e past summer, I 'vot1l<l beg leave to call the attentio11 of 
the Government to that pa.rt of it u11der the 11ead of Remu,rl~s, relati,re 
to the large q11antity of fish take11 by the l:,rencl1 at the 1-Iorse Islands 
and Gull Island, off Cape John, as such a practice materially i11terferes 
-v·vith our fisherme11 "·vho i~esort thither for the p11rpose of fisl1i11g. I have 
been asked frequentl)r if t11e French have a right to fish at these Islands. 
I will be thanl{ful to be informed in a11y future i11str11ctio11s, sl1ould I be 
again placed in charge of the protectiTve service at t]1e Cape, 'vhetl1er 
such fisl1ing is in accordar1~e with existing treaties, and 'vhet.her it will 
be my dt1ty to wa1·n tl1em off as e11croachi11g 011 BTitish ground.

Do you ever get fisl1 'vith Bulto,vs without 11a,1ing the Roe or Spav1Tn 
in them 1 

A.-vVe commonly get about half having the spawn in them, indeed 
've find generally two fish on the nea1·est hool{s to each otl1er, or1e vvith 
spaw11, the other witl1out, which I consider the male and female fish, 
both of the 'rery largest size. 

Do )?OU find the Spavvn in the fish f1·om 15th July to 1st Septembf}1· 1 

A.-Yes; but it is not so ripe at first _as it is from 15th August to 1st 
September; from which I co11clude the spawn is not ''shed" until from 
15th A11gust to 1st September. 

Do you ever get fish i11 B11ltows after 1st September ? 

A.-Only a very few, perl1aps fou1~ fish of a day, a11d then the fe,,r 
tal\.en l\7 ould seen1 to be quite ready for spawning, as if detai11ed late1· 
than other fish, that is, beyo11d their p·rope·r time. 

How much spa,vn do yoll commonly get from a quintal fish taken by 
the bulto,vs ? 

A. The quantity is enormollS, perl1aps enough to fill half a flour ba1~-
1·el from thirty fish. 

Do yot1 ever get mother fish by the Cod Seine 1 
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})o 31ou ever get mother fish with the hook a11d line? 

A.-Yes; in the Spring of the year, say in ~1ay ancl June, a few, per­
ha1)s a single fish in a hundred, the spa,vn is then soft and not formed 
ii1to eggs-from "rhich I conclude the fish is not matt1red for spawning 
until about middle of August. 

Do you consider the mother fish resort for spa '\Vning to the fisl1i11g 
ledges 1 

A.-N o ; I consider they resort to the sandy bottom off the fishing 
ledges, where t11ey lay heavy \Vith their spa\vn, and 'vould not be taken 
if the food 'vas not p11t before them by the bulto\vs. 

Do you consider the tal\:ing of the mother fish with spawn detri­
me11tal to the fisheries 1 

A.-Yes; I consider the destruction of spa,v11 lessens the increase of 
fish to an enormous extent ; and if it was possible to take all the mother 
:fish, tl1e race of Codfish would in a seaso11 or t'vo be extinct. 

What qua11tity of fish do you think has bee11 taken 'vith bulto\"\7S tl1e 
last season in St. Mary's Bay 1 

A.-I cannot say the qua'11tity ; but I should estimate quite two tho11-
sand qui11tals-30 :fish making a quintal-of tl1is quintal q11ite 011e-half 
are mother fish, each carrying spa-vvn (say 30,000 fish in St. I\1ary·s BayT 
alone, each having egg·s !!!) 

J)o yot1 think the Bultows may be used at other seasons 'vithout 
tal\:ing mother fish 1 

.._t\...-If used before 15th July, and after 1st September, tl1ey '\\'OUl(l 

not get any fish, as only the mother fish are taken by Bt1lto\VS.

In reply to the Circt1lar respecti11g carrying on the FishPries, ar1d 
other matters connected there,vith, I beg to submit for the co11sidera­
tio11 of his E~cellency the Governor in Council, the f ollo,vin o- remar1(s 
on those vital subjects. I \Vould have replied earlier, 011ly th~t I felt it 
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ID)1 dl1t)1 to accompa11)1 ,-vith ID)1 ow.n, the ex1Jerience a11d o1Jservatio11s 
of IJerR011s con1petent to forn1 and express their u111)rejudiced co11clt1-
sio11s 011 tl1is bra11cJ1 of Colo11ial enterpiise. . 

1,he Cod being migratory, are governed, it is prest1n1ed, by i11st.i11c -s 
sin1ilar to t11ose ''rhich go,~ern other species of migratory creatures, 
i1an1ely-suitable i)laces to deposit their young, and suitable and ~tbt111tl­
a11t food. Disturb their breecli11g places and clestToy tl1eir food, and they 
''rill seek their i11sti11ctive gratifications elsewhere ; hence the Bulto'v, so 
clestr11ctive to tl1e mother fish, must of necessity be i11calculably i11jt1ri-

'l'he i1un1bers, size a11d q11nlity render the Herring in tl1ese 'vaters not 
,~vortl1 c11ri11g~ for 1)t1r1)oses of trade. 
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1.,11e mode of curi11g fish along tl1ese shores, is, I presume, 'vorthy of 
l 1egislative enactn1ent. 1""'he people g'enerally pickle their fish, that is, 
salt it in tight ' 'ats or tubs,,thereby making abot1t t'vo-thirds the proper 
q t1antity of salt suffice. 'l"l1e fish tl1us salted, imbibes such a qt1a11tity 
of dirty· picl{le that no process can restore it to its natural 'vhiteness, i1or 
any length of time spent in drying fully dissipate the water thus absorb­
ed, hence in damp weatl1er it becomes slimy or ''dun," i.e., mouldy, 
a11d in warm climates, ru11s into a fretid mass, a11d is disposed of by di-
1~ection of the Board of I-lealtl1. A small penalty for havi11g tight ves­
sels for pickling purposes, rigidly exacted, or the vessel destroyed, 
where no penalty could be exacted, would remove the just cause 
of complaint of the quality of our staple, increase the demand, and en­
hance the value.

In a11swer to your Circular Letter relative to the fisheries, ( a11d which 
'v0uld have been ans,verecl befo1·e, but my illness preve11ted me,) I beg 
to say for tl1e information of the Government, that the prosecutio11 of 
the fishery i11 this place a11d in most parts of the l)istrict, commences 
from tl1e 15th to the 20th of May, 'vith Cod Jiggers, a practiee, in my 
opi11ion, highly injurious. Some fe,v persons may be fortu11ate so as to 
get a few Herring for bait, and with it have good fishing, and those per­
·sons who 11ave 110 bait will go alo11gside of those with Jiggers, a11cl drive 
every fish from those who have bait; and they 'vould be for hours before 
they catch another fish. Cod Jiggers are also injurious in other respects·, 
as they 'v:ound fish they never get, \vhich die ; and 011 the fishi11g grot111cl, 
after a day's jigging in shoal "'ater, large quantities of the fish n1ay be 
seen lying dead on the bottom. 

Where Cod Seines are in mt1ch use, I know they will frighten the 
fish, bt1t " 1hether the fish have suflicie11t insti11ct to retain a kno,vledge 
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of the t1ndistt1rbed grounds so as to return to them periodically, or to re­
main off tl1ose fron1 wl1ence they have been disturbed, I cannot sa)7 , b11t 
i11 the bays 'vl1ere Cod Sei11es are freque11tly in use, the hook and line 
me11 get bt1t ' Tery little fish. 

'l,he irreg11larity that exists amongst the fishermen on the fishi11g 
gro11nds, prevents tl large quantity of fish from being caught. For in­
sta11ce, a cre'v is catching fish fast, his neighbour sees this, and 'vill im­
n1ecliately ha11l llp and go alo11gside, throw over his Grapnel so near as 
t<) frighten away e\rery fish, ai1d very possibly neither of then1 catches 
another fish for hours after, and often they ret11rn home 'vith their boats 
almost empty; ''rhereas, had there been a good space left for both boats 
to fish fairl;:~, it is possible and probable that both boats n1ight ha,re done 
''rell. 

1,his is a subject I hav·e 11ot heard adverted to, but it is 011e \vhich I 
t11ing reqt1ires tl1e consideration of the I-'egislature. 'l.,here are, I be­
lieve, hu11dreds of· qt1i11ta.ls of fish short 011 this shore, bet,veen Scilly 
Co,--e and this place this season, in consequence of tl1e fot1l practice l1sed 
by tl1ose e11gag·ed in the hook and line fishery . 

.. 
The Salmon fis]1ery is not prosec11ted to any great exte11t in this ])is-

trict. The i1ets are set for Saln1011 or Codfish, a11d I regret to say, this 
)rear, they 11ave i1ot bee11 \rery successful. 

The people in this part of the District pickle their fisl1 ; this is i~uin­
ot1s to the mercba11t; a11d the heavy losses on sonie of the fish shipn1ents 
are occasioned by this practice, ai1d if it could be put a stop to, the ear­
lier tl1e better for the co11ntr-y·. Fish salted ir1 bulk, tal\es less time to 
cure , ,~vill sta11d i11 cargo much better, tur11 Ollt 'vell, and realise a better 
lJrice at market. 

1'l1e av-rerage catch of fish here tl1is seaso11 is abo11t 23 ql1i11tals pe1· 
1nan. 4.\t Hant's Harbor, Scilly Cove, a11d New Pei-lican, not so ,,,ell. 
~i\.t tl1e three latter places, they have a cha11ce at the Labrador, in ,, .. }1ich, 
I trt1st, tl1ey '\vill make up for the short shore catch.

I have the 11onor to ackno,vledge the receipt of your Circular of the 
15th ir1sta11t, 011 the s11bject of the J:..,isheries, directing me to report on 
the mode of conducting the1n in this i1eighbourhood. 

Ot1r Spring Fi~l1ery commences by tal{ing Herring about the 25th 
. nfa)7 ' fully a n1onth later than the period e11joined by the i\ct; e\1en at that 

late season wTe fi11d they ha, .. e not all cast their spaw11. 1~he 20th or 25th 
of fiiay is as early as ''re 'vant tl1em for bait, at this time and the first as 
''jell as the last 'veelr of the Caplin, we co11sider the best for the hook 
a11d line fishing. 

In the middle of the Capli11 season, Cod Seines are used to consider­
able extent with more or less success, according to the skill ai1d e11ter-
1)rise of tl1e Sl{ipper. 

Some have lately adopted the method of talring Codfish by sinki11g 
Nets to the botton1, stlfficie11tly b11oyed to keep then1 spread, attended 
with considerable success. Complaints are made agai11st these, as well 
as Cod Seines, by those 'vho have not the ineans or who 11a,~e bee11 late 
in adopting these somevvl1at expensive but ren1unerati11g mea11s of fisr1ing. 

Cod Seines are sometimes used on the fishi11g ledges, to the a11noya,nce 
of the hook and line fishermen, 'vhich may be remedied by tl1e party 
aggrieved bringing an action for trespass against any person who may 
trip his anchor or i~emove his boat. 

'l,here are those wl10 deprecate the use of Caplin as n1a1111re, and at­
tribute their short catch of fish to tl1at cat1se. 'l.,he offal of Cl_ldfish, or 
kelp, of which there is abundance, wol1ld malre a better compost; bttt 
I an1 of opinion the Rhort catch of Cod is o'vi11g to too mucl1 Capli11, 
1 .. ather than too little ; for insta11ce, to-day Ca1)lin and small l-Ierri11g are 
to be had any where, a11d a fe\V Squids, yet there is not a fish to be 
had by the hook. 

vVe ne,rer see any mother fish he1·e, such as are taken i11 q11antities 
about Cape Bollard Bank i11 the Spring. Our catch is generally of the 
sn1allest description; tl1is season is an exception, and we have fish of 
tl1e size and description usually called at the South '' Squid School 
Fish." 
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I have not known or heard of any "\tvilful infringement of the Acts for 
the protection of Herri11g or Salmon, i1or any practice that \Vould be 
injurious to tl1e increase of Codfisl1, like that of taki11g the breeding 
fish alluded to in the preceding paragraph, the taking of which in sucl1 
quantities I ha.ve alwa)1S considered a v1holesale destrnction of tl1e 
species. The Roe of one Cod, if allo,ved to come to perfection, "\tvould 

_ produce 9,384,000 fish-what number nlust have been destro)red in tak­
i11g 10,000 quintals annually for the last 50 years 1 This destruction is 
practised to a great exte11t in the North Sea ~,ishery at the prese11t day·, 
tl1e Roes f ormi11g an article of export. 

Salmon are caght on the open coast far from Ri1rers or Estt1aries; 
t11ose frequenting ot1r Brooks are small and worthless, are never intel'·­
fered with, except a stray 011e may be taken by a trout fisher. 

We have a la1 .. ge class of boats which go to the Northward for an 
early trip, and are tolerably successf11l, a11d then finish their 'l0)1age to 
the Labrador. After tl1e Caplin is over here, all '\vho can go there do 
so, leaving only punts men behind, \vho are in general the grumblers at 
their neigl1bour's success, and find fault with tl1e mea11s by which it is 
attained.

I 11ave the honor to acknowledge the receipt of your commt1nication 
of the 15tl1 ulto., requesting me to 1~eport to the Government'' the 
n1ode of conducting the Fisl1e1·y followed in this District." 
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' 'The prevalence of any practices injurious to_ the Fishery ; whether 
in n1y opinion any, and if any, what Legislative provisions may with 
advantage be adopted in relation to this st1bject 1" 

1'b.e Fishery usually commences in this Bay about the 20th May, 
when the herring, coming in to spawn, are usually followed by:a consid­
erable school of fish, -when the hook and line only a1~e made use of to 
catch the fish. The parties resident in the neighbou1~hood of the 
resort of the Herring having Cod-seines, freqt1ently make profitable use 
of them for a few days only, for \vhen the herring strike off the fish in-
variably follow it. 

Du.ring the continuance of the herring, contentions frequently arise 
between the Cod-seiners and the inhabitants of Indian Arm and Plate 
Cove, who endeavour to prevent the use of the seines witl1in \Vhat they 
call their waters; that is, within the harbor of Plate Cove and the en­
trance of Indian Arm. 

The caplin usually visits this part of the coast about the 20th June, 
and during their continuance, there not being any convenient coves or 
other places for the use of the Cod-seine, the hook and line has, until 
last year, been in use alone here. Last year Cod nets moored, extend­
ing off from the shore and let down from the surf ace to near the bot­
tom, like Seal nets, were found highly remunerative, particularly so 
when the fish,having become glutted or satiated with bait,refuses the hook 
in the usual way. 1'he present year short 40 or 60 fathom Bultows have 
been brought into use with the Fish nets, and also found very excellent 
auxiliaries and highly remunerative, many of our boatmen asserting 
that they have taken full twenty quintals more on them than they could 
have done t1pon the hook and line alone. 

At Greenspond, and the islands adjace!lt, the hook and line are in 
general use with herring and lance as bait, till the rett1rn of the caplin 
as bait, when those who possess Cod-seines (who are not a few) bring 
them into operation. Last year the Fish net and bultow we1~e introdu­
ced, and proved, as here, productive auxiliaries. llu1·ing the squid 
school, the hook and line will be alone used, and possibly bultows. 
So soon as the fishery slacks upon the caplin, all those who possess the 
means of so doing, both at Greenspond, the islands adjacent, North and 
.West and South, depart for Labrador, in preference to remaining at 
home to wait the uncertainty of the squid school. The number of 
these parties are rapidly increasing. 

I am not aware of any pernicious practices injurious to or prejudicial 
to the fisher)' existing in this District, ether than that reports ha,ring 
i·eached me from time to time that the inhabitants of Plate Cove we1'e in

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the habit of taking herri11g in the Spring for the sole purpose of manur­
ing their lands therewith; when I did all I could to discot1ntena11ce the 
practice, particularly as they had such abundance of better materials to 
st1bstitute for them. The past Spring, under the impression that an 
enactment had been passed for the prevention thereof, they discontinued 
their use for sucl1 p11rpose; 

If the practice be not stopped, it must eventt1ally tencl to diminish the 
i·ecourse of the herring to that neighbourhood for the p11rpose of spa,vn­
ing, if not destroy t4e s11pply of snch an abu11da11t necessa1~y · to tl1e Cod­
fisher),., as well as tend to limit the winter s-upply to the inhabitants of 
t11at quarter: therefore, I '1vould most respectf11lly suggest the enactment 
of a stringent la'v to prevent the taking herring, purposely, for manure. 

With regard to Fish nets, I would most strenuously I·ecommend the 
e11couragement of their use, only restraining the o\v11ers the1~eof from 
mooring them upon the fishing ground 01" ledges, confining them to the 
shore, to swing or extend therefrom. Their mesh should not be less 
tha.i1 six inches in length, fron1 knot to knot, and there should be some 
little distance, say 20 yard,s at least, free spaCe in front and .rear of each 
net 01~ fleet of nets. · , 

In I"eference to the ena ctment, 23rd Victoria, fo1 .. the protection of the 
. Salmon fishery, I beg moi::t respectfully to suggest the alteration of the 
4th Section tl1ereof, limiti11g the distance bet\veen each single net to 
20 J·ards at least, and between a fleet or 2 nets with a pound bet,veen 
them, to 30 yards free space between each fleet thus :~Fleet of 3 nets, 
25 yards ; Si11gle Net, 20 yards . 

• 

To leave the Act to its operation as it now stands, 'vould be to give the 
"-'-l1ole of 011r mooring ground for Salmon nets into the ha11ds of any one 
person who rr1ay be the first to moor two fleets of Nets with a single 
one in tl1e front of them, and another in the rear, ai1d which would be 
to destroy all competition. Say fo1" the purpose of tal\i11g or catching 
Saln1on, no single Net should be moored in front or 1,.ear of the first net 
laid do"\111 nearer t~a.n 20 yards, and no fleet of nets shall be approached 
nearer by a si11gle net that 25 yards, 01,. by any other fleet of nets. 

That the possessor of Salmon nets inte11ding to fish 'vith them, shall 
be e11titled to such portio11 or portions of the mooring ground 'vhich he 
sl1all be the first to select and indicate, by bis placing his mooi~ing buoys 
aii1d relative shore fastenings thereon in the Sp1·ing, or commencement 
of the season, a11d that all otl1ers fishi11g thereon, will be governed. d11r­
i11g the season in placing and replaci11g their nets with or by the boun­
dary marks of the first person as aforesaid. 1,hese remarks I m11st beg 
to pren1ise, are 'vholly intended for the government of the 011tside, but 
i1ot the B1·ook Salmon fishery. 
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In tl1e Act for the protection of the Herring_ }"'isher)' , 21st Victoria, 
Cap. 14th, I fancied our Legislature had extended the size of the mesh 
of the Herring net to its fullest extent that it could have been extend­
ed, having a due regard to the \vants of the fishermen along the coasts 
of this Island, viz., 2! inch from knot to knot. In fact, I last year 
trembled f·or our~ fishermen's voyage, who were for the most part sup­
plied with nets of the e11larged scale; for during the mo11th of Al1gust 
they could scarcely stop a Herring for bait with them, \Vhilst those who 
had some old I-lalf-Cro,v11 scale, had a plentiful supply of bait, a11cl 
thereby considerably lessened tl1eir i1ecessities for the 'vi11ter . The Act 
25th Victoria, Cap. 2, Sec. 2, increased the size of the n1esh of the Her­
ring Net to 2~- , thereby adding ! to its already e11larged scale, which 
may a11s,ver very 'vell for I,abrador fishi11g, but will be, I fear, very mt1ch 
too large for ours ; therefore, I 'vo11ld most respectfully suggest that the 
scale be left to 2! inch, for use t1pon the coasts of tl1is Island. 

I beg also to i·epresent that tl1e restraining parties from barring in, or 
inclosing Herring in coves with i1ets or seines, ai1d compelli11g parties 
instead tl1e1·eof, to tuck and carry them a'vay, appears to me to be high­
ly objectionable, and frat1ght with the destructio1i. of a considerable por­
tion of those er1closed for tucking; inasmuch as the Seine boat maJ7 not 
be able to carry away the whole quantity tucked; a11d, therefore, a large 
portion of those to be turned out of the seine will (being deprived of 
life) go to the bottom, useless to all parties ; 'vhereas if left secured in tl1e 
cove or gulph they may be taken out as l"eq11ired, to be packed a'vay 
in such quantities as \Vill ensure their bei11g brot1ght to market i11 a sul1nd 
inarl\.etable order. In fact, you may jl1st as well restrain the o'vner of a 
Cod seine from inclosi11g a quantity of Codfish in like n1a1111e1·. 

If parties inclosing He1·ri11g dicl so to the injt1ry. or prej11dice of our 
fishermen, it might be as 'vell to restrain them as mucl1 as possible ; 
but whe11 tl1ey invariably permit our n1en fishing in their neigh bot1rhood 
to dip or take out as many as they require for bait fro111 their Sei11es , it 
n1ust be of very great advantage to such as now go to Labrador withot1t 
the necessary appliances to e11sure a due supply of bait. B11t I fear , 
from all the i11formatio11 \vhich I can collect, that our fishermen, or a t ]east 
some of them, are the aggressors in this matter, \Vho, not content with a 
sufficient st1pply for bait, surreptitiously help themselves to an unlimitecl 
extent from those they find thus secured and reduced into possession. 

Many return with an abt1ndant stock acquired by assisting the owners 
of the Seines to put away their hat1l, most liberall)r allowing them one­
half of what they bring on board and pip. I most respectft1lly· s11brait 
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that it 'vould be 'vise, wl1ilst protecting your fisheries, to 
obstacles in the way 0f your fishermen as possible.

In reply to yot1r letter of the 15th instant, respecting the mode of 
conducting the Fishery in this District, I beg leave to state, for the in­
forn1ation of the Government, that the fishery in this locality is prose­
cuted wl1olly by hook and lines and Cod seines, of these last there ha¥e 
been in lISe during the season, from Baleane to Bay Bulls, both places 
ii1clusive, twenty-three in 11l1mber; some of \vhich have taken five or 
six 11t1ndred qt1intals, and others not one 11undred; those in and near 
Bay Bulls, being the best fished ; they are very large and deep seines, 
much larger than any 11eretofore used, taking i11 a wide range whereve1· 
they are hauled ; and although there has been no complaint made to me 
tl1is season by either the l1ook and line fishermen or Cod-seine men, of 
a11y collision, as in forme1~ years, yet the fishermen among themselves 
complain very much of the injury don·e to the fishery by the Codseines 
hauling vast quantities of ''ery small fish, to the g1~eat detriment of thei1~ 
fall fishery; and as it appears that fish are of very quick growth, this 
_sn1all fish wo11ld be of a good size when ca11ght in September or October. 
I ha·ve been given to understand that quintals of this small fish have 
bce11 used for manure on the gardens. The destrt1ction of so much 
s1nall fish is to be attributed to the size of the mesh of the seines used, 
and therefore, it will be in the power of the Legislatt1re to pass a law, 
and require such a seized mesh to be used, as will in ft1tl1re prevent 
such a wholesale destruction of small fish. No Salmon or Herring fish­
er)', except that taken for bait, is followed here, as a separate branch 
of trade.

The 2nd mode is the jigger or flicker SJPSten1, considerecl hig.hly 
injurious ; to tl1e one fish taken, fi,re may escape. ~1:a11y of these die 
from their 'vounds; tl1is fishery 11ot at all practised in this District. 

3rd mode are the Cod sei11es a11d Nets 'rery genera1ly 11sed in tl1is Dir­
trict, and are not considered i11jurious, as the time the seines aTe t1sed 
little or nothing can be done with l1oolr and line. I see nothing serious­
ly ·objectionable in this mode of taking fish. 

4th.-The Bulto\V system has become, withi11 the last t''ro years, very 
general, botl1 hei-e and at Salmonier. rrhe plan a.dopted is by mooring 
from 150 to 500 fathon1s of bar1k line or ratline on t11e bottom, at tl1e 
principal fishi11g ledges, or in the mo11th of tl1e vario11s harbo11rs 'vhere 
fish are kno,vn to freque~t. To these moori11gs are attachecl a Seel vvitl1 
a hook attached baited, every 10 or 12 i11cl1es asi1nder, and are o-v1"er­
ha11led tlvice a day, or ofte11er, as occasio11 n1a)" require it; to each e11d 
of· this mooring, a floating btlt)y is appe11de<l. i~ great deal of fish has 
been taken by this S)1sten1 the past year. I have taken the troubie to 
talre evidence 011 this matter, both here a11d at Salmo11ier, and in ten 
cases out of twelve it has been pronot1nced extremely· i11jurious, as near­
ly all fish take11 by these n1eans are mother fish ; ai1d \Vhere these bul­
to\vs are used successf11Ily 011e ) 1ear, little or i1othing can be do11e ,·vith 
tl1em 011 the sei11e gro1111<l tl1e second )Tear. Tl1is S)1Stem calls for ·vigor­
ous and }Jron11)t Legislati,re e11actme11t to s11ppress it. rl"he late enact-

The means in general t1se 
are tl1e 11ook and line and bulto'v, a11d Cod seines with some schoon­
ers. 1~he Caplin seine must also be used, to obtai11 caplin for bait dur­

'~ inesh herring" for bait, in "'"f\l1gust and Se1Jtemb·er ; the Herring i1et of 
ft1ll sized mesh, 'vill take herring for bait at all other times. 

'¥ith Tegard to the abt1se of tl1ose mea11s, there is a difference of

In my opinion, it would be 'vell to prohibit, by Legislative enactment, 
th.e use of both, and also the t1se of the Cod jigger, 'vhile the use of 
Cod nets should be encouraged. 

The practice of hauli11g and taki11g herring, and hal1ling caplin for 
the express purpose of ma11t1re, is i11j11rions to the Cod fishery, and it 
,~vould be 'vell to prol1ibit it b)1 Legisla·tive e11actment. 

The Local Act 25th Victoria, cap. · 2nd, for the protection of the 
I-lerring fishery, is undoubtedly inte11ded for the ge11eral g·ood of tl1e 
fisherma11; but st1ch is the nat11re of the Bait fishery 'vith tl1e }"'re11ch, 
Jthat a fishern1a11 '1vill i1ot be found to atte11d to the generrtl interest, 
'vhile his private, immedia,te gai11 is at stal{e, a.nd therefore the Act is, 
and will be i11operative, '';rhile it rests with the fisl1e1·men to i11form arid 
prosecute for a11y breach of that la'v; a11d no11e but they can have tl1e 
opportunity of' doing so, they only being cog11izant of tl1e fa.Jets.

On the receipt of your letter of the 9th April last, with copies of an 
· Act for the protection of the Herring fishery, &c., I caused the same to 

be distributed and made as public as possible tl~rougl1ot1t this District, 
and explained to those concer11ed the unquestionable benefit they WOltld 
derive by a strict observance of its provisions. 

With i·espect to the first seetion of the Act, I belie, .. e it to be the gen­
eral opinion here that it was wise and highly necessary for the protec­
tion of bait, that seines should not be used from October to April, for 
the following reasons :-

lst.-Because the Herring coming to our shores, when not disturbed, 
go into the different harbors and bays, often getting under the- \ce, and 

• 
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probably not finding a sufficient qua11tity of food, lea,re, a fe\v at a time, 
for the sea ; a,nd on returning a1~e catlght in the nets, thus the fish­
ermen are provided with bait during the winter, whereas if seine boats 
are allowed, they will watch for the Herring and freighten away that 
which the)' do not enclose i11 their sei11es. 

2nd.-That herring taken in seines on this coast thro11gl1t tl1e 'vi11ter, 
except for Nova Scotia and Cape Breton, the greater part are frozen 
and carried to the United States, chiefly for the be11efit of America11 
fisheJme11. 

3rd.-The people lvho benefit by the use of seines are those 'vbo 
'vant it least, leaving 11ine-tenths of our fishermen to suffei- for \Va11t of 
bait. 

4th.-That fhose who use nets have eveTy i·ight to ask for protectio11 
a.gainst seines, as thei1· succe$s i11 the fishery affords employn1ent for 
others in the drying and. curing, and are therefore by far the greatest 
consume1·s, a11d do in reality pay most of tl1e Revenues of this cou11tr)1

• 

As to ·the herring nets prescribed by the Act, they are precisely th~ 
size llsed by all on this shore, viz. : from 2g to 2~ inch mesh .

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i11stead of tt1cki11g ; considers the large seine tl1e best to secure he1·ring 
a11d the better for tl1e voyage. I have barred them every J7ear, never 
l{ne'v ten barrels destroyed by barring. 'Vhe11 a large quantity of nets 
are out there is as much destruction as by a seine ; 11erring could 
i1ot be tucked, as provided by la'''' \Vitl1out killing them ; in sn1all · 
inlets herri11g barred ne,rer get soft. Co11sidP.rs tl1e operatio11 of 
the herring Act on tl1e coast of I--'abrador injuriot1s ; I ha,re seen 
sei11es robbed at the Labraclor, i1ot by Nova Scotians, but by N e\v­
f oundlanders ; do not thi11k tl1ey are taken for the use of bait.

It n111st be a good size fish that "rill not go throt1gh tl1e sei11es at 1Jrese11t 
in use on the Labrador coast; there a.re i)arts of the Labrador vvhere 
they solely depend 011 the seine ; it is the practice 11sually to 11at1l in 
shore. I do ll()t co11sider it rig·ht to l1aul rou11d an)' boat that is fishing; 
'vl1ile they co11fi.11e tl1emse},res to tl1e hauling coves, it is not i11jurio11s to 
tl1e hool{-and-li11e me11. Sei11es t1sed are generally of tl1e san1e size ; do 
not think tl1ere is a11y destrt1ction of fish by ha·ving the mesl1 of tl1e 
bt111t small.

I am not acq11ai11ted vvith the 
Srtl111on fishery, but have heard of con1plaints in Cl1ateau of a perso11 
bei11g prevented from setting his nets. I an1 not acqt1ainted 'vith the 
llSe of cod nets, i1e\7er saw then1 used. I consider an i1n_1)rover11e11t 
cot1ld be made in tl1e Cl1re of fish-first, by IJa)·i11g n1ore for it, ancl sec­
oncll3r, by 'vashing it as it comes from the knife before salti11g·. N e-yer 
seen bait sold 011 the Labrador, it is t1ot ge11erall)~ do11e.

Resides in St. J oh11's. Fished at Labrador, also 011 tl1is coast. Is of 
opi11ion that the taking of Caplin for ma1111re is i11jt1rio11s to the fisl1ery-, 
makes it scarce for the i)urpose of bait; knew a11 i11sta11ce of it at 
Lamaline, after 11a11ling for n1ant1re not enough left for the IJttr1Jose of 
ba.Jit; by taking them i11 great quantities has a te11c1ency to dri,~e the111 
off i11 deep water, a11d glut tl1e fisl1, whereas if left 011 ·the bea.ch tl1e 
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fisl1 wot1ld co1ne in after them. It is 14 ''ears si11ce I fisl1ed rit .. 
Labrador ; tl1e capli11 ge11eTally remain from fi,1e to seven 'veelrs. I 
consider the use of jiggers 'rer-y~ i11jtlriot1s on· the coast of N e,vfo11nd­
la11d and Labrador generally. Thir11(s Mr. Hou .. lal1ar(s testin1ony 
corTect ; agrees lvith the t1se of ~ig,gers from Cape Harrison 
11orth.

I a1n aware that the E"'rencl1 
are tryi11g to do a'\vay '\ivith Cod-sei11es, considering their use 
detrime11tal to the fisl1ery. With the t1se of cod nets, I am not 
n1uch acquainted, 11ea.rd tl1em complained of.. in Shoe Cove. 1,he 
peo1Jle object: to thei1· :being· set i11 the moutl~s of the Coves; con­
sitters an i1nproven1ent could be made in the cure of fish if wasl1ed after 
s1Jlitting a11tl before saltecl, whieh n1ay be d·one· at tTifling expense, a11d 
little extra labor. Not acq11ainted 'vith the sale of ba.Jit on the F're11cl1 
shore. 1.,he French fisl1 Canada Bay brook a11cl other brOf)lrs for Salmo11. 
1.,11ey ,.,fill i1ot allovv our n1en to fisl1. I am acquai11ted 'vith a11 E11glish 
reside11t ''1ho fished for 40 ):ears a11d was IJrevented. I 11ave fil}1self sold 
bait to the Fre11ch at St. Peter's, aJ1d l1ave l\:nown it to have been thro,v11 
ov·erboar<l, \vhich is higl1ly prejucliGial to 011r fisherme11.

Ca i)t. TERENCE H.ALERN exan1ined-

Resides in St. J oh11's. Is of opi11ion that taki11g Ca1Jlin for manure 
is "\rery clestructive to tl1e fishery, it lesse11s the quantity for bait, a11d 
dri,res the Capli11 off i11to deep 'vater. The use of jiggers tends to cle­
stroy tl1e fisl1 to a great exte11t, a11cl drive them off the coast. I have 
11een e11ga.ged for 25 or 2() )'ears in tl1e Cod fisl1ery, bt1t not for tl1e last. 
5 )1ears. From my experie11ce, I ain o·f opi11ion that the use of jiggers 
te11ds to destr0)7 tl1e hoo}{ ... a11d-li11e fishery ; have heard n1a.i1y fisbern1e11 
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complai11 of their use. As .l·egards the bulto\V mode of fishing p11rsued 
011 the Green Bank, St. Peter'c Ba11l\:, &c,, their effect 011 the fishery is 
most destructive ; there is i10 greater curse to N e\vfoundland than the 
b11ltow. Herri11g seines on the coast of Labrador, the larger tl1e better 
for the general benefit of tbe people ; in a large seine, well moored, 
the fish would live. IIerri11g is not "011fined to one place ; I consider 
the proper time to haul is from 5th to 10th Aug11st, not before that ; 
ca11not at ti1nes depend on herring i1ets to g·et ei1ough for bait. Do not 
thi11k tl1e use of t1se of sei11es should be discontint1ed ; 'vhile other par­
ties (foreigners) are ·allo\ved their use, it ,,~ot1ld be unfair to prevent ot1r 
fisl1ern1en. Ha .. ve read the Herri11g· Act, don't · think its provisions could 
be carried ot1t; do i1ot thin1( Ilerring could be saved by trtcking; moor­
i11g seines, giving them proper room, is the 011ly "ray to preser,1e the 
Herring. I am confident the Herri11g fishery could i1ot lJe carried on on 
the Labrador in accorda11ce 'vitl1 the Bill. I am not a,cqt1ainted with 
the practice of carr)1ing on tl1e Herring fishery to the 'V estward. I am 
of opi11ion that Cod. seines ought i1ot to be discontinued ; 've 'vould not 
have as great a quantity of fisl1 from year to )7ear if seines were not 
used. I 11ave been to tl1e 'V estward when yol1 could not get with the 
hook-and-li11e as much fish as you cot1ld eat, vvhile hundreds of qt1in­
tals '\Vould be tal{en by tl1e Cod sei11es. I believe there is 110 way given 
to us to prosecute the fishery but 've should avail ot1rselves of. Ca11not 
say much abot1t the Salmon fishery, have seen then1 spawn on or about 
15th August, at J 011es's Gulch. Consider it an i11juriot1s system to bar 
the mouth of a river. I have been at the North '"\Vest River, it is level 
low land, a pond is formed inside the river at ebb tide, is very shallo'v 
when the river flows ii1 ; the salmon is penned i11 the nets ; the whole 
shore '\Vas stre,vn with salmo11, the Company,vould11otgive a'~ray one. I am 
certain tl1a,t £200 wortl1 "\Vas d.estroyed. In my OJ)inio11 the rivers should 
not be stopped; it is impossible to stop the people from putting nets 011 
fishi11g grounds, being mostly headlands ; they sl1ould not be permitted 
to be placed on fishing ledges. Cod nets sbould be l1sed similar to 
Salmon nets. As regards the cure of fish, I consider it to rest in the 
hands of the mercl1ants. The sale of b·ait is most injurious to our fish-

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may e u~e ;.jury. Bultowa a·e injurious, I have seen them 
t1sed tJ1e lt\S t ~r rlt/ : i&- rs ; tl1ey destro~/ the n1other fish full of spa,v11; 
leave tt deal _,f dea,d 11sh ,-rl1ich tolls sl1arl{s ; the ~_,re11ch l1ave abandon­
ecl them latel)', tom; k110,vledge; it injures the hook-and-line me11 ; no-

. thing ca11 be sai(l in their fa,·vot11-. I am not 'vell acquainted with the 
use of Herri11g seines ; I do noc thi11lr the use of Cod seines detrimental, 
they do11't use the111 011 fisl1i11g ledges i11 the localities I freque11t. Fish 
caught in seines much inferior to fisl1 ca11ght by hook-and-line. Cod 
11ets are very i11juriot1s; keep tl1e fish ot1t of coves a.nd prevent the cap­
li11 going i11 ; there is no place their use wo11ld be beneficial ; their use 
is generally injt1rious. The hook-a11d-li11e men i1ever ca11 get fish while 
these nets are out, a great quantit)i of dead fish fall from them or drop 
out; great quantities of dead or strangled fish are found. I am ac­
quainted with the Salmon fishery; I do not consider it i~ight or proper to 
set Salmon nets on fishing ledges or at tl1e mouths of rivers ; think it would 
be an improvement if people were confined to a certain distance in set­
ting nets, not to interfere · with haHling ; long fleets of nets are injurious 
to the fishery generally. * As respects the cure of fish, an improvement 
could be made if washed after coming· from the knife a11d before 
salting. I must say · pickling fish is a very improper method 
of curing, it damages •I1e price of fish. I have been in the 
habit of taking fish for the last thirty years from parties who 
wash it, and i~arely get a qui11tal of cullage ; think if the mer­
chants would give 6d. per quintal for this description of fish, it would 
ii1duce many to follow the system. Selling of bait-I was· engaged i11 
the Revent1e Cruizer two years, 1844 and 1845, and tho1"oughly ac­
quainted 'vith the practice. I co11sider the traffic in Bait most injt1riot1s 
to the fishery generally. Cod fish, I think, spawn about the month of 
September-they spawn in deep '\tvater.

11 esses in attendance:-

''r ILLI--~NI K1LLIGRE'v, Esq., examined-

Resides in St. J oh11's. Carry 011 tl1e fishery to tl1e Sot1tli.,vard ; i1ot 
acquai11ted \Vith the Labrador fisher3i ; ca1)lin for ma11ure has a cletri­
n1e11tal effect 011 the fisheries, so rnuch taken for n1a11ure lessens tl1e 
qt1antit)' for bait; it also pre"\t~ents then1 fron1 returning \Vhen driven off, 
'vhich destr0)7S the spavv11. I l1ave been tl1irty-fiv·c )rears acquai11ted 
1:vith tl1e fisheries ; last se<:1so11 there was a great scarcit)1 of bait. I never 
remen1ber its being so scarce. I have no doubt hauli11g· them in s11ch 
quantities driYes them into deep water, and prevents t11e fishermen getting 
a supply. Cod jiggers are used to some extent; their use is very inju­
riot1s af~teT· the ca1)li11 comes in., they 'vot111d, destroy and drive the fi.sl1 off. 
It is my opi11io11 the use of jiggers at any time is i1ot beneficial ; I " ;Otllcl 
i)re,rent their llse 'vl1ere they had bait; I have k11own tl1em 11sed e·ven 
'\vl1e11 the fishermen had a sufficient su1Jpl)' of bait. Bultolvs i1ot g·e11er­
ally l1secl on 011r part of tl1e coast; k11ow one or t'vo parties ''1ho used 
them ; I have heard tl1em generally co11den111ed ; certain their use 
injt1riot1s, they catch the mother fish. Can't say tl1e exact time fisl1 
spawn, I think about from the middle of June to July. Herring seines 
are used in the fall ; do11't thinlr them injt1rious, they i1ever use them in 
the spring of the year ; think their use for bait legitimate ; they are 
l1sed for i10 other p11rpose tha11 for taking bait ; is not acql1ainted with 
their l1se further 'Vest. Cod seines-I thi11k their t1se has a ,~er"\1 bad 
effect, particularly large seines, disturbing the fish in deep water, and'haul­
ing as they do on the fishing ledges, is very injurious; thinks that thesn1all 

... 
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s-ei1i.es ma.y be l1sed \tvithout i11jl1ry, if confined to hauling in coves ; tl1e 
practice of l1a11ling 'vith large seines has bee11 very lately adopted; does 
11ot thin}{ that much benefit is to be deri\red by the use of cod seines a.i1y 
1-vhere ; many on the Southern shore ; hoolr-and-line fishermen have as ., 
good voyages generally as those l1sing cod seines; thi11ks that if the 
large cod seines 'vere 11ot used, the hoolr-and-li11e fisl1ern1e11 'vo11ld have 
betteT· 1ro)1ages. Use of Cod nets-I a.m the 011ly person usi11g cod i1ets 
on tl1e Souther11 shore that I lrnow of. From my o'v11 experience, 
1vot1ld not recon1me11d their l1se ; considers tl1eir t1se detrin1e11tal to the 
cod fishery. Salmon fisl1ery-I{no,vs nothi11g of tl1e '''orki11g of the 
Salmon fisl1erv 011 tl1e Soutl1ern sl1ore, ivhere the catch is , ,erv

i11sig11ifica11t. Cure of fish depe11ds entirely on the state it is put 
i11 the salt bulk, and the ,~vinds and tl1e ':veather. Bait is not sold i11 our 
localit)r. The fishery is cn.rried on i11 large a11d small craft ; thi11ks 
small boats derive a greater relati,re benefit tha11 larg·e boats. 

'VILLI~~lVI · KILLIGREvV. 

En\VIN DuDER, Esq., examined-

Resides i11 St. J oh11's. N e'rer at the Labrador; I am bette1~ acql1aint­
ed 'vith tl1e fisl1ery fron1 Cape J ol1n to tl1e Gooseberry Islands ; the 
people do not take mt1ch caplin for ma11ure. I am acquai11ted \Vith the 
\vorking of the fishery f'or the past five-and-.twenty years; some years 
ca1)li11 are scarce, others i1ot so; we ge11erally 11ave better V0)7ages when 
scarce. I consider tl1at taliing caplin is no '",.ay lJrejudical to tl1e fishery. 
Jiggers are usecl in some parts, in ot11er harbot1rs the people 'vill i1ot al­
lovv their ·use; thi11ks their use injurio11s. Bulto,1rs are usecl in some 
lJarts, i11 other places 11ot l1sed; do i1ot tl1i11lr tl1eir llse prej11dicial to the 
l1ook-a11d-lirte me11, if t1sed from 1st June to 15tl1 .. ~t1g11st; they are i1ot 
sin1ilttr to tl1e bulto\VS llSPd by tl1e F're11ch ; ma11y fisl1 do 11ot c1rop off, 
they are regularl:f atte11ded to t':vice a da,y ; their llse~ lll) to tl1e ti1ne I 
state, is i10 'vay i11j11riot1s to the general fisl1ery. Ca1111ot say \Vl1e11 fisl1 
spa'''n. 'fhe 11se of bulto~vs after tl1e 15th 1\.J1gl1st is prejudicial,as t11ey 
catch the large breedi11g fisl1. Herri11g seines are or1ly 11sed for i)roct1r­
ing bait; I consider tl1eir use legitin1ate. 1~J1e herri11g i1ets are l1sed i11 

the fall of the year for barrelling ; Cod-~ei11es are l1sed-a goocl n1a11y 
thi11k their t1se prejudicial; they hat1l fish 011 the gro1111d, \vhich I ·clo 
not think right; they sl1ould be co11fi.11ed to tl1e co\;es ai1d sl1ore; sho11ld 
not be allo\ved to shoot within 500 }rards of a11y 11ook-a11d-line fisher­
man, when that gro11nd is that dista11ce from the shore, and when a boat 
of a11y size lies a11cl1ored there ; do i1ot think if their · use was disco11-
tin11ed tl1ere 'vould be more fish ca11ght by hool{-a11d-li11e · menc Cod 
nets-thinks their use no injury; they should be restricted as to tl1e 
place they put them; they should not bar a bait cove, they sl1oulcl lea,cre 
011e-third of the cove open. I would not permit them to fish 011 the 
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fishing ledges ; they ought to be used in hauling coves ; I do not think 
tl1eir use prejudicial to the ·fishery generally. Within the space named 
the Salmon fisl1ery is ca;ried 011 larg~eiy; I should say barring the baJ1S is 
i11jt1rious, the rivers should not be allo\ved to be barred, one-third should 
be kept open to allow the salmon to go up and spa.1vn ; wl1en they bar 
the rivers or ba;rs up, by putting in fleets of n.ets, so as to bar the bay or 
l~iver, is hurtful to the fishery ; tl1e run11ing tin1e is abo11t tl1e middle of 
July, some sooner, that's the pri11cipal time; on the coast, wl~oever puts 
his net out first keeps his place ; in tl1e bays it is quite different ; the 
party who holds the land sho11ld have a right do\vn to low water mark, so 
as to secure his nets ; do not tl1i11k the n1ethod of barTing them by a 
f·ence constructed of pickets any vvay right; sho11ld be pre\rented ; have 
heard complaints of the man11er of moori11g. I an1 of opi11ion that 
some rule should be made by the niagistrates and peo11le ii1 each locali­
ty as to the dista11ce to be observecl or left open between the nets. Cure 
of fish-I think if the fish 'vas \vashed after splitti11g, and before salted, 
it would be an improven1e11t; round in our locality they piclrle fish, I 
think it detrime11tal ; the fish do not dry, and soon become dun ; think 
a law should be n1ade to compel them to salt it i11stead of pickling; the 
salt bulk fish is a n1ore ma.rl{etable article ; picliling is a bad way of 
.saving fish. Thinlr the practice of taki11g tom-cods by the boys in the 
outharbors is very detrirnental, it serves to diminish the fish ; abot1t 
twelve thousand boys, between the ages of 5 a11cl 12, are engaged in this 
practice ; I would not prevent them from catchi11g tl1em to eat, but not 
to destroy.

ArJ_~N GoonRIDGE, Esq., examined-

I 11ave been engaged in the fisheTies for the last 38 yeai~s; acquainted 
1vitl1 its worl{ing from tl1is to Cape St. Mary's. 1,aki11g caplin for 
manure I consider ·very injt1riol1s, it lessons the quantity of bait, it dimin­
ishes t11e annual quantity, in some partict1la1~ coves it takes the 'vhole, 
a11d leaves no bait for tl1e fishermen. On the Southern sho.re it wotlld 
i1ot be pern1itted to be tali.en for n1a11ure ; ver)' seldom scarce of bait 
there ; they seldom go to Conception Bay for bait ; never kne'1v a Renews 
boat to go there. It is decidedly ii1jurious and improper to take ca1)lin 
for manl1re, and ought to be put a stop to. Jiggers are used to the 
South"·vard, tl1eir use is very pernicious at all tin1es, especially after the 
bait con1es i11; they are used in spring time, and. also after bait comes in. 
~,ormerly it "\Vas not tolerated to use them after the arrival ef the bait; 
I repeat, tl1ey are prejl1dicial at all tin1es, tliey 'vound a.nd destroy the 

. fish, and drive them off. Bultows-I am 11ot awa1·e of any being used 
this side of Cape Race ; I think their use would be injUrious if mo01~ed 
opposite a cove, it would prevent the caplin· or bait going in·; the peo-
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ple are much against their use. Thinks the bultows used by the French_ 
or1 t l1e Banl{s i11jt1rious, a.nd have been of that opinion the last thirty 
years ; thinks it an u11fair way to p1~osecute the fishery. Herring seines 
are only used for the purposes of bait ; Cod se1 es-a great number 
used; thinks their llse injurious, they }J1·event the fish coming i11 to 
spa'\vn, also destroy a great 11un1ber of small fish , if not caugl1t, would 
come to pe1~fection; injures also the 11ook-and-line men. The fishermen 
ge11erally complain of their use; I have kno\vn the people to turn out 
and prevent them hauling. I am of' opinion their use is p1~ej11dicial to 
the fisl1ery ge11erally; having fil)7Self a large interest in se,reral cod 
seines, still I should like to see their use abolished. I have been en­
gaged myself as cod seine skippe1~ for a short time, and practically ac­
quainted \vith their use. As i~egards the accou11ts of the cod sei11e me11 
and hook-and-line men, the hook·-and-line man is generally the inost 
profitable-I speak after thirtJ-five years' experience. Cod nets, if fol­
lo"'red out 011 our coast, 'vould be i1rjurious, tb.e)r wo11ld prevent bait from 
comi11g i11; I am not much acquainted with their 11se. Sal1non fishery 
is not carried on to a11y extent. Ct1re of fish-if washed, after split, and 
before salted, would be a decided improvement ; 've c11re principally in 
salt bulk. Pickli11g fish is very injurious. I i1e,rer consider pickled fish 
more than half cured. 'Ve never sell bait; I consider t11e practice pre-. 
judicial to the interests of the country.

The Hon. E. 'V HITE's examination was read, and is as follo,,1s :-

- · First,-As to the pra.ctice of hat1li11g caplin for manure, i am of 01Ji11-

ion that it has a very injurio~1s effect upon the regular supply of that 
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fish for bait, as that practice tal{es the caplin i11 the spalvning places a11d 
seasons. 

The l se of jiggers or the Cod fishery should be left to the fishermen 
t11en1selves, a,s they will ne~ver use then1 'vhen they can catch fish with-
011t them; better to catch tl1em "\Vith jiggers than i1one at all1

• 

Cod seines are i11dispensable to the profitable carr3·i11g 011 of the Cod 
:ijsher)1 ii1 many parts, beca11se frequently t4e fisl1 _gets glutted \Vith cap­
lin,so tl1a,t it will not take tl1e hook for weeks, 'vl1ile g·ood VO)rages may 
be sec11red witl1 seines. Tl1is does not ap1Jly to all places alike-for in­
stance, the Straits of Belle Isle, from Bla11c Sablo11 to Red Bay, it is only 
a few creeks in 'vhich cod sei11es can be used, on account of the strong 
current wl1ich s'veeps UIJ a11d do\vn; and, I believe, the repeated changes 
of this ct1rrent at eve1·y six ho11rs in fair weather, causes the fish to tal{e 
tl1e hook, and th11s generally yielding a fair v·oyage at Blanc Sablo11, ~,or­
tea.u, La11ce a Loup, Black Bay, E. and W. St. J\Iodeste, a11d Red Bay. 
Below Belle Isle, in n1any places little or no fish could be caught in the 
caplin school 'vithout sei11es, and it is my opi11ion that seines should not 
be dispe11sed with. The same applies to the Shore . fisl1e1~y; localities 
differ very mt1ch, and 'vhat 'vill benefit some parts '\Vill be inj11rious to 
others. 

Cod-11ets a11d bulto,vs.-The fishermen ought to tal{e fisl1 'vith the 
hoolr-a.nd-line, if theJ7 can, b11t if i1ot, as it is too often the case, when 
the fish become gl11tted and-will not take bait> then it becomes a very 
important question to the poor fishermai;t who has to provide in summe.r 
for his fan1ily during tl1e \vinter, ho'v is he to talre fish 1 l\tly opinion 
of t11ese t'vo modes of fishi11g, the bultows are the most objectionable. 

HerriJ1g seines.-I ha,7e no ·practical experience of the Herring fishery 
abo11t the shores of Newfoundland. The herring are of such a poor 
qt1a.lity, whe11 salted, that few engage to any great exte11t in that b11si­
ness, witl1 the exception of the 'Vestern parts of our coast, where the 
pernicio11s practice of tal{ing herring for the French fishermen in spawn­
i11g seaso11s must have a ver)7 destFuctive effect . 

..Lt\.t Labrador Herring fishery I have been ei1gaged for seventeen sun1 .. 
mers, havi11g o·ver 400 to11s shippi11g and ~O 1nen engaged some seasons 
i11 tl1at bt1siness. 

By tl1e 11se of Herri11g seines, tl1is may become a very valuable branch 
of ol1r bl1si11ess, as t11e Lahrador herri11gs are, withou.t exce1Jtion; tl1e very 
])est i11 the 'vorlti, if rightly ct1recl ; and the easiest , destf-oyed if: not 
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strictly atte11ded to, on accot1nt of the very fat i1ature of the same. The 
n1ost legal way of taking herring there is to surround the school, and 11ot 
to dra;,v them too near the shore, but to spread the seine in a11 open di­
rection, giving tl1e whole sweep of the seine, and· the fisli 'vit} Reep' ali,~e 
and good for t've11ty days 01; more. r have had them myself fo1· t\veb.ty 
days enclosed, taking out daily al~ve, wllat could De weH cured: 

.. 
With reference to tucking, as specified b); the Act, is an impossibility; 

i11 fact it is the 011l;r perfect mode 'vhich I know of to destroy_ them. For 
insta11ce, a man "\vill sl1oot 011t 11is seine five or ten miles from the place· 
of c11ring. 'l,ucl~ing irnplies to haul 011e arm of the sei11e on the boW of 
the boat, a11cl the other on the ster11, l1ntil the bunt is approacl1ing, w_hen 
it is quicl(ly dra,v11 up on the side of the bo~t, the fish then being dried 
l1p, becomes dead, si11ks; the seine inust be let go, and the 'vl1ole lot 
lost. 

More 11e1·ring are lost by means of set nets than by barring ,v.ith sei11es. 
It frequently occt1rs in stormy weather that nets cannot be attei1Cled to for 
several days, 'vl1ile the)~ remain during that time set in· the usual 'vay, 
meshing the herrings and losing them as decompositio11·takes place; and 
it often occurs tl1at 'vhe11 schools of fisli strike i1ets they sinlr the nets to 
tbe· bottom, 'vl1ich are sometimes found by means of creepers; with large 
qua11tities· of fish unfit for use. Herrings cannot be taken at tJabrador 
'vith nets so advantageot1sly as with sei11es. The general effect of· ba1·-
1·ing· 11erri11g upon the cod :fishe1 .. y is decidedly goocl, as the fishermen are 
never without bait in the locality '1vhere seines are so mooTed, a11d it fre­
q11e11tly happens that no bait ca11 be obtained fron1 nets. It would be' 
'''ell if evTery five room-keepers kept a sei11e bet,veen them, to secure 
herri11g by barring for bait, as their stay is so sl1ort alo11g the shore, thus 
keeping them alive for '1veel{s. 

Salmon fishe1·ies.-Preventing the fish from goi11g i11to . the rivers to 
spawn by n1ea11s of nets and otl1er obstrt1ctio11s, has a tende11cy to dimi11-
ish or destroy that ve1iy val11able fishery. · 

Cod fish would be improved i11 cure by means of ·'vashi11g cle~a11 before 
salted. 

Th·e sale of bait to French fisherme11 has decideclly a most destructi,·e 
effect upon~ our Cod fishery generally. 
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THol\rAs E. GADEN, Esq., H.ThI.Customs, examined-

The hauli11g of capli11 for the purpose of manure is a practice which 
I strongly condemn, from the dan1age which it must, and alreadJ1 has 
caused to the Caplin and Cod fisheries. The caplin are taken for this 
purpose 'vhe11 just about to spa w11, and by the incessant hal1ling of the 
large n1imbers that follo'v up this practice, the caplin a1--e driven from 
the baiti11g places, and the fishermen often deprived of bait. 

'l"he people of the district in 'vhich I have resided, do not ltse jiggers1 

being aware that more injury than benefit results fron1 thei1-- being used. 
I am of opinion that they should not be used near . the hool{-and-line, 
except in cases when there is i10 bait to be had, w he11 they may be used 
without doing any mischief. 

The bultow method of fishing has been the cause of much dissatisfac­
tion and disturbance among the people of Fortune Bay and other places .. 
V\7 hile residing an1ong themasMa.gistrate,thecomplaints made to me by the 
hook-and-line fisl1.ermen were numerous and incessant, bt1t only so many 
i·epetitions of the same matter, viz., that the buitows 1'Vere destroyi11g the 
mother fish, and tl1at it was useless to attempt to fish 'vith the hook -and­
line 'vhere they 'vere used, a11d begging, or even imploring, me to put a 
stop to their being used. In ma11y instances, finding that the la'v did 
not protect them, the hook-and-line fishern1en have taken the n1atter 
into their own hands, and used force to prevent their neighbours from 
using the bultow. This unanimity of opinion on tl1e subject affo1·ds the 
strongest proof of the destructive character of the b11lto,vs, a11d the i11-

jury which they cause to tl1~ interests of the hook-and-line fishermen. 

The use of herring seines, as practised by the fishe14 men of Fortt111e 
and the other bays of the Weste1~n coast, has produced the most dis­
astro11s results, both to the herring and cod fisheries. In former years, 
during the "\'vinter months, those bays "vere stocked with herring to an in­
credible extent-i11 every direction the water· teemed 'vith herring. Whe11 
they first made their appearance late in the fall, tl1e fishe1·men \Vho used 
i1ets V\Tere in the habit of obtaining, i--egularl)1

, besides a sufficient quan­
tity for bait aud as m11ch as they needed for their own consumptio11, a 
large qua11tity of herring of a superior quality, which 'vere exported 
to Nova Scotia, P. E. Island, and other colonies. This trade was car­
riecl 011 extensively, and afforded a productive source of income to the 
'v hole of the poor fisherme11 of the W este1·n coast. Si11ce the intro­
d 11ction of herring seines this fall fishery has been falling off eve1·y )'ea1·, 
till no'v it is wholly given up. Whenever seines are llSed, a la1~ge propo1·­
tion of the herri11g caught in them are too small for use and are thrown 
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a'va)r. 'l,his has of late years bee11 carried so far that on some parts ot 
the coast upwards of a mile of ground is every year covered with herring 
which are thus destroyed. The consequence of this practice is, that the 
bays which I have spoken of' as teemi11g 'vith herring·, are 110"\V almost 
entirely emptied and our her1·ing fishery ruined. The poorer fishermen 
are the greatest sufferers, as they cannot use thei1· i1ets where the seines 
are usecl ; the herrin~, moreover, are not pern1itted to remai11 ir1 the 
coves where they stril{e i11, as the effect of the seines is to drive a'vay 
tl1e herring, Another evil result is the depreciation in the value of our 
herri11g as an article of export, as from the diffic11lty of properly preser­
·vi11g herring cat1gl1t in seines, or the carelessness of the catchers, _our 
}1erring have become 'vorthless in foreign markets. 'l'he use of seines 
has also bee11 the cause of loss to our cod fishermen, as they are often 
unable to get e11011gh herring for bait. Herring seines are also used in 
the spring to a still greater extent, and this being the spaw11ing season, 
the destruction of the breeding· iish is imme11se. The rate of decli11e ii1. 

the herri11g fishery of late years has been such that if this practice be 
continued, in a very fe,;v years our herring fishery will be ruined, and 
tl1e conseque11ce to the cod fishery most disastrol1s. 

The use of Cod sei11es is a practice which has cat1secl a g·reat deal of 
damage to the interests of the hoolr-and-line fishe1·n1e11. 'I,he effect of 
the Cod seine is to dri,re the fish from the ground where it is used, a11d 
i11 many instances, when a large number of fish.erme11 are together on 
the same ground, they are all deprived of a whole day's fishi11g by the 
appearance of a Cod seine on t11e ground. A large proportion of the 
fish caught in seines, moreover, being too small for use, are thro,vn 
a'vay, and those saved are generally inferior, when cured, to the l1ook­
a11d-line fish. I would therefore stro11gly recomn1e11d that tl1ey should 
not be permitted 011 the same grou11d 'vhere the hook-and-line is used. 

1"he Salmon fishery not being carried on in my district, I am not pre­
pared to offer any opinion on this subject. 

The same remark applies to the use of Cod nets. 

The people of Fortune Bay cure their fish in a manner superio1· to 
that of any othe1· people in the isla11d, and one which I think could 
hardly be improved ; and the result is tl1e superiority of their fish in the 
foreig11 markets over any other fish exported from the country. 

The supplying of foreigners '\Vith bait is the most ruinous of all prac­
tices i11 its effect on 011r fisheries. The catching of herring during the 
'vinter months is one of the ways in \vhich the herring seines are 11sed, 
and a cat1se of a part of the damage done by them. This business,ho\"r-
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e'rer, if' properly restricted, would become a profitable or1e to our i1oor 
:fisl1ermen, '\Vitho11t bei11g atteaded witl1 a11)1 e·vil results. 1,he traffic 
''\lliich has ca11sed the greatest amount of miscl1ief to ot1r fishermen, is 
th~tt of pro,ridi11g the F1·ench v,rith 11e1~ri11g. Tl1is practice, besicles bei11g 
the ca11se of nearly tl1e 'vhole of the damage done to the 11erring fisl.&.­
ery by the use of seines, operates against the inte1·ests of the cod fish­
ermen. By supplying the :French with bait, they are enabled to catch 
tl1e fish on tl1e Banl~.s a11d prevent them from coming i11 to 011r stiores, 
as they otherwise would do. It has been proved by the good effect 
,vl1ich ha,re resulted to ot1r fisl1eries by detai11i11g the Fre11ch from the 
Ba.11ks,that they depend e11tirely on 011r bait, a11d that by providing them 
''fith it, ,v e are deprivi11g our fisl1ern1e11 of the i11calc11la.ble be11efit they 
,,iould other,vise derive f1~om tl1e enor1nous qua11tities of fish stril{i11g 
from tl1e Banks to ol1r sl10Tes. 'l~he traffic in caplin to St. Peter's bei11g 
carried 011 on a11 equall)r large sca1e has proclt1ced eql1ally disastrous re­
s11its. 1~11e immense quantities of ca1)li11 talre11 iOT this p11r1)ose (tl1e 
greater part of which is aftenvards destroyed) being just i~1 the spawn­
ing season, enables the .French ~o continue their fishery on the Banks ; 
and l1as had the efrect of nearly emptyii1g tl1e only baiti11g places on the 
'Vester11 coast, upo11 lvhicl1 so many are dependi11g for bait, causing a 
falling off in fish as well as bait; and I am of opinion that if this traffic 
be contint1ed, i11 a 're1'y fe"\V )rears tl-1ose i11valuable baiting places \i·vill 
be emptied, and the fishcrn1en deprived of bait.

Co11s·ders tl1e practice of hauli11g caplin for maI~l1re is most 1Jrej11di­
cial to the cod fisher:f, and ougl1t to be disco11ti11ued, f0r the follo,ving 
i·easo11s :-

lst.-The in1rnense qua11tity taken for this }Jurpose being alvva);s tak­
e11 in tl1e spa,vni11g seaso11, is a s11re n1ea.ns of lesse11ing tl1e ql1antity of 
caplin,by preventing so large a proporf on from multiplying, which other-
'vise 'vould do so. 

211d.-Fron1 the incessa11t haltling by the large numbers who are en­
gaged in this practice, the caplin are never allowed to remain near the 
shore, brtt are eitl1er talren or f1~igl1te11ed back into deep '1Vater. From 
tl1ese causes tl1e stocl~ of ca1Jli11 in tl1e baiting· places, from the n1iddle of 
June to the last of Jul);, hfl.,S becon1e so diminished tl1at it has become 
aln1ost in1possible f(Jl" the fisl1erme11 to obtain a sufficie11t qua11t.ity for 
bait; and V\1l1at tl1e)1 ha·ve succeeded in g·etting has bee11 almost unfit for 
llSe, having been obtai11ed at so great a distance fron1 the fishi11g gro11nds, 
,vhile formerly there was no difficulty in obtaining it close at hand. The 
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co11seqt1ent scarcity of bait ca11ses directl)' a scarcity i11 the quantity of 
fisl1, as tl1e fi.&11 'vill not stay on the ground where no caplin is to be 
fot111d, a,11cl also that 'vhen the capli11 is driven into deep \vater, the fish 
tl1ctt n1eet it the1·e become glutted, and will 11ot eat the bait offered by 
ot1r fisl1ermen. 

'Vith refere11ce to the use of jiggers, I beg to state thn,t I consicler that 
they· are i11jt1rio11s to the hool{-a11d-line fishermen, a11cl ot1ght i1e·ver to be 
usecl 'vhe11 bait can be obtained, a.s tl1.ey freqt1ently frighten a'vay the fish 
when str11ck b)' then1, a11d ma1131 are destroyecl 'vl1ich are never cal1ght ; 
at tl1e san1e time, I can11ot say tl1at I \Vould 1·econ1n1end the dist1se of them 
altogether, a.s there are seasons when the fish strili.e it1 from the banl{s 
and ren1ai11 i11 the offing, a11d 'vhicl1 111igl1t be ca.ught 'vith jiggers 'tivhen 
i10 bait could be obtai11ed, but it is 011ly in the offi11g., ai1cl u11der these 
ciro11msta,nces tl1a.t I 'vould sa11ction tl1e use of tl1em. 1"'o the "T estV\rard 
the}r are universally conclem11ed. 

T11e effect of the t1se of the bulto\v- 011 the Cod fishery is most per-
11icious, ancl can be accounted for as follo,vs :-

Tl1e bultow, from the hooks lyi11g on the bottonl, is a certai11 means of 
catching the breedi11g fish, and i10 others, as those fish only tal{e their 
food off tl1e bottom, a11d would, therefore, be ca11ght by no other n1ea11s, 
so that tl1e llSe of tl1e b11lto"\'v, even to a moderate e2~tent, ':vould drain 
any fishi11g grou11d in a ve1"y fe,v )rears. It is a fact '\Vell knovvn to every 
fisherman, that i10 fish can be cat1ght '\vith the hool{-and-li11e on a. ground 
w11ere the bulto1v is t1secl, tl1e large number of baited hool{s stretcl1ing 

. over the grot111d, and which, 'vhile the bl1lto'v is being tended~ are con­
tinually in motioI1, attract every fi&l1 011 tl1e gro11nd tov·vards the1n, s<J that 
tl1e scrttterecl n1orsels of ba~t tl1ro\vn overboard by the 11ook-a11d-line fish­
erme11, have t10 effect 'vhate\rer to\vards l{eeping the fish i1ear their 
11oolrs wl1ile the b11lto"\v is used near t~J.en1~ E·very fisl1ing grol1n.d on 
011 ''rhich~the bt1ltow 11as bee11 t1sed, has Stlffered from its effects. 1~l1e 

lkJ 

fisl1ermen i11 almost ever'r District \vl1ere the bult<)YV has been t1sed are 
ti 

u11a11imo11s in conde1nning tl1em; eve11 tl1c bt1ltovv fisl1ermen then1sel·ves 
seldom disp11te the i11jury rest1lti11g from them. 

The French therefore will not allovv them to be used ,·vithi11 three 
leagues of their shore, ai1d the fishermen of diffei·ent districts ha,,e al­
waJ·s oi1posed their introduction; in some districts the hool{-ancl-li11e 
fishern1en have so far preve11ted their bei11g used, b11t in otl1ers they ha,Te 
been introcluced in spite of the . people, and have been since graduall)r 
exte11ding over the coast by our own fi.sl1erme11, and still more by the 
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French, who encroach on our grounds to an alarming exte11t, in spite of 
the efforts of our :fishermen to prevent them. 

That the use of Herring seines has operated most inj11riously to the 
Herring and Cod fishery, in some districts to an alarmi11g extent, a11d has 
deprived the poor people of those districts of a large proportio11 of their 
annual support, by the scarcity of herring thus caused, and co11sequently 
the diffict1lty of o btai11ing suificient bait for use. 

Herrin{)' sei11es are used by our fishermen during the winter months, 
and also ~ the Spring; 'vhen used in the 'Vinter~ either for exportatio11, 
or sale to foreigners for bait, a la,rge proportion of the Ji erring hauled in 
the seines being small, are thro,vn away; besides the destruction of the 
e11ormous quantities of herring 'vhich thus arises, the fishermen find it 
almost impossible to obtain bait, as the effect of the use of seines is to 
drive the herring away from the grou11d where tl1ey are used. 1,he use 
of the seines i11 the Spring being carried 011 mt1ch more extensively tha11 
in the Winter, produces more serious results ; the imme11se quantities 
hauled e'rery Spring, amounting to tho11sands of barrels, 'vl1ich are tal{e11 
previous to spa\v11i11g, has prevented the possibility of any increase~ and 
has ca11sed an imn1ense falling off in the qua11tity of herri11g each )7ear. 
The effect of t}1e system of l1a11ling 'vith sei11es i11 the bays of the vVest­
er11 coast, has been a falling off in the quantity of herring which a.re to 
be found the1·e now, from tl1at of former years, to an extent that 'vot1ld 
i1ot be credited by any but those who have 'vitnessed it. 

Formerly, and previous to the use of seines, (wl1ich have only been 
11sed si11ce Foreig11ers required tl1e herring for bait), in Fortu11e a11d Pla .. 
centia Bays, in the n1onths of November and December, a sufficie11t quan­
tity of herring was tal{e11 to su1)1)ly all British North America, (or all that 
vvas required at that time,) also to supply all N e"\vfou11dland for every 
purpose, a11d thousand.s of ba1·rels more n1ight have bee11 tal{e11, if a mar­
l{E. t co d have bee11 fot1nd for them. Now, <ll1ri11g the periods aforesaid, 
there is not a 11erri11g for exportatio11, or for the use of tl1eir fa.milies, 
and hardly enough for bait for the fishermen. The 011ly means of check­
in.g t11is ala.rmi11g decrease, is by prohibiti11g the use of seines until the 
11e1~ring have spa\vned, which 'vould i1ot be earlier than the last of l\fa1r. 

No i11jury of a11y significance \vould result from the disconti11l1ing· ~f 
this practice ; a temporary i11conve11iAnce mig·ht i·esult to the holders of 
seines, but tl1ey' for the n1ost part, bei11g independent, would suffer 110 
great loss by it, vvhile, 011 tl1e other hand, a sufficient quantity co11ld be 
obtai11ed \Vith i1ets for all purposes required. The 1no11ey which goes 
i11to the ha11ds of a few, comparatively 'vealthy, would be divided among 
the poorer people, 'vho are i1ow deprived of it. The herring sent to 
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market would be a far superior article to those we now send ; no herring 
,vo11ld be wasted ; our fishermen would never be short of bait, and there 
would be nothing to prevent our herring fishery becoming as productive 
and valuable as ever. 

The effect of the t1se of Cod seines on the Cod fishery, will be under­
stood by even t;b.e slightest observation of their working. The effect is 
that of driving every fish from the ground on which they are used. It 
is no uncommon sight, and one which I have often witnessed, that of a 
fishing ground covered with boats early in the morning, the fisheTmen 
catching :fish as fast as they could haul them in, with a su1·e prospect of 
loading their boats, when a Cod seine skiff makes its appearance; the 
men in the skiff shoot the seine, and at the same tin1e comn1ence to 
thro'v stones into the 'vater, beati11g the "''ater with poles, &c., The re­
sult is that every fish is driven off the grou11d, a11d tl1e 11ook-a11cl-line 
fishermen, s9metimes numbering tho11sands, lose their whole da)~'s fisl1-
ing, 'vhich they comn1enced with the full prospect of catching at the 
very least, a quintal per man. This is a11nost a dailj' occt1r11 ence clt1ring 
caplin school, so that the actt1al loss to the hook-a11d-line fisherme11 can 
hardly be estimated. It ofte11 happens that after doing a.II this mischief, 
the cod sei11e has not caught a quintal of fish, while it invariably hap­
pens that when a large haul is made, the proportion of small fish is so 
great, large quantities are thrown away as useless ; the remai11der are 
generally very small, and are moreover far inferior, when cured, to the 
hook-and-li11e fish. The prohibition of the use of Cod seines v.1ould 
produce 110 serious evil to a11y class; those who use them being generally 
monied men, cot1ld very '1vell afford t<J give them 11p ; besides, this mode 
of fishing has been producti,re of little or no profit, of late )1ear8, to those 
'vho use them, but only mischief to their poorer neighbot1rs. 

At Law11 those of the fishe1~men vvho once used Cod sei11es, aware of 
the foregoing facts, have lately given them up,for the be11efit of the rest 
of the people, 'vho, not using the seines themselves, will 11ot allow any 
one else to use them on the ground. 

The mode of fishing for salmon in the District of Lamaline is by 
placing the nets near the brooks, but not so as to prevent tl1eir havi11g 
access to them when they choose to pass up -for the purpose of spavv~11-
i11g. There has been a great falling off in the catch the last t'1venty 
)"'ears, which I attribute to the salmon being taken after they pass up 
the brooks, and before they spa,vn numbers are taken annually ; 
and befor~ they spawn I would respectfully suggest that w~re 
a fine l.eVIed on pe1·sons known to take them after frequenting the 
brooks, 1t would have a salutary effect, and would, I think, be the means 
of bringing back again our Salmon fishery. 
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With reference to Cod nets, they are not very mucE. used to the 'Vest­
'vard; ii1 fact, it is only of late years they have bee11 used there at all. 
They have been tried at Lamaline, but they were fountl to be not very 
beneficial, and consequently not mucl1 used; they are also used at Cape 
St. Mary's, b11t I have not seen enough of them to judge positively what 
effect they have there. 

I am of opinion that the cure of both Cod fish and Herring might be 
improved, the former by washing before it is salted; by doing so tht:> fish 
would be much cleaner, would look better, and \Vould be more easy to 
cure. vVhen fish are salted from the knife, '\Vithout being washed, a 
large quantity of gurry adheres to them, and is pressed i11to the fish 
'vhen pt1t into bulk that it ca11not be 'vashed 011t after\vards. · 

The latter (herring), I an1 quite satisfied, might be improved on, and 
with much less trouble and expense. The general practice is that of 
pipping them previous to salting; this process tal{es time, is a tediot1s 
and troublesome job ; and consequently the herring i11 -inost instances 
(particularly \vhen a large haul is made) becomes soft, mangled and 
sometimes tainted,before salting, and therefore only fit for the dt1ng heap .. 
On the other hand, if the Herring, immediately on their being taken, 
were salted in puncheo11s, barrels, or even in bulk, in tie11·s or lines, belly 
up, and given plenty of salt, the herring saved in this way would be a 
far superior article to those saved as above, and wot1ld suit all the mar­
kets in British North America and Ireland. In support of my op~Iiio11 
is the fact that a vessel took a ca1~0 of herring from Lama.line to Lim .. · 
erick in 1843 ; the 11erring were salted in bulk in the manner I have 
i·ecommep.ded, and although spring he1·ring, fetched 18s. per barrel. 

'l~he st1pply of foreigne1~s with bait by our people is the root of all 
the mischief 'vhich has resulted to Oll! fisheries. The practices in­
volved in this traffic are the most ruinous, and the results arising from 
tl1em the most fatal to our Herring, Caplin, and Cod fisheries. The gen­
eral description, ('' the supply of bait to foreig11ers,") embraces th1~ee 
parts: 1st. The supply of America.us with herring during the winter­
inonths w1ien the herrings are frozen, for bait; 2nd. 1,h~ st1pply of the 
French with herring during the months of April and May; 3rd, The 
supply of the },rencl1 with caplin during the months of June a11d Jul)'-. 

Of the first of these I have already spoken in my a.nswer relative to 
Herring seines. The effects of this traffic are an alarn1ipg decrea~e in 
ot1r s11ppl):r 0f herring, ·the depriving of our fishermen of bait, by which 
tl1ey are deprived of a large portion of their winter voyage, ftnd the 
scarcity of fish, which always follows a scarcity of bait. I am of 
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opinion, 110,vever, that this traffic, if properly restricted, might become_ 
a source of profit to 011r fishermen, instead of being, as it now is, by 
limiting the fishermen to the use of nets. As I have al1·eady said, this 
business wot1ld become a profitable one to our fishermen, who co11ld 
al\va~1s obtain a sufficient qua11tity of bait for sale, a11d would be s11re 
of remunerative prices, without causing a11y injury to the herring or cod 
fishery. 

The second part of this subject, the supply of the French with her­
ring, is tl1e chief, and I n1ay almost say, the only cause of the present 
state of our fisl1eries, ai1d one which re11ders all others, co11trasted " 1itli it, 
utterly insignificant. It is the traffic which involves the use of her1~ing 
seines to the greatest exte11t, a11d in this 'vay is the cause of most of the 
mischief already attribl1ted to he~rring sei11es ; the quantity destroyed 

·in conseque11ce of the t1se of seines, over ancl above what tl1e F1·e11ch. 
i,.equire for bait, bei11g about twe11ty or thirty thousand ba1·rels annually 
-last year abot1t forty thot1sand barrels 'vere thrown overboard at St. 
Peter's and in Fort11ne Bay. The cl1ief evil, ho,vever, results to the cod 
fishery by affording the French the means by which the fish are prevented 
from coming in from the Banks to our shores as they used to do before 
the introduction of the French bultow fishing on the Banks, a sketch of 
the system adopted by the Frencl1 for the spring fishery, will explain 
the subject. The Bankers leave France for the Banks about the lst of 
~larch, so as to arrive there by the 1st of April. Some stay on the 
Banks with bait brought from France, which they throw overboard to 
keep the fish 011 the Banlrs, the remainder go to St. Peter's for herring, 
which they obtain from our fisherme11; these are immediately tal\.e11 to 
the Banks, and serve to catch a cargo of fish, and the vessels fi1·st men­
tioned leave the Banks for St. Peter's to get 11erring in the same n1an­
ner as the others. Thus it '\vill be perceived that the French depend 
entirely on herring to l~eep the fish from leaving the Ba11ks, as well as 
to catch their first cargo. The questio11 as to whetl1er tl1e fish leave the 
Banks for our shores is one which, if any difference of opinion has ex­
isted with regard to it, has been satisfact0rily disposed of by several 
circumstances, 

The year 1846 the French ba·nkers ;\'7°ere detained later than llsual by 
iee on the coast, as well as by the means of a Revenue Cruizer which 
was stationed on the Western coast, to prevent them from getting bait 
ivithout pa)1ing duty ; after some weeks late1-- than t1sual they succeeded 
ih getting bait sufficient to proceed to the Banks, but it 'vas only to find, 
as they themselves had predicted, that the fish 1-1-ad left the Banl{s,and come 
jnto the sl1ores ; their voyage was a total loss, while we reaped the ad­
vantage. Our sh0;i;es were literally <Yve1~rn11 with large fish, kno\vn as 
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Banlt fish, in some instances having con1e too near· the shore, they 'vere 
dasl1ed a.gainst the rocks and killed in immense quaJntities, and the catch 
of fish this year 'vas the largest ever }{110,v11 i11 N ewfoundlancl. 

The yea1~ 1848 the French were again detained later tha11 us11al, \Vhe1i 
th:~ same results, though to i1ot q11ite tl1e_ same exte11t, follo,vecl. 1"'he 
offing fishery, whicl1 was 011ce a ·very productive one off St. John's and 
neighbourhood, has entirely disappeared si11ce the introduction of the 
bl1ltow on the Banks. 

Last }rear, ho,Nev·er, the Fre11cl1 were pr·eve:i.ted from settling on tl1e 
Eastern Banl-r as early as us11al, ·vvl1en tl1e fish struck in and remai11ed in 
tl1e offing as forn1erly. A11otl1er circumstance is tl1at of the fi.sl1e1~men 
freq11ently catcl1i1rig the large fish 'vith the French hook and sed lines in 
th.eir mouths, which are at 011ce i~ecognised, bei11g different from ours·,r 
and the fish pronounced to be the Bank fish. · 

The result of even keeping the herri11g·from tl1e Frencl1 till about the 
20th ~Iay, \V011ld be that of tl1e fish strikir1g in fron1 the Banks in e11or­
mo11s quantities to ot1r shores. This cannot be acco1nplished by a11y 
other mea11s, 11or by delaying them for anJ1 sl1orter ti1ne tl1an the 20th 
Nlay; ancl t1 ... 1less this be done, the l?rench bt1lto\v on the Banl(s "Vvill con­
ti11ue to deprive Ol1r fishe1~men of an i111lall1able treasure, a11d leave them. 
nothing but our present exhausted sl1ore fisl1ery .. 

The S);ste111 of hauling ca1)lin for tl1e same purpose is carTied on 
e·qt1ally as extensive, and causes an equal amot1nt of inj11ry to the inter­
ests of the cod fish.erme11 ; its effect with relatio11 to the Banlt fishery is­
the same as tl1at of her ring. The fishery which the F1~ench began "Tith 
our herring, they are e11ablecl to continue by getting t~e caplin ; the 
destrl1ction cat1sed to the stoclr of capli11 in the baiting places is even 
n1ore alarming than th~t of the herri11g. . .. 

'There " 1as forr!lerly a baiting place about Langley and Miquelon, 
from ':-:1hich the Fre11ch obtained their supply, and '\vhich appeared inex­
ha.ustiJJle. The immense quantities, ho,vever, 'vhich weTe taken for the 
i1t1rpose, and the season bei11g that 'vhen the caplin are just abot1t to 
s~aw11, ~oon cause{l a perce1)tible clin1inution in the stock in this baiting 
i)l<.tce, '1vhich, in the course of a few years, 'vas destro31ed altogethe1". 
Since the11 t11e s11pply has been talren from our baiting places, and has 
cat1secl tl1e sa.111e destrl1ction to them. Bef oTe the caplin were tal{en from 
ot1r shores there was a baiting place at Lamali11e \Vhich contained a.n 
a11nual stock of caplin 'vhich was so great that it was considered by 
man)1 , e''en experienced fishermen, that it wot1ld be impossible even to 

• 
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injure the bait.ll1g by any means. The enormo11s quantities taken by ou1• 
fisl1er1nen for the French 'vas i1ot long, 110,,rever, i11 causi11g the same 
n1ischief to tl1is, a.s well rts t11e St. Peter's baiting i)Iace ; the a1111ual stock 
began to gro'\v less a11d less eve1J7 year, and co11tin11ed to decrease ever 
since, till now scarcely sufficient capli11 ca11 be had for bait. The stock 
of caplin in the baiting places has been so large that even the rapid de­
crease has i1ot hitherto cat1sed any great i11convenience to the fishern1e11, 
till the last fe\v years, when it was fot1nd that sometimes it \Vas diffic11it 
to IJroct1re sufficie11t caplin for bait. Tl1e matter has begun to asst1me an 
aspect tr11ly alarm.i11g, a11cl I a1n decicledly of opinion 'tl1at if the baiting 
places be i1ot protected from the e11croachments of the bait-carriers" the 
fishermen will, in a very few years, not ha·ve a caplin to bait their hool{s.

lsA.A_c CoLLINS examinecl-

Resided at Burin forty years. I am not acq11ai11ted \vi th the Labraclor 
fishery; I am acquai11ted 'vith the fi.sliery at Cape St. Thfary's. Caplin 
in that locality is ii.ever taken for manure ; my op:.11io11 is tl1at the practice 
of ca~ting ca1)lin for mant1re is a most i11j11rious one, a11d sl1ol1ld not be 
toleratecl. Jiggers,-in iny opinion, are n1ost-ruinous to the fishery; tl1e 
fishermen generall)7 disa111)rove of then1, t11ey wou11d a11d destroy the 
fish ; I :i.1ever would use then1 myself. Et1ltows 11ot n1uch t1sed, heard 
them complainecl of; they talre up and clestroy the n1ot.her iisl1, a11d also 
pTe~rent then1 comi11g in. Herri11g seines are used all t11e year round, 
chiefly li.1 Spring for , sur)plying the French witl1 bait; in tl1c Fall for 
Halift.ix :a1e11 ; by ha11ling i11 seines a co11siderable c1t1a11tity is c1estroyed. 
I thi11k tl1e pro11er tin1e for the use of Hcrrj11g sei11es, say fro111 20th 
July to 20th October; in Placentia lJa,y prohibit their use in Spring, 
from last Ma1·ch to last 1\fav. Cod seines are used to a co11siclerable ex-w 

tent our \Vay; I do not co11sider tl1eni prejudicial ~-o tl1e fisheTies ; I 
used them myself at Cape St. ~Iar·y's ; they do 11ot interfere with tl1e 
fishe1"men; 've haul in shore. I have usecl Cocl seines fc>r fifteen years; 
I do not co11sider they affect the hoo1~-and-line fishermen, tl1ey fish in 
clee;;> wate~. Cocl seines, i"2 r.ay opi11io11, do not tc11cl to lesse11 the qt1an­
tity of ilsh annt1ally ca11g}1t ; the fisl1ery was very bacl last year. They 
ge11erally co111menc;e ha1tli11g by 20th June. Cocl nets, I co11uicler, very 
p1·ejt1clicial, they bar tl1e co·v·es ; have heard many hook-and-li11e n1en 
complain of the1n; they sl1oulc.l 11ot be set at all, t11ey frighte11 tl1e fish ; 
I Gn1 clecicledly agai11st tl1eir 11se ; I believ,.e it lJa:~tly the ca.use nf t11e 
faill1rc of tl1e fisliei-ies at Cape St. Mary's ; their use is pi ejudicia.l; they 
noc alone frig·l1ten the fish, but a q11antity: of dead fish is often fo1111c1 i11 

the i1ets; I would not sanction their being set anywhere, not eve11 on the 
Straight shore. I have ll:no,vn them to be set with· weights, on the fish .. 
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ei·y ground, and have occasioned serious quar1·els. I am not acquainted 
with the Salmon fishery, never heard any complaints. Sale of bait­
considers prejudicial, should like to see it prevented. If it could be done, 
it \Vo1tld be of great advantage to the country. Tl1e sale of bait enables 
the French to go on the Banks early and prevent the fish coming in. 
The traffic, in my opinion, is overdone, an~ none profit by it. CUl~e of 
fish-at Burin we neve1~ salted without 'vasl1ing, never found it much 
expense; it makes the fish look much better. 

ISA.Lt\.C COIJLINS. 

Ai\IBROSE FoRWARD examined-

Resides at G1·and Bank. Acquainted with the fisheries. Tal{ing 
caplin for manure, the quantity taken by us for that purpese not felt ; 
if taken in large quantities would be injurious. Do not use jiggers, 
thinks their use 11urtful. I am acquainted with the fisheries from Port .. 
a-Port to Cape St. MarJ's, they are used a>t Cape St. 1\tlary's when bait is 
scarce ; heard no con1plaints ; not practised to any extent. Bt1ltows 
are used in },ortu11e Bay. I am of opinio11 they are injurio11s to 
the hook-a11d-line men, \vho complain of their use; it is generally 
the larger description of fish that is picked up by the bultow. Tl1e 
F1~ench use them in any depth of wate1~; latterly the French Gov~ 
ernment have disallowed their use in their waters; being prevented 
on their o'vn gro11nd, they con1e to ours ai1d place them within 100 .

Jiggers are very little used in that locality, the 
people themselves have aba11d\oned their t1se ; heard n1a11y complain of 
their use, Bulto,vs-I am acquainted 'vith the system of bultow fish­
ing ; they destroy the fish on the fishing ledges 'vhere they set them ; 
tl1ey catch all tl1e large or n1other fish. I have seen a fish caught 
weighi11g from 70 to 80 lbs. In Merasheen the people 'vent in a body 
al1d hauled them up ; they would not allo\v them to be used ; they are 
rnost injurious to the hook-and-line men; tl1e fish cat1ght by them is 
never properly made. HeTri11g sei11es are used i11 Placentia Bay ; 
they are a curse to the country ; they haul bait for the French, 
so1netimes they can11ot sell it, a11d are obliged to thro'v it away. 'l1he 
l$land n1e11 are i11 the 11abit of coming clow11 a11d buying from our peo .. 
ple\ then selling then1, thus givi11g a bad character to Ollr 11erring. Her­
ring nets give fair play to our fi.sherme11 ; they can always get a fair 
share Qf bait.. If 11erring seines were done a'vay 'vitl1, better price \vould 
be got fo1~ herri11g. If seines 'vere do11e a\vay 'vitl1 it \V011ld be11efit 
our fisheries. Foreig11ers 'vol1lcl 11ot be s11pplied with bait to the extent 
they are.. Nova Scotians, co1ni11g do,v11 a11d l1auling i11 'vinter, lessen 
the q11a11tity ~ and conseqt1ently injure ot1r fishe1'men. In all the \vestern 
parts of tl1e country, herring sei11es should be done away with. Cod 
s~ines ought to be abolished. Fifty years ago t11ere 'vere only th1·ec 
cod seines, now there are O°\'?er tl1ree hund1~ed a.t Cape St. 1\!Iary's. 
If they ,·vere done a'vay 'vith, the hook-~ncl-line fisl1ermen '''ot1ld catch 
as mucl1 fish a11d of a better quality. I kee111 a cod seine myself, still 
I wish they were done away 'vith. Three h11ndred quintals caught 
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'vith hook-and-line "rill yield n1ore tl1a11 400 qui11tals cal1ght with 
the cocl sei11e. Cocl sei11es ver y se!dom tal{e large breeding fish.

I have very little experie11ce 
of them. I clo i1ot think they ought to be set on fishi11g leclges ; tl1ey 
would be in the way of hook-and-line men ; do not . thi11lr a 'Toyage col1ld 
be got by bulto,vs alo11e; do not think their t1se injuriotts in deep water. 

Herri11g seines i1ot much used tl1ere.

Cod seines-too ma11y aTe used; they destroy the hoolr-and-line fisli.­
er)'; no seine sl1oulcl be used over sixty feet deep; tl1e),. ought not to be 
allo,ved to haul on the ledges. I am of opinion that as much fish, ancl

ivill be 'vithout caplin altogether. It is not intended by Pro,7idence that . 
they should come for any other purpose than bait. Think the quantity 
lessened ; thinlr hauling in such q11antities drives the caplin off fro111 
their spawning places. Jiggers may be used in the spring of the year, 
for want of bait, but after should not be used for a certain time, say 
after the appearance of caplin; think their use after that injurious. 
Brlltows are used to the Northward, heard them complai11ed of by par-

. ties who llo 11ot use them; thi11k them a general injury, tl1eir use sl1ol1ld 
be discontinued ; they take and destroy the mother fish, they 'ire very 
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destructive to ou1· fishery and its best i11terests. Herring seines are 011ly 
t1sed for the purpose· of procu1·i11g bait; I have never heard their use 
complained of. Cod seines are used in the district of Twillingate and 
Fogo. I should 11ot be for doing away 'vith then1 ; thinlr tl1eir use is 
proper, and that as much fish 'vot1ld not be talren 'vithout tl1em. I do 
not co11sider that cod seines take more large or mother fish tha11 hook­
and-li11e. Cod nets-in n1y opinion, if there is not a la,,r to reg11late 
t11e setting of cod i1ets, it will be most destructive; they set them across 
co,re_s and p1·event tl1e caplin going in, they also .hinder the hook-and­
li11e me11 ; they sho11ld be set so as i1ot to interfere \vitl1 the hook-and­
line fisherme11. Salmo11 Nets-there are a great nlany used; there is 
a Ia,v, b11t not observed; nets liave beer1 set in the mouths of ri1rers ; I 
have tried to prevent t11em, and have sL1cceeded i11 doing so ; have not 
heard n1a11y con1plaints ; do i1ot thi11k they should be set i11 ·n1ot1tl1s of 
i~ivyers, to prevent the salmon ~oi11g up to s11a,vn.

Cod seines very much i11 use; their 
effects on tl1e fishery ca11not be worse, they destroy the small fish ; tl1ey 
go 011t too ea1·l~y· a11d remain out too late. There is one cod seine at Bay 
l3t1lls 112 feet dee11, a11d 150 to 160 fathoms long; their use is com-
plained of by the fisherr~.1en. No o~e benefits by them ; the persons 
,, .. 110 t1se the~ 'vould be i11depende11t if they neveT had one ; the)' leave 
off abo11t the 29th July; if Sej11es ,-vere to be permitted, I " 1 ot1ld not 
allow them to go out until the firnt of July ; abolish all large seines ; 
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lin1it them to 60 feet cleep, and confi11e them to the coves. In Witless 
Bay they come 011 tl1e gro11nd a11d interfere with the hook-and-line men; 
they take up the whole of the fishing grol1nd; they talre fisl1 in eighteen 
fathoms of water ; i11 my opinion they destroy the hool{-and-line fish­
ery; if there never was a cod seine t1sed, there 'vould be as much fish 
caught and of a better description. No cod nets used Southward. 
Salmon :fishery-not acquainted \Vith. Cure of fisl1-,vash it after it 
leaves the splitting k11ife ; let it fall into a tub of water a11d wash the 
gurry off, it wot1ld be little or no expe11se ; may take a little more time. 
Sale of bait~I am not acquai11ted "\vith; i1ot practised in our locality.

SIR,-

I have laid before the Gover11or t11e letter which yot1 have been di­
rected b)7 the J oi11t Committee of the Council a11d Assembly to commu11i­
cate to him, l"equesting that he may give to the Committee such info1~­
mation as he may possess in regard to the fisheries, and stating that if 
his Excellency is unable to attend, the Committee \i\1ould 'vait upon him 
at such time as he would name. 

His Excellency desires me to request that you will inform the J oi11t 
Committee, that it will afford hi1n much satisfaction to give any informa­
tion tl1at he is possessed of on the subject of the fisheries, and to pro­
mote and facilitate tl1e objects which he undei-·stands the Committee are 
appointed to consider. 

The question of the fisheries, however, is a very la.rge one, and the 
U1formation which tl1e Committee may expect from the Go,Ter11or, mt1st 
necessarily be derived, partly from authentic documents, and opinions 
fotlllded on these docume11ts, and observations made during l1is few 
)rears experience in this Colony, on the modes in 'vhich the fisheries are 
prosecuted, as well as the otl1er topics of great importance \vhich aI·e 
necessa1~ily connected with that branch of indt1stry, (the fisheries,) 011 

which a large majority of the inhabitants depend for t11eir subsistence. 

Were the Governor to appear before the Committee, he does not thin}~ 
that the exami11ation would be a satisfactory one, partly because 11e 
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would be igriorant of the topics to which his attention {vould be called 
by honorable membei·s ; and he believes also that the men1bers of the 
Committee 'vot1ld not be a little }Jt1zzled in asl~i11g 11im questio11s, they 
having perfect liberty to start from one subject to another. 

The Governor, tl1eref ore, woulc1 i11finitely pref er that he should put_ 
his vie,vs in w.riting; 11nder different heads, a11d st1bmit then1 to the Com­
mittee ; he would, then, be ha1)PY to atte11d and answe1~ an)t a11d every 
question that the honorable me1nbers of tl1e Con1mittee may co11sicler it 
necessary to aslr. He \Vishes the Committee, ho,:vever, clea.rly to unde1~­
stand,ithat the Go,rern111ent '\vitl1 'vhich he has the honor to be connected, 
shall in no way be responsible for any information or st1ggestions \vhich 
he may be enabled to submit to the Committee ; and he also 'vislies 
it to be clearly understood tl1at any information, suggestions, or 
opi11ions, \vJ1ich he may give, are to be considered as comi11g from hi111 
individually, believ.ing, as he does, that m11ch time ancl co11sideration \Vill 
be required before the Legislature can ca1·1 .. y into effect ma11y impo1 .. tant 
changes, which, in his opi11ion, would lJromote the interests and pros­
perity of the Colony, in so far as the fisheries are concer11ed.

M.A.Y IT PLEASE YouR ExcELLENCY,-

The }"'ishermen's Society of St. J oh11's, knowing the interest \vhich your 
Excellency takes in their progress and welfare, and in the prosperity of 
the fishermen generally throughout the country, and aware that the Gov­
ernn1ent and Legislature are, at present, e11gaged in devising some plan of 
legislation for the protection and benefit of the :Fisheries, beg most respect-

. fully to submit for your Excellency's consideration their views upon · 
what they h11mbly conceive to be the main points to which, at the pre 
sent moment, the attention of the Gove1·nment should be directed, hav­
ing for their object the immediate removal of those obstacles which im­
pede the progress of the fishern1an's industry. These, their views, they 
beg to place briefly before your Excellency, as follows :-
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First,-'1,hey a.re in1pressed with the absolute necessity of prev~enting 
the hauling of caplin for agricultural purposes, inasmuch as it is a prac­
tice detrimental to the interests of the fisherman. Those who haul bait 
for the purposes of man11~e, resort early in the morning to the places 
frequented by the caplin, so that when tl1e fishe:rmen come for their sup­
ply they frequently a1~e obliged to go without any. This \Vas not the 
case some t'venty years ago, wl1en the fishermen could, at any time in 
the course of the day, obtain whatever quantity they i~equi1:ed, there 
being no obstruction, comparativel)r, to their pursuits in this respect. 

Second,-They would suggest the desirability of making a line of 
i·oad from Holyrood,in Conception Bay, to the main line between Bay of 
Bulls a11d Witless Bay, (3 miles of which are alreacly surveyed and cut,) 
in order to afford a quick and easy transf·er of bait from Holyrood to 
the Southern shore, the )Vhole distance being only 17 miles by land, 
while it is no less tl1a11 80 miles by 'vater. 

Third,-They are impressed 'vith the con,1ictio11 that the use of bul­
to,vs is highly injl1rious to the general interests of the Cod fishery, and 
ought to be prohibited '\tvithin a distance of five miles f1 .. om the line of 
coast. 

Fourth.-Tl1e increasi11g population of the country, 'vho are chiefly, 
if not entirely, depende11t on the fisheries for their suppo1·t, and the ne­
cessity of 01Jeni11g a 'vider field of employn1ent fo1· them, induce the 
conviction that a bounty ought to be gi,1en by the G 0"\1"ernme11t to en­
cot1rage the prosec11tio11 of the Bank fishery-such bo11nty to be limited 
to v:essels 11ot exceeding one hundred and twenty tons-and the time 
d11ring 'vhich such vessels, in order to be entitled to the bol1nty, should 
remain out on the fisl1ing groc1nds, might be properly made to extend 
from the 10th lVfay to the 1st October. · 

Fiftl1.-they are strongly of opi11ion that the mooring of herring 
sei11es in any waters within the jurisdiction of the Go,1ernment of this 
Colony should be strictly prohibited, as being exceedingly injurious to 
great numbers of the fishermen of the countrjy. 

Sixth.-They would strongly t1rge upon the Government the propri­
ety and utility of erecting two or three smoke houses in different locali­
ties, fo1· instance, one at Bay East, in Fortune Bay, 011e at Long Ha1~bor, . 
in Placentia. Bay, and one at Portugal Cove .. 

. 

Seventh.-l"'hey a1·e thoroughly satisfied that the indiscriminate use 
of the cod seine is prejudical to the interests of th.€ fi&heries; and that 
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it ought not, therefore, be permitted to interfere with the hook-and-line 
men in any part of the country. 

Eighth.-The t1se of cod nets, they cannot but regard as injurious to 
the interests of the fishermen ; and the1~efore they would urge the pro­
hibition of them as a wise and judicious step to,vards the improvement 
of the fisheries. 

Ninth.-They would suggest, as a useful measure, tending i11 the 
same direction, the prohibition of the jigger, fi~om the 1st of J u11e to the 
1st of October. 

Tenth,-The necessity of protecting and promoting that useful bra11ch 
of our fisheries-the ca.tching of herring, suggests the propriety of 
preventing herring being caught, except for bait for our own fishermen, 
from the 20th of lVlarch to the 20th of May, which is considered their 
season of spawning. 

Having thus, in as few words as possible, placed before your Excel­
lency their well-considered views 'vith respect to those subjects, which, it 
appears to them, should at prese11t mainly occupy the attention of the 
Gover11ment and Legislature, as being of vital importance to the be~ in­
terest of the fishing population, and of the country at large, the Fish­
ermen's Society sincerely trust that they have not trespassed too far upon 
yo11r Excellency's time and attention.

Rheumatism in. one of my knees has eonfined me in doors, and pre­
vented me acknowledging the receipt of your communic~tion of date the 
2nd March. 
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I may again assure you that it will afford me the greatest satisfaction, 
at all times, to promote, as far as lies in my po,ver, the interests and 'vel­
fa.re of the fishermen of Newfoundland. 

I have careft1lly read over the suggestions to which )1our Society have 
called my attention, and the obstacles "\vhich tl1ey consider impede the 
progress of the fisl1erman's indµstry, and I think all of them will meet 
with that due consideratio11 \vhich their importa11ce demands. 

I mt1st remi11d you, ho,vever, that soon a.fte1· you permitted specimens 
of cured fish to be viewed by the commt1nity in your Hall, the Legisla­
ture of this Colony assembled, namely, on the 28th January ; and the 
hon. member for Carbonear, lVIr. Itorl{e, very shortly after"1ards moved 
for a Joint Committee of the Legislative Council and House of .4.1\.ssembly 
to inquire into the causes of the declii1e of the Fisheries, and to take 
evidence on the workir1g of the various modes of fishing as are ·now fol­
lowed by our fish~rmen, and 'vhether they are, or are not, prejudicial to 
the general interests of the people ; and if so, wl1at measures are recom­
mended as a corrective to regt1late and establish the safest system. 

I have received a Circular from the Hon. Chairn1a11 of the Committee, 
copies of which I have i10 doubt have been f11rnished to yol1r Society ; 
and I find that all the suggestions to 'vhicl1 )10t1 call my attention are to 
l1ndergo investigatio11 by that Committee, excepting that I do not believe, 
as )7 et that the Holyrood i~oad, which yot1 consider would be of much_ 
importance to tl1e fishermen, nor the proposal for bounties to the Banlt 
fisheries, have be~11 brought 11nde1~ tl1e notice of the Committee . 

. l\.s the q11estion of the fishe1~ies will no'v occt1py the attention of both 
branches of the Legislatt1re, and, as the proceedings of the Joint Con1-
mittee "vill get l)llblicity, and the investigation of the whole ql1estion has 
been referred to them, you 'vill at once see that the suggestions which 
vou haYe made to me should now be submitted to them ; and I have no 
•' 

dot1bt, as I said befo11 e, that they vvill meet with eve1~y attention from the 
I-Ion~. Chairman and membe1·s of that Committee. 

Shot1ld the Committee 'vish it, I may, in all probability, consider it 
proper to st1bmit to them my views, as an individital, on tl1is most impor­
tant st1bject; because I believe there a1~e other matters connected \Vith 
these branche~ of industry which ought not to be lost sight of by the 
fishermen, their employers, or the community at large ; bt1t time will be 
i·equired to conqt1er prejudices and abolish practices which, 011 enquiry, 
I believe will be found to have gradually crept in, most prejudicial to 
the interests of the fisheries. · 
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If you think it right to submit your st1ggestions to the Committee, per­
harJs it might save you trouble to for,vard the copy of the commt1nication 
yoti addressed to me, and with tha't ''ievv I return the enclosed, and, if 
you tl1ink proper, also, this letter or a copy of it. 

I shall be happy if at any time I can give yo11r Society any i11f 01·n1a­

tion they may req11ire, anti this correspondence \Vill save you the trouble 
of calli11g on me, as I hope soon to be able to see you, sl1ould you l1ave 
occasion to con1municate \Vith me.

I am acqt1air1ted \vith the fisheries on the coast of the Island. I re­
side at Pouch Cove. I am aware that caplin is taken in large quanti­
ties for manure, \vhich I consider p1~ejt1dical to the fishery generally. 
Cod jiggers are not used to any extent, but early in the spring, when 
bait cannot be obtained; I do not consider their use prejt1dicial to any 
areat extent. I \vould i1ot say against a ma11 using a jigger to get a fish 
\ 0 eat. I am not acquainted with the mode of bultow fishing ; it is not 
practised in our locality. Herring seines-not many in use about our 
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!>arts. I am eff opinion that henrirrg ·nets -w.on[d be ~fficient tf or the 
purpose 10f prcrcu;i~ing he1·ring ·for bait. Ootl seines-the1·e are about 
eleven cod seiNes used in Pouch Oov;e. i cfl.0 not ~onsider the use of 
them prejudicial to the fishery; they a~e ~n©t hauled @n the fishing led­
ges, and are no hindrance to the -hook-an~-line~men; from my experience, 
I am of opini0n that the accounts of tl1.te hook-and-line men are gener­
ally -better than the cod seim:e men. Salman fishery~I an1 ac~uainted 
with its "'7C!);rking; !I follo'v it myself. [ ·do not think that ~baTring the 
mouth of a river is prejudicial. I am ~f 0.pinion that ·salnr0n Esp.ti-\vn :Dn 
salt water. I do not thi11k they go to the fresh water for the purpose 
of spawning; cannot say for \vhat purpos~ they go there. Cod nets are 
used. Do not ccnsider them to have any prejudicial effect. · Cure of 
fish-thinks washing after the fish is split and before salted, an improve-· 
ment. Sale of "bait-on that subject can say nothing-not acquainted 
with it-it is not carried on i11 our quarters.

The Chairman laid before fhe Committee a communication which he 
received from liis Excellency the Governor, and the same was i·ead, and

Referring to the letter which, on the 5th instant, ·1 addressed to your 
Secretary, I have to apologise for not sooner acknowledging the receipt 
of the ~omm.unication -sent to ~me b.Y yourself, .inclosing a printed ·cir­
c4ular ·~ith nine ·queries, to ;w;hich the Committee .solicit ·replies. 

They appear to me to have acted judiciously by first investigating 
those matters which the fishermen believe require legislation to remedy 
those ~praotioes twbichrat p1·esent pre:vail, ,and which they ·are of -opinio11 
&Ie p1ejudioiul ~to 1the .general·interests. 
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The ques ·ons 1vbich the Committee haveisst1ed can, I thinl{, only be 
satisfactoril nswered by those who 11ave had 1011g practical experience 
upon the shores of Newfoundland ; at the same time there are n1a.ny 
\vho take a great interest in the fisheries, whose opinions· may, if record­
ed, be useful hereafter; a.nd with that object I enclose herewith th e ob­
se14vations which I have made on the Circt1lar of the Select Comn1ittee. 

The Con1mittee, I obser,1e, 'vere authorised to enquire into the causes 
of the decline of the fisheries ; but their time will be necessarily very 
limited, and not of such duration as to e11able tl1em to show by statistics, 
which can easily be obtained, the periods when the fisheries have proved 
deficient, and the results 'vhich have followed in regard to an increased 
demand for Poor Relief, &c., &c. 

There is one question which is considered by many to be of vital im­
portance to the Colony; anc1 althou~h legislation can11ot i·emedy the seri­
ous evil complained of, it is to be hoped that in time it may be dealt with 
by those who have the po,ver to substitute a good fo1 .. the vicious system 
at present prevailing, of furnishing the fisherman with large s11pplies on 
c1 .. edit, and on the faith that he "Till deliver the prod11ce of his voyage to 
his supplier. If the fishe1--man is unsuccessfttl, or partl)' so, s11ch a sys­
tem will tempt him to cheat his s11p1)lier, and the latter must necessa1·ily 
exact high prices to cove1· the great i·isks which it is 'vell known 11e must 
run, anll many cases of this kind occur every season. 

In Captain Han1ilto11's Report of the 30th J u11e last, there are a few 
figures 1vhich elucidate a part of the system, and which show the dis­
adva11tages under which ou tport fishermen labour :

St. John's.

Flour.... 1 15 0 

It is to be hoped that such a difference in the value of provisions, and, 
the system which causes it, 'vill terminate at no distant period, and th,e 
introdt1ction of local Steam m11st necessarily be a prect11"sor to accom·plish 
so desirable an object. . 

There are other matters of very great impo1~tance connected '1vith the 
N ewfot1ndla.11d Fisheries, \Vhich the time of some futt1re Joint Committee 
of t?~ -_J 2e;isl-=ttnre 'vill be well employed in inquiring into, and giving 
publ1c1ty to. 

The vast extent of the coasts of this Colony, and their adaptation to 
the fisheries, ancl the many aclvantages they possess for car1 .. )1ing on that 

• 
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branch of Trade, seem to be little valt1ed or thought of-these, a.nd 
other matte1·s, it is to be hoped, will be promi11e11tly brought into notice 
by st1eh a tribunal as I have alluded to. 

The year 1862 has proved, as far as I have been a.ble to lear11, an un­
s11ccessf11l one for the fisheries, on this, as 'vell as on the otl1e1~ side of 
tl1e i\tlantic. · 

On1·eadi11gthe speech of theLiet1t.-Governor of Nova Scotia,at the open­
ing of the Legislature of that Province, the other day, His Excellency 
stt1tes that the fishery there had been but moderately st1ccessf11l, while 
the Liet1t.-Governor of N e'\v Bru11s\vick informed the Legislature of that 
Colo11y, that he 'vould lay doct1ments before them to show that the fisl1-
eries in that Province were becoming extinct ; and earnestly urgi11g a~1 
i11q11iry into a subject which is of such vital importance to the Provinces.

·The Select Committee on the fisheries have issued, along with a 
printed Circular, the follo,ving nine queries, to which they solicit re­
plies;-

Query, No. I .-Has the use of caplin for the purpose of mant1re pro'1,.ed 
prejudicial to the cod fishery ; and do you thinlt that by disconti11uing 
the practice, more fish would be caught 1 

. 

Ans,ver.-the use of capli11 fo1· the p11rpose of manure being prejudicial 
to the cod fishery, must entirely depend upon whether the practice 
of appropriating caplin for that purpose has visibly diminished the 
ql1antity, which can 011ly be kno,vn to the fishe1~men 'vho i~e~1 e near 
the coves and localities where the caplin annually and periodically 
frequent. Having often visited several of these coves or small bays, 
i11 the n1011th of July, I always fo11nd myriads of these strangers form­
ing a black line along sloping beaches, mostly composed of small

stones and large i~u11d gravel ; and, when the vvind blows on shore, 
ma11y of them a1·e washed on the beach by each succeeding wave, and 
as the tide ebbs there they remain. Boys and girls may be seen 
gathering them a11d throwing them into holes dug, not many yards 
f1·om the sea, as I u11derstood, for the purposes of mant1re, and to 
this mode of using caplin no . reasonable objection could be offered. 
It becomes~ howeve1·, a very different question when caplin are hauled 
alive fo1· the purposes of manure, for not only a1·e they the bait for 
cod fish on which our fishermen depend for a ce1·tain period in the 
year, but the caplin is also one of those species which is much prized 
for human food; and when a more freque11t intercourse shall have 
been ope11ed by steam with our Outports and Fishing villages, it is 
to be hoped that attention will be directed to their preservation and 
drying for home consumption, and caplin may hereafter become a 
valuable article of export. If the con1plaints made by the fishermen 
are satisfactorily established, it is not to be wondered at that they 
ask f 01· protetion: and i·easonably expect tha,t it will be granted ; a.nd 
that the practice of hauling caplin alive for the purposes of manu1·e, 
shall not be allowed to continue. "\i\.,.hether legislation is necessary 
to put a11 end to it, is a question which will require consideration; 
but if the practice has only been a i·ecent 011e, fo1·mer usa.ge may 
perhaps establish the right· of the fishermen to prevent such an im­
proper interference in localities "'·here their residences are fixed in 
the vicinity of the sea, and where the)1 have been in ft1ll use of the 
beaches ,catching bait, a11d carrying on their fishery avocations t1ndis­
turbed for many yea1·s. 1.,he question ·being purely local, perhaps it 
is such a one as might, in the first place, be brot1ght amicably before 
the Supreme Court of the Colony. 

Ql1ery No. 2.-Does the use of jiggers in catching fish, as is now cus­
tomary, injure the hook-and-line fishermen, and has it a tendency to 
ca11se a decrease in the quantity caught 1 

A11swe1·. The use of the jigger ma)7 be a very improper mode of fish­
ing, and be injurious to the hool{-and-line fishe1·men, by intercepti11g 
many a codfish '\vhich would otherwise have been caugl1t by his 
bait; but it is difficult to see how the use of the jigger can cause a 
decrease in the quantity caugl1t. The jigger is one of those many 
contrivances introduced by the ingenuity of man, to catch fish at tin1es 
when i10 other mode will be successful. The mechanism is very sim­
ple-a piece of lead cast in the shape of a small her1·i11g, the tail at­
tached to the li11e, and two or three very la1·ge hooks, the barbs of 
wbicl1 are well fastened to and protrude from the head. All fish are 
attracted by light, a.nd this polished bait, sl1ining in tl1e 'vate1· where 

' 
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cod a1·e abundant, will decoy fish in such numbers, that tl1e fisherman 
has only to ha11l up his line and bring 011e or two along with it; but 
they are seldom c:Jught by the mouth, and the jigger-hook is so large 
a one that the fish must often be injured in its endeavours to escape. 
It is- not easy to see hovv such a practice can be prevented by legisla­
tiori; but it might be effected by mutual agreement amongst the fisher­
me11 themselves, who ought readily to combine to abandon a11y prac­
tices 'vhich have been fo11nd to be detrimental to the general inte1"ests. 
In tl1e Gulf of St. La " 1rence, from the North Cape in Prince Ed wa1·d 
Island, to _Port Hood, on th~ East end, the Mackerel Fishery is carried 
on to a great extent; seldom less than 300 United States fine schoon­
ers are employed, and the most of the n1acl(erel a1·e caught by jigging. 
Eacl1 vessel carries a sufficient quantity of salted bait (the clam), and 
a small mill vvitl1 circular-cutting knives. The mackerel gene1·ally 
appear in shoals, a11d when they do, the fore-sheet of the schooner is 
hauled to "\vind,vard, a11d under easy sail she is allowed to drift at 
pleas1rre according as the wind blows. All mills are immediately set 
to work-the cut bait is thrown overboard, a11d continues to be so, and 
the mac1{erel congregate in sµch vast numbers that a line fastened to 
a stiff i·od, with six hool{s without any bait on them, but a small strip 
of brig·ht lead betwee11 each hook, is dropped overboa d, a.nd almost 
every hook will bri11g a mackerel to the deck, where they are split, 
salted, and packed by some of the crew selected for that purpose. 
Should the mackerel season prove unsuccessful, tl1e American fisher­
men prosecute the Cod-fishery in the Gulf, and afterwards proceed 
'\ivith seines for the Herring fishery on the Coast of Labrador. 

Query No. 3.-Are you acquainted with the bultov,1 plan of fishi11g ; if 
so, state what you believe to be their effect on the otl1er modes of fish­
ing ; and do you think their use detrimental to the general sl1ccess of 
the l"ishery 1 

Answer-The bultow plan of fishing is carried on by strong lines, which 
may be extended to any length, and is practised by the French fisher­
men on the Banks of N e,vfoundla11d. The lines are sunk, and suffi­
ciently anchored at each end, and a baited hook is attached, g·e11erally 
to each fathom, and the li11es are so contrived that tl1ey can be taken 
up at one end, and the hook i4 el1aited, and sunk again to the far ex­
tremity of the bultow ; a11d 011 the Banks of Newfoundland, in the 
Atlantic, and the '' Dogger-Bank," in the North Sea, and otl1er Banks 
open to all nations, any particular mode of fishing cannot be prevent­
ed. On the East Coast of Scotland this mode is called '' the long-line'' 
fishi11g, but it is seldom that the number of hooks on oae line exceed.s 
500. The Scotch fishermen never dream of fishing with '' 1011g·-line'' 

• 
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closer than eight or ten miles f1·om the shore more freqt1entl)" at 20 
miles distance, and from early in April to the middle of June they are 
successft1l in bringing to land Cod, Ling, Halibt1t, Skate, &c., &c~, a.11 
of la1~ge size, anc1 for 'vhich the)1 get ready ma1,1,..ets. Fishing '\vith the 
bultow close in shore on the coasts of this CJlony \Vot1ld appear to be 
prej11dicial to the general interests of the fisherme11 but, i11 this case 
also, legislation seems to be difficult ; for, it would appear hard that a 
poo1· fishern1an could 11ot lay do,v11 a line i1ea1· his I·esidence with 100-
o_r 200 hooks, without subjecti11g· l1imself to havi11g his line s_eized, or 
a11y other penalty that the law might exact .. 

Query, No. 4. When ~he use of herring seines has been followed, 
have they been injurious or other\vise to tl1e inte1·ests of the Cod fish­
ermen ; and are they used in proper places, and in a proper manne1· ! 

._t\.nswe1~. This question is one which can 011ly be ans'\tvered by those 
who have seen the use made of the herring seine, vvhich would ena­
ble them to say whether they have been i11jt1rious, or othe1·wise,. to· 
the Cod fishe1·y. 

Query, No. 5. What effect has the use of Cod seines on the annt1al 
catch 1 Does it tend inju1·iously to a:ff ect the general good of the 
fishery 1 Are they 11sed i11 proper wate1· and ground 1 Is the1·e any 
size of mesh necessary to allow the escape of the smaller fish, and 
therebjT preserve an 11ndimi11ished supply of marketable size 1 

Answe1... P.lny deficienc31 i11 the annual catch of Cod fish will be best 
ascertained by i·eferring to the a11nual export of dried Cod ; but it is 

believed (and no one ca11 doubt it,) that the indiscriminate use of Cod 
seines mitst tend injuriously to affect the general good of the fishery, 
enclosi11g, as they do, old a.nd young, la1·ge and small, in the bosom of 
their nets. Ho'\tv tl1is n1ode of fishing is to be limited, modified, or 
restricted, are questions vvhich req11ire great consideration, after 'vhich 
the1"e Ctl..11 be little doubt that legislatio11 vvill become indispensable. 
A notio11 prevails among many that the employme11t of seines for the 
hauli11g of cod fish is a con1paratively modern inve11tion ; but this is 
far fro1n being the case. The '' Star Cha.mbe1·," 200 years ago, issued 
i~ules fo1· the better· i·egulation of t11e trade 'vith N ewfou11dland, and 
one of these '\Vas that '' i10 011e 'vas to cast ancbo1' so· as to hinder the 
hal1ling of sei11es"; ancl by the 10th and 11th 'Villiam III., Cap. 25, 
Sec. 12, it was e11acted that no pe1~son should '' at any time afte1· the 
25th of lVIarch, cast anchor or do any matte1· or thing to the annoyance 
or hindering of the hauling of seines, &c., &c.'' By the 26th Geo1·ge 
III,} Cap. 2, it is enacted tl1at '' 110 seine or net of any kind 01· de-

scription whatsoever, for the purpose of catching Cod fish by hauling 
such seine or net on shore, or tucking such seine or net into a11y boat 
or- boats ; the scale or mesh of such seine or 11et shall be less in dimen­
sions tha11 four inches, under the penalty of forfeiting the sum of £100 
for every such offence." If, in those olden times, legislation was re­
quired to regulate the mocle of fishing wit11 seines, it would appear 
th-::tt it has become more r1ecessary when no attention seems to be paid 
to the size of the seine or its meshes, the present mode of fishing be­
i11g carried on, not onl)· by British subjects, but by foreign fishermen, 
to whom the Colony has conceded the same fishing privileges as New­
foundlanders possess. 

Query No. 6-State what i·egulations in tl1e mode of fishing for Salmon 
are follovved, to your knowledge, and whether any change is required 
to protect the breeding Fish 1 

_.\nswer-As far as I }{now, there appears to be no regulations for carry­
ing on the Saln1on fisheries in this Colony ; bt1t it is believed that the 
mouths of rivers are barred up by various contrivances which prevent 
the free ingress and egress of the&e valuable fish from and to the sea; 
a11d 'vhich, if not prevented, will lead ultimately to the extermination 
of the species. 

Query No. 7-... t\.re Cod nets used by you or )70ur neighbours; or do you 
know '1vhat their effects are on the hook method of fishin~; if so, 
state what they are . 

.l\nswer-This question can only be ans,vered by fishermen. 

Query No. 8-Can you point out any method or means by which the 
cure of all kinds of fish rr1ay be improved 1 

Ans\ver-All kinds of fish may be greatly improved by their being cured 
as soon as possible after they are caught; and the best mode of cure 
may be ascertained from those places where fisheries are extensively 
carried on, a11d which have obtained a preference in the markets for 
tl1eir produce. 

Query No. 9.-Do you think the sale of bait by our own people to }.,o-
1·eigners has any prejudicial effect on the best interests of our fisher­
men, by lessening the quantity of fish caught by them on our O'\Vn 

grounds 1 
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Answer. The sale of b·ait h-y our own people to FoI·eigners is a, ques­
tion which it would be highly desirable were set at rest. 'Ihere is 
not, and there never was, any Colonial Statute to prevent our fishe1 .. men 
from selli11g bait, 'vith the exception of an Act which was passed (the 
8th Victoria, cap. 5,) which laid a duty on the export of salt, 01· picl{--
led l1errings and caplin in bullr, 3s .. per cwt. ; and upon salted or 
pickled caplin, if exported in barrels, 2s. 6d. pe1· bar1·el. At the pas­
sing of the Reciprocity Treaty, Her Majesty's Government required 
Reports of the Laws and Regulations then in force in the Colonies re­
lative to the Fisheries; and the Attorney General, i1ow Judge Little, 
and the Solicitor General, Mr. Hayward, bei11g desired to i·eport upoµ 
the Ne,vfoundland Laws; on the 17th September, 1855, after stating 
that there were no special enactments of the local Legislature in ope­
ration, they allude to the 8th Vic., cap. 5, and repo1·t to th-e Colo11ial 
~Iinister as follows : , 

'' This Act, havi11g been found ii1sufficient to prevent the evil 'v hich 
'"it 'vas passed to cor1·ect, has not been enforced for sun1e years past, and 
'' is i1o'v quite inope1·ative. 

'' Sur)posing it to be in any way inconsiste11 t 1vith the Treaty for the 
'' establishme11t of Free Trade with the United States of Ame1·ica, it must 
'' be regarded as suspended, so far as gene1·al words can do so, 'vith re­
,, ference to the citizens of that country pursuing the fishery 011 our 
'' coast under that 'l,reaty .; for the local Act, 18th and 19th Victoria 
'' cap. 2, being an Act t~ give effect on the part of this Island to the' 
'~ Treaty \Vith the United States, suspends all the lavvs of this Island 
'' which are contra1·y to, or inconsistent with, the spirit of the T1·eaty." 

It 'vould, therefore, appear that the Act imposing an expo1·t duty on 
bait 'vas found inope1·ative, and had become a dead lette1~. 

1'he Committee are awa.i·e that in 1859 a mixed Commission was a.p-
. pointed by H. M. Government and that of },ranee, consisting of the 
l\farquis de Nlontaignac and Cot1nt Cabineau, on the behalf of the F,rench, 
and Captain Dunlop and Mr. Kent on behalf of the E11glish fishermen, 
(~Ir. Kent being then Colonial Secretary for N ewfoundla:J;ld and leader 
of the Government,) to inquire into various matters connected with the 
N e,vfot1ndland Fisheries. I understand that the Commissioners unani­
n1ously recommended that all duties and other impediments which inter­
fere with the free sale of he1--ring, caplin, and other bait, shall be remov­
ed by the Colonial Legislature. 

This 'vill be an easy task fo1· the J.Jegislature to accomplish, as the1·e 
a1,.e i10 such la,vs in existe11ce ; but the Committee will consider ,-vhether 

\ 
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it is probable, after such a re·commendation on behalf of the :fishermen 
of both nations, that any new law will eve1~ be sanctioned by· tbe C-r0wn 

.. to interfere with the indu&trious pursuits of our fishermen by preventing 
them from selling bait.

should Cod Seines co11tinue as those past years, to ha11l in the contiguous 
neighbourhood of our fishing ledges, it will ultimately restllt i11 gene1~a1

to )'Our consideration, praying that )·our Honorable Hot1se would be 
most graciously pleased to enact such laws or regulations as y0u, in )·ol1r 
wisdom, may deem fit, so as to place the owners of Cod-seines t111cler such 
i·estrictions and limitations as not in any "rise to interfere with or obstruct 
the hoolt.-and-line men. If the)1 cannot be prohibited i·n toto, tl1ere should

This is to show the sentiments of the i1eople of Spence1~'s Cove in i·e­
spect of the bt1ltows which have been of late yea1·s used, a11d still are 
used in some places of this Bay. vVe, the unde1·signed, certify that the 
fishery- in this Bay, every year is getting worse and "\Vorse, from the de­
struction of n1other fish by those destructive bultows ; it is a well known 
fact that after a punt-load of this bulto"\-v fish bei11g taken out of the 
punt, the spawn has bee11 sometimes three inches deep all over the bot­
tom of the punt, a11d sometimes much more. 'l,he favorites of the bul­
tows will tell us, 'vhy don't yoti and all the people fish t11e same "'Tay 1 
"re ans,ver that a great many people about this i1eighbot1rhood are not 
able to buy half a set of bultows, and scarcely i1ow ca11 they g·et b1·ead 
to eat. It is a fact that some have been seen fishi11g in t11e spring ,-vitl1 
one line 011ly for two men in a punt; 'vhilst one ma11 would hat1l up his 
side the other \Vould let down at the other; and further, any observant 
person may see tl1at where the bultows are used there is no you11g fis.11 
now to be seen, as always there used to be. Son1e "\Vill a1·g11e, does not tl1e 
French fish this way 1 \Ve ans,ver, all fish make towards the shore to 
deposit their spawn, and then, with those destructi,re bultows they axe 
-'!aught, which 'vill not take the hook any other 'vay . 

. It is also our fttll and fir1n belief that this is causi11g a great deal of the 
extreme poverty, want, and paupe~is~ amongst us. Hopin.g that some-
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thi11g will soon be done to put a stop to this ,destrl1ction of the common

Humbly Sheu,eth, 

1,hat your Petitioners are nearly all more or less dependa11t on the 
punt and small boat shore fishery for a livelihood, and take a deep in­
te1·est in eve1·y thing calculated to promote its \velfare, and i·ender it a 
better paying business than it has been of late yea1·s. 

That, on mature reflection, we are led to consider the system of de .. 
atroyi11g caplin in such vast ql1a11tities for manure cannot be justified 011 

auy sound principle of political economy ; and shall gladly 1'1elcome any 

• 
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stringent legislative ~nactme~t to put a s~op to so pern1c1ous a p1·act1ce, 
one altogethe1· at variance with the best interests of the fishery and the 
countr}1 at la1·ge. 

That no good can possibly arise from s~ut~ing ou1· ~yes to the fact of· 
the short catch of fish in this bay, decreasing in qt1ant1ty year after yea1·, 
llntil it has become scarcely worth prosecuting ; and it would be the 
highest wisdom to endeavour to . retr~eve it, to fu1d a remed)1 , if possible, 
son1ething to render it more productive. 

We are Jed to believe that the great ocean supply of cod fish is rap-: 
idly decll11ing; and that caplin are much less abundant than formerly, we 
have ample proof; no1· is this n1atter of astonishment if we go coolly 
into the subject and analyze it. 

'l,he i·easons fo1· and against the use of caplin for n1anu1·e are simply 
these :-tl1ey force heavy green crops, are easily procured, a11d in large 
qt1antity, but they exhaust and impoverish the soil, leave nothing behind 
to i·epay the soil-nothing recuperative in the shape of bone or other 
matter to compensate the land for that 'vhich it 'vas artificially com­
pelled to yield. 

Although they make bad manure, they are most excellent food for 
cod fish ; and if pe1·mitted to car1~y out that great instinctive principle 
which brings them to la11d, that of propagating their species after their 
O\Vn fashion, there 'vould be nothing to fear ; but such is :not the case-
-having reached the land, those of them that escape the ravages of their 
oceanic foes, are here assailed by man, and if not captured, are again 
dri,,-en into deep water, 'vhere both the parent fish and the ova are de­
vo11red by the cod fish, to the great dama.ge of the fisherman, who toils 
late and early to procure bait, and ha,ring obtained it, ca11 make but 
little use of it; the fish prefer having thei1· food aliv~, and there is an 
a,b1111da11t supply in every direction around. Those who require caplii1 
for manure,by driving them from tl1eir favourite haunts in the coves and 
creeks, become the cate1·ers to the great army of cod fish who lie off the 
sho~·e i·eady to swallow them., 

1~hl1s the capli11 are de.stroJred od libitu1n, their progeny annihilated in 
the germ, the Cod fishery spoiled, and the fishermen l"Uined. l\1ark the 
result-pove1·ty and destitution on eve1·y hand. Compare this state of 
things 'vith that of the early histo1"y of the country, when the caplin 
were allo,ved to perform that great office which brings them to land, 
''rithout molestation from man, save fo1· the legitimate object . of tlsing 
them for bait ; then there lvas fish for catching.

The petitioners are all deeply interested in, and many of them are 
wholly dependent on the punt and small boat Hhore fishery for the 
means of subsistence ; that of late years there has been a much small­
er quantity of fish taken along their shores tha11 formerly ; that they 
contemplate with no small degree of alarm what appears to be a grad­
ual failing of the ocean supply of the great staple of t~e Colony; that 
they are strongl)1 impressed with the idea that the wholesale destrt1c­
tion of the ca pl in for manure is highly injurious to the cod fishery, and 
will, if not speedily prevented, be ruinous to the fishin~ interests of the 
Colony ; that it is a11 admitted fact that caplin are not so abunda11t as 
in time past, and that there is no way of acc-0u11ting for their diminution 
except the immense quantity taken annually for manure ; that caplin, im­
pelled by an innate principle to reso1·t to land, that of reproducing their 
species, those of them that reach the shore,escaping 'vith tl1eir lives the rav ..

~ d . t i· i large s11r1ace, so as 11ot to epos1t oo muc 1 i11 any one p1ace. 

Tl1at the settlements of 'l,01·bay, Flat Roel{ and Po11ch Cove, are "rith­
in a mile of the fishing· ground, and wot1ld always afford shelter to boats 
'vhilst splitti11g ; but tl1ose parties refuse to avail themselves of this con­
venience, and pe1~sist in pu1~sui11g a practice 'vl1ich is al,,rays producti,,e 
of the greatest evil to yol1r Petitio11ers, i11asn1uch as tl1e fisl1 i11variably 
fJ bandons tl1e grot1nd where fish offal is ~eposit in any quantity.

That ;1ot1r Petitioners are nea1·ly all more or less depende11t 011 the 
pt111t and small boat shore fishery for a li,relihood, and tal{e a deep inter­
est in every thing calculated to promote its welt.are, and render it a bet­
ter IJaying busi11ess than it h as been of late years. 

That on n1att1re reflectio11 '1Ve are led to consider the svsten1 of de-
• 

stroying caplin in such vast quantities for maaure, cannot be justified on 
any sound principle of political economy ; and shall gladly welcome 
any stri11ge11t legislative e11actme11t to l)t1t a sto1J to so i1er11icio11s a lJrac­
tice, one altogetl1er at ' rariance \Vith tl1e best i11terests of tl1e fisl1ery ai1d 
the co11ntry at large. 

That no good can possibly arise from shutting our eyes to the fact of 
the short catch of fisl1 in this bay, decreasi11g in quantit)1 )"'ea.r after year, 
'l1ntil it has become scarcely worth prosecuti11g; and it '1Vould be the high­
est wisdom to e11deavo11r to retrieve it, to fi11d a remedy, if possible, 
somethi11g to render it more proquctive. 

We are led to believe that the great ocea11 supply of Cod fish is rapicl­
ly declining ; and that caplin are much less abundant than formerly, we 
have ample proof; nor is this matter of astonishment, if '-we go coolly 
in to the subject and analyze it. 
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The reasons for and against the use of Caplin for manure are simply · 
these :-they force heavy green ·crops, are easily procured, at1d i11 large 1 

quantity; but they exhaust. and impoverish the soil, ieave nothing behii.d 
to repay the soil-11othi11g rect1perative in tl1e shn.pe of bo11e or other 
n1atter to compe1-isate the la11d for that lv"l1ich it vvas artificiall)' con1pslled 
tu yield . 

.1.~ltJ1ough t11ey n1ake bad manure, they are ru.ost excell.ent food for 
Cod fish ; a11d if i)ermitted to c.a,rry out that great instinctive pri11oiplc 
which brings them to land, th:lt of ·propagating their species after t 11eir 
ow11 faJshion, there '1VOl1lcl be nothing to fear; bt1t s11ch is not the crtse-
l1avi11g reached the la11d, those of tb.en1 tl1at esca1)e the ra-v·ages of their 
ocea11ic foes, are here assailed., by ma11, a11cl if not captured are agrtin 
drive11 into deep \V<:tter, where both tl1e pa .. ·ent fisl1 a11cl tl1e o'ra are de­
vot1recl by t11e Cod. fish, to the great da:nage of the fisherma11, 'vho toils 
late and. early to procure bait, a11d ha·ving obtained it, can malre b11t lit­
tle t1se of it; the fish prefer 11avi11g tl1eir f~ocl aliv·e, and there is a11 

abundant supply in ever)r direction around. 

Tl1us the capli11 are destroyed ad libltlt11i, their progeny annihilated in 
tl1e germ, the Cod fishery spoiled, a11cl th·3 fisheru~e11 r11i11ed. iviarl{ the 
i·est1lt-poverty and destruction on e'\'ery hancl. Con111are th.is sta.te of 
tl1ings ,-vith th<1t of the ea11 ly histor31 of the country ,,vhe11 the caplin 
v.:ere allowed to perform tl1at great office '\vl1ich brings tl1em to lanrl 
'vithot1t n1olestation frora man, sa"'"te for tl1e legitimate object of l1si11g 
the1n for bait ; then there \Vas fish for catcl1ing.

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given them last fall was given them in anticipation of the result of the 
bultow fishery in this bay 11ext sun11ne1· ; and to prepare for which a 
great many of your Petitioners have been to inuch expense already. 
That your Petitioners are as anxro11s as any fishermen in this Island for 
the preservation of the species of fish calle~ mother fish ; but your Pe­
titioners do not see how the bulto\v will destroy that peculiar fish, as the 
hook-and-line are as likely to catch it as t~e bultow ; and if your Peti­
tio11ers '\Vere co11vinced that the b11ltow would destroy the species or 
genius called mother fish, they would sacrifice their leaning towards 
it, for the preservation of that species on which their support and that 
of their families depended.

THE PETITION OF THE UlS'DERSIGNED FISHERMEN, OF CONCEPTION BAY. 

Hiembly Sheweth, 

That they prosecute the Cod Fishery at Chatteaux and Henley Harbor, 
on the coast of Labrador ; that there are upwards of two hundred fish­
ermen engaged during the fishing season at these two places, chiefly de­
pendent on the fishery for the maintenance and s11ppo1·t of their fami .. 
lies. 

Your Petitioners beg leave to state that from the established· custom 
of these two harbors, th14 ee principal places have been used ''for the 
benefit of all engaged in the Cod Eishe1·y," viz., Saddle Island, Whit~ 
Point, and Whale Point, as hauling and fishing gro11nds9! Petitioners 
would call the attention of your Honorable House to variot1s encroach-i 
men ts made and attempted to be made on these before-mention~· 
ed grounds, by persons engag·ed in the Salmon Fishery,located at Henley 
H arbo1·. Castle Island grou11ds have been taken possession of by setting 
immense fleets of i1ets, extending seaward five hundred fathoms. Whale 
Point has likewise been taken and surrou11ded by 11etting, completely 
debar1·ing us from fishing ''as customary" on these grounds. Not sa~ 
tisfied with the possession of Castle Island and W-rhale Point grounds, 
these salmon catchers attempted to take possession of our only station 
now left us, that of York Point, by setting, in· the summer of 1861, their· 
nets, which led to disturbances between fishermen and them, conse­
quently they had to abandon it for the time. On arrival of H. ~· S. 
Hyd1·a that summer the case was submitted to Captain H amilton, who· 
decided in favor of the fishermen retaining their fishing post. Yet again, 
the past season, tl1ese salmon catchers tried to set their nets, and were 
again resisted by fishermen .. 

Your Petitione1·s, deprecating any disturbances between them and the· 
salmon catchers, did not inte1~fere prjor to this, bi1t finding that they had 
taken advantage of the pri,,,ilege allowed them by tal{ing possession of 
t\vo stations, and were apparently determined, if possible, to t(1lre the re""! 
maining one,'' and if obtained, our Cod-fishery wol1ld be r11ined, a.nd our~ 
selves under the necessity of abandoning otir property anfl becoming 
paupers." Y 011r petitioners fearing th at f urtl1er c1isturbances might 
occur at these places between the tvvo parties, deem it i)ru.lent to lay 

the matter before you1· Honorable ! l ouse, humbly pra_1i a that we may 
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obtain onr "cu.st·o·mary rights and p1·ivileges, and be allowed the peaceable 
possession of our fishing stations and grounds. 

And, as in duty bound, they will ever pray.

Humbly Shewetlt, 

That your Petitioners are all deeply interested in, and many of them 
are mainly dependent on, the shore, punt, and small boat Cod fishery, 
for the means of subsistence. 

. 
That there has been much less fish caught about our shore of late 

years than formerly. 

That t11ere appears to be a gradual diminution of the quantit)',or fai!­
ure of the ocean supply of our great staple. 

They are of opinion that the wholesale destruction of the caplin for 
mant1re is not only highly prejudicial to tb.e Cod fishery, but will, unlesSf­
prevented by stringent measures, be attended with r·uinous results .. 

That caplin are not so abundant as in time· past is a gr-eat fact, ancl 
that the chief cause of tl1eir decrease arises from the immense quantity· 
take11 an11ually fo1· manure, and the pe1~petual harrassing they undergo 
at those periods wb.en tl1ey approach the shores to deposit tl1eir spa,vn in 
the coves and along the beaches 'vhere the sands a11d seaweed affo:rd a. 
i·eceptacle or nidas for the ova, witl1 'vhich it becomes intermi11gled by 
the surf, and where it is fructified by the sun's rays, and by the ebb and 
and fl.o\V of the tide, away from their finny ;foes; but here they have.t<> 
encounter a more dangerous e11emy. Man is their greatest foe, destroy-­
ing them by cot1ntless millio11s, ~~llowing them no respite day or night 
at this most important season, and before the gr'lnd object which bring&. 
them to land has been accomplished-that of propagating or i·eprod\1c--
11g their species. 

A consequence of this nefarious system is that they are driven into 
deep water, where they are preyed upon by numberless voraciot1s deni­
zens of the deep ; and where the parent fish, as well as the o.va, have 
scarcely a chance of escape, and great as is their fecundity, the1·e is a_ 

possibility of their being exterminated .. 

It frequently occurs that caplin cannot be procured for bait,for se~1'exa~ 
days, and sometimes even weeks, withot1t great trot1ble and loss .of tim.e 

' 
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in the prime of the fishing season ; whereas were they allowed to r~­
main in tl1e coves and other favourite hat1nts t1ndisturbed, save by the 
·fishermen, they '\Vould experience but little diffic11lty in obtaining the 
small supplies requisite for bait. Nor does the evil stop here, the cap­
lin being driven from the shore in such multitt1des, are fed upon by the 
cod fish on the fishing grot1nd, to the great detriment of the fisherm~in­
they soon become glutted, alld will not take the hook with the dead 
caplin on it, lvhen they can have the same sort of food alive by openi11~ 
their mouths. 

Another great evil i·esulti11g from the caplin being driven from the 
sl1ore into deep water is, that the fish soon become gorged, sicken, turn 
off into deep water in ql1est of other food, a11d do i1ot return again. 
'Ve arrive at this conclt1sio11, that if the capli11 \Vere allo,,red to remain 
their full time in tl1e '\rarious coves and creel{s, ot1t of the reach 
of the cod fish, the cod fisl1 would contin11e much longer 011 the 
ledges, and that vastly larger q11antities would be cal1ght, as in the early 
histo1~y of the fishe1·y on this IJart of the coast, \vhen there \Vas no such 
thing k11own as a limitless destructio11 of ca1Jli11 for n1anu.re ; in fact, 
they 'vere not used for that purpose. 

Your Petitioners, therefore, pra)y yol1r Honorable House to talre this 
subject into your serious consideration, as one of vital importance to 
the best interests of the country; a11d aclopt s11ch measures as )1011,in yot1r 
'visdom, shall conside.r best calculated to put a stop to this great a11d 
gro,ving evil : and yot1r . Petitio11ers, as in dt1ty bound, will ever pray,

That the catch of fish in this bay is gradually diminishing, and that 
Caplin are not so plentiful as formerly, are facts o-f which we are all 
cog~izant. 

That '''"ere the Caplin allowed to perform the~ great object which 
brings t~1en1 to land-that of depositing their spalvn iL1 places where the 
best chance of escape exists f~om their innumerable enemies, and when 
the ova \vould have a fair oppoFtunity of being developed into the future 
fish, ~with as little interruption as possible, all would be well, but such 
is not the case ; the timid little creatures are d1Aiven into deep water and 
there destroyed ad libituni, both parent and ge1·m, by innumerable ene­
mies, to the great damage of the fisherman, ~vho has difficulty in proc11-
ring bait; and when obtained, cannot use it to advantage, as the Cod 
fisl1 soon become glutted and tl1rn away from the baited hook \vith dis­
gust; whereas, if the Caplin were permitted to I~emain in shore in the 
sl1allow water, ·the Cod fish would take the hook 'vith avidity, would i;e-

. main longer about the gro11nd, and much larger quantities would be 
caught.

Humbly Sheweth, 

That your Petitioners are all deeply interested in the Cod fishery, and 
that ma11y of them are almost 'vholly dependent on the shore punt fish­
ery for their means of subsiste11ce. 

That there has been a great falling off in the quantity of fish caught. 
alo11g their shore of late years. 

That they are of opi11ion that unless measures are adopted to prevent 
the wholesale destruction of capli11 for manure, it will be ruinous to the­
cod fishery, and to those \Vho are depP.nclent on that branch of industry 
for s11pport. 

1'hat cod-fish are not so plentiful as in former years, and that c-aplin 
are mt1ch less abundant, is a fact of which 've are all convinced. 

That ca plin are not allowed to remain in tl1e various coves and along 
tl1e shore as i11 early times, but are either take11 in immense quantities 
for man11re or drive11 into deep \Vater where the fish are fed ; the co11se­
quence is that it reql1ires a great deal of labor and loss of time to pro· 
cure bait, and wl1en procured it is often late in the day and cannot be 
used, the fish soon becon1e glutted from the living capli11 being about 
the fishing gro11nd in all directions, and 'vill not ta.l{e the hool{, and there 
are times vvl1e11 \Ve cannot obtain bait ; it is all in the deep wate1~, out of 
our reach ; 'vhereas 'vere it s11ffered to remain undisturbed in the co·ves 
and along the beaches, we shot1ld have no difficulty in taki11g fresh bait 
~ts often as i1ecessary, a11d "\vould conseq11ently be most of our tin1e on. 
the grol1nd, a11d partic11larly in the da,vn,,vhen the fish bite best; and we 
sl1ould catch m11ch more fish and of a large1· and better quality .. 

"\Ve, therefore, pray your Honorable House to take this most important 
subject into your serio11s consideration, and adopt such protective m.sa­
sures as sha.11 be best calculated to put a stop to tl1e practice of suoh

That they a1·e strongly in1pressecl ,~vitl1 the idea that the ''rhc)lesale 
destr11ction of tl1e caplin for manure is 11ighly ll1juriot1s to the cod fish­
ery, a11d \vill, if not s1Jeedily~ prevented, be ruinous to tl1e fishing i11ter­
ests ·of the Colony. It is a great fact that capli11 are not so abu~da.nt as

lin, impelled by an jnnate principle to resort to land-that of reprodu­
cing their species, those of then1 who reach the f;hore, escaping with

ed by man; with the most relentless energy, who destroys both parent 
and germ, without the least remorse, tl1us rendering nugatory the grand 

1object of their coming to land, "\vhere, if undisturbed, they would get 
1quit of their roes (or seed pods) amidst the sand and sea,veed of the 
.coves and bea.ches, to be ql1icl{ened by tl1e heat of the sun and the eb­
bing and flowing of the tide, 011t of the reach of those voracious crea­
tt1res who \vould devour it if ·voided i11 the deep waters of the ocean or 
the bay ; but here the)1 are not ctllowed the least respite, they are captur­

more than one-tenth of the fishermen use them ; and those too come 
from the westwardr Your Petitioners would call the attention of your 
Honorable House tq th~ fact that the F1·ench Government at St. Peter's 
aba11doni11g this B11ltow fishery altogether, within a certain distance from 
the shore, showing they felt the necessity of securing their cod fishery, 
Your Petitioners, therefore, · hun1bly hope and trust your Hop.orable

Camplying with. your request, I am satisfied that the present mode of 
fishing is best, with the unde:r exceptions:--that is the barring of her-
1,.ings, bultows and jiggers. Caplin for manure, I do not 'vish to say to 
or from it. Salmon nets very often hi11der the use of cod seines, on ac~ 
count of being set on hauling grou11d.

I i·eceived your Circular, and beg to transmit the following ans\vers to 
q11estions contained therein. 

No. 1.~It has, and by discontinuing the practice will prove in my opin­
ion, a general benefit. 

2.-The use of jiggers is, I think, a decided injury to the fishery,by 
\vounding, and thereby driving the fish from the ground. 

3.--~ am, and think bt1ltows set in the offing prevents fish from 
coming on the fishing ground, and also very injurious in the 
spa,vning season, viz., from 20th July until 20th ,August. 

4.-If the present Act be fully carried out, herring seines :will, I 
think, be a general benefit. 

5.-I do ~ot think Cod seines has an injurious effect on the fishery. 
I think they are used in proper places, and the mesh now in 
use sufficiently large to allow the small fish to escape. 

• 
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6. I think the practice of persons setting Salmon nets on ledges or 
banks detached from the main la.nd or islands, prevents the 
Cod fish from coming to tl1e shore, also Salmon nets set at 
the mouth, or near any hauling cove that have been in gen­
eral use as such, is detrimental to the interest of the fishery ; 
and also persons fishi11g with Salmon nets from 20th August 
till 20th September, should be prohibited f1·om doing such, 
for the better protectio11 and preservation of the breeding fish. 

7.-Cod nets, to my knowledge, are not used on the Labrador, but 
if they were, would, I think, prove an injury to the hook-and­
line fisherman. 

8.-Discontinue the practice of pickling Cod fish ; cleanliness should 
be particularly observed, and fisl1 put under salt as fresh as 
possible. Salmon, mackerel and herring sho11ld be put a\vay, 
even quicl\:er than Cod fish, and great care sl1ould be taken 
in cleaning and keeping tl1e brine alwaJ7S over them. 

9.-I think the sale of bait to foreigners must, of necessity, be an 
injury to us, because we give them the means to enable them 
to catch fish on our coast, and also able to compete with us 
in foreign markets. 

P.S.-I have frequently got bultow hooks out of :fish on the La., 
bxador, caught b)r men there.

I have received your Circular concerning the fishery question, and 

I most cheerfully come forward to assist with my opinion, 

~ns·wer to Question lst.-1 think that taking Caplin for manure has 
proved prejudicial to the fisheries in this Island, and I think 
it pr.oper to give it a fair trial. 
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Question 2nd.-As it respects the Lab1·ador fishery, we cannot possibly 
· do without the assistance of the jiggers, as the great part of 

the fish taken do,vn the shore the past summe1·, 'vas taken by 
jigge.rs, and I ma)1 add that I myself have been obliged to 
abando11 the bait and take to the jiggers, and have loaded my 
boat repeatedly. 

Question 3rd. I am not acquainted with the bultow plan of fishing,but 
, I believe their effect to be detrimental to the general success 

of the fishery, by thei1· taking the breeding fish. 

Question 4th. By what have came under my vie'v of the herring seines, 
they have been most i11jurious to the fishery, by their not being 
used in a proper man11er-by the mesh not being larger than 
two inches, they destroy tl1ousands of barrels not fit for mar­
ket. I mav here add there is a 'vholesale destruction of the 

" 
blessings of Providence. If w~ allow our fishing coast to be 
blockaded by lar~e he1·ring seines, m~ view is, they will soon 
abandon our shores, and then farewell to the fisheries. 

Question 5th.-Y ou aslr what effect has the Cod seine on the a.nnual 
catch. I answer, without the use of the Cod seines we should 
be one-third the quantity less. As to the size of mesh, I know 
not how it may be improved respecting the destruction of the 
small fish, as the mesh is ge11erally 2£ inches . 

• 

Question 6th.-I would here state, according to my knowledge, the 
scale of nets to be f1·om 6 to 6~ inches. I believe them to be 
be)1ond our improvement. The only improvement to be made is 
the nets set near the hauling ground ; that the seine-boat's 
master be allowed to cast them from the shore, as I have seen 
many opportunity lost by the net lying in the way. 

Question 7th. I here say, concerning the cod-nets, I have heard my 
neighbors say they have lain alongside of a cod-net a whole 
evening waiting for a haul of fish, and lost it through the 
means of the cod-net. 

Question 8th. The only means that I can devise is, that the purchaser 
give a price according to the quality of the fish ; I believe that 
to be the best improvement as to the curing. 

Question 9th. I believe it to be detrimental to the fisheries, and ought 
to be abandoned.

Answer 4th. The use of herring seines has not been injurious to the 
Cod fishermen, they should not be used in barring herring, nor 
on Cod fishing ground. 

Answer 5th.-The 11se of Cod seines does not injure the general good of 
the fishery; they should not be used on the hook fishing grol1nd.

_.i\.ns,ver lst.---It is impossible fo1· me to say that the hauling of ca__plin 
for manure is eitl1er injurious or beneficial to the fishery, for 
we often see the scarcer the caplin are, the better the fishery; 
but I would say that I cannot believe that caplin is sent for 
purposes of manure. 

Answer 2nd.-As to the use of the jigger, I believe it to be the 'vorst 
method of fishing now in operation, but it is only used by the 
hook-and-line fishermen, (only) when the fish 'vill .not take 
the bait. 'l"he coc\;seine man only requires to use the jig·ger 
to know when the fish is on the ground, "\-vhen, after striking 
a few fish, he then shoots his seine. If' the cod-seine me11 are 
prohibited from t1sing the jigger, it ''Till be impossible, in thick 
wate1·, for them to k11ow 'vhen the fish are on tl1e ground, 
consequently when to shoot their sei11e.

I am not a"rare 
that the Cod seine can have an injurious effect 011 the gene1·al 
good of the fishery ; and it inay be used in any water, or on 
a11y ground, when 11ot in direct contact 'vith the "\-Yater or 
ground being used by the hook-and-line fishermen. 

A11swer 6th Unacquainted with the salmon fishe1·y. 

Answer 7th. Cod nets are llsed 'vith good effect, and are no injury to 
the hook when 11sed in proper places. 

Ans'\ver 8th. Am unacqt1ai11ted with the cure of any fish bt1t the cod, 
which, if salted as soon as split, and left in salt from six to 
ten daJ1S, with due atte11tion to it afterwards~ a great improve­
ment might be n1ade in the fish. 

Answer 9th. Do think that the sale of bait by 011r people to foreigners 
has a bad effect 011 our :fishery, and lessens the quantity 
caught by our people. 

The difference between the Labrador and shore fishery is but sligl1t, 
yet f 01· your general information, I would say that the less legislation (in 
my opinion) on the fishe1·y the better. All the modes of fishery are, in 
their wa)-, good, and can be used in all places in proper seasons. Le­
gislators should not be led away by reports or con1plaints (unproved) 
against any particular n1ode of fishery ; as from my experience of the 
fishery, I believe they mostly arise through e11vy.

In compliance to your request, I give my opinion of the several fish-
eries with 'vhich I am acqllainted. · 

Answer l st.-By making manure of the caplin, I do think it a very great 
injury to the fishery at large-in time it 'vill cause a scarcity 
of bait. 

Answer 2nd.-The tlse of jiggers in catching fish, I thi11k them very 
necessar)~ vvhere ·lbe1·e is no bait to be had, in the first of the 
season, on the Southern shore or any other part, for the first 
of the season. 

Answer 3rd.-I am not thoroughly acquainted 'vith the bl1ltow mode of~ 
fisl1ing, but so far as I am acquainted, I do thir:.1{ it do injure 
~very ml1ch by ca.tchi11g the mot.her fish that is strolli11g alo11g 
the grou11d. , 

Answer 4th.-I also do thi11k that herring seines are useful, and not de­
trimental to the fisheries for the use of b~it, because bait 

· could i1ot be 1Jroc11red on the Southern or Western Districts, 
for large boats, in the spring or after the caplin, without 
them. 

Answer 5th.-Cod seines very useful, and I do thin1\: not very detri­
mental to the hook-and-li11e; they may te11d to lessen a por­
tion of youn.g fish. I have experie.ncecl seasons "'·hen hooks 
and lines and cod seines wot1ld be all a]il\:e ; and also others 
when 110 fish could be procured by tl1e hook ; the seines 
would do well, provided they wollld i1 interfere 'vith tl1e 
small boats to give them room to fish. I do not thinl{, so far 
as ~ .. y experience goes, thri.t by altering the mesh of the seine 
would be any avail to scre811 the small fish, a 0 the bag would 
do as well ; by altering the mesh of the seines ,it '\-Yould rene~v 
fresh expense on the m.erchant and planter, wl1en tl1e bag 
would be but sligl1t expense towards that of the seine, by 
alte1·· ng the scale of the bags from 3~ to 4 inches. 

Ansv;er 6th.-As for the salmon fisheries, I am not acquainted, as there 
is not much 1f tl1em taken on our shores. 
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Answer 7th. Cod nets are not used in general ; there is but few of 
them, and I do not think them detrimental, provided they 
are not used on fishing gro11nd where the boats fish they 
take up the room of several boats. 

Ai1swer 8th. I cannot point any other better method of cu1·ing than 
that which we p1--actice. 

• 

Answer 9th. I think the sale of bait to the foreigners, by our fisher-
n1en, is very prejudicial to our fisheries. For my own expe­
rience since 1808, when we used to i·esort the offing, the 
fish 1vas in abunda11ce, l111til 1815, when tl1e1·e was peace 
with the F1·~nch, they came on the ba11ks and destroyed all 
the mother fish with tl1eir bttlto,vs. In the first of my pro­
ceedings i11 the offing, whe11 '\Ve '\Vould be fishing, every fish 
:'ou 'vould haul in would spa,vn 011 the declr, so m11ch that 
the n1eri could hardlJ7 stand in thei1· rooms. Our fishermen, 
b37 selling to the French the bait in St. Peters, in the spring 
of the year, enabled the French to fish on the banks, 
'vhich Fish would strike our 8hores. Some 40 01" 50 years 
)'ears ago, by going to fish, to go off 40 or 50 miles in the 
s1Jri11g of the ) ear, from the 20th of ~1ay to the 20th of June., 
the fisl1 would be approacl1ing neare1" and nea1~er towards the 
the land, but is not that vvay now ; you will get no fish in 
the offi11g at all in those daJTS. On the decli11e of tl1e French 
fisl1ery i11 the n1onth of October, we catch some of the same 
fish that deals vvith the French, for we get the hooks in theit 
mo11ths ..

Your circular of the 21st inst., came to hand on the 27th, in a very 
unfavorable time, as I am now busily engaged in fitting out for the com­
ing seal fishery, and caanot give it that consideration which I consider 
it i·equires. 

Answer lst.-I consider that the use of caplin for manure is a great 
injury to the fisheries in general. 

Answer 2nd.-I co11sider jiggers are in some cases a great injl1ry, and in 
others quite indispe11sable; for instance, in the use of cod 
sei11es, when the \lvater is thick and muddy, you must use the 
jigger to kno\v 'vl1cn fish is lying 011 the ground, and on the 
other hand, when fisl1ing with the hook.and-line, the jiggers, 
when used, is an injury. 

Answer 3rd.-I am 'vell acql1ainted ''1ith the bultow plan of fishing, and 
consider it a great injury; for instance, the bultow is al-
ways set in deeper water than where the hook-and-line is { 
used, and in consequence catches all, or a great many of the 
largest and spawning fish, as I have ofte11 taken and seen 
fish taken from bultows, and a large quantity of spawning 
fish. I consider bultows are injurious to the general success 
of the fisheries. 

Answer .4th.-I consider the herring sei11es no injury to the cod fisher­
men. 

Answe1· 5th. I consider the cod seine ~he most improved mode of fishing 
now followed, and tends to increase the annual catch. I 
should suggest that 3 l inch be tl1e smallest n1esh used.

Answe1· 6th.-Not acquainted 'vith the salmon fishery. 

Answer 7th.-I-Iave used cod nets, and seen them used, and consider 
them a11 injury. 

Answer 8th. I think that if cod-fish were well 'vashed when split, be­
fore salted, it 'vould greatl)r improve their appearance. The 
same '\Vould apply to all othe1· fish. 
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Answer 9th. I consider that the sale of bait by our fishermen to for .. 
eigners is a great injury to their o"\-vn inte1~est. 

I would beg to ring before your notice the practice of splitting fish 
on the fisl ~11g grounds, which is far too prevalent among our fisl1ern1en , 
and is, consicter, a great inj111·y to their best interests.

I have the honor to acknowledge the i~eceipt of your Circular, in 
which you request me to give my opinion for the information of a joint 
Committee of the Legislative Council and House of A.ssembly, appointed 
to inquire into the causes of the decline of the fisheries, I, therefore, in 
compliance 'vith your request, herein transmit to you my candid and 
unprejudiced opinion. 

Ans,ver lst.-Hauling caplin for the purpose of manure is injurious to 
the fishery. I am of opinion that, should the fishermen , 
throw overboard the spare bait each day, it would be the 
means of keeping the fish on the ground. 

Answer 2nd. I do not think the use of jiggers in catching fish injures 
the hook-and-line fishermen; as for years, in my recollection, 
from 25 to 40 qtls. a man would be ca11ght on jiggers before 
the caplin set in, and still did not seem to have any effect in 
the diminution of the catch during the remainder of the 
season. 

A11swer 3rd.-Bulto,vs are not used here-consequently I cannot give 
my opinion grounded on my own experience, but, from the 
general opinion of those who fish in their vicinity they are 
very det1imental to the general success of the fish~ry. 

' 
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A.nswe1· 14th- Herrings are hauled with seines here during the months 
of .i\..ugust and September onl)r, vrhen no other bait can be 
had, and by which all are supplied with bait. Should that 
practice be discontinued here, it would be ruinous iu the ex­
t1·eme to the hook-and-line fishermen. 

Answer 5th.-Cod seines have an injurious effect on the annual catch 
of fish, a11d tend injuriously to affect the general good of the 
fishery. Those seines are hauling in the first week of June, 
before the fish are settled on the ground, disturbing it and 
causi11g it to strike off into deep water. . They are enabled, 
owing to tl1eir great depth, of· fron1 90 to 100 feet, to fre­
que11tly hat1l on the fishing ground ; and by so doing the hook­
and-line fishern1en in their in1n1ediate vicinity, althougl1 catch­
ing fish very fast before the seine is hauled, are u11de1· thP. 
necessity of immediately 1naking another berth, as the fish 
totally fiails once the seines are hauled in their vici11ity. I 
consider· the mesh in tl1e sei11es too small, being only 2~ inch­
es, whereas the Pa1·liament mesh, I believe, was formerly 4 
inches; consequently a great quantity of small fish is taken, 
which is altogether wortliless, unless merely for the liver 
alone, as I ha·ve sometimes seen the sho1·e cre'\v taking o·ut 
tl1e liver and t11rowing the fish afte1·wards to waste. . 

Ans,ver 6th.- I do i1ot llSe ~od nets, nor do I kno\v of any person here 
using them ; but I an1 of opinion that the)1 have an injurious 
effect on the hook fishery, by being stationary in the course 
which the fish tal{e, and causing it to strike off, and also pre­
,.Te11ting boats to co1ne to anchor for the purpose of fishing, 
'v herever they are set. 

A11s""er 9th.-I ain of opinion that the sale of bait to foreigners, by our 

• 
o'vn people, is highly p1·ejudical to us, as by- supplying the 
French and other foreigners with bait, tends very much to 
the diminution of our o'vn catch of fisl1. 

'I'he foregoing a11swers are given ca11didly, and without p1·ejudice, and 
grounded on my own experience.

lst.-That the discontinuance of catching caplin for the purposes of 
manure might induce the caplin to return to their former haunts, 
about the beaches, which they are annually leaving, and possibly 
cat1se the cod fish to i~en1ain, as formerly, in their vicinity. 

2nd.-I have neve1· heard any complai11ts about the use of jiggers in this 
11eigl1bourhood, but occasionallyfrom the Lab1·ador fishermen, with­
out their suggesting any alternative. 

3rd.-I have i10 acquaintance "rith the bulto\v method of fishing, but 
p1·esume, if the charge be correct, that the fish a1·e retained on the 
banl{s by the F1·ench using the bultow there ; it 'vould eqt1ally ap-
ply to the fishing grounds on this coast. · 

4th. I have no knowledge of the practice of the herring fishery by 
• seines. 

5th. I cannot suggest any improven1ent in cod seines ; had they never 
been used, those engaged in the fishery 'vould, in my opinion, have 
been in better circumstances tha11 at present. The size of the fish 
better marketable and better cured. 

6th. I am not acquainted with the mode of salmon fishi11g. 

7th. A few cod nets are used by the n1ore industrio11s of our :fishe1·me11 
here. I have no idea that the practice can inj11re tl1e l1ool{-and-li11e 
fishe14 men, althot1gh it excites the envy of the less industrious. 

8th.-Under the existing indiscriminate system of suppl}?, I see no me­
thoJ by which the cure of fish ca11 be enforced, unless the fisher­
man can be shewn that he derives personal advantage from the 
extra trouble and expense involved. 

9th.-I have no knowledge, by 'vhich I can hazard an opi11ion.

.._t\_ns\ver lst.-I am of opinion the use of caplin for manure is very pre­
judicial to the fishery, as the fish are not allowed to land for 
spa\vning, but kept off in -1.eep \vater, conseque11tly the cod 
fisl1 becomes glutted, and 'vill 11ot take the hook, and te11ds 
to lessen the bait. 

Ans,ver 2nd.__;I have every objection to the use of jiggers, knowing 
they drive the fish off the ground, and in many instances the 
fish get so much injured they go away, causing many to fol­
lo'v them. 

A11s'\ver 3rd.-I am i1ot acquainted with the bultow fishery, but should 
s11ppose a great many of 'vhat is termed the mother fish is 
taken b)r them ; if so, they are very injurious. 

A11swer 4th.-In my opinion the use of herring seines are very detri­
me11tal to both fisheries, for instance, large nt1mbers of her-
1·ings are seined at one time, the result is that large q11antities 
of then1 are destroyed, not sufficient time to put them under 
salt. Further, were they not seined, the herring 'vould mesh 
in our herring nets, each would always have bait, and what 
wo11ld be cured would be good quality. 

A11swer 5th.-Respecting the use of cod seines, I am in favour of them. 
From my own l{n0,,1ledge and experience, I have know11 tl1e 
seines to be doing vrell, vvhen nothing could be done with tl1e 
hook-and-line.

Answer lst.-It may not be legal to haul caplin for manure, but on an 
a'1erage, 1 have seen the caplin more abt1r1dant than t~e cod 
fish. In f or1ner times the~:e 'vas no caplin used as manure ; 
but there 'vas a g:~eat l111a11tity destroyed by the bankers, whe11 
tl1ey 'vould haul in one )·ear as much as would do then1 until 
they came the second year . 

.. !'\nswer 2.nd.-I consider the jigger a support to the fisherman~ if fish 
came on fishing ground in the mi(ldle of ~Ia)r, as I have of1en 
seen no caplin until the latter end of June. v-V.ould not fish-
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ermen catch the greater part of their voyage during that time 1 
I have known t'\ivo men to catch from 20 to 40 quintals of fish 
on jiggers before they got caplin, and during the caplin, not 
ten. 

A11swer 3rd.-I c1o surmise tl1e bulto'v to be detrimental to the fishery, 
by the annihilation of the mother fish, where t11ere are no 
breeders, there is no offspri11g. 

A11swer 4th.-I also thinlr tl1at herri11g seines a.re very useful, and 11ot 
detrimental to the fishery ; bait could not be procured for 
boats sprir g or fall of the year, "vithout tl1ese seines. 

A11swer 5th.-I de) consider the mesh of the cod seine large e11ough. 
By having a large1· mesl1 bag, the11 vvhat small fish your 
seine will enclose ·\vhen you ba.g this fisl1, the small will deop­
pitate a11d extricate itself. Cod sei11e men to keep clear of 
sn1all boats, then they do them no harm. 

A11swer Gth.-In regard of the salmon fishery, I am unacquaintecl 
with it .

SIR,-

I beg to send you the following answers to the queries in your Cir~ 
cular of 21st ult ;-

lst.-I consider the use of caplin for the purpose of manure most in­
jurious to all interested in the shore fishery ; and I attribute 
thereto the decreased quantities of codfish lately take·n in this 
neighbourhood. As soon as the caplin come near the coves and 
beaches to ~pawn, they are taken· in immense quantities by a 
large fleet of punts especially engaged for that purpose ; and in a 
few days the caplin not destroyed are driven out into deep water, 
where the fish feed on them, and consequently they will not take 
the bait from the 11001\:s of the fishermen. 'Vhen away for a few 
days the caplin attempt to return, but the same process is continued, 
and they are then obliged to keep out in deep water to spawn.. By 
this 'vl1olesale destruction the quantity of them is greatly decreased, 
and instead of I"emai11ing as formerly, for about six weeks, they are 
not to be had af·ter a montl1 from their first appearance; and the· 
1)ast season, i11 n1any places, several times the fishermen were even 
unable to get an)1 for bait. In the neighbourhood of U p·per Island 
Cove and Spaniard's Bay, they were only obtainable for a few da)1S 

a.t the beginning of the season ; and as they left the coast the fish 
went too. H a'ring been driven away fron1 the places where the 
caplin, within the last few years, landed and spawned, it may be 
inferred that if the practice be continued, the outer CO"\"es, whither 
the boats now go to tal\:e them, \vill in a short time also be deserted 
by them. The quantity of cod fish no'v annually caught about this 
Bay is very much less than formerly, for the fish will not take the 
bait from the hooks,as thP-y have the live caplin driven out to them, 
and from the circumstance that the caplin-school now continues so 
much less a time than formerly, and on that period the punt fisher­
men almost entirely depend for their voyage, their small craft not 
allowing them to go out to the headlands. If the destruction of 
caplin for manure be not prohibited, the large number of persons 
now engaged i11 the punt fisheries in this Bay \vill not be able to 
make a livelihood, and supplying them therefore will have to be 
stopped.

~yhen placed on the hook-~nd-line fishing ground, they are injurious 
tP the general interests of tl1ose conce~tled, but when fished apart 
f!om the hook-and-li11e grou~d, I do not hear t4em cpmp~ained of, 
pµt spoken of as largely assisti~g the ca~cl1. 

~~h~~Great~r care, cleanliµess in 'vashing, 4andling, and w9rking the 
fish, a~e very necessary to improv~ the cure. i,,11~ c~stom of ·pick~ 
ling the sl1or!3 fis~, as carried 011 by many, is very injt1rious ; a~d the 
fish, i11 consequence, 'Yi~l not stap.d a vqyage to ~of climates. 

9th.-If bait were not sold to foreigners, cod fish would come in mlich 
larger quantities on to our coast, ~s they 1vo11ld come in for bait, 
which they ?J.OW get <?n the ba11ks from those to whom it is S<?ld; and 
although a few xnen sell it, a11d may be ben~fitted, the larger num­
ber of fishermen aJ·e i11jured thereby.

I received your circular of ·the 21st instant, and in reply, I have been 
eonnected with tl1e .cod fishery for the last 40 }rears; and in my opinion 
the1·e is nothing so destructive to the fishery as the taki11g such abund­
ance of caplin for the pu1~pose of malcing manure ; for I do believe that 
if there is not some stop put to it, that in this place, and many other 
places, it will be the cause of aur fisherie~ to become a total failure. 

:C ];if:l,ve _see].J. ·as many as from 15 to 20 la.rge skiffs, each taking as 
many as 20 or 30 barrels for n1anure, and leaving our fishermen,shortly 
after, 'vithout one ·caplin for bait-and also driving1them off in the deep, 
~o that the .eod fish gets glutted and will not take the hook; wherein if 
the caplin was let i·emain in the coves, our fisherme11 could catch osme 
of that fish out in the deep. 

Many pers.ons complained to me last st1mmer about so mucl1 capliu 
taken,and ther could not get any for bait, and would ha1,.e destroyed the 
skiffs,only I used to persuade them out of it-and told them that )Tour Hon­
orable Heuse would take the matter into their serious consideration, and 
put a stop to such practice. As for the use of jig.gers and cod nets, I 
believe they are also injurious to the fisheries ; and if the use of them 
}Vas stopped, our fisheries would improve . 

. As for the use of cod .seine~, herring seines and bultows, is not much 
used in this place-nor neither is saJmon nets .. 

J ~oIJ.'t know c;>f any other ~way that the .cod fish could be better cured, 
only was4 the ~s}1 .clean before the salt is laid on; and I think that would 
improye th~ cur~, 'vith p~~nty of suµ t9 dry it ~p, a~d it w9uld stand in 
·\varm countries. , · 

As for ~he sale of b_ait to foreigners by our people, I do think that if 
that bait was kept back, the fish that would be tal{en with that bait 
may come in to ot1r shores, and be caught by our 91vn people, :SO th~t 
~h~ country at large \Vould be benefitted by it. · ·

I received your Circular of the 20th of February, requesti1ig me to 
answel' certain questions on the present mode of fishing, which I shall 
do to the best of my knowledge and long e~perienc~. 

\ 
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Answer lst . ....:...r do not think caplin used for manure injurious to the 
fisheries ;; I would recommend all caplin remaini11g in the 
boats in the evening to be thrown out on the fishing ground, 
as it may have a tendency to detain fish on that ground. 

A11swer 2nd.-Hook-and-line fishermen, to my knowledge, h ve used 
jiggers these last fifty years, and during that time tli re have 
been a great many abundant fisheries. Now jiggers are not 
so much used ; then our fishermen used to jig from the main 
bank to the shore, and catch fish all over tl1at part of the 
offing. 

Answer 3rd.-I am not acquainted with the bultow fishery-this I have 
remarked, since the French have used them on the banlrs, 
the fish formerly taken i11 the offing have totall)7 failed; our 
boats used, in that seaso11, generally catch from one to two 
hundred quintals, which is a great cause of the decline of 
our fisheries. 

Answer 4th.-Herring seines are ge11erally used on the sl1ore in 
August, for the purpose of procuring bait for fishing, tl1ere­
fore I think it must be a benefit to the cod fisherman. 

Answer 5th.-The annual catch of· fish, in my opinion, is much increas­
ed by the use of cod seines. I do not think that cod seines 
tend in any 'vay to a general injury with regard to size of 
mesh used ; a small portio11 is three in ch, all the rest from 
four to five i11ch. I have seldom known any too small for 
market taken. 

Answer 6th.-The salmon fishery, I atn quite unacquainted with, the1·e .. 
fore incompetent to give an opinion. 

Answer 7th.-Cod nets are sometimes used in my neighbourhood; by 
remaining in the 'vater by day, they may hinder boats from 
ai1choring, and seldom cod fish mesh in day time, but set 
them in the evening, ai1d . haul them in the morning, it is n1y 
opinion they do not injure the hook-and-line fishermen. 

Answer Sth.-I am not acquainted with the cure of any fish but cod 
fish. I kno"\v of no mode of improvement, ~s the weather 
has as much to do 'vith it as the curer. 

• 
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Answer 9th.-I do think the sale of bait by our people to foreigners has 
an injurious effect on the interests of our fishermen, as it af­
fords the French sufficient to cover all the main bank with 
bultow lines, which is in my opinion the cause of the decline 

I 

, in our offi11g fishe1·ies, which decrease the annual catch con­
siderably, particularly to fishermen from Cape St. Francis to 
Cape St. lVIary's.

I give the following a careful consideration-viz :-

.l\ns\ver lst.-I do firmly believe that the use of caplin for manure is de­
trimental and rui11011s to the cod fisheries. I have seen in 
this locality h11ndreds of barrels of caplin taken and bulked 
011 the beacl1es for ma11ure, and at or about the san1e time the 
fishermen could not get caplin for bait. So much so have 
the capli11 been dri,ren f1·om the beaches (where they would 
have spa\v11ed) into deep water, and of course the cod fish 
followed tl1e ca.plin out of the reach of the fishermen, which, 
i11 my opinion, if not stopped, 'vill cause a total f ailu1·e of ·the 
fisheries. · 

_r\nswer 2nd.-As to the use of cod jiggers, if sue~ practice is allowed, 
there will not be any fish lef·t on the fishing ground bt1t will 
be driven away, so that none lvill be caught with hook-and­
line. 

Answer 3rd.-I am not acquainted with the bultow system of catching 
fish, but there are a few bultows used in this place, a11d the 
fishermen complained to me that the bultows were ruining 
them; that they could not catch any fish "Then the bultows 
were in the water. I often heard the fishermen say that the'1 
would cut the bultows adrift. · 

. .. 
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Answer 4th.-As to the use of herring seines or the herring :fisheries, I 
am not acq 11ain ted with it, therefore I cannot dwell on th at 
question. 

Answer 5th.-As to· the use of cod seines, they are, in nly opinion, in ... 
jurious to the fisheries when they are 'vorked 011 the fishing 
ground where the boats are using the hook-and-line. I have 
been myself catching fish very fast with the hook, when a cod 
sei11e has been put in the wacer near the boat I 'vas into, 
and I could not get fish after, and had t0 go elsewhere. 

Answer 6th.-As there are no salmon fisheries carried on here, I have 
no knowledge of what injury it may be to the cod fisl1eries 
elsewhere. 

Answer 7th.-The use of cod nets appears to be in the 'vay of the fish 
coming in with the shore after the caplin ('vhen they are al­
lowed to land) . 

Answer 8th.-As to the cure of cod fish, I should recommend that be­
fore the fish be salted, that it should· be 'vashed clean of the 
blood and slub that sticks so close to said fish, a11d after that 
to be cured as usual. 

Answer 9th.-I think the sale of caplin by our people to foreigners to 
be as injurious to our fisheries as the taking of caplin for 
manure. 

Answer lOth.-The Labrador fisheries I am not acquainted with, and 
have no remarks to make. 

Answer llth.-I have been a·cq11ainted with the shore fisheries over 40 
years, and I do '\Vi~h that tl1e taking of caplin for manure, 
the use of cod jiggers, bultows and cod nets, will be done 
a'vay with, so as to save the fisheries from a total ruin.

GENTLE~IEN,-l transmit to your judgment m-y opinion of the due 
effects of cod seines and other modes of fishing. I have been catching 
cod fish for thirty years. I have llsecl cod seines, hook-and-line, and. 
jiggers twenty-three years. I ha·ve been master fot1rteen seasons, I used 
a cocl sei11e, I have fished, round the island., in the western bays, down_ 
the Straits of Belle Isle, and on the coast of Labrador, f1·om La11ce S·ab­
lon as far down as Table Bay. 'Vhere1rer the cod seines are commonly 
used, fish becomes scarce. 1\if y opinio11 is that certai11 shoals of fish ti·e­
quent the diffexent fishery grounds. An experienced fisherman can tell 
the fish caught at Cape St. Mary's from that ca11ght at Cape Pine-it is 
the san1e on all tl'le coast. lVIy opinion is, that w-hen the fish that 
freque11t any IJart of the coast come on tl1at ground, it 1vill remain there 
for the season, if not frightened or driven away. There are schools of 
fish that seem to be driven along the coast with every change of wind 
and tide, that take the hook when passing the different fishing grounds. 
\!Ve often say this is not the fish belonging to our grouncl, the fish that 
·we say belong to the gro11nd, when it got gorged with bait in cap­
lin school, will sometimes be for da)7S you cannot catch one. I have 
ofte11 let down a jigger amongst it, and it would form a circle rou11d it, 
so that I cot1ld not get one for breakfast, and so it remained until a 
change of wind or bait, but al,vays sure to take the hook occasionall)?, 
whe11 on the ground. This is the reason that I condemn th~ use of cod 
seines, for they frighten the fish that rest on our ground, a11d drive it 
away, a11d leave the hook-and-line fishermen bare rocks instead of fish; 
besides, there are more , fish destroyed, taking numbers to account, than 
there are cured. If the cod Beines are allowed to be used, as at present, 
thirty years he11ce we will not get five quintals of fish for each man, and 
tl1e cod seines will l1ave done away with themselves. Herring with us 
are only hauled for bait, but I believe the seines to be injt1rious to the 
he1·ri11g fishery. 1'he cure of' cod fish can be improved by care and at­
tention.

A11swer lst.-I certainly think the hauling of caplin for manure is an 
i11jury in the early part of the caplin season, and ought to be 
stopped by law. I lcno-vv it is extensively used, and is of great 
use for gardens, and am not prepared to say whether the total 
disuse might or might not be advisable, or whether the great 
destr11ction carried on is likely to drive them from our shores. 

Answer 2nd.-The use of jigg_ers here is of no injury, being so little 
used, v1 : only at times 'vhen bait will not take. 

Answer 3rd.-The use of the bultow, I do believe is very injurious, 
chiefly so in the destruction of the mother fish. I howe~r 
use them myself, as vvell as ma·ny of my neighbors-for the 
fact must be told, we are so infatuate(l, or so covetous, or 
e11vious, or whatever )~Otl like to call it, tl1at unless you prevent 
us by some legal enactments, we shall still continue cutting 
our own tl1roats, a.nd that '\ivittingly. The same may,with too 
much truth, be said also of the cod nets. The fact is we want 
you to stop us-for as long as my neighbour enjoys the privi­
lege, I n1ust do nothing, and therefore I do it too, or starve. 
We have bultows covering the fishing ground in its whole 
extent, some over three hundred fathoms long, \vith a hook 
every fa thorn. 

" 

Ai1swer 4th.-The herring nets, when used, do no harm. 

Ans,ver 5th.-The cod seines are used here, and, in general, I am of 
opinion do no harm when they confine themselves to proper 
hauling coves, and not on tl1e straight sl1ore. Some do oc­
cassio11ally tres11ass llpon the ground occupied by 11ook-and­
line men, and ought not to be permitted, unless by commo11 
consent of hook-and-li11e men, on particular occasions. I have 
kno'\tvn the crew of a cod sei11e come to terms with t:1e hook­
and-line men and share the catch. This has bee11 consei1ted 
to, and 'vay made for the seine 'vhen little 'vas doi11g " 1ith 
the hook, and a good pros1Ject offered for the sei11e. 'l'he 
size of the mesh in the bunt should not be less than 2! i11ch­
es, which will allow unmarketable fish to escape u11injured. 
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Answer 6th.-Salmon nets are usecl here by t1s all under no regulation, 
and m11st interfexe with tl1e cod fishery, barring off and wall­
i11g up the grot1nd in the same way as do tl1e cod nets. I 
t1se therr1 myself . 

.J._4..ns\ve1~ 7 th.-1,he cod nets are the most n1ischievo11s mode of fishing 
practised. 1,he fish not ca11ght in their meshes cannot come 
on the ground, but may be seen in clear "\ivater passing off out­
side tl1em. Another evil, \Vith the cod nets, I have omitted to 
mention is, that some \V ho use them desecrate the Sabbath 
by overhauling them on that day. Tho whole body of fish 
may be seen following the leading fish (like sl1eep) in the 
form of a wedge, and going off rou11d the end of tl1is 'vall of 
cod nets, quite clear of the ground. Some of those 'vho use 
them are now 011 the p11blic \VOl'lrs, and -W'"ill drive the whole 
cou11try into pauperism, if not preve11ted. 

Ai wer 8th.-This question I can say nothing about. 

A11s\ver 9th.-And this more concerns the people to the \vestward.

Answer lst.-As regards caplin for manure, I am of opinion tl1at it cer­
tainly should i1ot be used for that purrJose, on its first appear­
ance 011 the grou11d, say for the first fortnight, as I have fre­
quently k11own great quantities hauled for manure, whilst our 
bait skiffs have had to wait a day or t'vo in consequence of 
their disturbance. I do not know that it would be advisable 
to prevent the use of it altogether for ma11ure, but certainly 
the early taking of it for that p11rpose ot1ght. 
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A11swer 2nd.-The use of jiggers in this locality is not much practised, 
ai.1d when used, the fisl1 will not tal{e bait, a11d consequently 
does not lessen tl1e q11antity caught. 

Ai1svver 3rd.-As regards the bultow plan of fishing, I a.m '\vell acquaint­
ed witl1 it, and :fi11d it very i11juriot1s. I11 the first place, the 
great '\Vaste of time in procuri11g bait, and atte11dance to the 
bultow, a11d the small quantity caught in comparison to the 
qt1antity of bait used, oftentimes the numberless hooks used 
are cleansed of their bait, with very few fish. The hoolr-and 
line fishern1en, in the n1or11i11g, fi11d tl1e fish have been fed 
well during tl1e night, ancl, therefore, cannot tempt them with 
bait. The fish tal{e11 with tbe bultow is generally of the 
largest description, viz., the mother fish, a11d therefore cannot 
but be mischevious. I myself use the bultow occasionally, as 
'vell as my 11eighbours, bt1t still I think we ought all to be 
stopped by the i11terference of tl1e law.

Answex 4th.-Herring seines have not been i11jurio11s to the cod fishery 
in this locality, in any way. 

A11swer 5th.-I am long acql1ai11ted 'vith tl1e use of the cod seines, and 
can see no sot1nd reaso11 for a11y injur3r tl1ey do~ when confined 
to the proper hauli11g coves. Until the last four years they 
'vere a great profit~ until cod nets were sunk 011 the grot1nd, 
a11cl 110'\V the catch is not one-third. As regards their bei11g · 
'' used in proper water ancl ground," it mt1st be confessed 
some do use them improperly, to the ii1terfere11ce of the hook­
and-line men, bt1t tl1e law co11lcl ea.sily define tl1e proper 
limits, viz., the hauling coves. The size of mesh for cod 
sei11es should not be less than 2 ~ incl1. in the bunt, that is the 
size generally used here. 

Answer 6th.-W e have no regulation here as regards the fishing for 
salmon ; numerous salmo11 nets are 11sed on the fishing ground, 
to the great inconve11ie11ce of the cod fishing. 

Answer 7th.-Cod nets, I use them as well as my neighbours, but I deem 
them to be the beginning of our poverty general! y, for they 
have already proved their mischievous effects, i11 turr1ing so 
many upo11 the Go·vern111e11t for relief. I verily believe they 
have reduced the catch of the hook-and-line men, from their 
former catch of 40 or 50 quintals }Jerman, to 110\V an average 
of 15 only. These cod nets are bro11ght home close to the 
rocks, and run out, net after net, for hundreds of fathoms~ 

• 
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forming wall after wall, and stretching out into deep 'vater ; 
the fish are consequently prevented comi11g in on the fishing 
ground, andjpass off round, out of our reach. The usual fish­
ing ground extends out about 70 yards only. 

Answers 8th and 9th.-On these questions we offer no opinion, not feel­
i11g· ourselves competent so to do.

5th.-I do not think cod seines tend to injure the fishery, when follo,ved 
so as not to interfere with or molest the 11ook-and-line fishery. 

6th. and 7tb.-N o salmon fishery or cod nets used in this locality. 

8th.-I do not think I can point <?Ut any improvement on the present 
method of curing fish. 

9th.-There is no traffic in the sale of bait in this locality.

In -compliance with your wishes, on the i11terests and '1Velfare of the 
fisheries, and after a fe\v days' consideration on the matter, I came to a 
conclusio11, as follows :-

A11s,ver lst.-The use of caplin for the p11rpose of manure in this lo­
cality is but very trifling, bt1t in other harbors, where there 
are so much of them used for manure, I do think it is pre-
judical to the cod fishery. Those three or fot1r years past, 
caplin did not come i11 on our shores before tP.e 25tl1 of June, or 
the 1st of July, and then in small ql1a11tities, scarcely any 
stopping on the fishing grounds, but going 11p to the bottoms 
of the harbours, 011 the sandy beaches, to deposit their spawn. 
Then they 11auli11g such large ql1a11tities for the purpose of 
manure, it scarcens them, and also 1nakes them strike off very 
soon, the cod fish following them off i11to deep water, and I 
do think that by discontinuing this practice, the caplin would 
stop longer in on our coast, and then there would be more 
fish caught and hauled. 

Answer 2nd.-The use of jiggers no'v iu our harbours is but very trifl­
ing, because the large boats go away to St. Mary's and Pla­
ce11tia Bays, fishing in the spring ; a11d but few of our small 
boats go out jigging before the caplin comes in ; but I do 
think that if jiggers 've19e much practiced, they would be 
l1urtful to the cod fishery, because they wo11ld scare and 
frighte11 the fish off th~ ground. 

Answer 3rd.-The plan of bultow, and its effects on the other modes of 
fishing, I am unacquai11ted with, never havi11g them myself, 
or seeing tl1em used by others. 

Answer 4tl1.-The use of herring sei11es on our coast does not injure, 
bnt serve our fishermen very n1uch; from the 1st of Augt1st 
until the terminatio11 of the voyage, our fishermen would be · 
almost idle only for those seines. Squids are getting scarce 
no'v on our coast, and herring is almost the only bait our fish­
ermen can proc1tre for that seaso11. 

-~11s,~ver 5th.-The use of cod ~eines, i11 n1y opinion, do not decrease, 
· but increase the a1111t1al catch of fish, because there are times 

'vhe1l cod fisl1 cannot be caught .lvith hook-and-line, but can 
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l)e l1auled wit11 the cod sei11es to a great ad,;a11tage. Of cot1rse 
I }{110 ''that lv"'rge cod seines goi11g out tl1e 1st a11d 10th of 
June 011 tl1e fishing gro11nds, and 11auli11g in 18 and 20 fa­
thon1s 'vater, is injlrrio11s to the cod fishery in ger1eral, be­
cause at tl1e time there are la1·g·e quantities of cod fish rovi11g 
about the grou11d i11 quest of food: 1--hen these large cod sei11es 
con1m~nce hauli11g so early that they frigl1ten tl1e fish off, 
because tl1ere is no bait to keep it on the ground ; but if 
tl1ose cod seines wo11ld stop i11 until the 20th qr 25th of Jt111e, 

then the caplin a11d cod fish ''rot1ld be i11 together, they n1ay 
<YO 011t then ai1d comme11ce hauling, and I do thi11k that the)' 
~vould not hurt the hook-and-line fishermen very much, be­
cause "\l·v11en 've ha,re a good cod seine VO)rage, "re generally 
have a good hool{-and-li11e ';oyage too ; but, in n1y opinio11, it 
is t11e 'vant of fisl1, and not the cod seines tl1at makes our 
voyageQ so bad those f·ew yeaTs past. As for the (1iff ere11t 
size meshes, I do thin]{ the one in pra.ctice is as appropriate 
as a11y other "'e could a.clopt. 

J~ns,ver 6th and 7tl1-Tl1e n1ode of salmon fishi11g, a11d the use of cod 
i1ets, I am u11acq11ai11ied 'vitl1, and therefore I cannot give a11y 
01)i11io11 011 the111. · 

Ans,~ver 8tl1.-ils for a11y otl1er n1ode or method of ct1ring cod fish, than 
tl1e 011e i10\v in llractice, I an1 u11acquainted with,-this I 
1{110 'r, it, tl1ere 'vas n1ore car~ tal{e11 in 'vasl1ing a11d clea11sing 
cod fish in tl1e sta.ge, before it Vi70t1ld go on the flake, it "vot1ld 
:tri1alr.e a great i1111Jroven1ent in it; but after it once goes on 
tl1e ftal;:e, I do i1ot kno\v of any better mode of curing or dr)'·­
ing the saicl fish than tl1e one i1ow in practice. 

Ans,~rer 9th.-I }{no'v that tl1e sale of bait to f oreig11ers by ot1r fisher­
men is i11jurious to the i11terests of our fishery. Some tVire11ty 
or thirty ) .. ears ago, our old fishermen used to bring i11 from 
100 to 150 quintals of cod fisJ1 per boat out of the offii11g (as 
tl1ey us~d to ca.II it) bE~fore the ca1)li11 vrould come i11; b11t i1o'v 

there is none to be ca11gl1t tl;cr{::.j and the old experie11ced fish­
ern1e11 clo thin1r that tl1e la.rge fish they t1sed to catch the11 
in the offing, c~trtle from tl1e Grand 13anlrs, and the reason 
it do not come 110"\V is, that tl1c large nt1n1ber of ba11lreTs 
cor11ing on the saicl Ba11l~s iI! the 1non.tl1 of April, and then· 
getting supplied by our fisherrne11 ·11vith bait, they keep this 
lt:tcg·e fisl1 on the said Ba111:c;, a11d prevent it from coming in

In reply to the queries su.bn1itted for my consideration by the Joint 
Committee of the J;egislative Council and House of Assembly, I have 
the honor to state : 

lst.-That I am of opinion, that tl1e using of caplin as manure is 11igh­
ly prejudicial to the cod fishery, a11d for the reasons hereinstated. 

2.nd.-The t1se of jiggers, no'v so ge11eral, I look upon as a ·destructive 
mode of fishi11g. A single cod fish wounded with the jiggers, 'vill 
be pursued by Il1)iriads of cod i11to deep 'vater, 

3 rd.-.-The bultow method of fishing is very objectio11able, i11asmt1ch 
that by far the greater portion of fisl1 so taken are the mother fish. 
]\{any perso11s indulge in the rr1istaken idea, tl1at if fisl1i11g 'vith the 
bulto'v "\Vas restricted to the ea.rly part of the fishi11g seaso11, the 
evil would be remedied; bt1t it is an established fa,ct that spa,,r11, to 
a great exte11t, is found in fish taken with t11e bt1lto\V i11 October. 

4th.-I co11sider the Act passed by ot1r Legislature, prohibiti11g the haul­
ing of herring in seines before the 12th .t\..pril, as an Act of the ut­
most importance, and should be carried out to the letter of the la'v; 
and the prohibition should extend to the 20th of April at least. 

5 th.-Fish pickled in tubs is a practice much to be deprecated. Fish so 
ma11aged 'vill 11ot sta11d in a cargo 011 a 10ng voyage so \vell a.s fish 
salted in bulk. The inducements to pickle fish are a saving of salt, 
and the fish "\\7 eigh better. Fish washed before it is salted would be 
bet~er, .both in quality and appeara11ce. 
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5th.-The sale of bait t<) the French i11ay be regarded as the main cause 
of the fulli11g off of our shore fishery. 'l"he 'vriter had the commancl 
of the Revenue vessel engaged in the protection of the fishery on 
the south-weRt coast of the island, dl1ring the fot1r summer months 
of the years of lb46 a11d 184 7. So impressed are the 1."'rench in the 
belief that the hauling of large q11a11tities of caplin would be detri­
mental to their shore fishery, that tl1e privilege of taking caplin for 
bait 'vithin the French limits is co11fined to those who are engaged 
iii. the shore fishery-bankers consequently are excluded. 

7th.-I11 the neighbourhood of Lan1aline, extending along the coast for 
8 or 9 miles, the French, previous to 1846, were supplied witl1 
2,500 barrels of caplin ; but in that year, owing to the presence of 
the Revenue vessel and her boats, not 100 barrels were taken in 
that locality; this, with the obstruction thrown in the way of the 
French banke1"S being supplied with herring in the Spring, and 
their being a nionth later than usual on the Banks, resulted in the 
best fishery with the English subjects for many years previous. 

·8th.-The quantity of caplin supplied the French bankers in 1845; was 
21,000 barrels; their fishery has since increased, and the question 
would naturally be, that with the facts before us, \vould it be wise, 
in addition to this enormous quantity of caplin taken from our 
shore, to countenance the i11discriminate use of caplin for manure 1 

9th.-From 1810 to 1816 I resided at Burin, in the service of ~fessrs. 
Spinner & Co. Eighty four-handed boats were, from their premises, 
engaged in the fishery ; their voyage was wholly tal{en by the 
hook-and-line at Cape St. Mary's, and it would not be looked upon 
as extraordi11ary to exceed 900 qtls. for each boat; but after the 
peace in 1815, and St. Pierre again handed over to the French, the 
catch of fish ' gradually fell off ; hence the fact of the influence 
'vhich the Bank fisl1ery, supplied 'vith bait by our subjects, has on 
our shore fishery.

Answer 5th.-W e cannot see any change in the cod seines to be made~ 

Answer 6th.-There is no salmon worth notice caught here . 

.l.t\11s,ver 7th.-Cod nets ought to be prevented from barring up co,res, 
" or where caplin resort. 

Answer 8th.-. They do not see any method of curing fish, only the way 
they follow at present. 

Answer 9th.-The sale of bait to foreigners is most prejudicial to the 
fisheries. .. 

The men that I consulted have no other opinion to offer.

SrR,-

In answer to the questions proposed by the Fishery Committee, I beg 
leave to give the following answe1"s to such of them as have come under 
my notice in this Bay : 

Answer lst.-~he l1se of caplin for manure, I believe has done an in­
calculable amount of injury to the fishermen in this part of 
the Bay, as at the very first appearance of the caplin, and when 
they can be most advantageously used, those parties who are 
prepared with seines of the largest dimensions are after them, 
and I have seen persons taking the first of them for manure, 
and refusing to give the fishermen enough (or any at all) for 
bait ; when if they had been used for the purpose for which, 
in my opinion, they were intended, hundreds of quintals 
of fish would have been the result. This p1·actice is contin~ 
ued with unabated zeal, till the coves are cleared, and those 
left are driven into deep water to spawn; consequently the 
fish help themselves, and become glutted, when if the caplin 
were allowed to spawn in the coves as formerly, t11e 'fish coulc\ 
not so well get at them, a.nd would take the baited hook, and 
the fishermen would be i·ewarded in a far more successful 
manner, 

Ans,ver 2nd.-I believe the jiggers are '\'"ery injurious to the hook-and­
line men; as when a fish is torn by the jigger, and gets clear 
'vith the inside hanging out, a great quantity of other fish 
will follow it and leave the ground. 

t 

Answer 3rd.-Our most experienced fishermen co11sider the bultow plan 
a very bad one, and on tl1e fishing ground on the south shore, 
where formerly was the best hook-and-line ground, and where 
bultows 11ave been so very mt1ch used, the hook-and-line men 
cannot now catch any fish near it. 

Ans\ver 7th.-Cod nets are very much used about this part of the Bay, 
and are considered by most all to be injurious, being moored 
on the bottom all along the shore, which prevent the fish from 
worki11g up into the harbors as they 'vould naturally other­
wise do ; besides laying a1011g on the bottom, they destroy a 
great qua11tity of the mother fish. 

• 
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Answer Sth.-I believe a great improvement may be made in the cure of 
fish, if it was properly cleaned after being split, and after 
being salted. If fish is not properly washed before being put 
on the flake, it can never be made to look well. Cleaning and 
good splitting are most essential to make good fish.

SIR,-

In reply to your circular, I beg to offer the following obser,rations 
from my personal experience in the fisheries of the N ewfou11dland and 
Labrador coasts, i11 which I have been engaged the past twenty-eight 
years. I may be rather proli~ in n1y remarks, but am anxious to sho\V 
the reaso11s 'vhy I -arrive at my conclusions on the important subjects 
submitted for my opinion. 

I -

The caplin is one of the smallest of the saln1on family, a11d inhabits ~ 
onl)r the northern waters. It is not found 'further south than the shores 
of New Bruns"·ick, and does not at all frequent the N o'ra Scotia coast.~­
The manner in which the caplin deposits its spawn is one of the most 
curious phases of its natl1ral history. 1"'he male fisl1 are somewhat larger 
than the female, anti are provided with a ridge projecting on each side 
like the ridge of a ho.use. In this peculiarity the female is deficient. 
The latter, on approaching the beach to deposit its spawn, is attended by 
two male fishes, \vho cuddle the female bet\vee11 them, until the 'vhole 
body is co~cealed under the projecting ridges, and her head is only visi-
ble. In this position all three run together, with 'great swiftness~ upon 
the sands, when tlie males by some inherent imperceptible power, com-
press the body of the female between their own, so as to expel the spawn 
from an orifice near the tail. Having thus accomplish~d its delivery, the 

, 
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three caplins separate, and paddling with their whole force through the 
shallow water of the beach, generally succeed in regaining once more 
the bosom of the deep, although many fail to do so, and are cast upon 
the shore, especially if the surf be at all heavy. F1--om the obse1~,;atio11s 
I have been enabled to make, I believe the caplin approach the coast 
and spawn at spring tides. By the next spring tides the spawn 
has become vivified, and is washed off and mixed with the sand 
and grav:el. In about six weeks the young caplin are about the size 
of a cambric needle, and half the length. ...~bout this time the cod fish 
come in after the young spawn in great numbers, and I have had 70 to 
100 quintals often taken i11 a sei11e at a single hat1l at a beach that '1vas 
a favorite spa\vning place of caplin. If a stop were put to tl1e practice 
of hauling capli11 when they come in on the coast for the purpose of 
depositing their spawn, and destroyi11g them by wholesale to ma11t1re 
the land, the natu1"al results 'vot1ld follo'v; the majority of them \Vould 
spa,vn, the cod fish wot1ld remain 011 the coast to feed on the young 
spawn, and in mJr opinion the caplin wo11ld ag·ain i~e-visit the places they 
have deserted. In cor11toboration are the follo\ving observations froill 
the late Moses H. Perley's 'vorl{ on the fisheries. Of 1"'racadie Gulley 
he says: ''The Jersey houses had formerly a11 extensive fishing-Toom 
nea.r this gully, at which they caught and cured f'rom 3,000 to 4,000 
quintals cod fish annually. The caplin then came in on this pa1~t of the 
coast in great abu11dance, and they were laTgely used by the settlers for 
Inanuring the land. Apparently this had the effect of breaking the run 
of these fisl1, as no'v they have almost ceased to appear on this shore. 
With the disappearance of the caplin, the cod fishery fell off greatly, 
a11d about six years si11ce the Jersey houses found it necessary to b1~eak 
llp their establishments here." In his general remarks, he says, '' __ t\. 
law to prevent the use of fish as manure is greatly needed, the p1--actice 
is destrt1ctive to the fisheries, in every possible way, and it is i11jurious 
to the la11d, "Thich although stimt1lated fo1~ a season, is for several years 
after rende.red al1nost t1nfit for agric11ltural purposes. The practice has 
been extensively followed in the Bay of Chaleur, where the fisheTies 
have greatly suffered in consequence. The action of the Ganadian at1-

thorities is also required to give full efficacy to a prol1ibitory la"v withi11 
that Bay. There has been a great complaint of the falling of the cod 
fishery of hte years in the Bay of Chaleur, which is said to be every 
year decreasing. At Carleton, Maria, New Richmond, and other places 
on the Gaspe shore, the fishing places are deserted and going to ruin. 
At these places there was formerly an abundant fishe1·y, but the inhabi­
tants i1o'v barely catch eno11g·l1 fo1~ their winter use. This decrease is 
also felt on the New Brunswick shore. The decline of the fishei·y in the 
t1pper part of' the Ba)r is attributed to the wanton destruction of the 
proper and natural food of the cod, (herring and caplin,) which are 
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talren in imn1ense quantities, not for immediate eating, or for curing, or 
f·or bait, but for manuring tile land !" In a representation made to the 
Canadian legi.slatt1re by a fisherman of Gaspe, it is stated this fisherman 
has seen five l1undred barrels of ca.plin tal<.en in one tide, expressly for 
ma11ure, a11d that he has see11 one thousand barrels of l1erring caught, 
and left to rot on the beacl1 ! It has been i~emarked on tl1e Bay of 
Chale11r, that owing to the 'vaste of the smaller fish, the cod fishery re­
cedes as agricult11re advances. 

The lazy farmer, 'vho thi11ks he can i11crease the fertility of his land 
by a single s'veep of his seine, does so at the expense of the fisheries; 
altho11gh a ki11d Providence has furnished the shore 'vith inexhaustible 
qua11tities of kelp, sea-weed, and other valuable manures, wl1ich really 
e11rich the soil, ,,, hile it is admitted the t1se of fish greatly deteriorates it. 

The Le~islature of Ca11ada has bee11 strongly urged to make it a mis­
demeanor, punishable by fine a11d imprisonment, for any perso11 to use 
either caplin or herri11g for n1an11re. 

And is not the decline in our fisheries to be attrib11ted to the same 
ca11se, that of tl1e immense destructio11 of caplin in their spa,vni11g season 
for the purpose of niartitririg larid 1 The caplin have their favourite 
spa,vning places, to \vhich they resort in greater quantities than to 
others, that are not so fitted for de11ositing their spawn. In former years 
they ''1ere to be fot1nd on every portion of our coasts, and '\\Tere left un­
disturbed, except by the fisherme11 who hauled them for bait. Since 
agriculture has advanced, and they have been used as manure, many 
portions of ot1r sh0res are deserted, and our bait skiffs have to go long 
distances to procure them, a11d wl1en they do strike i11 at their favorite 
places, then the farmers do i1ot allo'v them to land a11d spa'1vn, but im­
mediately commence hauli11g them in immense quantities for manure, 
and what they do not take, frig1ite11 off; and they consequently spa,vn 
in deep water, where the spawn, which require the actio11 of the sun, 
cannot vivify, the cod fish not havi11g the )roung spawn to feed on, and 
to lreep them in on the coast, strike off 'vith the caplin. 

'Vhere are i1ow to be found, as formerly, the deposjts of spa'1vn i11 

the coves, and 011 tl1e beaches, which wel'e n1ore than knee deep 1 
'Vhere i1o'v could be seen st1ch a scene as is described by the Rev. 
--- ~~uspach in his history on Newfoundland, on the arrival of a 
caplin school in Conception Bay, where he resided for many years, he 
says: 

''It is impossible to conceive, much more to describe, the splendid 
appearance on a beautiful moonlit night as at this time. Then the sur-

.... 
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face of the Bay is completely covered 'vith m;rriad·s of fisl1es of \7ario11s 
kinds and sizes, all actively engaged, eitl1er in pursuing or avoidi11g eacl1 
0ther. The 'vhales alreacly rising and r lung·i11g, thro1'1ing i11to the air 
spot1ts of \vate1' ; tl1e cod fish bc11nding over the 'va·ves, and reflecting 
the ligl1t of the n10011 from tJ1eir silvery s1rrface ; tl1e ca1Jlins l11111tr)ri11g 

a\vay in immense shoals to seek a refuge 011 the shores, 'vhere each i~e­
tiri11g wa··ve leaves n111ltitudes ski1)1)i11g upon the sa11d, an easy pre-y to 
the 'von1en a11d cl1ildre11 \Vl10 stand there "1-ith buclrets a11d ba.rro,vs 
ready to seize t1po11 tl1e precio11s a11d ple11tift1l booty, \vhile the fisher­
men in their skiffs, 'vith nets made for the purpose, are industriously 
e11ga,gecl in sec11rii1g a st1f!icient q11an~ity of tl1is valuable bait for their 
fishe14~7 • '' 

• 

I firmly belie,,e that the caplin do not freqt1ent tl1e coasts of N ev.r­
foundland in half the qt1antities they did formerly, a11d that the falli11g 
off of the cod fishery is to be attrib11tecl to the si11ful and w-anto11 ab11se 
of Gocl's best gift to N e,,1fot111dlancl-the hon1e of the CO(l fish, and de­
sig11ed by 11im as a fishi11g co11ntry-the capli11, tl1e natural food of the 
cod fish, °\\7hich is wa11to11ly t1sed, not for wl1at it was i11te11ded, but to 
n1a.11ure land; surely such \Vas 11e·v·er inte11ded ; i .. apidly are we payi11g 
the pe11alty of our misdeeds ; ii1 less tha11 fifty )7ea.rs the caplin 'vill be 
tall{ed of as a fish that 011ce frequentecl our \vaters ; 've sl1all tl1en bit­
terlJr i·epe11t of having liilled tl1e goose that laid the golden eggs. For 
more tl1a11 20 years 11a·ve I "\iVI~itten and spoken of this evil. I '1vill say 
that there is not an ii1telligent fisheTman who would not, by every mea11s 
in l1is pow--er, prevent this mo11strous crin1e and evil. 

The use of tl1e cod jigg·er is injurious to the hook-a11d-li11e fisherman; 
tl1e practice should be discontinued. Not one fish i11 five str11ck witl1 
tl1e jig·ger is tal{en ; in the majority their entrails are . torn 011t and pro­
trude. 1~11e cod is a timid a11d most voracious fish, and if i1ot frigl1tened, 
f·ollo"\v a11d devou1· their maimed compa11io11s ; and it is fo11nd t11e fish .. 
i11g ground where the jigger is used is soun desei-ted, ai1d the boats have 
to ha11l u1) a11d go to anotl1er plflce. In c.atching one ht1ndred fish with 
the jigger, I consider five hu11drcd are injured and die. 

The use of the bultow, I believe, destroys a large quantity of the mo­
ther fish, and as I see it stated that a cod fish caught near Dieppe, in 

t France, contained 9,:144,000 eggs, and as it is generally admitted that 
I the bultow being moored with the hooks near the grou~d, catches the 

parent fish, it is obvious their use should be forbidden, especially in the 
spaw11ing seaso11. The }.,rench do not allow tl1em to be l1sed on the 
French shore, the westward, or near St. Peter's, and is pronounced by 
t11e1n to be highly injt1riot1s to the fishery. 
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1Ierri11g seines, i11 st1 i1umbers as are n<JW in use on the Labrador 
coast is undol1btedly injl1riot1s to the cod fishery, as the)1 break the 
scl1ools, and by their constant hauling frighten them off the shore ; still, 
I believe it vvol1ld be better 1'vhen they are surrounded by tl1e seine, to 
allow tl1e herri11g to be taken out of then1 at convenience, as then they 
'vill have ti1ne to cure then1 properly, \Vhereas 'vere tucl\:ing only al­
lowed, the sei11es \vould be oftener shot, the schools would be more 
broke11 up and frighte11ed, there 'vot114 be n1any more destroyed, the act 
of dri,ri11g up t11e seine \vould kill the fish, and more would be take11 
from the seine tha11 col1ld be ct1red, a11d the dead fish would be turned 
ot1t of the seine, 'vhen it was considered they 11ad as many as they could 
cure, 01~ tl1ey had boats to carry, which 'vot1ld not be the case if they 
1vere take11 alive as wanted, by a sn1all seine, out of the one that was 
n1oored. From personal observatio11 at different times, in twenty har­
bours, ,-vl1ere I ha,re seen seines moored since 1840, I will say that were 
tl1e use of seines do11e away \vitl1~ the fisherman, could obtain herring 
for bait from their nets, and have large quantities to dispose of. In an­
S\Ver to one of your committee, as to 'vl1ether there would be herring 
enough caught in nets for commercial purposes, I say yes. I have for­
merly in a season purchased from a pla11ter in Indian rfickle over sixty 
barrels of 11erring that he caught in a fifty ra11 net, and this after he had 
supplied 11is three boats 'vith bait. I have loaded three vessels in a 
seaso11-the produce of the net fishery. I \vas, I believe, the first per­
son from N e,vfou11dland \vho used a herring seine at Labrador. 

There was over 3,000 barrels herring caught in one haul, a11d cured 
fxom our seine, i11 Black Tickle, about 18 or 20 years since. 

B)r permitting tl1e use of seines on the Labrador~ we prevent our fish­
ermen from obtaining a supply of herring for bait and to dispose of, and 
are ii1 a great n1easure cloing away \Vith the i1et fishery, for the benefit 
of Nova Scotians, Americans, and otl1ers, as very few seines are owned 
by N ewfou11dla11ders. The net fishery is conducted by fishermen who 
hB .. ve rooms, the seine fishery mostly by those who follow it in vessels ; 
still I think it would be unfair to those 'vl10 have laid out their money to 
prosecute the seine fishery, to at once abolish their use. T\vo or three 
years' notice shot1ld be given of such intention; besides, the la'v regarding 
the hauling of herring cannot be carried out, as it 'vot1ld be impossible 
for the St1 perintendent of Fisheries, 'vhose duty it should be to regulate 
these matters, to 'vatch all the seines on the coast, and see they were not 
moored. 

The use of cod seines I consider as i11jt1riot1s, they breal{ the schools 
of r11nning fisl1 as tl1e)r are coming in on our shores, and it .is generally 
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believed where they are much i11 use, as 'vit11es the 8outhern shores of 
Labrador, they scare and drive off the fish, and as soon as the hal1ling 
season is over, the fishermen in those harbors are obliged to go north to 
make up their fares. As far back as the year 1775~ a petition was pre­
sented to the Hot1se of Commons agai11st their use. Cod seines at least 
should be rest1~icted to the proper hauling coves and places. 

The salmon 1~esort to shallow pure water and swiftly running streams, 
tre rapidity and frequent falls i11 which impart p11rity and vitality, by 
mingling thei1~ waters with tl1e atmosphere. The salmon inva·r·iably 1re­
tu1·ns to the place of its nativity, urged by the irnperious instinct of nature, 
it refuses its course to be arrested by cascacles, by the most rapid c11r1--ents, 
0r by any other obstacle it can i)ossibly surmount; bt1t they a1~e preve11t­
ed by \veirs used every seaso11, 'vhich catcl1 all salmon e11tering the rivers, 
and by set nets, which are placed so as to effectt1ally bar the stream, and 
prevent then1 from ascendi11g to their spa,v11ing places, consequently, if 
they spawn in salt water it cannot vivify. 

It is a 'vell known fact that the rive1·s and ponds in Newfoundland, if 
not exactly barren, are in a fair '\vay of becoming so. Look at Lo,ver 
Canada since tl1eir rivers have been protected, and their salmon, 'vhich , 
O\ving,to the use of weirs,mill dams,and the barring of the i~iiers with 11ets, 
had nearly deserted them, have rett1rned. In Qt1ebec, where, four years 
since, salmon of about 12 lbs. 'veight sold as high as eight dollars, and 
seldom less than th1~ee, we1~e selling last year as lo'v as three-pence 
per lb. 

A full gro\vn female salmon 'vill contain as many as 10,000 ova, and 
eve11 this is putting it lo,ver than strict acc11racy 'vill \Varrant. Assun1-
ing, then, only five hl1ndrell salmon spa,v11 annually i11 our i--ivers, and 
011e-tenth of the ova come to maturity, this 'vould prodt1ce 500,00() 
salmo11. 11hese figures are plain, and yet so startli11g in their results, as 
to prove at once that it is not from the deficiency of the fry that 've have 
to lament the deficiency of the catch of salmoJ.1. 

I would beg leave to say, trout~ too, should be protected in their spawn­
ing season. I saw, the latter end of October, tal{en in small nets hauled 
across the riyer bet,veen King's Bridge and Ren11ie's Mill, in St. J ol1n's, 
several barrels of trot1t-from one to 4 lbs. weight-then in the act of 
spawni11g, 'vhich for that p11rpose had ascended the river fron1 Quidi 
Vidi Pond; the spawn exuded from them immediately after their being 
bunted ; and thus tens of thousands of trot1t, 'vhich would have come to 
maturity, were 'vantonly destroyed; the fish 'vere unfit t·or ht1man food

No wonder our ponds are barren, when such practices are allowed on 
the coast of our metropolis. 

Laws should be enacted, and theh· provisions carried out, to regulate 
the setting of salmon and herring nets, the hauling of seines in cov€s and 
hauling places, &c., &c. Our fisheries have been neglected by our Le­
gislature; not a single law for their regulation, protection, or p1·eserva­
tion has been ca1 .. 1·ied out-tr11e, there is a Salmon and Her1·ing Bill on 
our Statute Book, but has a11y of its provisions been carried 011t, or has 
there bee11 endeavour made to do so. 

Our mode of cure of ced fish may certainly be much in1proved by 
washing the fish immediately after its being split, and before it is salted, 
as is now done in tl1e Bay of Chaleur and Gaspe. The general practice 
novt in vogue in Conceptio11 Bay a11d other places, of piclrling fish, can­
not be too strongly co11demned, as tl1e fish imbibes the dirty, slimy, 
bloody picl{le, which no after washing can thoroughly clea11se or eradi­
cate, and which gives the fish a strong taste, and unfit for standing a long 
voyage to a warm climate .. 

In the other Colonies-Canada,, Nova Scotia and New Bruns\viclr, 
whose united fisheries are not one-fourth of the value of ours, they haVe 
fishery Superintendents and Overseers, whose duty it is to see the laws 
and i~egulations concer11ing the fishery carried ot1t. In this land of cod 
fish, our fisheries are left to regulate themselves; our fishery Superin­
tendent's duty, it seems, is merely to prevent the French from catching 
fish in the Straits of Belle Isle. Ou1 fellow-subjects in the Colonies, 
when they read the report of, as he terms himself, the " General Super­
intendent of the Fisheries," 'vill not be able to see by his log that he has 
had anything to do "rith them. The N e\v Brunswickers, Can.adians, and 
Nova Scotians, have thought their fisheries worthy of encouragement 
and regulation, and have adopted means to dev:elope them ; surely ours, 
which give us our daily bread, ought not to be neglected as they have 
hitherto been.

• • op1n1on: 

Answer lst.-Hauling caplin for man·ure is not practiced here, but 
, where it is, I consider it injurious to the cod fishery. 

Answer 2nd.-I don't consider the use of the jiggers by any livay inj11ri­
ot1s to the fishery. If the jiggers is g·iven up, yo11 may as 
well give up the western boats in the caplin school ; when it 
cannot be caught with the hool\:, they very often load their 
boats vvith the jigger . 

.._i\.nswer 3rd.-I believe the use of the bultow '1vould be injurious, if car­
ried on to any extent ; it would interfere a great deal '1Yith 
the hool{-a11d-line. 

Answer 4th.-The use of the herring seine is injurious in some coves, 
such as Place11tia and St. Mary's Bays in the spring of the 
year, 'vhere tl1ere are from two to three hundred boats look­

, ing for bait, and large q11antities hauling for the market. 

Answe1~ 5th.-The l1se of the cod seine has a great effect on the annual 
catch. Do not believe it any way injurious, but very m11ch 
increase- the annual catch. I recollect one year, in partic11lar, 
about twe11ty years ago, there 'vere plenty of fish to be hat1l­
ed with the cod sei11es, and could not get one vvith the hook­
and-line, the best boat in the harbo1· had not tvventy qun1tals 
the 5th .i\.ugust, when the caplin 'vent off; with the change 
of bait they commenced catcl1i11g tl1e fish, and it co11tin11ed as 
long as they wished to catch it, it was the best year's fishery 
they had since ; it was a proof that the cod seine did not in­
j11re the catch. I believe three incl1 mesh is a fair size, any 
fish that 'vill mesh in th 'it size can be manufactured. 

Ans\ver 6th.-There are very fe,v salmon caught here. 

Answer 7.-I beli cod nets would interfere very much with the hook­
and-line ; they 'vould be moored in the caplin scl1ool on the 
fishing ground. 

' 
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... .t\.ns,ver Sth.-I believe the sale of bait to foreigners inju1·ious. I have 
personal and practical experience in western and shore fish­
ery for thirty seven. years, and took a very great interest in it. 
I believe there is nothing more ii1jurious than supplying for­
eigners with bait. Sape St. Mary's, that was formerly called 
the garden of N ewfotmdland, we would be sure of plenty of 
fish wheneve1· we wot1ld go there. There are ve1·y little 
caught there these years past, pri11cipally owing to the bultow 
fishi11g on the Ba11l{.s catchi11g the breeding fish that we used 
to catcl1 formerly in the offing.

In ans,ver to the qt1ery '' what effect has the use of cod seines gene ... 
tally," opinions were expressed by several fishermen at the meeting li.eld 
16th Ma,rch, at Bay Bulls. 

James Gatheral stated that he had been fishing forty-six years-forty 
years boat's master ; that he had a},,rays caught a large quan"' 
tity of fish yearly; but since 1829, when cod seines were first 
used here, the fish was decreasing, and he attributed it to no 
other cause than the use of cod seines, in driving the fish off 
the ground, by the noise of the dousers and the depth of the 
seines, preventing the fish from settling on the ground. He 
considers the quantity of small fish caught and destroyed 
by the cod seines to be more than equal to the quantity of cod 
fish they save, and that, therefore, in his opinion, cod seines 

, are most i11jurious in their effects on tl1e hook-and-line fishery. 

This opinion was corroborated by that of eight other fisherme11 present . 
. 

William Williams' s opinion was that cod seines were so very injurious to 
the fishery generally, that he wished them to be prol1ibited 
altogether. He followed a cod seine himself' for years, and 
could therefore judge of their injurious effects-""as of opi­
nion beyond all comparison more small fish were destroyed 
by the cod seines tha11 what they saved good.

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James Drew's opinion is, that cod sAines were a great evil and injury to 
the l1ook-and-line fishery, in destroying the young fish ancl 
driving the fish off the grot1nd. 

,.Tames Glyn stated that he considered the cod seines du great injury to 
the 11ook-and-line fishery, that tl1e noise made by dousers te11ds 
to drive tl1e fish off the ground-thi11ks it lessens the supply 
of fish, by reas?n of such quantities of small fish destroyed, 
a11d mucl1 of it for the liver 011ly. He \Vishes cod seines 'vere 
done a'vay 'vitl1 altogethe1·. 

~{icnael Scott stated that vast quantities of small fish caught by cod 
seines, are appropriated to manuring the gardens before the 
capli11 strike i11, he having m<:i11ured all l1is ground with small 
fish before the ca1Jlin came in. 

Samuel Ca?·ter is of 01Ji11ion that cod sei11es are a great injt1rJ1 to the 
hoolr-and-li11e fishery, b)r reaso11 of the large cod sei11es pre­
venti11g the fish fro111 follo,vi11g i11 the capli11 to the sl1oal 'va­
ter-that the dol1sers mal{e so m11cl1 i1oise 011 the botton1, 
tl1at tl1e fish are frig11te11ed off the grou11d, 11ot to me11tio11 
the large quantities of sn1all fish destroyecl by these large 
cod sei11es. \Vot1ld \Vish cod sei11es do11e a'vay witl1 alto­
gether. 

Tliom,as ]fltllorty, of Witless Bay, \Vould restrict cod sei11es from 11aul­
ing from Great ~-,isl1 Point to 'i\7itless Bay Poi11t. 

Jolin A.1·mstro1ig, of Witless Bay, does i1ot ''rish to do a\vay with cod 
seines altogether, but to restrict them to certai11 bot1nds, to 
'vit, from Long Rock to Ball Heacl Roel{, and altogether from 
the ledges of Green Island and Gull Isla11d. 

Ja·mes Walsh considers cod seines a great injury to tl1e fishery, by their

Michael Walsh agrees in opi11io11 with James vValsh ancl J·ohn Arm­
strong.

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riliomas Co1ino1·s is of opinion that cod seines should not be hauled 011

of June . 

Fra.ricis Dillort, of l\!lobile, is of opinion that cod seines do great injury to 
the fishery in J\fobile, and should not be allowed to haul until 
the 29th June, and should end on the 1st day of August; and 
then, when hauling, to be restricteq to certai11 bounds, to wit, 
from Mobile Point to J)eep Cove Point, and as far as Long 
Roclr, on the 'Vitless Bay side and 11

rt1ker's Point. 

Stephen Dillon would restrict cod seines from hauling from North Point 
of l\fobile to Peep Cove, when they 'vould not interfere with 
the fishi11g ledges. 

Pete'r .lla1·twell agrees in opinion 'vith F'rancis Dalton. 

Lait1·e1ice Dreio, S1 .. , is of opi11ion that cod seines do all the injt1ry in the 
,~vorld to the hook-and-line fishe1~y, and, in pa.rticular, hauling 
on tl1e ledges wl1ere the fishermen are at anchor. He agrees 
in opinio11 in all respects \vith those of James Getre1·al, Wil­
liam VVilliams, and James Gly11. 

Patrick l\rolon and Daniel Fitzge1·ald, of l\1obile, ente1·tain the same opin­
ion as ~"'rancis Dillon, of Mobile, ll1 all particulars. 

JVilliam Burk is of opinion that cod seines are a great injury t0 the fish­
ery, by their hat1ling on the ledges, and thinks they sho11ld 
11ot be allo,~1ed to ha11l, at all e~~ents, until the second da.y after 
the caplin had strt1clr in. 

Ja11ies Mut11lzy and JVilliam Tob£ri agree 'vith tl1e opinion of vVilliam

_ A11s\ver 3rd.-.L'1s we have had nothing to do with bultow fishing, \Ve 

cannot say an)1thing for or agai11st it. 

Ans,ver 4th.-With reference to herring seines, 'vith what little know­
ledge '\Ve have of them, they don't i11jure the fishery one 
single iota_, a11d should not be prohibited. 

Ai1swer 5th.-The people this way never objected much to the use of 
cod sei11es, with the proviso the)T a.re of a moderate size, and 
not so deep as to dit,turb the fish passing o·ver ledges, that is, . 
they should use them i11 'vith the shore, and should have such 
a size mesh as not to destroy such qt1antities of small fish. 
We would say, a third less 'vould pro\'e a pre,re11tative in 
some measure, or other,vise a thi1·d larger, 'vhen the greater 
part would escape. 

Ans'\ver 6th.-vVe can't think upon an)7 pla11 to prevent the destruc­
tion of the breedi11g of salmon, and the mode of catcl1i11g tl1is 
way is pretty i1early the sa~e as practiced over other parts of 
the country. 

Answer 7th-It is generally thought by the people this way, that cod 
nets set on fishing ledges pro,Te injuriot1s ,-vl.1en so cleep as to

the fish from going up and down the shore-and as the con­
sequence, it often strikes off in deeper \Vater a11d leaves for 
some ·other locality. Yet we believe, if nets are constructed 
so as to leave room e~ough for fish to pass under, it 'vill do 
ver)"' well. 

A11s,ver 8th-We cannot see 'vhat better plan we can hit l1pon for the 
improvement of the cure of fish, than to wash it thoroughly 
before and after it being salted, and also bulking instead of 
pickling the same. 

Answe1· 9th.-As we are unacquainted witl1 parts of the island 'vhere 
herring are sold to foreig11ers, 've cannot judge if it is or is 
i1ot inj11rious.

done 'vell. 

Ifm. Hogan.-I fish at Venison Tickle and use~ a cod seine. My opi­
nion i.s that it does not injure the fishery by theh· use. Ca11't 
say whether it \vo11ld be bette1~ if all used hook-and-line-It's 
011ly one cha11ce-bt1t with the cod seine I have frequently 
been cloing well, 'vhen for a time nothi11g c@uld be caught

Jase1Jh 'laylor.-I fish at I11dian Bight, Colla,boose, used a cod seine for 
ma11y )rears, I cannot believe tl1ey i1ijure the fisl1eries or the 
l1ool(-an(l-li11e r.aen; make fair \VCJ.iges 'vith cod seines ; but it 
'vor1ld be a 1Joor one· if trt1sti11g to the h ook-and-line where I 
r.esitle. 

G. JVillia1ns.-I fisl1 at Petty IIarbor, with hool\:-and-li11e. Cod seines 
don't inj11re the fisheries. Have n1any a time being doing 
nothing ; fish 'vould riot take bait, and tl1e cod seines doing 
''rell. 

Ed. S ivee1iey--I fish at \ l e11iso11 Tickle, witl1 l1ook-a11d-li11e. Don't think 
cod seines i11jure the fisheries ;. often 'vhen we are doing no­
thi11g with the hook-and-line, they are doing 'vell.

still pursue it, and haul until they ba11ish it a'vay from the1n­
sel ,res.

John Taylo'r.-I ho:.tve :fished at various harbors on the Labrador for 53 
years. B ave had experience both 'vit11 cod seines and her­
ring seines. Do not think cod seines ar~ injurious to the 
:fisheries ; cod seines can be doi11g '\veil, 'vith nothing to be 
caught with hook-a11d-line. Talre away the cod seines, and 
my opinion the country 'vould be ruined.

Jolin. Roria1z.-I fish at Battle Harbor, "rith hook-a11d-lin~-cod seines do 
not injure the fisher)r-n1any a time 'vhen I could do nothi11g 
with hook-and-line, the cod seines 'vere doing well.

Moses Pike.-I fish at Squa1·e Isl~1nd-t1se hook-and-li11e-do not tl1ink 
cod seines i11j11re the fisheries. -

Tlzomas Gea1·y.-I fish at l\1u1·1·ay's Ha1'bor-use cod seine-ha,re seen 
instances in places were it not for the cod seine the 'To-y·age 
would be ruinous.

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Ans\ver lst.-Caplin talren for the lJurposes of n1anure proves prejt1di .. 
cial to· tl1e cod fishery ; thinlrs that tl1e greater the quantity 
of caplin keeps the fisl1 more settled. Capli11 is i1ot as ple11-­
tiful as son1e twenty or thirty )rears past. 

Answer 211d.-Thi11l{s the use of jiggers is hurtft1l-the vvot1nded fish 
frighten the others t"·ro111 the gro11nd, a decrease in the quan­
tity cat1ght n1ust follo\v. 

Ans\ver 3rd.-No bttlto,vs in use 'vith t11e fisl1ermen here-thinks that 
bultows set 011 the banlis in the spring preve11t the fish from 
coming in shore, as bt1lto\v hooks are freq11ently taken out of 
the fish during the latter part of the summer. 

Answer 4th.-Ji.,irmly believes the 11erring seines, t1sed other,vise than 
procuri11g bait, to be injurious, as the cod fish, in the latter 
part of the season, follow the herring schools as they do the 
capli11. About 20 years ago herring was in abt1ndance, now 
so scarce that it is hard to proct1re enough for family use~ 

. believes it to result from the injudiciot1s mode of fishing p·rac­
ticed in other parts of the country. 

Ans"?t1er 5th.-Thinks the cod seines, 'vith mesh belo'v a i·egular scale, 
to be very injuriot1s, as it destroys large quantities of small 
fish, but not other,vise~ t1nless it interfere 'vith, or be so near 
as to frighten the fish from those who are taking it by hook~ 
ai1d-line. Scale of n1esh should not be less tl1an 4 inches in 
arm, 3~ i11 bunt. 

Answer 6th.-The mode of fishing for salmon on this shore is by set­
ting nets with a mooring each end. Can say nothing abo11t 
the breeding fish. 

Answer 7th.-Cod nets, to my opi11ior1, unless moo1·ed on fishing ground, 
or across deep coves, thereby preventing the ingress and re­
cess of bait, are not injm·ious. Tl1ey may be used to great 
adva11tage dJiring tl1e fall mo11ths, in deep 'vater, a11d thereby 
secure good catches of fish that coul<l 11ot_be taken orther\vise. 

Ans,ver 8th-Thinks tl1e best n1ethod of curing all kinds of fish is to 
cleanse it from blood, slt1b, and bla.ck before salting, and give 
cod fish due attention until it is cured • 

. 

Ans,,1er 9th.-Believes the sale of bait to foreigners to have a IJrejt1di­
cial effect on the i11terests of the colo11)r, as the enormot1s 
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quantity of bait purchased and taken to the banks, not only 
to bait their extensive bulto,vs, but scattered over the banks, 
to feed and l{eep the fish stationary on the banks. 

In giving this, my humble opinion, on the several :questio11s contained 
in yo11r circula1:,. I beg to offer a few remarl(s, viz. : that shot1ld the 
use of cod seines or cod nets be abolished, it may lead to seriot1s con&e­
quences, a11d result in reducing the man of industry and independence 
to the same level as the pauper. Tl1erefore, I '\vould say, whatever· re­
strictions or modes of future fishing be adopted, by no means prol1ibit 
the lawft11. use of cod seines and cod nets.

All;s,ver lst.-In reference to the hauli11g of capli11g, for manure, it is 
very certain that it is the means of lessening the qua11tity that 
visit our shores. .L'-\.s it is not so plentift1l as it formerl}' 'vas-­
-consequently .it is probable that the destruction of so la1·g.e 
a quantity of bait, is a means of lessening our cod fisl1ery, as 
our bait masters ca11not procure a sufficient supply at all times 

• as in years past. 

A11s,ver 211d.-As to jiggers, 've believe t11at it has a tendency to din1i11ish 
the qt1antity of fish ca11ght by hook-a11d-line, as n111nbers of 
the motlier fish are wounded b)' the jiggers, and also great 
qantities are driven from the fishing grounds ~nto deepe.r 
\Vater; yet we cannot do 'vithot1t the jigger in the' early pa~t~ 
of the season, to take a supply of 'fish for pre-sent use, befo-re 
bait can be procured~ 
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.-Llns,ver 3rd.-Bultow fishing is not practised here, yet we believe it. is 
detrimental to the general success of our fisheries, as they are 
generally laid in deep water, and talre the mother fish as they 

, are coming in to deposit their spawn. · 

Ans\ver 4th.-As regards the herring seines, they are not used on our 
shores ; bt1t it is reasonable to think that they are injuriot1s 
to the breed of herring, as large quantities are caught in their 
time of spawning, co11sequently our fishermen suffer for want 
of bait in the herring season.

Answar 5th ....... The use of cod seines has a great effect on the annual 
·catch of cod fish by l1ook-a11d-line, as they are generally used 
in improper water a11d ground, and the scale of the mesh in 
general is very destructive to the small fish, as numbers of 
quintals have been thrown away as useless. We believe that 

, 3! inch mesh for bunt of seine 'vould be necessary to allow 
the escape of the small fish. 

Ans,ver 6th.-,Ve have no salmon fishery here, consequently we can 
give no regulations thereon . 

. i\.nswer 7th.-Respecting cod nets, we believe that they are injurious, 
and take a great effect on the hoolr method of fishing, 8"'s 

they are set near the bottom, and take the _large1· size or mo­
ther fish mostly ; moreover, the said nets cause a sparkling 
light in the water by night, that tur11s the fish and bait, con­
sequently it passes b-y Ollr fishing grot1nds .

Answer 8th.-In referrence to the improvement~ of curing cod fish, 've 
advise that it be fairly split,caT~efully salted,thorot1ghly washed 
before and after salti11g ; as for other fish, we can give no 
answer regarding their improve~ents. 

Ans,ver 9th.-In respect to selling bait to foreigners, we believe that 
nothing can be more prejudicial to the best interests of 011r 

fishermen, as large ql1antities of bait ha·ve been bought by 
foreigners a11d tal{en to the Banks and strewed over differe11t 
parts of the said Banks ; consequently p1·eventing thousands 
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of quintals from visiting our , shores; do away with that 
S)1stem.

~nswer 2nd.-I believe the using jigge1·s to be very inj11rious to the 

hook-and-line fishermen, as there are a good ma11y more fish 
wounded than taken by jiggers. The fish so wounded goes 
off the ground, and many more follow, so that in a short time 
none can be taken by the hook men, which consequently 11as 
a te11dency to decrease the catch. 

A11s,ver 3rd.-I am not acquainted with bulto\v plan of fishing, and can 
• • • give no opn11on. 

Answer 4th.-Herring seines are not much used about here. I believe 
, hauling herrings in the spring, for any other pu1·pose than for 

bait, is injuriotts to the fisheries. · 

• 
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~r\ns\ver 5th.-Cod sei11es are not mt1ch 11sed in this neighbou1~bood, and 
1'vhe11 they are, it is in proper hauli11g places, and do not i11-

terfere much with the hook-ancl-line fishermen. 

A11s\ver 6th.-In have no experience in salmon fishery, and can give no 
epinion of the change required to protect the breeding fish. 

A11swer 7th.-1.,here a1·e but fe\v cod nets used about here ; where used 
to any extent, I thi11l{ they are injt1rious to the hook method 
of fishing, as they intimidate or prevent fish and bait from 
coming in \vith the shore. · 

.Lt\.nswer Sth.-There being so mt1ch inferior cured cod fish, I believe is 
chiefly o'ving to carelessness in salti11g, and washing it clean. 
I do not know of any method of improving the cure, any more 
than salting it regular, and not leaving it too long in salt­
washing it clean, and by attendance and good weather, the 
quality will be good; I always find it so. 

A11swer 9th.-I do not ki1ow 'vhat effect the sale of bait to foreigners 
may have on. the fishery, as it is not practised here.

i11a1111re-still, as a general i-ule, I thi11k the custom decidedly 
bad, and subversive of tl1e e11d for \Vhich they 1vere inte11ded, 
and prejudicial to tl1e catch of cod fish. Perhaps it n1ay i1ot 
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be out of place here to state, that in a conversation lately 
had "'ith an intelligent and experie11ced person 011 the st1bject 
of the present inquiry, I was informed that the practice of 
b1·ino-ing surplus· bait off the ground was not the way to en­
cou1~.ge fish to frequent it, but (after the day's fishing,) if any 
bait that i·emai11ed 'vas distributed over the grou11d, it wot1ld 
be the n1ea11s of i11ducing a.ny fish tl1ere to i·emai11, 01~ if a 
school of fish came along in search of food, it would be apt 
to attract them, ai1d i11cll1ce them to remain also, and any per­
son coming after with fresh bait, would stand a good chance 
of a catch of fish. 

Answer. 2nd.-I think the use of jiggers is not n1aterially prejudicial. 
In many cases fish may be stru'ck and escape-perhaps die, 
but more frequently re<'over, and fr0m my own personal ex­
perience, I conclude that often a catch of fish may be taken 
with jiggers, when without them you would return with a clean 
boat. Ho'\\1ever, I thinl{ legislation on that poi11t superfl11011s, 
as experience to the operative fishern1en ''1ill pro,1e a better 
gt1ide than a11y e11actment.

Answer 3rd.-The system of fishing \vith bultows has neve1· bee11 in 
operation here, consequently I an1 u11able to g·i,re any prac­
tical opinion-still, were the t1se or disconti11ua11ce of the 
system depending on my voice, I would s~y, by all 1neans dis­
co11ti11t1e it, as I conside1~, from all I have beard 011 the Sllb­

ject, t~1at tl1e major 1)art of the fish so taken are those 'vhich 
co111e in to spa\vn, ai1d conseque11tly very destr11ctive to the 
race . 

... t\.ns\ver 4tl1.-'l~he t1se of her1·ing seines, i11 this locality, is confined 
'vholly for the purpose of i)rocuri11g ha.it; and herri11g are 
never tal{e11 in greater quantity ·than the in1mediate ''ra,nts of 
the_ fisl1ermen require. · 

.L~11s\ver 5tl1.-I consider tl1is q11estion of vital importa11ce, a11d 011e re· 
quiri11g grave consicleratio11. In tl1e first }Jlace, I am of opi11-
io11 th~tt the use of seines is prej11dicial to tl1e general g·ood 
of the fishery, arid that it mate1~ially cli1ni11ishes the aggregate 
catcl1.. I base n1y 01)inion on the experiei1ce of j"ears emplo)r­
ed i11 tl1e Sj~stem, a11cl from tl1e perso11al obser·vatio11 of tl1e v~st 
qt1antit)1 of fish clestroyed by the use of seines. It is 110 t1ncon1-
1non pr:-1.ctice, after casti11g the sei11e round a brep._,c}1 of fisr. 
and hauling it in, to discover that the fish is so small that it i~ 
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11ot '\Vorth the trouble of splitti11g, a11d merely sa·ve it for the 
purpose of taking 011t the liver, and if saved for the intention 
of splitting, in conseq11ence of the dimi11l1tive size, the pro­
cess is so tediot1s that nearly half of it becomes soft, &i11cl t1nfit 
to salt, and is left to rot, a11d 'vhat is sa,red forms but a very in­
ferior article for shipping. I also think the size mesh at pre­
se!lt in u.se is decidedl;r too small-i11 fact, I consider any 
mesh too small tl1at 'vould co11fi11e a fish of less than medium 
size. Ho,vever, I "'.'"ould prefer seei11g the use of cod sei11es 
clisconti11ued, and I thi11k the fishery· would be materially im­
proved by the cha.i1ge. 

A11s,ver 6th.-N o salmon fishery carried on he1·e, i1or salmon brooks in 
the locality. 

Ans,ver 7th.-Cod nets not t1sed here, still I do not think their use 
(\vi th suitable size n1esh) '\Yould be inj11rious to the fishery 
generally . 

.. ~nswer 8th.-I thinlt the main ca11se that a better descriptio11 of article 
is not produced, is occasioned by the fact that no e11courage­
me11t is held out by our supplying. n1ercha11ts, as a reward for 
greater care or att~ntion ; for if a careless curer will pro­
duce fish that is barely fit to pass for mercl1antable, he will 
obtain as high a price as the perso11 who strives a11d succeeds 
in proc11ri11g a better article. Still, I thinl{ n1uch inay be 
done to improve our _S)7Stern of curing, and think the greatest 
drawback to our st1ccess is v1a11t of cleanli11ess in tl1e curer. 
At present the fish, 'vhe11 s11lir, is allo,~ved to faJl i11to a diTty 
'' drudge barro'v ," a11d s11bject to tl1e '' g~11rry" or '' slub," fro1n 
the splitti11g table, a11d from thence to t11e '"salt b111k." I thinlr 
if there were a ''vat'' for tl1e fisi1 to fall i11to from the k11ife, so 
that. a quantity of clertn 'vater co11ld be pu1nped on to it be- .. 
fore salting, it '\Vo11ld be a g·reat im1)roveme11t. .t\11ot11er e'7il 
i11 s1)litting is, th~t the large fish is ge11erally selected" to be 
first split, a11d t11e small ones are deteriorati11g all tl1e time. 
If the system \ve1·e reversed, I t11i11k it 'vol1ld be to the ad­
vantage of all concerned.

Answer 8th.-The best method to cure· fish properly is to salt it well, 
ai1d wash it clean. 

Answer 9th.-'Ve know notl1ing about the effect the sale of bait to t•or­
eigners has on the best interests of our fishermen, it not being 
practised by us. 

Before closing, we would beg to call your attention to a matter not 
mentioned in the circular, viz., that splitting the fish near 'vhere it is 
caught is injurious ·to the catch of fisl1 in general.

I \Vould further add, that the use of chains in­
stead of hemp 011 the fishing ground, is the most injurio11s 
a11d the n1ost detrimental that can be made use of upon the 
fishing ledges, the noise made by the chain when first let go, 
and continual clicl{ing 11pon the bottom afterwa1·ds, has 
the effect of turning away any school of fish that may ap­
proach the ground over which the boats are riding. It 
should be strictly forbidden, indeed pt1t down as destrllctive. 
Its noise may be heard in the fore-cuddy of the boat using 
the chain.

Yot1r communication of the 21st J.,ebruary last I 1·eceived on the 
23rd inst., per mail, and agreeablJ1 to )10ur i·equest, I he1·ewith transmit 
to you my replies to the nine questions demanded of me, with remarks ;. 
and in so doing, I desire to say that tl1eJ1 (of '\Vl1ateve1~ valt1e they may 
be co11sidered,) are IB)7 deliberate convictions, draw11 from n1y own 
experience, and the experie11ce of others . 

• t\.nswer to question lst.-I believe tl1at 'vhen ca1Jlin is ha11led for the 
p11rpose of man11re, the cod fishery is prejudiced, and if that 
practice was discontin11ed the cod fishery 'vould be be11efitted. 

Remark.-It is 'vell lrno,vn by all fishermen, that the caplin tal{es to 
the shore for the pl1rpose of depositing its s1Ja~rn 011 the sand;. 
and that the cod fish pt1rsues it, as part of its natur al food. If 
then the capli11 is hauled for n1a11ure, or for exportatio11, the 
cod can11ot take it, and \vill naturally strike off the sl1ore again, 
but if while t11e cod is in pursuit of it; a cod seine that is of a 
proper sized mesl1 were skilfully used, marketable sized fish . 
would be take11 at each haul, and must therefore benefit the 
fisl1erma11. A11d althot1gh the stale bait that may be in the 
bait-tub, or tt1bs of each boat, 'vhen tl1e me11 haul up to come 
i11 with their fish caught, might be considered as only fit for 
man11re, it would be vastly more profitable for the fisherman to 
take care and place it 011 the ledge, 011 the botton1 \Vhere he 
caught his fish. 

Ai1swer to quest\on 2nd.-I believe that the use of cod jiggers injures 
the hook-and-line fisherme11, a11d 11as a strong te11dency to de­
crease the qua11tity that \Vo11ld be caught. 

Rema1·k. When jiggers are used, the craft, big or sn1all, is 11ever sta­
tionary as ~.t anchor, bt1t drifti11g, and b); the co11sta11t agita­
tio11 of the jiggers, the fish are lured to 'vithin a fe,v fatl1oms 
of the surface of the ''1ater. On this, this destructive, tl1ere 
is a '' tail hook" fastei1ed, 'vhich hook is baited, and some­
!imes a fish o": the tail hook, and on the jigger also, is hauled 
in; but more frequently fish are broken off the jigger at the 
sl1rface of the " ' ater, and esca1)e with their entrails out, these 
fish a.re ne,re1· caugl1t, they either die , or become food to fish 
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that pursue them because of their entrails. 'The drift of the 
craft may be over several miles of the fishing ground, accord­
ing as the wind is moderate or otherwise, and that drifting 
craft \vill be followed by the fish, which must ''ery materially 
i11terfere with the catch of the fishermen at a11cho1·, besides the 
certain destruction of the wounded fish. 

Answer to question 3rd.-Y es. I believe the effect of the bultow on 
the hoolt-and-line is, that a mt1ch less quantity is tal{en by the 
fisl1ermen, tha.n they n1ight fairly expect to take, and its effects 
on the cod fishery, as a whole, ~tre detrimental, f1·om the fact 
that such great i1umbers of the large breeding fish being taken, 
must, as a j11st conseq11e11t, tend to the annihilatio11 of the 
species, so fa1· as man's ingenuity a11d ct1pidity can accom­
plish it, and the ref ore if persevored i11, 'vill be ruinous in the 
ext1·eme. 

Answer to q11estion 4th.-Injui-iot1s. When herring seines a1·e used in 
estt1aries, or in co,res \vhe1~e fresl1 water brooks run into the 
sea, the i11shore fishermen 11ave each )1ear sustained a loss, and 
therefore tl1ese places are im111·01Jer for their use; ai1d instead 
of '' tucki11g·" ''1ith the seine, which \vo11ld be proper for them 
to do, they 11a"\re used them f 01· inba.rring, a11d hauli11g to the 
sho1·e. 

Remark.-The cocl fish (it is 'vell known) follo'v the herring, and the 
herri11g resort to fi·esh '~rater· streams, in coves and ba1--1·is\vays, 
b11t if the herring are hauled, the cod fish ''strike off," and 
althol1gh it seldom happens tl1at tl1e cod fish play up for l1at1l­
ing i11 the heTring school, )·et there is good fishing with hook­
a nd-line, and also a prope1· sized cod net could be used with 
advantage. 'I .. here is also a very great 'va.ste of her1·ing, oc­
casioned by the use of seines, as a considerable quantity are 
i11 each haul too small f0r market, also, by tl1ere being no de­
mand for herring as bait, 011 their arrival at port, and all such 
are thrown a 'va y ; this is a recl{less waste, and it has an in-
jurious effect on the cod fishery, in many instances. 

A11swe1· to question 5th.-i\.. destructive effect, and does te11d injuriously 
to affect the general good of tl1e fishery. Cod seines are used 
inshore, which is a proper place, and they are llsed on the 
ledges and fishing ground, which are improper places for them 
to be used in, and 'vhen the '' cast arms" of the cod seine are . . 

, 
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brought into the boat, or on to the shore, the1·e are .no meshes 
of sufficient size fo1· the s1naller fish to escape, a11d consequent­
ly a great qt1antity of small fish is destroyed. 

Remark.-Herring seines have been l1sed fo1· hauling cod fish, and ru·e 
not mucl1 more destructive tha11 the cod seines are, fron1 the 
small11ess of the meshes in the '' hu11ting leaves" and in the 
''bunt." A .cod seine~ to be preservative, a11d not destructive, 
sl1ottld be of eql1al sized meshes from end to ei1d, and each 
mesh six inches from k11ot to knot. 

_f\nswe1· to qt1estion 6th.-The n1ode of fishing for saln1on is 'vith 11ets, 
and the i·egulations follo,ved are agreeable to the Colonial i\.ct 
23rd 'lie., cap. 8th, which I consider are sufficient to protect 
tl1e breeding fish. 

Ren1ark.-The nets are set in a11d out ti~om the shore i11 estuaries ai1d 
coves. Dt1ri11g the capli11 school the salmo11 are in pursuit of 
the caplin for food~ and caplin sufficient for bait to Rt1pply the 
hook-and-li11e fisl1ermen may be tal\.en ,~vithout doi11g much i11-

jt1ry to the saln1on fishe1ties ; but when the \vaters in these places 
are disturbed day and 11ight, by schooners and boats ''1ith s'kiffs 
ai1d punts, co11ti11ually hauling ca11lin fo1· exportatio11, the ~f­
fect on the salmon fishery is dctriment<:tl : but if the 4th sec­
tion of the Colo11ial Act 25th Vic., cap. 2nd, is fully a11d fairly 
enforced, the salmon fishers will tl1en have a fair chance, and 
·the probabilities are that a rerr1unerative catch of salmon will 
be the rest1lt. 

Ans,ver to question 7.th.-Cod nets are i1ot in ge11eral t1se, and if they 
were, they co11ld not have a prejudicial effect ,v]1en moored in 
and out from the shore, as saln1on nets are moored, and there­
fore the use of the cod i1et of full size mesh, that is six i11ches 
from knot to knot, might well be encouraged. 

Ans\ver to question Sth.-Th_e c11ring of cod fish. Although there is 
a11 inferior article too often take11 by the merchants; is never­
theless, '\rery well u11derstood by N ewfoundla11ders, and cir9um­
stances have tended to"rards that inferior cure, which the sup­
pliers of the fishermen might not have mea11s to co11trol. The 
fishermen know very well that fish to be well saved, m11st be 
landed on the stage fresh and sound, thctt it must be well cut 
open, well headed, well split, and well salted, carefully washed, · 
and that due attention on the flake or beach must be given to 
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it. The cure of herring is not so well unde1 .. stood, and under 
existi11g circumstances, there is not a st1ficinet inducement to 
make them desirous of u11derstanding it. But if protective 
laws are granted for the herring fishery, so as to make it in 
demand as an article of export \vhen well cured and in bar­
rels, at a remunerative price, it is 'rery certain that the fisher­
me11 will be suficiently alive to their in1mediate gain, to learn, 
to understa11d, a11d practice tl1e curing of herring, so as to 
give satisfaction to the purchasers. 

Answer to question 9th. I do think that the sale of bait to fo1 .. eigners, 
as it has been conducted hitherto, and at present, has had, and 
lvill have, a prejudicial effect on the best interests of our fish­
ermen, and that it is i11st1·umental in lesse11ing the quantity of 
fish caught by them on our own ground, by thousands of 
quintals. 

Remark.-It is asserted that large sums are paid an11ually by foreigners 
fo1 .. the supply of bait, a11d if it \Vere true to the extent of the 
hig·hest amount named, (fifty thousand pot1nds,) yet its effects 
are prejudicial, and if t\vice that st1m were i·eally paid~ it 
would not be an equivalent. The bultows used by the1n on the 
banl{s, they !t·11ow 'ltery well aTe working the destructio11 of the 
fishery there, (as they will do ultimately '\vhere,rer the)1 are 
used,) and there is i10 dot1bt that tl1ey do affect injuriously the 
inshore fishe1·y. If they were content to fish with hook-and­
line, the supply of bait, that is of herri11g taken i11 nets and 
seines at proper times and i11 i)1·oper places, a11d caplin ha11led 
in sei11es at i1ot less than 011e m.ile distant fro1n a11y settlement 
bet'"'"een Cape Race and Cape Ray, .sho11ld be freely accorded 
to them by 011r fishern1en, at a price such as might be agreed 
on by them. 

I cannot give a11J1 opinion \vith regard to the Labrado1· fisheriest 
touching these questions, of n1y O\Vll experie11ce, or of the experience of 
others.

A BILL TO REGULATE THE FISHERIES OF THE ISL .. A\.ND 

OF NE,VFOUNDLAND AND I1'S DEPENDENCIES. 

vVhereas it is expedient and Ilecessary to reg11late the man11er of pro­
sec11ting the Fisheries i11 the Isla11d of N ewfoundla11d and its Depen-

• cenc1es: 

Be it ther~fore Enacted, by the Governor, Legislative Council and As­
sembly, in Legislative Session co11vened, as follows :-

}""irst,-That from and after the passing of this Act, no person or per­
so11s \Vhomsoever shall hat1I, catch, or take any quantity of the fish call­
ed Caplin, or of· the spa,vn thereof, for the purpose of using such Caplin, 
or any part thereof, for ma11ure, nor sl1all any quantity of Caplin, or 
spa,vn thereof, so caught and tal{en, be used or applied for the purpose 
of manure, nor for a11y agricultural purposes '1vhatsoever : And each 
and every IJerson who shall 11at1l, catch, or take, or cat1se to be hauled, 
catlght, or taken, any Capl~n or spawn thereof, for any of the purposes 
aforesaid ; and each a11d every person who shall, on any prete11ce \Vhat- • 

· ever, t1se or apply, or cause to be used or applied, any qt1antity of such 
Caplin or of the spawn thereof, as af .. oresaid, for manure or for any agri­
cultural purpose whatsoever, shall, for each and every offence, on convic­
tion, forfeit and pay to Our Sovereign Lady the Queen, Her Heirs and Suc­
cessors, a penalty i1ot exceeding One Po11r1d for the first offence, nor 
Five Pou11ds for any subsequent offence : Provicled that Caplin taken or 
hauled fort.he purposes of bait, and not used, may be applied ancl us~d 
for the purpose of mant1re or any other agricultural purpose .

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Second, It sh.all not be lawful fo1~ an),. person engaged in fishing on 
any of the fishing grounds or fishing ledges of this Isla11d and its Depen­
c-encies, (except 011 that part of the coast of Labrador, north of Hunti11g­
don Island,) at a11y time from the 'f"7entietl1 da)r of June t111til the Thir­
tieth day of September, i11 any )'ear, to l1se or have in 11se cod-jiggers fo1· 
the purpose of catchi11g or taking fish; a11d each and every person '''ho 
shall, on any prete11ce vvhatsoe,rer, use or 11a·ve ir1 t1se cod-jigge1·s for the 
purpose of catching or taking fish, within the times a11d lin1its herein 
specified, shall for each and every offe11ce, 011 convictio11, forfeit alJd pay 
to Our Sovereign Lady the Queen, Her Hei1·s and Successors, a penalty 
not exceeding f·or the first offence, 11or 

for any subsequent offence. 

Third,-After the passing of this Act, it shall not be lawful for any 
person to use or have in use, or be in a11y way concer11ed i11 usi11g Bul­
tows, for the purpose of catchi11g or taking fish on or near any part of 
the coast of this Island or its de1Jendencies, on the coast of Labrador, 01· 
on or near any of the fishing grounds, banks, or fishi11g ledges, 01-- in any 
of the bays, creeks, or coves, of this Island or its dependencies; and each 
and every person 'vho shall,011 any pretence "vhatsoev·er, 11se or have in llse, 
or be in any wa)r concerned in using B11lt0'-'7S for tl1e pl1rpo:se of catching 
or taking fish, shall, for each and every offence, 011 conviction, f·orfeit 
and pa)- to Our Sovereig·n Lady the Qt1een, He1-- Heirs a11d Successors, 
a penalty not exceeding for the first offence, no1· 

for any subsequent offence. 

Fou1·th,-That the first section of an Act passed i11 the Twenty-fifth 
year of the Reig11 of Her preser1t l\1ajest)7 ~ entitled '' ... i\n Act fo1-- the 
Protectio11 of the Herri11g arid Sal1non :r_,isl1eries 011 the coast of tl1is Is­
la11d a11d for othe1· purposes," be a11d the same is hereby repealed. 

Fifth,-1.,hat no pe1·son shall haul, catch, or tal{e Herrings in any seine 
on or near any part of the coast of tl1is Island l;·ing bet,vee11 Cape Race 
and Point Rosey, or in any of the bays, harbors, or a11y otl1er places within 
those limits,at any time between the Twentietl1 day of October and the T\ven­
tieth day of i\.pril in a11y year; and i10 person shall, 011 or near the c9ast of 
Labrador, or in any of· the bays, harbours, coves, creeks, inlets, or other 
places therein, resorted to or used for the purpose of carrying on the Cod 
Fis;h.ery, at any time use a Seine or other contrivance for the catching 
and taking of Herrings, except by wa.y of shooting, and forthwith tuck­
ing the same : Provided that nothing herein contained shall prevent the 
taking of. Herri11gs by Nets set in the usual and customary manner, and 
not used for in~barring or inclosi11g 1Ierrings in any cove, i1tlet, or othe1· 
place.

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Sixth,-~!\.ny person ''1ho shall violate a11;1 of the pro'1"isio11s of the fifth

Ninth,-That no person shall at any time use or cause to be used 
set or cause t? be set, or be in a11y way ~011cerned in 11sing or settin~ 
any Salmo11 Net for the purpose of catching or takinO' Salinon at the 
mouth or outlet of a11y river on the coast of this Island or its de~enden­
cses, known to be the resort of Salmon, so as to obstr11ct the Fisl1 i11 the 
free ingress a11d egress of such river ; and further that no perso11 shall 
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at any time use or cause to be 11sed, set or cause to be set, or be in any 
way concerned in usi11g or setti11g an)1 Salmo11 Net in any place, in such 
manner as to obstruct or l1incler or in any way to interfere with the free 
use of such place for the p11rposes of Cod-Seine hauling, or with fisher­
men or others prosecuting the Fishery 01· catching or taking fish with 
hooks and li11es. 

Tenth,-Any person who shall violate any of the provisions contained 
in the Seventh, Eight, and Nir1th Sections of this Act, shall for every 
offence forfeit a s11m not exceeding ; and in ad­
dition all seines, and nets used or employed in, about, or pr~paratory to 
the violation of any of the pro1'isions thereof, shall be liable to forf"eit­
ure, and the san1e may be seized a.t once by any Justice, Sub-Collector 
of Customs, Preventive Officer or Constable, on view 01· by virtue of a 
Warrant issued by such Justice, Sub-Collector or Preventive Officer, on 
oath, to be administered by any of them, and detained until the trial of 
the offender, when t11ey may be declared fo1·feited, and ordered to be 
sold by public auction. 

Eleventh, All fo1·feitures and penalties imposed by this .. '\.ct shall be 
recovered 1'vith costs in a summary manner before any Justice of the 
Peace, for which l)llrpose sucl1 Justice shall have full power to summon 
or arrest the offender, a11cl to compel all '''itnesses, eithe1· by S11mmons 
or Warrant, to attend before him on such trial, a11d upon conviction of 
s11cl1 offe11der, such Justice shall issue his Warrant to cause such seines 
or nets or other contrivances so illegally used, to be sold at public auc­
tion ; and in default of payment of st1ch penalty as may be imposed, and 
costs by the party convicted, st1ch Justice shall issue his "'·arra11t to any 
Constable or otl1er person to arrest and imp1·ison st1ch convicted off ender 
for a pe1·iod not exceeding twent)1 days. 

Twelfth,-All penalties a11d forfeitt1res under this Act, and all proceeds 
thereof, '1V hen recovered shall be paid to the party infor1ning against 
and prosec11ting such offender to conviction. 

Thirteenth,-No conviction or proceeding by any Justice or other of­
ficer, under this Act, shall be q11ashed or set aside for want of form, so 
long as the same shall be substantially in accordance with the true in­
tent and meaning of tl1is ... ~ct. 

Fou1·teenth.-Provided always, that nothing in this Act contained shall, 
in any way, affect or interfere with the rights .and privileges granted by 
Treaty to tr e st1bjects or citizens of any State or Power u1 amity with 
Her l\tlajesty.

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'Vhereas it is expedient to encourage the erection of smoke hot1ses and 
the ct1ri11g of Salmon, Herring, or other fish by smoking the same : 
Be it therefore enacted, that a11y person who shall build, erect, : \id put 
in operation a smoke house,a11d shall the1~ein save and Cllre, by SMoking 
in a proper manne11J, and of a marketable qt1ality, Salmon, Herring, or 
other fish, to the value of at least ten pounds, shall be paid a re­
ward of ; a11d the Governor shall issue his War­
rant for the payn1ent of the same from the Treasury of this Colony .

JosEPfI KELLY, s1vorn and exami11ed, deposeth :-I am living at Lance 
Cove on the South Sl1ore ; have con1e to y·ou to in\restigate a claim for 
damage done to 1n3r cl,velling-hot1se on the 2nd day of the mo11th of May 
of last J1ear.

~{ARGARET DEADY, present of Harbor Main. Sworn and exami11ed, 
deposeth :-I am the eldest da11ghter of Patrick Strapp, sr., and Alice 
Strapp, his wife, of Harbor Mai11. I am the widow of the late Patrick 
Deady, of St. John's, who follo,ved the sea as a calling, and was a Mas­
ter l\fariner, before I 'vas married to him. It is thirteen years past 
since I was married, and six yea1·s last February since m)· husba11d was 
lost at sea, on a voyage to New York, in the scl10011er Sagabad, be­
longing to Messrs. Thomas & Dickinso11, or the person who owned the 
vessel, were dealers of theirR. I am not sure w he th er . the owner of the 
vessel or my husband commanded her, he went eithe1~ as mate, master, 
or navigator. }""rom February, the year my h11sband was lost, u11til tl1e 
follo,ving October, I resided in St. John's ; 've lived in D11ckwortl1 Street, 
I occupied the same hot1se after my husband's death, that 1'Ve lived in 
before. The house belonged to my h11sba11d's father, and ''re paid no 
rent fo1'" it but the gro1111d re11t, which was abot1t five pounds. In the 
month of October after my l1usband's loss, I I'"emoved to Harbor Main, 
with my children ; (I have four i11 all, bt1t left nly eldest daughter with 
her gra11dfathe1·) and bro11ght \vith me all of my household furniture , 
'vith my own and my children's wearing apparel. I have ever since with 
n1y children, been living with my father and motl1er in their house, in 
Harbor 1\1ain. All my property, whether ho11sehold 01~ 'vearing apparel, 
belo11gi11g to m3rself a11d cl1ildren, were eitl1er in my father's d\\7 elling 
house or some of the out buildings that were destroyed by a mob, on 
the 18th day of May last. A pa1·t of my property was saved, and a 
part was lost. That part that was saved, consisted in one tru11k, con­
tained five dresses belonging to myself, one satin, one silk, two poplins, 
and 011e cotton unmade, two parasols, 011e satin and one silk, a sill{ vel­
vet cape, unmade, i11clu.ding materials, 1 blacl{ silk moire antiq11e ca1)e, 
black sati11et jacket, one sha,vl fi11e i11dia11 \Vhite, 1 black sillr velvet 
bonnet, ca11ton crape ha11dlrerchief, 1 pair kid gloves, 4 yards 'vhite 
fleecy calico, 1 v\rork box, six veils, 1 'gold ring, some retict1le boxes, 
pair bracelets, 1 broocl1, the abo\re articles all belonged to myself ; also, 
a baby's c1ress, ancl s11ndry other things, can't a·t present recollect. ]'he 
articles consisted, as enumerated i11 the acco1111t he1·e handed to you, 
amounting i11 all, to fifty po1111ds six shillings and six pence c11rre11cy, 
viz :~70 iter11s. as follo"·s :-, 
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1.-2 Bedsteads.-One a four turned post, 1011g post for teaster 
frame and curtai11s, stai11ed or varnished. N e'v in my husbancl's house 
,vhen I we11t to St. J oh11's ; made there ; I am not sure by vvho1n, nor 
don't kno"' myself the price; heard my father-i11-la'\V say it cost 70s. It 
had a ca11vas bottom, 'vith 11ead and foot boards. 'T,vas hardw-ood, not 
n1al1ogany ; no cornice 011 tl1e top. 1'hP. ot?er bed~tead had higl1 posts, 
t'vo of them tt1rned, with a rou11cled top; birch stained, bottom corded, 
corners screwed, second hand wl1en my husband purchased it, shortly 
after I ,vas mar1·ied. Don't l\.now the cost ; but value it at 30s. ; good 
as new.

PATRICK STRA'.PP, Jr., sworn and examined, deposeth.-Have already 
swor11 on the 13th i11st., tl1at I am the eldest son of Patrick Strapp, sr., 
.of IIarbor Mai11, and b)r professio11 a l\iaster Mari11er,have been follow­
ing the sea thirty 'three years, 11ever 've11t as mate of a vessel. It is 
eighteen years since I first toolr command of a vessel, am about forty 
three years old. ~,or the last fifteen years, I 11ave spent very little of my 
time i11 liarbor ~iain, 011t of t11e last thirteen )'ears, 11ot more than two 
or tl1ree da}7S in each year, 'vhe11 I can1e to visit my family; with the ex­
ception of the last J1ear. Si11ce the 28th day of April, A. D., 1861, I 
have resided co11sta11tly in Harbor ~Iain, i11 my father's house. When I 
can1e to Harbor l\1ain, in A i1ril, 1861, I left Harbor Grace on a visit to 
my fatl1er's family, intending to I'emain here until the vessel, the Elle1i, 
came here to tal{e i11 freighters for the Labrador, which was intended to 

· -sail from tl1is port, on or abot1t tl1e 1st of June. I had made my ar-
14an.gements to go to the Labrador in tl1is vessel ; this vessel, owing to 
the riots on tl1e 18th J\tla)1

, did 11ot come to Harbor ~fain, but sailed from 
Harbo11r Grace ; this, together 'vith the state ID)' fatl1er's place was left · 
in after the riots, and he ( ID)T father) and brother requiring to be absent, 
I concluded it '''as better to re1nain at IIarbor Main, to assist m)1 motl1e1· 
to loe>lr after the property, and l)Ut up the fe11ces, &c. I was married, 
but lost my 'wife, 12 months ago, last November. Her clothing, as well 
as more of my o\,lll, vve·re at Harbor Grace, a11d tl1e clothes that I ha,re 
lost, as \:t1ell as my best 011es that 'vere sa,red~ I bro11gl1t \1fitl1 me frorn 
Harbor Grace, 011 the 28tl1 of .1.~pril, 1861. 1"hey '"'ere co11tai11ed in one 
sea-chest, one trunk, one small box, and a canvass clothes bag; these 
were <: 11 i11 my fa.tl1er's house 011 tl1e 18th daj7 of l\iay. 1'11e clotr1es and 
otl1cr articles that I lost V\1ere in the sea-chest and sn1all box, \vith the 

exceptio11 of 011e pair fine clotl1 pants and a sati11 ,rest, 'vhicl1 'vere in the 
trt1nlr. Tl1e articles fOr :\7]1ich I clai1n, and 'vhicl1 w~ere in the sea-chest 
a11d small box, are as follo'\iS :

Common black ebony Quadrant, in an oak case, in, 
good orde1· and condition, the first and only quadrant I e·ver owned, pur· 
chased i1e'v m;rself, and it has been in use ever since I 11ad command of 
a vessel, have charged it at Vt·hat I paid for it, at either Bo,vring's or 
O'D,vyer's. 

2.-Spyglass. Had t~vo brass parts that drew out, was not covered 
with leather whe11 I purchased it ; had it coverecl \Vitl1 leather after, 
pt1rchased in 1848 ; it "'ras a good glass, it 'vas as good as glasses that 
cost double the price, gave 50s. at O'Dwyer's for it, and value it the 
same.

4.-Medici11e Chest. The box 'vas pine, painted, about 18 x 12 in­
ches square, and about 8 inches high, in differe11t compartments, but no 
shelf or tray to lift out, i1ot lettered on the outside. 'l"'nc chest did not 
belong to the Ellen, it belonged to myself. 'Ihe Ellert has a medicine 
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chest ; had no handles, bt1t had a lock and l{ey ; brought it .with n1e 
from Harbor Grace, beca11se I 'vas going to the Labrador from heJ;e. 
Al \rvays take it 'vith me wl1en I go to sea, \vhether in a vessel t11at has a 
niedicine chest or not. Came to Harbor l\1ain from Harbor Grace in a 
boat. 'l'he medicine chest is not tl1e small box named above, tl1at box 
'vas 24 inches by 13 \vide, a11d about 1 foot deep. There 'vas no 
lock and key upo11 it. 'l"l1e n1edici11e chest was not inside of the sea 
chest, b11t by itself; I forgot to name it 'vith the others. Have al,vays 
taken it to the Ice and Labrador 'vith n1e. Have had it 'vith me to 
sea fourteen years, as 'vell as 011 sl1ore. Don't l{novv ho'v many bottles, 
lar~e and sn1all, tl1ere m11st be abo11t t\ve11ty bottles altog·ether, ai1d con­
tai11ed besides, salts and se11na i11 packages, salves a11d diacaln1 plaster·, 
ointments, &c. ~ o surgical instru1nents ; no scalpel ; there ''rere a pair 
of scissors, plenty of jallop, balsom of ca pi vi. Don't kno'v if tl1ere were 
a11y cubebs, lot of lint, lintseecl meal a11d the other meclicines commonly 
put up i11 a sea medicine cl1est. There was also a boolr of directions 
(lVIr. Mc~furdo's.) It 'vas not l\fc~furdo's directions, but the medicine 
chest was purchased from 1Vfc~1urdo 14: years ago; replenished every 
year ; had bee11 replenished that year before I 'vent to the Ice by Mr. 
:Fennell, for which I paid him 30s. Am not sure it was 30s. Can safely 
S\Vear I paid him 20s. It had not been reple11ished since I came from 
tl1e Ice> Generally use more medicine on a Labrador VO)rage, than on 
t'vo or three Ice voyages.

14.-8 pairs long Hose; 5 pairs home knit, some new, some 1, and some 
2 ):ears; might be a pair or two of them 3 years; there might be a pair or 
two darned ; will not swear there was 11one without holes ; sure they 
were in good order ; will swear they were fully 'vorth 2s. 6d. each pair 
i-20s. 

15.-4 pairs half Hose, home knit; purchased the yarn from women 
who had it for sale ; know of one pair darned, and a new pair ; others 
worn; swear to ls.

About 12 months in use, one of the best, 
purchased at R11therford's for 12s. 6d., will swear that it was not more 
than 2s. 6d. worse of wear.

23.-Pair Blanketing Cuffs, new, never worn, home made, may have 
put them on my hands, but never wore them, value 5s. 

24.-2 Pair Gents' Gloves. Fine woollen gloves, with buttons, one 
pair very little worn, the other pair in use two years, don't k11ow what 
they cost, will swear they were worth 5s. 

25 and 26.-6 lbs. Tobacco, private stock for the Labrador, and pipes 
the same. The tobacco and pipes charged at the prices paid for theme 

27.-6 Sheath Knives, all new, always take half a dozen with me, 
some for use, and some for sale, cost lOd. each, new. 

28.-W orsted Cap. Fancy double worsted cap, a night cap, three or 
four years on hand, but never wore it, good as new, cost 3s. 

29, 30 and 31.-Hair Brush, clothes brush, and rack comb, all second 
hand, but not much worse of wear, worth 5s. 

32.-2 Hand Towels, in use, one a woolly with fringes, (supposed 
Turkish), th.e other a plain diaper, will swear they were worth 3s. , 

33 .-2 American Coast Pilots, got one with the first chart, and . the 
other with the 2nd chart, but not included in the price of the charts, 
paid 5s. each for. ~he~, l~ttle soiled, but as good as new. 
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34.-1 Log Book. New in 1851, early that year, the only one I had, 
only used on one voyage to New York and back. Never keep a log 
bool{, or note any thing in a log book, on Ice or Labrador voJ·ages .. 
Don't know how many day's work a log bool{ ought to contain. 1,he 
voyage to Ne"\V York occupied sixteen days going, fourteen days there, 
and ten days coming. The log book was an ordinary log, such as are 
sold in the stores ; purchased in St. John's and paid 5s. for it. 'Vill 
swear that not more than ls. worth of it had been used. 

35.-2 Volumes, '!,ravels in New Soutl1 Wales. Don't kn·o'v by whom; 
have read them ; bound in calf. Don't know whether it was E11glish or 
American edition, contained about 300 pages each volume. They "\Vere 
second-hand books, bought them from Duffy, at Harbor Grace, six 
years ago, at auction.

The trunk that I had 
my fine clothes in, was a white tru11k, it was ft1ll, and about the size of that 
trt1nk, (pointing to one of my own i11 the room,) it contained, besides the 
pa11ts and vest, two fine coats, three vests, a pair of fur gloves, neck-tie, 
poclret handkerchief, no shirts, 1 pair fine worsted stockings in it, pair

The-clothes which I had at Harbor Grace we1·e four white shirts and 
collars, a mackintosh, boots and shoes, cap. Certain had no second-hand 
dra"·ers, stockings, flannel under or over shirts. I lived at Harbor Grace. 
Have been married thirteen years, next November. Lived in a ne\v 
house I built there ; moved into it abo11t two months before my wife 
died. It cost well up to £300, and rent it no'v for £20 per annum. 
Had no settlemeut from my father when I married. Until 1852 I sail­
ed as master in my father's vessel. After '52 I was partner with him, 
and 'vent two springs to the Ice, and summer in that vessel the Eliza ; 
both bad springs' fishery. In 1855 or '56, I rebuilt the Eliza, my fa­
ther advancing for the purpose £140. From that time I was on my o\vn 
account. ~~rom 1856 to 1858,when I lost her, I was on my own accot1nt. 
Pretty successful the first )rear, and had paid my father the amount he 
advanced for repairs, and other items, for his half of the vessel, £450, 
which he claimed and stopped at Messrs. Ridley's office, out of that 
spring's sealing voyage. She then became mine until lost, and barely 
paid the way. Since then I have been going as master of vessels to the 
Ice,'two springs. Had 14 or 1500 seals one spring in Mr. Thomey's 
vessel, and none the last )1ear. Received no money 'vith my wife, and 
there was nothing settled on her, only got the piece of lalld on which 
my house was built.

have taken co11tracts. ~y Commissioner :-What do you consider the 
value of this bt1ildi11g on the 17th May, last 1. Answer :-I consider the 
full value to be fou1~teen pounds currency.

DEAR SIR,~ ; 

Your presence at Harbor Main, at this time: has been the sou1·ce of a 
great deal of relief to me, there being Sl1ch a disparity as to the differ­
ent value put upon Mr. Strapp's buildings, pulled down and dest1·oyed. 
I therefore feel that your valuation of these, when received, will be 
something ta11gible upon 'vhich I shall be enabled to form iny conclu­
sions in regard to this part of his claim; for I f·eel satisfied that whatever 
it may be, it will have been made up, void of any of the llnhappy feel­
ing that pervades in this district, and with a view only to do justice to 
all parties, or in the terms of the oath, that I as Commissioner, have 
take and subscribed;without favo1~, fea1~, or affection. 

In investigating Mr. Strapp's claims, which embrace several hundred 
items, from the suddenness and nature of the damage; a great many of' 
the articles have necessqrily required to be estimated, approximated, or 
guessed at; and "\tvherever these have occurred, I have had to take the 
bPst description I co11ld of them, as to age, quality, and probable valt1e. 
Among othe1~s are articles said to be recovered, but damaged. I"he 
damage, in many instances, seem not to have been repaired, but an esti­
mate of their cost has bee11 p11t in. It is i11 reference to these and some 
other particulars which I shall annex, that I am desirous to ha\7 e your 
opinion upon, ·and which I spoke to you and lVIr. Thomas Strapp about, 
last evening. I am, ho,vever, bound to tell you, that any donclusion )tOlt

On the next day, Sullday, about two or three o'clock, 
I went down to Mr. Strapp's house, and gave 'vhat money I had picked 
up to Mrs. Strapp ; she was standing at the e11d of he1· house, N. W. 

She was alone when I went. to her first, the first thi11g I said or 
did before she s1Joke, was good evening, and handed her the money, she· 
was alone at the time. There was abot1t t"'Tettty-five or twenty-six shil­
lings in all, all silver; will swear there were no pound notes in it. I

PATRICK STRAPP, Jr., sworn and examined, deposeth.-Am the eldest 
son of Patrick Strapp, sr., of Harbor ~fain; am by profession a master 
mariner, have been following the sea thirty three )1ears, never went as 
mate of a vessel. It is eighteen years since I first took command of a 
vessel, am about forty th1~ee years old, for the last fifteen years I have 
spe11t ver)1 little of my time in Harbor lVIain, for the last thirteen years, 
i1ot more than t'vo or three days in each year, whe11 I came to visit our 
family, with the exception of the past year, where I have resided in my 
father's family, since the twenty eighth day of .i\_pril, A. D. 1861, up to 
the present date. Was at Harbor ~fain, at my father's house, on the. 
eightee11th day of 1\Iay last. A little before noon on that day, James 
Woodford, 1\!Iichael Gorman, and 'Valter Gorman, of Harbor Main, and 
Cornelius Kennedy, John l{ennedy, jr., and Richard 'Valsh, sr., of 
Holyrood, or ('1vood) came to my father's house. 1 was assisting a man by 
the name of Murra)r, to put up a fence near the house, and when I saw 
these parties e11ter my father's house, I followed them in; I found them 
all seated in the kitchen, the only person who had any thing to say of 
any consequence, was James Woodford, the subject of his conversation 
was regarding the affidavit and l"eturn that my father had made in re­
ference to the election in Harbor Main. James '1V oodford said they 
came to see my father ; they were told he was from home, he had left 
home some time before day light that morning, they remained in the 
'house about half an 11our, and then quietly we11t away. I followed them 
out, and overheard Walter Gorman say, he 'vill get the better of us, 
understood by he, to be my father, nothing further particular, occurred 
on that day, until about 5 o'clock P.l\I., when being informed by my sis­
ter, tl1at the mob were coming in the direction of the ho11se, I hurriedly 
l1riscrewed the clock from th~ wall, where it hung, and ran up stairs, 
got a hold of a white trunk that contained my best wearing apparel. I 
pt1t it on my shoulder and ran towards the store, (No. 3), 'vent in with 
the trunk and left it there ; found Jam es Deady, the old man, there ; 
shortly after, Thomas Murray, and my nephew, James Deady, came into 
the store. We shut the door and looked out through the window. ..l\.t 
this time the first of the mob had reached the front of our house. I 
saw, among the foremost, James Woodford, Michael Gorman, and Cori. 
Kennedy. 'fhe11 came up and enteTed the house bJ· the back door. 
Sho1·tly after this I heard some person sing out, ''Come up men, or come 
up boys ;" do not know who it was that called to them. 1,hey came up 
towards the house t1ntil the yard was filled ; one of the me11 in the mob 
opened the east door of the store I was ii1, (door not loc1ied, but latched.) 
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I the11 went out of the store, and the first person I identified was Mi­
chael Ezekiel, of Holyrood. The next person I met was John Wood­
ford, of Harbor Main, (Wm.'s son.) Know him very well, 
he having been to the ice with me. I spoke to him: John, 
said I, I'm afraid this is going to be bad work. Don't recollect what 
he said in reply, and the onl)1 other person that I can identify in the 
mob that day ")'as 'l~imothy Sulliva11 of Harbor Main. By this time they 
had begun to breal< the windows in the dwelling ho11se, and I macle my 
way the best way I could through the mob in the direction of Richard 
Strapp's house. This ho11se is about two hundred yards frQm my father's 
house. I did i1ot return again to my father's house until after the mob 
had completed tl1e destruction of the property, a.nd left, which was about 
8 o'clocl{, P. M. From Richa.rd Strapp's house I cot1ld see the mob at 
\vork p11lling clown the buildings, and .judge that it consisted of not 
less tha11 four hundred perso11s, n1en, women and b0}7S. When they 
left off, tl1ere was not a building standing upon the premises, but the 
stEtge, a11d present dwelling hot1se, the latter had the front, the so11th 
end, nearly all the north e11d do\"\1n, the roof of the main building ,-vas 
ha11g~ing by the chimney. ' 

1"'he pa per marked A in the left hand corner, purporting to be a cle­
scr~ptio11, n1easurement, and valuation of my father's premises (l1ere pre­
sented to n1e) is s11bscribed thereto in my own ha11d,vriti11g. I do not 
profess to kno\v any~l1ing of tl1e value of the b11ildi11gs therei11 described, but 
the m.eas11reme11t of the several buildings therein described, viz.,thelength, 
' :vi(1t.11 and l1eight, I s'vear to be correct, havi11g caref11lly measured and 
tal(e.11 them do,vn, with Richard Freney, a carpenter, since dead, and my 
brother ,.l,on1, on the fo11rtl1 da}7 of last October. Cannot speak of the 
age of a11y of the aforesaid builclii1gs, "\vith any certainty, except ·the pre­
sent dV\t-elling hot1se, wl1icl1 \vas built about twenty-.three . )7ears ago. 
l\f any of the buildings "\Vere erectPd before my recollection.

35.-Seconcl-hand Bureau.. Have a, recollection of there being an old 
bl1reat1 i i1 the old dwelling-l1ouse. Sa'v it there so1ne four or five years 
ago, wl1en 011 ~ visit to the family. First savv it there about five years 
a.g'o ; recollect it when it stood in the present d\velling-house, about 14 
)rea.rs ago ; it might be 1011geT. It 'vas then a seco11d-hand piece of fur­
niture. Don't k110\v a11ything of its val11e. 

Toy rigged boat.-,Vas a model l)rig or briganti11e, about two feet 
long ; do11't }{11olv breadth of beam or depth of hold ; she was full-rigged~ 
sl1ro11ds, rattled dow11, topn1asts as 'vell as lower, fl11sl1. deck, '\vith 11atch­
es, had a "\ivindlass; do11't k11uw 'vhether it was a pate11t one or not; sh~ 
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had a rudder hung, no spare rudder, full bust head ; it was a doll's bust. 
Don't recollect whether she had anchors and chains, think there were 
catheads. Do11't know whether she had davits or stern board. Don't 
know whether sl1e was steered with tiller or wheel. The running gear

beyo11cl what Paisley returned ; she said sl1e did ; did not ask her ho'v 
mt1ch ; heard at that time something about her having saved a sovereign, 
but have no recollection of her speal\.i11g any~thing about pot1nd notes.

When the mob 
dispersed I retur11ed to the premises, a11d with the exception of once or 
t\vice that I 'valked to Richard Strapp's and back, and \Valter 
Power's, abot1t 150 yards from ot1r house, I remained about the premises 
d11ring the whole i1ight. Ke11t 'vatch tl1e "'hole night; saw no perso11s 
carry away anything during the night; there were four bo)1S that n1igl1t 
have put some potatoes in their pockets ; d0n't think any thi11gs were 
carried off the premises that i1ight, there might on subsequent nights. 
I know there was iron in tl1e forge, but do i1ot kno'v 110\v much; I 
kno'v that some of the iron must be tal{en a''ray, but don't k110\v how 
much ; '1vill s'vear there was more than one c·vvt. of iron in the forge-, and 
will swear that that quantity must be take11. Knew of some old i~udder­
pintles and braces, belongi11g to boats, and our own vessels, 1)1ing about; 
can't say what weight: never saw a piece of a chain cable about the 
forge, either before or after 18th l\fay; every 5 fathom of a~ incl1 chain 
would weigh, 11e"V\r, about t'vo cwt. T'vo men might carry away five 
fathoms, and at the same rate it would take eight men to carry off 20 
fathoms. 

The i11jury done to the stone fence was by pulling down the low pick­
et fence that stood on top of it. Some of the sto11es 'vere knocked down 
at the time, bl1t were never pt1t up again. The fence that no'v sta11ds 
there was similar to the one pulled do,vn, the whole of the posts and · 
rails, with a few exce1)tions, are ne,v, some of the old board pic]{ets are 
still in the fenfle, about 30 or 40 of them, the remainder macle from old 
stt1ff l31i11g about after the \Vrecl\: .

RrcHARD STRAPP, sworn and examined, deposeth :-I have been living 
in Harbor Mai11 about t\ve11ty-six yea1·s steadily ; was off and 011, se,reral 
years before tl1at time. I an1 a bla.cksmith by trade; for tl1e last t"'re11ty­
six years, kept a forge here on my own account. 'Vhe11 I fu·st can1e to 
Harbor l\1ain I \Vorked for ID)T u11cle, Patric1r Stra,pp, s1·., bt1t, 'vithi11 tl1e 
past twent)1-six yea1·s, not as a servant. For the last ten or twelve years 

, 
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my uncle has done no smith's work, . except some little jobs for himself; 
all his heavy work done has been executed by myself. For the last 
eight or ten years, when I got sh9rt of iron, I was in the habit of going 
to his forge for it, or sending for it. The last iron I got from them was 
about the 28th day of May last, about ten days after the wreck. · I got 
three or four small ba1~s of ro1111d new i1~on, and about three cwt. of old 
iron, consisting of pintles and braces of boats, old rudder irons, about 
four or five, some old broke11 grapnels, pieces of a boat's anchor, four 
mast head 11--ons. '!~his was all the iron, old or ne'v, 011 the premises at 
that time that was 'vorth aJ1y thi11g. There was a part of a barrel, and 
some old loose scraps left, which were entirely useless to any body; · 
had been accumulating there for years. -I have, off and on, for the last 
ten years, occasionally '1vorked up new iron for parties that have come 
to me for 'vork. Since the 18th of last l\1ay, I have made 11p worl{ for 
two parties, who have brought two 1~ods of ~ i11ch ro11nd, ne"\v iron, to 
me ; I think th[tt both rods were about ii11ch round bolt iron. I have 
i10 reason to think that the parties who bro11ght this iron to me to be 
worked up, obtained it in any other way than an ho11est one, a11d I am 
sure of it ; on :p:iy oath, I do not know if there were any bars of ne\v iron . 
lying in my u11cle's forge on the morning of th~ 18th of last !\fay, besides 
the tl1xee or four bars I got. I would not s'vear that th~re was not 
so1ne. The iron was lying about, the old and the ne1v, and he, Patrick 
Strapp, jr., told me to l)icl{ it and talre it to n1y own forge ; I did so, 
and weighed it, (the new iron). In the same 'vay, he i~equested me to 
gather 11p, what coal there '1Vas on the floor of the store at the water 
side, and also what had fallen over on the rocks. I did so, and mea-
sured it ; there were ten and one half barrels of the coal ; I do not 
knovv '\ivhat quantity, or if any was lost. I ga,tl1ered up all that was of 
any 11se. ~~or t11e last two years, I have not been in the habit of fre­
que11ti11g my uncle's forge very often. All I k11ow about the bellows 
be.1011ging to niy uncle was, that I was wo1'king in BTigus at the time 
they came to his forge ; it was bef or.e I came here to work for myself. 
They could not be of much use with the best of care. He had a set o.f 
bello\Jvs before, but not since, to my knowledge. I do not think he 
had. There vvas one pair of tongs that came back to ine, but they were 
to11gs that \Vas borrowed before. Tlie remaining tools, I cannot spea~ 
abo11t.

Know Patrick Strapp, 
S'r., of Harbor Main, to be a l\Iagistrate; he is not a Stipendiary 
Magistrate, bt1t. a Justice of the Peace or Honorary Magistrate. 
I know he is also a Co1~oner for Conception Bay. His juris­
diction, to the best of my belief, is precisely the same as a Sti­
pendiary Magistrate. He was appointed, I thinl{, during the Premier­
ship of 1\{r. Little, (the present Judge Little.) The Royal Gazette is 
sent to him weekly, as a Justice of the Peace, and is paid for by the 
Governme11t. I know Thomas Strapp, J'r., son of Patrick Strapp, $'r. 
He has been in the habit of calling upo11 me several times, and asking 
me to give him papers and documents connected with statistics, &c., 
and I have frequently given him such books as J ot1rnals of the Legisla­
tive Cou11cil, old documents and almanacks that we had to spare, and 
which were utterly useless. Cannot recollect of more than one copy of 
the J ot1rnals of the Assembly. I do not consider that any of the sever­
al books, almanacl(s and documents that I gave to Thom.as Strapp, were 
of any value for compensation by the Government. A copy of the 
Census was sent to Patrick Strapp, sr., as a Magistrate. The forego­
ing books and documents I consider to have been given to Mr. Thomas 
Strapp, Jr., as officially, as the representative of his father.

Have done so ever since there was a Legislature in the 
Island. Am in the habit of selling copies of the different Acts, both 
separately and collectively, for each Sessio11 ~f the Legislature. I know 
~Ir. Thomas Strapp, of Harbor Main; recollect having so1d him some 
numbers of the Acts of the Legislature, to the amount of some few shil­
lings. The number of the Acts sold him, nor the price he paid for 
them, I cannot no'v recoll~ct. The Acts for each session were not 
bound, they might be stitched together. The prices I retail single Acts 
by, ne"1ly passed, generally, is about ls. eacl1, but old Acts a much less

price. . The price of a sessional set would depend upon the nu:rllber of 
Acts it contained, and the price would be generally lower for old Acts 
lying by, than for those ·newly published.

. birth, have resided in Newfoundland eight years. Ca11 neither read nor 
write. I have been acting as agent and servant to A. Tadini, of St. 
John's, also an Italian by birth, from the time I came to Newfoundland, 
until last April. My chief business, during the time I was in Monsieur 
Tadini's employ, was to sell and peddle about St. John's and the neigh­
bouring outports, such articles as pictures, looking glasses, beads, books 
and toys, as he is ii1 the habit of dealing in. I know Patrick Strapp, Sr., 
of Harbor Main, and while there have always stayed or boarded in his 
house. "\i\:hile there, about three years ago, I left with him a box con-
taining the undermentioned a1·ticles, viz. :-

An1 the elclest daughter of Patricl( a11d Alice Strapp, of Harbo1~ 1\fain. 
'Vas livi11g witl1 Ill}' father, at Harbor l\iain, in May last. Have given 
e\Tidence in the Court-house at St. John's, on the trials of the rioters that 4 

,,rere confined in the Pe11ite11tiary for destr0)7ing my father's property. 
The only otl1er persons that I can no'v identify ''rho 'vere i11 the mob on 
tl1e 18th day of 1Vlay, \Vere James Fury and lVIichael Eskell or Ezekiel, 
of Holyrood or Salmo11ier, Con. Kenn.edy, John Q11inlan, John l{enne­
d;1, jr., Willian1 D\\7)rer, a11d John Hickey, of Holyrood, and John Wood­
ford, Peter Eskell, or Ezelriel, and John Hickey, of Harbor ~fai11. The 
mob con1n1enced pulling down the houses about six o'clocl{ in the e'ren­
ing ; a11d when I left,about an hour and three-q11arter's after, the build­
i11gs vvere all do,vn, except the present dwelli11g house, a11d they had 
comn1e11ced at it ; on looking round abot1t 100 yards from tl1e ho11se, I 
sa'v them hauli11g at it 'vith a rope. '7\ihen part of the mob first 'vent

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i11to the ho11se' I left it, and \Vent up over a wall near the 1~ear of the 
house, 'yhere I remained, except a short time I ran to a i1eighbour's house 
to get the loan of a sha,vl.

do not know the contents, except black kid gloves, and a hair front ; 

. heard there was money in it, but do not know how much; have since 
heard my mother say shE~ put two one pou11d notes into it; do not kno'v 
'vhether she said it was loose or in a purse. · First heard my mother 
speak of the loss of the money some time this week, some time since you 
came to Harbor ~~ain ; heard her say that my father gave her t'vo one 
pound notes and a sovereign; heard her say she put the two notes in her 
tr1111k, and that she put the sovereign in her pocket, in her purse ; hear4 
her say that it was F1·iday, the 17th ~lay, that my father gave her the 
mo11ey, shortl)y before he left; ·have heard my father several times speak 
of the matter, and ask my mother 'vhat she did '\tVith the sovereign; this 
as late as last evening. Often heard him say to mother, you are a queer 
"roman not to know ,ho\v much money you had in the trunk ; heard hi~ 
say this in the co11rse of the winter, and since you came, too. This \Vas 

at times when we \Vere all trying to make up an account of the missing 
articles ; the missing account that you required since )70U came here. 
It is 011ly since you came here that 've went particularly into the items 
of the losses. The first accounts were made up not so particularly as 
these we have made up this week; the first accou11ts 'vere lumped, not 
particularised. We had to make them t1p the best way '\Ve coulcl, help· 
ing each others' memories. For my o'vn part, I do11't know the ' ralue of a, 
ha'porth in the house, not e'ren the value my own things, except a fe,v ar­
ticles. '¥as at home near the cellar, on Sunday eveni11g· abot1t 6 o'cloc1{, tl1e 
19th May, when Sam. Paisley was speaki11g to mother ; "rhen I joi11ed 
tl1e1n, he was talki11g to her, and said, altho11gh he 'vas there ( mear1i11g 
a1nong the rioters the day before), he 'vas i1ot there for the purpose of 
doing any harm. He handed my mother sOme money; it was silver;

Five years, last fall, since I returned to my father's house 
from St.John's. .Lt\.m q11ite familiar with the house, and assist my n1other 
in housel{eeping, the same as I did before I n1arried.

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5.-Sleigh ; was a side sleigh, painted blue, made in. St. J ohh's., thihk 
it is 7 or a years old, good order. 

9.-Most of the books and papers were kept in the small office; some · 
of them large were kept in the parlour. Two vols. of the lives of the 
Saints were found; don't know 'vhat newspapers he had ; saw an old tea­
chest fi1ll. If he gave an old paper to wrap anything in, he would look 
to see that would contain any particular story ; was often in the habit of 
getting old papers from him, for the purpose of cutting dress patterns 
and other purposes. The papers we took befor.e the 18th May, 'vere 
Weekly Express, Record, Standard, Royal Gazette, and Newfoundla1ider. 

18.-Powder.-Know there 'vas powde1·; saw my father selling it. 
'1,here were three kegs there, one was open, but do not know how much 
was out. 

19.-Leather.-Know there was leather, but do not know how much; 
know of a piece being returned about 2i feet long and ll foot wide. 

20.-Butter.-Know of two tubs in the old building; sure one of them 
was unopened or unused. The other was open and in use. To the best 
of my kno\vledge, I think there was not more than half of one of the 
tubs out. 

21.-Sugar.-There was s11gar came f1·om St. John's about the end of 
April, with the butte1· and bread. It was in a small half barrel. It was 
opened and in use from the time it arrived, till the 18th lVIay. Don't 
think there \vas more out of the cask than the daily consumption of the 
house, about a pound daily. Dnn't know if any was sold; could'nt 
swear there was a quarter of it gone ; don't think more than 20lbs. was 
gone. Bread.-Think they were two bags of bread, came from St. John's, 
end of April ; one, I know, was in use. 'l'here were two bar1--els that 
had bread in them ; think they were full ; am st1re they were. Tallow. 
Some had in the house ; can't say anything about it. 

35.-0ld Bureau.-It was in the old dwelling-house, lip stai1-s·, before 
I was married. Am married 13 years. Do not recollect how iong it 
was there before I was married.

on the keel, had a deck and hatches, had· a little wooden doll for a rread ;

I did not i11te11d 
to claim for it, it nad no name, I did not ask my bi:other to put in the 
claim ; did not kno'v he claimed for it, until after lie had been with you, 
'vherr he told me he had. My little boy had bee11 in the habit of sailing 
this ooat about the beach with· other boys, this last five years, not so 
often about the beach as in the brooks, the boy was qt1ite ab-ie-to 
carr)' it himself. The hull of the boat was mad·e before· I was married,

Pork. Remains of porlt left over aftet? the 'vi11ter, think it was all 
in one barrel we were using. It was difficult to judge the quantity,. of 
pork, as the remains wo11ld float on the pickle, and there is always salt 
remains i11 the barrel. Mother would be a better judge of the quantity·, 
as she oftenev went for it. 

Barrel Beef. was ope11, there was not much used out of it, our own 
curing, and never was headed, there might be a quarter out; don't 
thi11k there was more. 

38.-Box of looking glasses, &c. I know that there was a box co11-
taining such as looking glasses, of different sizes, some larger than the 
glass in the room, (16 by 14 inches~ some smaller, some small shaving 
glasses, about 8 by IO. I think they were all looking glasses. Left in 
our store by the Italian of St.John's ; and we were to sell any we could, 
tl1e price of each artiele being marked 011 their back, such as were sold 
,,~ere marked. I think there \Vere t"vo looking glasses sold after he left, 
atld before the 18th da~ of May. They were sold by my sister, Mrs. 
Cox, and the price paid 'vas Sd. each, ls. 4d. altogether. He has bee11 
11ere since, don't know 'vhether he was paid the ls. 4d. or not. It was 
i11 the winter he was here last, don't think my father paid him any thing 
on acco11nt; don't think my father wot1ld advance any money on such un­
saleable articles.

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40.-Fi·ame of a sofa. This frame belongs to myself. I brought it 
from St. John's, when I removed ' here; this frame was included in the 
articles, in the value of the first account, sent into the Government, bt1t 
not in the account I gave you to day. It was a common pine sof·a frame, 
made in St. John's, and originally co,yered with furniture cotton, and 
stuffed with straw. I don't know what it cost, but I think a carpenter 
would make it in one day. If a ca1·penter charged 7s. per day, I think 
it would be worth I Os., in proportion to the carpenter's wages, the legs 
were painted, (the fro11t ones) but had no casters. Don't know the 
reason why Tom put this frame with father's claim; he told me, after he 
had been examined by yol1, that he had done so, and that I must not put 
it in my own claim.

56.-Fenders and Fire Irons.-Mother saved her kitchen fender. Tl1e 
bedroom fender h~d been brought down to the parlour, the parlour f e11-
der having been sent out to the store, an old r·attletrap and not consider­
ed fit for use. Think there were a pair of parlour tongs lost, not ex- . 
actly sure. The kitchen tongs, I think now, was lost, and the parlour 
ones saved. The kitchen shovels and poker, and cinder shovel, wer~ 
all saved, Think there were no fire iron$ lost except the kitchen tongs, 
all the others have been recovered. 

51.-~edsteads.-There 'vere three bedsteads lost altogethe1·; two of 
the best in the house were lost, each had t\vo turned posts. The other

ALICE STRAPP, sworn and examined, deposeth :-I am the 'vife of 
Patrick Strapp, sr., of Harbor Main, am married 44 years, been living 
that ti~e in Harbor Main, was in Harbor Main 011 the 18th of May 
last, was in our own house when the mob arrived, that destroyed our 
property, they assembled about three o'clock, but did not begin the 'vork 
of destruction until about six o'clock in the evening; judged the whole 
mob, men, women, and boys, at about five hundred ; they divided them­
selves into ·gangs, in vario11s numbers, and commenced a simultaneous 
attack upon each house. The work of destruction lasted about an 
hour and a half, "vhen they finally dispersed abot1t d11sk. Have already 
give11 evidence before the Court in St. John's, in the trials of the rioters 
that were confined in the Penitentiary. There were no others in that 
mob that I can recollect at this time, except Con Ke11nedy of Holyrood, 
John Quinlan, of Holyrood, John l{e11nedy, Jr., of Holyrood, Joh·n 
Woodford, of Harbor Main, Richard Walsh, of Holyrood, and John 
Fling of Chapel Cove ; cannot recollect of any others. I remained in 
my house until I overheard them talking of killing the cattle, and then 
I went out, went to the cow-house, which, at the time, they had part of 
the two ends and the baclr out, and cried mercy on them, to spare the 
cattle. There were two cows and a calf, a .... mare and foal, the mare 
broke her halter ai1d made off, with the foal, cows and calf escaped u11-

hurt. Returned to our own house, by which time they had the two

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ends a11d front battered down ; could not enter from the qua11tity of 
• wrecked stuff about the door, got into the celler, and remained there, 

,vhile they were destroying 'vhat was in the cellar, stood up against a 
chest of drawe1~s and wash hand stand, the only articles in the cellar that 
escaped. Wl1ile there I lost my trunk that l1ad been placed theTe before 
for safety. I had hold of one of the ha11dles of the tru11k and called to 
John vV oodford to come and assist me to save it; he did so, and toolc. 
hold of the other handle, At that moment, a man who I did not kno\v,

said 11e ''rould save it, and forcibly took it from both of us, carried it 
aWay, and it was never recovered after. It contained a variety of arti-
c1es, Sl1ch as remnants of cotton, flan11el, tape, thread, b11ttoris~, caps a11d .. 

laces, gloves and stockings, handkerchiefs, and one sha'\lvl, contents 
'vorth fifty shilli11gs ; sure they were worth that s11m. Th.ere 'vas be-
sides three po11nds in cash, i11 bank notes, ancl about 15s. in silver. The 
sil·ver \vas i·etur11ed to me by Sam. Paisle)1

, tl1e following S11nda)1 evening. 
Paisley ''ras there, but I don't think with a view to injure. 'l,he bank 
notes were i11 a little purse, received tl1em from my h11sband the day be-
fore, and placed them i11 tl1is trunk, that same black trunlr. ~f y o'v11 
clothes were thro-vvn out of the winclow, and the fallowing articles re-
covered back :

The questions \Vere-1st- ~How late after the 18th May was it practica­
ble or usual to pla·nt seed potatoes? 211d. Were seed potatoes to be pro~ 
cured for cash, in Harbor !fain or neighbourhood, to the extent of 8 or ' 
10 barrels, after '18th l\!Ia)r, up to the time that they co11ld be advan-
tageously set, say the time limited i11 the first question? On ID)" way to 
Gasters, afte.r parting with yo11, I fell in with Father WalsH, and think­
i11g he could supply the information desired in the foregoing questions, 
I vvas surprised to find fron1 11in1 tl1at lJart of Mr. Strapp's potato field 
had been planted that yea1·, viz., 1861, and that the statement has since 
been confirmed by ~ir. Nevill, who states, that he understood that abol1t 
·a half had been planted by some one on thP. shares, but cannot state 
what quantity planted, or where the seed came from. I was under the 
:appr.~hension, from first to last, that no potatoes hacl been planted that 
year, a11d on refere11ce to my notes, cannot find that I, in any '\vay, or at 
an),. time, questioned either of the witnesses in regard to this fact,,vhicl1 
I am i10'\iv aiJxious of ascertaining.

Used \vhen 011 seal­
ing VO)rages. Common pi11e, planecl, t\VO slidi11g doo1·s, about 8 by 6 feet, 
about 6 feet high, top rounded, abot1t 5 )·ears old ; valued at abot1t £3, 
but say 50s. for it. 

93.-Have no particulars to represent this charge of £20. 

95.-Fences. Wood and stone, destroyed. Have calculated the 
worth of the fences, 'vood. and stone,destroyed abot1t the premises, to be 
£20. The fence from the chapel, a boarded and picket fence along the 
front of our premises to the stone 'vall at the lane on the N. E.,. of our 
premises, all thrown down. The \Vall is a dry wall, and ma11y of the 
i·ocks \Vere pulled down. Also fence round cabbage garden in frontofhouse 
(except what fro11ted on the road.) Also a fence on a line within fot1r 
feet of the back of the house, to meet the other fence opposite the 
stable. Whole number of yards of fencing l{nocked down, 255 J'ards. 
Tl1e fences \Vere of picl{ets and board, 'vi th the exception of 011e in tl1e 
i·ear of house, 'vhich \vas of garden rods. Tl1e old fence 'vas built, part 
abot1t 15 )rears, the greate1· part, the remainder 10 years. Garden rod 
fence about two years ago. Length of stone wall, 79 yards. 

96.-Loss of Potatoes, crop, &c. £25. I base my calculation in this 
'\vay; we intended to have planted 10 barrels of potatoe cut seed, 
'\Vhich should have been 'vorth £40, but I allow only half, for seed, la­
bot1r, planting, tending, and raising ; a11d claim for loss of potatoes, not 
pla11ted, £20. In co11seqt1ence of the fences bei11g do,vn, the meadows 
'\Vere injured by the cattle, the roots of the grass pt1lled up, besides be­
i11g preventecl from sowing about 11alf a11 acre of land, which remai11ed 
fallo,v, in oats; I consider we lost equal to one ton of hay, inclt1di11g 
the oats. Valt1e £5. It is not too late to plant potatoes, bet\veen the 
20th 1\tiay and 1st of Jt1ne, could not plant them, because our seed had 
been destroyed, and could not procure it else,vhere; cot1ld not get me11 
to \vorli at putting up fences, till son1e time in J u11e ; afraid to come ancl 
vork for tlS. l'he fences along the street side, 'vhich \vo11ld enclose the 

J?l"Op.erty, 'VeXe not COil1pleted till SOID~ time in J llne; Ci:1n't say \Vhtit da.y,

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some time between 1st and 20th June ; am quite s11re could not pur­
chase seed potatoes, \Vith cash, in the neighbo11rhood, between the 18th 
l\Iay a11d 1st Ju11e. For the above rea,sons we claim £25. 

97.-Flal\:e destroyed. Stood on water side, in front of the hol1se. 
Was a fish flake. Stood on shores ; abo11t breast high on road side ; 
the shores were longest near the water. An old flake, a good part re .. 
r1ewed b)7 m31self a11d father two years ago. Had not bee11 renewed or cov­
ered 'vith boughs last spring, but i11 geod order; 50 feet long by 30 feet 
broad. Don't know how many q11intals of green fish it would spread, 
judge about fifteen q11intals, to the best of my knowledge. Has not been 
used lately for making fish on. Used for d1~ying dan1p fish occasionally 
and caplin. Valued at £12 10s. , 

98.-Cobbler's tools. Consisted, lasts, 6 or 7 pairs, large and small 
a\vls, hammers, pinchers, knife and sto11es, lapstone, &c., &c., in a box, 
worth, 5s., together worth, 20s.

4.-Cod Seines. There were two cod seines, one damaged, and the 
other not damaged; the value of t:ID.e seine that was damaged, is £25 .. 
It is about 62 feet deep, and 90 fathoms long, was only four years in 
use, it was a good second hand seine; barlied and repaired since it had 
been used. 1"'he value of the other sei11e is about £15, about 58 feet 
deep, and 80 fathoms long, was 7 or 8 years in use, was not barked or 
repaired, it would be worth more if repaired and barl{.ed. They are 
both at Harbor Grace.

Thomas Strapp, jr., has applied to me this day, to alter his first evi­
dence, given on item 9, in ref·erence to the valuatio11 pt1t upon the J our-: 
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nals of-the House of Assembly by him. I could ·not consent to alter or 
interline the evidence, nor would I have entertained his explanation, if 
it were to add to their cost, but finding from him that his object is toles­
son the price, I think it quite competent to entertain any further evi-
dence on the subject.-Note by Commissioner. . 

His furthe1· evidence in reference to the above note, item 9, Books, &c· 
Deposeth,-That since I was examined by you on the 5th of May, in 
reference to the value of my books, &c., I have since recollected that, 
some time i11 January,1861, I went to the ho11se of ~r. Richard Holden, 
for the purpose of purchasing a copy of the J ourna1s of the House of 
Assembly for the year A.D. 1860 ;-when he told me the price would 
be twenty shillings, that I could have the book for that money. As this 
appears to be a basis for fixing the value of the Journals of the House of 
Assembly, I am willing to allow you to deduct ten shillings off of each 
number charged by me at thirty shillings, leaving the price of each num­
be1· at twenty shillings. 

In reference to Pound Notes. I recollect leaving Harbor Main with 
ID)· father, late on Friday night the 17th of May last, or early on the 
morning of the 18th ; don't know which. I know my fat;her took 'vith 
him what money he had in the house at that time. I d9 not k11ow whe- ... 
ther he gave my mother any money before he left. I have freque11tly 
heard father aud mother speak about n1oney that was said to be given 
to my mother on the 17th or 18th of May, as aforesaid, several times 
since last September, and during the winter,and up to the time since you 
came to -Eiarbor Main, I heard them speal{ about a sovereign, and about 
pound notes ; there was never more than one sovereign spoken of. I 
ofte11 heard my mother say there was two or three one pound notes. 
When I first made out the first memorandum of articles to represe11t 
item 92 to 94, my mother called my attention to the po11nd notes which 
had never been claimed for before, and told me to put them _ down. I 
asl{ed her how many, and she said she did not know, but told me to put 
down two pounds. When I made out the next memorandt1m to repre­
se11t these items, the same conversation then took place as before, and 
she then told me to put down three pou~ds, and that was the reason of 
the difference in the amount of the cash charged. I won't swear that 
at the time I made out the second memorandum, that my father was not 
present, a11d urged my mother to say three, in place of two notes, and 
that was the reason for the alteration of the claim. . 

Examined in referrence to item 4. A Sleigh. It was a side sleigh, 
with shafts and swingletree complete, it was about five years old; pur­
cl1ased fron1 Samuel Carnell, of St. J 9hn's ; and it cost at that time, at 
St. John's, don't recollect. I paid him at the time the differe11ce

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between the sleigh, 'vhate ver it was, ai1d the frame and runners and 
,vood for the sleigl1, in the rough ; it had never bene repaired, except 
it might be some additio11al iro11 work to strengthen it ; it was painted 
blue, I consider it wo,rth three pounds, it had been re-shod with ~ iron. 
We 'vill have to get another sleigh to replace it; we have a s1nall sleigh 
tl1at my brother made, pai11ted blue.

Re-examined about the building, at the request of Th.omas Strapp, jr.,. 
himself.-S. G. A. · 

I wisl1 to state tl1at \vhen I gave in a description and valuation of 
tl1e buildi11g, destroyed on the 18th of' Ma)1 last, belongi11g to my father, 
that i11 estimati11g their value, I took into consideration the loss that we 
sustained for the want of them,i11 the sale of vario11s articles, such as we 
have been in the habit of, for the last 3 or 4 years, of selli11g in th is 
district; a11d which, for 'vant of these b,uildings, we W'ere obliged to sus­
pend altogether the past year. '¥hat ~o you consider has been the­
loss of your profits on that business 1 (this question by Commissio11er.). 
Ans\,rer, is £150·.

Re-exami11ed in reference to eve11ts a11d items ge11erally :-,Ve first 
commenced to make up the stateme11t of our losses i11 September. I had 
commenced in Ju11e, a1 d during the Sl1mn1er, as recollections of the loss 
of any articles occurred, to put it down in pencil, in a book I had fbr 
that pur1)ose. We did not understa11d, until some time i11 September, 
that other parties were maki11g up their stateme11t for losses, and that 
'vas the reason we did not begin before. The ge11eral statement, ha11ded 
i11 to the government, accompa11ied by the pet1tio11, '1Vas made up in 
February last, and for\varded to Mr. Michael 'l\fara for presentatio11. 
']'he statement (ge11eral) that has been ha11ded by you since your arrival 
here, was n1ade up abot1t the tin1e or immediately after 've heai·d yot1 
were_ to be the Co1nmissioner. Fron1 February, 1111til 've 11eard of ):our 
a1Jpoi11tn1ent, i1othing 'vas doµe i11 1naking 111J or altering the accounts. 
The reason 'vhy there is such a disparity bet,veen t11e account ha11ded 
to ~ir. O'Mara ai1d the one 11a11ded to )10t1, \Vas, that finding a Commis­
sioner had bee11 appointed to i11vestigate all losses, t1po11 oath, ai1d ''ro11ld 
likely enquire i11to e'rery particular, '1Ve 'vere more i)articular in exan1ill­
ing all the articles saved, as well as those saved that were damaged ; 
a11d also corl'ected the prices charged-from '1vhich \Ve ,-vere enabled to 
mal{e up a more correct statement for compensation. It \Vas a il1atte·r 
of impossibilit)1

, out of so ma11y articles lost, to furnish you '1'Vitl1 t11e cor­
rect weight, quantity, and measurement, and of such a variety of articles 
as we have claimed for; and we have therefore had to make up the ac­
cou11ts in the best 'vay ~re could, by referring to the articles saved, com­
paring and computing, in some instances, but in ~ great many by esti­
mating and guessing. In thus guessing and estimating we have been 

I 
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guided by the best means we could command, to insure a fullamount 
f .. or our losses, at the same time for not more than. would f .. ully i11demnify 
us. In the several items, the articles in the different houses, too 
'' numerous to mention," were partially estimated before I handed you 
the general account, because they embraced so many small items,that, at 
the time, I thought might be i·eceived in that way; but ha,re been made 
up more particular!)" since you required the particulars. The reason 
1vhy there were no particular articles to represent a charge of this kind, 
viz., i11 the store for 50s., I found had either been saved or charged before. 
(In item~35, one of these charges, in old Dwelling-house, ''too numerous 
to mention," is fo1· £5; but in the particulars furnished is a bu~eau, 
charged 20s .. and boys' boat, cha1 .. ged 20s., being two-fifths of the whole 
of the amount.) When I 01·iginallymade up the particulars of these items, 
the boat and bureau were included, although they were heavy items in 
proportion to others. The pledged watches, hung in the parlour, w he1·e I 
last saw them. Sugai·. I now recollect it was a half cwt. of sugar we had 
in the house, in place of a cwt. charged in the second account; it came from 
Mr. O'Mara's, about the end of April, landed here 29th. Paint-all in 
tin canisters of 28lbs. each. Stoves.-There were three stoves altoge­
the1·, and only one saved. 11hey were all ships' cabin stoves, all of same 
value; the one saved is now on the premises; I broke it up because it was of 
i10 value. Cowhides.-Judged we bad altogether about 8 cwt., valued at 
£10. What we recovered is valued at £6, but what we have charged 
in the last accou11t is 2 cwt. or 40s. ; have sold part of what was saved, 
last summer, to Messrs. Ridley's. Have not sold any green hides until 
last summe1·, for 8 or 9 years. I will not swear there was more than 
40s. worth of green hides lost. Sold some of the old rope, last summer, 
to Messrs. Ridley's, and some is still in the stage. The new store is 38 
by 16 feet'I and 12 feet post; all the clapboards, part of the i·oug·h 
boarding for it, and the linhay and part of the floor, and loose loft, was 
old stuff saved from the wreck.

I have to acknowledge the receipt of your letter of the 26th instant, 
in 'vl1ich you request me to send you the weights of mother's ·Feather 
beds, saved, which I had prepared for you on the morning you left, but 
forgot to· give it to you. ~rhe weights, therefore, of beds, is, best bed, 
90 lbs., second-best, 90 lbs., third-best, 63! lbs; and also, you request­
ed of me to send you the particulars of clothing saved, belon~ing to five 
in family. I have, therefore, to state to you, that in my examination, I 
gave you a particular) statement of the clothing lost, belonging to myself, 
fathe1·, brother Stephen, and Deady, and left mother to answer for he1·­
self. As for the clothing saved belonging to myself, father, and Deady, 
we saved nothing of clothing of any description, with the exception of 
one coat and vest each, belonging to father and me, with lvhat ,,ve had 011 

at the time. The other information regardi11g the potatoes, Mr. Holden 
has settled. I was present at the measurement of the ground that the 
potatoes were so,ved in, and the measurement was 50 by 100 feet.

To the Honorable RoBERT CARTER. 

SrR,-111 reporting upon this claitn,I feel I have a ve1)7 onerous and pain ... 
ful duty to perform. A perusal of the evidence now laid before you can 
lead to no other conclusion than that the claim, as preferred, is utterly 
u11supportable to any thing like the atnou11t demanded. From the evi .... 
deuce now submitted, it is very apparent that the mob that destroyed 
1\1r. Strapp's property was a regularly organized one, composed of par-· 
ties from the South Shore, Holyrood, and distant parts of the District. 
That they assembled with the avowed object of inflicting a se\tere pun­
ishment upon ~!fr. Strapp, is already too ma11ifest. It appears,. 011 refer­
ence to the evide11ce of Alice Strapp and Patrick Strapp, Jr., that the 
mob assembled about 6 P. M., on Saturday, the 18th day of J\t1ay, 1861. 
'They divided themselves into gangs, and con1menced a simultaneous at­
tack upon the several buildings pulled do,vn and injured. 'I'he work of 
destructio11 lasted about an hour a11d a 11alf. _f\.t this period the Rev .. 
l{yran Walsh, Parish Priest, arrived at Harbor Main from St. J ohn's1 

aI1d shortly after the n1ob appear to 11ave quietly dispersed ; and I 
ha,re not a title of evidence, that when - they did so, that they 
plundered or took a'vay any articles belonging to Mr. Strapp. It must 
be borne in mind that at that seaso11 of tl1e year it was still broad day~ 
light, and if parties had carried avvay property of that b11lk),. natnre 1 

that many of the articles are described a11d claimed for, would, in all 
.1)robability, have been witnessed by some one i11 the neighbot1rhood, 
'vho 'vot1ld have reported it. It also ap1Jears from the evidence of 
Patrick Strapp, jr., (pages 719 to 723) that he wit11essed the vvork of 
destruction fron1 the house of his cousi11, Richard Strapp, about 200 
·yards dista11t from 11is father's house. That after the mob dispersed, he 
i·eturned to his father's premises, where he, in company with t'vo others, 
l\I11rray and Dea.dy, kept watch upon the premises all that night, a11d he 
disti11ctly swears tl1at 11nless some four boy·s migl1t 11ave put some po­
tatoes i11 their pocl\.ets, 11ot an article was taken or stolen from tl1e 
J)remises that i1ight. 1"'he next da)1 'vas Sunday, and there is no evi­
c1e11ce that any parties 'vere seen prowling abo11t the pre1nises either by 
da)1 or i1ig·ht. On the f-0llowing ~1onday, before da3·light~ the steamer 

• 
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'
1 Blue Jacket" arrived at Ha.,rbor l\iai11, 'vi th a military force on board, 
ancl the arrest of parties eo11cer11ed i11 the riots is a matter already lrnown 
to yo11rself. The rest1lt of these arrests, n1ust, i11 mJr opinio11, have had 
a salutary effect, a11d struck terror into the neig·hbo11rhood ; and it 'vas 
very u11likely that after that period that a11y party or parties would place 
themselves in the position of being identified by attempting a 1·obbery of 
l\ir .. Strap1)'s propert)1• 'Vith this vie'v of the case,it certai11ly seemed a 
mystery to me, in the early stage of the investigatio11, how s11ch articles 
as ne\V and old scrap iron, coal, bricks, nails, pain.t, lumber, shingles, 
co,vhides, old junk, and eve11 2() fathoms of an old !-i11ch cable, ':vhicl1 
'vould '\Jveigh 8 cwt., and require ten men to carry off, 11ad disappearecl. 
But as tl1e investigation proceeded, and I discovered tl1at ne\V a11d old 
scrap iron a11d coal, 'vhich had been s'vor11 to as lost or destroyed, ''ras, 
te11 days after, delivered to Richard Strapp, a blaclrsmith, at I-J arbor 
Main; that all the co,vhides and old junk they had, had been since s Id 
to Messrs. Ridley & Sons, of Harbor Grace ; together \vith the various 
other attempts at impositio11, 'vhich are more partic11larly hereafter 
pointed out i11 the order they occur, justify, I co11sider ~ tl1e extent 
of the pruning that I have, after a laborious and careful i11,res­
tigation of this claim, deemed necessary to exercise to red llCe 
it to just and proper bou11ds. I may here n1entio11 that Mr. Stra1Jl) 
\vas the first I exami11ed in his case, a11d there were so many items an.d 
i·eferences made to his so11, Thon1as, who \Vas to speak of many of the 
claims, and ft1rnish the particulars of the items required, tl1at I consider­
ed it .desirable to know i11 what position he stood in relation to the case. 
'l'he following is an extract fron1 I'1r. Strapp's e'1'"idence i11 tl1at res1Ject, 
page 693 ; ''Thomas Strapp is my second livin.g son; he is not a part-
11er with me, but l{eeps n1y books, does all my writi11g, a11d l{11ows as 
n1uch or n1ore about n1y business as myself. He is al,vays at home, 
Ii,res i11 the ho11se witl1 me, has no fixecl salary, g'ets ivhat n1011e)- he 
,·va11ts i11 reason, and goes according to my orders, the sa1ne as a serva11t.'' 
I should lil{e,vise remark that dt1ri11g the i11vestigation of this claim, as 
also i11 that of ~Irs. Deady's, freque11t refere11ces have been made to l\!lrs. 
Alice Cox, of St. John's, daughter of Mr. Strapp, who, it appears, had 
p11rchased n1any of the articles c imed for. In conseq11ence of \vl1ich, 
I have deen1~d it necessary to take lengthe11ed examinatio11s of l\irs. Cox, 
in both cla.ims ; a11d I can11ot close this Report \Vitho11t expressin<Y the

11igh opi11io11 I e:iter tai11 of the tr11tl1f11lness of her evidence, as also of 
h.er assistance i11 enablii g 111e to valt1e the ma11y articles. referred to her~ 
in both the above claims, which valuations I have invariably adopted.

S1R,-l beg to ha11d you herewitl1 the examinations tak·en in the cases 
of the several claimants for compe11sation arising out of the riots in the 
District.of Harbor Grace,and in confor1nity with· yo11r instructions to me, 
now submit the reasons for the conclusions I have come to, in making 
up the ,several a'vards i11 this District. In· my ·report upo11 the Carbo­
near claims I stated that '' in accorda11ce also vvith my instr11ctions, "vhile 
co11ducti11g the i11vestig·ations at Harbor Grace, I forvvarded to the Mag­
istrate at Carbonear several copies of the printed notices, isst1ed in the 
District of Harbor Grace, which I have reason to know were posted t1p 
in tl1e to\'\tn of Carbonear." I '1vas also required by my instr11ctions to 
ascertai11 a11d determine by what parties t.he dan1age i11 Harbor~ Grace 
was done, (it bei11g charged that Carbonear contributed a n11n1erot1s 
gang of rioters, ''rho assisted to commit said damage.) It will be see11, 
fro1n the examinations no'v submitted, that this charge has bee11 f11lly 
established. Out of £96-2 7 s. Sd. a warded to claimants in Harbor 
Grace, £8.17 19s. ld. of the damage is Bworn to have bee11 comn1ittecl 
by a n1ob from Carbonear, joined with others of Harbor Grace, \vho, 
Lt1ke lTallen, Chief Co11stable, swears 'vere all st1pporters of l\1r. Pren­
clergast. The charge of Carbonear rioters assisting in the destruction 
of the pro1Jert)r in the tovvn of Harbor Grace, is fully establisl1ed by

11undrcd perso11s. Was in Carbonear the day that James Penny's pro­
perty was damag·ed; t1nclerstood he was paid by lVIr. Hanrahan; do 11ot 
4.11ow 'vhether it was. paid by subscription or not.

To the Honorable RonERT CARTER. 

S1R,-I beg to hand )10U he1·ewith the investigations taken in the different 
c_laims for compensatio11,caused by the riots in the District of Carbonear, 
in the months of April and May, 1861; and in conformity with your in­
str11ctions to me, now submit the reasons for the conclt1sio11s I have come 
to in maki11g out the several awards. In accordance also 'vith my in­
structions, while conducting the investigations at Harbor Grace, I for­
warded to the Magistrate at Carbonear several copies of the pri11ted 
notices issued in the district of Harbor Grace, 'vhich I have i·eason to 
kno\v were posted up in the to\vn of Carbo11ear, a copy of which is an­
nexed to the investigation and numbered 58. It will not be out of 
plaee, I ·presume, to call the attention of the Executive to the fact e-stab­
lished by the examinations no\v submitted, that there has been a robbery 
of no less than one hundred and fifteen and one-half kegs Gunpowde~ 
from the different magazi11es in Carbonear; also seventy-eight bags of 
Shot and t\venty Sealing Guns,taken and stolen from different mercantile 
establishments in that town, supposed by the claimants to be still in pos­
sessi0n. of the rioters in that District. The claims and a\vards in this

"rILLIA~I KrTcHrN, sworn and examined, deposeth :-I am a draper 
a11d shopkeeper, residing and carrying on business in the town of Saint 
John's. 1'he claim here presented for compensation was caused by da--
111age and injt1ry done to my premises and property, by a riotous mob, on 
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tl1e afternoon of the thirteenth day of May, A.D., 1861. The n1ob con­
sisted of over twelve h11ndred men, .women and yo11ths. They first pro­
ceeded to attack my lower premises, and after completing the .wo1~k of 
destruction there, p1·oceeded 011 to my upper premises, where they broke 
the wi11do,vs a11d did other damages to the shop and tl1e buildi11g 
abo,re. 

Of tl1e first fift)1-two items charged in the account here presented, 
amounting to £788 10s.

a riotous mob 011 the afternoo11 of the thirteenth day of Ma31 , A. D., 
1861. 'fhe mob consistecl of about a thol1sa11d persons, men, women 
and boys. I ~7as a witness to the attaclr nipde 011 the front of my fa­
ther's lower pren1ises. 1.,he mob were employed in the work of des­
truction about t"\tvo hours. I was in my father's house when the mob 
comme11ced the attacli upon it, but retreated to l\1essrs. Blackwc•od's, 
1v11ere I remained until after night. I could see from Mr. Blackwc~od's 
wi11do\VS tl1e n1ob throvving stones from the street at Il1).. father's hortse, 
a11d hear then1 sn1ashing the doors and wind.o'\vs of tl1e shop and hotlse. 
I could see among the mob in the street many of the articles since n1is­
sed fron1 ot1r shop. Ca11not say I sa\v them carrying away many of 
the goods. I could only lool{ out from between the V enetia11 blincls. Of 
the first fifty-t\Y.O items c~arged in the account 11ere presented, I ca11:not 
speak vvith any certainty of the quantities lost, but Ii.now that articles 
of the various descriptions charged composed the stoclr of my fath1~1·, 
a11d that the prices are charged at abot1t the current retail prices, none 
charg·ed higher. We take stock once a year, about the latter end :of 
the month of December.

ly, but I cannot vouch for its accuracy. I cannot now name the amou1nt 
of ot1r importations, for that sprir1g, but it can be forthcoming.

EDWARD l)EvERELJX, sworn and examined, deposetl1 :-I am a tailor 
by trade, and for the last three years have been employed as shopman 
to l\ir. William Kitchin, draper and shop-keeper in this town. Was 
'vith Mr. Kitchin on the thirteenth day of May, . ..t\.. D., 1861, when the 
mob of rioters attacked his shop, and broke the doors a11d \vindows of 
his lo,ver premises. 111 consequence of having heard of the attack made 
011 Mr. Now Ian's premises, I was directed by l\1r. Kitchin to put up the 
shop shutters, and close the door; I did so, about the time the moh 
began to assen1ble. I then went outside: and remained outside a fe,v 
minutes, when Mr. Kitchin called to me to go to the Police office and 
see if any assistance could be obtained to protect his place; could get 
i10 assistance, and on my return I found the mob attacking his premises. 
I then proceeded to the residence of Mr. Carter, the Chief Magistrate, 
but not finding him in, I went to my own ho11se in J ames's street, \vhere 
I remai11ed u11til next morning. ·when I returned to the premises next 
morning, I entered the backway, through 1\ifr. Blacl\:wood's, and found 
that all the sl1op \Vindows, doors and sashes, had all been broken and 
smashed in, bt1t were temporarily put up to secure the premises. I 
found the shop in a regular state of disorde1·, and missed many of the 
goods that had been placed in the windows the morning before. I am 
in the habit of· dressi11g the shop windo\vs ; this is paTt of my particular 
business; I had done so the morning i1reviot1sly. I found many of the 
articles stre,vn about the floor of the shop, and among others, about 
fifteen pairs of old boots a11d shoes, that had been left there. The old 
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boots and shoes left were chieHy men's. In looking round the shop I .

I was but a short time 
that day in the shop. 'Vhen I went home to d1nner,between one and two 
o'clock; I did not return again that day, when I ne. 't ·went to the shop, 
011 the rnorni110- of the 15th ~fay~ two da3rs after tl1e 'vreck, I fol1nd that 

. the chief part bof the goods, with the exception of some articles in the 
drawers, had been removed from the shop to the cellar; understood that 
~Ir. Robert Blaclrwood and otl1ers had removed tl1e goo(ls. I did not 
take any account of the missing articles, until after the damage to the· 
shop had been repaired, and the goods again brought from the cellar-to 
the shop, about the first of June following, and upon arranging the 
same in tl1e shop and windows, I did not the11 tal{e a11y written n1emo-
1·andum, but fou11d a great many articles missi11g. 1"he first lvritten ac· 
cot111t of the missing articles 'vas made up by 1\fr. John l{itchin and 
nIJ'Self, some tin1e this spring or in the winter, after the Legislature l1ad 
passed th-e Bill to compensate parties for their loss by the riots. We 
made up that accot1nt in the best way 've could, from a i~ecollection of

The next day 
I was frequ c11tly in and out, and in the after part of the day assisted l\Ir. 
l(itchin's clerlc from the up1Jer premises, and four or five other persons, 
to remove the chief p c-1rt of the goods, in the i11ner and outer shops, to 
a wareroom and a vault in the cellar. There " rere some p1·eparations 
made,by using boards and some oil clothes 11sed to lay the goods t1pon in 
the cellar ; can11ot say how many suits of oil clothes were used for this 
purpose. The goods ''"ere chiefly pieces of cloth, coarse and fine, 
shirting, ready made clothing, cloth and fur caps, boots and shoes, &c., 
&e. We 'vere engaged n1ost of the afternoo11 in removing them. I-lave 
no idea of the val t1e of the goods removed, and ca.n form no correct idea 
of what damage the property sustained by their h11r1~ied removal. The 
goods 'vere removed at my st1ggestion, fearing another attack might be 
made upon . the premises, and I thought they would be safer in the cellar 
than in tl1e shops.

·MARTIN HAYES, sworn and examined,deposeth :-I am clerk and shop­
keeper to ~Ir. William l(itchin, employed at his llpper premises. I was 
in 8t. John's on the thirteenth day of May, 1861. At the upper pre­
mises of ~Ir. l{itchin, on hearing of the attack made by the mob on Mr. 
N owlan's, and 1\1.r. Kitchin's lo\ver premises, I put the shutters up on 
the upper premises, wl1ere I had charge, and \\tent tip stairs until the 
shop was attacked by a mob, which was about 5 o'clock, P. )I. I could 
not see the mob from where I '\Vas, but heard them throwing stones at 
the house and breaking the windows up stairs. I ca11not state the nar­
ticulars of the damage done to the tipper piemises, as I _left that night, 
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and did not return for several days. I went that night to Mr .. Kitchin'~ 
lo\ver premises and i·emained there. After dinner, or some time in the 
after11oon of the next day,(14th May), Mr. Robert Blackwood and myself, 
assisted by t'vo or three other persons, removed all the goods that were in 
the outer and inner shops (\vith the exception of what \Vas in the draw­
ers) to the cellar. 1.,he goods w~re placed in a vault and in a wareroom 
in the cellar, where some oil clothes were. Do not know how many 
suits of oil clothes there 'vere in the cellar. Made no preparations 'vhat­
ever before placing the goods on the floor of the vault, that I can i1ow re­
collect of. Tl1e goods were r~moved at the instigation of ~1r. Black .. 
wood, a bo11t three or four hours en1ployed in removing tl1en1. rl~he goods 
consisted of ready-made c-loth~ng, heavy pieces of' cloth, lot of fur caps· 
and hats, some boots a11d shoes. Do not lrnow anything of the value 01· 

quantities of t11e . arti_cles removed to the cellar. Did not assist to take 
them from the cellar.

Visited his premises about 10 o'clock, -A.l\f., the 
follo,ving morni11g, (the 14th May,) and found the shop doors, windo,vs, 
a11d 'vindow shutters destroyed ; the gas fittings inside wrenched off 
and completely destroyed, a11d a large plate glass mirror broken, and the 
floor strewn witl1 stones, and a large heap of cast off clothes, consisting 
of old coats, hats, caps, boots, shoes and bluchers, which, I p1·esume, 
had been exchanged for ne'v ones. I was in the habit of frequently 
visiting l\fr.Kitchin's shops before the riots,and obsetved the shop shelves 
of both shops, well filled " 1ith goods, chiefly articles of ready-made 
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clothing; and, on visiting the shop on the morning after the riot, I ob­
served several large gaps on the shelves, from the goods having been re­
moved. I cannot give a11y idea of either the quantity or the value of the 
goods taken from Mr. I{itchin's shop. I called upon Mr. Kitchin, at his re­
quest, the day after the riot, as he 'vished my advice as to how he should 
proceed ; and I advised him to send for tradesmen to survey the state 
that his property was then in, and to estimate the damage.

W1LLIA1\I 'VILSoN, sworn and examined, deposeth :-I reside in -the 
town of St. John's, and carry on the busin.ess of dry goods and supply­
ing merchant. I wit11essed the attack made by a mob on William Kit­
chi11's lower premises, on the thirteenth day of May, A.D., 1861. The 
mob \Vas a large one, composed of men, won1en, and boys, but I cannot 
speak with any certainty of the numbers. 1'hey con1me11ced by the boys 
throwing stones, and breaking the upper, front, and end windows. After 
that they broke the shutters down, and smashed the windows a11d sashes ; 
sa'v them trying to knoclr the gas pendants 011t of their places. · I saw a 
large quantity of hats from the front windows thrown on the streets, and 
some Guernsey frocks thrown out of this end window. Have no idea of 
the quantity or value of goods tal{en a11d destroyed belonging to Mr. 
Kitchin, on tl1at day. Saw the mob after, brealring the store windows 
facing 011 McBride's hill. I 'vitnessed the above on two or three occa­
sio11s that I came to the front of n1y 0'1vn shop, with the view of keeping 
the mob off my own windows. Was not looking on the whole time.

The average .Yalue of regatta shirting, by the piece, would be about 
7!d. per yard; they vary from 6d. to 9d., according to quality; 80 to 90 
yards is the full complement of a whole piece.

MICHAEL N o'VLAN, sworn and examined, deposeth :.:_I carry on the 
provision, grocer)·, and supplying business in the town of St. J oh11's. 
'l,he claim here presented for compensation was caused by damage done 
to my premises and property by a riotous mob, on the after11oon of the 
13th day of l\'Iay, A. D., 1861. The mob consisted of up,vards of a 
tho11sand persons, of men, women and boys. I was in Mr. O'Mara's 
house while the mob were attacking my shops; it being on the same 
side of the street, I could not see the mob at work on my premises, but 
saw several articles, st1ch as boxes of cigars, candles, blacking and tea, 
thrown out upon the street. The articles consisted as follows:-

1.-Cocoa. K11ow I had over 115 lbs cocoa lost and destroyed by the 
mob; ls. per lb. is under our usual retail price. 

2.-Starch. English starch, part in papers and part in boxes ; not 
sure whether it was all one quality. If common English starch, it would 
be worth 7 d. or 8d. per lb. ; quantity guessed at. 

3.-Boxes Pipes. We missed three boxes. The boxes were 4 gross 
boxes, worth 2s. 9d. to 3s. per gross ; Scotch pipes. 

4.-Sugar. We estimated there were 20 loaves of loaf sugar, weight 
about 9 to 11 lbs. each, worth ls. per lb. 2 barrels brown were full, 
broken up and destroyed in the shop. The two C\Vt. was loose in the 
bin. A barrel holds 2! cwt., on the average ; 50s. 1vas the current 
value of sugar at the time.

sell smaller sacks only when called for ; quantity estimated.

fore, bad ~een forced off and broke11 ; fire had been placed in a barrel 
full of shavings, 'vhich barrel 11ad been moved from the position it "'Tas 
in \Vhe11 the door 'vas locked, and was put close to the 'vall, on jts side, 
a11d the wall and roof \Vere then in fian1es.

being seen until it should have become uncontrollable.

~fr. N owla11 at the foot of his claim, filed under No. 6, with the investi­
gations, wherein he states that the claim i1ow sought for is but a small 
portion of his losses ; that 11is b11si11ess has suffered to an extent of over 
eighteen hundred pounds, arising fron1 the late unhappy state of feeling 
in the District.

dred and fifty pour1ds currency insured upoJ.1 the stable, 
coach-house, and offices. I do not linow wl10 the party or 
parties were that set fire to n1y premises. I feel positive _ 
that it was not accidental, but intentio11al, a11d the work of 
an ince11diary or incendiaries~ arising, as I believe, out of· 
the distracted state of p11blic feeling in the District. I ca11 
suggest no reas-on for n1y property being assailed, be)1 011d 
the faithful discharge of my j11dicial dt1ties," &c. He fur­
ther states, in a 11ote prefixed to his unattested afficlavit, 
'' That the Londo11 I11surance Company, in wl1ich the 
stables ancl buil li11gs 'vere inst1red, prese11ted me with £50 
currency, in consideratio11 of the exertio11s successfr1ll y 11secl 
to save my d1velli11g-house and furnit11re, ( '"'rhich vvere insu­
red in tl1e saine office,) a-r:d of my not havi11g macle any 
claim t1pon the office cin accou11t to damag·e to dwelling­
ho11se or furniture b)7 removal or loss." 

To malie i11cendiarism come 'vithin the meaning a11d ii1tention of the 
Act for compe11sation, I cor1sider it must be sho-vvn to be co11-
nected vitl1, or grovv ou_t of· a popular tumt1lt or riot. After 
lool\.i11g i11to the two English la"v cases referred to, and l1a11-
ing given tl1is case the best consideration in my po\\ier, I 
co11sider that the Judge has failed tc> sl1ew a clirect, 'vilfi1l, 
and malicious firei11g of his premises; but, on the other ha11d, 
the prest1rn1Jtive e·vi<1e11ce is very stro11g· i11 his fa.vour. 'l'he 
statement of the Rev. Mr. Phel1Js clearly goes to shew that

'\'.\~ork of an ince11di~try or incendiaries ; that i11cendiarisrr1 
'vas abroad, and that 011 the eve11ing of the riots of the l 3tt1 
May, and the firi11g of the Judge's sta.bles, so soon after ih 3 
stable at the College, without any a1Jpare11t cause, a11cl i11 

the absence of the use of fire ancl light in the stables, is , 
I admit, strong presumptive proof that the firing of 11is 
pren1ises 'vas 'vilft1l and i11tentional.

Mr. JoHN Joc:ELYN, exa1nined :-

~ ot1ld s11ggest that tl1e Gover11ment sho11ld give a prize for the 
cleari11g of lancl ; a pren1it1m for every acre cleared. ConsideTs the la11d 
of this country capable of prodt1ci11g crops of all kinds (except wheat1 

which is sometimes uncertain,) as good as in any part of the lvorld . 
W ot1ld recommend that the Government should locate two or three fa""' 
milies in eacl1 District, and fur11ish them with the means of commencing· 
e:i farm. I would pref er going back in the country as far as I co11ld get 
a, roqd. I consider the best land is farther back fron1 the sea. I thin1<: 
the Gover11me11t should give them tools, and, if necessary, they sho111d 
be Sl1pported for a :year or so. I consider a moderately industrious f'a­
mily ot1gl1t to clear two acres the first year, ancl make tl1em fit for a 
crop tl1e succeeding )'ear. W 011ld suggest that it shol1ld be commence(l 
i11 the fall, the land grubbed and the stones piled, the land bt1rnecl, 
ready for l)Otatoes in beds the ensuing spring. I consider the lancl 
0I1 the nttps easiest to clear, a11d that the soil is not necessarily 
good \V he11 deep. I co11sider the bog is amongst the b~st la11d to 
ct1ltivate, vvhel} it can be thoroughly drained. I 'vould not recom­
n1end t11rning up the sod on the bog a,nd so\.ving turni11s on it th"e -first 
yPar. I 'vot1ld recommend potatoes or turnips the first year, seco!:!.d yea1· 
oats or barley. l\1r. l~11by is an example of what ca11 be done by an i11 ... 
cl11strious n1an. £5 is a fair average lJrice for grubbing. I consider this 
a fi11e cct1r1try for sl1eep, and that they are best calculated, of any cattle, 
f·or this cot111try ; the diffict1lty is l{eeping them the 1vinter i11 St. John's: 
in 011tl1arbors, where there is no price for hay, sheep can be kept. 
l)ogs sl1ot1ld be muzzled; I \Vould. kill all dogs ca11ght without, a n1uzzle .. 
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I consider a fresh stock of cattle should be imported, 3.nd· that every 
heifer of good breed should be sent to the Outports. I would suggest 
that wherever there is no person i11 the Outport who understands farm­
ing; a person shot1ld be sent to them to instruct them in what they 
should do. Earth should be taken from head lands to make compost 
heaps. Agricultt1ral Societies would do an immense deal of good, if 
branches were formed. Cods heads and caplin plot1ghed in is a11 excel­
lent manure. Lime is an excelle11t manure also,and Governme11t would 
do well to encourage lime burni11g. }"'unds should be placed at the dis­
posal of .L~gricultural Societies to enable them to fur11ish lime for ma­
nure. Ca1Jlin cannot be do11e away with. In selecting seed, care should 
be taken not to mix different seeds, and always to sow them separate. I 
never mal{e more than 10s. a barrel for potatoes. Co11sider the .L~yr­
shire the best breed of cattle. Berkshire pigs. Large lots of land 
should be reserv·ed for grazii1g. I thinl{ it should be comp11lsory on the 
owners of land to cultivate a tenth in 5 years. 

JOHN JOCELYN. 

Mr. TIMOTHY MITCHELL examined-

I have been 21 years farming in this country. I think the country 
very favorable for agrict1ltt1re. I ft1ll)' believe that if agriculture 'vere 
n1ore developed pe.Juperism would be eradicated, except amongst the 
permanent poor. I 'vo11ld locate as many fa.milies as possible close to­
gether i11 the best. land about e£tch District, in the fall, imn1ediately after 
the summer fishery ; 011 the a'rerage of land, a man vvould clear an acre 
after the fishery, and have it ready for seed by the spring. I disapprove 

. of burni11g the sod ; I co11sider, though it may produce good crops first 
year, it i11jures the la11d permanently. I co1isider walls the best use to 
put the stones to-they are far better than picket fences or longers. I 
would recommend the follo,vi11g plan for the conside_ration of the Con1-
mittee :-Locate as ma11y families as would vol11nteer for a certain 
District; give them each 10 acres or 20 acTes free; help them to put up 
a house; fir1d them in ute11sils and seed for 'vhatever number of acres 
cleared; the locality should be laid out i11 roads where required; pre­
mium should be given to 5 out of every 20 settlers, differing in amount, 
a11d varying· \vith the improvements; some Gover11ment Official of ex­
perience sl1ould be sent down to 1·eport t1pon their p1·ogress. Govern­
n1ent sho11ld send do,vn a practical f arme1-- "Tith them, to have them un­
der his control, and to instruct them for a limited time ; premiums shoul(l 
be given in stock for every barrel of potatoes, or other produce, o'rer a 
certain quantity. I highly approve of sheep breeding-wool carding 
and vveaving in connection with it. Tax or muzzle the dogs-they 
should be done away with. If the people would not go out and settle 

' 

.. 
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down @n the land they should get no relief, provided that they were 
able· to go. Parties already having land should be o:ff ered the same ad­
vantages who need it. I believe that £5000 spend in this way judicious­
ly would, in two or three years, do away with pauperism, and would be· 
be'tter than £50,000. I would give each man so much for clearing his 
own land. I consider Agricult11ral Societies should be established in 
every Outport in the Colo11y, connected 'vi th the main Society he1~e, and 
eacl~ should have a grant from Gov~rnment. Every information should 
be furnished to each of these Societies, and reports furnished by the 
President of each Society. I don't consider pure A)~1·shire the best cat.: 
tle for the country; a native co\'t, crossed \Vith improved breed, much 
better ; half Durham better still; and that a cross of improved breeds 
would be advantageous.

w: F. RKNNIE, Esq., examined-

I am Sec1·etany·· to the Agricultural Society. I have been farming for 
about 15 )1ears. I would think it desirable for the Gove1~nment to open 
up roads in localities favorable to Agriculture, where the land is good, 
or timber attainable. I would advocate the Government giving a hand­
some premium for the best cleared lancl, such premiums to be given in 
stock or utensils. Tl1e establishment of Agricultural Societies where­
ever they are practicable, are, in n:1y opi11ion, the best means of encoura­
ging ag1·iculture. I would put .it in the power of the Societies to give 
premiums, and to allot lands · to the· most deserving parties in their loca­
lities ; these Societies, even if they only eonsist of four or five, will be 
sure· to~ do goad. It 'vould be-desirable to have each1member subscriue, 
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but I would not make it compulso1·y. I would make eacli Branch So­
ciety distinct a11d separate from the Central Society in St. Joh11's. The 
Society should, to some extent at least, be composed of men in the pay 
of Government, such as Stipendiary l\1agistrates and others. 

I do not thi11l{ a Joint Stock Land Company would work for any time; 
it might be commenced ,~vith the best i11tentions, but it would not conti­
nue for any· tin1e. I do not think a J oi11t Stock Company desirable at 
present, but I co11sider, after these Branch Societies have been i11 opera-
tio11 some time, a Joint Stoclr Co1n.pa11y migl1t then come in and do a 
great deal of good. I am of opinion that the Agricultural Society has 
Been of incalc11lable benefit about St. John's ; and I consider the same 
effect "To11ld be prod11ced, on a smaller scale, wherever an Agricultural 
Society was established. 

There is no difficult)' i11 sheep-keeping in this conntry, and it would 
be tl1e most profitable thing for the farmers, if the dogs were extermi­
nated. I ca11not suggest any improvement in the dog-killi11g. Both 
Ayrshire and Durham ans,ver well here, and stand the climate· well. 
The Durham is perhaps the best for dairy and butcher. 

I consitler the means at tl1e disposal of the Agricultural Society 'Yholly 
insuffi.cie11t. I would i·ecommend the sum of £1000 being granted for 
the purpose of encouraging Agric11lture. I \vould consider it advisable 
to have the land ~long tl1e seaboard surveyed for Agricultural purposes, 
and· reported on. I am of opinion that some of our best la11d in the 
country, \vhe11 once under way, can maintain itself in manure, almost 
without cods' heads or caplin, '1vhen a regular l rotation of crops is pur­
sued. Bog should be composted with lime ai1d salt, and bog should 
stand over one winter before used. I wo11ld think it advisable to have 
the bogs reserved for public pu1·poses. Bogs contain acids which make · 
them expensive to cultivate. I 'vould suggest that a sn1all sum should 
be expended in experimentalizing on bog composts. It 'v0uld be ad-
visable to reserve certain tracks of land for grazing purposes, to be in 
common. 

I am not acquainted with the growing of flax; but have no doubt it 
could lie made a profitable crop. 

I would recommend that roads be laid out in the different ,Districts, 
advantageous to the settlers. 

I think that a sum of· money should be given for the introductio11 of 
HaBd-Niiils £Or grinding Grain in the different Districts. 

• 
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In giving encouragement to agriculture in this colony, in its present . 
condition, it would seem advisable to do so, inore with the vie'v of indu­
cing each fisherman to Clfltivate just sufficient land to keep him em­
ployed spring and autumn ; that is, before and after his voyage, rather 
than attempt to foster an agricultural population distinct from the fisher­
men. Doubtless a considerable i1umber of the people could sustain 
themselv~es comfortably by agriculture alone ; but if the larger portion 
of the popt1lation are to be left altogether dependent on the prodl1ce of 
the sea for tl1eir st1pport, the evil now complained of would still exist, 
as in the event of a sl1ort catch, the fishermen would fall back upon the 
agricultural populatio11 for assistance, and tht1s impov~erish both. 1,he 
great difficulty to be o'rercome 'vould seem to be that of inducing ot1r 
people to take simulta:Deously to both employments, viz. ;~fishing and 
culture of the soil. 1,his difficult)r once overcome, there are good rea­
sons for believing that tl1e present evils wo11ld gradually disappear, and 
our fisherme11 \vould, ere long, find themselves rid of that inct1bus under 
'vhich they have all along been struggling, viz .. -the credit system .. 

Agricultural Societies, establish~d in the several settlements, might do 
much to\\1ards this desirable object, by ha·ving it in their power to give 
portions of land to the most deserving of the people in their locality, 
and offering rJremiums, say for every quarter of an acre clea1 .. ed ancl u11-

der first crop ; such crop to be gro\v11 fro1n seed st1pplied by the Society~ ; 
these premiums to consist of seeds a11d .L~gricultt1ral impleme11ts, ancl , in 
some cases, n1ight extend to live stock. rfhe Secretaries of such Socie­
ties to have sufficient kno,·vleclge of the theory and practice of Agricul­
ture, as would e11able them to give suggestions to beginners. These 
Societies to have it in their power to select yearly fro1n the families of 
i fishermen, a certain i111mber of boys to be apprenticed to farmers capable 
o·f instructing them i11 at least the practice of Agrict1lture as adapted to 
this Colony; such farmer to give an obligation to the President of the 
Society for the faithful performa11ce of his duty towards such appren­
tice; the apprentice's labor, a11d a gratuity from the Society to be given 
in i~eturn. Apprentices, on tl1e expiration of their time, to be entitled 
(having served faithfully) to a certificate signed by the President of the 
Society, and to a grant of land t1nder certain restrictio11s. Such appre11-
tices, during their time, might be allowed to attend to the fishery during 
a part of tl1e season, and thus lead them to appreciate the benefits of 
Agriculture as an adj11nct to the fishery. 

The introduction of elementary books on agriculture, as a part of the 
ed11cational co11rse in the Go v-ernment schools, wot1ld dot1btless aid in 
stimulating the youth of the Colony to agricultural pursuits.

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1't1r. JoHN WARRINGTON, examined:-

It is ID)' opi11ion that where roads are opened up, they· are the mai11 
inducement to tl1e inhabitants to settle an_d clear the ground. I think 
tl1at roads should be the first consideration of anv Government, to ei1-

• 
courage the cultivatio11 a11d in1proveme11t of the grou11d. A survey 
should be made to ascertai11 the best localities for laying out roads, in 
the best districts for agric11ltural purposes. I thi11l{ it would be \vise for 
the Government to give a premium for cleari11g la11cl, to the poor settler 
who would _take advantage of it; premit1n1 to be given on such la11d 
being inspected; this would induce a s1Jirit of competition, a11d promote 
the clearing of land. I vvould recomme11d that lots of la11d be limited 
to not more than 20 acres for each poor settler e11titlecl to premiun1. 
'Vould reserve tracts of common in every locality for grazi11g p11rposes. 
I think tl1at Governmnt should Teser1re all Bog la11ds for rn.a11t1ri11g lJllr­
poses, tl1at it is a most 11ecessary thing, a11d of i11ca.lc11lable benefit to the 
agriculturist. I think that Agricultural 8ocieties shoulcl be established 
in every district, where practicable ; Gover11me11t s11ould afford all the 
means at their comn1<.Wl.d for carryi11g out this object-the only means by 
which we could obtain the informatior1 calculated to in1prove tl1e 
system of farming. 'l,he establishment of a11 experimental farm, if 
properly co11ducted, ,·vo11ld tend to adva11ce the i11terests of Agricul­
ture, as it has proved to do in other cou11tries 'vherever es­
tablishecl on a proper principle. Thi11k tl1at sheep-keeping 
might be made a profitable i11terest i11 the country, if dog·s were 
prevented from destroyi11g sheep. Son1e measures sl1ould be used to de­
stroy the dogs. Would recomme11d Agrict1ltt1ral Societies, with Gov­
ernment aid, to establish Lime Kilns, for bt1rni11g lin1e for agricult11ral 
llurposes; if this cot1ld be carried out, it \VOt1ld be a s11bstitute for capli11 
n1ar111re, should this be prevented by la'v from being used. vVould sug­
gest that 'vhere large tracts of land are hel<l without being cleared or 
f·enced, that the parties so holding sho11ld be compelled to f e11ce such 
land 'vithin ~ period of t,~vo years, (after the passing of an Act for the 
purpose,) a11d if not complied with, the Governme11t shot1ld authorize 
the public sale, or other disposal thereof, for the owner's be11efit. Would 
recommend the b11ilding of walls for fencing new-clea.red land ; it will 
be found to be the most adva11tageous to farmers. If the seals' carcasses 
were brought in, it vvol1ld be a profitable practice, and \vould be a valu­
able article for ma1111re.

llon. Mr. Justice RoBrnsoN, examined:-

Dt1ring the last twenty years I have taken n1uch interest in Agricul­
tural pursuits. I 11ave been a member of the Agricultural Societ)1 since 
its formation, and, at times, its President. 

In reply to the enquiry of the Committee, '' as to what wot1ld be the 
best n1eans of repressing the wide-spread paupe1'ism that prPvails," I 
"\vould say that tl1e practice of applying the general Revenue of the 
Colony to'\;vards the support of the labouri11g classes shot1ld be discon­
tinl1ed ; for so long as that supply continues, the demand not only " 7ill 
i1ot cease, but 'vill increase ; the system is as demoralizing in practice 
as it is vicious i11 principle, and I do not wonder that under it the 
expenditure has reached £30,000, out of a total Revenue of £90,000 
a )'ear. 

Notwithstanding the pernicious tendencies of the credit system, and 
the uncertainty that must always attend fisheries, I don't know any coun­
try in which the labouring classes should, as a rule, be further removed 
from 'va11t tl1an in N·e,vf'oundland : provided they practised industry and 
frt1galit;r. Still there must always be son1e poor, and I think p1·ovision 
sµould be made for them by s11ecial taxation in and for each district. 
'Vere that done, pauperisn1 would be checked, for the11 it would become 
the i11terest of each man to take care that the rate, which he is directly 
taxed to raise, shall not be misapplied to the support of the idle and 
undeserving.-Perhaps the recipient of pauper relief should forfeit the 
elective franchise. 

With regard to the capability of the soil and climate of Newfoundland 
to afford remunerative employment for agriculture, and to the measures 
"rhicb Government and the Legislature 011g·ht to adopt to stimulate it, I 
am of opinion, that whilst this colony is not likely to become a purely

agricultural country, the cultivation of its soil is' a most valuable aux­
iliary to its trade and fisheries ; so valt1able that I doubt if th~ people 
could exist in any degree of comfort 1vitho11t it. 

Hay, oats, barley, and the common garden vegetables, are produced in 
perfection, a11d with tolerable certainty. · · 

A i·eference to tl1e last Censt1s Rett1rn will perhaps su1·prise some, 
from the quantity of produce i·aised. . 

Sheep-rearing might be f ollo,ved 'vi th peculiar s11ccess, because of the 
lightness of the soil, a11d the abundance of \Vild short grasses. I am 
persuaded, tl1at if that branch of industry were~attended to, an important 
source of wealth wo11ld be developed. 

All that Governme11t or the Legislature can be required to do for 
Agriculture, or any other industrial pursuit, is to remov~e all restrictions,; 
and give it a fair start. When that shall ha,re been don.e, the rest may 
be ~eft to the instincts of the people, 'vho \vill speedily discover what is 
for their benefit, and \v1ll not follow that which is unremunerative, how­
ever much it may be patronized. 

As I do not wish to offer any suggestions except such as the present 
fina11ces of the Colony can carry into practical effect, I recommend the 
adoption of the f ollo,ving measures : 

lst.-One 01· more Fairs should be established, say at St. John's or 
Holyrood, Harbor Grace, &c. 

2nd.-A Market should be established in St. John's, Harbor Grace, 
·&c., under easy regulations, such as free stalls for a year or two, a11d the 
profits of the Public Wharves to be applied to\vards expenses. But no 
retail sale of market produce should be allo,ved on market days else­
where, a regulation indispe11sable, and for \Vant of which the former at­
tempt to establish a market in St. John's failed. There is no necessity 
for costly buildings-sheds and cleanli11ess are all that are needed. 

I 

I believe there are f e"v towns or even villages in North .L~merica, out 
of Ne,vfoundland, where the convenience of a market is not provided. 

3rd.-The wilderness land in tl1e neighbourhood of most of our towns, 
and along many of the main roads, is held by parties who do not culti­
vate it themselves, and will not suffer others to do so ; this is a seriot1s 
evil, and should be remedied promptly. Free grants of small allotments 
should be gi·ven to Cottiers upon proper gt1ara11tees for cultivatio11 . 

• 
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4th.-The gro,vth of Sheep sho11ld get a fair start and be e11couraged; 
and some of the hardy black-faced, or other suitable breed, should be 
imported; but,above all, it is necessary to teach our fishing populat~on a 
branch of indt1stry which is foreign to their customary pursuits on the 
Ma ; for that purpose the immigration of a fe,v Shepherd families should 

• be encouraged by some such plan as the following:-

Let the Government guarantee to a married man, of good character, 
whose life has bee11 spent in tending sheep, a free grant of land, and 
also to\vards his passage, say £5 ; towards building a cottage, say £10; 
and towards his annu::i.l s11pport for, say five years, £10 a )rear-under 
suitable provisions. 

Thus, for the insig11i:fica11t sum of £200 a-year, and the outlay of £300, 
wenty families could be located to instruct. by example, i11 the proper 
method of treating sheep, of spinning, knitting, weaving, and other thrifty 
habits of rustic life. 

If the Government and Legislature would co-01Jerate, even to the ex­
tent of the foregoing, would provide for road making, and assist Agri­
cultt1ral Societies in importing improved stock, seeds and implements, I 
am sure they wo11ld be rewarded in the improved condition of the 
people.

J\tir. W1LLI_>\.M RuBT, examined:-

Have bee11 in the country twenty years. Was a day-labor~r seven 
. years. Thirteen years since I took a farm; at the tin1e of taking it, it 

,,·as a \vilder11ess. I 'vas a poor man, then withot1t a shilling. Besides 

' 
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paying for my grant, I borrowed fifty pounds ; I paid 5 pet ce11t interest 
for it. After 4 years I paid off the principal, at the rate of ten pounds 
per annum, besides the interest. 

I commenced to grub the ground on the 13th l\1ay, and before the 
fall I had about an acre cleared, and about 4 or 5 barrels of potatoes 
set; the produce was small ; I had no manure. 

I built a tilt the winter previous by help of neighbors. I cut wood_ 
and made broom and sold it to the merchants during the winter . 

In clearing my land I left sufficient 'voods for shelter round eacl1 
field. The second year I cleared but little gro,und, having to go to 
work garde11ing and farming, to earn. some money for my&elf, I obtain­
ed 4s. per day for my labor. Laborers on the wharves obtained but 3s . 
. ge11erally. I only set about 3 ba1Tels seed potatoes the second year; the 
produce was small, but I managed to· l{eep my seed. I set ash-leafed 
kidneys, and have had them good ever since ; the disease seldom injur­
ed them to any exte11t. For 18 months I had to tal{e everything on my 
back, for half a mile, before there was a road made near my house. 'rhe 
third year I used to '\Vork about my grou11d 011ly at intervals, and used 
to come to town to work. Had about an acre and a half cleared, which 
I cropped with potatoes, turnips, cabbage, &c., and planted ·some fruit 
trees. The vegetable crop improved this year, from being able to ap­
ply more manure. I\1y sons \vere 11ow growing up, and gave some as­
sistance. I had five children, four of whom w~re ill for some time 'vith 
measles, whicl1 threw me back considerably. I had no assistance from 
the Governrnent during the time. 

I have now about 10 acres of land in a good state of cultivatio11. 
'I had about 13 tons of hay last year, which I sold for £5 lOs. per to11. 
I sold also 60 barrels of potatoes, at an averag·e price of 7s. 6d. per 
barrel, and about £5 wo1·th of cabbage, and had sufficient for the use of 
my family. 

During the past fo11r years I gave a great deal of my time in maki11g 
my hot1se more comfortable, and built a stable with studs and covered 
'vith 1inds and sods. I have no'v a good house, which 'vill cost £200, 
with a good \valled cellar underneath, and a good well. House ::lO feet 
long and 20 feet ''ride. . 

I have als~ bought 50 acres of land each, for my two so11s, fron1 the 
Governn1ent, paid 2s. 3d. per acre ; there is i10 road to it, to induce 
them to clea1· it yet, but hope the government 'vill soon give the means 
for openi11g up the roads. 

• 
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My tin1e is no'v principally occupied on my O:\Vn farm, ai1d has been 
for the last f 011r }7ears. 

I don't generally use caplin for manure, unless I have not sufficient 
stable ina11t1re or other compost. I think bog good, if it is thrown 11p 
and exposed to the action of the atmosphere for t'vo years before used. 
I generally n1ix cods' heads and earth 'vitl1 it, and then it produces very_ 
g .. 9od crops. I think caplin good for manure, b11t can't obtain it. I find 
IDy crops as good as tl1ose on land manured with capli11~ but think cap­
li11 stands longer in the ground. I manure my land every year. I used 
70 loads cods' heads last year, which is scarcely sufficient for my land 
for one year. They are 'vorth 6s. per load, w-hen landed out to ·my 
place ; that is 'vhat is Raicl generally i11 my neighbo11rhood. I could not 
get sufficient manure for my farm, if I had not cods' heads. If lime 
could be proc11red for abot1t ls. per bt1shel, it would substitute fish ma-
1111re, but unless some could be obtained for tl1e above price, it could 
i1ot be ger1erally applied, as it would not pay farmers to use it. 

I ca11't give my opinio11 about sheep-keeping i11 the cot1ntry. I never 
tried it. 

I thinl{ the (lovernment should preser,re all bog la11d for ma11ure for 
the public. Altl1011gh I have a good farm cleared a11d cultivated, I find 
that I can't live "' ithol1t constft11t \vorking and attending to it. Cod's 
11eads does not injure ~y frequent usi11g it as manur~. Does not thi11lr 
lime as good as cods' heads for top dressi11g. 

I thinl-\: an ind11strious man, if assisted to clear an acre of la11d and a 
free gra11t given him, and seeds give11 him for the first year, it would be 
.the means of i11duci11g~ more people to apply then1selves to the pursuits 
of Agrict1lture. A poor man cannot succeed to clear land, unless he 
has so1ne '"--ay to earn sometl1ing for his support duri11g inte:rvals \vhile 
cleari11g the land. 

If I 'vas follolving tl1e pursuits of the fishery I could not manage more 
tha11 4 or 5 acres of la11d, to atte11d to it in a proper man11er ; my ''rife 
a11d fan1ily, 'vith some one else, should look after it, and attend to sav­
i11g the crops i11 the s11mrp.er a:p.d fall, in my ~bsence. 

The. J1ear before last I cut 3 tons of hay per acre. I find t11r11ips a 
useft1l and profitable crop, but i1ot so profitable, howe,1e1~, as potatoes. 

I thi11l\: tl1e land capable of prodµcing as abundant crops of hay as 
~11y land in Devo11shire, to n1a11t1re it '''ell; one acre of 1~11q, \Yell culti, . . 
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vated, is better than three badly managed. I think the oat crop pays 
well, the straw of which is valuable for cattle not milking, and, with tur-
11ips, is preferable to hay for milch co,vs. 

The opening up of roads is essential and necessary, to increase Agri~ 
cult1~.re to any extent. 

It would take a summer to clear an acre of la11d \vhere the green 
\voods are; but "rhere the woods have been burnt some time, I co11ld 

• clear an acre in six weeks. 

Mr. EDWARD WHELAN examined-

· Has been engaged for five or six years in grubbing land. On an aver­
age, '\vouid clear an acre of land in six or eigl1t weel{s. 'Vould look for 
three shillings a-day from 1st October to 1st December. Was one year 
at Flat Rock, and t1sed kelp and capli11 separately. The potatoes i·aised 
from kelp 'vere far superior to those manured with ca1Jli11; the produce 
'vas nearly the same. Could have got any quantity of kelp at the time ; 
it was the long kelp. 

1~hinks the taking of caplin for manure, before it has spawned, is in­
jurious to the fishery. Thinks it is getting scarcer, from the practice of 
hauling it for mant1re. 

Thinks they co11ld do \vithout caplin, and co11ld get plenty of cods' 
heads. Thi11l{s it would be injurious to son1e, if preve11ted fTom taking 
them, but "\vould be a greater injury to tl1e fishermen of the country ge11e­
rally, if continued. 

The practice of hat1ling and selling caplin and herring to French, is 
more injurious to the British fishermen than hauling caplin or herrings 
for manure.

I-Ion. Mr. Justice LITTLE examined-

House of Asembly, 
16th March, 1863. 

Since the failure of the Potato crop, the cultivation of the ground hag 
bee11 partially abando11ed in some places in the Outports, in others alto-­
gether, with the exception of small vegetable gardens. Owing to the 
s11ccess of the Potatoes for the past year, the people will, I think, re ... 
sun1e their cultivation. But attention ought also to be directed to other 
agricultural products, and that instead of gardens, they ought to have 
farms. Oats and Barley could and should be grown ; and I think there 
011ght to be small hand oat and grain Mills in every district of the 
country ,not onl)r to grind the oats and barle)1 , for the support of families , 
but also for the rearing of pigs with the reft1se meal and potat-oes. An 
improved breed of pigs is much required. Berkshire is the best, as 
well as a kind peculiar to Jersey, which comes very early to maturit)1

• 

I co11cur with Judge Robinson as to the propriety of importing a 
certain number of shepherds, and givi11g them sufficient means to sup­
port themselves in the most eligible localities for the raising of sheep, 
for three years or more. I am of opinion that in this co11ntry all Crown 
grants of lands should be altogether: free, and no charge n1ade to the 
settler for surveying. The grant should not be given until 5 per cent 
of the qua11tity applied for is cultivated, and in the meantime a licen·se 
of occ11pation should be given for three years, the extent of land granted. 
to each settler to depend upon the size of his family. .A single man, 
settling i11 the interior, should have 50 acres; on the sea shore a less 
quantity; always reservi11g, along the margins of i·ivers and the seashore 
ada.pted for the erection of stages, a certain q11antity of land for the 
·p11rposes of the fishery. .A larger grant ought to be given to shepherds, 
i11 the nature of herbage license. 

It is desirable that surveys should be made of the most eligible lands 
in the country for cultivation, :1lnd they shottld be laid o.ff in 25 and 50 

, 
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acre lots, and 10 and 20 acre lots i11 existing settlements. In all locali~ 
ties deemed desirable for. the establishn1ent of new settleme11ts, means 
should be provided to employ the settlers, whether paupers or others, 
during a certain period ii1 each yea1--, for at least three years, so as to 
contribt1te to their support, and thus enable them to live in fl1ture inde­
pendently of pauper relief. The most desirable. employment would be 
in the opening and making of roads. It is 011 that pri11ci1Jle many parts 
of the United States have been settled, and that g·reat roads have been 
made there. In Illinois, I sa'v settlers, who had been there 011ly fot1r 
years, 'Nho l1ad pt1rchased and paid for their lands to Railvvay Com­
panies by their labor in constructing railvvays,on tl1at pri11ciple. Settlers 
employed in this 'vay, secure the n1eans of future support, as well as 
immediate employment. I thi11lr an industrio11s, fru.gal ma11, acquainted 
vvith agriculture, ma)~ live here by its pursuit, co1nfortably and inde­
pendently, without pursui11g the fishery; for besides 011r vast vvild 1Jas­
tt1res, ,,,hich yield exceller1t natt1ral grass for fattening cattle and sheep, 
as good hay, potatoes, tur11iJ?s, cabbage, oats and barley, a11d in as great 
abundance for the average cultii;1ated, can be raised i11 ordinary seaso11s 
in this Isla11d, as in the neighbo11ring Colo11ies. I fi11d, 011 refere11ce to 
agricultural returns fron1 e\ ery State in the United States, t11at the aver­
age yield of hay per acre does not exceed, or quite equal, I sho11ld say, 
two tons ; a11d I thinl{ I an1 safe in saying that the yield of our n1eado,vs, 
when properly manured, is quite equal to that, and in many illstances 
greater. I believe that 've have, i11 this Colony, as many days of open 
,veather for tl1e prosecution of agricultl1ral labor as are usually e11joyed 
either in parts of ~iaine or the neighboring Colo11ies, bt1t the colclness 
of spring is our pequliar dra whack. 

I think the establishme11t of Bra11ch Agricult11ral Societies in the 
principal outports, for the distribution of improved seeds, and improved 
stock of cattle, sheep, a11d pigs, would tend very much to the advantage 
of the residents. I shot1ld i .. ecomme11d one or more Central Boards to 
purchase and distribute them to Branch Societies. Implements of hus­
ba.ndry ought to be fl1rnished to these Branches, and sold at prime cost 
to the residents. No progress ca11 be made in agric11lture "'7 ithout prop­
er implements, especially wl1ere labor is so' dear and scarce in the fish­
ing season. I believe there has not been a plough used for. the last five 
years, "from Holyrood to Cape Ray. 

We ha,re, in th.e district of St. John's, striking illustrations of the value 
of improved stock. It takes no more food to supp0rt, in good condition, 
an Ayrshire cow than one of the common breed, whilst the value of 
tl1e for111er is generally dot1ble that of tl1e latter. I co11sicler a cross 
l)reed between the Durham a11d common cow, or between the .r\.)rrsl1ire 
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a11d common cow, the best st1ited to principal farmers ; but the breed of 
the l{erry cow wo11ld do best for our poorer settlers. ·. 

I think seeds should be imported from a country much the same in cli­
mate and soil as our own, to enable them to suit our climate and soil. 
1'11e Tartary, and potatoes, oats, and vetches, grow well here. 

T he cot1ntry abounds with natural manure. Our peat bogs, whicJ1 
are 11othing but vegetable decompositio.as, are capable of producing 
abundance of valuable manures, either i11 compost with stable d11ng, for 
potatoes a11d tl1rnips ; or with fish offal, as top dressing for meadow 
land. I think the peat wot1ld do well mixed with lime. We ought to 
lime our peat soil partic11larly, more commonly than we do. In 'vinter 
the i)eople could be well em1)loyed in burning lime and gypsum in many 
of 011r outharbors, '\vhere lime a11d gypst1n1 abot1nd. The difficulty in 
<~011,~erting bog· inud into a suitable conclition for use, arises from the 
bitter or acid naturall~y existing i11 it. A very ~imple '\vay of neutraliz­
ing tl1at, which might be resorted to where t11e usual adj11ncts of cods' 
h~a.1s or blubber can11ot be had, is by thro,ving on layers of bog the 
asl1es obtai11ed fron1 burning roots, trees, and the top of the bog as it is 
sl\:.immed. It is f ou11d that the alkali of the ashes, by fermentation~ 
neutralizes the bitter of the peat, and renders it fit for use ; lime is su­
perior for produci11g the same effect, and an excellent mixture vvith bog ; 
is sea sa11d or salt river mud. Peat sl1011ld be thrown up in the sum­
mer pr fall, and hauled home i11 wjnter, if possible. Peat bogs should 
be surveye<i and preserved in ever)r locality, for public use'! 

• 

Accordi11g to the census of 1857 our population was about 123,000 
i11l1abitants ; there ,~vere tl1en only about 10,000 sheep a11d 12,000 
cattle in the Colony. The population of Iceland-a bleak and sterile 
country, not to be compared to N evvfoundland in point of fishe1·y or· 
agricultural resources-is about fro1n 65,000 to 70,000, and there are in 
tlirtt Island more than 50~000 cattle, and more tha11 half a million of , 

, ·::;l1eep. Besides exr)orti11g fish and oil, the inhabita11ts send to markets 
al:iroad o·ver a million pairs of stocking·s and mittens~ frocks and jackets, 
man11factt1retl. f'rom the wool of the sheep by the familes at their homes; 
,y-hile 011r iJopulatio11 import all such articles for their tlse, aud only 
}{.11it a fe,v mittens and stockings '\lvith imported yarn, or pulled wool. 

11r people are co1npa ratively iclle for several winter months, for want 
of emplo)-ment, while the Icelanders are engaged in looking after their 
cattle ancl sheer), or in spinning, weaving, knitting, preparing hides 
for shoes, shoemaking, or som.e otl1er mechanical employment. Their 
fis l1ery lasts from 3rd February to the 12th of May·. They use as

bait shell-fish or flesh. No part of the fish is wasted; eve11 the bones 
ftre saved for fuel, or boiled until they are soft enough for cattle to use. 
Their cultivations are restricted to small garde11s, which only yield a 
scanty supply of potatoes, cabbage and turnips, and the)7 also raise hay ; 
but the greater part of their hay is made from the wild grass. The fish, 
flesh and milk of their flocks and herds, are the staple articles of their 
diet, with the few vegetables they grow, or with meal imported from 
abroad. They all dress in the homesp11n cloth of the country, and stock­
ings, boots or shoes, tl1e products of their own hands. I see no obstacle 
to our people producing such necessaries in abundance, provided the 
proper means are adopted to turn their labour and resou1·ces to account. 

The law should be rigidly enforced aS to dogs. 

I think fairs should be held annually, for the sale and exhibition of 
cattle ai1d agric11ltural stock, in tl1e most central and suitable locality in 
different districts ; Holyrood and Harbor Grace are desirable places for 
holding them. Small premiums should be given for best stock and pro­
d11ce; butchers a11d other pt1rchasers wo11ld al,vays attend. them, to 
spec11late. Our Agricultural Exhibition i11 St. John's should be a f .. air. 

/ 

. In my opinion, if the herring fisl1ery were more extensively prosecuted, 
it 'vo11ld give employment to a large number of our population 'vhen 
they have 110 other en1ployment. Large quantities of herring can· be 
talren at the Westward, at any period from September to J\iay, 'vhich 
are not no'v ta.ken, as there is no adequate marlret for them where they 
can be caught. If properly cured, a marl{ et would be f ou11d abroad ; 
but slrill, capital and e11terprise, are necessary for the developement of 
this branch of ot1r fisheries. The \Vi11ter cod-fishery, on 011r W ester11 
shores, wo11ld give employ~n1ent to a large portio11 of the st1rplus popula­
tion of St. Joh11's a11d Co11ception Bay, i11stead of payi11g for their diet 
ancl losing their time here from the close of the cod-fishery at Labrador, 
to the 011eni11g of the seal fishery in l\iarch. 

The attention of foreign capitalists ought to be dra,~rn to Ol1r great 
mine1--al reso11rces, and much emplo3rme11t \Vould do11btless res11lt from 
mining, to our operative population. By calli11g the attention our fish­
ermen to exte11ded cultivation of the soil, and the raising of stock, m11ch 
may be do11e fo make them independent of eleen1osy11ary aid. The i11-

troductio11 of harrclicraft amongst those living i11 the chief to~rns d11rinr 
winter, like the New E11glanders, after their fishery, wo~1Id help to st1p-
port a considerable number. · 

In reply to the qt1estio11 as to 'vhat steps \vould, in my judgme11t, be 
tl1e best to adopt to remove the existi11g pauperism, and preve11t a recur-

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rence of it among the ·able-bodied classes, I think, for obviol1s reasons, 
which I need not heTe repeat : (1) That a suppl)· of seed potatoes sho11ld 
be distributed, early in the coming spring, to all those who have la.nd 
to plant them in, but are too poor to pay for them; that they sb.ot1ld 
i~ett1rr1 an equal quantity of the produce to a11tho1~ised persons in each 
district, in the fall, to be distributed, in case of need, in the following 
spring. The seed heretofore sent to the outports has generally an~ived 
there too late for planting time; 1,500 or 2,000 barrels of seed potatoes, 
distributed among the districts where land is available, and pauperisn1 
exists, '1vould te11d more to their relief than anything the I"'egislature can 
devise for their probable wants next season. It vvould be 'vell that the 
seed potatoes were left at each 011thaTbor by the vessel fetching them 
f'rom abroad, commenci11g at LaPoile, and proceeding to a principal 
port in each district, u11til she got to St. J oh11's; and the N ortheTn dis­
tricts,in want of seed,should be served, at the san1e time,in the same way. 
Tl1e abolition of pauperism cannot be accon111lished i11 one year or two ; it 
\vill take time to do a\vay ,,,itl1 so perniciot1s a system as has, peThaps, 
u11avoidably gro\v11 out of our adverse fisheries, and pec11liar circumstan­
ces. I sl1ould; therefore, recommend, (2) That after the close of next 
st1mme1,'s fishery, ''lhetl1er the potatoe prove successful or otherwise, that 
prompt employment be given to the able-bodied poor,in grubbing,clearing, 
;:i11d preparing land for then1sel ves, to receive a spri11g crop, at the rate of 
011e acre fo1· each ma11, for " 1hicl1 work he sl1ot1ld i~eceive, v "hen done, a 
su1n· a little over one-half the ust1al charge for such work-say £3 an acre. 
Tr1ere ot1gl1t to be a proper supervision, to see that tl1e ground is well 
g,rubbed, and the sto11es remo·vecl, and when tl. .. e sods are heavy, they 
should be burnt. "In the following spring, potatoes and thrnips could 
··be put i11 this ne,,1 la11d, and oats and barley in their old gardens. The 
seed oats and barley \vo11ld have to be provided by the Legislature, for 
tl1e fu"st year, and su1Jplied on the same terms as the seed potatoes. 
Tl1en, with s11itable handn1ills to co11vert their grain crop into meal, they 
should not, by indl1stry a11d good managen1ent, I'equire any further aid 
fron1 the Governrnent. In case a11y of therr1 residing in St. John's or 
any of the outl1arbors, have i1ot land that they can cultivate, small lots 
of eligible la.nd, not less tl1a11 5 acres in a11y lot, should be selected, sur­
veyed by the at1thorit}'T of the Gover11me11t, a,nd these allotted to them. 
The)7 sl1011ld be employed in making roads, six feet 'vide, from the main 
roads to their a.llotments ; .of which free g1·ants should be given as soon 
as 5 per ce11t. of the qua11tity applied for is cleared and gr~bbed. 

The Comn1ittee are aware that I hesitated to answer this question at 
first, but when they reminded me that the sum of £30,000 was expend­
ed in poor I'elief, last };ear, in this Island, and that wliile able-bodied 
men ha·ve bee11 lea,ri11g· the Colon)' 011 accou11t of the failure in our fish 

It 

• 
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eries, I have thought, upon mature reflection, that by the adoption of 
s.ome course similar to that which I have st1ggested, our agricultural re­
sources may be made available, at least, as an al1xiliary, for the imn1e­
diate relief of the fishi11g populatio11. A vigoro11s effort is necessary 
to put do,vn the pauper s11sten1 ; and induce, or rather compel, the re­
cipients to turn to tl1e cultivatio11 of the soil after the close of their 
fisl1ery. In submitting these vie,vs for co11sideration-a11d I am aware 
they are ope11 to some exceptio11s-I do not lose sight of the paramou11t 
importance of our fisl1eries as tl1e mainstay of the cou11try. 1,he flt1c­
tuations to l\"'hich, ho,vever, they have al\vays bee11, a11d, in my opinio11, 
,vill continue at inter,rals to be, subject, sl1ould infiue.11ce the fisherman 
in securing a stand-by i11 tl1e cultivatio11 and productio11s of the soil, so 
as to secure l1im, at least from 'va11t, in the event of adverse fisheries . 

. 
lion. P. KouGH, exami11ed :-

In replying to these ql1estio11s on the matter to 'vhich n1y attention has 
bee11 directed, I "vould say :-

First.-That I have al,vays been of opinion that the soil of New­
foundland is quite capable of bei11g turned to good accot1nt for the 
growth of almost all tl1at are produced, either i11 tl1e Old Co1111try or 
the i1eighbouring Provinces ; ai1d this opinio11 is strength~11ed by h~,r­
ing seen tl1e vario11s san1ples shown at the .A.grict1ltural Exhibitio11 in 
this Colony ; which, on compariso11, are found and ackno,vledged to be 
equal, and i11 ma11y insta11ces superior, to those ustlally imported. 

Second.-! am of opinion that Agriculture: as an auxiliary to the 
:fishery, 011ght to be encouraged to the greatest possible exte11t. I feel 
convi11ced that, 'vith our greatly increased population, 'vl1ilst the export 
of fish does not increase in son1e corTesponding degree, that the people 
n111st suffer from wa11t, or endeavor to assist tl1emselves by e11gaging· in 
the cultivation of the soil ; 'vhich they can, duri11g fully five months of 
the year, if industriously clisposed. 

Third.-In the present state of the public resources, it is a matter of 
difficulty to sl1ggest means for the promotion of agricultural pursl1its,· 
entailing, as ~hey necessarily 1~1t1st, some considerable outlay. Yet, if 
sucl1 expenditure 'vould tend to din1inish, or check, the demand f Qr pat1-
·per i~elief, so excessive of late, the Gover11ment would be justified in e11-
tertai11i11g reasonable pro1)ositions, a.s land, once reclaimed, and brougl1t 
i11to a state of ct1ltivation. adcls materiallv to the 'vealth of the cot111try 

~ ., . 
a11d the ii1de1Je11de11ce of the people. 

I 
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The suggestion that the Gavernment give free grants of small lots of 
land to settlers, and aid the parties for some years, until the ground 
would yield a s11fficiency, presents many diffict1lties ; to apply to the 
great number in need of assistance, would reqt1ire an outlay altogether· 
i11consistent with the means of the Government, and a small amount 
th11s appropriated, would only benefit a few, and not tend to relieve the 
country from the pressure of poor relief. It wo11ld, however, be benefi­
cial, in some degree, as a commencement of a system that could not fail,. 
in time, to be productive of lasting benefit. 

Sheep grazing, as yet almost untried, ought to be largely encouraged, 
the land in many parts being favorable for such purpose, were it not· 
that the destructive propensities of the dogs, that are now become use~. 
less as well as mischievous, pr~ve11t parties from incurring the risk. 

It can scarcely be expected that the operative population will give 
their attention to Agriculture, at those seasons of the year when there 
is a chance of employment at the fishery; as even a 1 .. easo11able share of 
success in the latter, would be more remunerative than tilling the soil, 
and the habits of most of the people, particularly the native portion, 
lead them i11stinctively to maritime pursuits. · 

The land in the immediate neighbourhood of the town, and for some. 
miles inland, is i11 the possession of comparatively fe,v persons, and 
those are not found amongst the class generally ~eeking governmental 
relief; a fact which 1goes far to prove the utility of cultivating the soil. 
'l'here is also a grea,t portion held by parties \Vho have not reclaimed it,and. 
even now do not appear disposed to engage in its cultivation.,-merely 
holding over, and speculating on the chance of increased valuation ; so 
that it be difficult so find land disposable, for the purpose of allotments,. 
sufficiently near the town to off er a market for the produce. 

I never knew 011e 'vho turned to farming industriously, who did not 
succeed. I believe there is not one small farmer on tl1e pauper list .. 

P. KOUGH. 

Ho11. I,. O'BRIEN, examined:~-

I consider the soil of this country as well adapted to ag1·iculture as 
that of any of the neighbouring Colonies. The climate is not, perhaps, 
at all times favorable, and the spring is not so invariably early; still, a 
good deal more could be done, and agriculture would succeed a great 
deal better, if more attention were paid to pulverising the soil. 
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I am of opinion tha.t land can be cultivated at a considerable distance 
from the shore, and as a proof of it, there are many parties from Petty 
Harbor, now resorting to land on the Bay Bulls road, and clearing large 
tracts there, three or four miles from Petty Harbor, and seven or eight 
miles from St. John's. 

' I think it would be difficult for a poor man to cultivate ground to ad­
vantage without manure ; it wo11ld be a great stimulus to agricultu1~e in 
the.-outports, if the farmers carrying on the fishery, mdde composts of 
the fish offal where they now use caplin alone as a top dressing. If the 
peat bog is near the stag·es, it would, perhaps, be more convenient when 
people are busy, to n1ake composts there ; when practicable, it is far 
better to take the fresh offal to the farn1s, as one load of heads, when 
composted, makes seven loads of manure. In making my compost heaps, 
I first make a layer of earth about eightee11 inches clear of all r0ots and 
stones, I then put on my heads, and over it the bog, I then turn the 
heaps in the fall. 

I strongl,y approve of sheep-keeping, but before it could be carried 
out efficiently, more land should be cleared, to provide winter food for 
the sheep. In my opinion, seven sheep, with a little oats or turnips,will 
consume about the same quantity as an ox. I have never tried .lime as 
a manure. I thinl{ lime and bog would make an excellent compost. 
Fish manure composted in the way I mention is the best top dressing 
for meadow lar1d I know of. I never used caplin as a manure, except 
in small quantities as a compost, I prefer heads to caplin. I entirely 
agree with Judge Little's opinion as regards licenses of occupation ; 
every encouragement should be given. people to induce them to farm. 
I think a poor settler should be assisted for the first year or so, i11 ob­
taining seed and implements, and in b11ilding a house. I think the lat­
ter is of the first importance, as it would make him a permanent settler. 
I have often see11 the land grubbed and then abandoned. 'l1he land for 
Agricultural purposes should be laid out i11 narro \V strips along the sea 
shore a.i1d the main roads, so as to give each settler as much fro11tage as 
possible according to the localities. There should be no expense what­
.ever attendant on grants. The system of givi11g seed potatoes is very 
much abused ; it should be mo1~e strictly looked after in each district ; 
eacl~ person getting seed should return some portion to the Government, 
to form a fund for the next year ; the Magistrates and Constables, i11 

£ach District, should be responsible for this being carried out. 

I consider it imperatively necessary that a general survey should be 
made of the land available for Agriculture, a.round each District, and 
there should be pla11s and maps of· each l)istrict, by which an applicant 
migl1t be able to see, at a glan.c~, the land he was applying fo1~. 
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, I think, if Agricultural Societies were established in some Dist1·icts, 
with a small grant of money for prizes, would create competition and 
enco11rage cultivation ; markets or faiT'S might be established for sale of 
stock. 

I am of opinion that whe11 small farmers are settled and industrious ,. 
they will not require assista11ce from Go,re1"11ment.

House of Asen1bly, 
18th March, 1863. 

First.-Open the fertile tracks of land by good roads. 

Second .-A11d if possible let the i·oads accommodate both fishe1·men 
and the farmers. 

Third.-The experiment should be made first not too i·emote from a 
1narl{et to,vn or a packet station, so as to afford every facility in the com­
menceme11t to tle settler. 

F ourth.-Let tl1e farms be square, instead of the parallelogram system 
that is adopted in other colonies. 

Fifth.-I 'vould recommend the farn1s not to be too small, because in 
this case, not,vithstanding how industrious, the people would remain 
n1iddlen1en i11 circumstances. 
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Sixth.---Therefore, as midcllemen, they would not be able to acquire· 
capital, though qt1alified their system, to educate tl1eir children for the 
Church, Bar, or J._~ssembly, co11sequently it wot1ld leave the citizens a11d 
foreigners to fill all tl1ose places. 

Seventh.-1'hat the farms sl1011ld contain three different acres at least, 
so as to constitute three classes of people, that is to Sa)?, 25, 50, and 100· 
acres. 

Eighth.-That the fiftl1 IJart of each of these farms be placed under 
a rotation,till such ti111e as n1ea11s "vould be deriv~ed fron1 it to clear a110-­
ther fifth, and so 011. 

Ninth.---Sbould 11ot people of mea11s be got to begin those operations, 
let the Government prepare three of tl1ese t .. arms for them. 

Tenth.-Let the expe11ses for so doi11g be dra,v11 from tl1e pauper's 
fund. 

Eleventh.-Let the occupiers of tl1ose farms be Sl1bjected to )1early in-' 
stalments, till this amo11nt 'vill be refunded ag·ain to Gover11ment. 

T'velftl1.-Let this system of cleari11g the farms be adhered to )7early 
by the Governn1ent, dra'T~ri11g tl1e mea11s annuall)'~ from the pauper's 
fu11d, and receiving it baclt agai11, i11 turn, from the settler. 

• 
Thirteenth.----That t11ere sl1011lcl be transverse passages, so as to admit 

of access to the rear of those far1ns from the main road, 'vhich will an­
swer for general p11rposes. 

Fo11rteenth.-That the five crop shift be adopted 011 those farms, as 
bei11g suitable for tl1e soil of the countr)7

, so far as I have see11. 

Fifteenth.-That the eldest son should succeed to those states, in or­
der to prevent a sub-division and to co11ti11ue independence. 

Sixte~11th.-That there should be an improver of lands, to 0'1ersee 
their operations, as is the case on estates in tl1e old cou11tries .. -

TI-IOlVlAS CONDON .. 
l\fr. THol)r . .A.s BYRNE, examined:-

I vvould recommend that those good unoccupied tracks of land, par~ 
ticularl·v tl1ose convenient to the old settlem.ents, would be laid out so1ne­
thing si"milar to the accompanying plan. The roads to be 120 feet wide, 
and laid 011t on the best level before the lots "\vould be marked off, a11d 
conditio11s i11 the gra11ts, declari11g them null if the o'vner would en­
croe:1ch on the reservtttion n1a.de for the roud ; so that there would be 
grazing commo:n.age retained for poor people, as well as road materials 
xetained for repairs ; and if Government thought it necessary or desira-

'

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ble, one or more lots in the rear of those abutting on the main lines 
could be reserved also for pasturage and commonage, and to let the per­
son have his choice lot,,vho would first settle on, and improve the same, 
a11d make about 8 feet in width of a road opposite the frontage of his 
lot, .or a distance equal to it, where required~ and to keep the same in 
good repair. I think, if good practical farmers were located in several 
places, "vl10 '\ivould keep a regular account of the cost of labour, mant1re, 
&c., and of the differe11t kinds of manure arid tillage, and to publish the 
san1e, from time to time, showing the produce and benefit of each kind, 
wot1ld be a benefit. 

As fishermen in the outharbors are generallJ7 farme1·s, also it would 
be a g·reat service to them if tl1ey could be induced to sow flax and ma .. 
i1ufacture it into nets, sails for boats, li11en, &c. The seed could be sown 
before the fishery commPnces, and reaped or pulled when the best and 
g·reater part of the season WOl1ld be over, and could be manufactured in 
nets, sails, line11, &c., by the owner's family during the winter, when 
otl1er employment is scarce~ To prepare it for spi11ning, without expen­
sive n1achi11ery, it may not be amiss to state that after reaping or p11ll--­
ing it and having the seed taken off,-which may be valuable-the first 
thing to be do11e is to steep or bog it in 'vater (still water would be pre-. 
ferable) for about nine days, then to spread it tl1in on gi·ass or stubble) 
for several days, to bleach and dry it, then to take it up dry a11d house 
it and beat and bruise it with Cl. wooden pounder, and smooth stem is 
generally used for this pt1rpose with the hand, then the hulls or woody 
IJart is taken from the fibre '\tvith a woode11 implement in form of a 
s\tvord, to prepare it fo:r card.ing and spinning, and the11 converted to the 
use intended. I have so\vn a small quantity of flax, several times, and 
had a fair sample, and think th.at fish offal for manure would answer 
well, as flax extracts a certain quantity of oil from the ground. It is 
well known that lit1seed oil is taken from the seed, therefoi;e, oily ma~ 
nt1re, i11 my opinion, would be very fit for it. · 

It wo11ld be desirable to ope11, where pra.cticable, fields of employ­
n1ent in vvi11ter 'vhen emploJ'me!lt is scarce. When people used to be 
emplo)·ed i11 that season, very little pauperism was lrnown. 'l,here are 
man)· articles i111ported that could be manufactured here. Our people 
o ug·ht rather to be employed to provide those articles than strangers. 

Bur11ing ground is iiot good, the vegetable decomposition-the best 
kind of manure~tl1at has been accumulating for ages,will be destroyed; 
the ground that fire overru11s, though being easier brot1g-ht into cultiva­
tion, is not so good as grol1nd of the same qualit)r that no fire overruns. 
'l1he gre)' field pease vvould be a good c1~op in this country, a~ well as 
vetches ; I have known the former to be generally sown in ground con~ 
~idered llnfit for a11y other crop. The best crop of potatoes I have see:p, 

. . . 
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i n t11is country, was sown among stumps whi9h were small, but close to 
each other, and abot1t 12 inches high ; the seeds \Vere sown in shallo\v 
holes, with one to four seeds in each, and covered over ; the holes from 
I! to ~ feet apart; and when the plants '\tVere getting over ground, the 
soil and vegetable matter co11venient were scraped around the plants, 
,and heaps formed several incl1es high ; the produce \Vas equal to thirty 
to one. Perhaps it may not be amiss to remark that farmers generally 
injure their land by taking too n1<t11y small stones out of it : witness the 
beach at Great Place11tia and other places, where nothing is seen on the 
surf ace after the winter but stones, and yet some of the best crops are 
i·eared on those places. 

As to the prohibition of caplin for mant1re, I would let the people use 
their own discretion. I am convinced th at it \Vould be the cat1se of in­
creased pauperism. All the fishermen of the 011tharbors are ge11erally 
small farmers also, and many-particularly the less indt1strious of them 
-\vot1ld be glad to have an excuse to apply to Government for relief, 
and \Vould state boldly that the prohibition of usi11g caplin for manure 
prevented them raising a st1fficient q11antity of food for their families, 
and therefore 'vould den1and relief as a right. It is i1eedless to prove 
that Providence has give11 caplin, as other thi11gs, for the use and benefit 
of man, and that man has a right to use tl1em to the best advantag·e. To 
see which is of most benefit, the use of caplio as bait, or as ma11ure, let 
me make the follo\ving comparison. I find that the average catch of 
fish by 56 families i11 Conceptio11. Uay is equal to ten q11i11tals during the 
caplin sc11:ool, and four to six quintals before and after that seaso11. That 
0 11 an average they take a half a barrel of caplin daily for bait, during 
that season of six weeks ge11erally, equal to 18 barrels for the catch ot· 
te11 quintals of fish, this at 16s. per qt1intal, equal to £8. 

The average q11antity of caplin used as mant1re, I find to be four bar-
1·els to one barrel of seed potatoes, equal to four-and-a-ha.If barrels of 
·seed to 18 barrels of caplin~ the quantity used for bait as above ; these 
four-and-a-half barrels, 011 an average, "vill produce ten to 011e, eqt1al to 
45 barrels. Allowi11g 4 barrels of potatoes to be equal to one of ftour­
and I find few families that '\tVOl1ld take the flot1r as a cl1oice-these 1vill 
then be eqt1al to 11! barrels of flour raised 011 the abo,7e quantity of 
caplin, these at 30s. per barrel~ eq11al to £16 17s. 6d., lea·vi11g £8 17s. 
6d. i11 favor of the 18 barrels of caplin lised a.s man11re, or 1 7s. 6d. more 
than do11ble. And as to putti11g them in pits, it is \Vell kno\v11 that a 
compost made of them will i11crease their value as man11re. Se·veral 
fisl1er1ne11, "\Vho are also small farn1ers, stated to me, that if they were 
only allo,ved to use caplin, eitl1er for bait, or for mcint1re, they wot1ld 
take it as a choice to use them for manure.

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Mr. J oHN BRINE examined :-

I believe this country has great capabilities for Agriculture. If Ag· 
i~iculture were more encouraged, pauperism would disappear. I would 
approve of Government giving them the land free, building a house for 
them, and giving them also seed and implements. I approve of licenses 
of occupation-nothing will do as much for this country as tl1e impor­
tation of sheep. Sheep can be kept during winter, for ab~t1t 3 or 4 
dollars. The breed of sheep for this country, are the large breed of 
Leicesters, crossed with the Southdown. 1.,ax dogs, make them pay for 
e'rery damage done by them-20s. a dog tax. I lost 4 sheep last year­
Shepherd's dogs only exempted. 

Settlers receiving money from Government for grubbing land, should 
rett1rn it in 10 years. A man 'vholly 'vithot1t means cannot attempt to 
commence and clear a farm, 'vithout assistance. ~iy pla11 of locating a 
poor settler to commence a farm wot1ld be,-lst. 1"u build him a house; 
to have 25 acres, a.nd so on, in proportion to the number of family. 
He should fence as much as he could. He should have provisions for 
the first year; and should clear one acre fit for cultivation, the first year; 
half an acre each succeeding year. I wo11ld approve of doing this for 
6 families in eac:h district ; it could not cost more than £20 a family. 
'l,ools and seed should be provided. He sho11ld not go to the fisheries. 

I think all these settlers should be employed on the roads. I think 
it is their due. I never knew an industrious person take to farming who 
did not succeed by it. Agricultural Societies do an immense deal of 
good. Establishing a fair in such places as Holyrood, in Conception 
Bay, Toad's Cove, Carbonear, so much a head should be paid, and the 
f a.ir sl1ould be held i11 connexion with an Agricultural 8ho\v, and there 
should be pren1iums. 

I think the establishment of a market would be ,~ery beneficial : it 
should be compulsory on all to buy a11d sell meat, game and poultry, 
at1d vegetables : Bennett's land a suitable site. When I resume farming 
again, 'vhich I hope to do, I "\\1 ould build a lime kiln upon my farm, 
which would cost me about £8. 1"'o burn four hhds. lime-with slack­
ed coal-one hhd. coal wol1ld dress the kiln twice, and the lime-stone 
burnt with this qt1antity of coal, would produce six barrels lime. I 
,,~ould build a permanent lime kiln. About. 30 bushels roach lime an 

· aere, mixed .,vith bog and clay, 60 bushels slack lime. 

I think if poor people are prevented from taking caplin, it will be 
ruinous to them. I am of opinion that the taking of caplin does not 
injure fisheries.

The Chairman laid before the C0mmittee a co1nmunication from J. J '\ 
Rogerso11, Esq., in ans\ver to. ce1·tain queries for\ivarded to~ him from the 
Qommittee, which was read, and is ~s fo~lows :~ 

D. W. PROWSE, Esq~ 

DEAR SrR,-Iu reply to yol1r que.ries, I beg ·to state that the. policy of· 
the Government should be liberal and expansive i11 S\lpport of the Ag­
ricultural interests qf the C olony. Encourage Agric11lture, and you ex­
tinguish pauperism. I would recon1mend that aii wild~rness lands, fQr 
the next five J7ears be given free, or 'vithout any Governmental tax, to 
all applying for the sanie, in lots, not exceeding 50. acres, compelling 
the partie,s to cultivate fron1 three to five acres a11nually, for fi.\·e s11cces­
sive 'years, giving them at the expiratio11 o.f that time, a clear title to 
said land. The object contemplated by this is, that labor would be giv­
en by those not occupants of lancl, but whose taste and inclination are 
f .. or Agriculture. This \vould not only encouTage industry, but would 
give the laborers employed a better. idea of farming,and induce many of 
them to settle on ungranted lands. Lands (especially those on the main 
roads) gra11ted under the old Acts, 011ght to be fenced during the next 
three years~ other,vise compel the present holders of theD?- to 
keep in thorough i~epair the main roads through or by their lands. I 
would also recommend that a good supply of potatoes fo1· seed be import­
ed the coming spri11g and s9i~ t9 the poor, payable in labo1· on the 
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inain roads, or by opening up new ones through agricultural districts. 
I 'vould also respectft1lly suggest that, in any locality \vhere no Agricl1l­
tural Society exists~ Magistrates, Constables, &c., &c., with the co-ope­
ration of t\vo or three of the inhabitants, be requested to forward to the 
Gover11ment, annually, a synopsis of the agric11ltural improveme11ts of 
the settlements. i11 which they may reside. Such synopsis to state the 
names of persons \Vith best ground a11d qt1a11tity, how fenced ; best 
field of grain, potatoes, turnips and hay, &c. ; best fr11it gar ens ; best 
cattle a11d descriptions, &c., .&c., say horses, co\vs, pigs, sl1eep, (ancl 
poultry;) number of spinni11g wheels and looms, if employee! or idle ; 
what new la11ds have been cleared, ai1d by whom. This, while it would 
stiml1late the honest efforts of the laboring classes, 'vot1ld also promote 
industrial i)ursuit~ among our people. I would recommend that a plan 
of the 11ngranted lands in each settlen1ent be placed before the pt1blic, 
to assist them in selecting a piece of land for immediate cultivation. If 
the necessary information be not kept before the p11blic, the efforts of 
the Go,rernment will be n1uch retarded. Lastly, I would i·espectf t1lly 
suggest, that, ii1 future, for all relief afforded to able-bodied poor, labo1· 
be taken in the improveme11t of wild lands, either by grubbing, fencing, 
or clearing it. Encot1rage the poor to remove from the sea-shore, and 
live in the country, where employment is at all times available for every 
member of the poor man's family when not engaged in prosecuti11g the 
~shery.o

The Chairman submitted the draft of a Report for the co11sideration 
of the Committee, which was ad0pted and signed by the Committee. 

The followi11g Document was laid before the Comn1ittee by Mr. Jus­
tice Robinson : 

A FEW PRACTICAL SUGGESTIONS TO TI-IE AGRICULTURIST AND OTHERS IN 

NEWFOUNDLAND. 

The Committee of the Agricultural Society determined at their last 
Meeting to issue a pl1blication, in a hope that those engaged in farming 
pursuits might derive some practical and useful information from it, and 
that it might serve to attract to a subject of vital importance-the cul­
tivation of the soil-the attention of tl1ose whose interest is involved 
in the prosperity of the country . 

I approve of the design, and I am willing to ontribute my mite to­
\Vards the fulfilment of it. 

In the following pages ml1ch will be found to require indulgence, but 
it is hoped that something also may be found to interest and improve ; 
tl1e suggestions offered, and the facts stated, are the result of practical 
experiment, and are mostly gathered from the opinions of those vvho, 
living within its influence, are glad to avail themselves of the light which 
Science is daily supplying in other and older countries. 

• 
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• 
Let the ignorant ridic11le our soil and climate-let the prejudiced de-

J:ide them as Siberian-let all, if they please, criticise and co11den111 my 
ht1mble endeavour; only let them examine for themselves and I shall be 
conte11t; for I am firmly persuaded that the cultivation of our lands is a 
subject of such importance to our prosperity and comfort, and is so prac­
ticable, that the more it is exan1ined, the more it 'vill be fou11d 'vorthy 
of enco11ragement. 

So long as the populatio11 of the country 'vas small, and the markets 
for our commercial produce numerous and remunerative ; whilst ''re 
enjoyed almost a monopoly i11 catching and curing fish; 'vl1ilst the polic)r 
of the I1nperial Gover11ment, and the habits of the people, combined to 
render N e\vfot1ndland merely a place of ten1porary abode, and to resem­
ble what Lord North 011ce likened it u11to, '' a huge fishing ship moored 
011 the Banks," it is not to be wo11dered that but little atte11tion vvas paid 
to rural pursuits. 

The diffi.ct1lty that formerly was interposed to the acquisition of land 
i11 fee, offered another obstruction to the growth of Agrict1lture, for the 
settler i11 N e\vfoundland ''ras denied the realization and enjoyment of 
of that peculiarly Bri:ish feeling which makes a man 1011g for a spot of 
la11d 'vhich he can call '' h. O\Vn," 'vhich he may improve and adorn, 
a11d transmit to 11is children witho11t fear of distt1rbance. The i11sti11ct 
of a people, like tl1e roots of a tree, 'vill ever direct their e11ergies to 
that ql1arter 'vhence a supply may be obtained, and in spite of the un­
natt1ral impedin1ents 'vhich '' maternal polic)1

" thre\v i11 their '1Va)·, the 
people of N e\vf oundland did marry, vvould have cl1ildren, altl1ough not 
accortli11g to Act of Parliament, and fo11nd it desirable to cultivate tl1e 
soil. 

T'vo-anc1-t,venty years ago, St. John's co11ld i1ot boast of much more 
tha11 a dozen horses.· Now there are many h11ndreds. At that time 
gree11 pea.s or ste'\ved ct1cun1bers, or such lil{e thi11gs, were lool{ed upon 
a.~ luxuries so extravagant that inevitable rt1i11 '\ivas predicted for the 11n­
l1ap1JY but hospitable "\ivigl1t 'vho was betrayed i11to the hopeless 
prodigality of raisi11g them. 

'' They lectured, predicted, but felt at their ease, 
They pitied his ruin, but swallowed his pease . .,, 

N O\V \Ve raise fi11e vegetables and commo11 garden fruits, in abu11dance . 

.._t\ quarter of a century ago, in the month of February, meat at St. 
John's 'vas seldom less than ls. 6d. per lb., and bad meat it '\Vas; 110,v 
've eat as good as a.i1y epicure could desire for 6d. a lb. Last l\iarcl1 tl1e 
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Governo1· was pleased to offe1· prizes for fat cattle, and a very creditable 
exhibition, I am told, took place. A similar exhibition is to be held on 
the 12th of next month, and I vvill venture to say that beasts will be 
then produced, on which a Smithfield drover wo11ld not t11rn his back ; 
and in N ovem her last, the specimens of grain, vegetables,lbu tter, and 
cheese, that were displayed at the New Market House, excited great 
astonishment and gratification. I cite these few facts merely to show 
\V hat the country has done with the little assistance it has received, and 
'vhat it is capable of doing with prope1~ encouragement. 

Great i11deed, nay, insurmountable must be the impediments tliat 'vill 
justify a people in aba11doning the soil of their O\Vn country to idleness, 
and themselves to dependence upon foreign bread f'or support. Provi­

. de11ce l1as laid i10 such interdict upon N ewfo11ndland, a11d a little co11-

sideration will prove this fact. 

It is an axiom i11 Natural Philosophy that all places at an eql1al dis­
tance from the Equator 'vould be st1bjected to the same degree of tem­
perature, 'vere in not for the operation of son1e counte1~vailing ca11sesa 
The st1n-the prime distributor of heat, and tl1e soul of vegetatio11-
sends forth his g~nial i~aJ·s impartially to enliven vegetable nature under 
the same parallels; a11d as N e,vfoundla11d \i situated in the same par­
a1lel with France and Car1ada, it may be well to stop for a moment to 
e11quire \vhy sl1e does not enjoy a temperature equally n1ild.-Differ­
e11ces of climate in the same parallels a1~e accounted for by three cat1ses. 
First, varieties of elevation above the level of the sea. At the foot of the 
• .\lps the traveller is surrounded by the luxuries of tropical fruits-the 
ora.nge grove and the 'rine )7ield him their luscious fruit, and he languish­
es u11der the fervour of a sultry s1111. As he ascends the mountain, the 
clin1ate becomes temperate, and larch and pine trees indicate the pre­
sence of a n1ore chilly atn1osphere-until, at last, l1is respiratio11 becomes 
affected by the intensity of the cold, and be finds himself in the region 
of eternal s110'\v. All this takes place 'vi thin the u11assisted range of the 
eye, for from the mountai11 top the traveller can behold, at the same 
time, the three climates. Now, 'vl1ilst we in Ne\·vfoundland cannot boast 
of the beat of the lo,ver regions, it is not from our altit11de above the sea 
that 've are exposed to some of tl1e rigours of the uppei-, for the s11mmit 
of Signal Hill is only 51 ~) feet above the sea; the severity of our climate 
is not therefore attributable to the first cause. Second, the relative posi­
tiori of a cou1ztry with refere1zce to lct1id or water.-.J..\.s cold affects the sl1r­
face of the ocean" the colde1-- parts becoming specifically heavier, sink~ a11d 
are replaced by tl1e 'varmer, ai1d lighter water; and cold js ·absorbed and 
heat is thus co11stantly evolved~but the s11rface of the earth has i1omeans of 
escaping from the intensity of the chill which acts and reacts upon it,until it 

• 
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becomes buried under an accumulation of ice ; it follows, therefore~ that 
the temperature of an Island will be, ccete1·is paribus, warmer in winter, 
and cooler in summer, tha11 that of a Continent, and such, probably, 
would that of Newfoundland be, but for the operation of the third 
cause, the state of Agricultu1·e not only in the country itself, but in those 
which adjoin it, a1id over which its prevale1it winds blow. 'l'he i11flt1ence 
of the Northern current, and the absence of the Gulf stream are not to 
be overlooked. 

I do not forget (I wish I could!) the fields of ice that pay their un­
welcome visits to us in spring, and by their withering i11fl11ence retard 
our vernal operations, but they are not the cause of our sterility ; for 
tl1e waters of the St. La wre11ce carry a similar visitation to the shores of 
Canada, and yet that country yields its abundant crop of wheat, because 
of the adva11ced state of cultivation. Sir Francis Head says that the 

• 

climate of North America gains one degree of heat in every 10 years, in 
consequence of the clearing of forests and draining of la11ds. And in 
every country, old or new, drainage is indispensable,~ less to the pro­
ductive11ess of the soil than . the healthfulness of man. Fe'v of my 
readers have failed to hear of l\tlr. Mechi, IJeadenhall Street, \vhose ad­
vertisements find their \Vay to every ·quarter of the globe. A fe,v years 
ago he purchased a small estate in Essex, the labourers upon it had long 
been subject to a malignant tever, 'vhich no medici11e removed or care 
prevented, but no soone1· 'vere the lands drained, than the endemic en­
tirely disappeared. Excess of surface water chills the earth, and by ex­
cluding tl1e air a11d rays of the sun from the roots of plants, destroys 
vegetation ; nor will any advantage be derived from the application of 
manures, even of the most caustic description, such as lime. So long as 
tl1e land continues immersed in 'vater, you 'vaste your substance bJ~ ap­
plying it, you may make good lime water, which is excellent for scalds, 
but useless for vegetation.

The Almighty has decreed that in the svveat of his face shall man eat 
bread, he has no warranty, therefore, to justify him in st1pposing that 11e 
may commit the seed to the '' faithful bosom of the earth," and there 
leave it to the unassisted efforts of nature, without the direction of skill 
and labor, for 

'' N :tture, a mother kind alike to all, • 

Still grants her bliss at labour's earnest call." 

Agriculture is a science ; like other arts, the knowledge of it may be 
acquired in a greater or less degree, but a few elementary principles 
must be known by all "vho prosecute it with advantage. The emigrant 
who rears his miserable hovel in the midst of a half-reclaimed \vilder-

• 
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i1ess, vvho plants a few potatoes, a11d scratches in a few oats, and hopes 
therefrom to eke out a vvretched existence, may aspire to indepenclence, 
but it is the iridepende1ice of poverty. The same expense, labour, and 
time, w·hich he wastes in unprodt1ctive, because ill directed expenditure; 
,~vould, if applied 'vith judgment, be adequate to increase his store, and 
n1ultiply his comforts tenfold. 

No one 'vl10 reads the history of otl1er countries should deem Ne,v­
foundland incapable of amelioration by means of cultivatio11. We learn 
from Herodotus tl1at on the sl1ores of the Black Sea, which no'\V teem 
'\vith wheat, the ground lay under the dominion of snow for eight 
months in the year. Ovid repeats the same fact, a11d tells us that, in 
his day, the whole of that sea 11sed to be frozen over and traversed upo11 
ice. To invalids the balmy air of Rome is now i~ecomme11ded as pos-· 
sessing singt1lar mildness arid equability throughout the year. Yet '\Ve 

Tead that in for1ner days the Roman matr0ns were obliged, in the per- · 
forma11ce of their religious rites, to break the ice \vhich bound the waters 
of the Tiber; anq .in many parts of France, grapes are now cultivated 
in the open air, where formerly grain would hardly ripen. 

I deen1 it to be tl1e dt1ty of every good citizen to make the la11d he 
lives in capable of producing food sufficient for the sustentatio11 of its 
inhabitants, and, as far as possible, indepe11dent of other countries. In 
this glorious 'voTk there maJ1 be rivalry, but no jealousy ; the discords 
of politics, the anger of disappointed ambition, the selfishness of cupid­
ity, have .no place ; the g1·ou11d a.ffords occupation eno11gh, and to spare, 
f-.or all, 'vhilst its fruits seldom e~ist in superab1111dance. 'l"he argosies 
of our Mercl1ant Princes n1ay glut the mar}{ets of the universe 'v1tl1 
ma11ufactt1res, b11t the produce of the soil has never yet been too abu11-
da11t for its popl1lation, the active princi1lle of propagation has al ''1ays 
outstripped the slower inovements of the plough ; wisely, therefore, do 

· tl1e i,ulers of a land foster tl1e cultivation of the soil, and encoUI·age its 
i)eople to rely l1pon tl1emselves alone fo: the supply of their corn. And 
g·ratef t1lly do \Ve i11 Newfoundland acl{11owledge the services of Sir John 
Harvey, the first patron of the .llgbric11lt11ral Society, and of Sir Gaspard 
LeMar~ha11t, its present patron, in promoting this good cause. A peo­
ple's gratitude is a boon which no man need blush to accept; it will long 
outlive the hollo\v lauclatio11s of venal popularity, and \Vhen the services 

· of his cot1ntry shall call ot1r present Governor to other sce11es, he will 
carry 'vith him no sweeter, i10 more satisfactory l"ecollection, than that 
he lent the aid of l1is exalted station and of his personal exertions to the 
l1evelopement of our native productions,-that he has helped to avert, it 
n1ay be, future famine, by encouraging the growth of·grai11, and that, in 
n1ore places than 011e in Newfoundland, he has '' cat1sed the wilderness 
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to blossom as the rose." Nor m11st \Ve, amidst tl1e praises of the great, 
fail to remember the merits of the more humble laborers, in this great 
ai1d good cause, in the fro11t ranks of whom sta11ds tl1e nan1e of tl1e late 
Dr. Carson, who, throt1gl1 evil report and good report, cea.sed not to acl·­
vocate the capabilties of our soil. 

The first principle of Agricultl1re is to break, loosen, and pl1lverize 
the ground; the import::tnce of tl1ese operatio11s ca1111ot well be exag­
gerated, ai1d labor is not lost that is expended in plough,i1ig, a11d plough- . 
ing deeply. It is obvious that flexible fibrPs cannot force then1selves 
much deeper than the share a11d co11lter l1a<l reached ; a11d if, in a sl1al­
low soil, such as that of N e,vf ot1ndland, 've 011ly "\Vorl{ it to the depth of 
six or eight i11cl1es, it should be i10 matter of astor1ishment tl1at some of 
011r crops 11ave i1ot been ren1t1nerative. '11 he carrot, n1a11gel-\vt1rzel, 
and pars11ip, are ofte11times from ten to t'velve inches long. Tl1e po­
tatoe is found to exte11d its leaders in an open soil to a distance of six­
teen inches ; a grain of '1vheat, under favorable circl1mstances, will strilre 
its roots t'vo feet do,vn,vards, a11<l elo11gate them to a greater length 
horizontally ; the radical fibres of the oat have bee11 traced sixtee11 
inches from the stem, and those of the turnip as far. From these 
instances it n1ust be manifested 1101v esse11tial to a free gro\vth a11d pros-­
perous harvest is the reduction of the ground into a state of friabilit)r. 

Next ii1 importance to plo11gl1ing and drai11i11g is 11i a1ii tri1ig, but upo11 
this extensive st1bject I can 011ly invite my readers to stt1dy for them­
selves; I have i1ot the time or ability to \Vrite, a11d they 'vol1ld not have 
the patie11ce to read, from my feeble i1en, a.ll that vvould suffice to give 
tl1em a smatteri11g of tl1is importa11t branch of Agricultt1rc. I trust 
t11at otl1er a11d more compete11t vvriters in this paper will supply sonic 
practical information to the enquirer, and help the earnest agriculturist 
011 his \Vay. I \vill merely observe that manures have been divided i11to 
t\VO classes, both of 'vhich l1ave distinctive characters, and perform dif ... 
ferent offices in the eco11omy of vegetation. rrhe first of these, called 
pt1trescent ma11t1re, comprehe11ds all animal and vegetable decom1Josi11g 
matter, and is principally instrumental in feeding the plant. 1'he se-
, cond class, consisting of lime, gypsum, marl, &c., &ctl, performs a much 
humbler pa1·t, and operates more on the soil a.nd decomposing n1atter, 
than in directly co11tributing to the support of th.e vegetable. 

' 
All animals and vegetables, when they die, pass into a state of cor· 

ruption-the elements of which they are composed being no longer 
fixed and retained by the living principle, begin to separate~ and hasten 
into new combinations; this decomposition, in every stage of its progress, 
.is; accomplished by the constitue11t p1·incipl~s of the body beco1ning fl11:id~ 

• 
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a1id sinkirtg doivnivard, or assztming a gaseous for1n, and escapi1zg into tlie 
air. l{eader, reflect for 011e mon1ent 11pon 'vhat you l1ave just read, a11d 
n1arli. its importance in n1aki11g yot1r compost heap. I presume 
that mould or peat is the basis of your heap ; fructifying power 
is imparted to it by the putrescent manure you supply; beware, 
then, that ) ou suffer not the liquid to be wasted, nor the gases to 
escape; 'vi~h as much lvisdom \vo11ld the n1erchant allo"r the oil froin 
his seal vat to run into the sea, that he might clutch the 1·efuse dregs, 
or the distiller neglect to fix the worm upon his still, to catch and con­
dense the ''olatile spirit ! In fe,v cot111tries can more valt1able n1anures 
be fo1111d, than the ref11se of our seal and cod fisheries, yet I fear much 
of its efficacy is lost f·or 'vai1t of proper ma11a.gement. I think I am safe 
i11 asserting that, taking i11to consideration tl1e value of liquid manure . . ' and the importance of arrestmg and absorbmg the escape of the gases, 
fully one half in value is lost, on an average, on every heap of compost 
n1ade by our farmers. 

(jlosely connected with Agriculture is road making. The avowed ob­
ject for which grants of public.money have been made in this Colony for 
i~oad-making, 'vas to O}Jen up tl1e lands of the i11terior to agrict1lture, and 
certai11l)~ a ·laudable object it was. I only 'vish tl1at it had been con­
ducted with more efficiency. I have read and thought a good deal upon 
·the subject; no country in the world presents greater facilities for con­
structing good cheap roads than this, and I cannot help feeli11g that the 
wise intentions of the Legislature have been abused and frustrated by 
tl1e evils of the system they adopted ; not less tha11 one hundred thou­
sand pot1nds of our reve11ue have bee11 expended within the last fiftee11 
)·ears. upon, or under the pretence of, I·oad-making, and I entertain no 
doubt that fifty tho11sand po11nds \VOltld have effected more good, if that 
sun1 l1ad bee11 expe11cled u11der a system '1vl1ich had been directed by com­
petent Engi11eers, a11d.as far as practicable, had excluded,instead of invited 
jobbery, a11d obtained someth,i11g lil{e responsibility. At the present 
moment )10u can hardly dri·ve ~a dozen miles i11 any direction from the 
capital-the Judges are unable to make their Circuits by land-the agri­
cultural prodt1ce of the 011t-bays can11ot be brot1ght to the capital-and 
tl1e market of St. J oh11's is as little accessible to the live stock and farm 
produce of the districts of Ferryland and St. l\!Iary's, as they were thirty 
years ago. The reason seems to me clear-we began at the wrong end ; 
instead of opening up a narrow but efficient road from the centre right 
through to the extremities, we have been expending tliousands upon 
making roads as wide as the Great Bath Road; these extend, perhaps, 
six or seven n1iles, and then abru1Jtly terminate in a c,uz de sac, or 
a bog hole. I do not think, for some years, at any i·ate, that 
a11y. road, e;ccept _ in the immediate i1eighbourhood of a town, 
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8hould be made and gravelled to a greater width than eight feet, 
blaze it and ope11 it, if ) 'OU please, to a hu11dred feet, but let all our 
energ·ies be concentrated in n1aking it a thorouglif are. }'ar better 
would it be to have a safe and passable road eight feet wide and 
45 miles in le11gt!:l , than one 24 fee t "·vide and only fifteen miles long. 
\Ve, in N e\vfou11dland, ougl1t st1rel3' to be content to begin with the ac­
commodatio11 \vhich satisfied our ancestors. The time is hardly beyond 
the recollection of some no'1v alive, wl1en the Judges of England and 
Irela11d rode their circt1its on horseback, beca11se the thoroughfares of 
the l{ingdom vYere only bridle-paths ; a commodious pair of saddlebags 
sufficed to carry their para11her11alia-their dig11ity was secured by their 
character and lear11ing-and fortunate did tl1ey consider the111selves if 
they escaped sinking into a slol1gh, or like some of their learned bro­
thers on this side of the Atlantic, with the loss of their horse's tail. 

Maca11ley says that the great route through Wales to Holyhead was 
in such a state at the end of the se·v·e11teeth centtlr)r, that the Lord Lieu­
tenant, on his road to Ireland, was five ho11rs travelling fourteen miles, 
fron1 -St. Asaph to Con\vay; bet,veen Conway and Beaumaris he 'vas 
forced to walk great part of the way, and his lady was carried in a litter, 
and at the present day many of the roads of E11gland and Irela11d, remote 
from the Capital, are more agreeable to ride over on horsepack tl1an 011 

wheels. 

In clearing waste la11ds, piles of stones present an unsightly ap11ear ... 
ance, a11d are, moreover, a11 encumbra11ce; the most economical way of 
dis11osi11 g of them, where they are too round to be 11sed for dry \valls,will 
be by laying tl1en1 as tl1e foundatio11 of the internal roads on the farm, 
or by using them up in Fre11ch drains. 

It is diffi.ct1lt to over-estimate the value of good seeds and improved 
impleme11ts of i\.gricult t1re ; and to assist in the importation of such \Vas 
among t11e objects for \vhich the .Lt\.gricult1iral Societ37 was instituted. 
A man hesitates, and the cautio11 is j11stifiable-to en1barlt his O\Yn capi­
tal for the public good, while he ''Vould cheerfully bear his share in a 
joint adventt1re; a11d as the benefit to be derived from the introduction 
of an)· new implement is common, it sl1011ld on that acco1111t be effected 
by means of a ge11eral fund. rrhus in 1749 the Dublin Society was 
founded-in 1 784 the Highla11d Society wae establisl1ed-in 1793 the 
Board of Agriculture in England was formed-in 1818 the Ce11tral 
Board of Agrict1lture 'vas instituted in Nova Scotia, a11d throughout 
every other Province in America have similar institutiono been created ; 
and· all of them have been from the fu·st, and still are, fostered by their 
respective Legislatures and Governors. 1'o the Legislatt1re of New-
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foundland I appeal 'vith confidence-it has al'1VaJrs. been favourable to 
the cause, a11d the importance of that cause is daily increasing-the 
markets for Ollr fish are not so n11merous as they were, whilst our com­
petitors have quadru1)led. The fisheries are not sufficient to supply em­
plo}·ment to 011r labouri11g po11ulation ; 011r inst1lar position should make 
us contemplate the consequence of a war, or any other obstruction to 
the receipt of the bread stufi·s which are almost exclusively dra'\\'"Il 
by llS from Foreign Lands. Like prudent men, ,,,e should use fore­
cast, and provide for a conti11gency before it arrives. It \vill be 
too late when our su1Jplies are cut off, and our children crying for 
bread, to begi11, to n1ake provision for the cultivation of our own soil. 
I earnestly entreat the atte11tion of the ge11tlen1e11 of the Outports, and 
especially their Representatives, to tl1is important subject ;-let them 
form Brancl1 Societies iu every lJistrict, ancl vie ''rith one a11othe1· in rais­
i11g the '' staff of life." Such were the arguments which the patriotic 
and talented John Y 011ng of Nova Scotia used in 1818, and by a serie$ 
of letters "\vhich for brillia11cy of compositio11 and practical sound11ess 
have seldon1 been surpassed, stimulated his brother colo11ists to arouse 
tl1em from their lethargic dependence upon American bread: and to bri11g 
their O\Vn lands ir1to requisition. Tl1e Government and Legislature nobly 
and wisel)' backed 11in1, a11d ma1~1{ the consequence ! Nova Scotia, then 
as depe11dent as we are 110\V, raises 'vithi11 itself bread enough for the 
Sl1pport of its own people. ~1y belief is tl1at N e,vfoundland ca11 do the 
same, and he who l1elps this g·ood \ivork, either as a legisla.tor, an offi­
cial or a private citize11, 'vill earn the lasting gratitude of his country, 
and bring do,vn individual blessings upon his head.

:3.-~1anures obnoxious to insects, such as lime, soot, salt, (in modera­
tion,) a11d compounds of these, are recommended. 

1,he way I t1se soda is to sow it broadcast; I have never fou11d it fail. 
l'l1e chemist, )1our friend, n1ust have been very ignorant of the fact that 
good ~oda ash contai11s 50 per ce11t. of free alkali. The last year I had 
a f·ailure of beet carrots, which I attributed at that time to the seaso11, 
but upon examining the soil carefully, I fot1nd wire"1orm. A.s it 'vas to 
be wheat this )Tear~ and my last so,vn wheat, I mixed it 'vith soda ash. 
It is no,,r gro\ving faster than an·y '1V heat on my farm, and 11ot a blade 
missed, U11til I adopted the use of soda ash, I suffered son1etimes to 
the ·extent of £60 in a field. The discovery 'vas accidental; I had so,vn 
a headland ~1 ith it as a fertilizer, on the princi1Jle laid clo,·vn by Sir 1-1. 
Davy~ that all alkalies 'vere stimula11ts to plants ; it certain!)· i111pro·ve<l . 
the crop, but upo11 the 'vhole I considered it a failt1re, ']_~he follo,vjng 
s1)ring it 'vas tt1r11ips, and a man hoeing them asked me if any~ 
thi11g had been done to the 11eadland. I asl\ecl 11in1 \vl1ylf He said there . 
\V<:is not a plant ait&cked by wire,vorm, a11d the rest of the field 11acl fif·­
teen at a nest. I then determi11ed to try it upo11 a11other field \vhich 
'vas full of wire worm; I ha,re i1ever si11ce see11 one in it. In the follovr­
i11g year I had twenty-fi,Te acres of oats attacked more ge11erally. I l1ap­
IJe11ed to have a casl{ by me, and ordered it to be sown; from that day 
the ravages ceased, a11d "'"ithin a \Veelr the whole field had changed its 
colou~· to a vivid green. I have since ceased to consider it as an expe­
riment, and always have a cask by me ready in case of any appearance 
of the wireworm, and have not a patch as large as my hand from 

. wireworm on my far~.-An Agriculturist.-Bell's. Weekly 1l1essenger.

for any description of turnip (except perpa.ps the S'vedish) j 70U \Vill be 
time enougl1 to gro\v a11d hot1se a good crop, if it be so,vn as late as tl1e

Plough deep, work the ground 'vell, and pulverize it thoroughly, ma­
nure it with pt1trescent com11ost or \Vell rotted stable ma11ure, sow ir1 
drills. Six pounds of mangel w11rsel seed is sufficient for an acre, i11 

i·o,vs two feet apart. ''Both ro.ots and leaves are particularly valuable 
as food for .live stock, and f 01~ inilch cov1ls in partic11lar, as they tire found 
to impart a rich and agreeable flavour to their prodt1ce."-Lavvson, 258. 
Tl1e cultivatio11 of tl1is root is not so liable to the rislr of f·aill1re fron1 
adverse seaso11s as S\vedish tur11ips,and not more trot1blesome or requir­
ing more skill.

Tl1e prosperity of countries, as 'veil as of individuals, depends, I take 
it, in a great meas11re, 011 the use 'vl1icl1 each of these may make of the 
.resources tl1ey may ha,ie withi11 thems.elveS:, That 've~ as a11 Ag·rict1ltt1~ · 
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ral Society, aTe availi11g Ol1rselves of the assistance which a bountift1l 
Providence has placed withi11 our reach, is very questionable. Fo1· in­
stance~ we are sending annually for vetches, and a more useful seed 
could not be brought into ct1ltivation by the farmer who may require 
green fodder for his cattle ; but the !'"act is, ot1r O\Vn land produces a 
\vilcl ·vetch, which is, of course, adapted to our soil and climate ; and 

. '''hich, as we n1ay naturally conclude, grows more luxuriantly than any 
plant of that descriptio11 raised from importP-d seed. As if to attract at ... 
tentio11 and col1~t cultiv·atio11, this pla11t springs up occasionally even in 
our garde11s, while to those 'vho tra,rel at all in our 'voods it is any thing 
but a stra1~ger. ,, ... hetl1er it gro,vs in very great abundance about St. 
J ohr1's, I do i1ot know, ( altl1ough I belie,re it may be found near Cape 
Spear,) but i11 St. George's Bay and Bay of Islands seed may readily be 
gatr1ered. At the places just nan1ed there is also growing a plant q11ite 
clisti11ct from the vetch or tare. In ap1Jearance it resembles a dwarf· 
pea, \vhich I belie·ve it to be, a11d judging from its roots, which are sev­
eral feet in length, it may possibly prove to be a peren11ial, and if so, by 
Cl1ltivatio11 it may become a valuable esculent. In the neighbourhood 
ot" tl1e great Coclroy River there is a natural grass gro\ving, and that in 
great abt1nda11ce. rr11e settlers there cut as much fodder as they please 
for their 'vi11ter stocl( ; some of them gather to the extent, as I am 
assured, of 50 tons. Suppose, Mr. President, as our paper will find its 
'vay to our more remote settlements, suppose "'e advertise for samples of 
vetches, pease, and grass seed ; let us give at the rate of 20s. per bushel 
for either vetches or pea~e, a11d ls. 6d. per pound for grass seed, the pro­
duce of i1Iants indigenous to the country; and having a proportion of 
a11y of these, \Ve shall then be in possessio11 of the means of commenc-/ 
i11g some agrict1ltural experiments w~hich may eventully be of the great ... 
est t1se.

J\IILCH COWS. 

Some Co\vs gi,-e a large ql1antity of mill\:, bt1t their milk is thin, while 
otl1er co,vs give less _milk, but of a better quality. The richness of the 
n1ilk is l{TIO\Yll by the ql1antity of cream that is thrown up. 

i' 

1~he Dei-011sli£re Cv·to affords a fine quality of milk, but only \vhen fed 
on t;Oo(l 1)astL1re. 
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The Ayrsll.'ire Co1v, \vhen properly fed, will )1ield· from 500 to 750 gal­
lo11s in the year. Sir Gaspard LeMarchant has in1po1~ted a bull and cow 
of this breed, and his ExcellencJr confirms tl1e good character 'vhich t.he 
cow bears for the quantity as well as quality of her milk; he says she 
'vill afford more tha11 t\vice as m11ch milk as the ordinary cow of the 
country. 

The Ker1-y Cow is a pretty little beast, which \vill subsist on scanty 
pasture, and, for its size, is a good milker; it 'vot1ld seem 'vell st1ited to 
the soil and climate of Newfoundland. 

1"he Alderney and Gite'rnsey Cows are fine milkers, both as to qt1a·ntity 
and quality. Cows are thought to be in their best state the third or 
fourth summer they are i11 milk, and they wi~l contin11e in good condi­
tion till they are 10 or 12 )·ears old. 

Poor feeding is the cal1se of many calves tu1·ning ot1t bad cows ; it is 
a proverb in Somersetshire, that '' if. you starve your stock, _your stock 
will starve you." To rear or keep any animal in perfection, it ought to 
be \Veil fed and 11ou8ed dt1ring the winter, as well as tl1e s11mmer. 'l'o 
the N e,vfoundland farmer I wot1ld suggest, that if, during the winter, 
he will pour boiling \vater over a bt1cket of chopped hay, a11d allow the 
'vhole to stand t1ntil it is lt1kevvarm, and give it twice a day to his milch 
cows, he 'vill be astonished at the good effect it 'vill have upon them. 
I need ha1·dly observe that bran a11d barley mashes, antl a change or 
variety of diet, \Vill be fou11d beneficial to the cow. 'l.,urnip, (in modera­
tion,) carrot, mange! wt1rzel, are all excellent for milch cows, and the 
ct1rry comb is as important nearly as half their food; there is not an im­
pleme11t t1pon a farm that is deserving of more respect than the curry 
comb. Cleanliness in a co,v-house is very important; cattle are more 
sensitive of bad smells and ammoniacal evaporations tha11 many 'vould 
st1ppose. 

Soilin __ q is the feedi11g of cattle 'vith green crops in the house, by 
means whereof dt1ng is greatly accumulated, and the beast is better main­
tained at a less expense tha11 at past11re. 1'he same nt1n1ber of cattle 
can be maintained on some\vhat less than half of the land which \Vould 
be required, if allo,ved to feed in the field. Regt1lar and freq11ent 
feeding and cleanliness are the pri11cipal points to _,vhich attention should 
be directed. The cattle ought to be fed at least fot1r times a day, an~ 
have plenty of water. .Tares, turnips, and turnip tops, are valuable food 
for soiling. The animal's milk is not lessened by confinement; nor its 
condition impaired. · " 
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The far . er may be .assured that the gain in manure, and savi11g of 
food, \Vill largely compensate for the trouble atte11di11g this S}rsten1, a11d 
he is jn·vitecl to read the experiments that have bee11 tried, rt,ncl 011 'vhich 
it has been established. 'l,he remarkable ad·va11tL ges of the SJ·stem ha,,.e 
i>ee11 demonstrated in Holland and Belgi11m, a.11d are i1o;v mucl1 used in 
Scotland. 

Tlie fol]o,ving directions for making the mant1re pit are given b)1 one 
of the most skilful agriculturists on this side of tl1e Atlantic-the late 
John Y 011ng, Esq. :-'; Let drains co1.l ·verge fron1 the d \Velling 11ol1se, 
stable, l)igsty ~ and co,v-hol1se, i11to a pit in the )rard ; let this i)it be t'vo 
or three feet deep, a11d lineJ. ' 11"itl1 flags, or something to preve11t tl1e 
moisture from escaping, and Wille in proportion to the .. leans of filling it. 
Lay a coating of peat or earth at the botton1, a foot deep) 'vheel all the 
manure 011t of the different offices to the pit, spreadi11g it over tl1e \l~hole . 
\Vhen the heap begi11s to fern1ent, spread tr1e cleansing of ditches or 
1·oads, or con1mon ee:1rth, over it, 'vhereby the escape of the gases '\ivill 
be prevented ; continue in the same ma11ner until the pit is filled. '¥hen 
the heap is removed, the peat or earth at the bottom, from having been 
sat11rated 'vith the liq11id, and the mol1ld on top a11d throughout the 
heap, from havi11g absorbed tl1e gases, 'vill be as nutritive as a11y part 
of the heap.

Tl1e san1e a11thor gives the following ad·vice respecting a comp0st hea1J: 
• 

'' A layer fron1 the bar11ya.rd is first spread do\v11 in the rorm of an ob-
long sql1are, above this is laid earth 011 the Sl1rface, i· the sward c11t off 
by tl1e spade, agai11 anotl1er layer of du11g, and. so 011alternatel)r,1111til it is 
raised three or four feet hig~h, its sides and top are then covered ove1· 
''ritl1 soil ( calied over); in this state ferme11tation takes. place, and all 
the gases are confi11ed. Someti1nes tl1e farmer turns O''er the l1eap a 
seconcl a11d a third tin1e, bringi11g on fermentatation eacl1 time, u11til, by 
this n1ea11s, all seeds of 'veeds are effectually destroyed." 

In a pt1blication referring to agriculture, a11d 'vritten for t11e per11sal, 
amo11gst otl1ers, of the labouring· classes of N e~·rfoundland, a short i1otice 
of the n1a11ufactl1re of hon1e-made cloth, botl1 in '''ool a11d cotto11, ca11 
hardl)' fail of proving interesti11g . 
. ' 

111 tl1e farm-houses of Irela11d, Nova Scotia~ and Prince Edwa1~d Is­
la11ll, tl1e loom is co11sta.ntl)1 to be fot111<l, bt1t the man11facture of home-
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spun has only very recently been introduced into this Colony, and en­
tirely through the personal exertions of Sir Gaspard Le~larchant. 

The Governor adopted, shortly after 11is arrival in the Colo11y, a 'vise 
l·t1le in the distribution of pl1blic relief, viz :---that those who i·eceived 
it, should, if possible, give some 'vork in return, not so much for the 
value of the work itself, as of the n1oral principle of self-depende11ce it_ 
\vas calculated to engender. 

The St. John's Factory 'vas accordingly pt1t into i·equisition for the 
use of those who could not be employed upon the roads or other public 
works, and a few months ago a man and l1is \vife 'vere brought to St. 
John's from Cape Breton, who had been accustomed to the operations 
of spin11ing and \Veaving home-spun. vVomen and children, who had -
i10 other employment during the 'vinter, were employed at the Factory 
carding and spin11ing 'vool, and learning tl1e art of _ ,veaving; and i11 the 
short space of three n1onths a strong and 'varm description of 'voollen 
a11d cotton cloth has been prodtlced, admirably adapted to the purposes 
of the Colony. Females, \Vho,a few weeks since,never had see11 a loom, 
are now enabled to make from two to three yards of home-spu11 i11 the 
day, whilst a practised weaver 'vill mal\.e seven yards a day, for 'vl1ich 
2s. 6d. or 3s. a )'artl can readily be obtained. 

One pound of clean \vool 'vill make one yard of cloth ; if the pro­
dt1ce of our own sheep will not suffice, as much '\'vool as may be re­
quired for some time, ca11 be obtained from the neighbouring Colonies, 
at lOd. or 1 ld. per pound. A loom, 'vith all its appliances, ca11 be 11ad 
for about £5, and one would be sufficient for a small settlement. 

-Althot1gh our 'vinters are 11ot so dreary and hyperborea11 as son1e 
'vot1ld represent them to be, there are several months dt1ring' which in­
door employment could be followed with great advantage a11d comfort 
by the labouring classes; and that occupation is st1rely \Vorthy of enco11-
1·agemer1t \vherin every men1ber of a family, from the father to the child 
of five years old, can be employed parts of the day in preparing \varn1 
a11d durable clothing for themselves. ·During many a long winter's eve11-
ing,the tedit1m and other evil consequences of idleness wo~ld be happily 
averted '\Vere the manufacture of home-spun more generally f ollo\ved ; 
whilst the childre11 are cardi11g the ''rool, the mother spi11ning it, the 
father 'veavi11g it, all wo11ld be contributing to the general support, a.11d 
and each aiding in the growth of industry and increase of domestic com­
fort a11d cheerf.ulness. 

The earnestness a11d constancy with which the Governor .enco11rages 
this bra11ch of i11dustr)7

, 'vill reflect lasting credit upon his admi11istra-
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tion, and he '"'".rill greatly increase the benefits i·esulting from it by en­
larging the sphere of its operations. I would, therefore, respectfullji 
suggest that the Stipendiary Justices in the Outpo1·ts be instructed to 
prom0te, by all n1eans in their power, amongst the poor people of their 
l'espective districts, the spinning of yarn where 'veaving cannot immedi.:. 
ately be introduced. Wool might be sent i·ound to them and returned, 
in its ma11ufactured state, to St. John's, Harbor Grace, Carbonear, or 
such other places as illight offer a market.

On submitting the following repo1·t of the proeeedings of the New­
f 011ndla11d '"'\gricultural Society, during tl1e past year, we feel great satis­
faction ~n stating~ that by the blessing of Divine Providence, our humble 
efforts to promote the objects of the Society, in distributing seeds and 
in e11deavot1ring to induce better a11d more improved modes of husban­
dr)1, have been eminently st1ccessful ; and that the result of the labour 
and attentio11 besto,ved on the ct1ltivation of the soil has been amply re­
mune1·ative, and fully confirms the anticipations of those who have been 
induced to e~1terprize it. 

In the early part of the season the Committee proct1red and distribut­
ed such varieties of seeds as co11ld be obtained by them, and were juclged 
f)uitable to the soil and the climate; the ~xperience of former years had 
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so satisfactorily proved the utility of using such as had been acclim~­
tized, that they would l1ave proceeded to a much greater extent, if the 
funds at the disposal of the Society had not restricted them ; and as the 
advantages resulting are now so manifest, they indulge the hope that 
more ample means will enable them, on future occasions, to meet the 
wants, and encourage the industrial habits, of those who may not be able 
to procure seed for themselves. 

The Society have gratefully to ackno\vledge the wise and willing aid 
they have received from the Legislature, as well by the countenance and 
support accorded to them, as by the pecuniary means which it placed at 
their disposal, thereby enabling them to carry out their views and objects 
:with so much greater efficiency ; and they tr11st that the finances. of the 
Colony 'vill permit the General Assembly to increase the Grants hereto­
fore made for the encouragement of Agric11lture, and -the consequent 
production of the necessaries of life. 

The Society is fully aware that however well directed its efforts maj 
be, and even with the best cxertio11s it could possibly make, those efforts 
and exertions 'vould be comparatively powerless, an_d the sphere of its 
t1sef11lness would be very limited indeed, if it had not been for the libe­
ral support and co11stant co-operatio11 accorded to it, d11ring late years, by 
the Local Government. 

They rightly judged that a full developement and judicious combina­
tion of all the available resources of the Colony are alone best calculated 
to promote and secure the prosperity and happiness of the people, and 
that the cultivation of the soil, whilst it no way interfered with or re­
tarded the ordinary operations of our fish~ries, would afford employment 
to many, who could not otherwise profitably dispose of their time, and 
that in return, it would yield, if not abundance, at least as much as 
would well repay their toils, and secure then1 against those wants and 
casualties with 'vhich they had been so often visited. Influenced by 
these considerations, His Excelle11cy the Governor has spared no pains, 
and 11as been unremitting in his exertions to promote and extend the 
cultivation of the soil, and to bring into operation all the rAsources of 
the land; and short as the time has been during which these experi­
ments have been in active progress,_ His Excellency has d0ubtless tl1e 
satisfaction of seeing that his most sanguine anticipations are bei11g fully 
realized.

Since tl1e failure of the potato crop, and during the contin11ance of the 

disease, the attention of the Farmer has been naturally directed to the 
cultivation of grain, and it is gratifying to observe, that ''1ith ver)1 felv 

• 

• 
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exceptio11s, the i·esult has been satisfactorJ·, both in )·ield and ·quality. 
Tl1e quantity of barley and oats, independent of \vheat, gro,vn and cU.·ess­
ed at the Farmer's ~fill, River Head, alone, during the Autum11, and 
still comi11g in daily, sufficiently demonstrates th~ important fact, that 
the culture of our corn is no longer confined to a scanty green crop, to 
help in feeding cattle, but now results in. the production of a primary 
article of.human food. Our wheat is found to weigh, with very few ex­
ceptio11s, not less than sixty pounds to the bushel, and our oats and bar­
ley maintain a proportionate character. 'Vith a vie'v to encourage this 
in1portant bra11ch of our agriculture, His Excellency caused se,reral tho11-· 
sa11d bushels of seed corn, of the best a11d most suitable description, to 
be in1ported from various places, and distributed among the farmers 
throughot1t the Colony. 'l,he result has been highly advantageous;­
the l1arvest has J1ielded a fair i .. eturn, ai1ll clue care has bee11 taken to 
1nark a11d ascertain the varieties of seed 'vhich appear to be best suited 
to· our soil and climate. 

~ Tl1e Society thankfully aclrno,vledge the solicitude manifested by the 
Gover11or, that tl1e breed of cattle here should be imrroved and encour­
aged. _ 'Vith this ·vie,,1

, His Excelle11cy has imported t'1vo cows and a 
9ull of tfile Ayrshire breed. 'l,he bull has been placed at the Gro,re 
}""arn1, i11 the care of ~1r. Jocelyn. Of the character of the Ayrsl1ire 
co,v-, it is unnecessary t@ say more than that the one imported yielcls now, 
'vithout having besto,ved on it any more care or trouble than 11pon the 
ordi11ary cattle, aln1ost double the quantity of milk that can be obtained 
fro111 the ordinary co\v of the Colony. 

The prizes offered for com1Jetition by IIis Excellency, last season~ 
i1roduced a sho'v of fat cattle in the park fronting Government House, 
"it1 March last, such as 11ever 11ad been \vit11essed hery before, and wo11ld 
'!1ot ba,re disgraced the E11glish inarket.. If is Excellency, in persor1,. 
l1<:111ded over the prizes to the successful competitors, and on doi11g so 
stated, that he should feel l1appy in giving similar prizes for the 11ext 
)year.-1.,he shO\V of fat cattle for the ei1s11ing year comes off on the 12th 
of ~1arch next. 

Those prizes, also, 'vhich his Excellency so liberally offered and paid to 
tl1ose 'vho, bJ· their skill anrl industry, had reclaimed and brought und~r 
cl1lti,ration the greatest qua11tity of ground, and fo1· the best a11d n1ost· 
a1)pro·ved sam1Jles of grai11, of vario11s kinds, and of vegetables, butte1·, 
an.:l cheese, have been atte11ded '\vith the ha1)piest results. The exhibi-
tion 'vhich ,,,as held in October last, in the great hall of the Market­
l1011se bt1ildi11g, i11 competitio11 for these prizes, excited the lvonder and 
·a.sto11isl1me11t of n1a11)1 'vho had been present at exhibitions in the old 
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cot1ntries, and who, a fe,v years ago, could 11ot be induced to believe that 
our soil was capable of yielding st1ch fine samples. The Hall, on this 
occasion, was tastefully decorated with flags and evergreens, the band 
of the Ro)ral Newfoundland Companies 'vas, through the courtesy of the 
Comma11di11g Officer, i11 attendance, and His Excellency, as on former 
occasions, handed the several prizes, 'vith suitable and e11couraging 
"observations, to eacl1 of the successful competitors. His Excellency 
has been pleased to offer an additional prize of ten pounds for the 
.em.suing and s-ucceeding years, to be called ''The LeMarchant Prize." 
With a vie'v that no part of our population who may be inrlustriously 
inclined may want useful and llrofitable employment, His Excellenc)1 has 
taken n1eas11res to import and sec11re the services of a man and his wife, 
to instruct those who may be desiro11s to learn the operation of spinning 
and weaving tlax and wool. The Society strongly recommend the atten­
tion of the labouring classes to this important branch of i11dustry ,; it is 
one universally pursued througho11t the neighbouring color1ies ; it is well 
'kno,vn that one pot1nd weight of wool will prodt1ce one yard of good 
warn1 cloth, and of much better texture than is usually purchased in the 
shops .; and, as the ex.pense in producing it is scarcely anything beyond 
the time, which, in too many insta11ces, is unprofitably spent, it is hoped 
that the h-ome-spum of Newfoundland will soon becorr1e as generally 
kno'\vn and valued as the other productions of the country.. 'l'l1e Society 
begs that those 'vho have not "1~iti1essed the op.eration of cloth-making, 
will satisfy themselves by visiting the St. J-ohn's Factory, where they "vill 
witness and be gratified by the proficiency already attained in this do- ­
roestic manufacture. Should tl1is measure succeed, as there is good rea­
son to think it will, it will serve as a further induceme11t to pay more 
attention to the breed and increase of sheep, 'vhich \Vould prove of great 
a dvantage. 

· · It is highly gratif}·ing to see enrolled among the Members of the Agri­
cultural Society, the names of so many of the respectable merchants of 
this place, vvho have been spending their lives in pursuing ·the 
'l,rade and Fisheries ; it affords the strongest evidence of the fallacy of 
the opi11ions formerly prevale11t, but of late )·ears rapidly disappeaxing, 
that to encourage Agriculture and promote the cultivation of the soil, 
"\vould necessarily create separate a11d conflicting interests. 'l,he facts 
already prove tl1e contrary, for i1ot only are the ordinary pursuits of tl1e 
Fisheries not impeded, or in any\vise interfered ,,,ith, but it has i1o'v be­
come evident that tl1e best interests of the trade, a11d the moral a11<l 
social condition of the people, are equally promoted by bringing to our 
aid all those valuable auxiliary resources, which, by a proper a111)lica.­
tion of our skill and industry, our soil is capable of yieldi11g to us, and 
the Society \Vot1ld now in1 press upon the minds of all the. worl{ipg class­
es, more i1articularly on those e11gaged in Agricultural pursuits, that tl1e

present state and condition of the country require that every one sho1tld 
renew, and, if possible, redouble his exertions in his respective position ; 
and experie11ce abundantly proves that men capable of _labour, relyi11g, 
under Provitle11ce, on their own perseverance and industry, and having 
s11ch facilities as are so easily attained in Newfoundland, will seldom fail 
i11 procuring a comfortable SUJ?port and maintenance for themselves and 
their families. 

It is a· source of great satisfaction to observe that the disease affecting 
our potato crops has,, dt1ring this season, assumed a more mitigated 
aspect, and has been much less destructive in its ravages; it is still, ho,v­
ever, more or less extensive, but we indulge the hope that, by the blessing 
o.f Providence,anda~careful attention to the culture of the root, it may soon 
pass away. It behoves t1s, in the meantime, to bestow every care 1on the 
culture of our corn, and to apportion the various seeds to the different 
soils best fitted for · their i·eception. 

The hay crop is found to be much below an average one this season,. 
perhaps to the extent of one-third ; this deficiency, however, will not 
be so severely felt, as the i11creased quantity of corn raised, 
yielding also fodder, which, 'vith a portion of the grain, will enable the 
farmers to keep their cattle through the winter. The turnip crop has 
been abundant, and proves a very seasonable auxiliary. ' 'Vith re­
gard to the turnip crop, tl1e Society find by experience that those de .. 
scriptions of that vegetable required for winter use and for cattle feed­
ing, (except Swedish, 'vhich should be sowed as early as possible,) may, 
with· safety and advantage, be so,ved from the 18th to the 25th July, as 
by that period the fly, so destructive to the plant, has disappeared, and 
sufficient time remains to mature and save the crop befo1~e the advent of 

-frost. Cod's heads green, ploughed into the land a fortnight or three 
weeks before the seed is so,ved, is ~n infallible aud excellent manure 
for tur11ips. 

The cultivation of Spring (or Summer) vetches requires only to be 
generally kno1vn to be universally adopted; so\ved 'vith a little oats as 
late as tl1e begin11ing of June, (but better if earlier) they will yield a 
val11able crop of green fodder just at that period of the year when the 
pasture is eaten lo'v and the after-grass has not matured. About fot1r 
bt1shels are stlfficient for an acre, mixed 'vith abot1t half a bushel of 
oats. · 

The Society has ordered an assortment of seeds of the best descrip ... 
tio11, to arriye-early in the spring, and they hope that the Legislature 
'vill enable them to. repeat and increase their orders. 
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1,,he Treasurer's account exhibits the manner· in which the funds pl~ced 
at the disposal of the Committee have been. disbursed .during the past 
year. The Society regret to say, that the more pressing claims · on its 
funds 'vould not pern1it them to appropriate so much as they desired for 
prizes for the best cultivated farms. 

Before closing this 1·eport, the Agricultural Society, for themselves and 
.tor all others engaged in the cultivation of the soil, beg respectfully to tend­
er their grateful a11d sincere thanl{s to His Excellency the Governor, for 
the patro11age and increasing co-operation with which flis Excellency has 
been pleased to honour the Society, and for all those personal exertions 
\vhich His Excellency has n1ade in furthera11ce of this object. The · 
Society beg to reiterate its tl1anks to the Legislature for the counten­
ance it has she\v11 to, and the confide11ce it has reposed in it, and, in con:. 
clt1sion, to say, that no exertio11s shall be spared, on the part of the So­
ciety, in promoting a11cl fostering the Agricultural resources of the 
Colony. .

At a late meeting of the Agricultural Society, James Clift, Esq .. , 
-brought under its consideration a cheap and effective mode of preparing 
pair1t~ the correctness of which he had himself proved, having tried it 
on his fence, which he had completely painted at the trifling cost of· 
about two shillirtgs for the whole extent of it; the fence being ninet)-­
six feet long and fiv'8 feet high. Information such as this, we· conceive 
to be of value, as it has been submitted to the test of successful experi­
.me11t, and we therefore have much pleasure in subjoining the follo\vi11g 
i·eceipt 'vith \vhich 've have been ki11dly ft1r11ished by Mr. Clift for pub­
lication· : 

·To make Paint.-Having been so frequently a1)plied to for the follo,v­
ing receipt, until it has becon1e troublesor11e to give copies of it, I r.e· 
q11est yot1 to publish it. 

To make Pairtt-\vithout white lead or oil : 

2 quarts skimmed milk, 
2 011nces fresh slacked lime, 
5 pounds whiti11g.

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Pt1t the lime into a stone vessel, pour upon it a s11fficient quantity of 
n1ilk to make a mixture resembling cream, the i·emainder of the milk 
is tl1e11 to be added; and lastly the whiting is then to be crumblecl, a11d 
spread 011 the surface of the fluid, in 'vhich it gradually sinks. ...L\.t this 
period it must be well stirred in or ground, as you would other paint, 
and it is fit for use. 1'here may be added any colo11ring matter that 
suits the fancy. , 

It is to be applied in the same manner as other lJaint, a11d in a fe'\V 
hol1rs it will become perfectly dry. ...!\.nether coat ma)1 then be added, 
and so on until the work is completed. This paint is of great tenacity, 
anti possesses a slight elasticity, "Thicl1 enables it to bear rubbing, even 
'vith a coarse wollen cloth, without bei11g in the least degree injured. It 
has little or no smell, even when wet, and 'vhen dry is perfectly i11odor­
ous. It is not subject to be blackened by s11rpht1rous or a11imal ' 1a1)orirs, · 
a11d is not injurious to health. All which qualities give it a decided ad­
vantage ove1· white lead. 

The quantity above mentioned is sufficient for co·vering 27 sqt1are 
) 1ards 'vith 011e coat. T'vo coats will suffice.-Anrtapolis Republicart.

directly interested in Agriculture, and others having tl1e welfare of their 
fellow Colo11ists at heart~ to form themselves into a Society, having for 
its object, the encouragement of Agric11lture in all its branches, viz :­
the cleari11g and cultivation of the Soil, the introduction of the best 
Seeds, the breeding of Sheep, a11d the improvement of the Dairy Stock, 
by introducing into the District a11imals of the most approved breeds. 

In furtheran.ee of this object, I e11close the pamphlet published by our 
Society i11 1853, a11d a copy of our Rules, vvl1ich, with a slight modifica­
tio1'l, might be adopted as the Constitution of your Society. 

In the eve11t of yo11r Assoc~ation being f·ormed and in operation the 
e11suing Spring, this Society will forward a s11pply of Seeds, to be either 
distributed gratuitously, or sold for the benefit of )70Ur Society, as you 
:Q.1a y see fit. 

The Society would specially dra\V :your attention to the advantages 
a.risi11g from exhibitions of ilgricultural Produce and Dairy Stoel(, helcl 
at sucl1 seaso11s, and at such places as '\lvo11ld enable purchasers to attend, 
for the pt1rpose of selecting proper Seed a11d well-bred Live Stoel{, 
thllS combini11g· the ExhibitiOil witl1 a Fair for tl1e sale of all kinds o·f ,_ 

~"'arm Produce, and affordir1g great advantages to both b11y~ers and 
sellers. 

l'he fact that in n1ost of the ])istricts, manurial matters, represent-
.. i11g i11 reality tl1ousands of bushels of Potatoes a11d ,.l,t1rnit)S, Barley and 

Oats, are yearly goi11g to waste ; that the acquisition of a few acres of 
la11d is, under tl1e present Act, \vithin the reach of even the poorest set­
tler, a11d further, that there are few, if any, of our J?ishermen, wl1011ave 
not tin1e, before a11d after the voyage, to clear a considerable portio11 of 
grot1nd a111111ally, are an1ple reaso11s for urgi11g the people gE11erally to 
t11rn their attention to the culture of the soil, arid reall)r lea,re them ,,·itl1-
out -a plea for the comparative neglect hitherto shown to this i11valuable 
branch of industry. 

A few )·ears of even moderate diligence would result in Farms of 
fi·re, ten, and twe11ty acres, affordi11g additional employment and s11b­
si 3te11ce, giving our people thoroug·h self-relia11ce, tending greatly to pl1t 
a stop to those dema11ds upo11 the Governn1ent, which of late years have 
so alarming·ly i11crea&ed. 

Th~ frequent rec11rr~11ce of distress consequent upon the failt1re of 
the F1sl1er1es, caJls seriously for a strong effort bei11g made t<J ai1gment 
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the resources of the Colony; and it appea1·s to the Newfoundland Agri­
ctiltural Society that no means are more likely to insure this res11lt, than 
having recourse to the culture of the soil. The Society, ther~fore, 
earnestly press the subject on your attention, in the fi1~m belief that 
Agl'iculture, as an auxiliary, is the most available way of securing to our 
hardy Fishermen comfort and independence.

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Between the top of Colliers Hill, and the brook that runs into Em­
berly' s gulley ( distanee about three-quarters of a mile) there were seve­
ral steep knaps that have been i·educed, thP. marshes on this part have 
been longered, sidPlong parts levelled, and a bridge of about. forty feet in 
length has been built over the same brook. From that brook, to ·the; 
head of English Cove road, (distance about one and a quarter miles,) 
the greater part has been 1011gered and prepared for gravel ; la1·ge 

, stones removed, sidelong places levelled, and three good bridges, from 
.six to fifteen feet in length, have been built. Between English Cove 
Road and the Horses' watering place,on the old road,and head of this ne\V 
section, and nearly opposite toot of Three Island Pond, (distant about one 
and a-half mile,) several knaps have been reduced,sidelong hills levelled, 
and ten feet in width of most parts of the road formed; two bridges have 
been built over Turk's Gut River, of about twenty and fifty feet respec­
tively, and ten good small stone bridges, and two or three other small 
ones of \Vood have been also built. -~lthough several parts of this line 
are now used by the public, there are yet some cliffs to be blasted a11d a 
few knaps to be lowered and hollows raised. The improvement of this 
line 'vill not be complete until it 'vill be opened at Cat's Cave Hill, 
through some private property, which cannot be done before a road 
grant will be given by the Legislature, to allow compensation to those 
at that place that may be e..ntitled to it. 

This line has opened several tracts of good agricultural land, and sev­
ral persons ai·e already marking parts of it, and taking large frontages, 
which prevent other.s getting any part of the good lands ; there were 
persons complaining to me of these large frontages. 

Having, in my travels in the discharge of my duty, observed many 
cases 'vhere persons have marked lots of land, by me1·ely marking a fe,v 
trees, p\acing a few stakes and a couple of rails at each a11gle, or put i11 

a petition for the same, and then think no more about it, perhaps for 
years, until some other persons would be about settling on, or applying 
for it, and then put in their claim, and would be satisfied if they could 
prevent the last applicant from getting a title of it, and keep it in that 
state, until it would suit their convenience to improve, or get a grant of 
it, which, in my opinion, retards the improvement of the country. 
Knowing this, I would respectfully submit the desirability of having 
those good tra~ts of land, particularly. those convenient to old settle­
ments,. laid ol1t in suitable lots, and let the first person have it, without 
setting it up to auction, who would settle on and improve the same ; and 
pay the Government the usual charge. 

On the local roads between the River-bead of Cat"s Cove and White 
Cliffs, (distance about 3! miles,) several cross-drains have been built, 
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large stones removed, several parts widened, and the greater part made 
fit for \vheel vehicles. This road was heretofore in very bad repair, as 
little had been do11e on it for several )7ears past. From ~iugford's Head 
to Bacon Cove, (distance about 2! miles,) the greater part of the road 
bas bee11 ope11ed, a11d abo11t one-half of it for1ned. This is a most ne­
cessary road for both Bacon Co,res, where there are a large number of 
inhabita11ts, who have no other '1Va)r of, going to the 'voods, or going to 
the n1ain i~oad. I vvould stro11g·ly recommend to have it made the wl1ole 
'vay. 'l"'he i·oad tl1rough CollieTs tovvards James Cove 11as been partly 
repaired, and several small bridges built, and others repaired, and parts 
ne,vly ope11ed. Parties there \vere so anxious for the road as to gi,re 
grot1nd for its t1se free of charge. This road too is a very necessary 
one~to enable tl1e people of Colliers and James Cove to get to the woods 
and the main road. 

' 

On the road to Turk's Gut there have been two bridges built, several 
drains, and the road partially repaired. There has been a road openeq 
from Englisl1 Cove to tl1e new line, b)1 Turk's Gut school house, 'vhich 
is not only useful for the children of English Cove, to go to th~t school, 
but very much shortens the distance to Brigus. 

On examining of Ship Harbor Road, I fot1nd seve1·al mil~s next to ~ 
the Goulds, 011 '\vhich heavy traffic has been i11 the spring and fall, when 
i·oads are ge11erally wet, 'vo1~l{ed into i~uts, and in bad i·epair, parts of 
lvhich 'vheel vehicles 'vould be to the axle in mud and "Tater. There 
are considerable improvements made on the road; the very bad places 
have beer1 made good, several lr11aps lo\·vered and as many hollows 
raised; there has bee11 a good large b1·idge, and about seventy small 
ones bt1ilt, ruts filled, and that part of the roaq 01i which the greater. 
traffic has been, is put in good repair. 

All the road work above mentioned has been per.formed bjr parties 
'vho receiv·ed seed potatoes in the spring, a11d also by the ablebodied 
poor, who had been employed during the fall b)r tl1e Government; and I 
consider the worl\: 4one is fully an equivelant for the amount of relief 
g.iven them. 

ROAD FROM COLINET TO PLACENTIA.

SeveTal bridges and bad parts of this road have been repaired, a large 
bridge of about thirty feet span has been re-covered,after adding several 
new beams to it. There is not much of this road at present in good re­
pair. The \vheel vehicles follo'v nearly the same track, 'V\1hich make 
dee.p ruts.. If it is :µot atte:µded to, it wili soon be 9.ifficnlt tp carry the 
.1\'Ia1l over it.

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There was a man named Croke living at the SOuth-east !\fountain, 
whose house was a great accommodation to travellers. He " 1as induced 
to go there to live in hopes of getti11g an annuity from the Legislature 
for keeping a house for the accommodation of travellers. He was af­
terwards partly employed 011 t11e roads, and \vhile living there 
ma11y travellers found great be11efi.t from the accomodatio11, though 1 

l1umble, 11e \Vas enabled to afford; but from the want of such e1nploy­
ment he has left it. I 1'1ould beg leave respectf11lly to suggest that 
great be11efit \Vould result to the public if an annt1al contract \Vere given 
him of some twelve miles on both sides of the J\tlo11ntain. tilt, 'vhich he 
'vould keep in good repair, a11d kee1J a house for travellers at the 
l\iountain, for the sum of sixty pounds a year. 11hat would be n1ore 
e.co11omical tha11 paying a perso11 for living there, and paying also for i·e­
pairing the road. 

The i~oad bet,~veen Holyrood and Salmo11ier is also getting out of good 
repair, particularly the four or five miles next to Hol) .. rood, on 'vhich, in 
'spring and fall, there is heavy traffic, bringing fire 'vood and other sticks 
fr~m the 'voods at that place. 

Observing that on the main roads, there is more traffic in \Vi11ter tl1an. 
i11 st1mmer, a11d that in winter, on several parts of these roads, for the 
'vant of sl1elter to catch the snow, the gravel is ofte11 bare, and difficult 
f~or "vinter vehicles to .travel over it. 'l,hat if yo11ng bushy trees 'vere 
planted in the fall, close to the road in those places alludecl to, the grav­
el \Vould be seldom bare of sno\v duriJ.1g that season, and many of the 
t~ees woulq grow, which would be a perma11ent benefit. I \Vo11ld there­
fore respectft1lly recommeµd that a small grant be given by the Legisla~ 
tive, to make the necessary shelter, 'vhich 'vould be a great benefit to 
those who support their families by bri11ging timber. to market d1iring 
that season, as well as to the ~ravelling public. 

It wo11ld be also desirable that Proclamatio11s were posted at several 
plaees along those roads, f·orbiddin,g all),. perso11s cutti11g do\vn trees 
within a certain distance, sav about 50 feet of tl1e centre of the roads, 

el 

and to instruct· the lVla.gistrates a11d Constables to use their endeavours 
to cause the Proclamations to be observed.

FOR THE YEAR 1862. 

S~R,~ . 

I beg leave to report upon the Streets and Dre.ins in Saint John's and 
neighbourhood, under my superintendance, during the year ending 31st 
December, 1862: 

DUCKWORl,H STREET. 

From the Court House to Apple-tree 'Vell, distance two hundred and 
twenty-nine perches, have been gravelled eighteen inches thicl~, and 
i~ounded in the centre. 

A retaining wall has been -built near McBride's hill, averaging eig~t 
feet high, five feet thick, and t\velve perches long, covered 'vith 
flags. This wall is a great improvement to that part of the street, and 
contrasts favorably with its former state, ,-vhen breaches '\ivould frequent-· 
ly occ11r, obstructing the passage of carts and carriages, owing to the 
frost getti11g out of the bank and other causes. As the ~tockades ar~ 
nearly rotten, and will, no doubt, be breal{ing down i11 tl1e spring, I 
'vo11ld recommend that this portion of the 'vall be finished as soon as 

.·possible, with a substantial railing the entire length. 

~he road and lane leading to the Old Chapel had been repaired, 
gravelled, and side drains paved, to the extent of fifty perches. 

GOWER STREET . 
. 

Ferty-five perches of this street, f1·om The-atre Hill to Dicks's Sqt1aTe1 

gravelled and round.ed in the centre. Seventy-six perehes from Prescott 
street to Queen's Bake-house, have been gravelled, and t'vent)r-five per­
ches paved. }..,ifteen perches from Queen's Bake-~ot1se to Ordnance 
Yard gate gravelled, and rounded in the centre, and side drains clearedu 
Co11sidera1'le improvement has been n1ade near the old Meeting-house, 
the hill lowered th1~ee feet, and side drains formed. 

BANNERMAN AND MILITARY ROADS~ 

~.,ifty perches of side drains paved. 
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GARRISON HILL. 

A new drain twelve perches long, has been made, covered 'vith 
flags, and boarded on the bottom; a new side wall built on the east side, 
'vhich is a great benefit, particularly in 'vinter time. 

A ne\v, substantial '1vall, has been built near the Court house, thir­
teen perches long, five feet high, and three feet thick, and covered with 
flags. 

Gregory's Lane has been gravelled, and the drain cleansed. 

PRESCOTT STREET . 

This street has been macadamised, gravelled, and rounded in the 
centre. Two cross drai11s made, covered '1Vith flags, and b·oarded at the 
bottom. 

BECIC'S COVE. • 

A large embankme11t has been n1ade, and the side paved. This part 
of tl1e road was very dangerous for carts and carriages, owing to the 
hill being too steep. Now, wheel .. vehicles pass up and do\tvn with per­
fect ease and safety. 

King's Road drain has been covered with flags from tl1e Queen's 
Beech to Mr. Ryland's gate, le11gth forty-five perches, a11d the side drains 
paved. ~ 

Fo11r perches of drain, covered with flags, and boarded at the bot­
tom, near Crossn1an's forge. 

Twelve percl1es of drain cleansed, and covered with flags, near 
McBride's hill. 

Thirty-t,vo perches of new road, twenty feet wide, four feet of filling, 
and a new retaining wall and fence have been made on road leading fro ill 
vVaterf ord Bridge to Lunatic .i\.sylum. 

POOR HOUSE .. 

A ne\v and st1bstantial~ picket fence has been constr11cted around the 
Poor House grounds, the ground cleared and cultivated, yieldinO' a 
splendid crop of potatoes. A stockade plank fence, with gates, ~on-
stxucted in front. of the building ; also, a retaining wall, six feet high,, 
a11d four feet th1cko. · 
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BRIDGES. 

A new bridge constructed in Outer Cove, forty feet span and sixt.een 
feet wide, with~ new railing. 

Four small bridges repaired. · 

Four new bridges built on Torbay road, tw0 of them sixteen feet span 
and twenty feet wide, with stone abutments.

A new bridge built on Bay Bulls road, with stone abutments, twenty

Two new bridges built on Petty Harbor road! 

Two b1·idges newly built on road leading from Got1lds to Petty Ha1·bor, 
seventy feet in length, with new abutments, and cut-water in centre, an<\ 
railed. A great portion of this i~oad, carried away by a flood ; ha;s 
been repaired, and a retaining wall built. 

Four new bridges built on Fresh Water i·oad, and two repaired. 

One new bridge on the old Portugal Cove road ; a retaining wall built 
to main bridge. 

Three bridges repaired on the Quidi Vidi road, and two bridges re~ 
paired leading to Nagle's hjll. 

Road to Torbay Beach repaired. A bridge built near Bulger's forge. 

Major's Path road, two bridges built~ 

A new cross drain made near Biooking & Co.'s, covered with flags, 
and boarded on the bottom. 

A new trunk ~drain ~ade from Fountain's and paved, iJl Codne:r's fire:

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Cu-stom House lane and drain repaived. 

A good deal of impro,rement has been made 011 the South Side road 
leading to South battery ; a substantial retaining wall built, and four 
new bridges constructed, with stone abutments, and railed .

In other localities a good deal of improvement has been effected in the 

way of repairs to roads, cross drains, bridges, &c., and for which I beg 
to refer }70U to the Report Book.

Made road through aforesaid 
road. 'l,his sewer required to be made through Pokeham Path to take 
off the surface water ; length of sewer made twenty nine perches.

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REPOR'f OF THE l\fEDIC_t\.L ATTENDANTS OF THE ST. JOHN'S 

HOSPITAL, FOR THE YEAR 1862. 

December, 31st. 

On the 1st of Januar)1
, 1862, there \Vere 57 patie11ts remaining in tl1e 

house, from the admissions of the former year, and 373 have been ad­
mitted since, making i11 all 430. 

By referring to the tabular report, it will be seen that 32 i>atie11ts 
\Vere admitted in a dying state, thus accounting for the state of mor­
tality. 

Dt1ring the past summer, the Hospital 11nderwent considerable repairs 
and improvements. Rooms 11ave bee11 fitted up in the basement storJT, 
as sleeping apartments for the servants, \vhich gives us an accessio11 of 
two wards, pre·viously occ11pied by them for that purpose. 

'• 

l 

The surgery has been transferred from the front of the hl1ilding to 
the i·ear, and has been co11veniently fitted up. Tl1e former surgery 11as 
been converted into a bed-room for tl1e keeper, 'vl10 has also a sitting 
room adjoini11g. 

The interior of the building \Vas thoroughly cleaned, the ceilings 
'vasl1ed with \vhiting, the \vaJls with lime, the wood "rork painted \Vhite, 
the bedsteads a11d commodes painted dark green; a11d these, as also the 
doors of every ward and room, nu1nbered; and a shelf has been placed at 
the bed head of every patient, for the convenience of holdi11g medi-
ci11e, ·&c. . 

A store-room for cJothing a11d bedding has been fitted up in first floor 
of 11ew 'ving, the f·ormer store-room being converted into a bedroom for 
the matron and sub-matron. 

"" 
The light and cheerful aspect of the '\Vards cannot fail to exercise a 

sanitary influence upon the patip,nts. 

The ventilation of the different wards of the new wing has materially 
contributed to purify the atmosphere of the place, and we. would rP,s­
pectft1lly suggest that a similar improvement be introduced i11to the 
'vards of the old Hospital. 
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We would recommend the enlargement of the door of the accident 
ward, as it is at present not sufficiently roomy to admit cases, without 
considerable suffering to the patients. 

• 

The new attic has been finished and partitioned, and will afford room 
for fourtee11 beds, which have not yet been provided. 'Ve would recom­
mend bedsteads with sacking bottoms to be procured, instead of iro11, 
1vhich are painful for the sick to lay upon, and compel us sometimes to 
provide two matrasses where one ought to do. 

'\/Ve would again urge upon your attention the propriety of converting 
the old attic into tvvo large wards, which might be used for convalescent 
patients, or otherwise. This would give us room for about forty addi­
tional beds; and which doubtless would be required, in the event of our· 
being visited by an epidemic, a11d it would be well to be prepared for 
s11ch a conti11gency. 

The most of the \vindows in the old Building are ·so worn as not to 
admit of repair-new ones, therefore, are indispensable. 

With a view to the improvement of the appearance of the outside of 
the building, and also for its preservation, we 'vould advise having the 
roof coated with tar and black varnish, and the walls painted white. 

The 'vater closet 011 the basement story, for the use of the household, 
still remai11s unfinished, which is a great inconvenience~ · 

The leakages in different parts of the roof of the Hospital, have ~one 
n1ore or less dan1age to portions of the ceilings and walls. 

''re would remind the I-Ionorable Board that the Hospital is still bad­
ly off for the 'vant of the Surgical instrume11ts a~d other appliances re­
quested in last year's Report. 

A capital idea hs"s recently been carried out in several of the British 
Hospitals, 'vhich we recommend as highly worthy of imitation-it is the 
decoratio11 of the sick \vards with pictures and engravi11gs. The st1ffer­
ing patient is almost compelled to i·est his thoughts sadly upon his own 
u11happy case, or if he gazes around, he sees bare walls or fellow pa-' 
tients sufferi11g like hin1self. Hovv pleasant a11d salutary to have his 
thoughts diverted by the i1111un1erable suggestio11s '\vhich art can convey. 

The introduction of illust~ated book~ and newspapers, would hav~ ~ 
like berieficial effect. 
' ' . 
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It \vould be desirable that a vegetable and meat house be erected 
ot1tside the Hospital. We before applied for a meat conservatory, ai? 
considerable ,,,aste arose from the difficulty of keeping it untainted in 
'varm weather. 

The great stench arisi11g from the decomposition of vegetables, kept, 
as we are novv obliged to keep them, in the cellar, immediately adjoining 
the Surgeon's room, and the sleeping apartments of the matron and 
servants, is neither 'vholesome nor agreeable. 

As 've are about to have water introduced into the Hospital, by the 
Water Company, a good opportunity will present itself of establishing 
.a suit of baths, 'v hich bas hitherto bee11 a great want. 

vV e '\:vould recommend the procurin.g of a few suits of clothing, for 
the temporary use of some of the male and female patients, 'vho are 
brought into the Hospital with their o'\iv11 garn1ents very dirty, and fre­
quently cove;red with vermin, and before their clothes can be got ready, 
which takes sometime to be cleaned and pl1rified, the patie11t is frequent­
ly convalescent, and would be benefited by exercise about the wards or 
grot1nds. 1~he accommodation of the Hospital clothes, during this time, 
'vould facilitate the recovery of the patients, ~nd conseque11tly expedite 
their· discharge. , 

The kitchen garden, which, for the first time, came into use duringthe 
past year, was found a great accommodation, and yielded salads and 
other vegetables sufficient for the season, and cabbage up to the present 
date, a11d if we had a proper vegetable house, the crop would have 
served to the spring. · 

'Vith i~egard to our future supply of potatoes, turnips, onions, carrots, 
parsnips, &c., we would recommend the renting of a piece of ground 
near the Hospital, which might be cultivated by the Hospital convales­
cents and the able-bodied inmates of the Poor House. A Sl1fficient 
quantity could thus be cheaply obtai11ed, a11d "rould be likely to give 
more satisfaction, by being of a better quality tl1an what we are no\v 
obliged to procure. · 

The board fence in Hospital Lane requires repairs, Sl1ch as shoring, 
&c. l'he fence to the east, requires to be made somewhat higher, to 
prevent the iutrusio11 of goats, dogs, &c. 

It \Vould be very ~sirable that a strong spring latch should be at­
ta~hed to tl1e front gate, so as ... to make it self closing, as visitors to the 

.. 

• 
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Hospital are in the habit of carelessly leaving it open, tl1us giving in­
gress to goats, pigs, &c., which are so apt to destroy the trees that are 
such a decided ornament to the grounds. An inner wire fence would be 
an additional protection. 

We would remind the Board of Ollr application for one or two gas 
lamps, \Vhich 've think the Hospital, as a public institutio11, is entitled to .. 

The sewer, which has been made at the north side of the house, an­
s,ve1~s its purpose satisfactorily. 

Several improvements of minor importance have also been made, 
which it is not necessary to particularize, In effecting any in1prove­
n1e11t or alteration, which we deemed necessary for the comfort of the 
patient or the general interests of the institution, we have been prompt­
ly and energeticaly assisted by the Chairman of your honorable Board, 
Jolin H. 'Varren, Esq., and also by_the honorable P. Kough, Superin., 
tendant of Public Buildings.

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REPORT OF THE PHYSICIAN SUPERINTENDE'NT OF 1'I-IE 

HOSPI1"'AL FOR THE INSANE. 

December 31st, 1862. 

During the past twelvemonths, 153 patients have been t1nder treat­
ment in tl1is Institution ; 49 patients were admitted, 42 dismissed, and 8 
have died ; leaving 103 reside11t at the close of the year, or 011e less 
than in 1861. The number remaining 'vould probably have exceeded 
that of last year, b11t that the want of accommodation obliged the autho-
1~ities to refl1se admission in son1e instances. The proportion of recove­
ries to admissions in 1862 is very large, exceeding that i11 the preceding 
year, but I doubt if it will be possible to maintain this high rate whilst 
the number of permanent residents is allo,ved to i11crease annually be­
yond the legitimate capacity of the hospital : thus, 011 the _3 lst Decem­
ber, 1859, tl1ere vvere remaini11g 85 patie11ts ; at the same date, in 1860, 
96 remained; in 1861 there were 104, and in 1862 but one lPss, ·viz. : 
103 remained. To enlarge the Instit11tion then has become urge11tly ne­
cessary, especially i11 the female department, for the separation of the 
agitated class of patients, a11d b11t little less so on the male side of the 
establishment, from its over crowded state. The gist of the whole mat­
ter is, the absence i11 the Hospital, as it i1o'v is, of fitting accommodatio11 
for ac11te cases as they arise,to give them a fair chance of early recovery, 
and of sufficie11t space for the healthy care of more permane11t inmates, 
under certain admitted sanitary co11~itions. 

Much is needed, both within and 'vithout the I11stitution, to increase 
its efficie11cy ; but unfortunately, as this excellent charity is wholly de­
pendent upon the pt1blic f11nds of the Colony, (for the sma!l amot111t hi­
therto received from pa)·ing patients need scarcely be considered,) their 
depressed condition renders it, I presume, almost hopeless to expect any­
thing bei11g done beyond matters of in1perious i1ecessity, at the present 
moment. Deeply indeed is it to be regretted that obstacles should have 
been thro\vn in the "\vay of the noble hearted Miss Dix, 'vhen the bene­
volence \vl1ich 'vas ready to be poured out in behalf of the Newfound­
land Hospital for the I11sane, at her energetic instances, in London and 
Liverpool~ -vvas frozen instantly by a fe,v cold dissentient and ill-weighed 
'\vords fron1 those whose N ewfnundland experience might have taug·ht 
them better. I fear indeed, t1nless a distinct fund be raised for the sup­
port and enlargen1ent of this Institutio11, it can never expect to flot1rish 
as it might and 011ght, and bear compariso11 'vith tl1e more favoured 
Hospitals for the I11sane of oth r la11ds. 

• 
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In additio11 to our requirements for poor patients, the1·e are others of 
a more limitecl kind, none the less prominent, such as provision for the 
proper· i·eceptio11 a11d accommodation of patients of higher classes, wil­
ling, jn the l1ol1r of their misfort11ne and affliction, to pay any reasonable 
sum for such a boon. This is so well t111derstood, and at times so pain­
fully felt, that I would suggest the propriety of an appeal being made 

· to the wealthy, i11 behalf of the object in q11estion; £1000 pounds 
'vould go far towards its attainment. And as the public p11rse cannot 
be dra\v11 upon, private means might \vell be devoted to such an object. 
I need scarcely add, that in other countries, not only additions to 
11ospitals have been made by benevolent i11divid11als, but whole institu­
tions have been erected and maintained most liberally, by private sub­
scri1)tions. It is not 'vell that Newfoundland should remain so far be­
h i11cl in that peculiar patl1 of cl1arity. With regard to the appeal which 
I have tal<en the liberty of suggesting, I '\tvould remark that it touches 
society nearly to provide for the i11dependent classes, who, when suffer­
ing i11 their fan1ilies, from mental diseases, are placed in the dilemma of 
either subn1itting to almost hopeless anguish at home, or of accepting 
the straitened a11d some,vhat 11umiliating adva11tages presented by a pau­
per asylum. 

'The amot1nt of en1ployment for patients duTing the past yea1· has not 
been very great, in the absence of any farming pt1rsuits 01· cattle to at­
tend upon. The u11reclaimed land, ho,vever, attached to the Hospital, 
sn1all as it is in extent, has been partially grubbed, and will soon be 
completed. The potato crop failed wholly, in conseque11ce of the early 
sun1mer frosts. ~,.\_ good supply of manure has been laid up for f11ture 
1se ; all trees, not required for ornament or .protection, have bee11 cut 
dovvn ; a portion of the ground in front of the I11stit11tion has been lev­
elled a11d laid dow11 in grass, a11d a substantial picket fence put up on 
the \vestern boundary. Two bridges 11ave also been built as well as de­
signed by patients. 

1 11 the female clepartn1ent much se'\tving work has been done, ai1d a, 
considerable eco11omy been effected by the direct purchase of materials 
f~or clotl1i11g and bedding by the Chairman of the Board of W oi-ks, and 
the perma11ent emploJ1me11t of a seamstress, 'vho has }{ept the female 
patients usef11ll)r emplo)·ed in making n1ale and female clothi11g of eve1·y 
ki11d, excepting sl1oes and me11's caps. The goods thus purchased 'vere 
s11perior i11 quality to any we have before received, and therefore more 
d11rable, and, I am inforrr1ed, at prices of a very moderate rate indeed. 

In the month of May last, the Asylum Barn and Stables, with their 
contents, including son1e live stock, \Vere unhappily destroyed by fire, the 
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consequent loss in public property, and that belonging to the l\fedical 
St1perintendent, amounting to at least £500. For a time, during the 
fire, tl1e cottage and woode11 erections, contiguous to the patients' wards 
at the western end, were in much da11ger, but Provide11tially the exer­
tions used to extinguish the fire, as it communicated by the means of a 
high wind to the various inflammable structures, were c1·owned 'vith sue~ 
cess. A lesson was however thus learned, wl1ich ought i1ot to be in 
vain, of the dangerous impropriety of erecting wooden buildings of any 
kind whatsoever, in con11ection with, or close vicinitJr of a hospital, full 
of the insane. The calamity '\V hich migl1t have ensued, makes one 
shudder. No clt1e has been obtained to the orig·in of the fire, and it ap· 
pears but too probable that it was the wo1·k of an incendiary. A very 
small but convenient bar11 '\vith stable, has been since erected, but not of 
stone, as was so desirable, I believe from the difference of expense to 
the Colony, in its present depressed co11dition. 

. In accordance 'vith the suggestions of the Medical S11perintenclent: 
the Inspector of Public Building·s submitted, in his report of last year, an 
estimate includi11g some most necessary items ; .sucl1 as the inclosure for 
female patients ; repairs in the retired male ''ring, and in the female 
wing; boiler-house and coal house, &c. It has not yet been fou11d co11-
'renient to attend to these n1atters coatained in the requisitio11 of the In­
spector; and, therefore, I have again to submit them for consideratio .. 1. 

rts well as some additional requirements, for which I beg to refer / to the 
Jnspector's estimate for 1862. 

During my absence on leave, in 1861, the steam-boiler requi1·ed repai1·, 
'vhich 'vas very i11e:fficiently done, and subsequent attempts ha not 
succeeded in rendering it tight and safe. 'l,he steam required for heat­
ing the buildings being of high pressure, averaging from 30 to 45 lbs. 
011 the inch, I di - not co11sider the boiler, as repaired, safe to 11se ; 

neither were the Engineers \Vill1ng to undergo the risk of using it. Un­
der these circumstances, a new boiler has bee11 ordered from IJi"1erpool, 
upo11 my representation. l\iuch discomfort, from i11sufficient heating, 
bad ventilation, and t11e want of an ample hot and cold 'vater supply to 
the various wards, has been experie11ced from the temporary loss of the 
steam boiler ; and in case of a fire b1~eaking out, the whole apparatus 
of steam-pump and fire-hose, would have been useless, from the same 
ca1lse.

I have always advocated the employment of the Insane in farm and 
garden pursuits, both as a mode of ct1rative treatment of great value, and 
as a means of assisting in the support of the Institution. At one time I 
.Yas corresponding witl1 a gentleman in Scotland, with a vie'1v to the er1 

• 
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1gagement of a skilled gardener, to employ the patients in remunerative 
r.tbor; as, i11 my opinion, mucl1 migl1t be thus do11e, provided we had 
~he necessary knowledge and practical skill. :My plan, however, was 
frustrated at the time, but should it be adopted at any futui·e day, I feel 
convinced that it would pay 'vell, not only in supplying the Institution 
Witl1 plenty of garde11 produce, but in supplying the St. John's market 
"\iVith it. I 11ave known an institt1tio11 creclited "livith £60 of a season for 

• 

grapes alo11e ;-b11t where choice vegetables are so readily sold at high 
prices as in St. John's, these, gro'\ivn on a large scale, 'vo11ld become a 
source of very co11side1~able i)rofit. I have applied for addi­
tio11al land to occt1py the patients, from time to ti1ne, also, in 
Agricultural lab.or, \vhich '\VOt1ld become i·en1t1nerative, and 011 this 
head I will q11ote son1e observati~11s, in support of my vie,vs, 
from a worlr j11st published in Fran~e by D1·. Billod, on the means of 
wholly, or partially defrayi11g the cost of maintenance of t11e g1·eatly in­
creasing number of chargeable lu11atics-because of (1st)~ the enormous 
tax it involves, and (2nd,) the over-cro'\vding of Asylums. Tl1e Doctor's 
remedy is as f ollo,vs :-1"hat from the profits of agricultural operations, 
in 'vhich the cost of n1anual labor and manure is reduced to a minimum, 
every Lunatic Asylum may exonerate the Department which has estab­
lished it from the expe11se of its pat1per lunatics, provided that such a. 
s11ffi.cient exte ... 1t of land be allotted to it, as may, by its cultivation, pro­
duce a reve11ue eq11ivalent to the expenditure inct1rred in their behalf. 
Similar opi11ions are held, more or less, by all Physicians in charge of 
Asylums, a11d are practically carried 011t i11 111ot a few I11stit11tio11s. In 
this co11ntry, no such results can be expected from farming of land, as 
p0ssibly may, on the fertile soil of France. Mt1cl1, ho\vever, may be 
done to\vards obtai11ing profitable i .. esults from the en1ployment of the 
insa11e in tl1is manner, llnder skillecl ma11agement; a11d I am quite of 
opinion th~t a co11side1~able profit 'vould accrue to the Asylum, if both 
a farm and garde11 \v,.ere ind11striot1sly cultivated by the patients, who, 
moreover, are especially pleased to be thus employed. . 

I alluded in my last year's Report to the adva11tage and econom)? that 
lvould ensue from tl1e baking of bread i11 the .l\sylt1n1 bake-hot1se, instead 
of pt1rchasi11g it i11 St. John's, 'vitl1 a carriage of 31 miles. I hav~e also 
adverted to the loss upon purchased milk. Let the possible economy in 
these two matters be added to that equally feasible, in farming and gar­
de11ing, and, I am st1re, tl1at t111cler an improved system, not less tl1an 
£500 per annum would be saved to. the Government. · 

Religious ser··vices have been held in the wards, during the year, as 
ust1al, by the Rev. l\!f r. Pearson, a.i1d the Rev .. ~,atl1er Walsh ; but nothing 
has been y·et do11e, I am sorry to say~, to,vards the erectio11 of a Chapelo 
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I am unable to acknowledge the receipt of any contributions of books, 
newspapers, or amusing games, for the patients ; but I thinlr this may 
be owing to my report of last year, contai11ing an appeal for such things, 
not having been printed separately from the Journals of the House of 
_i\.ssembly. I trust the appeal will yet be responded to. 

I have again to thank the Chairman of the Board of Works for the 
Sllpport I have received from him, in my capacity of Superintendent; 
and for the t1nflagging interest which he has manifested in the cause of 
the i11sane. In humble dependence upon the protecti11g care of that 
Providence to which we owe the past, and tr11st for our future prosperi­
ty, I look forward l1opefully to such an improved state of the countr)r, 
under more successful fisheries than have been vouchsafed to us in these 
later years, as may permit the carrying out of the numerous additions and 
improvements, confessedly necessary in the Asylum, and so frequently 
postpo11ed from want of mea11s.

REPDRT OF INSPECTOR OF LIGHT HOUSES. 

LIGHT HousE DEPARTMENT, ~ 
3 lst December, 1862. 5 

For the information of His Excellency the Governor, the Inspector of 
l..iight Houses has the honor to submit his Annual Report on the several 
Light Houses in the Colony, with an estimate of the expe11se consequent 
on their maintenance for the year 1863, together 'vith such· remarks as 
are 'vi thin the scope of his duty~ 

Fort Amherst Light House may be regarded as being in a satisfactory 
condition, the only outlay, in addition to the usual expense of its main­
tenance the ensuing year, will be about£ l 0, in re-pointing the Keeper's 
dw"elling, painting, and some trifling repairs to the fence. 

HARBOR GRACE ISLAND. 

The Parapet of the Tower has been relaid with 8tl1 sheet lead, the 
chimney, from the roof up, rebuilt, foundation of the l1ouse rough casted, 
and some additional accommodation provided for the Assistant ICeeper. 
The completion of this work, together with the expense of en1ployi11g 
a second Assistant Keeper, during the abse11ce of the permanent Assist­
a11t, on duty at Cape St. Mary's Light. House, as '\tvell as the em­
ployi11g of a person as Keeper, (pro. tem.) in consequence of the unfor­
tt1nate loss of the l{eeper by falling through the ice, 'vill accot1nt for tl1e 
expense of this establishment having, for the year 1862, exceeded that 
of former years. 

A small Store at the landi11g place is much needed. 11he I(eepers 
are willing to perform the work grat11itously, on being provided '"ith 
materials; the cost will not exceed £15, as provided for in the general 
estimate. 

CAPE SPEAR, 

Some repairs to the road leading from the landing place to the Light 
House, to the amount of £5, will be i·equired, this, with a similar s11m 
to remedy some defect in the roof of the dwelling, are the 011ly items 
of expense i11 addition to tl1e usual annual requirements. . 

Nothing definite has been determined l1pon '\vith Ieference to the 
establishing of a fog signal at this station. 
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HARBOR GRACE BEACON. 

The da11ger of its foundation being undermined by the washing away 
of the beach in strong easterly winds, has more tha11 once been brought 
under the notice of the Board of \Vorks, and as no remedy has been 
appliPd, I 'vould 11ere beg leave to an11ex my commu11ication to the 
Board, in June last, on the subject. 

On a rece11t visit to Harbor Grace Beacon, I found the beach to have 
co11siderably decreased since my previous visit, and it would seem to 
a1Jpear evident, that in the absence of the necessary precaution to arrest 
the encroachment of the sea, the foundation will eventually be so under­
minded that the destruction of the building must follow. 

There are t'"~o methods of remedying the evil, which I would submit 
for the consideratio11 of the Board, neither of which would be attended 
'vith anything like a serious expense. 

f 

011e plan '\VOt1ld be, by driving about 100 posts, of eight feet long, 
doi,vn into the beach to abot1t half their length, by '1vhich means the 
beach 'vould be fou11d rapidly to i11crease, and permanently to resist the 
actio11 of the sea ; and I may here observe that it is an established fact, 
that to the adopting of this method, many years ago, more than 011e-half 
of the point of beach at Harbor Grace o'ves its origin. 

The other method '\\1ould be by the placing of an old vessel on the point 
at high water, and filling her 'vitl1 ballast, and secured from listing by 
a fe,v shores at the outside. 1\f r. Makinson, bJ' providing the vessel 
free of expe11se, would reqt1ire the privilege of using the vessel as a 
la11di11g place for the steamer Ellen Gisborrie. 

BACCAI"'IEU, GREEN ISLAND, AND CAPE BONA V~STA 
..,. 

LIGHT HOUSES. 

For the facility afforded me in visiting the above three establishments, 
I am i11debted to Captain Orlebar, R. N., Admiralty Surveyor,for his hav~­
ing obligingly provided me with a passage ii1 the steamer Margaretha 
Stevertsort. ~1Iy stay at Baccalieu 'vas about nine hours, and at each of 
the latter, two days. I was under a further obligation to Captain Orle.­
bar, by his la11ding me at New Perlican. 

At Baccalieu and Green Island, the requirements are only such as. 
noted in the an11exed estin1ate.

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~~ At Bonavista Light House a cellar is required, the cost of which will 
, not exceed £25. 

!11 July, visited Cape Race and Cape Pine, both establishments are in 
a satisfactory conditio11. 

OFF~R 'V ADHAM. 

'l"'he Ellert Gisbo1·1ie having been engaged to take the Co11rt on the 
N.orthern Circuit, I 'vas provided \tvith a passage, with the intention of 
la11ding on the W adham Island., but our passing the Island at midnight, 
and a heavy sea on .. rendered it impracticable. I P.roceeded to Twillin­
gate, and 011 our i--etur11 to Fogo, the steamer 'vas placed at my service 
-o visit the Wadhams Light House, 12th Se·ptember: we 'vere favoured 
by fine weather, retu1~ni11g to Fogo the same evening. The establish­
ment at the W adhan1s ,,~as found in a creditable condition ; and as son1e 
of the bt1r11ers required to be 1~enev·ved, a competent person, who had 
accompa11ied me from St. J oh11's, 'vas left to do the needful . 

. 
The before mentioned Light House establishments, together with 

Cape St. Mary's and -- odding Head, are all in an efficient state of i--e­
pair ~they have all 1·eceived tl1eir due share of atte11tio11, and are supplied 
;vitl1 every necessa~ry to meet their i~equirements, until the latter part of 

lVIay i1ext. 

Tl1e Ligl1t House Department, formi11g, as it does ai1 in1portant branch 
of the public service, and involving a11 a11nt1al expense of £3, 700" it 
Vi'Ould be but fair, that it should, i11 common with the other public i11sti­
t11tions, have the benefit of many of its necessaries being supplied by 
tender. 

The oil for the past year, i11 co11sequence of the partial seal fishery, 
\Vas laid in at a price much above 'vhat was expected, and making a dr1e 
allo,vance for t11is contingency, it will be seen that the total expense of 
the Light Hot1ses for 1862 has exceed .. ed my estimate, £33 only. 

Pern1it me here to renew the -asst1ra11ce that my zeal and ability, 011 all 
occasions, sl1all be devoted to the discharge of the trust reposed i11 n1e.

BOARD OF WORKS DEPARTMENT, 

St. John's, Newfoundland, 
November 1st, 1862. 

I11 complia11ce with your instructions of the 5th of September, I forth· 
'vith proceeded, in the Circuit steamer under charge of the Hon. Judge 
Robinson, to Twillingate and Fogo; in the former place to make a sur­
vey of a portion of Back Harbor, with ref ere11ce to the construction of 
a Break,vater, and in the latter to take levels and survey of the neck 
between Seal Cove and the Harbor, so as to enable me to report upon 
the probable expense of openi11g a navigable communicatio11 between 
the t'vo places by means of a Canal or Channel; which report I beg 
l"espectfully to submit for your appro,ral. With 1~egard to the Break­
'vate1~ at the former place, I beg to state that it is quite feasible, a11cl 
n1ay be done at a comparatively small expense, according to the accom­
panJ·ing plan, by means of heavy ballasted wha·rves fixed or ra11ged along, 
at a certain distance apart, upon a small Isla11d, 'vhich is situated about 
midway between the main beach and the entrance to the Harbor. A 
portion of this small Isla11d is bare at high 'vater, and conseq.uently a 
larger portion becomes exposed at lo'v 'vater, (in length about six 
chains, and in breadth about three chains,) as shov\rn by the dra,vings, 
'vhicl1 'in both cases renders the n1ooring of crafts dangero11s, from tl1e 
fact of the Isla11d not being s11fficiently large to bxeak the sea when ac­
ted on by the i1orth-west 'vi11d, which blo,vs directly i11to the harbor. I, 
theref·ore,_ suggest that a number of these 'vharves be i·a11ged along as 
s own on the plan, of sucl1 a height as to be exposed, as mucl1 as possi­
ble, at the higl1est tide, across this Island, reaching, as near as possible, 
to a dangerous shoal \vhich is b11t a sl1ort dista11ce to the north, 
( a,bout four chains,) there would be a diffi.ct1lty in reaching tl1is shoal 
altogethex, in conseqt1ence of the water being so deep between. I 
received a fe,v lines from 1\1r. Peyton, the Magistrate, with refere11ce to 
t·11is Breakwater ; and from 'vl1om,as 'vell as his son, I receiv~d much a.s­
sistance during the survey, he seems to take immense i11terest in the 
matter, a11d he, as well as others, is a11xious it should be completed. I 
here,vith attach his note-he says '' that a great portion of the expe11cli0 

ture, after tl1e materials in lumbe1~, &c. are collected, ca11 be directed to­
\iiVards the e1nployment of labourers, '\vho, I have every reason to fear 
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1vill require assistance from some source during the approaching winter.:1 

If the timber and ballast were collected in the winter, the work might be 
commenced in the spring of 1863, and the whole accomplished for about 
£350 sterling. I now beg leave to refer to the canal at Fogo. The 
dista11ce bet,veen the Harbor and Seal ·Cove is about 180 feet at low 
water, the channel should be at least 20 feet. wide and sunk under low-
1vater mark, at least 4 feet, consequently about 150,000 cubic feet of 
hard rock wo11ld have to be cut Ollt, which would inct1r an imme11se ex­
pe11se, not so much as to the cutting or quarrying, but this channel 
would cross the main i~oad between the east and west side of the harbor, 
thereby involving the necessity of constructing a draw or other moveable 
.bridge, so as to i11sure a foot passage at all times. As near as I can go 
to the cost of such an undertaking, would be about £12 or £13,000 to 
accomplish it. Should the Governme11t wish to, at a11y time, have a 
plan of this canal, I will supply them with it, bl1t I think it useless at 
IJresent, the sum required for such a work being so very large.

LUNATIC .L~SYLUM. 

1~his b11ildi11g at present is essentially in good condition, and if no i1e'v 
reqt1irements \Vere macle, 'voulcl invol,1'e very little expe11se beyond the 
orclinary repairs i11cide11tal to such an Instit11tion. 

The esti1nate made a11d submittetl on a former occasion of t11e ex­
pense of additional works, scarcely any of which have been carried out, 
amounted to t11e sum of £87.8. . 

The ~{edical Sl1perintendent has lately· fur11ished a req11isition for the 
items he considers necessal')7 for the COP.J.pletion of t _e Asylt1n1, 11Um­

bered 1 to 13 incltlsive, ''Thich, together with the expe11se i11curred dur­
ing the last year, would involve an outlay of several thousand pounds. 
'l_,l1is requisition has been i1nder the co11sideratio11 of the Chairma11 of 
tl1e Boar~ of 'Vorl{s, and l1e 11as deemed it quite i11expedient, in the pre­
se11t conditio11 of the Colony, to approve of such an e1{pe11diture ; 
a11d can only agree to such an expense bei1_g i11curred as may be abso­
lutely necessary, and which, he thinks, may be limited to the items 1, 
2, 7 a11cl 12, 'vl1icli are estir.aated not to exceed tl1ree h11ndred poundso 

A substantial wood building has been erected last autt1m11, on the site 
of the ouilding recently destro3:cd by fire, vvhicl1 may serve hereafter for 
a coal-hot1se, having a spacio11s loft for l1ay or fodder. 

THE .L-\.SYLUM FOR TI-IE POOR. 

This btrilding was inspected a fevv days since, ai1d fou11d i11 every re .. 
spect in good condition, and fully equal to its requirements. 

Tl1e keeper states that the 011ly n1atters now '1vanti11g are a coal-l1ouse, 
a11d an iro11 or wood ft1nnel to carr)1 off the steam from the boiler in the 
,-rash house. Th~se items, if approved, 1nay cost from £25 to £30-
inciden·~ Jl repairs ina.y amot111t to £5-£35. 
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SAINT JOHN'S HOSPITAL. 

The Hospital has, during the last season, received considerable im­
provements, and more extensive accommodation has been provided. It 
is now in much better condition than at a11y time heretofore, and will re­
quire but small outlay for several years. .Due attention has been given 
by the Board of Works to the i·equirements of the Medical Attendants, 
and in their a11nual report they have given the fullest expression of their 
approbation on the arrangement and condition of the whole of the in­
terior of the building so far as it extends. 

Several dema11ds are, however, made by the Medical Attendants, with 
a view of meeting contingent wants, as '\ivell as some existing, which, if 
approved, would doubtless greatly contribute to the convenience and 
completion of· the Institution. Those most needed, are a meat-ho11se or 
larder, a coal-house, 'v~th vegetable house or cellar underneath. 

To fit up baths through the building, having proper stop cocks, ser­
vice and waste pipes, &c., together with the water closet, would be 
found expe11sive, exceeding the sum of £200, whilst if one of the rooms ' 
in the basement could be appropriated to this service, it '\ivould be suffi­
ciently large to contain two baths, and may i1ot cost over £25.

'l'he Court House has had considerable repairs on the roof and in the

This building is generally in good conditio11, and requires very little 
repairs, except the chimneys ; their conditio11 has been reported on 
several times, and estimates of ex1Jense st1bmitted. These chimneJ7S 

'vere built from the fou11dations to the height of the ceilir1g of the long 
room, and to that level they a.ppear to be fairly co11str11cted. There are 
four in number, and no tvvo of then1 in one plane; those i11 either end 
of the building are ma.de to incline obliqt1ely, a11d meet each other t1nder 
the roof. The unsliilful manner in '\vhich this has been contrived, and 
the instrfficiency of the su1~port relied on, "vhich has alrea~y grea,tl)i sub­
sided, leaves tl1e upper shafts uns11pported ancl unsafe, a11d renders it 
necessary to take then1 dow11 to the spri11ging of the arcl1es, aii.d rebuild 
them, each shaft sta11di11g 011 its ow11 basis.

The whole of interior and the roof of this building are in fair con­
dition ; the exterior walls on the north front and both ends, require bt1t 
small repairs, whilst the wall of the centre section, on the south front, 
is in a very bad condition. It \vas badly built at first, with the view of 
shovving a fair face on the stones, they being set in 'vork without any 
i·eference to their natural bed, many of them about two square feet of 
st1rface, and not more than two or three inches in thickness, at t11eir base ; 
they have, in many places, separated from the body of the work, and 
have been forced out, to a considerable extent, so much so, that it has 
no'\v become absolutely necessary to have a great portion of it taken 
down and rebuilt, care being taken that the new work be securely clamp­
ed and bound with iron passing through, and clinched on the inside, and 
to have all set flush in the best Portland cement.

The Govei~or laid before the Council a letter from the Cot1nt de la 
Ronciere, Commanda11t of the Islands of St. Pierre and Miquelon, stat­
ing that the Government of France 'vere desirous to construct a Tele­
graph Line from St. Pierre, to connect with the line from St. John's to 
North America; but, before entering into a i1egotiation \vith the Tele­
graphic Company of St. John's, the Cou11t was desirous to ascertain the 
sentiments of the Governor on the subject, and if he would use his in­
fluence~ to facilitate the execution of a project which would be a fresh 
tie bet,veen the two nations, and would give a new impulse to thei1~ mu­
tual interests. 

The Governor replied to the Count de la Ronciere, that he 'vould at 
all times be glad to use the little inflt1ence which he possesses to facili­
tate any 11ndertaking which might promote the mutual interests of Eng­
land and France, by a more freque11t and easy communication bet\veen 
the Islands of St. Pierre and Miquelon, and St. John's, Newfoundla11d. 

The Governor may safely give the same assu1·ance on the part of the~

· I am very sensible of the honor which the Legislative Cou11cil ~and 
Assembly have done, me in wishing me to f11rnish a decision of the 
question on which they have been unable to agree. 

I do not feel that it would become me to t1ndertake the office of an 
act11al arbitrator bet,,·een t'vo Branches of the Legislatu1·e ; bt1t, since 
they have desired to k11ow my sentiments, I have inquired into the prac­
tice in the pri11cipal neighbouring Provinces, a11d I find that i11 Canada, 
in N o·va Scotia, and in New Brunswick, the members of the LegislatiYe 
Council receive precisely the same personal allo,,1ances as the members 
of the Assembly. In Canada this course is fixed bJ,. a permanent Act; 
and ii1 New Brunswick it is, at the commencen1ent of each Parliament, 
enacted for the 'vhole duration of that Parliament, so as to extend to 
the Council the courtesy of settliD:g the matter once for all, and preclude 
its annual discussion. 

Seeing such powerful ai1d unifoi-·m precedents, and considering that 
a perfect equality in respect of personal allowances of the present na­
t111~e, would seem best calc11lated to maintain the desirable harmony of 
feeling bet'\veen co-ordinate branches of the L_egislature, I am bou11d to

I have duly received your Lordship's Despatch,., No. 4 7, of the 21st of 
May, accompanied by a copy of a Resolution which was passed in the· 
House of Assembly on the 15th of April, 1861, relative to an amalgama­
tion of part, or all of the British Provinces in North America. The reso­
lution points 011t that the qt1estion might be considered, either of a dis­
tinct union of the Maritime Provinces, or of a general union of them 
with Canada, and suggests that it might be desirable, upon so important 
a subject, to ascertain the poljcy of I-Ier Majesty's Gover11ment, and to · 
promote a consultation bet,veen the leading men of the Colonies. 

Y'o11r Lordship explains that, fo1· various 1·easons, your Government 
were of opinion that it would be inexpedient to act on this Resolution last 
year, but that they now wish it to be brought under consideration. 

No one can be insensible to the importance of the two measures -wThich 
are alluded to, and I am far fron1 considering that they do not form a 
very proper s11bject for ·calm deliberation. They are, however, of a 
nature which renders it especially fit that if either of them be proposed 
for adoption, it should emanate, in the first instance,from the Provinces, 
and should be concurred in by all of them '1Vhich it would affect. I 
should see no objection to any cons11ltation 011 the subject amongst the 
leading members of the Governments concerned; but whatever the re-

. sult of such consultation might be, the most satisfactory n1ode of testino­
the opinion of the people of British North America, '\iVould probably b~ 
by means of Resolution, or Acldress, proposed in the Legislature of each 
Province b)r its 01,r11 Government. -
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Despatches. 

Beyond this expression of the yiews of Her Majesty's Government, as 
to the preliminary steps which might be taken towards the decision of 
this great q11estion, I am not prepared to announce any cou1~se of policy 
upon an invitatio11 proceeding from one only of the British North Ame­
rican Provinces,and contained in a Resolution of so general and vague a 
character as that ~which you have transmitted to me. But if a Union, 
either partial or complete, should hereafter be proposed, with the con­
currence of all the Provinces to be united, I am sure that the matter 
would be weighed in this Country, both by the public, by Parliament, 
and by Her l\!lajesty's Governme11t, with no other feeling than anxiety 
to discern and to promote any course which might be the most condu­
cive to the prosperity, the strength, and the harmony of all the British 
cummunities in North America.

able absence on leave from St. John's, the Resolutions referred to 
sho11ld have been passed 'vithout previous notification. 

I can confidently assure His Excelleil.c)1' and Council, that since ap-­
pointn1en~ to my office, I have eve1· been actuated by a desire to dis­
cl1arge its onerous ai1d responsible duties faithfuiiy-have unsparingly· 
devoted myself to its satisfactory performance, and I trust 'vith a due 
regard to the fi11ancial condition of the Colony. 

It may 11ot be improper to observe where I am impeached for irregu ... 
larit)' by the members of the Board, that on the 10th inst. after eesolv-· 
ing on the 6th that it 'vas inexpedient to proceed \Vith bt1siness until 
the Chairman had furnished certai11 doc.uments, &c., they assembled at· 
the instance of M~. Terence Hallern, resolved and gave orders for the 
i·en1oval of a fountain connected \vi th the General Water Company near 
~Ir. Haller11's, ~ service over 'vhich I have yet to learn the Board had 
a11y control, and so far as I am a'vare, no funds available therefor, al­
though twelve pounds \vas voted for the same by them. 

In co11clusion, I have to express my deep regret that his Excelle11cy 
and Co11ncil should have been so troubled in this matter, and hope the 
in,restigation ~ earnestly court \Vill convince them that any public f11nds.

i·eferred to into their best consideration, beg leave to report·:-

The Committee do not consider the short absence of the Chairman 
, fron1 St. Johrt's on ptl.blic business, is a11y jt1stification that i10 meeti11g 
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of the Board ''ras held between the 14th June and 6th September, nor 
do they· eo11sider that. any delay sl1ould arise in the pa3rment, 'vhen d11e, 
of deserving contractors, as the members of the Bo~rd are willing to 

.. attend at all times when the public service requires · them .

The Committee havin.g examined the accounts submitted to them, find, 
that from 31st March to 1st September, the sum of £2,684 stg., has 
been expended 'vithout the co11sent of the Board, as per an11exed list, 
exclusive of contracts entered into, fixed salaries, servants' wages, and 
daily labor. 

'\'ith regard to the M·efilbers of the Board kno,ving that expenditu1·e 
was being made on account of the different P11blic Works, as referred· 
to i11 the Chairman's i·eply to the Executive, the Committee ass11me that 
the Board were aware of the expenditure going on agreeably to con­
tracts and agreements ente1·ed into \vith their conse11t, bt1t they had no 
knowledge of the large amounts being expended by the Chairman in 
direct violation of the Bye-la'\ivs of the Board. 

• 
On the 10th of September, a meeting of the Board was called to­

gether by order of one of the Members, for the pu1~pose of abating 
'vhat \vas reported to them as a Public Nuisance, then in course of erec­
tio11, -\vhich they belie,red, came under their control, and for the i~e­
moval of 'vhioh, they voted a sum not exceeding £12 cy., from funds 
supposed by them to be available for that purpose. 

The Committee would also bring under notice, that the Resolution 
passed una11imously by the Board, appointing from their body, the 
Chairman, Secretary, 1'. S. D'vyer, a"'nd 'Vm. Boyd, to select and pur­
chase materinls on tl1e most suitable terms in the market, to give em­
ployment to the poor in making up clothii1g for the diff ere11t Public In­
stitutio11s, ·was not carried out by tlie Chairn1an, he havi11g ig1101·ed. the 
cC'-operation of the other n1enibei4 s of the Committee., and, upon his own 
respg11sibility, selected and pt1rch,ased, and confi11ed this 'vi th other 
goods required for the diff ei·ent Public Institutions, excl11sively to one 
~~ta:blishnlent, such accourit an1ou11ting to £704 8s. ld. stg~, from 31st 
l\tlarch to 1st September, tl1ereby defeati11g the object the Boarcl had ill 
vie'v, namely, purGhasi11g on the n1ost favorable ter:rns, and diffqsing ge­
nerall.y the pq;t:ronage of tl1e Governme~t~ . .

ers of similar articles-for those vrhohad pre·vio11sl)· supplied the i11~titt1tions'1 
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\vere a\\~are of those required, and for such ordei· bei11g given t~em, 
they had ag·reed to furnisl1 at 1Tifty per cent, on cost, landed and deliver ..

l11stitutions than hitherto do11e, I adopted the course for which I am 
i1o'v blan1ed, and would respectfully state; from my long experience a11d 
acl{novvledged acquaintance in purchasing and selectirig manufactured 
goods, that a considerable saving to the Colony has been effected. To 
substa11tiate these vie,vs, ~ enclose a letter from Dr. Stabb, i·eceived i11· 
a11swer to one I 'vrote him, asking for a disinterested opi11i011 upo11 
the course pursued by me. 1 

In the course th11s adopted, I had no sinister object of my o'vn to 
fS11bserve, as is well kno,vn to, and can be vouched for by the respect ... · 
able firn1 i·eferred to, and was alone influe11ced by '1vhat I deemed, a11cl 
still deen1, to have been n1ost advanta,geous to the public i11terests. My 
llSl1al course has been to have a requisition submitted to me from tl1e 
S t1perinte11dents or Heads of the Institutions, for \vhat may be reqt1ired, 
' vhe11 I desire the cheapest places to be ascertained, at \vl1ich the arti­
cles n1ay be obtained, an·d most suitable, previous to my causing orders 

. to be issued for them. 

I beg tO enclose also, for His Excellency's information, the account of 
~iessrs. Bowring, Brothers, shewi11g the articles had t111der the order I 
I refer to, and that fifty per cent. only is charged, and if the ori.gi11al i11-

voices be 'visl1ed for, tl1ey can readily be' furnished, as pre,riot1s to my 
lJa)~ing the amot1nt I demancled the same a11d examinecl them. 

I beg most respectfully to state, that some men1bers of the B~oard ha,re 
e11quired why other establishments or persons 11amed by them, had not 
bee11 patro11ized b~y tl1ose dealings, or for work o·f the Board, whe11 I 
assig11ed as my reason that I had i11variably contracted on the cheapest 
a11cl best tern1s, and I venture to assert that in no i11stance can the 0011--
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trary be establi"shed, nor, ho'\ve,rer ad,Tisable it may be thought '' to 
difft1se the patronage of the Government," am I a'vare, that in so doing, 
I should be justified, if it 1vould lead to unnecessary increased expendi­
ture 1 

It may not be improper here to observe that I had insisted on a 
tl1orot1gl1 investigation by the Board, ,of the vouchers for my expendi­
tt1re·, as impeacl1ed or so insin11ated, and as these 'vere, in amount at 
least, fou11d to be correct, I might reasonably have expected tl1e candour 
a11cl jt1stice of this acl~110,vledgme11t to a public officer. 

'Vhilst desirous of affording every information to the Government on the 
Report of the Comn1ittee of the Boa1~d of the 1 7tl1 of October last, 1 am 
l1n,1villing to trespass too n1uch, by e11teri11g into details of various n1at· 
ters and circ11mstances \vhich from time to time have occurred at the 
Boarcl, yet assum.i11g, as it is true, (tho11gh the calculatio11s were made in 
my abse11ce, by, as I i1ndersta11d, Mr. Boyd a11d Mr. T. S. Dwyer, and 
\vitho11t my expla11ation being so11ght,) that the amou11t for various servi~ 
ces set forth i11 tl1e Re1)ort had been expended by me, I beg to make 
'1vhat I \Vas prepared to have stated to the. )3oard or Comn1ittee, if re­
q11ired, a11d "rhich i11 some i11stances, I tal{e it, they must have }{nO\Vn, 

the folJo,vi11g e:xplauatiou of thes~ auiounts as per statem.ep.t annexed, 
marked A. .. 

In co11clusion, I :\vould further respectfully state, that though it ma)· 
appear I may i1ot have literally adhered, ii1 son1e instances, to the BJ1e ... 
lal\rs, and fron1 'vhich I did not intentionally depart lvith any 'vish or 
desire to assume a position clerogatory or disrespectful to other mem~ 
bers of the Board~I can truly and conscie11tio11sly declare that I have 
not u11necessarily ca11sed the expenrlitrure of any s11m, and have been 
n1ost anxio11s a11d careful i11 all cases to see that the public monies 'vere 
justly and eco11on1ically applied, a11d I do most t1nfeigp.edly i·egret that 
any [let of mine, in n1y official capacity as Chairma11 of the Board of 
'1v ... orlis , should have occasio11ed any differe11ce bet,vee11 me and the 
n1embers of t11e Boarcl, \vitl1 "\vhom, I believed I 'vas acting ill cordial 
1-111ion, and tl1ctt the Go,rernment shoi1ld be troi1bled \Vith a corxespo:µd ... 
ence on the subject.

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In reply to )tour q11estions conce1·ning the prices of ~fessrs. Bowring, 
Bros.' goods, supplied to this Institt1tion, particularly of those ordered by 
yourself, I can only speak of some articles, the prices of which I heard 
named, and '\tvl1ich 'vere made under former co1itract prices,-but as to the 
quality of the goods, I can say that it is altogether superior to that which 
lve have been in the habit of receiving, a11d on this poi11t alone, I am 
clearly of opinion that a saving has been effected of 40 per cent. ,at least. 
If to this saving you add the difference in prices, bet,veen those 011 con­
tract articles and those ordered, ( notwithstandi11g the better quality and 
therefore higher marlret prices of these latter,) I ha·ve little doubt of 
there bei11g, upon the whole calculation, a difference of 30 per cent. in 
favour of the present S)7Stem. I should be pleased to see this calcula­
tion made by the Secretar)~, I am so confident of the rest1lt. Any arti­
cles I have been instructed by yo11 to obtain i11 to,vn, outside of any con­
tracts, have been selected \vith regard to their quality and price, and on 
the best principles of economy. 

I take tl1is opportunity of submitti11g to the Board that hu11dreds of 
pot1nds per annum may be saved to the Asylum funds by baking their 
o\vn bread, keeping their ow11 cows, and extending their farmi11g opera­
tions, for which so much labour is available, if there \Vere land enough 
to cultivate ('vhich the purchase of 1.,homas's Island would 8upply.) 

My O\Vn views go fuTther also, as there '\rvould be no dot1bt that money 
could be saved by a competent agent pu1~chasi11g all articles for our con­
sumptio11, on the lowest cash prices, as )rou have partic11larly done, d·ur­
i11g the past year, where objectionable contracts did not preve11t )rour 
doing so.

RlTLES OF THE BRITISH NORTH AMERICAN ASSOCIATION. 
I 

1. The British North American Association is formed to diffuse in· 
formation as to the British North America11 Provinces, to promote Colo-
11ial t1nion and correspo11dence, and to enable the Imperial and Colo­
nial interests on both sides of the Atlantic to confer fron1 time to time 
through its instrumentalit)1 , as an established centre of communicatio11, 
011 all t0pics of mutual interest. 

2. The Association shall collect a11d circulate official information re­
garding the material resot1rces of the Provinces, in respect to emigra­
tion and the en1ployment of capital and labour, a11d also such facts as 
shall record the development of their commerce a11d their. progress in 
the arts and sciences. 
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3. Any perso11, 'vhether residing in the Provinces or the United 
Kingdom, can be adn1itted as a lVIember of the A~sociatio11 on being 
nominated by two lVIembers, and approved by the Council for the time 
being, but iio person shall be entitled to the privilege of 1\1embership 
l111til his annual subscription shall have been paid. 

4. All Members of the Provincial Parliaments, being Members of the 
..Ll\.ssociation, shall, 'vhile in Lo11don, be ex offic·io and extraordinary Mern?­
bers of t4e Cou11cil, 'vi th the po,ver of voting. 

5. The a.nnual subscription shall. not be less than £2 2s., and every 
j;fember shall, on l1is election, pay tl1e same for the c11rrent )rear, and llO 
lVIember shall be entitled to vote or to enjoy any other privilege of th~ 
Associatio11 so long as he shall remain in arrear with his subscription~ · · 
.t\.ny l\!ember, if resicle11t in tl1e United Kingdom, ma)' compo1111d his 
ft1ture a~11ual s11bscriptio11s by one payn1e11t of .. 1,,venty Guineas, and if 
~1 resiclent il1 tl1e Provjnces, by a payn1ent of Ten Gui11eas. 

6. Th~e Co11ncil shall have the po'1ve1· to a.dmit persons, resident in 
the Provinces and ''isiting this cou11try, as visitors to the }issociatio11, on 
s11ch terms as tl1ey may from time to time determine. 

7. Any ~1ember inte11ding to withdra'v from the .llssociation, must 
sig11ify 11is intentio11 to do so in \vriting to the Secretary., pro,1ided al- · 
'vay-·s that such .~1ember shall be liable to the payme11t of 11is subscription 
for tl1e current year. 

8 There shall be a President, two Vice-Presidents, ai1d Treasurer, 
and such l-Io11orary Officers as th~ Cot111cil may appoi11t as the Ho110~­
ary Officers of the Association. 

9. There shall be three Tr11stees, to be chose11 b)r the Col1ncil, in 
i11 ,,,,.horn t11e property of tl1e Associatio11 shall be ' rested, a11cl " rl10 shall 
have the po-vyrer i11 respect to tl1e same, to a .. dopt s11ch mea.sl1res, under the 
direction of the Co11ncil, as n1a.y a.ppea.r ex1Jedie11t for the i11terests of 
the Associatio11, and tl1e Trustees sl1all be etv o:ffecio l\{embers of the 
.Cou11cil. · 

10. Tl1e gov"rernment of the ~t\.ssociation shall. be managed by a Cot1n­
cil of Thirt)1 ~ietnbers (in addition to tl1e President, Vice-Presidents, ai1d 
Tr11stees,) of \vho1n three shall forn1 a quor11n1.

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I have carefully read over the Resolutions 'vhich . were passed at the 
Public Meeting, and without entering into detail on the suggestions 
\vhich they i11volve, I may say the Governor and Council have no power 
to carry many of them i11to effect, and son1e of them 'vo11ld be perfectly 
illegal. 

It appears that the great inconvenience '\vhich has arisen "rithi11 the 
last fe,v days, has been occasioned by the i·efusal of many persons to re­
ceive those tokens, of small circulating medium, round, thin pieces of 
copper, impressed with various devices, such as ships, fish, &c., &c., and 
'vhich have, for so many years, been current in this Colony for pence 
and half-pe11ce, there bei11g no legal copper coinage in Newfoundland. 

A sudden stop to the usual practice must be attended with great in .. 
convenience, and, I am aware, from personal knowledge, that it has 
created i1ot a little distress among the poorer classes ; a11d, I trust, all 
those whom they are in the habit of dealing 'vith, will continue to re­
ceive the copper excl1ange which they have got for their labour, and 
'vhich only they ca11 give in return, for the necessaries they may require .; 
but it is a matter h1 which the Go·vernme11t cannot interfere. 

In the last Session of the Legislature, the Attorney General brought 
in a11 Act to regulate the Currency, and introduce the Decimal system. 
-V~arious objections ''rere made to it, and the honor~ble gentleman with­
dre\v it, in order to i11troduce it, amended,next Session. Shot1ld it pass, 
''?e shall have i10 more such copper panics as the present one, for, in lieu of 
the present coprJer currency, we shall have such coin struck as Her l\{a-
jesty shall see fit to direct. · 

I beg to call your atte11tion to the 9th section of the present Currency 
, ~,t\ct, the XIX Vic., Cap. 11 ; you \vill find that on certain conditions, the 
Gover11or has po,ver to stop the circulation of certain copper coins, a11cl 
to s11bstitute other copper coins in lieu thereof. 

I shol1ld have felt happy if I had been in a position to call in· the pres­
e11t, a;nd substit11te other coins ; but we have no such substitutes, nor 
ca11 they be got t1ntil the Legislat11re sanctions a measure for their i11-

tro(1uction, ancl the coi11ing of such s11bstit1Ltes is entirely the prerogatil·e 
of the Cro,vn.

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The Council having tal{en the matter referred to into consideration, 
they are unanimously of opinion, that ho\vever advisable it may be that 
another public meeting should be called, relative to the address present­
ed to His Excellency on the 5th instant, it would be inadvisable for tl1e 
E~ecutive Council to recommend any st1ch public meeting to adopt any 
partict1lar course, the Cou11cil being, at the same time, satisfied that the

The Government have no power to do this, as these coins may be 
brot1ght in small quantities i11 various ways, but the Governor will take 
tP.e responsibility of giving directions to the Receiver General to direct 
the officers of the Customs to detain any box· or package \vhich may 
be supposed to contain such spu1~ious copper tokens.

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REPORT OF THE GENERAL WATER COMPANY, FOR THE 

YEAR ENDING 31sT DECEMBER, 

STATEMENT OF ACCOUNTS. 

1862, AND FINANCIAL 

( 

I 

In their last Annual Report, the Directors of the General Water Com.., 
p any expressed this-belief that the wl1ole of the 'vor~ then unperforn1ed 
'vould be completed in tl1e mo11th of June follo,ving, and the result was 
in accord '1Vith this opinion. By the end of May the rock cutting near 
the Windsor Lake, which was the main difficulty in the construction 0£ 
tl1e \vorks, was reduced to the necessary depth, and the pipes in this 
sectio11, \vhich were required to complete the connection between the 
Lake a11d tl1e To'\tvn, were soon laid.. The Engineer having reported tl1e 
'vorl(s to be ready to go into operation, and all needful preparations be-· 
ing made, the water was turned on and. brought into the Town on the 
i~th day of June, 'vithout any accident. The pipes in the different 
streets hacl been laid in the previous year, and the hydrants set in t}1eir 
places at a dista11ce of one hu11dred yards apart. The laying of the ser­
vice pipes had been some time in progress, so that the water became 
a,vailable at once for the suppression of fire, and by the 1st day of J ·uI'y 
the greater number of the consumers we1·e in a positio11 to obtain their 
suppl)1

• 

Since the introduction of the water the la)·ing of the service pipes has 
been continued, and the Directors have also been engaged in extending 
the supply jnto several streets and localities where pipes had not pre­
viously been laid. ' 
• 

The marked success 'vith which the introduction of the water 1vas at­
te11ded has not since been serio11sly interrupted, and the fe,v accidents· 
t l1at have occurred are believed to be less than are commonly incident to 
tl1e early operation of such works. The extent of pipes laid exceeds 
O~ miles, and, of the whole range, but t'\vo pipes have burst. 1'he 

otl1er interrt1ptions i11 the ne'v works have been caused by a little slack-
11ess i11 parts of the jointing, or otl1er causes equally open to remedy. The 
'vorl{s purchased from the St. John's Water Company are defective· 
i11 man)1 respects, from in1pe1ffectly cast pipes and worn qut services, and, 

, 111 these works, the greater part of the diffic11lty has been ~xperienced. 

1 1here has not been any interr11ption of co11sequence in the ne':v \Vork 
for tl1e past tl1ree months, and the Directors believe that all radical 
c1efects i11 the pipes have no'v been disclosed. These facts prove the 
excelle11ce of the castings and the 'vorl~manship, for had not both been 0f 
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a superior description, the great pressure from water at an elevation C\f 
five hu11dred feet, must have prodt;tced results very different from those 
that have been experienced. 

The .water has been introduced into 1048 buildings; 72 hydrants have 
been placed in the various streets in the town, and 17 fountains have 
been erected by order of t11e Government, for the use of the poor. 
I-Iot1ses paying less than t'velve pou11ds re11t are exempted from the ob­
lig·ation to take the 'vater, but in n1a11y i11stances the tenants of these 
l111n1ble dw.ellings have requested to be furnished with a s11pply, which 
11as bee11 gi,ren tl1em accordingly. 

But besides the use of the water for household pt1rposes, and the 
suppression of fire, parties are eagerly a'1ailing themselves of it as a11 
itgent for driving machinery. The Com1Jany have six contracts witl1 
parties for water-po"1er, but the)1 have for .the present declined to make 
a11y further e11gagements, until they have had an 01)portu11ity of practi~ 
cally testi11g ho'v far what has already been done in this respect affects 
the general st1pply to t~e to,·rn. 

The excellent q11alit)r of the 'vater is universally admitted. A large 
amount of labor is 8aved by its pressure. This article of prime 11eces ... 
sity, which before was i11 scant supply and often unwholesome, is 110,v 
ab11nda11t at all times ; while the properties of the water are such as to 
lessen the co11sumptio11 of tea and soap, thus making it of further valt1e 
in this vie'v of domestic economy. 

In t11e supply f11rnished b)1 the f 011ntains, the poor have a great boon·.r 
'l'he old ta11ks were \vholly wa11ting in capacity for the needs of the 
people, while the water 'vas often impregnated with putrid animal mat .. 
ter. 1,he obvious privations and injury to health resulting from these 
ca11ses were among the severest of their trials. Moreover, where \vater 
can only be obtained in stinted measure, it will not be used for tl1ose 
cleansing purposes so esse11tial to the preservation of health ; and the 
consequent waste of vigour and life is inevitable, though those '\tvho 
suffer are not always co11scious of the cause. The public fountains bring 
a11 abu11dant and ~ratuitous supply home to every poor man's door; arld 
l1ereafter the people will ha,Te but themselves to blame, if the health}; 
and invigorating condition of cleanli11ess be absent from their persons or 
dwelli11gs. A11other advantage comes of the fountains. Being consta11t­
ly run11i11g, there is, neces~ril)r, a considerable waste of 'vater; but tl1e 
f ol111tains are so }Jlaced that the water falls i11to the gratings of ·se,vers, 
the contents of 'vhich it is thus made useful for carrying off. _.

APPENDIX. 

Miscellaneo u ~. • 

TP.e water had been but a short time introduceg when its pow~r to 
extinguish fires 'vas well tested. A fire broke out in a woode11 house i11 
W aldegrave street, in co11nection with a very crowded wooden district, 
'vhere, u11der former circun1stances, property to the extent of several 
thousands of pounds would have been destroyed. 'l"'he hose f1~om t:\VO 
hydrants were promptly brought to bear on the fire, and \vith such effect 
that in less than five minutes it was completely extinguished, tl1e loss 
being confined to the house in \vhich it originated. On several subse­
quent occasions, the i·esult has been equall),. satjsfactorJ1

, and .the ge11e­
ra1 conviction prevails that, in ordinary circumstances, fire will be con­
fi11ed to narrow limits ; a11d that a fire on a large scale in this to,v11 is 
scarcely possibly hereafte~t! 

In connexion 'vith this , view, the Directors think some ft.1,rthe:r provi~ 
sion is required to secure que efficiency in the suppression of fires. 'l"'l1ere 

·are five Volunteer Hose Companies, (two of them being the well-lrno'1v~ 
a11d valuable Phm11ix and Cathedral Fire Brigades) and of the services 
of these Companies too much cann.ot be said in just commendation. 
They are, ho'1vever, five distinct and independent bodies, and as such, 
they are wa11ting in those conditions of unity and accord so necessary 
for success in the acconiplishment of a common object. Looki11g to the 
spirit \vl1ich has hitherto characterized tl1ese bodies, there will be but 
little diffict1lty in giving effect to any well jlevised pl~ of organization 
that shall contemplate a more efficient ap11lic~tion of their services in 
~1rresting the progress of fires. The Directors trust, therefore, that t:µis 
point lvill engage the atte11tion of th~ iegislatµre. 

As soon as the great effectiveness of the supply in extinguishing fires 
had been :µiade apparent, the attention of the parties interested was di­
Tected to the rates of premium of I11surance, whi9h ~t wa~ felt c9uld :µo 
longer be justly maintained at the for:µie~ scale. · 

It is satisfactory to kno\v that the Fire Insurance Companies have met 
this vie'v, in ~any cases, by red11ci11g their charges ; and no doubt this 
i·eduction 'vill be further extended as soon as events sl1all demonstrate 
the high degree of ~ecurity c0nf erred op. t~~ property of the to,vn by 
the vVater Suppl)'· . 

The accounts for the )1ear are herewitl1 transmitted. They exhibit 
also the aggregate cost of the works which, excluding duty paid on 
pipes, &c., and stock on hand amounts to the sum of £85,695 12s. 7d~ 
currency. The sum originally estimated for was £50,000 i11 full, but 
the increase in the expense of constructing the \vorks, has arisen from 
causes the Direct0rs had no po,,1er to control. They feel assured they 

• 

' 
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adopted the best of the available sot1rces of supply ; and the other 
means emoloyed were those that in their judgment \vould bring the 
''rork to completion at the least expense. The engineering difficulties 
\Vere greater than they had reason to expect, and these caused the iti­
creased outlay. But the calculations of the Directors were not more 
at fal1lt than in the case of similar undertakings in places where ex­
perience 'vas at hand, which, in this country, was \vholy wanting at the 
inception of the work. But though obtained at a large cost, the works 
are as perfect as have ever been constructed~ and \vill accomplish vari­
ous ends of great utility and ·value to the public. The community have 
an unlimited supply of water for the protectio11 of property, with a 
natural pressure, which, i11 tl1e highest parts of the to,vn, is abundantly 
effective. 1'he people have "\ivholesome '\tvater for all domestic t1ses, 'vhere 
formerly the supply 'vas l1ncertai11 in measure a11d quality, and i11 a sani­
tary view ; the best antidote is here afforded to tl1e origination and 
spread of disease, from vvhich the public suffered severely in the dearth 
of water \Vhich prevailed before. 

These are all vitally importa1tt interests to society at large, and co~1-
served, as the)r are, by the 11nlimited supply of \Vater the to\vn enjoys, 
no dispassionate judgme11t \vill deny that the outlay has prodt1ced its ~\ivn 
equivalents ; and a little time alone will be required to mal(e tl1is the 
~J~~jversal opinio11 of the public .

produced by a periodical a11d gratuitous distribution of food, in the de-: 
struction of e1rery f eeli11g of self-i~eliance, and of ail motive for industrious 
effort, a11d in the creatio11 of habits of helpless indolence on the part of 
the poor; e'rils which have called forth the strongest expression of con" 
demnation from some of the highest persons in the Colony, and especial~ 
ly in a communication addressed to His E~cellency on the 10th Feb:ru~

to the withdra,val of the Gal,vay Stean1er and also the Victoria. I trust, 
110,vever, the Gal\vay Steamers \Vill resun1e tl1e service i11 the sprir1g; 
a11d, if so, there is no doubt but our Postal Revenue will come llp to tl1e 
same standard as that of last year, at least . 

• 

The item for tnail transportation has been reduced nearly t'vo hundrerl 
pounds, by tl1e \Vithdrawal of a portion of the overland summer service 
rot1nd Conce1)tio11 Bay, witl1out detriment to the public. 1'he 'regula­
tio11s for the '\Vinter service are the same as last year, and a1)pear to give 
satisfactio11, from the fact of no complaints having reach me on the 
subject. 

The amount of Postage Stamps sold during the year is £462 os. l~d., 
being a small i11crease over the previous year It vvo11ld greatly facili­
tate the business of the Office if tl1ey were more general!)~ adopted ; it 
'vould also acld to our Revenue if prepayment (by stamp) of all letters 
tra11sinitted by Post through the Colony was insisted upon; it is invaria­
bly the case tl1at all refused letters are unpaid, and have to be returned 
to the ,,~riters 'vith additio11al expense to the Department. 

The number of Packet and local letters received and despatched, the 
year, 'vas about 132,000. 

The number of ne,vspapers despatched and received was 160,776, 
about 92,000 of v hich 've~re despatched te the Outports. 

The number of Registered Letters received and despatched for the 
year was 673. Of this number, 309 were registered at St. Joh11's, 1!38 
in the Outports, and in other countries, 226, being an increase of 46 
0ver that of the f orn1er Jiears. 

I 
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The mails for Fogo and Twillir1gate were despatched, during the 
summer mo11ths,fortnightly ,by private conveyance,as regularly as circum~ 
stances would permit ; but, at the same time, I have learned that some 
dissatisfaction prevails, owing to the want of a regular Packet communi-. 
cation; it "\tvould be desirable that a contract should be made for the 
service this spring. The wi11ter service is in operation, and performed 
as heretofore. . 

The Ferry at Connaigre Bay is again r·esumed, by a persen named 
John Harris. He commenced 011 the 1st of October. He crosses the 
Bay twice a week in summer, and once a fortnight in winter, conv~ying 
mails, at the same time, between Harbor Breton and Hermitage Cove" 

A good deal of irregularity occurred in th~ Mail Service (local anq 
Imperial) last winter, from circumstances over which we had no control" 
It is to be hoped the weathe:r 'vill prove :p:io:i;e favo:rable to our operations 
this year. 

It is with very deep regret that I h~ve to. i·~cord, the total loss of one 
of our best Packet boats and crew, bet,veen LaPoile and Harbor Breton, 
on the 9th May last, whilst conveying the mails. The Master, William 
Buffett, who had been employed' in the Postal Service for s~veral years, 
was a most industrious and indefatigable P.acket master, and had al ways 
and at- all times given the most entire satisfaction. The poo:r fell ow 
has left a wife an.d four children to deplo:>;e his loss"

2nd March, 1863. 

I have the hono1· to ackno,,1ledge the receipt of a commu11ication from 
you, of the 28th ulto., with copies of an address from the House of As­
sembly and a petition from one John Curtis and others, alleging the de­
struction of their Bt1ltows by a lawless mob, and that they appealed to 
the Circuit Judge upon the case without effect, and requesting me to 
furnish such report thereon as I may deem necessary, for the information 
of His Excellency the Governor. 

I beg to state, in reply, that the statement contained in the petition 
~' that on the arrival of the Circuit Judge in Buri11, petitioners laid their 
case before him, but without effect," is quite incorrect. They are under 
a serious misapprehension, for they did not lay their case before me, nor 
did they apply to me nor to the prosecuting officer, Mr. Emerson, Q.C., the 
proper person to have applied to for the institution of criminal proceedings, 
jf there were legal grounds, so far as I know, for the purpose of instituting 
any proceedings on the subject of their complaint. If they had applied to 
:me, I should have referred them to him, or to the Stipendiary Magistrate,to 
make a formal stateme11t of their complaint: and if the matter were such as 
to warrant the i11stitution of criminal proceedings in the Circuit Court, the 
prosecuting officer wo11ld have presented a Bill to the Grand Jury there­
on, and conducted the proceedings in the usual way to a conclusion ; or 
if the matter were a trivial dispute, it would have been disposed of by 
the Magistrates. 

I may, however, observe, that I learned some of the petitioners placed 
their case in the hands of an Attorney of the Court, Mr. O'Mara, for the 
purpose of taking some steps against their op11onents ; that ge11tlema!\. 
did not bring it before me, but before the Magistrates, and I understood 
that he caused the parties accused to be summoned to answer whatever 
charge was preferred against them; before the Justices of the Peace at 
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Burin. I became acquainted with this fact and the existence of the· dis-­
pt1te between the particular parties concerned, from the circumstance of' 
my maki11g the usual enquiry in open Court, according to· 1ny prac· 
tice on Circuit, as to 'vhether there was any pe1·son present who had any· 
matter to bring before the Court-,vhen the persons who had been st1rµ .. · 
moned to appear before ~he Magistrates came forward, and s11pposing, I 
fancy, they were to appear before the Circuit Court, stated that they had 
come to answer a s11mmons about taking up a B11ltow. Upon asking 
M1·. Simms, the Clerk of the Court, if there was any such s11mmons Te­
t11rnable in the Circuit Court) he informed me that the parties were mis·­
taken, that the summons was returnable before the Magistrates. Mr .. 
Hooper, the Stipendia1~y JVlagistrate, who \Vas in Court at the time, then 
stated that he had granted a summons at the instance of Cu1·tis and 
others, agai11st the persons "rho appeared, and that he and his brother 
l\iagistrates, Mr. Berteau a11d l\1r. O'N ejl, intended hearing the com­
plaint and disposing of the case as soon as the Circuit business of the 
day 'vas closed, so as to enable them to use the Court Room. 

Before closi11g the Court, I took the opportunity, 'vithout entering into· 
the merits of the complaint, which it would have been very irregular for 
me, under the circumsta11ces, to have entered into, as the case was 
pending before a subordinate tribunal ; after enquiring if the parties had 
professional assistance, when I learned that the complainants J1ad, but 
the accused had not, to repeat the general observations I had previously 
addressed to tl1e G1·and Jury of Burin, on the use of the Bultow and of 
Cod-seines i11 that d.istrict; that every man had, at Common Law, the 
right to fish in sucl1 a n1anner as he tho11ght best, provided he did not 
i11terfere with the rights of others; that altho11gh, as I had heard the 
great majority of the people appeared to be opposed to the use of the 
J3t1ltovv, as they said it destroyed the mother fish, and ma11y to the use of 
Cod-seines, for various i·easons; still, as the la\v stood, people had a right 
to use both or either, provided they did not infringe on the rights of 
othe1·s actually fishing at the time with the hook-and--line ; that no man 
was jt1stified in taking the law into his own hands, to prevent lvhat mig·ht 
be deemed by me an improper mode of fishing; that all parties should 
act lvith f orbearar1ce to,vards each other in their fishery-and that if 
those who felt that the practice of using the Bultow or Cod-seine \Vas 

··a grievance, and \vished to have the system altered, the legitimate way 
. of having their vie\vs considered \Vas by petition to the Legislature. 

' 

I then retired from the Court Hot~se, and I believe the Magistrates 
e11tered upo11 the complaint. I kno\V nothing of what took place before 
them; bt1t Mr. Hooper informed me ~fterwards that both parties were 
to blame; that about 160 fishermen in Mortier·Bay had agreed among 

• 
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themselves not to use the Bultow; but the complainants, who were 
their neighbours, refusing to join in the undertaking, disputes followed 
between them, a11d upon a consideration of the case, the Magistrates had 
dismissed the complaint of . Curtis and others. I intimated to ~Ir. 
Hooper that I thought it desirable that he would communicate the par-
ticulars to the Executive, as some course might be devised to prevent a 
rec11rrence of such disputes in future. 

I have been thus particular in giving a detail of all I learned respect­
i11g this n1atter, for the information of His Excellency and the Assembly, 
'vaiving a11y exception I might have take11 to the regularily of the appli­
cation under the circumstances; a11d I shall thank His Excellency to lay 
a copy of this communication before the Assembly, if he should think it 
expedient to do so in reply to their Address.

The Grand Jury respectfully present, that they have visited the Peni.: 
tentiar)1

, accompanied by the Sheriff, and that they found the establish.., 
ment in admirable order, reflecting the greatest credit bn Mr. Brace, 
the Gaoler and his assistants. The Pris0ners under sentence were en­
gaged in teasing oakum, and every thi11g ~bout the premises indicated 
the most careful attentior1, 

The Grand Jury 'vot1ld3 at the same time, represent that the Buildi11g 
is far from being jn that state requisite for the security of the risoners; 
the)r wo11ld recommend that malleable iron gratings be placed on the 
inside of all the 'vindows, ~nd that the grounds be enclosed with a sub­
stanti~l fence of s11fficient height to prevent the i11gress of strangers 
and the egress of prisoners ; also that a Lodge be erected at the en~ 
trance from the public road, ,,~here . all persons having permission to 
visit the Penitentia1·y, should be req11ired ~to present their orders for ad­
lnission, the preJnises being thus secured, the prisoners could be. use­
fully emplo.yed in cultivating a11d improving the grounds. 

The Grand J ur}1 also respectfully spggest the following changes and 
imp1~0,·~ments :~ 
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The walls of the cells, being of lath and plaster, are constantly requir­
ing repairs, would recommend that the walls be cased with wood or iron, 
at least a part of the way up. 

I 

The heating of the wards by means of stoves and pipes, giving the 
pri$oners access to the fires, we think should be discontinued, and th~ 
building or the prisoners' wards and cells at least, heated by hot air. 

The present mode of ventilation in the cells, whereby a prisoner can 
. hold communication with the cell above or below him, is also highly ob­
jectionable, and requires a change. 

The prisoners entering the Penitentiary, have to pass through the 
kitchen or the gaolers apartments; an entrance in more immediate con­
nexion. with the wards would be an improvement. 

The room or "Tard, at present used for the employment of prisoners 
under sentence to hard labor, is altogether unfit for the purpose, being 
without ventilation, and not large enough for the number of persons at 
present there ; we would suggest that an additional building adjoining 
the P~nitentiary, be e1·ected, fit for a work room, washing house, &c., &c. 

The Grand Jury would also respectfully suggest that some change 
should be made in the heating and ventilation of the Court-House and 
_Jury Jlooms, a door leading from the Grand Jury Room to the Hall of­
the Court House, would be al}. jmprovement, and also assist in the 
ventilation of the Room and Court-House, . . . . .

. thereby great distress is anticipated the coming winter; and '\Ve dee1n 
the earliest attention to the matter necessary. 

The Grand Inquest would request that some public employment be 
devised for the people. There is no harbor in the Island of N e,, .. f ound­
land with the same population and amount of shipping that so much 
requires a Breakwater, as at times_, from April until J11ne, the 'vater is 
not smooth enough to heave vessels do'1vn at the wha1~ves, 'vhich a 
Breakwater, which we consider may be e1·ected for a moclerate sum, . 
\vould obviate, and would give employment to mar1y that must get. re­
lief from Government or starve. Even at this period there is scarcely 
provision in this place· for the people, and '\Ve have been informed 
that the families of men at the Labrador (now quite destitute) have 
been refused provisions by the supplyirig merchant.

evidence in the case of Walsh and Kelly, on Friday, s'\vore ~' tha.t the 
Police 'vere not able to catch a pig or take a man," a11d '\Vo11ld respect-­
fully request your Lordship to lay the same before the Governme11t. 

2nd.-That the i·oad from lVIr. Mills's corner to lVIr. Garlancl1s hot1se 
is in a very dangerous state for horses and carts to pass, as 'vell as per­
sons walki11g at night, and i·equires 'videning. 

3rd.-That there is a )rard 'valled in belonging to l\{r. Curtis; several 
feet deep, and the top nearly on a level with the G1·ave Hill Roacl. 1~he· 
Jury think a fence should be placed by that part bordering on the i~oad, 
to preve11t persons or cattle falling in. 

4th.-The Grand

Jury feel bound to ma1{e 'known to your Lorclship, 
that they fear many of our fishermen will suffer much from po~verty this 
-,vinter, owing to the failure of the fisheries ; and \Vo11ld suggest that the 
able-bodied poor sho11ld be immediately employed on the roads, before 
the frost and snow set in, to enable them to support their families.

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8tl1.-The ruins of a house situated on the South Side of River Head, 
ai1d 0\\711ed by ~1r.

As regards the 8th presentment, I directed the Prosecuti11g Officer to 
i1otify ~1r.

half, for their support. I referred to the demoralizing effects of the 
S)iStem of credit prevailing in the Colo11y; to the higl1 prices 'vhich such 
a system e11tails ; and to the wa11t of a self-relyi11g feeling amongst the 
fisl1ermen .; 'vhich is necessary for their independence and comfort, and 
'\\rhich the nun1erous resources of Newfoundland 'vould enable them to 
attain by steady industry. 

-As regards the 5th presentment, I told the G1·and Jury that the people 
11ad tl1emselves to blame for the destruction of sheep, and for being de­
priv~ed of the wealth and subsistence which flocks were calculated to af­
ford them ;·that their syn1pathies were rather for the 'vorthless dogs., a11d 
and that if they did not assist the authorities in exterminating disowned 
a11d starving dogs, they would deserve to suffer for their own apathy, 
a11d the Country '\Vould continue to suffer, and be deprived of a source of 
wealth, which, if fostered, would raise it to positive affluence ..

In enclosing to you the account for monies paid in building and fitting 
tllJ tvvo Ice Houses, 011e at ~faggotty Cove, and the other at Pett)7 Har­
bour, for the preservatior1 of Bait, I beg to n1ake the follo,vi11g Report 
thereon:-- · 

That no time was lost, after the pt1rpose was decided t1pon by the 
llouse of Assembly, in procuring and erecting suitable Buildings, under 
tl1e supetintendence, plans .. and direction of Mr. S. G, Archibald, as 'vell 
as filling them with ice ,-a portion of the labour expended in cutting 
a11d collecting the same '''as provided by the Poor Commissioners . 

A good deal of difficulty was ex1Jeriencecl in pr0curing sufficient sa'v 
dust for filli11g the sides ; a11d at Petty Harbour bog soil had to be sub­
stituted. 

When the Ice !louses were completed, it was thought desirable, in 
tl1e vie\v of gi,,ing them a fair trial, to procure a11d place Bait in them, 
a11d a considerable qua11tity of Herrings were purcl1ased for that purpose 
at Portti.gal Cove. T11ese, of course, had to be brought from thence in 
carts, and although fresh, yet probably they deteriorated son1ewhat i11. 

the tra11sit to the Ice House. This Bait had not become froze11, as 'vas 
expected, after it 'vas placed ther.e ; but ~till it kept well for about six 
\veeks, at which time it \vas tried by ma11y of the fishermen of St. J ol1n's, 
a11d some cod fish 'vere cat1ght with it in the early part of the season. It 
must be admitted, ho\vever, that the Bait very quickly gave 'vay, and 
sl101ved evident S)7 n1ptoms of decay very soon after its expost1re to the 
atmosphere. 

It therefore seems to be essential for the lo1ig preservation of Bait, tl1at 
it shot1ld be in a f'tozeri state before it is pt1t in the Ice House. 'fl1is ca11 
only be adopted as regards Herring Bait, which is procurable in Fortune 
and Place11tia Bays dt1ring the 'vi11te1~. 
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For all practical purposes, it is doubtful if Caplin can be preserved in 
Ice Houses, as an article for Bait. 

Squids unquestionably may be preserved for weeks, and prove a most 
ttseful Bait afterwards ; and as they are to be procured generally i11 the 
fall of the }Tear, in considerable quantities, for a short period only, it 
seems to be a matter of little doubt that if this particular Bait were p11t 
away in Ice Houses, it may be most successfully availed of by our Fisher­
men d11:i;i11g the fall of the year, when the \Vant of a supply of Bait is 
usually so mt1ch needed, to keep them on the fishing ground.

I am of opinion that if Ice Houses of moderate. cost . 'vere instituted on 
the differe11t ~.,ishing Rooms, or a combination of them, and proper at­
tention given to the placing Bait in them d1iri11g "\i\1inter and towards the 
the fall, that it would be productive of much benefit to the fishermen, 
and that it is well worthy of consideration.

The Directors of the St. John's Floating Dry Doclr Company, in cal­
ling together the Shareholders 011 this their first ai1nual meeting, i11 ac­
cordance '1vith the Bye-lo,vs of the Incorporation, beg lea,re to report-

That it was 11ot until tl1e begi11ning of December last the Dock ''1 as . 
completed, moored in its present positio11, and i,.eady for lifting vessels . . 
JVIr. Burgess, tl1e Contractor for building tl1e Dock, had i1ot all the Sec­
tio11s completed q11ite as soon as he anticipated, and tl1is, coupled 'vith 
so1ne defects in the working of the n1achi11ery and pumps, occasioned 
some loss of ~ime (at least a n1ontl1) before the Directors \vere able to 
notify the public of their being prepared to dock and lift vessels. 

The early attention of the Directors had been give11 to procuri11g a· 
con,renient and suitable site for the permane11t positio11 of the Docl{, 
and after careful e11quiry_ and consideration given to the subject, they 
came to the conclusion that, taking all circumstances i11to account, the 
best available spot was that novv occupied, and they accordi11gly con­
·c]uded a lease of tl1e premises with Mr. Blacl{ler for fifteen years, at C)t 

i~ental of £35 per an11t1m, comme11cing on 31st October last. 'l"'he Di­
rectors also entered into a contract with Mr. M. Kearney for building a 
1vh:arf, togetl1er 'vith an office for the Superintendent, at a cost of £119. 

These matters being concluqeq, and all the stock having been paicl 
up, the Directors sought for a11d obtai11ed from the Gover11n1ent, a Cer­
tificate of Incorporation for the Company, u11der the title of the '' St. 
Joh11'~ Floati11g Dr)r Dock Company," under the Act 19th Vic., cap, 18 . 

They ~lso, in tl1e desire that no accident fron1 \Vant of proper precau­
tion should arise in the e~rly 'vorking of the Doclr, thot1gl1t it pr11de11t. 
to agree 'vith Mr. C. S! Brtrgess for si4 mo11ths, at a salary of £100 
for that time, as the S11peri11tendent of the Docl{, he 11a.,1ing had long 
practical experience a11cl k11owledge of tl1e duties reqt1ired~ from being 
occupied i11 a similar capacity for many )1ears in N e'v Yorl{. j\;1r. C. S. 
Burgess's term having expired in J u11e, an e11gagen1ent 'vas made '1vith 
~ St1periil.tendent and Engi:q.eer, at a salciry of £40 for each serv·ice, for 
six m0ntl1s.

The Directors have m11ch pleasure in stating that the Dock is no'v in 
good Ylro:rliing ordc1· ; a11d t]lat sin.ce the clearing a'va)r of the ice from

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our coast and from the harbor, in Ap1·il, it has been occupied almost un­
. interruptedly, proving a great convenie11ce and accommodation, both to 
.ships belonging to the port and others enteri11g here. 

The gross receipts since the Dock has been in operation amot1nt to 
£] 027 12s. 3d., being for 101 vessels taken t1p. The current ordinary 
expe11diture has been about £600. But as tl1ere has bee11 an expendi­
ture on stock account of nearly £700, for balance of contract on build­
i11g, and necessary moorings of a heavy expe11sive kind, for securing the 
property in its present location,over and above the amo11nt of stock st1b­
scribed; all which appears in the accot1nts now submitted ai1d audited, 
tl1e Directors do not feel justified in recommending the declaration of 
any dividend on the present occasion; but confidently hope that at the. 
next annual n1eeting, the present small debt of £237 3s. 2d. will b·e 
paid off, and sufficient funds 'vill accumulate to pay a dividend to the 
shareholders on their outlay.

MY DEAR SIR,-

According to the wish yot1 expressed, I beg to enclose yot1 
a statement of the amot1nts lvhich have been expended on account of the 
Voluntee1' Force, out of the Legislative Grant allowed last Ses'lion, 
namely, £150 Stg. . 

Thi'.'s account comn1ences from the 1st of April, 1862, and will ter­
minate on the 31st instant. 

With His Excellency the Governor's permission, I would wish to ac­
company this statement with a few observations with i·egard to 'the past 
year's expenditure on account of the Volunteer Force, and its pecuniary 
requil1 ements for the cur1·ent year. 

In the first place, with respect to the balance of £62 7s. 4d currency, 
shown as )'et 1.l.nexpended on last year's grant. I must remark that it is 
only nominally to the credit of the Volunteers, for there are claims 
agai:µst the grant for las·t year, which I have not, and could not receive 
before the end of the present quarter, and which are properly charge­
able against it, namely: the Armourer's bill for the quarter, for repairs 
and cleaning of the arms ; bill for printi11g musl\:etry returns and regis­
ters, &c., &c.; and a claim fo1~ expenses of the Harbor Grace Rifle 
Company, which, with exception of some blank ammunition, has not 
received any thing from the grant. These outstanding claims, when sat­
isfied, will more than exhaust the small balance as yet unexpended, 
without leaving anything for payment of the Drill Instructor, Serjeant 
McCartney, who, during the past season, has been very 11ard worked, 
performi11g, besides his proper duties, the threefold services of Se1jeant 
Major, Quarter Master Se1jeant, and Muslietry Instructo1· Serjeant to 
the Volunteer Corps.

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I thi11l( the above statement ''vill sl1ovv tl1at tl1e present allf)\1vance 
of the Legislatl re ( £150) i11 Sllpport of tl1e v-r 0l1111teer l:-,orce, is totally 
inadequate to its i·equireme11ts, i1ot eyven 1)rovidi11g· for the l)rill-Instri1ct­
or, 'vithot1t 'vl1ose most valuable assista11ce, I have i10 hesita.tion i11 say­
ing, neither I, i1or a11y other Officer in n1y positio11, can, singly a11d u11-
aided, }{eep up the efficiency of t11e Force. Witl1 every regard for tl1e 
strictest economy, 'vitl1 a 11ope even of bei11g able sliglitly to recluce the 
expe11clitt1re tl1is year, anfl ' 1t!itl1 extrerne reluctance, u11der tl1e present 
circumstances of tl1e Colo11y·, to suggest any i11crease of the g·rant, I 
feel bou11d.,after 11iatu·re co11.si(leratio1i, to ex1Jress my belief that unless the 
vote for this service ca.i1 this yea~ be i11cre<J.;sed to £250, it 'vill not be· 
possible to keep the Corps i11 an efficie11t state, if ev-re11 to lreep it up 
at all. 

'With res1Ject to my O\Vn services for the past a11d c11rrent years, to 
which you made some refere11ce this n1orni11g·, I ca11 only lea,1e t11em to 
the co11sideratio11 of yourself a11d my otl1er f rie11ds i11 t11e Ho11se of As~ 
sembly. I 'vot1ld i11ost willi11gly gi,;e them gratt1ito11slj7 for tl1e welfare 
of the ca11se, b11t, I assure yo11, they 11ave not been 11nattended 'vith ex~ 
pe11se to myself, and I hope I may be excused fo1' obser'1ing that, in the 
neighbot1ring Colonies, the i1ecessity of a similar ap1Jointn1ent to mi11e, 
in co11nection "\vitl1 the VT ol11nteer Force, is f11lly recognized a11d pro­
vided for.

land, also in tl1e Gulf of St. Lalvrence, and at all other places in the 
Sea, 'vhere the inhabita11ts of both cot1ntries used at any time thereto­
fore to }"'ish. That the inhabitants of the United States shall have lib­
erty to take Fish of every }{ind, on such parts of tl1e coast of N e\v­
founclland as British Fishe1~me11 shall t1se (but not to cure or dry them 
011 the Isla11d,) ai1d also on the coasts, bays and creeks of all other of 
His Britannic Majesty's dominio11s i11 America. A11d that the A1nerica11 
}"'isl1erm~n shall have liberty to dry and cure }~ish i11 any of tl1e u11settleq 
bays, harbours and creeks i11 Nova Scotia, Magdalen Isla11ds and Labra­

The 'Var of 1814 bet,veen Gre~t Britai11 and 
the United States, \Vas held by the forme1· to ha,te abrogated this stipu­
lation, and the declaration of peace, ai1d T1·eaty of Ghent, 1~vhich sub­
sequent!)· follo\ved, 'vere entirely sile11t 011 the point" 'l'his sile11ce 'vas 
i11tentio11al-dt1ri11g the 11egotiations the question had been expressly 
raised, and the claim of the U11ited States to the continued enjoyn1ent of 
·the rights secured by that stipulation de11ied. By the Convention of the 
20th October, 1818, the privilege of the Fisheries 'vithin certain limits 
''ras again co11ceded to the United States-and the United States, by that 
Convention, " renounced any liberty before enjoyed or claimed by them

U11ited Stateg;, 
being equally desirous with Her Majesty the Queen of· Great Britai11i 
(as declared i11 the preamble) '' to avoid further· misl1nderstanding be-· 
tween their respective citizens, a11d subjects, in i·egard to the extent of. 
the i·ight of fishing on the coasts of British North Ame1i-ca, secured t~ 
each by Article 1, of a Con-vention bet,veen the, United States and. 
Great Britair1, signed at London on the 20th day of· O·ctobe1", 1818 ..

It 'vill thus be seen that the differe11ces between the Commissioners re­
solve themselves into two divisions ;-1st. VVhether the twenty-f<Jur 
I)laces uamed in Prince Edward Island, or a11y of them, as is contended 
by Her l\iajest~y's Commissioner, are to be deemed Rivers, and therefore 
i·eserved a11d excluded from the con1n1on l~berty of the Fisher)r1 Or 
"\ivhether, as is conte11ded by tbe United States Commissio11er, these 
places, or some of them, are not Riv·ers, and therefore open to tl1e com­
mon lioert)7 of the Fishery 1 2nc1. 1'he ~liramichi a11d Buctouc.he in 
N e'v Brunswick, being sub1nitted to be Ri,rers, by wh~t lines are tl1e 
mouths of those Rivers respectively to be determined 1 

I11 coming to any conclusion 011 these points, it is unquestionably the 
duty of the Um1Jire, to look at the spirit a11cl object of the Treaty ,-tl1e 
c<tuses of diffi.cti1ty it '\\1as intended to remove-the mode of remova:l 
proposed. 

'1,he classes of Fish so11ght for i11 the deep-sea Fisheries strike "\vithi11 
'' tl1ree marine miles" fron1 the shore; the '' bavs" i\vithin the headlands,

are their places of resort, but unlike the Salmon, or the Shad, they d~ 
not ascend the Rivers, or partic1tl<irl}1 seek their e11trances. To i1rose­
cute the J.Vlackerel Fishe1·y with success, the right of Fishing on the 
'' sea, coast a11d shores" 'vitl1in '' three marine miles," and within the·

" bays" with the privilege of landing for drying nets and curing :Fish, 
1vas absolutely necessary; the co11venience of a '' harbol11·,'' and the· 
Tight of Fishing therein, desirable, A '' creek," which 'Vebster and 
Mau11ders both defi11e to be, accordi11g to English usage and etymology, 
'' a sn1all inlet, bay or cove, a recess in tl1e shore of the Sea, or of a 
River," c.11d which though, ''in some of the American States," meaning 
a small River, vVebster says, ''is contrary to E11glish usage, and not. 
jt1stified by ·et}1n1ology, '' 'vo11ld also, in ma11y instances, aif ord accommo.-
dation. A rigl1t to the '' sea coast and tl1e shores"-to the '' harbours'' 
a11d tl1e '' creel<s," 'vould thus afford to the l<~isherma11 all that he 'vould 
i~equire, and leave to the Rivers, risi11g far in the interior of the respect­
ive Co1111tries, a11d flowi11g by the homes o .. nd the hearths of a different 
1atio11, the sacred cl1aracter w ... hich 'vould save them from the stranger's 
in tr11sion. 

'I'l1e qt1estion then that first IJresents itself, are the twenty-four places 
i1amed, or a11y, a11d 'vhicl1 of· then1, in Pri11ce Ed1vard Island,to be deem­
ed Rivers 1 

It is diffict1lt to lay do,vn any ge11eral proposition, the application of 
which ,~vot1lcl detern1i11e the questio11. Tl1ere is i10 limitatio11 as to size 1 

or ·volt1me ; the ~1ississippi and the An1azon, roll tl1eir 'vaters over 011e­

:fo11rth the circun1fere11ce of tl1e earth. The '' ~amar," the '' Ex," a11d 

\ 
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the '' T\veed," 'vould hardly add a ripple to the '' Saint La,vrence,"­
yet all alike bear the designation, are vested with the privileges, and 
goyerned by the laws and regulations of Rivers. It is not the absence, 
or prevalence, of fresh or salt water ; that distinction has been expressly 
ignored in the celebrated case of Horne against McKenzie, on appeal to 
the House of Lords. It is not the height or lowness of the banks ; the 
Rhine is still the same River, whether flowing amid the mountains of 
Germany, or fertilizing the low plains of Holland. It is not the rise or 
fall of tide, or the fact that there may be little, if any water when the 
tide is out. The Stour a11d Or,vell in England are dry at low water ; ye~ 
they have al\vays been recognized, and treated, as Rivers. The Petit­
codiac, in N e\V Brunswick, and the Avon in Nova Scotia, owe their 
'vidth, their waters, their utility, entirely to the Bay of Fundy ; yet their 
claim to be classed among rivers has never been doubted. The per­
mane11t, or extraordinary extent of the stream, in cases where not at all, 
or but little influe11ced b)1 the tides, is no criterio11. The periodical 
tha,vs, and freshets of Spring and Autumn, in America, mal{e Rivers of 
vast mag11itude, useful for a thousand commercial purposes, in places 
'vhere, "vhen those thaws and freshets have passed away, their dry beds 
are visible for 'veeks. The term'' fl.ottable," applied to s11c.h streams, is 
' vell recognized in the Cot1rts of the United States, classing them among 
Rivers, and clothing the inhabitants l1pon tl1eir banl\:s, with the rights 
of riparian proprietors, and the public at large with the privilege of ac-

. commodation. 

An important test may be said to be, tl1e existence or non-existence of 
bars at the mouths of waters, or streams r11nning into the sea. The ex­
istence of such bars necessarily pre-supposes a conflict of antagonistic 
po,vers. An interior water forcing its '\vay 011t, yet i1ot of sufficient 
strength to plough a direct passage through the sa11ds accumulated by 
the in'1vard rolling of the sea, '\vould necessarily diverge, a11d thus leave 
a bar i11 front of its passage, just at that distance where the force of its 
direct action "\rvould be expended. Some Rive1·s, such as the l\tiississippi 
a11d the Nile, make deltas, and run into the Sea. In this case, the ex­
treme land would give a natural outlet. Others again run straight into 
the Sea, lvithout any delta, and 'vithout any estuary. In these cases the 
bar at the mouth would ~ give a nutural limit; but the bar· at the mouth 
is equally characteristic of its being a River. , There are cases again, 
were the est11ary, gradually widening into the Sea, leaves neither bar 
nor delta to mark its outlet, or determine its character. In such cases, 
for the latter object, other grounds must be sought on which to base a 
decision ; and in n1arking the f .. ormer, the exercise of a sound discretion 
c Juld be the only guide. · 

The decision upon any such question, must, after all, be more or less 
arbitrary. The physical features o~ !h~ 131:l~~ounding country, the im: 
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pressions created by local inspection, the recognized and admitted cha­
racter the disputed places have always borne, constitute material ele-

. ments in forming a conclusion. The possibility that the privileges con .. 
ceded by this 1,reaty may be abused, can have no \Veight. There will 
doubtless be found in both countries, men who will disregard its solemn 
obligations, and take advantage of its concessions, to defraud the revenue~ 
violate local laws, and infringe private rights ; and in thus disgracing 
themselves, affect the character of the nation to which they belong; 
they will, hovvever, meet '1vith no consideration at the hands of the ho11-
orable arid right thinlii11g people of either country. The framers of this 
Treaty wot1ld not permit such minor difficulties to stand in the way of 
the great object they had in view, to cement the alliance, and furthe~ 
the commercial prosperity of two Empires~ Such difficulties can be 
obviated, if necessar)T, by natio11al or local legislation. 

The Rivers of Prince Edward Island, whether one or one hund1~ed in 
number, must, as to length, necessarily be small. The Island is in no 
part much over thirty miles in width, and the streams run throl1gh it, 
more or less transversely, not longitudinally. Captain now (Admiral) 
Bayfield, the accomplished hydrographer, and surveyor of the Gulf of 
Saint Lawrence, thus describes it :-

''Prince Edward Isla;nd, separated from the Southern shore of the 
Gulf of the Saint Lawrence by Northumberland Strait, is one hun­
dred and two miles long, and, in one part, about thirty miles broad; 
but the breadth is rend?red extremely irregular by large bays, inlets, 
and Rivers, or ra,ther sea creeks, which penetrate the Island, so that no 
part of it is distant more tl1an seven or eight nliles from navigable water. 
Its shape is an irregular cresce:i;it, concave towards the Gulf, the North­
ern shore forming a great bay, i1inety-one mjles wid.e, and twe11ty-t'1vo 
miles deep, out of which, the set of the tides, and the heavy sea, render 
it very difficult to extricate a ship Vfhen caught in the North East gales 
1vhich frequently occl1r towards the fa.II of the year, occasionally blow­
ing with great str~ngth &nd d~ration, and, at such times, proving fatal to 
many vessels.'' 

This passage has been partic11larly called to my attention in a very 
elaborate and able statement of his vievvs, placed before me by the 
United States Commissioner, who further adds,-'' That Sir Cha1·les A. 
Fitzroy, the Lieutenant Governor of the Isla11d of Prince Edwa1·d, in 
an official communication to the British Government, calls the Island 
Rivers, 'strictly speaking, narrow arms of the Sea."'-and that'' Lord 
Glenelg, in his reply, alludes to them as 'inlets of the Sea.'" On ex­
amining the R~cords x~f e~~:i;ed to by the Commissioner, l find the first to~

• 
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be a dispatch (in January, 1858,) from Sir Charles Fitzroy, to the Co­
lonial Sec1·etary, Lord Glenelg, with reference to the reserves for ~""sh­
eries, contained in the original grants in the Island, arising out of the 
order in Council, under which those grants were issued, and which was 
as follows :~'' That in order to promote and encourage the fishing, for 
which many parts of the Island are conveniently situated, there be a 
clause in the grants of each 1,ownship that ab11ts upon the sea shore, 
containing a reservatio11 of liberty to all His Majesty's subjects in gene­
ral, of carrying on a free Fishery on the c;!Oasts of the said Townships, 
and of erecti11g stages, and other. necessary buildings, for the said Fish­
ery, within the distance of five hundred feet from high water mark." 

He then states he enclosed for the information of the Governme11t :­
'' A return shewing the several reserves for this purpose contain.ed in 
the different Tow11ships, from which it will appear that the reservation, 
as contemplated in the order of Council,has been strictly f ollo,ved in only 
t'velve To'\vnships. In thirty-two To'\vnships, the reservation is as 
follows,-' and furth~r saving and reserving for the disposal of His Ma­
jest)1, his heirs and successors, five hundred feet from high water mark, 
'on the coast of the tract of land hereby granted, to erect stages and other 
necessary buildings for carrying on the Fishery,' -of the remaining 
twenty-three Tow11ships, eighteen contain no Fishery reservati-0n; and of 
five, no grants whatever are on record." And he then remarks:-'' By 
reference to a plan of the Island, annexed to the return, your Lordship 
will perceive that several of the Townships which do contain reserva­
tions, abut upon Rivers only; or more strictly speaking, narrow arms of 
the Sea.'' 

:Lord Glenelg, in his I"eply, (l\fay 1838,) says,-'' It appears to me 
that the reservation made of lands adjacent to the sea coast, or to the 
shores of inlets from the Sea, for the purp0se of Fishing, so.far as the 
i·ight has been reserved to the Que·en's s11bjects collectively, constitute a 
property over which the power of the Crown is exceedingly question­
able." 

It does not appear to me, that these passages bea1~ the construction 
put upo11 them, or were intended to designate the Island Rivers general­
ly, or in any way determine their cl1aracter. Is it not i·ather a mere 
qualified mode of exp~ession used at the time, without any definite ob­
ject, or perhaps if any, to avoid being concluded by either term 1 But 
if the use of a term, by one or two of the local authorities, is to be 
deemed of such weight, of how mnch more weight would be the con-­
ti11t1ed use by the Legislature, for years,, of a contrary term 1 '!,here 
are .Acts of the Assembly vesting rights, imposing penalties, and creating

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privileges, with reference to these waters, under the name and designa­
tion of Rivers, to a series of which I call attention, namely :-

Also, to the various reports of the Annual appropriations and· E~pendi-­
tures, to be found in the Journals of the Legislature. 

On an examination of these Acts, it will be found, that the Legisla­
ture of the Island has, by a contin11ed series of enactments, extending 
over a period of thirty years, legislated up0n the'' rivers~"-'' bays,"­
'' creel{s,"-'' harbours,"-and lesser strea.ms,"-of the Island, recogniz~ 
i11g their existence, and difference,-appropriating t11e local revenues to 
their improvement-establishing rights, and creating private interests 
with reference to them~ entirely inconsistent '\ivith their being aught but 
the internal waters, and Rivers of the Isla11d, and directly at varia11ce 
with tl1e terms and character of legislation, which would have been 
used, had they been considered '' arms," or mere '' inlets of the Sea." 
Such acts by the Congress of the United States, or by the respective 
Legislatures of the several States, on any matter ''1ithin their jurisdic­
tion, would be regarded as conclusive of the character of the subject 
legislated upon. The legislation of Pri11ce Edward Island, in pa'ti 
materia, is entitled to the same consideration. The British Government, 
at the present day, neither legislates away, nor interferes 'vith, the local 
administration of the affairs of the Colonies. This very Treaty is de­
pendent upon the action of the Provincial Parliaments, and based upon 
the preservation of private rights. Can it be contended, or shall it be 
admitted, that this Treaty abrogates the legislation of years, ignores the 
laws of the Island, and, by implication, annuls rights and privileges the 
most sacred a colony can possess 1 Certainly not. If it be desirable, 
from the pec11liar conformation of this Island and its '\vaters, that the 
latter shottld be vie,ved i11 a light different from that in which they have 
been hitherto regarded, the local Legislature can so determine. 

I11 a very important decision in the Supreme Co11rt of Iowa, reported 
in the A1nerican Law Register, issued at Philadelphia, in August, 1857, 
it was determined,-'' 1,hat the real test of navigability in the United 
States, was ascertained by use, or by public act of declaration; and that 
t11e acts and declarations of the United States, declare and constitute 
tl1e Mississippi River, a public highway, in the highest and broadest in-

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tentn1ent possible." Shall not therefore the public acts and declara· 
tio11s, of the Legislature of Prince Edvvard Island, be co11sidered of some 
authorit)7

, in deter:qii11i11g 'vhat are the Rivers of that Island 1-and par­
tic11larly 'vhe11 tl1ose acts and declarations 've.re tnade long ai1terior to 
tl1e prese11t qt1estion bei11g raised 1 Bt1t might it i1ot also be assun1ed, 
that lvhere a co11ntry had, by a long series of p11blic docume11ts, legisla­
tive e11a~tments, grants a11d proclamatio11s, defined certain 'vaters to be 
Rivers, or s1)ol{e11 of them as st1cl1, or defined where tl1e n1ot1ths of cer­
tain Rivers 'vere, a11d another country s11bsequently entered into a treaty 
'vith tl1e former respecting those very \vaters, a11d used tl1e san1e terms, 
,~vithout s1)ecifically assig11i11g to them a differe11t mea11ing, i1ay, further 
stipt1lated t11a.t tl1e Treaty sl1ould i1ot talre effect i11 the localities 'vhere 
tl1ose 'vaters ,~vere, 1111til co11firme<l by tl1e local autl1orities,-n1igl1t it

'' 111 the i11stances referred to, I mea11 b).. 'sea creeks,' inlets forn1ed 
by t11e corr1bi11ed actio11 of tl1e Rivers a11d the tides, a11d tl1rough 'vl1icl1 
those Rivers flo\V i11 cha1111els, more or less direct, ang n1ore or less 
plainly defined by s.hoals on either s~de. \Vhenev~r there are barn 
across the i11lets, as is very ge11erally tne case, I co11s1der t11e cl1an11e1s 
tl1rol1gl1 tl1ose bars, to form the comn1011 entrances from the Sea to botl1 
i11lets a11d Rivers ; for it a1Jpears to me that a .River is not the less a

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Rivers, in the tecl111ical sense of the term, as disti11guished from its com­
mn11 acceptation. 1"o tl1e extent tl1at fresh \vaters are ba.ck\vardly pro­
pelled by the i11gress and presst1re of the tide, they are denominated na­
vigable Rivers ; ancl to determi11e ~Thether or not a River is navigable, 
both iiJ1 the commo11 la\v and in the Adn1irality acceptation of that term, 
1·egard must be had to the ebbing and the fio'1vi11g· of the tide. In the 
celebrated case of the River Ban11, i11 Ireland, the Sea is sr>oke11 of, as 
ebbing a11d flowi1ig i1i the Ri,ver.

lVliramichi~ in the Province of New Brt1nswicl\:," concerning \vhich a dif­
.erence of opinion had arisen between Her Britannic Majesty's Commis­
sio11er, and the Commissioner of the United States, as disclosed in 
Record No. 2, of their proceedi11gs, declare as f oll~ws. 

With reference to th.e Miramichi, it will be seen by Record No. 2 :--. 
~' Her Majesty's Commissioner claims, that a line connecting Fox and 
Portage Islancls, (marked in red, Plan No. 2, Record Book No. 2 ,) 
designates the mouth of the J\tiiramichi River. The United States Com­
Jnissioner claims that a line f1·om Spit Point to Moody Point, (marked in 
blue, PJan :No. 2, Record Boolr, No. 2,) designates the :fllOuth of said 
)liver! 

By the Treaty it is provided that-'' the above mentionecl liberty ap!P 
plies solely to the Sea Fishery; and that the Salmon and Shad ~"'isheries, 
and all Fisheries in Rivers, and the mouths of l~ivers, are reserved e~~ 
cl11sive.ly," &c .. , &c. 

The preceding portion of Article 1st gives the right to Fish-'' On 
th<t S~a Coasts a:q.d shores, and i"Q. the bays, h~rbours and creel{s." 

The inner Bay of the Mi1'amichi, and the harbour of Bue ouche, are, 
among ofl,.er grounds, claimed as coming within tl1e defi11ition of '' bays 
~nd harbours,'' a~d it ha~ been -q.rged that the clause jt1st referred to, is 
co11clusive in favo11r of th~t claim, whether such bay or harbour qoes, or 
does not, constitute the mo11th 9£ a River. · ~ 

It is, tl1erefore, necessarJ?, before deciding which of the lines above 
designated as the mouth of the J\tliramichi, is the correct 011e' to dispose 
of this prelimi11ary question,-namely :-Does tl1e mouth of a Rive:r 
forfeit its exc111sive character, under this Treaty, because it may consti" 
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tute a bay, or harbour 1 Is the restriction imposed limited to particular· 
fish, or locality 1 The spirit with which this T1·eaty was made, and the 
object it has in view, demand for it the most liberal construction; but, 
consistently with the most liberal construction, there are many wise and 
judicious reasons why the exception should be made. The joint or 
common Fishery in those places where the fQrbidden fish i~esort, wot1ld 
be a prolific cause of dispute. The very fact that, after the forbidden 
fish are named, there shol1ld follow tl1e sig11ificant expression that all 
Fisl1eries i11 those places should be reserved, is co11clusive as to tl1e idea 
predominant in the minds of the framers of the Treaty. They wanted 
peace ; they would not put the Fishermen of the two nations together, 
on the same ground, where they \vould have unequal rights. Co11sidera­
tions of a national, administrative, or fiscal character, may have determin-ed 
them to exclude the entrances of the great thoroughfares into the respect­
ive countries, from a common possession. There are large and magnificent 
bays, and harb<;mrs, unconnected with rivers ; there are bays, and har· 
hours, dependent upon, and forined by the mouths of Rivers. The 
terms are not indicative of locality. Bays a11d harbours may be found 
far up in the interior of a country ; in lakes, or in rivers ; and on the 
sea-board. 1'he '' mouths of rivers," are fou11d only in one locality,-
11an1ely, in that i)art of tl1e Ri~ver by whicl1 its 'vate1·s are discharged into· 
the Sea, or Ocean; or into a Lake, and that part of the River is, by the 
express language of this 'l'reaty, excluded. Is the use of a te1~ which 
may be a11plicable to many places, to supersede that \vhich can only be, 

.. ai1plied to a partic11la1~ place, \vhen· the latter is pointedly, eo rtomi1ie, ex­
cluded 1 But why should such a constructio11 be required, \vhen the ob-­
ject of the Treaty can be attai11ed without it 1 The ca11se of the difficul­
ty was, not the refusal to i)ern1it a common Fishery 'vithin the mouths: 
of Rivers, but \vithin three marine miles of tl1e sea coast, That difficul­
ty is entirely i·emoved by the liberty to take 1:4,ish '' on the sea coast and 
shores, and in the bays, harbours, and creelrs, without being restricted 
to any distance from the shore." 

The lJosition taken by the Commissioner of the U11ited States, is f11r:.· 

th er pressed, upon the ground,-'' 'l,hat the terms of a grant are al,·va)'S 
to be co11s, ed most st1~011g~ly against the granting party." The appli­
cation of that pri11ciple to tl1e present case is not very perceptible. 
1'his is rather the case of t'1vo contracting parties exchanging equal ad­
va11tages ; and the contract ml1st be gover11ed b)' the ordinary rt1les of 
interpretatio11. Vattel says,-"' In the i11terpretation of Treaties, com­
pacts, a11d promises, we ot1ght not to deviate from the common use of 
the languag·e, u11less we have very strong reaso11s for it." And,-'' "The11 
\Ve evide11tly see \Vhat is the sense t11at agrees witl1 the i11te11tion of the 
ce011tracting parties, it is 11ot allo,VGl.,ble to 'vrest their 'vords to a co11tra1·y 
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meaning." It is plain that the framers of this Treaty intended to exclude 
the '' mo11ths of rivers'" from a common possessio11. Ot1ght we, by con· 
struing the terms of the Treaty most strongly against the nation where 
the Ri,rer in dispute may happen to be, to '' \Vrest their \Vords to a con~ 
trary meaning 1'' I think not . 

.... 

l\{r. Andre,vs, for many years the United States Co11sul in N e'v Bruns .. 
'vick and in Canada, a gentleman 'vhose great researches and t111tiring 
energies were materially i11strumental _in bringing about this Treaty, and 
to whom the British Colonies are mt1ch indebted for the benefits they 
are now derivi11g, and may yet derive, from its adoptio11, thus speaks of 
the ~Iiramichi, in his Report to his Government, in 1852 :-'' The ex­
tensive harbour of Miramichi is formed by the estuary of the beat1tift1l 
River of that name, 'vhich is two hundred and twenty miles in length. 
At its entrance i11to the Gulf, this River is nine miles in width.'' 

'' There is a bar at the e11trance to the Miramichi, but the River is of 
-~ st1ch great size, and pot1rs forth such a vol11me of \vater, that the bar 
offers no impediment to navigatio11, there being st1ffi.cient deptl1 of 
\vater on it at all times, for ships of six and seven hundred tons, or e''e11 
more. The tide fio\VS nearly forty miles up the Miramichi, from t11e 
Gulf. The River is navigable for vessels of the largest class full tl1irty 
miles of that distance, there being from five to eigl1t fatl1oms of 'vater i11 

the channel ; but schooners and small craft, ca11 procee(l nearly to the 
head of the tide. · Owing to the size a11d depth of the Miramichi, ships 
ca11 load along its banks for miles." 

In Brookes' Gazetteer, an American worlc of authority, the \vidth of 
the Potomac, at its entrance into the Cbespeake, is given at seven and 
a half miles. 

In the same work, the mouth of the Amazon is given at '' one ht1n .. 
dred and fifty nine miles broad." 

I11 Harper's Gazetteer, (edition of 1855,) the \Vidth of the Severn, at 
its junction 'vith the British channel, is given at ten miles across. That 
of the Humber, at its mouth, at six or seven miles ; and that of the 
'l,hames, at its junction '\vith the North Sea, at the Nore, between the 
Isle of Sheppey and Foulness Point, or bet,veen Sheerness and South­
end, at fifteen 1\1iles across. And the Saint La"vrence, in two= different 
places, in the same work, is described as entering '' the G11lf of Saint 
Lawrence, at Gaspe Point, by a mouth 011e hundred miles '\'\1ide." A11d 
also, "that at its mouth, the Gulf from Cape Rosiere to ~Iingan settle­
~ent, in Labrador, is one hundred and five miles in length.'_: · 
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Thus, \Yidtl1 is no objection. The real e11trance to the l\1iramicl1i is, 
ho,vever, bt1t 011e and a half miles vvide. Adn1iral Bayfield may, appa-
1·ently, be cited by both Com:diissioners as authority. He says, pages 
30, 31, and 32 :-

'' ~1iramichi Bay is i1earl)7 fot1rteen miles 'vide, from the sa11d-bars off 
Poi11t Blackland to Point Escumi11ac beacon, and six and a half n1iles 
deep, from that line across its mouth, to the mai11 entrance of the J\1ira~ 
michi, bet,veen Portage and Fox Isla11ds. 'l,he bay is forn1ed by a semi­
circular range, of low, sandy isla11ds, bet,veen which there are three 
small passages, ancl one mai11, or ship channel, leading into the inner 
bay, or estuarJ', of the ~1iramichi. The N eguac Gully, between the 
sand bar of the same nan1e, and a small one to the Sot1th West, 
is 280 fathoms wide, and three fathoms deep ; but ·a sandy bar 
of the 11st1al mutable character, lies off it, i1early a mile to the 
S.S.E., a11d had about nine feet over it at low 'vater, at the tin1e of our 
st1rvey. Within the Gully, a very narro\V channel, only fit for boats, or 
very small craft, leads Westward, up the in11er bay. The shoal water 
extends one and a quarter miles off this Gt1lly, bt1t there is excellent 
'varni11g, by the lead, here and every,vhere in tl1is bay .. as 'vill be seen 
by the cl1art. Shoals, 11early dry at lo\v water, extend f1--om the Negu­
ac Gully to Portage Island, a clistance of 011e and a quarter miles to 
tl1e So11th vVest. Portage Island is four miles long, in a South-West-by., 
South direction; narrow, low, and partially wooded with small sprt1ce 
trees and bushes. The ship channe~, between this Isla~d a~d Fo~ ~s~ 
land, is one and a half miles 'vide.'' 

''Fox Island, three and three q~arters miles long, in a S~ S. E. direc­
tio11, is narro'v ancl partially '1voode4; like Portage Island, it is for~ed 
of parallel ra11ges of sand hills, 'vhich co11tai11 imbedded drift timbe1·, 
a11d have evide11tly been thro,v11 up by the Sea, in the cot1rse of ages~ 
1 1l1ese islancls are inerely sar1d-bars 011 a large scale, and no where rise 
higl1er than fifty feet above the sea. 'l,hey are incapable of agricultural 
ct1ltivation, bt1t )7et they abot111d in plants and shrubs, suited to such a 
Jocc1lity, a11<l in \vild fruits, sucl1 as the blueberry, stra,vberry, and rasp-: 
berrJ1 • ,"1..-ild fo,~rl of variot1s kinds are also ple11tif11l in their season; 
ai1cl so also are su1mo11, lvhich are ta~en in nets and 'veirs, a~o11:g the 
beacl1es outsicl~ tl1e Isla11d, as \vell as in the Gullies~ 

'' 1'he next, and last, of tl1ese islands, is H~cklebPrry Island, which is 
11earl)r 011e ancl a h~lf miles long, in a South East clirection. Fox Gully, 
bet\veen Huc1ileberry and Fox Isla1~ds, is about 150 fathoms '\vide at 
l1igl1 'vater, and fron1 2 to 2! fathoms deep, but there is a bar outside, 
'vi th se,ren feet at lo'v '\vater. Ht1c1{leberry Gully·, betweeµ the 
l sla.nd of tl1e san1e i1an1e ancl tl1~ 111ai11la11d, is abot1t 200 fathoms 

~ ~ ' . -. '· .. ... 
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\vicle; b11t is no·t · quite so deep as Fox Gt1lly. They are both only 
fit for boats, or ' 7ery small crafts; and the channels leading from 
them to the Westward, t1p a bay of the mai11 \vithin H11clrleberry 
Isl<:lnd, or across to the Fre11ch River a11d village, are i1arro\v and i11t:ri­
cate, bet,veen flats of sand, mud, and eel-grass, a11d 'vith only water 
enot1gh for boats. Six and a q11arter miles f1·om the Hucl{leberry Gull)1

, 

along the low shore of the mainla11d, in an E. S. E. ~ E. direction, 
bri11gs us to the beaco11 at Poi11t Escuminac, and completes the circuit 
of the bay. · 

''The bar of MiramitChi comn1ences f1--om the South East end of Portage. 
Island, and extends across the main entrance, a11d parallel to Fox Island, 
nea14 ly six miles in a South East by South directio11. It consists of sand, 
a11d bas not more than a foot or two of water over it, in some parts, at 
lo'v spring tides-" . 

He also says pp. 37 and 39 :-.''The In11er Bay of Miramichi is of 
great extent,being about thirtee11 miles long,from its entrance at Fox Is­
land to Sheldrake Island, (where the River may properly be said to com­
me11ce,) and seven or eight miles wide. 'l'he depth of water across the 
Bay is suffi.cie11t for the largest vessels that can cross the inner bar, being 
2i fathoms at low water) in ordi11ary spring: tides, with ni.uddy bottom. 

'' Sheldrake Island lies -off Napa11 Point, at the distance ofrather1nore 
than three-quarters of a mile, ~nd bears fron1 Point Cheval, North-West 
by West on~ and three-quarters of a mile. Shallow water extends far off 
this Island, i11 every direction, Westward to Bartibogt1e Island and East· 
ward to Oak Point.. It also sweeps rou11d to the So11th and South East, 
so as to leave only a very narrow channel between it a11d the shoal 
'vhich fills Napan Bay, and trending away to the Eastlvard past Point 
Cl1eval, f 0rms the Middle GrouBd already mentioned. Murdock Spit 
and l\1t1rdock Point are two sandy p0ints, a third of a mile apart, with a 
cove betwee11 them, and about a n1ile W.S.W. of Sheldral{e Island. The 
e1~trance of ~iira,michi River is three-quarters of a mile \Vide, betwee11 
these points and l\foody Point, which has a small Indian church upon it, 
and is the East Point of entrance of Bartibogue River, a mile North 
vVest-by-West 4alf West from Shelqrake Isla11cl." 

B11t a strong, and I may add, a conclusive point, in she,ving the pas~ 
sage betwee11 }"'ox and Portage Island, to be the main entrf'.111ce, or mouth 
of the ~Iiramichi, is the peculiar ~ction of the tides. It is th11s clescrib­
ed by Bayfield, p. 35 :~ 

'' The stream of the tides is not strong in the ope11 bay, ot1tside the 
bar of l\iiramichi. The floocl drtiws in to\vards the ent1~a11ce, as into a 
f UI?-~el, co~ing both from the Nor th East and Sout}\ East, alongshore . 
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from Tabusintac as '1vell as Point Escuminac. It sets fairly through the 
ship channel at the i·ate of 1 ! knots, at the Black buoy, increasi11g to 2,. 
or 2! knots, in strong spr111g tides, betV\~een Portage and Fox Isla11ds., 
1-vhere it is strong·est. 1,he principal part of the st:ream continues to 
flo'v W est,vard, in the direction of the buoys of tl1e Horse-shoe, although 
some part Of it flows to the North ward, between that shoal and Portage 
Island." 

The effect of this is thus singularly felt. A boat leaving Neg.nae, f() 
ascend the Miramichi with the flood tide, is absolutely met by the tide 
flo,ving N or~herly against it, 11ntil coming abreast of the Horse-shoe 
Shoal, or in the line of the n1ain entrance; and a boat at the Horse-shoe 
Shoal, steering for N eguac, with the ebb-tid·e making, \vouid have th01 
ct1rrent against it, though N eguac is on a lfne as far seawa.rd· as the en-­
trance to the Portage and Fox Islands-tht1s shewing conc·Iusively that 
the main inlet and outle-t of the tidal \vaters,. to and from the mouth or 
entrance of the l\1iramichi, is bet"\tveen. Po.rtage and ~.,ox Islands.
