I have the 11onur to enclose a l\'linnte of my Executive Cot1n­
cil, giving their opit1ion as to the i11j11riot1s results to the ~,isheries 
of Ne\vfoundland from the 1 barring of Bait for exportation, as 
pointed 011t in the Senior Na val Officer's Report, enclosed in yo11r 
Lordship's Despatch, No. 68. 

2.-At the same time, my Ministers, in anticipation of Legis­
lative actio11 on this important subject, cleem it aclvisable to re­
quest me to have it brought t111der yo11r Lordship's consideration 
before the next Session, which us11ally meets near the end of 
January. 

3.-From the admission of the Americans to rights of fishery

aid it is hoped that more efficient protection will be afforded in 
those parts where breaches of the law will probably occur. 

4.-Tliere is a strong feeling extant against the American 
fishermen, who, this year, with nt1merous vessels, visited n1any of 
the fishing stations before free f'rom their i11trt1sions, their chiet· 
object being to proct1re fresh bait and ice, which they did in large 
quantities for their Bankers, to the allegetl injury of 011r i11shore 
fishermen. Tl1is ~·ear there has bee11 in several places a failt1re in

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5.-The effect of the recent decision ab Halit .. ax, as reported, 
disallo,vs this t raffic under the Treaty ; ancl from the opinion pre­
vailir1g, my Mi11isters sutmise that more stringent Legislation will 
be demanded, effectually to check this traffic" than at present ex­
ists, and that a large majority in the Legislature on both sides will 
press t·or the adoption of such a policy. 

6.-Shot11d such be insisted 11pon, it appeared probable to my 
Ministers it would em brace prohibition to the Colonial fishermen 
to st1ppI)~, or aid in supplying, or to export fresh bait, which wot1ld 
in .that respect apply e<1t1al1y to the French with the Americans, 
but the latter wo11ld have the advan.tage of· taking f'or themselves, 
if' they pleasecl to do so; and it is conceived that the exercise of 
this right wo11ld not be so prejudicial as the practice that bas lately

By the rece11t decision of the Halifax Commission, this privilege 
is disallowed to the Americans llnder the 'Vashington Treaty, and: 
we shall in future be obliged to reql1ire compliance with the terms 
of the Treaty of 1818.

2. As the fishery season has now ended and H. J\iI. Ships have 
left this Station, I have been unable to apply to the Naval Officers 
engaged in the protection of the Fisheries for inf·ormation, but I 
have caused enquiry to he made upon th·e point adverted to in the 
latter portion of Monsieur Gavard's Mernorandt1m, viz :-The 
allegetl prohibition at Cl1annel to sell Bait to the ~..,rench £1 ... isher­
men of Cod Roy; and I have,_ myself, examined the Official against 
whom the complaint was ma<le. 

3. I have the honour to inforn1 Your Lordship that the ri1mour~ 
~ppears to have arisen from the follo\ving circt1mstauces : In the. 
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end of Jt1ly last, a complaint was made to the Collector of Cus­
toms at Channel, that the French Fishing Boats were taking Bait 
on our own grounds, and on proceeding to the place indicated, at 
Port-au-Basque, he found four French boats with lines in the 
water jigging for squid amongst some 50 English boats. This 
being illegal he ordere'd them to desist, which they did, and then 
entered the harbour of Channel, apparently for the pttrpose of 
purchasing Bait, which be left them quite at liberty to do. The 
Collector states that he should not have stopped the French from 
taking Bait had not a complaint been made to him, and that in 
bis opinion no con1plaint would have been made had not squid 
been scarce at the time. He further states that he has never him­
self offered any hindrance to the sale of Bait to the French, nor 
bas any such case come within 11is knowledge. 

4. I may adcl that no Official of this Government has ever 
been authorized to prohibit the sale of bait to the French.

I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of your Despatch 
of the 3rd instant, enclosing a Minute of a Committee of the Ex­
ecutive Council 11pon the subject of the appointment of lVIagis­
trates on the West and North East Coasts of :!S-ewfoundland. 

2.-In view of the clesire of Her Majesty's Government to 
reserve the power of approving the appointments before they are 
finally made, and of' instructing and removing, if need be, the 
Officers who may be appointed, your Government are anxious to 
be informed of the nature of the instructions to be given ; and in 
the meantime they hesitate to recommend any names for my ap­
proval until they obtain further information in regard to this point. 

3.-I can unclerstand that your Government t·eel it necessary 
to take into consideration the probable feeling of their constitt1• 

, 
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ents, who may natt1rally be inclin ed t o 101)k witl1 jeal ousy on tl1e 
official acts of persons app<linted and paitl by themselves, an cl yet 
in a .great meast1re responsible to the Imperial Government. The 
request of your Government appears theret·ore to . be reasoi1able, 
and I am .anxious in every way to respond to it. I will add that 
in any case, Her Majesty's Government wol1ld naturally desire to 
consult the Colonial Government before isst1ing any general in­
structio11s. to these Officers. It is, however, obviously necessary, 
as I cannot doubt, that yo11r l\tlinisters will see that they should 
have a po'\"\·er of instr11cting, controlling and dismissing them in 
certain possible, though it may be im1Jrobable, contingencies, where 
the frie11dly r·elations between the Governments of England and 
France mig·ht be affectetl by some ill-considered action. 

4.-The· onl~ .. instrt1ctions which on t.heir part Her Majesty's 
Goverr1ment wot1ld 1,ropose at present to issue, wo11ld be that the 
Officers should abstai11 from adjudicating upo11 any IJoint in which 
a dispi.1ted inter11retation of Treaties is involved; their desire being 
not to interf"ere with the action of' the Ma,gistrates, b11t only to 
limit their sphere of actio11 to such matters as concern the main­
tenance of peace and order, and do nof involve the interpretation 
of Treaties.

2. I learn that, subject to the permission of the Lords Commis­
sioners of the All111iralty, Commander Howorth 'vou1d be glad to 
accept the post. There are, however, variot1s poi11ts which reqt1ire 
to be considered before the appoi11tment can finally be made. I11 

the first place, as the District which the Magistrate will superin­
tend is very extensive and is not provided with roads, I shot1ld 
wish yol1r ~Iinisters to consider what arrangement should be made 
to enable 11im to visit the variot1s places on the Coast where his 
duties may call him, either for the collection ot· Revenue or for the 
holdir1g of Co11rts. Possibly the inost conve~ient arrangement 
would be that a small vessel shol1ld be placed at his disposal. 

3. I presun1e that a passage for the Magistrate and for his 
family, not excee<li11g fol1r persons besides himself, will be allowed 
from Colonial funds, as in the case of appointments in Crown 
Oolonies where the emolt1ments do not exceed £500. 

4. I shot1ld ft1rther be glad to be informed on the following 
points:- , 

lst.-At what place on the Coast the Magistrate is to be stationed. 

2ndly.-Whether the l\Iagistrate is to be allowed a house, or to re-
ceive any lodging allowance in lieu thereof; and 

3rdly.-What Clerical or other assistance wot1ld be allowed him.in 
the performance of his duty.

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5. :You will be so good as to inform me of the views of your 
Government on these points witho11t delay. 

6. I may observe however, in regard to the second question, 
that it appears to me to be only reasonable and proper that a 
babitatio11 should be provided for the Mag·istrate, or that he shoulrl 
receive a suitable allowance for lodging. The q11estion of Clerical , 
and other assistance can best be judged of by your Government, 
who are acquainted with the work which the Magistrate will be 
called t1pon to perform. 

7. It is of course understood that he is not liable to be dis­
missed without the consent of the Imperial Government, and I 
assume that y0ur Government agree in this view. 

, 8. I should fnrtl1er be g·lad to be informed whether the l\'Iagis­
trate will draw any fees in addition to his salary, or will be allowed 
any percentage 011 the amount of Ct1stoms duties which he n1ay 
collect, and to receive a11y ft1rther information in regard to the 
appointment which your Government 1nay think it desirable that 
a candid a tefor the post in question should be acquainted with.

MAY IT PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY;-

I have the honor to forward you, herewith, my annual Report 
of the Sale and management ot Crown La11ds, and of matters con­
nected therewith, uncler the control of this Department, in con­
f·ormity with the Statutes relating to the saine. 

MINERAL LANDS. 

During the year there have been sixty-one applications for 
Licenses to '5earcl1 for Minerals, as per Return, marked No. 1. 

During the year there were issued fifty-four Licenses, as per 
Rett1rn, marked No. 2. 

Dt1ring the year there were received f Ollr ap1)licatio11s for Mi­
neral Grants, t'vo of· which have been issued, tl1e remaining two 
awaiting St1rve)'S, as per Rett1rn, marked No. 3. 

GR.\NTS UNDER CAP. 45, CONSOLIDATED STATUTES. 

The1'e were issl1ed tluring· the year one hl1ndred ai1d one Grants 
of Crown Lands for agrict1ltural and :fishi11g purposes, embracing 
five hundred and ninety-two acres, one rood and thirty-five perches, 
ainounting to two hundred and seventy-six dollars and twenty 
ce11ts, as per Ret11rn hereunto annexed, No. 4. 

Under Title 13, Cap. 46, there were isst1ed two Licenses of 
Occupation, containing t\ve11ty-one acres, one rood and twenty­
six perches, and three Grants in Fee, containing seventy-three 
acres, two roods ancl thirty-fot1r perches, to persons who have co.m­
plied with the conditions of their Licenses pre\1iot1sl~,. 111eld t111der 
tbis Statute, as she,vn in Return hereunto annexed, ma1~ked No. 5. 
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A comparative Staten1ent with the year "!.876, of .l\Iineral Li­
censes, of Grants, Lice11ses of Occupation, and Grants for Agri­
culti1ral pt1rposes, &c., is herewith lgive.n, as per Return marked 
No. 6. 

Statement of Accot1nt Current is herewith ar1nexed, marked 
No. 7, which h·as been examined and fo-u11d correct by the .4.<\..uclitor 
of Pt1blic Accot1nts. · 

In f1fferi11g this Report, I feel it a duty again to ,draw yoi1r 
Excellency's attention to the war1t of an additional efficient Land 
St1rveyor. With the present Staff it is qt1ite impossible this De­
part1nent ca11 atte11tl to the great n11mber of application~ now 
bef'ore it for Agricultural Lands, and for 011tlyi11g Mercantile Pre­
mises, th11s causi11g· mt1cl1 annoyance to pt1blic and private inter-
ests, and loss to the reve11ue. 

In referrir1g to my Report of last year ancl precedi11g years, it 
will be seen that I drew particular attention to the man)· diffict1lties 
I ba\'.'e experience(} in carrying· 011t the necessary 811rve~·s of' Land, 
particularly i11 laying out 11ew Settlements, (which in many parts 
of the Island are now forming) for want of au additional efficient 
Surveyor • . 

In many of the Ot1tports ·we have no Deputy S11rveyors, nor 
can suitable persons be f'ot1nd to act as st1ch; and if a11y living at 
a distai1ce be employed, their charges become so onerous as to 
amot1nt to a probib_ition of settlers obtaining titles to their land, 
most of' the u11merous applications now laying over are fro1n st1ch 
cal1ses. If lan(l be settlecl 11pon 11nat1thorizecl, or any improvement 
made thereon by sqt1atters, no regt11arity or 11nit·ormity is observed, 
conseqt1ently n111ch trouble and confusion are created 'vhen laying 
out the necessary roads, dispt1tations often arise ·to a fearful ex­
te11t, and immoderate demands made for lancl required t'or roads 
to ope·n up rear land and other purposes., . 

Such is the amot1nt of dispt1ta.tions already existing, t11at I 
had the past sum1ner to visit many localities to make 111yself ac­
q11ainted with the f·acts bet .. ore I could attempt to make any deci:. 
sion thereon. lVIj~ r>ersoual atte11 tion, I am happy to say, was 
attendee! with the most satisfactory ·results. 
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Our present want of st1fficient knowledge of localities in the 
extern Ot1tports, is i1ecessarily a great drawback. Tl1e addition of 
another efficient S11rveyor to this Office 'VOlllll e11able me in Spring, 
St1n1111er) ancl earl~r At1tt1mn, to sent! one North, the other to the 
'Vestward; this wot11d make tl1e Der>artment acqt1aintecl with tue 
reqt1iren1ents of' the ''ario11s settlements. Pla11s wot1ltl 11ecessarily 
be iuade, t11eir st1r\1'eJ'S correctly markell thereon, shewing the ]ands 
occt1pie(l, how acq11ire(l, what ~:'et remains available f'or new appli­
cants, an<l f'11rther shew what roads exist, and those necessary to 
ope11 11p other lan(ls; and intiepe11dent of this, we sbo11lcl ba, ... e s11ch 
St1rve)1ors prese11t in the Fall a11d \\'inter perfecting their plans, 
and available for a11y information required of them. 

This col1rse has been aclopted the past st1mmer, as far as the 
work of one })erson cot1lcl accon1plish it, and the plans alreally i11 

co11rse of pre1)aration of the n11n1erot1s St1rveys made, will shew · 
at a glance the importa11ce of the work. 

I 11ave referred in my former Reports to t.be incompetency of 
many of ot1r present 011tport Dep11ty St1r\Teyors, whose appoint-
111ents ar)pear to ha·ve been n1ade without a dt1e regard to their 
efficie11c~1, and who consec1t1entl) ... entail a considerable amor:nt of 
correspondence in obtai11ing necessary inforn1ation about their 
St1r\'?eys, and in pointing out to the1n their inaccuracies; bt1t few 
amongst them l1ave the knowledge of using the necessary scien­
tific instrt1ments,- and none are disposed to pt11--cbase them. ~n 

most cases only a boat's compass is used, conseqt1ently inextrica­
ble conf'usion is created, in many instances leading to considerable 
dispt1tations and litigation. . 

St1cl1 bas bee11 the case in numerous instances, as i>ointed out 
in previo11s Reports, with regarll to the Sot1tl1 Shore of Conception 
Bay, Trinity B~y, Bonavista Bay, Placentia Bay, and other 
places .. 

During the past summer we bad to correct the errors of Out­
port Dept1ty St1rveyors of the st1rveys ma(le by them at Salvage 
Bay, Rap-de-Ventt1re, Mt1sgrave Town, Brooklyn, James's Cove, 
Sweet Bay, Cannon's Cove, Southern Bay, Seal Cove, Random 
Sot111d, as also on the Sot1th Shore of" Conceptiqn Bay. 

"' 
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Owing to the 11epeatetl and nt1merot1s ap1Jlicant.s from the 
latter place for Gra11ts of the Land which had bee11 surveyed for 
them in years past; of' which no Diagra111s were ft11 .. nished this 
Office, consicle1 .. able atte11tion had to be given thereto. ·It was 
found necessary by our Topogra1)hical Surveyor (J.\tir. Long) to 
contint1e Mr. ~ oad's (formerly St1rveyor General) plan of· the 1\iiain 
Line of Roa<l of St. Joh11's to Lon!! Pong, f'rom Long Poncl to 
Seal Cove. He has now in cot1rse of preparation a pla11 shewing 
tl1e contin11ation of that Main Line of Road (wl1ich leads around 
Conception Bay) as also all the branch roads leading theref"rotn 
to the variot1s Fishing Settleme11ts, an(l to tl1e Farin Lands. This 
plan will also shew tl1e la11d squatted upon, whether under Grant 
or not, and that available for applicants. 

With regard to the rising generation on that shor~, I am con­
vinced, from pe1·sonal observation, there cloes not exist si1fficient 
ct1ltivable land to n1eet tl1eir wants. I had, theref'ore, in man~· i11-

stances to restrict the q11antities ap1>lied for; an4 here I can11ot 
refrain from expressing ID)" surprise at the qt1a11tit)" of' land occu .. 
pie<l in the many settlements on that shore and the amo11nt of 
ct1ltivation, and the diffict1lties the parties had to encounter in 
clearing their land. The amount of stone i11 most cases taken­
therefrom is sometbi11g astot111ding,-b11t with which, goocl and 
st1bstantial walls have been built ; not, however, without a heavy 
amo11nt of Jabour, shewing very great industry. 

To follow out the work of this st1rvey so necessarily begun, 
further time must be spent the coming summer, and eventually 
continU:~ the same to Holyrood.

Considerable attention n1ust also be given to Bloody Bay 
(now more appropriately called ''Glover Town'') in Bona vista 
Bay, as pron1ised the Settlers for the past two years. This settle­
.ment is one of great promise, ·and must become one of the most 

· important, iu Bona\Tista Bay; the land is very .good, easily ct1lti­
vated, well sheltered, abot1ndiag i11 rich and picturesque scenery, 
forming, as it was, a co11siderable settlement along the ''Great 
Northern Mail Route,'' early attention is necessar~r for the arrange 
me11t of well laid 011t Roads for a tow11sbip as has been adopted 
in ~Iusgra\1e Town ; over forty families are 11ow Ii ving there. 

, 

\ 
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Clode Sound, also sitttated along the ''Northern Mail Route,'' 
is another locality which, if well laid 011t, would qt1ickly receive the 
attention of those seeking good lan(l for farming purposes, for lum­
bering and for ship-b11ilding, with g·reat safety for shipping. In a 
letter latels· received from Farmer, l\'lr. \Villiam Stares, of Brooklyn, 
he states that the land at the head of Olode Sountl is very good 
and easily cleared; that there is a large area for settlement, suffi­
cient for a thot1sand families, and which he considers the best in 
Bonavista Bay ; that the route for the Telegraph line for the 
North should pass in that direction, branching offfrom Shoal Har­
bour, Randor.n Sound, in Trinity Bay, to Clode Sot1ncl, via Goose 
Bay, thence to BloodJ" Bay, or rather ''Glover Town,'' Freshwater 
Bay, and along the track of the Main Line to Gander Bay for 
Notre Dame Bay South. 

I have also cat1sed the past ~rear a plan to be taken by my 
Deputy, l\'Ir. John Hear11, of Brigt1s, of the lan<l blockecl off for 
Agrict1ltt1ral purposes at Salmon Cove Gasters, shewing· its con-

. nection with the harbor of Salmon Cove Gasters, Cat's Cove and the 
neighborhood. We shall now be in a position to issue Grants on 
the many applications for that locality. The plan is now in course 
of· preparation on 1uounted paper, and when completed will be 
submitted to the Legislature. 

I have also cat1sed a portio11 of the Bt1i1ding Land in Placentia 
to be blocked off to n1eet the wants of applicants. The nt1mber of 
Lots so marked off amounts to over Eighty, which will realize a 
fair amount of Revenue to this Department, a plan of· which I 
now submit. 

Having in previous reports drawn Yot1r Excellency's atten­
tion to nlany matters in connection with this Department, I deem 
it unnecessary again to revert to them; but I cannot omit drawing 
Yot1r Excellency's attention to the necessity of son1e amendments 
in our ·~ Crown Lands' Act,'" of the Consolidate(} Statt1tes, Title 13, 
Cap. 46, partict11arll' i11 relation to th~ granting of large qt1antities 
of land i11 fee for J.\tlill sites. When the timber is ct1t off from the 
same it becomes abandoned by the Grantee, bt1t continues locked 
i1p in private 11ands, so as to be uncontrolled by Gov~rnment;

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the \and ren1aining inutilizecl by any one, whilst many would 
eagerly settle thereon if a legal title could be secured. 

Others again hold~ng over such q~1antities of land, traffic wit}! 
the same, demanding excessive rates, as experience of· the Office

clearly exemplifies. 

Further, that those acq11iring a " -License of Occt1pation.'' fo.r 
. a term of ]five years, sho111<l be con1pelled to enter i1pon the same 
and bt1ild thereon, or becon1e a boria fille Rettler . within one ~'ear 
of their application being apr)roved of or License issued, or the 
same b.e deen1ed forfe~te9 to tl1e Crown, to be .re-let to other appli­
cants. Experience bas tat1ght n1e that so111e parties .obtai11ing 
Liceus~s, have. sublet, and in some instances sold at a high price to 
others. No License sho11ld be transferable withot1t the consent 
of' the Department.

