Mr. President and Honorable Gentlemen of the Legis­
lative Coitncil : 

Mr .. Speaker a1id Gentlemeri of tlze Honorable Ho?.1;se 
of Asserribly : 

The period ha\Ting arrived when your meeting 
in Session is attended with least . personal inconve-. 
nience, I am glad to avail m~y,.self of your co-opera­
tion in the conduct of our public 3.ffai1"s. 

In a country primarily dependent as New­
foundland is upon its :fisheries, these resources 
naturally claim the fo1"emost place in ot1r conside­
ration.. The record of last yea1" adds one to the 
examples of that varying fortu11e 'vhich is cha­
racteristic of our principal pu1·s11its. The Seali11g 
enterprise was not below an average one in the 
number of seals captu1--ed, but a large proportion 
was of immatu1"e growth and of small valt1e; and 
the sales of seal oil were not satisfactory to ex­
porte1·s. The shore cod fishery was on the whole 
deficie11t, and in some districts a failure, attended 
as eve1" 'vith gJ·eat loss to supplie1"s and severe i)ri­
vations to t.l1e operati,re classes. That of Labrador 
was exceptionally productive; wl1ile against this 
favo1--able _issue is to be placed a short yield of her­
ring and salmon along that coast. The fishery on 
the Banks, which was more largely prosecuted than 
l1eretofore, gave a fair general return, and expe ... , 
i--ie11ce of this en te1"prise, t l1011gh yet rece11 t, ls of 
hopeful aug111"y. ,In view of oft-recur·rin~ ~ho1't 
catches over a large portion of t ie shore, I ~ln1 of 
01)inion that it wot1ld be wise to co11tinue to fos te1,, 
t.11e extei1sion of the Bank fisl1ery. Improvement 
has been observable in tl1e cure of our staple pro-
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duction bt1t this impo1"tan t matter still demands Governor's 
' · Speech-

more general care. (Continued.) 

Mining business has shewn less activity than 
in 18 78 the price of copper ore having been de­
pressed' for a considerable perio~. Late market . 
quotations, however, are encouraging, and as?' new 
Con1pany has just been added to those previously 
engaO'ed in operations, the prospect opens of early 
and ~nlarged development of the mineral wealth 
of the Island. 

The labors of the agriculturist were rewarded 
with moderate st1ccess, and in some localities the 
crops were abundant. I would urge upon you the 
neeessity of increased effort for the cultivation of 
the soil, and as a 1neans most promotive of this 
object, for the extension of our main road lines. 
Some fair progress has been lately made in this di­
rection. I allude particularly to the work carried 
out on the road from Southwest Arm towards Bay 
of Islands, opening up large tracts of agricultural 
land, which have been mapped off for the purpose 
of settlement; and to the road from Trinity Bay 
to Long Harbor. The latter, no'v completed, es­
tl1blishes between the northern and western sec­
tions of the cou11try a co11nexion which should be 
fraught with reciprocal and general benefits. The 
completion of the line from Renews to Trepassey 
is a very desirable work worthy of early atten­
tion. 

The return of native shipbuilding shows a pro­
gressive increase in the number of vessels added 
to the fishing fleet. The result cannot but be very 
advantageous to our shipping and industrial in­
terests. 

Mr. Speaker and GentZenien of tlie Honorable House 
of .Assmnbly : 

I have satisfaction in ·infonning you that the · 
Re,Te11ue of 1879 exceeded tl1e estimated sum.

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The pablic accounts for the last, with esti­
mates tor the present year, will be placed on your 
table as speedily as possible; and I rely on your 
usual readiness to provide for the demands of the 
Public Service. 

Mr. PreKident and Honorable Gentlemen of the Legis­
lative Council: 

Jlr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honorable House 
of Assembly : 

Negotiations have been taking place between 
the Imperial and Local Governments on the subject 
of the French fisheries on this coast, and I hope 
soon to be in a position to communicate to you the 
result of these proceedings. 

It is gratifying to note appreciable advance­
ment in the great w<>rk of public Education, which 
appears to have received an effective impetus from 
the zeal and ability of the present Superintendents. 
My Government have applied for the appointment 
of St. John's as an examining centre in connexion 
with the University of London, an arrangement 
which will doubtless be acceded to, and which will 
place within reach of the youth of the Colony in 
their own home the advantages conferred by Colle­
giate degrees. 

A question which had been for some time 
pending between the Local Government and the 

-Anglo-American Telegraph Company respecting 
the ob)igation of the Company under the Charter 
to construct and operate a line of Telegraph from 
St. John's to Trepassey, via Renews, has lately 
been brought to an amicable decision, affirming the 
liability of the Company, who, I understand, are 
about to begin this work. A branch line ·to Cape 
Race would seem to be a desideratum, and could be 
built and maintained at inconsiderable cost •

The Act of last Session for the sanitary im-

provement of St. John's has been as far as practi· 
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cable carried into effect with benefit to the public Governor's 
. ' E . h b Speech-h eal th · and an eminent London ng1neer as een (Continued.) 

directed in accordance "\vith your recommendation, 
to furni~h a report with estimate of a system of 
sewerage for the town. These documents I hope to 
receive and submit to you at no distant date. 

Since our last meeting the Light I{ouse at 
Point Verde- Placentia, has been completed, and a 
Light has b~en erected on Cabot Island, Bonavista 
Bay. 

Despatches received from Her Majesty's Gov­
ernment, with other public papers of interest, will 
in dt1e course be laid before yot1. 

Recognizing the growing importance of North­
ern Labrador, as shewn by recent experience, and 
desiring to visit that coast, I proceeded in August 
last in H. M. S. Dritid as far as Rigolet. I was 
strongly impressed with the extent anrl value of 
the fishing grounds in that neighbourhood, and I 
bave applied to Her Majesty's Government for the 
continuance of the Admiralty Survey there in order 
to provide for the greater safety of navigation. 

In conclusion, ~I would commend your delibe­
rations to the Divine favour and guidance~

nf.A.Y IT PLEASE YOUR EXCELLE~CY ;-

We, the Legislative Council of Newfoundland, 
desire respectfully to thank Your Excellency for 
the gracious Speech with 'v hich you have been 
pleased to open the present Session of the Legis­
lature. 

We concur with Your ExceUency that the 
Fisheries of Newfoundland, supplying as they do 
our chief expo1~t., and upon \V hich the st1bsistence 
of our people mainly depends, are of the first im­
portance ; it is a matter of regret that in conse­
quence of the number of immature seals taken, and 
also on account of the lo\v prices at market, the 
Seal fishery of last season was not so remunerative 
to those engaged as might have been desired; and 
this unsatisfactory result is considered to be mainly 
attributable t,o tl1e remo,~al last Session of t,he 
wholeso1ne restrictions previously existing regard­
ing the time of sailing of our Sealers. 

The successful results of the Labrador Cod­
:fishery in a great measure compensated for the 
deficiency in some localities of the Shore Cod ... 
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Address- fishe1"y; and it is satisfacto1"y to find tr1at the Ba11k-
(Continued.) fishery is i11creasing in extent and promising fair 

results. vVe agree with Your Excellency as to the 
expedie11cy of still foste1"ing this bra11ch of our 
staple industry. 

\Ve 1"egret with Your Excellency that the 
Her1--ing a11d Salmo11 fisheries on the coast of La­
b1--ador during the past season were exceedingly 
u11 productive. 

The depressed state of the Copper market 
abroad has i11 tl1e past season checked 1nining ope­
rations i11 this Colony; but tl1e revival of trade, 
already perceptible, will tloubtless stimulate mining 
enterprise 011 a more extensive scale during the 
present )"ear. 

We are pleased to find that the labot1rs of the 
Ag1--icultu1--ist have been fairly st1ccessful, and we 
shall give our earnest attention to measures calcu­
lated to promote the cultivation of the soil, recog­
nizing the value of agriculture as an adjunct to the 
fisheries. 

We rega1--d with pleasure the further extension 
of main lines of Road, and the conten1plated con­
struction of a Telegraph Line £1--orn St. John's to 
Trepassey ; an extension of the Line to Cape Race 
would doubtless be fraught witl1 great ad va11tages, 
and would well repay any additional outlay. 

The increase in native Shipb11ilding is a plea­
sing feature in our do1nestic economy, and must 
necessarily be advantageous to our maritime and 
industrial i11terests. 

We observe that negotiatio11s on the subject 
of French fishe1·ies on tl1is coast are still in pro .. 
gress, and trust Your Excellency will soon be in a 
position to communicate to us tl1e result. 

We a1"e gratified to learn that Education is 
progressing, a11d that the services of the Superin· 
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tendents appear to have been nttende~ '':ith bene- Ad~~~:tinued.) 
ficial results. We trust that the apl?hcahon of tl~e 
Governn1ent., with reference to _1nak1n_g St. John .s 
an examining centre in connection ·with the U n1-
versity of London, will be acceded to. 

It is a-ratifying to fincl that some improve1nent 
has take1~ place in the sa1'!i tary condition ?f St. 
John's, and w·e hope that further progress will be 
made in this di1·ection. 

The Light Houses erected at Point Verde, Pla­
centia, and on Cabot Is~and, Bonavista Bay, are 
works of great itnportance, affording additional 
safeguards to life and property.

· This reflection would apply \vith force to the 
present population, but when we conte1nplate it in 
relation to our increasing num hers, the necessity 

\ of dealing wi.th the subject urgently . pres~e~ itself 
r on our consideration.

Our fisheries have no doubt increased, but not 
in a measure corresponding to ou:r. increase of po 
pulation. . And even though they were capable of 
being further expanded, that object would' be larO'ely 
neutralized by the · deeiitle in price which tolfows. 
from a large catch, a no increase of markets can 
be found to give remunera.~-~ ye returns fOr an aug· 
mented supply. · 

It is evident, therefore,- that no material in­
crea.se of n1eans is· to be looked ·for f1--01n our fish­
eries, and that \Ve mus~ direct our attention to 
other sources to meet the growing require-ments ~f 
the country. Our ·mining industry 1na.y now' .. be 
regarded as an established fact. Large areas of 
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Geological formation sirnilar to that in 'vhich the Railway·Report-
mines are being successfully 'vorked, are known to (Continued.) 

exist, and there is every reason to believe, from re·-
cen t explorations, that a great amount of 'vealth 
in Copper and other Ores is waiting the application 
of enterprise and capital to bring them into profit-
able use. Our Agricultural industry, though pro-
secuted to a valuable extent, is yet susceptible of 
very enlarged development. Vast stretches of rich 
Agricultural land, extending from Trinity Bay 

(. , . 
North, along the heads of Bonav1stu. Bay, Gander 
Bay and Exploits River, as well as on the West 
Coast, need only the employment of 'vell-direct.ed 
labor to convert them into means of independent 
support for thousands of the population. 

We have in this town a large market for agri­
cu1 tural produce and live stock, 'vhich at present -is 
n1ainly supplied fron1 abroad; and as an illustration 
of ·what may be done by the cultivation of the land 
'vhen a market is 'vithin reach, 've have the fact 
that amongst the most prosperous of our laboring 
people are those who Ii ve by the land in the vicin-

. ity of St. John's, though the average conditions 
of fertility are far below those 'vhich exist in the 
interior of· t.l1e Island. There a1'e indications, more­
over, leading to the conclusion that we shall here­
after be more dependent than before on a home sup­
ply of Ii ve stock, for in those places from which 
we have hitherto received our meat supplies, atten­
tion is being given to the English market, which is 
supposed to offer better prospects, and an advanced 
value may therefore be reasonably anticipated. 

. With an improved market on the spot the 
inquiry is further suggested \V hether . this Colon v ., 
shollld not become an exporter of live stock to 
England, and 've have lit.tle difficulty in affiririino-

tracts that, 've believe, canuot be surpassed in 
British North America; and 'v hen we regard our 
proximity to England, and the all~important consi-

But· to what end do these elements of wealth 
_exist if they continue to remain neglected t for

~ We have means of remunerative employment in · 
those dor1nant resources coincident \vith the spec­
tacle so often about us of unemployed labor. And 
\Ve annot bi1t feel that the Government fails i11 

its duty if it have the power and does not employ 
it in connecting those resources with that labor. 

Your Co1nmitt.ee believe that no ageney would. 
be so eifecti-ve for the promotion of th.e objects ia 
vie\v as that of a Railway ; and wheu they consider 
that there is no Colony of equal importance under f t.he Crown without a Railroad, and that the ad \Tant.a- . 
ges thereby conferred elsewhere in the enhancemen\ 
of the value of property and labor, it is felt that in 
our circumstan-ces no effort ~vithin the 11\eans of the

. They are not unmindful of the firtanciarl con 
siderations involved, but having regard to the in·

On the map will be seen the system I -wisl1 to recommend for 
the settlen1ent of the land, the p1~incipal of which may reqt1ire 
some explanation.

The primary base for blOcking off the land is a true meridionaJ 

line drawn throt1gh King's Point in Sot1th-west Arrn, whicl1 in its 
60t1thern extension crosses the Indiat1 Brook at a well-marked 
tur11 of . the river, abo11t three miles above the falls. Upon this 
line sqt1are blocks a1~e raised on the east and on the west silles, 
each containing an area ot· thirty-six sq11are miles, or 23,040 square· 
acres. These primary blocks are st1b-divided into sirigle square 
miles, to be distingt1isbe(l as concessions and ranges; the divicling 
lines of the former being arrangetl by n t1m bers, 1~ 2, 3, &c., an(}. 
run11ing due east an<l west ; while the dividing li11es of the latter 
are represented by letters A, B, C, &c., and running due north and 
south. The ra11ges will be ft1rtber partic11larized as east or west, as 
relati11g to the meridian of· King's Poi11t. 

