Frederic Carter opened the last Session of the Le­
gislat11re. 

Tl1e Sealing enterprise of last ye,ar was a very 
unp1 .. oductive one., n(>twithsta ding a few instances 
of success. Our Cc)d-fishery was deficient, both on 
Shore and at the Labrad01... A fair measure of good 
fortune at the Banks was the only co1npensating 
element i11 the ge11eral result, and it is. encouraging 
to hear of the prospe'Ct of an exte11sio11 of the Bank 
fishery in the approaching season. 

Agricultural pursuits were un1"em11nerative, 
vegetation of all descriptions ha'\1 ing suffered from 
an exceptionably wet a11d cold summe1·. 

Mining ope1"ations throughout the year were 
unusually limited, owing to the depression in the 
prices of ore, a11d at its close there was almost. a. 
total cessation of work at the mines.

The negotiations referred to in the opening 
Speecl1 of last Session, between Her Majesty's Go­

MAY IT PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY;-

I have the honour to submit my report of the Public Schools under 
Methodist and Congregational Boards of Education, also of the Metho- · 
dist and General Protestant Academies and of the Carbonear Methodist 
Grammar School, for year ended December 31st, 1884. 

General summaries, prepared with great care and that may be de­
pended upon for accuracy, are embodied herein, which will present in 
concise form the actual operations and apparent results for the year, 
tabulated by me from returns made as required by law. Financial 
summaries herein contained will give a convenient exhibit of income 
and expenditure of the above Boards, as certified by Chairmen. 

Fuller details respecting each district and each school may be 
gathered from the accompanying schedules, which comprise all statistics 
. of attendance and of subjects taught in both elementary and high 
schools. Under leading topics I venture again to offer such remarks as 
in my judgment will help to inform the public mind regarding the true 
state of Education in this colony1 so far as. it con1es under my direction 
or review, and with these such others, as will emphasize, in our educa-
tional system, anything that merits commendation and continuance, or 
·on the other hand calls for amendment or rescission. Moreover, in 
accordance with my past usage, I beg to direct attention to my notes of 
visitation and inspection, which in this instance are somewhat prolonged, 
in order to embrace some special and additional labour i11 this depart .. 
~ent in St, Barbe District, undertaken by express arrangement of your 

.. 
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Honourable Government. From those various sources of information, 
if I mistake not, it will be apparent, that the educational operations, 
which I have to report, have been more widespread, systematic, and 
effective than many suppose, an·d that when difficulties to be overcome 
have been fully taken into account, the results obtained may be accep­
ted as quite satisfactory. In my last annual report, I said ''enlarged 
educational grants can alone provide for overtaking fully the necessities 
of the colony, which have arisen from an increasing population and

from a growing appreciation of the advantages of education and a 
desire to have a public school in every settlement." This sentiment I 
wish to reiterate and enforce. Nevertheless I am gratified to say, that, 
despite of casual fluctuations, arising from the prevalence of diphtheria, 
hooping cough, &c., in some populous communities, which have affected 
attendance, or from the retirement of teachers and the difficulty of pro­
viding a competent and immediate supply for vacancies, (~specially in 
localities distant and in winter inaccessible), the total number of pupils

-registered, average attendance, ·and average number in the higher 
branches of instruction, conclusively prove, that th~ gains of former 
years have been fully maintained and· that the work of improvement is 
gradually going forward.

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Part I. 

GENERAL REPORT. 

PUBLIC SCHOOLS UNDER METHODIST BOARDS.-SCHOOL PROPERTY. 

The total expenditure for the year on property was $3,688. I 3, viz: 
$2, 540.2 5 for building purposes and $ 1, 147.88 for repairs and rents. 
Particulars are given in Financial Statement, Table B. I remark th~t 
the above amount expended for property was more than one quarter of 
the whole grant to Methodists for general educational purposes; and 
_may show any impatient for greater immediate results how far the 
direct work of instruction has been impeded by preparations for teach­
ing hereafter. Nevertheless when school accommodation is absolutely 
required, 11ot to finish buildings \\1here began or not to proceed wisely 
and economically to build, and still more where repairs are needed to 
allow school property to go to waste, would bespeak a policy which few 
persons would care to endorse. In reference to the cases of which I 
now speak, acquaintance with the facts enables me to say that repairs 
and improvement_s effected during the year, as well as new buildings 
erected, were required in every instance. I may also observe that the 
repairs and rents last year as above, corresponded very nearly with the 
average amount paid for the same during the pc:.st four years. I infer, 
therefore, that a similar sum may be expected as a regular charge an­
nually; and have to submit for the consideration of the Legislature, 
when making increased appropriations for education, to meet the neces­
sities of our increased population, whether it would not be well to pro­
vide specifically for what seems to be these indispensable charges of 
repairs and rents by way of yearly grants and for extension of school 
accommodation where still needed by a grant for that purpose, subject 
to such conditions as before and involving reasonable co-operation of 
the people, in the form of direct contribution of labour, materials, or 
cash. 

• 
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The following particulars may be noted :-

St. :John's.-A very handsome, commodious, and comfortable 
schoolhouse has been erected in Carew street, having separate entrances 
for boys and girls with anterooms to match-. Besides the principal 
spacious and elegant room, a full view of which the teacher readily 
commands from the platform, it has a good sized class room, which can 
be used for infant class or otherwise, and may be from its position under 
the eye of the principal at any moment. These rooms have been sup­
plied with approved dual desks, blackboards, maps, school-cards, ball 
frame, &c. ; so that in equipments it has no superior under Methodist 
Boards. It provides for a want long felt in the east end of the city 
and already a large school is conducted by a well qualified mistress, 
whom I hope to see ultimately provided with an assistant, when the 
attenda11ce shall require it. As the Methodist population in the city 
has increased rapidly, it was thought desirable when building in the 
east end to anticipate the wants of the next few years. Hence the 
building is 55 ~ 45 and the cost was $z,630.oo. Much credit is due 
the Chairman and Board for this schoolhouse. 

St. :John's, West End.-As the schoolhouse in Buchanan Street, 
though large, could not accommodate the children of the de11omination, 
and the master was obliged to decline taking quite a number of pupils, 
Rev. GEORGE BOYD appealed to a few public spirited Methodists to 
contribute for the purpose of purchasing and fitting up a schoolhouse 
in Foote's Lane, which was then in the market, in view of placing it at 
the service of the Education Board, at a nominal rent, on condition a 
mistress be immediately engaged. This laudable enterprise merited 
and received my commendation and encouragement; and I have the 
pleasure of reporting elsewhere my inspection of a large and well 
'managed school in the above building. 

Topsail.-A very neat and snug schoolhouse was opened here last 
season, erected by contributions of St.John's Methodists and very gene­
rous gifts of the people themselves in materials and free labour, &c. 
Thus, in their inability to undertake building operations here, the Edu­
cation -Board had this schoolhouse placed at its disposal also ; and to 
aid in securing the services of a competent teacher to occupy it at once, 
a guarantee of the major part of his salary was offered, which the Board 
readily accepted, 

• • 
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In· Notre Dame Bay N. district considerable interest has been take11 
j 11 buildi11g or ,completing school11ouses. At Little Bay a school-chapel 
has been erected by the contributions of the people, encouraged by a 
-o·rant from the C·ompany of a site and some lumber. At Three Arms_ 
-b . • 
with a grant from the Board towards cost of materials, the people have 
.compl.eted a very neat and comfortable building. At Wild Bight, with 
a. similar grant, a building 30 x 20 feet has been nearly completed., and 
.at North vVest Arn1, South Side, the i11habitants have done lik·e\vise. 

In other districts schoolhot1ses have b·een built or ,are in course of 
erection at_Western Bay, North Side; Rocky Bay, Bluff Head, &c. FuJ:­

niture has l?een i1nproved at T\villingate Sot1tl1, Catalina,,. a11d vario.u.s 
.-otl1er places.

TABLE A. 

One hundred and one schools \Vere in operation during some part 
()r the \vhole of the past statistical year, namely,, nine for three 1nonths, 
six for four months., t\venty-two for six months, elev.en for ni11e n:ao11 tl1s. 
.and fifty-two for twelve months. Six of these are classed first grade, 
forty-seve11, second grade; thirty, third grade, and eighteen not graded. 

TEACHERS. 

Ninety-three teachers vvere employed for same period, ending 30th. 
June, I ss+ Of these, fort)7-five were. masters at1d forty-eigl1t mistresses. 
Of the former, 011e was classed first grade, six second, twenty-t\VO third;f 
and sixteen remain not graded ; of the latter, one was classed ·first gra_de. 
eleven, second, twenty-four third, .and t'velve remain not graded. A 
few of those teachers without grades await examination, for which t11ey 
have applied ; the n1ost of them are persons engaged by Boards to teach. 
"."inter schools in small con1mun1ties, \vhere their funds have ad111itted 
,of their doing this an.d nothi11g more. I si11cerely hope, without 'vish,.. 
i11g to depreciate tl1e services of the humblest of t11ose teachers \\·i t l1ot1t 

certificates, some of whom I kno\v to be comparatively efficie11t, that 
2 

' 
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increased legislative grants, in proportion to present population, will in 
many districts enable Boards to dispense with all teachers who fail to 
obtain proper recognition of being possessed of such qiJalifications as 
entitle them to hold at least · certificate of third class. In accordance 
'\vith Education Act, I 879, sixty certificated teachers received Bonus 
$46 I, according to their respective certificates, namely, t\venty-six male 
teachers, one hu11dred and ninety-seven dollars, and thirty-four female 
teachers, two hundred and sixty-four dollars. This payme11t of six, 
twelve, or twenty dollars, annually, by the Government upon the certi­
ficate of the Superintendent, to encourage teachers to obtain needful 
qualifications for the duties of their office and afterwards to discharge 
annually those duties faithfully and well has been tested for five years ; 
a11d although the system involves an enormous amount of labour for 
the superintende11ts, and occasionally a little disappointment to teach­
ers that may not have cornplied \Vith the terms of the Act, my decided 
conviction abides, that this appropriation of $2,000 per year, for the 
\vhole colony, has had a most wholesome effect upon teachers under 
Methodist Boards in stimulating tl1em to study for advancement, also 
to teach and fulfil other duties pertaining to register and returns, so as 
to obtain the honours and rewards resulting from such conduct. Un­
drawn balance to the credit of the above account is now $3 I 3.40. 

PUPIL TEACHERS. 

---
TABLE E. 

The sum of $930.56 is paid annually for train_ing pt1pil teachers to 
teach in public schools under Methodist Boards. As regular or fully 
accepted pupil teachers, if males, receive twe11ty-nine dollars per quar­
ter, and if females, twenty dollars, it will appear that the above amount 
lacks about fifty dollars per year to provide for training five young men 
and five young women, or if two years be taken as the averag~ period 
for preparing candidates for first or second grades, it \vill follow that 
five competent persons only can be fairly depended upon to be added 
to the list of teachers annually, even provided that all be spared and all 
do fairly well. So small a number of recruits is not sufficient to main~ 
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tain an effective corps of trained teachers for one hundred schools or 
more, and I must therefore again urge the Legislature to make more 
adequate provision for this branch of public education service. During 
the past year the appropriation has been most frugally administered. 
In several i11stances a preliminary course of instruction has been arran-

• 
ged at special rates, so as to economize funds, and by taking special 
pains to look up candidates in the course of my visitation and ii1spec­
tion, I have succeeded in obtaining for accepta11ce pupil teachers better 
prepared to enter than formerly, the consequence of which has been, 
that some have been able to take certificates in a less period tl1an the 

above average. 

Twenty-two pupil teachers, regularly indentured, attended the 
Methodist Academy and Model School for 011e or more terms of year 
ended June 30th, I 884, te11 males and twelve females ; but Table E. 
will show that twenty-four attended duri11g calendar year, namely, ten 
males and fourteen fe111ales ; that t\vo others, one young man and one 
young woman, were admitted to all classes without usual allowances to 
pupil teachers, and that foL1r girls more were admitted by special agree .. 
ment whereby school fees for a period should be paid on their account 
only. Eleven obtained certificates, namely, eight young men and three 
young won1en. Of the former, one took first grade, five second grade, 
and t\vo third grade; and of the latter, one took second grade a11d two 
third grade. Ten of these imn1ediately took charge of schools and 
have since been reported as promising to succeed. 

SALARIES OF . TEACHERS. 

The amount returned as paid for teachers salaries for year ended 
June 30th is $14,848.58. As in some instances, fees \Vere not reported 
wl1ich were paid directly to teachers, I cannot state exact su1n paid. 
In discussing this topic last year I remarked that "ii1 connection with 
this subject, doubtless must be found the chief hindrance in thtt 
way of a permanent supply of me11 and won1en capable and re­
liable for the business of it1structing the youth of this colony. The 
teachers \Vanted everyvvhere n1ust be of pure character, with special 
fitness to interest, govern and instruct their pupils, neat in person, polite, 
courteous, and indeed exemplary in all their habits, and so earnestly 
devoted t ,o their work as to be punctual, painstaking and untiring in 
tl1e discharge of n1anifolcl and onerous duties." To secure a staff of 
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teachers with sti.ch characteristics mt1st be the desire of every enlightened 
statesma11 and of every man inteliige11tly con.cerned for the· \velfare of 
this c-olony ; but i11 t11is as in other tl1ings, it is folly to forget the proper 
relations bet\veen payments and rest1lts. Hence,. \\rith due emphasis, I 
repeat, "u11less salaries can be increased' from public or private so11rces,. 
()f both, as I am hopeful may yet be the case, I can only expect still to 
lose many teachers of experie11ce that m.ight be retai11ed, and to have 
:tn occasional clamour,. raised by u11reasonable men o,n ac·count of a 
scarcity of first or seco11d grade teachers, when the only cause for thrs. 
is tl1e lack of means to retairt as \vell as obtai·n- the services of those 
whom I could confidently recommend." 

Free public schools, \vhen efficient, are doubtless a cnief glory of 
a11y land, and a boon that can scarcely be overestin1ated ; nevertheless,, 
I sometimes fe.ar, that inen while extollir,g their ac!varrtag·es fail to keep 
i11 vievv that efficient schoo-!s must be· conducted hy effective teachers~ 
and that these. can11ot be had in a11y country t111less paid reason·able 
salaries fro1n some sot1rce. This I submit, \Vith a fe\V exc·eptions, can--
110.t be claimed tinder tl1e preset1t system; and \vith our sparse· popula­
tio11, I confess I do not see it possible under a11y other, that does not 
pre-suppose lare-er. appropriatio11s from the public reve:nue. I an1 pleased 
to o-bserve, 11e\rertheless,. that tl1e tendency is slightly upwards as will be 
noticed from the follo,wirtg staten1en.t, viz., eight teachers received $300 
or up\vards, twenty-six $zoo or up\vards,. and twenty-eight $ 160 or 
up,wards per ann.um. -Ho\V great tl1e co1l'trast in Ontario, whe·re· the 
average salary (r883) in cities \Vas for men $742, and for \Vornen $33 l; 
in to·\vns for men $ 5 76,. and for vvotnen $2 7 3 ; in rural districts farmen.

NurvrBEI<:, AGES AND ATTENDANCE OF PUPILS. 

The average num11er of scl1olars 011 the register per quarter \Vas 

4,.495, or I z I n1.ore tha11 tl1e previous year. O·f these 2,470 \Vere boys. 
and 2,02s girls,-I, 12 I \Vere u11der sever1 )rears o.f age, 2,428, between 
seven and t\velve, at1d 946 over twelve. Tl1e whole number under ii1-

struction d11ring the year for any period \Vas 5,820, or 78 111.ore tl1an 
previous year,, ai1d adding 44 for t11e Carbo11ear l\'.Iethodist Gramtnar 
School and 172 for the Metl1odist Academy, tl1e aggregate number of 
scholars ii1 schools of the deno1ninatio11 \\'as 6,036, or seventy 1nore tl1a11 
previol1s year. Tl1us tl1e resl1lt of a11otl1er years. co1n.pilation. o,f stat1s-
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tics, carefully made, proves most co11clusiveiy that educatio11al progress,. 
however slo\V is gradual and steady. Perl1a:ps rt \Vill aid in forming a 
better idea of the improveme11t going forward in schooTs by dirc<cting 
attention to the follo\ving extract from my report for I 8'76 :-

''The average nun1ber per quarter registered was 2,962. Of tI1·ese 
803 "'-'ere under seven years of age, 1,458 bet\veen seven and t\velve,, 
and 701 over twelve. There were 1,61 I bO)'S and 1,351 girls. r ·he 
\vhole number reported to have been under i11struction d'uri11g any part 
of the 1rear \Vas 3,501, or adding 160 for pup.ils registered at the l\1etl10-
dist Academy, 3,661."' 

Comme11t is needless, as the increase of attendance· in that period 
is so marked. This must, I think, encourage tl1e Legislature to make 
more liberal appropriations to extend the be11efits of pttblic edttcation., 

In conclt1ding 1ny re1narks on this poi11t, I have only to add that 
the aggregate average atter1dances of all scl1ools, while in session,. we1-e 
larger than the year before, but as the times school was opened, owing 
to circumstances, were less,. total attendances were s.omevvhat less also .. 
This result \vill be always somewl1at variable, owing to· prevale·nc·e of 

epidemics in populous districts some seasons, severity of \veatl1.er, local 
circumstances, &c., \vl1ich teachers are required to 11ote on registers .. 
1\'.Iany decry the public schools of Newfou11dland \vithout investigation 
of facts; but if it be remembered that the aggregate average attend­
ances per session of public scl1ools under Methodist Boards, i11ciuding,. 
as before, Methodist Academy ai1d Carbo near 1.VIethodist Acadelny,. 
were 3., 18s, o:r 67.75 per cent of average number on register, and 52.76 
of the whole number under instruction, this. sho\ving must be regarded 
as particularly good as may be gathered from the Canada School J our­
nal, in relation to the rep.ort of the Minister o.f Education for Ontario 
for 1883 just then published. ''The average attendance· was 45 per 
cent of those 011 the roll, which is compared with otl1er countries a very 
respectable result." March, I 88+ 

The fact is worth pondering; and cannot be successfully contra­
dicted. that accordi11g to said testimony, tl1e average attendan·ce of 
scholars in the free schools of 011tario for 188-3 \Vas not equa:l to. the 
average attendance a·f children in Newfoundland in 1884. From such 
an inference, advocates of free schools may learn the need of com·pulsory 
attendancet as a complement of tl1at theory. 
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One note more from the same Journal deserves attention,-" The 
average cost per pupil for the year was $6.42, probably many times less 
than the cost of prosecuting each criminal convicted duri11g the same 
period." I respectfully submit to the Legislature that the average cost 
of each pupil in public schools under Methodist Boards and in the 
Methodist Academy and Carbonear Methodist Grammar School, was 
to the country less than $3-55 for the past year, including all grants 
from the public revenue for their support, supervision, &c., and on this 
ground plead for a more liberal appropriation. 

AVERAGE NUMBER OF PUPILS IN THE DIFFERENT BRANCHES OF 
INSTRUCTION. 

Readi1ig.-There were 4,495 scholars on an average learning to 
read, or I 33 more than previous year. Having ii1 my last report spoken 
at le11gth of the objects aimed at in our public schools regarding this 
subject, viz., to teach scholars to read intelligently and with due respect 
to enunciation as well as pronunciation, and to inflection and emphasis 
as truly as to the correct rendering of the text. . I will only say that 
both teachers and scholars have given me pretty ge11eral satisfaction in 
these important matters. 

Writing, Spelling and Co1nposition.-In these essential subjects, 
especially the first two, my inspection has led me to speak in terms of 
commendation. Number in these branches was 2,664 learning to write 
on slates, and 2, I I I on copy-books, 4,49.5 in oral spelling, and 738 in 
written composition, or in each more than the preceding year. 

Arithmetic, Geography, Gram1nar a1id English History.-In all 
these s11bjects there was a greater number taught and greater proficiency 
reached, than in any previous year. The number in arithmetic was 
2,595-increase, 86 ; in geography, 1,020-increase, 22 ; in grammar, 
1, 118-increase, 23. A corresponding advance showed itself in the 
greater number in the higher standards, and was confirmed by inspec­
tion of principal schools. Twelve received instruction in Book-keeping, 
seven in Mensuration, seven in Geometry, four in Navigation, five in 
Algebra, and two hundred and eighty-three in other subjects not speci­
fied, such as sewing, drawing, crotchet, music,-but for the higher sub: 
jects, I must again refer to the Methodist Academy and Carbonear 
Gramma,r School, 
• 
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One general remark will apply here. Greater proficiency in sub­
jects, not less thar1 increase of numbers, marks the gradual progress 
taking place in the public schools, and this is largely attributable to 
better qualified teachers. My ambition is that they may advance upo11 
this same line.

'I'HE PUBLIC SCHOOLS OF NE\VFOUNDLAND UNDER THE 
CON·Gl{EGATIONAL BOARD, FOI-l YEAR ENDED JUNE 
30TH, 1884. 

Table C. contains Financial Statement. Total income amounted 
to $654.58, and included Legislative Grant, $z31.18. Fees, $r 13.32 . 

. Volu11tary Contributions, $ 188; previous balance, $ r22.08. Total Ex .. 
penditure was $ 521.35, and included Salaries, $460. Incidentals, 
$61.35, and balance on ha11d $133.23. 

Statistics of three schools returned by Secretary \vill he found in 
same table, shovving an average number registered of 87, and whole 
number of those under tuition 10·9. Two other scl1ools have been main· 
tained by voluntary contributions, which are not subject to inspection. 

Training ScJ.i·Gol, St. Joh1i's..-This school has a chief preceptress 
and an assistant mistress. At my inspection in December last there 
were fo"ur pupil teachers, who are taught daily from three o'clock to five 
o'clock in their own studies, and are occupied the rest of the day with 
tl1e business or practice of teaching. As my official visit devolved upon 
me the special duty of ascertaining the efficiency of this school for 
training teachers, I am pleased to say, that after a careful examination 
of the organization and management in its several departments, as 
\vell as of the principal classes, in their ordi11ary school work:, I have 
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no doubt, that apart from the direct educational advantages of this 
Training School to the ro9 pupils registered, of 'vhom 69 \Vere present, 
it ha~ many facilities for communicating to its apprenticed pupil teach· 
ers a knowledge of the art of conducting successfully a public school. 

As school in Foote's Lane, St. John's, closed at the end of first 
quarter of the year, and schools at Random and Bay-de-Nord did not 
lie within my range of inspection last season, I have nothing further to 
report, except perhaps this, that if the two latter are doing as well as 
one of the above st1pplemented schools, in which I spent half a day 
examining it, unofficially, they are rendering good service to the country •

THE METHODI~T AND GEN~RAL PROTESTANT ACADE·

METHODIST ACADEMY. 

Income and Expenditure are detailed in Table D. The former in­
cluded Legislative Grant $r586.80; Fees $2599.30; Receipts from other 
sources $ 108.75 ; previous balance $106.36, or total $440I.2I. Con­
siderably more than one half of the income therefore has been derived 
from the payments of pupils, which cannot be said of any similar insti· 
tution in the colony. 

The Expenditure was $4354.22, and included salaries of principal 
~nd five other teachers, $J830. Incidentals, $s15.32, and $8.go fo~ 
repairs and rents. 

All particulars respecting attendance of pupils, pupil ·teachers, 
number of pupils in- different branche$ of instruction, &c., may be 
learned from Table D. 

I have to remark that the annual average number registered was 
152 in the Primary School, and 172 in the Academy proper; total, 324, 
or an increase of thirty-one over previous year. This is a gratifying in­
dication of continued and growing interest in education, and in the soJu .. 

. tion of the earnest and general desire expressed to provide fuller ahd 
better accommodation for the young of bot~ sexes attending the ~ca ..

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demy, deserves to receive its due consideration. The staff of instruc­
to·rs has undergone no change during the past year; and the extensive 
range of subjects prosecuted under their direction has comprised all the 
essentials and many of the accomplishments of liberal scholarship. In 
the Primary and Model Schuol, children under the direction of Miss 
Leake and Miss Bulley have had special advantages to lay well the 
foundation for future knowledge; and here, too; the pupil teachers have 
had, in connection with the study of theory, ample opportunities for 
acquiring the practice of teachi~g. In the Academy proper, due re­
gard has been paid to the ordinary branches of a good English edt1ca­
tion, as may be seen from the number of scholars not only in the three 
''R's,'' but also regularly prosecuting the stud}'' of grammar, compo­
sition, history, and geography, in which first classes did on examination 
specially well. Here twenty-two learned principles of book-keepi11g 
a11d forty·eight drawi11g, whose productions when put on exhibition, at 
' 

the end of the year, evoked high enconiums from many. Here also 
a goodly number learned languages, mathematics and science; of \vhom 
twenty studied Latin, two Greek, twenty French, four Spanish, one 
Italian, and two German; twenty-five mensuration, sixteen geometry, 
twenty-five algebra, three navigation, tvvo trigonometry; and three me­
chanics, twenty-eight natural science and twenty chemi5try. \i\7ithot1t 
speaki11g at length respecting these, I will say in general terms, that 
the midsummer examination gave good satisfactio11 to other examiners 
than myself, and that in the presence of a large audience, I had the 
pleasure and honour in another capacity, of conveying personally to 
the successful competitors in the above subjects numerous, handsome, 
and valuable prizes, provided by the generosity of late WM. PITTS, Esq., 
11.nd other generous benefactors. In every aspect the operations of the 
Methodist Academy, during the· pa.st year, were highly successful; and 
it is gratifying to know and to be able to report that its numerous 
friends have resolved that before long it shall be provided with a suite 
o'f buildings and general equipments more worthy of this institution, 
and which will admit of further expansion of educational work and the 
employment of a chief preceptress to superintend and aid in the more 
thorough education of girls and the accomplishment of young ladies, 
that otherwise might be induced to leave the colony for training in 
female Colleges elsewhere • . 

Such a progressive movement will, I trust, encourage the Legis­
lature to increase Academic grants in proportion to increased population 
as ascertained by late census. 
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THE GENERAL PROTESTANT ACADEMY AND PRESBY-
TERIAN COMMERCIAL SCHOOL, ST. JOHN'S. , 

Income and Expenditure are detailed in Table D. Fees were 
$g77 .Bo, whereas two )rears ago, whe11 I .last reported concerning this 
Academy, they were $721.80; increase, $256, a token of increased 
popularity. , 

At my visit in December last I found I22 registered and IIO pre­
sent. Sevent)'-four were organized into three cla·sses, under the prin­
cipal, assisted by a young lady, and worked in the large schoolroom ; 
forty-eight belonged to the infant and primary department, and were 
under the management of another young lady. No visitor could fail to 
be impressed with the unsuitability of tl1e rooms, especially if remain­
ing long enough to examine classes in their full routine ; but on the 
other hand, if co11cerned for the progress of education and aware of 
facts, he could not but rejoice that in a few months more this unfavo­
rable conditio11 of things will cease, and this school will be provided . . 

with suitable accomn1odation for its attendance and its work proceed ir.i 
its new suite of schoolrooms, without violence to the health, comfort . 
or success of teachers or scholars. 

Half a day in the primary school led me to the conclusion that the 
children were sharp and intelligent ; and that in the elementary work 
of this department, despite of every drawback, they were making satis­
factory progress. 

First forenoon in the large room I examined ordinary branches in 
English, and in the afternoon devoted more than an hour to first and 
second classes in geometry. I also drilled classes in Latin grammar 
on nouns and adjectives, and examined in translation from Principia. 
Results in the classes were variable. The principal is capable and 
faithful, but owing to a variety of circumstances, while I \Vas much 
pleased with some, I was not i1npressed so favourably with the progress 
of others. Writing in copy-books in all classes was neat and showed 
great care, and in several instances the penmanship was excellent. 

CARBONEAR METHODIST GRAMMAR SCHOOL. 

The financial statement and statistics of attendance, pupils in the 
tseveral branches, &c., are entered in Table D. 
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By special arrangement the teacher of the public school here con· 
ducts the primary department in vie\V of effecting a proper gradation 
between the lower and higher school, and ei:icouraging scholars to go 

J 

forward in their studies. 

At my visit (May 20th), ninety-nine were present in the primary 
school, out of one hundred and ten registered. .In the third and fourth 
standards teacher handled his classes with tact, and scholars were pro­
gressing satisfactorily. Fifteen in R. 3 read and spelled in general very 
well or well, and in elementary arithmetic, (including tables), &c., an .. 
swered pretty fairly. In R. 4, twenty-four read very well or well, and 
spelled on slates fifteen of the most difficult words I could select pro. 
miscuously from their text bool{, making on an average of between two 
and three mistakes for fifteen hard worc1s, which for so large a class I 
think was pretty good. All other elementary schoolwork was progress­
ing favourably. 111 winter a few had learned navigation, &c., by -ar­
·rangement, in this department. 

In the Grammar School proper, I found forty .. two registered and 
thirty-eight present. I \Vas much pleased \vitl1 the examination of 
classes generally. The principal ha4 proved his efficiency, and the 
scholars had made excellent progress. First class in R. 6 read and re­
cited very \ivell, spelled and parsed promiscuously from their Readers 
very well. In R. 5 all read well, but some who had not been long in 
it did not do proportionately as well in written spelling. In mental 
arithmetic pupils generally displayed good ability. First class gene­
rally gave correct answers to five questions in fractions. Exercises in 
writing had been conducted by the master with great care, and by the 
scholars with neatness and marl{ed improve1nent. Seven out of eight 
studying Latin were exami11ed by me in the Pri11cipia, and translated 
from English into Latin, as well as from Latin into English. The 
good acquaintance of some with the principles of their grammar, and 
the attainments of all, so far as they had gone in Latin, and in other 
sul?jects examined, \Vere highly satisfactory.

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Part III. 

VISITATION AND INSPECTION. 

In prosecuting the \vork of the Superintendent of Methodist 
Schools, I visited twenty-one of the twenty-ni11e educatio11al districts. 
In accordance also \Vith the wish of your Excellency in Council, ex­
pressed after a joint representation from the Superintendents of Edu­
cation, regarding the desirability ai1d indeed necessity of tl1eir making 
an official visit to the electoral districts of St. Barbe and St. George, I 
arranged during the past summer to visit as many of the principal set­
tlements as practicable, and from personal observation learn their edu­
cational needs, and from contact with the residents find mea11s, privately 
ai1d publicly, to advise, encourage or stimulate them, as might seem best, 
in order to effect the progress, so greatly needed, in localities for \\rhich, 
in the past fe\V years only the Legislature has made educational grants, 
and which from force of circumstances affecting those portions of the 
colony, have had to be treated, exceptionally, in the administration of 
our educatio11al system. With what results my extensive journeyings 
have been acco1npanied \vill be in part learned from the follo\\ring re­
marks, made in direct reference to this part of my pt1blic work. It will 
be ho,vever readily understood that the advantages to the public schools 
of the colony, arising from periodical visitation of the Superintendents, 
cannot be set forth in the ordinary routine of school inspection or the 
visible outcome of increased schools and improved property. If there 
be one feature of hope more than another, relative to the education of 
the youth of Newfoundland, it is perhaps this, that every\vhere the 
people are calli11g out for permanent schools, in even the smallest coves 
and settlements, and for trained and superior teachers, in all the prin­
cipal harbours and tow11s. The obvious growth of public sentiment, 
hereby manifest, though in the main favourable for future progress, is 
sometimes connected with unreasonable demands upon the Boards of 
Education to do more than their Funds will admit, unless very mate .. 
rially helped by voluntary contributions in cash or labour. Hence,

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q11estions often arise in respect to bou11darie3 of districts, location of 
schools, n1embership -pf boards, appointment or qualifications of teach-,,. 
ers, &c., which botl1 merit and ol;>tain much consideration from the 
Superinte11dent in the cour~e of his visitation, but which, from the 
nature of thi11gs, it is frequently best to pass over · n silence. Pursuing, 
for convenie11t reference, the same order of districts as in previous re­
ports, the follovvi11g 011tline notes einbody the substance of the year's 
visitation and inspection :-

ST. JOHN'S DISTRICT. 

B11cha1ta1z Stt"eet, St. :John's.-This . school has had several visits. 
The last \Vas on December 10th, when ninety-five of ni11ety-seven re­
gistered, were present. To relieve the pressure of work devolving upon 
the master, and render his teaching nlore effective, this school had been 
regularly s11pplied, for son1e ti111e previously, 'vith the daily services of 
a pupil teacher from the Model School, who in l1is or her case had had 
the advantage of occasio11al practice in a public school and of seeing 
the full details ·of orga11i.zation and management, as these are likely to 
be required in tl1eir f11ture career. In arrangement of platform, stove 
and desks, I found things co11siderably improved ; but new furniture in 
part in the infant department made more obvio11s the need of super­
sedi.1g all of the old, as soon as funds will admit. Children in fir~t and 
second standards were carefully examined in printing on slates, reading, 
spelling, addition, subtractio11 and n1ultiplication on Ball Frame, and 
acquitted tl1e1nselves well. In all the higher standards, writing was 
neat and sho\ved good progress, reading and spelling were good, mental 
and other arithmetic, parsing, &c., qt1ite satisfactory. At midsummer 
a full exan1ination of classes at1d subjects pleased me much. Scholars 
ge11erall}· <lid well. Those in first class History, received special com­
mendation, as also some who cornpeted in recita.tio11s for prizes, offered 
by friends. At each visit I found the discipline adn1irable, 

Carew -str&dt, ( s·1. _Yohn's, E.)-The µecessity of a Methodist s~hool 
to provide for the , youth of the denomination, in the eastern part of the 
city, has at length been supplied by the completion arid· furnishing of '8 

· ctmimo<lious and comfortab1e schoolhouse (described elsewl1ere), and 
the engage1i1ent of a very corr1petent and experie11ced teacher. Up­
\vards of sixty scl1olars c-ire in attendance, whom I fo1111d i11 a recent 
examinati::>n to be making excellent progress. Improvement in like 
ratio will soon make this school a credit to t11e city. 
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Foot's Lane, (St. John's JV.)-As the educational \Vants of l\fetho­
dists in the \Vest e11d had overgrown the provisions of the spacious 
scl1oolhouse in Buchanan Street, j·ncreased accommodation \Vas greatly 
neede-d. Hence as the St. John's Education B~ard had no means· to 
e1'tertd building· operafions, a schoolhouse, \Vhich was· available i·n a 
suitable centre, as noticed elsewhere, was purch-ased and fitted up and' 
p1ace·d· at the service of the Board at a nomi:iar re 1t, and· a "vell qu·a'li~ · . 
fied mistress, who had taught under t \ VO otl1er Bo.irds \Vith much suc­
cess, was promptly engaged to teacl1. At my examir1ation im1nediately· 
before C l1ristmas, I found fift)'· six registered and fortj'-fi ve prese11t. 
Classes in four sta11dards acquitted themselves very satisfactorily, and 
evidenced they \Vere under excelle11t management and taking a Ii vely 
interest in their work.

