'' the ad va11tages 've possess in this respect if they will cease to c:>m 
'' pete with t1s on untair terms;" . in a \Vord, '' L3t the:n give up thei 
'' l1ounties, and we will permit them to have all tl1e b3iit they require.' 

13.-Whe11 it is urged that the British GJ\rer111nent has mor 
than once expressed its inability to sanctio11 a law prohibitincr the 
sale of bait, they reply they cannot believe, \vhen the circu1nstanc~s are 
k11own, they will be deprived of the only means of saving themselve 
from ruin. They, moreover, point to many circumstances i11dicati 
that the French value the Newfoundland fishery cl1ietlj" as a means o 
st1pplying trained seamen to their Nav.Y; they Sa}' that its indefi.ni 
extensio11 on the rt1in of the British indLtstry, as increasing the a 
gressi ve strength of France 'vill de1nand a proportionate growth o 
British armaments; and they dot1bt, therefore, when t.his is realise 
in England, whetl1er Parliame11t 'vill sanction a polic}r which, whil 
destroying the prosperity of a British Colony, will, at the same tirn , 
affect seriously the interests of British tax-payers. 

14.-I should mentio11 that there is another cause 'vhich render 
the Colonists especially un'\'illing, at tl1e present time, to make an 
concessions to the French on the subject of bait. Tl1e people of Ne 
foundland, like those of Canada, desire to t1se the right to 'vitl1l1old 
supply of bait as a means of indt1cing the Ar11erican Government 
remove the import duties on British fish; and they believe that t 
would be altogether unavailing if an i11alienable right to bait wer. 
gra11ted to the ] 1rench, as the Americans would be able to obtain from 
or through them, all the supplies they require. 

15.-With a view to give practical expression to their views o 
these points, the Legislature, before its prorogation, passed a .La 
(withot1t, I beli~ve, a dissentient voice), which, if it can be pract~c8:11 
enforced, might be made to preclude all Foreigners from obta1n1 
bait on the coasts of this Island, with the exception of the Fren 
taking bait then1~el 'res on t11at portion of the Coast "\vhere tl1ey h 
fishing rights. 
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16.-I ha\re, of course, reserved this Bill for the sig11ification of 
·ner n1ajesty's pleasure; bnt I t1nderstand that energP-tic means are 
likel}r to be taken 'vitb a vie\v to more public opinions in Engl1nd on 
the subject, ancl to obtain the assent of Her Majesty's Gover11ment. 

17.-I have above endeavot1red to present to Your Lordship as 
fttitl1ful a representation as is in in.y power, of the views C)f the Col­
oni.~ts on this important q uestior1; and I forbear t ~) express with regard 
to tl1em any 01Jinion of iny own beyond tl1is: If the effect ()f the 
Fre11ch bou11ties on the Britisl1 fishery is correctly estimatecl, the 
prospect which this Colo11y has to f:.tce is indeed a serious one. A large 
mttjority of the p2ople are acq llainted \Vi th no other mea11s of obtain­
ing a li velihoocl than by fishing and the occnpations connected 1'vitl1 
it, and the process of directing them to, tt11d training therr1 in agricul­
ture, a11d other indt1stries, wot1ld i1ot only be very slo'v and very 
difficult, bt1t 'vot1lcl, before it 11ad accomplished its ei1d, be accompanied 

ith an appaling amount of suffering and death. I most sincerely 
trust, therefore, that if it be found i11cor1siste11t ,,·itl1 Imperial i11ter­
ests to permit the proposed Bait La'v to corne into force, some other 
mea11s n1a,y be found of induci11g the t're11ch to give t1p bounties 'vhich, 
nnlik:e the sugar bot1nties, in no wa3' benefit British co11s11mers, ~tncl 
are tl111s in every respect inj nrinus to British i11terests. 

18.-I l1a ve omitted to n1ention t11at a11y possible measure 1vhich 
~ay be taken by the Frencl1 in assertion of their rights on tl1e 
· Fre11ch Shore" are regarded 11ere with complacency as being an im­

meas11rably lesser evil than the contemplated effect of the bounties, 
and t.hus this probable consequence of rejecting the Arrangement has 
but little 'veight in the consideration of the questio11.

Until these fact~ have been establisl1ed . . ' 
it is i1ot possible for Her ~laiesty's Government to decide, with confid-
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ence, 'v hether the proposed legislation ,~vill pro\re to be the best mode 
of applying a remedy for the depressed state of the Colonial Fisliery; 
or whetl1er, after furtl1er comm ~1nication with the Fre11ch Govern: 
1nent t1pon a inore precise statement of the fn,cts, such re1nedy m·i.y be 
found in son1e other direction.

2.-The more complete kno,vledge of the position of affairs \vl1ich 
:e acqtired during the six months that have elapsed since I first 

essed your predecessor with regard to this Bill, anJ the f,.t1ller 
deration which in the meantime I have had the opp9rtu11ity of 
g to the st1bject, have strengthened, to the point of co1nplete 

iction, my previot1s impression of its vital importance to the in­
t of the Colony, and have left 1ne no reason to dou ht that the · 
owance of the 111easure without the adoption of some other; 

lly efficacious to secure the same end, wonld be nothing less than 
amitv . ., 

.-For it is only by residence here that it is possible to appre-
to the full how completely the prosperity of the Colony depends 
fisheries, and how inevitable is the ruin and misery of the 
r part of its population t1nless the causes are remo\yed that tend 
der this industry continuously unprofitable. · 

--Owing to the absence of coal, there is not the slighte3t like 
that any manufacture of appreciable importance can be carried 

re at a profit for pt1rposes of export; and sucl1 factories as are

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l1ere, or are lil'"ely to be established, are as may be expected to be 
eitl1er directly connected with the fisheries, or indirectly dependent 
on them, as supplying the only rneans for the purchase of their 
r)rodncts . 

5.-As regards agrict1lt11re, tl1ere are, no doubt, large tracts or 
waste land in the Colo11y whicl1 are fairly capable of cultivatio11 and 
it may, therefore, be asked 'vhy is the atte11tio11 of the popt1latio~ not 
directed to this as a reso11rce, ancl why can11ot they succeed as cultiva­
tors, as \Vell, for instance, •;ls tl1e people of Manitoba, who have eve11 a 
ir1ore i11l1os1)i table clin1ate, and are, 1r1an)· of tl1e1n, equally \Vithou 
traini11g to agricultural i1t1rsuits? 

