THURSDAY, MAY 11, 1899. 

THE General Assembly having by several Proclamations, hereto prefixed, of 
His Excellency the Governor been prorogued until this day, the tnembers 

thereof tnet in the Assen1bly Room. 

At three of the clock in the afternoon a message from His Excellency the 
Governor was delivered by the Gentleman Usher of the Black Rod, commanding 
the immediate attendance of Mr. Speaker and the House in the Council Chamber. 
Accordingly, Mr. Speaker and the House attended His Excellency the Gov­
ernor in the Council Chamber, and having returned to the Asse1nbly Room. 

Mr. Speaker inforn1ed the House that, \vhen in attendance on His Excel­
lency the Governor in the Council Chamber, His Excellency had been pleased 
to make a speech to both branches of the Legislature, of which, for greater 
accuracy, he had obtained a copy, and which he read to the House as follows:·-

'' Mr. President and Honourable Gentle1nen of tlze Legislative Council: 

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honourable House of Assenibly: 

This being the first time I have met you since I assu111ed the adn1inistration 
of this Government, I take the opportunity of assuring you hoV\" deeply I feel the 
responsibility of my office, and how earnestly I desire to promote the true in­
terests and general prosperity of this ancient Colony, with the fortunes of which 
I an1 proud to be associated. 

My official actions will be marked by an observance of itnpartiality, and 
those strict constitutional principles so necessary for the maintenance of cordial 
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relations between a Governor and his Responsible .LL\..dvisers. Whilst ever ready 
to be guided by your loyal counsels and local experience, I shall not hesitate to 
offer from time to time such suggestions as may be of assistance in the cause of 
good Government, in advancing the welfare of all classes of the comtnunity, and 
in developing your rich latent resources. 

It is a cause of profound gratitude that the depression so prevalent when 
last you assembled has passed avvay, and that the circun1stances of the people 
are generally improved. 

The Cod fishery of the Island and Labrador was an average one, and itn­
proved prices made it fairly remunerative. 

The Herring fishery has proved unusually profitable, O\ving, in a great 
measure, to the action of the Government in fixing a 1ninimum price, and thus 
preventing losses, such as occurred in forn1er years. The delay experienced 
this spring in obtaining herring for bait, emphasizes the in1portance of protect­
ing this valuable industry. The lavv regulating the use of bait fishes, and 
prohibiting their exportation in bulk, is no'v being rigidly enforced. 

The Lobster industry was prosecuted with customary vigour, and with much 
success. It is gratifying to observe that the opening prices this year are unpre­
cedentedly high. The great and growing value of this industry, and its 
precarious character, demonstrate the necessity for stringent enforcen~ent of 
regulations to prevent its destruction. 

The Sealing voyage which has just closed was successful, and I trust its 
effect will be to stimulate the general business of the Colony. The Act of last 
Session limiting the number of the crews has been justified by the increased 
con1fort and satisfaction of all concerned. 

The crops were abundant. I regret, ho"\vever, to learn that the severe frosts 
of the winter tnonths have greatly reduced the quantity of potatoes res~rved for 
seed purposes. To aid in meeting this emergency the duty on seed potatoes 
has been te1nporarily abrogated. 

During the recess the Government appointed a Comn1ission to enquire into 
the subject of Agriculture in this Colony. The result of their labours has been 
embodied in a Report, which " 1ill be laid before you. 

The Act of last session dealing with bounties for land clearing and cultiva­
tion, has imparted a wholeso111e impetus to agriculture, the advantages derivable 
from which are becoming more and more appreciated each year. The value of 
agriculture to the Colony cannot be over-estimated, and the developn1ent of an 
active interest in this pursuit will, I am convinced, aid in the solution of son1e 
of the serious problems 'vith ~rhich you have been from time to time confronted. 
The number of applications to clear land under the Act, renders necessary a 
continuance for some time longer of the Govern1nent's policy in this direction. 
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Lumbering operations continue to be prosecuted on an increasing scale . 
• 

The growing value of pulp areas makes it advisable to carefully protect our 
forests, and to encourage the local tnanufacturing of pulp and its products. 

The relative importance of the n1ining industry has 1naterially increased 
during the past year, \vhilst n1ining operations have been undertaken on a much 
l_arger scale than heretofore. The discovery of large iron deposits has been 
followed, in some cases, by active development, whilst negotiations are at 
present in progress which justify the hope of the operation of other properties on 
an extensive scale. The price of copper has been high, and Ne,vfoundland ore 
continues to hold a fore111ost place in the 1narkets. 

Since the last session of the Legi5lature a Con1mission to enquire into the 
operation of the Mining Laws has been appointed. It will not complete its 
labours in time to lay a final report before you this session, but so1ne amend-
1nents of an urgent character will be recon1n1ended . 

The Railway Contract of 1898 has been carried out, so far as circun1stances 
pern1itted. The unusually severe winter rendered a regular cross-country train 
service impossible of performance upon an uncompleted line. The line is, how­
ever, again in working order, and the additions to be n1ade upon it vvill probably 
prevent any serious interference in the future. The branch line to Carbonear 
via Brigus has been in operation for son1e months. The line from Whitbourne 
to St. John's has been re-railed, and shortened by several miles. The building 
of the West End Branch, the erection of the terminal station, and the con1pletion 
of the Burnt Bay Branch " 1ill be proceeded with. 

During the past year the lands adjacent to the railway have been surveyed, 
and plans carefully prepared. My Ministers confidently hope that before the 
end of the present year tl1e selection of lands along the railway under the Con­
tracts of I893 and I898 will be completed, and the retnainder set free from 
reservations and restrictions. 

