This is the first tin1e since rny assurnption of the Govern1.i.1ent of this Colony 
that I have been afforded the pleasure of n1eeting its Legislature. I \vould, there­
fore convey to you an expression of rny deep sense of the responsibility of n1y posi­

tion ; to assure you of n1y intention to perforn1 the duties of iny office in strict 

accordance 'vi th constitutional principles, and of n1y earnest desire to co-operate 

with you in pro1noting the general 'vell-being of His ~Iajesty's suhjects in this 
land. 

I have not yet had an opportunity of acquiring any exteneiYe know' ledge of the 

Colony from personal obseryation, but I have seen sufficient to 'varrant me in ar­

riving at the conclusion that it is 'vorthy of our very best efforts. It possesses 
great possibilities. In its fisheries, its forest and miueral resources there is the cer­
tain pron1ise of a rich return to \vell-directecl enterprise and capital ; nor is its soil 

and climate such as to preclude a reasonable expectation that certain branches of 

agricultural ·development ""oul_d add n1aterially to the wealth and comfort of its 

people. 

In reviewing the situation of the Colony, it is highly gratifying to notice that 
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its ad v·ancen1ent has been n1ost pronounced during the past four years, and that 
the balance of trade in its fayor for that period has a1nounted to n1ore than fi\?e 
n1illion dollars, and has averaged over one inillion and a q narter per annu1n. 

I atn pleased to be able to congratulate yon on the result of its trade and con1-
1ncrce for the prrst year. Although the Shore and I.Jabrador fisheries did not reach 
an ayerage catch, the shortage ,yas n1ore than co1npensated for by the high price 
obtained for the products in foreign inarkets ; and 'vhile the nurr1ber of seals taken 

' last year did not equal that of the preyious year, the price realized \Vas better, and 

brought the result to abont the sa1ne Yalue. 

The ''rhale Fishery recei\"cJ an in1petus l~y a large n.ugn1entation of capital, 
but this seeins to ha Ye led to O\Tcr-production, and a consequent falling off in prices. 

Tho export of ~Iinerab5 in<licates t.hat rnining is yielding a profitable return to 
inyestorR, and that there iR a stca<ly expansi(•n of the industry. 

The Lun1ber returns ~ho\YS additional enterprise, the exports of the past year 
excee<ling those nf the previou~ year by 1110.re than five inillion feet. 

I an1 pleased to be able to obser\·c that n1y l\Iinisters haye entered into an 
Agrce1nent "·ilh Eng1ish Capitalists to establish in this Colony the n1anufacture of 
'vood pulp and paper on an extensive scale. You "·ill be invited to confirm that 
Agree1nent. The new a11cl in1portant industry thus established 'vill afford employ-
1nent to a large nun1 her of opera ti Yrs, an<l doubtless prove the inital step towards 
the Rettlen1ent of a fixed population in the interior of the country. 

rfhe destruction of forest 'yealth, and the serious loss directly inflicted upon so 
n1any poor people last sun1n1er by forest fires, point to the necessity for n1ore 
stringent legislation in re1ation thereto. l\Iy iliinister3 have given this subject very 
careful ce>nsicleration, and you \Yill be invitc<l to adopt a ineasure 'vhich, it i~ 
hoped, \Yill ha\"e- thc effect of preventing a recurrence of the devastation so recently 

experienced. 

In Yie\V of the difference of op1n1on that exists, not on 1y here but in other 
countries, ns to the effect of the killing of '"hales upon the cod and bait fisheries, 
n1y ~Iinisters haye detern1inec1 to cause an investigation to be n1ade into the inatter, 
so that a report 1nay be laid beforr the Legislature at its next session. 

S<:eing that the fisheries occupy so in1portant a place a1nongst our econotnic 
re;.;ourceR, it has hecn deen1ed desirable to secure the services of a n1an possessing 
both a scientific and practical kno,vledge of the 1nethods en1ployed for the pro­
pagation, continuance, and cure of fish food. Correspondence has been opened 
\Yith the F~ishery Board of Scotland to that end, an<l '\Vith the assistance of such 
expert the Fishery Departn1ent \vill be reorganized, and, it is hoped, made of 
greater ad vantage to the fisheries of the country than heretofore. 
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l'r:ft. Speaker and Genilenen of the Honourable House of Assenibly : 

It affords n1e n1uch satisfaction to state that the Revenue for the past year 
exceeded the estimate. 

The expenditure in connection \Vith the Public Service for the past year has 
been conducted \Vith due regard to econo1ny and efficiency. 

You 'vill be pleased to learn that a1:,though n1y Goyernment reduced taxation 
by over T\VO hundred thousand dollars last session, a surplus of Revenue over 
Expenditure for the present fiscal year inay be anticipated. 

The Accounts for the past fiscal year and the Estin1ates for the con1ing year 
'\i\1ill be laid before you at an early date, and I feel satisfied that you 'vill n1ake due 
provision for the requirements of the Public Service.

Jlfr. Sj_)eakcr anrl Gentlenicn o.f the Hoaourable IIoHse of Assenibly : 

Since the close of last session the Convention negotiated bet,yeen His l\'Iajesty' s 
Govern1nent and that of France, and which en1braced the settlement of the French 
Shore Question, has been ratified by the Parliaments of both natio~~s. 

In l\Iay last my Prin1e l\:Iinister "ras invited to co-operate '\vi th His l\:Iajesty' s 
Governn1ent in for1nulating Regulations for carrying out the provision':> of the said 
Convention, so far· as it applied to Ne,vfoundlan<l. '"fhat invitation 'vas accepted, 
and the result of his labour, which has been vie,ved 'vith inuch satisfaction by the 
(iovernn1ent, 'Yill be con1111unicated to the Legislature. 

The Convention for a measure of reciprocal trade bet\veen this Colony and the 
United States of An1erica, negotiated in 1902, is still before the United States Sen­
ate. In this connection I 'vould observe that the serious loss occasioned the fish­
{-'l tnen of this Colony last season by the difficulty of obtaining a full supply of bait 
fishes rendered it in1perati ve for n1y l\iinisters to consider 'vhether the very valu­
able bait privileges conceded to the fishern1en of the United States by the Govern­
n1ent of this Colony, in expectation of the ratification of that Convention, could be 
continued 'vithout detri1nent to our fishery interest. After very careful enquiry 
and consideration it 'vas decided that, under existing circu1nstances, local interests 
lvould be best' conserved by vvithho1ding those privileges. 

You will be invited to increase the vote in aid of Education, and a Bill to pro­
yide for the expenditure of the 1noney "rill be laid before you in due course. 

I am sure you 'vill join \vith 111e in recording an expression of gratitude for 
the imn1unity 'vhich the Colony has enjoyed fron1 nny epidemic disease, or other 
public calarnity, during the year that has passed.

(2) T~renty-nine 1icenses to cut timber over an area of three thousand one 
hundred and forty-t,vo square miles of land, on 'vhich there "'as paid bonus 
a1nounting to Three thousand nine hundred and t\venty-seven dollars, and the 
annual rental an1ounting to Six thousand t'vo hundred and eighty-four dol1ars, 
as shown in return n1arked No. 2. 

(3) One lease of mill site and 'vater po,ver, at a rental of Five dollars per 
1 annun1, as sho,vn in return marked No. 3. 

( 4) Three leases of quarry rights, covering an area of One hundred and thirty­
seven acres, three roods anrl thirty-four percheR, the annual rental of which amounts 
to Thirty-four dollars and fifty cents.

one occasion t11ey had to fight one of these for ten days and nights constantly.

'rhe Board of .Agriculture have the honour of respectfully snb1nitting their 
annual report. 

''"ithin the past fe,v years agriculture in all its branches has n1a.de consitlcrable 
progress throughout. the Colony. 

The result of iinporting pure-Lred aniinals should, in the near future, be tho 
n1cans of stocking the country with a supc1 ior class of pure-bred and gra•Je cattle . 

1'he Board regret that o'ving to tho li1nited urnount of the grant they arc unab1e 
to do as n1uch in this direction as they "~ould desire. 

In J u1y last the Governn1ent inDde a special grant .of ~""our thousand dollars for 
the purpose of i1nporting stock fron1 Great Britain. On receipt of this arnount, at 
a special ineeting of the Board it was decided that their Secretary should proceed to 
England for the purp4)Se of selecting cattle, as directed by resolution at that n1eeting. 

On the 23rd of J nly the Secretary sailed by tho S. S. SibeJ"in1i for G lasgo'v, and 
on arrival there at once visited Ayrshire, and, after so1ne clelay, secured t\vo pure­
bred .r\yrshire bulls and one pure-bred Ayrshire heifer with calf. 

'fhe Secretary i~ 111 uch indebted to nlr. ~IcCracken, of Cre\ve, I..1ord Crc\vs 
agent, for his very great kindness in assisting hin1 in his search for a suitable stal­
l ion. N ot,vithstanding the fact that l\fr. l\IcCrackcn and the Secretary spared no 
pains and made diligent search in the inost likely places, the Secretary 'vas obliged 
to return 'vithout securing the desired animal. 

.. A.t Kir~haru, not far £ron1 I-'i verpool, tl1ree shorthorn bulls and one shorthorn 
heifer of best obtainable breed ""ere secured after n1any having failed to pass the 
test required by the Secretary. 

O\ving to the A.llan Co1npany refusing to take s'vine on boar<l their steatners, 
the Secretary did not purchase any pigs for breeding purposes. 

rrhe hay crop 'vas considerably short last season, caused by the dry 'reathe:, 
and in consequence many valuable animals throughout the country will have to be 
disposed of. All other crops have been very fine and of superior quality.

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The crops at the .A.gricultura.1 Farm, 'vi th the ex caption of hay, 'vere very good 
the past season, and nearly 300 b::trrels of turnip3 'vere gro\vn fron1 a plot of little 
over an acre. 

All anirnals kept at tho far111 are in porfoct condition and bave been free fron1 
disease. 

l\Iany in1proven1ents have been n1ac1e at the farn1. .A. ne'v barrack for hay "'as 
built, and in addition the Board have built three ne\v Loxes on the ground to en· 
close spaces for exercising the bulls. 

It 'vas the opinion of the Board that at any ti1ne n, valuable ani1nal rnay be in­
jured 'vith the old railed pounds then in nse. 

1\.s \vill be seen by the annexed list a nn1nbcr of anin1al:-3 have been sent to the 
different Districts during the year, at co~t price, the distribution represents $1,216. 
~fore 'vol1ld have been done in thi~ ,v.ty b~1t freig:1t co:1ld n ·)t b~~ secured by 

those applying for anin1als. 

rrhe ron1ains (as per list annexed), at the stable on the 31st Decernber, 1~0-i, 
valued at cost and in son1e cases at depreciated value, sho,vs $3, 794 00. 

rrhe an1ount of insurance carried by the Board on this stock a1nounts to $2,000. 

Regular 111eetings 'vere held, and n1any special rneetingo 'vere called during 
the year. 

'fhe n1en1bcrs of the Board devote a great deal of their titne to these n1eetings, 
and they 'vould respeetfnlly sugge8t that a sinall fee should be paid by the Govern· 
n1ent for each attendance.

In presenting this n1y seventh annual report on the n1ineral statistics of the 
hJancl, it is gratifying to be in a position to record another substantial increase in 
the ontput for the last calendar year. As n1ay be seen by the accompanying tables, 
the u P"·arcl tendcney pointed out in previous reports, has been fully n1aintained. 

Though the usual <lela.ys occurred in getting in the returns, yet, 'vith few ex­
ceptions, the persons engaged in the n1ining industry, haye pron1ptly supplied the 
nccesr-m.ry inforn1ation, for \Y hich I take this opportunity of again thanking the1n. 
O\ving, ho\vever, to the neccBsity of a\vaiting the close of the year for the cornplete 
returns and to the difl,lcnlties of naYigation "rhich usually occur after that period, 
especially north\Yard, it is i1npossib1e to co1npile these reports at an earlier date. 
I trt1st, ho\vcycr, though son1e,vhat latP, they may not be found 'vithout interest, 
as exhibiting the condition an<l '~a1ue of this in1portant branch of the country's in­
d nstrial pursuits. 

It. ,vill he observed that although in a few· instances there appears to be a falling 
off, both in the q nan tit y an<l val uc of certain con1 modi ties, such as Barite, Slate, 
Granit.e, Building-stone, l~C., this is greatly counter-balanced by the increase in 
other directions . 

. A.ccording to the figures no\v in n1y possession, the total v~lue of the ra'v ina­
tcrials of last year's output a1nounted to the handson1e sun1 of $1,353,953.00, being 
nn increase oyer that of 1903 of $84, 148.00. ,..fhi8 n1ost satisfactory result has n1ore 
than fulfilled the prognostications 'vith regard to the gro\vth of this in1portant in­
dustry, as set forth in n1y forn1cr reports, all of 'vhich have been a1nply borne out. 

l)uring the first four years of the ne'v century, the mining development has 
go"ne on increasing steadily. rrhus in 1900 the total value of the inineral produc­
tion \Vas only $792,099; in 1901 it jnn1ped to $1,202,272; in 1902.it 'vas $1,217,-
686 ; in 1903, $1, 269, 805, and 1904, $1, 353, 953. Taking the increase from year 
to year 'vhich totals $.561,854, it gives annual increase of $140,463.60.

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These latter figures in proportion to the number engaged in the mining produc­

tion, I think, show as great an actual earning power as that of any n1ining country 
in existence to-day. 

The abnormally high perce!'!tage of increase in 1901 (•Yer 1900 "l'as O'\Ying to 

toe fact that the latter year was one of depression in the miµing industry of: the 
'Country, caused by the closing down of the Pilley's Island Pyrites ~fine, and the 
Coal ~line near Howley, but above all by the prolonged strike of the iron ore opera­

tives at the Bell Island Mines. 

During the past year some ne\v features of in1portance have been i1nportecl in­
to the industry. · The an1ount and value of local sand, used chiefly in the con­

struction of the ne'v \.Yaterworks, and the first shipn1ent of talc fron1 the country 

are notew .. orthy. The latter pro1nises to develop into a very iinpo1tant feature of · 

the industry in . the irnmediate future. But perhaps the n1ost note,vorthy fact 

connected " 1ith the n1ineral output for the year, is the production of 700 barrels of 

Petroleun1, the result of a fe,v n1onths pun1ping test at Parsons' Pond Oil Field Inst 
sun1n1er. It is to be hoped that this encouraging result may eventnn1ly lracl to the 

establishn1ent of a refinery for. treating the petroleu1n on the 8pot. 

'fhe first Gold Brick ever produced fro1n N e,vfoundland ore) so far as I a111 

a\va.re, 'vas obtained fro1n a san1ple lot of 23 tons sent to Brookfield, K.S., by the 
Golden ville l\ilining Co., for treatment. Though the ·brick only contained about 11 
ounces of gold, still the result of the test 'vas very satisfactory, and affords son1e 
reason to hope that the gold production of the country n1ay yet figure pron1inently 

in our annual statistics. The atte1npt at Gold J\tlining in Sop Arn1, "\1Thite Bay, t\YO 

years ago has been abandoned, O\ving to the low average yield, and at present I do 

not know of any other property being exploited as a gold proposition. · 

'J'here were engaged in the n1ining and quarrying last year, as near as can be 

aecertainecl, about 2,375 persons, being an increase over the preceding year of 308. 

Their several occupations, the number of accidents, and fatalities are specified as 

follows :

GENERAL REMARKS ON THE MINING INDUSTRY. 

A fe,v particulars "'ith regard to in di vid ual n1ining enterprises ancl the con ... 

dition of the industry generally during the past year, also a refarance to those 

prospective mineral substances 'vhich appear to be availa.ble for the intelligent in­

vestn1ent of capital, n1ay not be out of place. 

B.i\RITJ~. • 
The deposit 0£ this mineral at Collier's Cove, 'J'rinity Bay, 'vhicb has been 

\Vorked the past three years, continues to turn ont a good grade of n1aterial, but as 
the development progresses the quantity of ore raised seems to diminish somewhat. 

No douht this is due to the slower extraction consequent upon the underground 
mining. Last year's output fell short of that of 1903 by 2,300 tons. Son1e 2,000 

tons 'vere raised altogether, all of \Vl~ich, 'vitb the exception of about 100 tons, 
,vere shipped to the Canadian and United States n1arkets. 

l 

This material is in considerable de1nand for certain chen1ical and rnanufactur-

• 
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ing purposes, and son1e of the higher grades of Ger1nan Barite run up to fron1 $14. 
50 to $17. 50 per ton in N e\v York. Its inore in1portant uses at present arc in the 

produc~ion of Bariun1 Chloride and Oxide. It is still n1ore largely used, especially 

in Europe, for the n1anufacture of a pign1ent k~o"'"n as Lithophone, \vhich is a 

con1pound of Zinc-oxide or Sulphate, Bariun1 Sulphide and son1e alkali rnetal. 

The n1ineral is of pretty con1n1on occurrence in N e,vfoundland, though inueh 
of it is discolored by iron or other in1purities. During the past autun1n I 'vas 

sho"rn specimens of yery pure sno,v-,vhite barite fro111 the \\Test Coast, 'vhich to all 

appearances 'vas of first-class quality. ''r ere it carefully prospected for, there is 
good reason to helieYe that the country 1night in tin1e becon1e a large producer . 

. BUILDING STONE, COBBIJE .AXD SPA. ''"J.;S. 

l:nder these headings there is a considerable industry carried on, but it is diffi ... 
cult to get at all the facts. It is purely of a local character, being confined to the 

city of St. John's or its imn1ediate vicinity. I tun not a\ivare \vhether any den1and 
exists for this class of n1aterial outside of tpe city. 

b:Iost of the Building Stone is derived fron1 the Signal llill and South. Side 
ranges, chiefly fro111 the bluish and reddish sandstones of the Avalon series. 

The demand for nearly all this stone con1es fron1 the contracto.rs and builders 

of the city, and it is used chiefly in the construction of foundation 'valls for houses, 

etc. A s1na]l portion only is purchased by the ~Iunicipality for retaining 'valls 

and such like purposes. Of late years concrete is taking the place of this stone to 

a considerable extent, and has sensibly din1inishecl the den1and. 'Vithin the past 

year also, one of our city architects, l\ir. Barter, has con1menced the manufact.ure 

of an artificial stone, "Litholite,'' 'vhich appears to poseess n1any favorable quali .. 

ties, and may in tin1e take the place of both ·brick and stone for building purposes. 

This latter industry has rapidly developed in the United States of late, and 

has no'v reached gigantic proportions. All kinds of stone cau be closely irnitated, 

and, inoreover, cast in inoulds of any desired pattern, thus doing a'vay 'vith the 

expense of cutting or carving by hand. The probabilitiEs are that in course of a 

fe\v years this artificial product 'vill entirely replace ordinary stone for structural 

purposes. Cement being the chief ingredient of its n1anufacture, and that material 

now being produced in enormous quantity, both from natural rock and fro1n ad-

111ixtures of various clays, &c., and sold at such a very lo\v figure, it becon1es pos­
sible to produce the '' Litholite '' at n1uch less cost than any stone can be quarried 

and dressed for n1arket. IIere, bo,vever, 'vhere the cen1ent has to be imported, and 

freight and duty paid thereon, it has yet to be demonstrated \vhether this ne\v · 
class of building n1aterial is able to drive tee admirable Signal Hill rock out of the 
n1arket .. 

The Cobble Stone, or 'Yater worn boulders, of the Signal Hill rock is used 

chiefly in the paving of gutters, side drains, and for bordering of fto,ver plots, etc. 

It is nearly all purchased by the City Council. 
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he Spa'v ls are the chips or flake8 left after dressing the sandstone, and arc 

purchased by the Council for 111accadamising the city streets. '\Then crushed to a 

suitable size th~s n1aterial is adn1irab1y adapted for road n1etal. 

ConsideraLle gravel, or rather a finer for.n1 of beach n1ateria1, is used on flat­

roofed houses throughout the city every year, but the quantity or yaJue cannot 

ensily be ascertained. 

THE BRIC!{ INDUSTRr .... 

The Ne,vfoundlancl Brick & Tile Co. have abandoned their vrork at Elliott's 

Core, Randon1 Island, and transferred their plant to St. John's, 'vhere they ha Ye 

con1n1enced the n1anufacture of a sand or cen1ent Brick. The con1pany has also 

changed its tittle to the N e"rfoundland Brick & ~Ianufacturing Co. Their output 

for the year fell very n1 uch short of the preceding year, viz. : by 414, 000, or $3, ... 
468 \VOrtb. 

The three other Brick-1nakers of Smith Sound, 'Trinity Bay, increased their 

outputs by about 100, 000 so that the total falling off in value equalled $2, 788. 

There is roon1 for considerable expansion in the brick industrJ;, as I understand 

the supply is not at all equal to the den1and. Clays suitable for all kinds of brick 

and earthen,vare are abundant in n1any parts of the country, and al1nost any of the 

innun1erable articles i1nported having clay ns their basis could easily be n1anu­
factured at hon1e. 

The ceran1ic art, as it is ter1ned, is perhaps the oldest in existence. It dates 

back to pre-historic tin1es, and has been practiced by almost every race of people in 
all ages. To-day it jg one of the foremost and 111ost important of modern industries. 

It has been brought to an extraordinary state of perfection in recent times, and its 
utility is of paramount i1nportance to civilization. Son1e idea of the value of the 

clay products i11ay be gathered from the statistics of Great Britain and the United 

States. In the former country in 1D02 it amounted to £1, 758,884, and in the lat­

ter, in 1901, it reached $87,747,727. 

Our own annual i1nportation of all earthen"·are products must be very con­

siderable, and it 'vould appear as if here there n1ight be a favorable opening for the 

establisbn1ent of a very promising local industry. 

CHRO~iITE. 

Nothing further has been d(>ne in exploiting our chron1e deposit~ The Hum­

ber Consolidated ~Iinin~ Co., who holds a lease for Chro1nite neai: Benoit Brook, 

had their hands so full 'vith the York Harbor Copper ~line last year that they ap­

parently had no tin1e to devote to the for1ner ; at all events, the branch rail\vay 

leading to thi$ property, com1nenced. the previous year, lvas not pushed for\Yard. 

It is somewhat strange that this ·valuable inineral, which is in considerable de­

mand, especially for the rnanufacture of ferro-cbron1iun1 and chromate of potash, 
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-
and the preparation of re~ractory brick for furnace lining, &c., should not attract 

the attention of n1ining capitalists interested in such products. There are several 

known deposits of value in the island, and son1e of then1 are 'vithin easy reach of 
good shipping points. 

The Province of Quebec, Canada., is a large producer of chro1ne, and a ready 

n1arket is obtained in the United States for the entire oq,tput. In the year · 1903 

there were n1ined 3, 020 tons in that province, valued at $4:), 300, a sun1 equal to 

nearly $15.00 per ton of crude ore, 'vhich should be a strong inducen1ent to capi· 

talists, as there are fe\V rnetallic ores no\v-a~days "~hich exceed this value. 

COPPER ORE. 

The U11ion l\Iine at rfilt Cove is again to the fore \vit.h an output of 73,082 tqns 

Cnpriferous PyriteB, 'v bile Pilley' s Island is credi tecl 'vi th 165 tonB. There 'vere 

raised at the ne\v Copper ~Iine at St. Julien' s, N. E. Coast, 280 tons, 80 of 'vhich 

'vere a high grade Chalco-pyrite. Xone of this latter ore has been shipped to 

n1arket, the developrnent being only in its initial stage as yet. The property has 

been optioned to a Ne\v York Con1pany, and sorne eight or ten n1en ha\·e been en1-

ployed, sinking and driving during the past six inonths. It \Yas visited and 
examined during the 8eason by a Gern1an expert, 'vho entert 1ined a n1ost favorable 

opinion of it. 

The output of Cnpriferous Pyrites from ~erra Nova ~line, Baie \"'"erte, reached 

19,312 tons, all of 'vhich " rent to the United States inarkets. This ore being very 

low in Copper has been classed by the Custon1s authorities under the head of 

Pyrites, and coupled 'vith the Pilley's Island ore, but as its Copper content is in 

reality not n1uch belo'v that of the Tilt Cove ore, I prefer to place it vvith the latter 

as a copper ore. All this class of ores 'vhich contain sufficient sulphur are used in 

the n1anufactnre of Sulphuric Acid, as 'vell as the ordinary Iron Pyrite, but their 
Copper content being of considerable value is carefully extracted and saved. 

The Mine at York Harbor, Bay of Islands, operated by the H un1ber Consolidated 
~lining and l\Ianufacturing Co., has n1ore than come up to expectations. During 

. the past year active clevelopn1ent has been rushed for\vard by the energetic 111an­

agement. An in11nense body of ore, so1ne 57 feet in thickness, has been uncovered 

.. in the lo,ver levels, the fu-11 extent of \Vhich has not yet been detern1ined. The ore 

averages about 7 per cent, cu., besides containing an appreciable amount of Gold 

and Silver. Judging fron1 the present aspect of this mine, it pron1ises to become 

the greatest Copper proposition yet developed in the country. Son1e 15,000 tons 

of ore 'vere raised, of \vhich 8,200 \Vere shipped to the United States. 

The total output of Copper Ore fro1n all the n1ines ga,·e a yield of 107,839 

tons, an excess over last year of 20, 049, and by far the largest an1ount of Copper 

Ore the country has ever produced in one year. 

The price of n1ett1Jllic copper in the n-1~rl~~t rqled f~irly high last season, aver ... 
> • 

• 
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aging about 12 cents per lb., and reaching 15 cents per lb., during the closing 

n1onths of the year. The great clen1and for Copper consequent upon the rapidly 

increasing use of Electricity as a iuoti \Te po\ver, seen1s to afford a inost prornising 

prospect for the futnre of Copper l\iining here and else'v here. 'I'hough seyeral sub­

stitutes hav-e of late been put upon the market, it has yet to be den1onstrated 

'vhether any of these can ever take the place of this n1ost useful and valuable 

n1etal. Its 'vell-knolvn conductivity seen1s to have specially marked it out as the 

n1etal1ic substance best adap_ted to all purposes in connection Yvith Electrical J~n­

gineer~ng Science. 

C~OLD. 

