Both i11 extent of area a11(l in 'veaJtl1 of i)rocluctio11 it js the largest coclfishery i11 
the \Yorld, and its i11ost 'Yo11derful characteristic is its staJ)ilit)r. 

l"l1e N e\vfoundla11tl coclfisl1erv 11as bee.11 carriecl 011 for over four 11 undred . ~ 

s·ears. ;rhe 'vealth ga.therecl i11 cver.r seaso11 fro111 this great harvest of tl1e seas 
rivals the prodnctio11 of tl1e 111ost fan1ot1s ir1i11es. Our inforrnfAtio11 011 this subject 

is i1ot confinecl to one ce11tt1ry. \Ve have n1ost r11i11t1te and cletail descri1)tio11 of 
its operatio11 i11 the 15th, 16th, 17th, l8tl1, ancl 19tl1 centuries. \Ve can i1ott:, the 
sa111e regularity and u11if@r111it)"· 'fl1e cor11ing of tl1e ca1)lin, tl1e · arrival of the 
squid, ancl the spring a11cl fall herrings.

~~ext to the stability of tl1is great fishery \Ve n1ay lJ llote the cornn1ercial value 

of tl1e cocl. Differe11t fron·1· oily fishes, like tl1e sal111011 ancl herring, its flesh is 
rich anl1 gelati11ous, 'vitl1ot1t being fatty, a11cl readily lends itself to a si1nple and 
efficie11t ct1re by salting ai1d being dried in tl1e sun. 'l,he curecl prodt1ct is fot1nd 
to be tl1e best i11 all the deep SP.a fishes for use in tropical countries, a11d has never 
had a rival. It 'vas i111portecl i11to Spain and the ~Iediterra11ea11 cot1ntries as a 
8b:11)le article of co111merce centuries before the discovery of An1erica. 

\Ve J)1ay add to this con1inent the rernarkable effect of this great fishery on 
the i11aking of England. It 'vas tl1e cod that first dre\v Englisbr11en fro1n the 
narro\V seas, and laid the fot1ndatio11 of l1er greatness as a n1aritime po\ver. 

The wealth of Ne\V Englancl was fot1nded by this fisl1ery, a11d a stt1ffed cod­
fish re1nains in the great rn11nici~pal hall of Iloston to corn111emorate the obligations 
of the Co111mo11\vealth to this ht1n1ble foundatio11 of their 1)rogress ancl 11rosperity. 

For tl1e i1ast seaso11 of 1U05 tl1e codfishery 011 the 'vhole \Vas ::t good Yoyage, 
a11d tl1e 'rery fine 1)rices obtained, the highest since 1813, ,v}1en the IJrice rose to 
$7. UO per c1tl., hav·e made the itlllUStry Vef)' J)fOfitable for Ollf fis}1ermen, although 
in a less degree for ot1r n1ercl1ants a:5 the higl1 price paill })y ther11 left but a slender 
margin, if an)~, for profit.

hitherto overlool{ed, or neglected to a great exte11t by our o'vn 111ercha11ts. 

\Tariot1s tl1eories have bee11 adva11cecl accot111ting for tl1e clisappeara11ce from 
the Coast of Labrador of tl1e '\Yell l{no,vn large schools of the celebrated Labrador 
l1erring, 'vhich son1e years ago " 1ere ple11tiful i11 all theS ol1ther11 bays of that Coast. 
It is suggested tl1at the practice heretofore ado11tocl of barring large mas3es of her­
ring cat1sing nlany dead fish to sink: a11cl thereby i1ollute the grot1nd, is a partial 

reason, ai1d it is i1ot unreasonable to st11)pose tl1at the great increase of cod-traps at 

present used in the IJabrador codfishery, fe11cing off n1uch of the coast line, has had 
tl1e effect of i)reventing the herring fro1n e11tering t11c ba3Ts, as 'vas their 'vo11t when 

the codfishery '\Vas prosecuted n1ainly by codsei11es ancl 11001{ and line. Schools of 

herring l1ave rece11tly been reported as 11aving bee11 seen by I.Jal)radcr fishern1en, 

bt1t further from the lancl tha11 in for111er ~yearR, a11d it is i1ot only i)ossible, but 

probable, that drift-11et fishing 011 that Coast \voulcl be attended 'vith favot1rable 
re~ults, and go to 1)rove that the herring l1atl i1ot reall):r deserted the Coast, but 

