It is not convenient for His Excellency the Governor to declare the 
reasons for his calling this General Assembly on this day, and it being 
necessary that a Speaker of the House of Assembly should be first chosen,

son to be your Speaker, and present such person whom you shall choose 
here to-IIlorrow, at three of the clock, for His Excellency's app1·obation .

And the Melllbers having retur11ed to the Asselllbly Roolll, the Hon­
ourable the Prillle Minister, addressing hilllself to the Clerk, who stand­
ing up pointed to .hilll and the11 sat down, llloved ''that Cyril Jallles Fox, 
Esquire, Melllber elected for the District· of St. John's (Eastern Division), 
do take the Chair of this House as Speaker," which Inotion was seconded 
by Albert E. Hicklllan, Esquire, Meinber elected for the District of Har­
bour Grace.

Whereupon Mr. Speaker and the House attended His Excellency in 
the Council Chamber; and being returned to the Assembly Room, Mr. 
Speaker informed the House that, when in attendance upon His Excellency 
in the Council Chamber, His Excellency had been pleased to approve of his 
election as Speaker of this House, and that in the nanie and on behalf of 
the House of Assembly he had, by humble petition to His Excellency, laid 
claim to all their ancient rights and privileges, which His Excellency had 
confirmed to them in as full and ample a manner as they have been grant­
ed or allowed by His Excellency or any of his predecessors. l\1r. Speaker 
also expressed his respectful acknowledglllents for the .l1igh honour which 
the House had unaniinously conferred upon hilll. · 
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l\:Ir. Speaker further announced that whilst in the Council Chamber, 
His Excellency had been pleased to make a Speech to both branches of the 
Legislature, of which Speech, for greater accuracy, he had obtained a 
copy, which he then read to the Ho:.1se as follows: 

Mr. President and Honourable Gentlern,e,n of the Legislative Council: 

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Ii onourable H 01.iSe of Assembly: . 

I welcome you to this the first session of the twenty-sixth General 
Assembly. The circumstances under which you meet suggest that your 
deliberations need not be protracted, for my advisers have not been in 
office long enough to permit of that close investigation into public affairs 
which should precede legislation. 

Since the last General Assembly was prorogued, three administrations 
have been appointed and two have resigned, and a General Election has 
resulted in a large majority for my prese11t advisers. Of my Ministers 
who sought re-election, all except two were returned -by acclamation, and 
the two who were opposed, obtained largely increased majorities. Many 
electors being absent at this season, at the Fishery and elsewhere, from . 
Bonavista District, tl1e two 1nembers who sit for that Constituency will 
seek re-election at a later date this year. . 

Tl1e Seal Fishery this Spring was a successful one, and the Cod ~~ish­
ery has commenced hopefully, witl1 prospects of satisfactory markets. 
Unemployment has decreased, and upon the whole, a new spirit of en­
courage1nen t is manifested by the people of the Colony. 

Field Marshal Earl Haig has recently honoured the Colony by his 
presence under the auspices of the Great \Var Veterans' Association, to 
unveil a beautiful National l\femorial to the Colony's loyal sons who fell 

·in the Great War, and the manner in which the occasion was marked, and 
the success which attended the efforts of those responsible will never be 
for gotten. The Field Marshal was accon1panied by Lady Haig, and war­
sh~ps of Great Britain, Fra11ce a11d the United States of America were pre­
sent in the Port of St. John's, and officers and crews took part in the 
ceremony. 

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the llo·noura.ble House of Assernbly: 

Estimates were provided by the preceding Government for the con­
sideration of the last General Assembly. My present advisers have not 
had sufficient time for a complete consideration. of those estimates. They 
have amended them in some particulars, only in the direction of greater 
economy and propose to submit them as amended, with a promise that 
such further economies shall be made as investigation may prove feasible. 
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The Enquiry by Auditors into the affairs of several Public Depart­
lllents instituted. by a recent Go,rernlllent, has been steadily pursued, but 
has not yet reached a stage which would justify an Enquiry on Oath. 
When such a stage has been reacl~ ecl , a Co1ninissioner to hold the Enquiry 
will be obtained froin England. I11 tl1e ineantinie, investigations on even 
a wider scale than was proposed, will be collllllenced. 

Mr. President and Honourable Gen-tle1n,en of the Legislative Council: 
Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honoitrcible llouse of Assembly: 

It is publicly recognised that the Prohibition Act has not been en­
forced, and th.at unlawful practices with reference to the illlportation, 
Illanufacture and sale of liquor, have beconie general. A nieasure design­
ed towards Illore adequate control, and to decrease the Illany evils which 

-result frolll law breaking, will be submitted to you. 

The excessive cost of public printing and stationery have induced 
niy Ministers to prepare for your consideration, a Bill designed to place 
the niatter under the control of the Colonial Secretary, with a special 
official in charge as King's Printer. The work of printing, and the supply 

. of statonery it is proposed to subinit to tender and contract . 
• 

Contracts concerning ·an enterprise on the Gander River, and a Flour 
Mill at St. John's, are being reconsidered by n1y present advisers, and if 
and when satisfactory to theni, will be submitted for your consideration. 

My Ministers are giving earnest attention to plans for the develop­
inent of natural resources to give greater eniploy1nent, and sti1nulate the 
trade of the Colony, and when these have been conipleted, your approval 
will be asked. 

~ I coininend your deliberations to the guidance of the Alnrighty for. 
, the proniotion of the best interests of the people.

His Excellency was then pleased to lllake the following Speech to 
both branches of the Legislature: 

Mr. President and Honourable Gentlemen of the Legislative Council": . 

M1·. Speaker a.nd Gentle·men of the Honourable House of Asse1nbly: 

You have given close attention to your legislative duties, at a ·season 
so pleasant out of doors that the perforniance of indoor tasks Inust have 
been 1nore onerous than usual, and I ain glad to be able to relieve you o~ 
theni. · 

Short though the session now about to close has been, the legislation 
enacted has been of Inore than ordinary illlportance, g_11d will, I am con­
fident, be of enduring advantage. 

For a period of lllore than ten years, the finances of the Colony have 
been disturbed by alternate expansion and contracti<Jn, but conditions 
have this year becoine alniost norinal, and there is reason to hope that dis­
turbing financial conditions will cease to recur. My Ministers will en­
deavour to enforce econoiny in expenditt1re wisely, and to aid the prosper­
ity of the Colony by stiinulating the developlllent of its .1·esources. Lavish 
expenditure by preceding Governlllents, iinposing upon Illy present 
advisers the hard necessity of providing for the pa~rrnent of debts con­
tracted by others, has Inade it quite illlpossible for the present Govern­
Inent to decrease as largly as they desired the burden of taxation, but the 
abolition of iinport duties upon flour and gasolene, and export duty on 
codoil and whaleoil, is due to their courage and resourcefulness, and they 
hope to be enabled to still further decrease t~e burden of txation, through 
ref orllls they purpose to carry out. 