. ~a~t ~m9t~~t of ~ealtl1 deposjted there, it becomes at1 imperative 
necessity that the law affecting the . sect1rity of property on this 
the Northern 8ide of the Harl>ot1r, shot1ld be made applicable to 
the So11th Side. 

A considerable nt1mber of bol1ses have been constrl1ctecl in 
variot1s parts of the Tow11; and I am glad to notice, i11 many in­
stances, on a m11ch irn proved st~,. le. On being notified, my atten-
1jon in giving the line of 8treet has been strictly to enforce the 
law pres<1ribing the 'vidth of Rtreet. 

I m11cb wish that the same rt11es or laws which govern the 
erection of bt1ildings i11 Etlglan(l, sbot11d be made applicable to . 
this Town, when Dwelli11g-hot1ses more uniform in appearance 
woul(l be tbe result, a11fl with the necessary conveniences for the 
preservation of cleanliness and of health. 

Before closing 1ny Report, I wot1ltl earnestlJ" suggest the _re­
moval of several old and unsight1y hot1ses now projecting on the

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line of Street in some of the most important thoroughfares or 
Streets of this Town, which at present can only be looked upon 
as a nuisance and dangerolts to the pi1blic.

REPORT OF THE E){AMINER-IN-CHIEF .. 

ln conseq11ence of the Act respecting Certificates to Masters 
and J\tiates, 38th Victoria, Cap. 4, not having received the approval 
of the Imperial Governme11t previous to the Order in Council 
dated May 14th, 1877, and therefore not l'ecognized by the Board of 
Trade before that date, the Report of the Examinations held at 
this Port, with regard to Certificates of Competency, will be con-

• 
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, 

fined entirely to se}\men who have been examined, and to whom 
Certificates have been granted after that date. 

Te11 exa111inations have l>een held in St. John's since the 14th 
l\Iay, 1877, and thirty sea1ne11 have ap1)eared before the Examiners 
f·or Certificates of Oompetency. Twenty-two of this 11umber hav<-} 
recei ved Certificates of Master, and sever1, Certificates of only 
Mate. 

Eleven of this nuinber failed to pass for Navigation on their 
first examination. Four received Certificates of an inferior rank 
to the one they applieJ for, and one has failed entirely. 

The nt11nber of Service Certificates issued since .January the 
First, 1877, bas been twent~'"-five. Fifteen of these received Cer­
tificates of Master, and ten of"" Mate. 

One ht1n(lred and thirty-fol1r Certificates of this Class have 
been issued since the Act , came into operation, 

THE REPORT OF THE HARBOR l\IASTER.

SIR,-
I beg to f'orward the following Report in relation to my duties 

as Harbor l\'.[aster during the past year, and respectft1lly offer some 
st1ggestions for alteratio11s in the present law, which appear to n1e 
desirable, to secure the free navigation of the Port, as well as to 
preserve the Harbor itself from inj t1ry. 

' 

A number of cases have been broi1gbt before 111e, relating to 
qi1estions arising· 11nder Section 3 of 38th Victoria, wl1ich I have 
disposed of, from time to time, as occasion reqt1ired. These cases 
occlir pri11cipally in the spring and fall of" the year, whe11 the 11ar- . 
l>or has been crowderl with sl1ir,ping. N11mero11s con1plaints l1ave 
also been made to me i11 cases of collision, a11d I 11ave been f're ...

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quently called llpon t(> interfere for the removal of vessels lying 
at private wharves; b11t in these cases the law gives me no autho­
rity to act. 

There is no provision in the law authorising me to ca11se the 
removal of any obstacle to navigation, except vessels lying in the 
stream; and I would especially call attention to this fact, as there 
are many other floating obstructions, s11ch as rafts, spars, bU0)7S, 

floating stages, &c., &c., which, carelessly left in frequented parts 
of the E:arbor, are liable to cause serio11s injury to a sailing vessel, 
in case of co11tact with them. There are, however, other obstruc­
tions which, altho11gh they do not at present interfere with the free 
navigation, are calculated in t11e co11rse of tin1e to effect serious 
injury. I refer to the remai11s of old vessels, sunken wharves, 
stages filled with stones, &c. These obstr11ctions interr11pt the 
natural current of the water, especially at the bead of the harbor, 
and have been itlstrumental in silting up the heretofore valuable 
anchorage ground below the Long or Job's Bridge. 

J\iiy power being limited to .interfere in those cases only when 
complai11t has been made, mt1ch dan1age may be done which I 
cannot legally prevent; for exam1)le, I had observed .tbat an olcl 
vessel, the Lea(ler, which had _been moored for a considerable time, 
was likely to become '\vater-logged and sink. I visited her fre­
quen tJ y, stated my fears publicly, and warned the owner of her 
conditio11; b11t my warning was not heeded. I we11t so far as to 
ask 011e Merchant to con1plain of her state, in orcler tl1at I might 
act. }'"'inally I was ''called upon,'' bt1t not until the llpper deck 
was uncler water. I then caused her to be imn1ediately remove<.l. 
Had she st1nk where she was moored, she would have caused a 
serious obstruction, and her removal would have been costly. 
There are now vessels moored in the harbor in much the same 
condition as the Leatler was last year. If they sink where they 
are now lyi11g, tl1ey will cause a .similar silti11g 11p to that which 
may be observed above Messrs. Winsor and Vallance's wharf, 
resulting from a like cat1se. 

I have had to deal with se\7eral cases of vessels obstructing . 
the '' f0air way'' of' the Narrows. Se,reral r\.merican fishing schoon.­
ers were so anchored at 011e time, almost blocking~ t1p the Narrows. 

I

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I was informed that the J\i!asters Sllpposed that b)r i1ot coming 
ft1rther into the harbor, they wottltl not be held liable for Pilotage 
or Harbor Dt1es. Finding them very dilatory in shifti11g their 
vessels af'ter being ordered so to do, I was obliged to prosecute 
one Master, who was fined. To enter a prosec11tion, as provided 
by this Act, entails delay, dt1ring which time the passage re1uains 
blocked, and val11able time is lost. 

I have had some difficulty at times in keeping clear the ap­
proaches to the wharves for Mail Steamers, bt1t i10 delay has been 
caused except upon one occasion, when, owing to the prevalence 
of easterly gales, a large fleet of Outharbor vess·els were detained 
and completely blocked the harbor; For st1ch a case as this no 
ren1edy appears available. I would respectfully suggest that, 
w11ich I am confident would be approved of, not onl~ ... by the Com­
manders of Her J\Iajesty's Ships, bt1t by the Owners and A.gents of 
Mail Steamers, that a small buoy be placed in a s11itable position 
for the inner moorings of H. M·. vessels, only to be llsed whe11 
they are expected to arrive, and to be removed out of t11eir way 
as soon as they have taken up their berth. This would in no way 
interfere with the usual traffic of the l1arbor. 

The Dt1ndee Sealing Cotnpany have lately acquired the pre­
mises heretofore occt1pied l?Y Messrs. Stabb, Row and Helmwood, 
are erecti11g stores and building a wharf for the . convenience of 
their Stean1ers. Above ancl abreast these premises has been for 
years the mooring ground of' old vessels, sealers, decked boats, 
&c., &c., whicl1 I have considered up to the present time a-s coming 
uncler the closing words of Section nine, viz,-open to be exemp­
ted by me from having lig~hts and a man on boar~, and I have acted 
accordi11gl~y·. But the Agent of tl1e Oompany bas requested me 
to give him access to his llremises. This appearing only reason­
able, I have directed several of these vessels to be moved. So1ne 
have no name or anything to recognize them by. The windlass 
of another fell to pieces on being used ; and as the room for moor­
ing was limited tlp the harbor, I was to shift some of the vessels 
down the harbor. It is evident that the time has arrived when 

' 
all vessels anchored in the port and not lying at a wharf must 
have a person on board and carry a light, in conformity with Sec-

• 
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tion 9. These only being exemptefl who make the special appli­
cation, and these s·hould be 1noored in tiers lashed together in such 
positions as will interf'ere as little as possible with the limited ac­
commodation of the harbor. 

In connection with a triangt1lation necessary for the calct1la­
tion of a line of bearing, I have fixed a nt11nber of points to en­
able me to carry 011t a sectional examination of the harbor 011 a 
scale of one hundred yards to the inch. I beg to enclose a tracing 
of the soundings taken i11 this harbor fro111 the year 1816 to 1877. 
The blt1e fi,~·i1res are the soundings of 1816~ the black figures the 
soundings of 1862, and the red of 1877. From this preliminary 
exan1ination, which I 11ope to complete in the summer, it 'vill be 
observed that considerable disposition has taken place previous to 
Captain Orlebar's soundings, on the line between Messrs. Harvey 
and Co's wharf and W. Grieve & Co's South Side premises; but 
little or no acct1mt1lation has taken place dt1ring the last fifteen 
years, for the increased (lerlth, show11 on the reel line, is simply 
owing to the ust1al omission of· the halves and qt1arters of fathoms 
over five, which I have not rejected. 

Above this line and extending llp to Messrs. J. anfl W. Boyd's 
wharf, in fact the principal portio11 of the harbor, no change has 
taken place for upwards of sixty years. Following this line across 
to the So11th Side, it will be observed that a considerable deposit 
has taken place in the last fifteen years, the then fathom contot1r 
being co11siderably outside the four a11d a half of Captain Orlebar, 
and the five fathom contour requiring modification. 

The line above. from the Dunrlee Company wharf~ t() ' l\Iessrs. 

P. & L. Tessier's wharves, indicate a considerable change in the 
same period. Above this line a shoal bar stretches nearly across 
t·he harbor with f"rom ten to fifteen feet on it, \Vhicl1 the Pilots in­
form me is rapidly growing·. The channel shown in Captain 
Orlebar"s plan, ab1,east lVIessrs. Bowring Brothers' t1pper premises, 
now lies across. 

The earlier soundings of 1816 11nfortt1nate1y give little infor­
mation 011 these 11pper li11es, artd none whatever as the shore is 
approached; but \Ve may safely conclt1de that belo'v Messrs. J. and 

• 
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' 

W. Boyd's wharf no chang~ has taken place, or that for a con-
siderable period the harbor stream had Sl1fficient force to carry the 
silt across the principal portion of the harbor, a11d deposit its 
burden in the still ancl deeper waters of' the South Side, abreast 
''ralter Grieve and Co's premises. 

It is, however, evident, that from some cat1se or impediment, . 
previo11s to the examination of 1862, the waters of the Harbor 
were prevented from carr)"'ing the silt further than the very head 
of the rock basin that no\v forms the harbor. 

I \vill not enter upon an explanation necessarily long to shew 
the causes w bich have operated so inj11riously to tl1is harbor since 
the Lo11g Briclge w.as built; but I feel satisfied this is the principal 
ca11se or impediment that now retains the silt at the t1pper part of' 
the harbor, instead of being more evenly distributed over the 
deeper and less important :k'ortions. 

It is plain t.hat the scour must be considerably weakened by 
the loss of at least four feet hea<.l of water reaching up to the Mill 
Dan1, which has been effectually choked by the very narrow chan­
nel left between the piers of the bridge, and practically removing 
the tidal force of that portion of the harbor out of the ql1estion. 
To acco11nt for the diversion of the stream at River-head, we mus·t 
look to subordinate causes. At present the stream passes close by 
and under Messrs. Bowring's upper premises, and then crosses 
over towards the wharves of Messrs. P. a11d L. Tessier. The old 
channel, with six feet of water, as shown in Captain Orlebar's plan, 
is now a clry Mussel bank. The cause is plain if' the examination 

. is macle at low water spring tides; a line of sunken wharves, 
parallel to Messrs. Bowring's wharf, an old wreck in the middle, 
are quite sufficient cause to accoi1nt for the existing bank. But 
the di version of the st_ream against the banks and wharves naturally 
produces f'riction and consequent loss of power resulting in the 
particles held in mechanical suspension being deposited on the 
South Side where the stream is sluggish. From these remarks it 
will be obvious that, given the deposit during· the last fifteen years, 
we may approximately predicate when l\'Iessrs. P. and L. Tessier's 
and J. and W. Stewart's premises will be like Newman and Co's 

• 
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and Bowring Brothers' t1pper premises, unless some steps are taken 
to remedy the evil. Under these circumstances I wot11d respect .. 
fully point ot1t the natural co111>se to pursue in order to increase or 
})romote a st1fficient sco11r, which appears to me to be the first 
object to be attained, as without this motion, b11t little permanent 
benefit can be expected f·rom des11ltory dredging near wharves. 

lst.-I should certainly recommend a widening of the space 
between the I)iers of the Bridge, if' possible, so as ' to facilitate as 
much as possible the ingress and egress of tidal waters. 

2nd.-.As a circuitous route is evidently n1ade at a loss of 
power, I should recommend t11e removal of these sunken wharves, 
old wreck, ballast frames, &c.r &c., from the be(l of the stream, and 
c11t a channel six feet deep below L. W. spring tides and forty feet 
wide in the direction of the dotted lines on the tracing, diverting 
the stream to a straig·bt course down the centre of the channel, 
which wot11d certainly increase the scour, and deposit the solid 
particles in the deeper and less objectionable parts of the harbor. 
The bar could then be reduced and the waterside premises effec .. 
tually cleared. 

In previous letters I have gone into detailed accounts of the 
'' Sol1ndings on the Merlin Rock,'' ''The Direction ot· the Leading 
Lights,'' ''Examination of the Narrows,'' and the boring · through 
the silt at the ·head of the harbor. It will therefore be unnecessary 
f"or me to make any further remarks, bt1t I may observe that a 
depth of 23 feet will be f"ound through mud, sand and debris, before 
reaching the solid rock below the Long Bridge, 

Trusting that th·ose observations may induce a consideration 
of the matteL's ref erre.d to,

SIR,-
I have the honor to present to the Governor in Oo11ncil, to be 

laid before both branches of the Legislatt1re, my ·Eighteenth An­
nual Report of the Post Office Department, accompanying Returns 
numbered 1 to 10, for the year ended 31st December, 1877. 

Having in my.last Report called the attention of the Govern­
ment to the necessity that exists .for the enlargement of the Post 
Office, owing to the constant increase of business, both foreign 
and domestic, which has now reached a point rendering it abso­
lutely essential to the progressive state of' our Mail Service, that 
suitable accommodation should be afforded to enable the emplo~'ees 
to discbarg~e their several duties with efficiency, I now beg again 
to bring this most t1rgent want to yol1r notice. At present all the 
f11nctions of the Department are discbarg·ed in one room, viz.:­
Ohief Clerk and Accountant, Superintendent of Money Order 
B11siness, Registration of Letters, Sale of Postage Stamps, .L\ssort­
ing of Mails and Delivery, all of which should h~ve separate 
Offices. Also o·n arrival ot·. Foreign Mails, I have to relinq11ish 
n1y Office for the manipulation of Registered Letters received. 
·This state of things is a great strain on our operations, an<l can­
not be endt1red much lo.nger, 'vithout prodt1cing vexatious delays 
and inconvenience, in the despatch and delivery · of Letters and 
Newspapers on arrival of' J\'.Iails. 

Applications are made, from time to · time, for Post Office 
Boxes, b11t in vain, there being no possible available space for i11-

creasing their number until the Office is enlarged; this is now a 
great drawback to the business of the Post Office.. Although ot1t­
side1"s are t1nder the impression that Box-holders have an u11<lue 
privilege over the Public, this is not the case, as the Boxes tend

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more to accelerate than retard the general delivery at the wi11dow. 
The Correspondence passing through this Office has increased 
nearly 130 per cent. since the s1nall addition was made in 1872.

found. 

NEWSPAPERS, 

With .Circulars, Books and Pamphlets, have so incre.ased in qi1an· 
tity, that it is impossible with the pr_esent very limited sp_aca 
allotted for the service, to .assort them in time for delive1·y with 
the Letters. The number now passing through the Office yearly 
is over two millions, of' which four-fifths are received from other 
countries, the Post Office (leriving no benefit in the way of revenue, , 
bt1t incurring a large expense in transmissio11 by Overland route$_, 
more particularly in. wi1iter. 

POSTAGE STAMPS. 

The amount sold i11 1877 was $12,766 82, being an increase 
over 1876 sales ot· $842 59. 

MONEY ORDER OFFICE. 

The acc9mpanying Rett1rns exhibit the number of Money 
Orders issued and paid in Newfoundland, also the namber of 
lVIoney Orders issued and paid in the United Kingdom, the United 
-States and the Dominion of Canada, with a com·pa1rative statem~nt 
for the past five years. The exchange of ~loney Order transactions~ 

• 
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between the United States and Newfoundland, is little more than • 
a ,)1ear in operation .. I have no do11bt when -it becomes fully known 
throt1ghout the United States, the business will be greatly increased .. 
It. is satisfactory not to have a solitary case of loss to record si11ce 
the system has been established in this Country. 

LABR.A.DOR. 

The Steamer Kite was employed on this Ro11te from Battle 
·Harbor, North to _q_ileck, the Coastal Steamer Plover performing 
the service in Straits of Belle Isle as far West as Salmon River. 
The work has been performed satisfactorily, and an increase of 
Correspon.dence over that ·of the year 1·s16 of 5,191 Letters, shews· 
that the service is becomin·g more appreciated. 

DIRECT STEAM. 

The Ships of' the Allan. Line have performed their work . with 
reg·ularity. Owing to the arrangement made for the Mails from 
United Kingdom. in Jant1ar)r, being brought by the Halifax Ro11te, 
there was no regular conveyance for the Ame1·ican and Domi11ion. 
<Jorrespondence after 2nd January from Newfoundland. A Sailing 
Vessel, the Lizzie for Halifax on the 16th of that l\'Iontb, enabled 
me to forward a large qu3Jntity of Mail matter to its destination, 
which otherwise would ha\"e remained in this Office until 12th 
Februar~·· 

LOCAL STEAM. 

The Coastal Steam Service of the Northern and Western 
Routes, has been carried out with regularity. The vessels em .. 
ployed are of 1nuch greater speed than those formerly on the 
Routes, and have been commanded by energetic me11. With the 
exception of the mishap to the Plover, (during the absence from 
illness of Captain Blandford), the Boats have a1wa~:s been ready 
a·t the appointed time and performed the 1\'Iail Service with despatch. 
The Oontractors promptly chartered the g. S. Hercules t.o carry the 
Mails during the time necessar~~ to complete repairs of Plover . 

.A New Boat, the Lady Glover, bas been placed on the Route 
in Conception Bay since the latter part of October, and has given 
,satisfaction. The Lizzie had been en1plo~red on that service---f·rom 
·aoth May until the new Boat was readj".

SA !LING PAOKET SERVICE. 

On the advent of the new Local Steam Service, it was con -
sidered superflt1ous to continue any longer the Packet Boat between 
Trinity and Heart's Content, and accordingly the Contractor was 
du1y notified that his services wol1ld in future be dispensed with • 
.,..l\.fter being suspended for some time, it was again res111ned until 
e11d of the year, with very little benefit either to the Public or the 
Postal Revenue. 

The service between Great Placentia and B11rin, as also Little 
Placentia and North side of Bay, were put up to competition last 
year; but on consideration it was thought inexpedient to accept any 
of the Tenders, which are yet held in abeyance. Some changes have 
been made in the Route of the Great Placentia Packet Boat, to 
meet the wants of the Bay as much as possible, but I m11st say 
that neither of the Boats are equal to the reqt1irements of the 
District. Much the same may be said of the Fortune Bay Packets, 
whose services are entirely devoted to accommodation of places 
which are precluded from Steam Service. Instructions have been 
given to Postn1istress, llnder whose imme·diate control the Boats are 
placed, to t11rn their services to the very best acco11nt. I am glad to 

. . 
say that during the past year there has been very little grt1mbling. 