The single 1nile block range A west, concession 3, and a part ·

Tl1e chief clifficulty which operates llnfavorably on the Schools 
i11 this District, as i11clee(l in so rnat1y others i11 Oo11cepti<)Il Bay, is 
tl1e irregl1larity of attendances of all, arid removal of the elder 
scholars to Labrador d11ri11g a consitlerable porticln of the ),.ear ; 
bt1t the e.fficieucy .of the Schools will l>e mt1cl1 impr(>ved Oji .. raising 
the teaching power, as an examit1atio11 of the Teachers ft1lly con­
"V-itace(l n1e. The Scl1ool on t.l1e ~ orth side of Harbor (-}race 111a)"" 

· · be ·considered fairly satisfactor~,.; seve11t)· .Ollt of one ht1ndrell and 
twenty-tbtee on the register did pretty well; those in Sta11dard· 
three to five read intelligently, wrote well frot11 clictation, a11d 
worked s11ms frorn the sitnple rules to practice. Little attention 
bas hitherto been given to geography a11d grammar. · Twentj"­
seven on the day of exami1lation at Sol1th Side School did not. 
shew much sign of proficiency. Very mi1ch needs to be done here· 
to bri11g the Scl1ool to that standard which it n1ight reaso11ablj· be 
expected to maintain. At Upper Island Co,ve seventy-011e 'vere, 
present out ot· one bundretl and twenty-tive on register.. For­
their oppo1"t11nities the Teachers here have done good, amid m11ch 
cliscouragement arising from irregt1lar attendance- a11d a.pathy ot·· 
parents. Rea<ling aud dictation goo{l; writing in copy-btloks a11d 
arithmetic fair. The junior classes are care-t·11lly tal1gl1t b)· a pains­
takit1g f'emale, \vbose 11sef111ness will be m11cl1 enhance<l by a con­
templated terrn at the Training School in St. John's. The ~chool 
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at Tilto11 had an attenclance of nineteen out of forty 011 the roll. 
'l,be rreacher lacks prof'essional qualifications, bt1t has profited by 
former hints. The children passed a fair exan1ir1ation in reading, 
oral spelling, and writing, b1Jt were backward in arithmetic. Tl1e 
f;cbL)Ol on Harb<lr Grace Island had not bee11 started at my visit 
in May, and had closed at my next visit in December. 

DISTRICT OF CARBONEAR. 

At my exan1i11ation of the JJrincipal School t1nder this Board 
at Oa.rbonear, I f'ailed to discover a11y i1r1proverr1ent since ffi)t for­
mer 'risit. A change, however, has' been effected, and Mr. Tt1cker, 
bolfling a seconfl-class Certificate, may be exr>ected to bring t1p 

arrears here an<l place it a111ong 011r best Schools. The Scllools at 

Spout Cove, a11d at Mosquito, are only elementary, bt1t have done 
t1seft1l work during the ~-ear. Tbe bt1il(lit1g~ are all in good repair. 

DISTRICT OF B.AY-DE-VERDS. 

At the time of my visit tl1e School bad not been long it1 ope­
rat.ion u11der its present Teac11er, bt1t I saw e11ough to assure me 
tl1at he was i)ainstaking. Tliere were fifty present oi1t of sixty· 
six on the reg·ister, £tncl a1lowing some dra\\·backs, the progress 
was fair; eight only read in Ro)· al Reader, ni1n1ber three, with any 
inte1ligence, and ir1 otl1er si1bjects the 1)roficieucy was not marked. 
]fron1 l1i11ts and drill then given improver11et1t will be looked for 
at next visit. Tbe ~cl1ool has been su1>piied with maps arid black 
boar(ls. 

DISTRICT OF TRINITY BAY, WEST. 

I was mi1eh pleased with the Scl1ool at New Perlican; organ· 
ization arid (lisci_1)Iine \Vere good, the registers neat1j.,. kept, reading 
\ 7 ery creditable, writi11g clear and neat, aritbn1etic good. The 
Teacher at Scilly Cove was sick at ti111e of my visit, ar1d the School 
was not in operatio11. At Heart's Deligl1t matters e(lt1cational 
were mt1ch at a stancl-still, little i111provemei1t being observable; 
bt1t I doubt not, t·ro1n the well-knowt1 energ)' . of the present Chair­
man, tui11gs \vill take a fresl1 start. T"'ro of t.l1e 'l .. eachers ha.ve 
gracled thir<l class, an(l others are rea(ly for examination. Th~ 

~cl1ools in the New Harbor section, to w1Jicl1 I mafle two visiU;

DISTRICT OF TRINITY BAY, NoRTH. 

A new Teacher, holding Certificate of' Grade Two, bas been 
engage(l for the Schqol at Trinity, ~ ortb, ancl is reported by the 
01ergy1rlan as doing i~emarkably well. There were fifl)-r-two ex­
a1nined in the School at Sl1ip Oove_, with whose progress I was 
very much pleased. The order. discipline and si11gi11g were good ; 
the reading in Standarrls one to three, good; writing, very fair; 
arithn1etic as far as long clivision, good; wall maps have been 
introduced which will help on the st11dy of geography, which had 
011Jy betjn beg11n. A new Scl1ool is in co11rse of erection on the 
south side <lf Trinity 11arbor, at the expense of' the peo1lle there. 'l'be 
Teacher at the School in Trinity is f'ar from qualified to concluct 
School. His temper is also against him. At Salmon Cove the 
cl1ildren had son1ewhat improved, b11t are still backward. The 
other Schools i11 the District are m11ch as reported last year.

Thompson. · 1'he order and discipline were 
good, and when the School has been fitted up with parallel desks, 
these will be even more efficiently carried out. The reading in 
Roval Reader, number five, was good; intellig·ence and oral spel:­
Jiug. good; writing in copy-books and from dictat.ioll, good; and 
verv fair progress has been made in geography and grammar;

al'ithmetic very fair indeed. At Bird Island Cove an aged man 
bas a small School, and is doing a t·air amou11t of good. A Teacher 
bas been sent to Amherst Cove agai11, with fair lioIJe·s of remain­
ing, as the dwellin~· house is now near completion. I did not see · 
the School at New111an's Cove, but the Chairman reports that it is 
progressing much as usual. 

BONAVISTA BAY, WEST. 

I ni(l 11ot find thingR so encouraging at Ki11g's Cove as in 
forn1er years. Tl1e 1'eacher has since resignecl, and one fro111 the 
St. John's Traini11g School, bol<ling Grade Two, has now cl1arge o( . 
it, and improvement therefore rr1ay be naturally looked for. At 
Ope11 Hall the Teacher has been dilig·ent, and his pupils passed 
creditably in readi11g, writing, ar1cl arithmetic. A new School­
ho11se, bet·o1'e referred to, is in process of erectio11lt to be ope11ed 
this Spring. The Teacher at Kiels was al>sent at the time of m~' 
visit. Being· a11xiot1s to afford 're1chers in other Districts an op .. 
portt1nity to be exan1ined, I hacl to leave two Schools t1nvi~ited in 
this District, the extreme points of wl1ich are more than fifty miles 
distant from each other. · 

SALVAGE. 

At Flat Islands I fo1111d the School had been onl}· a sh<lrt time 
in operatitln, bl1t saw st1:fficient to co11vir1ce me that 1natters wot1ld 
soon be on a satisfactor)'· basis. Tue order and disciJJline wera 
excellerit, and improven1ent was visible in · writing a11d rea<ling; 
arith1netic 11<>t very far atlva11cecl. The people appreci:tte the 
School, and the pupils are intelligent. My praise n1ust also extencl 
to the School at Gooseberry Island, wl1icl1 has cl(111e g·ood work 
during the year. The i·eading was very creditable in Standard . 
three ; the copybooks were clean and neat, and in arithmetic fair 
progress had been made iu the simple rules. The older children 
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\Vere away, it being a fi11e fishi11g day. At Sailors' Islarid 
inan bef·ore 11eferred to was carrying on a small School with 
Dloderate results. 

BONAVISTA BAY, NORTH. 

M11ch~ is being done here by the energy of the present G 
man to place n1atters on a 11lore creditable basis. A new Sc 
is being erected on Deer Island, 'vhe1~e one \Vas sadly nee,le<l, 
sites have beet1 selecte(l for others. Hitherto the Sch<>ol buil i 
in this District have lleen t1n W<>rthy of the cat1se. At Pool's Is ' 
s·xty-one chil<lre11 1>assed a very satist·actor)'· exan1i11ation ; rea 
in Standard five was intellige11t; writing i11 cop~' books a11cl fr 
dictation gootl; arithmetic good ; geography and gran1n1ar wl 
bencef·orward recei\1e 111ore attention. There was a r)roportionat 
iinprove1nent in the other Sta11clards. This is by t·ar the best 
School i11 tl1e District. A ne\v Scl1ool is cunte111plated, whicl1, w·t 
ihe very sul)stantial dwelling-hot1~e before referred to, \Viii t·or 
a most eligible Schoc>l pro1,ert~" for the · settle1nent. The cl1ildre 
at Pinchard4ts Island bad nut gone beyond forn1er attai11me11ts, anc 
l should rejoice it· a11y retiri11g allowance could be provide<! for 
the Teacher, wl1ose aclva11ced age is now a great bar to s11ccess 
On the inner of the Pinchard's Islands I found fifteen children 
being fairly taught by an intelligent Female. · ln company with · 
f he Obairo1an, we selected a site t·or a Scbool-roo111 lot1dly cal le 
for by tha i11creasing popt1latio1•. At Fair Islands -the cl1ildreu 
read well in Standard three, a11<l g·e11~rally matters had improved 
here. A winter School is kept at Cat Harbor.

I held an examination for tl1e Teachers in this District at Fogo, 
1Vhen all, save one, offered tbemselves-to two ot· whom the Board 
ot· Exan1i11ers have since awarded Certificates, oue of Gra(le Two 
ancl one ot· Oracle 1.'l11·ee. 'l'he School in Fogo cloes not con1e t1p 

to that standaI"tl which I tl1i11k it m"ig·bt and 011ght to ~ttairi. The 
chilclr~n are not. beyond subjects iu Standard Three, in whieb they 
1tl1owed fair proficiency. The arithmetic was good as far as pro .. 
portion, bnt little time is devoted to grammar o~ geography. At 
l:Jlln'd Island thirty-four children were not very far advanced ; 
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indred, in arithmetic I saw nothing to commen<l; bnt exercise 
books carefnHy written, and sums accurately worked, were shown 
me of winter pupils. The children at .Joe Bat's Arm are hnd<lled 
t.ogdher in one end of a dwelling-honsP, which greatly retards· all 
proper School work. 'l'be childl'en are fairly tanght, and all gave 
proof of the Teacher's industry. The Schools at Selclom-Cumt}-By 
and Ob.ange Islau<ls are cloi11g fairly well.

Hearing of changes about to be mad~ in the Teachers of 
District of Exploits, and being anxious, while travelling- was 
ticable in these remote localities, to afford an opportunity tO 
many Teachers as possible to offer themselves fOr grade, I 
ceede.d at ouce to the J>rincipal School i11 these parts, at Tilt 0 
Fifty-one out of sixty-eight enrolled, were present. The read· 
i11 Standard fiv~ was 1rood ; the aritl1metic, writing fro1n <lictati 
and in copy-books also, goo«I; and a very fair progress had hem• 
made in elementary gra1t1mar and geograpb)·· In conseqt1ence

The School 
Round Harbor and Shoe Oove were. reported as doing well. 

DISTRICT OF OHANNEL. 

The \'"eI'lT favorable opi11ion expressed previo11sly of the Schoo 
in Charinel was again ft1ll)· st1staine(\ at my exan1inati<)D of it i 
N ovem her. The former Teacher bas retired, and bas been suc­
ceeded by a competent ltot1ng man l1oldi11g Oertificate of Second 
Grade. Previous tc> bis arrival, 1·or five weeks, the School bad 
been conducte<l by the zeal<>t1s Chairrnan, to whom this District is 
much indebted for pushing t·<-,rward completion ot· the very st1ita­
ble School-room in this settlement. In the prese11ce of two mem­
bers of the Board I examined Reventy-eig·ht p11pils in reading; 
writing from dictation, arithmetic, grammar and geography; and 
I have pleasure in placing it a1noug the best of Schools untler 
9hurch of England Boards; the si~ging and drill were also good. 
At Isle-at1x-1Vlort the cbil,lre11 were <loing t~airly well i11 the lower 
Standards. At .Burnt Islands the Teacher keeps a 8chool in alter­
nate weeks at Burnt Isla11ds a11<l 011 the mainland. Of' the fifty­
seven children exami11ed here, few were at all aclvance<l in f.\tan­
dard Three, bt1t the Teacher is attentive to his duties and appr&­
ciated by the people. 

DISTRIOT OF LA.POIJJE. 