Topsail.-! am happy to report that t11rough the generous contri­
butions of a few frie11ds in St. John's, and the very praise\vorth)' efforts 
of the people tl1emselves, a snug schoolhouse has bee11 erected and, by 
reason of a very liberal subsidy from lVIethodists of St. J ol1n's West, 
the Education Board was able to engage tl1e services of a seco11d g-rade 
teacher last_ midsummer. At ai1 ex mination, recently conducted in 
t11e presence of several ,gentlemen from the city \iVho 11ave tal{en a deep 
and practical interest in this school, I found 11umber registered t\venty­
one. Scholars were tnaki11g excelle11t progress, and received special 
commendation. 

PoucH CovE DISTRICT. 

Poitch Cove and Ba1'1lin~.-I regret t hat the fu11ds of tl1e Edt1cation 
Board have hitherto admitted of the e11g-agement of one teac!1er o 11 )1 • 

Consequently services of teacher have bee11 divided bet \veen th e t\VO 
schools above 11amed. The former mistress rem ov·ed at midsummer, 
having found a more remunerative situatic.)n. She 11as t en succeeded 
by a male teacher \Vhose school at Pouch Cove I examin ed i11 Decem­
ber last. Forty··t\vo scl1olars were registered. _ The master had been 
diligent, and the parents of cl1ildren n1ore appreciative of his se_rvices 
than of some of his pred ... cessor~. Classes, in four standards, ans\vered 
ver)' fairly . I cherish the hope tl1at at my 11ext visit I shall fi11d pr<)of 
of continuous progr.=ss, \vhich l1eretofore ha.s been s ·1dly r ~ r rect by 
irregular attendance and the \Vithdrawal of elder scholars altogetl1er, · 
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when only of such age as to profit fully from subjects pertaining to the 
fQurth and fifth standards. 

BRIGUS DISTRICT. 

Brigus.-I visited this place in May last, \Vhen school was closed, 
and was assured that the new building would be p11shed for\vard \Vi th 
despatch. Circumstances, unforeseen, having transpired to delay the 

' completion; scl1ool was re-opened since at Riverhead, under a compe. 
tent master, who is reported to me by the Chairmari as having a large 
school and giving very great satisfaction, 

A winter school \Vas taught at Gullies, by a certificated . master ; 
and another at Bull Cove by one 11ot graded. Both at time of my visit 
had stopped for summer, but have since been re-organized, 

CUPIDS DISTRICT. 

Cupids.-..Ninety-six \Vere registered and eighty-five present. I 
found scholars doing satisfactorily and discipline improved. Copy~ 

books were clean and writing was improving. In the lower standards 
class e4ercises \Vere promising, and in the higher ver)7 respectable, 
Multiplication and pence tables were correctly and quickly ans\vered, 
Stlms in mental arithmetic and questio11s in proportion and practice, 
worked by first class, as also the ge11erally correct replies in geography, 
his_tory and grammar, and particularly the parsing of a stanza in 
poetry, assqred me that this very large school was managed with taot 
and diligence and a good share of success. 

Cupids, South Side.-School had been in !:>uccessful operation du· 
ring the winter7 but was closed at date of my visit, 

Clark's Beacli.~Fort).r-three \Vere registered and thirty.three pre .. 
sent. This school had been progressing fa vourabl)'. Seven or eight 
of the copy-books were particularly good. Elcier scholars \Vere work­
ing practice and proportion, and pretty \Veil. Great credit is due the 
mistress for her pq.tient and faithful service amid spe<;ial difficulties, 

PORT-PE-GRAVE CIRCUI'f. 

Port-de ... G1"ave.-Tl1is school registered forty, and nearly all \Vere 
present. The mistress had nearl)r completed a term of tl1ree years, 
and had resig11ed in order to retur11 to the '!'raining School to study for 
a higher grade. My examination assured me that the teacher had been 

• 
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pos.sessed of marked fidelity and enthusiastic devotion to the best inter­
ests of her scholars. Scripture texts were recited with singular prompt­
ness, accuracy and clearness of enunciation, Reading, spelling, and 
writing, in all standards, were creditable. Multiplication table and 
questions showed many to be ·well grou11ded in arithmeti~ and one to 
be well advanced.. Other exercises in geography and grammar proved 
that the scholars in these classes had· an intelligent knowledge of th.e 
elements of these subjects. 

BAY RoaERTs D1sTR1cT. ' 
Bay Roberts West.-Seventy-seven \Vere registered; hut as a good 

many had left within ten days previously, only thirty-eight were pre· 
sent. Six read fairly in R. 5 ; b~t in dictation the written spelling of 
four only approached average. Some of the absentees were claimed to 
be among tl1e best spellers. In all the lower standards, ho\vever, the 
spelling, with some exceptions, was not equal to the reading, and 
evoked from me special remark. Cop1·-books were clean and neatly 
writte11. In arithmetic, grammar, and geography, the result of the 
examination was moderatel11 satisfactory. 

Bay Roberts East.-A winter school \Vas condticted here during the 
past winter by the previous teacl1er, who is not graded, . 

HARBOUR GRACE DISTRICT., 

Seventy-six were registered a11d sixty present. The mistress is 
assisted by a young lady preparing to become a pupil teacher. Scrip· 
ture texts \Vere give11 by the scholars \Vith accuracy at1d promptness, 
and in great variety ; and suitable hymns were fairly rendered. A f till 
revision of school\vorl): it1 the five standards, though el_iciting 11othing 
for very special com1nendation, confirmed my previous conviction that 
the mistress is faithful in the discharge of her duties as \Vell as fully 
competent for her position. To preserve u11f!aggi11g interest amid dis,. 
couragernents, arising from the indifferer}ce of parents, often makes a 
heavy draft l.lpon the earnest and patient toil of teachers, \vho are 
ambitious to have classes well advanced in the higher subjects; and 
particularly is this so, where q.s i$ the case, so frequently a& well as 
here, that many scholars a;re irregular in attendance, and leave school 
when tht:y have been a short time in the fourth or fifth standards. 

Ship's Head.~Forty-three were registered. Scholars were chiefly 
young and teache1· laboured under great inconvenience, owing to the 
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ttnsuitability of the small room in which the school is held. If this 
school be continued I cannot help sa}1ing that a suitable schoolhouse 
should be erected-at once. 

I would respectfully suggest to the Edu·cation· Board, fhat unles~ 
their- grants from· the-Legislature can be a-dvanced· shortl·y,. it would1 he 
well to consider \vhether _as: at Ship's Head,. there is · no proper school-" 
room, whereas at Southside there is, and as at Ship!s Head a certifi• 
cated mistress }:)as been employed, whereas at Soutl1side \Vant of funds 
has in late years prevented this, the i11terests of education do not now 
demand that the mistress be employed on Southside, until a suitable 
schoolhouse be built at Ship's Head ; and then, if t\VO qualified teachers 
cannot be maintained, that one-half of the services of one competent 
person be given each year to the children of both places. Should this 
arrangement, if made, conflict with private interests, much as I might 
regret it, I would be constrained to urge the claim of public necessity, 
to make better provision for educating Methodist youth at both places, 
and particularly at Southside, where, I understand, is the larger 
number. 

CARBO~EAR DISTRICT. 

Carbonear.-For particulars of public and elementary schoolwork 
here, see primary department of Grammar School, Table D. 

Carbonear, Soitthside.-Registered seventy-six - present 44. Of 
eleven in R. 5, five read a11d spelled fairly, others \Vere absent. Other 
classes at that date (May 19th), had also been u11usually thi11ned by 
arrangem·ents to leave for Labrador. Hereby public education is se­
riously interrupted every year, and teachers discouraged at inspection 
of schools by the absence often of their most promising scholars. ·In 
R. 4 and R. 3, scholars pleased me in their exercises only moderately ; 
but in the lower standards, better. Ni11e \Vere prett)' \veil acquainted 
with map of N. F. Copybooks were, as on previous occasions, neatly 
\vritten, but in several respects things operate (as must the condition of 
schoolhouse and furniture) against the complete success of the school. 

· Fresliwater.-Registered one hundred and one-present sixt)~-nine. 
T11is school appeared to decidedly better advantage tha11 at m)· pre­
vious visit in the preceding autumn. Organization, management and 
results of work, done in the respective classes, were quite satisfactory. 
Itc ii j ustt as well as gratifying to myself, to add that in ·reading, wri· 

• 
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_ting, spelling, multiplication tables and grammar, I found marked 
provement ; and in the general condition of things, fair progress.

At Victoria Village, Crocker's Cove, Otterbury, Salmon Cove and 
Perr)1 's Cove, schools \Vere taught during certain parts of the year by 
te·achers \Vithout certificates, particulars respecting which may be 
learned from Table C. 

BAY-DE-VERDS DISTRICT. 

Mitlleyt-s Cove.-Seventy-threc \Vere registered, but O\ving to preva· 
·Jenee of hooping-cc>ugh and other causes only twenty-one \Vere present. 
In R. r and Primer, children had done well; in R's. 2, 3, and 4, spelling 
-and reading \Vere in general very good; and in other things progress. 
had been satisfactory, considering the poor schoolhouse and some local 
difficulties to which I have before adverted. I was glad to learn that 
the Board had selected a site for a new building, and hoped to be able 
soo11 to commence to build. 

• 

Blackhead.-Of forty-seven registered only t\venty-two were pre­
,sent, -school having been thinned by hooping cough, and not ordinarily 
so large as in adjacent settlements in which there is a larg·er proportion 
of youth of schoolable age. Unless this central school can be used to 
a greater extent as a superior school for the settlements not far off, it 
will be right -to consider whether the teachers can be transposed to the 
.advantage of education within the district. Those present represented 
all of our five standards, in the various subjects of which examination 
'as a whole was creditable. 

A dam's Cove.-Registered 65-·present t\venty-six. The attenda~ce 
• 

here was affected by the same epidemic-(indeed in the other parts of 
this district I .found the very same thing). Many of the scholars also 
had been taken away to .go to the fishery. A careful examination of 
those present and of all the facts, assured me that the mistress had 
_discharged her duty faithfully~ 

WesteYn Bay.-Registered 73-present 35.-Scripture texts were 
promptly given. Good progress was observable in the classes gene­
rally. Four parsed pretty \Vell, and did very \Veil in proportion and 
_practice, as also on tl:i~ map o,f N,,. F_. In al~ the reading classes scho­

.l:a:.r.~ r~~9 an_~ spe~l~d ver}· .fairly ; and those in R. 2 and 3 ans\vered well 
i» ~apJy~· ~Op)T·p~9A~~ sho\ved P.9th ,Painstaking a11d _progr~ss.

Ochre Pit Cove.-Twenty-five were present of fift}'·nine registered 
within the quarter. In R's 5, 4, and 3; those present read and spelled 
vet)t well, or well. 1'hose in third class \ivere not quite up to the mark 
in tables. One in the first class parsed pretty fully and correctly. 
Cop)·-books and arithmetic of first and second classes were satisfactory, 
as also the work of lower classes generally. 

l sland Cove.-Various cat1ses greatly interfered \Vi th attendance at 
time of m}1 visit. Average attendance for every session, morning and 
afternoon, for the )'ear, however reached fift)·-nine. Careful exami­
nation of scl1ool\vork done, as well as of scholars pres~nt, led me to 
think that the mistress, \vho was about to assume a sitt1ation elsewhere, 
had done excellent as \vell as faithful \vork here, and that the fruit of 
her efforts would l)e long apparent. A pupil teacher from this school 
has been since examined and indentured. 

Statistics of \vinter schools at Job's Cove and Caplin Cove will be 
found in Table C. 

TRINITY SOUTH DISTRICT. 

Old Perlican.-There \Vere registered one hundred and forty-five 
and present sixty·-six. The aspect of school was considera'bly changed 
here as in other outports in this transition period, (May 30th). Chil­
dren were chiefly young, and many suffering from cough. Scripture 
texts were given readily. Large classes in Primer and R. I were 
interested in their \\'Ork and progressing. In R. 2 twenty-two read, 
spelled and printed very well. E_ight in R. 4 read fairly, but spelled 
on slates only moderately, and seemed lacking in thought in their 
arithmetic. Cop)·books of those absent, as also of those present, were 
very good. The teacher earnestly desires and labours to have a good 
school, but has to contend with many difficulties. 

Grate's Cove.-Thirty were present of eighty·seven registered. 
Twelve in R. 5 \vere absent ; of thirteen in R. 4, only two were present. 
I was however, much pleased with tl1c general progress and intelligent 
answers of classes in R's 3., 2, and I. I am persuaded that this school 
has done admirably under three years faithful teaching of the mistress, 
who has resigned to prosecute her studies for a higher grade. The 
school re-opened shortly after, under another trained mistress. 

HANT's HARBOUR DISTRICT. 

H ant's H arbour.-Owing to the resignation at Christmas, after long 
and valuable service, of the previous competent master, this school had 
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been temporarily st1pplied for three months and thei1 ~lled by the ap­
pointment of a11other master certificated, \Vho a.crived during my visit 
and 11as been ~ince reported as doi11g well. 

Scilly Cove.-1~hirty-seven of sixty-011e registerecl, were present. 
I \Vas greatly pleased with the general conclitio11 of this school, except­
i11g the· abse11ce of scholars, \Vhich in so many cases hovvever, is una­
voidable. Eleve11 in R. I, seven in R. 2, ancl five in R. 3, read, spelled, 

· a11d in other requireme11ts of first three sta11dards; did very well. Four 
i1rese11t in R. 4, t\vo of whom had lately been advanced to R. 5, by 
their readir1g, s11elling, written as vvell as oral; grammar, geography 
and arithn1etic, i1roclt1ced a favot1rable impression upo11 my mi11d to­
wards this school, especially as nine vvere absent that belonged to the 
first class. 

At Seal Cove, Russel Cove, and Lance Cove, schools have been 
taught by teachers \Vithout certificates. 

TRINITY BAY WEST. 

Gre.e1't's Harbour.-Registered t'venty-011e-present twelve. Two 
in R. 6 read and s11elled orally ancl 011 slates very \Vell, also parsed very 
well. Two in R. 5 read fairly, spelled moderately·, and ansvvered in 
elementary grammar at1d geography fairly. In multiplicatio11 table 
and arith111etic, as also i11 all the lower standarcls, those present an­
swered fc.1irly. I was sorry however to find attendance smaller tha11 it 
shot1ld have been; and since that the average attenda11ce per session of 
this school, having an average registration of tl1irt}T-three and a total of 
forty-seven, was only sixtee11 for the year. U i1der the present mistress, 
who has recently reported to me her attenda11ce, I expect a larger ave­
rage, especially as I have called special attentio11 to this matter. 

RANDOM. DISTRICT. 

Owing to the multitude of places in this district and scattered 
population for vvhich the Education Board has had with small means to 
provide a measure of education, it has been found necessary to distribute 
the services of three certificated teachers very \ividely, giving a propor­
tion of time to a nt1mber of small communities, and to supplement 
these by the e;::iployment of two other teachers, not graded, for a fe\V 
months. H ·owever much such a state of things may be regretted, I 
am persuaded the Board has disposed to very good adva11tage the means 
at its disposal, including special appropriatio-ns; ai1d meagre as may 

12 
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be the results, I must add that they have been far i11 advance of those 
of a fevv years ago. 

Foster's Poi1it.-At my visit school had been open only a \Veek. 
Tl1irteen present had made a very good start. School was well organ· 
ized and scholars seemed interested in their work. 

Northern Bight.-On my arrival I found mistress laid aside \vi th 
sore throat; but have reason to believe that her school had been doi11g 
well. 

Thoro'-Fare.-The third certi£cated mistress was at that time 
teaching there,. but it was i1ot conve11ient for me at that season to visit 
that scl1ool, which was small and had not been long in operation. 

Other places in this district, at \vhich schools \Vere taught, were 
George's Brook, Broad Cove, Fox Harbour, Brita11nia Cove> Lady 
Cove, and St. Jones. The whole number i11 the district under tuition 
during the year was 173. For ft1rther particulars see Table C. 

TRINITY NORTH DISTRICT. 

Trinity H a1'bour.-1~here \Vere registered twenty and present four­
teen. Under a faithful teacher, this public school has, in its snug little. 
schoolhouse, been doing satisfactory worl~-limited it is true, and this 
of necessity, but nevertl1eless substa11tial. Her services have been 
greatly enhanced to the Board b)' the devotion of a proportion of her 
time to Cuckhold's Cove, \v~1ere the means at its command \vould not 
admit of engagi11g another teacher. 

English. Harbour.- Registered twenty-nine-present twenty-four. 
Tl1is school had a sl1ort ti1ne previously obtained a nevv teacher, a 
y·oung lady of good prese11ce, \\1ell reco m mended for integrity and in­
dustry, having fair attainme11ts and anxious to qt1alify herself for teach­
ing. Iv1y visit therefore served the twofold purpose of ascertaining the 
previot1s progress of scholars at1d of exemplifying to the mistress modes 
of teaching \vhich I wish to have pursued in the respective standards. 
As is desired by herself, I will endeavour next midsummer .to arra11ge 
for tl1e mistress a term or course of training at our Training School. 
Meantime she is supplying a necessity for the Board, and preparing 
for greater usef u ness. I have again to comme11d the judgment '\vi th 
w hicl1 the limited income of this Board has been dispensed. Fe\V 
JYlethodist districts present equal difficulties, owing to a widely scat-

• 
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tered constituency, for which educational provision must be made from 
very limited resources. 

TRINITY EAST DISTRICT. 

Ca.talina.-1 visited this school Nov. 2 rst, and found sixty-two 
present and seventy-seven registered. Scholars just tl1en \VP.re some· 
what transitional. The schoolroom l1ad been painted inside a11d out­
side, a11d blackboard accommodation increased. A Ball frame had 
been supplied for infant classes, at1d various minor bttt significant de­
tails indicated the deep i11terest the Cl1airm3.11 had taken in the teach­
er's work. Classes in our five standards were examir1ed \vitl1 care, and 
evidenced great it1dustry and zeal in the master, and good progress on 
the part of the pupils generally. Mental arithmetic of first class was 
very good, and of seco11d promising. Tables of all i11 arithmetic had 
received good attention, and acq uainta11ce with tl1e essential pri11ci pl es 
of that science was being . i11telligentl}1 acquired. Some re3.d \Vitl1out 
sufficient expressio11; but man)' read well. S·ome maps had been pre­
pared with good taste. Indeed in all subjects, I found there had been 
painstaking and at least fair results. In \Vi11ter a few lear11 geometry, 
.algebra, me11suratio11, and advanced rules in arithmetic. 

Little Catalina.-Registered twent)·-six; present 11ineteen. T'-\'O in 
R 5, read very vvell, as did other two in R 4, all of whom spelled orally 
and on slates very fairly. Four in R 3, read ver)1 fairly~ spelled fairly, 
but failed in M ultiplicatio11 Table. 111 other classes a11d subjects, 
results \Vere moderately ~atisfactory. 

BoNAVISTA SouTH DISTRICT. 

Bonavista Ce1itral.-Forty-two registered; present thirty-three. In 
fifth standard two read and spelled very vvell from R 6. One parsed 
very \Vell from readi11g lesson; both had been worl{i11g vulgar fractions. 
In the same sta11dard four read at1d s11elled well from R 5, at1d ans\vered 
very \Vell in classification and sub-divisio11 of \Vords. I11 the four other 
standards, scholars had been intelligent!)' taught, and the · entire work 
of the scho.ol appeared satisfactory. 

Bonavista East.-Seventy-two out of seve11t)1-four registered were 
present (Nov. zo). Teacher spol{e of having great difficulty in inducing 
parents of the older scl1olars to l•U.)' text books in grammar a11d geogra­
ph)r, and of so1ne of the younger to obtain slates at1d other requisites for 
successful schoolwork-and this became qt1ite evident as the examina-

I 
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tion proceeded. All things considered, affecting the co11dition of this 
large school, though not quite so favourably impressed as at my 
preceding ii1spectio11, I feund the master striving to mak:e the best 
of circt1mstci.nces ; and· the results of exami11ation in all standards 
warranted my continued co11fidence, and were an earnest of a successful 
winter's operatio11s to which at that ti1ne 011e naturally looked forward~ 

Bird Island Cove.-Forty-nine were present. A teacher who had 
been very successful else\vl1ere, J1ad been at \Vorl{ here tl1ree mo11tl1s at 
time of my inspectio11. I-Ier i11fluence 011 the community \Vas already 
felt in various \Vays f<.>r gooc1, as she had collectecl a large school ; a11d 
botl1 scholars anll pare11ts of these had been tal{ing more interest i11 its 
success. Books, slates and writi11g materials had bee11 readily supplied; 
ai1d from the evident co-operation of tJ1e i1eople \Vith this co1n11etent and 
energetic mistress, I -shall expect, if this state of tl1ings co11ti11t1e (clespite 
of local dif-ficulties, that are some\vhat forl11idable) to have a school in 
this popt1lous community . more \Vorthy of its importance tha11 a11y, I 
have y·et been privileged to i11spect. 1'11us far tl1e progress has been 
very satisfactory. 

At Newman's Cove, a school was taught for three quarters duri11g 
the year. 

BoNAVISTA !~oRTH DrsTRICT. 

Greenspond.-This school had registered on an average per quarter 
eighty-eight for the· statistiL:al )7ear, and averaged for the same period 
sixt1·-eigl1t. I visited it in J t1ly and found every thing progressi11g very 
favourabl)1 under a_ master, in \vho1n the people have great co11fide11ce. 
My visit was somewhat hurried at that tirne, as I wished to proceed 
north by steamer; bt1t it vvas long enough to exarnine princi11al classes, 
\vl1ich I found working quite satisfactorily. At a later date (N <>vember) 
I landed at Greenspond to rest1me and con1plete my examinatio11 of this 
school, but found it closed for the day owing to the stove-pipe being 
down and the weather very cold. 

Swain's Island.-This school had been closed a short time before 
my visit ; but has been si11ce re-opened under another certificated 
teacher. 

_ FOGO DISTRICT. 

Fogo.---This school then closed has been since re-opened • . 
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Change Islands . school was re-opened under its former efficient 
master, and at my visit to tl1is district in November was doing well. 

Indian lslands.-A certificated mistress was e11gaged here for nin@ 
months, a11d at Seldom-Come-By for three montl1s. The attendance at 
both places \Vas small, but result satisfactory. 

TWILLINGATE DISTRICT. 

Twillingate N arth.-Registered seventy-five-present sixty. This 
school, three months after the- decease of its former faithft1l master, 
\vas re-organized in August uncler its present teacher,. who holds a cer .. 
tificate of first grade. I was highly pleased \Vith the progress made in 
all st1bjects, and witl1 the evidence afforcled m~ by scholars in all stand­
ards, t11at they are undergoing. a course of systematic and thorough 
instructio11, from which they must, if regular i11 attendance, surely and 
greatly profit. 

Twillingate South.-I was impressed favourably upon entering this 
school with the gc>od discipline and intelligent appeara11ce of pupils; 
and my impressions dee1Jened as the examination proceeded. 1'here 
'\Vere eighty-six scholars pres~nt. In lower stanclards, particularly the 
second, they ansvvered very vvell ; and in all the higher, especially the 
first, tl1e effect of previous years' faithf Ltl cl rill as vvell as of the last 
was very apparent. 1'hc conclition of this school I fou11d to be very 
creditable. One from the first class has bee11 si11ce i11dentured as a 
pupil teacher. 

Little H arbot~r.-School 11as been re-opened uncler a new mistress 
shortly before, consequently my visit was mainly advisory in regard to 
future management and \Vork • . 

MoRETON's HARBOUR. 

Tizzard's Harbour.-I found twenty-five present and thirty-nine 
registered. Classes i11 R's 5 and 4, excepting a slight local peculiarity, 
read very well or fairly; spelled on slates mocleratel)1 , and parsed fairly 
in eleme11tary grammar and arithmetic. Classes ii1 R's 2 and 3, had 
made generall)1 good progress, but needed more drilli11g in the multipli­
cation table. From the copy-book~s \vhich \Vere clean and fairly written, 
scripture texts promptly rendered, and \Vork of scl1ool in general, it was 
apparent, that the mistress had e11deavoured to make the best of time 
and circumstances • 

.. 
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M oreton's H_arbour.-1~eacher had been engaged here nine months, 
but, a few days before my arrival, 11ad been removed for three months 
to Western Head. 

Exploits.-Registered t11irty..:one ; ·present twenty·eight. · Teacher 
had taken charge of tl1is school 011e mo11th before. · A careful examina­
tion of the classes, in all standards, led me to express my satisfaction 
\vith present management and to expect good results. 

N e·w Bay Head . ..;._ U po11 my arrival here from the north, I was s0rry 
to find that the teacl1er appoi11ted, some time previousl.J·, to take charge 
of this school, had not then arrived, but \Vas daily expected. A mistress 
not certificated 11ad bee11 engaged here during \vinter months. 

NOTRE DAME BAY DISTRICT. 

Little Bay Island.-This scl1ool was examined under somewhat 
unfavourable circumstances in the abse11ce of the master ai1d at the 
close of holida)1S. Rev. Messrs. Vickers and Noble, members of the 
Education Board, were present, and tool{ part in the examination. 
Tl1e general result was satisfactory; and, consequentl)1 , when the 
teacher arrived, as he did by steamer before my leaving, he was advised 
on some points, and commended because of others. 

Tliree A r1ns.-}vf )r visit was made shortly after one mistress had 
left, on account of ill-health, and a little before present mistress had 
arrived. I was greatly pleased with the state of this school, and espe­
cially as like others 011 this shore, it had oeen maintained by the peo· 
ple's providi11g, by voluntary contribt1tio11s, one-half of the cost of 
teacher. As a consequence average attendance had been g·ood; with a 
devoted at1d well qualified mistress the scholars had made excellent 
progress i11 all our school standards ; and indeed several children in the 
various classes read at1d spelled, for their ages, unusually well. In 
various respects, it was apparent, that Minister at1d teacher, parents 
a11d childre11, had striven together to secure success, 

North iv est A rm.-Teacl1er had bee11 teachi11g on the North side 
for a year, where her predecessors had been engaged ; bt1t as the popu­
lation on the Soutl1 side had greatly increased during late years, and 
the people had erected a schoolhot1se, the Board had arranged for the 
mistress to teach there for a period. !11 co11sideratio11, that she had 
only begun at the south side, I arra11ged for teacher and as inan)' scho­
lars, as could meet from both sides, to assemble i11 the principal school· 

-
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house, where I examined them, at1d found evidence of the )'ear's work 
having been satisfactory. 

Nipper's Harbour.-! found sixteen present of t\venty registere·d­
School had been organized, a fe\v \Veeks before, under a new mistress, 
and \Vas as )let attended only by young children; I therefore spent the 
afternoon 1 illustrating,. by example, methods of teaching, chiefly in 

I reading, spelling and arithmetic. 

Sunday Cove Island.-SchooI had been open here during the pre· 
vious )1ear, but had closed a short time before my visit to the District. 
At \Vard's Harbour, another mistress had bee11 engaged six months, 
but had left before I got to that settlement. 

ST. BARBE (ELECTORAL) DISTRICT. 

Englee.-A scl1ool-chapel has been erected here mainly by the con­
tributions of the people, and a mistress has bee11 employ·ed since No­
vember 1st. This arrangement \Vas made \Vitl1 the understanding 
that the mistress wot1ld be provided with free Board by ·the people, ·a 
condition \vhich ma)1 not be carried out fully, owing to the failure of 
the fishery and widespread destitution. Nevertheless, as the resident 
minister a11d his people 11ad displayed most praise\vorth_y? zeal to secure 
instruction for some seventy children growing up in ignorance, I felt 
they had special claim for consideration in tl1eir unlooked for necessity; 
and accordingiy sent for\vard the teacher at the above date, though 
then aware of the altered circumstances of the people. A letter from 
the Rev. H. Hooper, December g, 1884, thankfully refers to the open­
ing of this school, after many previous unsuccessful attempts ; and 
adds that though beginning under somewhat u11favourable circum­
stances, because of tl1e prevailing poverty, ''the mistress will certainly 
render good service to the young.'' 

St. Anthony.-Tbis school had been in operation only for about one 
year. I found twenty-one present. The average number registered 
per quarter \Vas twent)t-four, and the total under instruction thirty­
seven. I was much pleased with the progress of the scholars and the 
organization and good management of tl1e school. A class in R. 4 
read and spelled very well; and, having mastered tJ1e multiplication 
table, were working in simple and compound rules in arithmetic. In 
R's 3, 2, 1, and Primer, scholars did very well in all the \Vork of these 

·standards. The acquaintance of children with scripture texts, hymns 
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· and select recitations, the good effort at writing on slates and copy­
books, their tidy and intelligent appearance and general progress indi­
cated that this certificated and trai11ed mistress had been most devoted 
to the duties of her office. I l1ad expected to remove her to another 
station of the north-east coast, as tl1e appropriation for this place did 
not warrant my conti11ui11g her longer here; but as a gentleman inte­
rested in the school offered to board the mistress in lieu of the school 
fees, in case I would leave her till Midsummer next, I arranged ac­
cordingly. 

Great Braha and Little Braha.-Both of those places require school 
accommodation. From special funds at my disposal, I agreed to pro­
vide fifty dollars to enable Rev. L. Curtis, minister of tl1is coast, to 
offer some i11ducement in the way of materials, i11 case the people at 
either place would immediately arise and build. 

Griguet a11d St. Lunaire.-1 addressed a public congregation here 
in the comfortable school-chapel, half-way between these . t\VO settle­
ments, and arranged t'o send them a teacher ; and, accordingly, I sent 
them a certificated master about tl1e first of October last, respecting 
whose operations I heard in December to the effect, that his school, 
though not large, \Vas promising to do vvell. 

Great and Little Quirpon.-In the Methodist Cl1urch, at the former 
place, I addressed a public congregation in the presence of the Minis­
ter, \vho joiried me here and accompanied me south on my return jour­
ney. A school is needed here and must be provided as soon as funds 
will admit. Meantime as the schoolable part of the population was 
greater in some other places, and funds vvere limited until a new census 
should give the proper number of Methodists, it seemed best to defer 
further action. 

Ha Ha Bay.-I visited this settlement, having a population of a 
little over fifty Methodists, and after a public address agreed to appro­
priate thirty dollars to aid in buying materials for the erection of a 
school-chapel, the frame for which it was thought by a friend could be 
obtained this winter free. 

Brandy H arbour.-This settlement, though containing a small re­
sident population, is from its harbour and position somewhat important • 
I addressed the people publicly, after \Vhich I agreed to pay- thirty 
dollars towards the erection of a school-chapel, the frame for which 
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\vas mai11ly on the spot. It was understood the building would go 
forward without delay. 

Flower's Cove and French Island Harbour.-! arrived at the former 
August 8th, and left the latter August 11th. During these three days, 
I addressed the people i11 both places several times. A master had 
been employed between these settlements duri11g last year, whose ex­
penses in part had been provided from sources 11o·w unavailable, and 
after service which I found upon enquiry, to have been moderately 
useful to the children, had left at the close of l1is engagement. School 
had been taught at Flower's Cove in the very comfortable school-chapel, 
and at French Island Harbour in an unsuitable private house. Hence, 
at a public meeting convened in the Court House to consider what was 
best to be done in Educational affairs, seei11g their resources were 
limited, it \Vas resolved unanimously, -to proceed to the erection of a 
school-chapel at Fre11ch Island Harbour, towards which I promised 
from educational funds one ht1ndred dollars, and for wl1ich they had 
about an equal amount in hand. Subsequently, at my request, ev. 
James Wilson, from Red Bay, convened a meeting· of· the i11habitants, 
at which, size of building was determined, a building committee ap .. 
pointed, and the quantity and -kind of materials 11eeded, ascertained 
and ordered through me by first opportunity next spring. I am led to 
believe that in due course, a good substantial building on a central site, 
will be the outcome of my appeal; and this will be the result of tl1e 
voluntary labour of the people as much as of the financial resources at 
comma!ld. From a letter from the resident Methodist 11 inister, dated 
January 2nd, I have since learned, that the people had commenced t 
prepare materials, and were about to erect the frame. 

Bonne Bay.-This school was ta.ught by the same mistress as 
previous year, until September last; and upon her resignation, she \Vas 

succeeded by another young lady now in charge, '\Vhom I examined by 
written papers, and found well qualified for the office of teacl1er. I am 
led to think that the school here is doing well. 

ST. GEORGE'S BAY (ELECTORAL) DISTRICT. 

St. George's Bay.-A teacher was employed for three months on 
south side, \Vhere, I have learned, at a meeting called by the resident 
minister, it was recently resolved to obtain a frame and proceed to build 
a small s~hooihouse, prompted to voluntary effort by promise of an 
appropriation of fifty dollars. 