G.-Tl1e repl:v· to this is that though the cold of Ne~·foundland i 
by i10 mea.ns as inte11se as tl1at of ~Ianitoba, or even tl1at of the Pro­
vince of Quebec, tl1e \vi11ter here is equally long, if not 1011ger, than-­
it is tl1ere ; "T hile, on the other 11and, tl1ere is an absence of the ex­
treme heat of st1n1n1er 'vhicl1 i)re,rails jn Canada; and tl1us ~·heat 
barley, i11aize, apples, &c., 'v hich are tl1e n1ai11 depende11ce of the 
Ca11adia11 farmer, cannot, unl2ss under exceptional conditio11s, be 
bro11ght to maturity here, 'vhile even oats freq11ently fajl to ripen 
from tl1e sa1ne cause, and have to be cut as fodder for cattle. More­
over, as regards the soil, I question 'vhether the extremest enthusiast 
\Vould ·ventur~ to corn1)are the capabilities of even that cor111)aratively 
small portion of it \vhicl1 is c11ltivable \Vi th the prairie land8 of Mani­
toba a11d the W ester11 U i1ited States; so that wl1ile the latter are stil 
so i)artially settled, there is absolu te!y no prospect "\-vhatever that the 
harvests of Newfoundland can even take the place of the products of 
its seas for the }Jur1)<\se of ex_purt to ot1tside markets. 

7.-Ne\vfoundla11d might ·very possibly produce all the pct~toe 
ai1d meat \vhicl1 it requires for its own consu1nption, if ar13' consider 
able portion of its popt1lation could be ind11ced to overcome its rel.uct­
ance to aba11don the sea and·betake itself exclusively to the cult1va· 
tion of the soil, while some, though probably no very great advance 
rnigl1t be ir1ade i11 this directio11, e\ren u11der the present s;·ste_m f 
combining farming with fisl1ing pursuits; but even this com~arat1.vei{ 
small ad\rantage would i11volve a great change i11 the l~ab~ts of~ c 
people that co11ld only be brought about gradually, and \vh1ch, w e 
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accou1plished, \VOtllli afford 011ly to a limited nun1ber a very bare sup­
~ort. It 'vould create nothi11g to exchange with the outside world for 
,vheat coal, and other articles tl1at have come to be regarded as neces­
saries ~f life, arid would not, i11 anj' ap1)reciable degree, hinder the 
rapid decay of 'veal th, or preve11t the conseq11ent collapse of the revenue 
that \VOt1ld result fror11 continuot1sly 11nrem1111 era ti ve fisheries. 

8.-That the, disastrous results expected fro111 this cause arp by no 
1nea11s conjectural, \Ve have evide11t indications fro1n what has occurred 
durin~ the past year. During the 'vinter now passing, the destitt1tion 
of a great nu111ber of the people has bee11 sucl1 that tl1e Goverr1ment, 
in order to save tl1en1 from starv·ation, 11al'5 been corr1pelled to sper1d 
over £50,000 011 relief-works. As 011ly a very small, if any, })art of 
tl1is amour1t can lle defrayed fron1 ordinary reven11e, and tl1ere is good 
reaso11 for belie-i.ri11g that the latter cannot, to any· considerable extent, 
be increased, st1cl1 an ex1)e11ditt1re ''rould be sufficiently serious if the 
existing state of thi11gs could be regarded as abnormal. What, ho\v­
ever, constitt1tes tl1e gra \ri ty of the si tt1ation is tl1at it is prollal)ly 11ot 
a11 exceptional 011e. 

9 .-For tho11gh the 1)roduce of the Labrador fishery 11as been in 
(1nality about 011e-tl1ird belo-vv the a\'erage, a11d there has prubably 
been a11 even greater fq,ilure off the Coast of Newfoundland })roper, 
from St. Jol111's Northvvard, there l1as, on the other hand, been an un­
usually good '' catch" 011 the Sot1thern and 'V estern Coasts, 'v bile the 
fisbery 011 '\Yhat are called the ''Banks of Newfoundland'' l1as also. 
bee11 1nucl1 rnore than ordinarily productive. In fact, the gain on tl1e 
one side so far compensates for the loss c>n the other, that the fish­
export of the Colo11y will, it is believed, Jirove little, if at all, short 
of tl1e a\"erage. Bt1t however this may be, it is at least certain that 
tl1ere ha-vTe been man:y· occasions i11 the p <lSt w 11e11 the ger1eral failt1re 
was far greater tha11 in the last season, and yet tl1e necessity for Gov­
er11men t support \Vas much less t1rgent. 

10.-The cause of this difference is not far to seeli: ; forn1erly 
'vh~n the world was more exclt1si \"ely supplied from Newfoundland, a . 
falling off i11 tl1e quantity of l)roduce \Vas 11st1ally follo,ved by en­
ha11ce tl 1)rices, a11d eve11 when tl1is \Vas other,vise, the merchants h:.:td 
confidence that the years of ab1111dance . \VOt1ld co1nper1sate for the ~:e .1rs. 
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of scarcity, and ''·Tere tht1s en?oL:raged t 1 l sup1)ort the cle0titute fisller­
men by advances, to be repaid in tl1e future-a system 'vl1icli, lio\v­
ever ope11 to ex 0 eption i11 other respects, had at least tl1e ad -...Ta 11 t·t0'~ 
that to a great ex.tent it i)recludecl the necessit.Y of l)c"tup2r reliet. " 

11.-No,v, ho,ve-...rer, tl1is co.1fidence 011 tl1e part of th~ rnerc}1a,11 t 
is co1npletel)' \van ting, as they 11ave reaso11 to appre11e11rl, fro1n })ttinful 
ex.periences, t.hat p:oduction beyond the. a v·erage \Vo·1_lcl 0111.)r clei)res 
prices to a 1Jo1nt still more t1nremt1nerat1 ve; a11d n,s the practice of 
advances is, on this accou11t, con1i11g rapidly to an e11cl, the peo1)le ,vho 
wo11ld for1nerly 11a,re bee11 tht1s supported are no'v com·)elled to re"Jrt 
to the Go-...rernme11t. -

12.-If tl1is be a trt1e dL·scriptio11 ()f the po3ition, a11d I am b::>und 
to say that it is held to be so by tl1nse \vho appear most cornpetent to 
for1r1 ttn opinion on the st1bj ect, I need sca.rcel_y say that tl1e prospact 
in front of the Colo11y is i1othing less than alar1ni11g. For it is evident 
that such expe11diture 011 works that are only to a, very limited extent 
remunerative, ca11not continL1e \\ritl1out a colla1)se of tl1e Colonial 
credit, and he11ce \rery terrible and ge11eral di:3tress is 011ly· a qt1estion 
of time, and 11ot a very 1011g tirne, t1nless se>:ne v-ery- sn bsta11tia,l cl1ange 
ca11 be effected i11 tl1e co1nmercia.l si tt1atio11. 