The paving of Water Street, St. John's, concurrently \Vith the installation 
of the Electric Railway System, will be commenced at an early date . 

The initiation of the Bay Steam Service bas already taken place. It is to 
be regretted that, owing to circumstances entirely beyond control, the new 
boats are not yet co1n;>leted. O\ving to the importance of the service, substitutes 
have been temporarily accepted. The ne\v Labrador stea1ner and two of the 
bay steamers are expected to be ready by September next, and the entire fleet 
of seven steamers within one year. 

I learn that increased efficiency in the various depart1nents of the Civil 
Service has resulted from the legislation of last session. 
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Mr. Speaker and Gentlenien of the Honourable House of Assembly: 
• 

The predictions of n1y Governn1ent at the last Session of the Legislature, 
as to the financial results of the fiscal year ending the 30th June, 1898, were, 
unfortunately, realized. Iri consequence of the destitution prevailing in the 
winter of 1897-98, the result of short catch and low price in the season of 1897, 
it became necessary, in order to furnish employment, to inaugurate certain 
public works, for the expenditure on which you will be asked to make provision. 

The method of appropriating and expending public n1oney, and the system 
of keeping the public accounts adopted by the Government in connection with 
the enforcement of the Audit Act, 1898, combined with the strict supervision 
and control resulting from that Act, have resulted in econon1y and efficiency, 
and amply justified the enactment of that measure. 

I am pleased to state that expenditure for the current fiscal year will be 
under rather than over the estin1ate. The Public Accounts and the Estimates 
for the coming year will be laid before you, prepared with a due regard for 
the Public Service, for which, I am confident, you will make the necessary . . 
prov1s1on. 

Mr. President and Honourable Gentlemen of the Legislative Council: 

Mr.. Speaker and Gentlemen of tlie Honourable House of Asse1nbly: 

Under tl1e authority of the resolutions passed by you last session, two dele­
gates proceeded to London, and the results of their n1ission promise to be of a 
far-reaching and beneficial character. 

A Commission was appointed by Her Majesty's Govern1nent to enquire into 
the operation and effect of Treaties with France affecting this Colony. The 
Commissioners arrived in September last and proceeded to various places on the 
Treaty Coast and else,vhere. The enquiry into the whole subject was of an 
exhaustive nature, and my Ministers express satisfaction at the sympathetic 
disposition towards the Colony evinced by the Commissioners. I an1 confident 
that reliance may be placed upon Her Majesty's Government to take such steps 
as \ivill result in the redress of those grievances by which the Colony has so long 
been burdened. -

The proposed establishment of a Naval Reserve has met with considerable 
encouragement, and there can be but little doubt that should the establishment 
of training stations beco111e an accomplished fact, the loyal subjects of Her 
Majesty, resident in the Colony, will eagerly avail themselves of the privilege 
thus accorded then1 of serving Queen and Country and at the same time of 
benefiting themselves. As the training would take place, whether on land or 
sea, during the winter months, enrollment in the Reserve will in no \ivay inter­
fere with the prosecution of the fishing industry. It is noteworthy that N e'v­
foundland is the first Colony to which this favour has been extended. 
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With a view to a settlement of questions in difference between the United 
States and the Dominion of Canada, it was arranged bet,veen Her Majesty's 
Government and that of the United States of America in June last that these 
matters should be referred to a joitit comn1ission for negotiation and report. 
In vie\v of the fact that this Colony as well as Canada was interested in some of 
the matters to be dealt with by the Con1mission, and of the policy which Her 
lviajesty's Government deemed applicable to such cases, it was considered desir· 
able that Newfoundland should take a part in the negotiations, and accordingly 
a representative of the Colony was appointed upon the Comn1ission which met 
in Quebec in August last. The negotiations which continued until February 
1ast were interrupted by a disagreement upon an important subject of reference, 
in \vhich, ho,vever, this Colony was not directly interested, and an adjournment 
of the sittings of the Comn1ission took place .until August next. It is hoped 
that the result of the n~gotiations "\vill be satisfactory to all parties concerned~ 

Among the measures vvhich you will be asked to consider will be one 
dealing with the formation, incorporation and winding up of joint stock and 
other companies. 

The increase in our local steam fleet, and the extension of the Railway 
system render it desirable that provision be made for the regular inspection of 
boilers, and legislation to this end will be introduced. 

At the last Session of the Legislature provision was made for the erection 
of a suitable Court House. Plans have been prepared, and the work will be 
proceeded \vith. 

The building at present used for a Fever Hospital is both inadequate and 
inaccessible. You will be requested to make the necessary provision for a 
suitable building. 

Despatches fro1n the Right Hon. the Secretary of State for the Colonies 
will be laid upon the table of the House for ) our inforn1ation and guidance. 

Gentlemen, having now for1nally opened this Session, I ask you to proceed 
to business, earnestly praying that \vith the help of Divine Providence, your 
labours and deliberations n1ay pro111ote the weal of those -vvhose interests and 
liberties are in your keeping, and n1ay advance the cause of good order, peace 
and prosperity.'' 

On n1otion of the Hon. the Pren1ier the Bill, entitled "An Act to amend 
Cap. 4 of th.e Consolidated Statutes and for other purposes,'' was read a first 
tin1e, and ordered to be read a second tin1e on to-morrow. 

On motion of Mr. ·Lake, seconded by Mr. St. John-

Resolved,-That a Select Con1111ittee be appointed to prepare an Address in 
Reply to the Governor's Speech, \vherewith His Excellency the Governor has 
been pleased to open the present Session of the Legislature.