T11c only attc111pt at gold iniuing inade during the past year \Yas that at 

Goldenville, near l\Iing' s Bight. 1'hrough the courtesy of ~fr. It. J. Foote, 

Secretary of the Goldenville l\Iining Co111pany, I haye been furnishet.l 'vith the fol­

lo1ving particulars relatiYe to their operations, and a copy of a test. n1ade at Brook­

field, N.S., 'vhere son1e 23 tons of ore had been sent for treatn1cnt. 

The lode rock carrying the golll consists of a 111atrix of n1ixed hen1atitc, iron 

pyrites, and quartz, and averages about 8 feet 'vide. They are no'v sinking and 

drifting on this band, and have a large an1ount of ore exposed, ready for stoping . 
• , 

During the sun11ner, 23 tons of ore ""ere sent to the Brookfield l\Iining Co. to 

be thoroughly tested. l\iir. Foote hin1self acco1npanied the ore and 'vatched the 

\Vhole process carefully. It 'vas carried out under the con1pete11t n1anage1nent of 

~Ir. I-I. S. Badger, the company's assayist, 'vith the follo,ving result.:-

The 

total cost of treatn1ent \Yas about $2.40 per ton. If as rnuch n1ore be nJlo,ved for 

mining and shipping, there is still left the handson1e 111argin of profit of $L1. 28. 

This is a very favorable sho\ving, and under careful n1anagen1ent and treatn1ent of 

the ore on the .spot, should prove a profitable investrnent, provided, of course, the 
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ore continues to average anything like that of the above figures. It is to be re­
gretted that the Sop Arn1 Ciold l\Iine, 'vhich gctve so innch pr~H11ise at first, should 

have d roppec 1 to so low a percentage, only about 3 d \Yts. per ton, that it did not 
pay to \York; consequently, operations 'vere snspcn<lecl . 

• 

The rich Bornite <leposit at Cinq Cerf \Vhich contained free gold in the fortn of 

considerable siled nuggets, \Vas not operated during the year, though it would seem 

to offer a fair prospect for investrnent. I understand that it is conten1plated giving 

this property another trial during the corning season. 

I hav-c been unable to ascertain anything ""ith respect to the an1onnt of Gold 
rnco\"Cred fron1 our Cop1)er ore3 during the past year, but if they continue to aver­

age as 111uch as usunJ, i.e., about 1 ·5 dyrts. per ton, the figures should reach be­

t\veen 6, 000 and 7, 000 ozs., 'vorth $20. G7 per oz. 'fhe latter flgnres are of course 
only npproxin1ate, and their corrcctnes3 cannot be \'"ouched for. 

IRON ORE. 

'fhe iron ore industry continues to flourish, and there \Vas a sn1all increase in 

the output over that of the preceding year. O\ving to the fact that the Nova 

Scotia Co111pany' s operations are no'v chiefly confined to underground workings, 
and the extraction of' the ore is n1 uch inore tedious and cxpensi ve than heretofore, 

that con1pany's output fell off considerably, but the Don1inion Company increased 
theirs by the large an1ount of 94, 632 tons, 'vhich brought the total up to 589, 739 
tons. This gives an increase on the \V hole year's output of 944 tons, but as 4, 000 

tons still ren1ain oyer unsbipped, the actual an1ount n1arketed \Vas 58,5, 739 tons. 
It is of course only natural as the ore upon the surface becon1es exhausted, and it 
has to be " 1011 fron1 underground inining, that the result must sho'v an annual de­

cline fron1 this tin1e forth. It is found, how·ever, that the ore body increases in 
thickness and quality as the underground \Vork proceeds, ancl that 111nch ore can 

be \Yon fro~n the su bn1arine areas. 

The de1nand for the Bell Island ore continues to hold good, a very large per­

centage of it going to Rotterdan1, as usual. In Scotland also the ore is finding 
favor, and a market has been opened for it in the lT nited States. 

'l'here see1ns so1ne proBpect of the deposits on the \V estern portion of Bell Is­
land being opened up ere long. This property \Vas visited during the autu1nn by an 
expert "~ho inspected it, and is said to have entertained a favorable opinion of it. 
A further investigation is proposed next spring 'vhen a clian1ond boring drill is to 

be brought into requisition to fully test the ground. 

'The Kova Scotia Steel Con1pany 111ade an atten1pt to n1ine-the ore at 'Vorking­
ton, on the North Side of Conception ;Bay, during the sun1n1er, but failed to find it 

in sufficient quantity to 'varrant their continuing the 'vork. It is n1uch to be re­

gretted that this n1ine has not proved a successful venture, as the ore is of a very 

superior quality. 1\Ir. Chan1bers, of the Nova Scotia Steel Co., inforn1s n1e that it 

• 
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is an ideal character of Hem1tite, "just that class of iron ore that iron n1annfac· 
tu res are looking for.'' 

PEAT. 

The various attempts to manufacture peat fuel on this side of the Atlantic, es­
pecially in Canada, have not inet with that n1easure of success 'vhich was antici­
pated at first. Several differer.t processes have been tried, each possessing certain 
inerits of it own, but though the products have n1et with ready sale in districts 
'vhere other fuel is scarce and dear, yet so far no peat fuel industry on a con1n1er­
cial basis has been established. Nevertheless, the belief is gro1ving that nltin1ately 
the efforts of those experimenting in this direction ""ill _be cro\vned 'vith success. 
'fhis belief is strengthened by the fact that in several coui1tries of Europe, notably 

_in Great Britain, Nor\vay, Denn1ark, Gern1any and Holland, its n1anufactuTe is 
no\v \vell established, and long beyond the experin1ental stage. In Holla11d es­
pecially it has been a complete success. 

So1ne of the n1ost up-to-date rnethods of these latter countries are being intro­
duced into CaIIada, and last year the Dominion Government caused a special in­
vestigation to be made into the extent and probable value of their available .peat 
resources. From the report of l\Ir. R. Chaln1ers, LL. D., 'vho 'vas told off for this 
especial 'vork, I gather much valuable inforn1ation : '' Approxiinately there are 
'' 37, 000 square rniles of peat bogs 'vi thin the several provinces of the Don1inion. 
'' 1\Iany analysis of the peats hava been made, 'vhich prove then1 to be of first-class 
" n1aterial. It is fully believed that the tin1e is approaching 'Nhen those peat re­
" sources ,vjll becon1e assets of great future value to the country." 

The latest process for the n1anufacture of peat fuel, and the one "rl1icl1 seen1s 
to n1ost nearly realise the ain1 of those interested in the business, is by the use of 
the Electrical current as a drier and carbonizer. " The peat is first deprived of a 
'' great part of its contained moisture by being rapidly revolved in a rotary cylin­
" der, aided by internal heat. Electrodes connected by conductors 'vith a dynan10 
'' are then inserted in to the cylinder in such a n1anner that the n1ass of centrifu­
" gally-dried peat beco1nes the n1edium through 'vhich the circuit is cornpleted 
'' bet,veen the electrodes. The resistance offere.d by the peat generates heat suffi­
'' cient to carbonize the material, producing a n1ass of black: globules. This car­
'' bonized material then pasees to a rnachine where it is n1oistened by some sort of 
" chernical and kneaded into a putty-like mass 'vhen it is pressed into briquettes." 

. It is c~aimed for this process that the carbonizing of the peat by the electric 
current does not destroy any of the valuable elements of the peat, as is the case 
'vhen cokeing is perfor1ned by ordinary fire heat in 'vhich a large proportion is lost, 
being either consun1ed or driven off in the form of gas. Fuel so prepared is said 
to have a tbern1al value of 9, 000 unitsJ and to be fully equal, ton for ton, for steam 
generating purposes, t\) ,,.,. elsh coal. 

It is also stated that it can be prod need .for $1. 21 per ton, \Yb ere as coal at the 
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pits~ n1~uth costs $2. 02. The3e re3ults are bJ.sed up:>n the m:>.3t f;1vorable local 

conditions for operating with an electric current generated by stean1, but \Vhere 

good water-po,ver is available the cost 'vould be n1aterially reduced. 

. 
I need scarcely point out that here in Ne\vfoundla.nd 've pos~ess an unli1nited 

supply of the very best quality of peat, while water-p)wer is obtainable on almost 

every river in every section of the island. 

PETROI"'EUl\I. 

The operations at Parsons' Pond oil field during the past season, according to 
the report of the superintendent, l\Ir. Po,vell, were of a nature to afford n1uch en­

couragement to those 'vho have so persistently prosecuted the \York of drilling for 
the past ten years. 

One hole 'vhich had been partly <lrilled the year previous to a depth of 600 
feet 'vas continued do,vn to 2, 050 feet. Oil was struck at depths of 1, 4 70 and 

1, 750 feet. This 'vell yielded on an average t\YO barrels of petrolenn1 per day. In 

conjunction \vith three of the older ones, it \Vas then put to pun1ping, and after a 
t\YO rnont hs' trBt the follo\ving 'vas the result :-

A ne\V 'vell on the north side of the hike, also con1n1enced the year before, was 

continuea do\Yn to a depth of 1,5.50 feet, 'vhen the best sho\V of oil yet met 'vith in 

the distdct \Vas encountered. This well 'vas putnped continuously for nearly five 
n1onths and gave. a steady yield of 4i barrels daily. The oil produced \Yas entirely 

different fron1 any previously n1et \Yith in the region. It was of a light amber 
color, and of great body. l\f r. Po,vell does not think it 'vill sho'v a high percentage 

of lighting oils, but believes it to be exceptionally rich in the n1ore valuable lubr:­

cating oils, paraffine, 1vaxes, and other by-products. He state3 th3-t he tried it as 

a lubricator on the engines and found it so s~ttisfactory that he U.3ecl nothing else 

after\vards. This oil is of a n1uch higher class than the ordinary Pennsylvania 

illurninating oil, and is also n1uch n1ore valuable. Another well on the san1e side 

of the lake 'vas drilled to a depth of 1, 400 feet, but yielded very little. 

The five \vells pu1nped gave a total yield per dien1 of 10~ barrels, although as 

yet none of the1n haYe been torpedoed. It is thought that after undergoing this 
operation the yield \YOuld be greatly increa::5e<l. 

Altogether 700 barrel~ of petrolenrn ""'ere obtained fron1 the five "~ells, of \V hich 
400 barrels are stored in tanks on the ground, the other 300 barrels h1ving been 

consumed as fuel to run t_he drill 'yith. 
19 
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PYRITE. 

The return fron1 Pilley' s Island did not reach ine till a fe,v days ago, o\ving to 
the snow blockade 'vhich has deranged the n1ail service to such an extent. The 
out.put of Pyrite for the past ye.ar 'vas far in excess of any that preceded it, being 
60, 200 tons of ore valued at $210, 700. The Baie \ r erte returns also can1e to band 

by the san1e n1ail, but for reasons alren.dy given I have included this under the 
head of Copper Ore. 

I could not learn n1uch about the pyrites n1ine at Ro\vsell' s Harbor, Labrador, 

'vhich is no\V in the hands of the Dupont Po,v<ler Con1pany of 'Vilmington, Del­
a\vare. I understand that during the sun1n1er some sixty inen 'vere employed de­
veloping the property, and a considerable an1ount of work \Vas performed. The 
deposit is reported to be a very large one, and the ore high in sulphur. It also 
contains a s1nall percentage of Gold. 

Several shafts 'vere sunk and drifts n1ade along the course of the lode, and 
son1e twenty or thirty tons of ore, as a test san1ple, 'vere shipped to the United 
States. During the sumn1er several shiploads of inachin~ry, provisions and re­
quisite in1plements, etc., 'vere sent do\vn. O\ving to the scarcity of tin1ber, port­
able houses for the miners \Vere also taken to the locality and erected during the 
open season. 

A sn1all force of n1en under Captain Bartlett are \Yintering on the spot and 

pushing on the underground \Vork. It is expected the con1ing season will witness 

the co1nmencen1ent of regular shipn1ents of ore. In the course of a very fe,v years 
this ne'v source of pyrite is likely to add very n1atcrially to the mineral output. 

RADIU~f. • 

In connection \V°.th the i11incral de-relop1nent of the island, it may be worth 

noting that 'vithin the past year some ne\v sources of the ren1arkable element, 

Radiu1n, have been discovered in Canada. Heretofore, it 'vas supposed to be con­
fined to certain ores of uranium, especially Pitch-blende, and under tl1e supposi­
tion that this would prove the chief source of the rare elen1ent, the Austrian Gov­
ernn1ent had prohibited the exportation of this ore fron1 Bohen1ia and Hungary, 

'vhere it occurs in son1e quantity. Under these circumstances tl1e discovery of 
other radio-actiye substances, more especially on the \Vestern continent, \Vas hailed 
'\Yith n1nch satisfaction in scientific circles. 

• 

To ~Ir. Obalski, inspector of min~s for the I~rovince of Quebec, Cana~a, is due 
the credit of bringing to light these ne\v discoveries. A n1ineral which he identified 
as Cleveite, from a mica mine on the lo\ver St. La,vrence, d Produced distinct 

'' radiographs u1;1on sensitised photographic plates, of coins and other objects, after 
'' t.he rays e1nanating fro1n the specimen had traversed opaque bodies of wood and 
" ineta1. It 'vas afterwards found that the n1ineral perceptibly discharged the elec­
c' troscope, clearly indicating the possession of pronounced radio-active proper-

. ''ties." An analysis of this n1ineral gave 70·71 per cent. of uranium.

l\Ir. Obalski also discovered that the ashes cleri ved frotn a species of carbon­
aceous n1aterial, called Anthraxolite, exhibited str0ng radio-activity. Ile read a 
paper describing and illustrating his discovery before the '"foronto University, 
'vhich created quite an unusual ainount of interest, and dre\v forth a great deal of 
discussion fron1 several en1inent scientists present. In the course of this discussion 

Prof. 1"Icl.1ennan, of the University of Toronto, instanced the fact. that while ex­
peri1nenting in the laboratory on son1e petroleun1 products of Canada, he· foui1d 
that the e1nanations fron1 a certain class of these products exhibited distinct radio­
activity, and that the lo,ver do,vn in the geological series the petroleun1 'vae derived 
from it sho,ved the strongest indications. 

· It is highly probable that son1e of those radiun1-containing substances 111ay be 
found to exist either in this island or on our Labrador territory. T\vo of the sub­
stances named at least occur on the island, viz. :-.A.nthraxolite and Petroleun1, the 
latter of which is derived fron1 the lovvest kno,yn series of rocks that have yet yielded 
petroleum in any appreciable quantity. Ores of uraniun1 seem to favor granitic 
rocks, and may be expected to occur in the Archmn series so \videly distributed on 
the Labrador Peninsula and the northern and central portions of our own Island. 

In view of the very great value of this rare substance, ores containing it will be 
eagerly sought for and their discovery hailed vvith n1uch pleasure by scientists. l\Ir. 
Obalski tven suggests the advisability of the Dominion Governn1ent offering a 

bounty to encourage the search for such ores. The Swedish Government have al­
ready put this idea in practice by giving bonuses for specimens found. I have read 
that radium has been discovered in considerable quantity in that country, in an 

Alkaline metallic earth containing uranium. 

SLATE. 

'fhe slate returns fron1 the Wilton Grove qu1rry exhibit a considerable falling 
off, being but a little over half the output of 1903. This 'vas chiefly O"\ving to a 
disastrous fire \vhich occurred in the early part of the season, by 'vhich n1uch of 
the plant of the quarry 'vas destroyed and ·the development work thereby greatly 
retared. 

Nothing ",.as done ,\,ith any of the other slate properties in Trinity Bay, so far 
as I can learn. At the Sun1merside slate quarry, Bay of Islands, quite a lot of . 
\Yorl{ was accomplished in stripping and preparing the 'vay for active operations. 
l\Ir. 0\ven, the manager, informs n1e that the deposit has now being fully proven 

to be of great extent and of first class quality, and that quite a lot of slate was 
n1anufactured, though as yet none has been shipped abroad. Another quarry Vi1as 
also opened on the south side of the Hun1ber Arn1, by an An1erican con1pany, at a 
place called Crow's Gulch, on the strike of t~e same belt. So1ne fifteen men are 
no'v ernployed outstripping this slate, and they expect to begin actual quarrying 
i1ext spring. l\Ir. O\ve11, who is a practical n1an of long experience, speaks quite 

confidently of the prospects of these quarries, 'v hich he pronounces to contain s1ate 

of the very best qua Ji ty 1 
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TAI.1C . . 

The deposit no\v being operated near ~Ianuels, south side of Conception Bay, 
thouzh not properly speaking a true talc, has been so nan13<l and classed in a con1-
n1ercial sense, and appears so under that heading in the custon1s exports. Proper­
ly speaking it is a silicate of a}utnina and potash, 'vith little or no n1agnesia, and 
'vould appear to approach nearer in con1 position to a in ate rial kno\vn as agaln1ato­
lite, or figure stone of the Chinese, than anything e1s8. 

The con1pany operating this property, and kno\vn as the Korth A1nerican Talc 
Co., \Vere actively engaged all sun1mer coustructing an overhead tran1\vay, from the 
ltline to the Rail,vay, and also a loading pier near Seal Cove, about ten miles 
further up the bay. 1\. staff of men were e1nployed n1ost of the tin1e quarrying the 
rock at Johnny's Pond, and sorting it for shipment. It 'vas ho,vever late in the 
autu1nn before they \Vere in a position to ship-their first cargo, '\vhich amounted to 
1, 750 tons. This was sent to Portland, ~Iaine, where the con1pany has a large 
establishn1ent for grinding the material and converting it into n1arketable condition. 

The result of this first shipment is not so far as I am a\Yare, made · public yet, 
nor is it kno,vn \vhether the product will fulfill all that is clain1ed for it or other­
'vise. As a paper filler, it is said to be fully equal to the best Talc, while it is also 
said to possess valuable properties applicable to the n1anufacture of porcelain and 
china-,vare, etc. Should the expectations of this co111pany be realised, there is cer­
tainly roon1 for a great enterprise in the exploiting of these Talc (?) deposits, which 
extend over a considerable area of country and must contain many millions of tons 
of the material. 

~IISCELI.JANEOUS. 

It is unnecessary to enumerate here the various other i11etallic and non-n1etal-
• lie substances which are kno'\vn to occur in the country. These have been fully 

dealt with in forn1er reports, especially those of 1898-99 and 1900. Some at least 
of these materials deserve the attention of ·capitalists, and I may here say that I 
have frequen~ enquiries for information regarding thern. This has been particularly 
the case in respect of ores of Zinc, l\Iolybdenite, Pyrite, Asbestos, Fluorspar, etc. 

Of the n1any beautiful Granites, Sandstones, ~Iarbles, Serpentines, Slates and 
other building or orna.n1ental ~naterials 'vhich the country possesses in abundance, 
I feel that they only require to be kno,vn properly, to have the attenti0n dra,vn to­
\Yards then1 which their n1erits deserve. The surest '\vay to obtain this end is by 
exhibiting good specin1ens on every available occasion 'vhere expositions of natural 
products take place, particularly in countries likely to become purchasers of the 
raw materials. It is to be regretted thr..t '\Ve have not availed much of such oppor­
tunities in the past, though frequently solicited to cl(• so. The Canadians are fully 
alive to the value of this mode of advertising their varied and valuable mineral re­
sources. Not only are local exhibitions held in the several provinces,_ but aln1ost 
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every year they take part in son1e great international affair of thi8 kind, ""ith mark­

ed results of a beneficial character. 

In conclusion, it rnay not be an1i~s to dra\Y attention to the nePd of a properly 

r,onstituted systein of Govcrnn1ental inspection of our in in cs The nurn ber of 

bread-1vinners no\v e1nploye<l in this in<lnstry, \vith those depending upon then1, 
1nust repreRent at least 10 to 12,000 indi\Tiduals, \vhich is fully 6 per cont. of the 

total population of the island. The frequency of accidents of a serious character, 

and the rather exces8i Ye proportion of fatalities of late, certainly calls for consider­

ation. No doubt n1ost of those occurrences are due enti;-cly to the carelessness of 

the miners the1nsel y·cs, especially in handling dynarnite. T'hey seen1 to utterly ig­

nore all rules and \varnings, and it appears as ii so1ne ineans should be devised to 

c )n1pel conforn1ity 'vi th ordinary precautionary ineasurcs.

REPORT ON EXPLORATION AND BORING OPERATIONS IN THE CEN 
TRAL CARBONIFEROUS BASIN NEAR GRAND LAKE, 1904. 

GEOLOGICAL SURVEY OFFICJi=,

I beg to hand you tho follo,ving report upon the past season's operations in 

the central or Grand Lake coal basin. 

Before entering upon the description of the \York in question, it may be ad­

visable to give a short general resurne of the preceding operations in this particµJar 

district. This would seem to be the more necessary, as fe\v persons have any idea 

of what bas been accon1plished, or of the difficulties that had to be inet and over­
come in carrying on the investigation frorn the outset. It will also tend to eluci· 

date the '\vhole subject n1ore thoroughly, and, it js hoped, be the n1eans of ren1oving 

so1ne n1isapprehensions \vhich appear to exist. 

Previo\:1s to the advent of the railway, the region surrounding the Grand Lake 

\Ya-s by no ineans easy of access. To reach it fro1n St. John's, or return therefrom, 

usually occupied a full rnonth each 1vay. To accomplish the journey 'vith a \vho1e 

season's outfit of can1p equipage-provisions, tools, etc.-was a very arduous un­

dertaking; yet jt ,yas ·qnqer st1ch conc1itions tqe c~rlier explor;~.tions 'verc carried 

out. 
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rrhe country surrounding the head of the lake, ctncl for n1any n1iles to the 
North and East, is a lo\v-lying flat or undu1ating plain, covered \vith inarsby 
S\van1ps, sn1all ponds, an<l '\vooded ridges. 1\_ vast deposit of superficial debris, 
consisting of sand, gravel, and innun1erable boulders, cover this plain in every 
direction. l\Iany of the boul<ler3 are of enorn1ous size and cannot be rernoved by 
any ordinary n1ea,ns. The thickne3s of this surface depo3it varies considerably, 
frequently exceeding one hundred feet, and in some instances even one hundred 
and fifty feet, as \ras found to be tho case near the shore of Grand I.Jake. No,vhere 
on the surface is there anything to afiorcl the slightest indication as to the probable 
depth at \Vhich tho underlying rock forn1at.ion n1ay be reached. rfo do 80 by sink­
ing pits is therefore, to a great extent, a inatter of conjecture, or other\vise of rnoro 
chance. Yet close observation extending over several years' study of eyery feature, 
and the kno\v ledge obtained fron1 previous atten1pts, often futile, has afforde<l <lata 
whereby son1e sort of a conclusion on this head can be reached, and this kno\vledge 
'vas avJiiled of during the past season to a considerable extent. 

The first authentic account of the existence of coal in this region 'vas oLtaincd 
by the late J. B. Jukes, 1\I. A., F.G.S., F.C.P.S., an en1inent geologist, \vho, in 
the year 1840, 1nade a cursory cxa111ination of portions of the 'vestern side of the 
island. In con1pany 'vith an Indian guide he visited the Grand l..iake, and upon a 
small brook fio,ving into near its S. E. corner, since nan1ed Coal Brook, ho obseryed 
one sn1all seam of coal about six inches in thickness. He conjectured from the 
character and the attitude of the rock forination there exposed that there should be 
other and n1ore valuable deposits son1e,vhere in the district. 

_ From this date till the advent of the late Alex. 1\Iurray, C. l\I. G., F. G. S., no 
further atten1pt 'vas n1ade to explore the country. In· 1865 l\1r. l\Iurray traversed 
that section bet\veen Hall's Bay and Bay St. George by \vay of Indian Brook, 
Sandy I--'ake and river, and the Grand Lake, all of \vnich he surveyed and ina.ppe<l 
out. He visited the place \V here Jukes had seen the coal, but in the interin1 it had 
been cornpletely hidden by fallen debris and 'vas not then visible. ~~ un1crous frag­
ments of coal \Vere ho\vever observed stre,vn along the shore, near the head of tbe 
Grand Lake. The next year he ascended the 1\Iain Hun1ber River as far as the big 
fall, but though the Carboniferous series 'vas ascertained to spread over a Yast ex­
tent of the Humber \Talley, it 1vas on1y the lovver and unproductiYe portion that 
'vas met with. The con1parati vely lo'\v angle of inclination at which the strata dip­
ped toward the south,vard left little room for doubt that higher strata, bringing iu 
possible true coal measures and available coal sean1s, n1ust be looked for in that 
direction. A later investigation on the upper reaches of the Humber, carried out 
by inyself in 1879: confirmed this conclusion. In the latter year the Governn1ent 
purchased a boring outfit, and en1ployed a Scotch driller to put do,vn son1e holes 
near the head of Grand Lake, \Vhere the loose coal had been seen. 

· O\ving to the difficulty of getting hcayy rnaterial on the ground in the then 
condition o~ the cop11tr.y, the season "\Vas far advanced before drilling operations 
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\Yere actdally con11nenced~ and but one hole \Vas put do,vn that year, to a depth of 

~50 feet. 'I\vo sn1all coal sean1s \Vere passed through, the largest being but sixteen 

inches thick. During the follo\ving year ( 1880) t\YO rnore holes were bored further 

np the San(ly I.Jake Itiver, \vith no better results. It bocan1e quite evident that a 
1nerc fringe of the coal 111easures only had been struck. 

Up to this date all the evidence obta.ined 'vas rather of a negative character, yet 
it \Yas not \vithout .Yaluc. The area in \vhich \Vorkable sean1s n1ight be expected 

to occur ha.a no\v been narro\ved clo\vn to that portion of the district .. lying between 

the Grand antl Sa1H1y I-'akes. This, ho,vever, 'vas the n1ost difficnlt part of the 

entire region to explore, o'ring to the nature of the surface, the absence of any 
rneans to pcnet.ratc the thick \Yoods, or n1ove heavy n1achinery ahont. But \Vhat 

aclded n1ost t.G> the difficulty ""as the co1nplete absence of any outcrops of the rock 
forn1ation \Vhich \roulcl afford the slightest clue to the structure bene~ith. 