'vere freque11ting \vater, clear of tl1e cod-trap obstruction, \vhich inay be said to be 
perma11e11t, as tl1e traps re111ai11 in the 'vater botl1 day a11d i1ight, ,v}1ereas codseines 

are 011ly used during the da~y. The i11igratio11 of the fish it should be i1oted is not 

an l111con11no11 occurrence i11 the ~1istory of the herring tribe in other cou11trieR. 

Tl1e great (lesideratu111 for the ·1)orn1ar1ent cstablisl1n1e11t of a large herring 

packing i11dustry is a regular daily sup1)ly of fresl1 herri11g at tl1e packing stations. 

By present inethods of fisl1ing this regular su1)ply ca1111ot i)ossibly be obtained and 

tl1erefore under tl1e preRent system sl1ccess is i1n1)ossible. 

If drift-11et fishing ca11 be introduced .,vith tl1c result il1at the <lrifterd can pro .. 

vide this regt1lar supply of fresh fisl1, everything else 'vill follo\v i11 regular course. 

The Fisheries Board are, therefore, verjr stro11gly of 01)i11io11 that special en­

couragen1ent shot11cl be give11 to tl1c starting of (lrift-11et fishing rather than to any 

other bra11ch of thiR ii1clustry. 

THE LOBSTER FISHERY. 

FoR 1904-5 tl1e ex11ort \Vas 43,522 cascf4, value $512,662, against 31,575 cases, 
,ralne $410,405 for the previot1s ~year. 

Lobster hatcl1eries are l{e11t 11p in Fortu11e Bay, Bo11avista Bay, and Green 

Bay, as inay be see11 by refere11ce to t11e re1)orts of thP \Varde11s 011 a11other page. 
The Fisheries' Board caneot speak clefi11itely about tl1e actual results from these 
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hatcheries at present, b11t lobsters are still far fror11 1)lentiful, and the size of the 
lobsters tal{e11 i8 still unsatisfactor.y·. The sarr1e co11ditions i11 this regard exist 

elsewhere. 

It is ho1)e(l that the i1e\V regulatio11s, calling for the labelling of tins, 'vhereby 
the packer of every can n1ay be readily traced, 'vill tend to greatly ii11prove the 
quality of the !lack:.

REPORTS OF WARDENS-EXTRACTS. 

ALREilT RrcE, \Vhite Bay. -Herring were exceedingly plentiful cluring s1Ja\vn­
ing tirne, in J 11ne and J ul;T, every cove and inlet being full, and the .fisl1 rolling 
~bore on the beaches. Notwithstanding this, the fall herring fishery has been a 

failure. The fisl1 lie ot1t i11 deep water, and the people have no gear suitable. 
For "rant of a better excuse, the scarcity of wl1ales is assigned as the reason why 
11erring do not come to the shore to be hauled or netted. The caplin school was a 
short one, a11d o'ving to this and a ge11eral scarcity of bait, the codfishery, though 
fair, \Vas i1ot as good as it might 11ave been.