It is apparent that econollly alone will not sufficie11tly nieet the pub­
lic needs, and ·that developinent of the Colony's resources niust be vigor­
ously undertaken. The attractions to tourists offered by the unexcelled 
suinlller climate, the beautiful scenery and the unequalled salmon and trout 
fisheries of this Island, are the assets which can be Inost speedily turned 
into cash, and realising that desirable tourists cannot be expected to conie 
to us in great and growing nunibers unless good hotels and highways are 
provided, and the inland fisheries protected and replenished, niy Ministers 
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have decided to elllbark upon a forward Inovenient in these respects, in­

cidentally and iinniediately providing labor for the uneinployed, and 

ultilllately adding greatly to the conifort and prosperity of the people. 

Years ago a crude measure to prohibit the sale of alcoholic liquors as 
a beverage was enacted, the enforcement of which bec.ame difficult, and 
was soon neglected, and later practically abandoned, so that at last its 
existence became a Inockery, and its alinost universal evasion a scandal, 
"rith resulting lawlessness in Inany affairs and to an alarining degree. In 
his lVlanifesto to the people, upon the eve of the last General Election, lllY 
prese11t Prim e Minister prolllised a repeal of the Prohibition Act, and the 
introduction into the Legislature of an alternative 1lleas11re, and this, I ain 

glad to say, has now becoine law, and in due course will be put into force. 
I anticipate that great good will result. 

1"he work of construction upon the Huniber has progressed with un­
expected and gratifying rapidity. Paper-Inaking at Bay of Islands is ex­
pected to begin next Spring. A Contract has been entered into by Illy 
l\iinisters to secure development in the Gander River Valley, and soon a 
great addition to the labour-giving industries of the Colony may be expect­
ed. The n1erits of the proposition are so great in the opinion of its 
prornoters that they have not thougl1t it necessary to ask for any guaran­
tee by the Colony, or other financial assistance. The great industry at 
Grand Falls continues its prosperous operations, and an expansion of its 

' 

pape.r-Inaking plant, or a colllpletion of tl1e Sulphite Pulp Plant at Alexan-
der Bay, providing for the development of the Terra Nova and Galllbo 
regions, is expected. Upon the whole, the · outlook for steady and profit­
able employlllent of labour was never so good in our midst. 

Your pr ovision for the acquisition of a suitable Steanier to connect 
with the rail,vay at Port-aux-Basques, for the re-railing of a portion of the 
track, and for increasing rolling stock, are tiinely rceognitions of the fact 
that both passenger an·d freight traffic are rapidly increasing, and are 
bound to increase, and an indication of the not distant day, I hope, when 
tl1e railway will be self-sustaining. Your provision for the iinprovement 
of the Dry -D·ock cannot fail to add to the attractiveness of the Port of St. 
~Tol1n's for ships. Its situation and its facilities should niake it the niost 
Popular Port on the Atlantic for ships needing speedy repair.

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Budget Speech of Hon. Sir John C. Crosbie, 
Minister of Finance and Customs, 1924. 

COMl\fITTEE OF THE WHOLE ON WAYS A.ND MEANS. 

l\fR. CHAIR1\1AN ,-

In subinitting this Ill)r first Budget, n1y only regret is that InY in­
ctim.bency of the office of Finance l\iinister has been too short to enable 
me to speak as one having tl1e authority that a full personal knowledge 
of the financial activities of the past year would gi,re and I alll confident 
that Honourable 1\tlenibers will unde1' these circumstances make due 
allo"Tance for all shortcolllings in connection with such matters as ex­
planations with regard to the Illinute details of expenditure and so forth. 

What I have to say with regard to Budget Inatters falls naturally 
under three heads, that is to say: 

• 

(1) The coillpleted year 1922-1923. 

(2) The practically coinpleted year 1923-1924; and 

(3) The Estimates of Revenue and Expenditure 1924-1925. 

With regard to (1), the conipleted year 1922-1923, I do not propose to 
inflict upon the House a tiresonie array of figures dealing witl1 the finan­
ces for 1922-1923. A few extracts of a general nature froni the Auditor 
General's report will suffice to acquaint Honourable ~enibers with the 
position with regard to the finances of this particular year.

It would be wearisome to recite the details of this large expenditure 
to the House, and I shall c?ntent myself with referring Honourable Mem­
bers to the statistical data at the end of the Budget for full particulars. I 
cannot refrain, however, from referring to the fact that even at this early 
date (June 30th, 1923) The Agriculture and Mines Dpartment charged 
above with $1,931,75 "Tas actually in debt to the Bank of Montreal in the 
sum of a1Jproximately one and one half million of dolla1~s, which sum the 
Auditor General refused to indemnify the Bank without the necessary 
legislative authority. 

I shall reserve any further comment I may have to make on the 
financial transactions for the year under observation until I have given 
the House the information relative to the financial con(1Ition of the Colony 
for the year 1923-1924. 

With regard to (2) that is to say the financial position of the Colony 
du1·ing the fiscal year 1923-1924. 

The late date at which tl1e House meets enables rr1e to give a fairly 
close estimate of the result of the Colony's Revenue and Expenditure for . 
1923-1924. 

While it is yet too soon after the close of the fiscal year to finalize 
the several acco:unts and so to furnish the exact figures, the several De­
partmental accounts, so far as expenditures are concerned, have been 
practically closed. Some items of the Revenue have still to come, but it 
is possible to estimate these fairly accurately. The Re' enue estimated by 
my predecessor, Mr. Cave, for the fiscal years 1923-1924, was $9,150,000.-
00. Tl1e actual Revenue as estimated by me "\vill probably reach 
$8,467 ,000,00. 

This would indicate an over-estimate by Mr. Cave of $683,000.00 on 
Revenue. 

• 
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The Expenditure estiniated by the same. gentlelllan was $9,006,153.57 
but I consider, in the light of practically closed accounts, that the expendi-
ture will be over $10,000,000.00. · 

Mr. Cave under-estilllated expe11ditu1'e therefore ~l,035,450.00, less 
the Audit Act expenditure (wl1ich doubtless he did not (~ontelllplate at the 
tiine he Illade up his Estimates). My predecessor's Estiniates were there­
fore $1,268,450.00 erroneous. Adding to that the Auclit Act expenditure 
aiid subtracting the anticipated surplt1s of $143,846.0() which did not 
materialize, we arrive at an esti.n1ated deficit of $1,574"600.00. 