The Packet Service betwee11 Bonavista, Salvage and Greens­
pond, does not appear to give satisfaction, and will be pt1t up fo1· 
Tender the Summer. 

Packet Boat between Channel, Codroy, Bay St. George, Bay 
of Islands and Bonne Bay, has performed the service with promp­
titude and regularity durir1g· the season. 

NORTHERN ?tlAIL ROUTE. 

This Service was commenced the last winter, by despatching 
Mails from St.John's, fort11ightly instead of monthly, as heretofore. 
On tl1e whole it was fairly perf"ormed 11nder the circt1mstances. It 
is a 1nost a1~d11ous and difficult service to perf0rm with any degree 
of" regularity ; and although every effort is put forth by the De­
partment to urge t.l1e Mails thro11gh both ways, (to and from,) 3ret, 
t·rom tl1e t1ncertain ty of weather and other ca11ses, it is hardly possi. 
ble to acco1nplish it. Only by experience can we get at a remedy. 

, 
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OVERLAND COURIERS. 

The Postmasters report the land Couriers under their imme­
diate co.ntrol, have clischarged their dt1ties satisfactorily. .A. Courier 
J1as been temporarily employed between Belleoram and Bay de 
North, and several applications have l>een macle from other loca­
lities for Postal i·oads, which will be taken into consideration i11 

dt1e time. 
WAY OFFICES. 

Way Offices have been established at the following places 
during the past year, viz.: Bird Island Cove, Northern Bight, 
(Random .A.rm,) and Aquaforte; others are under consideration. 

NEWSPAPERS. 

I beg once again to bring 11nder the consideration of the Go­
vernment the propriety ot· levying one cent on all newspapers not 
mailed direct frotn office of publisher. Now, when the postage on 
letters is reduced almost to a minimum, it cannot be considered 
oneroi1s, more particularly when you take into account that the 
most laborioi1s part of the working of the Post Office Department 
is the newspaper branch, antl the cost of transit forms no incon­
siderable part of our expenditure. Newfoundland is the only 
country I know of exempt f'rom postage on local newspapers. · 

FRANKING. 

I have referred to the franking privilege and its abuse so often, 
that I fear it is t1seless to say any n1ore upon the subject, further 
than that I think an 01~der shot1ld be ma(le, defining clearly what 
the privilege is, and thtts preventing vex-atious questions upon it. 

In concl11d~ng this Report, I have to record with very great 
pleasure the efficiency with which the Chief Clerk and Accountant 
performs his laborious and arduous duties; also the Superinte11dent 
of Money Order Bt1siness ; indeecl of all tho employees in the De­
partment I can speak most favorably.

I have tlJe honor to transmit, for the i11formation of Her l\fa• 

jesty's Government, a State1nent of the affairs of the . Ge11eral 
Water Company for the past year; also Detailed Statement of ex­
ptnditure on account of· the St. J oh11's Vol11nteer Fire Brigade. 

The balance against the Company has been increased nearly 
$1,600, mainly arising from unavoiclable expenses in connection 
witl1 the maintenance of the Fire Brigade, the members ot· which 
have been -furnishetl with a working Uniforrn of superior warn1th 
and quality to a11y heretofore in use; a11d the material for a dress 
Uniform r~presenting ft1ll)7 $1,000, ba,-re also been in1ported, and 
will be made up during the coining Summer. # 

For some years to come the outlay in this Departme11t will be 
on a much smalle1~ scale; and the Directors confidently anticipate 
that the Government, as well as tl1e general public, will have no 
reason to complain of the efficiency of the Fire Brigade, a bo(ly 
universally recognizecl of primary importance in the community • 

.A portion of" the Drill Shed has bee11 utilized as a Central 
Depot for fire appliances, and has been fo11nd a 'Tery convenient 
location, both as a Depot and place of meeting for the Eastern 
Company of the Brigade, the Phoonix Hall being occupied by the 
'Vestern Company. 

The Directors are led to understand that a st1itable site will 
sl1ortly be llroct1red in the \Vester11 end of t.he town for erection 
of a bt1ildi11g, combining the p11rposes of a Police a11d Fire Alarm 
Station, which, when co1npleted, 'vill afford aclditional sect1rity to 
life ancl propert) .. in that thickly pop11lated locality. 

It 11as been st1ggestAci to the Directors by the St1perintencle11t 
that the .ITire Bell locate(} on the roof of the Cot1rt II 0L1se co11ld be

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heard to a greater adva11tage if placed on the Drill Shecl, an opi­
nion in whicl1 they conct1r.

The Directors have not forgotten the formation of a fund, 
fron1 which to assist any members of the ]j.,ire Brig~ade who may 
st1stain injt1ry in discharge of their cluty as Volt1nteer Fireme11 ; 
and it is intended dt1ring the present year t<> make an appropria­
tion towards forming the nucleus of a fund for that pt1rpose. For­
tunately no case of· injury at fire$ has come under their cog·nizance 
during the past year. 

A valt1able addition to tbe comfort of the inhabitants of the 
We'st End has, dur1ng the past summer, been completed, by the 
laying~ of a series of mains with n11merous service-pipes in Brien 
Street, George's Street, Buchannan Street, and Pokeham Path, 
where many new ho11ses ha':"e been recently erected. With the 
opening of~ Spring further works of a similar character will have 
to be undertaken, entailing an increased drain on our water suppl~r, 
which so t·ar has proved adequate to the demand; but the Directors 
cannot disguise the fact that immense waste of water prevails all 
over the town, which a·t no distant day will necessitate a rigid in­
spection with a view of economising the by no means inexha11sti­
ble supply the Company's mains are capable of transmitting.

In conclusion, I may remark that I did not find the French so 
willing to keep their own ground as in )rears past; it n1ay be that 
the scarcity of' fish was the cause of their being so much n1ore bold 
than t1st1al. In speaking to them about tl1e Gull and Horse Islands, 
they al,vays contended that they had a right to fish there as well 
as inshore. I told them if' my boat and crew were sufficient to 
mana.ge the distance at all times, it was my duty t~ warn them 
from the Islands. The only time I went to Horse Island the 
French boats had left before I reached there. I did not get back 
to the Cape until the following day. Should fish be plenty at the 
Oape, it wol1ld cau$e more loss than gain going so far avay as the 
G11ll Island, for one seine would take more fish in twenty minutes 
than twenty batteaux would in one week. I know _the batteai1x 
were sent several times to Gull Island for the purpose of taking 
the Guard Boat from the Cape. 

With regard to caplin, I have noticed for the last ten years a 
great falling off; in 1865 and 1866 it was with difficulty the :fish­
ermen could get st1fficient for bait after the first week of the caplin 
landing. Whether we may attrib11te the scarcity to the hauling 
of such larg.e q11antities for mant1re, or the immense qt1antity that, 
<lie every season before they leave the land, it is difficult to. deter­
mine. I an1 i11clined to think that both these causes help the re­
sult. Herring also bas not been so plentiful the last eight or ten 
years, so far as Green Bay is concerned. This can hardly .be won· 
deretl at. In 1865 and 1866 there were h11ndreds of barrels hauled 
for manure, and that in the spawning season . 

• 
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For the last five or six years it bas been with great diffict1lty 
that the larger portion of the Bay can secure enot1gh herring for 
the winter, an<l especially is this true of the present winter. Of 
course my remarks apply only to Green Bay.

Crossed 
Little Bay and Con Harbor; no craft in either. They say herring 
have not resorted to the latter 11arbor the last 3 or 4 ~ .. cars. I thi11k 
it was in 1873 that so many herrings were enclosed here and left 
to rot, owing to their being of small size. I capsized 2 seines in 
this Cove after a hard fight in 1873; these bad- at least 2 thousand 
barrels in the1n.

• icans. 

At Woody Islands, schooner Brooks, '' Old Bess'' :aind Billey's 
Island, the latter 10 miles from the entrance to Long Harbor, 
there were 51 craft, mostly Burin men ; one man, (Steward,) of 
Fox Cove, Fort11ne Ba)', had caught 120 barrels in 8 nets since 
Monday, 16th instant; rounded out of Long Harbor; crossed to 
So11th Side, got close under the land. Steered out of the Bay, 
arrived at Harbor Briton at 9 p. m.

HON. SIR,-

Herewith I transmit the Jo11rnal of Steamer Greyliound, on 
Service of Herring Protection, from 10th to 25th inst., and now 
proceed to make a few remarks thereon. 

I saw nothing during the time we were on the groi1nd like a 
violation of the Law, 

·we had as us11al s11nclry animadversions on the action of the 
Government. The former is declared by tl1e Sea Lawyers nt11'l 
and void. The latter are cbarg·ed with keepi11g the public in th.e 
dark, as no Proclamations were iss11ed notifying the change in 
hauling herrings; heaviest complaints came from Burin men. No 
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doubt these men had work enough at home to prepare fishing 
gear, &c., for Cape St. Mary's, ancl it must be at a loss to them 
keeping large crews fourteen da)'S on idle expenses. 

I told them their Magistrate was to blame, not the Govern­
ment. Strange to say, most of these n1en knew all about the 
Sunday section in last year's Act, but declare they knew nothing 
of the extension of close time to 25th inst,ant, till they came to 
St. Peter's. 

At first I thought the whole fleet wot1l<l haul in spite of us, 
bt1t at·ter a few sqt1abbles the fever subsided, ancl they took it quiet 
and easy, apparently. 

1 promised them if I caught any man violating the law, he 
sho11ld be put through at the highest figure the La\v would allow. 

Most of. the men engaged in this bait fishery know me, and · 
I believe have confidence in me that I will do my duty; but they 
complain that the law has not been car1'ied out when the seines 
have been taken. 

In 1873 I took 3 seines ancl landed them at Harbor Briton; all 
were returned scot free, the only pur1ishment was going to Harbor 
Briton to get them. And last year, (1876) I took a seine and car .. 
ried it to Harbor Briton. The owner pleacled guilty, but was let 
off with $21.00 fine and expenses; that seine ought to have been 
forfeitecl, and the highest fine laid on. I warned the owner, 
(Fiander,) three or foi11· days before, at a time when he was talk­
ing rather airy. 

I was informed on the Twenty-third that no herrings had been 
carried to St. Peter's up to Fricla~r the 20th instant, with the ex­
ception of those mentioned in the Jot1rnal. 

When I arrived home ·on the 20th, I heard that Nash and Lee, 
Bonne Ba~7, had bat1led on 24.th; also that Thotnas Pt1rchase, o.f 
F~rtt1ne, had ha11led at Em1nanuel's Arm, or1e mile from Great 
Jervis ; 8Il<l Patrick Peters, of Ga11ltois, bad hat1led at Harbour 
Gt1lley, eight miles in the Bay, all abot1t the same time.

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I have no evidence in either case, but should like to know if 
the Government would put a case through if I can get evidence 
on oath. 

I am much annoyed about this, especially Nash and Lee. If 
they had been fined in 1873, likely they wot1ld h~ve remembered 
it to this day, and not have violated the Law again. 

When I left this section of the District, on the 21st, there were 
not over six ol1tsiders in all the Bay, and bt1t little sign of herrings, 
save in the reach between Bonne Bay and Pµshthrough. This 
being so I deemed it best to watch Fortune Bay (proper) where 
the bulk of the fleet were in rendezvous. If the Steame-r had not 
been running this spring, the French bankers (out) wo11ld have 
been bated by the 15.th. The Act by itself would be tre~ted as 
waste paper,. 

I have done what I could to prevent a violation of the Law, 
but one cannot be everywhere at once, and this is abo11t what one 
wot1ld require to be on the last day or so of the prohibited 
time.

I am directed by the Government to acquaint you that they 
bave bee11 pleased to appoint you to carry out the provisions of 
the Herring Fishery Protection Act, 25th Vic., Cap. 2, copy of 
which is herewith enclosed for ~Tot1r information and gt1idance. 
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tJ.~he object aimed at by the L'3gislature and the Government, 
is for the protection of the fish from the wholesale destrt1ction 
arising from the use of improper contrivances in the catching, and 
which it is hoped will be of: mutual benefit to our people and to 
the .b,rench :fishermen. 

The steamer Grey7iound engaged In the Mail Service, will call 
for you at Pt1shthrough on the 1st April, and will be l1nder your 
charge for the protection of the Herring Fishery until the 11th, 
inclusive, when the Vessel 'vill lati(l you at P't1shthro11gh and 
resume its work as a Mail Boat. 

I am to desire you not to in.terfere in any way with Foreign 
Vessels, if any are :flagrantly violating Treaty rights, which is not 
likely to be the case, you will confine yourself to warni11g them 
thereof, and report the matter to the Government.

On the other side hereof I ha;ve copied the first Commission I 
received relative to the Protection of the Herring Fishery, as each . 
successive ap'pointment refers· to tlie year before, this remains the 
standing instruction~. 

1st. I would, observe there is no fear of barring herring whilst 
the Steamer is running. The plan would be to hat1l and get off 
with the herring as fast as possible, knowing that we have no 
power or right to meddle with herring on board a craft. The act· 
is altogether silent on that point. In the old, I may say original 
Herring Act; a duty was laid on of three per cent. on all herring 
exported-in bulk • . 

With respect to barring herri11g, I am of opinion the let'ter of 
the Act is often complied with, when the spirit or tri1e intent is 
violated. I have on the next leaf made a rough draf't of two seines 

1 nearly as they were last summer ; the one was taken up by the 
Eclipse, the letter of the law was violated. The other and seven 
or eight beside in different places remained. ·The letter was in 

" 

• 
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these places co111plied with, but the object the Government aim at 
was fr11strated, by the destr11ction of· the herring not wanted, i. e., 
some unsaleable, others no sale f'or. The general plan in Fortune 
Bay proper, is, after the French are served with spring bait, to get 
away in some quiet place where a large haul can be made, (very 
easy to do in spawning season,) shoot the seine, draw both ends 
to shore, and haul the herrings with a caplin seine 011t of· the large 
seine, as the American fishermen require them. If the herring 
seine be new or nearly so, after closing in the herring, they will 
pass an old seine round and take the better u-p. The first section 
in the Statutes of 1869 says '' shooting and forthwith tucking and 
hauling the same.'' In the Stat11tes of 1872 '' tucking'' is left ot1t, 
whether intentionally or not I cannot say • 

. With .regard to the time, my firm opinion is, and has been for 
years past, that the Government should adopt measures to suppress 
tl1e open violation of the first Section, that is-that no seine shall 
be ltsed from the 20th October to 25th April in any year. I am 
credibly informed that hu11dreds of barrels of small herrings ha,1'e 
been thrown away the past winter. Again, I have been· told that 
net herring went from 8s. to 10s. per barrel, but wheresoever a 
haul was made with a seine, down went the price to 5s . . and 6s. 
If the Act as it stands is not carried oi1t, i. e., 1st Sec. : The Amer­
icans will bait the French with salt herring, bought or hauled by 
themselves during the winter. Some of our ow11 people told me 
they would haul the bait in winter and salt them ready for the 
French Bankers as soon as they came in. I don't think there 
would be any great trouble in causing the Law to be respected. 
I thiµk Proclamations generally diffused, say from Bt1rin to Ohan .. 
nel, wot1ld have the desired effect. . Again, if the hauling be ·stop­
ped during the winter, we shall not be told that when Ne,villan's 
people got enoi1gh of herring, they send 011t their Steamer to stop 
others f~om hauling ; many believe this, and have often taunted 
me with it. The America11s have introduced f'oi1r very large seines 
past winter. These seines have taken more herrings, I am told,

than all the rest pt1t together. St1reJy this will encot1rage them 
to bring more, and af'ter they are properly initiated in the method 
of using them, will doubtless help t.l1emselves, and ot1r starving

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fishermen look listlessly on. I am 42 years i11 Newfoundland, and 
I have seen short catches and low prices, brit I never saw things 
look so gloomy as at present. Fish is scarce, bi1t bait &career . 
Herring are plentiful, but so driven about that they will not mesh 
in the nets.

l\IAY IT PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY;-

By special desire of the Government of the Province, the De· 
partment t111der n1y direction ha::; this ye~ir been diverted from its 
l1sual course i11 following 11p the Geological investigation, in order 
to make a <letailed geographical survey of· certain parts of Notre 
Dame Ba~~, f'or the purpose, fi'rst, of' correcti11g many discrepancies 
known to exist in the present coast charts; an cl seco1illl11, to ascer­
tain as nearly as possible the exact g·eographical boundaries of the 
la11cls which have been grantecl as mini11g locations. Our labors 
in relation to the former of these duties have been principally con· 
fined to <letails of the coast 011tline where mining is i11 active ope .. 
ration, or is likely to beco1ne so at some t•uture time, .and this work 
bas been careft1lly constructed so as to connect \Vith sl1ndry of the 
most conspicuous points, which are now, or shortly \vill be estab­
lished by Staff Commander Maxwell, R. N., "~ho· has commenced 
a general coast s11rvey of the Ba~,. by order of· the ..c\.diniralty. 

With regard to laying off mining locations, I feel myself jt1s­
tified in referring to my Report for 1867, where suggestions for the 
laying off of these Ian els were g·i ,,.,.en, which, if then attendecl to 
and :tcted llpon, wol1ld have rendered the difficl1lties · which now 
exist almost an impossibility, and wot1ld have 1naterially ft1rthered 
the prggress of· mining adventt1re. A..t page 32 of the Report for 
1867, the following words may be fc>un<.l: ''Taking· Beaver Cove 
'' Head on the east side of Beaver Cove as a starti11g point, the 
''bearing· a1011g the coast from there to the Nipper's Islands off

'' sected country will be (livided i11to lots nt1mbering 1, 2, 3, &c., 
''inland. A license of search. ttpo11 this plan ot1gllt to be co11fi11ed 
'' to one inile of frontage, a11d three or more iuiles inlan(l as tl1e 
''case may be, a11d the .square mile selected t·or grant finally, sbo11ld 
''be u11e ot· the blocks in the same concession. In cases where

Previous to leaving St. John's, I was, by my ow11 i~e quest, f11r-
11ishe<.l with a map of plans, together with descriptions ot· the 
lands granted, by the Surveyor Ge11eral's Office; bt1t the former 
being laid off lll)Oll an old ai1d i11correct coast chart, on a very 
small scale, gave but a vague idea of how the said lancls were 
situated; while the wording of the latter 'U'as f<)t111d i11 t11any cases 
almost altogether irreconcilable 'vith the cliagrams whicl1 accon1· 
panied them. For exa1nple: in these descriptions an(l diagrams, 
it is rarely indicated whether the bearings given are from tl1e trr1e 
or the magnetic n1eridians; the latter uei11g i11 most cases pre­
st1med to be meat1t, although as I have often statell, the needle in 

• 
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this cot1ntry is t1tterly unreliable, and in many parts is absolutely 
l1seless or worse than lJscless. Again, we are given to st1ppose 
that each mining area granted, co_r1tains a square mile, which, how­
ever, i!1 n1any cases is very far f·rom being the case, as will be 
shown further on; while i11 other cases, lots which were st1pposed 
to join, and represented as joining, are instead in reality far apart, 
llnless the limits of each are to be extended very co11siderably be­
yond the imaginary area of a sqt1are mile. Areas are given also 
in those descriptions ot· rho1n bic figttres as well as squares, the 
sides of which are equal or measuring one mile each; whereas it 
rut1st be obviot1s, that in the case of a rhomboid, two of the pa­
rallel lines must exceed the mile in length to include the desired 
area; l>ecause figures of this kind to be of equal area with the 
sq11are, must have two parallel sides extenlled to meet the parallels 
of a square upon the same base. In st1ch cases, therefore, (of 
which there are several), the areas are markedly deficient. For 
many years I have endeavoured to urge the necessity of adopti11g 
so mo s~ .. stematic principle for laying off those and other lands, 
with the view of preventing eventually inextricable confusion and 
great public inco·nvenience; and t1ow that the diffic11lties I f"oresaw 
are beginni11g to be seriously felt in the mining districts, it is 
surely high time that a 11ew and improved method of conducting 
such surve~'S sho11ld be introduced, by placing all such operations 
in the bands of· con1petent meu. 