The Teacher at Bose Blan"he had done well in the year, and 
I bad far greater satisfaction in the examination of the School 
than on any previous occasion. Forty-four children were pre-
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sent ; reading in Standarcl If'ive was good; dictatic>n very good; 
aritbmetic in si1nple a11d C<>tnpot1nd rt1les very good; writi11g in 
c<>PY books go<>d and clear; verJ' fair knowledge was also sh<>Wn 
in elementar~· gratnmar and geograpl1y. P101Jortiona,te progress 
bad been also macle bj~ the other cbiltlren, and I have g·raded the 
~cbool secontl-class. At Harbor LeCou the pains-taking· lf'e1nale 
1."eacher ha'l also done good work, the cliilclren shewi11g an i11tel­
Jigence in reatling· ancl al'itl11netic a11<l doing well in writinµ: · on 
slates and 011 copj'-books. The 'l1eitcher of· tl1e School at LaPoile 
will hereafter alternately keep School here and at Little BaJ'. I 
was pleased with his work so far; fifteen children did very well 
in the t1sr1al branches, readir1g clistinct and clear; writing from 
dictation and in cop)r-books good, a11d arithm~tic well taught . 

. The very storrny weather at this a<lvancecl season of the year 
(November) re11dered tra,.,elling altnost in1practicable, except at 
Joss of' very valt1able time, and having engagements to keep with 
Teacl1ers i11 all the Eclt1catio11al Districts of' Conception Bay and 
St. John's for the pt1rpose ot· examination, I returned to St. John's 
to make necessarJt preparations with the Board of Exa111iners for 
that er1d, and thi1s co11clude<l iny tour of inspection for tl1at year, 
having travelled nearly twent~1-five bi1ndred miles. 

Other Districts, though 11ot visited, have been atte11de<l to in. 
other ways. Three Graded· Teachers have been sent to the District 
of' Fortu11e Bay, 011e to commence new work at Bon11e Bay, a11d 
the other two to occt1py Schools which had become vacant by 
resignation or removal of former Teachers. 

In concluding this, my· Fourth Report llpon Schools under 
Church of· England Board, I wot1ld again most cordially thank 
the many gentlemen who have co-operated wit.h me in the momen-

. tons work of st1pervising and directing our Ed11cational affairs, 
and trust that Your Excellency will, from the facts and observa­
tions herein presented, perceive that gratif'ying progress· bas marked 
the work of Edt1cation during the past ~7ear.

In each, rea{ling was fair, bt1t not n1arked 
by beat1ty or force of ex·pressio11 ; spe1ling was g·oocl, both oral 
a11d written ; in Ei1glish g·ratntnar at1<l ge<>graylhS' scholars acquit­
ted tbemsel ves ver)7 well; in arithmetic and English history, 
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second and third classes did well, and first class very well. In 
Latin, class had not made much progress. 

It seemed to n1e tl1at a good fot1nd.ation bnd been laid for 
ftititre developme11t; bt1t tl1at UI> to date ot~ exallli11atio11,~ f1~om . 
sonie' eause or .other, but little comparative]~,. bad been done in 
stl~h b igber educatiou~l work as properly belongs to a Gra_o1mar-1 
School. I am, however, gratified to observe tl1at classes had been 
forn1ed in mensu1'ation, algebra and natt1ral history, an<l hope at~ 
my next visit to be in a position to report these classes doing well,

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be cleri v·e(l by Teacl1ers t·rom s11ch an arrange1.nent are ver~7 trifling.

If tbe Income of· Teacl1ers be not co11siclerallly iricreasefl, tl1e 
1najo1'it~- of Scho<)ls, in a short ti1ne, · will prob£1bl~1 be filled by 
Female Teachers. 

Except wber:e Convent Schools have bee11 estal)lished, 011tport 
Board Scl1ools, with two exceptions, are mixed, tl1at is, attended 
by bo~"'s and g·irls. 

For the yot1nger chilclren, an<l for all girls, Females sbot1ld be,. 
a11cl generally are, better teachers than 1\Iales. In n1ixetl ~chools, 
however, the difference in the a11swering· between those tai1ght by 

· Males arid those tat1ght by },e1nales is very marked in some sub-
jects, especially that of arithmetic. 

Girls while at Scbo_ol seldom display as n1nch taste for arith­
metic and the science of figl1res as d(> bo~~s. He11ce Fen1ale 
Teachers, tbot1gh fairly qualifiecl otherwise, are often deficient in 
a k11,)wledge of this subject, as well as in the fact1lty of teaching 
it properl)"P· · 

On the whole, I found the ans,vering in ar.ithn1etic 1ess satis­
factory than in . at1y other branch, an cl i11 so1ne c"tses the inability 
of pupils; who iu other respects were fairly taught, to make tho 
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simplest ment,al calculations, was by no means creditable to the 
Teachers. 

1"'he cat1se assigned by some Teachers for backwardness so 
striking was, that becat1se outport children had ~o little practical 
knowledge of money they could not compreheuJ simple mental 
calct1lations in money n1atters. If so, for like reason, those chil­
dre11 could not learn an<l understa11d the mt1ltiplication table, and 
the tables of weig'hts and 111east1res. The real cause was the in­
attention and inefficiency of the Teachers themselves. 

I would therefore recommend Teachers to take more pains 
with their pupils learning arithmetic, adding regularly exercises 
in me11tal calculation, and to study the subject so as to be capable 
of teaching it effectively. · 

Through the medium of their Teachers, I should wish to im­
press on those young girls preparing themselves to take charge of 
Schools, that a good knowledge of arithmetic, and especially to 
be able to teach aud explain, on correct principles, the rule of pro­
portion, will be essentially necessary for such a position. 

CHILDREN IN SCHOOL TOO YOUNG TO LEARY. 

In several Schools I had occasion to speak about the practice 
of admitting children t1nder age to learn. The presence of chil­
dren of three or fo~1r years of age, in a common School, gives the 
Teacher tro11ble, interferes with the school l>t1siness, and does those 

· children themselves no good. Being generally sent in company 
with an elder brother or sister, a Teacher feels delicate in refusing 
admission, lest the parents, whose ouly object can be to relieve­
themselves of the trouble of taki11g care of the little ones for the 
time, would take offeuce, and withdraw the elder ones from School. 

In ·these cases I explained to the children present that a 
School-room was not a nt1rsery; that the Teacher'~ d11ty was 11ot 
to nurse babies, b11t to teach cl1ildren of a11 age to lear11, ar1cl that 
in future no child shot1l(l be admittetl into thtl School 11nless ot· an . 
age to learn the alpha4et :at least, and to remain quiet dudng 
business. 

S.2 
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SCHOOL BOOKS. 

In some of the Schools I found the children almost wholly 
unprovi(led with School-books, while in others, books an<.1 ordinary 
School requisites were tairly supplied. 

Several Teachers informed me that the parents, as a r11le, were 
unwilling to bi1y School books, on the Jllea that there \Vas a grant 

·to provitle Looks f()r the t1se of the School at tlle clisposal of the 
Board . I exr)Iai11e(l to the pt1pils attencli11g t11ose Scl1ools t11at the 
grant ma<le 1·or books, &c., was very small, an(l was inten(le'l by 
the Legislature as a 1nea11s of providi11g maps ancl School ap1la­
ratt1s, and it was only in the case of the really destit11te that books 
could be ft1r1Jished t·ree. Co11seqt1entl)~, those cl1il<lre11, whose 
pare11ts could aff{lrd to do so, were boi1nd to flr<>vide their own 
books, t·or otherwise their ti111e in Scl1ool W<>l11<l be, co1nparat.ive1y 
speaki11g, lost, ancl the best efforts of tl1e 'l"'eacl1er only partially 
st1cce~sft1l. I11 sorne cases, owi11g to the incliffereuce of the Teach. 
ers, books for the t1se of the School were not pr(lCt1recl from a stock 
provided by the Ol1air1ne11. I remi11(}e(l tl1ose 'reacl1ers that t1ntil 
they ca1ne to regard everytl1ing connectetl 'vith the welfare of 
their Schools, both as a clt1ty and an occt1pation fro111 which their 
n1ainte11ance wa.s deri,-etl, they lack the care and atte11tion neces­
sar~7 to secure st1ccess in teaching, and comn1and the confidence 
and respect of the people. 

While I woul(l respectft111y and earnestly appeal to the Chair-
·; men and ~!embers of Boarcls to t1se their best efforts in the· i11te-
rests of the Teachers with regarcl to Scl1ool E,ees, and in sec11ring 
that s31mpathy arid st1p1lort so rnt1ch needed, and which parents 
are often disposetl, on the 111ost trivial causes, to lvithl1ol(l, I must 
at the same time remi11d the Teachers that they have entered into 
·~ contract-it matters 11ot as regards the obligation of the contract 
whether the salary is large or small-to clischarge f"aithf ully, assi­
dt1ously, a11d conscientiot1sly, their duties in all matters to11ching 
the advanceme11t of their p11pils and the im.provement of· the_ir 
Schools.

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WRITING. 

The necessary attention did not seem to have been paid 
many Teachers to the writing of their pupils. Car~lessne 
the ·imitation of copy Jines and bad spelling showed that pro 
supervision was not given during the time set apart for writing 

To secure regularity in classes and order in a School, .. a cl 
· or time-piece· and a time-table are essential. 

I pointed out to the Teachers the advantage of having th 
children write either on slates. or copy-books for twenty mi~ttt 
or so each day, and the necessity ot· examining copies and marll: 
iDg all mistakes made on paper. While writing is going on n 
other School business should engage the Teacher's attention. Ex 
ercises in. dictation should be more t·reqt1entJy given. In Schools 
taught by females, head-line copy-books for boys' use would be 
desirable, as the angular style, generally t1sed by females, is no& 
adapted for teaching boys. · 

<JOMMON THINGS AND SPECIAL RELATION~ OF WHICH TEAOHERS 

OUGHT TO IMPART TO THEIR PUPILS SOME GENERAL 

KNOWLEDGE. 

To vary and add interest to the ordinary Sehool less~ns, 
Teachers wo11ld do "'ell to give at ti 111es some account of those 
things entering into use in our every-day life, and some informa­
tion regarding 011r relations with the outside world and supreme 
established authorities . 

. Occasional explanation ·of the natnral and geographical history 
of the ordinary articles of food and clothing; ot· the names of our 
Rulers, ·spiritual and temporal, ancl the nature of their authority; 
of our form of Government, and the relations of Newfoundland 
to Britain, and of the parts of the world with which ot1r .import 
and export trade are carried on, by expanding tl1e minds of chil­
dren and making them acq11ainte(l with st1bjects outside their les­
son books, would natt1ralJ~r create a taste for knowledge and in­
spire a feeling of respect and gratitude for their Teachers. 

From the answers given by p11pils to my questions ·on the 
above-mentioned subjects, it mt1st have been e\·itlent to the ma .. 
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jority of the Teachers, whose Schools I visited, that something 
more than the bare hearing of lessons is required to make school 
children fairly in tellig~en t. 

RELIGIOUS INSTRUCTION. 

In no part of school b11siness was there less fault to be found 
than with the knowledge Possessed by the pupils of the ordinary 
prayers, of · catechisn1 and Christian Doctrine. It affor(]s rn~ 

mt1ch pleasure to b~ able to ~tate that there were very few excep­
tions indeed to this evidence of caret'11l training in Ohristian 
knowledge. 

OUT-HOUSES OR w ATER OLOSETS.· 

A large_ number of t11e Schools I fo11nd t1nprovided with watPr 
closets. In some cases where the Schools are built in exposed 
situations, or surrounded Uy dwelling-houses, public decency, as 
well as school accommodation, reqt1ires that this wa11t should be 
surlp1ied. This n1atter was regt1larly broug~t under the notice of 
the Ohairm~n of the several Boards, 

FUEL. 

The Teachers in some of the Schools visited in .the early part 
of the 'vinter complained of the unwillingness of the parents to 
contribt1te anytl1i11g to proct1re f\1eJ ; and others of the diffic11lty 
of getting the cl1il<lren to co1oply with the rt1le of bringing a stick 
of firewood. This is a wa11t 'vhicli, if 11ot supplied by the Board, 
sho11ld be provided for by contributions from the parents. It is 
certainly a hardship that Teachers, ot1t of their scanty mea11s, 
shot1ld be oblige<) to provide ft1el for their Schools ; and the old­
fashio11ed ct1sto1n of eacl1 child carryi11g a small stick of wood 
every morning during the winter to School is scarcely in keeping 
with the character of a Public School of the present da)"', 

By the parents of those atte11ding School t1niting in the be­
ginning of the season to provide a st11)ply of · firewood; or paJ·ing 
a small sum to proc11re fuel, the comfort of their children and the 
usefulness and credit of the School \Vot1ld be promott!d. 
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VISITATION AND INSPECTION. 
---

The following is a ·st1m1nary of the condition of. the Schools 
t1nder Ro111a11 Catholic Boards in the several Edt1cational Distr·icts, 
with ret·erences to · the Schools 11ot visited, an cl to those not in 
operation at the tirue of my \'isit to the locality :-

DIST RIOT O~, FORTUNE BAY. 

At the time of m~r visit to t11is District, in the latter part of 
At1gust last, there were four Schools in operation, viz. :-English 
Harbor "\Vest, Sagona, Great Jervis and Fox Cove. A 11ew School­
house at St. Jacques, thotig'h not qt1ite fi11ished, was to be opened 
in a feW <lays afterwards; a11cl a School was established at English 
Harbor East, in October following. 

SCHOOLS ''ISITED. 