13 
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LABRADOR. 

Red Bay.-Vpon examination of the children, I found good results 
had followed the instruction given during the 'vinter months of preced· 
ing years. At a meeting of the residents held, I explained fully their 
relation to educational grants ; and urged the necessity of their full 
and hearty co-operation to secure educational progress. This having 
been pledged, and the board of a mistress, having been generously pro .. 
mised by the minister, at a nominal sum, I arranged to send them a 
certificated teacher in September, who, after a little unexpected delay, 
arrived at Red Bay safely, and at once entered upon her work. From 
her previous experience and training, I lool< for satisfactory results. 
She will teach during winter in the schoolhouse, built at the bottom, 
or place at which they live in winter time, and in the school-church on 
the point, where they fish in summer time. 

East St. M odeste.-A school-chapel here is in course of progress, 
on which ($72.05) seventy-two dollars and five cents have been expend· 
ed for materials, with the understanding that labour would be free. 

In concluding this report, I regard myself happy, in having reason 
to cherish the hope, that the facts submitted within its pages for the 
consideration of Your Excellency and the Honourable members of the 
Legislature, will make evident that while there is yet ample need for 
improvement in the public schools, the record of the past year is one 
of encouraging progress. .

?vfAY IT PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY;-

I have the honour to st1bziit to )10ur Excellency my report of the 
Public Schools of tl1e Colo11y ui1der my st1perinte11dence, for the )1ear 
ended 3 rst Decem her, 1884, and trust that i1ot\vitl1standing t11e dra W· 

backs, \vhich it will be ffi}" duty to present, the facts ai1d figures here· 
with given will afford proof that the year's operations have resulted in 
advancing the worl( of ge11eral education throughout the country. 

On the ot1tset I deem it of imperative importance to state, 'vl1at I 
have before repeatedly t1rged, that the sum appropriated by the Legis· 
lature is no\v sig11ally i11adequate to maintain a11d carry forward to 
further perfection tl1e \Vork entrusted to the several Boards of Educa­
tion of the Cl1urch of E11gland. The i11creasi11g demand for tl1e ex· 
tensio11 of schools in settlements 11eretofore unprovided for, or lately 
sprung up, the urgent call for 1'eachers witl1 certified qualifications, 
and salaries adequate to induce them to remain in the profession, toge .. 
ther vvith better equipment of schools, make it clear tl1at without a 
commensurate augme11tation to the present gra11t, operations mt1st be 
suspe11ded in some sections, others go along thus neglected, our best 
Teachers be irretrievably lost, and the worl{ of Education be sadly ·re· 
tarded. 

Since the )rear 1876 the Legislative vote for education has become 
a fixed factor, a11d not\vithstar1di ng tl1at the popt1l'.3.tio11 of the Col011y 
has i1; the mea11t ime i11 c ·eased by· 30,000 peopl e, Boards of Educatio:i 
l1ave been expected t() l<:eep pace v\'ith the dema11 c1 thereb)r 11ece~s1rily 
entailed. I sl1ould therefore fail in my duty as tl1e St.1peri11tende11t cf

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the schools of the Church of England, did I not explicitly and in the 
most distinct manner give utterance to the sent iments of these Boards, 
that their means are incapable of further expansion. Ho\v should it be 
other,vise ? Already to the greatest possiole extent I1as every effort 
been used to extend the means 9f education to remote settlements, and 
to foster and enkindle in the public mind improved sentiments upon 
tl1is mome11tous question, and results have been achieved far higher 
tl1an ever existed i11 the histor)' of this country. As the blessings 
become diffused the demand becvmes proportionate, and naturally do 
people argue that if large sums of money are expended upon works of 
public utilitj· a11d necessity, as on Rail,vays and Docks, the most va­
Iu·able improvement of all should receive the like advantage. 

For the information of those \vho are interested to learn what has 
been done since the sub .. division of the Protestant grant for education, 
I make the fallowing summary :-

The sum of $46,978.92 has been expended on purchasing sites and 
erecting tl1ereon schoolhouses more substantial and more in accordance 
with educational requirements, some admirably equipped with all neces­
sary appliances, as improved desks, wall maps, &c., so that in every 
settlement of importance tl1ere is a comfortable school, whicl1 has 
tended to impart a taste for a better sty le of houses among the people. 

The atte11dance has been raised from 5,071 to close upon 8,ooo 
pupils, whose qualifications have steadily improved, and \Vho will com­
pare favourably \Vith children of other countries enjoyi11g superior 
advantages. 

The Teachers are all required to pass an examination before being 
entrusted \Vith the care of schools, and at the present moment nearly 
all possess certified qualifications for their especial work, resulting in a 
vastly superior teachi11g po\ver than that at any time reacl1ed in tl1is 
country'. In addition, the care, attention and interest besto\-\1ed upon 
them are greater, and tl1eir difficulties S)'mpathized \\i·ith by those 
specially charged with tl1eir oversight. 

The endless variety and diversity of school-books, bidding defiance 
to anything like classification, 11as given place to a u11iform series _infe­
rior to 11011e now published, and improved school registers, from \vhich 
accurate and reliable data 11as been furnished in the Superi11tendent's 
annual report, are now universal. 
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Pupil Teachers formerly came here for training \vithot1t special 
aptitude for tl1e \Vork, and after receiving the best education tl1e Colony 
cot1ld afford, in 11early half the instances, left witl1out returning an}" 
benefit for the amount expended t1pon them. In some cases this en­
tailed an expenditure of over $400. N o,v, all are required to pass a 
preliminary examinatio:i, and to give three year's service in schools of 
their denomination after receiving grade, their indentures to the Super­
intendent securing the due performance of the contract. 

The average cost per pupil has been less than previous to 1876. 
Then it \Vas $4.85, now it is $3-30 per pupil. 

And last, but by no means least, a general impressio11 has been 
kindled, pervading all classes of the community, that education is the 
great lever for uplifting a people, and that its benefits secure greater 
freedom, independence and happiness. 

This brief summary, I trust, will · receive due \Veight with the 
Legislators of the country, and inspire tl1em with greater liberality in 
the future for the improvement-moral, intellectual, religious-of those 

• 
of whom they are the chosen representatives.

SCHOOL PROPERTY. 

From the Financial Statement it will be seen that the sum of 
$2,861.89 has been expended for buildi11gs and repairs, and adcing . the 
sum of $2,254.75 overdrawn balances for the same object, we have a 
total of $5, 116.64 spent on erections and necessary improvements of 
schools, an amount equal to nearly one-fourth of the entire government 
grant for the year. In some respects this is encouraging as evi11cing 
on the part of Boards of Education a desire to extend operations, and 
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to render comfortable, tl1e buildi11gs already erected, i11 other respects 
it is b)' 110 means so, as schools 11ave 11ad to be closed, and the cl1ildren 
so far compulsorily i1eglected i11 order to pay off debts, thereby neces· 
sarily incurred. I cannot, tl1erefore, hut hope that the Legislature \Vill 
make some special grant for building purposes, or a yearly additional 
one to meet special cases, as it is absolutely impossible for Boards to 
maintain schools, and at the sarne time to satisfy the ever increasing 
demand for new schools and repairs out of an already inadequate ap· 
propriation. 

FINANCIAL STATEMENT. 

This Table gives account of income and expe11diture of all Boards 
of Education of the Church of England. !11 one case the return has 
not been furnished ; the only instance of the kind, that l1as occurred 
si11ce I have had tl1e honour of reporting to )rour Excellency. 1'his 
\Vas occasioned by tl1e death of tl1e former Cl1airman and 110 st1ccessor 
bei11g appoi11ted i11 time to furnish 011e up to this date. In three other 
cases marl{ed tl1us (*) in the Table, tl1e account has been brought do\vn 
to a date, differe11t to t11at required, but I 11ope to have them correcte.d 
in my 11ext report. An examinatio11 of tl1e 1"able \Vill disclose particu­
lars of ii1come, ai1d \Vith the one exceptio11 above-named, of expe11di­
ture. !11 tl1e latter case I am pleased to state that the greatest econo­
m)r has been observed, and that the Cou11try has received full benefit 
for its appropriation for tl1is object.

GENERAL SUMMARY. 

This \vith the follo\ving Tables has been compiled \vitl1 much care 
and labour, and I proceed no\v to speal{ upon tl1e differe11t heads enu­
merated in them. rrhe inspections of the schools will be found reported 
upo11 in Part III. 

TABLE B. 

There were one hundred and thirty-six schools in operation during 
the year. One has been graded first class, twenty-11ine second, and 
seventy-three third Class, \vhile thirty-three have not come up to the 
standard required b)7 Education Act for any class. Thus one 11undred 
and tl1ree received some grade, fourteen more tl1an last ).rear, sho\ving 
so rnuch more educatio11al progress during the year. Compared with 
·my report upon inspection this condition is fully borne out. attributed 
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to greater desire 011 tl1e part of Teachers to secure l1igl1er results, _and · 
to their better acq uai11ta11ce \Vitl1 the work the)' 11a ve undertaken. 

The general 'vork of tl1ese schools I have freque11tly dwelt upon. 
and on tl1e present occasio11, it \Vill be only i1ecessary for n1e to state 
that, from year to )rear, the)r have been improving iri organization, 
ma11agement a11d ge11eral proficie11C)"· Bt1t I shou.ld fail in m)1 duty J.f 
I did not clearly state that they are capable of producing far higher 
results by adopti11g the suggestions whicl1 will be found hereafter. 
Deficie11cies and drawbacks are manifest, but they result not from 'vant 
of interest, but from tl1e absolute 11eed of greater financial mea11s to 
correct and remove them. 

PUPIL TEACHERS. 

T\venty-nine Pt1pil Teachers ai1d Teachers entered for improve­
ment and to qualify for grade, 11ave reaped the benefit of the grant for 
training purposes, tip to the e11d of December, 1884. 1'J1eir pr.ogress 
has given me general satisfaction, and the twelve who 11ave left us up 
to that date are meriting the approval of the severa.l Boards of Edu­
cation under \Vhom they are serving. One left t1s 011. accou11t of unfit­
ness. Particular stress has bee11 laid upon those applying for admis· 
sion, and 011ly those have been received 'vl10 have sl1ov\'n aptitude for 
their future calling, and \Vere the best i11 the competitive examination. -
By this means the standard is graduall)r risi11g, and the result must be 
better Teachers in the future than those we 11ad in the past. l\1 r. 
Marriott, the C. C. C. Society's organizer of schools, has taken special 
interest in this branch of our work, and has rendered material assis· 
ta11ce in the advancement of the Pupil Teachers of tl1e Central School 
in their studies, conducting most successfully classes in Algel)ra, Euclid, 
and English Grammar. Miss Hopkins has given proof of her ability 
as a Training mistress for the girls, and lVf r. Coffi11, the .. 11e,vljt appoi11ted 
Training master to the Boy's school, has made a most excellent begin .. 
ning \vith the male Pupil 1~eachers. 

I11 addition to the Pupil Teachers indentured to the Superinten­
dent, there have been six others under traini11g at the expense of the 
C. C. C. Society. 

The limited amount of $r,466.67 allo\ved for training Pupil Teach· 
ers for the schools of the Church of England will not permit of their 
being retained the full period allowed by Education Act, and soma· 

-
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times on account of urgent 11eeds to supply some sc11ools, 1"eachers 
have been sent out witl1 less attai11ments than I could desire to see 
them possess. 1'his the Board of Examiners have endeavoured to 
remedy, by rec·eiving agai11 such 1'eachers into the Training School, 
to qualify for a 11igher grade. I regret that 011ly 011e has availed him· 
self of this arrangement during the year, but the slight sacrifice re­
quired has been amply repaid by his obtaining a second grade, and · 
consequently ~a better school. I trust that the mention of tl1is may 
stimulate others to apply to receive a like advantage. When so many, 
and those our best ones, are continually leaving us, it is cl1eering to find 
any willing and anxious to improve themselves and to benefit the pro· 
fession, and, I ma}" say themselves by such a course of actio11. Of the 
29 in trai11ing duri11g the )1ear, r2 have graded, leaving the remai11der 
still in preparation. 

TEACHERS. 

There were seventy-five males and sixty females employed during 
the year. With the usual drawbacks of apathy of pare11ts and irre· 
gular attendance, all have stri\1en \Vith commendable zeal to discharge 
their several duties \vith satisfaction to their Boards, and as ascer· 
tained from an examinatio11 of their work, to the Superintendent also. 
With some, tl1e \vork has been of a monotonous character ; never .. 
theless they 11ave struggled with difficulties which have met them, and 
I doubt not their labot1rs will haye been felt for good \Vithi11 the sphere 
of the commu11ity in \vhich they are doomed in some instances to pass 
their existe11ce. Since my last . report 24 have left us, and some of these 
the best we had, attracted to situations promising higher salaries. This 
state of things must continue to exist until adequate stipends are pro· 
vided to induce th~m to devote greater time· to the \Vork of Teachers. 
Since writing my ~rst general report, I find tl1at of those who then 
appeared on the roll of Teachers, only t\venty-four are now remai11ing, 
and in the mea11time those trained, after serving the time required by 
their indentures, have nearly all resigned for other employments. 

N O\V while these cha11ges are no greater than that experienced in 
other Countries-for I observe that in Ontario the same dra\vback 
obtains-yet the consequence is often times a retrograde movement in 
the schools thus affected. After 2 or 3 }'ears a Teacher is enabled to 
bring his School up to some state of efficie11Cj1

, having himself in the 
meantime, acquired practice and more knowledge, but on his being sue· 

.. 
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ceeded by a new Teacher the same course precisely is gone over, and 
advancement is almost impossible. Still \vhen it is borne in mind that 
the average salary, including fees, hardly exceeds in the case of males 
$z50 a )·ear, and in the case of females $r8o a year, such a condition 
of affairs does 11ot a waken astonishment, and urgently would I press 
upon the Legislature to be pleased to appropriate sums proportionate 
to the services rendered. 

GRADING OF TEACHERS. 

In addition to the t\velve Pupil Teachers \vho have received grade 
duri11g the year, already 11oticed, four Teachers emploj1ed have been 
examined, and t\vo obtained certificates of second grade, and t\vo of 
third grade. Tl1ere are no\V one hundred and fourteen graded accord­
ing to scl1edule of Educatio11 Act, of \vl1om 65 are males and 47 females. 
Of the former 13 are of second grade, and 52 of third grade, while of 
the latter there are t\VO of first grade, 13 of second grade, and 34 of 
third grade. 1'his is a considerable improvement upon any former 
year, and I cherish the belief that now that tl1e ones trained, and those 
of certified qualifications have sho\vn such marl{ed success over the 
former u11qualified ones, that Boards will hereafter he only too anxious 
for the best obtainable. Of the remaining t\vent:y·-one 11ot graded, some 
are engaged \vith the understanding that they will be required to pass 
the necessar)1 examination within the period allowed by Education Act, 
and others keep only winter schools. 

I regard this part of our school work as of prime importance. 
Good Teachers make good schools, and these are the only hope of 
raising our people to a plane with otl1er and perhaps more favoured 
Countries. 

SUBJECTS TAUGHT, &c. 

Read,£11g.-1"11ere 'vere 5,811 on an average per quarter in the seve .. 
ral standards, or 158 more tl1an in t11e previot1s }·ear. N earl)' tl1e \Vhole 
of this increase is i11 tl1e higher sta11clards, proof of tl1e grad uil i1n ;>ro,1e­
ment i11 tl1is n1ost esserltial subject, and b cJr11e fully out by 111 )" offi cial 
examination.. Spelling, too, has in11)roved, a11d in some scl1oc)ls com­
positio11s_ upo11 f auJ il iar subjec ts are fairly exe81..tted. 

vVriting.-There were 2,693 \vriting 011 slates, and 2, ~~28 in copy­
books. 1'l1ere 11as been a falling off of nun1bers i11 the f!) rrr1er dll(] , , !1 

i11crease in the latter exercise of 122, as cotnpared \Vith last )'e 's 
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returns. - In composition, tl1ere has been a gain of 94. Generally th.is 
is a subject that sho\vs most, and upon \\7hich great stress is laid, and 
it is satisfactory to state, that there is considerttble improvement dis­
cer11ible i11 it almost every )rear. 

A 1"iili111eti·c.-There \tvere 2,594 scl1olars in arithmetic, sho\ving a 
gain of 31 in the l1ighest standard and a large diminution in the two 
under it. 

Geography and Grani111ar.-As I review the work of education going 
on in our schools, and compare their work \Vith that observed in the · 
first years of my official duties in con11ection with them, there is no 
improvement so apparent as that made in these st1bjects. Children 
can no\v answer with intelligence questions upon the geography of 
th~ir own cou11try, and i11dicate the position on the map of any of its 
principal places. T·I1ere has been a gain of over 200 in this subject for 
the year. .The increase since 1876 has been from 445 to l,303. 

In Gram1n.ar, the increase in the· same period has been from 283 
to I,032, and during the past )iear 78. Even tl1ough the subject be 
studied in its elementary branches, and for the most part it is, )'et the 
me11tal traini11g involved is of importan~e, and substantial results will 
be perceptible in the futu~e. , . 

History.-This exercise is al:nost confined to the reading of some .. 
text-book of British hist()ry, and though there has been an increase of . 
III .for the year, and nearly 700 si11ce 1876, I am fain to confess that 
with th~ exceptio11 of a fe\V schools, the subject is handled 011ly as dry . 
facts, \vithout an appreciatio11 of the real value of history~the relation 
of the eve11ts of the past and their influence on the events of the day. 
I find children better acquainted \vitl1 the events of the Norman period 
of· our Histor;' tha11 with those of Queen Victoria, or \vith the simplest 
facts in connection \Vi th the History of N ewfou11dland. I have often­
times reminded Teachers of this remarkable condition, and while 
acquiescing in .my proposition, from \Vant of suitable books, they have 
been unable to effect a remedy. It \vill, therefore, be pleasi11g for them 
to learn that a school history of Ne\vfou11dland, by tl1e Rev. M. Har· 
vey, i~ now in tl1e _press and \vill be shortl)' available. 

The numbers in other a11d higher subjects remain mucl1 as they 
4id last ;'ear. 
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NUMBER, AGES, ATTENDi\NCEs, &c. 

The annual average number registered each quarter was 5,8Ir, 
being a gain of 158 for the )tear. Of tl1ese 1,578 were under seven 
years of age, 3,250 bet\vee11 seven and twelve years of age, and 983 
over tV\1elve. 1"here \Vere 3,169 boys, and 2,642 girls. 

The number of individual pt1pils 11nder instruction \vho made any 
attendances duri11g the )rear was 7,993, and adding, as in previous 
years, tl1ose attendi11g the schools of tl1e C. C. C. Society 2,000, toge­
ther witl1 166 registered i11 the Church of England Academy, there was 

an aggregate of 10,159 pupils in schools under Cl1urch of E11gland 
Boards. 

The grand total attendances of the 7 ,993 pupils registered morning 
and evening, \Vere r,359,238. The above atte11da11ces give to each of 
the 3,617 J.verage 1111mber of pupils, 188 whole days' i11structio11, and 
to eacl1 of t11e average nu1nber registered 117 da)1S' i11structio11. 

The total number under instruction \Vas 200 more, the number of 

attendances 22,358 more, and times schools l1ave bee11 opened gr8 more 
tha11 reported last· year. 

The percentage of average attendance as compared with average 
number registered \Vas 62.24. 

In many respects this record is beyond any previously given, and 
taken along witl1 greater ef-ficie11cy in the teachi11g power, and superior 
results in studies pursued, must be considered to be satisfactory, espe· 
cially, too, \vhen the peculiar difficulties wl1ich present themselves in 
this Country to regular atte11dance are taken into tl1e account. The 
numbers, I believe, will compare most favourably with tl1e results 
secured in Nov a Scotia, or some of the oth~r provi11ces of the Dominion 
of Ca11ada, \vhile so far a~ cost is concerned the amount is less, for 
whereas in Ne\vfoundla11d the cost per pupil does 11ot exceed $3.30, 
the cost per pupil is over six dollars and twe11ty cents in Nova Scotia, 
all cl1arges for i11spection, academies and training being included in 
each case. 

CHURCH OF ENGLAND ACADEMY. 

~ The Financial Statement of this Institution as \Vell as Return of 
School Statistics are given in the Table in Part II. From the· former· 

15 
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it \Vill be seen tl1at the total income, including bala11ce on hand $ z23.59, 
and scl1ool fees $600, \Vas $3,324.53, and that tl1e total expenditure \Vas 
$3,229.08. Tl1is latter inclt1decl $2,243.07 paid to the Head l\1aster and 
his assistants, $s20.o_o allocated by7 t i1e D'irectors to,vards the mainte­
nance of the flourishing girls' department, $32.38 in prizes a\varded for 
special sul)jects and general proficiency to deserving pupils, and the 
remainder in i11cidentals and repairs. 

The total number reg_istered in both departments \Vas 166, viz. : 
60 in the bo-ys' and ro6 i11 the girls' a·ivision, an examination of all of 
whom assured me that the worl~ of tl1e Institution had been thorough 
and efficient. . 

BoYs' DEPARTMENT. 

This branch which for 21 years had enjoyed the advantage of an 
excellent and amiable scholar in the Rev. Joseph F. Phelps, has main­
tained its usual status for efficiency and good results. A successor 
with excellent crede11tials has been appoi11ted, who is expected from 
England by the first direct mail steamer, until \vhose arrival, at the 
solicitatio.n of the Directors, I have undertaken to superintend the 
conduct of th~ school as. my official occupation may permit. 

The usual examination, open to the public, \Vas conducted by the 
Directors in June last, and prizes vvere distributed to bo)1 S who had .. 
distinguished the1nselves in the several subjects which had formed the 
cour~e of study for the year now ended. The results showed that ex .. 
cellent service had been rendered to the cause of educatio11 and reflected 
great credit on those charged with its management. 

GIRLS' DEPARTME~T. 

An examinatio.n extending over some days, showed that a liberal 
and cultt1red education was being imparted to the pt1pils of this branch 
of academy \Vork by Miss Nutting and her assistants. A glance at the 
Table \vill disclose the range of subjects taught, and the usual tests of 
the pupils in them gave proof that tl1e)' were thoroughly and efficiently 
mastered. Difficult problems in algebra and arithmetic, were \Vorked 
with comparative ease, and questions in advanced Englis.ll grammar 
and analysis were i11telligentl)l a11d readily a11swered. The test of tl1e 
popularity of this school is seen, not only in the above results, but in 
the large share of patronage it enjoy~s from intelligent people of all 
ciasses of the community. A special drawi11g class, conducted by .a

competent artist, has lately been opened in the school, and instrumen .. 
tal music is taught by a talented pianist. 

LABRADOR. 

The diffic11Ities involved in providing for the education of 1,500 

people in i1umerous settleme11ts, situated at irregular intervals along a 
.coast of over 400 miles in exte11t, are almost too obvious to require 
me11tioning.. A personal vis.it to this remote shore made in the summer 
of last year, co11\1inced nl.e that all that could be reasonably expected 
from our li1nited gra11t for this purpose has been dor;ie., a11d the tnoney 
spent to the largest adva11tage. N 0 less tha11 288 cl1ildre11 11ave bene­
fited from the scl1ools me11tioned in Table B. In three settleme11ts, 
viz., Battle Harbor, India11 Cove and Cape Charles, scl1ools \Vere kept 
t11roughout the )rear; at Ve11ison Island for the fisl1ing season only, 
'\Iv hen . many people came out of the Bays to prosecute the fishery from 
.this point, \vhile i11 Sand\vich Bay an iti11era11t schoolmaster has for 
the fishi11g season kept school on the most important centres of tl1e 
coast, and in the winter followed the settlers and I{ept school in their 
\vinter quarters up the Bay. 

At Battle Harbor I fou11d the ne\V school, already reported upon, 
near to completion. It is a neat substantial building and suitable for all 
purposes. In a temporary room I found 18 cl1ildren under good disci­
pline, and doi11g well in elementary subjects. Te11 read \Vitl1 ease in 
the N e\V Testame11t ai1d wrote fairly well. The attendance in the win­
ter previous \Vas 43. 

Cape Charles.-Here I found a cl1eerfL1l substantial building and 
23 children in atte~dance, all doi11g well t1nder an enthusiastic Teacher 
a reside11t of the place. The school would do credit to many places in 
the Colony. 

Indian Cove.-Here I found 27 children being taught in the upper 
part of a store. Everything \Vas cheerless a11d uncomfortable, but the 
childre11 \\1ere orderly and a few had made a g·ood start i11 reading. 

Venison Island school was taught for the summer by a young man 
from Carbonear, whose worl' is well spoke11 of. 

Forteau.-At a meeting of nearly all the people here I \Vas enabled 
to stimulate those interested to commence building a school, sadly 
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needed, a11d subsequently arranged \Vith the Clerg).rman in charge 
to facilitate i11 every \va:y· its completion. I fear our grant will not 
enable us to keep a perma11ent school here, tl1ough this is one of the 
largest settlements upon the Coast.

WEST AND NORTH-EAST COASTS. 

,. At the request of your honorable government, and in the interest 
of the e<lucatio11 of the people residi11g on the above vast extent of 
coast, I 111ade a visitation of as mL1cl1 of the same as \\ras possible during 
the past year, particulars of 'vhicl1 will be seen more at large set forth 
under the head of inspection in Part III. The laboL1r 11ecessary to 
discharge even tl1is 11as been atte11c.ied \vith no small amount of self­
denial a11d hardsl1ip, at1d consiclering the facilities for travelling are SD 

fe,v and u11ccrtain, I trL1st that tl1e Legislature vvill n1al(e adeqL1ate pro­
vision to help the Superintendents to accomplisl1 'vith comfort to them­
selves and satisfaction to allco11cerned tl1is very large addition to their 
present duties.

INSPECTION AND VISITATION. 

DISTRICT OF ST. JOHN'S. 

The Central Training Scl1ool and the Church of England Academy 
will be found reported upon in the earlier part of tl1is Report. It \vill 
suffice no\V to prese11t the actual condition of schools as ascertai11ed by 
exarni11ation in the several Districts visited duri11g the year. 

There has been an attendance of r,202 in the schools of this Dis· 
trict during the year, with an average of 806 present for that time. 
As a rule all are going on creditably, and are doing good \vork for 
education. 

St. Joh1,i's, East has had 159 enrolled for the year, who under the 
Teacher and 11is assistant have given evide11ce of attention and dili­
gence. 011 examination day there were r r5 present \vi th vvhose pro­
gress in subjects enumerated in the Table, I \Vas much pleased. The 
Chairman and Secretary of the Board \Vere present, and prizes were 
distributed to scl1olars who were best i11 eacl1 class • 

• 
St. Jolin's West.-Worl{ here continues to be conducted in the 

same unl1ealthy incommodious building, witl1 damaging effects. The 
long talk:ed-of ne\v school is proposed shortly to be erected, and a &ite 
has been secured for that purpose. 011e hundred a11d ten were prese11t 
ot1t of 200 registered, and the exami11ation showed that matters were 
maintaining their former creditable sta11dard. 

Portitgal Cove.-rA school of the Colonial and C. C. Society, the 
worl' of 'vl1ich is n1uch marred by the poverty of the people and conse­
q t..1e11t irregular attendance of the children. I found the Teacher at 
11is post and doing his best under the circumstances. 

Torbay.-A small school with a conscientious Teacher doing fair 
work with some discouragements. 
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Poitch Cove.-At the time arranged for my visit, the Teacher in­
formed me that · epidemics \Vere prevale11t, and that an examination of 
his scl1ool, to be reported, would not do him justice. I postponed my 
visit in consequence. 

Virginia.-T\venty-five \Vere enrolled here for tl1e year. At my 
visit only eight were present, all of the first class, who did fairly \Vell. 
Under the new Teacher, lately appointed, the number should be trebled. 

Belle I sle.-Thirty-six present ot1t of 46 on the register. Results 
st1perior to any I have see11 here before. The children \Vere orderly, 
did their work with ease, and gave proofs of diligence 011 the Teacher's 

part. 

Topsail.-Thirt)·-seven present out of forty-eight on register. In 
parsi11g and geography, the first class did \Yell, and . in other school 
subjects very creditable proficienc,;; was exhibited. A ne\v building of 
larger dime11sions, sadly needed, is 110\V in course of erection. 

Lo1ig Pond.-Registered for tl1e quarter of my visit 59; present 32. 
Apathy of parents make good results here almost an impossibility. 
With this and other drawbacks, the 'I'eacher has done his best with 
those under his charge, and while it. might be a 11ardship to the fe\V 
\vho appreciate the school, to suspend it for any lengthened period, still 
some steps should be taken by the Board to secure greater interest in 
the Teacher's work here. 

Middle Bight.-Out of r ro registered 68 '\Vere present. As in all 
large schools conducted by a single Teacher, some scholars are neces­
sarily in lo\v standards, and a few only sufficiently advanced to make 
lear11ing a pleasure, so here I found one-half the pupils in elementary 
standards. The first two classes of 33, did their \Vork, ho\vever, to 
my satisfaction, and showed that as usual the Teacher had been atten­
tive and diligent. 

Upper Gullies and Lance c·ove.-Two schools conducted in alternate 
'veeks by one 1'eacher, an arrangement now from gro\ving· nt1mbers 
found detrimental to progress. The school of Lance Cove was going 
on only middling \Vith 2r children. A little more energy is required 
by the Teacher, a11d greater perseverance a11d cl1eerfulness. 

Petty H arbour.-A Colonial and Conti11ental C. Society scl1ool 
doing fairly \Vell. 
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DISTRICT OF BRIGUS. 

There have been 246 scholars in attendance at the three schools of 
1' this ·Board during the year, apart from the scl1ool of tl1e Colonial a11d 
C. C. Societ)y in Brigus. As tl1ere had bee11 cl1anges made in Teacl1ers 
at two of the schools, at tl1e time of my visit to tl1e District, it \Vot1ld 
be unfair to them to report officially upon their worl{ only in its i11itia:l 
stage. 1'he C. C. S. is doing good vvork, and the Teacher is much ap­
preciated. 

DISTRICT OF PoRTE .. DE-GRAVE. 

Porte-de-Grave.-TI1ere \Vere 133 registered in the schools of the 
C. C. C. S., witl1 an average of over 80 scholars, throughot1t the year. 
I was generally pleased \Vitl1 the careful 'vork of the '1vorthy 1~eacl1er 

of thi~ place. His assistants had tl1ejr· respective classes in good order, 
and all did fairly vvell in usual subjects. I \Vas much pleased also with 
some useful specin1e11s of needle-\vorl{ and knitting. 

Porte-de-Grave.-The Board school is a nice commodious and alto-
gether suitable Building, and is supplied 'vith nearly all 11ecessaries for 
~eacher a11d scl1olars. 1"'hirty children \Vere beyond the average in 
school studies, some '1Vorl{ed difficult sums, and were well up i11 tlie 

.. geograpl1y of Europe, and in elem~ntary parsi11g. The Teacher is of 
second grade and gives general satisfaction. 

Hibb's H ole.-Present 3S out of 46 registered. l\f atters generally 
had much improved since my former visit, and the children gave evi­

~ dent signs of careful \Vorl{ and conscientious attention on the part of 
the Teacher. The room was \vell arranged, and good order and atten­
tion obtained. 

Bare1ieed.-Registered for the year 94; present at examination 46. 
1Improvement was visible l1ere in many particulars. The room 'vas 
~more tidy, the children more order!)·, and better classified, though 
the diversity of books still presents a serious dravvback. The reading 
and writing \Vere better, and the arithmetic of the first class \\1as cre­
ditable. The room requires painting both ~insi<le and out. 

N ortli River.-Registcred-for the year 46. The Teacher · is doing 
good \Vork with some discouragements. 

-DISTRICT OF BAY ROBERTS. 

The Teachers of this District are on the whole the best in the 
... 

country, and the bt1ildings are a credit to their respective settlements, 
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• 

thouo-h the Board has embarrassed itself with a heavy debt in order to 
b 

effect these necessary improvements. 

Coley's Point.-Present 76 out of 98 on register. A most creditable 
school, and among the best ii1 · the countrj1

• The reading, dicta· 
tion, aritl1metic a11d grammar, were highly creditable, and the order 
and general discipli11e commendable. 

Bay Roberts, West.-·This school is most ~ui~able for school \Vork, 
is \vell supplied vvith superior desks and maps, and has a competent 
Teacher \vho has done good \Vork with a limited number of pupils. 
Order ai1d discipline good. 

Bay Robe·rts, East.-Under a second grade female Teacher over 
thirty pupils had made considerable progress i11 usual subjects, a·11d 
had been \vell drilled in geography and English grammar. 

French/s Cove.-Two visits to this scl1ool assured me that the 70 
children attending 11ad received full attention from the Teacher. Sub· 
jects \Vere bei11g taken up unattempted before. 

Spaniard's Bay Pond.-A poor settlement and consequent irregular 
attendance of cl1ildren. The Teacher has done his best and matters . • 
generally are improving. 

Country Path.-1~11e new school here is completed and tl1e Board 
are now about to open it under a second grade female Teacher. 

DISTRICT OF SPANIARD'S BAY. 

There have been three schools open in this district during the year. 
The 11ew school-room at Spaniard's Bay, a commodious buildi11g has 
taken the place of the dilapidated room of former years, though the 
Board has run considerably into debt to bring it to completion. The 
scl1ool on the New Harbour road is also finished, and the Board are 
a waiti11g an increase i11 tl1eir grant to enable them to place a Teacher 
there. 

Spaniard's Bay.-The room was unnecessarily untidy and dirty in 
the extreme, the children slovenl),., and results, as may have been 
expected, were in accordance. 1'he Board will require to adopt strict 
measures to ei1sure the ne\v room from being ill-used, and to secure 
better educational results for the future. 