13.-As the only a·vailable n1eans of bringing about tl1is desirable 
change, tl1e Colo11ists look:: to this i11e:tsL1r2 for practicJ,ll.\' l)rol1il)iti11g 
the ex1Jort of bait-fisl1es, ancl i11 \'"ie'v ot tl1e i1nportance of tl1e subject,

16.-As the im1necliate i1eighbot1rhood of tl1e Coftst of N e\vfoL111d­
land enabl~s its people to ct1re even the fisJ1 cat1ght 011 the Ba11ks so 
a.s to produce a better quality~ and at a smnJler cJst, than is possible 
for foreigners, the above evil might be ex1Jected a11d allo\ved to ct1re 
itself if the com1)etition vvere otl1erwise on even terms, as the prodt1c­
tion \vould, in all pro habili ty, fall off u11 til it had ren,cl1ed the point 
where it l)ecame remunt>rative for all concer11ed. BL1t the com )etitio11

27.-Bt1t ho\vever this may be, a11.y qt1estio11 as to tl1e compet· 
ence in the matter of the Colonial Legislature has been practically ~et 
at rest by the rece11t allo,,,.~l11ce of tl1e Ca11adia11 Bill, 1vl1icl1, I an1 in­
formed, adopts almost precisely similar means for securing an ana~a­
got1s object, a11d as the i1nportance of tl1e fisheries to tl1e Do1ni11io11 I~, 
moreover, incomparably less, for the reasons above given, than to thi 
Colony, it may be presumed that the disallowance of the Newfoun~­
land Bill, which would appear probable from the long delay of deCI­

During the last Sessio11 of tl1e Legi~ln,tt1re, a Bill for the Er1cour­
aO'e111e11t of Agricultt1re and the setting a1)art of certai11 tracts of cour1-
t~y as agricultural districts for the carr.)li11g ot1t. of tl1e i)rovisio11s 
thereof, having been IJrtssed, I "'r~ts referred to as tl1e r11ost suitable 
localities for the estal)lish111e11 t of sl1cl1 set tle111e u ts tts tl1e Bil I con­
ten1plated. rr11e object lJving to con1hine s1nall faro1ing with fishi11g-,

Although 
not a farmer in the true sense of the term, and being very deficient in 
the supply of proper farming implements and accessaries, he has,

.abundance of vegetables, and hay for his cattle. He has his own beef, 
fork, poultry, eggs, milk, butter, &c., and raises an average of 250

The potato 
cro1) i1~ variably· does w~ll 11ere, rarely ever fails, a11d sucl1 pests a 
tl1e \v1re,vor1n are e11t1rely unk110\·vn. Ca1)t J a1nes Wi11sor 011 hi 
extensi\7 e clearing at Do111inion Poiot, has, i11 a 111ore thorou~l1 maii­
ner~ der11011strated 'v hat tl1e capabilities uf the soil are lil{e. His crop 
of l1ay, oat~, barley, tL1rr1i l).s an~ l)OtP. toes were all very fi11e. Barley 
of got>d gra111 "\Vas fully r11)e 111 ..:-\.t1gt1st. He also exl1ibited a fiue 
grttin of wl1eat, \vl1ich, lie asserts,.ca11 be su?ces~fully raised every year, 
as l1e 11~s proved by actual 8xper1rne11t. His 1<:1tc?e11-garde11 display·ed 
a r11agn1ficent array nf i}eas, bea 11s, carrots, IJarsn11)s, lettuce, cabbages 
beet, oni~ns, ·vegetable n1arro\"\'S, a11d otlter u~·dinary garde11 root crops' 
all of wl11c~1 were as fi11e as I have <.>'rer see11 111 any i)art of tl1e col1 11 try. 
All tl1ese fa,ct~, taken togetl1~r, leave i10 roo111 !or doubt as to the 
J1atural ('al)}tbilities of tl1e soil t111der fairly· sl<ilful n1anageme11t. The 
indigenoL1s growth of forest trees a1uply testifies as to the general 
character of tl1e gren,t llnreclair11ecl regio11 surrounding tl1~ sl1ores of 
tl1e :Oay l1eree:tbol1t, <t11d exter1di11g along the bank:.s of tl1e Ex1)Ioit 
River for i11ar1y n1iles up its course. There is little to add re.~pecting 
tl1is region of the cour1try, exce1)t as tt1 clin1ate. Duri11g tl1e early 
l)art ,of last season the "\Veather experie11ced \Vas ratl1er 'vet and 
stor111y,., accornpa11ied by freql1e11 t tl1u11der and ligl1t11i11g; l)llt tl1e 
11eavy ea~terly an(l i1ortherly gales \vl1icl1 were so injurious outside 
a11d so greatly retarcled fishing operatio11s, had little or i10 dar11aging 
effect so far llp the Bay. ]..,ogs, Sll(~h as are experienced alo11g the sea­
shore, i1ever reacl1 llp 11ere, \-1 nd for the greater part of the seaso11, the 
da)'S are extre1nel:y l)rigl1t and warm. During the latter 1)art of the 
seaso11, especially i11 tl1e mo11tl1s of October a11d No\'e1nber, the 'vea­
tl1er '''as si1n1)ly deligl1tful, e\'e11 exceeding that ex1)erienced on a 
for1ner occasion. ( s~e Report for 1882). 

011e good effect of tl1e su r\rey \Vas to create tt11 i11 terest i11 the 
land and a11 impetus to culti\Tation amo11g3t t11e settlers 11er~, ,vhere­
l1eretofore little manifested itself. All tl1ose already settled dow 
became most a11xious to acquire titles to tl1eir 11oldi 11gs. Enq uirie 
were constantly made as to the ter1ns 11po11 'vhicl1 the la,11d could be 
obtained, and several applications were sent on dnring tl1e summer. 
Some twel ,,.e or more lots on the South side of N 01 th3rn Arm \Vere no 
sooner stal<ed otf tha11 they \Vere i1nmediately sougl1t after b.\r fa.milie 
just arrived frorn the Frencl1 Shore, wl1ich la,tter place they 'ver 
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obliaed to abandor1. La.te in the Fall, the people cJf the outer Briy 
bea:11 to flock up l1ere in their boats and craft for timber. Some of 
th~se people came several miles in an 01Jetl 1)unt, and in the height of 
a gale of wind, to fi11d out m;r camp and n1ake e11quiries about apply­
ing for the land, etc. A few of the Nova Scotian 111m berers employed 
at t11e Dorniuion Point sa'v .n1ill, being a.nxiot1s to settle do,v11 here,, 
applied to me for information, and, upon my recommend~1tion, began 
to clear some ,raca11t lots in Peter's Arm before "\\1 e left. On former· 
occasions, as in Codroy Valley and St. George's Ba,y, I have see11 simi­
lar i11differer1ce to,vards utilizing tl1e ]and all at once give place to 
a n1ost lively interest and activity 011 the part of the people as soon 
as the3r found the Governr11ent disposed to help them aJong, and itself 
exl1ibit a \Vell-founded belief i11 tl1e 'ralue of the lands by sendir1g sur­
veying parties to block ther11 off. After the experience of this and 
forn1er occasions in the Exploits Valley, I cannot for a inome11t doubt 
that tl12 region is destined i11 the future to beco1ne the home of a large 
and thriving population. There is no l)Ossible reason that I can see 
wh.Y it sho11ld 11ot be capable of supporti11g n1any tho11sands of our 
people. Of cot1rse, before any exte11si-ve settlen1ent ca11 take place, 
roads inust i1ecessarily be constructed, so as to utilize the lands in the 
rear, aud t1p the river valley. I ha\re i11dicated on tl1e plan so1ne of the 
most necessary roads at present required. A mai11 line extending fro1n 
Northern Arm across to Peter's Arni, tl1ence to Dominion Point, \\'ig­
warn Point, a11d finally along the ''TP-st side of the main river, apprars 
to 111e the first desideratirr1. Another line from Norris Arm to Bt1rnt 
Arm and Kite Cove 1vould open up a large tract of land, and prove ex­
tremely~ t1seful to the large population in the latter locality. A line 
extending iro1r1 the head of Norris A rm to Burnt Bay, a distance 
of some twelve miles through a good piece of cot1ntry, would connect 
the SPttleme11ts i11 that direction, viz: at Burnt Bay, Loo Bay, Com­
fort Co\re, with those of tl1e Exploits, and undot1btedly prove a valt1-­
able means of intercommunication betwee11 tr1ese now isolated settle-
1nents. 