The Hon. J. Alexander Robinson, member returned for the district of 
Trinity, in. place of Levi March .. Esq., who had resigned, having taken and 
subscribed the Oath of Allegiance before Hon'bles E .. D. Shea (President Legis­
lative Council), James S. Pitts· and James Baird, duly appointed Co1nn1issioners. 
for the purpose, "\Vas introduced to the House and took his seat. 

On motion of Hon. the Premier, seconded by Mr. Morris, the follo\ving

Secretary to lay upon the table a copy of all correspondence between the Colonial 
Office and this Colony on the subject of a Royal Com1nission to enquire and re­
port on Treaty Shore, together with a copy of said reportr 

Also, that he will on to-morrow ask the Hon. the Pre1nier whether any 
tenders have been received for the erection of the new Court House, St. John's; 
whether any contract or contracts has or have been awarded, and if so, to whom 
and to what an1ounts; and to lay on the table copies of successful tenders, to­
gether with plans and specifications and all papers connected with said contract. 

Also, that he vviil on to-morrow ask the Hon. Minister of Justice vvhether it 
has con1e to the knowledge of his departn1ent that any person or persons in 
the district of Burin received the bounty under Ship Building Act during the 
last twelve months. If so, to give names and residences and amounts paid; and 
whether it has come to the knowledge of his depart1nent that any person or 
persons received said bounty in contravention of said Act, with name or nan1es 
of said parties, and whether, if such be so, what action has been taken in the 
matter. 

Also, to ask the Hon. the Pre1nier whether a member of this House, to wit 
the hon. 1nen1ber for Trinity, Mr. Vvyatson, received monies from the Govern­
ment during tl1e past twelve months; if so, for what services, what amount, and 
from what departn1ent.

Mr. Oke gave notice that he "'"ill on to-n1orrovv ask the Hon. the Premier to 
lay upon the table a staten1ent shovving the expenditure of n1oney in the district 
of Harbor Grace during the winter and spring of 1898 on Able-bodied Poor 
Relief Acco11nt; statement to sho\v the ainount of expenditure in each place of 
the district, and to vvhon1 the cheques for such expenditure vvere paid; also, if 
all or any of the co111mittee in charge of the expenditure were paid for their 
services, and if so, the amount of such payment. Also, to ask the I-Ion. the 
Premier to show how n1uch money was spent in lighting the streets of Harbor 
Grace in 1898, and to state to who1n the money was paid, and also the particulars 
of the expenditure. Also, to give a detailed staten1ent of the expenditure on 
the building of the so-called Klondike Bridge across the harbor of Bay Roberts.

20, entitlecl 
"An Act to Incorporate the St. John's Street Rail\vay, and for other purposes,'' 
and the said Bill -vvas, on motion, read a first and second ti111e, and the House 
then went into committee of the whole upon the san1e. 

Mr. Speaker left the chair.

l\Ir. Speaker resumed the chair. 

The chairn1an reported that the con1mittee had passed the Bill without 
atnendment. 

The report \Vas, on niotion, recei-v ... ed an<l adopted, and the Bill was then, 
on n1otion, read a third time, and it \Vas ordered that it do pass and be entitled 
"An Act to amend 60 Vic., Cap. 20, entitled 'An Act to Incorporate the Saint 
John's Street Railway Co1npany, and for otl1er purposes,' '' and that it be 
engrossed and sent to the Legislative Council \Vith a n1essage requesting their 
concurrence in its provisions. 

Hon. the Pren1ier announced to the House that it was the intention of His 
Excellency the Governor to prorogue the Legislature to-morrov\r (Wednesday), 
at noon. 

It \Vas 111oved and seconded that when tl1e House rises, it adjourn until 
to-morro\v (Wednesday), the 19th day of July, at half-past eleven o'clock in the 
forenoon.

Speaker and the House attended upon His Excellency in 
the Council Chan1ber.

His Excellency "\Vas pleased to n1ake the follo,ving Speech to both branches 
of the Legislature :-

'' Mr. President and Honourable Gentlemen of tlie Legislative Council: 

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honourable House of Assembly: 

I am pleased to be able to release you from the labours of a Session which, 
while of comparatively brief duration, has been productive of a large an1ount of 
useful legislation. 

The improvement in the general economic conditions of the Colony, to 
which I referred with satisfaction at the opening of the Session, has, I am glad 
to be able to say, continued. The prospect of profitable realization of our staple 
products in foreign markets has inspired confidence and stimulated activity in 
commercial operations generally. A still further increase in ren1unerative 
employment to the people may also be looked for fron1 111ining operations, 
which it is expected, will shortly be extended on a large scale, and the general 
outlook for the future is full of hope. 

Your deliberations have resulted in the adoption of several measures of 
undoubted public utility. The alterations in the Mining Laws will re1nove 
difficulties which retarded bona fide enterprise, while protecting the public 
interest against the retention of large n1ineral areas without development. The 
benefits resulting from the Bounty for Clearing Land, under the Act of last 
Session, have fully justified the further appropriation which you have now made 
for the same purpose. 

The comprehensive measure relating to the formation, incorporation and 
management of Joint Stock Companies will encourage the invest1nent of capital ; 
and the several Acts for providing safeguards against accidents and negligence 
will afford valuable protection both to life and property. 

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honourable House of Assenzbly: 

The result of the financial operations of the Colony for the fiscal year, 'vhich 
has just closed, affords reason for gratification. Notwithstanding the reductions 
made last year in the duties upon certain articles of large general consumption, 
and the adoption of a new Tariff containing nun1erous items 'vhich " 1ere largely 
experimental, the Revenue reached such a total amount as to leave but a trifling 
deficit upon current account. The slight increase in the Tariff of Duties 'vhich 
you have now nlade will have the effect of equalising Revenue and Expenditure, 
and of establishing confidence in the credit of the Colony. 