'"fhe inystery re111ained unsolved, and not until 1891-2 \Yas another atte1npt 

inade to unravel it. In tho lrttter years a n1ore systematic plan \Vas adopted, and a 
detern1ined effort entered n pon to prnve son1cthing conclusive. The Geological 

staff, \vith a cre\Y of eight or ten inen, and an outfit of picks and shovels, again 
vi<sited the Gr<ind IJ~ke. The lake itself ancl all the srna11 brooks fio,ving into it 
on th0 south side \Yere carefully re-sur\"eyed, aod n1ost n1inute inyestigation carrfed 

out. Close up un<.ler the foot hills, lying to the south of the lake, son1e rock ex­
posures ""ere discoycred. lJ pon stripping the5e, by ren1oving the tin1ber and then 

the surface soil do\vn to the bed rock, good sections \Vere exposed to vie\v. They 

consisted of true coal rneasures doul>led up in the forn1 of a sharp, narrO\V syncli­
nal trough, holding seams of coal of varying thickness. On Aldery Brook thirty 

outcrops, representing fifteen separate sea1ns, 'vere found. Three n1iles further 
east, on Coal Brook, another section sho\ved eighteen outcrops, or nine distinct 

searr1s, \Yhile on l{elvin Brook, t\VO n1iles still further east, six n1ore outcrops were 
discoyered. .A.n1p1e evidence \Vas obtained of the continuity of this coal trough be­

t\veen the abo\Te 11an1ell points. J)etails of this "'ork are to be found in the reports 

for 1R01-2 under one coyer. 

Beyond l{ e1 \·in Brook the country assun1es such a lo\V flat character, and is so 

con1pletely covered \Vi th superficial debris in all directions, that not\vithstanding 
the n1ost diligent search, no other outcrop of the coal n1casurcs could be any,vhere 

rnet \vith. It becanie quite evident that the use of a boring n1achine \Yould have 

to be ngain resort.eel to for tho further testing of this pron1ising coal basin. 

rrhe C+overnn1ent, at iny suggestion, 110\V reserved the area supposed to contain 

coal fronr lease or grl1nt to pri Yate parties, and in the follo,ving year, 189B, pur­

chased a Rullivan Dia1nond Drill for tho purpose of testing the ground 111ore 

thoroughly. The delays in shipping, and the difliculties in getting the n1achine on 

the ground \Yere so great that it 'vas the n1onth of .A.ugust before it reached its des 

tination at the head of Grand l.1ake. Drilling 'vas con1rnonced near the Lake-shore 

... 
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on Kelvin Brook, but such an incredible amount of drift n1aterial \Vas encountered, 
and such a vast accun1ulation of boulders 'vere lodged beneath the surface soil 
do,vn to depths of over 130 feet-, that after three separate attemP.ts to penetrate to 
the bed-rock, the place had to be abandoned and the 'vhole outfit moved a mile 
further South. Here the bed-rocl{ was strucl{ at a depth of 105 feet, and the bore 
hole carried down to 335 feet altogether. It became evident that the section passed 
through was too low down in the series to expect any coal seams of value. A few 
thin streaks of coaly inatter and son1e black shales \Vere n1et \vi th, but nothing that 
could be called a true sean1. The inforn1ation obtajned clearly indicated that the 
true coal measures lay still to the south,vard, and \Vere here confined to a na1TO\V 

strip lying close along by the range of hills which bounded the yalley on that side. 

It " 1as a great mistake not to have contil1ued the boring operations after that 
date, but various circumstances, including the unfortunate bank crash of the fol­
lowing year, caused a suspensjon of the 'vork for the time being. 

During the season of 1895, the rail,vay construction having reached the vicin­
ity of the Grand Lake, I 'vas informed by l\Ir. R. G. Reid, sr., that in the gravel­
cuts bet\veen Kitty's Brook and the crossing of the Sandy Lake River, numerous 
fragn1ents of loose coal 'vere con1e across, and at bis earnest solicitation the Geo­
logical staff 'vere again sent out to try and locat8 the sean1s fron1 \vhencc this coal 
'vas derived. It \Vas "\Yell up in August before 've arrived on the ground, and after 
a cursory exan1ination of the surface, a point near Goose Brook 'vas selected for 
trial. 'Vith the aid of pick and shovel work \Vas con1n1encecl near the rail,vay 
track, and after a short 'vhile a coal sean1 \Ya.s discovered "~hich, on being fully 
uncovered, gave the fo1lo\ving section : - -

Indications of other sean1s in the san1e locality "'."ere not wanting, but the sea­
son \Vas too far advanced to effect n1uch n1ore 'vork \Vith such inadequate means as 

'vere at our disposal. 

This find 'vas a great step in advance and afforded a clue to the true structure 
in this part of the region, which 'vas invaluable. \Ve now had hold of the coal 
basin again in a part of the country far removed fron1 the hill range, and at a point 
3t miles east of Kelvin Brook, or just eleven miles on the strike from the furthest 
western extreme of the trough. It proved beyond question that the conclusion 
which had been arrived at as to the prolongation of the coal trough into the flat 
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country \Yas correct, and the likely hood of the trough \viclening out in its eastern 
extension '\\'as ycry probable. IIad this clue been follo,vecl up at tho tin1e 've 

"~ould now be in possession of n1uch n10re infor1nation of this central coal basin, 

but the prosecution of the inv·estigation \Vas again deferred. 

l Tnder the tern1s of the rail,vay contract of 1898, the 'vhole of this coal reserve 

'"'as handed over to the :Thiessrs. Reid 'vho con1menced n1ining operations 011 some 

of the sea1ns at Aldery and Coal Brooks, also 011 the sean1 last discovered near 
Goose Brook. They continued to ·,vork then1 till 1900, taking out some 8,000 tons 

of coal rv hi ch they used on their locornoti yes. They did not make any effort to 

further explore the coal field by n1eans of the boring rod 'vhich 'vas clearly the ... 

proper 'vny to arriyo at any definite conclusion as to its extent or din1ensions. 

By the 1901 contract this coal reserve again reyerted to the Colony, and in 1903 

the l\Iessrs. IIarn1s,vorth, by nn arrangen1ent \vith the Governn1ent, undertook to 

explore it and apply the boring inachine to test the ground. An expert fron1 Phila­
delphia Yisite<l the p1ace und inspected son1e of the s0an1s operated by the l\Iessr8. 
Reid, but no boring 'vas instituted nor \Yas any atte111pt n1ade to further exp101 e 
the region.

This is tho history of the (~rand I.Jake Carboniferous district doyvn to the past 

season. 

CO.AI1 EXPI-'OR.A.TIOX OF 1904. 

The Govrrnrnent having appropriated $10,000 during last session of the Legis­
lature for the further profrcution of the "·ork, a Davis Calyx drill 'Yas purchased 

fro1n a cornpa.ny "·ho had in1portec1 it a fe,v years ago, and an expert dril~-n1an frcm 

Ne\v York ,yas en1ployed to rnn it. 1\.s soon as this n1an arrived he 'vas despatch­

ed to Bay \,. crte \V here the n1achine \Yas stored, to procure it. N nn1erous delays 
occurred before it could ho placed on the grouncl near Goose Brook. At Pilley' s 

Island the stearner GreyhoHn(l \vas found unserviceable, and it \Yas seyeral days be­

fore she could be put in a condition to rnake the trip North. In the n1eanti1nfl, 
before she arriycd back at I.Je,yisport, a great forest fire had laid \vaste the entire 
district. At Notre Dan1c junction C\Terything had been S\Yept a\vay, including the 
station, telegraph office, and p ::n·tions of the rail \vay track. In consequence of this 

disaster no con1n1unication could be had \vith the dril1-1nan, Brady, nor 'vas it till 
several days had elapsed that I ]earned of his \vhereabouts. I then started for 

Goose Brook \Yhere he had preceded rne. l\Ir. \V. Haddon 'vho had been despatch­

ed in charge of the cre\v seyeral days previously, had orders to select a suitable 

crunping ground, cut 'yood for firing tho boiler and n1ake other necessary arrange .. 

n1ents for the season's ;vork. 1\nother "·eek elapsed before the railn·ay connections 

\Yere fully re-established, or the n1uchine coul<l be brought along. ''Then at length 
it did reach us it \Yas found to be in a very inco1nplete condition. The ,vooden 
frame and drill head \Yero intact and in good order, but the engine proved to be a 

second-hand one and not belonging to the outfit at all.. There \YUS a box of tools, 
20 

• 
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some sn1all fittings, and but 100 feet of drill rods, 'vbile the capacity of the n1achin e 

"~as between 800 and 1, 000 feet. The n1ost essential parts of the outfit 'vere en­

tirely absent. There ,yas no boiler to generate steam with, no pump, no stand or 

casing pipe, no forge, anvil, vise, besides a great dearth of connection pipes, valves, 

joints, cutting bits, &c. The engine lacked a governor for regulating the stean1-

pressure, and a lubricator for keeping it properly oiled. 

All these essentials had to be procured before it ,\ras possible to enter upon 

boring operations. The .A.ngel Engineering Co. furnished most of the smaller 

iten1s, but the boiler, pun1p, drill rods, core barrels, cutters, &:c., had to be ordered 

fron1 N e'v York. .. 

Nun1erous delays in shipping and rail,ray carriage brought us up to an ad­

vanced date in the season before eyeryting 'vas in readiness for boring. Long 

previous to this tin1e the ground had been prepared, and a hole sunk to the bed­
rock at a suitnble point near the rail,vay track, about a half n1ile east of Goose 

Brook. 

Boring "\Yas commenced on August 13th. The strata first inet 'vith 'vas ex­
tremely hard, being chiefly a coarse, gritty sandstone, through \vhich our progress 

"ras very slow. After cutting through so1ne 35 feet of this character, the rock be-. 
came finer grained and 'vas n1ore easily bored. This again 'vas succeeded by shale 
and clay 'vith occasional thin sa~dstones. The shale \Vas characterized by holding 

fossil plants, stigmaria rootlets, and a fe"v thin coaly streaks. Nodules of kidney 
iron-stone V\1ere of frequent occurrence in the n1ore clayey strata, all of which clear­

ly indicated the presence of coal sean1s at lo,ver depths. 

'\
7hen a depth of 91 feet had been attained, the side of the hole began to cave 

in badly. About this tin1e also our drill-man, 'vho had been con1plaining for quite 

a "\vhile 'vith son1e throat affection, becan1e so ill that he 'vas obliged to come on to 
St. John's for medical treatn1ent. Ile 'vas ordered to proceed at once to Ne\v York 

to consult a specialist, and 've \"Vere thus left in a very a'vk"~ard position. A fe"' 

days previous to his leaving, ~Ir. Andre'v Ay 1,vard, a practical inechanic, well 
versed in the handling of steam, and running of n1arine engines, &c., joined us. 

He had no pr.evious experience, however, 'vith boring machines of this character, 
yet there \Vas nothing left to do but. give hin1 full charge of it . 

It "Tas no"v found that the hole 'vas so badly caved in that all efforts to clear 

it proved unavailing. \\re 'vere con1pelled to abandon it and con~unence all over 

anew. The heavy 111achinery had to be disconnected and moved several feet ; ne\Y 

connections made and stand pipes re-adjusted. All this "Tork caused considerable 

delay, but "·e 'vere ready for boring again on the 23rd of September. Fron1 that 

date by feeling our 'vay carefl"!lly along, 've n1ade very good progress, and " 1ere 
again . do,vn 90 feet \Yhen 'ye 'Vere called hon1e. 

The section passed through in this hole 'vas of course similar to the first., and 
did not afford any ne"" data. 
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The boring machine is certainly a good one, and 'vith a fe,v in1provements in 
the \Vay of cutting tools, can do very effectual \Vork. It \Vas found that while the 
chilled steel shot \Vas admirably adapted for cutting hard sandstone, or cl~an rock, 
it had very little effect upon soft shale or clay. The shot becan1e en1 bedded in the 
soft n1aterial and took no effect on the rock ; on the other hand, the toothed-cutter, 

provided for this class of material, "va.s not rnuch more serviceable, as the teeth be­
came clogged. It 'vould appear from the above facts that the machine is open to 

considerable in1proven1ent in this respect. . . 

The greatest dra\vback, ho,vover, to tho successful prosecution of a 'vork of this 
kind is the necessity of sending abroad for almost every ite1n .required in the course 

of operations, and the delay that is certain to occur in procuring then1. Almost every 
day's drilling, or eyery change of strata, calls for son1e special tools or fittings 
'vhich inay not forn1 part of the regular outfit, and unless such can be quickly pro­
cured, the 'vork is apt to be hung up for the tin1e being. During the season tools 

for such purposes had to be in1provised from 8uch materials as 'vere at hand on 
seyeral occasions. 

Previous to the arrival of the boring n1achine, and a~l throughout the season, 

such of the cre\v as were not engaged about the :drill 'vere kept busily employed 
sinking pits, making a road for transporting the heavy n1aterial fron1 place to place, 
cutting fire,vood for the boiler, &c. Nearly a n1ile of good road \Vas constructed, 
and an enormous amount of trenching and sinking perforrned. Although baffled 

in most instances in the attempt to reach the rock forrnation, owing to the great 
depth of the superficial deposit, and the influx o:f ~'ater almost every,vbere, never .. 

tbeless "re 'vere so far successful as to obtain a good general idea of the underlying . 
structure. 

The section exposed in these cuttings, together \vith that obtained by the bor­

ing, aggregated at least 1, 000 feet ir.. vertical thickneEs. Fully 800 feet of this strata 
cannot be other,vise classed than as a portion of the true coal measures. They 
consist of sandstones, coarse and fine, with alternate strata of shale and fire­
clay, containing fossil plants, stigmaria rootlets, characteristic of this portjon of the 
great Carboniferous series. Fragn1ents of coal \Vere co1ne across in almost every 
cutting, and streaks of coal or coaly matter in 1nost of the fire-clays. Two genuine 

coal seams, besides so1ne smaller ones, 'vere uncovered, but at such depths do,vn, 
sometin1es from 18 to 20 feet, that it \vas all but impossible to properly test then1. 
One of these sean1s, \vhich is about 60 feet Io,ver down in the section than the old 

seam of 1895, upon which the Reids did sorne 'vork, gave the follo,ving measure-
ment :-

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Sixty-five feet in front of the old sean1 another occur::;_, in 'vhicb there is one 

foot t'vo inche's of coal, underlaid by a thick bed of fire-clay. 'fhus \Ve have here 

in a vertical thickness of only 130 feet of the ineasufcs three 8eparate coal seun1s of 

fair size, though of rather poor quality. 'fbere is reason to suspect the existence 

of other seatns lo\Yer do\vn in the section, \vhich could not be reached \vith pick and 
shovel. 

The most in1portant result of the season's operations is the clear and unn1is .. 

takable evidence no\v obtained of the existence of a larger and n1ore pron1ising 

trough of the coal rneasures, or rather extension of the original trough, than \vas 

hitherto kno,vn. It is true that as yet 've have only got hold of the southern side 

of it, and have no definite idea ho\v .v;ide it tnay be, or ho'v far it extends. These 

are points still to be detern1ined. At all events an unbroken section of fully 1, 000 

feet, all dipping in one direction, to\vards the north, is here displayed. There is 

no indication that the centre of the trough has been reached, and to all appearances 

there may be a thousand or more feet of still higher strata in the section, all of 

'v hich n1ust be repeated on the other side of the trough. 

Another in1portant point ascertained is the fact that this portion of the coal 

trough is far ren1oved fron1 the hill range; it occupies the flat country and therefore 

has roo1n to expand both laterally and longitudinally over a very considerable area, 

nor is it so liable to be badly faulted. It n1ay be added that the 'vork of the past 

season bears out exactly 'vhat has been stated in foriner reports as to the 'videning 

out of the trough in this direction, &c. 

I shall not be surprised if on fuller exan1ination this coal basin "\vill be found 

to attain a thickness of n1easures not far short of the Sydney coal trough which 

comprises bet\veen 1, 800 and 1, 900 feet. o,ving to the higher angle of inclination 

it will not here of course occupy so extensiye a superficial area, nor does it follo'v 

that it should contain the san1e nun1ber or character of coal sean1s. 

The season throughout was an exceptionally fine one, and most favorable for the 

prosecution of the 'vork. The n1onths of July, .. A.ugust and Septen1ber ""ere exces­

sively hot and dry, the heat at times being almost tropical in its intensity. During 

all n1y long experience in the interior I do not re1nen1 ber such a period of prolonged 

heat. 

During the progress of the work a substantial shack \vas erected in 'vhich, 

\vhen leaving, all the machinery, tools, &c., except the boiler, were stored. The 

boiler "\Vas housed in 'vhere it stood, and everything carafully protected fron1 the 

vveather. 

In vie'v of the in1portance of the possession of available coal in the island, and 

the effect it must inevitably produce on the future of the n1ining development gen­

erally, I would again strongly urge the advisability not only of reserving this coal 

area, but of the Governn1ent acquiring, if possible, all the areas or pros:pecti ve areas 

in which coal is likely to occqr else1vhere in the country. 

• 
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. I 'vould respectfully suggest· that in future no fee sin1 ple grants of the coal 'be 
issued to any person, so as to avoid the locking up of this valuable asset indefi­

nitely. These areas should only be leased on an annual royalty to capitalists '"ho 
would undertake to operate the1n, and 'vho \Yould enter upon their develop1nent 

• 
· _ with as little delay as possible, the lease to cease so soon as the lessees failed to ful-

fill their obligations. I do not think it would be ad visa.ble to lease all the ureas to 

one company, as it might be to4.ts advantage to operate but one mine and pay all 
the royalties thereon. Unless sornething of this kind is car1 ied into effect ere it be 

too late, the mining industry n1ay be seriously if not irreparably injured. 

These rernarks are founded upon the history of Noya Scotia and Cape Breton, 

'vhose valuable coal areas 'vere for a lengthened period held by absentees in Eng­

land, u·nder old leases fron1 the Cro,vn, to the great detriment of those province~. 

In the end the Provincial Govern in en ts "·ere cou1 pell eel to repossess thern at an 
enormous cost. 'Vi th such an example before us 've should try to avoid falling 
into a similar error. 

rrusting these remarks 'vill be received in the light in 'vhich they are intended' 
viz.) in the best interests of the country,

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• FISHERIES' REPORT, 1904 . 

THE CODFISHERY. 

RECOGNIZIXG the fact that the coclfisheries of N e-\vfoundland have been for 

centuries the 111ainstay of the Is1and, and that they 'vill continue to be of equal in1-

portance to future generations, priority is given to this, the greatest of our staple 

industries in the present annual Report of this Department, the special duty of: 
'"hi ch is to elicit and taLulate reliable infor1nat.ion on all that concerns the gro,vth 

and progress of the Yarions branches of the fisheries, " 1hich n1ay be con1prised 

under three heads : first, the shore fishery ; second, that of the L~brador, an-cl 

thirdly, the Bank Fishery. 

The s·hore fishery of 1901 taken as a \vhole, has been n1uch belo'v an average, 

although in Notre Dan1e Bay and adjoining districts, the catch "·as fairly success­

ful throughout n1ot:t of the season, but the sa1ne cannot be said of any other locality 

in the Island. 

The early Spring Bhor~ codfishery opened \vith bright prospects generally, fish 

of large sL~e being f0uncl in aLundancc on 1nost of the fishing grounds, and fair 
catches '"ere n1ade 011 a lin1itec1 supply of herring bait, snpplen1ented by the use of 

jiggers, and on the arri yal of cap1in the fisher!llen anticipated a prosperous voyage, 

but contary to all Expectations, nncl as an exception to tee general rule, the caplin 

never ca1nc to land, except in a fc,v localities, and then only in srnall quantities, 

and as a natural consequence the fish deserted the shore, finding the caplin so1ne 

distance off in the act of spa,vning in deep \Yater, 'vhere it becan1e f3ur.feited, and 

,yas thus inaccessable either to the hook and line fishern1en, or tho5e provided \vith 
l" I 

traps, as the latter are only successful \Vhen the fish is on the n1ove, and the former 

\Yhen it is not glutted, to use a popular expression. 

The prin1e part of the season as regards the shore fishery thus went past 'vith­

out any appreciable in1proyen1cnt in the catch, either on squid or herring bait, nnd 

the fa11 catch generally niny be put do,vn as the sn1a1lest on record. Codtraps, 

no'v so largely used in thjs fishery in n1any localities, '\Vere a co1nplete failure, and 

the general a vernge catch by this n1ethod of fishing has been the 'vorst ever 

experienced since their in trod n ction. 

The J_;abrador fishery, next in in1portance to that of the shore, n1ade in the 
aggregate a better sho,ving. Fron1 Blanc Sablan, in the Straits, to the ~1oravian 

settlen1ents, a. co~st 1ine of frorn four to five hundred n1iles, the fishery throughout 

the season '-ras fairly successful, \Yhilst the '' floaters,'' the local designation of the 

n1igratory schoonPrs, taken as a '"hole, also did fairly '\Yell, although as 'vill always 

hn11pen, quite a fe,v from one cause or another \Vere unsuccessful. In the Straits 

of Belle Isle the fishery did not open "\Yell, but contrary to expectation improved 

n1aterially as the season advanced, a son1e"\vhat unusual and exceptional occurrence, 

as in that locality the best results are usually obtained in the early part of the 

season.

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On the Southern part of J.;abraclor, fron1 Battle Harbour to Grady, fisliern1en 

n1e.t 'vith a fair measure of success. 

For planters and fishermen engaged in this branch of our staple industry, if 

the catch rras not in all instances up to expectations, a111ends '\Yere n1ade by good 

prices, $3. 70 per quintal being obtained for shipn1ents direct fron1 the coast, and 
nearly $1. 00 per quintal over that being the average price of '\Vhat '\Vas brought 
ho1ne in salt bulk and cured in tho yarious outports. 

The Bank fishery, as prosecuted by locally o'vned vessels, has fallen consider .. 

ably t>hort of that of last season, o'ving in no small degree to the '\Vant of bait 

throughout n1ost of the season, 'vhereby n1uch valuable t.in1e 'vas lost. In thiR 

connection, as it is Jnanifest that the bait supply is . the key of the situation for a 

successful prosecution of all branches of the fishery, it is "rell ""orth the considera­
tion of the Legislature '\V hether n1easures should not be taken to prevent a reccur­

rence of a si1nilar state of affai:s, by providing for an adequate supply of b1it to 
vessels O\Yned in the Coluny, before supplying these sailing under another flag. 

The epirit and letter of ''The B~it Act'' points most decidely in this direction, 

and the in1portancc of this valuable enactn1ent is becorning daily n1orc apparent. 

Before ta.king leave of this subject, en1bracing as it docs the oldest and most 

valuable of nll our staple industries, a fc\v general ren1arks n1ay not be out of 

place. 

As regards the cure of ihc current seasons catch of codfish, that of the shore 

product 'yns of a :f~urly good standard, 'Yith the exception of a portion of the early 
catch '\Yhich deYelopcd n1ore than the usual proportion of ''rest India, caused by 

an abnorn1al continuance of \varn1 'veather, whereby inany of the fish that 'vould 
other\vise have been of n1ercbantable quality, becan]C sun cracked rrncl split do"'n 

the centre in course of repeated handling . 

It hns been stateu that son1e cargoes exported direct fron1 Labrador 'vere sub­
ject to considernble rcclan1ations on arriyal at nlarket for alleged defecti vo cure. 

This con1p1aint, jf vrc11 founded, 1nay have been o\ving to the prevalence of unfav­

ourable 'veather for curing, 'vhich prcyailed n1ore or less for n1ost of the season on 
n1ost parts of the coast. N evcrthelet:s, it is understood that exporters have had 

reason, on the '"hole, to be satisfied 'vith the results of their shipn1ents to foreign 

n1a.rkets by stca1ners and sailing vessels. The foreign rnarkets generally, 'vith the 
exception of Brazil in the early part of the season, have responded 'vell to the ex­
ceptionally high figures required by exporters to con1pensatc them for the handsome 

prices ruling in the local n1arket, "·hich have so n1aterially helped to in1pro\Te the 
condition of our local " toilers of the sea" con~cquent on the shortness of the 
catch. 

The presence of Nova Scotian buyers in our n1arket., O"\ving to their O\Vn sho1t 

catch, 'vith the con1petition of onr local n1crchnnh~, led to an a}rnost entire absence. 

-
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of cull, a circu1nstance '\vhich is to be regretted as being a direct incentive to lo\Yer­

ing the standard of our staple article, con1ing as it does into con1petition '\vith that 

of our rivals of other fish producing countries. N e\vfoundland has nothing to fear 
in this respect, if all concerned used their best endeavours to turn out tt first-class 

article, as it is universally conceded that our grand staple has no rival if properly 

hand led in its various stages of preparation. 

The responsibility for dcfecti ve cure rests in the first place \Vith the fishern1an, 

and possibly in a greater degree '\vith the merchant, who certainly has the po\ver of 

reftudng to purchase an inferior article~ or only at such reduction in price as \You1d 

ultin1ately con1pe1 a 'vholeson1e reforrn by tho~e '\Yho Rysten1n,tiea1ly evade ihe con­

ditions necessary to a satisfactory cure. 

So long as the producer of inferior fish is the best paid, as has of late but too 

frequently been the c!lse, '\vill the standard of excellence decrease, to say nothing of 

the irnpolicy or injustice of such a course of action. 

The only reliable source of statistical information available to the Board is that 
supplied by the Custon1s Dcpartn1ent, the fiscal year of \vhich tern1inates \Vith thP 

n1onth of June in each year, so that the con1plete returns of i1nports uncl exportR 

can on]y be ascertained for the year ending \Vi th June 1904. It is therefore in1pos­

siblo at the present titne accurately to ascertain the shortnge in the catch of codfish 

fqr the current year, but competent authorities place the combined shortage of the 

Shore, Bank and Labrador fisheries in the neighbourhood of 150,000 qtls. as con1-
pare<l \Vith that of an average year. 

The annexed extract from the I-Ialifax lJfarithne Merchant ne,vspa.per of recent 

date gives the follo\ving interesting figures : '' The catch of dry fish in North At­

lantic 'vaters has been variously estimated at fron1 350,000 to 450,000 qnintals 

short of an average year, inade up about as follo'\YS :-

'' The latter fishery is in reality Raid to be about ~50, 000 quintals less than 
1001-1£02 catches." 