There seen1s to be but one OJ) in ion an1ongst our fisher111c11 for the l1erring 
having forsaken their usual haunts, and that is that they have Leen Llriven o~t in 

s1)a\vning tjn1e fron1 t.he shore, an<l that t.he,y 110\V ::;pa\vn in deep \Valer, an<l the 
greater part of the spa\v11 does 11ot n1att1re. It :c (1uite ruasonable tn see 110\v tl1e 
continuot1s hauling ::t11d splashing of those lobstPr tr<tps \vouill Le the inea11s of 
driving the herring off fro1n the shore and l{ee1)ing tl1cn1 there. I an1 convinced 
ll1)rself, that the setting of lobster trails along the shore, anr_t the continuous dis­

turbing of tl1e 'vater, ancl the noise rnade in l1auling those traJJ::3 r11 t1st c8rtain ly 
tend to drive the 11er;:ing off sl1ore and cause then1 to s11a\vn in clcc11 'vater. 

If there \Vas a la,v, as suggested by rne some years ago, prohibiting the setting 

of lobster tra1)s until the 10th of l\Iay, I thin}{ it \VOt1lcl be be11eficial to all ; it 

\vould give the l1erring a chance to con1e to the shore, tl1ereb)' enabling ot1r bankers 
a11d inshore fishing vessels to secure bait for the codfisher.)r. 

If st1ch a regt1latio11 \Vas niacle I an1 of 011inion tl1at it 'vould be better for the 
lobster fishermen the1nselYes. As a rule the \veather is co1<l in A1)ril, anc.1 lobsters 

are scarce, and fisl1er111en using certai11 grounds \VOt1ld get as much ~obsters if he 
dicl not set his traps until tl1e 10th of, as if he \Vas fishing all the n1onth of April.

This ii1dustry 011 tl1c \vholc has not been so successful as in forrncr years, and 
tl1e falling off has in son1e instances bGen so considerable as to cause gra.ve a1)1)re­
hcnsion. Of tl1e eightee11 factories i11 01)eration clnring the year but four ha ye been 
so successful as last season, viz : Balena., Dublin Cove, Bcavc1~ton .an<l Safe liarbor. 

The total i1un1ber of 'vl1alcs cn1)tured in the scaso11 of 1904 'vas 1,275, and t110 
total oil i)roc111ct 1,788,304 gals. In 1905 tl1e total 11l1111ber of 'vl1alcs ta,l{c11 'Yas 
8fl2, and tl1e total oil product 1, 259, 182, 'vhich sho,vs a decrease of 383 \Vl1ales, 
an cl :)29, 122 gallons of oil, or i11 other 'vorcls the catch of 'Y hales a11d yiclcl of oil 
have clecreased about 30 1)er cent.

It 'vill he seen fror11 the foregoing staten1e11ts that there has been a considerable 
falling off in the catcl1 of \vl1ales during the seaso11 of 1D05, bt1t it 11as not been 

absolutely general, as Bale11a statio11 has sec11red the san1e i1un1ber as last year, 

and Safe Harbor, Reaverto11 and Dublin Cove, 11a·ve been even more s11ccessft1l this 

seaso11 than last, a11d tl1er8fore it does not a1)1Jear to n1e that there is anything to 

indicate the positive decline of tl1e fishery as many st1ppose. 

\Ve have had poor seal arHl cod fisl1eries, and often a st1ccessio11 of Lael 

voyages. Still these fisheries l1ave not decli11ed, a11d it is rr1y opinio11 that the 

same applies to the 'vhale fishery. Next year the co11ditions n1ay be such a8 

'vould favor a st1ccessful whale fishery, as in the case of Icela11d. I have been in­

forn1ed that the \Vhale fishery last year, irr Iceland, was the best for several seaso11s. 

As the caplin have ecn fairly plentiful this ;rear during the caplin season, 

some having com to Je shore 'vhere they have i1ot been seen for ;rears ; tl1is fact 

seems to have con1pletely change<l the 01)inio11 of some i)eople \vho last ~year 

thought that the l{illing of \vl1ales wot1ld injure the codfisl1ery, as tl1e \vhales, they 

co11tended, drove the bait fishes to la11cl. This year I have ·11ot heard a con1plain t 

of that nature, as it appears that there have bee11 less 'vhales than last seaso11 a11d 

yet nlore caplin ca111e to tl1e shore this .year tl1an for several years.