I attribute the shortage of Revenue to the repeal of the Supertax of 
twenty-fi,re per cent; to the ren1oval of Export Duty 0 ·11 Fish; and to the 
placing of Flour, Pork, Molasses, l{erosene and Gasolene on the Free List 
for the last three months of the past year.

It is clearly evident, therefore, that the Supply Act last year will have

The total of these overdrafts amounted to $382,0t-•3.19, and the par­
ticular reason for drawing attention to these is the fact that witl1 economy 
tl1e)r might have been avoided. 

The position then of the Colony at the close of tl1e last fiscal year is to 
ffi)T mind a particularly serious one. We have incurrt•d a deficit on tl1e 
year's operations which I have estimated at approximately $1,575,000.00. 
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Against this deficit we have to our credit in the Ba11k of Montreal the · 
Surplus Trust Fund amounting to $187,210.61·, and that is practically all. 

There are some small amounts as vet unallocated in connection with 
~ 

tl1e 1922 and 1923 Loans, but these are all earmarked for a specific pur-
pose and cannot be disturbed. 

As I have already stated, I am of the opinion that the shortage in the 
Estima.tes of Customs Revenue is due principally to the repeal of the 
twenty-five per cent. super-tax, the remission of Export Duties on Fish; 
and the placing of Flour, Pork, Beef, Molasses, Gasolene and Kerosene on 
the Free List. · 

At the present j11ncture, I regret to say that the Colony's finances are 
i11 such a condition as not to warrant the repeal of d.l1ties on the latter 
aricles, however desirable it would be and however m11ch it 1night afford 
relief to our people. 

My predecessor, in 11is Speech, stated that his Government had 
decided that ''the proper policy to adopt to secure an ultimate revival of 
trade was to make a sweeping reduction in ad valorem taxation on im­
ported goods and to report a deficit." 

\Vell, they did make a sweeping reduction in the ;:td valorem duties, 
and illegally repealed the Customs' duties on flour, pork and other articles, 
and the export duty on fish; and they did incur a not~ble deficit, which 
it is my unpleasant task to report, but the revival of tra~le was due to im­
proved prices abroad, and in no manner or degree to our predecessors. 

In a country having a representative Legislature, it alone can impose 
or repeal taxation, except in those special instances in which it has de­
legated that power. The repeal here was by an illegal Minute of Council, 
and at a time when a large deficit had accrued, and <'verdraft had been 
made on Banks to pay current expenses. That overdraft this Government 
has now to ask this Legislature to provide. 

I • 

However, the result of these several reductions and remissions work 
out at about $850,000.00 loss on the twenty-five per cent. Supertax add­
ing the Sales Tax on it; pl11s the $187,500.00 on the E ·xport Tax on Fish; 
and, approximately, $125,000.00 on account of remission of duties on 
flour, pork, molasses, etc., for three months, to whicl1 I have already re­
f erred. Making a grand total of $1,162,500.00. 

I can quite understand any Honourable Member <)f this House dis­
agreeing with the imposition of the iniquitous twenty-five per cent. Super­
tax on an already heavily taxed country on an almost entirely ad valorem 

, 
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basis; but I have yet to be convinced that an~r country (after a quarter of 
a century of English Coinrn~n law) can reduce the ordinary .import duty 
in the face of annual deficits on the coITimodities corn1non to all the peo­
ple. Such a course can only lead to disaster and the insolvency courts. A 
bear Inay hibernate in winter and subsist on itself for a ~ertain period; but 
the tiine coines when even the bear Inust becoITie self-supporting . 

• 

The shortage bet\veen In)T predecessor's estimate of Customs Reven·ue 
and the estimated actual revenue ainounts to $280,000.00. 

While this comparatively small shortage (viewed i11 coinparison with 
t11e foregoing figures) seems to me to indicate a clear sign of improve­
ment in trade, I think however a wise policy \vould l1ave Jleen to have Inade 
the process of reduction gradual in Illeasure as our finances improved. 

Before leaving the history of the past, I wish to make soine reITiarks 
in connection with the expenditure of the 1921, 1922 a11d 1923 Loans. I 
have already made brief reference to these Loans ju dealing with the re­
sults of the financial year 1922-1923 and 1923-1924; and I should . now 
like to subITiit the aITiounts allocated froin the saine Loans up to the close 
of the last financial year: ·

The whole of Loan 1921 has been expended. Practically the whole 
of Loan 1922 has been allocated by Order-in-Council, a11d such balances 
as rn&y rernain on these allocations, being earinarked, cai1not be disturbed. 

As to the 1923 I~oan: This Loan was alloc.ated by tJ1e Legislature and 
consequently Illust be spe.nt on the services indicated in tl1e Act. A small 
amount of the suITI set aside by the Act for roads and public in1provements 
under direction of the Go,rernor-in-Council re1nains unallocated. For 
details of these allocations, I beg leave to refer Hono111'able niembers to 
the s.chedules "Thich are attached to niy Speech. 

Loan 1921 contains aITiongst other things an apprc'priation Inade by 
the then GovernITient for a Fishery Supply Guarante.e. In reference to this 
niatter, I should like to say that I strongly opposed the Ineasure when 
sitting on the Opposition side of the House . . 

My re:ison for doing this was that I foresaw the abuse which would 
follow from the granting of such a Guarantee, and Illy objections at the 
tiIUe have been fully borne out by what has occurred. 
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The Government advanced money to certain suppliers for the Fish ... 
ery, to enable them to , give supplies. The supplied fishermen paid ill 
whole or in part, but suppliers to "\vhom $141,423.00 'vorth of supplies 
were advanced, have not furnished statements for the adjustment of 
tl1eir acco11nts. The official who attends to these matters has been inter ... 
fered with by the political head of his Department in his endeavour to 
bring the defaulters to account. The unpleasant duty of exacting s!ate ... 
ments and payments has therefore fallen on me. 

Without any further comment I would like to sa)' that the Fishery 
Guarantee account stands out as an everlasting disgrace to those who were 
entrusted to take care of the Colony's funds. The present state of the Fund 
will be found on Pages 23 and 23 (a) of the Auditor C,-eneral's Report for 
the year ending June 30th last. 

LOAN 1922. 

With regard to the relief of the unemployed: Tl1e way this was 
undertaken and the mismanagement in the handling of the public funds 
of the Colony needs very little comment from me. If the employment 

· given out and the moneys used therefor, had been applied to work of more 
per1nanent value, there would not be much ground for adverse criticism, 
but in view of the abuses which have taken place, it is impossible not to 
find fault. 

If employment had been gi,Ten to those· who reqt1ired labour and 
graft of every kind cut out, one could sympathize rather than criticize; and 
one feels it is unjust to blame those 'vl10 used the picl{ and shovel when 
it is considered that those higher up did just as they pleased, taking good 
ca1·e not to neglect themselves, and yet were always rea cly to blame those 
under them. 