Tbe plan of operation 'vhich has been adopted for ot1r season's 
survey, was precisel~1 on the principle I recommended in my report 
1or 1867, anll began at the point there indicatecl, viz. : Beaver Cove 
Head. Commenceme11t was made by establishing a true n1eridian 
by morning at1d evening observations of the sun for azimuth; and 
tlJe latitude of the place was determined by observatio11s at i1ight 
upon Polaris. Fron1 the nleridian tht1s established, our bearings 
were continued by working on the limb of a theodolite, the dis­
ta11ces being n1eas11red by micron1eter telescope, and a11gles were 
taken from each station llpon all pro1ninent and well-markecl f~ea­

tures, either on the coast or i11 the interior. Where the coast was 
inaccessible, the survey was carried throt1gh the cot1ntry, and the 
headlands 'vere connected by offsets or triangt1lation, or both. 

, 
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The preliminary operations were freque11tly repeated at or near 
each mining location, and the whole work was kept in connecti<>n 
by a continuous system of tria1.1g11lation. By this means the exact 
geographical position of" the bot1ndaries of each location can be 
described in their relation to the nearest heaclla11d, or other pto­
ruinent featt1re, and thence along their line of' bearing for the dis­
tance req t1ired. 

In consequence of an injured lin1b, together with an ailment 
fro1n which I have of late greatly s11ffered, I was u11able personally 
to tra.vel over the rugged ground which the st1rvey necessarily 'vas 
reqt1ired to traverse; but ba, .. ing carefully st1perintended each· ope­
ration as it proceecled, I can testify with the l1tmost confidence to 
t11e careful accuracy in which the whole work has been conducted 
by m -}· assistant, Mr. James P. Howley, assisted by l\Ir. Charles 
Harvey, whose perseverance and tlevoted attention to their duties, 
it is impossible too highly to commend. In order to be enabled 
to mark the boundaries of' the locations, it was necessary to plot 
each da~ 's "rork as the s11rvey proceeded; and this Mr. Howley 
did upon a scale <)f fo11r inches to one mile. This draught, al tho11gh 
only a field sketch, ne\-..ertheless well dis1)lays the correctness witl1 
which the various observatio11s must have been taken, and the 
carefulness in which the details have been worked in. 

The descriptions of the mining grants surveyed have been 
deposited in the St1rveyor General's Office, and are illustrated in 
the tracings which accompany this report. The tracings are takeu 
directly from the field sketches mentioned above. 

Numbers XIV. a11d XV., the former in Pilley's Island, the 
latter on Trump Island in Friday's Bay, were not survej·ed. By· 
the time we had accomplished the survey of Pilley's Isla11d so far 
as to be in a position to establish the bo11ndaries of No. XIII, the 
three months" charter of the vessel engaged for the service was 
nearly expired; besides which, the weather having becon1e exceed­
ingly unfavorable for fiel(l operations much delay was u11avoitlable, 
and I was consequently althot1gh reluctantly compelled to suspend 
the general s11rvey and order the return of the schooner to her 
.owners. at St. John's. As it appeared to me to be probable, how~ 
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ever, that a good deal of useful geological information was to be 
acquired by a survey and exan1i11ation of Sunday-cove Island, 
Mr. Howley with two men were left there for that purpose. In· 
consequence of the stormy weather which Mr. Howley had to con .. 
tend with during the two first weeks of October, this examination 
was less complete than it otherwise would have been; neverthe­
less it has been of essential service in givi11g a clue to the general 
structure, which, when once satisf"actorily ascertained, will greatly 
simplify the labors, not only of the geologist, but also of the mi11e .. 
ral explorer and miner. He accomplished a meas11rement of the 
entire circuit of the island, and connected in some degree the 
triangulation with the previous work of the season. 

Since his rett1rn to St. J o11n's, l\'Ir. Howley has replotted tl1e 
whole of the season's s11r-¥ey . on a scale of t\vo-and-a-half inches 
to one mile, which includes the whole coast, with every bay, creek, 
harbor, island and conspict1ous height from Bea,rer Cove Head 
near Cape St. John, to Little Bay Head at the "\Vestern extren1e 
of Notre Dame Bay; with the exception of a small interval be­
tween Snook's Arm and Bett's Cove; the south-west arm of Green 
Bay w 11ich was surveyed in 1875; and the. middle arm of the san1e 
which still remai11s to be do11e. Upon this sheet the triangt1lation 
is displayed in red lines from beginni11g to end, an in8pection of 
which will of itself amply testif).,. to the care and accuracy with 
which the whole work was performed. · 

Since the above was \vritteri I ha \7 e bee11 kindly furnished by 
Staff-Commander Maxwell, of the Allmiralty Coast S11rve)", with 
a tracing, shewing the positions of certain of the principal head­
leads and other points, as determined b~,. his triangulation of the 
Great Bay; and which also gives us data for filling llp the hiatus 
already mentioned, between Snook's Arm and Bett's Cov~e. The 
result of a comparison of the two separate and independent sur­
ve3rs1 as regards the position of these prominent . points, is most 
satisfactory. A tracing' f"ron1 the sl1eet shall l>e ref"erred· to yo11r 
Excellency for approval, as soon as the map is completed, which 
if too late to al together remedy the defects of s11ch so-called sur­
ve~rs of licenses and grants of mineral lands as have hitherto b~en 
permitted to pass t1nchalleugell, will, if properly t1sed,. prevent tho 
recurrence 01· the present conft1sion llereat·ter, 

j 
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·Before enteri11g· i11to partici1lars with regard to the geological 
detail of this region, a subject we are gradually beco1ning more 
enlightened upon, and acqt1iring clearer evidences, the collection 
of specimens obtained during this and previous years will reqt1ire 
to be arranged and strictly examined and compared, · This most 
essential part of the investigation has hitherto been held some­
what in abeyance, partly t·ro1n ot1r time bei11g almost entirely oc­
c11pie(l i11 mapJli11g and reporting upon each season's labors from 
year to year ; b11t partly, and perhaps c·hiefly, from want of space 
'vhereon to place our material for i11spection ancl study. This 
latter defect being now remedied, by a small aclditio11 which has 
been p11t to this b11ilding, by order of the Government, I shall 
exercise my best endeavot1rs to have tl1e whole collection pt1t in 
s11ch order during the present winter months, as to serve ot1r own 
p11rposes t·or f'urther study, and to be of' interest or instrt1ction to 
all persons who may be inclined to visit and inspect the museum. 

In conclusion, I can11ot refrain from expressing to yo11r Ex­
cellency my l"'egret that I was provided neither with means nor 
3l1thorit~: to form a special collection of' geological, mineral anu 
other specimens, for the purpose of representing the resources of 
-Newfo11ndland at the approaching great International Exhibition 
to be held at Paris ; as I feel confident that a display could be 
made which wo11ld dr~w attention from the Et1ropean public to 
the Colony, and be a proof of its capabilities, which have hitherto 
been unknown or ignored.

1 have the honor to submit to your Exce11ency my Report 011 

the state and condition of' the P11blic Schools of Newt·oi1ndland 
11nder Oh11rch of E11gland Boards, for the ~,.ear encle(l Dece1n ber-
31st, 1877, an cl again to asst1re your Excellency that m11ch has 
been do11e to in1pr0\7 e the efficiency of Schools Ull(1er my sur)erin­
ten<lence, and other\-vise to promote the cause of education through-
011t the coi1ntry. 

The Eclt1cation Act of 1876 specifies, amo11g other d11ties, that 
t11e superintentient '' shall tlo all i11 bis power to carry ot1t a llni­
form Sj .. stem of edt1catio11, aud by public addre&ses, or other\vise, 
to improve the character and efficiency of the Public Schools.'' 
This part of· my work l1as 1Jeen accomplished by many addresses. 
deli\ .. ered on my tot1rs of inspection, by appeals, and by frequent 
written corres1>onder1ce with persons impressed with the impor­
tance of this subject, in relation to the most vital interests of the 
cc>untry. Dt1ring t11e year twenty .. tbree out of the twenty .. six 
Educational Districts have been visited, and nearly all the Schools 
in them inspected and examine(l, a work which has involved over 
3000 miles of travel, chiefly by water, arid occttpj"'ing nearly ill~7 

whole ti1ne f'ron1 May to December, with the exceptior1 of 011ly 
st1ch necessary intervals in St. Job n's, as st1fficed for examining 
a11d supervising the Pupil Teachers, ancl for replying to an in­
creasing correspo11dence. At these visits s11ch s11gg·estions hav,.e 
bet>n made to the teachers anfl scholars t1pon topics con11ect.ed 
with teaching, stt1dying, a11d education, as appeared in each case 
a.pplicable. Boards have been atlvised, and enco11raged to re­
ne,vecl efforts ir1 their i1nporta11t and responsible clt1ties; and I 
am r>leased to inforn1 your Excellency that, as a result of these

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/ enfleavot1rs, a p11blic sentiment is stea<lily growing in favor of· the 
prevention of illiteracy, a11d a spirit of" e11quir)'- bas been aro11sed, 
and a clesire foL' more knowleclge awakened, in all sections of the 
co11r1try. · , 

]j"or items of statistical information in reference to each Dis· 
trict, I beg to refer ~70t1r Excelleric)y to Part II. of this Report. 

My work of inspectio11 of Schools, which will be fot1nd in 
P~1rt III., bas been simila.r ir1 nat11re to that of the previollS year, 
increasecl by the additional responsibilities accomrlanying an ex­
tended acquainta11ce. 

I will now procee<l to g-ive a s11mmary view of the conclition

itnproved desks, and a complete st1ite of large wall maps, wl1ile 
the Schools at llt1nt's and Upper Bt1rgeo ha\re bee11 st1ppliecl with 
black-boards, desks, and have undergone considerable repairs. A 
new School is also in course of erection at Rencontre.

In reference to the latter of these items, I 
can assure your' Excellency that the greatest care and prudence· 
are exercised in the distribution of this n'eedful grant, and proper 
vot1chers and ret11rns required for the smallest appropriation. . . I 
shall be pleased, on a t•uture occasion, to give in tabular forni the· 
work accomplished by this very opportune provision.

.As the value of reports must largely depend on the ful ness, 
acct1racy, and proper arrangement of the statistical material em .. 
bodied in them, it is absolt1tely necessary that the returns furnish .. 
ed should be as complete as possible, and sufficient to give the 
required information. Attention was directed to this most impor­
tant subject in my last report, and while gratifying progress has 
been made in many particulars, the improvement in this has not 
been so mar~ed as I coulli have desirecl; and I have urgently i1n-
1rressed t1pon Boards a11d Teachers the necessity for greater acci1 .. 
i~acy and f·ulness of i~ecords, 'vhich are due to the cot1ntry, as well 
for present information, as for ft1ture comparison. So t~ar as school 
statistics are concerned, the incompetency of some teachers to 
make the necessary calculations, as well as the incomplete register 

• 
hitherto in use in our schools, have, in their meast1re, no doubt, 
prevented the furnishing of rett1rns in complete forrn. N everthe­
less, they may in general be accepted as fairly trustworthy, and I 
hope by the general adoptioq of' the register now to be referred to, 
to be able to report greater improvement next ~rear. 

REGISTERS. 

The necessity for a fuller and more accurate registration has 
led ·to the co1npilation, by the Ch11rch of England and Methodist 
Superinten<lents, ot' such a register of attendance, and studies 
pursued, as was suited to our requirements, and, if accurately 
kept, will enable Teachers to ascertain with ease and certainty 
the attendance and progress of individt1al scholars. The duties 
of Teachers, as prescribed by Education Act: are given in full, 
with all necessary directions for marking and making up the re­
quirer} averages, and at the end a complete form of return, as 
reqt1ired to be furnisbecl to the St1peri11tendent. I have, therefore, 
e\1ery reasonable hope, when every school shall have been supplied 
with it, that the ft1llest statistical material will be given . 

• 
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GRADING OF SCHOOLS. 

Although the importa11ce of this very desirable object has 
been kept co11stantly before the attention of Boards and Teachers, 
3ret only but lin1itecl progress bas been made towards its consu1n-
1nation. By a reference to sched11le of conditions prescribed for 
this purpose, ancl a con1parison of it with tabt1lated staten1e11ts of 
individt1al schools, in Part II., it will appear sufficiently obvious 
that co11siderable advance mt1st first be made in atte11clance and 
studies, before the Sllperin tend en t will be able to discl1arge this 
I> art of bis d11ty, an cl classif )-. , according to the grades, the variot1s 
schools t1nder bis cl1arge. Nevertheless, some prog·ress has been 
rnacle in tl1is directio11 in an anxious desire on the part of some 
Teachers f·or personal ai1d local creclit, who have reached the re­
q11ired sta11dard for grading their schools, and I tr11st that others 
will be stimulated by their example to secure like success. Only 
eleven schools have satisfied the conditions of the Education Act, of 
which three are placed in the second grade and eight in the third 
grade. The completion of this provision mt1st, for reasons given 

- here, and elsewhere in this report, proceed slowly. Indeed, in the 
poor and remote parts of the colony, ungraded schools will fc)r 
some time be the rule. 

TEACHERS. , 

There were one hundred and twenty-six Teachers and assis­
tants employed dt1ring the year, of whom ninety were males and 
thirty-~ix females, the majority of whom are ft1lfilli11g their mitS­
sion to my satisfaction. My best endeavours during the year have 
been exerted to obtain suitable Teachers for the vacant schools 
under my superi11tendence, and further to improve, in such time 
as was at my disposal on my tours of inspectio11,., those already 
engaged. In many cases my st1ggestions have been carried out, 
and in these the efficiency of the school has improved, while in some 
few-to be referred to partict1Iarly in my report upon Inspection­
tbey have been disregarded, a11d in these the examination showed 
no improvement. In st1ch cases of delinque11cy, I have deemed it 
imperative to acquaint their respective Ohairmen, with a view of 
preventing a repetition, ancl I ha\e satisfaction in learning that 
my efforts have been appreciated, an<.l steps taken to secl1re amend­
ment. , 

' 
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But it must not be forgotten that the efficiency of any school 
syste1n of instructiont a.s well as to a great extent the prosperity 
and independence of the future generation, mt1st mainly depend 
on d11ly qt1alifiecl TeachBrs. These can only be secu1.,ed by o:fferi11g 
larger remuneration, and by bringi11g the profession into a healthy 
competition with other pursuits and employments. I wo11ld, there· 
fore, reco1nmend your bo11orable Government, in any addition to 
the Edttcation Graut, to give greater prominence to the claims of 
this des~rving class of public servants, by attaching a direct pe­
c11niary vail11e to each <luly certificated Teacher's tliploma, accord .. 
ing to its grade, a11d making its payn1ent to depend tlllon a sat.is ... 
~actory report, o~ ~.he schools of s11ch holders of certificates, by 
the Superintenclent. · 

PENSIO~S. 

The establishmen·t of a pension ft1ncl f·or Teachers, rendered 
·incapable of active duty, by · unavoiclable misfortune, or the ad­
vance of age, has engaged m11ch of 1ny attention; bt1t the diffi­
c11lties at presen·t in the way of providing means and .placing the 
scheme upon a permanent basis, prevent my g·iving it at this time, 
more than this passing notice, with a promise of reverting to it 
on a future occasion. 

GRADING OF TEACHERS. 

The Board of Examiners appointed for the examining ancl 
grading of Teacbe1's, hav~, as reqt1ired by Educatio11 Act, held 
·two examinations· during ~he past year, at whic.h eight candidates 
presented t~emselves for grade-four n1ales and fot1r females, of 
whom seven had been trained in the two recognized Training 
.Schools of the Church of Engla11d, in St. Joh11's. The exan1ina­
tions were condl1ctecl almost entirely on paper, _and with no de-. . 

partment of my work am I more thoroughly satisfied. Certificates 
of. the second gr~d.e were awarded to three candidates, three others 
succeecled in obtaining third grade ones, while two failed to satisfy 
the Examiners, and were not deemed qualified to receive any cer~ 
tificate. 

The list stands thus :-

Second Grade.-Robert Mundy, George Adams, Jame·s Crane~ 
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Tliird Grade.--Edwin Snelgrove, Sarah S. Swansborrow, Eliza ..

The Board of Examiners have taken the deepest interest iu 
this brancl1 of education, and are fully p11rsuaded that, by tho 
introduction of examinations and selection of Teachers, the stand­
ard of our schools will in future be materially raised . 

• 
With Teachers already employed I have used my best e:fforts 

to i11spire them, professio11ally, with higher aims, and induce tllem , 
to render themselves better qt1ali:fieu for their work, by a course of 
study i11 the prescribe<l subjects f·or gracle, and at the same time 
I have urged upon Boards the desirableness of· assisting Teachers, 
by furnishing them, at the expense of Boards, with such autho­
rized books as will assist them in preparation for exan1ination ; 
and I am pleased to report that in some instances my s11ggestiuns 
are being carried out, from which I hope much good to ensue. 

But i11 order that the f11ll benefit expected from this branch 
of our ecl11cational system may reach to e\,.ery district, I shall be 
prepared, at no distant date, to recommend to the Leg·islature to 
1nake it imperative upon all Boards of Education to employ only 
such as shall satisfy the Board of Examiners of their fitness for the 
profession of teaching. 

One Board has already anticipated this arrangement, ancl 
resolved to engage such only as have a certificate, or are prepared 
within a l 1easonable time to be examined for one, and Chairmen 
will do \Veil to make their respective teachers acquainted with this 
expected change. 

PUPIL TEACHERS. 

The grant placed at the disposal of the Church of England 
for training P11pil Teachero, is being turned to good account, antl 
has enabled t1s to have in training thirteen male, and fo11r female 
Pt1pil Teachers, of whose diligence, p1ogress in their appoi11ted 
stt1dies, and in acquiring a knowledge of the business of their 
fi1ture profession, I am I)leasecl, on the wl1ole, to SJJeak in terms 
of big·h approval. In n1y t·requent visits to the instit11tions, pro-
ili"'ided for their education and training, I ha,'e watched, with con .. 

29 
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sidera.ble interest and satisfaction, the methods . pt1rsued and the 
skill employed in directing these )Toung people in their work, who 
are h~reafter to be engaged in improving and moulding the char­
acter of' those who will be entrustecl to their charge ancl care. At 
the same time and place as the examinations before referred to, 
these P11pil Teachers were examined in t.he s11bjects of the pre· 
scribed syllabus, and acquitted themselves creditably. The Pt1pi.l 
Teachers ·also of the Colonial and Continental Cht1rch Society in 
St. John's were examinecl with them, and gave me much pleasure 
in looking over their intelligent answ-ers. In appendix A will be 
founcl the qt1estions for the several years, on which I woulcl simply 
remark, that the aim of the Board of Examiners bas been to secure 
acc11racy in few, rather than, by attempting too m11ch, a mere 
smattering in many st1bjects. They hope, however, as tirne goes 
on, to raise the standard, and to render them more efficient by the 
circulation among them of some educational periodical. -

In my I"eport of last year, I was led at some length to (}well 
t1pon the training institutions, and their necessary eq11ipment for 
the purposes reqt1ired by Education Act. To the re1narks then 
made I have little to add, save that in regard to the Oh11rch of 
England Academy, the Directors have, by arrang·en1ent, taken 
l111der their support and direction a girls' school of a st1perior class 
(of· which I will speak hereafter), lately established bJi'" the Diocesan 
Synod of l~ewfound1and. As this Institl1tio11 may now be re­
g~rded as part of tbe said Academy, I have hope that some of our 
female Pupil Teachers may have the benefit of the excellent in­
strl1ction, of the efficie11t and competent mistress, who has been 
selected to the office of· Principal. 