Sagona.-This School was re-opened Jt11y 1, 1879, and held in 
the chapel; fot1rteen pupils present. Readi11g and spelling, not 
good. No copybooks. I11 ari tbmetic, tables, elementary g·ec>gra­
phy and grammar, very backward ; School books a11d requisites 
m t1cll needed. 

E1iglisli Harbor, West.-Sc11ool openefl July 20, 1879, and held 
i11 the char.le!. Owi11g, to i11(lisposition of' the Teacher there was 
no School the day of m~r 'Tisit. The atte11dance had been small 
f·rom the date of opening, as many of the Roman Catholic cl1ildren 
of the place ha(l been atte11<li11g the Oht1rch of England ·Schoo], 
and remained to complete the ct1rre11t. qt1arter. 

· ScHOOIJS NOT VISITED. 

Fox Coi'e and Great Jervis.-The distances of those Schools 
fron1 the others, the cliffic11lt),. of 1)roct1ri11g means of tra\relling, 
ancl the pressir1g necessity of proceecli11g as q11ickly as possible on 
my inspectio11 to11r, renderecl me 11nable to visit those two Sch.ools. 
I am pleased to be able to state that a fair supply of books, maps, 
and School requisites 'vas furnished the Schools of this District 
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during the latter part of the year. 111 futl1re I tr11st the Teachers 
will pay rnore attentiot1 to the d11ties imposed. on them b)r law as 
regards School Ret11r11s, so as to ei1able me to give the general 
statistics in a complete aud satisfactor~r manner. 

DISTiiIOT O~., BURIN. 

In tl1is District there were twelve Scl1ools ir1 operation the 
past yea.r; two (>f which were ketlt 011ly from May till Noven1ber. 
At the rPq11est of the Re, ... V. F. Reardon, P. P., St. J--'awre1>ce, 
an<l the Rev. Wm, Born, P. l'., Burin, I shall make application to 
the Governrr1ent for the s11b-rli\"'isio11 of this District into t'vo, to 
be calletl respectively St. Lawrence and B11rin. 

SCHOOLS VISITED. 

St. Lawre11ce.-(Male.) Present eighteen; lessons q11ite ele­
ruentary; no Sch<)Ol Reg·ister kept. The attenclauce appeared very 
small for s11cb a large settleme11t. l\Ir. Fitzpatrick, I ba, .. e 110 <lo11bt, 
is qualified f'or bis r>osition, tL011gh the state of the School was llOt 

such as I should expect from the efforts of a ca1ef11l, painstaki11g 
Teacher. 

Lawn.-Present fifty-nine; no School Register. I11 reading, 
spelling ar1cl dictati(>n, the a1)sweri1Jg was below an average; con1-
pot1nd r11les of arithmetic, fair; cop)' .. ancl ciphering books mid­
dling; 111ore d~sks an<l forms ancl a blackboard required. I11 an 
attenda11ce of fifty-nine, a zealot1s Teacl1er, capable · of maintain­
iug order and condt1cting the School proyerly, cot1ld scarcely fail 
to sect1re better res11lts than those attained in this case. 

N. B.-Scbools not marked Male or Female, are iniixed, that is, 
boys and girls attend them. 

Corbi1i.-Present thirteen. No School-house;· no School regis­
ter kept. This School is kept from May till November i11 a small 
room which was not weather tight. The general answering, con­
sidering tLe ages of the pt1pils, was very fair.

111 vie'v of the ages 
of tl1e })llpils, and the short time the }Jresent Teacher, Miss Sparrow, 
had been iu cha.rge-a little over t\vo 111ontl1s-I coul(l not f·orm 
a11 estimate of her efficier1cy beyond this, that she seems to be 
COlilIJetent an<l attentive. 

Spa .. nisli Roo11i.-Present twenty-one. ';rhe ·reading, spelling 
and meanings in this School were very i)oor ; copy-books fair. The 
School-roolll is attachecl to the new Cht1rch, an<l is not qt1ite fi.11-
i~be(l ; inore School ft1rniti1re is reqt1ire<l. If the pupils provide 
books, &c., and the 'feacher atte11d to the instructio11s gi,ren by 
ine regarding classificatio11 and discipline, I hope to find better re­
sults on my next visit. 

Mltrysto1on.-Present forty-five; rea(ling, spelling, and dicta­
ti<ln, ver).,. fair ; elementary geography and grammar not so good; 
copJ,.-books neat and caret·ully writte11 ; tables a11d mental calcu­
lation not st1fliciently attended to. The Teacher seems to \)every 
zealous in the disclJarge of her dt1ties. If more attention were 
paid to arithmetic, geography a11d grammar, in the adva11ced 
classes, this School 'vould be one of the most efficie11t in th~ Dis­
trict. Bei11g situated a1Joi1t a mile from the head of· the Arm of 
l\f ortier Bajy, witho11t a f'erry, the regt1lar attendance of the chil· 
dren t·rom the opposite side cannot be secured. 

B ·u·ri1i.-(Male.) Pr~sen t twen·ty-six. The i~eading, spelling 
ancl dictatio11 verJr fair; geograph~·· n1iddling, and grammar not 
tat1g·ht. This I consitler a grave ·omission on the Teacher's part.

Eve·n tho11gh pare11ts may not desire their children to learn Eng49 

Jish grammar, 1.,eachers should impart some kno\vletlge of it to 
.. the more advanced classes. The Tt!acher of this School, Mr. Par--

. sons, requires to be more energetic in the discharge of his duty, 
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and to be less inflt1enced by the llnreasonable remarks or reql1ests 
of the parents of the 1>t11>ils atte11di11g bis School. He should 
bave a ticne-table, arra11ge l1is classes properly. an<l pay more at­
ter1tion to arithmetic, gram1nar and g-e(1graphy. With the facili .. 
ties in this School, and its central position, a zealous Teacher ought 
to secure better results. 

Oderin.-Present forty. The state of thi~ School was, on the 
whole, ver~.,. satisfactory. The reading, writing and dictation were 
fi1lly up to a fair stantlard. The a11swering in gran1mar, geogra­
phy and arith1netic was creditable; classification,_ order an<l disci­
pliue were good. The people of~ Oderin have given an example 
well worthy ot· imitation by the inhabitants of' other localities, l>y· 
contril>uti11g the sum of fifty-six dollars a11nually towards the 
Teacher's salary, to su:vplement the amount given by the Board. 

SCHOOLS NOT VISITED. 

Lamaline Island, Lama1ine, Meatlow, and Frenchma11's Cove. 
Within the time at my disposal I could not reach on these Schools·. 

ST.ATE OF SCHOOL PROPERTY. 

With the exception of Bt1rin and Oderin, the Schools visited 
in this District l'equire a considerable outlaj-.. to put them in a pro­
per state of repair, and to provide School furniture. 

DISTRIOT OF PLAOENTIA, WEST. 

In this District there were ten Schools in operation the past 
year, five of which wer.e only open during six months, from · May 
to November, viz. :-Petit ~-,orte, Isle Valen, Anne's Oove, Sot1th 
East Bight and Barren Island ; and one, Bona, for five months-, 
f1~om Mal'~ 6th to October' 6th ..

The Ohairman inforn1ed n1e, after IDJ'? inspectio11 of the Schools of 
the Dist:rict, that he bacl pro~ided a supply of books and :vequi­
sites, and was only waiting for opportunities to fonw:ard ~them to 
the respecti \1e Schools.

The School is 
well furnished '\vith everything req11ired for the pt1rpose of teach­
ing. If' a time-table be t1sed, better order and classificatior1 obser­
ve<], a11d })f<>per attention paid to exercises at the blackboard, as 
directed, more satisfactory results are sure to be attained. 

Nortl1. East .Arm.-Prese11t ni11eteen. The reading, spelling 
and writir1g were mi<l(llit1g.

There were eight Board Schools in operation in this District 
the past year. 

Oolinet.-Present twenty. School was opene(] here in the be­
ginning of June iu a private house. There was little or no School 
ft1rnitt1re, and the r<><>m was ll(>t separated from the parts of the 
bot1se t1sed b~T ~he familj? for domestic pt1rposes. A 11ew School-
bot1se. in an eligible site, was iu course of· erection a.t the time of 
my ·visit. In easy lessons, spelling and catechism, the answering 
was prett~., good. Uutil the Teacl1er will have suitable accom1110-
dation so as to enable her to classif~,. the pt1pils, and teach. metho­
dically, I cannot form an estimate of her efficiency. 

Salrno'nier, ]{ortltside.-Present thirty-four. Reading, spelling 
and dictation, fair ; writing, not good; tables and sim1>le r11Jes of 
arithmetic not properly atten(led to. The School is \Veil furnished 
with maps, and ha<l a fair supply of books and reqt1isites. The 
present Teacher, who took charge June 1, 1879, seems to be very 
attentive. More orcler and regt1larity ln classe~, according to a 
time-table, will secure, I hope, by: my next visit, better discipline 
and improved results.

Gaskers.-Tbis School was closed owing to Teacher's illness.

Holyrood.-The late Teacher, Miss Walsh, had resigned a few

Ferryl~; ll.-(l\f ale.) t the time of 111y visit to the District 
in June, this Scl1ool \Vas closed, a11cl a ne'v ScbooJ .. hc>use was in 
cot1rse of erection i11 a 1nore central position than that of the old. 
St1useqt1Putly I learned f'rom the Cl1airman that the School was in 
operatio11 . 

.Aqiiaforte.-Tbe Teacher, Mrs. Olipha11t, keeps School in her 
dwelling-house. There were present eleven very ~rot1ng cl1ildren; 
none were a<ivancetl ft1rther tl1a11 the second realling book. In 
arldition to the elemer1tary lessons tat1ght 3rou11g children, their 
knowledge of' catecl1isru a11d pra~yers was very correct. While the ,, 
Roman Oath<>lic popt1lation of the settlement is sn1all ancl scat­
tered, a11(l 110 meaus at the disposal of the Boarcl for bt1ilding plir­
poses, the diffic.L1lty of providit1g a School bo11se anll paying a rea­
sonable salary to a T~acher is one not easily solved.

Oaplin Bay.-Present sixteen. Scho<)l is kept here in the 
Cha1Jel <lt1riug the s11mmer, ancl there is no ~chool apI>aratt1s. For 
the children living <)Il i1orthside of tlle Harbor the distance to the 
School seen1s to be too mt1cl1: and withot1t a regular Scl1ool-roorn, 
provided \Vith the ortlinary applia11ces f'or teacliit1g·, it is \7 ery diffi­
ct1lt for a teacher to effect it11prove1aent. Tl1is is one ot· the spe­
cial cases i11 wuich the best efforts of the inhabit.ants and the co­
operation of the Board are i1eeded to put School matters on a pro­
per footing. 

Cape Broyle.-(1\fale.) Present twenty-six; no School Regis­
ter kept. In realli11g, writing, dictatio11 a11d arithn1etic, this School 
may be saill to be above tlle general a \Te1·ag·e. The 1'eacher ap· 
pears to be ear11est a11d atte11 ti ve i11 the (}ischarge of his duties; 
b11t the wat1t of' Sch<)<)l necessaries, as blackboard. maps, register 
a11d req t1isites, ren(lers his efforts less effective. The partition be· 
tween the ruale ai1d fe111ale :Schools shot1ld be co1npleteli; in its 
present t1L1fi11isl1ecl state class-teacbi11g, or a11y noise in one School 
interferes with the otl1er. E'ro111 tl1e exposecl position of those 
Scl1ools water-closets are uaeded, and shot1ld, if possible, be pro_ 
vided. 

Cape Broyle.-(Female.) Prese11t tl1irty; no Scl1ool Register 
kept. ,-l1he answering of the pupils of this School was \TerJi· f9ir; 
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sl1owi11g' that the Teacher had beeil painstaking and atte11tive. 
The 1~e111arks made on the necessaries required in the male School 
are eq11a11y applicable to this. When two Schools are provided 
·for the people of this locality, it would be 0111y reasonable to ex-­
pect that they should contribute, in some ~hape or other, to the 
completion and improvement ot· those SchQols. 

Brigiis.-Present twenty-one; 110 School Register. In read­
ing, spelli11g, grammar and geo.g·ra.phy the pupils acqt1itted them­
selves very satisfactorily for children of their age. Considering 
the diffici1lties under which the Teacher labot1red, in the wa11t of 
School req11isites and books, the answering did her every credit. 
If sLe be able to carry out my instrt1ctions, I 11ave no doubt but 
further progress will be achieved by n1y next visit. 

All11liral's Oove.-Present twenty-three. Reading as far as 
fourth lesson book very good ; other s11bjects did not ar,pear to 
have received due attention, especially tables and. elementary 
arithn1etic. The Teacher seems to be very zealot1s in the discharge 
of his di1ties-~sing every effort to make the School-house com­
fortable and his pupils i11telligent. 

STATE OF SCHOOL PROPERTY. 

With the exception of the new School-house in Ferryland, of 
which I cannot speak, the Schools of this District are not in a 
satisfactory condition. Under present circumstances it seems pro­
bable that sorue tiII).e must elapse before the ad vantages of good 
~chool accommodation will be securecl. 

DISTRICT OF BAY BULLS. 

There were six Board Schools in operation in this Disteict the 
past year. 

C·aplin Oove.-Present twenty-seven ; no School Register. This 
School is in a very backward state. The rreacber is wholly un­
qualified, both fron1 ·physical inability and want of knowledge, to 
be in char~e of a Public Scho<>l. I represented to the Chairman 
tl1e necessity of making some arrangement by which a qt1alified 
'l'ec\cher would b~ placecl in charge of this ~chool . 