Tilto1i.-A scl1ool kept here duri11g the winter had closed before 
my visit to the District.

' 
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Bishop's Cove.-A school of the C. C. C. S. not very highly appre­
ciated to judge from the small attendance on the day of my visit. The 
Teacher, \vl10 is thoroughly competent failed to awaken ~uch interest 
in the people. A change has been made and things have taken a turn 
for the better. 

DISTRICT OF HARBOR GRACE. 

Upper Island .. Cove.-There were 73 present out of 120 registered 
for the quarter. T l e Teacher still continues to give satisfaction to all 
concerned. As o f 0rmer occasions I found creditable results in arith­
metic, reading, spelling and \Vritin~. The large attendance alone pre­
vents the Teacher from doing all he \\1ould wish. I regret that the 
funds of the Board can11ot afford him an assistant, nor put the room 
i11 the condition desirable for good school work. 

Br;iant's Cove.-Present 22 out of 41 on register. Things have 
improved here since my former visit, under a y?oung man lately appoint­
ed and fairly qualified. The children gave proofs of having made pro. 
gress in reading, \vriting and arithmetic. A contemplated stay at our 
Training Scl1ool for 2 or 3 months will give the Teacher better ideas 
of my requirements than he now possesses. 

Harbor Grace, South.-Here I found 44 children under good. order 
and discipline, with whose progress I am pleased to speak in terms of 
praise. The usual school subjects \Vere gone tl1rough with credit to 
all, and special notice is demanded for the arithmetic. 

Harbor Grace, N orth.-There '\Vere 112 registered for the quarter, 
and 56 present on day of examination, half the number prese11t at time 
of my former examination. · The scl1ool \Vas in a transition state, 
children who had gone to the Labrador, and to the fishery elsewhere were 
just returning. With this drawback results were not so sati&factory 
as formerly, though the regular attendants were fairly up in all sub­
jects. The room is fast becoming ruined and unfortunately the circum­
stances of the Board \vill not permit yet of a new erection being under-
taken. 

C. Conti1iental Scliool.-This school, as formerly, did well in both 
departments. The reading was improved, and the writing also, while 
very intelligent answers were given to questions on the Church Cate-
chism and Bible History. 
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Ha·rbor Grace Isla1id.-i\. summer school only, with an attenda11ce 
of 22, the children of parents who go here to prnsecute the fishery. 

Harbor Grace, High Schl'ol.-This school is a credit to the To,vn, 
and reflects great credit up1Jn all concerned. Forty-five on the day of .:~ 
examination did admirably well in all the subjects of scl1ool work. 
Sixty-one children have enjoyed the benefits of this school during the 
year. 

DISTRICT OF CARBONEAR.-

Carbo1ietir, South.-Registered for the quarter 47; present 36. I 
am pleased to report that the success of tl1e work of the Teacher here 
has been most creditable. The children did well in elementary work 
and were under good discipline. The new scl1ool building whe11 fitted 
up with more desks will be all that can be expected. 

Carbonear.-Sixt)r-nine children were present whose attainments 
were above the q.verage. The school is \Vell classified and the Teacher 
most atte11tive to his duties. The parsing and arithmetic des~i:_ve

Spoitt Co7Je.-A '\Vinter school only with an attendance of r6, taught 
by a compete11t young man. 

Visits were made to the District of Trinity Bay West, and to 
New Harbour District. In the latter, schools were taking holidays, 
and in the former matters were i11 a transition state-the children just 
returning from Labrador. Official duties in St. John's prevented my 
visiting Bay-de-Verds and Districts north of it. All were visited in 
the previous year and duly reported upon. 

DISTRICT OF PLACENTIA BAY. 

Ha-rbor Buffett.-Thirty-two present out of forty registered. The 
results of examination were most encouraging and satisfactory, a11d 
were superior to any I have previously observed here. The arithmetic, 
grammar and spelling deserve particular notice. 

Meraslieen.-A comfortable school-room, with a small attendance; 
thirteen ehildren, however, gave most gratifying proofs of the Teacher's 
diligence. It is much to be regretted that the funds of tl1e Board \Vill 
not permit this school to be continued tl1roughout the year; one Teach­
er alternates between this place and Isle Valen, keeping school six 
m-0nths in each. • 
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Oderin.-A small school with only an attendance of a dozen scho· 
lars. The Teacher has been found deserving of a better place. 

Bai1i H arbor.-Epidemics had carried off many cl1ildren in this 
place. Tl1e attenda11ce \Vas only 22, but these gave me 1nt1ch pleasure 
in the very creditable \Vay i11 vvl1ich they read, spelled, and ·a 11swered 
questions in geography and grammar. The Teacl1er is rnost co11scien· 
tious a11d is highly appreciated. 

DISTRICT OF BURIN. 

Rock Harbor.-The Teacher and school \Vere taking holidays at 
the tiine of my visit to the District. She has done good work and is 
no\v teaching school at ivfortier Bay. 

B1trin.-Thirty children have enjoyed the benefit of the very com­
petent Teacher here, \vith \vl1ose lahours I vvas much gratified. The 
cl1ildren wrote neatly i11 copy-books a11d answered well on the geogra· 
phy of N e\vf oundland. 

Bitll Cove and Po1't .. au-Bras.-One Teacher now conducts these two 
schools in alternate \Veek~s, not a very desirable arrangement; but the 
best u11der the financial position of the Board. 

Great St. Lawrence.-This ·school continues its good reputation 
under Mr. Pitcher. 

I did not visit the school at Lamaline. 

DISTRICT OF FoRTUNE BAY. 

Harbor Briton.-·Out of 23 registered there were 19 present. Seven 
of these read with intelligence and wrote fairly; tl1e others were not 
far advanced i11 any subject. 

Great Harbor.-The Teacher had just resigned, and informed me 
that the salar)1 sh~ received vvas not sufficient remuneration for her 
servict:s. !11 this I concur, and regret that the Board are unable to 
increase it. 

, Jersey H arbor.-A small school had also been closed here for the 
same reason as given above. 

Little Bay.--Twenty-seven cl1ildren here have d0ne well under .a 
competent Teacher. I \Vas much pleased with the writing and reading 
and practical arithmetic_, and the cheerful look of the children. 
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Coomb's Cove.-I ha\1e advised the Board, in justice to this settle­
ment to place one of its Teachers here from another locality,-sa)1

, the. 

last mentioned one. 

Mose A nibrose.-Eighteen cl1ildren assembled in B. small store had 
profited by the diligence of a female Teacl1er, \Vho is lool(i11g for\vard 
to a course of trai11ing in St. John's. FoL1r were reading in R. R. 4, 
and five in R. R. 3· 

St. Ja.cqites.-Twenty-seven children gave proofs of bei11g well 
attended to. The writing \Vas good, and the reading also, save that 
it \Vas a little too fast, aritl1metic it1 compound rules was very ·Cre­
ditable. 

Belleoram.-A school of the C. C. C. S. doing good work. TJ1is is · 
the largest and most flourishi11g scl1ool in thP. District. Ninety-seven 
were regist.ered for the quarter, a11d 65 were in attendance at exami­
nation. In reading, \Vriting, a11d in aritl1metic, as far as practice, the 
children did most creditably. 

Rencontre.-Eighteen children present at examination out of t\venty 
registered. Very satisfactory results \Vere visible i11 usual subjects. 
The Teacher, si11ce removed to a larger sphere, deserves considerable 
credit for diligence and pains \vith his scl1olars. 

Harbor Mille.-Twenty-four children did only fairly. 
apathy, a natural consequence, make matters difficult for 
to get along. He is co1npetent and \Vorks faithfully. 

Poverty and 
the Teacher 

Little Bay.-Thirty-two children \Vere assembled in a schoolroom 
partly finished. Considering the time the s<?hool has been in operation 
tl1e 1~eacher has done good \Vork and given good return for her small 
small salary. No school had been kept here before. 

Bottom of tlie Bav.-A generous person, a native of this place, but 
now resident in the United States, has guaranteed eighty dollars a year 
to establish a school here. A female Teacl1er from our 1'raining School 
was about to commence \Vork at time of my visit to the District. 

Bay L'Argent.-A most creditable school, with an attendance of 
32 scholars, ali of whom were above the average in attainments, owing 
to the diligence of the Teacher, who has since removed to a larger 
sphere of work in Conception Bay. 

• 
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I did not visit Garnisl1 nor Sagona. The Chairman reports these 
schools as doing \Vell. 

DISTRICT OF HERMITAGE BAY. 

Hermitage Cove.-Nineteen children, whose progress had been very 
eatisfactory, assured me that the Teacher had done his best. 

·Gaulwis.-By far the best school in the District. Fifty-two pre­
sent out of sixty-three registered for the year. Classes in writing, read­
ing, arithmetic, grammar, geography, and histor)', gave evidence of 
successful work of the enthusiastic Teacher. Tl1e school has steadily., 
since my first visit, improved. 

Grole.-Hooping-cough \Vas rife at time of my visit, and only six 
·children out of twent:y·-three were present. The Teacher continues to 
give satisfaction. 

Pass Island.-Forty present out of fifty-nine on the register. Classes 
did well in all subjects. Things were on a more satisfactorj" basis than 
I have known them here before. The poor room is the chief drawback. 

Pushthrough.-T\\'enty-four ottt of thirty-seven registered, were 
present. Of the proficiency of the pupils I can say little. Epidemics 
had been prevalent here for some time, and the attendance had suffered 
much in consequence. The Teacher had discharged his duties \vith 
satisfaction to all the people. 

Bonne Bay.-Seventeen present in a temporary store, the new 
schoolroom having been burnt down the \vinter previous. The excel­
lent Teacher, who has since died of diptheria, had been most success· 
ful with her pupils, who did most creditably in all subjects. 

Richard's Harbor.-Twenty-six children have attended school he~e 
during the year. The progress of the sixteen present \Vas most satis­
factory, considering that they had had no previous opportu11it)1 of 
education of any kind. 

Rencontre.-Twenty-seven children had made good progress since 
my former visit, u11der th.eir at tentive Teacher. Witl1 the exception 
that the reading was some \Vhat too harsh in tone, all \vent to my satis­
faction. The TeaA;her \Vas examined and received third grade certifi­
cate from the Board of Examiners. 

• 
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Cape La Hmie.-Present twenty-eight, out of thirty-four on the 
register. This is the first time I have examined a school here, and I 
was most pleased with the twelve month's work of the competent 
Teacher. The children surpassed my expectation. The place is a 
poor one and deserves encouragement. 

DISTRICT OF BURGEO. 

Ra11iea.-Thirty-six present out of thirty-nine registered. Con- ~ 
siderable progress had been made since my last visit. Classes in read· 
ing, writing, arithmetic and geography did well, and evidenced diligent 
work on the part of the Teacher. Classification good, and order ere .. 

di table. 

Burgeo.-Sixty-nine registered, but only thirty prese~t, owing to 
the fine fish weatl1er, when the bigger children 'vere required at home. 
On subsequent day sixt)r-nine present. Progress had been made in all 
subjects, and the 1'eacher was held in respect by parents and Board. 
Some boys were doing book-keeping, and had a most creditable know­
ledge of geography. 

Hitnts.-Eighteen present out of twenty-eight registered. Eight 
read with ease in R. R. 3, and did simple rules with ease. The others 
\Vere in elementary branches. The 1~eacher has been doing faithful 
work. 

DISTRICT oF LA PoILE. 

Little Bay.-Seventeen in attendance, all of whom did fairly well 
in reading, writing and arithmetic. In standard 4, four children were 
more than ordinarily advanced. 

Harbor Le Cou.-Twenty-eight present out of thirty-four on the 
register. Classes did well in readi11g·, \Vriting, and in simple rules of 
arithmetic. Matters have generally improved since my former visit, · 
and I look for even better results next time. 

Rose Blanche.-Forty-11ine \Vere present out of fifty-seven regis-
tered. V\1ith all I saw here I was much pleased. Classes did 'vell in 
grammar, geograph)' , reading and aritl1metic. Chief defect is the lo\v 
tone i11 wl1icl1 cl1ildre11 read. The Teacher deserves special praise for 
his faithful work. ~ 
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Bitrnt I slands.-Twent)1-tvvo present out of t\venty-eight registered. 
Classes did \vell i11 reacling, \vriti11g, spelli11g and arithmetic, and gave 
proof of the faitl1 iul \vorl{ of tl1e dilige11t Teacher. A scl1ool is sadly 
needed on the mai11la11d, cl11d a deputation of the people li\ling there 
waited upon me to represe11t tl1eir case. From them I lear11t tl1at for 
two years no scl1ool l1ad bee11 k:ept tl1ere, a11d their cl1ildren \Vere u11able 
to cross t11e Harbor to atte11d scl1ool 011 tl1e Island. I have represe11ted . 
their case to the Board for tl1e District, but fear tl1eir limited means 
"rill not enable tl1em to respond to tl1is r1ecessary call. 

DISTRICT OF CHANNEL. 

Isle aux Morts.-This school had 11ot been long in operation. I 
can therefore say little of tl1e progress of t11e cl1ildren. There were 
forty·one present, a11d cloi11g as \vell as cot1ld be expected. I 11ave 
since learnt fron1 tl1e Cl1airma11 tl1at inatters are very satisfactory. 

Cape Ray.-Matters were i11 a tra11sition state 
Teacher had done good work here \vitl1 small means. 
the settlement. 

here. A female 
I did 11ot visit 

Channel.-Present seventy-nine out of ninety-nine registered. 
School was \Vell classified, and ge11eral good order prevailed. The 
T _eacher had lately arrived from another District. I \Vas much pleased 
with 11is work so far, and doubt not but tl1at he will bring this school 
up to the standard to \vhich so important a place ought to attain. 

\VEST COAST. 

Coaroy.-A most diligent Teacher is in charge of this school who 
has an attendance in summer of over eighty scl1olars. The Chairman 
reports that his worl{ is highly appreciated, and tl1at it is meeting with 
a large measure of success. I regret that without tl1e loss of con­
siderable valuable time, I could not pay the school a visit. 

St. George's Bay.-Tl1ere have been three schools in operatio-n in 
this Bay, with an atte11dance of 116 for the year. 1'he grant is ·only 
$305.69, and fair returns are made for its expenditure. I was enabled 
to see only one school, but the other two are reported to me as doing 
creditable \Vork. 

Sandy Po£nt.-Here tl1ere is a very creditable school-room, fitted 
up with desks, maps and other necessary applia11ces. 1'hirty-t\VO chil· 
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dren were present out of forty-one registered. The scholars were well 
classified and did well in reading, writing, and arithmetic, and in geo· 
graphy of Newfoundland. T~e. Teacher, since removed to another 

District, is conscientious and d1hgent. 

Crabb's Brook.-Under a Teacher who was trained in St. John's, is 
doing well. There has been an attendance of forty for the year. 

BAY OF ISLANDS. 

There have been three schools maintained in this District during 
the year, greatly aided by the liberality of the Rev. J. J. Curling, whose 
indefatigable labours for the good of _those committed to his charge and 
care are appare11t on all sides. 

At Sprucy Point is a decent, commodious, and well furnished 
school-room, surrounded by ample play grounds, and eligibly situated. 
The Teacher is provided \vith a dwelling house withi11 the same ground. 
Everytl1ing has the appearance of comfort a11d cheerfulness. There 
were forty-five children present at examination, \vhose attainments 
were above the average in schools under my superintendence. Classes 
read well in the several standards, wrote neatly, and 'vorked fairly 
difficult sums with ease and accuracy. The religious training had 
been well attended to, and prizes were a\varded to those whose profi­
ciency seemed to be the most marked. The effect of such a school 
must exercise a powerful influence for good on the rising generation 
of this loca.Jity. 0 si sic 01nnes ! Me~bers of the Bar of the Supreme 
Court then on Circuit at this place, attended the examination, and 
expressed themselves as highly pleased with the result. 

Riverh.ead of tlie Humber Ar1n.-A small unpretentious school, kept 
in a room- of an inhabitant of the place, but doing useful \\'ork. I 
found eleven childr~n in easy lessons, and well begun in catechism • 

. Lark Harbor.-T.he school here was vacant, but since my visit a 
Teacher has been appointed, from whose labours at Sandy Point I feel 
assured every ·satisfaction will be received. 

BONNE BAY. 

Birchy Head and -Woody Poi1it.-Two schools under one rnaster, 
k-ept in alternate periods. At the time of my visit work was suspen­
ded, as the former master had been appointed stipendiary Magistrat~

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for the District. I have been enabled to send one from our Training 
Scl1ool to succeed 11im. 

No1~ris' Point.-Here I found a small bt1t con1fortable school-room, 
witl1 Teacher's apartments attached. Eigl1teen children present did 
creditably in elementary subjects. Writing clean and neat, and arith­
metic fair. 

Cou1 Head.-I was unable to reach this remote settle1nent. From 
returns before me, it appears that seventeen children in the June qt1ar­
t er vvere examined, and prizes were a\varded to the deserving scholars. 

At Da1ziel's Harbor and at Troitt River new schools are in build­
ing, aided by the Rev. J. Curling, who l1as generously promised to bear 
for two years a considerable portion of their maintenance. 

STRAITS OF BELLE ISLE. 

A glance at the map of the co11ntry will make it obvious that the 
difficulty of proyiding for the educational wants of ·nun1erous small 
settlements along a coast of I 50 miles in extent,. \\·ith a grant of $369.20, 
is truly great, and until the sum is very largely augme11ted, must be 
eminently unsatisfactory. Moreover, the isolation is a serious hindrance 
to procuring Teachers, though means were forthcoming, to remain for 
a11y period. Two young men from our Training School, after one year's 
residence in the Straits, left to conduct schools in less isolated localities. 
At the time of my visit both had left, and a successor for Currant Island, 
St. Barbe, had just arrived. · 

At l11d£a1z lsla11d Harboztr.-I made arrangements with the Cler­
gyman with a young man of the place, who seemed fairly competent, to 
conduct school here until the spring • 

. At my suggestion, a small Committee was formed to erect a school 
at Dead1na1z's Cove, available for the children at Anchor Point, and two 
other small adjacent settlements. The Tables wilr give particulars of 
the school3 of the two yot1ng men before ref erred to. 

This co11c!uded n1y visit 011 the West Coast of the Island for I 884, 
at1d aJthot1gh I have ·vvillinslY undertal\:e11 this extra \vork, it must be 
ciear to a ll tl:in1~in·g persons tl1at necessarily a considerable amount of 

additional toil, labor a11d hardsl1ip1 will be required to keep it up, 
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111 conclusion I \vould agaii1 thanl{ those ,,,110 l1ave aided me in n1y 

work, especially the Hon. Mr. Justice LITTLE, who generou5ly gave me 
permission to travel on board of the Circuit Ship for a ~reater part of 
my visit to this interesting section of the Country.

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APPENDIX A. 

RULES AND REGULATIONS RESPECTING PUPIL TEACHERS ATTENDING 
THE (CENTRAL) TRAINING SCI-IOOLS. 

I.-All Pupil Teachers shall be required to attend the Training 
School, regularly and punctually every day, during the School Terms. 

2.-During the usual School hours, they shall if required, help in 
diligently and faithfully assisting in the \Vork of the said School, and 
perform st1ch other dt1ties appertaining to its discipline as shall be ap­
pointed to them by t11e Principal Teacher. 

3.-Special instrt1ction in the subjects in which they are next to be 
examined, shall be given by the Principal Teacher, during five 11ours in 
each \Veek, at such rate of charges as shall be decided upon by the 
Superintendent, ai1d every Pupil Teacher shall dilige11tly learn and 
prosecute the studies appointed to him or her. 

N. B.-A register of marks received for each lesson shall be kept 
for the periodical inspection of the Superintendent. 

4.-All Pupil Teachers shall, except in cases where they reside 
with their pare11ts or guardians, lodge only in such houses as shall be 
approved of by the Superintendent, and the l<eepers of these houses 
will be required to furnish him with a Quarterly Report of the co11duct 
of the Teachers under tl1eir care and charge. 

5.-All will be required to attend the services of the Church regu­
larly, on Sundays at the least, and a strict enquiry will at all times be 
made into their moral conduct. 

6.-No Pupil Teacher will be allowed out after 7 o'clock in the 
evening from 1st November to 1st May, nor after 9 o'clock from 1st of 
May to 1st November, except to attend Services in Church, nor to 
attend parties or lectures, except with the permission of the Principal 
Teacher, first asked and obtai11ed. 

N. B.-Provided that the Principal Teacher may on special appli: 
cation permit a relaxation of this rule. 
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APPENDIX B. 
Sections I, 9, k s, Education Act, IS79. 

SECTION r.-All Teachers employed by Boards of Education shall 
be required to appear before tl1e Board of Examiners of their respective 
Denominations to be examined for Certificates of Qualification within 
Two Years from the passing of this Act ; and the Board of Examiners, 
of which the Superintendent is hereby constituted Cl1airman, shall 
have power to prescribe the mode in which Exami11ations shall be con­
ducted, to designate the times a11d places at which Candidates shall 
present themselves for examination, and to make such further arrange­
ments as ma)' be necessary to insure the uniform Classification and 
Grading of Teachers. 

SECTION 2.-Boards of Education, after the expiration of Two · 
years from the. passing of this Act, shall not employ for the Public 
Schools any persons as Teachers not holding a Certificate of First, 
Second or Third Gr2 de : Provided t11at nothing herein contained 
shall prevent Boards of Education from employing persons as 1"'each- , 
ers until the Board of Examiners shall 11ave examined such persons, 
\vhen, if they fail to obtain a Certificate of at least Third Grade, the 
Board of Educatio1i may conti11t1e such persons as 1"'eachers for a fur­
ther period not exceeding Six 11onths, and if within that time, after 
a second Examination, they shall still fail to obtain a Certificate in 
Third Grade, they shall be deemed disqualified to act as Teachers in 
Public Schools t1ntil they obtain a Certificate. 

SECTIO~ 3.-The sum of $z,ooo shall be annually appropriated 
and apportioned among the several Religious Denominations of the 
Colony, according to population, to be applied annually by the Governor 
in Council for the encouragement of Teachers who have received from 
the Board of Examiners a Certificate of Qualification, according to 
the following scale, viz :-Six Dollars for each Teacher holding a 
Third Grade ; Twelve Dollars for each Teacher holding a Second 
Grade, and Twenty Dollars for eacl1 Teacher holding a First Grade : 
Provided al\Va}'S that no Teacher shall receive said money unless the 
Superintendent of his Denomination shall certify t11at he has success­
fully taught a Public School during tl1e preceding Twelve Months : 
Provided, tl1at should the amount allocated for each Denomination be 
insufficient to pay all Certificated Teachers tqe aforesaid sums, the 
said Teachers shall share in the said sum appropriated proportionatelJ­
according to Grade.

Geography.-To be acquainted with elementary geography in gene. 
rat, particularly that of Newfoundland, and to be able to draw from 
memory an outline map of the same. 

MATHEMATICS.

HONOURS. 

A Candidate for any Certificate may receive honorable mention 
for acquair1tance with any of the languages or branches of natural 
science, or of mathematics, not enumerated in the above curriculum. 

Females are not required to pass examination in Algebra, Euclid, 
and Practical Mathematics; but credit will be given for an acquain­
tance shown therein. They shall, however, be required to be able 
to give instruction in domestic economy, needle-work, knitting and 
netting.

MAY IT PLEASE YouR ExcELLENCY ;-

I respectfully beg leave to submit, for the consideration of Your 
Excellency and the Legislature, my Sixth Annual Report on tl1e 
Roman Catholic Board Schools; those in the Districts of St. George 
and St. Barbe, the Convent Schools, and the Roman Catholic Aca­
de1ny, with notes on tl1e Statistical Tables, and references to matters 
connected with the duties of my office generally. 

The inspectio11 and examination of Schools, the examination of 
Teachers for certificate of grade, educatio11al \Vork i11 connection with 
Pupil Teachers, and official correspondence with Teachers and Chair-

... men of Boards of Education, occupied the principal part of my time. 

In accordance with the wishes of the Government, I visited for the 
first time tl1e two Districts of St. George and St. Barbe, and the details 

. of educational matter in these Districts are given in the notes on Visi­
tation of Schools, ai1d under the head of Special Education Grants. 

Of the t\venty-five Roman Catholic Educational Districts, the 
whole number, exclusive of the two above-named, I visited the pri11ci­
pal Schools in t\venty. As will be seen in Table headed Roman 
Catholic Board Schools, the number i11 operation for the whole or a 
part of the year in the twenty-five Districts was I 53, of \vhicl1 105 were 
visited. In St. George and St. Barbe there were 18 Schools, only 4 of 
which I was able to visit; and on Labrador there were 2. The Con-.. 

event Schools at present number 19, of which 9 \Vere visited-making a 
total of 192 in operation, not including the AGademy, and 118 visited•

In Table headed, "No. of Certificated T ·eachers, &c.,'' the numbers 
of certificated and uncertificated Teachers i11 each District are give11. 
Some of the latter are now teachi11g longer tha11 the time prescribed by 
the Education Act, within wl1ich it \Vas obligatory on them to obtai11 
a certificate of grade. It rests \vith the respective Boards to oblige such 
Teacl1ers to comply \vith the reqL1irements of the law in this particular. 

The omissions and defects respe_cting annual returns are very 
little less this year tha11 last. Frorn 37 Schools I have not received 
the annual retur11, and 2 r of those furnished are more or less defective 
for the purpose of tabulation and statistics. As suggested i11 my last 
report, the easiest ai1d n1ost effectual rr1ea11s of remedying this evil 
would be the withholdi11g of the grant for the September quarter until 
the Superi11tendent had certified in the Fi11a11cial Secretary's Office that 
the annual school retur11s for each District had been received by him. 
The blank forms can be i11 ·the hands of the Teachers before the end of 
the edt1cational year, Jt1ne 30th, and each Chairman can be supplied 
\vith as many forms as there are Schools in his District, in order to 
have a copy for any Teacher \vho might happen to lose or ffiislay the 
one sent hin1. In the case of 11alf-yearly Scl1ools, from May to N ovem­
ber, the returns could be filled up whe11 closi11g the Schools and for­
'varded to the Superintende11t for insertion in his report for the 
following year. 

When a change of Teachers occurs the salary shot1Id not be paid 
the Teacher leaving till he had given the Chairman the Rt:t11rns, unless 
such could be correctly filled by the i11coming Teacher from the School 
. Register. 

I may remark that the Teachers of half-yearly Schools are not, .as 
a rule, as capable of filling up the Returns properly as those engaged 
in yearly Schools. - -

Respecting the School Register, I again beg to bring under the 
notice of the Government the desirability of supplying it to the Schools · 
directly, even if the cost of it should be deducted from the District I 

Education Gra11t. 

The prese11t mode of supplying the Schools \vith the Register in 
use is unsatisfactory to Boards, and unfair to Teachers, who in many 
cases are obliged to purchase it at their ovvn expense, and is also objec­
tionable witl1 regard to the Superintendeat fr01n an official point of view.

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VISITATION AND INSPECTION. 

The following summary gives the resu:t of my examination of 
each school visited cluring the year, 'vith reference to the schools not 
visited, and some remarks on the state of school property in the several 
Educatio11al districts. 

DISTRICT OF St. JOHN'S. 

There ,vere for the :vvhole or a part of the year t'ver1ty-four schools 

in operatio11 in this district, nineteen of vvhieh vvere visited. 

PETTY HARBOR, (MALE.) 

Registered, 38 ; prese11t, 38. Most of the scholars were yot1ng and 
in elementary lesso11s. A fe\V \Vere rather advanced, reading English 
History, and \Vorking arithmetic up to proportio11 ai1d fractions. These 
latter had a pretty g;ood knowledge of gran1mar and geography. 

Thougl1 on the whole the state of the school was fair, still if proper 
interest had been taken by the Teacher a11d due attention paid to defi­
ciencies that were pointed out by me 011 previous visits, results more 
beneficial to the pupils and creditable to the Teacher should have been 
attained. 

PETTY HARBOR, (FEl\IALE.) 

Present, 33. This school vvas not quite as advanced as I found it 
tlie year before, those in the higher classes bei11g absent. Excepting 
the copy-books, 'vhich \Vere not as neatly done as might be expected, 
the state of the school was satisfactory, a11d t11e ans\vering up to a fair 
average. 

BLACKHEAD. 

Registered, 46; present, 3 r. In reading there was none beyond 
the second book, and in arithmetic the simple rules. From the ages of 
tlie pupils and the length of time many of them had been attending, 
the elder 011es should be fartl1er adva11ced. Hid the Teacher been 
sys~ematic and earnest in the discharge of his duties, the state of the 
school would, I think, be more progressive. T11e scl1ool furniture re .. 
ferred to i11 my last Report remains u11supplied. 
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GOU'LDS. 

Registered, 28 ; present, 2 5. The classes were elementary and 
many of the pupils had been only a short time in attendance. The 
Teacher is earnest in the discharge of her duties, and tl1e results of her 
labors, both as regards discipline and the conduct of the school gene­
rally, were satisfactory. 

KILBRIDE. 

Registered, 24 ; present, I 2. Owing to a temporary interruption 
the attendance 'vas less than usual the day of my visit. Arithmetic, as 
far as practice was 'vorked, and readi11g classes up to the 4th book. 
This latter class should be more ad vanctd in grammar and geography. 

The want of neatness in copy-books, and that due attention to 
writi11g, which careft1l Teachers seldom fail to bestow, were noticeable. 
The Teacher, I trust, 'vill take pai11s to retnedy as far as possible the 
defects brought under her 11otice, and carry out my instructions, so as to 
elevate the character of the school. 

RIVERHEAD, (MAI.E.} 

Registered, 145 ; present, I 2 5. The result of the examination 
showed that the labors of the Teachers the past year had been systema­
tic and effective. The school 'vas ii1 good working order, the classes, 
on the whole, fairly up in their several lessons, and the discipline and 
ge11eral management satisfactory, New desks and some other school 
furniture were qei11g provided. The exercises on tables and elementary 
rules of arithrnetic, pointed out as necessary for junior classes, will, I 
trust, be duly attended to. 

BALLYHALY. 

Registerd, 39 ; present, 20. !11 atte11dance and proficiency there 
was considerable advancement on the previous year ii1 the state of this 
school. Arithmetic up to proportion was workell, and the 4th readi11g 
class had a fair knowledge of gran11nar and geography. The \Vriting 
was careful, and specime11s of needle\vork \Vere sho\v11. 

LOGY BAY • 

Present, 9. Those present were young and in elementary lessons. 
As stated in my last Report, school was kept in a room of . a private 
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d\vellinO'·house until the erection of a new school-house. In view of the 
b 

51nallness of the attendance, the want of facilities, under present circum-
stances, for properly co11ducting a school, and the consequent inadequate 
results for the present outlay, I think it is for the Board to consider the 
propriety of suspending this school till the new house will have been 

built~ 
OUTER COVE. 

Registered, 16; prese11t, I 5. The children were in first and second 
reading books, and only 'vorking the simple rules in arithmetic. The 
Teacher appeared to be paying proper attention to school duties. In a 
school so elementary there was but small scope for examination, but so 
far as the cla~ses \vent t11e aris,vering was fair. 

TORBAY, (MALE.) 

Registered, 5 I ; present, 46. The proportion of those in advanced 
classes was small compared with tl1e whole number attending. Copy 
and cyphering books were neatly done. In arithmetic and grammar 
the answering was not so good as on previous visits. The state of the 
school, on the whole, was up to a fair average. 

FLAT ROCI{. 

Registered, 34 ; present, 24. One-half of the pupils \Vere in first 
book, the other in second a11d third. The answering in tables and ele­
mentary rules of arithmetic \Vas backward. 

By using his best efforts to remedy the deficiencies pointed out, the 
Teacher will, I hope, be able to secure more satisfactory results in future. 

POUCH COVE. 

Registered, 23 ; present, 20. I visited about middle of August, 
and the pupils had not all come in after sum1ner vacation. Miss Morey 
co11tinues in charge and the state of her school afforded ample testimony 
of her earnestness and efficiency. The manageme11t of the school and 
answering of the pupils were satisfactory .. 

MAJOR'S PATH .. 

Registered, 36; present, 2 I, Miss Turner, '\vho taught previously 
in Burnt Island, Bonavista Bay, took charge of this school about the 
middle of June last. I was pleased to find that an improvement, both, 
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in atte11dance and ,school matters in general, had taken place since her 
appointme11t. It is to be hoped that for the futttre parents in this thriv­
i11g locality \Vill evince a deeper interest th-an appeared hitherto to be 
felt in the education of their children; an·d thereby show their apprecia­
tio11 of the advantage of having a school established i11 their n1idst while 
so many settlements in different parts of the Island are deprived of such 
an invaluable boon. 

BELL ISLE. 

Registered, 3 I ; present, 27. Though the Teacher labors u11der 
great disadvantages for \Vant of room and proper school furniture, still 
I cannot help attributing no small share of the cat1ses of the backward 
state of this school to his neglect of class teachi11g and carelessness in 
maintai11ing discipline • 

• 

The defects requiring immediate remedy \Vere pointed out to the 
Teacl1er, and some directio11s for his future conduct in school manage- -
ment given him. I trust that his sense of cluty and a laudable ambition 
to regain a character for his school will urge him to tal{e more interest 
and use greater energy the coming year. 

TOPSAIL. 

Registered, 24 ; present, 20. The state of this school was of a 
medium character. I saw by the register that the attendance of the 
pupils was very irregular. Some were working advanced rules in arith­
metic, and the writi11g in copy and cypl1ering books \Vas pretty good. 

STEADY WATER. 