. To,·vards tl1e close of the season, a sad and fatal accidPnt, rest1lti11g 
111 the dro\vni11g of Mr. William Emerson, the assistant cl1ainrnan of 
the party, for a while threw a great clol1d over the 'vhole staff, and_ 
gi·eatly retarded the operations of the st1rvey. The particul~rs of this . 
sad ?cct1rrence having already been mcide public, it is unnecessary to. 
de~a1l t.l1e1n now ; bt1t I cannot omit remarking 11ere that the art of 
sw1mm1ng should be fostered and encouraged amongst ot1r ).,.Ou th of all 
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cla.s5es.. It is really asto11ishi ng that for ~ marati1ne sea-fari11g popu­
lation 111\:e OLtrs, so very ie\V lear11 to S\V1rn. I a,~n fL1lly C)11 vine d 
tl1at 011e half t.he an nt1al deat 11s b}' dro\vn i11g are a ttril)Ll table to thi 
cat1se. 

In co11clL1siou, I have onl,y to reiterate \vhat 11as alreacly been ·o 
freq11ently pt1t forward, that such districts of cot1ntrjr as the !)resent 
l{eport refers to, if I)Llt in a prop3r co11ditio11 for settleme11t, and a 
thrifty and industrious class of peOJ)le ,-vere introduced thereo11, ca11-

11ot fail to become an acquisition of prosperity a11d l1appiness to the 
settlers tl1emsel ves as well a.s to tl1e cot1ntry at large. 111 this c011n ~c­
tion, I beg most respectfully to suggest that no time should b~ loit 
next year i11 carryi11g ot1t the lJro\risions of the AgricL1ltural 1-~ill r~la.­
tive to the introdt1ctio11 of st1ch settlerR i11 tl1is region, tl1u.s re11dering 
its practical application apparent, a11d not allo\ving it to r~maii11 a dead­
letter on 011r Statutes.

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A Long's Report of Survey 'Work, 1886. 

St. John's, Ne,vfoundland, 

February 14th, 1887. 

·HoN. SuRVEYOB GENEHAL,-

Sir.-I beg to submit the follo\ving report 0 ~1 the st1r\re_yr inade 
by me during the past sum1ner. 

The \vork upon \vhich I \Vas e11gag~d, \Vas the Divisional Survey 
(of To,vnships 18 a11d 19, South Rn.nges 21 and 22 East 

In accordance 'vi th instructions received from your D~partment, 
the party under rny control, left St. John's on the 7t:1 of June, b)' 
,rail, and. ca111ped the san1e evening near Big Ba.rre11 Pond. 

My instructions were, first, to run the Meridian Divisional Lines 
of To\vnship 18, SoL1th, Range 21, East. These lines \Vere sta.rted 
.from the 11th, 10th, 9th, 8th and 7th Miles' Posts, on the Main Base 
Li11e, and ran North a of 6 ir1iles, t.1) the correctio11 line. The follo,,r_ 
ing briefly describes the features of the country traversed by these 
·iiues: Fro1n the commencemet1t of the line, at tl1e 11th Mile Post, to 
the Hodge vVater River, the land is, for the most part, marshy barrens, 
-d.otted with "\Vooden lrnolls. Rising a ridge on the North ~ide of the 
river is a little good land, with some fair fir and 'vych-hazel upon it; 
d~scending the ridge, the land is low and poor as far as the fourth 
1n1le post, thence rising a ridg : ~, well wooded with Y t>llo\V Erich 
(wych-hazel) and fir to the end of the line; there are, in places, good 
spots of soil of sma.11 extent. Froru the beginning of the line, from 
the 10th mile post, to the rail way, there is so1ne fair soil, thence, 
there is a large barren to Hodge Water Pond, thence, crossing the tel­
legraph line at one and three-quarter miles from the base, and until it 
rea~hes Onow's Pond ri lge, there is very little land suitable for culti­
vat1011. On this latter ridge, tl1ere is excellent soil, of reddish arid 
yello,vish sandy loam, supporting some very fine birch and fir timber.

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~hich had bee11 cut in the previous _y~ear, bt1t thr.ough the cuttiiig of 
timber by lt1mberers and others, and by the open111g of trial lines for 
tl1e ne\v road fro1n Dilflo to the Junction, had become almost indi . 
tinguishable. 

Shortly after returning from Harbor Grace J Llnction, I received 
fL1rther orders to proceed i1r1mediately to the brtse l·ne and cut line 
fro1n the 3rd and 4th mile-posts North tl1ro11gh To\vnship 18, South 
Range 22, East, to the connection line, for the pt1rpose of definin~ 
accurately the sections \vhich had been granted to the R:iilw:.ty Com~ 
i)aoy. This 'v(1rk was comme11ced October 25tl1 and completed on the 
23rd of November, whe11 I retnr11ed with my party to St. John's. 

The li11e N ortl1 from the 3rd tnile-po3t crosses the N ortl1ern 
branch of Collier's River, the head \Vaters ot which is Nine Island 
Pond, then runs over some fair land vvith little or i10 \Vood on it, then 
passi11g over a ridge with patches of good soil, it reaches Turk's Gut 
Long Pond, at about three-and-a-quarter miles from the base, crossing 
this _pond, at a little over three a11d three-qt1arter miles, the Turk's 
Gut countr.y road, the line rises a ridge \vhicl1 at the fourtl1 inile i. 
qt1ite precipitous, from that to the end, the gronud is very broke11 and 
rugged, with but little good land. The line North from the 4th mile­
post at the outset crosses Grace's Pond an 1 Nine Isla11d Po11d, both 
fine sheets of water, teeming witl1 trout; from tl1e latter Po11d to 
Turk's Gut, Northern Long Pond, at about three a11d a quarter mile 
from the base, tl1ere is a successio11 of hills, ot1 whicl1 there are patches 
of good land. Crossing Northern Lo11g Pond, ancl passing ~ver a 
ridge on which there is some good soil, \Ve come at 3 bout a d1stan~e 
of four and a quarter miles from the l1ase, to tl1e ne'v road fro.m Br1-
gus to the Rail way. The land hereabouts to 11ear the fifth in1le-p?st 
is 'rery fair, then crossing a pond ancl runni11g through some occup1~d 
lar1d, the correctio11 line is reachefl near a bridge 011 tl1e old GoLtld 
Road. 