I thank you for the provision "\vhich you have nlade for the general Public 
Service of the Colony, "\vhich shall be expended with due regard both to econo111y 
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and efficiency. I also note, \vith satisfaction, the appropriations which you have 
made for works and in1proven1ents of great public utility. 

Mr. President and Honourable Gentlemen o.f the Legislative Council: 

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen o.f the Honourable House o.f Assembly: 

The Con1missioners appointed by Her Majesty's Government to enquire and 
report upon the subject of French treaty rights and claims in this Colony have 
made their report, but I have not yet been furnished witl1 a copy to lay before 
you. The expiry of the temporary Modus Vivendi in relation to the Lobster 
Industry on the 31st of Decetnber next, and the fact that no legislation has been 
enacted or asked for for the continuance of that arrangement, tend to strengthen 
the hope for some early adjustn1ent of all questions in difference under the 
treaties, upon terms which will be advantageous to the interests of the Colony. 

With a view to acquiring a personal knowledge of the facts pertaining to 
the Colony, its people, and conditions generally, I propose shortly to proceed 
upon a tour of visitation, which will include all the most important towns and 
settlements of the Colony, and other points of interest in connection \vith its 
industries and resources. I trust that the information thus obtained tnay assist 
me in n1y earnest desire to direct all my labours and counsels towards the pro­
motion of the best interests of the Colony and its people. 

In now releasing you from the de1nands which · the discharge of your public 
duties has entailed, I trust that in your various avocations in life the blessings 
of Providence may attend you.

I have the honour to acknowledge the receipt of your despatch, No. 23, of 
the 16th ulti1no, forwarding a report of the speech of the Receiver General of 
Newfoundland on presenting the Budget of the Colony for 1898-9, and of your 
despatch, No. 28, of the 26th ulti1no, enclosing a copy of Resolutions passed by 
the House of Assembly, which were foreshadowed in that speech, in favour of 
the Colonial Government opening negotiations with Her Majesty's Government 
on the basis of the proposals contained in Lord Knutsford's despatch of the 9th 
February, 1891, for the appointment by Her Majesty's Government of a Con1-
mission to enquire into the condition and affairs of the Colony. It appears from 
the report of the debate on t!ie introduction of the resolutions that it is conte1n­
plated that the issue of the Co1nn1ission will lead to the grant of substantial aid 
to Newfoundland fron1 the In1perial Government. 

• 

2. You will be good enough to point out to your Ministers that circum­
stances have greatly changed since 1890 and 1891. Then application was made 
for a guaranteed loan for the development of Newfoundland by building a rail­
way or otherwise, and Her Majesty's Govern1nent were prepared to issue a 
Royal Commission with a view to such a loan if the report of the Commission 
were favourable : the Colonial Government of the day deliberately refrained 
from inviting the Legislature to apply for the Co1n111ission, and proceeded with 
the railway. Now, not only the railway so built, bttt also most of the other 
substantial assets of the Colony have been alienated, and there is no practical 
object to gain in issuing a Royal Commission such as the Receiver General 
suggests. 

3. An application for a Com1nission at the present time is therefore only 
an application for financial assistance to enable the Colony to tneet the obliga­
tions it bas incurred, and which the Receiver General declares it is unable to 
tneet without aid. Such an application cannot for a moment be entertained, 
and I request that you \vill at once inforn1 your Ministers that it is in1possible 
for the In1perial Government to take any responsibility or accord any financial 
assistance in the case of a self-governing Colony which has had full control of 
its O\Vll finance, and is solely responsible for its mismanagement.

SIR,-

1 have the 11onour to acknowledge the receipt of your despatch, No. 31, of 
the 9th ulti1110, for,~rarding two certified copies of a Bill relating to the "consti­
tution of the Supre1ne Court in this Colony'' passed in the last session of the 
Legislature, and reserved by you for the signification of Her Majesty's pleasure. 

2. I regret that your Ministers and the Legislature have not seen their way 
to adopting in their entirety the st1ggestions in n1y despatch, No. 56, of the 4th 
of September, 1895, for ensuring not only security of tenure to the Judges, but 
also the per1nanence of their salaries during their continuance in office. 

• 3. I agree in the opinion, expressed in the second paragraph of your 
despatch, that security of salary is no less important than security of tenure, 
and you should bring the matter again before your Ministers and urge upon 
them the i1nportance of amending the law, so as to guarantee a Judge as far as 
is possible by legislation, the salary at which he accepted his appointment, or 
even to guarantee that no reduction shall be made in the salary of a Judge 
during his tenure of office. 

4. The Bill is, however, a step in advance, and though as the Judges in 
Newfoundland are not appointed by Her Majesty's Letters Patent, they do not 
come within the scope of the Act 22, George III., Cap. 75, to which you refer, 
you will on reference to page 4, of the correspondence laid before Parliament in 
1870, as to tl1e removal and suspension of Colonial Judges, that even in Colonies 
possessing responsible Government when addresses for the removal of a Judge 
are presented to Her Majesty from both Houses of the Legislature, Her Majesty 
is not a passive agent, but is bound to ascertain the propriety of a removal. 

5. Apart from the question of salary, therefore, the Bill sufficiently provides 
for security of tenure to the Judges, and I propose, therefore, to submit it for 
Her Majesty's assent at the next meeting of the Privy Council. 