There can l.>e little doubt that the marked shortage in the French and Nova 

Scotian Bank fisheries is attributable to the san1e cause \vhich injuriously affected 

the operations of our local banking fleet, viz., the \Yant of an adequate bait supply. 

The decided decJinc of the French bank Fisheries of the past t\VO seasons has 

had a ~a1ntary effect on the price of Labrador fiRh in all the European 1narkets, 
21 
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'vhere the product @f the French fisheries kno,vn as ''Lave " conies into direct 

con1petition 'vith our Labrador catch ; tho British fishern1en being handicapped by 

the bonus of upproxin1ately $2. 00 per quintal allo,v-ed by the French Governn1ent 

on all fish of French origin exported to those 111arket~, 'vhich are the principal con­
snn1crs of this c1ass of fish. 

Our total export of codfish by Custon1s returns for tho past fiye years \VflR ns 

follo,vR, sho,ving an average ann UJ.l export of 1, 322, 46G quj ntals :-·-

As already stntec.1~ the catch for 1904-5 cannot be definitely asccrtainc<l until 

the Custon1s returns arc co1npleted in J nne next, by 'vhich tin·1e nearly all the fish 

of the pa.st year 'vill haYe been exported. 

The 'vinter fishery on the \'Test Const, no\v in progress, has been n1nch retard­

ed by inc1cn1ent \Yeatbcr, nnd present indicntionR point to a sn1all catch in tha~ 

locality. / 

R·en1en1bering that tho diet of our population is largely con1posecl of fresh and 

sJ.lted fish ; that also a large a1noun t of bait fishes are, under certain regulations, 

sold to the United States and Canadian vessels, besides those used by our o'·vn fish­

ermen ; it is considered by son1e authorities that at least one n1illion and a quarter 

dollars, expended in this ,yay, should be annually added to the tabulated value of 

our fishery prod nets. 

The Fisheries Board desire to place on record the follo,ving 

d The conditi9ns that have obtained during the past fishing season n1ark n1oro 
forcibly than ever the fact that Ne,vfoundland, so long as she controls the supply 

of bait fishes, has at her co1nn1and an in1111ensely po,verful lever 'vhich can at any 
time be used, if necessary, against her rivals in North An1erican 'vaters to lin1it 

their catch. Such preponderance does this control, in fact give her, that if she 

should choose to use her po,ver, there seen1s every probability that she could very 

quickly drive all the other banklng fleets practically off the oce~n, a.nd dictate at 

her '1vill the price that they shall pay for salted codfish. 

'~ The bait fishes constitute the i11ost yaluable asset that this Colony possesses, 

and it is not \vithout concern that this Board recognizes the fact that both in 1904 

and in 1903 the supply of bait 'vas unusually deficient, and that our o'vn banking 

fleet 'vere great1y handicapped thereby. 

" It n1ay be said t11at in none of the regular baiting grounds did either squid 

or caplin put in their appearance in tho usual quantity or at the usual tin1e; herring 

also have been v-ery ~carce . 

• 
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" As to '\vhether this deuline in the quantity of bait fishes con1ing to our shores 
is due to ten1porary changes in the inovcn1ents of the ocean currents or to changes 
in the ten1perature of the \Yater or to other caus2s, there are unfortunately no data 
available at present upon 'vhich an intelligent opinion can be forn1ed. 'fhe Board 
is no'v endeavouring to obtain the vie,vs of son1e fishern1en at the centres of the 
bait traffic on these· po in ts. 

'' Ten1porary shortages in the bait supply, lasting for a year or t\\1 0 at a ti1ne, 
however, have occurred at different periods in the Colony's history, and there seems 
therefore no reason to suppose that the position of our inland \Yaters \vith regard to 
the bait fisheries is other than ten1porarily affected. The collection of inforn1ation 
as to the best n1eans of preserving and distributing bait an1ong our fh~her1nen is of 
the greatest importance. 

" 1\ttention is called to Inspector O'Reilly' s report attached hereto, sho\ving 
• 

the large increase in the atten1pts to <lefy tho bait act, both on the part of our O\Yn 

people and on that of captains of French Ycssels, and the Board readily endorses 
his recon1n1endation that a special station be located near Lan1aline 'vith a stean1 
launch attached, to watch n1ore closely the interests of this Colony during the fish­
ing season ; and also that Custon1 Honse Officers be given a Com1nission upon fees 
for Foreign fishing and bait I.1icenses issued by the111.'' 

COD OIL. 

The yield of cod oil (co1nn1on) \Vas good, ancl local Yalue, about $80.00 per 
tun, fairly satisfactory. 

COD-LI\TER OII.1. 

The high price obtained for refined oil last season \VUS an indncen1ent to n1any 
planters to extend their business in this direction. The foreign n1arkets at present 
appear to be 'Yell stocked, either through consun1ptio11 being checked or by an in­
creased production in Nor,vay. rrbo prices obtained ,vere norn1a1. Our local 
n1anufacturers are producing a high and satisfactory grade of refined oil, strongly 
co1nn1endcd for its inedicinal qualities. 'I'he livers are clean.1y handled, the oil is 

. attractive in appearance, and tho packages are n1ade and shipped in the latest in1-
proved n1ethod. 

COLD S'fOR1\.GE FOil BAIT. 

'fhe liberal action by the I)egislaturo in providing bounties to encourage the 
building and rnaintenance of cold storage plants, has resulted, to date, in the con­
struction of several buildings in the outports, viz :-

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It is confidently hoped that this enterpriBe, by stocking the refrigerator~ with 
bait when plentiful, \Vill ensure a con!:)tant supply throughout the season to the 
fish~rmen in the vicinity. If the con1ing sea:::;on proves the success of those operated, 
it 'vill, \vitbout doubt, stirnulate the establi8hn1ent of rnany others in places 'vhere 
the difficulty of procuring bait at times during the fishing , season has heretofore 
been felt. 

NOTES ON THE FREN'CH B1\Nl{ .AND SHORE FISHERIES, l~c. 

Although not coining 'vithin the scope of the records of this Departn1ent, the 
.. success or other,vise of the French Bank fishery as has alrectdy been briefly referred 

to in the imn1ediately preceding section of this report, exercises a n1aterial influence 
in detern1ining the val ne of the product of our o'vn fisheries, part:cularly that of 
Labrador 'vhich has for the past t'vo years realized a higher range of prices in the 
markets of Spain, Italy and Greece, than bas been knoi.vn for n1any past years, con­
sequent upon the n1arked decline of the French Bank fishery, which the annexed 
table of exports taken fron1 the French official records \vill serve to illustrate :

'fhe shortage observable in those returns has doubtless been n1ainly caused by 
the inability of procuring adequate supplies of fresh bait., 'vhich similarly affected, 
although in a less degree, the operations of the American, Nova Scotian, and our 
o'vn bankers, favoured although the latter '\Yere by the facilities afforded therr1 
under our ''Bait Act,'' 'vhicb plainly indicates that the bait supply is the key to 
a successful prosecution of the fisheries. 

The recently concluded "Anglo-French Treaty," \vhich will become operative, 
as far as Ne,vfoundland is concerned, during the currency of the present season, 
marks a new era in the history of the Colony, removing it is to be hoped for ever 
from its territory the baneful effects of obsolete treaties more than a hundred years 
in existence, the repeal or rnodification of 'v hich has hitherto baffled the efforts of 
both British and Freuch di plo1natists. 

The cordial relations no'v happily existing Let\veen the Governn1ents of Great 
Britain and France, 'vhich enabled the high contracting parties to accon1plish so 
desirable a task, is a matter of sincere congratulation to all engaged in its consum~ 
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ination, in \V hich it is universally conceded our O\Vll gracious Sovereign l{ing 
Ed,vard p1a.yed a pron1inent and successful part, the sjgnificance of \vhich, aE:sun1ing 

as it does an event of international in1portancc, cannot fail to be felt beyond the 

confines of Ne,vfoundland.

THE SEAI_J FISHERY. 

'fhe Ne\vfoundland hair seal fishery is the largest of its kind in the \vorld, and 

in point of seniority con1es next to the cod fisheries. For n1any years its in1port­

ance '\Vas only second to that of the codfishcry, but since the introduction of stea1n, 

and the total diappearance of sailing yessels, 'vith the exception of a fevv sn1all 

schooners employed in 'vhat is termed "the Gu1f Fishery" its value to the com­

n1on\vealth has seriouslv declined.

Under the old regime one half of the sealB \Yent to the cre,vs of the sailing ves­

sels 'vith, as a rnatter of co.urse, a "~ider distribution of the fruits of the voyage. 

N e,vfoundlanders have no equals in .this hazardous business, "' hich ha.s £01 

then1 a peculiar attraction, not\vithstanding the n1a,ny tragic occurrences that have 

from time to tin1e taken place .

It is a n1atter for tbankful recognition that no casualities have to be recorded 

in connection \vi th last Spring' s sealfishery, 'vhich inay be considered one of fair 

succe8s as can be seen fro1n the annexed record of the last fiye years operations. 

It is a note\rort.hy fact that this industry has been prcserycd fron1 tho total 

~~tinction 'vith 'vhich it 'vas threatened 'vhen second trips of stea111ers \Vere pern1itt .. 

~d, whereby n1any thousands of breeding seals 'vcre destroyed, a 1arge proportion 

:e.scaping fatally '"'onnded.

This is surely an ,abject lesson in successful legis1q.t}~H?, fqr the heneqt of the 
.con1n1on,vealth, irrespective of privat.e inte!·~st~.

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Arrangements h2ve been n1ade by n1utual consent of the O\vners of steamers 
en1ployed in the seal fishery, to delay sailing of the fleet this season until the 13th 
of l\Iarch, instead of the 10th, as in forn1er years, anr1 no seals \Vill be taken until 

the 15th of 1\farch. This is generally recognized as a step in the right direction, 

tending to preycnt the chances of the taking of in1 n1atnre seals. 

It is vvell knov~rn that the presence of vessels an1ong the seals, con1pr1s1ng a 

comparatively sn1all areai, prevents the young seals from maturing so ra,pidly as they 

'vould do undisturbed by the presence of ycssels and cre\YB, eyen if killing has not 
co1nmenced, as the i11othcr seals under such circun1stanc0s are prevented in a great 
ll1easure fron1 regularly suckling their young, 'vhich is tho pri111e factor in the 

phenon1enally rapid growth of the young seals. 

T'vo of the finest vessels of the N e\vfoundland sealing fleet \Vero· nl>seut fron1 
the past Spring's operations. The ]{e1)tune, chartered by the Canadian Govern­

rnent for exploration, \Vas 'vintered in Hudson's Bay, and the Terra 1\...-orri forn1ed 

one of the relieving ships in quest of the '' Discovery '' in_ the Antarctic. The 

former of these fine stearners has returned to this Colony and 'vill forn1 part of the 

1905 fleet.

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THE \VIIALE FISHERY. 

There has been a very large increase in this enterprise during the past year. 

Fron1 the pioneer con1n1encen1ent of the industry in 1898 'Yith tw'o factories, and 

an expenditure of about $100, 000, there are no"r fourteen factories in active opera­

tion representing a capital of son1e,vhe1~e about tl1ree quarters of a n1illion dollars. 

Five 111ore in course of co!~npletion 'vill be in 'vorking ordr.r early in the ensuing 
• spring. 

Altogether there have been to elate 49 app1ications for licenseR, 19 of \vhich 

baye been granted and pa.id for, leaving little or uo roon1 for the issue of further 

licenses. 

This fishery is no'v entirely prosecute<l by stean1ers all of 'vhich have been 

built in Nor,vay, and are largely n1anned by experienced natives of that country, 

,vho are adepts in the use of the "harpoon gun" charged \vith the deadly n1odern 

explosive projectile, fron1 'vhicl1 a fish rarely escapes. But the yery large nun1ber 
of n1en employed in the n1annfacture of the \vhaleR are \vithout exception British 

subjects.

This inclnstry \Yhich Ul!til recently prornised to give excellent returns, has un­

doubtedly suffered very seriously fron1 the abnorn1al drop in ~the price of oil. 

''Tith No. 1 'vhale oil quoted at £13 10 0 in Glasgo'v the prospects for the industry 

are not very good. 

The Fishery Board draw"s attention to the fo1lo,ving n1atter, \Vithout con1n1it .. 

ting itself to any definite reco1nn1enclation regarding it : 

'' There is a strong feeling among those carrying on the business that the 
present annual tax is excessive, the suirl: of $1, 500. 00 per annum per station being 

in fact more than the industry can stand under present conditions. It has been 

suggested that a s1nall charge upon each \Vhale brought in 'voulcl be a inore equit­

able forn1 of tax than that no'v in1posc<l. 

"It n1ust of course be expected that in the course of years the nun1 ber of 
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'vhalcs frequenting our near shore \vaters \Vill decline; but it is the opinion of n1any 

, of those 1nost closely connected 'vith the industry that the decline \vill be very 

gradual, and that it \Yill be e:fiected through the continued hunting of the anin1al 

causing the1n to keep further off shore 'vhere they are not so easily captured, rather 

than through any in1111ediate serioue depletion in tho ocean schools 'vhich frequent 

the North Atlantic. So long as the nun1ber of stations and stean1ers licensed to pro 

secute the fishery is strictly 1in1ited, Yery Jittle danger of an extern1ination of these 

n1an1als is apprehended, so far at least as the Ne,vfonndland fishery is concerned. 

It n1ust be ren1cn1bered, ho\Ycver, that this industry is no'v being eagerly taken up 

in rnany countries. 

"There seen1s to be no rcasor. to suppose that the nu1nber of \vhales frequPnt­

ing our \Yaters has as yet been ~ubstantially reduced ev·en in these localitieR \Yhere 

\vhaling has been vigorously prosecuted for the past five years. 

"Scientific investigations carried on in various countries sho'v that the foocl of 

the 'vhale consists ahnost exclusi ve1y of small crustacea. These are found in enor­

n1ous quantities in the ston1ach of the \Vhale, and they form the principal, if not 

the only food of the 'Yha1e. Jjtt1e else practically is ever found in the \vhales 

caught in onr "raters. 

'~ Present kno\vlcdge see1ns to indicate that the sa1ne causes operate b~h upon 

the bait fishes and the \vha1es, and that these causes determinate \vithin certain 

lin1its the n1igration of both species to,varcls the lancl. 

"In vie\v of the itnportance of the interests involYed it may be desirable to 

have a careful inyest~gation into the 'vholc question, so as to be prepared 'vhen the 

proper tirne co1nes to intelligent.ly take such action as circumstances require.'' 

The \vhaling industry is already rising, or perhaps has risen, to secon~ place 

in i1nporta.nce in our fisheries. Both the capital involved, and the value of the 

product, as 'ye]l as the an1ount paid ont for labour are no\v possibly in excess of 

those connected \vith the seal fisherv . ., 

Under the "'ise regulations for the prevention of \Vaste and pollution carried 

out under Govern1nent inspection, the entire constitutents of the 'vhale are no\Y 

utilized, and our 'vhaling plants are inorc sanitary and n1odern than those of any 
other countrv . ., 

The Goyernn1en t derives a considerable revenue for licenses issued to thoRe 

engaged in this industry, ns "'ill be seen by the list fo11o,ving :

TIII~ LOBSrrER FISHERY. 

Tl1e catch of lobsters in the Colony is about the sarne as lnst year. The size of 

the lobster is not nearly so large as 'vhcn the tinning industry ''Tas starteJ. It is 
noticeable that female lobsters 'vitl1 ripe spa,vn attached are not so plentifully 
caught as forn1erJy. The Colony's rules f0rbid the taking of lobsters after the 20th 

of July, on tl1e Coast \'Test of Cape Race, or the 1st of August on the Coast Xorth 
of that point. This restriction, though at first strongly criticised, is no"\iv heartily 

approved of and supported by an over\vhel1ning n1a.jority of those engaged in this 
fishery. The prevention of ar:y further decline in the yield fro1n the fishing 

grounds being due to this restrictive but protecting regulation . 

• 
The returns frorn the factories ·are inconap1ete, but are probably as heretofore 

in the vicinity of 30, 000 cases. Tl1e nu1n ber of factorieR is nearly 1500. On the 

f<•rn1atio11 of the Fisheries Con1111ission in 1887 it vvas decided that no pen~on should 
be permitted to engag,e in this industry unless he obtained a license giving l1im 
po\ver to do so. This license has been issuefl free up to this tin1e. 

lNcDBATORs.-In the Bays of Notre Dan1e and Bonavista. on the N.E., and 

Fortune on the S. ''r· Coast, several incubator stations are operated. The spa,vn is 
collected fro1n the nearby factories and placed in floating incubators. In a short 

~ 'vbi1e the eggs are hatched and the yc)ung crustaceans appear and thrive and gro,Y, 

and in due ti1ne are placed in their native 'vaters. The debateable point is : 'vhat 
becon1es of then1? l\Iany of t11e doubters ayer that they are irnn1ediately devoured 

by the rnultitude of predacious sn1all fishes. Other fishern1en contend that the up­
keep of the lobster is due to the operation of these incubators. 

Reports from the'""'" ardens all assert that this valuable shell fish is getting scarcer 
(and smaller) in all directions. l\Iany of tho n1ost inte11igent fishern1Pn and traders 

• 
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'vould 'velcon1e an edict prohibiting the· taking of lobsters for a period of yeare, 
three or five, in order that the species n1ight be propogated and increased. There 
is much force in their argu1uents that if this is not done the ultin1ate results inay be 
disastrous. 

• • 

The Board otrongly approyes of the encouragen1eut of the hatching of lobsters 
by n1eans of incubators. 

It is regrettable to inark that the pack of lobsters during the past season has 
sho,vn upon the average a n1arked falling off in quality. 

The Board have had under serious consideration the best 1nethod of in1proving 
the grade of these goods, and hope to find son1e efficient n1eans of dealing 'vith this 
difficulty. 

THE HERRING lflSIIERY. 
, 

In the Spring this fishery is not prosecuted to apy extent, as the spa\vning sea-
... 

son is on. A considerable quantity arc ba.rrelled in St. George's Bay and sold 
principal~y to Nova Scotia buyers, presun1ably for shipn1ent to .. the \Vest lndie8. 
Small lots 'vere also put up in this 'vay in Placentia and Fortune Bays, and at 
\Vhite Bay. 

The great catch of herring is n1ade on the \Vest Coast at Bay of Islands. As 
stated in last year's report the catch during the fall and 'vinter of 1903-4 was a 
large one, and at this date of 'vriting the fishery has been very successful. The 
herring are sold to the United States and Canadian vessels, and, 'vith the excep- , 
tion of pickle 1 herring in barrels, shipped in bulk to ports on the adjoining contin­
ent. Before frosty 'veather sets in the fish are salted, but this method of 
preservation is discarded \vhen freezing the fish is practicable. The 1vinter \Vas a 
severe one and n1any vessels 'vere unfor~unately frozen in the arms of the Bay of 
Islands, and unable to reach their homes until released in the spring, doubtless en­
tailing considerable loss to those engaged in the e~terprise. The ininin1un1 
statutory price paid to our fisher1nen is $1. 25 per barrel of 32 gallons, as they are 
taken from the nets. Bonds are entered into that the cargoes shall be landed at a 
port in the United States or Canada, for food purposes only, which boncl is released 
on the production of a landing certificate to that effect. During the present fall 
several schooners have visited \Vhite Bay and Notre Dan1e Bay, and ap_pear to ha ye 
secured cargoes in this 'vay also. It is probable that _other vessels n1ay, as the 
'vinter proceeds, con1e to Fortune and Placentia Bays, in order to avoid the risk of 
being frozen up at Bay of Islands, taking 'varning by last \Vinter' s predicament. 
In former years these latter mentioned bays produced herring in large numbers, 
and it .is probable that they " 1ill do so again. Fortune Bay \Vas once sty led the 
'' home of the herring ~' and it was fully imagined to be in this character a source 
of perpetual 'vealth. The reason principally assigned for the falling off of the her­
ring fishery in this Bay, is that the waters- \Yere polluted by the enormous quantities 
of dead herring annually thro,yn overboard. 
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A note of 'varning rnay be sound eel for the benefit of Bay of Islands, as infor­

n1ation reaches this Departn1ent that son1e destruction of herring has taken place 

there, 'vhich, if not checked or abandoned, inay be follo,ved by disastrous results. 

The establishn1ents at \17hite Bay, Sound Island, in Placentia Bay and at Bay 
of Islands, continue to pack and barrel herring of a superior quality, nJostly after 

the Scotch method, but for various reasons the industry does not appear to gro'v 

larger year by year. 

The Sub-Collector of Custo111s at Birchy Cove has furnished the follo,ving list 
of schooners, 'vith the details of herring cargoe8, 'vhicl1 have cleared fro1n Bay of 

Islands up to the end of Decernber 1904. This docs not include a fe,v vessels sail- ' 

ing frorn Larl{ Harbour at the mouth of the Bay, ( V\'"eather and ice conditions pre­

yenting an intercourRe 'vith that place of late.) As before stated a few cargoes in 

bulk have also been shipped fron1 Kotre Dan1e and \Vhite Bays. The fall fishery 

at Bonne Bay has been a failure.

Ne\vfoundland and its great dependency-, Lahrador, are the home of the J-\.tlan­

tic Saln1on. The king of the river. 'fhe finest of a11 fi8hes, both for sport and the 

table.

As a con1n1ercial fish "t;aln1on salar" ah;o 8tands pre-e1ninent, the clernand 

al\vays exceeding the supply. In London alone there are aJ,vays (according to the . 
oftlcial report of the British fisheries) over one thousand tons short every year in 

the actual supply of the great capital. The average \vholesnJe price is given at the 

high figure of thirty-eight cents per pound, nearly t\venty times the average price of 

cod and haddock. The tinned salrnon fron1 British Colun1bia is quoted 'vholesale at 

58. 4<l. stg. per dohen. Okell's patent porcelain pack~d at lls, and Nor\vegian· Lac 

sliced salmon in oil at 19s. stg ... per dozen one pound tins. The high price of Sal-

111011 in England is even exceeded on the Continent, especially in Ger1nany, \Yhere 

this fish is al\vays abnorn1ally scarce and dear. 

Both Ne\vfoundland and Labrador contain a great nun1ber of saln1011 rivers. 

Unfortunately not of much value for internal communications, but nearly all splen' .. 



did saln1on rivers, an<l abounding in fine sea and brook trout. On tho I_Jabrador 
the sea trout are very large, up to ten p)uncls. In the K e\vfoundland rivers tl1ey 
are generally sn1aller, running fron1 one to fi ye pou!~ds, except in Fox Island Riv-er 
and 'Vhite Bay, \Vhcre fish of seven and eight pounds have been taken. 

The value of saln1on ri \"Ors for sport has i1nn1cnsely increased of late years. 

Acln1iral Sir ,V. R. ICennedy, I{. C. B., \vri tes that ri ver.s in N or,vay that a fe\v years 
ago could be hired for three hundred pounds sterling, or ·a hundred pounds a rod, 
no'v cannot be obtained for less than nine hundred pounds for tho season. The 

san1e rule applies to Scot] and, and it is said that all the best ri vcrs in Canada are 
no'v leased by the Don1inion GO\"Crn1nent, n1ostly to }~n1erican 1nillionaires, at fabu-

lous prices. 

It 'vill be seen at once fron1 these 'veli kno,vn fact::5 'vhat an iu1n1ense attraction 
·our free rivers and splendid salrnon· st.rea1ns pre~ent to touridts nnd .anglers. Ko 
other country can afford then1 such ad vantage for sport. No other fishing can be 
compared for one n1on1ent 'vith ·s~tln1on angling. This delightful pnstin1e involves 
no hardships. It can be enjoyed here by all, old and young. It rnakes no den1an·d 
on bodily strength or activity of the nerves. On in any ri v<~rs all the fishing can be 
carried on fron1 a boat or canoe. For one caribou shooter there are a dozen anglere . 

. 
Both con1n1ercially. and as an attraction for tunri~ts it "~ill Le readily recog-

nized that there are i111n1ense possibilities in saln1on. 'fhc quo~tion to be considered 
is ho'v the preservation and production of this valnab1e fish n1ay bo increaf;od. 

Until the past fe,v year.::; no attention 'vhatevcr \Vas p~tid to onr sahnon rivers. 
They v1ere netted, barred and polluted 'vi th rnill ref Lt Se to sucl1 an extent that they 

had become absolutely barren. \i1ithin the n10111ory of living n1en a thousand 
tierces of sa1nlOJ1 'vere taken in the splendid Gander Ui Yer, 'vorth $20, 000. 00. rn·. 
1890 the Fisheries Con1111ission "·ere infor1ned that the 'vhole catuh 'vas less than 
50 tierccs. 'fho river above Salt I8lancl \Vas barred by nets, and this prevented the 

• 
ascent of the breeding fish. 1"'he destruction of the river in consequenec of sucl1 a 
suicidal proceeding 'vas inevitable. 'Ve take tho Ch1ndcl' as a conspicuous exain ple 
of critninal neglect and "ran ton injury to our ri 'Vers, but the san1e story can be told 
of the Exploits, the Codroy, and every other ri \·er in the Island and I--'abrador. 
The results are sl-o\vn very conspicuously in our pat)t exports of salinon. Fron1 
1892 to 1808 they rangocl fron1 837, 000 to $40, 7D8. 

Since 1900 a really 8erions atten1pt has been 1nade to iinprovo thcr saln1on fish., 
ery, and to enforce the la,vs. 1\11 netting has been prohibited in our rivers. On 
the chief rivers \Ve lutYO indcpo_ndcnt testin1ony of tourists that lhc river 'vardens do 
good 'York. But rn uch n1ore ren1ains to be <,_lone. rrhot \Vardens should be better 
paid in son1e instances, and the ri vcrs should be pcriodica11y inspected during the 
season by at least t\VO travelling inspectors. rrhe Board can point alre<.tdy to 801110 

manifest good resulting fron1 irnproved attention to th·o rivers. The best proof of 
all is the n1arked increq,se in the weight of the flsb t,;.1ken bJth by angler3 and in 
nets. 