Any sa11e man knows tl1e Badger-Halls Bay and Deer Lake-Bonne 
Bay roads were unnecessary . The expenditure on them was simply like 
throwing money in the ocean. To-day tl1ese roads are practically useless 
and ,of no value to the Colony. As foreseen by those 'vho opposed this 
m.easure, grass is their chief product. 

It will be noted that the Badger road cost $12,500.00 per mile, where­
as the Deer Lake cost $18,000.00. Surely some explanation of this differ ... 
ence in cost should have been given. 

As to able-bodied pauper relief: I am too well aequainted with my 
fellow countrymen to thinl{. that they want this kind of relief. Here, again, 
abuses of every kind took place with regard to the expenditure of so-called 
pauper relief; and this is a matter which demands a far reaching enquir)T. 
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The original allocation for the Normal School ma~le by Order-in­
Council from the 1922 Loan was $100,000.00. This Se,hool Building has 
cost to date $335,000.00 and will cost probably $70,000.00 more for equip­
ment still required and the la)ring out of the grounds. 

An Order-in-Council directed that all goods required by the Con­
tractor for the Building, should come in duty free, altl1ough it seems to 
have been clearly understood that the tender accepted was on the basis of 
duty paid material. It is estimated that the loss to the i~evenue from this 
concession was well in the neighbor.hood of $35,000.00. 

Adding this to the estimated cost which I have given, we find that 
the total cost of the school bl1ilding, fittings and so forth, will be in the 
neighborhood of $440,000.00, although the original appropriation made 
by Order-in-Council under the 1922 Loan was only $1 O(J~000.00. 

LOAN 1923. 

With regard to the expenditure on Pit Props: Well, all I can say, Mr. 
Chairman and Honourable Gentlemen, is that any comment of mine, is 
unnecessary. It would be rather out of place and this matter can be very 
easily settled by referring you to the Auditor General's Report and to that 
of Mr. T. Hollis Walker, K.C. Need I say n1ore? The amount allocated 
from the Loan to meet the loss on Pit Prop account, is $1,000,000; not 
sufficient by at least $160,000 to cover the actual figut·es. In his report 
the Auditor General asks for a special resolution of the House authorizing 
him to sign the cheque releasing the amount voted to repay the advance 
made by the Bank of Montreal. 

This, then, Honourable gentlemen, is all I can say of the financial 
affairs of the Colony for the two years we l1ave had under consideration. 
This Government assumes no responsibility therefor; it states facts as it 
finds them and leaves ori ticism to the people of N e,vf oundland. 

Let me turn now to the future. I an1 free to admit that I approach 
the consideration of this subject without that confidence in his forecast 
that a Finance Minister is supposed to have. So muc.h is uncertain; so 
much is more or less guess work (especially when dealing with revenue) 
that the financier who can at the beginning of a finacnial year, estimate 
with even a fair amount of accuracy, the result of the financial activities 
of that year in Newfoundland, has yet to appear. I ca11 instance, as cor­
roborating this statement, the huge supplementary sup1)ly which has be.en 
regularly sought for during the last twenty years. 

Let us first examine the present position of the Colony; its financial 
conditions; its trade; its industries; and particularly the latter two. For, 
after all, the first is entirely dependent upon them. 
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With regard to the Trade and Cornnierce of the Colony g.enerally; I 
a.Ill of opinion that there .is a decided irnprovenient d111~ing the past fiscal 
year. The financial condition of any country is bound to be reflected in its 
trade conditions. That is to say in the value of its iniports and exports. 
And I ani happy to be able to say to Honourable rnernh,~rs that trade con­
ditions during the fiscal year 1922-1923 have shown a11 upward trend. 

As will be seen by the Table of IInports and Exports for 1922-1923, 
our total trade exceeded the previous year by over two and one-half Inil­
lion dollars. The value of ou1r IIllports exceeded the J.lreceding year ap­
proxilllately one million dollars; while the value of our Exports increased 
by nearly one Inillion and one-half. 

This, Mr. Chairn;ian, is an encouraging sign and one which should 
give extrerne satisfaction to every pat1--iotic Newfoundlander in ·and out of 
this House. 

I arn of opinion that the trade outlook for the corning year should 
even exceed the figu·res just quoted, as froni present indications it would 
seeni that our fish will realize better prices in the rnarkets abroad than it 
has done during the past three years. Such a happy condition is due en­
tirely to the law of supply and dernand, a law to which I have repeatedly 
subscribed in this House and elsewhere. And it is due principally to the 
interference with this irnrnutable law by certain visionaries during the 
past three years, that this country is in the deplorable Cl)Ildition which has 
to be faced by rne now. 

The increased revenue consequent upon iinproved trade conditions 
will, I feel confident, enable us to balance our· accounts at the end of the 
fiscal year 1924-1925. And, while we have ~ad to rneet deficits by borrow­
ing during the past four years, I hope by the exercise of strict econorny, to 
be in a position to change those deficits into a surplus during the present 
year. It Inay be quite true that this surplus Illay not be a considerable 
one, but in any case it is quite pleasant to be able to look forward to a sur­
plus of revenue over expenditure (no Inatter how sinall) after four years 
of large deficits; deficits, gentleine11, due to the unlirnited and not always 
well-advised expenditures incurred by those who were entrusted with the 
public funds of this Colony. · 

Here, gentleinen, I beg to quote Trade Statistics showing Irnports and 
Exports froin 1911-1912 to 1922-1923, inclusive, and I 1nay say that the 
figures are taken frolll ~he official· returns coinpiled at the Custoin De­
partment.

While the catch of codfish fell in 1922-1923 as compared with the 
previol1s year, by over one hundred thousand quintals, the pric.e was well 
maintained; and the value of Ollr other exports increased as a whole. 

The price of cod-oil, notably, advanced considerably. The export of 
iron ore in 1912-1913 (taken from the vie,vpoint of valt1e) was very high. 
'\Tith the exception of 1913-1914, it showed a considerable drop in the suc­
cee.ding years. I am 'Tery pleased to he able to say, 11ow(lver, that <iuring 
the year 1922-1923, the expo1'ts over the preceding year increased more 
than 500,000 tons in quantity and over a million dollars in value, the great­
est value in either war or pre-war times . 

• 
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,In paper, copper and lumber there was a pleasing increase in produc­
tion as will be readily see11 by the trade reports just quoted. 

A considerable advance in lobster prices is also recorded; while the ex­
port of fresh salmon and the price realized were extremely abnormal. 