I feel again constrained to revert to the arrangements and 
appointments of the Central Training School, and to endorse all 
I 11ave before ha<l occasion to remark. The watchfulness of the 

· S11perinten(le11t, as well &s diligence and interest of the Head 
~'eachers, particularly :Thiir. Currie, in the work and welfare of the 
Pt1pil Teachers committed to their care, call for partict11ar recog­
nition. I feel I shot1ld be remiss i11 that duty wit.h which I have 
bee11 entrt1sted, as S11perintendent of Church of Engla11d Schools, 
as '\'ell as lacking in gr~1titt1de, 'vere I not th11s, officially, to ac-

• 
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knowledge in befitting terms the obligations whicl1 Church of 
England Schools throt1ghout the country are t1nder to the Oolo11ial 
and Continental Church Society, in contint1i11g its bottnty a11d 
liberality in the st1pport of comiuon school education, of which 

. it was notably the pioneers in this Colony. I have always. fot1ncl 
the officers of the saine ready to co-operate in any goocl plan for 
improvement thought necessary ltnder the present conditions o~ 
our educational arrang~ments. 

NUMBERS, AGES, SEX, AND ATTENDANCE OF PUPILS. 

The annual average n11mber registered each qt1arter was 
4,768.9, increase 618.9; of these 1268 were under 7 years of age, 
increase 172; 2639 were between 7 and 12, increase 511; 861 were 
over 12, increase 56. 

There were 2,555 boys, increase 296, and 2,213 girls, in­
crease 322. 

The total number registered, as 11ncler instr11ction for a longer 
or shorter period d11ring the year was 6,271, i11crease 1,200; and 
estimating the number attendi11g the Schools of the Colonial and 
Continental ()hurch Society at 2000, as· belonging to the Church 
of .England, we have an aggregate number of· 8,271 registered in 
the past year, or adding 54 for pupils registered in the Academy, 
8,325, or 1 for 6.52 for the population of the der1omination. 

The gra11d total attenda11ces registered were 1,041,987, i11crease 
160,694, giving 219 attendances, or 109.5 days' instruction for the 
average number registered each quarter; or 83 ft1ll clays instrt1ction 
for each under instr11ction during any part of the year. 

The average attendance at each session for tl1e whole Island, 
of pupils in p11blic schoc,ls under Cht1rch of Englaucl Boards, was 
3,053.2, increase 4 76.9'.' and the per centage of average attendance 
compared with average nt1mber registered, was 64, increase 2. 

While a review of the above :fig11res shows a very encouraging 
progress in numbers, on a comparison of' the res11lts of last year, 
still the regularity of attendance has not improved to so large an 
extent as I could have desired; but considering the many draw. 
backs to regular attendance in this country, and the cha11ging 
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character of our schools at the different seasons of the year, we 
may accept this irr1provement as satisfactory. The various causes 
which operate to produce unpunctuality and irregularity of atten­
dance at 011r public schools, and their possible counteractives a11d 
remedies were ft1lly discussed in my last report. To these remarks 
I \vill only add that, in my public addresses throughout the cot1n­
try, as well as in my conferences with boards, teachers, and parents, 
I have strongly urged the serious disadvantage and injt1ry which 
s11ch a neglect 011 the part of parents and guardians mt1st have 
on the future welfare and prosperity of their children; a11d I trust 
that Sl1ch continued efforts on my part may cause those interested 
to realize their obligations in this particular, as well to the state 
and society, as to those who are more immediately depentlent 
upon them. 

VISITS AND PUBLIC EXAMINATIONS. 

The number of visits made during the past year by members 
of Boards and other school visitors, bas very largely increased, tho 
effect of which, I feel assured, will be bigl11y beneficial. Never­
theless, consiclering the inestimable advantage of the system, the 
improvement has not been so general a~ I coulcl desire. By refer­
ence to the sl1mmary of statistical rett1rns of each ed11cational 
district, it will be seen that in some not a single visit bas been 
reported as made to any of their schools, while in others there is 
great room for improvement. With a view of e11co11raging the 
practice, I have, when on my visits of" inspection, invited the pre­
sence of intelligent persons to see the work of the school, and 
\vitness the examination ; and I cannot but think that thes6 efforts 
to create a sentiment on behalf of edt1cation can ha,,.e other than 

• 
a salutarj ... effect. 

I regret, from want of information, that 1 am llnab1e to report 
in how man~" schools a 1Jt1blic exami11ation of the pupils bas been 
bel<l. I have myself attended three, and can bear testimony to 
the interest excited. and t11e good resl1lts which have st1bsequently 
attended them ; and wot1ld, theref·ore, reco1nmend Teachers to re­
view 111y remarks on this bead in last year's report, and 11ave, as 
req11ire<l b~~ law, a public examir1ation of their schools where, ... er 
pi~actical>le . 

I • 
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STUDIES PURSUED. 

I cannot conceal from myself, and 1nust therefore report to 
your Excellency that the g·eneral instructiou in our schools is 
meagre, and confine(! to a ver~,. large extent to what I ha, .. e cleem­
ed essentials. I am, however, pleased to report that, during the 
past ~·ear considerable progress has been made in the three R's, 
especially in reading·, attribt1table to t.he use of the RoJ"al Readers, 
referred to i11 n1y last report. I have noticetl that not only has the 
accentt1atio11, expression and pronunciation improved, but that by 
means of these books a quickening of the faci11ties has been 
created, as shown by more intellige11t ans\vers, a,n<] an eager desire 
on the part of' pupils to advance. The t1se of ill-selected copy­
books has retarded improvement in writing, but I look hopeft1lly 
for a change for the better, by the arloption of such SP;ries as I 
have been enabled to recommend. I attribt1te the adva11ce made 
in arithmetic to a more general t1se of the black-board in illustra­
tion, ancl the decrease in the higher standards, to my insisting 
t1pon the mastering of rules in Standards II and III, before pupils 
are presented in the higher Standard. The pupils reported in · 
gramn1ar and geography have been confined very much to the 
elements of these subjects, bt1t I hope, as the use of approved 
books and large wall maps is becoming more general, they will in 
future be more successft1lly and intelligently tat1ght. 

NEEDLEWORK, KNITTING, &c. 

Under the heacl of ''other subjects'' in this table, are inclt1ded 
knitting and :plain sewing, of both which I have seen some very 
creditable specimens, and as in my last report ; so I would again 
urgently press llpon female Teachers, the uecessity and advantage 
to girls to be able to cut out, and make articles of clothi11g, and 
thus render them better fitted to discharge their duties in after 
life. 

BOOKS, MAPS, BLACK-BO.ARDS, &c. 

I dwelt at considerable length last year on the necessity for 
the adoption of uniform text books, which_ alone afford just mode 
of comparison, and assist me in the work of grading schools; and 
I an1 now pleased to report, that the series I then recommencled is 
no'v almost t1niversallj" adopted. The subje.ct of i11rtl1er necessary 

, 
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books has also engrossed my attention, and I have been m11ch as· 
sisted in the selection of those on Navigation by Captain Robin­
son, R. N., with wl1om I thot1ght it desirable to confer, with a view 

f 

of making the study in this s11bject, preparatory to the standards 
adopted by him in examination of ca11didates f"'or certificates of 
masters and mates. Our great wants at this 1>resent time, are a 
small compenclium of the geography of tl1e colony, suitable for 
juniors, antl one of its hist,>ry, and .J hope to be able, in my next 
report, to inform yoi1r Excellency that these very necessary de­
siderata have been supplied. But for nothing, perhaps, has a more 
general want been experienced, and demand made, now for some 
considerable time, than for a large and reliable wall map of the 
colony. With a view of remedying this long felt defect, I have 
placed myself in communication with son1e of the largest map­
making establishments in the world, in order to intluce them to 
publish st1cb a map as we i .. equire ; bt1t find that the expense of 
making necessary lllates, a sufficient bar to the venture, without 
receiving some s11bstantial guarantee, that a considerable n11mber 
would be immediately taken off their hands. I would, therefore, 
ventt1re to express tl1e fervent hope, that your Excellency's honor­
able Government will, in view of the vast ignorance prevalent, 
in large and otherwise intelligent sections of the community, in 
i·egard to the geography of this coi1n try, as 'vell a,s in other coun­
tries, with whom ot1r people are in constant communication, be 
led to make some special provision for the purpose of· suppl~ting 
our schools with this very necessary adjunct of school-teaching, 
at moderate cost. The amot1nt of black~board st1rface has been·, 
dt1ring the )·ear, very nearly clot1bled, and I cherish good hope of 
further st1ccess f'rom these indispensable aids to instrt1ction, and 
shall 11ot be content until every school under my s11perintendence 
shall have been supplied with sufficient for its requirements.

• 
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Public Schools of Newfoundland under Congregationalist 
Boards, for year ended Dec<I 31st, 1877. 

There are fot1r schools in the Island under the manag-ement 
of Congregationalist Boards, only two ot· which come under Gov­
ernment st1perintenclence. The chief of these t wo is in St. Joh11's, 
conducted by the 1\1isses Goocle, and is i1ow the recognizecl Train­
ing School for Teachers of that denomination. In reference to 
this School, I am pleased to report that, while every facility is 
afforded for the edt1cation a11d training of Teachers, the work also 
of the school seen1s to be thorough, the management good, and 
orga11ization efficient. 

There are eight female teachers in traini11g, all of whom are 
in(lentured to the Principal. The other school is at Bay-de-Nord, 
Fortune Bay. At the time of my visit, i11 October last, a large 
and commodious school-house, with Teacher's i·esidence attached, 
was nearly completed, 'vhich will material}~" assist the Teacher i11 

her work, who, for the past twelve months, has conducted school 
in a dwelling·-house of one ot· the inhabitants. Tl1ere were nin~ 
teen in attendance out of twenty-two registered, all of whom 
showe(l moderate proficiency in the subjects prescribed in Stan­
dards I and II. The spelling was very fair, the copy-books nea~ 
and clea11, and the Teacher seemed well qualified for her w~~k. 
The statistical tables will be found in Table D., Part II •

CHURCH OF ENGLAND ACADEMY. 

I am pleased to be able to report that the very necessary 
desks, maps, and other ap1larat-us referred to in my last report, as 
indispensable to the efficient conduct of this Academy, will shortly 
be fi1rnished, by which the work of· both masters and pupils will 
lJe rendered more interesting ancl st1ccessful • 

.• 

• 
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],ifty-four p11pils have enjoyed the benefit of this Ins,titution 
during the past year, the curriculum of whose studies may be 
gathered from a ref'erence to Table E., Part II. 

My exa1nination was again this year condt1cted almost entirely 
on paper, with very fair rest1lts, particularly i11 the upper school 
where the pttpils have been taught to examine into the reasons of 
things, a.11d not to be content with the unsupported assertions of 
te~t books. As the rest1lt of this system of investigation, the 
})tlpils soon con1e ·to know what they do know, and to know what 
theS'" do not know, the t1'vo most important elements in true 
scholarsbi p. 

The upper division translated with some degree of ease and 
cotrectness Yirgil, Lib. V., and Coosar, Lib. II., worked problems 
t·rom the two first books of Et1clid, and showed a comprehensi,·e 
knowledge of arith1netic in its higher rt1les, and algebra. 

The specimens of drawing ju both freehand and landscape, 
were deserving of special commendation, but the penma11ship re­
-quires more careful attention. Papers on English History and 
general Geography were answered with fair accuracy; but I woi1ld 
call special notice to the importance of' teaching freehand map 
drawing. No exercise is more st1re to intere~t pt1pils, and none 
better calculated to imp1 .. ess indelibly upon them the most impor­
tant les~ons in geography. 

The examination in English Grammar was not above the 
average, as well as the Arithmetic in the lower division. 

I would here remark that the work of this Academy is not 
conducted on the pri11ciple of cramming, or of show, and the re­
sults prove indisputably that it has been thorough and efficient in 
the e(lucation and cult11re of many young n1en, who have distin­
g11ished themselves both here and in England. During the past 
year, a ·former pupil completed his course at College in England, 
by coming out at the head of the list; and a second, af'ter a very 
short reside11ce, ranked in the examination among the se11iors at 
an other College. -

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SCHOLARSHIPS. 
I 
The establishment by law in this Academy of three scholar .. 

ships, the ''holders of which are entitled to tt1ition witho11t fees, 
for a period not exceeding three years,'; ca11not but be regarded 
as a stepping-stone to advancement, in opening up avenues 
whereby the poorest child in the Island, of ability, has an oppor­
tt1nity of' obtaining the highest ed11cational advantages which the 
Oolony possesses. In order to excite an interest i11 the matter, 
·a11d arouse a spirit of em11lation, I held a competitive exatnination 
on paper for twelve candidates, from the elementary schools iu 
St. John's, and awardecl these scholarships to the three most ad­
vanced. These have been nominated to the Directors, and by 
them dt1ly enrolled in the Academy for free education. 

FEM.ALE DEPARTMENT. 

The benefit of the Acaden1y grant will, this year, be more · 
~idely felt by the judicious actio11 of the Directors, in taking llnder 
their care and management the Cht1rch of England Synod school 
for girls. The establishment of this school satisfies a long,.felt 
want among the midllle classes of the comm11nity, and reflects 
both credit and praise upo11 the· Synod for its inception. An ad-

mirable room is secured for its conduct, fitted up with the newest 
dual desks, ancl chairs, and furnished with a suite · of maps, and 
other very necessary aicls to instrt1ction.. The lady who has been 
elected to the office of Principal, holcls highly creditable diplomas 
.from the McGill trai,ning scboQl, l\'lontreal, and has alrearly shown 
much ability in the n1anagement of this hig·hly important depart­
ment. A p11blic examination, attencled by inany 1>ersons i11ter­
ested in eclt1cation, was held at Christmas, aind resulted in high 
encomi11ms being passe(l on the work of the first quarter of its 
existence. I cherish conficlent hopes of' a successful career to this 
new branch of 011r educational· operations.

schools, whieh are witho11t any supervision or direction, save by 
the yearly visit of· an t111intereste<.l party. The Rev. Geo. Bishop, 
.S. P. G. missionary at Labrador (Battle Harbor), writes: '' Tl10 
state of the schools here 011 the Labraclor is scarcely a state at all, 
ancl yet there is a possibility of doing somethir1g if <lo11e in a 
systematic way. Hitherto an i1ninterested i11dividt1al has bee11 
almost everything, manager, i11spector, board, an<l pay-master. 
The whole work has not been dor1e with any zest, anc] no 011e 
.seems responsible. The progress of education on Labrador mt1st 
of necessity be very slow, bt1t it has not ~~et made its · first step ; 
we need some one to take an interest in us.'' 

For the eight or nine schools on the western part of the French 
Shore no provisio11 has been made, and their sttpport ha~ l>ee11 
almost entirely provided by the Rev. J. J. Curling, Bay of Islat1tls. 
I would therefore t1rgently press these facts upon the atte11tion of 
your Excellency's Honorable Government, ancl suggest that in any 
appropriation made to these destitt1te places some persons l>e con .. 
stitt1ted a board for employing and paying teachers auu reporting 
upon_ these schools to the respective St1perintendents. 

The pleasing task remains to thank the n1a11y ge11tlemen who 
have co-operate(l with me in my work dt1ring· the ~rear past, par­
ticularly Chairmen of Boards, who, often tit11es at ml1cl1 porsc na 
ineonver1ience and loss of valt1able ti1ne, helpe(l 111e for,ve::ircl on 
my journies, and reaclily adopted s11ggestior1s made i·or the im.., 
provement of the schools under t~eir charge.

VISITATION AND INSPECTION.-1877. 

Tl1e Statistical Tal)les (Part II) bring the work of 011r schools 
clown to Jt111e 30th, 1877; the part now fur11ished brings it clo,vn to 
Dece1n ber 31st, 1877. . 

As particular reference was made in my last Report to scbool­
bol1ses and property, an<l ft1rtber imp1--oven1ents in this de.part1nent 
specia113r treatecl of t1ncler Table A, Part I, my object here \Vill be, 
to give a general view of progress in edt1cational operations in 
tl1e several districts .. particularizi11g, a.s before, schools deserving 
of s1>eci~1l 11otice. All that I WOlll<l here add is that my aim. i11 

the inspection ai1cl exan1i11atio11 of schools, bas been not merely 
to be a cletective of t·at1lts, but to discharge \vhat I regard as one 
of· lll~"' most i1nportant dt1ties, viz. : that of speaking to Teachers 
respecting the ·impressions for111ed of" the condition of their re­
spective schools, a11d ot· their work in them, co11sidering the praise 
011 the blame, which I feel necessary to give on the spot, while all 
the ev~nts are fresh i11 the minds of the actors, to have more effect 
than notices i11 an official i .. eport, transmitted to them i11 print after 
the lapse of some considerable time. , 

DISTRICT OF ST. JOHN'Sc. 

Mt1ch has been done, during the past year, to promote in­
creased improvement in the schools of this district, and to ensure 
a fair amount of s11ccess, notwithstanding that two of· its Teache1·s 
have died, and six othe1 .. s retired c,r removed to other spheres of 
scl1ool work. The attendance in all the scl1ools has been very 
fair, and the n11mbers have increased from 1025 to 1189. The 
'Vest-end school in St. John's, generally above the average, has 
lost a val11able teacher in the death of Mr. Thomas "\Voods, whose 
former training as an army school .. master, t·ully qualified hin1 i .. or 
the cond11ct of one of the largest schools in this or any other dis­
trict. His place will shortly be supplied by a trained teacher of 
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' some success. The pupils at the East-end ~cbool have considerably 
improved, und~r the management of 1\Ir. Mundy, a11d when 1·e-
1uo,,ed to the more convenient school, now nearly completed, may 
be expected to sho\v hig·her results. A public examination of this 
school was largely attended, and st1ccessft1lly conducted, with sub­
sequent good rest1lts. The Teacher at Pouch Cove has given 
evidence of· diligent work, as shown in tho proficiency of the 
pupils, and in the general management of' bis school. The schools 
on the Sot1th Shore have given me satisfaction, the t\vo at Upp6r 
Gt1llies and Seal Cove, formerlJ· cond11cted by one Teacher, who 
~evoted three days a week to eacl1, being 110\v uncler the cl1arge of 
separate trained teachers. The other schools of this district, being 
chiefly elem en tarsi, call for no further ren1arks than that they are 
f'airly satisfactory. In accordance with remarks made in my last 
report, steps are bAing taken to sect1re the erection of a school, 
available for chil(iron living on the V\rhite Hills, and places 
adjacent. 

DISTRICT OF BRIGUS. 

Two schools have been in operation ir1 this district flaring the 
past year, the one at Salmon Cove being still closed. The teacher 
at Burnt Head is t·aithf't1l i11 the (}iscbarge of his dt1ties, and al-
1.bot1gh n1y visit was made wlJen the attenda11ce was not large, the 
pupils read with fair intelligence, and wrote neatly in copy-books. 
I saw little to approve in the school at Clark's Beach, and n<lticed 
that the irregularity befo1·e referred to, had not been improved •

DISTRICT OF PORT-DE· GRAVE. 

'The school at North River was m11cb impro,red by my remarks 
made in the register last year. The roon1 was neat, arid the. chil­
dre11, in addition to passing f'airly i11 the three R's, recitecl I,ieces 
ot· poetry very creditably. At Hiubs' Hole, fift)"-one cbildre11 pas­
secl moderately well in the elementary branches, \vbich will b 
111l1ch more satisfactorily taught, with the much rt•qt1ired en1 arg<_, ... 
u1e11t ~ of the roo1n no\V being effected . . Toe insi>ectio11 ot· the 
school at Bareneeci impressed me wi th the i1ee'l t.)f great ·efor1u 
in tirli11ess on the part of· the teacl1er a11(l ro(lln, and the· exa _ li· 
nation ot· the ct1ildre11, with more general attentiou to work, but

DISTRICT OF BAY ROBERTS. 