.. 
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Toad's Oove.-Present thirty-fot1r. From the age of tl1e pl1pils, 
and the st1bjects which the more advanced were sai<l to be learn­
ing, the answeri11g in this School was worse than should be expecte(l. 
Earnest11ess, a better method of teaching, and more discipline, 
ca11not fail to secure more satisf·actory results. The clefects were 
pointed ot1t, anfl instructions, with a view of t•uture improvement, 
given the Teacher. 

Mobile.-Present tw.enty-11ine. The Teacher had been 011ly a 
few months in charge. He seemed 1)ains-taking an(l a11xious t@ 
acqi1ire f'or his ~chool a character for progress an(l efficie11c~-r. The 
rea(ling, . spelling and writing were very fair. More attention paid 
to elementary geography, arithn1etic, anti . exercises in · mental · 
calc11lation, will raise this School to a respectable standard. 

Witless Bay.-(Ma1e). Present twelve. With the exception 
of the writing shown, _Which was fair, the answering in this School 
was below an average. The School was well ft1rnished with maps 
and reql1isites. A new School register, visitors' book, time-table 
and blackboard are required. The School-ho11se is in good 1~epair, 
a11d sitt1ated i11 a . central position. The number in attendance

seemed to be altogether ot1t of proportion to the popt1lation. In 
answer to my enq11iries on this ma.ttP;r, the causes assigned were 
the indifference of the parents, the poverty of many, and the 
necessity f(>r employing all but the very yot1ng children duri11g 
the summer season. As I understand the present Teacher is to 
retire, I trust that· a change for the better, both as regards atten­
dance and efficiency, can be recorded in my next report, 

Bay Bulls.-(Male). Present forty-seven. The answering in 
the different classes of the School, with the except.ion of geogra­
phy and the elementary rules of arithmetic was above an average, 
The order and discipline were good; but the Teacher should have 
a time-table to enst1re regularity in class-teachi.11g. The School­
room is rather small, and the house too near the public road. I 
understand It is the intention of the Board to erect a new School­
house, and convert the present one, in which a.re the ~lale and 
}.,emale Schools, into one School. 

Bay Bulls.-(Female). This School was closed on the day of 
m·y visit. 
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STATE oF SoiiooL PROPERTY. 

The School-houses of this District are, on the whole, in a goQ 
state of repair. Some slight i1uprovemeuts, and the addition 
School apparatus, woltld sup1>ly all the reqt1irements t·or efli.cien 
and comfort. 

DISTRICT OF ST. JOHN'S. 

There are twenty-four Board · Schools in operation in this 
District the past year. 

Goulds.-Present eighteen. The reading, spelli11g a11£l genera 
answering of the pt1pils were below an average. In arithmeti 
some were ~orki11g questions in advanced rt1les without ha\7 i11 

acquired a correct knowledge of the preceding parts ot· the st1b­
ject. Olassification, a better system, and more attention, are needed 
to secure satist·actory results. 

Petty Harbor.-(l\Iale). Present thirty-six. With energy and 
exactne s on t·he part of the Teacher, the a11swering of the ptl}lils 
in this School cot1ld not fail to be more satisfactory. Want of 
SJ'Stem and neglect of order were bt1t too apparent. These defects 
were pointed out, and the mode to ensure dt1e efficiency suggested. 
I trust that ou my nex_t visit proofs of additional care and atten .. 
tion on the part of the Teacher will be evider~ced by the state of 
the School. 

fP1"'tty Har.bor.--(Female). Present thirty-five. The appea .. 
ance of tho School, at d the resu1t of my examination of the pr ii , 
proved the Teacher to be pains-taking and zealous. Neatness was 
everywhere observable, aud unremitting attention had evidentl~ 
been given to the discharge ot· School duties. 

Bluk~~tltt-Present thirty-eight. The reading and spe1ling 
were medium. The elder pttpils sbot11d have known tables and 
the elementary les of arithmetic. Grammar and geography 
w e not tanght. he ·school-house is new, being built the past . 
summer, and is st1it~ le and c9mmodious. A few mote desks, a 
blackboard, and some small maps, are reqt1ired to complete tho .. 
School furniture. I understand the Board intend making a ch.ange 
or Teachers at an early day. 
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Freshwater Bay.-Preserit eight; no ·School register. From 
tl1e allsence of all .School f\1r11itt1re, the s1nall nt1mter i11 attendance, 
tlleir tender ages. and the lack of orllinar~· School kt1(>\\1ledge, 
this scarce1y deservts the nan1e of a pl1l>lic School. There are 
only t·our families per1na11ently residing i11 the place. As the 
amot1nt of Boarcl salary paid for this School tnigbt be . more pro-. 
fital>ly ex1le11derl in the interest ot· Eclt1c ation i11 otl1er parts of· the 
District, a11d the reti1r11s ha(l f~or the present exr)en(liti1re are so 
extre1nelv small, I woi1lfl recon1meucl that thi~ School should, for ... 

the present, be discontint1ed . 

.Kiilb1ride.-Prese11t nine. Fot1r reatiing in seconcl book fairly, 
and five in letters ancl mo11osyllables. In a School of nine ~rot111g 
children there is sn1all scope f()r examination. I qi1estioned the 
Teacher regardi11g the smallness of the attendance, a.nd the pr<)­
ba.ble 11un1 her of cbil(lren between sev.e11 a11cl fot1rteen in the 
neighborhood o~ the Scl1ool. Fro111 her replies I am unable to 
offer an) .. explanatio11 of the present t1nsatisf actorJ~ state of afiairs, 
and I therefore wish particular]~ ... to draw tl1e attention of the 
Board to the matter. 

Brookfield.-Present fifteen. Reading, writing· and spelling, 
fair; answeri11g in arithmetic, tables anrl ordinary School qt1es­
tio11s, very backward. Mr. Hackett has bee11 for a great number 
of years, I believe, engaged .in teaching, and no doubt dicl good 
service. He is 11ow, however, arrived at that time of life when 
the efficient discharge of School duties seerr1s to be too great a 
strain ·f<>r bis d('Cli11i11g ~rears. With a ~··ot1nger Teacher, I have no 
dot1bt, tl1is School woulcl be in a more satisfactory condition. 

Riverhead.-(Male.) Present sixty-seven. The answering in 
~be different classes of this Scl1ool was pretty good, bt1t in the 
essen_tials of order and discir)line there was marked deficiency. It 
is the dut~y· of the pri11cipal Teacher to organize the School, and 
mar1ifest Illore energy i11 its management.· Unless the Teachers 
in ft1t11re discharge their dt1ties with more earnestness, classify 
the p11pils properly, a11d pay more attention to order, neatness a11d 
regt1larity, this School will not 111eet the reqt1ire1nents of a11 im· 
porta11t and pop11loi1s locality. School maps and some additional 
f~urniture are req t1ired.

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Qitidi Vidi.-Present fourtee11. In reacling, spelii11g and wri­
ting, the result of my examination was satisfactory. In grammar, 
g~eograpby, arithmetic at1d some general questions the ans\vering· 
was below an average. l\iore care shot1l~ be bestowed on these 
st1bjects. The Teacher showed speci111eus of needlewo.rk that were 
very neatly executed by the elder g-irls. 

Fresllwater Roa.d.-Present fo11rteen. The School is taught in 
'-

a roolll of the bo11se occupied l>jl" the Teacher. Except a few desks 
rangecl rot1ncl the walls, ~here is nothing to de11ote that it is a 
Public School-room. Reading, spellit1g, a11d a little writing ~om· 
prised the work of the School. The location is not st1itable, bei11g 
rather near St. J olin's, and too remote from tl1e people residing 
farther in on the Freshwater road. This School, in nt11nbers, ap­
paratus and results, gives a very small return, in the interest of 
educatio11, for the outlay. 

Bally Haly.-Present thirty-four. The reading, spelling and 
grainmar were fair ; in other lessons the answering · was below an 
average. Proper attention did not seem to be paid to the cJassi­
fication of the pupils, and to the hearing of lessons and tasks, 
In exercising ~ontrol and maintaining discipline the Teacher 
appeared wa11ting. If she carry out my instrl1ctions, I shall expect 
to fi11d a better order of things on my next visit. The room is not 
quite large .enough for the attendance. 

Logy Bay.-Present t\venty-one. In reading and spelling the 
pupils acqt1itted tbemsel\res tolerably weJl; and those, with cate­
cliism and religious instrt1ction, comprise the work of' the School. 
The School-house reqt1ires some repairs to make it weather-tight. 
1llie desks are placed round. the walls, anfl the position of the 
chimney in the middle of the room is an obstacle to proper arrange­
ment. Owing to t~mporary illness of the Teacher this School was 
not in constant operation during the year. 

Oitter Oove.-Present thirty. . The p11pils, in rea(ling, writing 
an<.l spelling, passed a crellitable examination. The Teacher, 110.w­
ever, shot1ld not confine himself, as be appears to clo, to these 
subjects. His teaching should be, as far as possible, in accord 
with the spirit of the Edt1cation Act. Some knowledge of gram-
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mar, geography and the relationship of Newfoundland to the 
Ur1ited Ki11gclom should ba:ve been tai1ght; even in the absence 
of class-books to the elder pupils ; arithmetic antl tables sbot1ld 
also receive more attention. 

1'o!J·~bay.-(Ma1e ). Present forty-one. 'llhe answering of tl1e 
p~1pils of this School was cousidefably above all average, and 
evidenced care an cl ability on the r>art of the Teacher in its ma11-
agemen t~ A blackboard is needed to enable him to teach· arith· ... 
metic more efficie11i·Jy. Tlle School-house is in good re1>air, and is, 
in every respect, a credit to the locality. 

Fl<rt Rock.-Present twenty-two. The room is well ft1rnished 
with desks and forms, a11cl bas ~1 look: of neatn ss and School com­
fort abo11t it. The ans\vering of the chilclre11, considering their 
ages, was good, an<J general st~1te of the School evinced care a11cl 
attention 011 the part of the Te::tcher. If supplied witlh a black .. 
Uoard, the elementary i .. ules of· arithmetic would, I trust, be mor·e 
efficiently taught, 

Poltcli Oove.-Present thirty-one. The answering of tl1e 
p11pils, ancl tl1e actual condition of the School matters, sbowecl 
clearl~,. that the Teacher httcl bee11 wanting in tlie regular ai1cl 
careft1l discharge of his duties. I pointed 011t the · cleficiencies, 
Sl1ggested the means of improvement, and told him tbat, unless 
more satisfactory rest1lts were secured for the future, the fat1lt 
would. rest chiefly \Vith himself. 

Ooady's w ·ezl,-Present nine. Beyond readi11g and catechism. 
the childre11, I may saj~, knew nothing. The character of this 
SChool is considerably below a11 average, and I · see no reasonal)le 
grot111d to liope for improvement. There is no School 1·urnitt1re 
except a couple of desks and t·orms. 

Majo·r's Patli.-~When I visited this School the Te·acher was 
ili. The hot1se, built about three years ago, req11ires paint, and 
the School-room is inst1fficiently furnished. One e11tl of the hot1se 
is use<l t·or the Teacher's residence. 

Portugal Cove.-Present twenty-three. In reading, writing 
and spelling, the examination was as good as could be expecte( · 

55 
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from children so yot1ng. Tallles and the principles of notation 
arid numeration recei\recl more attention in this than in inany 
larger ancl more ad,ra11ced Schools. On examinatio11 of the Re­
gister I fol1nd the attendance of the JlllJ)i]s to be very irreg~uJar. 

Hors6 Cove.-TJ1e School was closed at tbe time of my visit 
owing to Teacher's illness. I examined the School-roon1, and the 
·only ft1rniture were a desk and two f·orms. The WI'iting in the 
copy-books remaining in the School was r1eat and clean. Unless 
a School is furnished with books and re_quisites, Cflective teaching 
is, ot~ cot1rse, extremely difficult. 

Steady Water, To1Jsail Road.-Present eight. TJ1e Teacher 
resides in one end of the Scbool-ho11se, and the School-room, I 
found, was t1sed for domestic as well as School p11rposes. The 
answering- of the eight p111)ils present was u11satisfactory. The 
Scho01, I believe, would be availed of by more persons if it hacl 
been b11ilt a mile or so nearer St. Joh ti ·s. As at present attended 
and conducted, the interests of edt1cation are very little benefited 
by keeping this School in ~peration. 

Topsail.-Present eighteen: The reading, writing and spelling 
of the children of this School were ver)-r satisfactory, and testified 
to the care and abilit,y of the Teacher; answering in elementary 
and mental arithmetic was not so goo(l. The want of a black­
board is a great drawback in teaching figures. 

Kellig1re1vs.-Present twe11ty-eigbt. The pupils of this School 
made a very fair exami11ation in reading, spelli11g, meanings and 
catechism. The Teacher appears to be painstaking and zealo11s. 
The el(ler children sl1ot1l(] be tat1ght the elements of grammar and 

·geography, and the relations of a British Colony. A blackboard, 
some maps, and a porch for the School, are needed. 

Belleisls.-This School was not visited. Jfrom u reliable sot1rce 
-1 have received a favorable account of the efficiency of the present

DISTRICT OF HARBOR M.t\IN. 