Registered, 16; present, 7. The attendance ii1 this school I found 
varied from 7 to 12. It is a s1nall number for which to pay a yearly 
salary to a Teacher, while for adjace11t settlements, as large if not larger, 
no school has been provided. If the number of scholars be not more 
it1 the future than has hitherto bee11 the case, I thi11k it would be \Vell 
for the Board to arrange for a half-yearly school in this place. Since . 
my visit the year before there was a change of Teachers, and Miss 
Ryan, who is now i11 charge, was doing all she could with the small 
number present. A few were fairly ad va11ce.d, the writing was neat, an~ . 

the room well kept. · 
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KEI,LIG REWS. 

Registered, 86 ; present, 48. In reading, spelling and . dictation 
the classes did well. The ansvvering of the higl1er class in grammar and 
geography was satisfactory. Ki1owledge of arithmetical rt1les and quick­
ness in tables were considerably above the average. The result of the 
examination proved that for mai11taini11g discipline at1d efficient school 
management, the Teacher has more than ordinary tact at1d ability. 

Within the year a new school-house, commodious and well situated, 
has been built. In style, and the facilities provided for school work, it is 
of a superior class, and along \vith being an ornament to the settlement 
is a substantial addition to the school property of the district. 

FRESHWATER ROAD. 

Registered, 39 ; present, 26. The pupils in the several classes 
acquitted themselves in a satisfacto~y ma11ner. In grammar and geo­
graphy the answering was good, and the higher class had at1 accurate 
kno\vledge of the advanced rules of arithmetic. 

The progress made during the year was highly creditable to the 

Teacher. 

MADDOCK'S COVE. 

Registered, 36 ; present, 24. School is kept in a private house 
until the new school-house, in course of erection, will be completed. 
The state of the school was of a medium character. The Teacher 
appeared to be earnest in the discharge of her duties, and will, no doubt, 
be able to secure better results \vhen teaching in a room properly fur­
nished. 

SCHOOLS NOT VISITED. 

Brookfield, Quidi Vidi, Coady's Well, Portugal Cove and Horse 
Cove.-As the Teachers of these schools have not obtained Certificate 
of Grade, and the Board still retains them in position, I consider it 
would be given countena11ce to a violation of the Education Act to visit 
and report on these schools. 

STATE OF SCHOOL PROPERTY • 
.. 

During the year the new school-house at Kelligrews, as already 
stated, was furnished, and the one at Maddoc_k's ~Cove nearly so ; the 

• 
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people of both settlements1 I understand, contribt1ting towards their 
erection in material and free labor. For some schools additional furni· 
ture was provided, and to others repairs effected. More desks for pupils, 
a desk for Teacher's use and a Blackboard are still needed in some. 
The Teachers, I trust, to whom these wants were pointed out will en· 
deavour, by 1naking application in the proper quarter, to have these 
requirements supplied itl due time. 

DISTRICT OF HARBOR MAIN. 

The nine Board schools of this district were in operation the past 
year, all of which were visited. 

HOLYROOD, SOUTH SIDE. 

Registered, 64; present, 5 5. The efficiency of this school was 
equally satisfactory on my last as on previous visits. The Teacher is 
unsparing in her efforts to advance her pupils, and the examination 
sho\ved that the }·ear's labors had been assiduous and successful. 

HOLYROOD, CENTRAL. 

Registered, I 36 ; present, 97. Without the aid of monitors, a.n 
assistance that cannot be availed of to ai1y great extent in Board schools, 
to conduct a school of 100 children is more than one Teacher can with 
justice to himself and his pupils. I was pleased to find, therefore, that 
subsequent to my visit a seco11d Teacher \Vas · appointed. In readi11g, 
grammar, geography and arithmetic, the classes did very fairly, and the 
writing in copy and cyphering boo·ks vvas carefully attended to, show­
ing that the Teacher had been faithful and atte11tive in the discharge of 
his duties. 

HOLYROOD, NORTH SIDE. 

Present, 39. Most of the children were young and in first book. 
Those in second a11d third books did fairly in readi11g, but the latter 
class should have known the elements of English grammar. The 
amount of school ki1owledge, on the whoie, \Vas consi_derably below an 
average. As the \\'orking of the school did not appear to be satisfac­
factory, I would wish to bring the matter specially under the notice of 
the district Board, with a vie\v of effecting such united action as is 
necessary to secure efficiency. 

• 
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HARBOR MAIN, (MALE.) 

:Registered, 7 5 ; present, 67. Both in attendance and progress the 
state of this school was more advanced than when visited the year 
before. In grammar and arithmetic the advanced class did especially 
well. The site and ventilation of the school-room are more or less 
objectio1:1able, and if a new school-house be not built, I trust the defects 
in ventilation will be remedied. 

CHAPEL'S COVE. 

Registered, So ; present, 5 3. Mr. Woodford, who taught in Salmon 
Cove in 1883, was placed in charge of this school in February, 1884. 
The new school-house is large, and when· painted inside and fully equip ... 
ped, \vill be one of the finest and most commodious in the district. 

Owing to interruption anj inconvenience caused by the burning of 
the previous school-house, and the small number attending till shortly 
before my ·visit in July, the scholars \Vere not as advanced as might 
otherwise be expected. With some of tl1e younger ones in the matter 
of religious instruction, due pairis had not been taken. This deficiency, 
I am happy to state, is one very rarely met with in the schools under 
my superintendence. 

SALMON- COVE. 

Registered, I 10; present, 79. Mr. Woodford was succeeded in 
this school by Mr. Kennedy in February, 1884. About three-fourths 
of the children present were in first book, and the others in second and 
third. In reading the t'vo latter classes did fairly, but in other lessons 
the state of the school was below an average. 

There is not sufficient desk accommodation and the room is too 
small for the number attendi11g. I understood it was the i11tention 
either to enlarge the present school-house or to build a second 011e in 
another part of the settlement. The Teacher seemed to be earnest and 
painstaking in the discharge of his duties. 

CONCEPTION HARBOR. 

Registered, 66; present, 28. Owing to temporary causes the at­
tendance was less thari usual the day of m.Y visit. Questions in arith­
metic, as fa:r as proportion, were worked, and the writing was careful. 
In grammar and geography the answering was pretty good.

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BACON COVE. 

Registered, 49; present, 3 I. In readi11g lessons, grammar and 
aritl1metic, tl1e sc11ool was some,vhat more advanced than wl1en visited 
the year before. 

COLLIERS. 

' 
Registered, 82 ; present, 63. About t\vo-thirds of the p11pils were 

in first book, the others in second, third and f ourtl1 readers. Some \Vere 
worl<:ing arithmetic as far as proportion. The number of those writing 
on paper \\'as less in proportion to tl1e vvl1ole number attending than is 
generally the case. The Teacher, no doubt, had been attentively and 
efficiently dischargi11g l1er duties, as the discipline and general state of 
the school testified. 

DISTRICT OF BRIGUS. 

The six Board schools of this district were visited during the year. 

TURK'S GUT. 

Registered, 44 ; present, 24. There vvas little or no change to note 
in tl1e state of tl1is school since visited the year before. A small desk 
for Teacher's t1se is required, a11d there is still no map in the room. 
Tl1e most commendable features \Vere good writing ai1d a knowledge of 
figures by the higher class. 

BRIGUS, (MALE.) 

Registered, 40 ; present, 29. This school continues in charge of 
11r. Po\ver \vho mai11tains his character for efficient school 1nanageme11t. 
Some of the grown boys had only recently rett1rned after being absent 
the summer, and were not as quick or as vvell drilled in elementary sub­
jects as scholars vvl10 had been attending regularly \vould be i11 like 
classes. 

· GOULD'S ROAD. 

Registered, 60; present, 20. Owing to the severity of the weather 
the day of my visit there \Vere not as many present as usual. I saw by 
the register that the atte11dance at this school is very irregular. The 
pupils, as a conseqt1ence, \Vere rather back\vard in some of the classes. 
The Teacl1er, I vvas satisfied did all in her po\ver to improve the cl1ildren 

under her care. 
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BURNT HEAD. 

Registered, 32 ; preser1t, 14. There was a slight advance i11 the 
state of this school since n1y visit the previous year. A small desk for 
Teacher's use, a blackboard and one or two maps are needed to enable 

the Teacher to render her work successful. 

N 0 R TI-I RIVER. 

Registered, 70 ; present, 44. Mr. Keats \vho taught in Spaniard's 
Ba)' till e11d of Septe1nber, tl1en took charge of this school which had 
been closed from May. J t1dging from tl1e exatnination I have reason 
to hope that under the prese11t Teacher this school will become efficient 
and attractive. 

BAY ROBERTS • 

I visite.d in the latter part of November and found the school tem­
porarily closed. The statements made by the Teacher respecting the 
classes, and the examination of the school register and copy ai1d cypher­
ing books vvere sufficient to sho\v that the school had been conducted 
ir1 a satisfactory manner the past year. The new school-house referred 
to in my last report as in course of erection here at Riverhead was, at 
the time of my visit, nearly ready for use. 

DISTRICT OF HARBOR GRACE. 

ISLAND COVE. 

Registered, 19 ; prese11t, I 5. From April, I 882, till January, r 884, 
this scl1ool was closed. It vvas then placed in charge of Mr. Lahy, who 
taugl1t previously in Tickle Harbor. The school was elementary but 
fairly progressive. Readi11g classes, first and second books, and up to 
the compot1nd rules in arithmetic. The Teacher seemed to be careful 
and attentive in the discharge of his duties. 

RIVERHEAD, H~,\RBOR GRACE, (MALE.) 

Registered, 57 ; present 32. Excepti11g in· a fe\v partict1lars the 
pupils in the several classes acquitted the1nselves in a creditable mari­
ner, and the state of the school was on the \Vhole satisfactory. lVIore 
care, however, should be bestovvec1 on writing, and the ki1owledge of 
geography vvas not as good as might be expected, especially the n1ap of 
;N' evvf oundland.

APPENDIX. 

RIVERHEAD, HARBOR GRACE, (FEMALE.) 

Registered, 39 ; present, 2 3. There was very little to note of 
change or improvement since my visit the year before. That the <;hil­
dren of the locality may be enabled to participate fully in th~ advan­
tages of our educational system, I wish to bring specially under the 
notice of the Board the unfurnished and unsuitable state of the room, 
and the general working of the school. 

0TTERBURY. 

Registered, 45; present, 28. There was a change of Teachers here 
in November, 1884, Mr. Coady taki11g the place of Miss Keefe, who re­
signed. The latter \Vas a very efficient Teacher, and her labors the 
past year were shown by the examination to have been successful. The 
room is too small for the number attending. The Chairma11, Most Rev. 
pr. Macdonald, informed me that it was intended the coming year to 
make some alteration in this school-house. 

MOSQUITO. 

Registered, 3 5 ; prese11t, 10. The day of my visit being very wet 
the attendance \:Vas less than usual. I saw by the register there were 
19 present the day before. The third class did very fairly in reading, 
grammar and arithmetic. Writing in copy and ciphering books should 
receive more attention. A blackboard is required. 

HARBOR GRACE ACADEMY. 

The same three Teachers as last year, viz.: Messrs. Wickham, 
Hanrahan and Sct1lly continue in charge of the three schools compri­
sing this Institt1tion. 

The numbers it1 each were-first or highest, registered 2 I , present 
I 7 ; second, registered 42, present 3 I ; and third, registered 69, present 
53; total registered, 132; present, 108. Within the year a considerable 
advance had been made both in attenda11ce and the nurnber and profi­
ciency of the higher classes. According to grade of school and ages of 
pupils the general answering was quick and intelligent, and the result 
of the examination amply testified to the assiduous care and competent 
managen1ent of those in charge. 

NOT VISITED. 

Spa1iiard's Bay.-At the time o.f my visit to the District in No­
vember this school was not in operation, it having been closed at ~h~

end of Sept~mber, when the Teaeher resigned to take charge of the 

school at North River. 

DISTRICT QF CARBONEAR. 

CARBONEAR, (MALE.) 

Registered, 44; present, 24. After last midsummer vacation it 
was arranged that the younger boys, who had been going to this school, 
should for the present attend the preparatory school in the Convent. 
Hence the difference in the above attendance and that of previous 
years. Arithmetic up. to fractions was intelligently worked, and the 
answering in grammar and geography was respectable. Did that good 
understanding bCtween Teacher, parents and resident Clergyman, with­
out which success and harmony in the working of our schools are un­
attai11able, but exist here, I should expect to find a larger attendance 
and a properly formed class in each of the higher branches. Euclid, 
Latin, French and Spanish were taught, b11t the same boy formed the 
'' class" in each. 

CARBoNEAR, SouTII SIDE. 

Registered, 40; present, 9. The severity of the weather and the 
want of a proper supply of fuel caused the attendance to be so small 
the day" of my \risit. Those present were advanced ic. reading lessons 
and arithmetic, in \vhich the ans\vering was of a medium character. 
Though the Teacher appears to be using his best efforts for the im­
provement of his pupils, still the state of the school was less satis­
factory than on previous visits. Most of the grown boys accompany 
their parents to ,Labrador in summer, and an unsuccessful season such 
as that of I 884 has on school matters, as in so many other relations of 
social life, a disheartening and depressing influence. 

CROCI{ER'S COVE. 

Registered, 67; present 44. On the resignation of Miss Keefe 
this school was placed in charge of Mr. Murphy, in September last. 
The degree of proficiency in the different elasses was a fair average. In 
grammar., geography and arithmetic the higher class did very well. 

PERRY'S COVE. 

4 school was opened here in the Fall of 1883, and from various 
~auses, changes and illness of Teachers and repairs of school-house, its

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-
'vorking was ii1terrupted. On visiting the locality, in tl1e latter part of 
November, I found the school temporarily closed. 

DISTRICT OF BAY-DE-VERDS. 

SMALL POINT. 

Registered, 42 ; present, 32. About half the pupils were in first 
book, the others in second and third. The school was elementary in 
character, and as desks and teaching Cl.ppliances had not yet been s11p­
plied, the Teacher labored under great disadvantage. The necessary 
school fur11iture, it was expected, would be s11pplied in a short time. 
The Teacher, I felt satisfied, \Vas usi11g her best efforts to advance her 
pupils. 

WESTERN BAY. 

Registered, 36 ; present, 27. I was pleased to fi11d this school con-
, siderably more advanced than \vhen visited the year before. The pupils 

read as high as fourth bool{ and \Vorked arithmetic up to interest. The 
room had lately been papered and painted, and lool{ed neat and com­
fortable. 

NORTHERN BAY. 

Registered, 72; present, 32. The reading classes up to fourth book 
did \vell ; writing in copy and . ciphering books was careful and neat, and 
the answering in arithmeti~ as far as tare and tret was very fair. The 
proof of a year's good work by the Teacher was manifest. 

JoB's CovE. 

Registered, 37; present, 28. Though the state of this school \Vas 
not as advanced as I should like to see it, still a fair share of progress 
was achieved within the year. The attendance of the elder children I 
found to be very irregular. The remarl{s in the Visitor's Book were 
complimentar)' to the Teacher, and I felt satisfied . sl1e was discharging 
her duties faithfully. 

BAY-DE-VERDS. 

Registered 5 2 ; present, 44.. This school continues in charge of 
Mr. North, and he creditably 11pholds its character for efficiency. The 
different reading classes \Vere carefully tat1ght, and the answering in 
grammar, geography, and arithmetic, as far as practice, was above the

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RED HEAD CovE. 

On visiting this school I found it closed for a few days. Mr. 
Moore, who had been for so1ne ti1ne second Teacher in Carbonear school, 
was appointed to this it1 August on the resignation of Miss Woodrow. 
I after\vards met him in Bay-de-Verds and learned that his attendance 
was from 2 5 to 30. Reading up to third book, and \vorking arithmetic 
as far as proportion. More school desks \Vere reqt1ired. 

Nor V1s1TED. 

Low Poi11t.- --This school continuE:s in charge of Miss Looney, and 

was in operation during the year. 

DISTRICT OF TRINITY, SOUTH. 

There were three schools in operation in this district in I 884,­
Heart's Desire, Turl<:'s Cove at1d Grate's Cove. 

HEART'S DESIRE. 

I visited the latter part of N ovem~er and found the school had 
been closed some days, as the stove could not be used for want of fun­
nelli11g, which, owing to some 1nishap, \Vas not furnished at the proper 
time. In a day or two afterwards the want \Vas supplied. The children 
were assembled for examination. 

In reading up to 4th book, spelling and dictation, the classes did 
fairly. Some \Vere working arithmetic as far as practice. Writing re­
quired more attention, ai1d class exercise on the tables, the elementary 
rules of arithmetic and map of N ewfou11dland, should be given. 

TuRI~'s CovE. 

Registered, 2r ; present, I 3. In teaching appliances and classifica­
tion of pupils there was a great want in this school. The reading books 
being of different kinds or series the Teacher was obliged to adopt the 
i11dividual instead of the class system. Some of the defects pointed out 
'vill, I trust, be remedied, and the management of the school become 
more satisfactory the ensuing year. 

GRATE's CovE. 

On the day of my visit to the settlement, by permission of the 
resident clergyman, the school was closed. I subsequently met the 
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Teacher who said the attendance varied from I 5 to 20 of children in 
elementary lessons. It was intended to fit u·p ·for school purposes a 
house that had lately been purchased, and to have if rea·dy for use e·arly 
the coming year. 

DISTRICT OF TRINITY, WEST. 

In this district there were three schools in op€ration d·uring the 
whole or part of the year. 

TRINITY, NORTH SIDE. 

Registered, 22 ; present, 22. In reading classes, history, grammar, 
geography and arithmetic, this was far in advance of the generality of 
outport schools of similar attendance. From the satisfactory state in 
which I always found this school, while in charge of Miss Flynn, it \Vas 
a matter of regret for me, in the interest of Education, to learn that 
she intended resigning her position at the close of the year. 

TRINITY, WEST SIDE. 

This school was closed from 'September, 1883, till July, I 884, when 
it was re-opened and placed in charge of l\fiss Hollahand. it was after 
school hours when I arrived, and bei11g obliged, in order · to carry out · 
my arrangements elsewhere, to take advantage next morning of the 
only means of travel available, I was unable to examine the school. 
The Teacher,. whom I examined for certificate of grade, informed me 
that the number on register was 16, and the daily attendance varied 
from 9 to 12, some reading third book and working arithm€tic up to 
reduction.

NOT ·VISITED. 

Heart's Ease . ..;;_Closed from the end of 1883 till Jufy, · 188.4, when 
it was re-opened and placed· in charge of Miss Fennell. 

DISTRICT OF TRINITY, NORTH. 

The tliree schools of this district were in operation the past year. 

CATALINA. 

Regis,tered, 45 ; present, 29. In reading, spelling and dictation, 
the third and fourth classes did fairly. So1ne were working advanced 
rules in arithmetic and had a pretty good knowledge of grammar and· 
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geography. More class drill in the elementary rules of arithmetic and 
. tables is needed. The state of the scl1ool evidenced care and attention 

on the part of the Teacher. 

BoNAVISTA. 

Registered, 36 ; present, 32. In t11e ordi11ary reading lessons tlp 

to 4th book, and in grammar, geography, arithmetic at1d religious ki10,v­
ledge the pupils acqt1itted themselve£ creditably. Writing in copy and 

cipheri11g books requires n1ore attention. 

NoT VISITED. 

Ragged Harbor.-The Teacher had resigned 011ly a short time 

previous to my visit to t11e district. 

DISTRIC1 .. OF BONAVISTA, SOUTH. 

In this district there \Vere nine schools in operation during the 
'vl1ole or part of tl1e )1ear. 

KNIGHT's CovE. 

Registered, 49; present, 37. Reading t1p to 3rd class book and 
in 11istory of E11gla11d \Vas good, and the ans\vering in gran1mar and 
geography, satisfactory. Son1e \Vere \Vorl<ing advanced rules ii1 arith­
metic, but tl1e ju11ior classes 'vere bacl<\vard i11 tables a11d elementary 
rules. The school-roon1 \Vas clea11 and neat, havi11g a cheerful attrac .. 
tive look about it. 

KrNG's CovE. 

Registered, 52 ; present, 45. There are fevv Board schools under 
my superi11tendence witl1 a record equal to this for general efficiency 
and successful management. The results of last exami11atio11 were 
equally satisfactory as in previous years. The answering in tl1e seve­
ral classes was up to a respectable standard. 

TICKLE CovE. 

Registered, 60 ; present, 50. Thirty-one of those present '\Vere in 
first book, the others in second and tl1ird. Arithmetic as far as com­
pou11d proportion was worked. The discipline '\iVas good, and tl1e result 
of the examination proved that the Teacher had . been attentive and 
efficient in the discharge of her duties.

Registered, 30; present, 22. Fair progress had been made in the 
different classes during: the year. The state of the school was up to a 
fair average, the result of care and attention on the part of tl1e Teach.er. 

SCI-IOOLS NOT VISITED. 

Broad Cove.-TI1is scl1ool continues in charge of Mr. McGrath, 
who, I was assured by the cl1airma111 conducted it very efficiently the 
past year. 

Keels.-Ciosed from December, 1883, till September, 1884, \vhen 
it was placed in charge of Miss Ryan, \vho had been trained as a Pupil 
Teacher. 

Open H all.-0\ving to the want of funds the Board was obliged to 
close this school i11 December, 1883. .Several of the children belong­
ing to the settle1nent attended during summer the school at Plate Cove, 
about three miles distant. It \Vas the intention to re-open the Open 
Hall school early in 1885. 

I1idian Arm a1td Sweet Bay.-The Chairman informed me that the 
same '"l'eachers as last year were in charge a11d givi11g ge11eral satis­
faction. 

DISTRICT OF BONAVIST.I\, NORTH. 

The chairman, Rev. \Vin. Veitch, gave me the follo\ving particu· 
lars respecting the schools of this district which I vvas unable to visit 
the past year. 

Burnt Island.-In charge of Miss Barron with whose management 
he had reason to be pleased. 

Cottell's Island.-Still in charge of Mr. Lane and conducted in a 
satisfactory manner. 

Gooseber,ry I sland.-Ciosed since April, r884, on the resignation of 
the Teacher. 

DISTRICT OF FOGO. 

TILTON HARBOR. 

Registered, 5'7 ; present, 54. I found this school on this as on 
previou-s visits in a very efficient state. 
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The a·mount of knowledge possessed by the pupils in the different 
classes was respectable, and in grammar, aritl1metic and English his­
torjr, the ans\vering was specially good. In the matter of needlework 
tl1e Teacl1er had evidently taken great pains to instruct the female 
children, as proved by the varied ai1d numerous specimens sl1own. 

JOE BAT'S AR~{. 

Present, 12. School \Vas still I{ept in the small unft1rnished room 
as whe11 last visited. 1£idsummer vacatio11 had only ended a fevv days 
before my visit, and several of the childre11 had not yet returned to 
scl1ool. Before \tacation the attenda11ce vvas from 20 to 25. Those 
present \Vere )'Oung ai1d in elen1entary lessons. Tradesmen \Vere em­
ployed fitti11g up the scl1ool-room that was removed t11e past winter to 
a central part of tl1e settlement ; and wl1en this large and properly 
furnished house \Vill be ready for use there should be 110 reason wl1y 
this school would not attain to a fair standard of efficiency.

FOGO .. 

Registered, 30; prese~t, 2 r. In reading· from first to fourth boo!(, 
spelling and dictatio11, t11e classes did very \Vell. The progress made 
in grammar and geography \Vas 11ot eqL1ally good, and the advanced 
scholars shot1ld have k:UJ\V11 more aritl1metic. The writi11g \Vas care­
ful, and 11eedlework \Vas taught. Tl1e present Teac11er, Miss Brie11, 
\vho \Vas appointed in J u11e, seemed zealous in her eff0rts to i~nprove 
her pupils, a11d with experience she will, I have no doubt, prove very 
efficie11t. 

NOT VISITED. 

Fogo lslands.-The cl1airman informed me that in o~tober, 1883, 
he opeQed a school here, to be k:ept i11 a private l1ouse till sucl1 time 
as mea11s \Vould be available for buildi11g a suitable school-house. 

He also referred to the great \:Vant of a school at lltdia1i Harbor, 
Fogo, and regretted his inability from \Vant of mea11s to provide 011e. 

DISTRICT OF FORTUNE. 

WALDRON'S COVE. 

. Registered, 14; present, 6. At the time of my visit the ~10wn 
children were engaged assisting 11eir parents i:J home work. Within 
the narrow scope for examination, those present were fairly i11structed 
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in reading, spelling, elementary rules of arithmetic and religious kno\V· 
legde. 

FoRTUNE HARBOR, N oR TI-I SIDE. 

Registered, 42; present, 27. In reading up to tl1ird book the 
classes did fairly. Son1e should be ad\ranced be)·ond compound rules 
in arithmetic, and should k11ow the rudime11ts of grammar. Strict at­
tention to class teachi11g accordi11g to a time table could not fail to raise 
the sta11dard of this scl1ool. 

LITTLE BAY 1\IINE. 

Registered, 65; present, 42. 1'1ore than one-half the children 
were in first boo1{, tl1e others in second, third ai1d fourth. The room 
\\'as but partial I)· supplied \vitl1 desk:s and teachi11g a pplia11ces, and tl1e 
Teacher, i11 co11seqt1e11ce, labored t111der disadvantages as regards class 
teacl1ing. Tl1e state of tl1e scl1ool \Vas, on tl1e \vl1ole, of a medium 
character. Whe11 tl1c school \vill be fully eqt1ipped, the 1'eacher, I 
trust, \vill, by discipline a11d an improved method, secure better results 
in future. 

DISTRICT OF Bi\ Y BULLS. 

BAY BULLS, (FE1:fALE.) 

Registered, 78; prese11t, 48. Tl1is scl1ool mai11tains its reputation 
for efficiency. The progress n1ade tl1e past )1ear \Vas evide11ced by the 
generally good ans\veri11g in the c1iffere11t classes. As noted in previous 
reports the scl1ool-room is not large enotigl1 for the nu1nber attendi11g. 

1v10I3ILE.

Registered, 34 ; present, 23. In reading, spelling and dictation 
the classes t1p to third bool< clid fairly, Son1e '''ere \Vorki11g arit11metic 
as far as proportion. V\1riting sl1ould receive more atte11tio11. Thougl1 
the 1'eacher seen1ed to be dilige11t, still tl1e rest1lts of his labors \Vere 
not quite st1ccessft1l. Greater ear11est11ess of n1a1111er, better discipline 
and systen1atic class teacl1i11g \vould be sure to give a healthier and 
livelier to11e to tl1e school. 

ToR's CovE. 

Registered, 65 ; present, 58. In the usual reading lessons and the 
ordinary scl1ool subjects the pupils acquitted themselves very \Vell. 
Nothing but unremitting care and attention on the Teacher's part 
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could have secured so uniform and respectable a degree of proficiency 
in the differe11t classes. I was pleased to learn that the 1'eacher, Mr. 
Ronayne, received a well-merited promotion by being appointed to Bay· 
Bulls school after the close of the )rear. 

CAPLIN CovE. 

Registered, 30; present, 20. This school was pretty much ~n the 
same state as \vhen visited the y·ear before. The classes were 1n ac­
cord with the ages of the children, a11d the teachi11g was careful. The· 
Teacher seemed to be attentive a11d exact in the performance of her 

duties. 
NoT VISITED. 

Bay Bt{,lls, (Male).-Shortly before my visit to the district this 

school became vaca11 t. 

Witless Bay.-The Teacher had just resig11ed at the time of my 
visit, and the school was closed. 

DISTRICT OF FERRYLAND. 

The seven Board scl1ools of this district were in operation the past 

~·ear. 

CAPE BROYLE, (MALE.) 

Registered, 3r ; present, 25. Tl1e number in advanced classes 
was larger than is usually the case with a lil{e attendance. So far as 
the efforts of tl1e Teacher to improve l1is pupils could go, evide11tly no 
pai11s had been spared, but he labored under great disadva11tages O\Vi11g 
to the \Vant of school furnitt1re and teachi11g applia11ces. As tl1e gra11t 
for the district is insufficient to pay tl1e sal'!.ries of the present Teacl1ers, 
there cannot, of course, be anytl1ing do11e ii1 the way of repairs out of 
the present income unless by closing some of the schools. 

CAPE BROYLE, (FEMALE.) 

Registered, 39; prese11t, 3r, About half the pupils \Vere in first 
book, the others in second and third. Arithmetic, as far as compou11d 
rules, \Vas \vorked, and needle\vork was taught. The Teacl1er appeared 
to be using her best efforts for the improvement of her pupils. 

The re:narks made respecting the unfurnished state of the male 
1chool are equally applicable to this • . 
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BRIG US. 

Registered, 33 ; present, r7. Lessons were rather elementary, 
and the children young. A few were reading third book and \vorking 
compound rules in arithmetic. The state of the school was of a mediL1m 
character. 

FERRYLAND. 

Registered, 46; present, 38. As stated in my last report this 
school was temporarily closed it1 r883, owing to the ill-health of the 
Teacher. It was also closed the greater part of the time from e11d of 
J a11uary till August, 1884, from the same cause. Consideri11g the in­
terrt1ption, the school \·Vas ii1 fair \i\forki11g order, and the ans,vering of 
the 11igher class i11 grammar, geography and arithmetic, was very cre­
ditable. 

ADMIRAL'S CovE. 

I visited 3rst October and found the school had been closed the 
d-ay before, tl1ere bei11g no funnelling for the stove. I sa \V the Teacher 
a11d examined the register and \Vriting. · The attendance varied from -17 to 25.

A quaforte.-School is still kept in Teacher's dwelling as when last 
reported, 

DISTRICT OF RENEWS. 

The six Board schools of this distri·ct were in operation the past 
year, five of \vhich were visited. 

FERMEUSE. 

Registered, 55 ; present, 32. Co11siderable progress had been made 
in t11is school within the year. I11 reading ai1d arithmetic the higher 
class did well, but the knovvledge of grammar was meagre. The 
Teacher is placed at a disadvantage for \Vant of a blackboard and desk. 
It is a matter of regret that more attention is not given to supplying 
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the deBciencies in school furniture, poi11ted out by me from )rear to 
)rear in my reports. Want of f~nds, no doubt, is the cause i11 ma11y 
j 11stances why my recommendations are not atte11ded to, but there are 
cases in \Vhich more might be done if proper interest \Vere taken in the 

management of our schools. 

KrNGMAN's CovE. 

Registered, 48; present, 37. Most of the children ·present were 
)toung, and the lesso11s, as a matter of course, \Vere ele1ne11tary. The 
reading classes did pretty \Vell, but in arithmetic, grammar a11d geo .. 
graphy, very little had bee11 do11e. Sl1ould the 8.tte11dance be kept up 
the coming )'ear, more satisfactory results should be looked for. 

RENEWS, (11ALE.) 

RegistP-red, 39; present, 33. 1"he state of tl1is school \Vas, on the 
whole, of a mediun1 character. Nearly all the advanced scholars had 
only rece11tly returned after being absent the summer. The Teacher, 
I felt satisfied, 11ad been doing his duty faithft1lly, and if my visit \Vere 
made at a11other time, his pupils, no doubt, '\Vould sho\V to more ad· 
vantage. 

RENEWS, SouTH SrnE. 

Registered, 42 ; present, 34. Proof of successful school work dur­
i11g the year was afforded by the ans\veri11g i11 the several classes, the 
varied specimens of needle\vork sl10\vn, and the well kept state of tl1e 
room. The directions given the Teacl1er respecting some deficiencies 
noticeable, will, I trust, be duly attended to. 

CHANCE CovE. 

Registered, I5 ; present, r5. The new school-house, referred to 
in my last report, is not yet finished, and tl1e school continues to he 
kept in the same small and unsuitable place. The Teacher was doing 
her utmost under tl1e circumsta11ces. From November, 1883, till 
May, 1884, she taught in Clam Cove, during which this school was 
closed. 

BROAD CovE. 

Owing to an occurrence that took place the day of my · visit, and 
which intimately affected some families of tl1e settlement, this school 
was not examined. 
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DISTRIC'f OF TREPASSEY. 

PORTUGAL CoVE. 

Registered, 22; present, 17. There \Vas a falling off in the atten. 
dance from the time of my visit the year before, but in the matter of 
proficiency fair progress had been made. Tl1e advanced class did \Vell 
i11 reading, grammar, geography ai1d arithmetic. Tl1e school furniture 

, referred to i11 previous reports as being required, has 11ot been supplied. 

ST. SHoTT's. 

I visited the locality in the latter part of October, and the Teacher, 
who had been allo\ved to take her midsummer vacation late in the 
season, being delayed on her j ourney from St. J oh11's, had not returned 
up to the time of my visit. Subsequently, I n1et her in 1~repassey, 

. exa1ni11ed her for certificate of grade, a11d ascertained the follo\vi11g 
particulars respecting the school. Tl1e attenda11ce varied from 20 to 
25 in reading classes up to third book, a11d 11one advanced be)·ond the 
simple rules in arithmetic. ~ 

DISTRICT OF ST. MARY'S. 

HOLYROOD. 

Registered, 36; present, 3 r. The classes up to third book did 
·very fairly ii1 readi11g, spelling, and dictatio11. Gramn1ar a11d geo .. 
graphy 'vere not so good. Tl1e writing was neat and sho\ved that 
special care had been bestowed on it by tl1e Teacher. Careful \Vriting 
and \vell-kept copy.books are generally sure tests of an earnest and 
attentive Teacher. Class drill in tables, and the first rules of arith· 
metic should be more practised. 

GAsKER's. 

Registered, 57; present, 50. I \Vas much pleased to find a marked 
improvement in tl1is school since my visit the year before. The chil­
dren were carefully taught in their several lessons, and this in a school 
.of fifty pupils can only be done by constant attention, strict discipline 
and a good method where there · is only one . Teacher. The result of 
the examination proved that these conditions had been complied with. 

RIVERHEAD, ST. 11ARY's. 