The result of the season's \Vork is valu~ible i11 obtai11ing the topo­
grapl1y of a portion of Avalon not previously surveyed, a11d in estab­
lisl1ing the position of the Railway in many poi11ts. The ~urveys sho: 
that at least one-fot1rth of this part of Avalon is occupied by pon 
and lakes, some of them very fi11e and handsome sheets of \vater, 
many of them s'varming 'vitl1 trout. 
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A considerable atea of these To\vnsl1ips l1as a soil so rocky or 
e so inarshy as to be unfit for agriculture. Many of these mars hes 

.are reclairnable, and by systematic draining woL1ld contribute a large 
area, available for meado\v and pasture land.

Tl1e fir st li i1es \Vere run N nrtl1 fror11 betwee11 Section 1 and 2 and 
2 ancl 3, To,vr1sl1i1) 16, Ra11ge XXI. Tl1e la11d \Vitl1i11 tl1ese lines \Vas 
fountl to l1e e11tirel_y,. u11fit for culti\"atio11, consisti11g of r11arshes, bc1r­
ren~ and rock:)r ridges, 'vi th stt1nted fir a11cl s1)rt1ce growing on it. 

Tl1e 11ex t li11es \Vere ru11 Sot1th fro111 tl1e sa1ue starting points 
\T er~y Ii ttle goocl land wa.s fot1nd for tl1e first n1ile and a 11alf of these 
lines, tl1e cou11try bei11g very ro11gl1 and brol(e11. These lines cross 
the Spa11iard' s Bay Valley ( thro11gl1 \V hich a goocl roa,d is inade ), and 
a~so 8110,v' s Po11d Ri ·v·er and Road. The land in tl1e Spaniard's Bay 
valley is ricl1 and good, and extends over the ridges to the S!:!ow's 
I?o11cl Ri·ver, a dista11ce of tl1ree lniles a11d a 11alf, t111d is by far tl1e 
he$t far111i11g la11d seer1 duri11g t}1e seaso11. 

Tl1e i1ext li11e \Vas rt111 North frorn bet\vee11 Sectio11 4 ai1d 5,

hor Barrens. Very little good land 1vas see11 t111til after we crossed 
the Glo·ver Road a distance of about four miles from bas2 line \Vl1e11 
some patches of s1nall extent were passecl i11 Sectio11s 32 and 29.

On the line running South frorn Sections 31 and 32, Township 
17, Range XXI. No good la11d 'vas see11 lintil aft2r cros~i110- the 
fourth mile-post. As far as this, it consisted of marshes, pond~ and 
rocky ridges, the last tvvo miles \Vere thickly \Vooded, a11d tl1e soil 
fair. Tl1e N e\v Harbor Road vras reached at a distance of 011e rr1ile 
and a half, and the Railroad at abot1 t t'vo miles arid a 11alf. 

The line commencing at the base bet,veen Sectio11s 35 and 36, 
To\vnship 17, Range XX, \Vas next rn11. Tl1e onljT l)arre11s met in 
this line \Vere between the 211d and 3rd mile-posts. Tl1e re1naining 
portion of the country passed tl1rough co11si~te l of ridges hea\Tily tim­
bered, 011 \Vl1ich goocl soil 'vas passed ; there are also se·veral large 
ponds or la1~es. 

The lines starting South from between Sectinns 32 and 33, ~3 
and 34, and 34 and 35, were also run. Tl1e best la11cl ''ras see11 in 
Sections 4, 9, 3, 10, 2 and 11. 

Most of the land passed over by ;,hese lines consisted of hea:vil>:­
woocled ridges, between \vhicl1 are i1urnerous lakes. Ti1e follo,v111g 1

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]. Haddon's Report on Salmon Cove Valley, Carbonear, 1886. 

Salmo11 Cove Valley lies about two miles North of Carbonear. 
The main road t.o Heart's Content crosses it four mileR above the land­
ing-place at Salmon Cove; and just here, 011 the 'vest side of the said 
road, the little settlement called Victoria Village is started, already 
possessing a cl1urch and school. A river runs through the valley, and 
three ponds are in its cot1rse below the village. There is a co11sider­
al)le quantity of land fit for cultivatio11 in tl1e ,,.alley, but so1ne is too 
stony. On tl1e north side of Beaver Pond is a rnost favourable tract 
for cultivation, and it is bei11g fast tah:.e11 up. Heing e11gaged to ma.kl" 
a Sl1rvey of this valley, I sa.w tl1at it 'vot1ld be a great advantage t 
11ave a cor1tinuot1s road from Heart's Content Road right do\vn through 
the best land on tl1e north side of Beaver Pond to Sal1non Cove; a 
part of tl1is road 'vas already rot1ghed ottt and settleme11ts made on 
eitl1er side. I n1arked out the continuation of this road coining into 
tl1e main road (from Carbonear to Nor th Shore) at the head of Forest 
Pond. Beside being a most usefu~ agrict1ltt1ral road, it 'vill im1;rove 
the thoroughfare bet\vee11. Heart· s Conte11t and the North Shore,.. 
1naking it easier and shorter by a, mile, cutting off 011e of the Car­
bonear hills. 

A road from Victoria Village \vest,vard 'vas also desirable to make 
accessible a good ridge of land in tl1at direction, and facilitate proe!-1r­
ing firelvood, w hicl1 is al ways saleable in Carbonear, and the procuring 
of which wot1ld greatly help the settlers. 

These two roads_ ;vere adopted by tl1e Government, and I had the 
plea,sure of starting the work of constructio11 before I was recalled to 
be sent to Channel. I understand that these roads are 11ow completed. 
I am confident that tl1ey will make the valley a 1l1t1cl1. rn~re .desirable 
i)lace for thA settlers wl10 are already there, and will 1nv1te many 
others.