6. The suggestion in paragraph 6, of your despatch, that the Judges in 
Newfoundland should be appointed by Letters Patent under Her Majesty's 
Sign Manual, is scarcely feasible in existing circumstances. 

It would be a reversion to a practice long since abandoned in the case of 
Newfoundland, as \vell as in every other self-governing Colony, as inconsistent 
with the existence of responsible Government.

Reid, or that, in any case, I should defer tendering advice to Her Majesty 
in regard to the Act l1ntil the people of the Colony have had an opportunity of 
expressing their views on the question at a general election. 

2. I have also received your despatches-No. 86, 13tl1 October; No. 91, 
27tl1 October; No. 92, 27tl1 October; No. 93, 29th October; No. 104, roth 
Nove1nber; No. 105, 12th November; No. 107, 17th Noven1ber-covering 
further petitions and resolutions to the same effect fro1n different parts of the 
Colony, as well as a memorandum by the'' Citizens Committee" of St. John's, 
criticizing the ter1ns of the Contract fron1 a legal point of view. 

3. Sir Francis Evans also, as representative in t11is country of the Citizens 
Con1n1ittee of St. J ol1n 's, and on behalf of the holders in this country of 
Ne\vfoun<liand Governn1ent Bonds has addressed to me two letters on the 
subject of the Contract, copies of \vhich and of n1y reply are enclosed.

, 
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4. I have not yet, as you are aware, been furnished \Vith an authenticated 
copy of thia Act, and am not therefore in a position to advise Her Majesty in 
regard to it, and as I have not been furnished with the report of your Ministers 
on the statements and charges contained in the petitions and other documents 
forwarded to me, it vvould be more in accordance \vith the usual practice for me 
to defer dealing with the petition until they h~ve bad an opportunity of 
replying to the allegations of the opponents of the Act. 

5. As, ho,vever, most of the points raised have been fully discussed in the 
Minute of Council of the 30th April last, and as the main facts are already 
before me, it does not appear to n1e desirable in the present position of affairs 
in the Colony to delay my reply to the memorial. 

6. The step which I am urged to take is one for which there is no precedent 
in the history of Colonial Administration. The measure, the disallo\vance of 
which is sought, is not only one of purely local concern, but one, the provisions 
of which are almost exclusively of a financial and administrative character. 

7. The right to complete and unfettered control over financial policy and 
arrangements is essential to self government and has been invariably ackno\v­
ledged and respected by Her Majesty's Governn1ent and jealously guarded by 
the Colonies. T4e Colonial Governtnent and Legislature are solely responsible 
for the managen1ent of its finances to the people of the Colony, and unless 
Imperial interests of grave importance were imperilled, the intervention of Her 
Majesty's Government in such matters would be an unwarrantable intrusion 
and a breach of the Charter of the Colony. 

8. It is nowhere alleged that the interests of any other part of the Empire 
are involved, or that the Act is in any way repugnant to Imperial legislation. 
It is asserted, indeed, that the Contract disposes of assets of the Colony over 
which its creditors in this country have an equitable if not a legal claim, but, 
apart from the fact that the assets in question are mainly potential and that the 
security for the Colonial debt is its general revenue, not any particular property 
or assets, I cannot admit that the creditors of the Colony have any right to 
claim t11e interference of Her Majesty's Government in this matter. It is on 
the faith of the Colonial Governmet and Legislature that they have advanced 
their money, and it is to them that they must appeal if they consider thetnselves 
d amnified. 

9. No doubt, if it was seriously alleged that the Act involved a breach of 
faith or a confiscation of the rjghts of absent persons, Her Majesty's Govern­
ment would have to examine it carefully, and consider 'vhether the discredit 
which such action on the part of a Colony would entail on the rest of the 
Empire, rendered it necessary for them to intervene. But no such charge is 
made, and if Her Majesty's Government were to intervene \ivhenever the 
domestic legislation of a Colony was alleged to affect the rights of non-residents, 
the right of self-government would be restricted to very narrovv limits, and co111-
plications and confusion from the division of authority must arise. 
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10. In so far as the demand for disallo\vance is based on criticism of t11e 
policy and details of the Act, I have already indicated that where no Imperial 
interests are involved, or unless the measure was so radically vicious as to 
reflect discredit on the En1pire of which Newfoundland forms a part, it would 
be in1proper for Her Majesty's Government to intervene in what is essentially 
a matter of local finance, the policy of which is a matter for the Government 
and Legislature of the Colony. 

I I. But it is alleged, as a further reason for intervention, that, though the 
subject was one of far-reaching consequence to the future of the Colony, no 
allusion to the Contract \vas made in the Speech from the Throne at the opening 
of the Session of the Legislature, and that w1.1en it was brought before that 
body shortly after the beginning of the Session it was pushed hurriedly through 
both Houses before knowledge of the n1atter could have reached the voters, and 

. \Vithout allowing due time for its consideration . 
. 

12. These charges have been dealt with by your Ministers in the Minute of 
Council already referred to. They are questions affecting the conduct of 
Ministers in the administration of business for which they are responsible to the 
Legislature, and if the men1bers of the Legislature have failed to protect the 
interests and discharge the duties of their position they will have to answer for 
their failure to their constituents. The fact that the constituencies were not 
consulted on a measure of such i1nportance n1ight have furnished a reason for 
its rejection by the Upper Chamber, but \vould scarcely justify the Secretary of 
State in advising its disallowance, even if it \Vere adn1itted as a general principle 
of constitutional Government in N evvfoundland that the Legislature has no 
right to entertain any measure of first in1portance without an immediate mandate 
fron1 the electors 

13. Nor is the fact that I have been urged to advise the disallowance of the 
} .... ct by petitions alleged to be signed by n1ore than half of the registered electors 
of the Colony, one which can be properly considered by Her Majesty's Govern­
ment in this connection. The .... ..\ct was passed by the .Li\.ssembly elected so 
recently as Nove1nber, 1897, by an enormous inajority, only five n1e111bers out 
of a House of thirty-six voting against it, and in the Legislative Council, as I 
gather from the last paragraph of your despatch, of the 30th of April, it was 
received vvith practical unanin1ity, only one metnber having spoken against it, 
and even he did not carry his opposition so far as to record his vote against the 
measure . 