... 
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The late l\Ir. Neilson reported in 1889 the total absence of large breeding fi::;h 

in the rivers. 'fhere 'vas nothing but grilse of 4 and 5 lbs. J\dn1iral l{ennedy and 

other sportsn1en rernarkc<l on tho absence of large fish in our rivers. 'I'he returns 
of the catches of anglers sho'v n1any t\venty pound and so1ne thirty pound fi::;h . 

. This year and last the 'vardens of I.little Codroy Ri yer report the presence of very . 
large saln1on in the UJ)per pools. 'They 'vere seen by ecveral, and this season a 
thirty pound fish is reported. 

Experts arA all agreed that the 111ost practical and effectiye 'vay to protect and 
improve this fishery is the sirnple n1ethod of giving the spa,vners free access to their 

breeding grounds. The .larger and n1ore extended the area of these breeding 
grounds the greater 'vill be the natural increase of the fish. 

The Codroys, Harry's Brook and the Hun1ber are the rivers inost frequented 

by tourists. The rE:sidents have discovered the value of such visitord, and in con-
• 

sequence these strean1s are fairly 'vell looked after, and there is little poaching or 
obstruction. Every year 111ore fisl1 and of larger size are caught. The returns no\v 

sho'v as good sport as can be obtained any,vhere in the 'vorl<l. OI course a good 
deal depends upon the 'vincl, the \Veather, the skill of the angler, and the high or 
low water in the river. This season "\Vas abnorn1a11y dry, and the rivers in conse­

quence 'vere _in very poor condition. 

Con1n1odore l\Iontgon1erie, R. N., 'vho i3 a yery experienced fisher1nan, de­
clarecl that he had never seen a river so full of fine sahnon as the Grand Ri Yer of 

Codroy, and still n10re can be said of Codroy I_jittle River, the ·H u1nber and !Iarry' s 
Brook. They are all an object lesson in the good results of policing the strean1s 
effectually. ..A.11 are full of young fish . 

• 

SAL~ION l.JADDERS. -Recognizing the i1n porta,nce of these aids to the breeding fish 

in their efforts to reach suitable spa,vning localities·in the upper 'vn,ters of n1any of 

our riyers, heretofore barred against their ascent by reason of fa1ls or other natural 
obstacles, the Board detern1ined to make an effort to initiate this n1ueh needed re­

form in dealing with obstructions in son1e of our b2st kno\vn stre3.n1.~, \vith the fo1-
Jo,ving result : 

They 'vere fortunate in obtaining the services of an experienced blaster, l\Ir. 

E. McHeale, and a capital cre'v of n1en fron1 Alexander Bay. As tho \Vork: \Vas 

entirely new, and the services of a trained engineer 'vere not obtainable, all the ar­

range1nents had to be carried out by an official of the Board. 

The first ladder 'vas erected on the upper falls of the Terra Noya Ili ver. '1'ho 

'vork presented great difficulties o'ving to the precipitous nature of the banks of tho 
strea1n, and the height of the 'vatcrfall. A sheer 'vall of rock had to he blasted out 
in order to obtain an incline for the pools \vhich \Vere forn1od one above the other, 

first blasted out of solid rocl{ and finished off ""ith concrete. It 'vas soon discover­
t3d that there \Vere t\YO essential points in the for1nation of an efficient pass,yay. 
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First it n1ust have a full supply of \Yater, and secondly it rnust debouche into the 
torrent of the '"aterfall. In other countries these ladders are built of "rood, but 
o"·ing to the rafting of ice in the spring, it ",.as clearly recognized that in this coun­
try nothing \Yould stand but a pass,yay n1ade out of the solid rock. · As soon as the . . 
passes· on the upper and lo\ver falls of the Terra K ova 'vere con1pleted, the 'vorking 

party 'vith all plant and tools 'vere moved into Exploits Ciran<l Falls. After a care­
ful exan1ination of the ground on both sides of the river, it \Vas decided to use. for 
the pa8s,va:y a dried up back,vater on the ri\Ter. To n1ake the ladder, a trench five 
~undred feet in length had to bo blasted out, \Yith an incline at the encl "There it 
einptied into the i11ain strean1. Tho erection of these ladders afforded a very inter­

esting study in the habits of the sahnon. At Terra .Nova the fish passed up the 
lo"·er la.elder \Yithin half an hour after it \Yas con1pleted, but it \Vas four hours be­
fore they ascended frorn the deep pool above the ladder. 'rhe fish ren1ained in the 
various pools for three \vceks before their final ascent to the ladder on the big upper 
fall. Caribon hunters con1ing do\Yn the T_erra Nova River n1ct the big saln1on as-

. · cending t.hc strcan1 50 iniles aboye the station, sho,ring that at length they had 

gone up. This great delay "'"as probably caused by the lowness of the river and the 
consequent s111all body of \VatPr in the pass\vays. In the interior \Yaters of both 
Terra Noya and Exploits there are in1n1ense nu111 bers of land-locked sa.lrrion. As 

the fish are gregarious, the sea salrnon on their return to salt 'vater rn~ty possibly 
bring \vith then1 the land-locked fish. .L\s these ladders afford great facilities for . 
the poacher, they should be rigidly guarded. At Rocky River, Colin et, a pass\vay 
has also been erected. The full results of this ladder have not yet been ascertain- -
ed, but the success of Terra NoYa is assured. Hitherto a barren strean1, 'vith its 
Rplenclid pools and runs, it rnay be safely predicted that this heretofore neglected 
\vater 'vill becon1e one of the verv finest sal111on rivers in North An1erica. It affords 

" 
e\Tery facility for sport, jncluding tho finest and heaviest bro\vn trout in tho Colony. 

The. Canadian Governrnent keeps at v;ork every year improving its salmon 
rivers. Their experience, as \vell as that of the United States Inland Fisheries De­
partn1ent. hcnyeyer, has been that it is in1 possible to adopt any specified plan or 
n1odel of fi~h ladder generally applicable to every situation, as no t\YO localities 

J present sin1ilar obstacles to be surn1ountecl. 

The services of an ex pert of general experienGe in the sn pervision of such un­
dertakings is therefore of prirnary in1porLance, particularly so in N €'\vfoundland, 
\vhere the \York of this description is as yet only in its infancy. Several of our best 
strean1s are still obstructed by falls over \Yhich the saln1011 cann®t pass ; such as 
Indian Brook, in IIall' s Bay, Sa1n1011 Drook· (Gander River), 1\iackeral Brook, a 

tributary of Terra Nova Riyer. Iu tho case of t.he Upper Humber, 'vhilst many 
fish do ascend the falls, hunclrecls fail to get up. At a very s1nall expenditure this 

• 

could be ren1edied and a ladder erected that 'vould allow all the saln1011 and sea 
trout to pass np to their respcctiYe breeding gronncls. 

SEALS. -One of the n1ost (1estrnctivo and dangerous cnen1ies of the salmon and 

.. 

• 
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trout is the Bay or IIarbour seal. There are considerable nuu1bers of these ani­
n1als in the Lo,ver Hu1nber, the Gander, and other riYers, and in son1e of the · n­
terior lakes. They kill a good n1uny sa1n1on going up the river, but their special 

ravages on tho fish are in the spring, 'vhcn the saln1on co111ing do\vn the ri\"·er arc 
very V{cak and en1aciatec1. They are at this period killed in great nu111bers by the 
seals. In Scotland t.he T\veed saln1on suffe~ terribly fro1n the depredation of seals 
fron1 tho Faroe Islands. l'hc Chairn1an of the Saln1on Fishery Con1r11iFtsion de­

clares that over one-thir~l of the snlinon caught in tho rivers bore n1n.rks and tracrs 

of injury fron1 battles \Yiih seals. • 

The only efficient ren1edy for these encn1ies is a constant fight \Yith then1, by 

Rhooting and netting, and keeping thcn1 constantly on the 1nove. The result 'vill 

be to drive thcn1 a'vay. A srnall pren1inn1 1night be given for evr.ry I-Iarbour Sral 

kill eel. 

The ,V. est Coast of the Island, by reason of the facilities afforded by the rail­

,yay, attracts the larger nu1nber of sport1nen, and consequently the rivers of' Codroy 
and St. C~eorgc' s Bay and the II u1nber are n1ore largely fished than any others. 
There arc noble strea1ns in IIer1nit3ge, Fortune, Placentia, St. ~:Iary' s, and Trc­
passoy Bays, on the South Coast, in son1e of 'vhich a fly has never been cast, all 
affording fine sport in saln1011 and trout. These rcn1arks also apply to tho Bays of 
Bona vista and N otrc Dan1e on the N.1~. Coast. 

I 

The Fishing Season of 1904 \Vas very inuch affected by \Vant of r,1in. No one 
can remernber such a very dry season or such lo\v \Vater in the rivers. The saln1on 
,yore never more abundant, but the 'vant of rain seriously interfered \vith sport. 

It \vill be gratifying to all true anglers to kno\v that recently a conviction in­
stituted at the instance of the Depnrtrncnt \Vas secured in the ~Iagistrate' s Court 
against parties 'vho dynan1itcd a, saln1on pool in one of our most frequented riyers, 
and a, fine of $100.00 ·,vas in1posed on ihe authors of this outrage.,

SHIP BUILDING. 

Considerable acli vity has prevailed in this industry during the past year, both 

as regards the construction of new vessels, and the restoration of those needing re­
pairs. Quite a number of ne\v vessels of various sizes are being built this 'vinter in 

different localities, n1ost of 'vhich are destined for use in the fisheries. 

A great nu1nber \Vould doubtlessly have been built "~ere it not for the fact that 
o\ving to the unsuccessful issue of the fishery of the K ova Scotian banking fleet for 

the past t\vo seasons, n1any of their finest vessels have been transferred to K e'v­
foundland o'vners. 

The difficulty of obtaing suitable titn ber for ship building, 'vi thin reasonable 

distance of the settlen1ents, is becorning yearly more apparent, and suggests the 
necessity of reserving under rnore stringent regulations what ren1ains ungranted of 
this valuable colonial asset for the purpose of ~Iarine architecture . 

. 

The increasing den1and for tin1ber and pulp licenses with the as yet entire ab-
sence in the Colony of any organized systen1 of Reforrestry, such as has already 

engaged the attention of the Govern1nents of Nor,vay and our neighbors of the 

Dominion of Canada, is surely an object lesson that \Ve cannot longer afford to . 
ignore.

salutary 'varning to all 'vho, through ignorance= or other,vise~ fail to respect the 

Ja,vs governing the gan1e resources of the Colony, valuable alike under proper 

restrictions to residents of the country, and to those who co1ne from abroad for 

the purpose of sport, and 'vho contribute directly to the revenue in fees for license~, 

and indirectly, in necessary expenditures incident to a successful sporting 

. expedition. 

It n1ay not be generally kno,vn that the export of deer h1eat, either by 

the carcass, or in detached portionR, or cannefl, is illcga1, and subjects those·,vho do 

~o to heavy penaltie~. 

The partial n1igration of the <leer, ho,ve\'"er caused, seen1s to be so1ne,vhat as 
follo\vs : First., the great herds of caribou range oyer a vast \vild country, only a 

very s1nall portion of the interior of the Island (larger than Ireland) is visited or 

n1olested by inan. Secondly, it has no'v been clearly established that large 

nun1bers of deer do not 1nigrate at all, bnt ren1ain all the year about the same 

locality, shifting their ground occasionally on account of 'veather or for supplies of 

food. For instance, there are stnall herds of deer on the Peninsula of Avalon 

'vhich neyer leave the Peninsula. Another considerable bo<ly remains all the year 
round en the long Peninsula north of a line dra\vn bet\\"een 'Vhite Bay an<l 

Bonne Bay. A still 1nore considerable body of caribou ren1ains south of the 

rail\vay in the n1iddle of the Island. It is belie,Tetl that the position of this last 

large herd, and its non-migration north, is dne to the rail\vay. But this n1ay arise 

from the fact that it is only since the building of the line that sportsmen have been 

able to reach this portion of the island an<l observe the habitf; of the deer.

~IoosE.-In the year of 1902 the Pren1ier, Sir Robert Bond, entered into cor ... 

respondence 'vith the Honourable I.J. J. T\veedle, Pre1nier of N e\v Bruns\vick, in 

reference to obtaining l\Ioose for introduction into the Colony. As the la'v of Ne,v 

Brunswick did not ad1nit of the exportation of the anin1als, special permission had 
to be obtained fron1 the I.Jegislature of the Province, and it \Vas not until February, 

1904, the Hon. l\ir. T\veedle for\varded the necessary pern1it. Arrangements \Vere 

then n1ade 'vi th l\Ir. Robert H. Ar1nstrong, of Ne\Ycastle, N. B., to capture seven 

anin1als, the price agreed upon being $1,500.00. The inoose were duly captured, 

the herd consisting of 4 co\vs and three bulls. Through long delay owing to the 

disarrangen1ent of the stean1er service bet\veen Sydney and Port-aux-Basques, the 

animals, \Vhich had to be kept in an enclosure, fretted, and three of the nun1ber 

died. The ren1aining four \Yere shipped to Port-aux-Basques on June 2nd, and on 

the 4th they \Yere liberated near Cirand I.Jake under the supervision of l\'Ir. Jan1es 

P. Ho,vley.

THE OPERATION OF THE GAThIE J_;A ''rs. 
... 

GROUSE. ' 
Enquiries ha ye been made through the .Gan1e \1' ardens about the operation of­

the ne\v lalv this season, stopping all shooting of grouse until October · 1905. The 
regulation has been well observed. There may have been a fe,v birds killed by 
caribou hunters and caught in rabbit snares, but on the \Vhole the grouse, kno,vn 
locally as partridge, have not been n1olested, and reports sho'v fron1 all quarters 
that they have largely increased and are very ta1ne. This is the natural result of 
the ne'v la\v. By October 1905 it is confidently expected that the grouse moors 
\vill be \vell stocked. 

Reports have reached this Departn1ent fron1 Bona vista Bay and fron1 the N. 
E. Coast, sho\ving a large increase of grouse in these localities this year. In the 
neighbourhood of St: Anthony and the Northern Peninsula generally, this improy·e­
n1ent is attributed to the extensive fires in Green Bay, 'vbich has had the effect of 
driving the birds to these Northern barrens. 

All \vho are acquainted with the habits of the grouse in this country are a\vare 
that the inost i1nportant element in the nesting and gro\vth of the young birds is 
dry \veather in the early summer, and specially in July, \Vhen the chicks are not 
fully fledged. The absence o~ rain this season has therefore been specially favour­
able to their growth and early n1at.urity. The grouse, though essentially a local 
bird, is also semi-migratory, as shovvn by its presence on so n1any islands, so1ne 
far-off the land, like the Groais Islands. 

It is therefore hoped that the increase of the birds, 'vhich is kno,vn to have 
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.. taken place this season, \vill not only S\vell their numbers in their old haunts, but 
also help to re-stock other grounds 'vhich have recently been denuded of this most 
valuable game bird.

The schooner Enterpri;;;e ,yas in charge of Constable \Villia1n l\farch, and cruised 

in Placentia Bay during the herring baiting season. In caplin titne she n1oved out­

side and cruised fron1 Bnrin East, n1aking Jean de Bay her principal anchoring 

place. A large nun1ber of Canadian and An1erican fishing vessels baited at this 
place, and occupied a considerable portion of l\ir. l\Iarch' s time. Constable l\f arch 

is a.n excellent officer, and has rendered good service to the Departn1ent, especially 
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in connection 'rith the lobster fishery in and around Placentia Day. rrhis season 

1\Iarch 'vas ably assi_stcd in his 'vork by the inastcr of the cruiser, l\lr. 'fhon1as 
l\Iitchell, "·hose long experience and deep interest in lnattercl connected 'vith the 

fisheries and their preservation is so 'vell kno\vn. 

Tho yacht lliinnie Oliatoa \Vas in charge of ~Ir. IIenry Clint011, 'ficle\Vc.titer, St. 

Jacques, and cruised in the inside ar1ns of FOrtune Bay during the herring baiting 

season, and moved fron1 place to place to seiners. In caplin tin10 she cruised on 

tho South side of the Lay, vi8iting all the principal cap1in coves bet\veon Grand 
Bank and (frand Beach. In other seasons the llfinnie \Vas stationed principally at 

Dantzig Cove, but on account of it being an exposed place, \Yith no harbor or place 

of shelter near, she w~ts considered too s1nall and unsuited for tbe 'vork. The

1llinnie is o'vned by the Custon1s Depart1nent; t\vo of the n1cn are also supplied by 
the Custo1ns ; tho third n11n, during fishery tin1c\ is p:tid by this Dcp:.irtn1ent. She 

\Ycnt out of con1n1ission on the 2nd of July, 'vhen thr. extra inan 'vas paid off.

'fhe yacht Vigil \YUS in charge of John Can1p, s .ub-Collector of Custon1s at 
I>ushthrough, and cruised in Bay d' Espoir ancl Connaigro Bay during the herring 

baiting season ; in caplin tin1e she '\Vas stationed principally in Dantzig Cove, and 

visited so1ne of the caplin coyes between there and Lan1aline. 1\ir. Can1p did good 

'vork : his being an experienced banking captain and used to rough water n1ade his 
services valuable to the Departn1ent. 

The S. S. Fiona '\Vas under n1y charge. In the early part. of tho season 've 

cruised fron1 St. John's to Burgeo." \Ve a1so n1adc a visit to Trinity Bay in connec­

tion '\vith the schooner IIazel R. Hines, of Gloucester, the captain of '\vbich 'vas 
charged with a breach of our Custon1s and Fishery La,vs. In August 've extended 

our cruise do,vn the Straits as far as Port Saunders, \vhere son1e special inatters in 

connection 'vi th the fisheries \Vere l.ealt \vi th. I had a general supervision of the 

'vhole service, and I an1 sorry to say that I an1 unable to state 'vhat I hayo been 
stating for the past seven or eight years, and that is that the service 'vas a con1 plete 

success. This year the service 'vas not a con1plete success, and this non-success 

\Yas caused by circun1stances over '\Vliich I had no control. In caplin tirne there 

"·ere n1any Yiolations of tho Bait Act, principally by the people frorn I_jo"·ries, I .. a­
rnaline, Point au Gaul, Roundabout and La,vn. Several arrests v1ere made by us 

\Yhen the parties '\vho had exported bait to St. Pierre '\Vere returning. As it \Yas 

then in the height of the fishing Reason, it \Vas thought advisable to take bonds 
fron1 the prisoners to appear when called u1)on instead of having the1n take their 

trials, and in all probability being sent to gaol for terms of in1prisonn1ent. This 

n1crciful proceeding \Vas at the tin1e considered prudent, and, as it \Vas thought, 

'vould be sufficient to deter the people from further violations of the ]a,v. Instead 

of this being the case, the very people 'vho had signed bon~s and been allo,ved to 
go and prosecute their sun1n1er' s yoyage 'vere not deterred, but 'vent on \vith their 

illegal "·ork, and by their actions induced other3 to do the same, son1e of then1 

· going as f~r as to go into the coves "\vhere our special officers "\Vere stationed and, 

• 
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in defiance of their authority, forcibly hauleJ the c~plin ancl exported then1 to St. 

Pierre. I have the na1nes of a nun1ber of n1en 'vho violated the Ia,v, all of \Vhon1 

should he prosecuted after their sun1rner' s fishery is over. ''Then I found that a iner­

cifnl proceeding 'vas of no avail, it \Vas decided to arrest all parties found violating the 

law. Three boats frorn Lan1aline and Point au Gaul 'vere found 'vith caplin on 

board bound for St. Pierre. ''re seized the boats and to,ved tl1e1n to Burin. The 

n1en \Vero brought before r,Iagistrato A very at Burin, and, being found guilty of a 

violation of the Bait Act, they \Yere sentenced to pay a fine of t'vo hundred dollars 

el1ch or tlvo n1onths in1pri;:;on1nent. This proceeding \V1S absolutely necessary, and 

in1n1ediate1y put a stop to the exportation of caplin to St. Pierre fron1 this locality. 

Son1e days later ,ye arrested seven men fron1 I.Jo wries '"ho \Vere found by us putting 

caplin bait on board a French brigantine, 'vhich had been laying off the shore all 

dny and at night can1e near shore and took some fifteen hogsheads of caplin on 

board. The brigantine 'vas not anchored at the tin1e-she 'vas laying \vith her top­

sails to the n1ast, and 'vhen Captain Robert sa'v us he squared a'vay for St. Pierre 

under full sail. It \Vas blo,ving hard at the titne from the south-east 'vith heavy 

rain, and ""e \Vere unable to board the vessel. \\Tc signalled the captain to heaye 

to, Lut he ,yonld not answer our signa~ and kept on his course for St. Pierre. The 

I.Jo\vries n1en 'Yere taken to Grand Bank~ and brought before l\Iagistrate Forsey. 

1.,hey 'yere convicted of a violation of the Bait Act, and 'vere each sentenced to pay 
a fine of one hundred dollars, or in default thirty days i1nprison1nent. 

I am for,varding a list of persons prosecuted for violations of the Bait Act 

und Coast Fisheries Regulations during the past year. 

In the n1onth of Septen1ber con1plaint \Yas n1ade to the Governn1ent that a 

large traffic 'vith St. Pierre 'vas in progress, and that our fishern1en \Vere exporting 

squid as bait to St. Pierre. All this tiine the S. S. Fiona 'vas engaged taking the 

Supren1e Court on Circuit around the coast, and \Vas not available for fishery \vork. · 

'fhe S.S. D. I'. Ingrahani 'vas engaged. I joined the ship at Placentia on the 12Lh 
of Septen1ber and proceed \Yest. Along the coast fro111 Burin to St. I.Ja,vrence there 

'vere several French fishing vessels. So111e 'vere anchored and so1ne lvere laying 

around son1e distance off shore, but all 'vere inside the three mile lirnit. 'fhese 

vessels "~ere all looking for bait, and 'Yero laying off shore in order to get our 

fishern1cn to bring the squid out to thern. I boarded several of the ves8els that 

,yere inside the lin1it. The ones that I boarded 'vere ne\v arrivals and had no squid 

<in boarLl. I explained the la'v to the captains and 'varned thern to leave, 'vhich 

they did. \Ve also boarded several boats on their \vay to and fro1n St. Pierre, and 

found four \vith large quantities of squin on board bound for St. Pierre. \Ve 

seized the boats and arrested the n1asters. The Equid 'ye.re thro,vn overboard.

officers en1ployed bet\veen Dantzic and Little La\vn during caplin tin1e. If a stean1 
launch \Vere stationed at ~!organ's Island these officials could be di ~pensed 'vi th. 

If the Ia,v is to be carried out some such arrangement as suggested. is abso1 nte1y 
necessary. 

BA11~.-In the early spring herring was not very plentiful. 1,here \V<t~ a fair 
supply at Long Ilarbour, Fortune Bay, and at Connaigre Bay. The price of her­
ring bait \Vas high-from ten to twenty-five dollars per dory load. There \Vas a 

large fleet of American vessels and a number of our local b:inking ves.sels in I_Jong 
Harbour about 2nd l\fay. T\vo seiners had hauled herring and there \Vas a rush to 

get them. All the Americans got their bait before any of our local bankers. Co1n­
plaint was made to me a.bout the matter and I took depositions fro1n Capbtins l{e1i­

nedy and Patten, who requested that they should be for\var<led to the Govcrnn1ent 
which .,vas done by me. The. matter is of such in1portance that I think it ad visible 

to insert these depositions.

"I started from Burin on the 9th day of April in the banking schooner B eacJa.

been looking around for bait nearly a month no,v, I came into this place L\VO clay.s 
ago. There was some herring hauled by Diete of St. Jacques, and Pope of Slone's 
Cove. 

There were some t'velve or fourteen Newfoundland banking vessels and about 

the same number of American vessels 'va.nting bait. The herring ""ere selling for .. 
t\venty dollars a dory load or about t'NO dollars per barrel. All the An1erican Yes-

sels except two \Yere given their bait, and not a barrel would be sold to any Kc\v­
foundland :;;kipper. ''re offered the same price as the An1ericans \Vere giving, an cl 
\Vould have been satisfied to take our turn. I offered Captain Diete the san10 

an1ount of money for the herring ~s the Americans 'vere giving, and told bi1n he 

"~as not treating us fairly, and if I had sufficient help I would get bait or I V\Yould 

trip his seine. \Ve Newfoundlanders are al\vays treated unfairly in this bait busi­

ness. American ves.sels are al\vays given the preference 0ven when the price is the 
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san1e. ''re feel it keenly to see the An1ericans coming into our harbours and bays 

and getting baited and sailing away, leaving us to look on. If something is not 

done in the 'vay of protecting us in our rights I fear that trouble 'vill arise. Yes­

ter<lay Captain Bro\vn, of Burin, 'vas in Diete' s bait-skiff after engaing his bait and 

\Ya.it.ing to get his dories in, 'vhen an American captain nan1ed Ridder can1e along 

took Bro\yn's tnrn and bought the bait he (Bro\vn) 'vas to have got. Bro'\vn is 
here no\v \Yithout any bait as \vell as all the other Ne,vfoundland vessels.

I nn1 l\Iaster of the schooner }lerid. \Ve hay·e eighteen men as cre\v. They 

arc all nearly fan1ily n1en. I haye been eighteen days going around looking for 

bait. ''' e came into this place yesterday. There 'vere some twelve or fourteen 
N e,vfoundland vessels and about the same nun1ber of Americans 'vaiting for bait. 
'J\vo seines hauled herring. \Ve offered the same price as the Americans 'vere giv­

ing, but 'Ye \Vere not allo~;ved any. All the A1nerican vessels except two secured 

their bait. If 've \Vere allo\ved our turn to take bait we would be satiefied. If 

there had been one hundred An1erican vessels here yesterday they 'vould have bait­

ed before us. ''re consider it unfair to see foreigners con1e into our harbo~rs and 
\ 

take bait before us, 'vl1en \Ve are offering the san1e n1oney. I always pay -0ash 

do,vn for n1y ba:t. This thing happens every season. The Americans always get 

the preference and are baited before us. The only reason I can assign for tl1e 

seine-n1asters giving the Americans the preference in getting their bait is, that the 

An1erican captains are n1ore generous and give things to them in the 'vay of presents 

,vhich tends as an induce1ncnt to the seiners to b'.lit them first. All the An1erican 

fishing yessels bring large supplies in the 'vay of tobacco, boots, oil clothes &c., and 

these stores are often used 'vhen they are purchasing bait, and enter into competi­

tion \vith us \vho haYe no stores to dispose of.