On the other hand, it was regrettable to see that the output of frozen 
and pickled herring had declined not only in value but also in quantity. 
I have arrived at the opinion that this is due to, in ma11y cases, the poor 
qiiality of the fish packed for foreign markets. Unless greater care is 
taken with the packing of herring by our exporters, I very much fear that 
conditions will not readily improve in the herring trade. 

One very hopeful sign of our fisheries this year, is the fact that it will 
be prosecuted by one hundred and forty four more sail of vessels than the 
previous year. This is very encouraging and indicates a revival of fish­
ery trade so much handicapped by the too frequent undertaking of relief 
works by our predecessors in the past-relief works (to quote the Auditor 
General's report of 1921) vvhich were unproductive in every sense of the 
word,-except to draw our ot1tport brethren from their natural avocation 
which was the fisheries. 

In this connection I am reminded that about six thousand men are 
now employed in and about the Humber project. r-fhat has relieved the 
employment situation. From a national standpoint, ho\\rever, this can­
not be looked upon as all .gain; for many of these men, if not so employed, 
would have been engaged in the fishery last year and this; and wot1ld have 
added to our exports at a time w lien they were ·profitable. 

There is, tpo, this consideration: that the laboring class 11as been in­
creased and the fishing class reduced. It may not be e·asy to provide work 
for the increased number of laborers. Co11struction work on the Humber 
will rapidly decline hereafter, and though woods "''orl{ will increase and 
absorb much of tl1e present labor supply, yet new v1ork must, if possible, 
be found for the excess. · 

Dissatisfaction l1as existed over wage rates and living conditions, and 
the Government has enquired into these matters. The principle of supply 
and demand works in this matter as in trade generally, and the greatest 
care has to be taken not to so hamper capital and the cost of construction 
as to prevent development work. 

Labor conditions on the North American Contine11t are not good at 
present; many of our expatriated people arc no"\v glad to retu1'n, and if we 
interfere too strenuously with employers here, lc)cal labor conditions 
might grow wo;r~e! 
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TOURIST TRAFFIC. 

It would seem as though the tourist attraction" o_f the Colony might 
be its most quickly realizable asset, but to that end it would be necessary 
to provide increased and improved hotel accommodation, in St. John's, 
and elsewhere, to build motor roads, and to protect game and game fish 
more jealously than heretofore, and in addition to advertise widely to the 
outside world, the many attractions this Colony possesses for summer and 
even autumn tourists. The Government is investigating this subject in all 
its branches, and I am hopeful that even before this sl1ort session closes I 
shall be able to make definite proposals about this 1natter, looking to the 
immediate commencement of work. 

ROADS, BRIDGES AND HOTELS. 

The wastefulness of building wooden bridges is evident. Many im­
portant ones are now in co1nplete disrepair. Under the superintendence of 
the Government Engineer several fine concrete structures have been 
erec.ted. He has prepared Illans for others. They will be used in connec­
tion with the construction of motor roads. Such roads should, of course, 
be built, not haphazardly, here and there, but as parts of a preconceived 
whole and the_ work should be done in a manner calculated to produce 
both quantity and quality, for 'vhile construction will incidentally employ 
many men, the chief aim sl1ould be to open up the r1at11ral resources and 
scenic beauties of the Colony to the admiring eyes of investors and 
travellers. 

As hotels, motor roads and concrete bridges will obviously be for the 
benefit of posterity, and not merely of temporary advantage, it is proposed 
to provide for these by a loan bill which I shall introdl1ce later in this 

.. 
session. 

Our manufacturers generally are looking forward to better years, and 
I have no ·doubt their optimism is justified by the gradually in1proved con­
ditions of the Colony. 

The establishment of a Flour Mill, which Hono11rable members have 
been asked to consider, will, I am satisfied, prove a great boon to labour in 
the city of St. John's. 

RAILWAY. 

The condition and operation of the Railway continue to be matters of 
grave interest. Large capital expenditures cannot long be avoided. 
Operation at present is under make-shift control. Whether Company, 
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Board or Governinent control shall })e adopted for the future, is a problem 
which the Government must seek to solve before you next Ineet. Largely 
through the traffic caused by the Humber project, loss on operation was 
small in 1923-1924, but this traffic cr1nnot be maintained fully, though it 
will not wholly fail. Next year tl1e Ga11der project may add its quota. I 
am of opinion that much sa·ving can be effected in the operating costs of 
the shipping noW attached to the tra11sportation system~ 

. DOCK. 

To Inake St. John's the popular Port it should be for Altantic ship­
ping, considerable expenditure on the Dry Dock will be necessary. Its 
machinery is partially obsolete. Delays cause demurrage charges, and the 
Dock structure itself de1nands repairs. lillprovements of dock and 
machinery; a provision for speedy coaling; the acquisition of a speedy and 
powerful sea-going tug; and co-operation bet\veen the Government, the 
artizans and the laborers, a1'e all factors "\vhich would go a long way to­
wards making this Port wl1at its geographical situation entitles it to be,­
the repairing station for all Nortl1 Atlantic Stealllers. 

Judging frolll the ti·ade c,onditions as presented and from my own 
personal knowledge of trade activities, I arn of opinion that the outlook is 
somewhat brighter for the Colony than it has been for some tiine past, a~s 
a result of which the fina11cial prospect for the Colony l1as irnproved pro­
portionately. On that opinion I have based Illy estimate of the revenue 
likely to accrue during the corning year. I expect to receive the fol.lowing:

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Honourable l\1embers 'vill notice that I have made a considerable 
addition to the estimate of my predecessor for 1924-1925, and I think I am 
justified in so doing. 

Nobody regretted more than I that the extravagance of our predeces­
sors and the necessity of liquidating the bills incurred by them, threw upon 
me the duty of recommending to my colleagues, and upon them tl1e duty 
of agreeing with the cancellation of the illegal and dishonest Minute of 
Council adopted in April last, one day only before the Legislature met. 
This l\linute resci11ded the duties on flour, pork, etc., and those rescinding 
them knew q11ite well that these duties must be replaced. With countries 
as well as with individuals, bills must be paid or insolvency result, and 
this Colony must not default in its payments and so lose its credit. 

It has, however, been decided that in 'riew of the growing cost of flour 
fallowing upon reports of a decreased wheat crop, and the absolute neces­
sity of gasolene in the fisheries you shall be asked to wholly repeal the 
duties on these articles. 

This may result in a shortage of the amount of revenue I have 
estimated for 1924-1925, but if so it will be met by enforced economy in 
some of the public services. 

You will-also be asked to specially authorize the Government to 
reduce or wholly rescind the duty on certain other articles, in the hope 
that improved trade or greater economy may make such reduction or 
abrogation possible. · 

Consideration of the Revenue Act, 1905, and its various amendments 
and of the Report of a Tariff Commission appointed by a preceding Gov­
ernment, has been deferred until we have had time to consider the whole 
subject, but the matter will be s11bmitted to you at the next Session. 