The very favorable opinion formed last year of the Central 
school at Bay Roberts was again _ st1stained by my examination of 
it in June last. Nearly all present (forty-five) ·passed creditably 
in tbe several standards in which they were presente(l, partict1larly 
in reading, and gave evide11ce of mt1ch diligence on the part of 
the teacher, wlJo l1as s11bsequently retired from its management, 
and been ~ucceeded by a con1petent teacher from another didtrict. 
~'l1e disa(lvantage llnder which the teacher at Ct>ley's Poi11t has · 
been so long laboring, for want of a suitable room, is now re1noved 
by the erection of a creditable schoo1-hot1se, just complete(}. The 
attendance both here ancl at Bay Roberts 'Vest is large, and the 
atta.inments of pt1pils about the average. The teacher at Spa11iard's 
Bay Pond has been diligent, and moderate results have been at­
tained in the lower standards. 

DIS1RICT OF HARBOR GRACE • 
• 

The schools at Upper Island Cove and at Harbor Grace north, 
have Lad a year of fair success. In the former, ·on the flay of· ex­
an1ination, 69 p11pils passed moderately well in the st1bjects pre­
scribed in the three first standards. The writing· and dictation 
were good in the fi rst class, and the younger cbildre11 showed 
tokens of diligence on the part of the assistants engaged. In the 
latter school tbe work of the teache111 has been ruucb assisted py 
the im1lroved arrangements of the desks, and I observed here 
marked improvement i11 reading, attributable to the use of appro­
ved text books. Irregularity of attendance militates much against 
progress i11 the school at South Side, w bile more . satisfactory re~ 
s11lts, even· t1nder existing disadvantages, migl1t be · secured by 
greater e11ergy and earnestness. on· the part of the teacher.· At 
llig Pond I fo11nd 14 pt1pils out of 42. registered, doing fairly well 
i11 the lower stan<lards. All the schools t1nder this Board are fur­
nished with an ample supply o-f books and other scho..ol req11isites, 
exc~t blackboards, which the Chairman is now about to provide •

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DISTRICT OF CARBONE.AR. 

Two school~ have been in operation in this district during tJ1e 
year. The princirJal one, in Carb1>near, has not · mt1ch impro\"ed 
since tny visit of last year. Ample school f"t1rniture and appliances· 
are provided, and careft1l supervision exercisecl; but the teacher, 
tl.lot1gh fairly competent, lacks energy and spirit. A neat commo­
diot1s school-house, fitted with desks to accommodate two, bad 
been 1·ecently built at Spout Cove, at the time. ot· my visit, and 
opened u11cler a painstaking female teacher, from whose labors I 
anticipate very moderate results. 

I did not visit the school at Bay-de-Verds. 

DISTRICT OF TRINITY 8A.Y WBST. 

Irregularity of atten(lance is the greatest detriment to s11ccess 
in the schools of this district. 'rhe one at New Perlican stands 

· highest on my list, 'vbere the writing and arithmetic were goot1, 
and the reading anll intelligence ot~ the fi.1·st class somewhat above 
the a ·verage. The school at Heart's Delight is improving slowly, 
thot1gh the discipline is good, and the teacher eflicie11t. The 
attenclance at New Harbour is much below the average, anll calls 
for particular enquiry. The other schools in this di8trict are of 
the-ordinary character, the one at Scilly Cove being the best of 
them. After personal inspection a11cl e11q uiry i11 that long neglect­
ed sectio11 of this district comprised in the Iiandom and Smith's 
Soun<ls, I have the pleast1re ot· reporting tl1e 01leni11g of a school 
at White Rock, under a trained teacher f'rom Ht. Joh n's, an cl of 
_auotlter built entirely by the people, stim t1lated by _111y visit, an<l 
available for the settleme11ts of Gooseberry Cove, ]fox Harbour 
and Heart's Ease.

DISTRICT OF TRINITY BAY NORTH. 

Very lin1ited improvement has marked the work of the school 
in this clistrict duri11g the year. The chief oue in Tri11ity West 
has become vacant by the resignation of" the teacher who ably 
condt1cted the former Commercial School, and is about to be open­
e4 under the charge ot· a former · elen1entary teacher. · A little 
public spirit, and an appreciation of higher education, might wit-

, 
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ness the establishment of a school of superior grade, mt1ch needed 
in this important and fiot1rishing town. The school at New Bona· 
venture afforcled 1ne mt1cl1 satisfaction, where the children reacl 
with moderate ease and intellige11ce, 'vrote neatly, and worked 
s11ms in the simple rules with fair accuracy. The other schools 
i11 this clistrict are of , .. er~· moderate attainments. I regret to have 
to report the general neglect of the school at Trinity North, where, 
for tl1e last two years, the teache1· has been absent at the time of 
my visit, ancl further that my remarks made in his Register, on 
the state and condition of his school last year, had been erased. 
I trust n1y report of· the matter made to the Chairma11, may have 
the desired effect, a_nd that improvement will be manifest · at n1y 
next visit. All the schools in this district are poorly provided with 

• books, and the very necessary black-boartls are conspicl1ot1s only 
b)~ tl1eir absence. The inhabitants of Ship Cove are erecting at 
their e11tire expense a ~nt1cl1 needed school for this and the adjacent 
settlement of· Robin Hood. 

DISTRICT OF TRINITY BAY WEST. 

I found good proof of the diligence of the teacher at Oatalina, 
in the creditable amot1nt of proficiency sho\vn by a larg·e number 
of children attending. The reading, spelling, an<l i11telliger1ce 
were very fair, the \Vriti11g neat, and arithmetic goorl in some of the 
higher rt1les. The work of' the teacher will be mt1ch facilitated by 
the opening of the new school before referred to. 

DISTRICT OF BONAVISTA BAY SOUTH. 

I was much pleased with what I saw of the first qt1arter's work 
• 

of the new teacher in the Central School of the town of' Bonavista. 
Very perceptible in1proven1ent had been made in reading, arith­
metic and g·rammar, bt1t particularly in the reading-; and I have 
g c1od hope tl1at with the t1se of the approved text books, large wnJl 
maps, black-boards, an<l illt1strated cards, all for the first ti1ne here 
iutrodt1cecl, that the prog·ress will be both rapid and sot1nd. The 
school at Newn1an's Oov is of the ordinary cl1aracter, of moderate 
attainments·. ·I llope to l>e. al>le to si1pply the school lately built 
at Amherst Cove, with a ·trained ·teacher from St. John's. · 
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BON.AVISTA BAY WEST. 

The cbeerft1l and neat Scl1ool-l1ou~e at King's Oove is popt1lar, 
nnd exerts a ki11d of attractive i11flue11ce on tl1e children wl10 were 
present, to the iaur11ber of 51, on the day of examination. Tl1e pro­
fieiency was ge11erally good~ the organization and discipline ve·ry 
fair, and with tl1e very necessary enlargement of the rootn now 
beitig effected, and the i11trodt1ction of approvetl text books, and 
large wall maps, will be in a position to show superior res11lts. A 
new school is sadly neelled at Kiels, where I found the work of the 
teacher 1nuch hindere<l by an t1nst1itable school-room, and the want 
of some necessary ar)paratus; but I have no clot1bt that in the im­
provements which the Chairman · is desirous of effecting, things 
will next year be more satisfactory. Twenty-two 011t of thirt~1-

five reg·istered were present, and read fairly; bt.tt the arithmetic 
and writi11g were both poor. I fot1nd the schools at Open Hal], 
I11dian Arn1, and Seal Cove, of' very moderate pretensions, the one 
at 01Jen Hall being the most satisfactory. 

DISTRICT OF SALVAGE. 

Two schools have been in operation in this clistrict d11ring the 
year 11ow closed, of wl1ose proficiency I an1 only able to ·speak in 
very limited terms. It wi1l be readily understood that little in the 
way of edt1cation can be accomplished by the teacher at Sailors' 
Island, \vho is now in his 86th year. I saw little at Gooseberry 
Island to meet my approval, bt1t seized the opportt1nity of instrttc­
ting three teachers in classificatio11 a11d ma11agement. Tbe scl1ool 
at Flat Islands is in want of a teacher, which I hope to supply 
sometime dt1ring th~ coming spring. 

BONA.VISTA BAY NORTH. 

The dilapidated and unsuitable school rooms in the localities 
before ref'erred to, have no doubt contributed their share in pro­

, ducing the low ebb of Edttcation in this District. The educational 
apathy among the people of' Pinchard's Island may be easiJ)~ esti­
mated, when ot1t of a pop11lation of nearly 300, only 10 children­
_and these of tender age-were present on the day of examination. 
The teacher, doubtless, is faithful, but incompetent, and everl·thing 

• / 
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is reqt1ired here to make things educationally satisfactory. I 
fottnd 40 children crowded together i11 a so.called school ·room at 
Fair Islands, '\Vho showed less tha11 a\""erage attainments it1 the 
lower sta11<lard'3. The striking contrast to these t\vo is the school 
at Pool's Islarid, where 46 children passed creditably in ·all the 
ordinary st1bjects·, particttlarly in arithmetic, as t·ar as p1'oportion 
an<l practice. The school at Ship Island was closed at the time of 
my visit. . , 

DISTRICT OF FOGO • 
{ • 

., ']be school at ~~ogo Harbor bas not J1et received the very 
necessary· enlargement. I ft1und 27 present, whose general intelJi .. 
gencA and cleportn1ent gave me satisfaction. The copy-books wer-e 
neat and clean, and arithmetic as far as Practice creditable. I saw 
some very nice specimens of 11eedle work at Eastern Tickle, and 
\Vas generally pleased . with · the work of the i11dustriot1s female 
teacher. Ver)" sm~ll chiltlren had been tat1ght to recite pieces of 
poetry with expressio11. The schools at 8elflom .. Con1e-By and 
Indian Islands are doing fairly well, partict11ar1y the latter, where 
the rea(li11g· was good at1d distinct. ~on1e progress had been made 
~t Cba.nge Islan<ls, t1nder th~ new teacher ; but there is still much

room for improven1ent in ail subjects. 

• DISTRICT OF TWILLINGATE • 

I ·fot1nd things fairly satisfactory in the school at Clark's Cove, 
Herring Neck. Of 43 chilclren present, the majority passed moder­
ately well in reading and arithmetic, and- there \Vas n<> falling off 
in eitl1er the singing or drill, which exercises I heartily desire to 
see more general!~ practiced. The teacher at Herring N eek has, 
for his first J-?ear's work, enst1red a considerable an1ount of success. 
The 52 children exan1ined gave proofs of' his diligence in the ordi-

nar~ .. subjects and general conduct. Like success has f"ollowed the 
labour of the teacher at Back Harbor, Twillingate. There were 
102 registered in Ai1gt1&t, the ti1ne of my visit ; but this being 
the height of" the bt1s~ ... season, only 43 were present. 'l,he teacher 
on the Sot1th Side is doing good work, and gives much satisfac­
-tion.

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DISTRICT OF EXPLOITS. 

At Dominion Poi11t I fo1111d a new and handsome scbooJ ... bouse 
approached by a fine road, bt1ilt by the proprietors of' the steam 
sa.w mill. A worthy teacl1er showed m11ch diligence in instr11cting 
cl1ilclren who have here for the first time, enjoyed the benefits of 
regt11ar i11struction. Considering the disaclvantages i111cler which 
the people at Leatling Ticl{les have so lo11g lal>ored for want of a 
school of any k1nl1, and tbe conse<1aent arrears of educatio11al 
work to be made t1p, I was pleased to find a.n i11tellige11t teacher 
tloing good service to the Board, and the children progressing with 
average success. A winter school is kept b).,. this Board at Ward's 
Harbor. 

NOTRE DAMFJ BAY, NORTH. 

' 
The teacher who R11ccessft111y con<lt1cte<l the scl1ool at Tilt 

' 

Cove 11as resigned, a11cl the vacancy temporarily filled by a very 
competent ~·ot1ng man, of whose work the Chairman reports very 
favourably, as well as of the diligence and s11ccess of the teacher 
at Rot1ncl Harbor. The other schools in this district are of mode­
rate pretensions ancl doing f'airly well. 

FERRYLAND, PLACENTIA. BAY AND LAMALINE DISTRICTS. 

I was unable from the lateness of the season to pay any visit 
to the schools in these districts. The Chairman, however, of the 
second named, reports that the services of the teacher at Harbor 
Buffett have been 11ighly appreciated, and regrets his resignation 
to accept another sitt1ation. The other schools are well reported. 

I was unable to reach Lamaline, after a week's detention in 
the vicinity. 

BURI:S- DISTRICT. 

The principal school under this Board is at Burin, where I 
found things generally satisfactory. The t~acher is a first-elass 
disciplinarian, and has secured good results, aJs shown by the very 
creditable examinations passecl by the children. The writing on 
.cop}" books \Vas inuch above the average, and the pupils are well 
grot1nded in the elements of gran1mar. Very fair · specimens of 
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needlework and knit.ting were exhibited. I did not \isit any other 
school in this district. 

FORTUNE BAY. 

This is by fa.r th·e most extensive district under (Jburch of 
E11gla11cl Boardst having t111der its management seventeen schools, 
situated at irreg11lar i11tervals along a coast at least one bundretl 
and fifty miles in exter1t. The difficulties ancl delays · involve<] in 

• 
a visitation of the schools, can or1ly be appreciated by those who_ 
have experience of travelling along the inost diffict1lt parts of tl1e 
Western coast. I consitler it fortunate, tberet'ore, that at a late 
season of tbe Jrear, I was enabled to ,,.isit ten school settleme11ts ot• .. 
this importa11t <listrict. I ha,?e already referrecl to the pro111pt 
act.ion of the Chairman in providing all the schools wit·h black- . 
boards, and sec11ri ng the adoption of the approve<l text books. 
T<l tl1ese re1narks, I have to add bis attempts to improve teachers, 
by provirlirig st1itable books for stt1d)~, and bis desire to proct1re 
more proficie11t ones. The school at Harbor Briton n1aintaius its 
f'orn1er reyutation f"or ge11eral proficiency. The one at Sagona bas 
not improved since last year. The teacher at Little Bay has 
given proof of diligence in his work, the children having been 
Jlretty generally clrilled in the lower standard$. The school at 
Coomb's Cove was undergoing repairs, and the teacher at E11glish 
Barbor, by far the most competent in this district, 'vas away at 
the time of my visit. The schools at Lally Cove and Jersey Har­
bor, also visited, are of moderate attainme11ts. 'rb·e Societ~''s 
school at B~lleoram was recently opened under a new mistress, 
and was giving satisfaction. I was ml1ch pleased with the twel\·e 
months' faitbf"ul work of the teacher at Garnish, who has effected 
great improvement in this school and settlement, and bas the f"11Jl 
confidence of the people. Most of the other schools of this dis­
trict were visited by me last year, in each of which things were 
going forward pretty satisfactorily. , 

DISTRICT OF BURGEO. 

lVIy suggestions made for enlarging the chief scho<)l uncl~r 

this Board at Bt1rgeo, and furuishiug the same with suitable desks, 

I 
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ancl large wall maps have been promptl~,,. carried out. This is one 
of the best schools under my st1perintendence; few indeed sur­
passing it for general proficiency or discirJline--a condition largely 
attained by the constant visits of the Chairman-which I bad 
ample opportunity of witnessing, during a week's detention by 
stormy weather. Sixt)"' were present on the day of examina.tion, 
of which nl1mbe1', those in the 11pper classes passed with m11ch 
credi-t, in reading, dictation, arithrnetic and geography. Tl1e 
'Teacher lately appointed to the Scl1ool at U1Jper Bt1rgeo, was 
doing good services to the Board, as \vas also the worthy young man 
at H t111ts. The other Schools in the district were not visited by

me this year; but from my knowledge of thAm, gathered at a . 
t·ormer visit, I can only report that they are abot1t the average 
type. 

LAPotLE. 

At La~oile I fo1tnd the Master painstaking and faithful, and 
the children progressing fairly in the 11st1al branches. Very 
necessary repairs reql1irecl on the school at Harbor LeCou will 
greatly assist the teacher there~ whose dilig·ence was exhibited in 
the very creditable exami11ation passed by twenty--six children in 
the lower standards. .'rv!atters edt1cational were not so satisfactory 
at Rose Blanche. The failure of the fishery, and conseq11ent 
po,·erty, account no dot1bt for tvventy 011t of twenty-seven being 
prese11t on the day of examination without shoes or stockings. 
Yet even t1nder these untowarcl circumstances, I am of opinion 
that m11ch higher res11lts might be secured than were then exhibit­
ed. The school is a ne\v one, and fairly fittecl with necessar~,. ap­
pliances, and it only requires a better appreciation of education 
on the part of the people, and a greate_r k11owledge ot· the- prinoid 
ple_s of teaching on that of the teacher to i~ender it a sn ccess. 

DIST.RIOT-OF CHANNEL. 

I am pleased to spea.k in terms of approval of the dilige11t 
work of tl1e teacher at Chat1nel. Ot1t of seve11fy-two registered ..

My opport1111it3r to make myself more thoroughly acquainted 
with their actual condition, I think I ·n1ay claim 'to have pretty 
f·t1ll~y· in1prov~d ;. a11cl my mo1~e i11timate acql1aintance therewith 
e11al>les me to speak in mo:re definite terms of their req~1irements ; 
a11d, I si11cerel)? hope also, to offer such st1g~estions to Your­
Honora.ble Gov"ernment as t.he Edt1cational progress of the Colony 
con ti11 t1es to demand. 

Bef1)re st1bmitti11g the facts and :figures represe11ting the year's 
work of the above Schools, from which I f .. eel warranted to report, 
tliat '"ery great im-1)rovemen t has already take·n place under the. 
E'lit1cation i\.ct, anll that a col1rse of things has been now t•ully 
introdt1ced that must lead, however slowly, to far more satisfac-to­
l"Y results. I take tbe liberty, b·riefly, to state the gene·ral plan I 
have followed in fulfilling the duties of my office. 

In order that I might come, as far as possible, into contact 
with every person or thing affecting the healthy operation of the 
Schools t1nder iny superintendence, I devoted 11early the whole of· 
the season, from l\Iay l.st to Dec. 1st, to the visitation of Educa­
tional Districts 011tside of St. John's. Short intervals only were 
reserved, necessary t·or the s11pervision of all interests concerned, 
and partict1larly such as relate to the traini11g of P11pil Teachers,. 
or 11ave to do with the exte·nsive corresponden,ce which needs co11-
sta11tly to be rnaintained. Eight principal journeys were under­
taken b~r s-ea or by land, extending over abo11t three thousand 
miles.

Meanti1ne., as the conseql1ent of en­
qt1irJr entailing mucl1 correspondence on tl1e Su1>erinten<lent, and 
of not a little labor to correct what was not in arithmetical accord, 
or st1ppl~.,. i11 proper form what was sent as an indigested mass, 
these Ret11rns are now submitted to )'Ot1r Excellency l1nder the 
conviction that they are tolerably trustworthy, and decidedly more 
so than those presented by me beretof·ore.

One is about to be com­
menced at Nipper's Harbor. All these buildings will now be 
pushed forward by the indefatigable Chairman, who has been re• 
tarded in his operations hitherto by circt1mstances over which he 
has not had control.

The central superior school-house, referred to last year, as 
intended f·or CollirJs's Cove and Bt1rin Bay, has been necessarily 
deferred~ owi11g to the f·ail11re of the :fishery; l>nti a very respectable 
one has been bt1ilt 011 Great llt1rin, ancl a small but neat one at 
Spoon Co,,.e, towarcls both of which the people largely contribt1ted. 
At some other places needf.ul repairs have been made, arid at two 
others steps have been taken to build school-houses where they 
are required.