There were nine Board Schoo18 in operation in this District 
the past year. 
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Holyrood.---Present twenty-five. The general answering of 
the pttpils in this School was below an average. In his method of 
keeping the School Register, and of co11ducting this School gene· 
rally, the present 'reacher, l\fr. Jo~·, seems to have ignored the re­
quirements of the Education Act. To raise this School to an 
ordinary sta'ndard, care, punctuality and method are absolutely 
necessar~ ... 

Holyrood, South Side.-Present twenty. Though tbe pupils 
were ~·ot1ng, the rest1lt <>f the examination was inost satisfactory. 
Everything· abot1t tl1e School evide11ced tb_e unremitting~ care of 
the Teacher in all partict1iars ter1cling to the impro\.,.ement of ller 
pupils. A blackboard and S<)n1e other School furniture are re­
qt1ired. 

Holy·rood, Nortli Si<le.-Prese11t eighteen. The attainments of 
the pt1pils in this Sch<>ol were very meagre. The School-house 
was r1eat and cle!l11, anll both inside ancl outside in gootl repair. 
lf the Teacher bad done her duty faithfully and efficiently, the 
knowledge of School tnatters possessed by the children examined 
could scarcely have been so limited. 

Cliapel's Cove.-The pt1pils hacl been dismissed before I reached 
this School. I visited December 12th, and t·o1111d that the nan1es 
of the pt1pils l1ad not been entere<l in the Reg'ister t·or December. 
The Teacher saicl tha1t her illness W<lS t.he cat1se of the omission. 
From this and other n1atters noticed in my examination of the 
School, there seemed to be a lack of order and regularity in her 
inode of conducting it- The require men ts· of the EJucation Act 
are little heeded in some Schools, and it would appear that this is 
one of the number. 

Harbor Main.-ll\Iale.) Present fifty-seven. The pupil~ at­
tending this School acquitted themselves, on the whole, in a very 
creditable manner. The nnswering of the elder boys, however 
. d ' in grammar, geography an mental calcnlations, should hav-e been 
better. "\V~en the number and appearance of the pupils attending 
this School are considered, it does seen1 a great reflection on our 
School system to find that a painstaking, competent Teacher 
should have been devoting all his energies to the discharge of his 
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duties, and .not have received dnring the year one cent of School 
fees. P<"tren ts expect bii11 to <lo l1is d11ty to their children, a1nd 
j11stly so; b11t how do they discharge their obligations to him? 
S<>me persons seem to think it is 011Jy in th·e case of manual l;.tbor 
that the ''labourer is worthy of bis hire.''

Balr1101i Gove.-Present forty-six. In this School the ge11eral 
answeieing was below an average, and if the majority of the elder 
ptJpils had been attending reg11larly it shor1ld tell seriously agairist 
the character of the School. Twenty-fot1r of· the children were in 
letters and monosy Ila bl es, and many of the elder ones, I was t<>ld 
by the Teacher, bad on l~t recently ret11rned to Scl1ool af'ter _a long 
abse11ce. An improved systt-·rr1, and a qt1ieter method in g~etti11g 

t.hrot1gh S.chool work, wot11cl rende11 the 11eacher's labors 1nore 
effective. Some de~ks and forms reqt1ired were being prepared. 

Co11ception Hlt1·~bor.-(}f~i,le.) Present seventy. Unless order 
and <lisci1)Iine are sttictly enforce·d in a School of sevent~,., one 
Teacher ca11not give Jlroper atte11tion to the differe11t classes. A 
pai(l monitor, or ttssi~ta11t Teacller, wot1ld be required in a School 
of this size if 111eans were :it the rli~1Josal of the Boar•l, and ot1r 
education Jaw matle i>rovision for 8t1cb ai)pointn1e11t8. Tl1e an­
sw.eri 11g of the different clas~es ·was, 011 tl1e whole, very fair. In 
grammar and geog aphy the elder . boys should have acqnitted 
them~elves· better, an(l those 1ert1·t1i n~ the ad var1cetl rules of arith­
metic bac1 not been p1lor>er'l.v clrille(l .1 o the e1en1et1tary parts. More 
desks are reqL1ired to provide st1fficieut accomn1odati0n.

~cbool Regi~ter '\Vas kept, and other n1ea1Js ~iffordeti 111e of forming 
an opinion, I considered the Teacher earnest and assiduous in the 
discharge of he1· duties. 

Colliers.-Prese11t forty-eight. Tl1e result of my examination 
in rea<ling, spelli11g nnd arithmetic was satisfactory. '\"\7ith the 
aid of a blackl>oar(l mor·e correct, answering in the latter st1bject 
,V<l1ild doubtless have been sect1L1e(l. A knowledge of the el~1ne11ts 
of grammar and geography might be imparted to the more ad-
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~anced reacling classes, even tbot1g·h the pt1pi Is had 110 text books. 
Teachers n1t1st t1ot allow themselves to be i11fltienced by the 1111-

i;easonable pr.ejudices of parents regar<ling what they (the parents) 
may consider '' no good'' for their cl1il(lren. The scope and ten-.. . 

dency of School manage1nent sho11lfl be alwa~1s in accord wit~ 
sound progressive principles of edt1cation. 

DISTRICT OF BRIGUS. 

In this District there were six Board Schools in operation the 
past year. 

Turk's Gitt.-Present thirty-two. The bt1siness of this School 
was qt1ite elementary-reading, s1,elling, writil1g aud catechisin. 
School f11r11itt1re was <leficie11t, ::tnd the children '\Vere badly st1pplied 
with books and ordir1ary reqt1isites. 'fhe Teacher appears to be 
zealo11s ai1d pai11s-taki11g, bt1t labot1rs t111der disadvantages . over 
which she cannot exercise much cor1trol. 

Brig·us.-(}fiile.) Present fifty. Tl1e reading, g~ogra~by at1d 
a11swerir1g in history were goo,t. Grammar slJ011ld have been bet­
ter; aud in mental calculations and the eleme11tary rt1les of arith­
metic the pupils· had not been exercised nor properly tang-ht. 
Strict attention to classification, ~1ncl the orcler of lessons as 1aitl 
down in a time-table, wot1ld remecly existing defects and render 
this School 1.1ig·hly efficie11t. Books, ma1)s and School furniture 
are am1}Iy sup1)Iied. 

Oupids.~Present twentr)''-tliree. Rending and spelling were 
mid<lli11g; the writing in co1>y-books pretty goofl ; but i11 all other 
respects the state of the School wa,s below an ~.t\:re1 .. ~.ge. The room 
had a cold, unfurnished look, an<l the chil(lren \Vere badl8 st1pplied 
with books. I would sug~gest to the Board the propriety of ap1)or­
tjoning the outlay for l>ooks an<l School apparatus as eq11ally as 
possible among the Schools of this District. In Got11ds . Roacl 
School I fou11d six ma.ps and an attenclance of seven, while there 
is none in this School. 

Goulds Road.-I visited during Rchool hours, and found that 
the Teacher bad dismissed the cl1ildre11 f'or the day to enable him 
to lJa\'e the room cleaned up. This, it appeared tO me, could have 
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been very easily done after School hours. This School seems to 
have retrograded lately. The nun1ber on the register was fo11rteen, 
and the number 1narked prrse11t that day seven. It \vill be for the 
Board to make enqt1iry regarding this unsatisfactory state of 
affairs. ~..,or a large Scbool-hot1se with Teacher's reside11ce, and all 
in excellent repair, so small an atten<lance is an inadequate rett1rn. 

North Rit'er.-Present twenty-eight. At tbe time of· my visit, 
December 9th, the Teacher, n1r. Kell~:, bad been abo11t two months 
i11 charge. In reading, spelling and catechism the children, tho11gh 
mostly yot1ng, did very f'airly. Painting the inside would add 
considerably to the apr>earauce of the room, and a blackboard is 
reqt1ired. Mr. Kelly seems to be earnest aJnd attentive in the 
discharge of bis cluties. 

Bay Roberts.-Present thirty. There is great lack of system 
ancl orfler in the management of this Sch,>ol. l{eadi11g, writing 
and dictation were t1p to a fair average; and in arithmetic some 
of· the elder l>o)rs were consi<ierabl~r advanced. The size and 
arrangement of the desks are l111st1itable. The want of building 
room necessitated the attaclJing of the water closet to the rear of 
the School with the entrar1ce from the School-rooru which is very 
objectionable. I exp1aine<l to the Teacher the necessit~r of a<Jopt­
ing a bette1· n1ethod of class-teaching, and maintaining more dis­
cinline in the Scl1ool. J_t is the inte11 tion of the Boar<l, I tinder-... 
stand, to have the bt1ildi11g removecl to a more central position. 

DISTRICT OF HARBOR GRACE. 

In this District there were, in orJeration the past year, seven 
Board Schools, and the small School at Brian's Cove, which can 
scarcely be reckonell a Pi1blic School. 

1-~paniard's Bay.--Present nineteen. As regards reading, wri­
ting and catecl1ism, the state of tl1e School was satisfactorJ~, in 
other respects it was l>elow a11 average. The Teacher, not know­
ing English grammar, labors llnder a great disadvantage. He 
appeared to be very· zealous in his efforts to ad va11ce the children, 
and to qualify himself for his position in accordance \vith the 
req11ire1nents of the Eclt1cation Act. The School is well st1pplied 
with maps and tablet lessons, but wants a blackboard. 
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Riverliead, Harbor Grace.-(Male.) Present twent~,.·-three. 

The present Teacher, Mr. Kilfoy, took charge Noveri1ber 10, 1879. 
On the whole, tbe ans\Veri11g of' the pupils was a f'air average; 
and the Teacher, tbo11gh less tllan a month in cbarg·e, had the 
School in good worki11g order. He was trained as a PuyJil Teacl1er 
in the Roman Catholic Academy, St. John's, and llromised to be 
st1ccessf11l in his avocation. Placing the clesks parallel, an<l facing 
the Teacher's, wo11ld impro,,.e the appearance of the School~ and 
lesson the distraction of the p11pils, caused by the site being so 
near the public rbad. · 

Riverhead, Harbor Grace.-(Female). Present twenty-seven. 
This School is kept in a room of the Teacher's d we1 ling-bo11se. 
Reading, writing and catechism comprise 11early what is tau~ht. 
In ciphering little was done. The Teacher seemed to be pains­
taking and attentive, and tJJe ma1111er and neatness of tl1e chilclren 
reflected creflit on the School. The answering was a fair a\.,erage, 
considering the ages of the pt1pils. 

Harbor Grace (Male), St. Patrick's.-Present eighty. The 
answering of the <lifferent cla.sses in this 8chool, except, to some 
extent, in the prir1ciples of' arithmetic and me11tal calc11lation, 
evinced more than an average amot1nt of School kno\vledge, as 
well as careful teaching. The pt1 pi ls were provided with bcloks, 
and tbe School is well furnished with maps, desks, &c. In a School 
of eighty, with the d11ty devolving· 011 one of' teaching each class 
f·rom the alphabet to navigation, none b11t those who ha\1e had 
experience in teaching can realize how trying the strain a11d con. 
stant effort mt1st be on the Teacher's powers. With an average 
attendance of sixty-five or sixty the ai<l of a i)aid Monitor or 
assit)tant Teacher should, if possible, be provided. 

Harbor Grace, (Fem.ale) Otterbury.-Present eleven. This 
.13mall School is situated nearly midway between the principal part 
of tl1e town and Riverhead, and was i11tended as a means of in­
structing tl1e young children of the vicinity in the ordinary st1b­
jects of spelling, reading, writing, catechism and prayers. In acl. 
dition to these, needlework is taught. \Vhether the Board may 
deem it necessary to continue this School in operation or not, there 



is, boweve , no o ability that tlte present T~sr w·11 
to qua·llfy herE;elf for Certificate of Gr-ade, acoord"ng to the .ai 

Upper Island Cove.-W'hen I reached this School the 11 
·had been dismissed. There were marked prese11t taat day sixt 
I saw .the Teacher and examined the st.ate of· the School. 
ehildren atte~1liug 1 found were you11g, a11d the Sohool is 
elemQntary iu character. Tbe School-house is in good repair 
well situated. The Teacher, though ev1dentiy zealous, labo 
under the great disadvantage of possessing bt1t limited ·attl,\ ..... · .oli 

ments. He is one of those sure to be aftected by ·the operation o 
the p eseBt e ltlqation law. 

· Brian's Cove.-Tbis School is kept in a kitOben by an elderl 
pen;~ii nalned ~Irs. ft unt. On the day of my visit domestic occtt­
patio ll:ad prevented the little School being held. She teache 
Spellibg', reat ·ng, prayers and catechism to a nnmber of children, 
averagittg, slte told me, frotn eight to seventeen. 'there wa 
nothing about the p1ace to indrcate its use as a School. Tf 
Uoat:d caa ~stablish aed maintain a Sehool in this locality, it will 
b~ necessary to provide a mt>re suitable room and a better quali­
fi~ Teaoh~r.

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DISTRIOT OF CARBONEAR. 

There are three Board Schools in operation in this District. 