Registered, 34 ; present, 26. One half tl1e children were in first 
book, and the others in second and third. The answering in the differ· 

I 
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ent classes was a fair average. Some were working arithmetic up to 
practice, and understood the subject pretty well. The .Teacher seemed 
to be doing her utmost for the improvement of her pupils. 

SALMONIER, SOUTH SIDE. 

Registered, 37 ; present, 25. There was a change of Teachers 
here in July, Miss Reilly taking the place of Miss Grace, who re· 
signed. In the ordinary lessons the different classes did very fairly, 
and the school was in good working order. 

SALMONIER, NORTH SIDE. 

Registered, 32 ; present, II. The attendance had fallen off shortly 
before my visit in the latter part of October in consequence of the 
coldness of the weather, and the room, owing to some delay, not being 
provided with a stove. Judging from the answering of those present, 
I could not say that the Teacher's labors had been very successful, nor 
that the state of the school was up to an average· standard. 

NOT VISITED. 

Mall Bay.-A half yearly school from May to November. 

North River.-A half yearly school from November to ~fay. 

Colinet.-Means were not available to provide desks, &c., for the 
new schoolhouse lately built here, and referred to in my last report. 

Miss Barron taught in North Harbor during the winter and spring, 
and was engaged here in the summer. If the room were properly 
fitted up the results of her labors here would, I have no doubt, be 
satisf actor.y. 

DISTRICT OF GREAT PLACENTIA. 

The six Board schools of this district were in operation the past 
)~ear. 

SOUTH EAST ARM. 

Registered, 59 ; present, 29. This school conti'nues to be con• 
ducted in a satisfactory and efficient manner. Copy-books and \Vritten 
exercises were very 'vell done. The supply of maps is ample, and the 
ro~n1 \Vas in a well-kept condition. The desk accommodation, ho,v .. 
ever, is not sufficient.

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POINT VERDE. 

Registered, 34; present, 16. J\f ost of those present were in ad­
vanced classes, and the examination showed that considerable progress 
had been made the past year. In reading·, grammar, geography and. 
arithmetic, the pupils did very fairly. The changes in the room, re· 
quired for the purposes of light and ventilation, and suggested in my 
last report, have not been made. 

GREAT PLACENTIA. 

Registered, 58; present, 46. In reading, grammar and geography 
the classes did 'vell. The answering in arithmetic was not as intelli· 
gent as I should 'vish. The copy-books were rather carelessly done ; 
the ciphering was somewhat better. Some repairs in school furniture 
had lately been made. The movements and demeanor of the pupils 
displayed a want of discipline and that controlling influence of the 
Teacher, which, in a well conducted scl1ool, is always discernible. 

NORTH EAST ARM. 

Registered, 38 ; present, 36. About half the pupils were in first 
book, the others in sec·ond and third. Mr. Ryan, \Vho had been trained 
3:S a Pupil Teacher, was placed in charge in May, and the results of 
his efforts until the time of my visit in October, were encouraging, giv· 
ing fair promise of a successful future in his profession. Since visited 
th,e year before, some repairs \:Vere made to the 11ouse, and additional 
de.sks supplied.. 1'he schoolhouse being at some distance from d\vel­
lings, and standi11g on the roadside, probably it \Vas thought desiral)le 
to close up the windo\vs in fro11t. This deprives the room of prop~r 
ve11tilation, as the door which is on the same side, has to be always 
closed, there being no porch. No consideration of economy or con­
ve11ience should be allowed to outweigh the necessity of providing for 
the health a11d comfort of school children, with regard to ventilation 
and light. Though '.-vhat may be called our very war·1n season is short, 
still the necessity of ventilation in our schools, the majority of which 
from their dimensions, do not contain a sufficient volume of air for the 
number attending, exists i11 all seasons in a more or less degree; and 
whether from carelessness or habit, the dispositio11 amongst 1'eachers 
generally is to negl~ct or make light of this_ requirement. 

ST. BRIDE'S. 

Present, 19. The present Teacher, Miss Green, was in charge 
since May, the school being closed from the preceding February till 

, 

, 
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then. In readi11g, spelling, and dictation, the classes did very fairly. 
Arithmetic was worked as far as the compound rules. Needlework 
was taught. The Teacher's evident desire to advance her pupils was 
praiseworth)'· The room is not sufficiently supplied with desks or 

foe ms. 
BRANCH. · 

When in the district I was told that this school was temporarily 
closed, and the Teacher go11e to St. John's. This prevented me from 
goi11g there. I afterwards learned, however, that this was not the 

case. 

DISTRICT OF LITTLE PLACENTIA. 

LITTLE PLACENTIA. 

Present, r4. In attendance or proficiency this school was not in 
as satisfactor)' a state as I found it 011 previous visits. The present 
Teacher, Miss McKay, was in cl1arge since May. No doubt the fre· 
que11t changes of Teachers that took place within the past fe\V' years, 
and the interruptions caused thereby, are the chief causes of the falling 

. back. Should tl1e present Teacher carry out my instruction, I hope 
to find on my next visit a marked improveme11t effected. 

This was the only school which I was able to visit in the district. 
The following particulars relative to tl1e others I learned from the 
chairman. 

Marquise.-lt was in operation till \vithin a few days of my visit 
in October, and the Teacher had then resigned. 

Fox H arbor.-TI1ere was here a change of Teachers, Miss Kelly 
was at the time in charge. 

Long Harbor.-In operation the whole year, and in charge of the 
same Teacher as the year before. 

Ship H arbor.-A half yearly school taught from May to November. 

Ra1n's Island.-1~aught by Niiss Murray and open the whole year. 

Mussel Harbor.-Ciosed on the resig11ation of Miss Ry·an in Octo_· 
her, 1883, till May, 1884, when Miss Gree11 was appoi11ted. 

Red Island.-A change of Teacher's took place in June, 1884, when 
Miss Lamb was appointed. · 

• 
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DISTRICT OF PLACENTIA, WEST. 

This district was not visited. The chairman informed me, that 
owing to the prevalence of dipht~eria, it \\1as found necessary to close 
some of the schools at different times during the year. 

DISTRICT OF BURIN. 

SPANISH RooM. 

Registered, 34 ; present, 8. This school being very elementary 
afforded but little matter for examination. The severity of the \Veather, 
and the children not being provided with suitable clothing, caused the 
attendance to be so low. The Teacher, I felt satisfied from my visit 
and the character given her by the chairman, was doing her best. 
Irregularity of attendance, at1d the want of school furniture and teach .. 
ing appliances wtre drawbat.ks beyond her control. 

MARYSTO\VN. 

Registered, 40; present, 20. In some subjects considerable pro­
gress had been made during t11e )1ear. 1'he reading, writing and kno\V· 
ledge of arithmetic were in advance of the year before. Grammar 
and geography were rather backward. 

BEAU Bois. 

Registered,, Ig; prese11t, II. Though the attendance was small 
the state of the scl1ool was comparatively advanced. The Teacher 
appeared disposed to do all in her power to ·advance her pupils. She 
had cause to complain of the ii1difference of parents in providing read­
ing bool{s and other scl1ool requisites for the use of their children. 
'!'his is one of the greatest difficulties with which many Teachers have 
to contend, and one of which tl1e Boards \Vould be expected to take 
cognizance, and endeavour to lesson the evil by co-operating \Vith 
Teachers, and making, if possible, such arrangements as would supply, 
in some measure, the want now so generally felt. 

Fox CovE. 

Regi~tered, 25 ; present, 15. There \Vas very little differe11ce to 
note in the state of this school since vi£ited the year before. The room 
is in· the same condition as stated in my last report. Considering the 
very unfavorable circumstances under which this school continues to 
pe taught, I do not thi11k there is an adequate return for the salary paid 
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the Teacher. I would, therefore, recommend the Board to close the 
school until a more suitable school-house would be provided. In say· 
ino- this I wish to be understood as not attaching any blame to the 
T;acher, for-whom I should hope the Board could arrange an appoint-

ment to another school in the district. -

BURIN. 

Registered, 26 ; present, 19. In the usual lessons the pupils an .. 
swered with quickness and intelligence. Some were working arithme· 
tic as far as square root. The beginners required more class exercise 
at the blackboard. The school was on the whole in good wo1 king 

order. 
BURIN, SOUTH SIDE. 

Present, r2. This school is taught in a room of the Teacher's 
dwelling-house, and was opened in July, 1883. The children read in 
first and secund books; the latter were doing the simple rules in arith­
metic, and a few were writing on paper. The continuance of this 
school, if a suitable school-room can be provided, would be of great 
benefit and convenie11ce to t11ose residing there, as the \Vant of a road 
and the steepness of the place render it very difficult for the children 
to attend a11y other school unless by crossing the harbor in boats. 

CORBIN. 

Present, I2. The children were young and the classes not ad ... 
vanced. For want of means nothing had been done towards the com .. 
pletion of the new school-house since my last report. I trust the Board 
will soo11 be in a position to finish the house and provide the necessary 
school fur11iture. The room used at present is so unsuitable and so 
unfurnished that it is needless to look for regularity or improvement 
until better accommodation will have been provided. 

OD ERIN. 

It was after school hours when I reached the place, and to remain 
till the school was in operation next day, 'vould probably have detained 
me several days, and thereby rendered me unable to carry out my 
arra~gements for other pla~es. From the Teacher I had the following 
particulars regarding the state of the school. On register 40, and an 
atte11dance from 30 to 35 ; readi11g up to 4th book. Arithmetic w~s 
~orked as far as practice, aud 17 were writing ~n paper! 
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The chairman stated that he considered the Teacher had diligently 
and successfully done her duty the past year. 

DISTRICT OF ST. l..1A WR.ENCE. 

In addition to the four yearly schools of this district, a half-yearly 
one was established at Lord's Cove in November, 1883, and was to be 
re-opened in November, I 884. 

ST. LAWRENCE. 

Registered, 39; present, 2 I. The reading classes up to 3rd book 
did fairly, the answering in grammar and geography was middling, and 
arithmetic was worked up to reduction. There was some advance in 
the state of the school on the year before, but not quite as much as I 
think should be looked for. 

LAWN. 

Registered, 24 ; pre~ent, I 3. The children were young and the 
lessons elementary. In attendance and proficiency there was a falling 
off from the previous year. This I did not attribute to any \Vant of 
attention on the Teacher's part. The school furniture referred to each 
succeeding year, as so much needed, has 11ot been yet supplied. 

NOT VISITED. 

La1naline Island a1td La1naline Meadow.-The chairman informed 
me that these schools were in operation the whole year, and co11ducted 
to his satisfaction by the same Teachers who were in charge the year 

before. 

Lord's Cove.-Was not in operation at the time of my visit to the 
district, in the early part of October. 

DISTRICT OF FORTUNE BAY. 

Of the schools of this district Great Jervis was the only one '\vhich 
I was able to visit. I had from the chairman the following particulars 
respecting the others : 

Sago11a.-In operation since October, 1883, and in charge of Miss 

Kepp in. 

·E11glish Harbo1,-, West.-Closed in June, r 884, and was to be re­
opened shortly after my . visit in August, and placed. in charge .of · a.

Rencontre.-Taught by Miss Sarah Hartigan from August, 1883, 
till April, 1884, and then closed, Miss Hartigan being transferred to

GREAT JERVIS. 

Present, 2 I. School is still kept in the Church. There were no 
advanced pupils attending. The Teacher seemed to be attentive in the 
discharge of her du ties, and the children were carefully instructed in the 
eleme11tary lessons artd religious knowledge. 

DISTRICT OF ST. GEORGE. 

The Government having arranged that the Superintendents should 
visit the schools in the districts of St. George and St. Barbe this year, 
I proceeded to Codroy in the latter part of August, t11ere to comme11ce 
my visitation. This being the first visit made by me to the so-called 
French Shore, I was unacquainted with the means of travel, and the 
opportunities likely to be available for getting from place to place. 

Some of the schools in the Great and Little Codroy Valleys are 
in operation only during the winter and spring, and the yearly ones 
were closed the month of :August for mid-summer vacation. It being 
hay-making season the children could not easily be assembled for ex-

• • am1nat1on. 

The names of those schools and notes respecting the time each is. 
in operation, are given i11 Table B. 

In additio11 to those in Table B, Right Rev'd Monsignor Sears 
informed me that he was arranging for the opening of a school in Cod .. 
roy Village, and he hoped to be able to procure a Teacher for it early· 
in the Spring. . . 
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SANDY POINT, BAY ST. GEORGE. 

Registered, 39 ; present, I 3. One class was advanced to fourth 
reader and had some kno,vledge of grammar and geography. Arith­
metic was worked t1p to compound rules, and the writing in copy-books 
was pretty good. The class system of teaching should be carried out 
as sti:ictly as possible. I sa'V' by the register that the attendance was 
generally larger than the day of my visit. The Teacher appeared to be 
using her best efforts for the improvement of her pupiis. 

Besides tl1e follovving schools already established in Bay St. George, 
the names of which are given in Table B, and which I was unable to 
visit, viz. :-Stephe1'tville, Gra11els, The Creek atzd The Highlatzds, the 
resident Clergyman, Rev'd R. J. Phippard, ii1formed me that he was 
endeavoring to provide schools for the following settlements:-

Soitth Side, Sa1zdy Poi1it Harbor.-Tbis was in course of erection, 
and he expected it would be ready for use in the Spring of I 88 5. 

· -Cape St. George.-A commencement had been made here, and he 
hoped the school-house would be ready for use in the Fall of 188 5. 

Bank Head._;_Jt was i11tended to open a school here the coming 
winter. And in r 

Black Duck Brook, Port-au-Port, a school is much needed, if there 
were means to provide it. 

From Bay St. George round the Island to Little Bay Mine a pas­
sage in the steamer employed in the service of the Supreme Court 9n 
Circuit was kindly afforded me. 

CORNER BROOK, BAY OF ISLANDS._ 

Present, 22. A few were advanced to fourth and fifth readers and 
understood English grammar very fairly, and were working arithmetic 
as far as interest. .NeedJework and elementary dra\ving were taught. 
The state of the school was, on the whole, satisfactory, and spoke well 
for the care and efficiency of the Teacher. 

SUMMERSIDE. 

Present, 22. In reading, spelling and dictation the pupils did well. 
Of _grammar, geography and arithmetic the higher class had a fair know­
ledge. Writing and the elementary rules of arithm·etic should receive 
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more attention. The school-house is not quite finished inside, and 

there is not sufficient desk accommodation. 

BONNE BAY. 

School here is taught in a part of a private dwelling-house. The 
attendance at the time of my visit was small, and the children in ele­
mentary lessons. If means can be procured it is intended to open a 
second school in a part of the harbor which is at too great a distance 
from the place where the present school is kept for the children to 

attend. 

CONVENT SCHOOLS. 

Of the eighteen Convent schools in the Island, the following were 

visited:-

HARBOR BRITON~ 

Being obliged, in order to carry out my arrangements for other 
districts, to proceed to the Westward by the mail steamer, my stay here 
was necessarily· too short to enable me to examine this school fully. 
There were 63 present, and from the writing, drawing, and 11eedlework 
shown, and tl1e answering of some general questions, I had no doubt 
but there had been good work done the past year. Two young girls_ 
who· had been attending, with a view of qualifying themselves to become 
teachers, were examined as to their fitness for the position . .. 

BURIN. 

Present, 2 I. In reading, spelling and dictation the pupils did well.' 
The proficiency in English grammar and geography was not so good. 
Arithmetic was worked as far as interest. Special care was bestowed 
in teaching the girls plain and fancy needlework, and also spinning. 

GREAT PLACENTIA. 

Present, 56. This school is well attended, and presents each year 
a regular and very satisfactory state of proficiency. Besides· the read .. 
ing class lesso11s the answering of the elder pupils in grammar, geo­
graphy, and arithmetic was highly creditable, and the recitation by 

8 ome of the children was specially good. To writing, needlework, and 
ho me lessons, particular attention was given. 

29 
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ST., MARV'S# 

Present, 72. 42 girls and 30 boys ; the boys and grrfs being taught 
in separate rooms. Several gro\vn girls were attending for the purpose 
of qualifying themselves as Teachers, and \vith those, as with the pupils 
in general, · t11e labors of the Nuns seemed to be productive of very good 
results. The reading classes up to fourth book did \vell, and in gram­
mar and geography the answering \\1as respectable. Arithmetic, as far 
as interest, was worked, and the copy at1d ciphering books 'vere care­
fully written. 

The room in '\vhich the boys were taught is not properly furnished,. 
21or is it large enot1gl1 for the number attending. Were funds available 
to meet the outlay it vvould- be well that these defects should be re­
me<lied as soon as possible. 

The p"Hpils were making fair progress in their several classes, and 
the answering \Vas, on the whole, satisfactory. A singing c-Iass and 
exercises in recitation were attractive features in the management of 
the school. 

TREPASSEY. 

Present, 7 4. 38 boys and 36 girls. Since January last the new 
school-house, referred to in my last report, as being in course of_ erec .. 
tion, had been t1sed. In reading, spelling, an·d dictation, the classes did 
well, and the higher class had a fair knowledge of grammar and gco­
gra phy. The progress made in arithmetic was not proportionate to the 
ct.her lessons. Writing was neat and careful. Should the boys con­
tinue to attend this school more desks should be provided. The result 
of the years work was satisfactory, at1d with the facilities for regular 
school work now provided, still further advancement will1 no doubt, be 
attaine·d the coming year. 

HARBOR MAIN. 

Present, ror. A large number of those present were young and in 
elementary lessons. Those in advanced reading classes were making 
due progress. Knovvledge of arithmetic was not on a par with other 
subjects. Regular class exercise would harmonize and improve the 
statr:! of the scl1ool. 

• 
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BRIG US. 

Present, 2 7. 'In the usual -class lessons of reading, spelling, and 
dictation the pupils -did very fairly. The knowledge of grammar and 
geoo-raphy was pretty good. Arithmetic was wor1<:ed as far as practice. 
Mo;e drill in tables and exercise on the blackboard on the elementary 
rules are needed. Most of the pupils \Vere young. 

HARBOR GRACE. 

In attendance and proficiency there was an advance on the pre­
vious year. The number present in the three divisions that co!nprise 
this school was 114. Amongst those were five Pupil Teachers, \vl10, 
by special perm.ission of the Governme11t, are allowed to be trai11e:1 
here. Ari additio11al class room i11 which the IllJre advanced pupils of 
the second and third divisions could be taught certain subjects collec­
tively \i\Tould be a great ad va11tage. His Lordship, Dr. l\1acd·:>nald, 
ex.pressed his desire to provide such, as soon as the work then goi11g on 
in connection with the Convent would be fi11ished. 

CARBONEAI{. 

There are no\v two schools in this Institution-a preparatory and a 
principal. In the former there were 56 boys and 29 girls. 

As alread)' stated in iny report on Carbo11ear school it \Vas ar­
ranged to have the junior boys attend the Convent school after mi (_i­
summer vacation. Those in the preparatory school were in first, second 
and third class books. 111 readi11g lesso11s1 as \vell as in t11e usual in­
struction in religious knovvledge, the children, considering tl1eir age::J, 
were fairly advanced. Class singi11g, which has always so cheering and 
pleasing an effect in a school, was taught. 

In the principal school there \Vere 104 present.. I \Vas pleased to 
see atte11ding a number of gro\vn girls, \vho, after long absence, had 
returned to school, thus availi11g themselves of tl1e opportunities for 
improvement afforded them and tLtrning to good account their leisure 
time. The want of a class room is a great dra\:vback to successful teac11-
i11g, especially vvhen tl1e atte11da11ce is large and tvvo or more Teachers 
are engaged with different classes in cne room at the same time. Proper 
classification coul~r be more easil)' carried out, strict discipline 1nJ.intain­
ed, and better results secured vvith separate room3 t11a11 can possibly 
be otherwise attained. This is specially applicable to Convent schools, 
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as from the number of religious, one of the Community ca~ always 
take charge of a class room, whereas in Board schools, no matter how 
large the attendance may be, as there is, in most cases, no second 
Teacher, the business of the school must of necessity be carried on in 
one room. 

WITLESS BAY. 

As stated in my last report, the Rev'd Superioress declines, on 
special and local grounds, to have an official visitation and examination 
of the school. 

The other Convent schools were not visited. 

ROMAN CATHOLIC ACADEMY. 

The Annual Returns of the Roman Catholic Academy, (St. Bona­
ture's College,) are given in Table C. 

Both as regards attendance and proficiency, the working of this 
Institution the past year, was very successful. 

Public examinations were held at Midsummer and Christmas in 
presence of members of the Board of Directors and others, at which I 
attended. 

The examination, in languages, science, history, English literature 
and natural philosophy, embraced a wide range of subjects, and the 
attainments in these different branches, especially by the higher classes, 
were shown to be accurate and comprehensive-results alike creditable 
to Stud en ts and Professors. 

In order to provide greater facilities for accommodating boarders 
and conducti11g the business of the Institution, it is intended to 1nake 
such additions to the present building as will meet the growing require ... 
men ts. 

The classes at present in the Academy are as follow :­

Greek, _Tztnior.-Grammar, Exercises and Delectus. 

Greek, Se1iior.-Greek Arnold, Xenophon, Anabasis and Homer. 

Latitz, J'i11zior.-Grammar, Exercises and C~sar.

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Science.-Arithmetic, written and mental ; Book-keeping, Algebra,

Christian Doctrine. 

English.-English Literature, Composition and Elocution, Gram­
mar and Analysis of Sentences, Spelling and Dictation, Geography and 

Astronomy. 

Mztsic.-Instrun1ental and Vocal. 

Writing.-Plain and Ornamental, and Drawing •

EDUCATION GRANT FOR THE DISTRICTS OF ST. 
GEORGE AND ST. BARBE. 

The Legislative vote in aid of schools in these two districts was the 
same in 1884 as the preceding year, viz., $2,ooo for each, and the mode 
of distribution and payment remained also unaltere~. 

These two districts lie within the ecclesiastical divisions of the 
Prefecture of West Newfoundland and the Diocese of Harbor Grace, 
and the proportionate arnounts for the Roman Catholics in each divi­
sion were $1,310.08 and $412.65, respectively, which sums were paid 
by me to Right Rev'd Monsignor Sears, P. A., and His Lordship Dr. 
MacDonald, Bishop of Harbor Grace. 

The late Mr. Boone, member for the district of St. Barbe, recom .. 
mended tl1e allocation of Two thousand dollars for Educational pur­
poses out of the Legislative vote of $2,500 made last session for Public 
Works in the district. . This additional appropriation being the same 
as the regular \lOte gave, of course, double the usual amount in aid of 
schools in that district the past year. 

Considering that the two new districts of St. George and St. Barbe 
did not participate in the vote of $40,000 for building purposes, and 
that the vote of $2,000 for each is not equal pro rata to the Education 
Grants for the other parts of the Island according to the census of 1874, 
the appropriation made by the Government, at the request of the late 
lamented member, wh-ile calculated to advance the best interests of the 
people of the district, was only in some measure providing for those; 
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Edu~ational wants for which in the old electoral districts provision had 
been made by the above-mentioned vote. 

The statement of expenditure is given in Ta~le A, and the names 
of the schools established in Table B. 

EDUCATION GRANT FOR LABRADOR. 

The amount paid by the Government in support of Education on 
Labrador in 1884, was $r,I 16.70, the same as in the preceding year, of 
which the proportionate part for Roman Catholics is $220.0 I. 

This sum \Vas given to the Bishop of Harbor Grace, and ·by him 
expended throt1gh the Clergyman who visited . Labrador duri11g the 

~ 

· summer, and the statement of which is given in Table A. 

ENCOURAGE~1ENT OF TEACHERS' VOTE. 

The balance remaining to the credit of the denomination from last 
year was $1,339.08, and the proportionate share of the an11ual vote of 
$2,0oo, is $799.77, making a total of $2, I 38.8 5. The payments made 
to Teachers \Vho had successfully taught a public school for twelve 
months, according to the provisions of the Act of I 879, amounted .to 
$868, \vhich is $68.2 3 more than the annual vote, and $I 76 more than 
the amount paid in 1883. 

According as the nt1mber of certificated Teachers and the propor­
tion of higher grades i11crease, the sum total of payme11ts to b.e made 
under this Act will advance, and the yearly amot1nt bei11g thus more 
than the annual vote, the credit balance \Vill become each year lessened 
until all shall be disbursed. 

- The encouraging and beneficial effects of this vote are felt by the 
Superintendent to exercise, from year to year, a most salutary influence 
in the interest of Education. 

As some Teachers, holding certificates, and to whom the amount 
allotted for their grade could not be paid, on account of the state of 
their schools, still seem to thinl{ that an injustice was done them by me 
in withholding the bo1zus, I shall ingert the followi11g extracts from my 
report of I 882, untler the same heading as above :--

''The possession of the certificate and sz1ccessf11l teachi11g for twelve 
.pionths are required by Ed ucatio11 Amendment Act of I 8 79. The f o~~

}o,ving Circular sent by my colleagues an'd myself to all Teachers of 
Board schools in April, 1880, and published in n1y report for that year, 
fully explai11s the meaning of sitccessfitl teaching :-

,, y ottr particular attention, ho\vever, is directed to tl1e fact that 
these payments will only be made \vhen the Superintendent shall certify 
tl1at you have successfully tat1ght a public · school during the twelve 
months preceding his visit. I shall regard schools as successfully taught, 
only where proper order and discipline are observed ; where the classes 
are arranged and taugl1t in standards according to ai1 approved Time 
Table, ,vhich shall be hung up in the school-room; where registers and 
visitors' books are neatly and accurately kept, and from \vhich the 
annual returns are correctly at1d punctually forwarded, and in schools 
where needlwork is taught, some specime11s of the cl1ildren's \Vork are 
exhibited on the day of examination.

The proportion of certificated_ Teachers (108) to- the number of 
schools in operation at the close of the year, exclusive of those in the 
districts of St. George and St. Barbe (137), is 78.8 per cent, which is an 
increase of 5.2 per cent en the year before.

As stated in the introductcry part of this report the an.nual rcturn9 
of 37 -schools have not been furnished me, and of those received 21 were 
more or less incomplete. 

Thoge irregularities in the carrying out of the Education Law,, 
will, I fear, continue unless the Government adopt such measures with 
regard to the payme11t of Education Grants as will ensure strict com­
pliance with the requirements of the Law. 

PUPIL TEACHERS. 

The names of 29 Pupil Teachers-16 males and 13 females-who 
attended the recognized Training Institutions, are given in Table D. 
During the year 9 of those left to take charge of schools ' in different 
districts, one was retired for incompetency, one for ill-heal-th, one was 
lost at sea, and 17 remained in training at the close. 

30 
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The expenditt1re for the year was $22, 191.29. When tl1ere was a 
balance to the credit of the R. C. Pupil Teachers account the nt1mber 

·received was more tl1an the annual vote of $1,624 \vo11ld pay for. And 
yet I was obliged to refuse several applications from chairmen of Boards 
for places for Pupil Teachers. 

- As stated in my last report, the present Grant for trai11ing Pupil 
:f eachers becomes each year less adequate to meet the dema11ds, and as 

a consequence the Boards in ma11y districts find it very difficult to pro­
cure fairly qualified Teachers for their schools .. 

FINANCIAL CONDITION OF THE BOARDS OF EDUCATION . 
AND INSUFF~ICIENCY OF TI-IE PRESENT GRANT. 

While e11gaged in my i11spection tou·r there is scarcely a R. C. dis­
trict visited by me in which the i~habitants of some of the less popu­

lous settlements do not, fron1 year to year, make application respecting 
the establishment of schools. 

Very few of the Board schools can be said to be fully eq11ipped 
with teachi11g appliances or properly furnished, and nearly all of them 
require repairs to a greater or less extent. 

In those districts even where the people live in comparatively large 
settlements the salaries which can be paid Teachers are very low, as vvill 
be se.en by returns in Table B, and they mu.st be c.onsidered dispropor­
tionate as a remuneration for the services of Teachers who are required 
to possess certai11 professio:ial attain1nents, and expected to maintain a 
respectable position in the community~ . 

In other districts in \vhich the inhabita11ts are more scattered, and 
the settlements smaller, the nu1nber of schools is greater it1 proportion 
to the population, and, as a conseqt1ence, the salaries are still lovver. 

Though I have endeavored on all occasions to impress on the peo­
ple, with whom I had an opportunity of speaking, tl1e necessity and 
obligation of pa}1 ing sch~ol fees to the Teachers according to the sche­
dule given in the Education Act, my efforts and representations, I regret 
to say, have had little or no effect. 

In giving free labor for the purpose of providing materials and 
building school-houses the people in many places have shown a gene-
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rous and highly praiseworthy spirit, but beyond this the contributions 
towards the erection and support of schools have been limited and ex­
ceptional. Boards of Education have no means for provid ing schools 
for isolated settlements, or for the necessary repairs and furniture of 
those in use, unless by temporarily closing some of the schools now in 
operation.., or reducing salaries already too small. 

For some years past it was hoped that after the taking of the Cen­
sus in i884 the Ed11cation Grant, which was made on the basis of the 

previous Census, would be increased. 

Belie~ing that by the labors of a \vell-qualified and fairly paid class 
of public school Teachers the best interests of the country at large 
would be advanced, and feeling as one in my position should feel, spe­
.ciallv concerned for the welfare of the rising generation a11d of those .., 

engaged in the arduous and important \Vork of teacl1i11g, I wish re-
spectfully, but earnestly, to bri11g under the notice of the Government, 
the urgent necessity of making provision for the educational \\'ants of 
our present population, by i11creasing the Legislative vote for Education, 
in proportion to t11e advance that has tal{en place in the expenditure of 
other departments of the public service si11ce tl1e prese11t Grant was 
fixed in I 876. 

And as an increased Grant for general purposes should be chiefly 
.expended in Teachers' salaries, it \vill not be considered out of place for 
me, I trust, to s11ggest that a Building Fund vote similar to the last one, 
ai1d for such an amount as may seem to the wisdom of the Legislature 
sufficient, would be the means best calculated to mak:e the schools a 
credit to tl1e cou11try, and the source of lasting benefit to those destined 
soon to con1mence the battle of life. 

Before concluding my report it is high1y gratifying to me to be 
able to state, as no doubt it vvill be pleasing to your Excelle11cy and to 
all who tal<:e an interest in the future \Velfare of the people of N e\v­
foundland, to know, that the Teachers engaged in the schools under my 
superi11tendence are remarkable, as a class, for great moral vvorth, and a 
faithful discharge of the duties of their calling. 

For the purpose of placing before the minds of Teachers a high 
ideal of the work in which they are engaged, the following extract 
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taken from the Canada School Yournal, is, I · think, worthy of insertion, 
'and in connection with it I may add that the varied educational infor­
mation and suggestive hints on teaching to be found in that periodical, 
could not fail to prove interesting and· beneficial to Teachers· whose~ 

means would enable them to make subscription therefor convenient :-

,,The true nobleness of the Teacher's calling is seen from the char­
acter of the material upo11 which he operates. The ·architect who builds 
a noble cathedral, the artist who carves a breathing statute, the painter 
who makes the canvass glow with the semblance of living forms are all 
working for posterity. But canvass, marble, granite, are all perishable. 
The plastic material \vith which the Teacher l1as to deal is imperishabl~, 
and the impress of his moulding hand must endure so long as the mind 
on which he works shall continue to "flourish in immortal youth." It 
is inconceivable that an impression once made for good or evil, upon a 
living mind, can ever-pass away, so as to leave no trace in that mind's 
history."

Wi t11 1'efere·nee to niy Saili11g Orders at1{l the copy of the letter 
to His Excellency the Governor of Nelvfot1ndland, dated 27th 
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At1gt1st, relative to an ot1trage corr1rnitted at Henley on the 14th 
t1lti1no on tl1e occasion of· the visit of a Ro1nan Catholic Clergy-
1nan, I 11ave the ho11or to report to ~-ott tl1at on the 2nd i11sta11t I 
\'isited He11ley a11ll 111ade e11qt1iries in the rnatter, b11t did not learl1 
that it was as set t•<>rtl1 in His Excellenc~"'s letter, thot1g·b two 111en 

(one a Roman Catl1olic, a11d the otl1er a Protestant), who are very 
respectable men1b~rs of tl1e place, are of opi11ion that a great deal 
of bad feeling exists bet,veen the Ro1nan Oath~lics a11(l Protes­
·ta11ts, and they look forwar<l to the comi11g wi11ter with feoli11gs of 
mistrust. 

'rhe statements of the two men referrecl to are abot1t the same 
as to what 11appe11ed 011 the visit of the Clergyman. The parti­
·cu1ar items as ascertainecl, are as follows :-

The Yacht St . .A:1tgusti1'ie came in one day about 9 a. m., and 
left the next day ait 11 a. m. 

The Rev. Father Lynch landed a,n(l was not insulted by any· 
_one. He did not leave on accot1nt ot· any threats. His Ya.cht 
was dat1bed with tar ~ud her name painted ont during tl1e tlight 
by, it is said, one of the schoo11er's cre\vs, who also threw sto11es 
at the Mission schooner. Wm. Dt1gga11, a Roman Catholic, 011e 
of the two 111e11, states that Father Lyncl1 did not con11Jlain to 
him about the people's behaviour, except that the schooner's i1arne 
bad been pai11ted out duri11g the night .. 

Shortly after the Mission Schoonet· came into the Bay some­
-0ne from the other vessels in th·e Bay sung 0L1t ''Strike the 1lag.'' 
Father Ly11ch was 011 shore at the tin1e, 'bt1t someone i11 tl1e 1\tli~­

sion Schooner ba11led it do"rn. Abot1t 15 'Tessels from tlifferent 
parts of the Coast were there at the time, ar~d the people I have 
seen lay tl1e bla1ne of· the occ11rrence on the1u. 

T ·here i-s no doubt a strong feeling exist~ bet.ween the Roman 
Catholics and Protestants. bt1t as far as I can learn there has been 
no collision or even talk of collision between the parties. 