SrR -I be()' to subn1it to yoL1r notice tl1e follo\vi11g Report 011 the 
survey ~fa road co1111ecting Fresl1 \"Vater Road with Broad Cove, Co11-
ception Bay :-

T l1e st1rvey 'vas con1n1e11ced at tl1e_ e11d of the Freshvvater Road, 
near the residence of Patrick Brien, a distRnce of about 2! miles from 
the Court Hot1se. Fron1 tl1is point a very favorable rot1te was ob­
tai11ed by follo\vi11g along a river called '' Neil's Gullies," which tl1e 
line crossed half a mile from the comme11ceme11t. Tl1e southern e11<l 
of T\ve11t)· Mile Por1d \Vrts reached tl1ree miles fro1n the starting-point. 
Here the li11e had to traverse a narrow neck betwee11 Fo11rth Por1d and 
tl1e abo-vTe-111e11tioned Pond. The st1rvey tl1en followed alo11g 
by Gull Pond, Healey's Po11d and the river flowi11g out of the last. 
do\v11 to Broad Co-vTe, the only available rot1te to be fot1nd. The 
total length of the line surveyed is six and a half miles, connect­
ing at Broad Co~le near Bryan's Bridge ,-vhere the road to Horse 
Cove crosses the river above-mentioned. Of this only three miles 
have been surve3red \Vith a transit, and the angles and beari11g3 re­
corded. These tl1ree miles being the nearest town and reaching to the 
sonth e11d of Wi11sor Lake, or T\venty Mile Po11d. The re1na,ining · 
three and a l1alf n1iles have bee11 marl{ed out a11d chained only, bat i1oi 
hearings take11. I \Vould respectfully suggest that at the earliest op­
portt111ity some one rnay be sent to take these bearings, beginning at 
Bro!td (Jo,re and vvorkir1g towards St. John's, which coL1ld b3 done in 
one day. This road to Broad Cove \VOt1ld t1ndou btedl3r be of great_ 
value to the people living there, as it \VOt1ld shorten the dista11ce be-­
t,~ee11 St. John's and tha,t place by two and three quarters or three­
m~les. By this ne\v route the total distance would be abot1t nine· 
m1leR, wl1ile by the existing road it is variot1sly estimated at ele,ren 
aiid three q t1arters a11cl twel 're miles. The first five miles ot1t from_ 
St. John's \vould be easily a11d clieaply co11strt1cted, as the grot1nd is: 
dry and gravel is easily obtained, \vhile the grades 'vot1ld be easj'" and. 
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the work Yery. light. The cos~ would be abont $700 per mile for a 
road 12 ft'et wide. The last rn1le a11d a half on the Broacl Cov·e e11 1 i 
more unfavorable. The ground is rocky, full of boulders, and gravel 
is 11ard to procl1re. I "\Vot1ld, thereforo, put the cost of it at $1,500 
thus making the total $5,000, or, in round numbers, averagin()' $800 
per mile. I need scarcely say that strict supervision and ca~efully 
carried out arra11gements ''Till be i1eeded to keep the cost clo,vn to 
these figures. There is a considerable area of land alq11g the route 
available for agricult11ral purposes. 'Vhat lies i1n1nediately near the 
road is best adapted for pastL1re. Tl1e soil, though of a goo'i q ualit,y·, 
is 'rery stony on the st1rface, and \vould involve no s111all a1nount of 
labour in clearing before it could be ploL1ghed. The roa(i is m 1re 
likely to prov·e the value of the lanti, a3 the ct1tting.3 'vill show the 
nature of the soil more fully thar1 a11y surface exa1ni11atio11. All i 
respectfully subn1itted for .Y·ot1r consideration.

The co11d11ct of the rnen co111prising the Force, has, 011 the \vl1ole, 
bee11 very satisfactory. r\VO co11stables, ho\vever, stationed at St. 
John's have had to be dis1uissed duri11g the year for dru11l<:enness of 

, a,n aggra\·ated character, and a tl1ird for i11subordi11ate conduct. \Vith 
one exce1)tion, and that was of a trivial nature, i10 co1nplaints 11ave 
been recei 'red regarding the co11duct of a11y co11stable at the Outport~. 
On the other hand, I ha,1 e, on my visits of i11s1)ectio11, foun(l tl1em uni­
formly \vell spoke11 of by the Local Magistrates, and otr1er leacling 
inl1abi tan ts. 

I ha\re pleas11re in bei11g able to re1)ort -v.,.ery fay·ol1rably as to tl1e 
ge11eral efficiency and useful11ess of the ir1ounted co11stables, and also 
as regards their efficiency at drill a11d equitatio11s. By their employ· 
ment at the 1rarious Outports of the Central District \vhen required for 
various duties, I thinlc that a11 economy has been effected, i11as1nuch

7 trips frorn Battle Harbor N ortl1~ a11d bacl\, 6 of \V hich 'vere as far as 
Hoi)eclaJe, and 011e to N ain; 50,459 letters 1vere l1a11dled by the staff 
on board the' Herct1les' during the 7 trips, while 27,324 letters 1vere 
ha11clled by Mr. Alexander Ewing, lVIail Officer, during 6 trips 011 
boarcl the ' Plover.' This latter service bas been a great accom1noda­
tio11 to the se\reral Ot1t1)orts on tl1e rot1te; all letters received at dif­
fere11 t. statio11s being assorted for cleli ''ery, and handed to the Post-
111asters and W a.y Officers at tl1e several ports of call, i)r, i1nptly. 

Tl1ere ttre O\·er forty Way Offices 011 tl1e I_Jabrador CoaPt, tl1e 
k~eepers of \V hich receive fron1 three to twel \7 e dollars each for the 
season, securi11g a greater clegree of sect1rity for the safety of corres-
1)011de11ce, a.s the keepers are now responsible to this De1Jartment. In 
the past, it was a matter of ttccon1n1odation, certai11 persons at each 
port of caJl taking charge of the letters a11d pa1)ers, but, receiving no 
salary, t hPy did i1ot co11sider the1r1scl ves accot111table to a11y person for 
correct (leli very. · It is, however, pleasing to 11ave to report that no. 
loss of correspo11dence has been broL1ght t1nder tl1e 11otice of t11is De­
partn1ent since the appoint111ent of Mr. l\lcNeil.

Postage on letters bet,veen the Dominion of Ca11ada a11d the 
U 11ited States of America has been reduced. to three ce11 t.s l)er half oz., 
for ,vhich st1m a single letter 1nay be for,varded from P. E. Island to 
California. 

It is imr)robq,ble the reve11t1e of tl1e Departrnent ''rould strffer 
materially, if at all, ,,,.ere N ewfou 11dland rates of postag·e reduced to 
t1nifor1nity 'vitl1 those of the D0rni11ion and of the United States. A 
further i1nprovement 'vot1ld be to re:lt1ce local rates to two centt; per 
half oz. 

vVhere,rer the test has been applied, reduced rates l1a ve caused 
no dimin11tion of re,,.enue. 

OF THE CURRENCY. 

There can be i10 dot1 bt that the ge11eral adoptio11 of the decimal 
s_y·stem of keeping accounts V\'"ould be found of great ad vantage, as well 
for its simplicity as for its many other ad vantages. The population 
thro11ghot1t the country are sufficiently farniliar 'vith the systPrn to 
warrant its immediate adoption. 