14. It is not the duty of Her Majesty's Government to attempt the task of 
deciding whether the action of the Legislature has been in accord with the 
opinion of the Electorate. Even a Governor, \vho is to so1ne extent in touch 
with local opinion, would be taking a serious step if, in response to petitions 
such as have been addressed to 1ne, and against the advice of his Ministers, he 
refused to assent to a measure of local concern which had been duly passed by 
the Legislature, and if he failed to find other Ministers prepared to assume 
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responsibility for his action, and able to secure the support of the Legislature, 
his position would becon1e untenable. Any such step on the part of a Governor 
would have to be taken entirely on his O\vn 1notion. It is Pssential that for 
every act of the Governor in local n1atters full responsibility should attach to a 
lviinistry ainenable to the Colonial Legislature. 

15. In advising Her Majesty as to the exercise of Her prerogative of 
disallowance, the Secretary of State has to consider the legislation subn1itted 
from a still n1ore restricted point of view than the Governor. 

16. That prerogative is a safeguard for the protection of those interests for 
· \vhich the Secretary of State is responsible to Her Majesty and to the Iinperial 
Parliament. To advise its exercise in cases where only local interests are 
concerned would involve the I1nperial Govern1nent in liability for n1atters of 
the control of vvhich it has divested itself and for which the Colony has accepted 
full responsibility. 

I 7. In the present circu111stances of N e\vfoundland there are special reasons 
of great importance which preclude Her Majesty's Govern1nent from taking 
such a departure fro111 recognized constitutional principles and usage as the 
memorialists desire. 

18. You have stated in your despatch of the 30th April last that the 
language used by the responsible Finance Minister of the Colony in the speech 
in support of the Contract, which he delivered from his place in the Assen1bly, 
implied clearly that if the measure was rejected the Colony vvould be unable to 
tneet its immediate financial obligations. 

19. Neither in your despatches nor in the n1en1orials is this assertion 
challenged, and it is obvious that if Her lVIajesty's Government \vere to annul 
a measure seriously declared by the person vvho is in the best position to know, 
to be essential to the continued solvency of the Colony, the creditors of Nevv­
foundland "\vould not fail to fasten on Her Majesty's Govern1nent responsibility 
for the consequences of their action. 

20. As I have already said the debts of the Colony have been incurred 
solely on the credit of the Colony, and any steps which \vould transfer 
responsibility for thern in the slightest degree to the Imperial Government 
would entail consequences 'vl1ich would not be confined to N evvfoundland, and 
which Her Majesty's Government would not, under any circumstances, be 
justified in conte1nplating. 

21. The considerations which preclude me fron1 advising Her Majesty to 
disallow the Act apply equally to the alternative request that I should defer 
tendering advice to Her Majesty in regard to it, until the people of the Colony 
have had an opportunity of expressing their vie\vs upon the measure. 

22. The Act is already in force, and the Contract to which it gives effect 
has been in part already performed, and the continuing obligation of the 

.. 
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Contractor 'vould not be suspended until Her Majesty's pleasure \Vas finally 
declared. It remains in full force till the Act is disallowed or repealed. It 
\vould be unjust therefore to the Contractor, and \vould only add to the already 
heavy liabilities of the Colony to accede to the prayers of the petitions. 

23. The question of the propriety of a dissolution is not one upon wl1ich 
I can advise; it is entirely a 1natter for the Governor and His Advisers. 

24. vVhile I am unable to advise Her Majesty to grant the prayers of the 
petitions, this decision must not be understood as an expression of opinion on 
the merits of the Contract, or on the action of the Governtnent and the Legisla­
ture in connection with it. My opinion on these points has already been made 
knovvn to the inhabitants of Nevvfoundland by the publication of my despatch, 
of the 23rd March, in which I commented on the extraordinary and unparalleled 
character of the Contract and the serious consequences which may result 
fron1 it. 

25. My action bas throughout been governed solely by constitutional 
principles on \vhich I am bound to act, and I think it desirable that it should 
be made quite clear that, in accepting the privileg·e of self government, the 
Colony has accepted the full responsibilities inseparable from that privilege, 
and that if the n1achinery · it has provided for the \vork of legislation and 
administration has proved defective, or the persons to whom it has entrusted its 
destinies have failed to discharge their trust, they cannot look to Her Majesty's 
Government to supplement or retnedy these defects or to judge betvveen them 
and their duly chosen representatives. 

26. I have to request that you will publish this despatch for the information 
of those '\vho have signed the petitions.

It is a cause of profound gratificatio11 that the depression so pre­
\1aler1 t 'vl1e11 last you asse111bled l1as passed a\vay, and that tl1e cir­
cu1nstances of the people are generally improved!.

The Cod fisl1er}r of tl1e Isla11d ancl I-'abrador was an average one, 
a11d irnpro·ved prices inade it fairly re1nt111erative. 