Herring 'vere very scarc·e in Placentia Bay all the Spring, in fact the fishery 

'Yas a-1n1ost a con1plete failure. The fishing boats had to con1e to Fortune and Con­

naigre Bays for bait and had to pay big prices for herring there. 

Son1e of our n1ost experieucecl and Axpert seine n1asters are of opinion that the 
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use of herring traps_ should be allo\ved, and consider that the trap 'vould be a more 

economical n1ethod of taking herring than either nets or seine3. All our seine 

masters agree that the setting and using of lobater traps is the n1eans of driving the 

herring off from the shore. This spring, in Connaigre Bay, nearly all the 11erring 

that were hauled 'vere taken bet\veen ten o'clock at night and t\YO or three o'clock~ 

in ibe 1norning, or in other \Vords, during the hours lvhen the lobster fishern1en 

'1vere not using their traps. 

Caplin struck in on our CJJist about the 16th of June. There "'.lS no large 

body of caplin can1e to land, but there 'vas an abun<lance for bait purposes. Caplin 

'vere a "'eek or more later in landing at l\iiquelon than our shore, an<l then they 

can1e only in small quantities. Caplin were scarce at l\Iiquelon all the season and 

only a number of French vessels got any there. O\ving to the scarcity of bait the 

price of caplin in St. Pierre \Vas high, and in son1e cases agi.n1uch as ten dollars per 

hogshead 'vas p·aid for then1. During the past fe,v seasons both caplin and herring 

have been getting scarcer, and the difficulty of obtaining bait seems to be increasing 

each year. Squid bait was also scarcer this season. There 'vas little or none to be 

had on the hanks, and it 'vas onlJ inshore and around son1e of the principal jigging 

places that they could be got in any quantities. There 'vas very little cap1in or 

squid about St. Pierre this season, and in consequence the prices of all kinds of 

bait 'vere high, 'vhich \vould be one reason for the ma,ny violations of Ol,11' Bait Act 

by the :b...,rench captains and our o\vn people.

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As regards the return of United States vessels calling at ports West of Ran1ea 
and purchasing bait 'vithout having procured a license, it 'vill readily be seen ho\v 
unfair this is. Son1e effort should be made to have those Gloucester captains con­
forrn to the law. The system no\v in force for the collection of Fishing Licenses 
does not \York satisfactorily, and great dissatisfaction exists an1ongst the Custon1s 
officia!s whose duty it is to collect those moneys. They have al,va..y·s contended that 
this is extra \York in1posed on thern. I am well a'vare that on son1e occasions the 
collection of this license fee entails great har~ship on the officers. They feel that 

.it is not fai~· to then1 to have to do this work without getting sorne compensation for 
it.. In Canada this license fee is collected by the Custo1ns officials, but they arc 
allo,ved a co1nn1ission for collecting it. I would respectfully suggest that a change 
be made and that a comn1ission of five per cent. be allo\ved, the sa1ne as is allo\vecl 
by the Custon1s Departn1ent for the collection of Light Dues. This \vould compen­
sate the officers and n1ake them feel that they \Vere fairly treated in the 1natter. If 
sucl1 \Vere done I an1 confident that the Departn1ent \vould be the gainer by an in­
creased an1ount of revenue from this source.

I beg to subrnit n1y report on the Fisheries and Bait Protection service for 
1904. First 'veek in ]_\Jiay I proceeded to Placentia and joined the schooner Enter­
prise, \Villiam ~iitchell, ~laster, and sailed for Ship Harbour thence to Long Har­
bour, Ran1ea, Ilarbour Buffet, and other harbours in Placentia Bay. I n1ade the 
usual inspection of lobster canning .establishments and fot1nd the1n clean, and 
properly fitted for the \vork, an in1proven1ent due to the annual inspection of these 
factories. . 

I received information that some parties at Pincl1 Gut had violated the la'v by 
packing lobsters last October. I had the parties, five in all, sum1no11ed before the 
~Iagistrate at Sot1nd Island, \vho fined them twe11ty dollars each, or in default two 
months in1prisonment. They signified tl1eir intention of paying the fine, and were 
allowed a little time to do so. 

Herring 'vas verJr scarce in Placentia Bay this Spring, very fe,v vessels being 
able to get a supply of bait. This points to tl1e necessity of having Cold Storage 
Bait Depots erected in the principal fishing centres, so that the necessary bait could 
be stored and supplied. 'fhis scarcity of bait means a loss of several thousand 
quintals of fish to those engaged in the fishery, and consequently a loss to the 
revenue of the Colony·. All this could be remedied at a moderate cost sufficient to 
supply a fe\v sn1all bait depots in the Bay. '''hat applies to Placentia Bay applies 
equally to other bays throughout the Colony, and tl1e sooner the re111edy is applied 
the better for all concerned. 

On the first of June we proceeded to Burin to prevent the carrying of bait to 
St. Pierre and to guard the coast along Placentia Bay. Caplin n1ade their appear­
ance early in June, but the boats and vessels 'vere not baited until the 16th. 
Thirty four foreign vessels visited this part of the coast for bait. I have sent the 
list of those vessels to you, giving names a11d tonnage of each. I am pleased to re­
port that no atten1pt was made on this part of the coast to violate the Bait Act, 
although great indnce1nent was he1d out by the French fishermen, as much as $10 
per hogshead being offered for caplin. 

All the foreign vtssels having left, and the caplin becoming scarce, \Ve found it 
unnecessary to ren1ain longer guarding the coast, and left on the 7th of July for 
Round Island and interrnediate places. Some complaints 'vere made of lobster 
fishermen setting traps too near eacl1 other, but a little advice to the parties 
causing the trouble \Vas all that was i1ecessary in 11aving it re1nedi.ed. 

All the factories around the Bay closed on the 20th of July. The lobster 
fishery is not equal to that of last season.

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The codfishery for traps, 'vith a fe,v exceptions, has been very poor, and re ... 

ports from tra,vl fishern1en are not encouraging. On the \vhole a shortage \vill be 

experienced, 'vhich 'vi11 be inade up to son1e extent by the high prices obtained.

S1R,-In acc_ordance "'ith instructions fron1 your Departn1ent, I beg to submit 

the follo,ving report on the Lobster, Cod and Salmon fisheries on the Treaty Coast. 

From the botton1 of St. George's Bay I went around the coast by 'vay of Cape 

St. George to Red Island. Fro1n the Gravels, in St. George's Bay, to Cape St. 

George, a distance of 23 rniles, there are 130 residents. Fishern1en take on this 

part of the coast an aYerage of 25 quinta ls of cod per rnan. In 1903 the total 

catch of lobsters on this part of the coast ,yas 400 cases. The rnnjority of the fisher­

n1en can their o\vn catch of Lobsters. 

RED IsLAND.-Red Island is about one n1ile fron1 the n1ainland and about 

three miles in circumference. There is no harbour on the island, only a ~mall 

coYe. In this cove ThI. Chretien, of St. Pierre, carries on the lobster and codfishery 

'vi th a cre'v of 33 men. His total catch of cod for 1003 'vas 2, 250 qtls., and 160 
cases of lobsters. The island is so situated that it is undoubtedly or~e of the most 

important fishing stations on the \Vest Coast. Red Island contains more than 20 

acre8 of arable land. . There is an abundance of 'vild hay, but no tin1ber. 

13LACI{ DvcK BR001c-Further north is Black Duck Brook lobster factory, 

o'vned by Trajan of St. Pierre. It is \Yorked by a cre'v of 17. le. 1903 the factory 

put up 400 cases of lobsters. The catch the present season has been 500 cases. 

The lobster fishery has not been so successf nl for a nun1ber of years on this part of 

the coast as it has been the present season. · 

Loxa PorxT. -Frorn Red Island to I.Jong Point is 23 rniles. ,.fhe people at this 

place are in good circu1nstances, having good houses, cultivated land and cattle. 

Everything connected "'jth this place sho,vs that the lobster a.nd codfisheries have 

proved ren1unerative. 

At Long Point 40 fishermen fron1 St. Pierre fish every season. They go back 

to St. Pierre the last of J u]y. Their catch of cod this present season \Vas 20 

quintals per man. The codfishery \Vas fairly good fro1n Cape St. George to the east 

side of the Bay of Islands. Fron1· there to Brig Bay it 'vas nearly a failure. 

T\\TEED AND PEARL ISLANDS. -The fishery at T\r~ed Island and Pearl Island 

is carried on by fishern1en from'St. Pierre. Codfish is n1ore abundant around these 

islands than at most places on the Treaty Shore. There are no fishern1en fron1 France 

• 
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fishing here or from here to Cape St. George. All the fisherrnen fron1 France, to 
the number of 338, station themselves for the season at Po!t au Choix, St. John's 
Island, John l\Ieagher' s Cove and Crouse. In all these places, except Crouse, both 

· the Lobster and codfishery are carried on conjointly. At all these last nan1ed har­
bours the codfishery has been nearly a failure during the past season, but the lob­
ster fishery has been better than for years past. 

CATc11 OF LoBSTERs.-In 1903 the French took 4,092 cases of lobsters. Judg­
ing from the increased catch up to the date of n1y visit to the ''!est Coast, the total 
French catch of lobsters for this year (1904) "rill notbo under 6,000 cases, and the 
catch by British subjects 'vill be over 7, 000 cases. 

Under present circumstances it is very difficult to obtain a correct e~timate of 
the quantity of lobsters caught on the Treaty coast. Every resident fishern1an is 
catching and packing lobsters, son1e of which are sold to trading schooners. 

Treaty Coast fishermen do not conform to the rules and regulations goyerning 
the lobster fishery on the other parts of the N e\vfoundland coast. There is no re­
striction on then1 taking the irnn1ature and sn1all lobsters. They do not recog­
nize any close season. It must be observed that there are very many persons on 
the Treaty Coast who are fully a'vare of the detrimental effects of the present un­
restricted and irregular prosecution of the lob~ter fishery, and they 'vould gladly 
welcorne the enforcement of regulations tending to the preservation of the fishery. 
I 'vould beg to suggest that from August 1st till August 29th be made a close season 
for lobster fishing on the coast, and that . the Ja,v regulating the space of the lo\ver 
laths of traps be enforced. 

As \Ve are already a\vare that the lobster fishery neecls protection for its con­
tinuance, it will be seen that the abolition of French pri viliges and the conseq nen t 
evils will result in the developn1ent of both the cod and lobster fisheries on that 
coast. 

The difficulties of travelling on the 'Vest Coast-the absence of roads, and the 
isolation of the little coves-are all evidences of ho"T niuch the development of that 
portion of the island has been retarted by the presence of the French. 

Owing to these dra,vbacks in locomotion, the satisfactory supervision of the lob­
ster and salmon fisheries is rendered very difficult. To perform the 'vork of fishery 
inspection in a satisfactory manner, a inore expeditious rneans of going from cove 
to cove and from river to river is necessary. The n1ost suitable ineans of locon10-
tion on the West Coast is a sn1all steam launch. A sailing vessel is unsuitable be­
cause the prevalence of high squally "V\i~inds from the highlands renders sailing along 
shore dangerous, and causes consideraberable delay. 

''TANT OF BAIT.-A great drawback to the fishing industry on that coast is 
the want of bait. Though there was a plentiful supply of cuplin in 1903 fro1n 
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Port au Choix north,vard, this supply this year \Vas very short. Fro1n Port au 

Choix south,vard no caplin have been taken for years. It jg probable that the ab­

sence or scarcity of caplin on this part of the coast is due to the disturbance of the 

caplin schools by the large number of lobster traps stre\vn along the coast. It 

\Yould be a great advantage to the fishermen if cold storage depots for bait preserva­

tion 'vere established along the coast. The devolopn1ent of the codfishery is retard­

ed by the scarcity of bait supply. French fisherrnen at Port au Choix use shell 

fish for bait \Y hen there is a scarcity of other bait. .. 

Fishennen on the North part of the Treaty Coast take lobsters until late in 

October. To obtain the correct report of the quantity of lobsters taken, it would be 

necessary to go over that coast after October. Fron1 data collected during n1y in­

spection, and fron1 reports received from lobster packers, I believe that niy esti-

1nate of the catch this year \vill be pretty approximate. 

The follo,ving is a staten1ent of the catch of lobsters fron1 Codroy to Current 

Is1and, the inost northerly lobster factory on the Treaty Coast:--

I beg to call attention to the re1narkable increase in the catch of lobsters during 

the past three years, not\vithstanding th:1t the 11un1ber of n1en en1ployed has re ..

I v,rould also beg to state that I an1 of opinion that the work of enforcing the 

regulations relating to the lobster fishery on this Coast will be attended 'vith sotn(l 

difficulty, at lEast for a few years. As I have previously stated, every resident 

fL~hern1an along tho outer coast line, cle«tr of the Ba.ys, from Cape St. George North­

'vard, aR \Yell aR those \vho go on that coast for the sun1mer fishery, is packing 

lobsters. It Yvill be ·a difficu1t inatter to 'refuse licenses to any of those 'vho have 

been engageJ in c.tnning for years past. Yet to supply all of then1 with licenses 

"·ould ·n1ean the granting of bet,veen t\YO hundrerl and three hundred licenses. 

Perhaps a 'vay out of the difficulty would be to grant a license only on the pay-

111ent of a sn1all fee. This fee 'vould help in defraying the expenses of fishery pro­

tection, and at the san1e tin1e would procure the registration of packers. The la\V 
shonlLl be rigidly enforced against those \vho 1nay pack lobsters "\Vithout having ob­

taine<l a license. In case it be proven against any packer that he has infringed the 
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fishery rules, or has packed an inferior grade of lob3ter, his licensJ should be taken 

fron1 hin1. 

• 
SALl\IO~ FISHERY. -The coast line salrnon fishery is not c.1rriecl on to any ex-

tent on this coast, except in St. George's Bay. l\IessrB. Haye3 and N a,rdini export­

ed 20 tons of iced saln1on during the past sun1111er. 

Mr. ,V. F. Seeley, of Argyle, Nova Scotia, put up during the p3ist season 70 
cases of boneless cod, and 10J cases of halibut, and 1,00J cases of lobsters. This 

has been their first venture on the coast. They buy the lobsters and other fish 

canned by then1. They intend extending their business next year by . purchasing 

other factories. 
• 

There 'vas a large nurnber of sportsn1en on the ''rest Co!lst during the past 
summer. All those 'vhon1 I inet 'vere pleased 'vith the excellent sporting oppor­

tunities. 

Torrent and East River, in Hai,vke's B~1y, and Genevive Brook are the best 

· rivers for sport North of Bonne B:1.y. Only a fe,v Rportsn1en fished on these brooks 

during the past season.

SrR,-I beg leave to sub1nit n1y report of the \vhaling factories under n1y 
supervision for the year ended Dec. 31st, 1904:. 

During the season I visited thirteen 'vhaling stationR, extending north as far 

as Cape Charles on the Labrador, and around the Island of Newfoundland. 

My first visit of inspection 'vas to the 'vhaling factory at Aquaforte. Here the 

\vhale fishery had been very successful, and up to 1viay 30th fifty-t\tYO 'vhales had 

· been captured. l\Iatters here \Vere not satisfactory as I sa'v a number of 'vhale car­

cases moored in the waters of the harbor. This I found \Vas in a measure unavoid­

able, as the catch of whales \Vas larger than expected, and the guano factory which 

it was thought 'vould be completed earlier in the season, \Vas not ready in tin1e to 

donsun1e the carcas3es. I \Vas as3ured that this condition of affairs '\Vas only ten1-

porary. Ho\vever, I decided to n1ake a second visit later in the season. 1,his I 
did, but found that though the guano factory 'vas running to its full capacity, inat­

ters had not in1proved. The nun1ber of 'vhales caught at this station up to the 

tin1e of iny second visit, on J u1y 30th, was 160, and though son1e carcasses had 

been towed to the guano station at St. l\Iary's, and the guano plant running daily, 

yet there "~ere upwards of forty carcasses rr1oored near the guano plant. I did not, 

ho,vever, consider that proper precaution had been taken to prevent the accumula­

tion of the carcasses, and that the 'vork of removing the carcasses ought to ha ye 

been undertaken earlier. I therefore in1n1ediately reported the condition of affairs 
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to the Departn1ent of l\Iarine and Fisheries, 'vith the result that the rnanager \Yas 

fined $100.00 and costs, \vhich no doubt 'vill have the effect of preventing a repe­
tition of the same offence. 

At Cape Broyle everything 'vns satisfactory. The \Vhale and guano plauts ftt 
this station are coinbined, and are of large capacity, and the 'vhales are put a\vay 
as fast as they are caught. 

St. l\fary's, Balena, Rose au Rue, Bay Chaleur, St. I...1~\vrr.nce and Dublin Cove · 
factories I am pleased to report \Vere in a satisfactory condition. B1lena, St. l\Iary's, 
Rose au Rue, Chaleur Ba.y, St. La,vrence; 'vere acti,·ely engaged during the season, 
but Dublin Cove station 'vas not completed until June 14th, and had only secured 
six 'vhales, and the 'vhaling stean r at this station having been transferred to the 
station at Lance an Loup before tlle season closed. \Vhen I visited the 'vhaling 
factory at l\'.faggoty Cove, S. \V. Arn1 of Trinity, a co1nplaint reached n1e that the 
people living at Peace Cove, Trinity North, were n1uch inconvenienced by the of_ 
fensive odour fron1 the guano plant during \Vesterly \Yinds. I enquired into the 
n1atter at Peace Coye, and after\Yards sa \V the n1anager of the factory and a.sked 
him to use every precaution in the future to leave no cause for co1nplaint, and feel 
sure that the inannger co1nplied \Vith n1y request in this respect. 

The ne\v \vhaling station at Beaverton hall not begun operations until October ; 
the first 'vhale caught \Vas on October 7th, and up to Noven1ber 27th had captured 
28 'vhales. Everything at this station \Vas very satisfactory. 

Safe Harbour and Lance au T..ioup factories \Vere opened during the past season, 
and at the time of n1y visit \Vere doing fairly well. The factories were clean, and 
there 'vere no breaches of the Ja,v. 'Vhen I visited the ne\v 'vhaling station at 
Cape Charles, I..1abrador, on August 9th, although forty 'vhales had been captured 
in a short tin10, having only co111n1enced fishing late in the season, I sa\v that the 
law had been con1plied "Tith, but on n1y second visit on October 10th, six 'vhale 
carcasses \Vere n1oored near the 'v ha.ling static•n. 'fhe difficulty here \Vas that the 
whales were caught faster than the guano plant could consume the carcasses. On 
my return to St. John's I reported the condition of affairs that existed at this sta­
tion to the Department of ~Iarine and Fisherir-s. 

St. Layvrence factory, o\vned by Dr. Risn1uller, is the headquarters or training 
school for the guano business, as .at the tin1e of my visit t\vo men were there learn· 
ing to take charge of factories about to be opened. 

During the past year the nun1ber of 'vhaling factories have been doubled, seven 
ne\v factories having been put in operation this season, \Vhich makes a total of four· 
teen factories no'v established. 

The follo,ving are the ne\v factories '1vhich have been in operation this season : 

1. Beaverton, con1n1enced fishing on or about October 7th, 1904. 
2. Safe Harbour, con1menced fishing on or about Aug. 15th, 1904. 
3. Trinity, con1menced fishing on or about July 19th, 1904. 
4. St. l\iary' s, con1menced fishing on or about June 2nd, 1904. 
5. Dublin Cove, comn1enced fishing on or about June 15th, 1904. 
6. Lance au l..1oup, com1nenced fishing on or about July 15th, 1904. 
7. Cape CharleR, con11nenced fishing on or about .June 18th, 1fl04.

It 'vill be readily seen from the foregoing staternr.nts ho'v the \vhale fishing in-

dustry has increassd during the past season. 

During n1y visits I found that 111:.iny people \Vere under the in1pre~.::;ion that 

killing of 'vhales 'vould injure the codfishery, as they contend that the ,vbales drive 
the bait fishes to land, and the codfish fl)llo\v the b:.tit to the shores. \Vhile at 

Cape Charles, Labrador, I found that last sun1n1er had been the only one for years 

that the caplin did not co1ne to land at that place, and very fe\v herring 'vere seen 

at all during the early part of the season, but as the 'vhale factory had not been con1-
pleted, or the whaling industry con1menced, until son1e tin1e after the caplin season 

\vas over, this could not have been the cause of their i1on appearance. And again, 
so1ne people are of tlie opinion that the to,ving of the \vhales pollutes the \vaters and 

drives the codfish and bait fishes off shore; but at Cape Charles four fishermen had 

secured out of a cod trap moored \Vithin a fe\V hundred yards of the whaling station 

an extra good voyage of fish ; in fact, the trap codfishery at C3ipe Charles and 

vicinity last season \Vas the best for years.

It is estiinated that the tota1 nun1ber of letters handled during the year ,vas 
t\VO million, being an increnRc of one hundred ancl trn thousand over the number 
handled the previous year. 

REGISTR.\ TIO:N" BRAXCII.-I t lvill be obser\red fron1 the detailed report of the 
operation of this branch that 103, 143 registered letters passed through the General 
Post Office during the year; but this does not include the large nurnber of letters 

rece\ved and despatched fron1 the trains antl stean1ers that do not necessarily co1ne 

into the St. John's post office. That thousands ,yere so disposed of by the travel­

ling post office clerks, ancl but t\vo unaccounted for, is a very forcible a.rgutnent in 
28 
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favor of the adoption of an insurance schen1e for the insuring of the an1ount of en-
closure of registered letters. • 

DEAD I.JETTER BRANCir.-'rhe 'vork of this branch of the service is greatly on 
the increase. l\Iore than half the taxed correspondence from the United States for 
this Colony is returned to the 'vriters, through the Dead Letter Office at 'Vashing­
ton, by this branch; but though the senders are charged \vith the tax on these let­
ters, no marked di1ninition in the n un1ber of insufficiently pr~paid letters is noticed. 

The dead letters fro111 'vriters in K e"tvfoundland, 'v hich \Vere returned to the 
senders, were chiefly those addressed to our people 'vho_ had been en1ployed in Ca.pe 
Breton and the Labrador 'vho had returned to their hon1cs before these letters 
reached then1. 

The an1ount of yaluables found in dead letters for tho year \Vas $3, 026.14 ; 
$3, 020. 89 of \Vhich \Yere successfully disposed of; lea Ying the sun1 of $5. 25 in 
suspense. 

PARCEL PosT BRANCH.-The value of the Parcel Post Branch 'vith foreign 
countries is chiefly appreciated by the public becanse of the saving there is in tin1e 
and effort in passing Custon1s entries for in1ports, thjs duty . being perforn1ed by the 
parcel post clerks 'v ho pass entries for the "rhole contents of the parcel post n1ail, 
the arnount of duty levied thereon having been previously rated by an official of 
H. l\I. Customs 'vho is detailed for that 'vork. 

The n1anner in 'vhich parcels containing articles of a fragile nature- are handled 
bet,veen St. John's and the out port offices has been receiving the attention of the 
Department. At present these parcels are placed in canvas n1ail bags, and during 
transhipment fron1 inail van to rail \'Yay n1ail car and to n1ail stea1.ners are very 
roughly handled. 

An order has been placed for t'vo dozen parcel post baskets for conyeyance of 
parcels in a inore satisfactory n1anner for the future. 

l\IoNEY ORDER BRANCH.-The total nun1ber of orders issued in the Colony for 
the year \Yas 21,350, an1ounting in value to $321, 175.17. The total nurnber of 
orders received and paid within the Colony for the san1e period 'vas 21,369, 
an1ounting in value to $380, 955.14. The number of orders paid of foreign issue 
'vas 12, 969, an1ounting in value to $219, 946. 79. 

The total volun1e of business transacted by this branch for the yea: 'vas 42, 719 
orders, representing a sum of $702, 130. 31 .; being an increase over the previous year 
in total number of orders handled of 3,587, and in yalue $83,449.32. 

The '\York of this branch of the service is con<l ucted in a very efficient n1anoer . . 
~IrssrxG I..JETTERS. -Our records sho\v that 42 unregistered letters containing 

n1oney alleged to ha.ye been posted at certain po~t offices in the Colony and, 'vith 
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t\vo exceptions, addressed to St. John's, \Ve.re reported to the Departn1ent as 
not having reached the addresses. Though the n1ost searching enquiries, 111agis .. 
terial and otherwise, 'vere held, it lvas found in1possible to locate these letters or to 
discover the pers9n responsible for their loss. 

The an1ount of the contents of t\YO registered letters, trace of 'vhich ceased at 
certain offices, \Vas made good by the Postn11sters in charge thereof, 'vho neglected 
to observe certain rules in their treatn1ent of the letters. 'Vhen the circu111stances ' 
surrounding the case of a n1issing letter containing 111oney appear to 'varrant a 
police enquiry, it is the practice of the Dcpartn1ent to place the particulars in their 
hands for investigation. Our experience, however, goes to sho\v that \vhat \Ve need 
is a post office inspector and detective, \vho should also bo a trained post.al official 

OVERLAND COURIERS' SERVICE.-During the \Vinter season, 1st January to 
30th April, the only link between the capital and the northern outports is that 
\vhich forn1s the chain of hardy mail couriers; 'vho with dog and slide convey the 
mails \vith surprising celerity semi-\veekly to places south of Cape Bona.vista, and 
'vcekly to all points bet\iveen Cape Bonavista and Cape Banl<l. 

The only interruption to this serviee the past 'vinter \Vas that caused by the 
failure of the trains to bring their n1ails to connecting points. 111 this connection 
it is interesting to note that the n1ail couriers service in Alaska is mainly carried on 
by ineans of Reindeer, the raising of which has become quite an industry in that 
country. The total number of Reindeer at the stations in 1904 \Vas 8, 190. 'Vould 
it not be possible to introduce then1 into this country and Labrador and thus estab­
lish a ne\v source of \vealth and en1ploy1nent for so1ne of our people. 