The Controller's Department is now self-contained, paying its expen­
ses from its receipts, and passing over to the Exchequer its profits only. 

. I have placed the revenue from that source at $200,000.00 basing my 
estimate on the profits for the last eleven months, and allowing something 
for a possible increase which may be the outcome of a new policy regard­
ing the liquor traffic, from a stricter enforcement of laws against moon­
shining and smuggling. 

Honourable Members \Vill notice on reference to the Estimates of last 
year's Revenue, that I have omitted the items of receipts from Civil Service 
Reduction. The Government are of opinion that the reduction of Civil 
Servants' salaries has had a rather demoralizing effect on the whole Ser­
vice; that faithful and efficient work cannot be obtained from a Service 
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which is notoriously underpaid; so muc.h so that too many of the officials 
cannot possibly keep out of debt and provide for their families even the 

• 
barest necessaries. 

This condition of affairs has unqt1estionably mucl1 to do "\vith the 
constant demand for pay for so called extra services and overtime, and 
the proposal for a repeal of the Civil Service Reduction Act is made with 
the honest idea of, first, enabling all efficient servants of the public to sup­
port themselves in a decent man11er, and secondly~ to see that all extra 
payments in the Civil Service cease from this date. The Legislature of 
this Colony votes a salary for a ce1~tain position, and the occupant of that 
position should receive that a11d nothing more. 

During the short time I ha,,e had the honor to hold my position as 
Finance Minister, it has been impressed strongly upon ill)' mind that this 
matter of granting money for extra ser,rices has been grossly unfair. 
There have been officials in the Service \\1ho no matter what their value 
was, no matter what they did in the "\Vay of giving straight, decent service 
in the stations alloted them, received nothing. If they worked long hours 
overtime, the fruits went frequently to other officials. 

In order to give a straight deal to all, it is my intention to see that this 
regulation is carried out not only in the letter but in the spirit as well. 

I have said this is a great injustice and, as I write, I have before me 
evidence of the fact that several officials have received for overtime sums 
exceeding their annual salary, while, as I have also pointed out, 've are 
confronted with cases of hard '''orking officials wl10 never received, or 
thought of receiving, one cent n1ore than was legitimate.ly voted by the 
duly authorized body appointed to fix their yearl)r stipend, namely the 
Legislature of this Colony. 

This injustice, Mr. Chairman and Honourable Gentlemen, has actuated 
the Government in arriving at the decision of repealing the Civil Service 
Reduction Act, a decision which has been held out to some of the best men 
in this country of ours for some years past in the form of a mirage. Our 
policy in this respect is to deal fairly with all; give favot1r to none. 

In too many cases Finance Ministers have estimated an expe11diture 
which could not possibly cover a constantly expanding public service, 
trusting to an always complaisant following in the House to pass a huge 
Supplementary Supply. This Supply, which swells the original votes 
provided by this House, is mainl~r caused by overdrafts authorized by 
Order-in-Council, which Order usually contains the provision ''that Sup­
''plementary Supply would be taken when the House meets and autl1or­
''izing the Bank of Montreal to honour overdrawing cheques." 
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This has been done despite the fact that the Auditor General had 
notified the Bank that he would issue no f urtl1er lette·rs of credit by reason 
of the fact that the votes passed by this Assembly had been exhausted. 

My idea of dealing wi tl1 this si tua ti on is to do exactly the reverse. I 
have estimated our revenue and I intend with the help of my colleagues to 
fit our expenditure to that estimate, and to see to it that the expenditure 
is kept within the votes which this Legislature will pass. I regret to say 
that too little attention has been given in the past by Ministerial Heads to 
the details of ex pen di ture; and I am now asking them to help me, by 
exercising an earnest super\1ision over the minutest details of their re­
spective departments in order that this annual supplemental bugaboo shall 
not recur during the current year. 

In this connection I ask tl1eir attention to the 43rd. Section of the 
Audit Act, which reads as f ollo\vs :-

• 

''The Deputy Heads of the several departments or the 
Officers, Clerks or other persons charged with the expenditure of 
public money, shall respectively audit the details of the accounts 
of the several services in the first instance, and be responsible 
for the correctness of such audit." 

Following upon my determination to ''make . the garment fit the 
cloth,'' I propose to eliminate every item of expenditure which can pos­
sibly be done without, consistent at the same time with the real necessities 
of the public service. In a \Vord, I hope to cut expenditure down to an ir­
reducible minimum. All public luxuries 1nust go. Some of them would 
be all very well, if they could be afforded, but the positio11 as I see it to-day 
is that even some more or less necessary services should be curtailed until 
better times. It will be quite impossible, otherwise, to carry on the public 
service of the Colony. 

Be our revenue what it may, and however strenuo11s our endeavours 
to keep within it, we must provide the essentials. What I consider essen­
tial (services which if this Colony is to exist at all as a self-govering Colony 
it must have) I shall set forth later when dealing with expenditure. 

I realize to the fullest extent the burden of taxation placed upon the 
shoulders of our people. I deeply sympathize with them. I observe their 
cheerful endurance under the trials and forced economies in even essentials 

' 

which the high cost of living brings in its train. I appeal with confidence 
to them to bear their burden until growing prosperity enables the Gover-n­
men t to decrease it. 
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Coming now directly to expenditure, I consider as essential the fol­
lo\\ring services froin which little if anything can be cut:-

$3,662,000 of our estiinated revenue for the reinainder of the Public Ser­
vice. These latter, containing Inany iteins that are indispensable, are cap­
able of considerable reduction and have been subjected to that reduction.

This shows a reduction in Estiinates of $794,037.43. 

I do not now propose to enter into the detail of the several votes. 
These with their several changes froin the last Estim.ates, l1ave been placed 
before you and will be explained by the l\iinister in charge thereof when the 
House is in Colllinittee on Supply. Before closing, I should like to draw 
the attention of Honourable Inernbers to the serious state of affairs obtain-
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--ing for some time past in the Customs Department. Undreamed of con­
ditions have existed in that Department, certain things have been permitted 
there 'vhich no departmental head should have overloolced. 

The Auditor General's instructions were frequently ignored, and I 
find to-day that there are duties outstanding from 1915 to the present date 

· on goods issued to individuals under what is known as ''Temporary Per­
mits." These permits were given and the Department neglected to follow 
up the individuals for collection of d11ties. 

The mismanagement, also, of what is known as bonded warehouses, 
in which at the present moment very great discrepancies exist, is respon­
sible fo:r the loss of considerable duty owing to the Colony; duty which I 
fear in many cases will never be collected. 