Eligible school-rooms have been obtained by means of pttr­
cllase and repairs, for the bo3 ... s' ancl girl's s·cho·ols at Grand Bank.

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Statistics are for year ended J i1ne 30th, 1877, and from 25 Dis<!JJ 
tricts. They have not come to hand from one other, although the 
Financial Statement was duly recorded. 

SCHOOLS. 

There were 85 Schools in operation, from eight of which parttd 
culars have not been sent. Increase over last year was 15, and may 
be regarded as the first fr11its of additional School accommodation-

GRADING OF SCHOOLS. 

Much time and thought have been given to -this important 
matter; which the law e11joins according to fixed standards of · 
attendance, sl1bjects tat1ght, and certain rest1lts of examination; ; 
and st1bstantial progress has been made towards the consumma~ 
tion of an object so greatly to be desired as this is. That the 
wo1~k, thus far; has been attended with great difficulty; will appear 
from the following considerations :-

1.-Schools in winter are often attended by · a different class 
of pupils from st1mmer, in which in extern Districts examination 
must ordi~arily take place. To judge of the quality, so to speak, 
of" the scholarship of the eldest and niost a(lvanced scholars when 
absent, from the specimens c,f that of the young ones present1 

demands great discernment and caution, and must depend,'largely, 
on the evitience presented of the Teacher's capacity and faithful· 
ness in the performance of his d11ty. 

. 2.-Teachers often complain of the apathy of parents in pro· 
viding standard text ·books, partict1larly Sl1ch as those in grammar, 
geograpl1y or history, &c.1 fr.om the plea that s11ch branches are 
unnecessary. By this ~eans, scholars have been hindered and the 
classification retarded, which som·e teachers, possessed of laudable 
ambition, desiretl even for their own sakes. 

3.-The uncertain means of travel (except by steamer) often 
precl11des the possibility ot· arranging long beforehand time of 
inspection ; and on the arrival of the Superintendent, he has some· 
times been disappointed to fit1d the teacher bad holidays, and in 
some instances when his visit had been anticipated . The correc-

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tion of the last difficulty I hope to secure hereafter by timely cor:. 
responclence with Ohairme11 of Boartls; but, if unst1cce·ssft11, wilI 
cleem it right to sugg·est to your Honorable Governme11t some 
legislation respecting holidays. }Ieantime, to stiml1late all con .. 

· cerned, I have graderl 43 schools as indicated in the tables. The 
rest are marked not graded, a few on account of being disqualified 
for anJr grade, and others becat1se of not being inspected or for• 
warcling· i1n perfect rett1rns. As the Edt1catio11 Act reql1ires· a11 

average attendance for the year of· 15 to qualify a school, if up to 
the mark on other grounds, for receiving a third grade, for want 
of this 12 could receive no grade. In like manner as a11 average· 
attendance of 30 is necessary for a second grade and of 45 for­
a first, only 15 could have received the first, and 18 th·e second.­
Tl1is requirement of attendance, tho11gh sometimes bearing rather 
h·ard U})OD teachers, will stir them t1p to look after their scholars.,­
when absent from school, ancl, by visitation of parents, to secure1 

if possible, good attenda11ce in the ft1tt1re. I have allowed special 
excellence in some things to atone for some s1igh.t deficiency in a 
f·ew others. 

TEACHERS. 

There were 90 teachers employed during the year; incr·eaise·, 
19. Of these, 65 wer·e males and 25 females ; increase of' fo;rQ.ler,. 
9-and of latter, 10.

' GRADING OF TEACHERS. 

A few teachers only have been graded, but very decided prot.· 
gress bas bee11 made towards the grading of many others·. J3esideg, 
devoting n1uch time to drillir1g them in scholastic work, I have· 
been careft1l to advise them as to text· books 1'equisite for the stt1tly 
of subjects for examination, as also to encourage them to set abo11t, . 
it at 011ce; and having assisted tlaem, whenever desired, to obtain 
them cheaply, I am ha1)PY to report that a good many are now 
earnestly preparing to be examined at no distant day. To facilitat0 
this, I have arranged with tl1e Board of Exa,miners to conduct 
exan1inations by means of· papers afterwarcls to be st1bmitted t~ 
th~ Board, whenever, in course of visitation, I may be requested 
by a teacher so to do... I am not anxious to hurry matters u.n· 

• 
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(}uly, bt1t am confirmed in the view expressed last year, that the 
time is not very clistant when I shall be able to ask th~ Legisla­
t11re to make it imperative llpon Boards to em1>loy t11ose only 
as teachers that have obtainecl a certificate for some gracle, or else 
for the time being, some other s11fticient guarantee of qt1alifi­
cation. Two 111ore first class teachers have been received recently 
from ~ova Scotia, for wl1ich I an1 thankfLtl. lYiy lll'1in depen{lence, 
however, for obtaining tl1oro11ghly compete11t persons to carry 
forward the b11siness of· edt1cat,ion rests t1pon eari1est an<l appro­
priate effort to make available the talent of the yot1th of the 
Colony.

PUPIL TEACHERS. 

There were eleven pupil teachers in attendance at the Metho-
- <list Acaclen1)1

, of who1n seven were fen1ales. Of these seven, one 
was admit.ted by special arrangeme11t, without the ordinary an1ount 
of payment. Five have graded; t·o11r others have been received 
up to this date, (Dec. 31st) ; ancl a fifth will be indent11red after 
·special examination of candidates on the 14th prox.. The Prin~ 
-eipal of the Academy reported favot1rably to the Board of Exa­
miners respecting the deportment and progress of· these yo11ng 
men and women, and the examinations to which they have been 
reg11larly subjected, have proved qt1ite satisfactor~. All have 
been required to attend the J\1odel School for practice. Something 
has been clone also to make them acq11ai11te<l with the theory of 
school organization and manageme11t, and I. shall expect this to 
forn1 a subject for systematic instruction. 

It will be readily understood by Yo11r Excellency that, owing 
to the previously low state of the Public Schools, the qualificatio11s 
of Cancli(lates for Pupil 'l,eacherships ha"\"e been meagre antl t1n­

promising. Usually a good deal of tin1e bas been needful for 
these., at·ter admissio11, to acq11ire the power of co11secl1ti ve stt1cly, 
and indeed often to unlear11 what never shot1ld ha\~e been learne(l, . 
such as mal-pro11unciation, in general, and certain f"orms of corrt1pt 
enunciation, in particular. I am hapJ)Y to report, that marke(l i111-

provement has been apparent of late; al1li already tl1e good effec-ts 
of competitive examinations for the selection _of· Pt1pil Teachers, 

-
• 
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and the evidences of an imp1~oving eondition of things are so 
clear, tbat I hazard little in asserting· that not many years hence 

· persons admitted as Pupil Teachers will acquire as readily 
and in as short a time, the ability to pass for first or second 
grade as, thus far, for the third. I have to add one remark, only, 
on this st1bject. The Board of Examiners desires to make its 
Certificates of real value ; and, besides subjecting Pupil Teachers 
who are Candidates for grades to strict examination, will ordi­
narily leave a margin, to be filled ttp, by subsequent develop­
ment of professional ability, as in the Mother Country. For this 
reason, apart from every other, its grades will begin low. 

SALARIES OF TEACHERS AND FEES •

, The am·ount paid to Teachers during the year, ,including Fees 
· (so far as reported) was· $12,856.23, or $1,553.18 1nore than the 
, previous year, Fees returned amounted, per Financial Statement, 

to $9.54,.91, or $140.89 more than the previo11s year.. A comparison 
· of total amol1nt paid Teachers, as reported in ~:inancial Statement, 

with details in General Statistics, shows the entire amount, paicl 
bl',. the people as Fees. to have been very. mt1ch greater; but, ac .. 
cording to usage of many Boards, as stated in my last · Repo1~t, 
Jfees are left to the Teachers and p~ople ; and so are not estimated. 
in the Financial Statem.ent. Whether this practice continue or 
not, .which I still think is not, according to the more excellent 
wa1y, I shall d.eem it right to insist upon an accurate rett1rn of 
amount of fees paid teachers, from all Educational Boards ; as this 
alone will indicate th.e mo1iey-interest taken by the people ·in 
tl1eir Teacber.s, and by a plain influence, in the education of· the 
youth of · the co11ntry. While so1ne other Boards have dona 
'vell, of all reported, Brigus deserves n1ost praise because 4if the 

. amount of Fees . cl1eerfully paid towards the n1aintenance of a 
superior ·scI1ool in the town, an example which is now being 
nobly imitated at Cupids, and I trust, will be in n1any other places 
b.efore many years -shall pass. After a most careft1l review of the 
whole matter, I can11ot overlook the plain fact t·hat good salaries 
alo1:ze can secure, pern1aue11tl)", the services of able and energetic 
Teachers; and I am pers11aded that tl1e elevation of tl1e cot1ntry 
a nd the prosperity of the home circle, alike, to so large_an extent, 

.. 
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dependent upon the spread of a sound and liber9l edt1cation, place 
it beyond all doubt that, in no case more than this, ''the labour .. 
er is wortl1y of his hire.'' I do not mean to say that a Teacher, 
devoid of entht1siasm for his work, can ever succeed, if imp~lled 

i by merely pecuniary motives; but that those persons, possessed of 
this and likewise of needful ability, who are most. wanted to make 
their profession useful and honorable, will, as ord·i1iary mortals, be 
attracted to those spl1eres, which promise a better maintenance 

· fo11 themselves or others that may be dependent_ upon tbem. 

NUMBER, ATTENDANCE, &c., OF ·PUPILS. 

The number returned as the average on the Register for the 
year was 8417.9, or 455.9 more than the previous year. ·or these 
960.96 were llnder seven years of age, 1762.8 between seven and 
twelve, and 694.14 over twelve . 

. There were 1783. 78 boys; increase 172.78, and 1634.12 girls; 
in.crease, 283.12. 

The total t1i1mber under instruction during any part of the 
year was 4,381, or adding 68 for Carbonear Grammar School and 
181 for the Methodist Academy, 4,630 for the denomination; in­
crease for the year, 969. 

As before stated, returns have not reached me from eight 
schools; but apart from the pt1pils of , these, the proportion of 
scholars returned to the whole Methodist population, per Census 
of 1874, was 1 for every 7.4. 

The grttnd total attendances of pupils morning and evening 
were .822,647, or 131,291 more than previous year, which will give 
120 f11ll da~ .. s' instruction for each of the average number registered, 
and 93~8 full days' instruction for each attending school during any 
J>art of the year. 1\..dding the atte11dances of pupils at the Car­
bonear Grammar School and of the l\tiethodist Acadelll)'", the total 
attendances we1"e 891,573, which will give 123~ days on an average 
of instruction for the ~.,.e.ar to each of the average number of pupils 
registered in all Methodist schools (so called), and 96.28 t·ull days 
to every one atten<.ling the schools dt1ring any part of the year. 

• 
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The average attendance each session for the schools of the 
whole Island was 2342.75, and the percentage of average number 
present each session con1pared with average nt1n1ber registered 
was 68.54. The aggregate times school was 01}ene(l by all teachers 
amountecl to 264:32, givi11g 338.8 times ft)r each school returne(l as 
i11 operation for a longer or shorter period in the year. 

/' 

The abo,re statistics, which may be accepted as good criteria 
of the value set t1pon the pt1blic schools under l\'Iethodist Boards, 
when compared with those of the previous year, will disclose, I 
think, an encouraging measure of progress. 

To improve the attendance has been and will be a principal 
aim of the Superintendent, as, of course, ttnless children and youth 
attend, a11d that regularly, everything else will prove of' little or 
no service. I fear, however, that the industrial habits of the 
Colony will long interfere to prevent more than a measure of 
success. 

VISITS BY MEMBE.RS OF BOAltDS AND OTHER SCHOOL VISITORS. 

The number of visits by the f"ormer was 340, increase 237 ; 
and by the latter 140, increase 96. This shows .a deeper interest 

. taken in the Schools tinder my superintendence, by those who, by 
their presence an<l remarks, can do much to enco11rage Teachers 
in their ard11011s and important work .. 

NUMBER OF PUPILS IN THE DIFFERENT BRANCHES OF INSTRUCTION. 

The number in Rea.cling was 3415.38, increase 453.38; in 
Writi11g on Slates 1532.65, increase 662. 75 ; on Copy-books 1164.10, 
incr-ease 153.9; and in Arithmetic 1514.62, increase 201,92. 

For want of proper and uniforn1 standards in Reading, prior 
to the adoption of the Royal Reader series last year, I cannot 
compare numbers reported in the respective standards this year 
with those of the 1>revious }rear. This would be misleading 
for the present, bi1t st1ch comparison will be ot· valt1e hereafter. 
Suffice it to say, that on nothing I ca11 speak more confidently 
or in more enco11ra.ging terms, Believing as I clo, that good 
reading is of very gteat conseqt1ence, not simplj~ as fttrnishing· 
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a principal key rto knowledge, blit as t1nderlying anj St1b·stan• 
tial itnprovetnent of edt1cation i11 the Colony, I have devoted to 
it very great attention. In the cot1rse ot· my ins1Jection (on which 
hereafter) I have made it a point, to n1ake every Teacher acqt1aint ... 
ed with the most approvecl metl1od of instruction, so as to econo'"' 
ruize time and commu11icate to bis Pt1pils the pow.er of· reading 
with good expression a11d intelligence. As in no branch, perhaps; 
more, if so mtlcb, depends on example, I have acted dir·ectly on 
the instrt1ctor as well as on the scholar in all my _visits ; and 1 
make bold to affirm, that the result of this drill, followed by the 
Teacher's faithf11l adhesion to the prescribed mode a:nd the llseofthe· 
above series of books, which greatl~· lightens the work l>y intetesting 
both Masters and Scholars, is already very apparent in most of the· 
Schools1 and in not a few which 1 co11l<l name, the cltan~e for the 
better, (l11ring the past year, was quite beyond my most sanguine 
expectation, I give this special mention becai1se if I am not mis­
taken it strikes the key-note of comi11g progress. 

To facilitate the art of writing, I have encollr~ged the i11tro..; 
d11ction of W. Collins, Sons & Co.'s various series of· writing-books; 
'vith set copies and faint lines and carefully graded, to suit thai 
proficiency of the P11pil. The merits of these series, differing: 
in quality of paper and pricef I think will be obviotts· on examina• 
tion. Althot1gh doubtless there are .other very e:x;c·ellent series 
of Oe>py-books in use, there have been some others that are 
worthless, to discot1rage the use of' \vhich and to help in redu'cing· 
to syste·m what is admitted to be largely a :mechanical art, if sue• 
cessfully prosecuted, I have recommended the use of the above in 
regular gradation. U nfortnnately, .progress b·a;s been greatly bin ... 
dered heretofore by lac·k of system, JlartJy owing to the diversity 
o·f copy-books, and partly by pupils having to imitate the im·per• 
feet copies of the master, fitted alas! too often as I hav~ found,. 
to stereotype orthographical errors upon the minds of the scholars,. 
by the wretched spelling. 

.ARITHMETIC. 

Schools generally have shown better acquaintance with· tbe 
Elementary rl1lee, in which I tl1ink it well they sho'llld acq~1i.r0 
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rapiclity as well as ·acci1racy, ajnd, to help in this, I have encouraged 
the use of· Abaci or Ball Frames for tl1e special benefit of the 
younger p11pils and frequent competitive exercises on the Black ... 
board for the elcler 011es. In a few Schools good proficiency has 
been shown in the higher standards. 

GEOGRAPHY AND GRA~fMAR. 

The number i11 the former was 354.18, increase 103.48, and in 
the latter 373.23, increase 112.43 • . 

I observe with pleas11re this advance, particularly as these 
branches have been deemed by some parents superfluous, and as 
I am cre<1ibly in t·orined some of the most enter11risi11g Teachers, 
anxious to elevate the status of their schools by the introdt1ction 
of these st1bjects1 have been prevented from so doing on this very 
grot1nd.

The scl1ool at Spoon Cove was ·not very satisfactor~r, bt1t is 
now doi11g well uncler a mistress trained at the Ac9demy, to st1p.­
port whom a few persons have co11tribt1ted generot1sly. 

At ~"'lat Island (Davis's Island), the master is energetic and 
· faitbft1l, and thot1gh a little old st~~Ie, \Vas auxioi1s to improve. 

At Ha~ ... Oove, in conju11ctio11 witl1 the Cbairma.n~ I settled 
some diffict1lties connecte~ with the finishing pf a school-house, 
and made arrangements for a mistress next sumi.ller.

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GRAND BANK AND FORTUNE DISTRICT, 

The examination of girls' school at Grand Bank proved very 
satisfactory. Discipline was good, and progress 'vas marked in 
reading, writing, grammar and geography. The boys' school also 
appeared to good -advantage, after a very full examination. In 
notation and numeration, scholars were a little defective, l)ut soon 
learned them. r 

I11 the school at ~,ortune ninety-one pupils were present, who 
. appeared under admirable discipline. Owing to the prevalence of 
diptheria, whereby· the school had been closed for the previo11s 
wi11ter, and the flower of youth to a sad extent ct1t down, results 
of examination, though good, were no doubt not so favourable as 
they wot1ld ha,~e been under other circumsta11ces. Nevertheless, 
from the ability and fidelity of the master, I shall expect this 
school, with the use of the R.R. series, soon to win a first·class 
position. 

LAPOILE DISTRICT. 

The attendance at school in Petites had been affected by 
change of teachers, but was increasing. The mistress was giving 
promise of becoming a superior teacher, being intelligent and 
possessed of many of those qualities essential to success, a11d 
under tha direction -of ~he Chairman, who has rendered her good 
assistance, the condition of the school seemed hopeful. 

The Western Point school was vacant, but has since received 
a master. 

OiiANNEL DISTRICT. 

Former teacher bad left Channel, and at my visit, present one 
had been in charge 011ly aboi1t three weeks. I1~ course of my 
visitation, extending over two (lays, my chief ai1u was to make 
teacher acqua.intetl with use of cards, new text books, &c., i11to 
the use of' 'vhicb he seemed to fall readily. The Cnairman, 1.ue11-

tioned elsewhere as a most successf'ul edt1cator, has since devotee! 
• • a large a1not1nt of tim~ to it eve1'Y 'veek, a11d I can i1eadil~~ believe 

what I have learned from good authority, that this school is doing 
well.

INTRODUCTORY. 

In presenting, for the information of H~s Excellency, my 
Twentietl1 Report of· the Roman Catholic Schools, it gives n1e 
mt1ch pleasi1re in bei11g enabled to record a large amo11nt of im­
proye1nent in school erections. and an increased percentage of the 
daily attenclance of p11pils cluring the past year. 

Four new school-houses have been erectecl and completed, 
and a large number of school-houses repaired and improved. 

The results attending our school operations dt1ring the year, 
as n1a.y be gatllered from the tenor of· my Report, may be con· 
sidered on the whole favorable. 

In the montl1 of May I s11pplied all the Chairmen of the 
Roman Catholic Boards "\\""ith the printed form i"or the E,inanci~l 
Statement, reqt1esting them at the same time, to have me furnish­
ed "\\'ith it bef-.ore the First of September in accordance with the 
26 Section of the Edt1cation Act, and in the manner prescribed 
by that Act. 

' r. • 

I have received the Financial Rtatement this year from all .. 
the Cl1airmen, although son1e were later in t·i1rnishing it that1 the 
time specified. I have also to complain of the ma11nAr i11 which 
a t·ew Chairmen furnish this accot1nt, never giving it according to 
the form supplied, and so imperfectly that it is diffict1lt to avoid 
error in this important part of my Report. I trust I will not have 
reason to complain of any similar neglect in the f·uture. , 

I also s11pplied, at the same time, the n1onth of 1\1ay, each of 
the Teachers with the forrn of" School Retur11, enclo&ing with it a 
printed circular in which I call his (or her) attention to the neces­
sity of having the Superintendent t·urnished with the School Reti1rn 
before the First of September, a11d also reqt1esting that in aclditiou 
to a register a Visitors' Book sho11ld be kept in the School. The 
Ohairmen were;st1pplied with a copy of this lt1tter. 