Oarbonear.-(Ma1e.) Present thirty-seven. No Scl1ool Reg·js­
ter kept. I was toltl by the Teac.her that there were seve11ty p111>ils 
attending. Order and discipline were good, and the answering· iu 
the several subjects, "rith the exceptio11 of· a fe\v matters, was cre­
ditable. .As this School takes the place, denominationally, of· the 
Carbonear Grammar School, it is expectecl to provide 111eans of 
education Sllperior to an ordinary Board School. Mr. l\Iackey is, 
I believe, fully qt1alified to teact1 Latin ancl Greek, and one or 
more of the modern languages. This, however, being the only 
Roman Oatholic Board School in Oarbonear proper, it is, of course, 
inc11m bent on the Teacher to 11a·ve the yot111ger pupils attendecl to 
equally with the more advanceti ; and the requirements of the 
law regardi11g school register a11d returns should in this, as in all 
other cases, be dt1ly complied with. The site of the School-house 
is healthy and central, and the School-roon1 is am1Jly st1pplied with 
maps and School furniture. Rooms for Teacher's residence are 
contained in the building. 

Oarbonear, South Side.-(l\:Ia1e.) Present twenty-six. The 
~nswering of the pt1pils and the tone of this School were below 
an average. The copy-books were not 11eatly kept, and there was 
no ciphering book. In grammar, geography and so1ne general 
questions t,be elcle1 .. pupils were deficie11t in or<linary School know­
ledge. The Teacher appears to be painstaki11g and attentive, bt1t 
he reql1ires to practice a better system of· class-teacbi11g, and to 
have his School under proper discipline. The desks, it1stead of 
being rol1nd the walls, shot1ld be placed so that the J)Upils wo11lcl 
all face the Teacher, as I pointed ot1t. From the williug11ess shown 
to carry 011t my instructions, I hope to :find the School in a more 
satisfactory st8te on my next visit. 

Orocker's-Oove.-Present. seven. The Teacher stated that she 
had tol<l the pu1>ils, when dismissing tben1 the day previo11s to tn~~ 
visit, she would not have School next day, which was the cause ot· 
so few being present. As tbe chiluren were very yot111g, I co11l<l 
not, from their examination, t·orm an opinion of the state ot· the 
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School. The register was carefnl1y i;ept, and the room was in good 
order, hilt-required some School furniture. A number of the resi ... 
dents of the place met me after I\JY visit, and made statements 
regarding the incompetency of th~ Teacher and the inefficiency of 
the School. I referred them to th~ Board as the proper authority 
to deal with the ruatter. 

DISTRICT OF B.t\f-DE-VERDS. 

There are seve11 Boarcl 8chools in this District, six of which 
were in operation the whole year, fi~td one (Low Point) was, owing 
to a cha11ge of· . Teachers, closecl f o~ a time. 

Bay-de-Verds.-Present forty. In the ordinary School lessons 
tbe pupils acquitted themselves very well. Better classification is 
reqt1ired, an<l the elder children sl\ot1ld k11ow more of grammar, 
geog·ray)hy, oi1tlines of histor~·· aud arithmetic. Tho11gh the 
Teacher had on hand a fair st1pp1y of books for sale . to the chil­
dren, the yot1nger 011es in the Sc~ool were not at all provided 
with the1n. The School-house is il\ good repair, and from its posi .. 
tion the necessity of· a water close~ js evident. 

Redltead Cove.-Present seven~een. A 11ew School-ho11se was 
i11 course of e1--ection here. The 8~11001 was ke1)t in a small loft 
over a store. a11d not bei11~' weath ef-tight, COlll(l 11ot be t1~ed in 
cold weather, linless repaired. Th 0re was no School fi1r11itt1re iu 
the place. Under these circullista\Jces tl1e progress made tJ· the 
children attending was very fair'. l\tliss Collins·, the Teacher, 
thoug·b dAficient in' some partict1Ja~5, is ver·y zealo11s, and evidently 
possesses the faculty of controllin~ and improving children in a 
high degree. Whe11 provide(! witl) a st1itahle School-roo1n, if sl1e 
can only qualifJ7 herselt~ accordi11g to the tern1s of the ]J(lt1cation 
A\)t, I have no dot1b~ bt1t she w ·11 prove a very valt1able and 
efficient 'feacl1er. 

Job's Oove.-Wben I arrive(} the pupils had jt1st been dis~ 

missed, an'l the Scho<)l being sit11a te(l at S<>me clistance f~rom the . 
scattere(l dwellii1gs, I C(>tll{l 11ot 11::\fe tl1e children I"e-assemble for 
exan1i .natiori. 'l'llere were prese11t. that (1~-t~ ... only ni11e. I saw the 
~l'eac 1er a11d wirh 11jn1 '' isited the ,cbool-1Jo11se. A fence round it,

and tilling up b6tween the founda ,;on s ores, are needed, From 
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the state1ne1~ts of the Teacher I learned that the sympathy and 
go()(l feeli11g lletwee11 parents an(l 'Teacher, w · cl1 are so necessv.:ry 
to ens11re success in School matters, di<l not here exist; n1ai11I~· on 
this accot1nt be exrJressed his intention of resig11ing his position. 
I represented the whole matter to His Lordship the Bishorl of 
Harbor Grace, Chair1nan of the District.· 

Nortll.erri Bay.-Present thirty-fi,re. The children were mostly 
very yol1ng. 'I,he reacling, sr>elli11g a11d writing· were tolerably 
good. I pl>i11ted ot1t the necessity of teacbi11g· the elder pt1pils · 
tal)les, a~"it.hn1etic, and tl1e elerne11ts of gra.n1111ar and geography. 
TI1e 'I,eacher see111ecl to be att e11 ti ve antl willi i1g to carry out n1y 
instrt1ctio11s. A fence, e11closin~ the School-house and plot, would 
be a11 i111prove1nent. 

Western Ba.y.-Present twelve. The state of this School was 
quite disco11ragi11g. N 011e of those present lISell copJ1' or cipheri11g 
llooks. I 11oticed onl)1 on~ fe111ale r>tlpil present; this . (lisparit~T in 
a 1nixe<l Sch(>ol is rt11t1st1al. TlJe 'feacher stated tltat his health 
wot1lcl n<.>t perrnit 11im to ren1ain in charge. In the eve11t of a 
,,.aca11cy it will be for the Boartl to co11si<ler whether a qt1alified 
Female 'l,eacher would not best suit the locality. 

Broad Oove.-Present eigl1t. Tl1is School is bt1ilt about mid­
way between· Gusset's Cove and Small Point. which are something 
over t\vo 11.1iles a1}art. 'rl1ot1gh the arrar1ge111ent 'vould t1nclol1bt­
edl~1 see111 to be a wise 011e, still the Teacher tolcl n1e that the 
<listance of each [>lace was more tl1an the chil(lren woi1ld come to 
School. P~trents and cllilclren must pt1t llp with some inconve­
nienc.e i11 st1cli cases, for it is siruµly impossible to provide a School 
for {~very settletnent. Seven of the eight cl1iltlren present were in 
letters and monosyllables. The state of the roo1n was untidy 
a11<l 11eglectecl, .an(l there 'vas no sign of a11 effort on the 1,eacher's 
part to 1~1ake the 1nost eve11 of the little material at han(l. I told 
the Teacl1er that I cot1lll 11ot altogether exonerate Lim from blaine 
for the unsatisfactory state of affairs, and tbat if more efficiency 
were not observable on mY next visit, I would be obliged to 1nake 
a stro11g representation ou the subject ·to the Board. 
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DISTRICT OF TRINITY SOUTH. 

There are thrPe Schools in operation in this District, two of 
wbic11, viz. :-Turk's Co\7 e and Heart's Desi1"e, I was t1nable to 
·v:isit. 

I 

Grates Ooi,e.-Present nineteen. School was kept .in a room 
of Teacher's residen.ce, and was devoid of School furnit11re and 
the means of proper ventilation. Readi11g, spelling, catech'ism 
and religio11s instrt1ction comprised the lessons ; copy-books be· 
longing to children who had attended the School were shown. In 
ar>peara11ce and manag;e111e11t this looked 1nore like a Pr,ivate than 
a.pitblic School. Subseqt1ent to my visit I understood t·rom the 
Chairman that changes wo11ld be made which would place this 
School more in accord with the Edt1cation Act. 

DISTRICT OF TRINITY, WEST. 

In ~fay last a School was 01le11ed in Heart's Ease, which. 
owing to u11favoralJle weather, I was llnable to visit. 'l~his is the 
only Iioman Catholic Board School in the District. 

DISTRICT OF TRINITY, NORTH. 
-

There were four s·cbools in operation in this District the past 
year. 

Trinity Harbor, West Side.-Prese11t twenty. The Teacher 
h'acl bee11 a little over a mo11th in charge at the time of my visit 
in Jt11y. The reading, spelling a11d writi11g~ were a fair average. 
The 1~ea.cher seemed to be earnest in the discl1arge of' her du.ties 
clnd appeared likely to give g·eneral satisfaction. 

Trinity Ha 1rbor, Nortli Side.-Present thirty-five. As in the 
'Vest side School, the 'l'eacher here bad been only son1ethiug more 

. . 

t ban a mo11th in charge. Tl1e School-roc>1n was not quite finisiled 
inside, and more :chool ft1rniture was 11eecled. Ha,7 i11g regard to 
tl1e a~es of tbe children, and the leng·th of time the School bad 
lleen i11 01>eratio1}, the answeri11g "'as a f'air a\?erage. Better order 
a11d classification will not fail to .secure improved results. 

R(tgge<l Harbor.-Presc-nt tbirt~~-two. The answering of the 
p11pils aild the state of this School were rather unsatisfactory. The 
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Teacher, l\fiss L~- ons, tbot1gh evidently zealo11s, Jal>Gred under cer­
tain difficulties. Tl1e School was ill-provided \Vith the appliances 
of teaching, many of t11e children had no books. and the classifi.-

_ycation and mode of teaching were necessarily defective. Tl1e 
several defects were pointed out, a11d I hope to find them reme­
died, as far as possible, on n1y next visit. 

Oatalina.-Tbis School had been closed son1e weeks· previous 
to my· visit, owing to the prevale11ce of diphtheria ; and the Teacher 
was at the time (J11ly 19) occ11pied at the fishery, as was t1sual 
witl1 hi1n, I t111derstand, dt1ring sun1mer vacation. In cornpany 
with hi111 I visited and exa111ined the School-room. Fro1n the man-

. ner in which the 8cbool register had been kept, anrl the general 
appearance of tLings in the room, I conclt1tled t.here must have 
been a good deal of laxity in the management of the School. The 
Teacher, I understand, has since left. 

DISTRIOT 0], BONAVIST"".\., SOUTH. 

Jn this District there were eight Schools in operation the past 
year. 

Bonavista.-Present twenty-two. The answering of the pt1pi1s 
was much below an average, a11d the state ot' the School, on the 
whole, very backward. The desks were bac11y arranged, the ne­
cessary School apparat11s unprovi(lecl, order anrl discipli1:1e were 
wa11ti11g. The attainments of the Teacher, in gran1mar and usti:al 
Scl1ool k11owledge, were 11ot t1p to the ordinary standard. I !·earn­
ed that some time after my visit the Teacher was removed. 

Knig7it's Oove.-Present thirty-six. In reading, gramma1· and 
arithmetic the pi1pils acqt1itted themselves in a satisf'actory man­
ner. Sr1flicient care. had not been bestowed on writir1g. The 
Teacher is earnest and painstaking; the School is supplied with 
maps an{l School ft1rnitt1re. 

Ki-ng's Cove.-Present forty-seven. There are few Schools in 
the IslHnd in which evi<lence of the attention and ability of the 
1..,eacher is as clearly shown as in this. In history, reading books,. 
grain mar, geography and arithmetic the examination was highly 
creditable._ The School·room was neat and well furnished. 
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St. Oroix.-Present fift~7-eight. Tl1e result of tl1e exami11a­
tio11 in reacling, writing, grammar, geography a11d arithrnetic was 
a fair average. Classification an(l discipline req11ire more atten· 
tio-n. and the arrangeme11t ot' the desks recorumended b~, me will 
be an improvement. The School is furnished with maps, and the 
pt1pils· were f'airl~y s11pplied with books. 

Open Hall.-Present fifteen. This School is quite elementary; 
rea<li11g, sr>elling a11rl catechism were caref.t1lly -tat1gl1t_ Tables, 
the sir111Jle rt1les i11 cipl1eri11g a11d writing on slates, should have 
formed part of tl1e Schoo] bt1siness. 

Tickle Cove.-Present twent~r-~ight. The cl1ildren were yot1ng 
ancl the answeri11g "'a.s not qt1ite as good as I shot1ld expect. The 
Teacl1er seems to be painstaking and fairly qt1alified. More care .. 
ful class-teaching and exercises in tasks and home-lesson$ are 
needed. 

Plate Oove.-Present forty. In the t1sual st1bjects-rea<ling, 
writing, gra1nn1ar a11cl aritl1metic, the l)llpils were ur> to a falr ave­
rage. Tl1e Teacher ap1)eared to be zealot1s in tl1e clischarge of her 
dt1ties. More exercise ir.1 talJles a11fl mental calculati()ns, as di­
rected, will acld to the efficiency of the School. The room was in 
good order and neatly kept. 

In(liart .Ar111 .• -Present twenty·fol1r. The School ha(l been only 
a rr1011th i11 op~ration at the time of 111~r visit i11 Jt1ly. The Scbool­
h<)tlse was not qt1itf' fi11ishetl, a11cl there was little accor11modatio11; 
Scl1001 books anfl re<1l1isites were reqt1ired. I11 view ot· these 
drawbacks and tl1e sbortr1ess ot· the ti1ue teacbi11g, I cot1ld not 
f()rt11 a t·air estitnate of what the Teacher's carlabilities were. \Vith 
i1upro~7ed a1>plia1.1ces, an<.1 m<Jre practice, I trt1st her care and ·at­
tention will sect1re reasonable prog·ress. 