The Police mentioned as having been sent, have not arrived. 

Before lea,7'ing Henley Harbor I h.a<l all the available men 
assembled and spoke to thew of the occurrence, pointing out how 
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disg;raceft1l it was that tlie Ro1nan Catholi.e l\Iissio11 Yaclit sl1ot1ld 
ll<>t be able to visit the place "~itbot1t bei11g n1ade a 1nark for stir· 
ri11g i1p the relig·iot1s feeli11gs of t11e con1n1t111ity, an<l also l\()\V 
uecess~lrV it was for tl1e l;enefit of la\v a11fl order that tl1e <lifferent • 
seets shottl<l li\Ye together at tlte fisl1i11g statio11s in 11ar111011)r; a11<1 
also told tfiern that tl1e Gc>ver11111en t in ten<letl to }Jtl t a .stoii to nil 
Sl1ch occt1rrenees witlJ a strorig ha11cl, an<l a1t~'<l11e transgressing, 
cot1lll s11fficier1t evide11ce be l>r<ltlght against him, woul(l be seut 
to St. Joh11's and severely pt1nishecl.

I l1ave the honor to st1bn1it tny annt1al Re11ort, tog·ether with 

tl1e t1st1al Statistics, for the year et1detl the 31st December, 1884. 

There 'vere 214 llersons committed to the Penitentiary last 
year, against 14 7 for the previ<>t1s ~·ear. 

The daily average number was upwar<ls of 37 • . 

The officers discharged their duties in a satisfactory manner. 

'l.,l1e prisoners condt1cted thernselves well, and performed the 
work allotted tl1em witl1 'villingness and care. 

They were dt1ri11g tl1e past winter pretty constantly employed 
on the pt1blic roa-ds shovelliug snow. 

The 11ew roatl to the Hospital was completed by tbeni last 
at1ti1m11, a11d that institution otherwise recei\·es the benefit of their 
labor. 

'I' hey were emp1oyerl for a considerable period on the roads 
anu grounds arot1ntl Gover11ment House, and also opening and 
pt1tti11g some of the draii1s there in a much needed state of repair.

The object of the Stirvey was to lay off tbe large tract of 
land, sitt1ated 011 the S(>t1th si(le of St. George's Bav, i11to town· . ~ 

ships of thirty-six sqt1are n1iles each, i11 accor(lance with tl1e fJro-
visions of tlle ne\V Act, passetl last ~ession of' the LegisJat11re, 
arid l1I)011 the lines of" a pla11 pteviously approvo<l of by the 
Exect1ti\1e. 

Selectir1g Seal Rocks Point, on t11e Sol1th sifle of Flat Bay, as 
tho best defi11e'l a11d most cor1veniently sitt1atetl for a starting 
poi11t, a set of observations was 11ere tal{en for tl1e establislJmeut 
of a trt1e meridia11. A 1i11e was then started fron1 the i11itial 
poi11t, rt1nni11g S. 46v 10' E. trt1e, or at right ang·les to tl1e shore 
of the Bn~~, aucl co11tint1ed for a <lista11ce of three n1iles and 
sevent)~-twc.l ·chains, to tlle base of tl1e Lor1g Rauge l\1ountains, 
tern1in[tti11g in the vici ni t~r of Cairn ~101111 tain, a couspicuot1s 
peak of tl1e Rauge, near the hea(l of the Flat BaJ7 Brook. 

'rbe principal base line, whicl1 is so si tt1atecl as to lay parallel

This 
base 1i11e was tbe11 pt1she<l f<)rWa!d dt1ring the 1no11ths of Jt1ne, 
J11ly a11tl Al1g11st, a11<l IJart of Ser)te111l>er, at1d at e\rerJ· sixth u1ile, 
or tovv11sl1i1) C<lr11er, sicle li11es at rigl1t a,11g·les were rt1u to the 
Coast, on tl1e <>11e bancl, a11(l towards the rno1111tai11s 011 the otber. 
At tl1e sixth at1ll tweltt11 cor11ers, however, tile character of the 
la11<l 011 tl1e i11ner sicle (lid not warrant ca.rrying out the lines to 
their fl1ll extent of six miles. 

The base line tern1inatetl at a distance of twe11ty-eight n1ile~, 
11aving t11e11 rec-1cbecl the bare Sl1t11111it of tlJe A11g11ille I{ange, i1ot

of' the Bay. Having· fiuis11erl the base line, \Ve next Cllt out to tl1e 
sb<1re fro1n tl1e t\vent~r-fourtl1 n1ile post, strik:iug tl1e Coast al>ot1t 
o·ne mile west of tbe u1ol1tl1 of Crabu's Broolr. .t-\.t tl1e e11d of six 
mile& the fro11t line of the townsl1ips, wbicl1 rt111s close aloi1g tl1e 
sea shore, and IJa,rallel to it a11<l the 1>rincipal base li11e, was thet1 
starte(l on eitl1er si(le. 'fhis line exte11f1et1 '\vesterl)" six rniles, IJass­
ing tl1ro11g·l1 tlle settlement ktiown as tlie Highla11tls, and termina­
ti11g at Snip ('ove, near the f'oot of the A11g·t1i11e l\Il)t111taius. In 
its easterly extension. it crosstis the estt1aries of Cra.bb's, Little or 
l\1iddle Bar<1cl1ois, ar1cl Robinso11's f~ivers, insitle <>f Robinson's 
Head, 1>assiug over the ba11k a rr1ile beyot1cl. lfor a distauce of 
abtl11t five n1iles ancl a qt1arter it skirts along by the shore, at 
abo11t ten chains <listant frort1 t11e l>ank. At the i11outh of BerrJ"­
brook it again takes the land, anu, IJassing SOLJle\vl1at ov·er a n1ile 
i11sicle of Banli: l-leatl, it fii1ally rt1r1s ot1t to tl1e sh(>re on tl1e SoL1th 
side of Flat Ba~;'' 011e and a half miles f'rotn its extreme l1ead. 

Wl1ile occt1pied in rt1r1niug ot1t this f'ront li11e occasion was 
taken to lay off tl1e la11(ls claim~ll by the settlers alo11g the shore, 
whose lots ca1ne within the to\vnsl1i1> b()QD<laries. J\.t first 11Jt1cl1 
diffict1ltJ· '\\~as exrJeriencecl in gettiug· them to conforrn _ ''rith the 
townshi11 lines Jaicl (lo'\vn, b11t, after ex1llai11i11g· the 11ecessitj? of 
having ~111 bot1utlar~l' li11es within townsl1ip li111its parallel to each 
otl1er, and IJOintiug 011t the adva,ntage wl1ich wo11Id rest1It from a 
uniform s~~stem. wl1ere no oue indivi(lual's bot1ndaries cot1ld con-
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Jflict with his neighbors, &c., these diffict1Ities were re1noved. After 
a while the great majority of the settlers expressetl their approval 
of the plan adopted, 'vhich ga,te eqt1al j11stice to all, and they 
even became most eager to have their lines at once defi11ed and 
marked ot1t. In fact, the demand lll)Otl. iny ti111e became so great 
that I was compelled to forego run11i11g ot1t the back li11es of the 
inside townships, which I had conten11)Iate(l fi11isllir1g this season. 

The people of Crabbs, I-"ittle Barachois and Robinson's River~ 
had l1itl1erto no clefii1ite claia1s, tl1ey formecl a sort of joir1t st<>ck 
company and held all their lands ir1 co1n111on ; bt1t the plan clid 
not work well, son1e took ad\'antage ot others, and no one knew 
exactly wl1at to c~1ll bis ow11 property. In or(ier then to satisfy 
all parties here the entire frontage l1eld in Jlossession, and where 
no bo11ndaries already existetl, was divided antl markecl off into 
lots of eqt1al areas, aecor(ling to the nu111 ber of families or in­
dividt1als, entitled to 11old land in each settlement;. Only one or 
two individ11als, an-xious to sec1.ire a lion's share, raise{l any objec­
tio11 to this plan. 

A narrow fringe of lan(l 011 the im1nediate coast 1111e, at1d 
011tside the township li11es, has been used i11 con1mon as a pastt1re 
for cattle duri.r1g the past half c·ent11r~.,. or 1nore, ancl, as sucl1, it 
was deci{led to allow it to remain. any attempt at .st1b-dividing 
proving t1tterly hopeless~ 

Altogether one ht1ndrecl claims were laid off along the coast, 
averagi11g abot1t one bt1n<lred and thirteen a11d a half acres each, 
or a total area of 11.350 acres, about two-thirds of which is pro­
bablv available for agricultt1ral p11rposes.

On all the townsl1ip lines <l11e allowance was macle for roa(ls 
as specified on the Act, 'riz., one cl1ain at every mile on tl1e base 
a11d front lines, an(l at e\~ery alter11ate mile on tl1e si(le lines, 
giving the townships each a total l>reatltb of 486 chai11s ancl depth 
of 484 cl1ains. A stout post was driven at everJ' n1ile or section 
cor11er, t1pou one side <;>f which the nt11n ber of the sectioi1, i11 

~oman _characters from I. to 'rr., was .legibly c11t, tl1ose ot1 tbe 
base line having the reverse side also 1narked on\var(l from I. to 
XXVIII. The townships on the outer or seaside of the base line

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have their foi1r si(les completed, and are all reafly for sttb-clivision 
into sections. One of those on the inner side bas three of its fot1r 
sicles ct1t out, and two others two si<les each. .Al together ninety­
seven miles of line- were nleast1red dt1ri11g the season. 

The work was of a very laborio11s character, owi 11g to tl1e 
fact that all 1>rovisions, can1p eqt1ipage, &c., 11a<.l to be co11tint1-
ous1j7 backed along· tl1A lines; little or i10 01)1><)rtt111ity of availi11g 
of water carriage by boats or flats presenting itself. Fre(1t1e11tly 
d11ri11g the s11mn1er, wber1 oblige<l to re11e\v 011r stock of provisio11s, 
portages of fifteen and t\venty miles bad· to be 1na<le at one time. 

By reference to the large n1ap wbicl1 I have. constr11ctecl since 
my retl.1rn home, on a scale of two an(l a J1alf incl1es to 011e tnile, 
it will l>e seen that the \vhole of the av~1ilable la11d of t11e So11th 
side of St. Georg-e's Bay is inclt1decl witl1in nine tow11sl1ips, wliich 
are nun1bered in re<l on tl1e plan. Only six of tlJese, however, 
contain their ft1ll co1npleme11t of land, or 11ear1y so. The three 
ren1aining townships are ir1con1plete, owing to tl1e irregularity of 
the coast line i11 011e instance, anll tile projection of SJ>urs fro:n 
the Ang·uille a11d Long Ra11ge n1Iot111tains, i11 the case of· the other 
two. No. I. contains thirty sqt1are iniles, being deficient by six; 
No. \T., twenty-seven sq11are mi1es, deficie11t by nine; and No. VI., 
twenty-fol1r sqt1are miles, wanting t\velve of its ft1ll compleme11t, 
or a total cleficiency of twenty-seven sqt1are miles. Tl1is is, how­
ever, co11nter-balanced by about an equal amot1nt of available 
lan(l inside the rear lines of Nos. VII. an<i VIII. townships. The 
projecting 1>art of the shore at Bank Head, 011tside townsl1ips 
No. II., equals an a.rea of six Sl}t1are miles more, giving a total 
area f·or tbe whole tract of 330 sq11are miles, or 211,209 sqt1are 
acres. Probably one-third of this g-reat area \vo11ld ba\7 e to be 
dedt1cted as t1nfit f«:>r settlement, owing to the prevale11ce of barreQ 
and marshy land, which 'VOlll(l still leave 220 sqt1are n1iles, or 
]40,800 squa,re acres available. The character of the Sl)il spread 
over so extensive a surface is, of coi1rse, very di versifif~d ; ft1lly half 
of Nos. I., II., III. a11d IX. to\vnsl1ips is occ11pied by extensive 
barrens and grea~ bog·s, of' little valt1e except as r1111s for slleep 
and cattle. In the retnaining townships the good land preponcle­
rates, and the soil in many places is of s111lerior richness, espec;_i ... ally 
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in the vici11ity of. tl1e large rivers, where n111ch interval 1a11d ap­
pears. 11he; pre,Tai ling· cllaracter is a (leep red or ). el lowish sanrly 
loain ; bt1t the allt1vial i11ter,Tal fleposits partake n1ore 9f the cl1~t­
racter of a riclJ, (lark, son1eti1ues i1early blaek, inot1Icl. - Tile fer­
tility of these latter soi ls is wel I att este(l i t1 t11e s·ixe a11 d q 11al ity 
of the timber they st1pport. Yell()\V bircl1, (W)'Cl1 l1azel), white 
birch, balsatu poplar, ma1)le, large s1)ruce, arlll fir c1re the pre,1 aili11g 
varieties; bt1t co11sitlerable tracts are freqt1e11tlj' covered 'vit.}1 a 
dense gro,vth of large altlers, inter111ixe<l witl1 eluer aud \Vl1ite­
woo(l, certain indicatio11 of' a ricl1, 111(>ist, allt1\'ial S()il. It is worthy 
of note tl1at these. characteristics <lre \Vt~l 1 lino\YU an(l rec<>gnized 
in tl1e other provi11ces, f'special 1~7' i11 New Brt1ns \Vick, Nova Sc(>t ia 
and Cape Bretor1 Island. ~Ir. Ed,varcl Jack, of Ne\V Bru11s\vick, 
a hig·l1 a11thority 011 . the la11d a11(l tin1 her of that }lrovi11ce, 'vbo 
rece11tly paid a visit to this cou11tr~·, confirms tl1e above state. 
ment, and has at1thorized me to t1se tiis na111e in con11ectic)n "'itll 
this st1bject. To use Air.Jack's own worcls, '' 'l'l1e soil wbich covers 
the lower carboniferot1s forruatif>n i11 New Bru11su'ick is al1nost 
invariably g·ood, the san1e 11oltls tr11e of Nova Sc<.ltia an cl Cape 
Breton. It is, ir1 fact, a \rery n1nrkecl cllarac.teristic, an(l n111st 
strike the attentit>tl of even the cas11al obser\rer. 'Vhen I have 
been ex1>loring tue forests of New Br11r1s"'ick, wherever I. saw the 
characteristic red of the sa.11(lstones aucl conglo111erates of this 
forrnation, I at once asst1med that I Wc1S in a cou11tr\7' whose soil ... 
woul(l be "'ell adapted tc> tl1e pt1rposes of agric11lture. The g·rowth 
of 'vood on this soil is of a better qt1ality a11tl fl'ec1t1e11tly of· a larger 
size than 011 any other rock for111ation tl1at I k11(>W of, witl1 r)er­
liaps the exception of the f'riable calcareo11s sl:-1tes of tl1e tl}Jper 

silurian, which disintegrates readily anll leave bel1iud them a soil 
free from stone.''

an intermixtt1re of these varioL1s i11gredients iuust natt1rdllJ' rest1lt 
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iu s11perior character of soil. On the contrary where the t1r1der­
l)''ing rclcks are cbiefl,y cr~1stalli11e, silice<>11s, or felclspathic, con­
tai11ing little or 110 lin1e, tl1e resltlti11g soils are i1st1a11y poor an(l 
bt111grJ", reqt1iring a consta11t, s11pply of fertilizing agents to re1icler 
tben1 at al I procl t1cti ve. T11e q t1estiot1 t11e11 of the s11periority, or 
otherwise, of tl1e soi1, over a11y tract of Co11r1try, c~t11 at all ti1nes 
be cleter1nined 111Jo11 Geological gro11nds, wl1en the rock str11ct11re 
of the Cot111tr)' is ]\110\vn. 

St. George's Ba)~ ca11 I1arclly be said to have a11y roads, as yet, 
at1(l witbot1t t11ese i11<lis1)e11sable t1ecessities to agric11lt11ral develop-
1ne11t, 110 settle111ent can possibl)' tal{e pl:1ce i11si<le the in1mecliate 
coast li11e. Wl1erever the J;1nu car1 be reacl1etl a11d litilized, it is 
now <>cci1pictl, antl, were access gi ver1 to the lancls in. the rear, I 
beiieve 111ar1Jr of· the peovle wol1ltl avail of it. Duri11g the past 
season a goocl c1ea1 of worl{ has been 1)e1;formed by the coast set­
tlers in 01)ening t1p a n1ain line of road from the Highla11ds to­
war<ls tl1e l1ead of 11,lat Bay, a11ll i1111ch energy ancl skill has been 
displayed by the 1>eople in their n1ode of constr11ction, as yet, 
bo.,vever, tlJere a re 011 ly a fe,v patclles of this road :finished, with 
long ii1terva1s, wl1ere the track 0111)· bas been markecl out. There 
are 1na11y cliffict11ties to cot-lte11cl witl1, especially at the crossing of 
various rivers where heavy bridging~ is reqt1ireu before this line of 
i·oacl can be co1npleted. ln a few i11stances a little better engi­
neering sl{ill inig·l1t be 11secl to aclvar1tage iu ir11proviag the present 
locatiotJ. N evert.l1e1ess, I consider that a very good retur11 has 
been give11 for tbe expencliture so t.ar. The people of the High­
lancls petitioned the Leg·islati1re last session for a sn1all grant to 
open 11p a liue of roa(l so1J1e tl1ree miles in extent, leading from 
tl1eir settleme11t back fron1 the sl1ore to a patch of very fine i11ter­
.val Janel on Highl~tnd rl ver, where tlieJ· bad al read) ... proved the 
s111>eriorit y of the soil by several small c1eari11gs previously inatle. 
Their IJetition was a11sweretl by a .gra11 t of $200, for which they 
were. very ·grateful. 'l,be r<>acl 1tVa~ con1me11cecl shortly before my 
arrival there, ancl such 1'\7 f1S the eagerness displayed to reach tl1e 
lan·d i11 q ue~tion, that they act11alJ)r completecl three q11arters of a 
:;mile in one day. Several of 011r to,vnship lines are ~ell a<laptc<l 
f·or lines of road, but es1)ecially tbe tweuty-fo11rth si<le line, which 

presents throt1ghot1t its entire leng·th of twelve miles, a very geu~ 
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tle 111lward grade from the sea sl1ore, it p3.sses- t11rot1gh a dense 
forest all tl1e 'va~', does t1ot cross a11y large strea111, the land on 
eitbf'r si<le is goocl, a11d tlJo line itself 111ost ceutrally a11d conve-· 
nieutly sitt1ate(l. l\fan)7 of the st11J-clivision liues, when ct1t. will 
also 1Je admit a bLr s11itecl for road li1Jes.

'fhe ot1tcrop of the Coal sear11s on Robi11son's and Little Bara· 
cbois Rivers being witl1in two miles of t11e poi11t where our base 
line crossetl tlte ri\1 ers, tl1e 01)11ortt111it)" was availecl of to n1ake a 
ft1rtl1er exa1ui11ation of tl1ese cleposits. The seatu 011 the forrner 
Brool{, cliscovere(l l>y 111~·selt' i11 1873, bei11g sitt1ate(l low down in 
t11e betl ot· tl1e streatn, was com1Jletelj7 hi<l<len fro1n view, ar1<1 all 
traces of 011r former work obliterated. Tl1is \Vas causetl by tl1e 
fresllets a11d ice carried dow11 the stream in Spri11g, having inoved 
the loose gravel a11d stones, filling t1p the openi11g then matle and 
e\1 en retnoving every fragmer1t of coal left upo11 tl1e bank. It 'vas 
011ly after a very dilige11t search ancl much labor in remo\"ing 
bot1lclers t11at tl1e sea111 was re-discovered. The outcrop was then 
i1ncovered for several ~·ar<ls tO\\"ards the ba11k, 'vhen a gootl sec­
tion was 1>roct1red. TlJe seam, inclt1di11g u11der a11d upper clays, 
measi1res 011 the oi1tcrop six feet across, _bL1t the a11gle of' i11cli11a- .

The tl1ick red lir1e i11dicates the 
Railway now l>11ilt, and the thin red Jine tl1e route of the different 
Surve~~s. 

The result of tile season's work is very valuable, in obtai11ing 
the topograpl1y of a Jlortio11 of the cot111tr~~ never previously st1r­
veyed, and i11 estalllisbitig the positio11 of the Railway i11 many 
places, th11s rendering it possible to give correct locations of land 
gra11ts along the 1ine, which otber\vise 'vonlll have been i111pos­
sible. 

The Surveys show that ·at least one fourth of this part of the 
Peni11st1la of Avalon is occ11pie<l bjr po11ds a11tl lakes, nearly ull of 
whicl1 are swarming with trot1t. Tl1ese 1•onds and rivers wo11ld 
f'orn1 :-1n excellent fiel(l for experiments i11 the artificial breed}11g of 
fish, a sullject of· great practical value, as, if fisl1 were s11ccessft1lly 
propagated here, they would prove a t1sef ul article of <liet to set­
tlers. 

A considerable area of the co11ntry has a soil so rocky, or else 
so marshy, as to be t1nfit for agricultt1re. I es~imate tl1at ot1t of 
the eig4t townsl1ips over which my to\vnshiil st1rve~~s have exten­
ded, not more tha11 70 square n1iles can l>e calculated tltlon as 
·capable of p_rodt1cing good crops; but, if tl1e ruarsl1es are fot1nd to 
be reclaimable, as I think many of them are, a large a a wo11ld 
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be a, .. ai1ab1e for mea(lows and })asturage, and so stock-raising co11ld 
be prosec11te<l successfully. The be£St localities for good land are 
Go11ld Brook, Rl)Cky River, Colinet l{i\rer, Dildo River and North 
River. Road allowances of a chain wide were left at every meri­
di~tu 1i11e, or every mile, on township lines running East and West, 
and at ever~· seco11d mile 011 n1eridian lines. Posts were firmly 
erected at every mile and marked i11 Roman fig11res cut in the 
wood. 

· I an1 indebted to Mr. Ja1nes Rowley's map of the Peninst1la 
of A val on for topography of tllose portions not surveyed by my­
~elf, and tl1us 111ore valt1able information is available in the com .. 
pilation of the map. 

Shortly after n1y ret11rn to St. John's I received orders to pro­
ceed to Harllor Grace, to make a st1rvey and take lev·els of the 
scene of the riots wl1ich occ11rred tl1ere in 1883. This was done 
an<.l a plan· made and given to the Solicitor General. 

I was afterwards sent ag·ain to Harbor Grace, and engaged in 
locating a roa<.11rom there to G ree11's Harbor, 'l,ri11ity Bay, a (}is­
tance of ~bo11t fo11rteen rniles, of \vhich three were already bt1ilt, 
leaving eleven, which I located. Since then I have bee11 occupied 
in the. preparation of the map of the Peninsula of Avalon, and 
'vl1ich I now beg respectft1lly· to submit to your notice along '\Vith 
this report.

DE.AR SIR,-

I desire to st1bmit the following short account of my 811rvey­
ing expedition on the Gander Lake and River, undertaken by your 
directions. 

Friday, Jt11y 11th, 1884.-Entered into an er1gagement with 
the St1rveyor General to proceed to Gauder River by next Nor­
tberu Steamer to st1rvey and ruark off certain lots of laud for the 
Telegraph Company. 

Saturday.-Busy, with l\Ir. Lo11g's assistance, in ordering the 
necessary provisio11s, tools, ten ts, &c. 

1\tlonday, 14tb.-A11 things pt1t on board the 'Plover,' and 
preparations completed. 

Tt1es(lay, 15tb.-l\Iyself, as St1rveyor, Dot1gl}1s McOonon, chain­
man, Peter GreensladA and Isaac Dawe, axemen, went on board 
the mail boat 'Plo\!er· an<l left St. J ohu's at 10 a. m. -
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Tht1rsda)r, J tll)' 17tb.-_At 3 a. m., lande(l at 1Togo ; here John 
Bishop was e1.1g·agetl. At 5 p. m. left .E.,ogo in Dt1der's schooner 
for Gander Bay, to11clli11g at Selllom-Co1ne-Bye, (where I hall the 
goo(l fortune to pt1rchase a tlory); the same t1ig·l1t arrived at Gan­
tler Bay. Lanlled next morning, (19th), at Mr. B1Jrsey's, aud pt1t 
st11Jplies in his store. 

Monc1ay, 21st.-Co11ld not fi11d men willi11g to be l1irecl to go 
up the river, my own n1en being bt1sy making <)ars, poles, &c. 

2211d.-Better prospects of obtai11ing help. C. E.,rancis and 
son anti Sam11el ij".odcler 11ave promised t_o co111e. 

23rd.-Cbar1es ].,rancis and son and Hodder came, t11e former 
with a small flafj, the latter with a fishing pt111t. These two boats, 
with our O\vn dory, W(~re loaded ~ls deep as prt1<lent, ai11d we star­
ted to ascenfl the river at 72- a. m., John Bishop as8isti1Jg· Hoclder. 
By the evening we safely reached the low·er end of 211d pond, and 
camped. 

24tb.-Started early, a11d after a long and barcl day's work, 
landeu close by St John Brook, 4th 1>011<l, 22 111iles from ei1trance 
of main river, where ot1r first line was to be cut. 

Fridry, 25tb.-Spent the day in bt1ilding small store, cook's 
shed, and fixing camps. 

26th.-Fr.om tbis date Ol1r work of ct1ttir1~ Jines ancl rneasur .. 
ing, becan1e regt11ar, or1ly i11terr1-lJJted by tlle necessary delay of 
n1oving to fresh statio11s, till all the six lots were marked off. 

No sickness nor a1Jy accident occt1rred, aJ1d the weather, which 
was 'vet tl1e first few clas·s, prove<-1 after\vartls t1nust1ally fir1e, so 
that only a few hours were lost during all the ti1ne in the cot1ntry. 

The provisions s111>pliecl f'rom tl1e store of Mr. V\rhite provecl 
excelJe11t in qt1ality, ancl being of greater variety ·than usually 
supplied., gave u1 t1ch satisfaction .. 

'l"he front boundary stations were marked by large sqt1are 
pine posts, 10 feet lo11g, st111k deep in the grot1nd, and well ballas .. 
tetl by a pile of sto11e, with the lettering ~' Telegraph Oo.,'' 1884, 
cut <leeplJ'" on the face • 
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From my <liary I 1nake the following:-

Moncla~y·, Sept. 15th.-First frost; dew 011 the bttshes frozen. 
Ice al>ot1t the boat. Peyto11's hill white with snow .. 

Friday, Oct. 3rd.-All lia11ds safely down tl1e river, ancl the 
work acco1nplisht!d. Abot1t 4 inches of snow on the ground. 

4th.-Got a passage for all to Fogo, and barl to wait there till 
15th for the 'Plover' going So.nth. Arri\?ed at St.. John's 16th 
Oct., all l\7 ell. 

REMARKS. 

From Gander Bay up the river to the lake, ancl all abot1t the 
Western 11art of the lake, where I was occt1pied, the la11d is densely 
covered with gree11 timber. ~,rom 4th pontl tlll the la,ke a11<.i about 
the ·west end, good pine is abt1nda11t on a?1cl near the ba11ks, but 
a.t a qt1arter ruile back it gets scarce, and fir prevails, exce1Jting 
near Ht1nt's Brook, ancl there pine is goo(l ancl abt111(]ant as far as 
we cut. L')ts 3 and 4 ha\?e a great wealth of pine growing on 
them. Lot 6 verJ7 little, a11d no soil. 

I saw no black birch, though many groves of whit~, no j1111i· 

per nor W~"'ch-hazel. 

The banks of the river are low; the land J rises to between 
50 and 100 feet at half a mile back, the·n falls again a little and 
l'uns very level as far as we travelled, say 3 miles. 

The soil is no doul~t of excellent qt1ality where,,.er it overlies 
slate, but lt is generally thin, and at half a 1nile back U(1 Co111es 

very stoney. Some good selections, however, might be made tor 
farllli11g pt1rpo.ses. 

This fine 1arge river abounds with saln1on. We could see 
them jt1mping contint1ally ever~r clay, and noticed 1nany in deep 
pools in Salmon Brook and Ht1nt's Brook. Trot1t we fou11d st1r­
prisingly scarce, both in the mai11 river and in the branch l>rooks. 
\Vaterfowl are also very scarce about the pond, owing.110 douut to 
its great depth and clean bottom. 

I observed no rise and fall elf tide in the lalte, as statec~ by 
Mr. l\f llffUj7 in r>age 354. Au~r difference i11 le,Tel must, I think, 
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be attributable to the force of wind acting in one direction for a 
while an(l then ceasing to act. 

' 

Three ht1ndred ar1ll forty-six clays wages for Iabottr were paid 
for, including the· cook, bt1t 11ot the cbainma11 or self,, aud 20 miles 
of line thro11gh woods have been cut and several miles- of Coast 
line t1~a,rersed. 

The plan of the several Lots surveyed has been sent to the 
office, which I hope will be satisfactory.

ObserTations upon the ·Geological Structure under .. 
lying and in. tlae immediate vicinity oC the 

GraTiog Dock at RiTer Head. 188.fr.

SIR,-

1 have been reqt1estecl to· oft'ei: a few observations npo.n the 
Geological Strt1ctt1re t1nderlying and in the immediate vicinity of 
the Graving Dock at River Head, for incorporation in · your Re­
port. 'l"'he in1portance of a correct knowle<lge of the foundation 
11po11 whicl1 th·e Dock rests, and of the improbability of its being 
ailected either b~· springs or qt1icksancls, s-uch a·s so frequently 
·render structures of the kind unsound and expensive to maintain, 
ca11 bar<ll~ ... be over·estimated~ I beg, therefore,. to. submit the 
following notes, trusting they may be sufficiently explicit to es-
tablish the fo.regoing position. . 
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The Harbor of St. ,J ol1n's for t11e great~r })art laJ .. S alo11g the 
strike of a set of bluish greJ' slat<.~s, k110'\\~n locaJlj1 as the St. t.T<1l111's 
slates. In tl1eir Eastern ar1(l \"\7 esterr1 extensio11 tl1ey tre11<1 down 
the \r~1lle)7 of the Ri\7Cr-11e~i(l strea111, partly t1nderlie tl1e town and 
strike ir1to tl1e la11d ag'ain ir1 the 'ricinity of tl1e Railway \Vlta;rf; 
tl1e11ce onwat"<ls towarcls Q11irli Vicli La.ke. Fla11ki11g these slates 
on the Sot1th sitle is a hard g·ree11ish g·rey siliceot1s sandstone, in 
massive beds, know11 as the Signal-l1ill sa11llsto11e; "'bile tl1ey are 
11nderlaid on the North si<le l)y l1ig·l1l)-r . i11tl11rated and variegated 
slates ancl flt1gstones. Tl.lese latter occt1py tl1e greater portion of 
the co11ntry i11 rear of the to\Vl), being f·req11e11 tlJ' repeateu by folds 
and flext1res of tl1e stratification. 

, Though the St. John's slates are of a bard antl tol1g~b 11att1re, 
they are, nevertheless, the least dtirable of all the rocks compri-s­
ing~ the great_ Ht1ronian for1nation, to which the whole of these 
strata are referable. Tl1e angles of i11c1ination at whicl1 the vari­
ous ba11ds clip fron1 the horizon are of cot1rse st1bject to the i11-

tensity or otherwise of the movernents \vhicl1 ha,re effecte<l the 
whole series. In the vicinity of the harbor, howev·er, tl1e dip be­
comes more regular, thot1gh maintaining a high augle, with an 
inclination towards the So11th Side hill, 

Over the entire s11rface of the co1.1ntry, wl1erever depressions 
in the rock crust a<ln1it of it, a s111Jerficial deposit consisting of 
sancl, gra\tel and clay is t,verywhere met with, the debri~ of the 
disinteg~rated a11d der111ded rocks themselves. Apart t·rom the 
ordit1ary atm<>spheric action other age11cies, b11t especially ice in 
the form of glaciers, 11as adclecl its inflt1ence in remodeling~ tl10 con· 
'tour of the "\vbo]e cot1ntry. 'l:he enormot1s abradi11g power which the

latter exerte(l is n1ade aprlare11t, not 0111~1 in the character of· tl1ese 
st1perficial deposit~, bt1 t more clearly in the rounded, groo\Ted and 
polisl.ietl st1rfa.ces prt~sen tecl by the rocks where\'er exposed to 

- ·view. '11be effec~ l)f(lClt1cecl by the n1oven1e11t of the ice-sheet in 
its dow11\var(l ter1t1enc)_,. from the higher levels to\vards the sea, 
"

1 :1s t<> tlis1(>£1ge t·r<Jtn their parent beds all projecting fragments 
~of r<~ck, gri11cl (1own t l1e st1rfaces o\rer which it passed, push before 
.. it, or c~1rry t1po11 its sicles, vast piles of rt1bbish, which it finally 
deposited or left after it in the deep.er hollows, in the form of u11· 
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stratified drift or till. The harder sandstones and argillites resist­
ing to a certain extent th~· onwarcl movement, diverted its cot1rse, 
and directed the full force of the great ice-plo11gh to seek the line 
of least resista11ce, viz., along the strike of the softer St. J oh11's 
slate band. In the cot1rse of time the rest1lt was the deeply 
grooved valley and basin of the harbor as it no\V exists. The 
finely pt1lverized slate, \vith a certai11 proportion of oxide of· iron 
and lime derived from mineral veins intersecting the a<ijacent 
rocks, combined with the fragments of the rocks themselves, all 
firmly cemented together, forms the till in question. In fact, it 
is a nat11ral 0011crete of a very dt1rable clescription. Upon reach· 
ing it in the cot1rse of excavati11g the Dock Basin, it was fo11nd 
so extremely to11gh that much labor was expencled in removing 
a thin la~1er from its st1rface. St1ch tl1en is the material upon 
whicl1 the Gra,-ring Dock rests. It wot1ld be diffict1lt to conceive 
a substance more adn1irably adar)ted for a fot1n<latio11, not even 
the rock st1rface itself could afford a inore desirable or more s11b­
stantial bedding. 