It 'vould appear to be most desirable that there should be t111ifor­
n1ity of c11rrency bet,veen N e\vfoundland and the Dominion of Canada 
and the United States of A1nerica. 

The British sovereign of la,vful 'veigl1t is, prese11tly, tl1e standard 
or basis of ct1rrency, being a legal tender to pass c11rrent for fo11r dol­
lars and eighty cents cl1rrency. In Car1ada and the U i1ited States the 
value of the so\'"ereign is $4.86~. Were this altern,tion Y11ade, and 
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other Briti::;;h and Newfoundland coins made to bear proportiona 
value8, it would produce uniformity of currency between Newfoun 
land a11d the cot111tries 11amecl. 

Tl1e U11ited State8 Postal De1)artr11e11t 11a~ rece11tly agreed th 
tl1e ~\1011ey Order syste111 sl1all hereafter· rJe direct bet\vee11 Ne,vfoun 
la11d a11d tl1e U11ited States, i11stead of, as for1ner1y, thro11gh Cana 
acti11g as intern1ediary. Tl1i8 fact of itHelf i)oi11t8 to tl1e \visdom 0 
assir11ilating the curre11cy of tr1e t\VO cot111 tries.

I beg to preser1t yot1 \vitl1 a brief Re1)ort of ir1y work as Govern· 
rr1E:11 t lVIedical Officer for the coast of Labrador dt1ring tl1e su miner of 
1S86. 

According to order, I left St. Jol1n's 011the16th July by the Gov­
er11ment 111ail boat ''Hercules." 

After touching at Har1)or Grace and four or five ports on the 
Fre11ch Shore, 've set out for Labrador, and arrived at 1-{ed Bay on 
the 19th Julv. 

t/ 

We visited tl1e ust1al ports of call i11 tl1e Straits, going up as far 
as Salrr1on River. 

I will now e11t1n1erate a fe,v of n1y cases, to illt1strate 1nore par-· 
ticnlarly the cl1aracter of the \Vork. 

Cape Charles, 21st July. So far, I had had only eight cases of· 
minor i111portance, bL1t no''T the 'vorl{ became inore formidable. 

I visited two patie11ts 011 shore: one st1ffering from a shari1 at­
tack of typhoid fever ; tl1e other, an old man, fron1 apoplexy. 

Tl1e patients lived at son1e distance apart, and the steam8r was 
co11seq uently delayed. Three other sick persons called to see rne on1 
board sl1ip. 

Battle Harb)r, 21st July. Here I visited i1i11e hot1ses on shore,, 
and enco1111tered some severe illnesses. 

• 
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Eigl1teen called on board ship. Among rn.y· \vorst cases \Vere t\vo 
with lobar pneumonia, one \Vith catarrhal pneuLU011ia and carbu11cle 
and 0ne with pleurisy, witl1 effusior1. One of my visits was to Indiai~ 
Cov-e, ab~11t a n1ile from our place ot anchorage, to see a yo11n0' O"irl 
suffering fr0m sore throat. The symptoms and physical signs 

0

w~re 
suspicious of dipl1tl1eria, thougl1 tl1ey were by i10 means \vell marked. 
Upon enq 11iry, I fou11cl that tl1ree or fot1r other children had had sirni­
lar affections; one child clied from it. Hearing the \Vorst, I had the 
house isolated, sl10\ved the chil<l's inother ho\v to ap1Jly the re1nedv· 
and gave disinfectants, together with minutest instructio:is abo~i 
clea11i11g the house and co11tents after the cl1ild's recovery. 

'Vhe11 \Ve returr1ed to Battle Harbor, on the 6tl1 Aug., I fou 11d 
tl1at the inother l1ad carried out my instructio11s, the child ha~l qt1it.e 
i~ecovered, a11d tl1e clise:1se had not spread. 

Thi ~ 'Visit t o Incliar1 Cove fir1ished fo11r l1ours' l1ard. \Vorl<, rendered ,

Tl1e l1ouses on the 0L1tside coast are necessarily very poor, owing 
to the scarcity of wood, and are bt1ilt, for the most lJart, of refuse tim­
ber, covered \vit.h sods. They have t.he very good quality of being 
\Yell ventilated, tl1ot1gl1 i11 'vet weatl1er rhe11matic n,nd cl1est cases fare. 
badl)'" in tl1en1. 

With regard to the pro1Jer attentio11 a11d treat111e11t of patie11ts, 
tl1e fact is i)atent to every inan of i11edical knowledge that seeing a 
patient to-day a11d not again for a fortnight, is not calculated to do 
either the patient or hirnself jt1stice. Besides, one cannot alvvays mal(e 
a correct diagr1osis in t\vo n1i11utes.

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There are numerous instances of recovery which I cannot pro­
r1er ly accredit to m37self; still, there ~re others in 'vl1ich, 11ad not a 
doctor l1ee11 at hand, the patie11 t must have died. 

The u11rnber of deaths arnong those 'vl101n I attendecl is fiy·e-orie 
at Battle Harbor, an olcl 1na11, 68, from catarrhal pne111no11ia and car­
buncle; one, a baby, at Merchantman's Harbor, of mer1ingitis; 011e at 
Bolter's Rock, a midrlle-aged ma11, of deep-seated ab3cess in the i1eck: 
which pressed upon the upper part of the spinal cord; one at India1~ 
Ticl(le, pre111att1re, a11d 011e at Brig Harbor, of pnet1mo11ia i)htl1isis. 

M.Jr hearty thanks are due to Dr. Fraser, \\1ho, \Vhile on a l)lea­
sure-trip to Labrador, kindly helped ine ttt Battle Harbor a11cl many 
of tl1e more N orther11 ports. 

Too mt1eh I ca11not say i11 i)rai~e of :Nir. Be11dell, of Battle I-Iar­
bor, \vho placeo }'is steam-lat111ch at ·rr1y disposal wl1en the vvork was 
t1rge11t. Mr. Benrlell is a rare friend to th~ sick f)OOr. 

During the first fot1r tri11s I had as mncl1 as- I cot1ld attend to, botl1 
by day and night, exce1)t at the extren1e Norther11 e11d of our route. 
During our fifth tri11 tl1e fisl1er111en began to leave the coast. On the 
sixth tri1) aJl had left north of E~kj1no Bay~, ancl tl1ose on tl1e u1)per 
part of the coast \Vere a\vaiting a fair ''rind 11ome.

PENITENTIARY, 

St. John's, Jar1uary, 1887. 

THE HoN, J, S. WINTER, Q. C., 
H. M. ~i\ttor11ey Gen13ral,-

SIR,-I have tl1e 11onor to for\\rard ·.J1e usua,l cri1ni11al statistics, 
sl1e,vi11g tl1e 11u1nber of persons cornn1itted to tl1e Penitentiary, duri11g 
tl1e .·year endi11g the 31st December, 1886. 