The Herring fishery 11as pro,red 1111usually profitable, owing in 
a great i11easure to the actio11 of the Governme11t in fixi11g a mi11i-­
m11m price, a11d tl1t1s preve11 ting losses such as occt1rred in forn1er 
years. The delay ex1)erie11ced this spri11g i11 obtaining herring for 
bait e111phasizes the im1)ortance of protecti11g this valuable i11dustry. 
The la'v regulating the 11se of bait fishes, and prohibiting their ex­
portatio11 in bt1ll{, is no'v being rigidly enforced. 

The Lobster industry was prosecuted with customary vigor, a11d 
'vith much success. It is gratifying to ol)serve that the ope11ing 
prices tl1is year are unprecedently high. The great and growing 
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value of t}1is induslry, a11d its precariot1s cl1aracter, demo11strate the 
uecessity for stringent enforce111e11 t of regulatio11s to i)reve11t its 
destructio11 

Tl1e Sealing vo.yage w 11icl1 l1as just closed 'vas st1ccessful, a11cl I 
trust its effect 'vill be to stin1ulate tl1c ge11eral busi11ess of the Colony. 
The Act of last Session liiniting tl1e i1un1ber of the cre\vs l1as bee11 
justified h.Y the increased co1nfort a11d satisfactioi1 of all co11cerned. 

The cro1)s 'vere ab1111da.n t. I regret, 110,vever, to learn that the 
severe frosts of tl1e 'vinter 1no11tl1s ha\'e greatl;r red11ced the qua11tity 
of i)otatoes reserved for seed. purposes. To aid in meeting this emer­
gency tl1e duty· on seed potatoes has bee11 te111porarily abrogated. 

During the reces~ tl1e Govern111ent appoi11ted a Co1n111ission to 
enquire i11to tl1e sul)ject of Agriculture in tl1is Colony. Tl1e result 
cf their labors l1as lJeen ei11bodied i11 a Report, 'vl1ich 'vill be laid 
before you. 

'l,he .i\.ct of last Ses8io11 deali11g 'vith bounty for land-clearing 
and cultivatio11 has i1111)arte<l a wholeso1r1e i111petus to agriculture, the 
advantages derivable frorn \vhich are beco1ning inore and i11ore appre­
ciated each year. The value of agriculture to the Colony cannot be 
over-estimated, and the develop1ne11 t of an active i11terest i11 this 
pt1rsuit \vill, I arr1 con\7 i11ced, aid in tl1e solution of some of the seri-
011s problems 'vi th wl1icl1 you have bee11 fron1 time to ti1ne co11fronted. 
The nt1mber of applicaLio11s to clear land under the Act, re11der 
necessar.y· a continuar1ce for some ti111e longer of the Govern111e11t's 
policy i11 tl1is di rectio11. 

Lt11nberi11g operatio11s continue to be prosect1ted on an i11creas· 
ing scale. The gro,ving valt1e of pulp areas mal{e it advisable to 
carefully protect our forests, and to encourage the local manufactur­
ing of pulp and its products. 

The relative i1111)ortance of tl1e Mining industry has 1naterially 
i11creased during the IJast }1 ear, \Vhilst mining ope.ratio11s have bee11 
t1ndertal{e11 011 a rnuch larger scale than l1eretofore. r_rhe discovery 
of large iron deposits has bee11 followed i11 so1ne cases by active de­
velo1)me11 t, 'v hilst i1egotiatio11s are at prese11 tin progress which justify 
the hope of the operatio11 of other pro1)erties 011 a11 extensive scale.

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· The })rice of copper has been higl1, and Ne"vfot1ndland ore co11ti11ues 
to l1old a foren1ost place i11 tl1e inarl{ets. 

Since the last Sessio11 of the Legislature a Co1nmissio11 to enquire 
into 'the operation of the Mining Laws has been appointed. It will 
i1ot complete its labors in time to lay a final report before you this 
Sessio11, but Rorne an1e11drne11ts of a.11 urge11t character will be recom-
111cnded. 

The Rail\vay Co11tract of 1898 11as bee11 carried out so far as cir­
cumsta11ces i)ermitted. The unusually severe wi11ter rendered a re­
gular cross-cou11try train ser,rice iinpossible of perfor1nance upo11 a11 
11ncompleted line. The line is, 11owever, again in 'vorking order, 
and the additions to be inade upo11 it will probably pre,re11t a11y seri­
ous interference in the future . Tl1e Bra11ch Line to Carbonear, via 
Brigus, has bee11 -in 01)eration for so1ne i11onths. The line fron1 Whit­
bour11e to St. Jol1n's l1as been re-railed, a11d sl1orte11ed by several 
miles. The building of tl1e West E11d Brar1cl1, tl1e erection of tl1e 
terminal station, and the con>pletion of tl1e Burnt Baj' Branch will 
be proceeded 'vith. 

During the past ~year the lands adjace11t to the Railway l1ave 
bee11 surveyed, and plans carefully IJrepared. My Ministers co11fi­
dently ho1Je that before the e11<l o± the present year the selection of 
lands along the Rail"vay u11der tl1e Contracts of 1893 and 1898 will 
be co1npleted, and the ren1ainder set free from reservatio11s or re­
strictions. 

The IJaving of Water Street, St. Jol111's, concurrently 'vith tl1e 
installatio11 of the Electric Rail,vay S,ystem, 'vill be co111111enced at an 
early date. 

Tl1e initia.tio11 of the Bay Stea1n Service l1as already talren place. 
It is to be regretted that, owi11g to circumstances entirely beyo11d 
control, tl1e ne'v boats are 11ot yet con1plet.ed. Owing to the irnport· 
ance of the service, substitutes have bee11 ten1porarily accepted . The 
11e'v r~abrador steamer and t\VO of the Bay steamers are expected to 
be ready by September next, and the entire fleet of seven stean1ers 
within one vear.