The cross country express trains perforn1ed the service bet\veen St. John's and 
Port aux Basques tri-weekly during the year fron1 1st July to the 1st February very 
satisfactory, fron1 the 1st February to 17th l\Iay the line was interrupted, first by the 
accumulation of snow and ice on the track and tl1en by reaBon of Spring freshets 
\vhich da1naged and destroyed so1ne of the bridges. 

During the interruption of the service the Foreign n1ails \Vere conveyed per 
steamer Bruce to Placentia and St. John's and the L')cal rnails were conveyed over 
the snow by couriers engaged and paid for their services by the Department. 

The Departn1ent is placed in an unfortunate position when the train service 
fails to operate. No provision can be made for n1ail conveyance before hand and 
it 'vould be un,vise to start off couriers 'vith inails on the first kno,vledge of a train 
being blocked as these usual! y at first co1ne through after a delay of t"\YO or three 
days. 

~he n1ails for places bet"'~een St. John's and ~Iillertown and on the Concep­
tion Bay branches, ho,vever, 'vere continued uninterruptedly tho \vhole year round.

'fhe S.S. Fiona perforn1ed service for part of the year bet\veen St. John~ s and 
Placentia, and the S.S. Jifatilda and Sir Donald \Vere also engaged to convey the 
rnails around the \Yhole district of Fogo. 

The ne\v Coastal contract entered into by the Govern1nent \Vith the ~Iessrs. 
Bo,vring Brothers, Lin1ited, for the service of a stean1er each fron1 St. John's for 
the l{ orth and South-'Vest Coa~ts 'vill enable the Department to despatch the 
inajls for \Vhite Bay by the North coast steamer instead of taking the ]Jonie off the 
straits service for that work, and \Vill enable the Glencoe to continue the 'veekly 
service on South Coast fron1 Placentia instead of coming to St. John's and perforn1-
ing a fortnightly service only. 

It should be possible \Yi th such an extensive coastal mail service to so arrange 
the ports of call that all places of in1porta.nce that are accessible be given a call by 
a mail stean1 er. 

TRA YELLING PosT OFFICES. -The n1ail clerks on the trains and steamers no'v 
number 14, they perform very in1portant duties and Lhe fact that so very fe,v errors 
are made compared \Vith the large an1ount of mail matter handled by each indicates 
that they fully understand their work. As a rule '\Ye learn of their errors but not 
of their efficiency. The nature of the 'vork perforn1ed by our travelling clerks and 
the distance travelled by each taken into account 'vith the nature of the road 
travelled over is n1ore arduous and intricate than that 'vhich clerks in other 
countries are asked to perform. 

If the an1ount of mail n1atter \Vhich is no\v assorted and despatched fron1 the 
train during its journey through the country to the Capital \Vere brought to St. 
John's Post Office to be assorted, the staff in the General Post Office 'vould un­
doutedly have to be doubled, yet this large and ever-increasing amount of n1ail 
n1atter is distributed and the letters in some instances arJs'\vered before the n1ail for 

St. John's City and vicinity reaches the General Office.

• 
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The present car space allo,ved on the cross country express is not sufficient for 
present require1nents. If not a whole car at least 25 feet in length of car space is 
absolutely necessary to enable the clerks to store the 'vhole of the in~1il in such a 
n1anner that it could be readily got at nncl be al \vays under his care. This section 
should have doors at each side and be entirely shut off fro1n the hnggage tnd of the 
car. It should also be \Yell lighted and henited ~ncl supplied 'vith lavatory . 
con yen1enccs. 

REDUCTION OF I.JocAL PosTiiGE. -'Ihe charge of three cent~ per ounce for trans-
1uission of letterB of local origin addressed to local (le~tinrrtions is considered by 
n1any a burdenson1e charge as corn pa reel 'vi th the t'vo cents per ounce rate on let­
ters addressed to (~roat Britain and most of the sister Colonies, the loss per annu 111 
to the Revenue by the reduction to t\YO cents \vou1cl uudoubtedly Boon be recoyered 
by an increase in the nun1ber of letters posted. 

TELEGRAPIIs.-The expiration of the .A.nglt•-.A.n1eriGan 1\-;]cgraph Cornpany's 
exclusive rights in the Colony on the 1.5th .April 1nst, \vith the consequent extension 
of the Government systen1 to St. John'~, b~s enabletl the Governn1ent to sanction 
the reduction of the rate for a telegran1 of ten \Yord.:3 frorn 50 to 20 cents. It is 
needless t.o say that telegraph facilities thu'3 brought 'vithin the reach of all classes 
of our people 'vere gladly availed of and the result ha~ lJoen a rapid increase in the 
volun1e of telegraph business thronghout the country. 

During the year the follo\\Ting places \Yere connected with the Goyernment 
systen1 :-Baie \Terte, BotwoodYillc, Con1e By Chance, Long Harbor Beach, l\fus ... 
grave Harbor, Ne,vto,vn, North \"Vest 1\rn1, Pilley's Island, Riverhead St. 1\Iary's, 
Sound Island and TerrenceYille. 

The vote of the I..Jegislature of a su1n to defray the cost of erection of five tele­
graph stations along the I~abrador Coast, fitted 'vith the niarconi systen1 of tele .. 
graphing, indicates that this, the n1ost n1odern facility for rapid comrnunication, 
is to be brought 'vithin the reach of our fishern1en and, no doubt, "rill prove to be 
of great ad vantage to them in the prosecution of the fishery. 

There passed a'vay during the year a late chief of the P0st Office Department 
in the person of J. 0. Fraser, Esq., also his chief clerk, George I-'ejiessurier, Esq., 
both of 'vhon1 in their like capacities rendered great and enduring service to the 
public. 

The Post Office of N e·wfounclland during the con1ing year enters upon its 
Centennial Anni Yersary and to those acquainted 'vi th the prin1iti ve n1ethods of but 
a quarter of a century ago, it must be inost interesting to note the rapid extension 
of the Postal system to the rei.notest parts of the Island. 

There Etill, holvever: ren1ains n1uch to be done in the 'vay of increasing the 
efficiency of many outport offices by the appointn1ent of con1petent Post1nasters and 
the adjustn1ent of sala1ieE. At the present tirne n1any of those 'vho render the best 
service are the most underpaid and the result is an absence of that esprit de corps

~IAY IT PLEASE YouH ExcELLE~cY,-

The Con1n1ission appointed by II is Excellency the Governor in Council "To 

enquire and report 'Yith respect to the laws in force in this Colony, and the effect of 
the same in relation to the sale or prevention of the sale of intoxicating liquors,'' 
beg to report as follo"\YS :-

The Comn1ission have given long and caref Ltl consideration to the n1atters into 
\vhich they have been requested to enquire, and have obtained from the various 
sources at their disposal in'lportant evidence in regard to the operation and effects 
of the Ja,vs as at present in force. 

rfhe Co1nn1ission are of opinion that in the inain the present la'v is effective in 
its operation, and is 'vell . and judiciously adn'linistered. They beg, ho,vever, to 
make some recotnmendations; having in vie\v the !·e1nedying of apparent defects 
and on1issi1)ns in the 1a,vs as no\v existing. 

The Con1n1ission recommend that the Act, entitled Chapter 130, "Of licenses 
for the sale of intoxicating liquors,'' be an1ended, as fol1o\vs : 

That in Section No. 3 the n1ini1num penalty for an infraction of the la\v be 
made one hundred dollars. 

rrhat in Section No. 7 it be provided that tho charge for a wholesale licence be 
t\vo hundred dollars instead of one hundred dollars, and that any person holding a 
retail licenEe shall have the right, upon di1e application and payment of the pre­

scribed charge, tv also receive a 'v holesale licence to apply to the pre1nises for 
'vhich the retail license is held. That Section No. 11 be amended, and that it be 
provided that no person holding a retail license shall sell, barter or exchange inore 

than i'vo gallons of intoxicating liquors at any one time to any one person. 

That in Section No. 19 it be provided that :-

\Vhen it ehall be proven on oath to the satisfaction of any Stipendiary 1\fagis­
trate that any person is an habitual drunkard, or is injuring his health or neglect­

ng his family, as a resqlt of e~cessive clrinking, it shall be incumbent upon the 

• 
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said l\iagistrate, 'vithout cost to the per3on or persons n1aking the deposition, to 

cause a 'vritten or printed notice to be gi vcn to all licensed Public:tns 'vithin. his 

jurisdiction prohibiting all such persons fron1 supplying such habitual drunkard 

'vith any intoxicating liquor for any tern1 not exceeding t\YO years, and if any per­

son shall, nfter the receipt of such notice, kno\ring1y supp1y snch habitual drunk­

ard 'vith any intoxicating liquor, _the person \rho so supplies hiu1 'vith intoxicating 
liquor shall be liable to a penalty not exceeding one hundred clo1lars, or in1prison-

n1ent for a period not exceeding tbirty days. 

If any licensed Publican shall kno\vingly su pp1y in~oxicating liquor to any 

person in respect of \vhon1 such liucnsecl Publican shnll ha Ye had a "~ritten or print­

ed notice prohibiting hi1n fron1 supplying such habitual drunkar<I 'vith any 
intoxicating liq nor, the 'vife, (or \Yido,Y) pr children of the sai<l habitual drunkard 

shall have an action against the said licensed Publican, a11a n1ny recoyer dan1ages 

to an a1nount not cxceedirg $1,000, in the follo\ving case::;:--

(a) If ~ jt be proved upon the irial of such actiun that the said habitual. 

drunkard ha8 by reason of such un1a\vfnl snpp1ying of intoxicating 

liquor had his dc~1th cnusec1 or accelcratccl ihorehy. 

(b) If it be provel1 that by reason of such u11Ll;vful supplying of intoxi­

cating liquor the said habitual drunkard has sustained dan1age or loss 
to hin1se1f or to the dctrirnent of bis fan1ily, \vb ether by loss of health, 

loss of situation or en1ployn1ent, Oi.' in any other 'vay. 

Such action 1nay be taken in the Supre1ne Court in the nan1e of the 'vife (or 

·wido'v) or by the next friend of any infant child or chilclren of such habitual 

drunkard. 

The Cornn1ission arc of op1n1on that the Act, entitled Cap. 22, of an Act to 

a1nend Chapter 130 of tho Consolidated Statute~, cntitle~l, "Of Licenses for the 

Sale of Intoxicating Liquors,'' and passed Jani1ary 1 Dth, 1890, is inefficient, and 

they rccon1n1end that it be an1ended, and that it be provided in the an1cnded 1\.ct, 
that a time be fixed for the consideration of the granting of ne\v licenses and the 

rene,va1s of those already existing, that the I-'iccnsing Bo~rll be en1arged, that a con­

yenor be appointed, and that it be n1ade co1npu1sory that a ineeting of the Board 
be held annually, during the licensing tcr1n, and other 1neetings at any tin1e upon 

the request of t\YO inen1 hers of tbe Board, or at such tin1es as the convenor n1ay 

deen1 necessarr. . ~

The C0111n1ission consitler it ad vis~tble th~tt an annu:il rep0rt fron1 the 

Licensing Board be subrnittecl to the G0Yern111ent, antl that that report be printed 

in the official reports of the !louse of ... i\.ssen1bly . 

The Con1n1ission rccon1n1end that a ne·w section be enacted, providing that :-

\Vhen any person holding a license to sell intoxicating liquors shall be con­

victecl ~ pccg~4 tin1e of a vi010 f;011 o~ the l~. ~.v relating to the sale of intoxicating

liquors, he shall, in addition to any other penalties that n1ay be incurred under tht 
present la,v, be liable to the forfeiture of hiB license, and be thereafter incapable of 
holding a license.

aside of Section 14 of the Act nO\Y in force. 

'fhe Con1mission reco1n1ncnd that the Act, entitled Chapter 101, " Of the 

Prevention of the Sale of Intoxicating LiquorR," be an1ended, as follo,vs :-

That in Section N"o. 16 the rninin1un1 penalty prescribed for an infraction of 

the la\v be four hundred dollars. 

The Co1nn1ission further rccon1n1encl : 

First,-That 'vhen an application shall Le rnade for the granting of a llC\V 

license in any part of the Colony, notice of such application shall be posted on the 
pre1nises for 'vhich such license is sought, and a copy of the s!lid upplication shall 

be published in one or n1ore of the daily papers . 

Second,-that no ne\v licenses be granted to pren1ises situatetl 'Yithin a radius 

of t\vo hundred and fifty yards of any Church, or any other place of ''r orshi p, 

School, Rail,vay Station, or to any Railway Station. 

Third,-That "vhen a license for the sale of intoxicating liquors shall be forfeit­

ed as a penalty for a violation of the la,v, no ne'v license shall be granted until the 

total nu1nber of existing licenses in the District be reduced to a number bearing th.e 

proportion of one license to t\vo hundred adult n1ale residents within the District.

and the fact of his or their con Yiction. 

Eighth,-That the la\v be so an1ended that any person selling liquor to any one 
apparently under the ago of eighteen years or procuring liquor for hin1 shall be sub­
ject to a penalty not exceeding fifty dollars. 

Ninth, -'fhat the po\ver to grant licenses for the coast of Ln, brarlor be veRtecl 
in the Licensing Board for the District of St. John's. 

'renth, -Th~t the police be instructed to procure at least once in each year 
san1ples of liquors fro1n various licensed houses to be submitted for analysis. 

I~leYcnth,-That it be n1ade unla·wful for ·any licensed publican to per111it any 
fen1ale, other thl"l,n bona fide 111en1 bcrs of his fan1ily or fen1ales in his service prjor 
to the <late a.t 'vhich tho an1en<led legislation shall co1ne into force, to sell any in­
toxicating liquors on the prcn1ises for "·bich he holds a licence. 

,.f,velfth,-The Con1n1ittce strongly urge that the ClOYernment shall establish a 
reforn1atory for the reception antl reforn1 of habitual drunkards and Juyenile of­
fenders, 'vhon1 it is in the opinion of this Con1n1ission inadvisable to send to the 
Penitentiary. 

The Con111lission c1e~ire to rccor<l their cordial appreciation of the assistance 
that they have recci \'"Cd during tho cc,nrsc of their inquiry fron1 the Inspector 
Genrral of Polic0, \Yho nnrcser,·edly placed bis 'vide experience at their disposal. 
They "\vish a1so to express their recognition of the readiness 'vi th \vhich the ~Iagis­
tratrs, Justices of t.he Peace, and Officers of the P~lice force have co-operated with 
the Con1rnission by responding pron1ptly to their applications for statistics, evidence 
and general inforn1ation, the receipt and use of \vhich have prayed of substantial 
value in furthering the labours of the Con1n1ission, and in enabling then1 to ar­
riye at just conclusions regarding the inattcrs thnt they have been requested to in­
vestigate and report upon.

Of the Select Committee on the Bill. entitled "An Act to Prohibit the 

Prosecution of the Labrador Fishery in Steam Vessels/' with the 
Evidence taken in Connection Therewith. 

~IR. SPEAI{ER,--

The Select Con1n1ittce on the s~licl Bill hog l<)ayc t.o n1ake a special report, aR 

fo1lo,vs : 

( 1.) The ineasnrc has rccci \'"C<l the "C.On~ideration of tho Con1111ittce nt sryen 

n1eetingR. 

(2.) Feeling that the YiC\YS of persons directly interested in the use of stea1n 

vessels in the I.labrador Fishery, and representati vc fishern10n, should be heard, qut -having no authority to cxan1ino on oath, the Con1n1ittee requested certain repre_ 

sentatiYc persons to furnish inforn1ation, and a report of their replies to the 

questions of the Con1n1ittee is attached hereto. .fl greater nu1nbcr of "~itne~ses 

'vould prob~;.bly not afford any nc\V n1attcr for consideration, but n1ight gi \·e n1ore 

detailed infor1nation ns to local concli tions. 

( 3.) Four firms an<l persons have habitually used stean1 vessels in recent yea1~s 

in carrying cre,vs, gear and n1aterials to and f ron1 tho Labrador - Job Bros. '--~ Co., 

at Blanc Sablon ; Baine Johnston (_~ Co., at Battle Harbor ; F. & C. Jerrett, at 

Sn1okey ; Capt. \)Tilliam Bartlett, at Turnavick. A representative of each of these 

'Yas heard by the Co1nn1ittee an<l his evidence is attached. Job Bros. & Co. ha Ye 

prosecuted the green fishery in t\YO stcan1ers for seyeral years, 'vhen the fishery in 

the straits 'vas about ended. At the outset their stean1ers cbtained their fish be­

yond Cape Chidley; recently they have fishe<l northern I.abrador so called. Baine 

Johnston & Co. last year sent one stean1er fron1 Battle Harbor to the Straits, and 

later to the northern Labrador green fishing. Cnpt. B<.1rtlett proposed to send a 

stean1cr fron1 Turnayick green fishing last year, but refrained because of some 
. -

doubt concerning the insurancA of the stean1er. No other actual atten1pt to pro-

secute thr. green fishery in stean1ers has con1c to the notice of the Co111n1ittee. 

( 4.) ·Except in one case, apparently, the stean1ers e111ployed in connection 'vi th 

the Labrador fishery have been used prin1arily to transport cre,vs, gear and n1aterial 

to the established stations of their O\vners or charterers only, and not to n1onopolize 

trap berths outside the area custon1arily appropriated by such stations, 'vhile green 

fish catching in steamers, a inatter of recent growth, has only been fo~lowcd after 

the conclusion of the ordinary fishing at Bla11c Sablon and Battle Harbor. In one 

case a steamer chartered by a firn1 to take cre,vs, ge(tr and n1aterial to the firm's 

ovvn station, also took: independent cre""S as passengers, and by this rneans, it is 

alleged, a virtual monopoly of the prirne trap berths 'vas established for the flshery 

season over a considerable area, in whicl1 theretofore there has been much 

. con1petition. 
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( 5.) T\YO evils are threatened by the use of stean1ers in the l..iabrador fishery ; 
one, the pursuit of the green fishery in the stean1ers then1selyes ; the other, the 
creation 9f a monopoly in the prin1e trap berths of the l..iabrador Coast. The Con1-
mittee are persuaded there is danger in this direction. 

(G.) It seen1s quite clear that the green fishery in stean1ers cannot be pursued 
'vith success in the sealing steamers of the Colony in consequence of the expense of 
their operation, and their un\veildiness and lack of speed. But cheaper, inore 
economical, speedier and handier stea1ners may be obtained, and "·ith these the 
green fishery is possible. There is reason to believe that persons 'vithin and 'vith­
out this Colony already contemplate the use of such stean1ers in this fishery. 

(8.) There are divergent interests to be observed ; first, the floaters; and 
second, the stationers; an<l the conditions to be grappled \vith differ materially in 
the Straits of Belle Isle, on the coast bet\veen Battle Harbor and Cape Harrigan, 
and north of Cape IIarrigan. The tern1 "stationers," as used herein, is not in­
tended to include pern1anent residents on the l.J9.brador Coast. 

· The Straits fishery is conducted by large operators · fron1 established shore 
rooms, and by floaters, but not by 1na.ny stationers. From Battle Harbor to Cape 
Harrigan the fishery is conducted by large operators and floaters, as in the Straits 
of Belle Isle, but also by many '' stationers.'' North of Cape Harrigan no station­
ers fish, but a green fishery is carried on by floaters. 

On the vvhole coast at various places there are perrnanent residents, but they 
are not nun1Erous and not many at one place except at l\Ioravian settlen1ents all 
north of Cape Harrigan. All fish caught south of Cape Harrigan, except by float-­
ers, is dried on the coast and mostly shipped thereform to n1arket. l\Iost of the fish 
caught north of Cape Harrigan is brought hon1e by the floaters in salt bulk. Son1e 
is brought to places on the Labrador south of Cape llarrigan, n1ade there and ship­
ped thence to inarket. The fish caught for the l\Iori vans is made on the coast. 

'Vith reference to the fishery bet"reen Battle Harbor and Cape I-Iarrigan it is 
said that 1nany stationers without schooners resort there by stean1ers, and unless 
permitted to go in stean1ers inight be driven to go in poor sailing craft; possibly be 
n1ade dependent on supplying n1erchants, and therefore that interference with the 
use of stea1ner3 to convey '' 8tationers '' to the Labrador \Yould be unfair to the 
poor stationers. 

30 
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(9.) Inasmuch as the real value of the Labrador fishery to the people of this 
Colony consists in the fact that it can 110\V be carried pn so cheaply that 110 n1an of 

industrious habits need fear of a fair ineasure of success therein, and consequently 
it affords a livelihood for a large and frugal population of independent people, the 

Con11nittee is persuaded that anything 'vhich threatens to destroy the conditions 
under \vhich the fishery is 1101v conducted is a public n1enace of great magnitude, 

and should be grappled 'vi th in a drastic n1anner. ''re are of opinion, therefore, 
that the first, fourth and fifth paragraphs of the Bill referred to us, a.n1ended in the 
first para.graph, should be adopted so that the pursuit of the green fishery in stean1-
crs shall be n1ade unla,vful. . 

And further, that the rnatter of the dates for taking up trap berths should re .... 
ceive the i1nn1ediate consideration of the Departrnent of ~Iarine and Fisheries 'vith 
the vie\v of fixing dates for various parts of the Labrador, before 'vhich berths 
should not be allo,ved to be taken up, as in onr opinion this affords the most hope­

ful prospect of preventing a n1onopo1y of trap· berths by the use of steam or other-
. 

'YlSe. 

''Te are also of opinion that the dates should be arranged on a sliding scale, as 
the fishery opens later at northcr11 than at southern points on the coru~t.

Question.-\Vbat stations on the I--'ahra(1or, and Yvhat rooms do you run? 

Answ·er. -The chief ones '\voul<l be at Sanely Islands, Don1ino, Black Tickle1 

Indian Ticklr, Horse Harbor, Incli_an Harbor, IIolton, Double IRlanclR. The?e are 
the principal places. 

Question.- -At each of these places you haYe roon1s? 

A ns'\ver. -Yes. 

Question.-And your people at present in going do\vn to your rooms have all 
gone by sailing vessels ? 

Ans\ver.-Not all. A fe\v last yrar got passage in stea1ners ; but in the rnain 
it has been the practice to send them hy sailing vessels, n1ost1y in n1y o'vn craft. 

Question.-These \Yere sailing vessels that \vou1d pursue the green fishery with 
their O'\vn cre,vs? 

Ans,ver.--So1ne \voul<-l and son1c 'vould not. So1nc carried dealers an<l landed 
then1 in the harbors as they "·ent along and lay up. The sn1a1ler ones carried 
do,vn crews and landed then1 and went on green fish catching. 

Question.-Then in the autumn, 'vhen the fishery is lvinding np, are the san1e 
yesse1s sent to bring back the same people? 

Ans\Yer.-They bring back the san1e people. 

QueEtion.-Your traps are they brought hon1e in the autu1nn_ and sent do,vn 
the follo"·ing spring again? 

Ans\iYer. -Yes. 

Question.-You ha\~e a caretni\:er left in charge of the principle stations?

Question.-In taking up berths in the Rpring are any taken up by the care­
takers? 

Answer. -No, there is only one inan there and he cannot take then1 up. The 
care taker takes up berths for hin1self indi vidua11y at Horse Harbor. 

Question.-In any case yonr berths for the season are taken up by the n1en 
after the schooners arri re?

Answer. -Yes. 

Question.-Do yon con1e into contact '\vith anybody eh~e "·ho send clo"~11 

stean1ers. 

Ans\ver.-Jerret last year landed men fron1 Bateau North and Indian Tickle. 

• All the principle berths \Yere taken by men 'vho went do,yn '"ith J erret. J erret 

]ast year took passengers besides his o'vn cre"1 s, and landed then1 at various places 
going aloug the shore, and they took up their berths, and rernainecl at the places 

\vhere they took up their berths. 

Question.-Do you re111en1ber \Yhat stean1er he had last year? 

Ans\ver. -I think it \YUS the Erik he had. 

Que~tion. -Did she ren1ain <lo\vn? 

Ans,ver.-No, she can1e back. 

Question.-'''ho charter stean1ers for then1selves and con1c into contact 'vith 
you? 

Ans-\ver. - None but J erret so far. 

l\Ir. Earle.--\Vhen he 'vent do,vn 'vith the stean1er did he have Rtations for his 
rnen to go into? He did not build then1 as he \Vent along? 

Ans,ver. --It \Vas not his o'vn people but others 'vho paid the passage do\vn for 

the purpose of getting a berth, and took the leaders and one or t\vo n1en as the case 

may he . ... 

1'1r. l\Iorine. -You say that the men taken do\vn by J erret 'vere independent 

of hi1n ; that they sin1ply agreed 'vith hin1 to go as passengers, he having roon1 for 

then1? 

Ans"·er. -Yes. 

Qnestion.-Did these n1en get do,vn before the schoonerR got there? 

Ans\ver.--Yes. 

Question. -\Vell, taking year in and year out is it possible for people going by 
schooners to arrive at these places on the J-'abrador as quickly as they could be 

ta~en there by stean1er? 

Ans\ver. -Certainly not, and I 'vill explain 'vhy not: Because 'vhcn the Rail­
ing vessels leave they are subject to head ~1inc1R, jatnR of ice aod caln1s; hnt or-
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dinarily "'hen stean1ers leave it's certain they 'vill arrive at certain tin1e3, barring 

accidents. It is possible that son1etin1es both stean1ers and vessels, leaving at the 

san1e tin1e, 'vill arrive together, but not once in a hundre 1 tin1e~. 

Question.-Taking the season of the year in 'vhich they go do,Yn, is it almost 

certain that they 'vill 1neet ice and other conditions that delay? 

Ans,ver. -It's alrnost certain. The first tin1e they rneet ice is in tb e Straits, 

and along the French Shore and I.Jabrador ; but occasionally they do not n1eet ice. 

Question.-! take it that in the case 'vhere a firn1 or individual is carrying on 

a business large enough to be able to e1nploy a steamer, or " 1here smaller inen are 

so situated that they can get passage in a stean1er, they ha Ye great ad \1antage over 

people depending on sailing vessels? 