Considerable loss was sustained, moreo,rer, through the presentation 
of fraudulent invoices which passed through the Customs without proper 
check. 

I shall conclude my remarks on this subject by stating for the in­
formation of honourable members, .that full enquiry is being instituted 
into the whole matter. 

CUSTOMS BONDS. - - ' 

There is another matter in relation to the Customs to which I desire 
to call the attention of the House. I ref er to the large amo11nt due in 
Customs' Bonds, some $117,545.41 in all, including interest. Many of 
these unpaid Bonds date back to 1920; some to 1921 and the latest to 1922. 
Apparently very little effort has been made by the persons owing this 
money to pay it. In 1920 some bonds were extended, but since then no 
extensions were permitted, and some payments on account have been 
made from time to time. I cannot speak too strongly against the dis­
crimination which permitted the extension of bonds. As far as the present 
Government is concerned, it is their intention to secure the prompt pay­
ment in cash of these moneys, not in promises to pay or extensions. 

I have here some statements which will be of interest to honourable 
members. They are too lengthy to read but they will be printed with m y 
speech and will form an addenda thereto. 

I should like, however, to draw Honourable members' attention to 
the increase in Savings Deposits which occurred during 1923. 

At the close of 1922 there was on deposit in Savings' Accounts, the 
sum of $20,133,975.51. At the end of 1923, this amount had increased to 
$20,340,223.21-an increase of $176,247.70. 
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This is a very significant fact and to Iny Inind an indication of that 
. resilient buoyancy for "\vhich Newfoundland in her financial history has 

been fainous; and I feel sure that \vith that earnest co-operation which is 
so necessary in all serious activities we shall turn the corner in 1924-1925 
and enter the straight road to national prosperity and happiness. 

Finally, I can assure this House and the whole co11ntry, that it is the 
earnest intention of His Majesty's Government to eITibark on an entirely 
new scheine of financing. \Ve have decided that an energetic constructive 
policy has been necessary for this land for soine years past. The policy is 
long overdue, but you Inay be sure that if I can secure the faithful co­
operation of Iny fellow Ininisters in the Governinent,. the tiine has now 
arived and our ship has coine hoine at last. 

As I have already reinarked, this Governlllent accepts no responsibility 
for the disastrous effcets of the policy adopted by the late Governinent and 
our only desire is to reinedy the disease which for soine years has attack­
ed our island hoine. 

I beg leave to propose the f ollo,ving resolutions:-

(a) The reduction of present Duty on Spirits in transit. 

(b) Repealing Duty on Flour and Gasolene. 

(c) Giving po"\ver to Governor-in-Council to reduce or abrogate 
Duty on Molasses, Kerosene Oil, Beef and Pork when financial 
conditions in their opinion warrant sanie ..

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REPORT OF PATRIOTIC FUND 

To His Excellecny the Governor in Council. 

lVIAY IT PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY: 

'Ve have the honor to forward you, for submission to the I--'egislature, 
the Report of the 'vorl( of the Newfot1ndland Patriotic Fund for the year 
1923. 

The operations of the Fund were conducted during the past year on 
similar lines to those of 1922, assistance being given in emergencies to 
veterans of the war, to their families, and to those of deceased members 
of the Forces, and also in aid of cases where the Pensions regulations did 
not apply. 

In this way a sum of about six thousan_d dollars wa .. ~pent during the 
year. There is no\v a balance on hand of $2,224.93. This, with some small­
er amounts,_ which we hope to secure will, we trust, enable us tq carry on 
during 1924, but unless we can sec11re other resources our op~rations will 
have to terminate then. 

Representations have been made to former governments respecting a 
-,,um of about $30,000, the -total of amounts paid to the dependents of cer­
.ain classes of men on active service for the period prior to the granting of 
separation allowances to such men. Had such separation allo,vances been 
granted at the outset we would not have furnished the dependents of those 
1nen with assistance, as they \vould have been adequately provided for by 
such separation allowances. When subsequently this provision was grant­
ed and made retroactive we proposed to deduct therefrom a sum equivalent 
to that paid to the beneficaries. But it was felt by the Govrenment of the 
day that such a step would cause trouble, and it was decided to pay them 
in full, assura11ce being given us that the amount would be made up by 
a grant from the public funds. We urged this as it would enable us to 
continue our work for a longer period. Later a new Administration found 
themselves unable to make good this undertaking and the matter has rest­
ed since. If this amount could be got-not perhaps at one time, but in 
amounts of $5,000 or $6,000 a year, sufficient to meet our yearly outlay, it 
would enable our work to be continued for another five or six years, by the 
end of which period there should be few, if any, claimants, who would not 
be in a position to maintain themselves.

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REPORT OF CHIEF WOODS RANGER FOR YEAR 1923. 

Hon. J. F. Downey, 

Minister of A~ciulture and Mines, 

St. John's, Newfoundland. 

Dear Sir,-

I beg respectfully to submit for your information this my Report for 
the year 1923. 

I am pleased to be able to state that the work in connection with my 
duties as Chief Woods Ranger does not call for a long report this year. 

On reviewing the work of the past year, I beg to state, as in my pre­
vious reports, that December, January and February are three months in 
which I get very little work to do outside, consequently it affords me op­
portunity to clear up my office and straighten my work for the coming 
season. During this time I make up and address hundreds of fire warning 
notices wl1ich I mail in April to all parts of the Island. These notices give 
the public an opportunity to see and read for themselves what the Forest 
Fire Laws are and how necessary it is to observe them. I find this to 
greatly assist my work in the prevention of forest fires . 

• 
The latter part of February and March I make a foot and dog team 

cruise of about 200 miles, over different parts of the country, in order that 
I may become acquainted as much as possible with the places m ost 
necessary to be pa trolled by fire wardens, and to gt1in other valuable 
knowledge in connection with the work I have to do. 

The season for the setting of forest fires opened this year about the 
usual time, which is between the 1st and the 10th of May. I then put on a 
few wardens in the most dangerous places. The dry weather only lasted 
a few days and the remainder of the s11mmer proved to be one most fitting 
in every way for the protection of forest fires. 

By authority from your Department and a request from the Secretary 
of the Fire Patrol Committee, Grand Falls, I put on a fe,v fire wardens be­
fore the work of patrol commenced, at the N. W. Grade, Port Blandford, 
and in the vicinity of Joe Batts Pond, and got some of the brush and grass 
burnt off the sides of the railway track, a work which is badly needed to 
be done. The section men have burnt up quite a lot of the old ties this 
Fall but there is quite a lot of brush and grass, in very dangerous places, 
which need to be burnt off. The brush should be burnt in the Fall of the 
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year and the grass in the Spring. If this were done it would greatly 

facilitate the keeping down of fires, as live cinders wl1ich drop from the 

ash-pans of the locomotives would have nothing to feed on off the track. 