• 
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'With respect to these Ret11rns also, it gives m·e mt1ch pleas11re 
to have to state that I have this year received the largest number 
of School Returns that I have ever received in any one ~·ear. 

SCHOOL HOUSES. 

Of the fo11r school houses referred to as having been built 
.dL1ring the year, two are in the District of Bay Bt1lls, one in the 
District of' Burin, and one in the District of' Harbor 1\Iain. The 
)arge a1not1nt of repairs and other improvements effected in the 
Districts visited will be found ft1lly recorded in my report of the 
schools. 

In addition to these, I may mention that considerable progress 
has been made ir1 the District of Bonavista, North and South, in 
the erection and purchase of school houses, and iu repairs. 

'r ery little has been done as 3yet in the s11pplying the school 
bouses with water closets. I trt1st the Ohairn1en will 11ot lose 
sight of the necessity of having all their schools supplied with 
, this necessary appendage. 

Some work has been done in fencing round school ho11ses. A 
large amount of similar work has ~·et to be performed, and when 
11ndertaken, 'vill, I trust, be exect1ted in a tasteful manner. 
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A 11 these figl1res are largely in excess of those of last year, 
and show not only a relative increase in consequence of tl1e large 
nun1ber of· School Returns furnished, but also a i)ositive gain in 
several of the subjects. An increase ot· over 6 per cent has taken 
place in the daily average attendance. · 

1800 of the children ai~e 11ncler 7 years of age, 2929 between 
7 and 12, and 1305 over 12. There were 257 pt1pils whose ages 
were 11ot given. Boys 3705, and Girls 2509. The sex of 77 pttpils 
not stated. 

Several of the Returns furnished are very imperfectly filled 
up. The items that are generally omitted are,-the number of 
days School was in operation ; No. of children in settlement from 

· - 5 to 15, and amount of School accommodation provided. Tl1ese 
were each omit.ted on an average 50 times. 

Ten Teacl1ers omitted giving the average daily attendance, 
the nt1mber of" pt1pils reg·istered being 346. 

The average nun1ber of days the Schools were in operation, 
in the 92 f·urnisbing that information, was 241. 

SCHOOL VISITS • 

. The information gi,"en under the head of visits to schools is 
very unreliable, and I am satisfied that a great injustice is done to 
some Chairmen, by their Teachers leaving blanks under the head 
of '' Visits by l\fembers of Board'' in all their R~turns, and thus 
procl11cing the impressio·n that these schools were never visited 
dt1ring· the year. 

There are 5 Districts having 25 schools, where it wot1ld appear 
from the Returns, that were not visited by Members of Boards, 
and seven Districts h~ving 40 schools not visited by School Visitors. 

·All this, ho-wever, 011ly shows bow necessary it is for the Chair­
men to see that their schools are provided with a Visitors' :Book, 
wh.ere their visits and those of School-Visitors can be recorded, an.d 
"the book referred to for information on that point, and not be left 
as it is at present to the q\1estion-abte -recollection of ·the Teacher

Each of the nine schools of the 
last-named Dist1 .. ict is suppliecl witl1 maps, . making in all 33, the 
largest number of any District. I tr11st a further and increased . 
outlay i11 this most necessary and prodt1ctive expenditure will be 
observable in my 11ext inspection. I wo11ld m11ch wish als9 to see 
all the schools su1)plied with a time-piece and time-table, both 
essential to secure method and regularit:v in a school. , 

I have appende(l to the Report the Syllabus for grading teach· 
ers and the Standard for the grading of schools, to which I beg 
to call the earnest attention ·of teachers, trusting that by their . 
carefully reading and studying both, I may be enabled to find 
tl1em 11ext visit more generally prepared for grading than was the 
case this year. -.

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REPORT. 

• DISTRICT OF FORTUNE BAY • 

I commenced my inspection of the Roman Catholic Schools 
in the District of :B"'lortt1ne Bay. 

~he Harbor Briton school, condl1cted by the Ladies of t11e 
Presentatio~1 Conve11t, bas an attendance of abot1t 40 tlaily. This 
number includes some children from other locali ties in the Bay, 
whose parents being anxiot1s to secure for tl1em the superior edu­
catio11 in1partecl by the Ladies of that Convent, bad them boarded 
in the barbor. 

The Eng-lisb Harbor school nee<ls to be st1pplied with desks 
and f'o1·ms, and a more liberal supply of books, &c. The school is 
fairly conducted. 

The St. Jacques school co11tinues to give satisfactory rest1lts, 
children well instr11cted in s11l)jects ta11ght, writing remarkably 
good. Fairly supplied with books, &c. 

The Teacher informed me that the i11habita11ts purposed hav .. 
ing the school-ho11se taken down in the fall, and re-built in a more 
suitable style than the prese11t one. 

The other localitjes where schools are sit11ated, and which 
were in operation during the year, are Sagona, Gra11d Jarvis, 
·Miller's Passage, Rencontre, Fox Coye and Lower English Harbor. 
It is very diffic11lt to get to the larger number of these settleme11ts. 
111 f'act it wot1Icl reqt1ire the special use of a craft for the p11rpose 
to accomplish it. I have beer1 furnished with the School Retur11s 
from tl1e Teachers of fot1r of th·ese schools, f"ron1 which it appears 
that-the n11mber of children attendi11g them is 85, of whom 24 are 
writing in copy-books, and 14 cyphering as · far as proportion . 

DISTRICT OF BURIN. 
• 

All the schools of this District were in operation the past 
year. Three ot· them sec11re a large· attendance-Ode1·in, Lawn1 
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and· the boys' school at St. Lawrence, h·aving each a cl·aily atten­
<.lance of about 60 .. · Very little alteration to note in schools visited 
since former report. 

The Burin school showed an improvement in spelling, read­
'ing and composition. The Fox Cove school.is still laboring t1nder 
the very insufficient accommodation the room affords its pupils, 
and the progress making is lloor. 

The Bea11 Bois school continues to merit, ttllder it's 'present 
teacher, the good character it always sustained under 1\iiss Walsh. 

A very neat school house has been erectetl at Marystown si11ce 
my former-visit to that settlement, with accomil1odat!ons for the 
teacher. On my arrival there I fot1nd the teacl1er very ill, the 
school having been closecl in conseqttence for a f. \V daj~s previous. 
I regrettell 1ny being unable to see the school 1.n operatio11, the 
more as I bad heard st1ch a goof! character of it. I cot1ld gather, 
however, fron1 those of the inhabitants with whom I catne in con­
tact, the high opinio11 they held of the abilities ·of theit· teache1~, 
a11d the great satisfaction she gave by the marked .itnprovemel\t 
of" her pupils. 

The s·cbool house at Spanish Room needs much repairing, or, 
if ft1nds would pern1it, the bttilding of ~ new one. .c\.tte11dance 
during summer good. Sehools at present elenientary. 

No change in the Oderin school since last reported. 

All these schools are more or less fairly st1ppliecl with books, 
but not agr_eeabl)· to the system that I .suggested, and which I was 
led to believe would be adopted. 

DISTRICT OF PLACENTIA WEST • 
• 

The Chairman of this District, Rev. W. Doutney, in the en .. 
deavot1r to meet the Edt1catlonal wa11ts in the nt1merot1s sn1all 
~e-ttleme11ts of his District, has establisheci ele,fen scl100Js, ten 
'of these 1Jei11g only ~eml.;.annt1al; be inte11ds, ho\vever, having the 
iVIerash~en arrcl Presc111e schools in ft1'tt1re ot)en for ihe 12 months. 
In consequence of bis i--eceivibg the balance ·of Educational

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G~ant due the District, as well as his share of the $40,000, only in 
the spring, he was compeiled to postpone u11til .the latter part of 
the st1inmer the large amoi1nt of repairs and improvements neetled 
i11 the school-hol1ses of the District. His ft1nds not 'varranting 

, his employing a professional tradesman from St. John's, he bas 
been C<lmpelled to wait until the services of' the men capable of 
doing such work in the several localities were available. Under 
these circ11n1stances I thought it as well that my visitation of tbe 
schools -should be limited, cleferring until next ~7ear a fuller inspec­
tion of them. 

In the few schools visited I found a fair supply of books, &c., 
and also a vTisitors' book. 

DISTRICT OF LITTLE PLACENTIA. 

The seven schools of this Dist1'ict were in operation the past 
I 

year. 

Tl1e 38 children I fo11nd attending the school at Marquise 
appeared tu be receiving a careft1l tuition, spelling, reading a1ld 
\vriting being very good for you11g children. 

The children attending the Little Placentia school were not 
so forward or as well instrt1cted in si1bjects taught as those attend­
ing t.he llarq11ise school. The defi.cie11cy in some matters being 
not at all creditable; 40 chil(lren present; both these schools are 
f·airly supplied with books. 

The sc'bool hol1se at Fox Harbor is not completed nor the 
room furnished with forms. The.re were forty-three children pre­
sent, all of· 'vho1n were very backward. Teacher sl10111cl have· a 
s11pply of' J>aper, pens and ink, ft1rnishecl her to sell to be1" })llpiis. 
The want of these and suitable books, accounts, no doubt, in great 
degree, t·or the present low state of the school. 

DISTRI.CT OF GREAT PLACENTIA. 

011 my arrival at Great Placentia I founcl that three of the 
scho<.)ls at that locality were close~l for the mids11mmer vacation. 
I macle an arra11gement with the t eachers to have tl1ei1-- pl1pils 
assembled, bu~ the forenoon of the da~t a.ppointed was so inclement

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that I cot1ld 11ot start as early as I intended, and when I arrived 
ut tl1e schools, the p11pils bad left. I have, however, al wa~ ... s fo11nd 
these three scltools well condt1cted, and in general, the progre~s of 
pupils very satisfactory. 

Ft111y two-thircls of the pupils assembled at the school at 
Great Placentia were quite young and merely spelling. The first 
and second classes \Vere moderately successful in matters examined • 

At the time of my visit very little bad been done in r~pairs 
to the school l1ouses; but since then I have received a ve1~y gra-­
tifying com1nu11ication from the Chairman of the District, stating 
that tl.te Point Vercl ancl North East school l1011ses were under­
going repairs, ancl that these scl1ool rooms, with the school room 
at South East, were ~tll f t1rnished with desks and for1ns. 

A fence round the latte1 .. , with other in1provements, were also 
contemplated. 

DISTRICT OF ST. MARY'S. 

I am t1nable to report any improvement in the Saint Mary's 
school. · 

The pupils attending the Gasker's school appear to be receiv­
ing a very painstaking tt1ition from their teacher, 1Vli5s Hogan, 
their answering being in general very correct, and their 'vritiug 
re1narkal>ly good for chilclren of 10 or 11 years of age. 'I'he room 
should be furnished with desks and forms, and a better s11pply of 
books and other requisites. 

' 

I cannot report any impro\ement in the Holyroocl School • 
• 

The room still deficient of all the needed fL1rniture, and a total 
absence of the necessary books, &c. FL111y half the children pre­
sent 'vere withot1t books. A fair share, bo,vever, of· the 'vant of 
st1ccess in this school mt1st be charged to the neglect of the parents 
in not providing their children with st1ch books, as well as paper, 
pens, &c., that coulcl be easily procured in the settlement. Some 
repairs have been made to the school house, b11t not · at all suffi- · 
cient. The Chairn1an however inforn1ed me, that he might be 
con1pelle(l to remove the house, as he did not co11sider its present 
site at all suitable.

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Tb.e school at River-head is w.ell conducted, and the childrert . . 

appear. t<;> be m~king as fa.ir progress as could be expected uncle~ 
t4e <:li.sadvantage. Qf the (lefici~ncy of books,. paper, &c .. , which 
they labor t1nder. The school room needs ~ porcb and a &econd 
floor~ng, the want of which d~ters some. of tbe. children ftom 
at_tendi11g d11ring t.he winter. 

I fot1nd the scho0.I South Si~e of Salmonier in tb~ charge· of 
a yo11ng female, who ha(l commenced her labors only a short time 
previo11s to 111y visit. She appeared to me to possess in a great 
degree tl1e necessary qualifications to make her a st1ccessft1l teach~ 
er, ancl I am happy in having n1y in1pressions fully confirmed by 
the resident Clergyman, the R-ev. J. J. St. John, who, in a com~ 
m11nication enclosi11g the School Ret11rl} at the en<l of· the first 
qt1a.rter, states,-'' The children are t)rogres~ing t1nrler her tt1itiou 
as_ they 11ever did_ 4~1:'.e_ befoi:~. The. parents seem t.o appreciate 
her abilities, arid are anxious to have their children attend. regt1~ 
laJrly to school.''

The B.road Qove sGhooL ha~ an attendanae of twenty-sev.eq 
daily,, and appears to be. making (air prog~res~. School house is. in 
good repai~ and t_h~ :r;oo.m· sqppli~d with. de&kS; and, form~.

DISTRICT o·F FERRYLAND·. 

The Caplin Bay school is still held at the residence of the 
teacl1er, and although I a1n satisfied the· teacher perforn1s her 
duties-faithfully, very little ben-efit can ttccrue from the school as · 
at prese11 t locatetl. 

The boys' school at Cape Broyle bad a. small attendance. The 
school bavir1g just opened after the s11mmer vacation, was stated 
to be the cat1se. There were no cop~"" or entering books to show, 
what I have. ha<l r.epeatedly to complain of.. . 

The girls' ·school had a better attendance. and· a large number _ 
of copy-bo.oks f·or iusp.ection, and in every respect had much the 
advantage of the boys.~ school. 

The school at; Admiral's~ Cove. was~ not visited. It has an ave· 
rageiattendance of about 3(). The· Chairman· inf@rmed ·me that 
he intended having the school ho11se thol'ougbly repaired. during 
the fall. 

The· Brjgus: sabool sho.wed a, great impr.ovement to I1ave taken 
p1aae sin~e t·orm.er· repor.t of i;t.

' Seventeen very 3rot1ng children were assembled at the Witless 
Bay school, all of whom were n1erely spelling; copy and entering 
of absent pupils 'vere neatly J\:ept, an(l writing tolerably good. 

The Boys' school, Bay B11lls, conti1111es to give satisfactory . 
results; a large n11mber writi11g·, the writing in general showing a 
progressive improven1ent. The Gii-1s' school also appeared to be 
progressing i'airly t1ncler its present teacher; llresent 30; both 
6chools sect1re a fair attendanco •

DISTRICT OF ST. JOHN'S. 

The Gould's school appears to be well condt1cted, and I believe 
is giving satisfaction. 

The Boys' school, Petty Harbor, is not at all what it 011ght to 
be. Pupils deficient; writ.ir1g careless; a.nd g·reat wa11t of disci­
pline; 47 present. The examinatic)11 at the Girls, school 'vas very 
satisfactor:)r. Yo11ng girls of 10 or 11 ~ears passed ,,.ery cretlitably 
in classes examined ; present 45. 

There were 100 child1·en atte11ding t11e River-heacl school, chiefly 
very young; fully 90 were in the al1)11abet and spelling·. This 
schools needs to have a ver) .. strict clisci pline carrie(l out; if the 
present teacher possess sufficient e11ergy to e11t·orce it~ he av1lears . 
to be in every other respect fulIJ~ qt1alifiecl for bis position. 

The 13rookfie1d, lfreshwater road, Q•1itli Vitli, Bally Haly, Logy 
Bay, Outer Cove, Torbay and Portr1gal Cove schools, 'vere \--isiteu, · 
but call for no further remark than to say I f'ound them attended 
by about the usual n11n1ber, an(l iu other 1·es1lects differing bt1t 
very little from last report of them.

who 11ave charge of these schools, than cot1ld fairl~,. be claimed for 
them i11 the past. 

There is a comfortab1o scbool-l1ouse, with apartments for a 
teacher, at Horse Cove. I fo11nd 30 children atte11(li11g, who appear­
ed to be i1nproving untler the t11ition of· the teacher in cba1·ge. 

On two occasions that I called at the Topsail school I failed 
to see it in operation; on the first tl1e hollse was t1nclergoing re· 
pairs, a11cl 011 the seconcl the teache1" was u11avoidably absent. I 
regret this the more, as from a knowlerlge of the present teacher's 
previo11s s11ccess in condt1cting a school, I looked forward to be 
able to report a great jm1)rove1nent i11 that school. The school­
hot1se and teacher's resi(le11ce have uee11 pt1t in a tboro11gb state of 
repair, the school-room bas been enla.rgecl anll very inucb improved, 
the school has also been supplied with books. paper, slates, &c., 
and also with a map of the \vorld. 

A gre3,t in1provement bas also taken place in the Kelligrews 
school; it bas now a g·oo(l an(l r"gl1la.r attentlance, ai1d the progress 
making by the pt1pils satisfactory; the scliool-1·oom needs a porch 
and some other i~epairs. 

DISTRICT OF HARBOlt MAIN. 

The ni11e schools of this District were in operation during the 
·yea1·, antl attended daily b)7 about 360 pupils. 

The Holyrood scl10(1l 11a.s been placed in tl1e charge of a yo11ng 
man who, I believe, will gi \1e satisfac.tion. Tllere is a large atten-: 
dance, the daily average being over 80.. .- - .. 
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The Chapel's Oove school has fallen off somewh.at, and the 
Conception Harb-Or school improved, since forruer report of them. 

The other schools are unchanged, and call for no special 
remarks. 

• 

A neat school house was in course of erection at Colliers, as 
the present one, also t1sed as a Chapel, was too large and uncom· 
fortable. 

So1ne improvement have also been effected with respect to 
the other school ho11ses, in painting, &c., antl some progress ma<le 
in providing them with 'vater-closets. 

, 
DISTRICT OF BRIGUS. 

The six schools of this District were also in operation daring 
the year, witl1 a daily average attendance of 166 pupils. 

All the school ho11ses are in good repair, and all, with the 
exception of the Bay Roberts school house, have been painted and 
otherwise improved. As it is the intention of the Board to remove 
the Bay Roberts school to a n1ore central position., any fi1rther 
·outlay on the house at present in use is n·ot cleemed expedient. 

The schools being fully reported last year, it is only necessary · 
. to say that the remarks made in that Report, with respect to them, 

ma.y be fairly taken to represent tbeir present condition, tbe only 
exception being that the Turk's Gut and Cupid's schools were con .. 
tinuot1s in their operations cluring the present year. 

DISTRICTS OF HARBOR GR.ACE AND 0.ARBONEAR. 

The River-head school is at present in the cJ1arge of a young 
man fully capable.for his position, and who evinces an earnestness 
in the discharge of-·his duties tbat promises well for the e.fficiency 
of· the school. 

Two of the p.rincipal schools, the St. Patrick's and the Car­
bonear, have a large ·attendance, with evidence of stendy progress 
making. 

'The school S611th Side of Oarbone~r has a mttch smaller at­
. . tendance, especially dt1ring the summer. The results; too·; a·te 
more moderate. ' 

J 

I 
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A few of the smaller schools have had a m11ch less attenda11ce 
during the year than llSt1al. I feel bouncl to say that I believe 
the neglect of the parents and their culpable indifference to the 
education of their children, is the only explanation for this poor 
attendance. 

Comfortable school houses have been erected by the Harbor 
Grace Boarcl in the different settlements of the District, well found 
in all requisites for the p11pils' comfort and accommodation, and 
the Board has always encleavoured to secure the services of the 
most competent teachers that were available, or that its means 
wo11ld afford. 

It is therefore much to be regretted that a fnller appreciation 
. . 

of these benefits is n<lt felt, and the aclvantages offered to the 
children of· these settlements more . largely availed of by their 
parents than appears to be the case.