. STATE OF SCHOOL PROPERTY. 

The Schools of tbis District are, ge11erallj s11eaking, in good 
state of repair. I wa~ pleasecl to lear11 of the co-or>eratiou on the 
part of the parents to render the rooms neat and clean. 
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DISTRICT Q]j-, BONA VIS1.,A, NORTH. 

In this District there were two Schools in operation the past 
year. 

C·otrezz·s Isla11d.-Wben I visitecl this School, J 11ly 12th, it bad 
been closed for some weeks, as the teacher was taking 'racation, 
and, according to agreerne11t, t11rni11g bis time to accot1nt at the 
fishery. He i11ter1ded re-ope11iug School in a few clays afterwards. 
In co111pa11y with the Teacher I visited the Scho<)l-bo11se, a new, 
s11bstantial a11d comn1odiot1s bt1il<li11g, and examinetl the School 
register, the copy-books, and si1ch 1natters as enabled n1e to form 
an opinion of the character of the Teacher a11d state of the School. 
The School appeared to be cond11cted in a caref11l, painstaki11g 
manner. lfrom the Chairman and others I received a very high 
character of tl1e Teacher) Mr. Lane. 

Bur1it Isla1"td.-Present thirteen. The cl1ildren present were 
yo11ng and very little ad\ranced. The Teacher, l\1iss Si111ivan, ap­
peared s11fficie11tly in(lt1strious, bt1t wanting in qualification for 
her positio11. She had bee11 teaching here or1ly one month. Under 
tJ1e circumstances, very little can be said regarlling this School. 
Subseqi1ent to my ,,isit the Chairma11 informed Ille that arrange-
ments had been 1nade for the erection, during the t·all, of a new 
School-h~11se more commod~o11s and in a more eligible site than 
the present one. 

DISTRICT OF FOGO • 

In this District there were three Scl1ools in operation the past 
year, viz~ :-Tilton Harbor, Joe Batt's 1\.rm and Fogo. 

Tilton Harbor.-Present forty-two. 111 the reg11lar School 
classes the pupils acqt1itted tbems~lves very well. The School is 
well s11pplied witl1 inaps ancl req11isites ; the method of teaching, 
order and classificatio11 were goo<l. P1~oper ventilation, and more 
exercise in mental arithmetic, will, I trust, as directed, re~eive 
more attention in future. 

Joe Batt's Arm.-Present twenty-eight. The present Teacher, 
Miss Bolger, had been in charge only a fe\v da~1s previous to my 
visit. School was held in a room of an old dwelling-house that 

• 
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hacl Ileen bl1ilt neau the hea(l, of the Arm, for the convenience of 
both sides wo11ld be removed to a more cen·tral position. As in 
n1ost elementary Schools, readi11g, spelling, catechism and pra~' errS 

were the chief lessons. I gave the Teacl1er some instructions 
relative to order and a proper method of class-teaching. 

Fogo.-I fo11nd this Scl1ool closed, and the Teacher taking his 
ordinary six weeks' st1mmer vacation. Accompanied by him I 
visited the School anll examined the state of the room, and what 
School materials I f'ot1n(l. lfrom the ago and incapacity of~ the 

' . -
Teacher I did not co11s.ider hin1 fit to be in charge of a BoaDd 
School, and told him I had no hesitation ir1 saying he C<>t1ld1 not 

· obtain, in dt1e time, the Certificate requived by law. I m~1de a like 
staterpe~t to , the Chairman, who, soon after.wards, macle arrange-

* 
ments for the appointmer1t of' a new Teacher.. .A Female Teacher 
fro_qi St. John's, who underwent an i.nformal examination _by me, 
is now in .charge. 

DISTRICT OF TWILLINGaTE. 

In this District there were three Schools in operation the past 
y.ear, viz. :-Fortt1pe Harbor, South Side; Fortune Harbor, North 
Side; and Tilt Cove. 

Fort·urie Harbor, Soutli 8icle.-Present three. This School­
house is bt1ilt some distance from the harbor, on the road to Indian 
Cove, in order to enable t}le children of. the latter place to attend. 
The 8chool-room ha_d a neglected look about it, and the Teacher, 
in discharging her duties, paid very little attention. to the require­
ments ot· the Edt1cation Act. Thol1gh the harbor is too wide to 
ba:v:e .the chilflren attend the School on the Nprth side, stiJl it will 
be for. tlle Board to consider the propri.e.tl~ and necessity Qf main­
taiqin.g , the South side School. if better results b~ not obtained. 
Un.riQg the fa 11 I le~rned that the Te~che1· had t resig~ed. 

Forrtiine Harbor, Nortli Bide.---Present nine. The Teacher, 
who seemed to be careful and attentive-in the want of School

app.ara·tus and reql1i~ites, labored uncler_ great disadv;antage • 
. Th<)t1gh the attendance \\'as small, so111e of the pt1pils "\\.,,ere fai~Jy 
.: adva.uCed~ T4e copl_·bpoks shown were neatly WJ:itten. With a 
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better ft1rnished School-room, I have no doubt the results would 
. be more satisfactory. 

1.~lt Oove.-Tbe time of arrival and stay made by the Coastal 
Steamer did not afford me an OJ)portt1nity of seei11g this School in 
operation. There were marke(l prese11t the pre,.,.iot1s day eleven 
p11pils. In company· with the 'reacher I visited the School-house, 
and examined the School register, copy-books and the state of the 
room. Jt1dging from what I saw, there did not appear to have 
been sufficient care taken by the Teacher in the condt1ct and ma-

• 
nagement ot· the Scl1ool. Since the change iQ the working of the 
'filt Cove ~line the attendance at the School has been gradually 
declining. 

STATE OF SCHOOL PROPERTY • . 

With the exception of Tilton Harbor, the Schools of these 
two Districts, F<lgo and T\villin~ate, reqt1ire a consi(lerable outlay 
to put thein in a state of efficier1cy. I find their pqrtions of the 
vote fo1~ building, &c. ($288.26 and $267.40, respectively)," have not 
been expPnded. The Boarcls WOtll(l act wisely, in my opinion, by 
having the amounts to the credit of these Districts applied, during 
the coming l7ear, to the purpose f'or which they were granted. 

CONVENT SCHOOLS. 

At present there are receiving aid from the Education Grant 
se,,.entee11 Convent Schools, viz. :--

Harbor Breton, St. I"awre11ce, Bt1rin, Great Placentia, St. 
Mar~·'s, R~ne\vs, Ferryland, 'Vitless Bay, St. John's, St. John's 
(Riverhead), St. John's (St. Bridget's, Hoylestown), 1,orbay, Harbor 
Main, Conception Harbor, Brigus, Harbor Grace and Carbonear. 

Seven of these Schools I examined fully ; to three I was only 
able to pay a visit of ins{,ection rather than examination, asking 
some general qt1estions; ·four hap1)ened to be closed for vacatio11 
at the t_iu1e <lf. my visit to the localities, and three were i1nvisited. 
In the Schools exami11ed the reading, writing, gI·ammar, geog·raphy 
and knowledge of Christian Doctri11e~ were goorl. I11 arit11metie 
.and mental calculations I found, generally, a deficiency. Needl& 
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work is taught in all Convent Schools, and specimens of drawing 
done by the p11pils, and dis1>laj .. ing great taste, were shown in the 
St. John's School~ 

EDUOATION RETURNS E,ROl\I CONVENT SCHOOLS. 

The f·orm of Annl1al Eclt1catic)n Ret11rn f11rnished by me to 
the Convet1ts was the same as that se11t to the Board Schools, and 
iS more difficult to be filled np properly than the Return hitherto 
~eq11ired fron1 the Oonve11ts. So111e have t·ailecl to sen{l a11y Rett1rn; 
a few said they were accustOme<l to furnish Returns only through 
the Bishop, aud most of those recei,red were incomplete. I have 
therefOre considerecl it as well not to insert a partial statement of 
Conveut S'cllools in this Report. 

Dt1ri11g the present 31ear I shall draw t1p a form of rett1rn more 
st1itable for Convent Schools than is the present ge11eral one 
for Board Schools, and by timely commt1nication on the st1bject, 
I ex1Ject to be iu a position to give satisfactor~., statistics in my 
next Report. 

ROMAN OATHOLIO AO.Lt\DEl\IY. 

Table 0 shows the income and expe11ditl1re, exclr1sive of 
expense of board and ]o(lgi11g, of tl1e Acaclemy (St. Boi1aven­
t11re's .College), with the attendance and the number of' pupils 
in the different classes. 

The ·School .ft1rniture of tl1e Institt1tion is of a superior ki11d; 
dl1al desks have bee11 in use f"or some years, and fot1nd very con­
venient ; and ir1 School maps, blackboard, globes, and books <tf 
refere11ce, no want is unst1pplied. The appearance of the School­
room. is neat, ligbtsome and comfort,able, and it is regularl~.,. .aired . .. 

each day d11ring- mi<lday recess. 

In the past year examinations were held at .Easter, Midst1m­
Dler a11d Christmas. BP-ing engajged in the visitation of Oi1tport 
Schools at the time of the midsummer exa1niaation, I was llnable 
to attend. 

At the Christmas examination the stuclents acq11itted them­
selves, on the whole, creditably i11 their· several classes. In some 
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s-i1bjects the a11swering was 11ot so good as might be expected .• 
Atte11tion to tl1e deficiencies, tl1en appare11t, will, I have no doubt,.' 
by next examination, sect1re in those partict1lars more satisfactory 
res11lts. The wrjtit1g in general 'Vas 11eat, and several specimens 

· of {lenmansbip, plain a11<l or11ame11tal, showed great taste and 
care. The examination inclt1ded the follo\ving subjects:-

in time, owing to the mail communication being so long inter­
rupted bl.,. ice lately in Placentia Bay. 

EDUCATION GRANTS FOR FRENCH SHORE 
AND LABR4~DOR. 

The Government r_)1aced tinder the control of the respective 
S11perintendents, and to be paid on the recei1)t by the111 of School 
retur11s, the Education Grant of $2000 voted last Session in aid of 
Schools 011 the French Shore. 

The amo11nt for Roman C!ltholic appropriation was $944.67; 
this sum incl11des $200 ~'i ven to Verv Rev. Thon1as Sears, P. A., 

\._ " 
in the previous year. The balance, $7 44.67, was lo<lg·ed by· me in 
the Union Ba11k, and an account, named ''French Shore Educa­
tion,'' opened for it. 

I have already placed three quarters' allocation, amo11nting 
to $386.91, to the credit of Very .Rev. Father Sears, the remaining 
quarter, $128.97, being still to the creclit of the_ abo\,.e-11amed ac­
cou11t. There also remains t111appropriated tl1e whole of the 
amou11t corni11g to His Lordship the Bishop ()f Harbor Grace, for 
bis part of the }j,rench Shore, viz : $228. 79. 

Though Boards of Education have not yet been appoi11ted on 
/ the }j..,rench Shore, I {Jrest1me the Legislature will continue an E<lu­

catio11 Grant in aid of the Schools there. 

The returns of six Schools on t11e \Vest Coast have been fur­
nished me through the Very Rev. Thomas Sears, and are given in 
Table B. Regarding my visiti11g those Schools the present ~ .. ear; 
I shall be guided by the instructions of your Excellency's Govern­
ment with i·eference to the· matter. 

f 
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Of the present mode of paying the Teachers on the coast of 
L3.brador I have beard some complaints, and I shall briug it under 
tl1e i1otice of the Gover11me11t before the next season opens, to see 
jf an arrangeu1ent more satisfactory to the Teachers en1ployed 
there, and more regular in its operation, can be effected. Not hav­
ing received any Returns or comn1nnications fron1 the two Ro1nan 
CaJtholic Schools on the coast, Pin ware and Battle Harbor, I am 
unable to give· any information regarding them. 

PRINTING SOHOOL REPORTS. 
---

It is eviclent that the valt1e of · A11nt1al Reports, so far as they 
tend to promote the cause of Education, depends, to a great extent, . 
on the time at which they are placed in the hands of Chairmen, 
l\1en1 bers of Boards, Teachers and others. 'fhe earlier therefore 
the Prir1tecl Reports cot1l<l be f't1r11ished the greater tl1e benefit that 
wo11ld res11lt from tbe1n. The Report for last year was nc>t pri11ted 
till tlJe end of July. I would respectfully urge on the Go,rernment 
the necessity ot· bavi11g this ~rear's Report printed at as earl~? a date 
as possible, in order. t11at I n1ay be able to f11rnish Oh~irmen of 
E<l11catio11 Boards and Teachers with copies before my next School 
visitation begins. · 

In the foregoing Report of the state and condition_ of the 
Schools visited and examiued ~y me tlnring the past year; in my 
references to Education a11d Financial Rett1rns; and in my general 
rem·arks, I ba'\ye en(leavored to place before Your Excellency a clear 
and succinct accot1nt of the Schools under my st1perinten(lence, and 
my views regarding their individual and general improve1nent. 

Apart from the inspection of Schools, the examination of 
Teachers "'ill necessarily occt1py a large share of my time during 
the present ~.,ear.