The cleposits overlying this n1oraine drift at the heacl of the 
harbor consist of sand, mt1d and clay, subseqt1ently brot1ght down 
by the drainage of the cot111try, and greatly augmentecl si11ce the 
occupation of St. John's, by reft1se and sewage from the 11pper 

. part of the town. The g·lacial drift, however, undoubtedly f'orn1s 
the lowest superficial depos.it, as is the case everywhere around, 
and bas nothiug i11terveni11g between it a11d the naked t1ptt1r11ed 
edges of the slates upon which it rests. The impossibility of any 
river silt unclerlyi11g this drift, rests 11pon the- fact, that no river 
existed prior to the scooping out of the valley by the action of the 
glacier. 

I regret that ID)T absence from home flaring the greater part 
of the time the excavations were being cond11cted, deprive<l me 
of the opportunity of meast1ring a vertical sectio11 of these s11per­
ficial (leposits. Thro11gh the ki11dness of l\Ir. Sh11ster, S11periuten-­
dent of Co11struction, I ha\re bee11 enabled to obtain a11 approxi­
mate, st1fficient.Jy accurate in detail. I learn froin the san1e 
geutlen1an that before reaching the reql1ired depth of thirty-one 
feet below high water mark, the whole of the more recent alluvial 

63 
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and sewage deposits were removecl down to the till arid so1ne 
eighteen inches of the latter also. It \Vas incleed a 111ost f·ortt1nate 
circu111stance that so suitable a material should be met with al:nost 
exactly where needed. 

t. 

The in1pervio11s nat11re of this cleposit to the in:flt1ence of 
waters is, perhaps, one of its highest reco1nmendations. Had the 
reqt1ired depth been reached, before striki11g it, there 1nigLt be 
some da11ger to anticipate from the i11flt1x of' water, or from springs, 
especially where there was any considerable thickness of silt be­
neath the flooring of the Dock. In order to n1ake this more clear, 
it wo11l(l be perl1aps well to enter somewhat into the tbeor)~ of 
springs: Sir Charles Lyell says~ '' their orig-in is chiefly at1nos­
pheric,'' ()r in other worcls their sor1rce arises in great n1east1re 
1rom the rair1 and s11ow falls ·\"vhich percolate through the more 
porot1s s11b-soils, till stopped by comi11g i11 contact with some im-
1>err11eable stat11m. A s11bterranea11 drair1age t11en takes place, 
l>Lit wbe11 in11)eded b~~ projecting points or ridges of rock, or where 
ineq11a1ities in the straturr1 occur, reservoirs are forn1ed, which 011 

bei11g tappecl 1Jro(l11ce spri11gs. Whe1~, however, there are no st1ch 
in1pedime11ts, a11cl the st1rface of the substratt1m presents a com­
parati\7ely st11ooth inclined plane, no qua11tity of water can lodge 
llpon it. '' 'Vater must :fintl its level'' underground, as on the 
st1rface. 

Speaking of the causes of failt1re to obtain water in l)oring 
for wells. the san1e higl1 a11thority qt1otecl above, says: ''Where 
nat11ral lines of clrainage exist there re1nai11s bt1t a small quantity 
to escape by artificial isst1es." Ile also aclds '' t11at the dip of the 
strata n1ay be sucl1 as to carry off tbe water from the ac1jacent 
big hla n ds to some trot1g·h in an opposite clirectio11, as when the 
borings are n1ade at the foot of an escarpment 'vhere the strata 
incline iriwards, or in a direction opposite to the face of the cliffs.'' 

This is exact 1 J~ what occ11rs here. The widest part of the 
harbor basi11 for111s a cleep trot1g·b, towarcls which all water fin(liug 
its way tbro11gh the more porous st1bsoils, m11st drain off. The 
Dock, sit11ated as it is at the 11pper e11 d of the harbor, stands on 
a mucl1 higher level, trorr1 which is a regular downward slope to­
warcls the deeper basi11. It is also close to the escarpment of the 
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Rot1th Si(1e hill range, where the strata ''do i11cline inward, or in 
a clirection 01)posite the face of the hllls.'' In view of the fore­
g<)ing facts, I think there neerl be little ap1)rehe11sio11 of the struc­
t11re ever being troubled, either b~r shifting qt1icksands or spri11gs 
fr<.)ffi beneath.

posed Telegraph Line between Lo11g Harbor a11d Grand Bank, 
via Burin. 

I arrivecl at Harbor Breton from St. Joh11's by S. S. "Ct1rlew'' 
Ott Thursday, Noven1ber 20th, where I e11gagerl the S. S. ''Gre3r­
bou11d'' to convey the wire to Loi1g Harbor, 'vl1ere I arrive<l on 
Saturday tl1e 22nd. Stori11g the wire i11 the Telegraph store here 
I started on Tt1esday the 25th on St1rvey. 

From Long Harbor I travelled dt1e East a dista11ce of sixteen 
miles, over a barren cot111try (lestitt1te of timber st1itable for poles, 
'vl1ich therefore cannot be proc11rerl within an area of ei~·I1t miles. 
I then went South· west to the botto111 of Fortt1ue Ba~y' a <listar1ce 
of fiftee11 n1iles, aver a cot1ntry ot the sarne aspect as is alrea(ly 
dcscrilJe(l, an<.l presen tiug si Ln i lar diffict1 l ties iu IJ roct1ri ug pules. 
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I contin11ed the same course for fourteen miles, when I reacl1e<l 
Bay L'Argent, over a sirr1ilar country; going a little n1ore to the 
Eastward I reached Bean Harbor after seventeen n1iles travel in a 
<'011ntry of which the latter portion provides a moderate supply of 
tin1ber within access. Travelli11g dt1e East from here for five 
n1iles I reached a barren plain, fro1n a poi11t in which I went 
Sot1thawesterly for twe11ty n1iles to ]\fortier Ba)"• Crossing the 
Bay withir1 fo11r iniles of the bottom, I started for Bt1rin, a dis­
tance of nine miles by road, wl1ich I reached on Thursclay, De­
cember the 4th. 

On Friday, December 5th, I started for Grand Bank, distan.t 
sixt~ .. rniles, taking in en route St. Lawrence, La.wn a11(l Lam~line, 
tbro11gh a cot1ntry t1tterl~r destitt1te ef timber, an<.l to which poles 
wo11ld have to be conveyed by craft to different 1Joir1ts along the 
coast. I arrived at Grand Bank on Sunciay, December 7th. 

The 'vhole route then from Long Harbor to Grand Bank, a 
dista11ce of one ht1ndred and sixty miles. n1ore or less, is over 
a surface bearit1g little soil, and on which the poles will have to 
be walled, as well as preventing those difficulties already referred 
to in proct1ring timber.

'l.'he Memorial of tile Directors of tlie Halifax Inst-itiition for tlle 
Eclucation <Jf tli.e Deaf and Dumb, liit·nibly sllewetl1:-

( 1.) That tl1e Institt1tion 11ncler their cbarge bas been twenty­
sei,ert years in st1ccessft1l operation, <lt1ri11g which it has provicle<l 
t11e blessings of edt1cation a11d traini11g for abot1t Three Hunlire(l 
poor Deaf Mt1tes of the l\.f aritime Provinces, who have thereby 
been made intelligerlt, l1seft1l, self-st1pporti11g men1bers of society, 
instead of being left, as they in ust otherwise have been, to be­
come burdens to themselves, to their friends and to the com1n11nity. 

(2.) That as the pioneer in caring for the neglected <leaf­
mutes of these Provi11ces, it bas bee11 i11strumental in awakeni11g 
general atter1tion to the contlition of this afilicted class, creating 
a widespread interest in their behalf, securi11g Legislativ-e recog­
nition of their claims in all the Provinces, as well as stiL11ulati11g 
and developing volt1ntary liberality in support of the work.

Your Memorialists desire it to be krio1v1i tlirogliout Nevfourtdlarid that 
tl1.e doors of tlie I1istitutiori are opert, and tliat ive are ready to receive 
arty deaf cliildren reqitiring ecl,itcatio1i 'lvlietlier able to pcty or 1iot.

ileqt1ired to report tile names 'lntl ages of all deaf-mt1tes \Vitlliu

I have the honor of transmitting herewith statement of the 
affairs of the General \Vater Oompany for the past year, detailed 
stateme11t of expen<.litt1re on account of tbe Volt1nteer Fire Bri­
gade, and the ann11~l report of ~fr. John l\Iartin,- the Company's 
Et1gineer. 

Tl1e fina11cial position of t11e Oompany shows an improve .. 
lllent (lll the prececling year, wl1ich is chiefly acco11nted for by an 
increased i1nport of coal to exte11 t of· fourteen thot1sand tons, 
there having been 64,0 0 tons imported in 1884, against 50,600 
tons imported i11 1883. 
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The general collections are also in a more forward st3:te than 
at the corresponding veriocl of last ~Tear. 

The st1m of $81000 eJ~Ilended 011 new works, at debit of the 
Compan~7 in statement of last year, appears now at credit, having 
been borrowed by order of the Government fro1n the Savings' 
Bank, where it represents part of the f11nded debt c>f the Com-
11any. 

'l'he Volt1nteer Fire Brigade, llnder S11perintend~nt Winsor, 
continues to work "'itli harmony a11cl efficiency. 

Tele1)honic commt1nication has l>ee11 establishecl betweer1 the 
three fire statio11s, tht1s affor<1ing pron11Jt it1f·or1nation co11cerning 

t he location of fires, which cannot fail to be of great a(lvantago 
to the firemen i11 the discharge of their dt1ties, and will sav,.e much 
of their valuable time, which has heretofore been wasted bJ· false 
a1arn1s and imperfect int·orn1ation as to where their services are 
reqt1ired. 

Mr. John Wi11s was again employed d11ring the summer 
months as Inspector of Water Fittings, and tbe Directors have 
i 1eason to l>elieve his services were of ''alue in econoinizing the 
water st1pply, ancl, from J1is practical knowledge of plt11n bir1g, in 
a manner condt1cive to the benefit of owners of l1ot1se property 

The supply of water in the higher parts of the town bas 
again been founcl deficient, particularly dt1ring the prevalence of , 
frost, when its indiscri1ninate use to prevent freezing drained the 
big her levels of the city. 

It will be seen, on reference to l\tlr. Martin's report, that a 
project for cleaning the Con1pany's mains has engagecl hi~ atten­
tion, which the Directors find to be a matter of great im1lortance, 
a11d, if practicable, they consider no titne should be lost in giving 
effect to the operation, as 'vithout a further supply of water tht: 
recent pipe extensions \vill not resu It in suprJl)~ing the inhabi­
tants of· the localities where the mains have been laid ; 11or can 
they hope to be able to meet the demand for water in George's 
Town and neighborhoocl, where the present supply has not pres­
sure enough to ascend, however willing the Directors may be to 
lay pipes to carry it. 

-
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lfor a detailed statement of the work flone dt1ring the past 
twelve months, the Directors respectf t1lly refer to Mr. Martin 'a 
report, which acco11nts for the large amot1nt of materials used in 
carr~"'ir1g Ollt the various improvements sanctioned by the Govern· 
ment.

I cannot close this report 'vitl1out bringi11g t1nder yot1r notice 
the 'vant of a new store. I inay say the one we l1ave is totally 
do11e, i11 fact it is a clisg~race to ar1y Company to see it. Also the 
ol<l JJipe in ''rater Street-this I have mentioned bet·ore to yo11; 
the saill pipe 11as been down nearly forty years, a11d when it \Vas 

T>t1t d<Jw11 it. was 011ly 6 inch pipe, which was too small, a11d it is . 
1,ustt'<l 11p t<> 011lj .. 4 inches, this is qt1ite ot1t of the q11estio11 for a 
street 11earl~r two miles long. I shot1ld say 10 inch pipe wot1ld be 
tLe rigl1t size from Magott~T Cove to Ne\vman's, or to the foot of 
J ol>'s Lane. 

Tl1e waste of water in town; but I am g1acl to say the Inspec­
tor does stop the greater part of the waste in sum1ner tillle, so 
t1Jat there is a s11p1lly of water for all the town ; bi1t the great 
diffict11t~~ is the frost whe11 every one lets the water rt1n to prevent 
freezi11g~ up of pipes ; this the Inspector bas no control over, so 
peo1)le let the tlil>es rt1n f1111 bore, and by so (loing the water is 
drainecl off from all the big'h parts of the town. The ren1edy for 
tl1is is t.l1e 1netre, and inake all pay for the qi1antity ru11 off; the 
n1etre is exrJensive; next to the metre is the ferr11le; the sketch 
will shew it.

Tl1e above sketch is the ft1ll sixe of lead pipe and brass fer­
rt11e.

I beg respectfully to submit my Report of the Pickled Fish 

Inspection Service, for the year 1884. 

SALMON FISHERY. 

Tl1e catch of Salmon for this year has considerably exceeded 
those of tl.te precediug years, having been augmented by the large 

68 
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q11antities ca11gbt in cod-traps. Tl1ose ca11gl1t a11d c11red by reg11-
lar .Salmon catchers ti1r11ed ot1t very satisfactorily, while those 
taken i11 cocl-traps were very batlly hatldletl. The cause of the 
latter has ·bee11, in a great measure, owing to the want ot know­
ledge of curing. 

I hope to be al>le to remetly t11is evil next year, by givin.g 
~Printed i11strt1ctio11s to those engagecl in the cod fish<~r)7, as well 
-as to those e11g·age<l in tl1e picl\Jecl fisher~r. By onr rigid inspec .. 
·tisn tl1is ~~ear we l1a,1e .~;ive11 entire satisfaction, botl1 iu Canada, 
America-, :111tl other markets. l\1Ir. l\IcLea and otbersJ pltrchasers 
of J)iCl{]ecl fish i11 Ca11<1cla, told me perso11ally when it1 St. John's 
last Fall, tl1at ot1r No. 2 S<,ilmon were better tba11 ot1r No. 1 were 
tl1ree )·ears ~go. O\vi1Jg tu tlle large q11a11tities of Salmo11 
cal1glr~ in Califor11ia11 a11cl British Col11111bial1 rivers, the p-riees of 
our fi3ll have c1eteriorated in C~tnada ancl United States, though 
those cat1gbt in those ri\·ers ha\"e .not L>een so well cured as 
ours. 

.SEA TROUT. 

The catch ot Sea Tro11t was a little in advance of last J:"ear. 
Largs shoals of these fish were seen b)~ people in craft seeking 
for cod fish. Ca1ltain H. "\V. 'fbumey, of Harhor Graee, stated to 
n1e that, when he \"\"'as down to the last l\1oravian Settlement, he 
cot1ld have loaded his schooner witll trot1t, l1ad be been prepared 
with barrels, &c. If ot1r e11terprising· merchants were to embark 
more extensively in this fisher~-r, it would. in my opinion, pay 
them well. 

LABRADOR HERltINGS. 

The Labrador Herring Fishery bas been a co~plete fail11re 
this year, which is in a great clegree due to the continual gales 
blowing daily dt1ri11g the latter part of At1gt1st, and lasting 
tl1rougl1ot1t the whole of .September mo11th. Tllese gales caused 
tbe fish to keep off i11 fleep water. Tl1ere ·are other cat1ses of its 
failure which I shall mention hereafter 'l'he no11-s11ccessft1l re­
sults of this fishery have been atte11ded .with g·reat loss, both to 
those engaged in the fishery and also to the Colon_y.

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SHORE HERRING FISHERY. 

The Shore Herring Fishery has slightly improvell both in· 
CJtlat1tity a11d qt1ality. I atn prepared to give ft1rther instrt1ctions 
to those engagetl in that fishery as to the latest improvements 
made in the ct1ring ot· herri11gs in Scotlancl, E11glan(l and Norway~ 

I an1 also prepared to give instructions as to the latest im­
prove1nents i11 smol{ing herring in Yarmouth, Eng-la11d, and in 
diff-eren t parts of Scotla11cl.; a11d also pla11s for the bt1ilding of 
smoke-hot1ses. As this it1<lr1stry wot1ld not interfere wit,h the cod­
fisher~r, it co11lcl be carried 011 in the S1lri11g and .b ... all i11 those 
Rarb<)r~ ancl Bays, wl1ieh the herrings freqt1ent, ir1 the early and 
latter parts of the seaso11. The prosectttion of this industry wot1ld 
give benefici~tl resttl ts to those resillen ts in those Harbors and 
Bays, as well as to the general trade of the Colon.y.

I took lJassage accorcling to orders, 011 12tl1 ... .\.t1gust, in S. S. Plover 
for Labra<lor, to look afler Pickled fisl1ery on that Coast. I isst1ed 
i11strt1etions at tl1e several harbors on rny way down. I arrived at 
Battle Harbor 011 18th At1gt1st, e111 barkecl 011 boa.rtl S. 8. llercules, 
proceecleci North an<l dist ri bu te<l printed notices, pr<lhilli ti11g tl1e 
exportatio11 of t1ninspected, mt1tilated or t111sot111cl fish to Cana(la 
an'l the United States, to the detri1ne11t of tl1e 'rrade of the Colo11y. 
I als-o catltiouecl Ir1spectors to aet strictly i11 co11for1ui ty with 
''Pickled Fisber~7 Act,'' anli or(lered them sl1ot1lcl_ they see anyone 
ship Ut.linspected, mt1tilated, or unsound fish, to report the same 
to me. 

Th~ prospects of the herring ·fishery were very encouragi11g

see11 along the Coast from Cl1imney Tickle to Don1ino; but the 
continuot1s gales of wind drove the herrings i11to deep water so 
that tl1ey cot1lcl not be reached by seines or nets. TJ1e rest1lt was, 
as betore stated, almost a total failure of this fisherj,. for this year. · 

· I am still of opi11ion, that if the 11erring fisl1ery is to be car­
ried on st1ccessf11lly 011 tl1e Labrador coast, it rr111st be carried on 
excl11sive of the co(l-fishery. The shoals of herri11g strike the 
shore earlier these late years than they llsed to cl(), anti l111less tbe 
weather is mo(lerate, as it was las t year, they school off i11to cleep 
water. To sect1re a gootl voyage every year, those eng'agetl i11 the 
herring fishery will ha v·e to aclopt the cl rift nets «tnd follow the 
herrings ir1to (}eep _water as they do on tl1e coasts of Eng~Jan<l, 

Scotlan<l, Irela11(l at1(l Norway. If they (lepende(l on 'vl1at they 
catch on the shores of the above-naine(l p1aces. tl1e~.,. wot1lcl not 
get one barrel to the thot1sanu barrels of her1 .. ing the,-v~ now catcl1, 
and ft1rther, it ot1r merchants, pla11ters and r.fis l1er1ne11 were to 
adopt the drift nets, they wol1ld proct1re larger an<l n1ore u11iform 
size<l herrings, more suitable for the Canadian a11d At11erican 
markets. The great objectio11 I fi11d in these markets is to small 
herrings bei11g packed with largo ones. 

There is anotl1er great evil practisetl besi<les those n1entio11ed 
in my report last year. Tl1e ,,.essel engaged iu the Herri11g ]j-,ish­
ery, moore<l where the shoals of herri11gs freq t1e11t, after gt1tting 
the herrii1gs 011 board, throw the refuse i11to the sea. Tl1is thi11g 
sliot1ld 1Jot be Ilermittecl. The herri11gs are very capriciot1s, at1d 
as I have before stated, I have seen i11stances of shoals of herring 
h~ving clis~lllpeare<l, 'vhere large q:1a11tities 11secl tc> be caugllt in 
sei11es a net r1ets; wl1ich disa1>1Jear~tnce is (lt1e to these per11icic)t1s 
practices~ An<l what is still inore pernicious, the allowing the 
ref11se of berri11gs, boilecl ot1t for the p11r rJt)Se of obtaini11g oil, to 
be tbro"T11 i11to th P,a during tbe fishing· seaso11. NotfJi11g can 
be n1ore injurious , in rny opi1lio11, to botl1 herring, salmon antl cod 
fisheries than to allow t~ese things to be co11ti1111et1. 

Con1mon se11se will tell those engaged in the fisheries that to 
taint the sea with ref11se fish would be i11ji1rious to the fishery 
generally in course of time, for the herrings and other fish. will 
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seek other places of resort. As a ·proof in point: On n1y way 
down to Hopeclale and Nain in S.S. 'Herct1les,' the fi'Shern1en, : 
upon enqt1ir~,., told me tl1at they hacl seen large shoals of he·rri11gs . 
as far :North as "Queen's Lakes,'' and on .27tlJ A11g·11st, 011 my 'vay 
Sot1th from Adoavick to Ragge<l Islantls, I saw in1me11se sJ1oals of 
herrings of a very large size. Tl1ese keep i11 deep water an<l can, 
very seldom be reached u~y· sei11es and nets 11ear the sl1ore. l\ilany 
of the fisber111e11 I have s1Joke11 to are of tile san1e OJli11ion as 
myself, that tl1<>se herrings sAen at Qt1ee11's Ltlkes a11d other places 
north of Domino are the same as used to f req11ent the t1p1Jer 1>art 
of the Labraclor Coast. The)" have n1igrated ft1rther North· ir1 a 
great 111east1re fro111 ca11ses before n1en tior>e(l. The 11errings that 
now visit tl1e 111lper i1art of the Labratlor Coast frotn Red Bay to 

. -

Domino (close to the shore) are 110 other th~tn those that ttsecl to 
visit the Straits of Belle Isle. 'Vbet.ber tl1is tnigration was caused 
b:5'· the tai11ture of the water, I atn not Ilrepared to say, bt1t that is -
the opir1ion of· most of the fishermen as well as myself. 

The herrings also get into cod traps during the day and also 
dt1ring the night, and as man~7' as oi1e ht1ncJretl bart·els have been . 
throw11 out of one trap at a titne. Those rt1sl1 to sea, frightene<l, 
bringit1g .others that are schooli11g abot1t, \Vith them. It is ~he 
opinion of· 111ore experienced inen. thau myself that those fish do 
not return again for the season. 

If the herring fishery were commencecl earlier and cond11cted 
- excli1sive of the cod-tisl1ery, as before stated, and sheds bi1ilt at 

the cliffere11t shitlpi11g ports, these herri11gs cot1lcl be taken frolll. 
the fishermen antl IJai<.l for. 

. In this manner thousa11ds of barrels were lost to the Colony 
this ~ .. ear, as there was a little cod-fish to be caught, an(l the fish· 
ermen cot1ld not attend to the herrings. 

St1rely such a great sot1rce of wealtl1 should have some pro­
tection ; if. something is uot clone to stop this wholesale destri1c­
tio11 of such a valuable fishery. I would not give mt1ch for it 
three or tour ~~ears hence. 

In concl11sion, I find no diffict1lty in getting Inspectors t<> 
comply with my wishes and to act iu accorc.lance with the '' Pick-

.. 
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led ~~ishery Act of 1874.'' The greatest· trot1b1e I find · is with 
those· of the mercl1an ts a11d planters wl10. will · not s11bmit to the 
strict carr~~ing 011t of the Inspection I,aw, which I have compelled 
In~pectors to do this year. 

. Several of tlie n1ercbants, wl1ich I can name if required, sent . 
salmon, trout and herings to Oanatla and An1erica, a11d other 
markets, uni11s1)ected, ''on their own merits,'' as they say tl1e111-. 
selves. Some 150 barrels of Labrador 11erri11g were se11t bacl{ to 
a certain merchant, wl1om I c-an name, to be i11~pecte(l, as they 
would not sell t1nless tl1e Insr•ector's marks were on the lieatls of 
the barre\s. That \Vas bringir1g things to a rigl1t poi11t, Jor it 
wo11ld 11ot pay those parties, if they had to pay t·reight for them 
·back again to St. John's, to have them i11specte<l. 

Anotl1er thing I liave to com1>lain of is, th~1t abo11t 350 her­
ring barrels I had condemned 011 a 1nercba11t's premises, wl1ich 
were not made according to Pickletl Ifisl1ery Act, were afterwards 
sent to Labrauor to be filler) witl1 l1errings for Britai11. 1,be Act 
should be compt1lsory for Britain as well as for Oana(la and 
United States. I notified them 'vhe11 they were condemned by 
me. It is irupossib1e tor me to <lo iny dt1ty while these tl1i11p:s are 
allowed to exist; I hope yoi1 will assist me by amen di t1g thA 
'' Pickled ]j~ishery Act,'' compelling all shippers of picl{led fish to 
market to have the packages i11spected before being filled with 
fish. 

All the :fishermen of Fortune Bay, l3ay of Islands, ancl Bonne 
Bay make their O\Vn barrels. TI1ey make then1 all sizes ; so1ne 
will not holcl the full qt1a11tity, while others are too large. It 'vill 
take some ti1ue to re1nedy this evil, as those are only ''handy 
men '' and not coopers. 

I have given instrt1ctions to ~fr. John l\·[t1ir, at Bon11e Bay, 
wl10 is a cooper, to tr)· ancl instrt1ct those :fisber1nen as to the 
making of packages according to Act, which I l1ave no dot1bt he 
will do, with the assista11ce of those Inspectors that have been 
appointed at those I)laces. 

I have not been able to ascertain the qt1a11tity of picked fish 
caught on the whole coast, bt1t I hope shortly to be·al>le to obtain 

' 
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full rett1rns from all parts of the Island, when I shall be able to 
report to l ' Oll the whole particulars.

In report.i 11g upon tbe :fisheries it ~ay -be said of the 1past 

)'ear that 011 the wt1ole it bas proved one of the Jeast rem11nera­
tive ever experienced in this Oolony; perhaps I am a little outside . 
of my province when I ren1ark upo11 the resl1lts ot the Seal fishery 
that it showed a Ja.rge deficiency compared with the previot1~ 
years ; whether tllis may or may not be a.ttributable to the n1an .. 
n·er ."in which that bra11ch of' ot1r :fishing industry has of ]ate years 
been co11ductecl, and whether it is desirable that tl1e Tuegislatt1re 
enact s11ch a law as may .be thot1glit competent, with a view to 
the J'rotection of the Seal fisl1ery on our Coast, is a matter wliich 
might be looked t1pon as worthy of serious consideration. 

The comparative fnil11re of the Cod :fishery is still more 
marked, especially in the northern portio11s ot the Island and the 
Labra<lor; T,villingate, Northwar{l, and tlie District ot· St. Barbe 
seem to have st1ffered n1ost severely.

Such i11formation woi1ld, doubtless, be of great value, and 
any general report i1pon the subject of the Fisheries not contai11-
ing s11ch statistics mt1st necessariJ,y· be incom1)lete, ancl to a large 
extent 1111satisfactorj,., bt1t this can only be attained thro11gh tbe 
ii1strumentality of a <lL1ly ar)pointed official authorized to n1ake 
arrangeme11ts for collecting the same, st1ch as the Commissioners, 
s11perintendents of !fisheries io other Co1111tries, by whom blank 
forms cot1ld be supplied to certain cmplOJ'ees residing in the seve­
ral tlistricts, with instructions from the Govern.ment to obtain and 
fill in the required figt1res and ft1rnish the same, aud upon which 
together \vith what knowledge he inay gain by a person al iuspec-. 
tion, the said official would found his au n ual report. 

The short catch of fish in the inore Northern clistricts n1ay. 
probably be accounte<.1 for by tl1e prese11ce <>f a larg·e field of heav)· 
ice which remainecl pacl~e<l into tl1e shore illl t•J a }Jeri')<l bej7 ,~r1fl 

bat of the usual first apr->earauce of cod, and. after the floe had .. . - ~

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· cleared off and the fish had struck in, numerous islands of ice 
drifting~ in towards the shore, and founclering, covered the whole 
of the fishing grou11d, so that· the fish were co111pelled to seek other 
pasture and spawning grounds. 

The existence of the law, passed the last session of the Le­
gislature in reference to the setting of cod-traps, cod-nets, bul­
tows, a11d moorings, has been found to serve as a wholesome check 
upon 1nany perso11s, who, in the absence of st1ch a law, might 
endeavour to take unfair advantage of their neighbours. 

The great revolt1tionizing agency, the cod-trap, does not seem 
to have realized the expectations of those who have investee! their 
money in antici1)atio11 of 'rery large i)rofits arising therefrom. The 
benefits have so f"ar prol"Cd to be b)~ no n1ea11s commensurate with 
the greatly increasecl ex1lenditt1re atte11<li11g them. Ifish caught 
in trap, is, in a majoritJ'~ of cases, of a lo\ver grade in market 
valt1e than that take11 by other appliances, owing~ to the fact, that 
when taken by t11e former method, it is often in such large c1t1an .. 
tities that there is neither space nor labot1rers at hand sufficient 
for the pro1ler manipulation and hanaling in the ct1re. 

The largely prevaleut 11se of cod-traps, ad<led to other fix­
tt1res, st1ch as nets and bt1ltows on the fishing grot111ds, is causi11g 
iu some parts, 'vhere the fishing area is limited, great alarm and 
many co111plai11ts among the ha11d-line fisl1er1nen, for whom, tl1e 
latter assert, there seems to be no protection whatever, notwitll· 
standing that the n1ode ot fishi11g practised by tlJem is t1ni versally 
co11sidered to be the most legitimate of any, a11d the llrollt1ce of 
a superior qt1ality, and they claim as an integral branch of the 
fishery eqt1al sec11rity against eucroachment and obstructio11s from 
other fishermen. It is 11nqt1estionably the case . in many places. 
that the whole of tl1e fishing grounds, for the greater part of the 
season are con1pletely take11 r)ossessi<?n of~ by fixtt1re~ of 011e kind 
or a11other, so t hat it is in1possible to dro1) a li11e without g~etting 
foul of either nets or moorings. This state of tli i11gs presses upon 
our poore1' class of fishermen. The tra1)-men see and admit t he 
truth and force of this, a11d a large i11ajority of them wottl(l re::tdily 
apply a remecly, if it were in their r>o\ver, bt1t this can onljT b

SIR,-
On receipt of your communication of the 28th July, instrt1ct­

ing me, under the Coast Fisher~r '6-.\ct of last Session, to mark ot1t 
a11cl defi11e tl1e poir1ts to which the mo11ths of rivers, &c., &c., for 
Salmon and 'l'roi1t fishery shoulll extend, a11d also to co11tinue my 
enq11iry i11to Fisheries of the ColonJ'· I immediately en~aged a 
schooner and crew and proceeded to carry out the work entrusted 
to me, continuing the same till Seventh day of October, 'vhen I 
dischar~ed the craft and the crew. 

I hav~ made a survey of sixteen of the thirty-three pri11cipal 
Salmon an cl 'rrot1t streams of Notre Dame Bay, defini1)g certain 
points of limit at tl1e 1no11ths of t11e same for net fishery, a11d 
where I have thot1ght it necessary for the purpose of rt.ndering 
s11ch points more conspic11ous, I have cat1sed a portion of the 
n1ost prominent i.,art to be paiuteu 'vl1ite. 

' 
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I have also in order to show more distinctly the exact sitt1a­
tion of the limits which I propose, sketched a ro11gh draft or 011t­

line of several of the Estt1aries, giving the courses b~y· co1npass a11d 
meast1rements, as accuratel)~ as the primitive and very limited 
mea11s at my disposal would admit of. 

The streams surveyed are as follow :-. 

J11mper's Brook, at the mo11th of Birchy Bay, Bay of Notre 
Dame, is sit11ate at the western entrance of the Reach, on the 
So11th side of the Diltlo Run, and was until recently fished by 
residents of the Ba~", bt1t the practice of barri11g the strea1n and 
over netting it at its mouth, having completed its work of deple .. 
tion, fisl1ing operations here have of late been carried 011 only l>y 
itinerant fishermen who stop the brook with nets for a few days 
each dt1ring the Salmon season and then betake themselves to . 
other waters to repeat the same process of extermination. 

·· The boundary limits for nets or other fixecl_ engines for Sal-
mon and Trout fisher~T here might be as follows:-

Taking as a base a point on the right bank at the mouth of 
the stream; a prominent part of which I had painted white, bear­
ing North-west by compass, (variation about three points Wester­
ly, or ruore correctly 32 degrees West), 16 chains or 352 yards 
from the narrows, thence from the said base down and along the 
seashore 4-l chains. This I propose to be the point of limit on the 
East side, (as marked on the diagraru), then from the afore-men­
tioned base by a coi1rse West by Sot1th 24 chains is reached, a 
point painted white on the opposite side o'f the Bay which might 
be the limit on the West side. 

LooN BAY, S. E. ANDS. W. BRCOKS.-The S. W. Brook is a 
very fine Salmon stream, about two n1~les inland, followi11g the 
lead of the same is what i.s called Ship-builders Pond, extending 
some miles in length and of proportionate width.

· GANDER BAY RIVER.-After having made a careful s11rvey of 
the mouth of this river, I have decided to recom:nend as boundary 
limits for nets or other fixtures for Salmon and Trout fishery here 
as follows, viz. :-Doclge's Point on the North, and Long Fleet 
Point on the South siue of the estuary. 

This very fine Salmon stream was at one time probably the 
most prolific in the country, the produce ann11ally having been, I 
am credibly informed, (while in the occupancy of Reid, Garland 
& Co., .merchants of Poole, England), seldom less than five or six: 
hundred, and sometimes near a thousand tierces. After a time, 
however, through barring and over-netting, the catch had been 
reduced to an average of about one hundred tierces, when the 
owners so1d · oi1t to the late Hodder and Gillingham, the last of 
whom died only a few years since. 

,- This stream from its importance seems to claim especial pro­
tection, and without doubt, under proper supervision, it would 
in a few years regain in a great measure its former pre-eminence. 

I have set down the courses, where necessary, by mariner's 
compass, so that no possible misapprehension may occur as to the 
prescribed limits, that instrument being in general nse among our 
fishermen •