The total co1nrnitted was 198, being a, decrease of 11, as compared 
vvith tb.e y>revi')US year-of that nt1mber 42 were remanded a11d dis­
cl1arged, and 156 convicted and sentenced as follows :-Four for up­
wards of three n1onths, but less tha1-i one year, and 152 for tl1ree 
rnonths and Jess. 

Of tl1e nt1mber sente11ced, 68 were for the first ti1ne, 17 twice, 
and 71 three or 1nore. U P'vards of 56 per cent. of the prisoners sc>n­
tenced are habitt1al offenders, and is a11 evident proof of what little 
salt1tarv effect is obtaiued from short sentences, espPcially in drunk 
and di;orderly cases. The latter is amply verified by the fact that 
there is, at present in custody, a priso11er, 38 years of a.ge, who has 
been convicted 73 tin1es, and se11tenced to terms of imprisonment 
which a\7 erage throt1ghot1t only 27 _i days, making, i11 all, 5,i years ot: 
one-seventh of his life in prison, apart frorn the i11numerable times he 
has been arrested and confined in the lock-tip. 

In this case floggi11g 'vas also tried, but the i11flicting of sucl1 an 
indelible pt1nishme11 t seldom, if e'rer, brings out otl1er than the baser 
or lo,~{er nature of inan. The '' cu1r1t1lative sentence s_ystern '' 11as 
been fot1nd to be the onl;r effective rernedy to\vards weaning and re­
claiming st1cl1 helpless i11ebriates. The prisoners have as usual been 
constantly er11ployed u1)on work:s of public utility, viz: At Signal 
Hill, disrnantli11g the old and dilapitated '' Fre11ch Barracks." At 
the Hos1)ital, transplanti11g trees, etc. On the Forest and Quidi Vidi 
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:oads, repairing and grading the same. o.n the grounds in the vicin­
ity o.f Government H?use. And also, dm:rng the past winter, on the 
pu~l1c roa.ds, ~hovell1ng snov{, The est1matecl or n1arl(et ,ralue of 
their earnings amot1nted to tl})\\Tards of £380, as per cletailed stateinent 
to the Board of 'Yorks. Their conduct has been, with one solitary 
exce1)tion, 'rery goocl. 

The re-co11structio11 of the go,?er11or's late qt1arters into cells for 
female i~risonns, iR now near~y. completed, ~nd chiefly too by prison 
labor. rhe Ile\"V Cells, C0111pI'lS111g ele,re11 111 llllil1ber, are ail fitted 
'vith 01)e11 iro11 bar gates, and are, \vith one exce1)tion, bt1ilt thronO'h­
out with concrete, and on the newest and mo.;.t improved system.

Sl1oulcl tl1is \Vorlc l)e carried 
i11to effect, tl1e11 a thorol1gl1 cla~sificatiori a11cl separatio11 could l)e easily 
effected a11cl tl1at i)art of tl1e i)riso11 also re11derecl fire-1)roof. 

The latter l1as al \v·a}YS bee11 a source of 1nucl1 a~1xiety, [ts sl1ould 
a fire, from a11y cat1s c~, occ11r at i1ight in the basement, 'vhere tl1e fu_r-
11ace is locatecl, a11d the 'voode11 stairs be tl1ereby ct1t off, i10 hun1a11 aid 
cou1d possibly save the inmates. Hence my reason for so strongly 
urging that the concreting of, at least, the floor immediately over the 
t1rnace cl1an1ber be co11ti11uecl.

10. Labour done ot1tside of to,vn-"\Vaste water "\\i.,.eir, or overflow 
gate, the old \Voode11 weir was all (iecaj·ed, and a i1ew one was neces­
sary ; size of gate, 35 feet wide by 14 feet on top; 12 by 7 feet on 
back and frout, covered with 3-in. spruce })lank. 

11. Labour cleaning rt1gt out the inain })ipe-This \Vas rather 
difficult \vork, as the pipe 'vas all i11 deep cutting; also the part be­
t\veen \Vater-house and po11d, wl1ich is all under water; also, we had 
to cut the top off iro11 suppl,y-box, so as .to admit tl1e scraper. This 
work l1ad to be do1~e under 4 feet of water in po11d. This diffict1l t~y· 
"\Vas got over', a11d the pipes st1ccessfully clea11ed; total length, 3,300, 
feet, of 24-i11cl1 1nai11. T 11e rope was t11e most expense. C')st of· 
labour, £25. 

12. The great difficulty we ust1ally had \vi th ice stop1)ing "\\i.,.ater­
at pond, less or inore, every year. This \Vas a very dangerous state or· 
tl1ings, as the town vvas ma11y times without water fer hours, and 
1nany plans \Vere tried to prevent it, bt1t withot1t success. So, last 
winter we pt1t a raft of wood on the water. This stopped. the ripple· 
011 the water and allowed it to freeze; so we had no stoppage of water· 
b_y ice this winter, so I may Sa)· it is a success. 

13. The pollt1tio11 of the town water-.r\.gair1 I have to bring· 
t1nder )'Ollr notice the great traffic of horses a11d dogs on the ice in the 
winter seaso11 on the pond. The qt1a,.1tity of filth is immense that 
goes into the water, and with the water into the pipes, and through 
the pi1)es i11to town, it is not necessary for ine to follow it further. 
St1fficient to say all tl1is can be qt1ite easily sto1)ped. 
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14. To i)revent further pollutio11 of tl1e to\\r11' s vvater, tl1is is a 
duty tl1at all shot1ld tal(e a11 i11tere;;t i11, as the l1ealth of tl1e to\v11 do 
clepend. upon pure 'vat€r. 

This pollutio11 is fro111 ct1lti vatio11 of iancl, fisl1 inanure, se,ver~\ge 
arid drai11age of all l{incls, ''rhicl1 fi11d8 its \vay i11to tl1e 'vater for ti1e 
to,v11. Little as the ct1lti\ratio11 i-, at present, I ha,Te sn1elled fis}1 .. 

1na11ure frorr1 the ''rater boiling 011 the fire. 

So to prevent this, I should acl \rise the buying t1p of all tl1e un­
culti·vatecl land surrou11cling the lake. This '''ould r1ot c·ost inuch 
money, and pre\rent further pollution of the to,v11's ''rater. 

15. The prese11t su1)ply of 'vater for tl1e tf)\\r11 is short 011 the 
high parts i11 tl1e 'vinter seaso11. It is true the 'vaste of 'vater in to\vn 
is great; this is a \rery cliffirult matter to deal \Vi th; the fact is, peo­
ple look: 011 ,,,ater as they do on su11sl1ine, whicl1 is or1e of Nature's 
free and bounteous gifts to her cl1ildre11. 

So in this 'vay tl1e)'" see 110 11ar1n i11 'vat.er ru1111ing, and look 
upon it as no ''raste; its 011ly a little water, and tl1ere's plenty~ of it 
i11 the country ; this is the reply that n1eets the Inspector 'vl1en he 
cal1s their notice to the lvaste .