I lear11 that i11creased efficie11cy in tl1e various depart1nents of 
tl1e Civil Service has resulted from the legislation of last Session. 
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Mr. Spealcer aricl Gentlemen, of the Ho11uorable House of .Asseinbly: 

The predictions of my Government at the last Sessio11 of the 
Legislature as to the fina11cial rest1lts of tl1e fiscal year ending the 
30th J u11e, 1898, were unfortunately realized. In co11sequence of 
the destitution i)revailing in the winter of 1897-98, the result of tl1e 
short catch and lo'v price i11 the season of 1897, it became necessary 
in order to f11rnish em11loy111ent to inaugurate certain pt1blic 'vorks, 
for the expenditure on 'vhicl1 you \Vill be ask~ed to n1ake provision. 

The method of appropriating a11d expendi11g public inoney, a11d 
the syste1n of keepir1g the public accou11ts, adopted by tl1e Gover11-. 
ment in connectio11 with the enforcernent of the Audit Act, 1898, 
combined with the strict supervisio11 and c0r1trol resulti11g frorr1 that 
Act, have resulted in economy a11d efficie11cy, a11d a1r1ply justified the 
enactment of that 1neasure. 

I am pleased to state that expenditt1re for tl1e current fiscal year 
will be under rather tl1a11 o·ver tl1e estimate. The Pubiic Accounts 
and the Esti1nates for the coining .)rear \vill be laid before ~you, pre­
pared with a due regard for tl1e Public Service, for 'vl1ich, I am· con­
fident, you "Till make the necessary provision. 

Mr. Presidertt a11d Honoitrable Gentlen1e11 of th.e Legislative (/ouricil: 

Jlfr. Specih.~e1· a11d Geritle1nert of the Honourable Ho11,se of .Assernbly: 

TJ11der the autl1ority of the Resolutions i)assed by you last Ses­
sion, two Delegates IJroceeded to Lo11don, a11d the results of their 
mission pro1nise to be of a far-reachi11g and beneficial cl1aracter. A 
Commissio11 was a1Jpointed by Iler ~Iajesty's Go,rernn1e11t to e11quire 
into the operatio11 and effect of Treaties \vith Fra11ce affecti11g this 
Colony. The Co1nrnissio11ers arrived in Se1)tember last ai1d proceed­
ed to various places 011 tl1e Treaty c;oast and elsewhere. The e11-
quiry ii1to the \vl1ole subject \Vas of an exhausti,7'e i1ature, and 111y 
Ministers express satisfactio11 at the sympatl1etic disposition towards 
the Colon)r evi11ced b .. Y the Com111issio11ers. I arn co11fide11t tl1at re­
liance 1na~y be placed u1)011 I-ler lVIajest.)r's Govern111e11t to take sucl1 
steps as 'vill result i11 the redress of those grievances b~y \vhicl1 the 
Colony has be~11 so Ion~ l)ur<ler1~Q . 
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The proposed establishn1er1t of a Naval Reserve has 111et 'vitl1 
considerable encourage1nent, and there ca11 be but little doubt that 
should the establishment of training stations becon1e ai1 accomplished 
fact, the loyal subjects of Her l\Iajesty resident in the Colony \Vill 
eagerly avail themselves of the privilege thus accorded them of serv­
ing Queen and country, and at tl1e san1e tin1e be11efitting therr1sel ves. 
As tl1e training would take place, 'vhether 011 la11d or sea, dt1ring the 
wi11ter mo11ths, enrollment in the Reser,1 e \vill in 110 vvay interfere 
'vi th the i)rosecution of the Fishi11g industry. Ii is notewortl1y that 
Newfoundland is the first Colony to 'vhicl1 this favor has been ex­
te11ded. 

With a view to a settlement of questions in difference bet,veen 
the United States and the Dominion of Canada, it \Vas arranged be­
twee11 Her Majesty's Gov1'ernment and that of the United States of 
America in June last, that those matters should be referred to a 

. Joint Commission for negotiation and report. In vie\v of the fact 
that this Colony as \Vell as Canada 'vas interested in son1e of the 
n1atters to be dealt \vitl1 by tl1e Co1nmission, and of the policy 'vhicl1 
Iler Majesty's Govern1nen t deerned applicable to such cases, it 'vas 
considered desirable that Newfoundland should take a part in the 
negotiations, and accordingly a represe11tative of the Colony \Vas 
ap1)oir1ted upon tl1e Comn1ission 'vhich inet in Quebec in August last. 
'11 he i1egotiatio11s 'vhicl1 continued until February last were inter­
ruptecl b.Y a disagree1nent t1pon ai1 irnporta11t subject of reference, in 
which, ho\vever, this Colony 'vas i1ot directly i11terested, and an ad­
journn1ent of tl1e sittings of the Commissio11 took~ place until August 
next. It is hoped that the result of the negotiations will be satis­
factor.r to all parties concer11ed. 

Among tl1e 1neasures which you 'vill be ask~ed to consider 'vill be 
one dealing \Vith the for1nation, incorporatior1 a11d 'vinding up of 
joint st0ck and otl1er cornpanies. 

The increase in our local stearr1 fleet., a11d the extension of the 
Rail \Vay syste1n render it desiralJle tl1a.t provision be rnade for the 
regular inspection of l)oilers, arid legislatio11 to tl1is end 'vill be in­
troduced. 

At the last Sessio11 of tl1e Legislature, provision \Vas made for 
the erection of a suitable Court IIonse.