Answer.-They haye great advantage. -
Question.-By a con1bination bet,veen a number of n1en to e1nploy a stean1er 

to transport themselves there, \Vould it be po3sible to g8t a great ad vantage over the 

rest of the people ? 

Ans\ver. -U ndou btedl v. 
" 

Question. -If that lvere carried on to a large extent, either by rich firn1s or 

con1binations of n1en, 'vhat ,yould be the effect on the sailing fleet of the island? 

Ans¥ver. -The people \Yho go do\vn in the sailing vessels 'voulcl get poor places 

for their traps, and consequently very little fish, and the ultimate effect ,vould be 

the destruction of the sailing fleet, and the steamers 'vou Id have to do the ,vork. 

Question.-'\' ou1d it be possible for a rich firm to use a steamer in such a 

'vay as to take up the valuable berths on the larger portion of t.he coast? 

Ans"rer. -It is possible for a firn1, and not a very rich one either, to take up 

every choice trap berth on the coast and operate it. There is no question about it. 

Question.-''rin you explain ho\V it can be done. It has been objected that 

yon cannot take a great n1:iny trap crew3 'vith their utensils in one steamer? 

Ans"1er. -It would altogether depend. If the stations \Vere built you could 

take a large nun1ber, but if you had to build ne'v stations you \Vould have to take 

a sn1aller number, because the 111aterial 'vould have to be brought do\vn to build 

the stations. A wise man 'vould have his stations built up for his men to sleep in, 

as bis gear to build a stage 'vould take up considerable room in the ship. The inen 

could be landed as they ,yent along, stick up their houses to lodge in first, then of 

course it would take the1n a 'veek or ten days to get ready for the fishery ; but they 
'vould be there one n1enth before the fishery would con1mence. It is possible for a 

firn1 with a nun1ber of stean1ers to rnonopolise the 'vhole thing.

Consequently, n1en gojng into thflt vicinity inigl1t safely build their rooms one year 

and look for,vard to the use of the1n for a nu1nber of Years after? .; 

Ans,ver. -Yes. 

Question.- The second year if he \Vent do\vn he could take a n1nch larger nun1-

ber of crelvs ? 

Ans\ver.-Certain ly. 

Question.-I-Ie \Vould ha\Te to Lind the cre\VR anrl such tn'.1terial a~ they ha.cl, 
an<l salt 'vith it? 

Ans,ve1\-He 'vould not need to bring the salt in the ste~mer, as the salt 'voulJ 

go do\vn in the vessels. No salt goes do\vn in stean1er3, unless the stean1er lay 

clown there in the S\l1nn1er. It would co1ne in mostly in foreign vessels. \Ve 

charter ve3sels \vi th salt to arrive at Il .. ty R~bert3 on the 20th June, and start then1 

do\vn to be in time for the fis~iery. ''Te 'voul<l not think of sending salt in 
stean1ers.

-Yes. '"fhey do not calculate to get fish belo'v Don1ino much before 

the 1st, 10th or 15th July, or later. ~Ien going do\vn on the stean1cr \Vould be on 

the spot by the 5th or 10th June. All they \Vant is a place to shelter then1sol ves, 

\Vhich can be put up in1111ediately. 

Question.--\Vould it be necessary to send a full trap cre\v by the first stearner? 

Ans,yer.-Tbey send son1etin1es one 111an and son1etimes two. If three of 

then1 \vanted to get a trap berth, ~hey 'vould club toget~1cr and n1ark the bertl1. It 

is the practice. There is a sort of freen1rrsonry a1110ng tl1e fi ~hern1en there, and 

they would not interfere. 

Question. -If you \Vere going into the business of using a stea1ner, and in­
tended to take up your berths, you \voulcl send along t\VO n1en at nlost for each 

trap berth-drop do,vn your n1en and take up the berth-[tnd fill up your cre,vs 

later on? 

Ans\ver. -Yes. 

Question. -You say that can be done \vitb one stea111er even over a large sec­

tion of coast ? 

Ans,yer.-It 'va~ done there la6t year and tho year before by Jerret, can be 

done to any extent, and lvill be done to a great extent this year if not prevented. I 
know this. I have kicked against it so far, but I 'vill not allo\v J erret or any one 

to get ahead of n1e. In fi vc years tin1e there 'vill be no such thing as sailing ves­

sels going do,vn as freighter~. -1\Iy opinion is that in less than fi \Te years the Lab-

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rador fishery \vill be a n1onopoly ir1 the hands of four or five persons, unless the 

use of steam is prevented. 

Question.-You have said that your fir1n di<l the largest Labrador Lusiness of 
any in the country, and also that if the use of stean1ers 'vas not prohibited, in so 
far as practicable, you will have to use thc1n yourself? 

Ans,ver. -Certainl v .

Question. -The result of that \voul<l Le that in four or five yearo the 'vhole 

fishery \vill be n1onopolised by stean1ers, and this 'vill n1ean a rnonopoly by a fe,v 

firms. 

Ans\ver.-Yes. That 'vould confiscate the property utilised in the L~brador 
fh;hery. C. & A. Da,ve have $55, 000 \Vorth of scl1ooners. .A.fter the fishery is pro­

secuted in stean1ers, to a large exte11 t these schooners becon1e useless for carrying 
do\vn the people to take up their trap berths. The schooners cannot he replaced, 
and the salt will be carried do,vn by foreign vessels as now. 

Question.-Against such co1npetition as Lhat, cou1d the O\vners of schooners 

fight successfully? 

Ans\ver. -No, unless they n1ade a cornbination. Their schooners 'vould nGt 

be of n1uch use to them. I a1n talking no'v of the part of the coast from Cape 

Harrigan south. 
-

Question. -Upon that portion of the coast could the ordinary schooner o'vner 

and fisberni.an compete successfu11y against steam? 

Ans\ver.-He could not. 

Question.-Then, practically, unless there is some prohibition against steam 
all the I-'abrador coast frorn Cape Harrigan south n1ust fall into the hands of capi .. 

talists? 

~ 

Ans\ver. - Yes. 

Question. -N O\V fron1 Cape IIarrigan north, \Y hat 'vouhl be the effect of stean1? 

Ans\ver.-Fron1 that place there are no settlers up to the present tin1e. Ves-
seh; go there green fish catching, and take their cha.noes to get do,vn; but if steam-

ers go there vessels \vill have no chance to prosecute the voyage. Alrea<ly people 

have been bothering n1e about getting steam tra\vlers, because they are being sold 
cheap-tra\vlers like one that \vhich Baine, Johnston & Co. has; and they have 
been pointing out to me ho\V cheap it coul<l b& done, and I believe it \vould pJ.y to 

e1nploy thern. They \vould be ahead of schooners. The great trouble in getting 

north is that it is head 'vind or no 'vind, and that being so the ste1n1ers \vould Le 
down there and get their choice of berths. It is a section of the country in 'vhich 
caln1s prevail. 

Question.-In ans\ver to that, it h:is boen s:iid that the expense of operating 
the stean1ers 'vould forbid that ?

The expen_se of operating steamers do\vn 
there would not be n1uch greater than sailing vessels. Gasoline schooners could .. 
he operated do\vn there cheaper than sailing vessels.

l\Ir. l\ioulton. - Gasoline schooners could be utilized. 

Capt. Da\ve.-If you are going to prosecute the fishery in stean1er.:3 you need 
not leave as early. 'rhe schooner is different, and the extra tin1e \vhich you gain 
by going in the steamer n1ore than compensates for the expense of operating by 
steam. They cannot be operate] so cheaply as the vessels, but the result in the 
voyage 'vill n1ore than compensate for the difference in the expense. 

Question. -You believe that the fishery can be carried on by the use of po\ver 
successf ull v ? ., 

Ans,ver.- ·-I believe sc. 

Question.-You believe also that as a nu1nber or vessels of that class are offer­
i1ig for sale it is more than probable that they will engage in the fishery? 

Ans"\ver. -Y e.8, before long. . 

Question. ·-That then ."\vould n1ean a practical 'viping out of all that class of 
vessels \vhich go North at present? 

Ans\ver. ·-Gradually. The result 'vill con1e as it did to the sailing vessels pro­
secuting the seal fishery. 

Question. -And from that the firn1s doing business in a larger \Vd,y-the capi­
talists-vvould control that fishery? 

Ans\ver. -The independent planter cannot cotnn1and the inoney. They should 
form a con1bine. 'rhe individuals cannot do it. 

Question. -The risk attached to the employn1ent of one stean1er \vould make 
it un,vise to etnbark with only one in the fishery? You scatter your risl{ by having 
a large fleet sufficient to make up for failure? 

-
Answer.-It is not the practice for a man to base his chances on the one spot 

do\vn there. It is better to have then1 scattered along the coast. You cannot 
make such a good thing, but you 'vill not n1eet heavy losses. 

Question. -It has been objected 'vi th reference to .J erret' s. ( 1) They have 
been using Rtean1ers to take their people do\vn for so1ne time past, and (2) they 
have no vessels to take their men do\vn, and that, therefore, to prevent thein from 
using steamers \Vould be unfair interference? 

Ans\ver.-I do not kno\V. The san1e thing applies to ourselves. 'Ve have not 
a sufficient nurr1ber of vessels to take down our people. \Ve charter, and if \Ve 
cannot get those vessels \Ve will haYe to ernploy a stea1ner. My brother bas been 
away two months and did not get the vessels he "ranted, so that we n1ust get our 

people dowu otherwise, 
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Question. -That objection with reference to J erret, if it did have any force 

this year, 'vould it follo'v that it 'vould have next year? 

Ans,ver. -It is merely a question of n1eans to get the vessels. 

Question.--The san1e objection has been arguetl \vith reference to Capt. Bart .. 
lett, of Turnavick. 

Ans\ver.-The sarno reasons 'vould apply. Ile can get the vessels. Bo\vring 

has plenty of then1. Ile is supplying Bartlett, and it is as easy to send do,vn the 
cre,vs in vessels as in stearners. 

Question. -You say vessels can be got this season, it is n1erely a question of 
inoney? 

• 
Ans,ver. -Undoubtedly. 

Question.-Take the green cocl fi:5hery. You \voulLl say that the be:3t thing to 

do is to prohibit the use of stean1 in it altogether? 

Ans,ver. -Yes, it is the best thing, and 'v hen I an1 talking in that way I an1 

talking against n1y O'\Vn individual interests. If steamers are going to be used it 

\vill be as profitable to me as anyone. Speaking in th0 public interest the use of 

stean1 in the Labrador fishery, outside of taking the fish to n1arket, ought to be 
stopped. 

Question.-Do you apply that to the Straits? 

Ans~ver. -I do not kno'v anything about the Straits. 

You should lin1it the use of steamers, and if against the public interest they 

should not be allo\ved at all. The sure 'vay 'vould be to limit the use of steamers 
to transporting fish. 

Bo\vrings and Baine, Johnston t~ Co. can monopolise the Labrador fishery if 
they \vish to do so, because they can use for their o\vn purposes '\V hat vessels they 

require and refuse to hire to others. 

Question. -If they inade a cornbination of that kind there is not stean1 enough 

here to fight then1? 

Ans"1er.~--There is nobody to fight thetn. I think, if you '\Vilt let ine say so, 

that the difficulty might be n1et for ihe current season, as it is late for Bartlett and 

others to get schooners, in prohibiting the stean1er=' fron1 leaving until the 25th 

June or the 1st J u1y. Capt. Bartlett does not leave son1etimeR until the 10th . 

Question. - As far as the fishery is concerned there is no objections to a stearn­

er leaving after the 25th June? 

Answ·er.-If that date \Vas fixed anybody \vho \Vanted to get his trap berths 

do\Yn, \vithout having to send then1 in stearners, can do so, south of Cape Harri­

gan. This is the bone of contention. It \Yas reported the other clay at Carbonear 

that 1vir. Ryan 'vas going to take (Jo\vq son1e lllen in a steamer that took do,yn 

.. 
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\Vhaling supplies. I had letters fron1 Carbonear about it. He \Vas to take up berths 
in Bateau. I \Vrote to hi1n but he \Vas a,yay. The \vhaling stea1ner has not gone 
do\Yn yet. 

Question. -For the present year, by preventing any steamers fron1 going until 

the 25th June, 'vould the difficulty be got over-that is not to leave here hefore 
the 25th June-I n1ean to the settled portions of the coast? Of course people fish­

ing north con1plain that stea1ners should not go until very inuch later? 

.A.ns\\·er.-None of the sailing yessels \vould leave before the 15th or 20th 

June, if not driven by the stean1ers. 

Question.-It has been further objected that it is only a matter of <legree be­
t \Veen the stea1ners and the vessels, and that there are equal degrees of unfairness 

between the better a11d poorer classes of sailing vessels; that if you stop the steam­

ers from going down, you 'vill still leave it open to the larger firms to use the best 
class of schooners, and that is equally unfair to the o\vners of the poorer c1as.3 of 
schooners? 

Answer.--It is open to them to do so, but as a matter of fact the contrary is 

the case. It is the small independent planters that have the s111artest and best 
schooners. To get a good schooner is not impossible for any fisherrnan. It de­

pends upon his O\Vn personal efforts, and it is a thing \Vhich any fi~hern1'.1n can as­
pire to. 

Question.-Give your reasons? 

A.nswer.-I buy a ne'v schooner, a~d every capable dealer looks to get the 
best schooner. 

Question.-It strikes me to be a different question altogether 'vith the stean1-
ers. The nun1ber of ste~n1ers n1ust be sn1all, and the ordinary fishern1an cannot 
aspire to get a steamer, \Vhile the lflUSS of energetic, active fishern1en are going to 
get the best scdooners? 

Ans,yer.-The fishern1an gets an old . schooner first and the;1 sells and get8 a 

new and better one. ---.. 

Question.-You gay, as a 1natter of fact, that it is the energetic, indepe1~dent, 
bustling planter that has the best schooner? 

Ans,ver. --Certainly. 

Question.-I-Ie 'vill suffer most by the con1petition 'vith stearn? 

Ans\ver.-It \Vas the sarne \vith the seal fishery. There were 10ts of n1en 'vho 
eaid that the introduction of stean1 into that fishe!y 'voukl destroy t be sailing fleet, 

and they were right. The acti vc in en 'vere ruined by then1, antl the same will ap­
ply to the cod-fishery in a grenter or lesser degree, and the future will tell that. 

Hon. E. Da,ve.-You do not think it \Vonld be exactly fa.ir this year to shut 
do,vn the stean1ers '\vho have taken do,vn crews. You thinl{ the time is too short 

for Bartlett and J erret ? 

... 
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Answ·er.-I do not think it is for this year. If I ""ant three schooners to take 

the n1en that I ha\"e inade no proyision for, I have to go to market to get then1. 

Bartlett does not 'vant n1ore than one or t\VO ; neither Bartlett nor J erret 'vant 

n1ore than I llo, nor are they in any worse position than I an1. It n1ight be a hard­

ship, but it \Vill be the san1e thing next year, but. even if it 'vas a hardship it 'vill 
not trouble n1e if it is done for the public good. It is not a hardship on Bartlett 

or .J erret. Supposing I tol<l n1y dealers to-morro\v I would hire n1y schooners, 

they 'vould be just in the san1e position as Bartlett or J erret. \Vhile they have 

not the Echooners, the people 'vho supply then1 haye the schooners. They 'vill 

n1ake a desperate fight to retain the n1onopoly of the best trap. berths on the coast. 

Question.-\Vhat you inean is that you have planters 'vho are in a position 

just as hard as J erret or Bartlett? Do you stand to\vards then1 in the same 'vay 
that BowTing stands to\vards Bartlett, or IIarvey to,varcls J erret? And if you can­

not get schooners yonr people cannot go, and if stean1ers 'vere allo,ved you n1nst 
get stean1ers for your people. 

Ans\Yer. -C. J erret has all the schooners he \Van ts for his people, and F. J er­

ret n1ay get one, t\vo or three 'vhich \vill do. \Vith one 1nore schooner they can 

n1oye their cre\YS, but if allo,yed to take stean1ers they will get ahead of everybody. 

Question.-In case it \Yas found to be a hardship this year to prohibit stean1-

ers going do,vn at all, 'vould it nut be a \vise rule that no traps should be put out 
until a certain date? 

Answer. -If a inan sets his trap before a certain date there is no one to com­

plain of him. The only 'vay to n1eet the difficulty 'vould be to prohibit the sailing 
of stearners until a late elate. 

Question. - -~Ir. J erret objects because they ha<l no ti n1e to get the schooners? 

Ans\ver.-~Iake the date of stean1ers sailing the 1st July, and Jerret's people 

'villl get do,vn in sailing vessels by leaving on the 1st ,Jnne. If you n1ake the date 

of stea1ners sailing late you put then1 on the sarne footing as ves~els, because they 

cannot take up their trap berths. 

Hon. Eli Dawe. -That did ni>t get over the trouble that a certain nun1ber of 

traps \Vere left on the coast, and that there \Vere n1en \vho could take up their berths 

e\·en if the stean1ers \Vere not ailo,ved to go do,vn ?

I think that in the early 90' s there \Vas 'vhat is kno,vn as '' the summer of 
scarcity," because the fishermen ~yent clown and can1e back without any fish. From 

'vhat coulJ be gathered from the settlers it appeared that early in June, before the 
fishermen got do\vn, the fish were in abun 1.ance. The result ·was that the fish got 

glutted with bait and struck off before the arrival of the fisher1nen. I think it 
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would be better to prohibit fishermen from prosecuting the fishery altogether than 
to make· a law fixing the tin1e for the setting of traps.

By Captain 1£li Da,ve. ·-.A.bout. the n1atter of fixing a <late, J\Ir. ~Iorine asked if 
it would not be advisable to n1ake certain dates before which it would be unlawful 

to set traps. You say that it \vould not he \Vise~ because a date might be fixed be­

fore 'vhich the fish 1night con1e in, and that \Vould be a hardship. The idea was 

to fix such dates, in the different places, before which it 'vas never kno"1n for the 

fish to have struck in. 'fhat \Vould prevent people frorn leaving too early. In 

Conception Bay, for instance, they leave and run for berths \Yhen they kno\V they 

will not get any fish for sorne time. They 111ay be do\vn there perhaps three or four 

\Veeks doing nothing. 'They rnay be do,vn three or four 'veeks \vaiting to put out 

their traps. It \vas thought that if a date \Vere set before 'vhich it 'vas never kno,vn 
for fish to corne in, it \vould stop people from forcing their way dO"\VIl there through 

the ice for no other purpose than that of securing a trap berth. Some years ago 

they left as early as the 20th of l\Iay. It 'vas to stop that, and to give every n1.an a 

chance to get a berth, that 've were considering the fixing of a date on certain sec­

tions of the coast, n1aking the tin1e later as you '\Yent north in order [to give the 

rnen in sailing vessels a chance to get a berth. 

Ans\ver.-I do not see 'vbat right the Legislature has to interfere 'vi th n1en' fi 
business. It is their Olvn business if they wish to go. To make a la\v that says 

when you shall go, and when you shall not, when you shall set a trap, and wheq 

you shall not, is to interfere 'vith a man's individual liberty. 
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Question. -It is not right to take the fishern1en a\vay from their hornes (and 

they have 110 say in \vhen they shall go, being n1erely sent do,vn by their suppliers 

in cases \Vhere they are sharernen) t\VO or three weeks before there is any necessity, 
n1erely to n1ake the111 secure a trap berth . 

.. A.ns\ver. -Very well. Suppose you fix the date for setting the trap at th~ 25th 

of June. Here is a n1an \Vho is ready on the 1st of June td- start. That is too 

early, and he has to 'vait. Suppose that \vhen he goes do\vn he finds that the fish 

have struck off. Therefore, on accouut of an Act of the Legislature he gets no fish. 

Every 111an goes do\Yn there looking for priine berths. Suppose you fix a date 

\V hich \vill give fifty n1en a chance to get do\vn there. 'f hirty of the.in \Vill be dis­
appointed. \Vhere does the value of fixing a <late come in there ?

Question.-It co1nes in that son1e inen go do,vn so early that they get the same 

berths every year, and that 'vill be prevented. 

Ans,ver. -They do not get the san1e berths eyery year. 

Question. -They do. l\Ir. Jerrett gets the sa1ne berths every year. 

~Ir. Earle.--1\fy opinion has heen that those 'vho have prin1e berths got them 
every year. At least they get tbe1n for five or six years, and another man inay get 
them the seventh. 

Capt. Bonia. -'"fhere \Vere only t\vo points \Vith reference to trap fishery \Vhich 
nee<led legislation. These \Yere as to the size of the n1esh and the distance apart 

\Vhich traps should be set. Otherwise the fishern1en ought to be allo,ved to do as 

they liked. 

Capt. l{ean to ~Ir. l\Iorine.-I do not think it \vould be possible to do anything 

along the line of fixing a <late for the setting of traps after the fish have struck in. 

Question. --You say that there n1ay be large quantities of fish on the coast 

'vithout any caplin. 

Ans\ver. -Yes. 

Captain Eli Da,\ve. -.A.s to the in1portance of these trap berths, I think there 
is too much in1portance placed upon the1n. I 'vas carrying on the ·fishery for 

t\venty years and neYer ran for a trap berth, and I always had a good voyage. 

EVIDENCE OF l\IR. ClIARLES JERRETT, BRIGUS. 

(Exan1ined by l\Ir. l\Iorine.) 

l\ly na111e is Charles Jerrett. I reside at Brigus. I atn the son of the late G. 

C. Jerrett., and until this spring \Vi:LS partner in the firn1 of F. & C. ,Jerrett. 'Ve 

operate at Sn1oky and Indian Ifarbors on the I--'abrador. ~Iy father \Vent there 

t\venty-eight years ago. I have been personally connected \Yith the business since 

the second year. l\Iy father usually 'vent to Sn1oky and n1y brother to Indian 

Harbor. I ren1ained at hon1e looking aft~r tqat ~nq of the business. I "·as at 
,,... ... . 

' 
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Labrado-r in 1895 'vith iny father, and in 1903 'vith n1y brother. I 'vas hon1e last 
year, but I a1n going .to Labrador myself this summer. Fifteen years ago "re first 
employed stean1 to take our cre,vs down, and have been doing so every year since. 
'Ve would charter a steamer to take the 111en and gear.. They \Vould land the1n and 
then return. In the fall we 'vould send the inen hom3, son1e in schooner8 ancf 
others in the rnail boat. The practice has been to leave on the coast traps 'vhich 
did not need repairs. \Ve bring home the traps that required repair, and brought 
then1 down the next spring. 'Ve have caretakers .at our stations. One inan -at 
each. No berths are taken up till the n1en get down. ~Ve leave bet\veen the 10th 
and 15th of June, arid get do\vn in about four days. The ti1ne the fish strikes in 
varies. In 1903 've got the first fish on July the 6th, and in 1904 on July the 
16th. Occasionally it con1es in on July the 1st, but I never kne\V it to do so be­
fore that date. The latest year was one well up in August, '\Vhen the coast 'vas 
blocked with ice. In 1903 we did so well that we took in our traps on the 8th of 
August. Other years, when the fishery is not so good, they are left out till Sep­
tember. 'Ve wind up about the end of September, and get home a month later. 
During the l~tter part of September the fish moves out into deep 'vater. The fish 
strike in gradually. First we get one or two, then a quintal, then a boat load, and 
then n1any quintals in our traps. The fish then, as we say, go into the bay, and 
'vhen they are coming •>Ut we get another good run. Last year we hired the Erik 
to bring down our crews. vVe paid $!'2,000 for her for the run. \Ve took, in ad· 
dition to our o'vn men, a number of others supplied by St. John's ontfitters. \Ve 
charge all alike the san1e price-25 cents a quintal do,vn and back, including gear. 
We took t\VO ouiside cre\VS and a lot of independent n1en at $5 a trip. 1\Iany of 
these were C. & A. Dawe' s men. 'Ve intend to take a stean1er this year. \Ve can-., 

not get down other,vise, except by buying school')ers, and this is the \vrong titne to 
do that.. \Ve have not closed for a stean1er yet, but are in treaty for one. 

(In reply to Hon. Eli Dawe)-We propose to take passengers. Naturally, it 
helps to pay the expenses. \Ve drop the men on the coast as 've go along. Last 
year 've took a fevv for C. (_~ A. Dawe to secure trap berths, but they brought no 

.. traps. 

(To ~Ir. Earle)-All the men have houses and stageg on the coast. They are 
'v hat we call '' squatters'' (stationers). Other people fish in Indian Harbor be­
sides ourselves ; and, besides, I have seen as many as eighty or ninety vessels 
(floaters) fishing in the same place. These vessels come in 'vhen they think fish 
is plentiful, and 'vhen it slacks off they go son1e,vhere else. A squatter's tilt 'vill 
last n1any years. They cut the tin1ber for it up the bays. 

(To ~ir. l\Ioulton)-In every harbor there are 'vhat are kno\Yn as principal 
trap-berths. These are the best berths. One year \Vith another you can do better 
with these berths than 'vith one \Ve think less of. Sometimes, ho,vever, n1en get a 
good voyage in poorer berths. Last. year a man was driven out of a good berth, 

- and afterwar~ls got. a splendid voyage iu 'vhat was thought to be a poor one. 
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(To l\Ir. l\Iorine) -Our practice \vi th regard to these berths is that when they 
get 'vithin thirty or forty n1iles,., of the harbor, we have a lottery. These pri1ne 
berths are numbered, and \Ve draw for then1. There are about forty n1en fishing 
from the harbor to dra \V for these b3rths. \'Te give freighters the same chance as 
the others, and, provided nobody else has got the berths before t.hen1, this arrange­
ment holds. Someti1nes schooners get down first and capture the best berths. 
Indian Harbor and Sn1oky are about t\YO iniles apart. Both have the san1e fishing 
ground. Some of C. & A. Dawe's men go there too. The nearest suppliers are 
l{ennedy, at Ernily Harbor, and C. & A. Dawe, at Horse Harbor and Holton. -
Our O\Vn personal traps last year numbered thirty-six, and 'Ye had thirty-five 
planters \Yith one or two apiece; about eighty odd in all. This year, at Indian 
Harbor, I 'vill have twenty-one traps of my own. I will have five or six planters 
also. l\Iy brother has the n1ost of the planters because they fish north of Indian 
Harbor.