If more of this could be done it would be money well spent. 

The increased number of trains running, in consequence of the exten­
sive operations at Grand Lake and the Humber, will require more ward­
ens next season, particularly on the west side of the Island. Even if the 
Company employ their own wardens the Government will want more. 
Now is the time, Sir, to give this subject tl1e fullest consideration before we 
get a repetition of the destruction as outlined by you in your address be­
fore the Rotary Club a short ti1ne ago. The development of our forest 
resources is only now properly springing into life and we can look back 
with sadness on the vandalism practised upon our most priceless heritage, 

and in order to save what we have the public as a whole must be brought 

to understand what we are trying to accomplish. The thing is to k~ ep the 

timber supply in excess of our demand, and that is impossible wl ~ 2 pre­

sent wastage continues. 

It is, however, graitfying to be able to state tl1at the nl1mber of forest 

fires is decreasing considerably every year, as will be shown in this report 

further on. 

It is also pleasing to be able to report to you that not a single forest 
fire got away from any fire patrol man this season, and only one last year. 
I think we can have no better proof of tl1e value and good work of the fire 
patrol. The Velocipede is a great improvement on the foot patrol, and 
the work can be done more thoroughly, but, Sir, I would like to draw your 
particular attention to the fact that the value of tl1e ,relocipede drops in 
proportion to the length of section over seven miles which it has to run 
over: in other words, seven miles where trains are running regularly, as 

over the Main Line,-is quite long enough for a velocipede to do the work 
approaching thoroughness; that is, to f ollo"'" all trains. Tl1e real benefit 

oir profit is not to be found in the saving of wages by having long sections, 

but in the saving of forest. We cannot afford to lose one acre of forest, 

neither can we afford to export pulpwood or pit props. This cannot be 

realized too soon.

The work of the past season has been well done by the Fire Patrol in 
all sections. Not a single fire got away from any warden. A lot of i:Q-
spection work has been done with the track motor cars!: one controlled by 
the Committee at Grand Falls, and my car, also by Foreman Ranger Albert 
Stares. -

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REPORT OF GOVERNMENT ANALYST 

Hon. J. F. Downey, 

Minister of Agriculture and Mines. 

Dear Sir,-

May I respectfully s·ublllit to you InY report for the year ending 
Decelllber 31st, 1923. 

I have lim.ited m.y repor·t to a bare statenient of the nuinber of sam-. 
pies and the nuniber of deterininations; detailed reports on the samples 
have been subm.itted cluring the year to the Departments and individuals 
concerned. 

I would like to draw your attention to the colllparison of the nuniber 
of sam.ples for the years 1920-1923 (inclusive). 

You will see at a glance the great increase in the work. of IDY 
Laboratory; the nuniber of sainples in 1923 is very nearly double the nuID­
ber of sainples in 1920. 

The increase is partly due to the large nuniber of niilk saniples sent 
in by the Public Health Departm.ent and the Conirnunity Nurses. Very 
few saniples were sent in during 1920 but 319 sainples were sublllitted 
during 1923. 

The testing of the City niilks has brought about a g1·eat iinproveinent 
in the quality of the Inil~ supplied to the consuiners. 

In 1921 twenty eight per cent. of the niilk sainples tested were below 
the legal standards; in 1923 011ly three and seven tenths per cent. failed to . 
Ineasure up to our requireinents. 

The value of the Laboratory as the final authority on the quality of 
the l\iarine Aninila Oils exported froni this country is being realised Inore 
and niore as the years go by and Iain sure that the Cod Liver Oil Inspectors 
would be the first to acknowledge its usefulness. 

Apart froni the testing of the nuinerous saniples that are being sub­
Initted, the Governinent Laborat9ry is being recognised Inore and Inore, 
year by year as a place for people to collle to for inforniation and advice 
on Inineral and cheIUical i:natters. 
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A good deal of InY ti:me 11as been devoted to that business-and I a1n 
getting more and more dependent on my staff for the actual analyses of 
the saniples. 

l\Iv staff, as you know, are alI 1~esidents of St. Jol1n's, who have been ... 
trained by Ine to do the work of Ill)r Laborator)r; the)1' are gaining in pro-
ficiency and experience every year but tl1ey are not satisfied with their 
rellluneration. 

Their work is of a highly technical nature and it would be inipossiblc 
to replace thein to-day at an)rthing like the salaries they are receiving. 

I understand that they have resp~ctfully s11bmitted to you a state:ment 
of their grievances and I hope, Sir, that you will ca1·efully and syinpathet-
ically consider their clainis. · 

At the beginning of August 1923 tl1e Governnient requested Ille to 
supervise personally the reducing of rUJJ?- at the Controller's Depart:ment. 
1 have attended at the Departinent on seventy eight days froin August to the 
31st of Deceinber between the h~urs of 1 p.:m. and 4 p.ni. a~d during that 
time I have personally supervised the reducing of rulll to the value of 
$180,000. 

This work takes up a good deal of Illy tiine ·and the only way in which 
I could cope with it was by putting in as niuch tiine as possible between the 
hours 1 p.ni. and 3 p.in. 

I should like to see the Ag1'icultural section of the coinniunity taking 
a greater advantage of the facilities 've have here for its protection, all i:m­
ported aninial feeds should be tested fo1' food values, and all iinported 
artificial 1nanures should be subjected to chelllical an<:1lysis for lllanurial 
values.·

I have the honor to submit the Annual Report of Births, Marriages and Deaths for 
the year ended December 31, 1923. 

The total Registrations for the year were 12,049, viz. :-Births, 7,046; Marriages, 
1,357; Deaths, 3,646 .. 

Compared with 1922 there is a decrease of 346 Births. 
Compared with 1922 there is a decrease of 84 Marriages. 
The Death Rates for the Dominion 14.16 and for the City 16.51 per 1,000 of the 

.population co1m.pares ·Very favorably with the lowest rate on record, viz., in 1921 when 
it 'vas 13.29 a11d 16.06 respectively. 

Th·e num·ber of children who died before completing twelve months of age was 738, 
'vhich is a rate of 104.74 per 1,000 living births and is the lowest rate ever recorded for 
the Dominion. The rate for the City 102.82 is also a · racord. The Community Nurses 
and Association for Child Welfare are leaving no sto11e unturned to give the baby a 
chance to live. 

The number of Deaths registered for the year from Pulmonary Tuberculosis was 344, 
being a ratio per 1,000 of population of 1.33 and is the lowest ever recorded in New­
foundlai1d. It is also pleasing to note that the rate for the City 1.09 is a record. The 
campaign against this disease has received invaluable assistance from those in charge.
