WEDNESDAY, A ril 2, 1919. 

The General Assembly having, by 
several Proclamati9ns o,f His Excel­
lency the Governor her.eto prefixed, 
be·en prorogued until this day, the 
members thereof met in the Assembly 
Room. 

At three of the clock in the after­
noon a message from His Excellency 
the Governor was delivered by the 
Gentle·man Usher of the Bla·ck Rod, 
commanding the .immediate attend­

an·ce of Mr. Speaker and the House in 

• 

the Council Chamber. Accordingly, 
Mr. Sp·eaker and the House attended 
His Excellency the Govern'o1r in the 
Council, and, having returned to the 
Assembly Room, Mr. Speaker in­
formed the House that when 1n at­
tendance on His Excellency th·e Gov­
ernor in the Council Cha.m ber, His 
Excellenc·y had been pleased to make 
a gracious spe.ech to b·oth branches of 
the Legislature, o·f which, for greater 
accuracy, he had obtained a copy 
and which he read to the House as 

follows: 

Mr. President and Honourable . Gentlemen of the Legislative Council: . 
Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honourable House of Assembly: 

'\ 

It is with mingled sentiments of pride and thankfulness that I 
' greet you to-day; pride in the wonderful success of the Allied arms 

in the Great World War which ended in November last; and 
thankfulness at the termination of a conflict which has caused 
untold miseries to the greater portion of the human race. I 
trust that from· the wreck and devastation of the War, better, more 
enduring and happier condition,s may arise, ushe·ring in a new era 

·, .. , ... '. -

Qf peace and contentment, which will in ,some measure justify and 
atone for the great sacritices of blood and treasure which have 
been poured forth so freely and unselfishly upon th,e altar of Libert·y4 

At the time of the last session of this Legislature it will be 
remembered that th.e fortunes of the Allies were most critical, and the 
War situation was of the utmost gravity. Under those circumstances 
a Bill was introduced to postpone for a second time the General 
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Election, and the Legislature then determined that the term of the 
pre.sent Assembly should be limited to April 30th., 1919. 

Thanks under God, however, to the almost superhuman exertions 
made by the Allies, the tenacity and sustained gallantry of the soldiers, 
and the continued pressure of the Navy, the situation underwent such a 
<-~hange during the latter part of the summer and autumn that armis .. 
tices have been signed with the enemies. The· victory for which 
we have been hoping and praying has been achieved. The Peace 
Conference, which f.ollowed the conclusion of hostilities, ha,s been 

· in session some rnontbs. Problems of international significance and 
far reaching importance, which may call for le.gislative. action and 
approval, are in course of settlement at the ·Conference and my 
Ministers feel that the Government must be in a position to call the 
Assembly together wheneve.r necessary without any undue delay. 

There are many problem,s of first-class importance 
connected with the demobiliz-3tion of our soldier,s and 
sailors, their re-e~tablishment in civil life, the making ot 

• 

provision for War de~ts and obligations as well as questions of trans .. 
portation by land and sea, which call for a new mandate from the 
country, and a newly elected and full House of Assembly to deal with 
therQ. These problems are urgent 

The object for which the Le·gislature is now called tog.ether is to 
make provision for that immediate. appeal to the . electorate which the 
legislation of Ja,st Session necessitates, and to enable the use of the 
last voters' lists. which was taken over twelve months a2o. 

fhe work of comoletin2 another list would throw unnecessary 
exp.en.se on the country, and cau.se delay in appealing to ·the electorate. 

Your consideration will be invited, therefore, to oropo.sals for 
amending the Election Act, in ·order to legalize the use in the forth­
coming General Election of the Voters' List taken in 1917. Care will 
be had to en,sure that the electoral qualifications of Newfoundlanders 
who have been .serving in Hi.s Majesty's N·aval and Military forces 
'shall in no way be affected by their absence abroa.d on active service 
during the period of the War, and you will be asked to approve an 
amendment to the Act to this effect. 

You will be asked also to extend the franchise to Newfoundland 
sailors and soldier.s, under the age of 21 years, who b.ave been over­
seas with His Majesty's Forces. . 

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honomiable House of Assembly: 

I am happy to be in a position to inform you that there was a 
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substantial excess of Revenue over Expenditure te> the amount of 
One Ntillion, On~ Hundred and Seventy Thousand, Six Hundred and 
Twenty-seven Dollars and Ninety-four Cents, for the past fiscal year, 
and it is.gratifying to know that a surplu.s oi" revenue over expenduture 
for the current fiscal year may also be anticipated as the Customs' 
Revenue for the .eight months ending on February 28th show.s an 
increase of One Million, Four Hundred and Fifty-four Thou&c:.nd, 
~ix Hundred and Twenty-three Dollars o\·er the receipts for the sam~ 
period last y,ear. 

You will be invited to vote the necessary funds to defray the 
expen,ses of the forthcoming General Election. 

Mr. President and Honourable Gentlemen of the LegislatiVie Council: 
Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honourable House of Assembly: 

' . 

The tidings of the death of Prince john ,stirred the sympathetic 
feelings of Their Majesties' devoted subjects throughout the Do­
minion. It was my sad duty to convey to the Royal Household an 
expression of sorrow and sympathy of our people in their affliction, 

' 

which has knit even closer together the ties of love and loyalty which 
bind .us to the Throne. 

In response to a summons from the Right Honourable the Secre .. 
tary of State fo1 the Colonies the Prime Ministe.r attended during 
the summer the sittings of the Imperial War Cabinet, and re.presented 
the Dominion in the discussion and determination of vital issues 
connected with the conduct of the War . . He .also participated in the 
deliberations of the Imperial Conference which dealt with varied and 

. complex problems affecting the present and futu,re policy of the 
Empire. . , 

In November last following upon the signing of the armistlce, 
the Prime Minister was recalled to London by the British Government 
to take his place in th~ Imperial War c ·abinet in connection with tQe 
discussion and formulation of terms of Peace. Later he: · proceedt(,d 
to Paris with the British Empire delegation and took part in the 
Peace ·Confer.ence there, actively interesting himsel£ in all matters 
affecting or likely to affect the Dominion. Before returning home 
he represented Newfoundlantl's position to the Imperial authorities 
a·ad received an a.ssurance that our inte·rests would be very carefully 
safeguarded. 

My Ministers decided to endeavour to raise locally and in Canada 
the moneys required for the continued pro,secution of the War and 
issued a Victory War Loan._ fheir faith in the· patriotism and public 
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spirit of the people was fully ju,stified by the magnificent result 
achieved, the amount of the issue being considerably oversubscribed 
within a very short period. This response i,s most gratifying as an 
evidence of the confidence of our people in the resources and possi· 
bilities of the country. 

The continual growth and expansion of our trade ancl commerce 
of late years, combined with the. increasing importance of our 
relations with the Mother Country, having emphasized the necessity 
of adequate representatio there, my Mini,sters arranged for the 
appointment of a. High ·Commissioner in London to look after the 
trade and commercial interest's of the Dominion. 

I avail of this opportunity to extend a hearty welcome home to 
our soldiers and sailors . who hav.e represented Newfoundland so 
valiantly and well during the past four years amid the ch~nging 

fortune~s and bitter hardships of War. Mere word.s cannot express 
our feelings of appreciation and admiration of their wonderful work. 
Their deeds are eloquent and pass to judgment before them. On land 
and sea and in the air their worth has been prove·n and their fame has 
spread far and wide. Those who have died for the Right have bequeath­
ed us a precious legacy the undying memory of duty p.e·rf ormed even 
to the death, and the eternal fragrance of that love which exceeds all 
other.s that a man lay down his life for his friends. Th·eir loss to th.e 
country can neve·r fully be estimated, because it is impossible to 
compute the value of the chivalry, honour, self-sacrifice and devotion 
to duty which .these men poss~ssed in the highe,st degree. We can , 
only endeavour to prove worthy of the gloriou.s heritage which they 

· have purchased for us at such a price. 
In taking. leave of you I trust that your deliberations may con­

duce to the further welfare and prosperity of Ne·wfoundland and that 
Divine Providence may guide you in ·the p_e·rformance of your duties. 

It was moved b·y Mr. Downey and 
s~~onded by Mr. Le·Feuvr·e that an 
Address of Thanks be presented to 
His Exc·ellency in reply to the grac­
ious speech with which he had been

of the Legislature, and that a ~elect 

Committe be app·ointed to draft such 
Address in Reply. 

MR. DOWNEY:-1 rise to move the 
appointment of a Select Committee to 
draft an Address in Reply to the 
speech with which His Excellen·cy has 

opened the pres.en t session of the 
Legislature. 

I take advantage of the occasion to 
give expression to the feeling of 
thankfuln·es.s in all our hearts o.ver 
the assur·ance that we were warrant­
ed in accepting, that in the immedi­
ate future a just and, it is to be 
hoped, a lasting peace will . b·e given 
to the world. 

The past four years will merit to be 
c·onsidered an epochal period in the 
world's history. Its result is that, 

.. 
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fortunately, the pr·ospect today for 
demo·cr:acy and the evolution of its 
many promising conceptions are in 
brilliant c·ontrast to what the future 
would hold for us had it been po·s.sible 
that Germany and her allies had 
been victorious. 

It is inconceivable to us that a peo­
ple so virile and resour·ceful, so. per­
severing and so enlightened a.s the 
Germans c·ould be contented to· · live 
und·er the system of petty-serfdom 
that was the ch'aracteristic of their 
despotic system of Government. 

Every clo·ud, we are told, has its 
silver lining, and even the lurid war­
cloud of the past four years now 
breaking is sho.wing .a rift of silver 
in th·e evident determination of al1 
the peop·les of Central Europe to end 
th·e despotic systems of Gove1 ument 
they have so long endured. Possibly, 
in c·ourse 01f time, they will even come 
to recognise the debt they ow·e our 
allies aud ourselves for this happy 
result, and we, in turn, can congrat­
ulate ourselves that we have had th·e 
good fortune to be contributory to 
this through the limited, but effici-

• 

ent, measure of aid we wer·e able to 
render the Motherland throu,gh the 
patriotism and valor of our naval 
C·ontingent and our re.giment. 

T·he splendid :fighting qualities of 
our men have attained for Newfound­
land, in the short period of the war, 
a notoriety and measure of apprecia·· 
tion that woul~ otherwise not have 
C·ome to us fo·r many years, ai1d the 
country will be ready to accept its 
liability and give an appreciable, if 
not a fully adequate, recognition of 
this-the latter I feel it would be im­
possible to give. 

In the last session, Mr. Speaker, it 
was deemed wise to extend the term 
of the life of the present Parliament, 
but the date of the exten.sio1n w·as ar­
bitrarily set to the 30th · April. The 
Government, therefore, has no alter-

I 

native but to accept the decision of 
the Le.gislature in this matter, but as 
the realisation of the conditions of 
peace may call for legislation in the 
Dominions as well as tn the Mother 
C·ountry, it is deemed imperative that 
a Parliament, with a mandate from 
the people to deal ·comprehensively 
with the many impo·rtant problems 
awaiting ratification, should be avail­
able, there is no res·oiurce other than 
an appeal to the ele·ctorate in the im­
mediate futur·e. 

T·his, in turn, calls for legislation 
to legali,se the utilisation of the 
voters' list taken in 1917, and to en­
sure to our Reservists and to the men 
of the Regiment, the right 01f fran­
chise which a technicality in th·e 
Election Act would deprive them of 
if this were n·ot amended. 

It is indeed a matter for congratu­
lation that our revenue has r.espond­
ed so materially to the somewhat in­
creased scale of taxatio1n of the last 
session. This is an evidence of th·e . 
co·untry'.s ability to confidently under­
take the ·consideration of any econo­
mic pro bl em that the discharge of 
our war respo1nsibilities may thrust 
upon us. 

Our claim that we are the ''oldest · 
and mo.st loyal C·olo·ny" has made 
ample verification during the war, 
and the measure of sympathy that 
went out so voluntarily to the· Royal 
Family 01ver the recent death ot 
Prince John furth·er establishes this 
contention. 

It ~s gratifying to know that the 
Mother Country fully appreciates the 
measure of sacrifice we made in the 
intere.st of the Empire and of ht1rnan­
ity during · the war Realisation of 
this ap·preciation was the calling of 
this coiuntry into the councils of the 
Empire in the formulation o·f the 
conditions of peace, and I entertain 
no doubt that wh·en the record of the 
transactions are available, that it will 

• 
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be found that our Prime Minister has 
acceptably and ably contributed to 
the stabilitating of our new· status a.s 
a Dom.inion. 

I move, Mr. Speaker, fo.r the ap­
pointment of a Select Committee. 

MR. LeFEUVRE :-Mr. Speaker, I 
rise, sir, to second the motion f«)r the 
Select Comm-itte to be appointed to 
draft an Address in Reply to the 
gracio.us speech of His Excellenc·Y 
the Governor, so ably pro.posed in his 
usual eloquent style by my Honoraore 

.~nd the memb·er for St. Geor.ge's. 
' The main features of the speech 
are references to the signing of the 
arm1istice in N·oivember last and the 
consequent c.essation of hostilities 
and the forthcoming general election. 

On the occasion of this House being 
called into session in 1914 I had the 
privilege of speaking to the motion 
on the Address in Reply. That, M1~. 

Speaker, will be called our first Wal'' 

session. Although ithe peace tre·aty 
has not been signed, yet it was with 
thankful hearts that we witnessed the 
signin.g of the armistice which ended 
military and naval operations . in No­
V·efber last. 

We little thought when in 1914 we 
enacted legislation authorising the 
raising of the V1olunteer Corps in this 
country that more than four years 
wo·uld elapse b·efore those bays would 
be free to again return and that so 
many of them would never return. 
Mere words seem inadequate to ex­
press the thanks which are due to 
those nobile boys wbo so nobly fought 
and nobly died. They fought and 
bled not alone for N·ewfoundland, but 
for the h·o,nor of that Constitution 
under which we are governed and 
which affo·rds us the liberty and free­
dom which we are all so apt to take 
as a matter o.f course, forgetting that 
centuries of time have passed and 
generations of men have come and 
gone and the blood of martyrs in the 

' 

·cause of liberty and freedom have 
given us that epitome of liberty w·hich 
we call the British Constitution 

It is this for which our boys have 
fought and whatever may have been 
the motive fr1om which they volunteer­
ed .whether the pure spirit ·of patriot­
ism or a f eelin,g of comradeship or 
otherwise, this we do know that 
wherever hard work was to· be done, 
whether the fight was raging at its 
worst, there the Newfoundlanders 
won and merited the title of "better 
than the best." 

Who, then, Mr. Speaker, will dare 
to say that in the proposed amendment 
to the Election Act giving to every 
soldier who has gone overseas the 
right of th·e franchise, irrespective of 
a.ge, that we are doing a little more 
than we should do to make some re·C·· 
ognition of the services of ·OUr boys. 

The other matter referred to in the 
speech have been to·uched on by my 
Honorable friend, and I now pass on 

' to His Excellency's remar·k on the 
financial condition of th·e Dominion. 
It ·is gratifying, Mr. Speaker, to know 
that we have had such a su.bstantial 
balance to our credit at the end of 
the last fiscal year. It is equally 
ple·asing to b·e told that we . exp·ect· a 
similar balance at the e.nd or the 
current year. 

This, Mr. Speaker, is all the more 
gratifying when we remember the 
rather depressing state of affairs un­
der which this House met at the be-, 
ginning of the war. A general feeling 
of d·epression naturally was felt by 
all, but we .should b·e thankful to find 
ourselves better off financially in 
spite of the fact that war conditions 
prevailed for over four ye·ars. Thanks 
to the British Navy, not forgetting 
our own brave sailor lads, th·e sea 
has been kept clear ~nd our products 
have been marketed in spite of sub­
marines and other perils from the 
se·a. 

• 
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B,efore I resume my seat I will take 
advantage of this opportunity to, pub­
licly tender to the Right H·on. the 
Prime Minister my s.incere congratu­
lations on the high honors lately con­
ferred on him b,y His Majesty tne 
King, and I also add th,e hope that he 
may long be spared to enjoy the 
same. 

With these remarks, Mr. Speaker, I 
beg to second the motion that a Select 
Committee be appointed to draft an 
Address in Reply to· His Excellency's 
Speech. 

MR. MORINE :-Mr. Spe·aker, these 
are days when pre·cedents ·are being 
smashed. One of them is that the 
Leader of the Opposition sh·ould speak 
first after the Mover . and Seconder of 
the Address.' Now it is the only in­
dependent member of the Ho·u.se who 
takes the position, as the Official Op­
position have bee.n courteous enough 
to allow me as se·nior member of the 
Assembly to make a few remarks at 

j 

this stage. 
We have heard the Mo·ver and 

Seconder in brief addresse.s. The ad­
dresses which they have made this after 
noon have only been enough to make 
us regret that these gentlemen have 
been so long under the· stultifying in­
fluence of that side of the House, and 
have not had an opportunity of de­
veloping the talents which they so 
evidently possess. Perhaps after the 
election which i's abo,ut to take place 
they may grace this side of the House 
and sho·w to their constitue1nts ho1w 
fully they deserve their supp·ort. 

I wish to extend my hearty congrat­
ulations to the honorable gentlemen 
opposite who - since this House last 
met have had the· honor ·Of Knighthood 
conferred upon them. I reco·gnize that 
the honor bestowed upon the Premie,r 
is one intended for the C'olony. This 
has been the custom of late years, and 
is only one o·f many recognitions given · 
the ·Colony from time, to· time. This 
goeis to 1show that though small, we 

are not forgotten. The splendid ser­
vices of our brave soldie,rs and sailo·rs 
have called :forth the admiration and 
gratitude of the motherland, and if we 
are getting a larger share of these 
honors, which to outsider's may be 
considered out of all pro·portion, still 
Sir, I think we may claim they are 
only in equitable P·ropo·rtion to the 
quality of the services rendered to the 
Empire by our magnificent soldiers 
and sailors. 

The honor conferred upon Sir 
Michael Cashin I regard more as a 
personal one; quite true he has been 
one of our many Acting Premiers dur­
ing the past two years, but he has 
~ for many years a member of this 
House. And although a political op­
po,nent of mine, I admire his istraight­
forward and manly qualities, and it is 
because of the1se :sterling qualities that 
I off er him my sincere congratulation&. 
In other days theire were no K.B.E. 's 
going, honor's were not so plentiful, 
but pe.rhaps more este·emed. 

I am just thinking if there are no 
other Knighthoods to be announced. 
Is it not among the possibilitie1s of the 
future that wemay soon have a Sir 
John and a Sir William? The last 
named has quite reicently returned 
from abro,ad, where he v.isited suc,h 
historic spots as St. Paul's, Westmin­
ister Abbey and the Tower of Londo1n. 
So far as I can learn there are so1me 
people who do not care· a rap whether 
the honorable gentleman was buried 
in We.stminister or beheaded in Lon­
don To·wer. "In the midst of life we 
are in death,'' ,and I now turn to that 
refer,ence in the Speech from the 
Throne to the great .sorrow which has 
come to our King and the Queen.in the 
death of Prince· John. De·ath is no 
respecter o·f per·sons; the same bur:de·n 
of sorrow comes to the Palace as to 
the hovel. On ·Occas·sions such as this I 
think only of our great ·King as a good 
father, and of the Queen as the noblest 
type 0 1f true wo.manhood, following in 
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• 
the footstep's of that noble woman, 
Victoria the Good. When we think of 
them in their affliction, let us cast 
aside rank and title and remember 
tl1em only as father and mother. 

And now, Sir, I want to say I was 
struck by s~me references made y 
the previous ·speaker~ to peace bei g 
established. I cannot give assent to 
the conclusion expressed by the Mover 
of the Address that the war had ter­
minated. ·Certain terrible phases of 
the conflict have p·as·sed, but it cannot 
be Jaid that the war has ended official­
ly or in fact. We hear and read mucn 
of the triumphs of democracy, but so 
far as I can discern there is nothing 
in the conditions existing in Euro,pe 

1 to-day to warrant us in the conclusion 
that wars will cease. On the contrary 
one sees on every hand signs that 
wars will never cease. Does anyone 
note a re,solution on the part of the 

. - peoples of Europe to end wars fo·r all 
time? Newsprints have been prone 
to tell us that Germany's war was 
caused and maintaine1d by the classes; 
that the .common people were not heart 
and so·ul in the struggle; but I con­
tend that the German·s were one and 
ind.ivisible in this fight for the mas­
tery of the world, and · let us be no1t 
deceived. Germany and her people; 
they are of the same mind now as 
when they went into the w·ar. There 
is nothing to convince us that she will 
be any different under the regime o·:f 
the peasant fr.om what .she ha;s beet) 
under the rule of a Kaiser. Therefore 
we should always hold arms guarded 
on.the Rhine. 

"( would like to make one O·r tw0 
remarks on the personnel of the 
statesmen who are now taking par·L 
in the great world Peace Conference 
as they appear to me,_ We as Brit­
ishers have the .greatest ad~iration 

for that o·utstanding WO·rld figure in 
the person of the Premter o·f Great 
Britain, Mr. Lloyd George. I regar·d 
him as the greatest of them all. There 

• 

is an an·cient doctrine amongst the 
people of England that in a grave 
national crisis God raises up the man 
who shall lead the people. There 
were some who might quarrel with 
what has been designated a League 
of Nation.s, and men may dispute as 
to whetlter such a league is superio1 
to a balance of po·wer alliance; but 
name it what you may, world peace 
must depend on the three partners, 
Gr·eat Britain, France and the United 
States of America. An offensive and 
defensive alliance between these 
countries, to which might be added 
Italy and the smaller nations, is the 
hope for that peace ·and security w~ 

all so much desire. 

The other notable figures at the 
Peace Conference are that wo·nderful 
Frenchman Clemenceau, and that 
great American, President Wilson; 
his was a great mi.ssion and we 
know how faithfully he is endeavo·r· 

1 

ing to use th·e great opportunities 
which are his to serve the cause of 
justice and humanity. Sir, I would 
not be· fair if in passing I failed to 
pay my humble tribute to that other 
great American who has passed out 
of life a short time since. I refer 
now, sir, to Theo·dore Roosevelt. He 
was indeed a man's . man, of great 
fo·rce and character. He was the 
most typical American I have ever 
known, representin.g as he did all 
that was best and virile in that great 
nation of which he was so exalted a 
citizen, a man who did yeoman ser­
vice for Great Britain and her Allies 
befo·re the United States entered the 
war. 

I am in hearty accord with the 
sentiments of appreciation that have 
been exp·ressed in this debate to­
wards those gallant fellows, our sol·· 
diers. But I would like to say by 
way of warning, let u.s not forget 
that the empty :flattery of word.s, the 
empty tribute of words to those who 
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have paid the supr·eme sacrifice, and 
to those who have co·me back to us, 
will not be enough. It is not what 
we say of them., but what we do for 
them, that will count. I think it was 
the mover of this Address wh.o said 
that tho·se who have died have per­
formed the greatest service for this 
country, and to whom we should be 
most .grateful; but I want to point 
out that we should be. grateful al.so 
to those who have fought and come 
back to us. When they volunteered 
they made their sacrifice. They laid 
themselves upon the altar of their 
country then; they dutifully gave 
themselves up; willingly took their 
lives in their hands; and mind you, 
sir, during all this time were con­
scious of the. risks they were t?iking, 
and the sacrifice which they mi.ght 
be called upon to pay. It was not 
when they had paid the ;price, bu_t 
when they offered to pay t_he price, 
that th·ey made the greatest sacri­
fic.e. In this co·nnection I regret to 
say, sir, that I do not see signs of · 
what appears to me to be adequate 

• attempts to meet · the demands of 
these men. We are too apt to think 
that when we have paid pensions to 
those who· have been wounded, when 
we have paid our tribute of respect 
to · tho·se who hav·e died, · that we 
have in a large degre·e discharged the 
obli.gations which rest upon us to our 
soldiers. Meantime, unfo·rtunately, 
we a.ttempt to minimis·e in our own 
minds the debt we O·We these men. 
We see them, perhaps, moving ar·o·und 

' 
strong, well and apparently happy, 
and we .say to ourselves that afte·r all 
these men have gone through the 
fight have had the experience, and 
have come back, why should we do 
anything more for them. But, can 
we ever re:place the wasted years, 
and the wasted opportunities that 

they perf·o·rce had to let slip by; can 

we ev·er put them back again ·wher·e 

they were when they went, or, even 
still more, they would have: been had 
th·ey not gone? Four years out of the 
life of a young man is a period which 
can never b·e returned to him, and the . 
occasions which he loses upon which 
he might profit himself, and the op­
portunities he misses to learn things 
in these four year.s, we can never 
compensate him for. And so, wher1 
we meet him on the street, young and 
strong, and think to pass hini with­
out further thou,ght, we ought to have 
in mind these wasted years and wast­
ed oppo·rtunities and the sacrifice 
that · he has made. Are we grappling 
with this pro bl em in an earnest way? 
The Government has held. out some 
sort of promise that after an election 
some .such earnest . attempt will be 
m~de. That is not really satisfactory 
to me, because it is a promise and 
nothing more. In the meanwhile 
valuable time is passing. In my 
humble judgment we ought to have 
met here for ,the purpose ·of consid­
erin.g tt;ntatively at least an ad·equate 
plan ·of re-establishment of our sol­
die·rs in a more ·O·r less permanent 
Wiay; but, .u.nfortunate, that is an 
opp·ortunity that we have lost. 

With referen·ce to the pr·opo.sal to 
hold a general election at this time, 
I think that really I a.m more· consist­
ent with the stand I to·ok in the last 
session than anybody 
branch of the Le·gislature. 

in either 
When it 

was proposed last session to extend 
th·e time of the House, it was first 
propo.sed that· the end of the year be 
the time allotte·d, but subsequently 
the 30th April was decided upo·n. I 
supported th·e bill for the extension. 
Members of the Opposition in the 
Upper House opposed it very bitter­
ly; and in this. House it was o·pposed 
in a more n1·o·dified way by the gentle­
men on this side of the · Chamber. But 
I personally supported the bill on 

the ground tha~ I thought there ought 
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to be no election till the men who 
had fou.ght for the· Empire and our 
Country had come back. These men 
are not back yet, and will not be 

' 

back for some time to come. There-
fore, I think the election ought not 
to be held until the Autumn of the 
year. I supported the bill on another 
ground as well, and that was that th.e 
electorate ought not be asked to 
pass upon the work of the Govern­
ment until they were enabled to pass 
an . intelligent opinion thereon. The 
evidence from which the electorate 
would be asked to base their opinion 
would b1e the record that the Govern­
ment has to produce since it acquir­
ed power. That record would . show 
how the responsibilities of its admin­
istration have been carried out; how 
the duties of its office have been per­
formed; and how its obligations to 
the people whom it sought to repre­
sent were fulfilled. In other words, · 
the manner in which it h.a.d dis­
charged its stewardship woulu have 
to be shown. The electoratt could 
not be expected to· intelligently re­
view the record which the Govern­
ment ought to lay before them un­
less sufficient time were allowed for 
assimilation of the facts laid before 
the people. We cannot expect the 
people to judge the merits or demer­
its of the present administration un­
less they were in a position to have 
all the evidence before them, and a 
sufficient time within which to digest 
that evidence. I felt last year that 
if an election had been reached that 
the people would not be in that 
happy position to clearly determine 
the issues of an election conte.st; and . 
that reason operates just as strongly· 
in my mind today. In the short time 
at our disposal it is no-t to be expect­
ed that sufficient facts can be laid 
before the people to enab1le them to 
come to an intelligent decision upon 

the questions upon which they will 

be asked to vote; and it is neithe·r 
fair to the Gover·nment, nor fair to 
the people, nor in the interests of the 
Country, to have an election under 
such ·c;ircumstances. Ac,cordingly I 
too·k the position and made it known 
in certain quarters so that it might 
reach the ears of the Government that 
as far as I was personally concerned 
I was now prepared to vote for the 
further extension of the life of Par­
liament; and that if a bill were in­
troduced here today to extend the 
life of the Government for either six 
or nine mo·nths that I would give it 
my hearty support. Reference has 
been made to · the 30th April in the 
sense that limiting the life of Par­
liament in that way means that an 
election ought to be held not later 
than that date, but that is n·ot the 
case. The House might have bee:q 
extended under the present law on 
the 30th of April and the Government 
might have ,gone on until the Fall, 
when an election would . have been 
held. If, in the / meantime, anything 
untoward had happened and it was 
thought desirable to have the Hous~ 
summoned that contingency might 
have been provided against by having 
an Extension Bill put through at this 
session, so that if it were fo·und wise 
to meet befor·e the election of the 
Fall it might have been possible to 
do so. However, no such occasion is 
likely to arise. There is nothing 
likely to result from the Peace Con­
ference which would necessitate an 
unusual .summoning of o·ur· Legisla­
ture; and with confidence we might 
have looked forward to b1eing undis­
turbed until the election date. It has 
been very fairly said upon the other 
side, as it was very fairly said by 
the Opposition that this House· orig­
inally was elected for fQ·Ur years, 
and has now lo·ng gone over its time; 
that it has received no mandate from 

the people to remain in office; and 
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that, therefore, there ought to be an 
election. I accept the G·overnment 
argument that in the interest of the 
Government it was not expedient to 
have the conduct of its , affairs pre­
judiced by election contests during 
the past few years; but now we are 

. in the position of an election sprung 
upon us; and we are told that people 
will be asked to go to the poll in the 
month of May, when ice and other 
physical conditions around our coast 
may make it absolutely impossible to 
hold the election at all; when in 
every district no·rth of Trinity and 
pro·bably north of Cape Ray it will 
be absolutely impossible to visit one 
half of the villages and settlements 
comprised therein. It will be impos­
sible to me·et the electors; it will be 
impossible to lay before them and 
ask their verdict upon facts connected 
with the administration of their af­
fairs for the past six years. The 
people will be called upon to· give a 
judgment which they cannot hope ~o 

base on evidence. During the course 
of the past .six years the Go·vernment 
perforce has had to keep ·secret many 
details of their work. It is safe t.o 
say that the people ,generally d·o not 
know o·ne half of what has taken 
place. We in this House do· not know 
it; and without b.eing in poss·ession 
of all that information we are expect­
ed to criticise upholding or opposi,1g 
the party at present in power. Dur­
ing the session we have not time to 
ask :for the information which we de­
sire to be tabled, nor have we time 
to engage in a discu.ssion which 
would, through th·e public press, go 
to the people f o·r their enlightenment. 
T·he peo·ple in the vari·ous districts 
will be asked to V·ote one· way or the 
other without the slightest knowledge 
of the issues upon which they are 
supposed to pass an opinion. That 
is a position which to my mind 

sh.ould not be allowed to be created. 

But what the Government is ask­
ing for is a mandate to· come back 
in order to pass important measures, 
depending upon very important ques­
tions of policy, but this mandate will 
be given by the people at a time 
when they are not in a position to 
give an intelligent mandate. Had 
the election taken place at the cus­
tomary time in the month of Novem­
ber, every question affecting the pol­
icy of the Government could have 
been discu.ssed upon political plat­
forms, and the people could have 
given a verdict that would have b1een 
a mandate indeed, but I am afraid 
that if the Government is returned 
at an election in the Spring, force of 
circumstances will pro·hibit the peo­
ple's verdict from being in a.ny true 
sense a mandate. 

The Government will go to the 
country as usual, but it will obvious­
ly be impo·ssible for any organised 
opposition to place and air their 
views before the people, and it is in 
vie·w of this entire lack of opposi­
tion that I con tend the time is . not 
suited fo·r an election and that a ver­
dict o.f . the people :will be in no sense 
a mandate, rather will it be as a 
blank · cheque given to the Govern­
ment from the people; a blank cheque 
because the people will perhaps have 

, 
no opportunity to give anything else. 
Will the Premier feel, that with such 
a cheque he will b·e morally autho·r­
ised to fill it in? 

These ar·e thin.gs which occurred 
to me and which I know will occur 
to those people, who by means of 
newspapers are in communication 
with political life of the country. 
Standing he·re as an independent 
member of the House, one unconnect­
ed either to the Opposition or the· 
Government, possibly having no fut­
ure connection with either p~rty, I 
say, this po·sition appeals to me very 
deeply, and I would ask the Govern-

,, 
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ment, if it be not too late yet, to take 
its time over this question and in the 
interest of the country ventilate every 
possible argument in the interest of 
the co·untry I b1elieve that from their 

• 
own view point the m'-'.a..toers of the 
present Government are as anxious 
to serve the people as I am myself, 
and ·n view of these things, I ask, is 
there no1t yet time to consider wheth­
er it will be ultimately expe·dient to 
hold an electio·n at this most incon­
venient .season of the year, and if it 
would not be better to wait until such 

' 

time as the country will be· able and 
competent to give an honest and a 
fair verdict. How can the Govern­
ment feel that they have a moral 
mandate and that they will. be justi­
fied in P·assing important legislation 

• 
in this House? I jio not endeavor to 
predict the result of the electio·n. I 
do not kn·ow enough about the feel­
ings of the country. I would ask that 
1fu.,e Premier face these arguments 
fairly and squarely. Perhaps they do 
not appe·al to him. Perhaps it is n 10 1t 
too late fo·r him .to extend the life of . · 
this Parliament for another year. I 
may say, Mr. Speaker, that if the 
Government were prepared to· con­
sider thi.s po1ssib1ility, I, myself, am 
prepared to give my heartiest sup­
port to the bill. 

THE RT. HON THE PRIME MIN­
ISTER:-I must offer m.y congratu­
lations to the mover and the second­
er of the Address in Reply to the 
S'peech fr,om the Throne. I realise 
that the speakers have had, as it 
were, bricks to make without much 
straw, because after all there are 
very few proposals of le.gis~ation em­
bodied in the Speech. The Speech is 
somewhat long, but the measure.s 
foreshadowed therein are e·xtremely 
short, and their task must therefore 
be a very embarrassing one, but na­
turally enough they utilise the refer 

ences that the present times cal ' 

forth, and altho,ugh the war may no1 
have reached its termination, in th~ 

opinion of an independent member of 
this Assembly, yet there is no doubt 
that the present time is an occasion 
·for joy as our ,sailo·rs and soldierE 
are coming back to tpeir homelanc; 
after doing no·ble dee1ds and perform., 
ing their duty to their c.o,untry anf. 
the Empire. 

I thank the Honorable member for 
Bonavista, the father of the House, 
for his kindly admonitions.

But the anxiety and 
strain was there and the situation was 
most critical. When the Germans 
made their big effort in July and ac­
complished nothing, they got discour­
aged and lost heart. Then it was that 
diplomacy and· fighting went hand in 
hand. The big campaign was started 
in Palestine and at the same time 
diplomacy was · exercised with the 
Turks and Bulgarians, which ended in 
their abandoning the fight. Then Aus .. 
tria found that the game· was up, and 
she collapsed. Germany, finding her·­
self alone, lost heart. When she saw 
that victory was not possible she was 
forced to come to terms. 

Now Sir, it is easy eno,ugh to enlarge 
on this matter, and having been over 
there, one is tempted to make some 
remarks about it. Reference having 
been made to the Prime. Minister of 
England, I could not refrain from ex­
pressing what I thought of the efforts 
made by himself and his Government, 
and the big figures who were working 
with him. After spending many long 
days in Council, I learned enough to 
realize why Lloyd George was such 
a big figure in the war. He wa.s al­
ways fresh and full of energy, and had 
the determination and for~e to over­
come all obstacles of difficulties, and 
wit enough to devise ways and means 
of meeting all situations. 

Now, sir, I wo·uld like to make 
some short reference to some other 
matters connected with the Imperial 
Council. Naturally, sir, you will ap- · 
preciate that a very large proportion 
of the work of the Conference was of . 
a confidential nature. It had very 
1ar~efy to do with the resource.s of 
the Empire, tabulating and getting in­
formation together regarding all 
kinds of resources, and determining . 
how these resources sho·uld be avail-
ed of in the near future; how the 
Empire can be better kneaded to­
gether economically, and how the 
different portions of the Empire can 

best ·co-operate with each other for 
the common good. Among the things 
dealt with, were naturally tho·se· re­
so·urces which had to do particular­
ly with the defence of the Empire, 
and which may be called key indus­
tries. It was a remarkable feature 
of conditions at the outbreak of the 
war that many of the resources of 
the Empire which were absolutely 
essential to defense, were found in 
German hands, and it was marvel­
lous to the extent to which Germany 
had taken over and controlled re-

• 

sources of our Empire which are ab-
solutely essential to its safety. Mat­
ters such as these were dealt with, 
and other subjects, but the one fea­
ture that .struck me most forcibly 
was the thordughness of the different 
committees - and experts connected 
with the Colonial Office in their prep­
aration of material for the confer­
ence and in dev1sin,g means for the 
betterment of the E,mpire. With re­
gard to the Imperial War Cabinet, the 
positio·n was taken that the extension 
of the idea of an Imperial Cabinet, 
which had been fo·und best for war, 
would also be best fo·r peace. The 
idea is to bring together the Ministers 
of the Crown from not only the Home 
Country, but from the self-governing 
po1rtions of the Empire and from the 
native states and British governed 
parts of India as well. A decision 
was taken that the usefulness of the 
Imperial War Cabinet, having been so 
strikingly evident, should not cease 
with the war, but sho·uld c·ontinue 
during · time of peace, and in order 
that this idea might be carried out it 
was also, determined that at any time 
a Prime Minister should be in Lon­
don, he should be entitled to attend 
the meetings of the Imperial Cabinet; 
and further, that if he were not in 

London, and one of his colleagues in 

the Ministry should be, the Prime Min­

i.ster would have the right to ·delegate 

• 
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such Ministe·r to represent bim. I 
don't know that this p.articular featu.re 
is ·of much intere·st to Newfou.ndland, 
as it would scarcely be worth ou1 
while to permanently maintain a min­
ister .in London. It is of more interest 
to the larger Dominions, and there is 
every prospect that we shall have in 
London an Imperial Cab.tnet sitting 
almost constantly. It is also a recog­
nized principle that a Prime Minister 
should have the right to communicate 
with the Prime Minister of the Home . 
land on matters of importance, and 
in ·order to· cle·ar the way to· free1r com~ 
munication, particularly on matte·rs of 
first class importance, it was decided 
that the usual channel of communi­
cation, from the cabinet to the Col-

, onial Office, and then to the · Depart­
ment which the m.atters co,ncerns, 
should be shortened by direct com­
munication between Prime Minister 
and Prime Minister. 

The Prime Minister o·f England is 
a Minister with very one·rous and im­
portant duties to perform and it would 
not be just and right that any matter 
not o·f Cabinet importance should fo1m 
the subject of communication between 
the Prime Ministe·r of the Unite:d King­
dom and Domin.ion Prime Ministers. 
If so, they CO'Uld ·only be rele1gated to 
Private Secretaries, and the value of 
this new channel o,f communicatio·n 
would be lost. 

We have taken into consideration 
the views of the Opposition that · there 
are pro1blems of far-reaching import­
ance to be grappled with arising o·ut ... 
o·f the demobilization ·· of our soldie.rs 
and sailors. Last year we had a sur­
plus and we have another surplus this 
year. We will be calling upon that 

\ 

surplus again as soon as we get the 
approval of the country. It ls not ab­
solutely the fact that we are mainly 
giving out the kindly word to returned 
soldiers and sailors and contenting our 
selves mer·ely with promises. We are 
spending · immense sums O·n returne:d 

soldiers and sailors for which p.urpose 
measures were passed in this Hous,e. 

' 

The Government have been giving an·d 
are trying to give mo·re than words, 
and are learning their defects and 
gaining experience .in relation to these 
matters affecting o·ur returned soldiers 
and sailors. There are daily new 
problems coming up about which we 
have had not much experience. We 
are all aware that it is impossible to 
measure our debt to o·ur soldiers and 
sailors, and when the Hon. member 
for Bonavista states that the efforts of 
our gallant soldiers and sailors are 
not adequately recognized he echoes 
the sentiments of the entire House. 
It is imposs.ible to fully recognize them 
because they are immeasurable. How­
ever, the Government are trying to 
learn where the defects exist · and are 
earnestly determined to do everything 
that it is possible to be done· in the 
matter. We are told that the country 
should have an opporunity of knowing 
us befor·e the general election. Well, 
if they do not kno·w us, by now I should 
. like to know when the·y will. My Ho·n. .. 
friend, I unde:nstand, thinks there 
should be no appeal to the country 
just now on the gr·o·unds that the peo­
ple do not know us. . We are what is 
known as a Natio·nal Government and . 
it is surely time the co·untry knew 

I 

about the Government. The country 
ought know by now whether we have 
done any good and m·u.st also be aware 
of' any bad things we may have done~ 
I am prepared for whate·ver verdict 

' 

may be reco·rded at the poll. I am not 
craving for power, nor are my col­
leagues. The Government are do·ing 
what they believe is wisest in the 
country's interest. At the very earliest 
moment we intend to ask the country . 
fo·r a ne·w mandate. Mandates are 
usually set forth with Manifeistoes and 
that is what we propose to do. If the 
people o·f this country think that there 
are w.iser heads in the Opposition to 
carry on the burde·n of Government, 
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I will be perfectly satisfied to abide 
by their decision. I . will n,ot quar,rel 
with the . verdict whatever it may be. 
Personally I am prepared to abando,n 
o.ffice if the voice of the people wishes 
it, and I think that my colleagues are 
of the same mind. We have had a 
pretty big share of th.e responsibilities 
of o-ffice during the past two years. 
Last year the Oppositio1n vigorously 
oppo,sed any extension of the life of 
Parliament, and were anxious to, test 
their strength and the life of Parlia­
ment was limited to suit their wishes 
to April 30th this year. Now they have 
got to live up to that. The country 
will then be given an oppo,rtunity of 
giving a verdict on our stewardship. 
My Hon. friend thinks that we should 
declare -o·u,r ·policy now. We will do 
that in O·Ur manifesto·. That i,s the 
course ado·pted by all 0th.er Govern­
ments. 

We are making every effort to try 
and get home the remainder of our 
returned soldiers and sailors. Similar 
effo·rts, I understand, are being made 
in Lo1ndon. T'he b·ulk of o·ur soldiers 
and ·sailors are alre·ady back and they 
will be given an opportunity . of saying 
whether we have done our d1uty or 
otherwise by them· and by the c,ountry.

MR. WALSH:-! ask le,ave to, pre­
sent a petition from · the inhabitants 
of Trepassey and a number of settle­
ments asking for a ferry. The peti­
tion is very largely and influentially 
signed. It is signe,d by Rev. Father 
O'Flaherty and Dr. Giovanetti and a 
number of other residents of this 
locality. The petition points out that 
owing to lack o·'f facilities for trav­
e1lling ·by water they are put to con­
siderable inconve,nience and that if 
a ferry is put across Trepassey har­
bor .it would do away with a great 
deal of this inconvenience which 
these people suffer b1ecause they are 
isolated from the clergyman and 
doctor, and if they have to, call either 
one of these in a hurry, which is 
ofte,n the case, they must travel 
down to the· nor.th side· of Trepassey 
harb·or, 

1 

and , very often there is no 
p,rivate b,oat available with the result 
that they have to. walk six or seven 
miles to the south side, which is the 
principal business part of the har,bor 
and where the priest and doctor live. 
I have much pleasure in givin_g my 
hearty support to the prayer of this 
petition, and I trust that the Govern­
ment will see its way clear to accede 
to the wishes ,of the petitioners which 
in my mind, are very reasonable. , 

I have also a petition from the in­
habitants of Bran,ch, in the Di.strict of 
Placentia and St. Mary's. This · peti­
tion is very important and is largely 
signed; I think by over two hundr.ed ' 
residents. I would ask the clerk to 
rea.d the petition. (Cler~ read peti­
tion.) Mr. Speaker, anybody who is 
at all familiar with conditions in this 
particular settlement will appreciate 
the importance of this requ.est. 
Branch is one of the most important 
settlements in the District of Placen­
tia and St. Mary's. Situate as it is 
o·n a. wild sho,re, they have not any 
artificial harbor and they have not 

,

• 
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had any assistance rendered them 
for a number of years. When I say 
assistance, I mean anything of very 
much importance.

There is no more important sec­
tion of the Colony deserving of con­
sideration than the people who earn 
their livelihood on the North Side of 
Bonavista Bay and Fogo Stra.ight 
Shore. Frugal, industrious, hard­
working men who as fish-killers ar·e· · 
entitled to b·e· classed in the front 
rank of the Colony. I say it is most 
desirable that these people be given 
the facilities of carrying on their 
avocations in life, which a branch 
rail way would afford them. Another 
str·ong reason why the people· of the 
North Side of Bonavista Bay and the 
Straight S'hore of Fogo are entitled to 
and should be given a railway is that 
there are virtually no main line roads 
through this section of the country. 

Between Gamba and Carm\':tnville 
there is nothing but winter paths 
which for the greater portion of the 
year are unpassable. It will there-. . 

f·ore be seen that there is no part of 
the Island where the physical ·co11di­
tions are such as would justify the 
fair and reasonable requests of those 
independent and hard-working peo­
ple to the benefits much must accrue 
from the facilities to carry on their 
lab.ors that a line of rail way is bound 
to give them. 

But, sir, I also appreciate the fact 
that other parts of the country are 
~ntitled to the favorable consider­
ation of this Legislature when the 
financial condition of the ·country 
warrants the completion of the· branch 
line.s fo·r which legislation ha al­
ready been enacted, and for further

extensions, for instance, there is the 
linking up with the line through the 
Burin peninsula of the important 
to·wns of B,urin, Great Burin, Lama­
line and co·ntiguous settlements, 
and I admit that those places may 
urge their right to railway facilities 
with equal force . 

The people of Bonne Bay also will 
have to be ·considered at . the same 
time. Mr. Blackall tells us in a.n in­
teresting report that bey:ond Bonne 
Bay lies one of the most promi.sin,g· 
agricultural areas in this Island, 
while on the western side of St. 
Barbe District, if opened up for 
settlements by a b1ranch line of rail­
way, is to be found a country of 
most flattering prospects. 

I 

But still I feel that the claim of 
the North Side of Bonavista Bay is in 
no way subservient to the call from 
any other portion of the Island. The 
terrible condition of the main line of 
the rail way has already been referred 
to. Not alone is the road not effici­
ently operated, but the most serious 
charge is made that traffic ·o·n the 
·railway line is not safe for human 
life. Whether a br'oader line is to 
be constructed or the road re-railed 
from end to end is a matter which 
must in the immediate· future com­
mand the serious attention of the 
GovernIQ.ent, or else the operatio·n of 
the road must be abandoned. A large 
expenditure of many millions of dol­
lars must be made by the company 
or Government or by ·O·ther means. 

I ask that the.se several petitions 
be received and referred to the De­
partment of the Colonial Secretary. 

HON. MR. COAKER:-! wish to 
' 

give the petitions presented b1y the 
Honorable member for Bo·navista my 
earnest support. The question of ex­
tending the railway do·wn the North 
Side of Bonavista. Bay and Fo·go Dis­
trict has several times been up for 
consideration before F. P. U. Coun­
cils, where it was considered right 
and proper that the industrious in­
habitants of that sectio·n of Bona­
vi.sta and Fogo to which these peti­
tions refer should be given railway 
facilities. There is another most 
important · section which will have to 
be considered by the Government 
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when the time arrives that the Gov­
ernment can enter upon the work of 
rail wa v extension. I refer to a • 
branch railway on the North Side of 
Green Bay to Hall's Bay, which . 
should be built from Howley on the 
main line. And then we have the 
people of St. Mary's Bay, who, when 
the Legislature can feel justified in 
undertaking this work must be given 
what, after all, is o·nly their right to 
the benefits their contribution to the 
general taxation of the country en­
titles them to. Mr. Chairman, I b·eg 
to give these petitions my hearty 
support. 

HON. COLONIAL SECRET.ARY:­
Mr. Speaker, in suppo·rting the peti­
tion for ~s:til way extension from 
Gambo along the North Side ·oif Bona­
vista Bay and through the District of 
Fogo, with Carmanville as the ter­
minus, I wish to make my position 
perfectly clear to this House and the 
people I have the honor to represent. 
The remarks which have just fallen 
from the Honorable mem,ber for 
Bonavista, Mr. Morine, would I think 

• 
convey an erroneous impression, if I 
did not offer a word in explanation 
to this Ho·use. My position, sir, is 
this, I strongly favor the building of 
such a line. The contributions per 
capita of the people in the locality 
which the road would traverse are as 
great as those received from the 
more favored portions o.f the Island, 
which enjoy the benefits o,f the rail­
way as well as having . for their con­
venience and use roads and other 
transportation facilities. But I want 
to make it clear that I have made no 
definite promise in my capacity as 
Colonial Secretary that this work 
would be undertaken now. What I 
did say in my address to the Fogo 
District Council of the F. P. U. last 
December, I am prepared to sta.nd 
by, and it was this: When the Colony 
can safely undertake the construe-

tion of branch railways, then my con­
stituents could rely upon me to see 
that they got a square deal. It fur­
thermor·e is not necessary for me to 
hold out r·oseate promises to secure 
my election. The people whom I 
represent trust me to look after their 
affairs honestly and faithfully. That 
I shall do to the best of my ability 
·while I have a place in the councils 

· of the Governm·ent or on the floors 
of this House, ·and I can assure my 
Honorable friend opposite I _have no 
fears of the verdict of Fogo District 
when an appeal to the country is 
made.

If 
from a financial view point such 
policy co1uld be inaugurated on a fin­
ancial basis, then I would give it my' 
hearty support. It is about time the 
Go:vernment took up the matter of re­
moving the dan.gers that the present 
state of our trunk line offers. Apart 
from the inconveniences resul~ting 
from delays in handling freight there 

• 
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is the all-important phase, na.rnely, 
the safeguarding of the lives of the 
passen,gers transported over that 
system to be taken into consid.eration. 

I notice that an inquiry into an 
accident that took place some time 
ago was started over a year after the 
accident had happened. One of the 
results has been that -no action can 

""-

be taken by those who suffered loss 
therefrom. I do not insinuate that 
the delay in thi.s case was intentional, 
but in my mind it shows a sad lack 
of attention on the part of those re­
sponsible in a matter of such gr·ave 
importance. In reference to the ex­
tension o·f the rail way around Bona­
vista Bay District, if the policy ca.n 
be carried out with safety to the 
country's finances, then I am in 
hearty accord with the p.ropo·sition, 
and my attitude will be the same to­
wards any ·other propositio·n for rail­
way construction; but I want .to see 
that the ·railway to St. Mary's is fir.st 
completed. 

MR. CURRIE :-Mr. Speaker, I am 
glad to see that reasonable members 

' 

of the Government recognise the dis-
graceful co·ndition of the railway at 
the present time, and I am glad to 
see that the Government is taking 
up the matter. It is something the 
consideration of which cannot be 
longer delayed; the dangers result­
ing from allowing it to continue in 
its present state are accruing every 
day. If we d·o not act soo·n an acci­
dent will ove_rtake us that will re­
mind us in a very trying fashion that 
we have been trifling with a very 
serious pro bl em. 

M MORINE :-1 have been won-, 
dering what has converted the Gov­
ernment to the new pro·gram which 
they have 1>resented to this House 
this afternoon, and which they are 
prep·ared to submit to· the ·country. 
We on this side of the House are· glad 
to note that they are prepared to do 

something of a beneficial nature to 
the country, but I am not so sanguine 
that anything can be d·one, b·ecause I 
think that the financial state of the 
country at this particular time does 
not warrant any great burdens. We 
should not delude ourselves with 
contemplating ideas and plans which 
will be impossible o.f performance. If 
anything can be done, it is indeed 
well that this important subject 
should be attended to. It reflects 
with great discredit on the Goverp­
ment that the railway line at present 
is absolutely unsafe for travelling; 
that it is so, is public knowledge, and 
the sooner the Go·vernment consider 
the matter the better; the matter it­
self is of the most pressin.g import­
ance. It demands instant attention, 
and will not brook delay. The Gov­
ernID:ent o·ught to see that the rail­
way line Is safe for every perso·n who 
travels on it, and until the railway is 
in that state the responsibility for 
every accident which may occur rests 
on the shoulders of the Government. 

Under pr~sent conditions business 
men are seriou.sly handi.capped, be­
ing unable to· get their freight o·ver 
the lines. Indeed, Mr. Speaker, I 
know of no question before the Gov­
ernment at this present time which 
more imperatively and immediately 
exacts Government consideration. I 
need not add, Mr. Speaker, that an 
honest effort on the part of the Gov­
ernment intending to ameliorate this 
grave cause ·of dissatisfaction will t 

receive my sinc·erest support. 

THE RT;. HON. THE PRIME · MIN· 
ISTER:-.:.It is not my intention at 
this rµoment to occupy at any great 
length the time ·O·f this House, but 
there i.s one matter which I cannot 
let pass without a few remarks, and 
that is the important question of the 
rail way line. I may say that this is 

· a matter that must be attended to im­
mediately, and I may say that it has 
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been under the consideration of the 
Government for a long time past. 
T Government has been trying to 
do something in this direction ever 
since I have been connected with it. 
The line has been kept open under 
extreme difficulties, for we were 
faced with a position, at least during 
the war time, of great doubt and un­
certainty. Both .submarine and the 
scarcity of shipping, rendered traffic 
by sea a matter of greatest concern, 
and it therefore was most essential 
that the railway line should at all 
times be kept open, and the Govern­
ment has at all times been most zeal­
ous to effect this. I do not mean to 
say by this, that money has been im­
properly or recklessly spent in any 
quarter. That the Government has 
refrained from doing, but what I 
mean is this, that so serious was the 
railway problem that the Govern­
ment devoted the greatest consider­
ation and attention to it all through 
that precarious time, and what we 
have done is not sufficient. 

This matter, I say publicly and 
clearly, was one of the matters re­
ferred to yesterday. There is no need 
for me to dilate upon this matter. 
The public can rest assured that 
what can be done will be done. 

MR. MORINE :-Might I suggest to 
premier for his consideration, that 
while this matter is under the consid­
£ration of the House that the Govern­
ment take this house into its confi­
dence and discuss this matter in ful­
lest detail. If a public session is im­
practicable, let .the matter be thrashed 
out in a private ses.sion. I think that 
such a cou.rse c·ould only be advan­
tageous and no doubt productive of val · 
uable suggestions. I do not think that 
this policy can strictly be called a 
party one, and it seems to me that 
the present time is a most opportune 

for the ventilatio·n of all arg11ments 

now bearing upon this important pol-

,, 

icy. The financial aspect of the ques­
tion is grave, and its gravity demands 
that it receive instant consideration. 
I think one afternoon could be devot­
ed to this question with the greatest 
advantage, and it seems to me most 
desirable that the House should re­
ceive the entire confiden.ce of the Gov­
ernment, more especially as some ot 
the members of this House are inti­
mately conne·cted with the press. By . 
so doing the Government can avert 
the needless and futile criticism which 
must necessarily result if this matter 
is not discussed. I may say that, I 
make these suggestio·ns ill good faith. 

It was proposed that the petition 
be received and carried. 

MR. MOORE :-Befo·re the membelis 
of the opposition get a way with all the 
money, I beg leave to present a pe­
tition of the inhabitants of Witless 
Bay who ask that $400.00 be allotted 
to the fishermen of that Harbo·ur in 
order to make the public wharf there 
a safe place for them to land in stormy 
weather. I give this petition my 
strongest support and I trust that the 
Minister will expedite this matter with 
the greatest possible despatch.

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MR. CURRIE :-Mr. Speaker, before 
commenting upon the speech from ths 
throne, I sho·uld like to join in the 
chorus of congratulations which have . 
been showered upon the Rt. Hon. the 
Prime Minister and the Hon. Minister 
of Finance a.nd Customs on the hon­
ours which have b·een conferred upon 
them by His Majesty. Verily these are 
days when one is fo·rtunate to be the 
premier of this country. My. right 
hon. friend opposite who assumed the 
premiership a lit~le more than a year 
ago as plain Dr. Lloyd, is now the Rt. 
Hon. Sir William Lloy.d. As he has 
told us he has been the lucky reci­
pient of the honours :paid this country. 
His predecessor has becom-e a peer of . 
the realm, and who knows that he may 
yet follo·w in hi.s footsteps and become 
Lord Lloyd. 

Sir, it is but natura1 that at this 
time the war should occupy a large 
portion ·Of the spee·ch from the throne. 
This House has held six session:s since 
the war lord of Germany hurled de.­
fiance at the w.orld. To-day, we me~t 
amid peace. The clash of arms has 
ceased save from minor engagements in 
Russia, and fervently we say thank 
God it is over; thank God that the hor·­
ror of it all has all passed. It was 
difficult for many of us to realize the 
terrors of the .struggle, situated as we 
were more than three thousand mile·s 
away. 

Thanks largely to the courtesy of 
my honorable friend the Minister of 
Finance and Customs, I had the priv­
ilege, as representative o·f the New­
foundland press, of visiting France and 
the battlefield.a. It was my privilege 
for a ·rortnight to see the :fighting fro·nt, 
and to experience the thrills of shell 

• 

fire. When one has had such an ex-
perience, one can say with truth 
''Thank God it ;ts all over.'' · Peace is 
not yet restored, but I think the day 
is not far distant when we shall have 
it. The representatives of the allied 
nations are gathere·d at Versailles 

seeking a solution of the great prob­
lems connecte.d with the establishment 
of peace, and trying to· arrange the 
terms to be handed out to Germany, 
terms which she must accept because 
she is not in a position to reject them. 
What these terms will be we have but 
a hazy idea, we can only sunntse, but 
in all prob1ability the financial obliga­
tions placed upon her will not be a.ts 

heavy as anticipated, because Ger­
n;iany is in such a deplorable p·o·sition 
to-day that it may be unwise to exact 
from her anything that would make 
her .condition more perilous than it is 
At present she is in great danger on 
account of the onward march of Bol­
shevism; and the safety of Europe de-

, 
mands that 1She be rescued from its de-
structive clutche.s. · 

Our great interest in the war lies 
in .the fact that our men have gon.e 
across and taken a very manly and 
heroic part in the great struggle. It 
was my privilege to see them in 
France, to ~ .. ote the conditions under 
which they lived, to m·eet the great 
soldiers under whom they served, 
and to hear the highest tributes paid 
to them by all, from the Commander 
in Chief of the British Army, Sir 
Douglas Haig himself, down to the 
Colonel in command of the Regiment. · 
Every officer with whom I came in 
contact t·old the same story of our 
men, and expressed the wish that 
,Newfoundland had many more men of 
.the same calibre to send over. 

But their duties overseas are finish­
ed and they are coming back, and 
they are bringing to us some of the 
problems anticipated long ago, which 
I regret that I cannot help saying, 
have not been met in the way in 
which they should have been met. 
Yesterday .the question of re-estab­
lishment was discussed, and what we 
have d1one regarding it, but I am con­
vinced that this country has not done 
all that might have been done and 

. .

should have been done. My Right 
Honorable friend, the Prime Minister, 
said that we are learning by experi­
ence, yes by the experience of oither 
countries. The Government appar­
ently has not been able to formulate a 
policy of its own, and even with re­
gard to pensio·ns followed in Canada. 
We have, right from the start, copie·d 
what Canada bas done. We adopted 
the original scheme of that country, 
and when that was changed we fol­
lowed suit, and all the time we have 
been waiting, and are now waiting, to 
see what Canada does. The Govern­
ment has made no e.ffort to formulate 
a pr,oper pension scheme for our men 
at all. Some effort has been made 
along the lines of re-establishment, to 
put the men back in civil life, but 
even this has not been handled pro­
perly. The gentleman who has bee11 
appointed to the post of Vocational 
Officer, Dr. Blackall, is undoubtedly a 
man of great ability, and if he had no­
thing else to d·o I believe he would 
handle .the matter with credit to him­
self and the country, but no man can 
be Superintendent of Schools and Vo­
cational Officer besides. No man can 
fill two such positions and give the · 
satisfaction in both that the positions 
demand; and while I say nothing 
against Dr. Blackall, I cannot help 

' 

feeling that a mistake has been made 
in passing ·over to liim this important 
office. I understand that there is a 
Committee working with him, but this 

' 
Committee has no particular power 
and only meets occasionally. There 
is no use in saying that these prob­
l ems have come on us suddenly. My 
memory goes back to the late spring 
of 1917, almost two years ago, when 
we sat in this House, and when men1-
bers of both sides were trying to 

" come together so that we might have 
what is called a National Government 
to deal with such questions. That 
was almost two years ago, but -no-

I 

thing has been done, and the only in­
formation we have yet is that stated 
by the Prime Minister yesterday that 
"the P·Olicy of the Government w~ll be 
outlined in their Manifesto." I don't 
think that this is very creditable to 
the National Government. 

An appeal is being made to the 
country at the present time on the 
excuse of dealing with the·se ques­
tions. This is the same excuse that 
has served for two years, and so far I 
can see it is the same excuse that is 
going to continue to serve. It is go­
ing t·o be a case of promise, promise, 
promise, and no fulfilment, and while 
it is impossible for us to make an ade­
quate return fo these men who have 
gone over and made such sacrifices 
in our behalf, something should be 
done to satisfy, not all of them, be­
cause there are a few, half a dozen 
perhaps, whom it would be imp·ossib1e 
to satisfy, but the great majority con­
cerned. They feel they have a griev­
ance, and justifiable grievance. These 
questions ought to be handled in­
stantly, without any of this putting 
off, putting off that we hear so much 
about the men themselves. Wh~t is 
needed is a definite and decisive 
policy so ithat the men may never 
know what to expect. 

The .Prime Minister says that we 
are profiting by experience but sure­
ly when was ion the other side he 
must have take·n this matter up and 
considered it. It was my privilege 
while there (and let me express my 

appreciation of the many courtesies, 
extended by him) to come in contact 
with a gre·at many of the military 
leaders of New Zealand, the com­
manders and those· in charge of the 
New Zealand Expeditionary Force, 
and I found that thorough prepara­
tions had been even then made for de­
m·o bilization. Every man of the New 
Zealand Expeditionary Force was al­
ready provided for. When they re-
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turned to their country they were met 
by a committee and provided for on 
the spot. And that was ,in July, whe11 
nobody thought that the war would 
be ended 'for another year at least. 
Now I think that we have been very 
dilatory 1on this matter. It may be 
that the Government is not altogether 
to blame, because we made the mis­
take at the start of handling this 
question in the wrong way, by leav­
ing it to private individuals, who 
while they did splendid work, and 
saved the country tens of thousands 
of dollars, were acting largely with­
out responsibility or authority, and. 
were therefore unable to deal with 
these questions as they should have 
been dealt with. 

There are a couple of other mat­
ters in the Speech from the Throne 
which I would like to make reference. 
One of these is the forthcoming elec­
tion. The Gove·rnment has announced 
its intention of appealing to the coun­
try in May. Well so far as I am con­
cerned I don't raise any objection, 
even though I do not hold with the 
position taken by the Prime Minister 
yesterday. The proper time for a11 

election is in the fall, but we have al­
ready had the precedent and the ex­
perience of ·an election in May, anr.l 
while many things can be urged 
against it, it works out fairly satis­
factorily. I ·thoroughly agree with the 
objections raised by the member for 
Bonavista, as to the difficulty of get­
ting around the country for canvass­
ing, particularly the northern dis­
tricts, and the difficulty ' of getting 
the pe.ople· t·o understand the issues 
before them, in such a short time; 
and this is the one objection-not that 
the election is being held in May, but 
because it is so obviously the inten­
tion of the Government to rush the 
matter without giving the people any 
chance to h·ear or understand the is­
sues bef·ore them. Therefore some 

district in the country the can­
didates will not be able to visit. I 
question if a candidate will be able to

get to Fortune Bay in time for nomi-
nation, if reports are correct that the 
election is to be held early in May. 
And it will be much the same with re­
gard to St. Barbe District. The can­
didate for that district will not be 
able to canvass it. The hon·orable 
member for Twillingate, Mr. Coaker, 
will not be able to canvass his dis­
trict, and I doubt if he will get there 
in time for nomination. However, I 
am not going to war with the. Govern­
ment on this question. They thinl{ 
that they should have a mandate from 
the people, and I thoroughly agree 
that no Government dare go on, situ­
ated as this Government is to-day, 
without a mandate fr·om the people. 
The state of affairs existing in this 
country at the pr.esent time would not 
be tolerated in any other country un­
der the British Crown. Contrac,ts 
have been made and broken, and this 
House has not been consulted. It is 
a matter of common property that the 
contract with the Reid Nfld. Co. has 
b·ee·n changed and the coastal 1service 
re-organized, and yet this House is 
not even asked to confirm that ar­
rangement. The Government does not 
think it n.ecessary to take the House 
into its confidence. N·ow I submit 
that that is not right, not proper, not 
constitutional; and in order to pre­
vent matters of that kind going on, I 
feel that it is time to have an election. , 
I am not so sure as the Premier 
seems to be that this Government will 
c·ome· back. The Prime Minister has 
said that so far as he is concerned, 
he is prepared to take his medicine. 
He will have to take it whether he 
likes it or not, and I am not so sure 
that the .dose won't be heavy. With 
regard to setting the issues before the 
people, the Prime Minister says that 
if the people do not now know the 

.. 

) 
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Government, it is time they did. Well, 
I think they know the Government 
pretty well. Anybody who has read 
the papers for the past five or six 
years, especially: the one controlled 
by the honorable member for Twil­
lingate, must lrnow the political regu­
lations of the Minister of Shipping 
and the Minister of Finance, and the 
characters of some of the other gen­
tlemen connected with the Govern­
ment. Likewise anybod who has 
been reading the debates of this 
House, must have learned from some 
of the speeches by · the Minister of 
Shipping the character of the honor­
able member for Twillingate. So l 
think the Prime Minister is quite 
right in saying that the people of this 
country know the Government. They 
have taken good care that the people 
should know what kind of people they 
are; so I concur, that if ithey don't 
know the Government, it is time they 
did. I feel confident that the people 
do know the Governm·ent, and that the 
members <>f the Government know 
each other. The only ithing is, that 
they don't express their opinions as 

• 
freely as they used to, at least not 
publicly. 

There is just one other matter that 
I would like to deal with, and that is 
.the financial standing of the country. 
The section in the Speech from the 
Thr·one dealing with. this matter, re­
cords a surplus for the year, and also 
points out that the revenue for the 
colony for the· fiscal year is nearly 
one and a half times as great as the 
receipts for the same period last 
year, and because of that the Govern­
ment expects a surplus this fiscal 
year. I trust that their hopes will not 
be disappointed, but from an observ­
ation made by the Prime Minister yes­
terday I fear the surplus will be very 
small. He told this House that there 
are big obligations to be met, and 
knowing what these obligations are, I 

I 
cannot help feeling that the sur·plus 
will be very small, if we have a sur­
plus at all. We can't in the na,tural 
order of things, expect the same rev­
enue that we have had for 'he past 
three or four years, and particularly 
the last two years. The country has 
had abnormal prosperity, large :fish­
eries, immense prices for our fish, our 
people have had lots of money and 
have bought freely; and so far as it 
has been possible to obtain the goods, 
this country has gone short of no­
thing. This large importation of 
goods, with the high prices prevail- · 
ing, has naturally given large rev­
enues, because we have ad valor.em 
duties, but in the days to come we 
cannot expect a repetition of all these 
conditions. We may have large fish­
eries, but we are not likely to have 
the same prices. We cannot yet say 
what the price will be, bllt we know 
it will not be anything equal to what 
it was last year. I know there is like­
ly to be a reduction in the price uf 
certain commodities~ and that will 
mean that the revenue of the country 
will come down. We have had this 
past year the· largest revenue that we 
are likely to have for many years un­
til w.e get a very much larger popu­
lation. In the meantime we are going 
on increasing our expenditures. We 
still have an annual expenditure of 
sev~n and a half millions, when we 
start paying the annual pensions . to 
our soldiers and the interest on our 
war debt, and the most we can hope 
for, so far as I can see, is a revenue 
far short of that, unless of course we 
make up our minds to largely in­
crease the tax on our people. I for 
one cannot help looking into the 
future with some dismay . 

I think, Sir, that it is not worth my 
while at present to make any further 
reference to the forthcoming election. 
The bill will be before the House to­
morrow or next day, and I may then 
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take advantage· of the opportunity to 
cornrnent further on it. We are satis­
fied to have an election. The country 
is tired of the conditions which have 
been existing for the past couple of 
years, and tired of all this poliitical 
manipulation, and I believe firmly 

. that the pclople of the country will be 
glad ·of this opportunity to express 
their disapproval of it. 

On motion the report of the Com­
mittee to draft the Address in reply 
was then adopted. 
A Bill an Act to amend the election 
act of 1913 was read a first time. 

MR. MORINE :-I have privately 
spoken to the Prime Minister with re­
ference to a couple of matters tha.t I 
wish to draw public attention t·o. One 
or two of them it is necessary to men­
tion in connection with this Bill, and 
the reason I speak about them now is 
so that they can be provided for in the 
Bill before the seconding reading of 
the Bill. It seems to me that it is 
manifestly imp·ossible to hold an elec­
tion in St. Barbe early in May month, 
at least there is the danger that it 
cannot be done, as I think the con­
struction of the Election Act at pre­
sent is that failure to hold an election 
in any one district might invalidate 
all the elections in all the -districts. 
It is a grievious thing, as I '. see open­
ing out before me election petitions 
in which I might figure, hence my de­
sire t·o give notice beforehand. I 
would suggest at for that particular 
district, provision should be put in 
the Bill that is it is physically impos­
sible and inexpedient to hold an elec­
tion on that · day, the Governor in 
Council ·should issue a Proclamation 
postponing it and appointing another 
day. 

The next point I would like to draw 
attention to a.t . this time is that with 
rega.rd to the legalizing of the present 
list of electors, I think, standing by 
itself, it is an economical and unob-

jectionable thing to do, as men whose 
· names are not on the list, can regis­
ter on the Supplementary List, and 
vote. With regard to the supple­
mental list entitling soldiers to vote, 
I think that that .should be :prepared 
by the Militia Department, certified 
by the Minister of Militia, a.nd copies 
supplied to returning office·rs. We 
must bear in mind that some fifteen 
or sixteen months having passed 

~ 

since ithe list was taken there will be 
a great number of names to be added 
and the·re will be a gr·eat number of 
names to be added than ordinarily 
w·ould be at a.n election and that the 
Polling Booths will be kept pretty 
busy dealing with supplementary ad­
ditions . Now in on the back of that 
you have soldiers and sailors crowd-
ing in who have become qualified un­
der another section of the Bill, you 
will have a great deal of confusion 
and may prevent many soldiers from 
voting, especially in the outport 
booths and I suggest that an amend­
ment be . put in the Bill providing that 
a list, duly certified by the Minister of 
Militia of all those soldiers and sail-
ors who are· entitle·d to vote whether 
in the country t·o-day o~ not be pro­
vided and sent to the Returning Offi.-
cers and that persons whose names 
are on that list shall have the same 
right to vote as if on the regular vot­
ing list in due course. That will re­
lieve all those from Supplementary 
List and will greatly expedite mat-
ters. 

Now, there is one other matter I 
wish to mention, that is with respect 
to the Districts of St. Barbe and St. 
George's. I recognise that this is not 
a time for the redistribution of seats, 
that is a big question that will have 
to be d·ealt with in the future·, and 1s 

not of much importance at the pre-
sent time. However, I would make a 
suggestion which might be acceptable 
and would be in the interests of jus-
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tice and fair play and that is that the 
District of St. Barbe be divided into 
the district of St. Barbe East and St. 
Barbe West. I notice by the c.ensus 
that that can be done very conveni­
ently if only divided a little to the 
southwest of the, settlement of 

I believe they trade with the 
eastern side of the coast and that 
would be a very easy division frpm 
that point south-west to Bonne Bay 
at Gregory River. In point of oppu­
lation, St. Barbe is entitled to two 
members. In p·oint of extent an(l 
variety of interests it is _impossible 
for one man to adequately re·present 
it. It never has b·een re,presented, no 
human belng could do it. Now, if it 
was divided one man could look · after 
the eastern coast and still have a very 
extensive and scattered constituency 
and another man could look after the 
west coast. There is no party sug­
gestion or partisan bias ·in this mat- . 
ter. 

Now the District of St. George, I 
would not suggest treating it that 
way. There is no reason for a di­
vision and in fact there are· very 
many reasons against it. St. George's 
is one of the districts we usually r'9-
f er to as a Catholic district. By giv­
ing it two members it would adjust 
the denominational balance disturbed 
by giving two members to St. Barbe. 
St. George is an extensive district 
a.nd jusitifies the, additional member, 
in that it has a peculiar interest of 
its own. It is a very important dis­
trict and one of great agricultural 
promise and I would like to have its 
importance recognised by the· addi­
tional member· being given to it. 

You cannot do that in some cases like 
St. Barbe where· the coast is tre­
mendous and scattered but you can 
do it in St. George's. My reason f,or 
liking tw9 men rather than one man 
districts is that they do not get into 
such par·ochial habit of mind and pos­
sessed of such parochial intere·sts. 
Without being invidious, one could 
name one or tw,o districts whose 
views are so self-centred on their own 
affairs that their representatives are 
only delegates of their 01wn little 
town rather than representatives of 
the views of the people. 

Again I say I do not bring these 
matters forward for the purpose of 
embarrassing the Government or to 
forc·e my views on the other side but 
I present these things to the consid­
eration of the· Government, if they 
think well to act upon them they will 
go through without opposition. Tt 
only means a few words of drafting 
and I shall be ve·ry glad to help these 
things which I think are a public 
benefit and which will be ,gratefully re­
ceived by those centres. 

Pursuant to notice and on motion

MR. ST'ONE :-Mr. Speaker, I beg 
leave to present a numbe·r of peti­
tions fr:om several settlem,ents on 
the south side of Trinity District on 
the subject of railway extension, viz.,, 

• 

• 
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New Perlican, Turk's Co·ve, Winter­
to.n, Hant's Harbor, New· Chelsea, 
New Melbourne, . Whale'.s Brook, 
Brownsdale, Sibley's Cove and Lead 
Cove. The inhabitants of the above 
places are asking the Government to 
extend the railway from Heart's Co·n­
ten t to Lead Cove. To my mind, S'ir, 
the request contained in these peti­
tions is only a fair and very reason­
able one, coming as it does from prac­
tically all of the peo.ple who re·side in 
the several settlements already men­
tioned. On a .great part of the south 
shore of Trinity Bay the harbors are 
rough and dangerous to shipping, 
therefore it is m·ost diffic·ult to ·Ob­
tain schoo·ners to freight their pro­
ducts to mar:let; as a matter of fact 
small schooners today are almost a 
thin,g ·O·f the past in many fishing 

• 

1 settlements of the Colony. For in-
stance, it is not so many year·s since 
20 or 25 sail of craft .sailed from 
Hant's Harbor, and today, if I am 
not greatly mistaken, there are only 
one or two; the p·rin·cipal reas·on of 
course be:ing that schooners canno·t 
be obtained. This past fall the fisher­
men we·re greatly handicapped . and 
put to all kinds of trouble by not be- · 
ing in touch with the railway. 
Schooners to freight their fish away 
were impossible, therefo·re they wer~· 
compelled to hold their fish over un­
til Christmas or after before any­
body offe·red to purchase same, and 
when the deal. was put through the 
men were forced to .sell at a lo·ss ot'. 
from $2.50 to $3.00 per quintal, which, . 
according to the number of quintals 
on that part of the shore represented 
a loss to the fishermen of more than 
twenty thousand dollars. As a result 
of no facilities to move it, the fish in 
casks had to be carted' a distanee· of 
8 or 10 miles. Now let us hope that 
this will never happen again; if so, 
the fishermen of the several · settle-

ments mentioned will be force.d to 

leave their homes and take up the.ir 
abode in Canada or the United States. 
They are not likely to move to another 
part of the Colony. Now, Sir, I think 
I have clearly pointed out to the Gov­
ernment the urgent necessity there is 
for the extension of the railway fro·m 
Heart's Content do·wn the whole 

' 
shore. May I expre·ss the hope that 
when the Governinent issues its 
manifesto that provision will be made 
for r·ailway extension. 

I also beg to present a petitio11 
from the residents o·f Open Hall, in 
the District of Trinity, asking that 
the sum of $300.00 be allocated for 
the purpose ·Of opening up a very 
necessary road at that settlement. 
The petition is largely and influen­
tially si,gned b·y Robert Smith and 
others. I trust that the petition will 
receive., at the hands of the Depart­
ment of Public Works, every consid­
eration. Also a petition from New 
Harbor on the same subject of a road. 
The amount asked for herein is but 
$60.00. Also a p·etition 'from New 
Harbor, T.B., signed by Frederick 
Woodman and 300 other residents. 

MR. TARGETT:-Mr. Speaker, I 
wish to give my support to the peti­
tions just presented by my colleague, 
Mr. Stone, but more especially to that 
one which asks the Government for 
an extension of the railw:ay from 
Heart's Content down th·e South 
Shore of Trinity Bay. In these days, 
Mr. Speaker, the moto·r b·oat is tak­
ing the place of the schoo.ner. Only ,. 
a few year:s back. there were· fr.om 24 
to 28 vessels fishing out of Hant's 
Harbor; last year there was one. As 
has b·een pointed out to you, Sir, this 
condition o.f affairs. meant last year 
the loss of thousands ·01f dollars to 
the fishermen of the localities refer­
red to. I therefore· hope that the 
Government will see its way clear to 
begin the extension of the railway 
down the S·oiuth Side of the Bay at the

earliest possible date. Many people 
suffer considerably in the Fall on ac­
count of not being able. to, ship· their 
fish to St. John's, and now ask fo.r the 
extension of the rail way from Heart's 
Content down shore to provide facili­
ties for this purpose. This appears to 
be a very reasonab1le request, and I 
trust that the Government will be 
able to see its way clear to· accede to 
the prayer of the petition. 

HON. MINISTER PUB·LIC WORK~ 
-Mr. Speaker, I have pleasure i11 
supp.orting the petition presented by 
my friend Mr. T'argett. I think it is 

• 
a mistake that the railway was n-ot 
extended to this place origi11ally. It 
is a populous district and pro1vided 
with the transportatio1n facility no·w 
prayed for will reach an era of pros­
perity that it cannot hope to attain 
to under present conditions. It is 
undoubted that the people are greatly 
handicapped in handling their fish 
through the present lack 0 1f railway 
fa~lities. I endorse what Mr. Targett 
has said, and join in urging the Gov­
ernment to give this matter th·eir urg­
ent consideration. One of these days 
I may be in the po,sition of having to 
ask for similar facilities for sections 
of my district. I b1elieve in rail way 
extension. I believe that· it b·rings 
untold benefit to the places to which 
the li:Q.e .is extended. One day I hope 
to se·e the sections of our Island that 
now require this utility provided 
with branch r·ailways. Some refer· 
ence has b.een made to an extension 
of the railway system from St. Mary's 
to Trepasse·y. In my opinion that is 
also a section of the country that de­
serves to have this service built 
through. A branch line fro 1m St. 
Mary's down to Trepassey an.d Colin­
et might be well det1ermined at Whit­
bourne and c.onnect up there with our 
main trunk line and in this way co·m.­
plete a very useful circuit. The Gov­
ernment will have to take these. mat-

ters up, and make provision fo·r 
them.. N.o do1ubt the Governm.ent has 
under consideratio·n a re·constructi.on 
policy to carry out work in this and 
other public directions. I have pleas­
ure in supporting the prayer of the 
petition. 

MR. DOWNEY :-In . reference to 
the petitions just read to the House, 
I take occa.sion to say that I have no 
similar petition at the present time to 
present, but some fiv~ years since I 
presented a very largely signed peti­
tion asking for the co1nstructio1n of a 
branch railway from Stephenville 
Crossing to Stephenville and Port au 
Port, and I have in my poss·e·ssion a 
written promise fro·m the late· Gov-

• 
ernment that immediately upo1n new 
railway construction being undertak­
en, this would be the· fir.st branch to 
be given attention, and I have no 
doubt that the present Legislature 
will be prepared to redeem that pro­
mise. 

T'he District of St. Geo·rge's, fro·m 
the viewpoint o,f potential we·alth, is 
one of the greatest in the Island. Its 
fisheries are most diversified, em­
bracing the co.d, her·ring, salmon, sieal, 
smelt and halibut. Its timber and 
mine·ral wealth are very gr·eat, an·d it 
goes without saying that its a.gricul­
tural possibilities are ·without an 
equal ·in the c.ountry . 

• 

A br·anch railway of some 16 miles 
in length, connecting Stephenville 
Crossin.g with Pd1rt au Port, would 
O·pen up 'nearly 600 squar·e· nliles of 
territory w·ith po.ssibilities .greater by 
far than those possessed by any sim­
ilar area in· th.is C·01unt~y. The fertil­
ity o·f the soil 0 1ver this area is of un­
surpassed character and the· climatic 
conditions ar·e so much superfor to 
what we generally experience on this 
side of the country that the raising oif 
fruit and other of the mo·re sensitive 
crops may be undertaken with an ab­
solute certainty o.f satisfactory re-
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sul ts. To us·e an Am.er'ica.nism, the 
land in this se·ction merely r·equires 
''to be tickled with a ho·e to· b·urst into 
a laughing harvest.'' 

There are many extensive areas in 
the District of St. George's, including 
the Great Codroy Vall1ey, that, ·on the 
score of agricultural possib·ilities, 
are not surpassed by the cho1icest 

, 

portions 0 1f the Anapolis Valley in 
Nova Scotia, and to enable the realis­
ation of the1r very ~eat potential 
wealth the only thing necessary is the 
P·roviding of the facilities that will 
enable the profitable marketing of 
the.ir p~oducts. The chief amongst 
the many drawbacks the District suf­
fers ar·e the w·ant of a road system 

· a.nd this branch railway. 

I now desire to sierve notice upon 
this Legislature that, when the Gov­
ernment takes up the consideration of 
new branch railways, I shall p.ress 
my claim for immediate attention to 
St. George's in this re.spect. 

I heartily suppo,rt the propo1sition 
for· the extension of the railway 
through the Gambo and Str·aight 

. Shore region. There are quite con­
siderable areas of ,good land to b1e 

. opened up b·Y ·Such a ·railway, and the 
entire sectio·n is a busy one indus­
trially, especially in lumb·ering and 
:fi,shery ·operations. / 

I fully r·ealise the very great m:eas­
ure of be·nefit that this co1untry has 
derived from its expenditures in con­
nection with railway co1nstructi·on­
in fact, the country was really only 
discovered industrially when the 
Cross-Co·untry Lin1e was built, and the 
great Cross-Country Trunk Line can 
never C·0 1nfer the measure of benefit 
upon the country that it is possible 

"' for it to confer until there are judic-

iously s1elected branch lines leading 

therefrom to promising industrial 

centres, and I will hesitate at no ,ex­

penditure that can be safely com-

passed by the country fio1r the in­
creas·e o·f railw·ay mil1e·age. 

MR. ABBOTT:-Mr. Chairman, I beg 
leave to present a petition from Open 
Hall asking fo·r $300 to build a bridge 
in that locality. The present bridge 
is broken down, and all the traffic over 
it is suspended. The petition is signed 
by the Chairman of the Ro1ad Board, 
bes.ides a large nltrnber of repr·esenta­
tive Citizens of that place. 

I also beg to present a petition from 
the inhabitants of Bayley's Cove ask­
ing for $100 to put a road to some· agri­
cultural property in that plac·e. This 
petitio·n is signed by 40 or· 50 influen­
tial people of that .district., I hope the 
Government will see its way clear to 
grant the prayer of these petitioners; 
and I ask that the petition .be ref err·ed 
to the Dept. to which it relates. 

MR. DOWNEY:-Mr. Speaker, I ask 
leave to-day to present two petitions 
from the District of St. 1George, and 
I wo·uld preface my remarks in con­
nection therewith by stating that, in 
my opinion, it is regrettable that pe­
titions, especially tho·se praying for 
road extensions, cannot receive the 

I 

su.fficient and pro1mpt attention that 
their importance demands. This, I re­
cognize, is not owing to the, want of 
sympathy o·n the part o,f the Govern­
ment w,ith petitioners, but it is owing 
to the fact that our road grant is 
strictly limited by the Legislature to 
a per capita allocation which must go 
in proportionate am.ounts, base,d upon 
population, to all districts, and that · 

I 

there is no balance from which appli-
cations coming to the Legislature 
through petitio·ns, :such as I have the 
honor to present to-.day, may have 
their prayers acceded to. The usual 
procedure in connection with petitions 
is that they are courteo,usly received 
and relegated to one or other of the 
several Public Departments to which 
they relate, and there they are pigeo·n­

holed an.d ultimately lost sight of, un-

I 
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less the Member for the particular 
District interested in such may be able 
to curtail exp en di tures in certain parts 
of his district and thus provide a meag 
re sum towards realising the object 
asked for thereby. 

The fa.ct that the petitions I now lay 
before the House are for the constru<.. · 
tion of new sections of road is absol­
ute proof that the country ha.s not an 
adequate road syste~, and there is 
nothing, to my mind, that tends 1nore 
immediately and directly, or aids mo·re 
largely in the development of the coun­
try, than an efficient road system and 
of this, unfortunately, we are lament­
ably lacking in Newfoundland. 

We have, in the aggregate, a con­
siderable mileage of roads, but, to a 
very great extent, their location has 
not been judiciously selected, and the 
surveys have been faulty. No attempt 
has been made to retain a uniformity 
of gradient, so that in almost every 
district you will be able to draw a load 
of in or about half a ton, when sud­
denly you are likely to strike a hill 
that less than half this amount will 
constitute a load fo·r, and as it is im­
practicable to undertake the labor in­
volved in the loading and unloading of 
a tea.m every time one .strike.s a hill 
of this character, it must follow that 
the loads from the start must be only 
about a half of what should consti­
tute an ordinary load, and the loss of 
time and the expense thu.s involved 
is merely because one unfo·rtunate hill 
has been allowed to cr·eep, in in the 
original location of the road, that the 
expenditure of a few hundred addi­
tional dollars would have enabled the 
cutting out of. 

The location, and the surve·y for es­
tablishing gradients, . for all our coun­
try roads should be given greater care 
than they have in the pa·st, as a road's 
efficiency is thereby either made or 
marred. 

The Agricultural Board in the past 
year made careful and extensive en-

quiry as to the areas of cleared land 
in the country that are not now under 
cultivation, as some ten years b·ack 
there were very large areas, the clear­
ing of which had bee1n paid for under 
the Land Bonus Act, that had been 
allowed to go out of cultivatio·n. The 
result of these enquiries is that I a.m 
warranted in stating that at prese.nt 
practically all the cleared land in the 
country is under cultivation and that 
no further extension of agricultural 
industry can take place until suitable 
new lands are made available by the 
expansion of our present road system. 
Some 20 years back, when these bon~ 
used-clearings were made, those un­
dertaking them took it for granted that 
the Government would be logical in 
the matter of its expenditure, and 
would have made th·e lands so cleared 
available for successful cultivation by 
extending the road system thereto, but 
the necessity for this, unfortunately, 
was not realised and force of circum­
stances compelled the owners to per­
mit them again to lapse into· the wild 
state. 

The great nece·ssity for the increased 
production in the past four years of 
home-grown vegetables, owing to th~ 
high cost of imported fo·o·ds, has in­
duced the owners to again bring these 
areas under cultivation, and the bene­
fits derived from such action a~e very · 
manifest, but as in very many cases 
the products of the lands have had to 
be carried on men's backs for co·n­
siderable distances before a road prac­
ticable for horse traffic could be reach­
ed, and subsequently carried by team 
a very considerable distance before a 
railway station could be reached, it 
must follow that with the lowering of 
the price of importe,d food stufrs it 
will be again found impracticable to 
continue the cultivation of these areas, 
and once mo,re they will be allowed to 
go O'U t of cultivation. 

The only means whereby this can 
be prevented is the providing of the 

' 
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facilities in the shape o,f an extension 
of the roa.d system that will make 
their .cultivation less ard.uous and 
more p.rofitable, and I am prepared to 
sustain the Government in any well­
devised scheme by which any sum u.p 
to a million do,llars may be pro·vided 
to give to the country an efficient road 
system for the des.irable are.as, and 
there are many such-where such an 
investment would immediately become 
reproductive'. 

It is a regrettable fact, Mr. Speaker, 
that in the district of St. George to-day, 
and in the choicest agricultural po,r­
tio·ns thereof, there are people volun­
tarily relinquishing the further culti­
vation of exten.sive and well-cultivat­
ed, farms, that in many cases carried 
fro,m 10 to 20 head of ho·rned cattle 
each, and the owners thereof are g·o­
ing back to the fishery b·ecause the 
high price of fish and the ease with 
which fishery operations can be co1n­
d ucted are more profitable than a-gri­
cultural wo·rk under the gr·eat diffi­
culties that handicap it in that dis­
trict. 

In many parts of the· Codroy Valley 
a farmer having agricultural produ.cts 
to market is required to load them up- . 
o·n his team at his farm and haul them 
from one to as many as, 4 ·o·r 5 miles to 
a ferry; there unload his team and 
convey the load acros.s (Jne 0 1f the large 
rivers (which may be nearly a mile 
or so in width); discharge the load 
on the 0th.er side; return and re-con­
vey his ho,r·se and truck ac.ross, and 
then relo·ad his produc.ts th.ereon and 
face a further haul of from 2 or 3 to 
5, 6 or e1ven 7 m,iles to a railw·ay sta­
tion, and be subjected to the sam.e in­
convenie.nce on the return journey. 
Though these· areas in St. George's 
District were veritable Gardens of 

Eden, they co·uld not recoup for the 

time and labor involved in these ar­

duous and, at times, dangerous pro-
, 

ced·ures that the m.ar·keting of a load 

' 

.of ordinary agricultural pro,ducts thu! 
calls fo,r. 

I have no doubt that when the new 
Government comes back with a man­
date from the people to deal compre·­
hensively with matters of this kind, 
that they will imme.diately consider 
the propriety of raising a loan o·f the 
sum that I have ;intimate·d for the con­
struction· of, say, a thousand miles of 
road, in order to give a re·aso11able 
chance o·f attaining the measure of ag­
ricultural development that the co·un­
try is capable of. 

It is hard to get the oridinary man 
to realise the conditions that actually 
exist in the, District of S. George,, ow­
ing to its want of a road system. Take, 
fo,r instance, the case of the Humber 
Arm, . in Bay of· Islands. Along the 
side of the Humber Arm there are five 
towns, within a distance of seven 
mile,s, and, increditable tho' it may 
appear; tho' these towns are ;in no c.ase 
more than two or thr·ee miles apart it 
is impo·ssible to, reach one from the 
other unless by walking alo·ng the 
railway track; and be it remembered 
that these towns are all centres of 
large industrial operations a,n.d equipp­
ed with all the advantages of modern 
c.ivilised city life. There are costly 
churches of the different denomina­
tion~, high schools, banks; the tele­
graph and telepho·ne systems. are in 
o·peration, and they are well provided 
with hotel ac.comodations for the large 
n11mber of American and other sum-. 
mer visito,r.s. The scenery of the lo-, 
cality .is admittedly grand in c.harac-
ter; the climate is ideal, and the only 
thing de barring the development to 
very large pro,portions of the different 
featu.res constituting its industrial life 
is the want of the facilities-o·f which 
a road sy.stem is the chief; to render 
profitable the prosecution of such. 

I m1ay not tr.esp.ass further upon 
the attention of the Ho.use· at the 
present mo·ment, Mr. Speaker, espec­
ially as I think that I may re·ckon 

4> 
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with confidence upo·n the· symp~thetic 
attention o.f the Gove·rnmient to· the 
needs of the district when the op­
portu11e moment shall arrive for giv­
ing them practical . attention. 

MR .. MORINE :-Mr. Speaker, I ask 
leave to pr.esent several petitio.ns 
fr·om the inhabitants of Port Bland­
ford, Open Hall, Charlottetown, Bun­
yan's Cove, St. Brendan's, F 'air Is­
lands and Tickle Co,ve in the di.strict 
ot Bonavista upon the question of 
Bay steamer service. As they ·, are all 
identical, I need only dr·aw attention 
to the point which all the petitioners 
desire to be heard about. In short it 
is desired that the route of the, Bay 
steamer, the s.s. Dundee, should be 
as it was prior to the change made 
last year. The petitio·ners claim why 
it should b'e ,so on the ,grounds, and 
the burden of their complaint is, that 
vested interests and b1usiness ar­
rangements have been violently dis­
turbed by taking o.ff the steamer· from 
certain parts o,f the Bay where ·con­
nection could be made by r·ailway, 
and the prayer o.f the petitione,rs ts 
that the Bay stea.mer service that ex­
isted in 1918 with Port Blandford as 
the terminus should be again contin­
ued or _.some change made! as may b·e 
thought desirable. We know, Sir, 
that the change was made in the in­
terest of the busin,ess establishment 
as what is kno,wn as Port Uni.on. In 
the first place it was a violent change 
o.f pri11ciple as well as of detail. The 
Bay steamers when they were put on 
their resp·ective routes were put there 
a.s extensions if the rail way service. 
Bay steamers were part and parcel 
of the railway contract o·f 1898. Later 
on the coastal steamers were put on 
by later go.vernments. The idea· of 
the Bay steamer service was for the 
purpose of connecting with all new 
branch services and for carrying pas­
sengers and freight from place to 

place, so that the b1enefits of the rail-

way were really the means of those 
boats extending to all outlying pl_aces. 
When the change was made to Port 
Unio·n, it not only interfered with 
business arrangements and vested in­
terests but it was an abandonment of 
the policy o.f railway extension by 
steamers and the idea that we were 
using the rail way as a feeder to all 
the boats and the boats as a ree<1er 
to the railway was entirely changed 
an·d chan.ged without legislative sanc­
tion or authority. With the· idea of 
bringing a steamer to p ·ort Union, 
under the circumstance·s, I have no 
reason for o,pp.osition. I see the p,rin­
ciple at the bottom o,f it and with 
whic.h principle I am in accord. For 
instance, the business at Port Union , 
carried, o,n b1Y the F. P. U. Tradin,g 
Company, is to ·a considerable extent, 
the b1usiness o,f the share-holders, 
amongst whom are the :flshermen 
themselves up and down the coast. ,It 
is only right and fair that they shoul,d 
have a direct connection with Port 
Union to allow people to use it &S' a 
place . for getting their business sup­
plies and to otherwise accomodate 
them. If the busin,ess con-cern at Port 
Union was a private business, it would 
be very wrong to take the steamers 
off thelr routes for the benefits of a 
private establishment, but as it is a 
co-o·perative conce,rn and its share .. 
holders representing a very large n11m­
ber - of t;h.e fishermen of t~e country 
who are investors to a -consideable ex­
tent in that enterprise, then it is per­
fectly justifiable to help· them to· carry 
on their trade and to have b·eneficial 
means at their disposal. I ,do not 
think, however, that the members of 
th.e Union would dis'regard the rights 
and b,enefits 0 1f the pe·ople who are not 
members of the '£!nion. They are too 
thoughtful for the rights of o,ther.s to 
have anything done in their own in~ , 
terests that would be a disadvantage 

to thoise who are not members of the 

/ 
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Un.ion. If the matter was submitted 
at their Convention meeting for discus­
sion, I am sure that they would be gen­
erous enough not to do anything that 
would decrease the facilities 0 1f ·o,ther·s 
for the purpose of incre·asing the fa­
cilities of those interested in Po·rt 
Unio·n, which this change in the Dun­
dee's route means. I ask that this 
matter be honestly and fairly considL 
ered and that arrange·ments should be 
made so that the needs and require­
ments of all the people of Bonavista 
Bay should be met, not to ta.ke away 
anything from Port Union that would 
be to the benef.it of others, but to al­
low Port Blandford and all other 
places represented in the petitions ex­
tra accomodation and what they en­
joyed before the· late change took 13lace 
The only way to meet the difficulty 
is to provide adequate steamer com­
munication to, reach the place.s which 
have been deprived by the change. 
The steamer now passing round Bona­
v.ista pa.sse,s above Salvage and then 
goe.s over to a place called Sweet Bay. 
From that she goes eastward passing 
Southern Bay, where there is a rail­
way statio,n, to, a place called Open 
Hall and so on down to a number of 
places where there is no railway com­
municatio·n. There1 is no· harbour 
where passengers and freight can be 
landed so tha.t she has to proceed 
aro.und Port Union to reach Claren- · 
ville passing Southern Bay on the way. 
Whereas .if she made a detour four or 
five miles people coming to St. John's 
could take the branch line train at 
Catalina or Bonavista to· come in, sav­
ing themselves time, money, incon­
veniences as well as the exposure of 
travel. The main objection and com­
plaint is by not allowing the steamer 
to call at Southern Bay where she will 
connect with the railway and people 
who want to go to Port Union to· carry 
on business can do so, and instead o·f 
reaching Port Union by steamer· they 
will reach there by train, thus avoid-. 

ing unnecessary expense and expos­
ure. 

In presenting these petitions I move 
that the Colonial Secretary bring them 
before the Executive 1Counc.il for con­
sideration. I ho,pe that the rights of 
all the people interested shall be fair­
ly considered and that while every true 
advantage shall be co·nsidered for the 
big enterprise at Port Union that the 
rights a,nd vested interests a.nd con­
veniences of others shall not be sac­
rificed but fairly considere,d. 

RT. HON. THE PRIME MINIS'rER: 
-Mr. Speaker, I may say that I know 
the trouble and disadvantages on ac­
count 0 1f the new arrangeme·nt and 
some attempts have already been made 
to remedy the matter. I will und,er­
take that the prayer of the petition­
ers shall receive pro·per consideration. 

Notice of Questions :-
Mr. Currie asked the Minister of 

Militia what salaries ar·e paid to the 
Chairman and other membevs of the 
Pension Board, individually, also a de­
tailed account of the expenses incurred 
by the Chairman of said Bo·ard during 
his trip to Ottawa to study the Can­
adia.n pension scheme.

Second Reading of Bill ''An Act to 
amend the election Act o'f 1913." 
. RT. HON. THE PRIME MINISTER: 
-Mr. Chairman, in mo·ving the second 
reading of the Bill I do, not know whe­
ther it is necessary to add many wo·vd.s 
to what I spoke a fe~ days ago on the 
Address in Reply to the Speech from 
His Excellency the Go,vernor. I then 
intimated that the Government in­
tended to seek an early opportunity o:f 
appealing to the electorate. The main 
object of calling the House together 
is to ask that an amended election list • 
be used. In co·nnection with the 
amendment to the Bill I also pr·opose 
that any doubt that may exist as to 
the legality of voting at the general 
elecion of soldiers and sailors, who , 
had been absent from the country dur­
ing the past two years, on technical 
gro·unds, under the Election Act, would 
be removed and provisio·n made in the 
Bill making certain that such soldier's 
and sailor·s for performing duty to 
their country, heroic serv,ice to the 
Empire and saving the libe,rty of the 
wor1d would be given their prim.ary 
right as citizens and an opportunity to 
vote. It would be a monstrou·s condi­
tion of affairs if these· men who volun­
teer·ed their all should by some me.re 
statute, which did not contemplate any 
such contingency, be deprived of their 
right as ·free men. Therefore, I pro­
pose to have such doubts rem.oved b1y 
making the ·Bill so th.at returned sol- · 
diers and sailors shall have the right 
to vote. And in that co·nnection the 
Government have take·n into co·nsider­
ation the .suggestions thrown out by 
the Hon. member for Bonavista, Mr. 
Morine, the se.nio·r parli'am.enta,rian 
here and, indeed, the father of the 
Ho,use. We have availe:d 0 1f his sug·­
gestion, as a wise suggestion, that pro-

vision ,should be made to avoid any 

delay and difficulty that might ensue 
in polling booths that, as a number 
o·f soldiers and sailors were absent 
fr·om the country at the time the voters 
list was take.n, that a special list 
should be pre,pared: I may say that 
the Minister of Militia has intim.ated 
to me that they are already pr·e,pared. 
It is pr·oposed to insert a clause in 
the B.ill that that special list, when 
certified by the Minister -of Militia, 
will form part of the voters list and 
will be available in all the polling 

• 

booths. We have aso embodied in the 
Bill a clause that all soldie,rs and sail-

. ors who have not attained the age of 
21 years shall have a franchise to b~ 
able to vote.. I would like· to say, 
speaking generally, and I think the 
contents of 'the Bill will make it clear, 
that it is the po1licy of the ,Government 
to give all .soldieirs and sailoTs, who 
possibly can, an 0 1pportunity to· vote 
and the Hu.use can take1 my assuranct~ 
that we are endeavouring and hope to 

J 

have the bulk oif our soldiers and sail-
ors, who are at pre·sent away, back in 
the Island and able to vote on po1lling 
·day, and efforts a.r·e being made, un­
der the1 d.irection of the Ministeir o,f 
Militia, to b1rin.g those soldiers and 
sailo·rs back in time. There are cer­
tain proposals in the Bill whic.h will 
have to undergo r·econsideration and 
when we get into Committee I will in­
timate them. 

With reference to polling in St. 
Bar·be1 District I shall pr·opo.se· in Com­
mittee that po,lling in St. Barbe b·e 
postponed to avotd any possible diffi­
culty and to, give candidates o·r other's 
time to, get a.round the district, also 
to make sure that the ballot bo,xes and 
ballots and othe1r necessary facilities 
are available on polling kday, the date 
of which will be fixed by the Governor­
in-1Co·un1cil. I, therefore, move the 
Second reading of this Bill. 

Pursuant to order and on motion of 
Rt. Hon. the Prime Minister the Bill 
entitled ''An Act respecting Elections 

• 
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in the present year'., was read a seco·nd· 
time and ordered to be referred to a 
Co,mmittee o,f the Whole House on to­
morrow. 

HON. MR. MORINE :-Mr. Chair­
man, a _few words in reply on .this Bill. 
I want to go on record that I am pre­
pared to facilitate the pa.ssage of the 
B,ill this afternoon in all its stages, 
not because I have changed my posi­
tion, but to save time. I agree with the 
contents· of the Bill as to detail I 
thank the leader of the Government 
for having -accepted my suggestions. 
I think they are a decided improve­
ment to the Bill. I will allow the Bill 
to pass without registering any vote 
against it. We all know that this Bill 
has already received the views of the 
Government and it would serve no· pur~ 
pose for us to ta,ke up time talking 
unnec.essar.ily at this partic.ular time 
of the year when all are anxious to 
get back to their pro·per or imprope,r 
businesses and when candidates ··want 
to get to their homes in the outports. 
I am not one who believes in wastin,g 
time. I am g·oing to propose that with 
the unarum.ous consent of the Ho1u,se, 
and with the proviso that I am not 1do­
ing it as a waiver, but me:rely in the 
interests of ,saving tim.e that the Bill 
be read a Third Time · and sent to the 
Legislative Co1uncil. 

MR. CURRIE :-I do not rise to re­
cord any objectio·ns to the Bill, as I 
expressed myself on the matte.r yester­
day. It appears that I do not know 
~xactly where I stand, in view of the 
proposition just made. I have heard . 
similar propositions fr'om. the Govern-
·ment side of the House, but I have 
neY.er heard such 'from the Opposition 
side b·efore. In view of the fact that 
talking for a wee,k would not c·hange 
the attitu,de of the Go,vernm.ent and in 
view of the fact that I have no desire 
to talk that long, I do not see why 
we should waste any more time on 
this Bill, as I do not believe in wasting 
time. Whilst Jn its present form th.e 

. I 

Bill does not appe·al to me yet I am 
perfe,ctly satisfied to let the Bill pass 
thro·ugh all its stages this afternoon. 

On motion made and seconded and 
b~y unanimous con·sen t of .the House, 
it was or·dered that the said Bill 
should pass its remaining stages at 
the present sitting. 

Whereupo·n the Hou.se resolved itself 
into a ·Committee of the Whole to co,n­
sider the Bill entitled ''An Act re­
specting Elections in the pr,esent year.'' 

Mr. Speaker left the Chair. 
Mr. Parson took the Chair o,f Com­

mittee. 
Mr. Spe.aker resume1d the Chair. 
MR. PARSONS:-Before this sec­

tion .goes through I wish to make just 
a fe\v remarks and I assure you Sir 
that I will be very brief. I am quite 
in accord with Mr. Morine in wishing 
to get the wo·rk done as quickly as po,s­
sible. I am pleased to know that the 
soldiers and sailors have been recog­
nised in this Bill. They deserve all 
the recognition that the House· and the 
country can · acco·rd to them. Here t()­
day we enjoy the privileges that we are 
enjoying and this House is sitting to-­
day through the efforts of our Regi­
ment and our sailors combined with 
the Allies. Every man, Sir, th.at donned 
the unifo·rm helpe1d tow·ards the Vic­
tory and as I said before, I a.m ple,ased 
that this Bill gives the .soldiers and 
sailors rec·ognition, and I have much 
pleasure in giving it my support. 

MR. WALSH:-! may isay, Sir, that 
viewing the reason for the introduc­
tion ·0 1f the Bill to make it possible for 
a Gene·r:al Electio,n to take place this 
year that I a.m in favour of this prin­
ciple. That has be.en my principle all 
through. In 1917 I was fully prepared 
to go back to the country for a man­
date of the peo1ple. In 1918 I was anxious 
for an election and now in 1919 I think, 
as I have stated over my own signa­
ture in the public press, I am fully 
prepared for an electio,n, and I take 
it that viewing the general condition 
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of the country and the acti,o,ns of the 
Government that every man in this 
country is prep·ared for an election. If 
people are not prepared then it is 
their own bu1siness and if the people of 
this country have· not sufficient pub­
lic sentiment or have not sufficient in­
terest in public affairs to be prepared 
at any time for an election, I think, 
while it is regrettable, that it is their 
own fault. 

There are one or two matter.s in the 
different section of the Bill that I 
would like to make reference to·, but 
I will deal with them when the Bill 
gets to the Committee. · 

Committee of the Whole on Electio·n 
Bill. 

MR. WALSB:-I notice in the fir'st 
section that all men who have bee·n on 
service overseas and who are over 
twenty one years o,f age are entitled 
to vote.· Now, I think that those under 
21-18, 19 and 20-who offere;d their 
services and who for vario1u,s physical 
reasons were rejected, are as much 
entitled to this privilege as tho·se who 
donned the uniform and went over­
seas. After all, it was no, fault of their 
own that they did not have an o·ppo·r­
tunity of getting into the fight and 
I think they .should be afforded the 
same privilege as those who crossed. 
I suggest that these men should be in­
cluded a 1s well as the men who went 
over.seas. 

RT. HON. PRIME :MINISTEB:-1 
may say, Mr. Chairman, that I have a 
good deal o'f sympathy with.· that view 
and the Gove·rnme,nt have given it a 
great deal of consideration. We have 
considered the cause of those who 
wore the ,u:niform and did not go 
across the ocean, and the case of tho1se 
who were called up and being called 
up we·re sent hom.e without donning 
the uniform and the case o·f the re­
jected men as against those who act­
ually donned the unfor'm and faced the 
risks of War. I can re.co.gnize .that 
some consideration is due to these 

• 

n1en. They were prepared to make the 
sacrifice, but I do not think that we 
can· blink out of sight the . fact that 
soma spec.ial recognitio·n is due to 
men who actually did face the war 
risk. At all eve·nts, that is the view 

' that was taken by the Government 
when they limited this recognition to 
me11 who actually went over:seas. I am 
sorr)·, under these cir,cumstance·s that 
I am not in a position to accept the 
proposals to· extend the franchis,e in 
t11e case, of these othe·r men. 

MR. CURRIE:-! am so·rry that I 
cannot support the hon. member for 
Placentia and St. Mary's in his pr·o'­
posals, in that I am in accord with the 
views of the Government, that prin­
cipal recognition is due to· the men 
,,·hc1 have gone 0 1verseas. You must 
draw the line somewhe·re! a.nd if we do 
not draw it there wher·e can you draw 
it. If you extend the principle to· re-. 
jected men you would likely be ex­
pected to extend it to others. I think 
the position taken by the Government 
is a correct one and I do not kno,w 
any precedent for any different 
course. I recognise the position tak­
en by the member for Placentia and 
St. Mary's and perhaps under some 
conditions it might be possible to 
consider it, but I think that in the 
present instance the Government are 
doing all that can be. expected in in­
cluding the men who· have gone over­
seas. 

There is one thing I would like to 
be sure of. A great many m.en are 
away at the present time, some 1200 
or 1500 are o·n the other side, and I 
think some chance should be afford­
ed them by the Government for cast­
ing their vote.s in the General Election. 
Now, I know how difficult it would 
b1e to undertake anything like Ca.nada 
or the Mother Country and to take 
separate votes of the men abroad; it ,, 
is hardly worth creating new ma.ch-
inery for that; but if the Go1vernment 
expects them home very soon it seems 

,

to me that the wisest course to adopt 
and the only course open, is that the 
election be postponed to such a date 
in May to give am.ple time for their re­
turn home. There is no reason, Sir, 
for rushing the election on the first 
week in May. I think the third week 
in May would give the candidates a 
better ch·anc.e to. get to their districts 

... and w·ould ,give the· people a .better 
opportunity of becoming acquainted 
with the issues before them. The 
Government will stand better in the 
country if they · adopt that course ana. 
if they remove the disability, which I 
am afraid will be infticted on a great 
many of our men who are at present 
overseas, if they are not given an op­
portunity of casting their vote. I 

simply m.ake this a.s a suggestion. 
There is no othe·r way I · can see 

· whereby the.se men will be ,given an 
opportunity to vote. It is not pos­
sible to my mind to have a deferred 
vote take·n. There· are too many dif­
fi·cul ties in the way of that. Nothing 
will be lost if the election is deferred 
and it will give the candidates on 
both sides a better opportunity of 
placing their views before the elec­
torate. 

HON. ltIINISTER 01' PUBLIC 
WORKS:.-As regards the holding of 
an election late in May I think it is 
a mistake, for rea.sons that apply to 

. my own District. Of late years the 
fishermen leave very early for the 
Labrador their ·O·bject being to get 
there and secure trap berths as early 
as possible. Some o·f the schooners 
left very e·arly last year, I think about 
the 15th of May. Those who arrive at 
Labrador first seem.re the best berths 

and consequently have the pro·spect 

· of getting the best voyage·s. The se·n­

timent is beginning to get round now 

that the earlie1r fishermen get to the 

Labrador coast to secure a voyage, the 

better the prospect for a ,good catch. 

For these reaso·ns I think it would be 
a m.istake to hold an election late in 
May. Per:sonally I would like to see 

• 
the election the first we·ek in May. In 
1909 Nomination Day was the 8th of 
May and Polling Day the 18th. 

MR. CURRIE :-Polling Day was on 
the 8th. 

HON. :MINISTER OF PUBLiIC 
WORKS:-There is a possibility now 
of an early Spring and jf Westerly 
Winds prevail the coast will be cleared 
of ice. Then there are a n11m ber of 
men preiparing to go to the Sydneys 
to work. They will be starting naw 
and will continue during the m:o·nth of 
May. The.se men will be absent from 
the country ·unless we ho·ld the election 
early in May. 

MR. lMORINE:-Yo·u will settle the 
question in the Executive Council, so 
what is the use of your getting up and 
talking about it? 

RT. HON. PRIME MINISTER:­
Mr. Chairman, a wor·d in r:eply to my 
Ho.norable frie·nd. So far as I am 
a ware, there is no foundation in fact 
for the statement that a date early in 
the next month had been agreed up­
on by the Government for holding the 
Election. The Go·vernment have not 
considered the date, but deem it de­
sir·ab1e that the election should tak·e 
place as early in Ma.y as possible. 
Prop·er consid·eration will be given 
the arrival of our soldiers from over­
seas that they may bie home· in tim·e 
to vote, and arrangements are now 
being mad.e with that object in vie'Y. 

MR. DOWNEY :-Mr. Chairman, In 
my opinio·n the date fo·r holding· the 
election should be fixed at the earli­
est possible date in May month. I 
notice b·y th·e pap·ers and weather re­
ports that the Labrador Coast is clear 
of ice, and there is e·ve·ry indication 
of an· early season North. The ap­
parent anxiety displayed that becaus·e 
of an ·early ele·ction any considerable 
portion of the electorate would be 
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precluded from ·exercising the fran­
chise, is more fancied than real. Were 
their wisl1es to be acceded to, it is 
quite possible the very opposite to 
the views now entertained would be 
the result. If, then, we have an early 
spring, the planters and fish·ermen 
will be leaving correspondingly 
early for the fishery, and, Mr. Speak­
er, I am unable to s·ee that a.nything 
will b:e gained by r·eferring the elec­
tion to a later date. 

Mr. Speaker re.sumed the chair. 
The Chairman from the Committee 

reported that they had considered the 
matter to th·em referred and had 
passed the Bill with some amend­
ment. 

On motion this report was received 
and adopted, and b·y the unanimous 
consent 0 1f the House it was agreed 
that the Bill b1e read a thir·d tim·e. 

' 
"An Act r·especting El·ection in the 

Present Year." 
Whereupon the Bill entitled "An 

Act resp.ecting Election in the Pres­
ent Year" by the unanimous consent 
of the House was read a third time 
and passed, and it was ordered that 
it be engrossed, being entitled as 
above, and that it be sent to the Leg­
islative Council with a message re­
questing the concurrence of that body 
in its pro·visions. 

Pursuant to notice and leave grant­
ed and on motion of the Hon. the Min­
ister of Finance and Cu.stoms, the 
Ho·use resolved itself into, a Co·mmit­
tee o·f the Whole on Su.pply. 

Mr. Speaker left the Chair; Mr. 
Parsons took the chair of the Com­
mittee. 

HON. MINISTER OF FINANCE:­
The purpose of this res·ol ution 
is to provide the s11m of forty­
five thou.sand dollars to de­
fray th·e expenses of the G·eneral 
Election to be held next month. Last 
year we asked for an extension of the 
life of P arliament for twelve months 

I 

• 

which expir·es on the 30th da.y of 
April. We found it necessary to ask 
this extensi-on owin.g to the war and 
the very unsettled· ·conditions in the 
co·untry due to it, and the Legislativ·e 
Council in agreeing to the exten.sion 
made it co·nditional on an election 
being held when the tim·e ·expired. At 
that time the end of the war was not 
in sight, but to.day peace is proclaim­
ed, a treaty of peace will be signed 
within a few weeks, and there is no . 
reaso·n why an appeal to the elector­
ate should be made. There are very . 
strong reasons for making an appe·al 
to the country at this time. There 
are many serious P·ro bl ems to be 
dealt with, and it is impo·rtant that 
they be dealt with by a Legislature 
representativ·e .of all the electo·ral 
districts. 

Some Hon. gentlemen oppo.site com 
plain that the election is being rush­
ed, that they have not had sufficient 
notice, b·ut the·y are as well awar·e as 
we are of the action of the Legisla­
ti.ve Coun·cil, a.nd knew a year ago 
that an election should take place · 
early this year. As far as our ac­
tions as a Government ar·e co·ncerned, 
the people h.a ve been fully informed, 1 

during the past six years the mem­
bers of the Opposition in the House 
have been given every o·p·portunity to 
criticise our work and scr·utinise 
everything in connection with public 
expenditure. · The press has given 
the pu.blic · the result of th·ose critic­
isms, soi that the peo·ple of the coun­
try are fully alive to all the issues 
and are not by any means taken by 
sur·prise. One of the daily papers has 
hinted this ·afternoon that we are 
rushing the election be,cause we have 
something to cloak financially. I 
can state positively that this is un­
true, we have nothing to cloak finan­
cially or otherwise, the figures given 
o·ut are strictly correct, and the writ-

·er 10·f that article, who was in pos-
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session of the facts, knew that they· 
were correct. He was 0 1ne of th·e 
gentlemen who attended a confer­
ence with me lsat year, when I gave 
him, with others, inside information 
pertaining to the loan raised last 
year. Our financial statements f.or 
the six yea~ , have b1een willingly and 

1 

fully furnished to the p·eople o.f this 
Do1minion. The press has b·een taken 
particularly into our confidence, anct 
yet we find one of its rep·resentatives 

. making a deliberately false state­
ment of this sort in an endeavor to 
make political capital against us. His 
misrepr·esentation must have been de­
liberate, because twelve months ago 
he was in po·sses.sion of information 
to· the effect that the· figures he com-

• 
mented on are real and not fictitious. 
These figures are place·d before bank­
ing houses by our fina11cial agents, 
and beyond all questio·n open and 
above board. Our positio·ns now is, 
we have don·e our work. We have 
financed this Dominion through the 
most trying period o·f her histo·ry, and 
we have d.o·ne· this succes.sfully. 

The war is no.w over, and it is up 
to us to ,go to the people for a com­
plete endo·rsation of our p·o·sition. If 
our position is fully endorsed, · we 
come back with ·a fresh mandate· from 
the electorate to carry on the busi­
ness .of the Colony. Without wishing· 
to unduly delay the tim·e of the H·ouse 
this afternoon, I would like to place 
before Honorable members a few 
facts intimately associated with the 
financial side ·of o·ur administrati1on 
during the p·ast few years. In the 
early days of the war, wh·en we re­
cruited our fo·rces for ov·erseas, we 
bo·rrowed from th.e Imperial Gov·ern­
ment th·e funds necessary for this u.n­
d·ertaking, b·ut the calls on the Im-..., 

pe.rial Tr~asury were so great we 
could not ·exp.ect to be continually 
financed .from this source, and Sir 

Ed.ward Morris, then Prim·e Minister, 

negotiate;d a loan of $5,000,000 in 
the United States. This was a short 
term lo·an which matures on the 30th 
day oif June next, and must b·e paid 
by that date. We must ·find $5,000,-
000, to . redeem our bond on June 
30th. Yet, with this task ahead, we 
hear intelligent men in this House 
suggesting that the election be de­
ferred until the 30th of May or early 
part of June, not realising the im­
portance of time is we are to suc­
cessfully meet ·O·ur obligations within 
the period stated. If we held an elec­
tion at the .end o·f May, we. could not 
come back in time to p·ass the neces­
sary legislation and rai.se that loan. 
Five million dollars cannot be se­
cured within twenty-four ho·urs. It 
may take months to do it, and yet we 
hear pleas for delay, knowing that 
we are within only six or eight weeks 
when this heavy obligation must be 
met. If after an election we find 
that the country does not give us a re­
newal of its · confidence, then t·he 
party who does will have th·e same 
important task ahead o·f them, and it 
W·ould not be fajr to them that they 
should be embar·rassed fo.r want ,of 

I 

time. So far I have heard no sub-
stantial argument against holding an 
election next month. In 1909 we had 
an early election; polling day was 
then on the 18th of May, and as we 
all know, ther·e were more votes poll­
ed in the . spring election than in the 
previous fall; that is a matter of re-

. ' 
·cord. If we d·o not carry o·ut th·e ele1c-
tion next month, but delay it as sug­
gested by some Hon. gentlemen op­
posite, we shall b·e placing ourselves 
in a very dangerous positio.n with re­
gard to o·ur financial obligations, so 
serious that I think it wo·uld b1e im­
po.ssible to retire the outstanding 
loan and we would be making our­
selves ridiculous in the eyes o.f the 
wo·rld. This is why an election 

should be held e·arly in May to e~-



, 
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able us to come back in time to pass 
the necessary legislation for ra.ising 
the money to pay off the loan due the 
United States, on June 30th. I do 
not think any successful argume11t 
can be put up against an early elec­
tion, viewed in the light of our ·po­
sition, and I hope the Hou.se will pass 
legislation quickly and give us an op­
portunity to get down to work. Apart 
from the loan to which I have made 
reference, loans to public buildings, 
railroads, steamers and other public 
utilities will have to be S·ecured with­
in the next few months, and unless 
we have time to attend to those mat­
ters, they cannot be successfully ac­
complished. I thoroughly agree with 
the remarks of the Rt. Hon. the Prime 
Minister made here yesterday, when 
he said that if we are sustained by 
the people we are prepared to carry 
on the work, but if they are not pre­
pared to re-elect us, now is the time 
to give them the opportunity. I think 
the people of the country are anxious 
to be given an opportunity to pro­
nounce upon us whether favorable 0 1r 
otherwise, and should be given that 
opportunity no·w. I, for one, a.m pre­
pared to come back and do my best; 
if there are better men and the peo­
ple want them, now is their oppo·r­
tunity. The electorate will say whe­
ther they are to come in, or if we are 
to remain. While I ·am h·ere I will 
do my best, according to the d'ictates 
of my conscience, and the reason why 
I ask for an early election, is that I 
believe it to be for the best interests 
of the country. W·e have not a strong 
party b1ehind us today, not sufficient­
ly strong to face the many pr·oblems 
that will arise. One of th·ese is pro­
vision for our soldiers now return­
ing. The Militia Department has 
provided an estimate which calls ror 
$5,000,000 of an appropriatio·n f.or 

payments to them, and the amount 

required for pensions for the men of 

both branches of the service will be 
about $750,000 annually. These mat­
ters will entail a great deal of con­
sideration and should be sufficient 
answer to the criticism of our action. 

The statement made to the House 
in the Spee·ch from the Throne, with 
r·egard to our financial position, is 
absolutely correct. We court fair · 
criticism in all our public acts, but 
this is no justification for making de­
liberately false statements, partic­
ularly in such critical times, state­
ments that may result in serious fin­
ancial em b.arrassm·ent to the Colony. 
I have much pleasure in moving the 
resolution. 

Whe1n I was in Canada I had no au­
thority to make provision for this loan. 
I could not help what the papers said in 
reference to m,y travels there and I will 
state in this H·ouse now that I took 
no step.s towards making any arrange 
ment in connection with same with 
the Canadian financiers. When I was 
in Canada I was interviewed ab·o,ut 
future loans in Newfoundland, but on 
each occasion that these financiers 
who were P·repared to do business 
with Newfoundland appro1ach d m·e, I 
stated that I was not in a po·sitlon to 
discuss the matter with them, and 
moreover, I understood that the G.o.v­
ernment intended to call for tender·s 
in Canada and the United States. No1w 
is it not obvious that if I was in Can­
ada making statements like that, I 
was not arranging a loan. I had to 
have the necessary authority from the 
Legislature. The authority of the · 
Finance --Ministe·r is not more than 
any other m-emb1er of tbe Government. 

When I went to Canada,, I went 0 1n 
private b·usiness and n.ot on the b1usi­
ness of the Colony. Had· I b,ee·n in 
the position to raise a ·loan, I could 

' 
have finalised matter·s pretty quick-
ly, and I said no mo,re to any finan­
cier than this, "that I was not in a 
position to do business with them.~~ 
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MR. CURRIE:-Will the Finance 
Minister answer me this questi,on '! 
When this loan was first raised, was 
it not raised by Sir E. P. Morris be­
for1e the Bill was passed? 

MR. CASHIN :-No. T'he Bill was 
passed and he went 0 1ver to New York 
to raise a loan fortified with it. 

MR. CURRIE :-Had negotiations 
not been entered into? 

MR. CASHIN :-None· whatever. At 
that time affairs did not perm.it any­
one assuming such resp·onsibility. 

MR. MORINE :-I must confess that 
I do not understand just what my 
friends are discussing. 

There is one p.oint ,and it is this, that 
ever since this war be·gan, I have 
kept clear o.f criticising financial 
matters, beca,use I do not . think it is 
safe in the ,intere·sts of the country, to 
have a dispute about them, and to 
have the public press talkin,g a.bout 
them. The questions at issue are too 
great fo,r us to· engage in what seem,s 
to be the univer·sal practice of threslli­
ing o:ut these matters. With the grea,t 
interests at stake, it seems to· me 
that it is not right for . us to· say or 
do anything that might affect the 
credit of the Colony, and I think it is 
best to follow out that practice, and 
leave the·se matters in the competent 
hands of the Hon. Minister o.f Fin­
ance and Cu.stoms. 

Now, I am sorry that h.e should have 
been irritated by th.is editorial. He 
has kept his temper s~ o.ften, that it 
is surprising he should get ruffled, 
when we· were only trying to save 
time, by mo.ving that the resolutions 
be put thr·o,ugh -by unanim.ous ~onsent, 
but, when a man looks like a prize 
fighter in all his ,get-up, it is no1t sur­
prising that he cannot allow a session . 
to go by without saying something 
that will cause tro,uble. I m.ight have 
been inclined at one time to fight a 
little myself, b·ut I have refo.rm,ed, 
and to such an extent, that I am now 

referred to as the "Father of the 
House." However, I do not like this 
"Father o·f the Ho·use'' business to be 
rub bed . in too much be ca use, in so·me 
respects, I feel that I a.m the · young­
est man in the House·, and I would 
wish that you wo·uld please forget 

' my · grey hairs, and, . remembering 
only my virility, count me as o·ne o·f 
the bo·ys. · 

I a.m anxio,us to put these resolutions 
through, so that the Hon. Mlniste.r of 
Finance, will have the pro·per author­
ity to pass his financial bill, and I 
have no doubt that after the electio,n, 
the financial bill will b·e put through 
by unanimous consent, but that ha,s 
not much to do with what is called a 
mandate. The . House has not much 
legal authority, and so· far as moral 
author:ity is concerned, there is no 
moral a;uthority in a m.andate under 
existing circumstanceis. 'The Bill 
ought to have been introduced and 
pa ssed, to have the elections at the 
regular time next Fall, but we have 
threshed that . out already, and why 
discuss it no·w? Y o·u have chosen your 
co·urse, and the matter is settled. Let 
us pass the bill; and say no1 more 
about it, so that we may close quick­
ly as possible, and to that end, he 
can co·unt on the hearty suppo1t o,f 
this side of the Ho.use. 

MR. CURRIE :-As .the Hon. Mem­
ber for Bo,navista has pointed out, ,it 
has been the custom of the House1 d:ur­
ing the past fo1ur years, .o.n all mat­
te·rs relating to the war, to, agree un­
animo.usly. There has never been any 
difference o·f opinion, and if the Min­
ister is anxiou.s to put . this. Bill 
through as a W·ar measure, I, for one, 
have no objection, tho1u.gh I think it 
destroys the argument which h~ pre­
v.iously raised. 

The Chairman from the Comm.fttee 
reported that they had considered the 
matter to them referred, ha,d passed 

a Resolution and recomm·ended that 
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a Bill be introduced to give effect to 
the same. 

On motion this report was received 
and adopted. 

By unanimous consent of the Hous·e 
it was ordered that the measure be 
finalised at the present sitting. 

Whereupon the Chairman from the 
Committee of the Whole on Supply 
reported the Reso·lution which was 
read a first time as follows: 

For General Election $45,000.00. 
The said Resolution being read a 

second time it was moved that the 
House concur with the Com·mittee 
therein and the said Reso·lutlo,n was 
agreed to. 

Whereupon the Bill entitled "An 
Act for Defraying the Expenses of a 
General Election to be Held During 
the Present Year" was introduced 
and read a first time and· ordered to 
be read a second time presently. 

Whereupon the Bill entitled ''An 
Act for Defraying the E.xpenses of a 
Gen~ral Election to be held during 
the Present Year" was read a second 
time and ordered to b1e referred to a 
Committee of the whole House pres­
ently. 

Whereupon the House reso1lved it­
self into a Committee of the Who·le 
to consider the Bill ·entitled "An Act 
for Defraying the Expenses of a Gen­
eral Election to be Held During the 
Present Year." 

Mr. S'peaker left the Chair. 
Mr. Parso1ns took the Chair of 

Committee. 

Mr. Speaker resumed the Chair. 

The Chairman from the Comm·ittee 
reported that they had considered 
the matter to them referred and had 
passed the Bill without amendm·ent. 

Whereupon the Bill ·entitled "An 
Act for Defraying the Expenses of a 
General Election . to be H·eld During 
the Present Year" was read a thir·d 
time and passed and it was 10 1rdered

Petitions 
THE :MINISTER OF MIL.ITIA :-On 

behalf of Hi.s Honor the Speaker, I beg 
leave to present a petition from the 
inhabitants of Flatrock, who ask that 
a concrete landing place to be erected 
at a place known as Martin's Point, 
in order that they may be able to 
land their fishing gear and cod traps 
at that place in sto1rmy weather. They 
point out that under prese!nt condi­
tions it is almost impossible to handle 
the,se commodities and they ask that 
a sum of money be ·granted for thi,s 
piurpose. 

Al tho,ugh a concrete landing place 
would be a little more expensive than 
a wooden landing place, the petition­
ers point out once it was erected the·re, 
there would be n-0 further expendi­
ture. They also consider that a woo·d­
en landing place wo·uld be only a 
source of trouble and continu.al ex­
pense. I have much pleasur·e in pre­
senting this petitio·n and I give it my 
heartiest sup.port. 

I beg leave to refer it to the de­
partment to· which it relates. 

MR. MORINE :-I beg leave to pre­
sent a petition of the inhabitants of 
King's Co·ve, Broa.d. Cove, Keels and 
Indian Arm re the steamship sef\­
v.ice at present operating in that bay. 
The petition is largely and influen­
tially signed, and appears to have em-
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manated· entirely from that section of 
the, Bay. A few days ago I spoke up­
on this subject wh.ile presenting an- · 
other petition, and I do not propose 
to-day to repeat what I then said. 
B·ut I merely want to1 point out for the 
consideration of the executive that 
this is a matter warr·anting the great­
est con.sideratio·n espec.ially now tha.t 
the original programme has been 
changed as regards the coastal sys­
tem there. Steamers coming North 

• 
on their way to Port ·union under the 
present system are1 caused a great 
dissatisfaction, as persons comi11g to 
St. John's or Eastward have to go to 
Port Union and make a very round 
about de·tour with exposed travelling. 
Now, under this petition they ask that 
a branch line be established to Port 
Union. I need not point out the ad­
vantages that this would mean. It 
would save· the long delay that these 
people are subjected to now, and I 
think the large list of signatures 
shows conclusively the. de·s.ir'eS of 
these peo·ple with regard to the es­
tablishme·n ts of this branch line. 

MR. COAKER:-With· regard to the 
petition presented by the Ho·n. l\itinis­
ter for Bonavista, there are just one 
O·r two remarks I would like· to make. . 
In the first place, these p.etitior1s r 'e-
present a very small portion of the 
electors of Bo·na vista Bay, and the 
next thing is, they are gotten up by cer 
tain men who find that the steam.e·rs 
goiing tq Po·rt Union do not give 
them the train and pa.ssen.ger tra.mc 
that they bad befor·e. Now, the next 
point I would like to raise, is, that 
this matte·r was fully considered last 
year at the F. P. U. Convention, and 
the present route was fully eindo·rsed 
by this Convention, which was repre­
sentative of the wishes of the peo·ple 
in that section. The next po.int is 
this: We have! been co·nsidering whe­
ther or not we would alter the route 

·-

in Bonavista Bay this year, and have 
been taking the matter up for some 

time. In all probability, the ''Dundee'' 
will make two tr.ips per wee·k this 
year from Port Unio·n to Wesleyville, 
as she did fo,rmerly-before war con­
ditions prevented, and in all probabil­
ity, may call at Port Blandford, if it 
is found that we can allow the1 steam­
er to go up there without interfering 
with the service around the Bay, and 
we will probably have two connec­
tions-one at Port Blandford, and one 
at Port Union. There· is a saving of 
180 miles by using the present ro,ute, 
as it only means the calling at three 
or four ports at the bottom of the 
Bay. 

I have been looking over the . statis­
tics with regard to this service, and I 
find that the traffic, in passenge1rs, and 
freight exceeds what has been done 
at any time before by 100 pe1r cent, so 
much greate·r have the advantages 
been, and .I think if my friend. Mr. 
Bay, and talk with the people there, he 
Morine, w.ill go· do,wn to Bona:vista 
will find that the present route is 
satisfactory, and that they do·n't want 
any alterations. • 

MR. ·MORINE :-I beg to present 
another petition on this sam·e matter. 
from the peo·ple of Southern Bay, and 

' , 

I wish to tak1e occasion to reply to 
'--

some of the remarks made by the 
Hon. member for Twillingate, and 
not, as I notice, by either of the mem­
bers for Bonavista, in spite of the 
fact that we are in this Ho·use, mem-,., 
biers for Districts. 

Now, Sir, it is not correct that the 
petitions presented this afternoon 
represent only a small prop:o·rti·o·n of 
the distr.ict, or that they rep resent 
people without grave interests at 
stake. These petitions r·epresent the 
dominant opinion at least frorri King's 
Cove around to Southern Bay, and it 
is the opinion of all ther·e, especially 
of all the b1usiness men in that sec­
tion. In th·e next case, it is not a 

question of passenger traffic. Th·e

traffic in ft.sh and in freigh.t that ,goes 
to St. J1o·hn's fr.om th·ese pla·ces, b1ack 
and forth, is largely and disadvan­
tageously affe,cte·d by the pres·ent 
route. I h·ad a conversatio·n rece.ntly 
wi'th Mr. Dan Ryan, ' and he· tells me 
that the change in the service has en­
tirely destro·yed the usefulness of the 
steamer to th·e· pe·ople carrying on 
trade in that section. N 01W, th·e Hon. 
member · for Twillingate has said that 
the pre.sent ro·ute was endorsed un­
animously at the F. P. U. Co·nvention. 
That m:ay b·e as it is, but I fancy that 
almost anything that the Honorable 
gentleman himself wishes to pass, 
would be un·animo·usly endorsed at ... 
such a c .onvention. 

The p·resent ro·ute is not to the in·· 
terest 01f the No1rth of Bonavi.sta Bay. 
It is advantageous to some pa.rties 
outsid·e of Bonavi.sta Ba.y, and I have 
dealt fairly with that fe·atur·e before. 
Th·e change o·f traffic m.ay be some 
good to that portio·n which I r·eferred 
to, and I willingly admit that the F. 
P. U. deserves some special consid­
eration, representing as it does a 
large pr101portion o·f the :fish·erm·en, 
and th·at it iE to their advantage to 
establish connecti·ons with Port 
Union, which is th·e headquarters of 
their trade, but I do not admit their 
right to e.njo·y these advantages at the 
expense of a large i1umber of other 
pe.ople. In oth·er word.s, I am willing 
to see anything done in th·e int·erests 
of the F. P. U., whi,c,h is a co·operative 
body, fo·rmed b1y the fishermen them­
selve·s, . P·rovided that it does not 
harm on·e s·ection, in order that go1od 
may be ·done to another. I think the 
intere.sts of all sections ought to. b·e 
consulted, and th.ink that the peti­
tions which I a.m prese·nting here this 
afternoon ought to b1e considered, 
and some· remedy :eound. I ·do not . 
wish to take away from the F. P. U. 
any advantage.s which they should 

enjoy, but I think these people should 

have restored to, th·em th·e privileges . 
which they previou.sly enjoyed, and 
which are theirs by right. 

My Honorable friend refers partic-. 
ularly to the . fact that Port Blandford 
has rail way connection, and th·at is 

· quite true, with regard to what they 
send , to St. J ,o,hn's ·or .get from St. 
John's, but he mu.st remember that 
th·ere are parts o·f Bonavista Bay en­
tirely cut off fro,m c·omm.unication 
with each oth·er through this system. 
Some· mention has been made of G1oose 
Bay, but there has been no petition 
fro,m Go·ose Bay, and as this plac,e 
has a railway statio,n on the b·ranch 
line, they are prob1a.b·lY as well oJf as 
they wer·e before. . N10 1w, if the "Dun­
dee" on her route from Sw·eet Bay to 
th·ese p1ace.s, or from these places to 
Swe·et Bay, o·n her return, wo·uld b·e 

• 

allowed to ·go to Southe·rn Ba.y to con-
nect with th.e railw:ay, very much of 
the harm now b1eing done, w·ould b1e 
remedi·ed, and I cannot co·nceive for 
what maligr. purpos·e sh·e goes back 
and forth, east and west, past the 
m,outh of So1uthern Bay, and co,mpels 
the people of this place to go right 
o·ut aro,uitd Ca.pe Bonavista to P·ort 
Union. 0 1ne· wo·uld say that it i.s for 
th·e purpose ,o,f preventing them from 
.g·etting ·connection with the rail way. 
It cannot b1e a mere oversight. Here 
on the left hand is Sweet Bay, and on 

' 

the right hand is and 
far out beyo·nd that is Cape Bo1navista 

• 
and Po·rt :Union, · and she c·omes / to· 
S'we,et Bay and across the mo-uth of 
Southern Bay, apparently in order to 
avoid the railway at Southern · Bay, 
wh·ere p·asseng·ers · and freight can 
take the branch line witho·ut having 

·to g,o around ·cap·e Bonavista. 

MR. COAKER:-But the troubl·e is, 
there is no· terminus in Southern Bay. 

MR. MORINE :-The·re should not 
be th·e least difficulty about this. It 
i.s only a hop, step, and a leap from 
the · rail way to the water, and it only 

' 
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m·eans putting a wharf th·ere. As a 
matter of fact, the steamer used· to 

--, ca.11 there in time·s gone b·Y, and land 
'·-

freight and passengers biy bo1at. Now, 
whilst I not only repeat the right of 
th·e . F. P. U. to sp·ecial consideratio·n, 
and myself am prepared to assist in 
getting them spe·cial consideration, I 
go upon this principle that it is not 
right to benefit 0 1ne section of the 
community at the expens·e of an.other, 
and the.se people a.re. entitled to con­
sideration as well as th·e F. P. U. The 
other way w.ould b1e, o.f cours·e, to let 
the "Dundee" r·un as she is do·ing now 
an.d put another boat there. 

There is just one mor·e thing; the 
Hon. mem b1er says h·e has considerect 
the statistics, and finds there is an in­
crease in passenger traffic of 100 per 
c·ent. Stati.stics are thing·s that lie 
terribly when twisted on·e way or an­
oth·er, but in any event, I would ven­
ture to say . that this increase is not 
in Bonav'ista B.ay. It might b·e due 
to an increa.se in passen.g·er traffic 
from th·e Straits Sho·re, o·r ·due to 
more frequent trips to Port Union, 
and I am very glad, · as I said b1efore, 
that these peo;p}.e sh·ould have the op­
portunity 0 1f being in better touch 
with their h·eadquarters, but I se·e no 
reaso·n why we should deprive th·ese 
other people of the consideration 

. ' 

which they de.serve. I th·ere.fore ask 
that this p.etition als.o be received and 
referred to the Departm·ent of the 
Colonial S·ecretary. 

THE HON. 1MINISTER OF MARINE 
' AND FISHERIES :-Mr. Speaker I ask 

leave to present a petition from the 
inhabitants of Shoal Harbour in the 
District of T inity~ as.king for a sum 
o.f money to be allocated for the pur­
pose o.f building a wharf there. This 
petition is signed by Mr. Caleb Tulk, 
J.P., and a number of other·s. I hope 
the Government will se,e· their· way 
clear to grant the request of th·e pe­
tition·ers. 

• 
I have another petition which I 

wo'uld like to present from the people 
of St. J one.s Without, asking that that 
place be linked up with Little Heart's 
Ease by telephone. This request is a 
reasonable one and it is the desire o:f 
the people of the latter place that 

··"' . 

they have telephone connection, as at 
present there is no communication be­
tween the·se places at the disposal of 
the inhabitants. I trust that in th.e 
near future, the Governme.nt will ac­
cede to the prayer of the petitioners. 

At the present time ·there are sev­
eral pe·ople who are trying to procure 
a Lice·n.se to operate saw-mills on the 
abo·ve section mentioned. If the Ag­
riculture & Mine·s De1partment wo·uld 
grant the request of these peo1ple and 
allow them to erect saw-mills the1re, 
it would only be a ye·ar or two when 
every little bit of the forest now left ~ 

1 would be destroyed, th us depriving the 
· pe·o·ple o.f Ca,talina, Little Cata1ina, 
Elliston and Bona:Vf.sta from fire wood, 
room stuff, boats, plank, etc., whic.h 
cannot poss.ib·ly be done without if we 
want to prosecute the fishe·ry. I there­
fore ask the Government to see that 
the section known as Seven Mile Camp 
and the Wood Spur, be reserved for 
the fishe·rmen. I give the petitions my 
heartiest support and ask that they be 
received and passed over to the De­
partments to which the·y refer. 

The Speaker vacate1s the chair to 
call upon His Excellency the Governor.

MR. TARGETT:-! beg to support 

the petition presented by my col­
leagues just before the House rose 
and I trust the Government will see 
its way clear to accede to the request 
of petitioner.a. 

I have also a petition from Hant's 
Harbour fo·r a sum of mone.y for a 
breakwater at Caplin 1Cove. Formerly, 
sir, they did not need a breakwater. 
When they were fishing in small 
boats the fishermen could get togeth-_ 
er and haul them up. Of late years 
they have five or six motor boats 
there and they cannot haul them up 
and sometimes when it comes stormy, 
they have to take them do·wn around 
the point ·to Hant's Harbo'ur. Caplin 
Cove is back of Hant's Harbour. It 
is sometimes. very rough getting 
around the point and the·y run great 
risk and sometimes very great danger 
of their live1s. I trust that the Govern­
ment mil grant the request of the 
petitioners and help them 0 1u.t b·y giv­
ing them a sum of money to build the 
breakwater. The petition is signed by 
about sixty residents of that locality, 
and I beg to refer it to the Depart-

• 

ent to which it refers. ,, 
JIINISTER OF MARINE AND FISH­

ERIES :-I ~ve much pleasure in 
supporting the prayer of the petitio·n 
presented by my colleagu.e, Mr. Tar­
gett. 

MR. JENNINGS:-! beg leave to 
pr·esent · a numb1er ·of p·etitions 'on 
different subjects from the District 
of Twillingate. I have seven here 
fr·om different lo·calities on the sub·­
ject 0 1f a bran·ch railway. This is a 
subject that is b·ecoming of · lively in­
terest down there. especially in the 
north side of the Bay. The people 

living in Ball's Bay and on the C·ape 
'Shore and so fa r .south ·as Pille·y's 
Island are intere1sted in this que·s­
tion. They have to go abo,ut fo·rty 
miles from th·e b1o·ttom of Hall's Bay 
b·y dog-team or otherwise·. Especial­
ly during the p·ast two or three years 
have th·ey fe·lt the need o·f railway 
connection in ·or·der to get their 
pickled herrin.g to mark:et. If railway 
connection is given them it will be a 
great convenience to people travel­
ling from that part of the district to 
St. John's and Port aux Basques, in 
fa:ct to any part of the· country, es­
pecially during the winter an·d spring. 
c ·ertainly, anyone who is at all fam.il­
iar with the conditions in these lo­
caliti·es must admit the necessity of 
this branch railway. 

Mr. Speaker, I b·eg leave to present 
a number of petitio·ns from diffe·rent 
localities in the D istrict of Twil­
lingate on the subJect o:f a branch 
railway to Hall's Bay. The petitio·n­
ers point out that this railway would 
b1e not only a great conv.enien·ce to 

• 

them in connectio1n with the main 
line for passen.ger and fr.eight P·ur­
poses but also for the shipment of 
herring, e.specially during the fall 
and winter. It is thought that her­
ring may during the winter be ship­
ped to th·e American markets in a 
frozen condition, an,d as such would 
meet a b·etter dem·and than the· pickl­
ed herring. Th·ere ·Can be no doubt 
as to the necessity of this railway, 
and that it wo·uld serve the interests 
o.f the north side o:f Notre Dame Bay 
and also part of the District of St. 
Barbe. 

Th·e time is not far distant when 
' 

these matters will have to be de·alt 
with in a manner satisfacto1ry to the 
people, and I have no doubt that 
when financial conditio:ns permit the 
Gove.rnment will ,give those petitions 
the consideration th·ey deserve, and 
that a branch line to Hall's B·ay will 

• 
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be an accomplished fact, giving to 
the peo·ple oif that part of the Domin­
i1o'n a shar:e of the· privileges enjoyed 
by the . more southern districts. I 
heartily endors·e the prayer of the 
p·etitioners, and ask that they be re­
c·eived an·d referred to the Depart­
ment to which they relate. 

HON. MR. COAKER:-Mr. Speaker, 
I rise to support the petition presented 
by Mr. Jennings. My remarks a few 
days since when supporting the pray­
er of a petition for a line of rallway 
along the North Side of Bonavista 
Bay apply with even greater force to 
the petition now be.ing presented. 
There can be no possible do·ubt that 
.the people who have presente:d this 
petition are entitled to railway facili­
ties, as well as more favored portions 
of the Island; and their re·asonable 
request must be! accede.d to at the 
earliest moment the financial condi­
tion of the 1Colony will permit. But · 
tl1e p'u.blic must also understand the 
one gre!at matter in considering any 
expenditure on railway a.ccount must 
be putting the main line in a co·ndition 
to meet the present day requirements 
o'f the trade and the safe carriage o.f 
passengers. The outlay which the 
Government of the future must make 
on what practically mean~ the r·e~ 

building ·of the ro·ad will be very 
great, how much, I am not in a posi­
tion now to sta.te even approximately. 
But whatever the ·cost, the responsi­
bilities must be faced in the almost 

I 

.immediate future. The other petitio,ns 
asking for the extension of the tele­
phone system, linking up small settle­
ments, do not co.st very much and 
these modest requests have my hearty 
support. 

l\IR. ABBOTT:-Mr. Speaker, I beg 
le·ave to present a petition fro·m the 
residents o·f Keels, Southern Bay, 
Princeton, Charlottetown, Happy Ad-
venture, St. Chad's, Alexander Bay 

and other .settlements in the electoral 

district of Bonavista asking that a 
light b~ placed o·n Flat Island. From 
Little Denier to Sh.oe Cove Point there 
is ho light to guide the mariner on his 
way while navigating this section of 
the bay. I may say, Mr. Speaker, that 
a light placed at the point indicated in 
these petitions would be a great con­
venience to, not only the fishermen in 
the loc,ality but to h undr,eds of 
schooners going in and out the bay. 

. I also wish, Mr. Speaker, to present 
a petition from the people O·f Hare Bay 
who are asking a grant of $1,000.00 to 
construct . a p,u.blic wharf, and anoth.­
er petition from the electo,rs. of Bona- 1 

v.ista Town asking for the small s11m 
of $150.00 for the purpose of opening 
up a road to some valuable agricul­
tural property. 

All theise petitions are largely 
signed, the requests contained therein 
are reasonable and I trust the gov·ern­
ment, if at all possible, will accede 
to them. I therefore ask that these 
petitions be referred to the various de-. . 

partments to which they relate. 
MR. WINSOR:~Mr. Speaker, the 

several petitions now presented by my 
colleague, Mr. Abbott, have my sup­
port. 

Mr. Spe·aker, I beg leave to, pre­
sent a petitio1n fr·om the inhab1itants 
of Flat Island, C1oward's Island, Sal­
vage, and other settlements in Bona­
vista Bay, asking that a light be 
placed on Puffin ·Island, Flat Island. 
For some time this light has· be·en 
asked for an1d promis·ed and the peo, 
ple intere~ted feel that it is hi.gh 
tim·e something should be d·one. This 
light, S'ir, wo1uld no.t only be O·f very 
great .service to the fishermen who 
e·arn their livelihood in these locali- · 
ties, b·ut it would p·rove a ben~efit to 
the whole 'district, as well as to the 
hundr·eds of other fishermen wh101 dur­
ing the fishing season might want at 
any time to m.ake a harbor from 
stress of weather or any other . cause. 

• 

, 
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MR. 'MORINE :-I rise to .give this 
petition my heartiest support. I sup­
pose the light h·ouse in que.stion, 
while being of some service to the 
people of Flat Islands, as a harbor 
light, would be of still greater ser­
vice as a leading light to th·e people 
living north, west and south ·o.f Flat 
Islands· many peo·ple would b·e b·ene-' . 
fited, and th·e usefulness of the light 

" house would be very ,gr·eat. 
· MR. JVINSOR:-I have here for 

presentation a number of petitions 
from the inhab1itants of St. Brenda.n'.s, 
Gooseberry Island, Deer Island and 
Bragg's Island on th·e sam.e subject, 
which goes to show that the request 
for this very necessary aid to navi.ga­
tion is a general one. T'h·es·e p·etition­
ers are asking that the proposed 
light be erected on Gulch Island. 
They say Gulch Island would b1e! the 
best place to have the light and that 
by placing it there the public would 
be best serve1d. This is the same 

· light asked for in the 0th.er petition; 
one light is aske:d for by both parties, 

• 

but they differ in opinion as to where 
the light should be eirected. Puffin Is­
land and Gulch Island are so near 
together that it would not be justice 
to the other parts of the District to 
expect at the present time that a light 
be placed on each of the .said places. 
The location o·f the light, Sir, I thin~ 
might be safely left to the Minister 
of Marine and Fisheries and the Light 
House Department. The·y can be 
trusted to select the most suitable and 
servicable place, so that the greatest 
good would .come to the greatest num­
ber. Anyhow, I trust the Government 
will see its w·ay cle·ar to have .some­
thing done in this m;atter du.ring the 
coming summer. I ask ~hat these sev­
eral petitions be ref erred to the De­
partment to which they relate. 

MR. MORINE:-Is'Mr. Winsor ask­
ing for one lignt house ortwo? 

MR. WIN·SOR:__;The two petition~ 
are for two different light houses. 

Som·e people think Flat I.slands the . 
proper location, and others think 
Gulch Island the proper place. 

MR. MORINE:-Why not ask for 
two light h·ouses? If not both at the 
same time, then one after the other. 
I do not think that the people of Flat 
Islands, for instance, would be very 
much served by a light house on Gulch 
Island; and probably it is true that · 
one on Flat Islands would not be so 
useful to the people of St. Brendan's 
and Gooseberry Island1s as one on 
Gulch Island would be. If an agree ... 
men t cannot be arrived at as to the 
proper location o·f one light house it 
seems to me that one should be con­
stru.cted and another follo1w as soon 
as possible; while the dispute contin­
ue·s all the p~·ople a.re being deprived 
o·f a much needed service. 

HON. :MR. CO.AKER:-Mr. Speaker, 
For several ye·ars it has been decided 
that the light now be·ing discussed . 
should be erected, but the trouble has 
been to get the location of this very 
necessary and .important aid to navi­
gation settled ur>on. I think the e:rec­
tion ·o·f the lighthouse will come in due 
course when the people fo·r whose ben­
efit it is intended, come to a mtttual 
agreement on the site. These peti­
tions, Sir, have my support. 

MR. PARSONS:-Mr. Speaker, 1 

have several petitio·ns to present Sir, 
and I hope they shall receive the best 
consideration of the ,GoiVernment. The 
first petition come·s from the people 
of Upper Island Cove, in the District 
of Harbor Grace. Your petitioners 
ask fo;r an amount sufficient to enable 
them to make repairs to a short cut 
by the use of which the distance to 
Hr. Grace, which is about eight and 

• one half miles may be reduced to abo·ut: 
two miles. This petition is signe<l by 
the Rev. E. E. Rusted and many other 
residents of the settlement, and I trust 
the Government will see its way clear 
to grant the prayer o·f the petition. 
Another very im:portant petition has 

f 
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been entrusted to me for presentation. 
I.t is also from the people of Uppe1r 
Island Cove. . Several w·ells to provide 
a supply of pure drinking water are 
urgently needed. In as much as the 
subject matter of the petitions relate 
to so vital a question as the health of 
a settlement containing e.fghteen bun-
• 
dred persons or three hundred and 
fifty odd families. A few years back 
there was a serious epidemic of Ty­
p,hoid Fever at this place which cost 
the Department of Health a very con-. 
siderable sum of money. The doctors 
who attended at that -time gave it as 
their op.inion that the cause of th.e out­
break was impure water. The land 
wher·e the houses in which these 
eighteen hundred people live dips into 
a hollo1w and in winter and spring 
time the dra.inings from the garde:ns 
and farms run right dow11 the slo1ping 
ground and po.Jute the water which 
the people use for cooking and drink­
ing purposes. This petition is signed 
by one thousand voters. I am sure 
o.f my ,ground Slr, in urging up,on the 
Government the immediate attention 
which this serious condition of affair·s 
calls for; and I will undertake to 
prove that the public accounts will 
show an e·xpe·nditure in do·ctors bills 
and other expense·s in .connection with 
these epidemics which will exceed the 
cost of the wells asked for. The peo:­
ple are satisfied to abide by the de­
cision o·f the GoV'ernment Engineer. I 
therefore mo·ve, Sir, that the petition 
be received. and ref erred to the De:­
partment of the 1Colonial Secretary, 
and from there transferred to the Exe­
cutive· for conside1ration. 

MR. YOUNG:-Mr. Sp·eaker, I rise 
to support the petition pr·esen ted by 
my colleague, Mr. Parsons. In doing 
s,o, I wish to draw attention to the 
serious condition of things which ex­
i,sts. We are ready to produce th.e 
evidence in th·e form o·f doctor's certi­
ficates that conditions are· just as bad 
as represented, and I .. hope the Gov-

ernment will do the very best they 
can for us in providing the r·emedy. 

Mr. Speaker, I ask leave to present 
a petition from the residents of 'ril­
ton and Spaniard's Bay on the sub­
ject of repairs to a r·oad. A ·part of 
the condemned old line . of railway is 
now used as hoop road and woods 
road. lt is used extensively and is · 
a great help to a considerable num­
ber of industrious people. Three 
hundred dollars is the amount asked 
for, and I hope the Government wlll 
give us this small amount. I ask that 
tl1e petition be received and referred 
to the Department of Public Works. 

Mr. Speaker, I also ask leave to 
present a petition from ex-Corporal 
Solomon Gosse. This petition is sign­
ed by ,one thousand people. Ex-Corp. 
Goss,e asks for the job of S'ub-Col -
lector and Relieving Officer on the 
Labrado,r boat. He is a returne 1 
soldier who has b·een wounded. in 
fighting the Empire's cause and . is 
now unfit for hard manual labor, but , 

is prepar.ed to take a light job such 
as the one applied fo is. He is not 
able to live on the pension which he 
no1w gets. T'his petition, as I have 
already stated, is signed by ov.er one 
thousand voters, and supported by 
my colleagues, and should receive the 

' 

favorable ·consideration of the Gov-
. ernment. 

· I also ask leave to present the peti­
tion of ex-Corporal Dun·can Collins, 
asking that he be given the position 
of Sub1-C·ollector at Sp·aniard's Bay. 
One thousand voters have also sign­
ed this petition. We have heard a 
great deal of what th:e Government 
were doing ·and intended to· do for the 
returned :soldier; well, here is a 
way to test their ·sincerity. I do not 
ask that a d·elicate man be remo·ved 
from the public service, but I do say 
that able-bodied men should b1e let 
.go and their places filled by return-

• 

ed men. My two colleagues ar.e also 
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givin,g this petition their support. 
T'he petiti·on, Sir, was sent on to the 
Government last Fall, and I have 
never heard a word of it sinc·e. This 
I consider insulting and very u11fair. 
Such a largely signed petition sho·uld 
have received better consideration at 
the hands of the Government. This 
·man had been wounded while on ac­
tive service, ·fighting the enemy and 
defending us, a.nd certainly the peti­
tion ·of ov.er one thousand voters 
would be ac·c·eded to. 

:MR. PARSONS:-Mr. S·P·eake·r, I 
strongly support this petition. As m.y 
colleague has stated, we have b·een 
treated ve·rY unfairly by the Govern­
ment in this matter. We have been 
treated with contem.pt by those whose 
duty it wa~, and is, to· liv·e up to the 
promis.es m~de to the returned soldi­
ers. I do not m.ake this rem.arlt with 
a view toward making any tr·o·uble, 
but it seems as thou.gh we ar·e on 
th·e outside of the circle of St. Jo·hn's. 
Why ·those whos.e busine·ss it was to 
consider this petition did not think 
it worth while sending us a re·ply, I do 
not know. And s.o I want to go· ·on re­
cord as favoring the first claim of the 
returned soldier to po·sitions in the civil 
service. I do not mean. that an old man 

~ 

should have his jo·b· taken from: him, 
but I do say that strong, able-bodied 
men should go, to make roo·m for .the 
returned soldier, and as lon,g as I 
hold a seat in this House, ~ I shall 
ever insist that those me·n who have · 
fought and suffer·ed in the cause o·f 
justice and humanity shall have first 
claim upo·n the country. 

MR. KENNEDY :-Mr. Speaker, I 
have a small request to make whicl1 
is contained in th·e P·etitio·n I now· 

present from a numb.er of the fisher­

men at Chapel's Co·ve, in the District 

of Harbor Main. They a.sk that the 

dredge be sent there for the p·urpose 

of deepening the cove , leading to· the 

public wharf. A couple of years ago, 
a heavy sea cau.sed a large body of 
sand ·and rock to accum:ulate, and at 
present the: wharf is of practically 
no service· to those who1 have ·occasion 
to use -it. · Last year th·e pe·ople 
could not land their caplin at the 
wharf, and u.nless this work is im­
mediately attended to., not eve·n a 
sm.all boat will be able to ap·proach 
the landing pla,ce. I ho1pe that the 
Minister of Marine and Fisheries, to 

• 

whose Departm.ent I ask (that this 
petit~on be, r1eferr·ed, wiL'l ,give 1our 
mod.est reque.st his favorable con­
sideration. 

MR. WOODFORD :-Mr. Speaker, I 
beg leave to supp·ort the petition. 
Th·e wharf refe·rred to is pra·ctically 
useless. After a co,nve·rsation with 

I 

the Chairman of the Road B·oar·d 
last Fall, I asked the Minister of 
Marine and . Fisheries to, have· the 
dredge s·ent up to rem.o:v.e this silt. 
If this sand and rock .is not remov.ed 
it m.eans that o,ne and perhaps. two 
blo,ck.s must .be built to the p·resent 
wharf at a C1ost of at least $1,000. A 
big saving may be effected by s:end-

. ing the dredge the·re and having this 
work properly attended to,. The w;ork 
would not take more than two or 

• thre·e days. I mad1e ap.pl'ication a 
f.ew days a.go to the Department that 

' 

a survey be made, and I have no 
doubt if the preliminary rep,ort which 
my friend the Min.ister o,f Marin,e and 
Fisherie's r·eceives is ~avior'abl,e, the 
job will be successfully attended to 
in the very near future. 

HON. MINISTER OF MARINE AND 
FISHERIES:-Mr. Speaker, fo1r the 
information of the Hon. Member for 
Hr. Main I may info·rm him that Mr. 
Fitzgerald has already b1een sent up 
to ·Chappel's Cove · to make a survey, 
but has not made his report yet. And 
if his report is favourable and weather 
c·onditions are S·uitable the dredge will 
be sent there at the earlie·st possible 

' 



• 
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moment to do the wo,rk as requested by 
the people of Chappel's Cove. Witli 
regard to the point raised by the Hon. 
Membe·r for Place·ntia as to surveys 
having been made in his district about 
thr·ee years ago, I may say that hap­
pened to be b·ef 0 1re my time, but any 
surveys made since I have assumed 
office and in any way reasonable I 
have been always only too please-d to 
have them attended to, unless the oper­
ations of the dredge would be ham­
pered by something unforeseen. At 
the present time I am inclined to think 
that the frist place that the dredge 
will ope·rate this year, if ice conditions 
do not interfere, will be at Grand 
Bank. Grand Bank is a thriving .settle 
ment and one of the leading places in 
the Colony, turning in annually a 
quarter of a million dollars of revenue 
and has a large fleet 0 1f schooners en­
gaged in local and foreign trade as 
well as in the bank fishery. In the 
interest of those people and in the in­
te·rest o·f the Colony their request for 
the use of the dredge· will r ·eceive every 
consideration. As far as I am con­

everybody fairly and squarely. 

HON. MR. WALSH:-Mr. Speaker, I 
rise to give m.y hearty sup.port to the 
petition just presented by the Hon. 
Me·mb,er for Hr. Main asking that the 
Dredge be sent up to Chappel's Cove. 
And whilst supporting the · prayer of 
the p.etition, I expre·ss the hope that 
he will have better lu.ck than I did by 
receiving the repo·rt of the official sent 
·UP to make a survey a little earlier 
than that o·fficial reported · in relation 
to my district. About thre·e ye.ars a,go 
the Department of Marine and Fisher­
ies sent Mr. Fitz,gerald, the 0 1fficial in 
charge of Marine Surve·ys, up to some 
important parts of my district, and 
surveys were made at some co1st to the 
Colony and taxpayers, but the dredge 
never called there although she pas,sed 

. ' 

• 

by on several occasio·ns on her way to 
St. Jacques and back ~o St. John's. 
And despite the fact ,fhat my col­
leagues and myself have for ma.ny 
years made .strong pleas to this Ho,use 
to have the dredge go to different 
parts of the district to do valuable :ser­
vice, it was of no· avail, so I do not 
predict that anything will, be ·done in 
the near future, but if it is the inten­
tion to send the dre:dge to do any worK 

-at an early date, I demand that places . 
where surveys were made as far back 
as three years ago sho,uld have the 
preif erence and that the dredge should 
be sent to Placentia Bay to perf·orm 
the wo·rk that the surveys we·re made 
for before she is sent elsewhere. I, 
therefore, have much pleasure in . sup­
porting the prayer of the petitioners 
of Chappel's Cove. 

MR. JENNINGS:-Mr. Spea.ker, 
while this dr·edge subject is on the 
floors, I would like to make a f,ew o;b"' 
servatio·ns re,garding my own district. 
I think it is about two years ago 
wh·en I made a requ·est to, the Minister 
of Marine and Fisheries asking fo1 .. 
the S·ervices of the dredge ~t Little 
Bay Islands. This wo,rk I understand 
has been since atte·nded to.. Ho·W·ever, 
there is one pla.ce in Twillingate. Dis­
trict, namely, Twillingate Sh·oal 
Tickle, which needs to b·e dredged 
badly. While th€re are. .so many de­
mands all at once claiming the at­
tentio,n of the Marine and Fishe·ries 
Department it is im,possible to deal 
with th·em all this season. I knovt 

' 
that it is difficult fo·r the Priestman 
to o,perate at 'l'willingate Sh(»ai 
T'ickle with success, but I hope that 
the Department will find it possible 
to get a smaller dredge to d€epen that 
Tickle this summer. It practically 
·concerns all the south side of th~ dis­
trict to, Fortune Harbor. Ther·e are 
two docto,rs who have to s1erve all 

that p·art of the district, and they 
-

have to co·me in all sorts ·O·f weathers 
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to attend urgent calls, and owing to 
the condition ·O·f this Tickle th.ey are 
very apt to injure their moto,r boats 
and so find they a~e delaye.d in get­
ting back with the· doctor, and often 
this is a matte·r of life and death. 

I h·ope that the Minister of Marine 
and Fisheries will try to1 attend to 
this matter in .some "\Vay or oth.e·r, as 
it is a m,atter which demands immed-: 

' 
iate attention. 

MR. ·DOWNEY:-! think I detected 
in th·e remarks of the Honor.able Min­
ister wh.o has just sat down the fact 
that he felt that some dis·cr'im.ination 
had been m.ade with regard to the u.se 
of the dredge. The facts are simply 
th.ese: At St. Geo·r.ge's a 600 · ton 
steam.er was being completed on the 
stocks there; it afte·rwards turned 
out that the depth of water was in­
.sufficient to launch the ve·ss.el. I ask­
ed the Gov·ernment to consider this 
matter and see if it could not receive 
the first consideration. T'he dr.edge 
was in us·e fo·r five days 0 1nly, and I 
think in view of the circum.stances 
th·e WiOI"k was most nec1e·ssary. It 
struck me that the matter called for 
an explanation and I . am very plea.sed 
to be able to explain the circum-

MR. WALSH :-I would · like to as­
sure Mr. Downey that I am in entire 
sym,pathy with his attitude on this 
matte,r to which h.e has ju.st mad,e 
reference, and I think that were· I the 
Minister oif Marine and Fisheries at 
the time, I would have been o·nly too 
glad to have this w·ork p·erf orme·d. I · 
would suggest to the head of this De­
partment that the dredge be used ·on 
the No·rth Coast in Sum,mer and the 
So,uth Coast in Winter. W1o·rk co1uld 
be P·erformed on the South Co·ast in

the Winter but could not possibly be 

performed on the North, and it is 

very impo·rtant that all parts o,f the 

Colony sho·uld have an equal chance 

of th·e services rendere·d by the 
dredge. 

M& MORINE :-I beg to pre·s.ent a 
petition from the inh1abitants ·O·f S'um­
merville, Bonav.ista Bay, who. ask ~or 
telegr·aph extension·s fro·m Plumb­
stone to Indian Arm.. T'he name· put 
forward b1y th·e petitioners would 
necessitate the alteration of the tele­
graph office at P,lumbston·e to a m.ore 
convenient place for all concerned. 
Th·e distanc·e . is not ·very .gre,at and 
wo·uld not entail . very much tele:graph 
wire, a.nd the telegrap·h office being 
already at Plumbsto·ne very little· ex .. 
pens·e would be entailed in that score 
al tho·ugh the pe·titioners desire that 
it be removed to about a mile· and a 
half, when it would be convenient for 

' 

the people of both pl·aces. 

In view o.f what has bee·n said by 
the Honorab·le Member for Trinity, 
I am very hO·P·eful that this petition 
vvill · be ac·ceeded to as soon as it 
com,es be.fa.re the Ex·ecutive for con ...

HON. MINISTE,R OF . PUBLIC 
· l'VORKS :-I beg -le·ave to · p·rese·nt a 
petition from the inhabitants o.f 
Manuels, Long Pond, and Topsail. 
The petition is lar:gely and influential­
ly si.g11ed and asks for $1,000 to, be 
devoted to ·o.pening up the ,gut through 
the beach leading to Manuels P.ond 
and River. · All along the South 
Shore fr·om Portu.gal Cove to Holy­
ro·od there is no safe .. shelter in sto,rmy 
we·ather for boats during the fishery 
season. This is a s.e·rious handicap 
especially since moto.r bo·ats have 
come into general use and have en­
abled these people to e·xtend thei1~ 

.:industries round Bell Island and 
Cape St. Francis and oth·er p·arts of 
the Bay. Fishing in such a wide 
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. area, however, wo·uld be attended 
with grave danger were no sate 
shelter provided. I have much pleas­
ure in giving this petition my hearti­
est support and beg leave to present 
it for the attentio·n o·f the Department 
to which it relates. 

MR. KENNEDY:-! beg leave to 
second the remarks ·of the Honorable 
gentleman who has just sat down. I 
may say, Mr. Sp·eaker, that I am well 
acquainted with that part of . the 
coast and well appre·ciate the diffi-

/ 

culty to which the Hon. gentleman 
has referred. Th·e coast is very sing­
ular in the respect that it has no safe 
shelter at all, and I think $1,000 is 
only a small item to pay for .such a 
b·enefit as this would be to so many 
fishermen and I have much pleasur·e 
in supporting this p·etition. 

HON. THE COLONIAL SECRET­
ARY :-In the abisence of the Mem­
ber for Port de Grave District, I beg 
leav·~ to pres.ent a petition from the 
inhabitants of Baren·eed, Port de 
Grave District, who ask that $150.00 
be allocated to make a road to cer­
tain gardens and bog lands there. The 
bog land there is used as a . fertiliser 
and the people feel that it will be a 
big benefit to them if the prayer of 
this petition was granted. I have 
much pleasure in supporting this p·e­
tition and b·e,g leave to pres·ent it to 
the Department to. which it relates. 

I also beg to present a petition, in 
th·e absence of the representative of 
St. Barbe, fro·m the inhabitants of 
Grey Islands, asking that that place 
be made a port of ·call fo·r one of th.e 
:coastal steamers when navigation is 
open. The resid·en ts o·f thos·e islands 
and those who prosecute the fishery 
there, undergo great hardship -in the . . 

Spring and. Fall of the year, in getting 
to and from th.os·e islands. The near­
est place is Conche and in order to 
get to this place they und~rg.o the 
greatest hardship, when they ha.ve to 

transport their families and effects 
to and from. I sincerely hope that 
the Government will give this matter 
its immediate attention. 

MR. W .ALSH :-I s.incerely hope 
that th·e pray·er of the last petition 
will be acceed.ed to. The app.roach 
to the main harbo·r at that place is a 
very difficult one· and the water is 
very shallow. This place has grown 
considerably in late years, and I 
think the Governm·ent should make 
arrangements to have every enco·ur­
agement1 given to those people who 
engage in fish·ery pursuits ther·e. 

THE HON. THE COLONIAL SEC­
RETARY :-I beg leave to present a 
petition from the inh.abitants o·f 
Doting Co·ve, asking that a branch 
railway line be extend·ed from Gambo 
to Clarenville, via Wesleyville. I 
hope the petition will receive the 
support of th·e whole Hou.se as it is 
a matter which demands the fullest 
consideration ·O·f the Gove·rnm·ent. I 
think every member present under­
stands the difficulty which th·ese p·er­
sons· experience in prosecuting the· 
fishery. It is important that these 
persons should be able to. ship their 
fish immediately ·as it o·ften happens 
that the fl.sh has to be left th.ere un­
til late in the season before they can 
transport it to St. John!s. I shall 
not refer to this matter in ,greater de ... 
tail as a petition b1earing on the· sub­
ject has already been presented by 
Mr. Mo·rine. I give this p·etition my 
heartiest suppo.rt and I beg leave to 
present it to the Department to which 
it relates. 

HON. THE COLONIAi, SECRE· 
TARY:-Mr. Speaker, I beg to present 
petitions from the inhabitants O·f Mus-. ' 

grave Harbour and Doting Cove, Fo.go 
District, asking for railroad connec­
tion. 'These people suffer great in­
convenience and loss through having 
to ship the products of the fishery by 
the first means of conveyance as ~oon 
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as the same is cured. They cannot 
hold their fish and oil for October 
shipment as the har·bours are so rough 
it is almo·st impossible to charter 
schooners to go there to load fr·eight 
after tne month ,of August. The agri­
cultural possibilities of the Strait 
Shore are great, also, and if the peo­
ple there had any means of shipping 
the product of the land it would re­
sult in a greatly increased produc­
tion, and would be a great encourage­
ment to the people in this direction. 
Parts of the District through which 
the railway would run are alsp well 
wooded, and it wo·uld be an imm.ense 
advantage to the people and to the 
country to have railway connection so 
that they could develop the lumbering 
industry. It would be impossible to 
speak in too strong terms in support 
of this petition, and I trust that when 
the matter of rail way extension is 
taken up by the Government, a rail­
way to Fogo District will be the first 
to be considered. As a member of the 
Government, I know the conditions 
that obtain at present in this country 
with regard to transportation and the 
condition of the main line of railway, 

· and I would not say, therefore, that 
we could have this railway next 
summer. We have to take time and 
consider what we can do, but I main­
tain that the very first branch rail­
way that is undertaken should be the 
one set forth in this petition, because 
in no other part of the country is it 
needed to such an extent. These peo­
ple .have no main road facilitie·s, as 
obtain in the ·southern districts, just 
local roads, and the grant for these 
is not sufficient to keep them in re­
pair practically. The people are all 
fishermen, and they therefore contrib­
ute largely to the revenue of the 
country, which depends on the pr·o­
ducts of the fishery; and from that 
point of view, it is a matter of plain 
justice to the people of that part of 
the country that hey be given every 

4 

consideraion, and, if we can · possibly 
afford it, be given this facility. It is 
not only a matter of convenience to 
them, but it means greater revenue for 
the country in general. I have much 
pleasure in supporting these petitions, 
and hope that as .soon as the matter of 
railroad extension comes ·UP this 
petition will be give,n the consider­
ation it merits·. 

I wish to present another petition 
from the inhabitants of Musgrave 
Harbour, in the District of Fogo, ask­
ing that the construction of a break­
water be undertaken immediately. As 
I have already pointed out, this mat­
ter of a breakwater was undertaken 
some years ago, but it did not give 
the satisfaction that it should have 
given. The petition is very largely 
signe·d, and I trust that when the 
Government takes up the matter of 
harbor C·onstruction, M.usgrave Har­
bor will get the attention it deserves. 
I have much pleasure in supporting 
this petition also. 

HON. MINISTER OF PUBL1l 'C 
WORKS :-Mr. Chairman, I beg leave 
to present a petition. from the people 
of Conception Bay, from · Carbonear 
and Harbor Grace right around the 
sho·re to St. J 0 1hn's, asking f o.r a long 
distance telephone sy.stem from Car­
bonear to St. John's. All the. people 
in the;se plac.es, and particularly the 
business people doing business with 
St. John's, fee:l the great want ·Of such 
a telephone system, so that they may 
be in direct co·mmiunication, as one 
might say, with the business people in 
the city. This is an important peti­
tion, Mr. Speaker, and I am .sure that 
a.II the representatives of the districts 
interested will give their hearty sup­
port to it. They probably know more 
about the matter than I do. I only 
know that it wo·uld be· a great advan·· 
tage to· my district of Harbo·r Main 
to have direct communication with 
the city. Our local merchants and 
business people are increasing in 
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number from year to year. There are 
new m·en starting all the time in the 
mercantile business. They are all 
getting their share of the trade, and 
they are all anxious to have such a 
telephone system ·gut through the 
District of Harbour Main. The mat­
ter has been brought to my notice 
from time to time and I have prom­
ised to do my best to· e·ncourage the 
plan and now that other districts 
have taken the matter up I think it 
ou.ght to go right through without de­
lay. l understand that the United · 
Towns Electrical Company is pre­
pared to extend the telephone system 
right through to St. John's provided 
we give them. permission to d·O· so, 
and I b·elieve the scheme would pay. 
Each merchant or business man would, 
no doubt, contribute a small fee to­
wards the up keep of the system, and 
in that way it wo·uld be self support­
in·g. 1. have :rp.uch pleasure in ha.nd­
ing this petition over to the Depart~ 
ment to which it relates. 

MR. KENNEDY :_:_I have much 
pleasure, Mr. Speaker, in giving my . 
hearty support to the petitions just 
presented by Mr. Wo9dford. As he 
has po·inted out, it. would be a great 
advantage to all the people right 
around the bay, particularly the busi­
ness peo·ple, and I am surprised that 
with all the modern improvements we 
have to-day it has not been done 
years ago. The petitions are o·nly ask­
ing for permission from the Govern­
ment to have the syistein constructed 
at their own expense, and I do not see 
any reaso·n why the Government 
should hinder by refusing permission. 
To have instant communication with 
St. John's would mean dollars in .the 
pockets of the bu·siness . peonie in these 
places, as it wo·uld enable the·m to 
keep in to,uch with the market, and I 
hope that when the matter com~s be­
fore the pr·oper department it will . b·e 
attended to immediately.

At 
pres.ent we in Harbor Grace know 
very little of the benefits oif the tele.:. · 
phone, but if this sy.stem were instal­
led I am su.re it would be an advant­
age in num.erous ways. It was 0 1nly 
the other evening that a case came 
under my notice which illustrates 
the necessity of it. There was an 
important m·essage to be sent, but the 
telegraph offi:c.e was closed, and it 
was ·o·nly through the courtes.y of the 
company that the message did get 
through.

MR. GOODISON:-1 have three pe-
titions to present, Mr. Speaker, from 
the town of Victoria. The first, S.ir, 
is for a well. There is no place in 
Victoria from which the people of this 
part o·f the settlement can get suit­
able water, and they ask that the 
sum of fifty dollars be granted to en­
able them to construct a well. The 
petition is signed by Michael Butt and 
a greaJt m.any· others. I have much 
pleasure in suppo1rting this petition, 
and I hope that it will receive imme­
diate attention. 

The second p~tition i.s from the 
same place, and as:ks for the s11m of 
two hundred dollars to construct a 
road. This road, sir, is very badly 
needed, to enable the people to get/ 
their logs to and from the only mill 
in that locality, and the petition has 
my hearty .support. 

The third petition is of mo·re than 
ordinary importance. It is :signed by 
practically every inhabitant of the 
town of Victoria, and asks for the erec 
tion of a post office. At the present 
time the post office is in the shop of 
one of the busines.s men there, and the 
people object to this, as the work of 
the office has altogethe·r outgrown the 
present faciliites, and when we take 
into consideration the fact that in 
a town of twelve hund·red peo·ple and 
that there is not · a public b1uliding of 
any kind, and no officials except the 
postmaster, who has a salary of $50 . 
a year, I think this Ho·use will agree 

• 

thart the request is not unreasonable. 
I have spoken to the Prime !Minister 
about this matter, and from the en .. 
couragement he has .given me I be­
lieve that when the matter is laid be­
fore the Government, they will ac­
cede to the request. I give this pe­
tition my earnest support, and hope 
that in the very near future, a suit­
able public building will be erected in 
this place for the postal and customs 

• services. 
MR. MORINE :-I beg to present a 

petition, Mr. Speaker, from the in­
habitants of Salvage, and another from 
the inhabitants of Mu.sgrave Town, 
both in the district of Bo·navista. 
These peititio·ns relate1 to the steam­
boat service in the bay, and are sim­
ilar to others that I have presented 
here on the same subject. All that 
can be usefully .said on this matter 
has been said. I understood the other 
day from the Prime Minister that it 
is the intentio·n of the Government to 
S'.ee what can be d·one in this matter 
during the co·ming year, and to ser­
iously consider if they cannot in some 
degree .satisfy the demand for reform 
at once, and perhap·s in a gr·eater de­
gree as soon as the number of steam­
ers in the market makes it po·ssible 
to e:xitend a large service. The com­
plaints made have already been so 
fully discussed that I will merely ask 
that these petitio·ns be re·ceived and 
referred to the department of the Col­
onial Secretary for co·nsideration. 

MR. DOWNEY:-! beg to present a 
petition, Mr. Speaker, from the resi­
dents of So·uth Branch. The p·etition 
is a very modest one, and asks for 
the sum of sixty dollar.s to cover the 
labor for the C'onstructio·n of a bridge. 
The petitf.oners undertake to furnish 
the timber gratuitously. I might ~ay 
that when railroad conenctiott was 
first made on the wes1t coast there was 
no .settlement within fifty miles of 
this important agricultural .section of 
to-day, but there are now se.venty five

families there, with large and fertile 
farms, and equipped with barns and 
everything necessary for the prosecu­
tion of agriculture. For the past nine 
or ten ye·ars these people have bee1n 
shipping agricultural products in an­
nually increasing qualities; and are 
largely instrumental in supplying 
Grand Falls, Millerto,wn and the other 
lumbering districts along ·the line. 
They have even supplied St. John's 

.; 

with eggs and fresh m.eat. Now the 
settlement of South Branch is serious­
ly handic·apped b,y the fact that the 
Codroy river passe1s through the cen-. . 
ter ·o,f the settlement ,and the people 
on one . side can get their p·ro1ducts to 
the railway statio1n only by using im­
provised rafts, as there is not e·ven a 
ferry. They are willing to find the 
timber if the Gove1rnment will pr,o­
vide a ,su.m of s,ixty dollars to cover 
at le·ast a portio1n o,f the cost of con­
structi,o,n. It is not fair that ihey 
should be so handicapped, and I think 
that in view of the value of their ser­
vices to the country they are entitled 

' 

to cons.ideration. I have much pleas-
ure in supporting the petition, and 
would ask that it be received and re­
ferred to the Department of Public 
Works. 

MINISTER OF MA.RINE & FIS.H· 
ERIES:-Mr. Speaker, I beg to pre• 
sent petitions from the inhabitants of 
Little Heart's E;ts·e, Heart's Delight, 
New Harbor and Whiteway on the 
subject of roads. The peo1p,le of Littl·e 
Heart's Ease ask fo,r $350, the peo,ple 
of New Harbor, $50, Heart's Delight, 
$350 and Whiteway $300. The amounts 
asked for by the petitioners are ab­
solutely necess.ary for the improve­
ments which they desir·e and which 
in time must surely co,me. As a mat­
ter of fact, we are expecting t-oday to 
keep up our ro1ads, bridges and 
wharve.s with the same amo·unt of 
money . that we used twenty years1 ago. 
We need to-day a much larger grant, 
or our roads, bridges and wharves will 

• 

surely dro·p do·wn and go out of exist­
ence al1together. Labo,r has gone up, 
material has gone up, and fifty dol­
lars to-day is no better than fifteen 
dollars was four o,r five years ago. 
Therefore, it is absolutely necessary, 
if we wish to keep up our public 
works, to grant larger amounts. We 
cannot possibly keep up our roads 
• . I 

with the insignificant amo·unts voted 
at the pres,ent time, especially as there 
is a great deal more traffic go,ing over 
them than there was a few years 
back. Whe·r 'e a few years ago there 
would be an occasi,onal hand cart or 
wheelbarrow, to-day every man h~s 
a little team o,f his own, and for that 
reason there .is . more traffic, and 
larger amounts must ·,be spent to keep 
the roads in condition. I wo,uld re-

• 

quest that these petitions be received 
and passed over to the department to 
which they relate. 

HON. MR. JENNINGS:-Mr. Speak­
er, I beg leave to pre.sent a number 0 1f 
petitions on various public matte~s in 
the distr.ict o·f Twillingate relating to 
the same matter which I presente,d a 
number of p,etitions a few days ago, 
and that i-s on the subject of railw·ay 
extension. I trust that the day is not 

• far ·distant when the condiion,s of the 
country will warrant the Government 
taking up this matter and grant con­
veniences . for the far northern dis­
tricts. There is O·nly ·0 1ne question in 
asking fo·r thls matter and that is the 
question of ways and means. 

I have also· a p:etition fro1m Herring 
N eek asking for a sm,all s11m 0 1f mo·ll­
ey for the erectio·n of an iro1n railing 
leading to the public hall. It seems 
that it is very dange,ro,us goin.g over 

· the hill at this· place without an iron 
railing. 

Another petition that I wish to pre­
sent is from the inhabitants o,f Hed­
ley's Harbour, Pilley's Island, asking 
for an annual .grant for a main line 
ro·ad there. The repairing of main 
line roads in the northern districts 

• 
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is a question some of us have to take 
up in the near future. I suppose the 
main lines in the southern districts 
are more properly attended to. That 
is they are older lines and probably 
get the early grants, but whether they 
are sufficient or not I am not pre­
pared to say. Howev~r, in the dis­
trict of Twillingate lots of new roads 
have been opened up lately, built on 
special grant, but having no annual 
grant thereon. That means that every 
now and again special grant will be 
asked for to repair the roads. These 
conditions will always remain until 
an annual grant for the upkeep of the 
roads is provided for. 

I have also a petition from Bridge­
port asking fo1r a sum of money to 
make a public wharf ther.e Some­
times one will scratch his head and 
wonder where the money is coming 
from, at the sam.e time these requests 
are no exaggerations of the needs of 
the people. They actually exist and 
in almost every case those people are 
doing without what some other local­
ity are denying them the privilege of. 
I trust that the Government will con­
sider favourably the reque.st of those 
people. · 

I have also much pleasure in pre­
senting another petition from the pe<>­
ple of the district of Twillingate on 
an entirely different subject and deal­
ing with the preservation of timber. 
I do not know very much how this 
matter affects other districts, but it 
is a vital question in the district I 
come from. A great amount of o·ur 
timber resources has been used 
every ye.ar for coopering stock and 
other purposes and a large portion 
devastated by fire. In other word.s, 
about two-thirds of the timber around 
the coast have been destroyed. That 
means that only one-third of our tim­
ber areas is available and that is the 
reason why the p·reservation of o·ur 
timber areas is all the more needful. 
There has been a lot of talk the past 

few years about the cutting or pit 
props and one thing and the other. 
But what the petitioners are now 
dealing with and protesting against is 
the rinding of tre·es. It is stated that 
every year a nlJm ber of trees, more 
or less, are cut down and perhaps 
from thirty or fo·rty up to one hundred 
people are using the·se rinds. The 
practice has fallen off considerably 
during the past few years, but in the 
more southern districts fishermen 
make it a practice yet o·f rinding a 
large number of trees and this prac-

• 

tice has resulted in denuding the 
coastline of any timber worth while. 
I know that there is about five thous­
and feet of timber rinded every year 
in the north alone and this rinding 
means an enormous amount of tim­
ber destroyed. These petitioners ask 
for the prohibition of the rinding and 
the sale of the rinds. Prohibition of 
the sale will mee.t the difficulty. I 
will support any measure that would 
prohibit the· sale of rinds in the dis­
trict of Twillingate. I ask that the 
petitions be received and referr~d to 
the department to which they relate. 

MR. WINSOR:-Mr. Speake1r, I beg 
leave to present a petition from New-­
town, Templeman and Pinchard's Is­
land asking that a light be erected on 
Penny's Rock on the South Side of 
Cape Freels. I think everybody who 
knows the place will admit that it is 
the wor.st place on this coast of the 
Island. If a light was erected there 
it would enable schooners to take their 
course from Gull Island. If a vessel 
is caught out there after dark and 
has not time to reach Sham bler's 
Cove she has to .spend the night in 
the Bay; whereas if a light was there 
she could put to an anchor. I hope 
that this petition receives the atten­
tion and consideration it deserves. 

May I also present a petition, Mr. 
Speaker, from the inhabitants of 
Brookfield asking that the dredge be 
sent there s·ometime next summer. 

• 
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The water is very .shallo1w there and 
most of the schoone·rs have · to Jo,ad 
aground. Last year Captain Kean 
just ~scaped an accident caused by 
loading a schooner agro·und. When 
half way across the Bay he discovered 
the rudder had started from the rud­
d·er case. If the dredge operated there 
fo·r a short while schoone~s could then 
load without going aground. I wo1uld 
aslr that the Ministe·r of Marine and 
Fisheries give this matter his earnest 
attention. 

RT • . HON. THE PRIME MINISTER 
-Mr. Sp,eaker, I ask leave to present 
a petition · from th·e inhabitants of La 
S'cie and Horse Islands. The peti­
tioners ask that during the summer 
months some coastal steamer call 
there. I under~tand that during the 
summer season the Islands are quite 
a resort for fish·ermen. The petition 
is a most reasonable one and I 
would ask that fu,e H·onorable Co.Jon-

' 
ail Secretary give this matter his 
best c·onsideration. 

HON. MINIST·ER OF MARINE .AND 
FISHERIES :-Mr. Speaker, I have 
very much pleasure in supporting the 
prayer of the pe.tition. On behalf of 
th1e petitioners, I may say that the 
Horse Islands is a pla.c.e inh.ab·ited by 
a large number of our fishermen, who 
are deprived of the services of a mail 
b·oat. I think it w·ould be only prop · 
er and right to have this b,enefit con­
ferred upon the P·eo_ple there and it 
ought not be a difficult matter to have 
the "Earl o·f De·von'~ or any other 

' 

steamer tha,t may be plying on the 
White Bay service to, at least, make 
one call at the H·o·rse Islands eith.er 
going north or coming so:uth, as it 
is only nine miles from La Scie and 
right in the road. I sinc1er1ely trust 
,that th·e request will be acceded to. 

MR. ·CURRIE :-Mr. Sp·eaker, I have 
a petition, whi·ch is of mo·re than o·r­
dinary inter·est, to pres·ent this after­
no.on and with which ho·norable :m.e·m-

• 

bers are already somewhat familiar. 
You will rememb·er th·at during the 
past we.ek a pub1lic m·e·eting of citiz­
ens was held and a series of Resolu­
tions we·re passed and presented to 
His Excellency the Governor. Th,ey 
were to be presente1d to b·oth branch­
es of the Legislature and I have been 
ent1~usted to p·resent ~h·em to this 
Ho.use. I shall ask the Clerk to read 
them. 

• 

"WHE'REAS in the speech deliver-
ed at the O·P·ening of the present , 
session of the Legislature the Go·v­
ernment announced their intention of 
holding a Gene·ral El1ection next 
mo·nth; 

"AND WHEREAS no voters' lists 
have been taken for the purp·ose o·f 
holdin.g a Gene·r·aI El·ec~ion as by 
Ia w provided; ; 

"AND WHEREAS the no·n-taking 
of the voters' lists and the holding of 
a Gen·eral Election in the month of 
May owing to weather and climatic 
c1onditions will me·an the disenfran-

, . 
chisement of thousands of electors o.f 
the co·untry destr'oying the fr·eedom o·f 
election and be subversive of one .o.f 
the cardinal p1rinciple·s of d·emocratic 
Gov·ernment; 

"AND WHEREAS the taking of a ( 
voters' list is absolutely ·essential to 
th1e right of the people to choose who 
shall r·epresent them in the Gove·rn-

. ment o.f the country; 
"AND WHEREAS the very foun­

dations o·f Governme·nt rest upon the 
freed·o,ni and purity of ·ele·ctions; ., 

''BE IT THEREFORE RE1SOLVED 
that the citiz·ens of St John's in pub­
lic meeting ass·embled do str·ongly 
and in the most emphatic · manner 
prote·st a.gainst the holding o.f a Gen­
eral Ele·ction next month, as the hold­
ing o.f sa.me under conditions as now 
exist will mean the disenfranchise­
men·t o,f thousands of electors through 
out the· Island, thereby destro;ying the 
freedo.m of electio,n so ess,en ti al to the 
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pro·per Gov;ernm·ent of the country; 
''BE IT ALSO RE'SOLVED that a 

copy of these Resolutions be· pre­
sented to His Excellency th·e: Go,ver­
nor and both branches of the Legis-
lature; 

"AND BE IT FURT'HE.R RESOLV· 
ED that sho·uld it be nec,essary in the 
interest of the country that an elec­
tion be holden in the month of May 
next, that His Excellency the Gov­
ernor be asked t,o ex·ercise the powers 
given him under the Electio·n Act by 
which he is ·enabled to; fix the date of 
nomination and that such date be not 
earlier than the 16th day of May 
next." 

The substanc~ of the petitio1n, Sir, 
is to ask that the holding o.f the elec­
tion be defer·red till the fall; o·r fail­
ing that to fix the date· of nomina,tion 
not e:arlier than the 16th day of May 
in order to give the people of the 
country an op.portunity of hearing the 
policies of the various opposing poli­
tical parties, and to give them privil­
ege of seeing who their representa­
tives are likely to be. 

The petitioner·s are the citizens of 
St. John's. So far as I ca.n gathe1· th.is 
is purely a spontaneous request on the 
part of the peo·ple. I have s:een it 
stated that it has been the work of . 
politicians; but as a politicion and as 
one who would naturally be interest­
ed in such a petition I may s.ay that 
personally,' I know of no politicians 
wh.o are behind this movement. Thiis 
popular o·utcry has · develo1ped because 
of the extrao·rdinary co·ndition of 
affair.s. The Government suddenly 
made up its mind that it was going 
to appe·al to the co·untry. With that 
position I do· not know that I can quar 
rel. I have already stated my oplnio:Q. 
here in this House, that sho·uld the 
Government think it was justified in 
appealing to the co·untry I did not 
think there was any reaso·n why that 
privilege should not be acco,rded. My 
objection to the election is that no 

opportunity will be given to the peo­
ple to give mature consideration to 
the issues to be· placed b·e·fore them 
or to weigh the qualifications 0 1f the 
candidates seeking their suppo·rt. Ac­
cording to a stateme·nt made by the 
Hon. Mr. Ellis: in the Upp·er Chamber 
yesterday afternoon it is the intention 
of' the Governm.ent to have an 
election noit later than the 
8th of May. A day or two ·ago, if I 
understoo·d correctly, the Prime Min­
ister, stated here that no date, had 
b1een set for the election and that the 
Government would delay the election 
to give the men who are overse·as an 
op·portunity to return home and cast 
their votes-that the Government did · 
not p·r·opose disfranchisii.ng these me1n. 
Now, unless the ·Prime Ministe·r is in 
possession of some info·r·mation that 
is not yet public prope,rty, I do n'ot 
slee how these men are ,going to· get 
an opportunity to vote, b.ecause as far 
as I can gather it i.s ·not possible for 
them to· reach here by the 8th. of May. • 
A small number are· now on the way; 
but there a.re twelve or fifteen hu.n-. 
dred wh.o w,ill not be able to get ho·me 
by the 8th of ·May. Th~t is a.s I un­
d·erstand the .Position from th.e infor­
mation , I have b1een able to get. I 
think that is an imp·o·rtant matter. 
Thesle m.en have 'been go·O'd enough to 
go across th.e sea and take a gre,at 
risk in a fight for our libertie1s, and 
it wo·uld be a s.hame if anything were 
done to depr·ive them o·f the :P·rivilege· 
of expr·essing their o·p-inio.n o·n public 
affair·s. I raised that q ue,stion the 
other day. 

I also ra.ised the question of ca.ndi­
date,s getting to their districts in s,uf­
ficient time to see their co·nstituents 
and put the i,ssu.es fairly and squarely 
b.efo.re them. There a.re districts in 
this country where this will not b.e 
po113sibie. Take the District I have the 
honour to ' re1pre·sent-the district of 
Burin. It ls almost imp.ossib1le to get 
around that District in o·ne mo·nth, and . 
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it is one o,f the easiest Districts. on 
the so1uth Coast, containing about 
forty or forty-five places . If you take 
one place each day you cannot cover 
it in the twenty-five o,r twe1nty-,six 
working days in a month. The peo­
ple will not have an 0 1pportunity of 
knowing what they are voting for; 
they will only kno·w that they are vot­
ing for the party that is out against 
the party that is in, o·r vice versa. Now 
take a District like Burgeo and Lru­
Poile 0 1r St. Barb1e. It will be utterly 
impossible for a Candidate to, can­
vass a Dfstrict like that in a month. 
He will not eve1n be able to meet the 
people, and if he is a new man they 
will have to take him o·n what they 

· hear, for · they · will not even have the 
opportunity of ,seeing hi.m If they 
knew him they might not like his 
methods, but as it is they may have 
to vote for him b·ecause he. represents 
the party that they favo·ur. Now, I 
think that is unfair, and if the Gov­
ernment is so sure of coming b·ac.k as 
it p·rofe.sses to be, there should b·e no 
possible objection to acce,ding to the 
request made here that the date of 
Nomination should not be earlier than 
the 16th of May. There is nothing 
against holding the election at the 
later date in May. As far as men 
from Conception Bay going to the Lab­
rado·r the~ do not get away till the 
end of May or early in June. My hon­
ourable friend the Member· from Har­
bour Main raised the po.int he,re the 
other day that the men from his dis­
trict left fo1r the Labrado·r early in 
May. .1 have bee·n talking since· then 
• 
to one o·f the most prominent fish 
killers in that District and he told me 
that last year he did not leave till the 
15th in June; and that most o·f the 
men do not leave till the end of May 
or the first of June. 

MR. WOODFORD :-That used to 
be the custom; but the custom now 
is to get away as e1arly as possi_ble to 
secure go.od b·erths. I can mention 

the name of ,one man who le.ft on the 
15th of May last year. 

MR. CURRIE :-That may be. But 
it would be absurd to seriously c.on­
tend that b1ecaus·e one m1an left last 
year on the 15th of May to go to the 
Labrador that that would be an argu­
ment for h 1o:iding the election during 
the first W 1e·ek in May, and why it 
should not be postponed till th·e 16th 
or 20th. I maintain, Sir, that the 
fisherm,e·n do not usually go down 
till the end of May or first week in 
June; and this year they will be· even 
later on account of a backward 
Spring. Th,er·e wo.uld b·e no 'disad­
vantage fr·om delaying the date to 
that set by these Resolutions. Fur­
ther there will be c1ertain advantages, 
b,e,cause if we1ather conditions are 
such as they are now· it will be im­
possible to get to the polls at the 
earlier date. As far as my own Dis-

. trict is con·cerned, I think there will 
be m·o·re peopl1e to vote at the later 
date. The Bank fisherm.en may be 
back from th,eir first trip b1y that 
tim·e. They will have· spent a month 
on the Banks and be back outfitting 
for the second voyage; so that as far 

' 

as Burin is conc·erned more people 
will get an o·pp~rtunity of voting late 
in May than early in May. 

It has .always be·en the custo:m­
except in the case of the S'p·ring Elec­
tion of 1909, and that was an exce,p­
tional election- to give at least .five 
or six weeks notice of an election. 
Furthermore elections have always 
been held in the Fall and people have 
been ·a war;e months befo·re that either 
d·uring the last wee'k in Oct,o·ber or 

' 
the first week in Nove·mber an elec-
tion would take place. In 1909 just 
twenty-eight days elaps1ed between 
the issue of the Proclamation an·d 
Polling Day. The Proclamation was 
issued on the 10th of April and 
Pollin.g Day was on May 8th. But 
there were exce·ptional circumstances 
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tliat called for that election. There 
had been a General Election in the 
Fall of 1908 and the Gov·ernment 
Party and the Opposition Party had 
each return·e1d 18 men. Three ·efforts 
were made to meet this Ho.use and 
pass Supply, but it was impossible 
to elect a Speaker. An app.ea1 to 
tl1e constituencies was imp,e·rative; 
but the people knew what the appeal 
was about. There were n.o, new poli­
cies and 110 new candidates. Th.e· is­
sues were the same as in the Fa11 
and the people knew what was taking 
place. At the present time the con­
ditio11 is entirely different. The 
country today does not know what 
the policy of m)'~ Right Honorable 
friend the Prime Minister is and the~r 
will not kno.w; because it will be im­
possible in many cases for the mail 
even to reach distant sections of the 
cou11 try and take his Man if es to and 
show what his policy is. I subn1it 
that that is not a square deal and 
that my Right Honorable friend him­
self knows it is not a square deal, 
and I think if he had his own way 
ab·out it he would allow lots of time · 
-he would be willing to give this 
country sufficient time to hear what 
he has to ·say. Now the same applies 
to any party that may oppose the 
Government. The peo.ple will not 
have an op·portunity of discussing 
any policy that may be placed before 
them. 

These ar·e a few of the reasons, 
Sir, why these Resolutions have em­
anated. from th·e people·, and surely 
the Government or whoever is respon­
sible for fixing the date of the elec­
tion is not going to cast aside a pe­
tition from such a number of people 
as does tl1is petition wl1ich I have the 
honor to present this afternoon. I 
hope the Government will take cog-
11iz~nce of these Resolutions and give 
consideratio11 of tl1em. It is not 

ofte11 that the people express them-

selves in this way. We are always 
talking about this country having no 
spirit. We a1~e always saying that 
the ·people have no public spirit. We 
are al ways saying that the people are 
i11different-that they do not care, 
that they are satisfied to let things 
go on as they are. We are always 
claiming this, and yet when we find 
the people expressing their opinions 
and asking that they be heard their 
request is treated in some quarters 
with contempt. Now, if you want to 
encourage public opinion and public 
spirit in this country you must listen 
to requests like this. No harm can 
com·e to · the Government by accept­
ing th~. request O·f the petitioners. I 
have much pleasure in supporting 

• 

the Resolutions. 

MR. MORINE :-Mr. Spe·aker, I was 
not aware that this petition was to 
be presented this afternoon, therefore 
any remarks I make are dictated not 
by previous consideration b1ut by im­
pressions I have received this after-
noon. ' 

I think this petition calls for some 
observation. In th·e first place we 
must remember that it emanates 
from a public meeting of the citizens 
of St. John's, and in my opinion is 
the spontaneous outcome of public 
feeling, a11d is not merely the r·esult 
of political manip·ulation. Therefore 
it is entitled to the utmost respect 
and consideratio·n. The position 
which has now arisen, referr·ed to by 
the Hon. introducer, is largely due ·to 
th·e change of party lines which has 
takeri place during the past few years, 
resulting in the disorganised state of 
public opinio11; so that today there 

• 

is no regular organised pa.rty in op-
position. I sympatl1ise with the peo­
ple who are moving in this matter 
rather than blame them. Such an ex­
hibition of public feeling ought to 
have taken place long ago. That it has 
not ·is due to the fact that those who 
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should have assumed the· role of lead-. 
ers have not come forward a11d have 
i1ot exercised the rigl1ts of leadership 
which were vested in them. There­
fore the people felt that tl1e time had 
come wl1en they sl1ould act on tl1eir 
own initiative; and i1ecessity compel­
ling them to move in the matter, they 
adopted the expedient of public meet­
i11g; a11d these Resolutions were the 
spontaneous outcome of feelings long 

I • 
suppressed but now demanding vent. 
Therefore I say that this expression 
of their feelings is e11titled to more 
than ordi11ary respect; and I feel it 
encumbe11t upon me to speak in its 
behalf although ·1 have not had prev­
ious notice of its presentation. 

There is one point that I consider 
I should dwell particularly upon, and 
tl1at is in connection with what I co11-
sider is the mistake that has b.een 
made by those who have been mov- · 
ing i11 this matter. The mistake is a 
na·tural one for laymen to make, but 
one which constitutional lawyers 
would have set right at once. It is 
a mistake tl1at hits at tl1e root of 
democratic government, is altogether 
irreconcila.ble with the principles of 
liberal forms of administration, and is 
unfair to the gentleman who occu­
pies for the time being the position of 
Gover11or of our Colony. Because the 
Election Act says that the Governor 
shall fix the clay of tl1e electio11 and 
does not use the familiar expressio11 
"tl1e Governor in Council," a belief 
has arisen in the minds of the public 
that in the exercise of this prerog­
ative concerning elections the Gover-.. 
nor in his personal capacity and as 
Governor can do as he pleases '\Vith­
out the advice of his responsible Mi11-

. isters. To accept such a positio11 
would be to run contrary to recog­
nised constitutional law, and to vio­
late one of the fundame11 tal principleB 
of democratic government,-a prin­
ciple which the people of this country 

four score years ago, fougl1t for u11der 
the name of representative govern­
me11t, ancl te11 years later fought for 
under tl1e i1ame of respo11sible gov­
er11111ent. The fatl1ers of tl1e Liberal 
party, the fathers of the people of St. 
Jol111's and tl1roughout the country, 
who conte11ded for representative 
government in 1843, and for respo11-
sible government a few years later 
fougl1t for the principle that in all 
things that concerhed the affairs of 
this Colony, this Legislature elected 
by the people, and the Governor witl1 
a Council ame11able to the will of this 
Legislature, should absolutely con­
trol all our affairs; and if we were 

• 
i1ow to concede that the Governor in 
his own proper person had the right 
to fix the days for the holding of an 
electio11, we would be giving up to 
that degree our system of representa­
tive and responsible government. I 
want to lay down here as a principle 
of democracy and of democratic gov­
er11ment, a principle of liberal gov­
er11ment, a principle fo~ which I am 
prf pared to fight and if necessary die, 
that in all that concerns this Colony, 
the Governor 110 matter who he may 
be must act under and in accordance 

• 

with the advice of his Ministers; and 
if he does not so act, there is but one 
thing he can do, that is, to accept 
tl1eir resignation and appoint their 
successors, who i11 their turn may or 

· may not accept responsibility for his 
dismissal of and his refusal to ac­
cept the advice of their predecessors. 
There is in constitutional doctrine, 
no moment of time, no interr·egnum, 
during whicl1 the Governor can act 
except upon tl1e advice of the ·Minis­
ters of tl1e Crown. If, for insta.nce, 
the Gove1,nor fixed a day for the elec­
tion otherwise than upon the advice 
of his Mini.sters, and could not get a11 
incon1ing Governn1ent · to accept re­
sponsibility for his act, he would 

11a ve to be recalled. That has been 
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recently laid down in a case in Tas­
mania, where the Secretary for State 
writi11g to the Governor in reference 
to an election, and having the sub­
ject brought up by an incoming ad­
ministration, clearly enunciated the 
pri11ciple that the Governor of the 
cou11try i11 all thi11gs must follow tl1e 
advice of his constituted advisers. I 
speak thus for two reasons. Firstly, 
because it is only fair to th·e present 
Governor of this Colony that he 
should be freed from any ~e11se of 

' 
personal respo,nsibility i11 this or any 
other like matter. He has no power, 

· no authority to do otherwise than act 
as I have stated. I point this out in 
justice to him, and also in fairness to 
those gentlemen . who approached him 
the other night, that His Excellency 
in whatever he did in the premises 
was acting not in his personal capac­
ity but in the perfo·rmance of his 
bounden duty-obeying the advice of 
his Ministerial advisers. Secondly, in 
tl1e interests of liberal Governme11t, 
in the interests of democracy and of 
responsible Government, in the inter­
ests of everything for which the fath­
ers of this country fought eighty 
years ago, namely, that everything 
that concerns this Colony must be 
do11e by a Governor responsible to 
this I~egislatur·e through his Minis­
ters. The present Government must 
accept full responsibility for what the 
Gover11or has done; and it is a mis­
take politica1ly and tactically, to put 
the Governor in such a position-to 
allow the Government to say tl1at he 
did it and not they. . The Go,:-ernor 
did not d·o it; the Government did it. 
S'ir W. F. Lloyd as Prime Mi11ister is 

• 

tl1e person most responsible; and I 
believe that that responsibility he 
will in no wise shirk. That is a con­
stitutional doctrine, and I hope it will 
11ot be forgotten in this country that 
loves liberal principle and democratic 

free a.11d responsible Government, by 

)' 

the people, for the· people and of the 
people. 

As far as my district is concerne<1 
it does not make any differe11ce what 
election date is set, as many of the 
people whom I represent will be at 
home early in May as i11 November. 
The real difference it will make, will­
be that the later .the date the more 
time the candidates would have for 
visiti11g the various settlements. To 
enable that to be done would be very 
desirable; but as I said on the first 
day, and I wa·nt to repeat it no1w, the 
main objection to my mind is not be­
cause there will be lack of opportun-

, 
ity lo vote. We have been given 
figures here that as far as the num­
ber of votes is concerned the 1908-9 
elections show that just as many 
voted in May 1909 as in November 
1908. But that is begging the ques­
tion. What I co11tend is, not that the 
exercise of the franchise will b·e re­
stricted, but that the people will be 
denied the opportunity of exer'cising 
the franchise intellig·ently. Some 
people think that it makes no differ­
ence how many meetings are held ·to 

• 
discuss political matters, nor how 
widespread the canvassing may be, 
the electors will vote in any cas·e. 
But that, in my opinion, is gorng on 
the asst1mption that the people are 
not intelligent. Now I hold that the 
electors of this country, although not 
in some instances highly e·ducated, 
ar·e highly intelligent, and I think 
some opportunity should b·e given 
them of hearing the arguments of 
candidates and a free discussion of 
public matters, · so that they may ar-
1·ive at an intelligent conclusion as 
tu how they should vote on polling 
day. This is to my mind most import­
ant and in the interests of electors 
and candidates should not be over­
looked. , 

On that ground I am opposed to a 
. Spring , electio·n: not be·cause 011e day 
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in May is set instead of ai1other, be­
cause this is a matter of detail; not 
because of the fear that fewer votes 
will be cast; but b.ecause no oppor­
tunity is afforded the people of meet 
ing and discussi11g the man11er i11 

· wl1ich the affairs of the country have 
been administered, the pro bl ems that 
beset the country and the best way to 
meet them-discussions which should 
be based upon information laid be­
fore them; and I think that privil­
ege 'vill be denied them unless the 
election is held in the Fall. · What 
happened in 1909 makes no differ­
ence. 

The fact remains that physical <'On­

ditions make it impossible for the can­
didates to get around amongst their 
constituents, particularly in the North 
ern districts, in preparation for a 
Spring election. My district requires 
at least six weeks' canvass. With a 
ste.amer and modern conveyance·s it is 
poss'ible to do it fairly well in four 
weeks. In certain seasons of the year 
it is impossible to do it at all. I for 
one will not attempt to do it in \Vhat 
I would consider an adequate fashion 
unless the proper opportunity is 
given me. I would have to apologise 
to the people for my inability to get 
to them. It will be impossible to dis­
cuss the various p·hases of the cam­
paign with them; and consequently 
tl1ey will not be enabled to exercise 
an intelligent franchise. There is 
another reason as well. The present 
Government has been in power a little 
over a year. How they have exercised 
that power has not been explained to 
us. We have seen vario·us repo·rts in 
the newspapers but we have had no 
.information laid before us in this 
House. My Rt. Hon. friend the Prime 
Minister said ''the people know us.'' 
I think what hemeans is that the peo­
ple have been told a lot of things 

about them. The way the people 

should know them would be through 

the authenticated · accounts of their 
administr·ation. It is unfortunate that 
neither in public no·r in this House 
has there been an opportunity of dis­
cussing in this way the affairs of Gov-

• 

ernment during the past twelve 
months. I heard a gentleman in the 
Upper House say he believed the Gov­
ernment deserved well of the people 
during the past twelve months. That 
may be so; but the fact remains that 
whether fortunately or unfortunately, 
the electors of this country, the peo­
ple who own this country, the people 
who have the right to say the last 
word in the affairs of the co1untry, the 
people who are to be the jury of last 
resort, have had no opportunity of in­
telligently discussing affairs that con­
cern them most intimately. My Rt. 
Hon. friend says he is prepared to 
issue a manifesto to explain his pol­
icy. But what belief can be placed 
upon a manifesto? Wha.t opportunity 
will be given the people in public 
meeting to discuss that manifesto and 
hear the arguments for and agains't 
it? Take Green Bay, what opportunity 
will there be for the people around that 
Bay to hear such a manifesto dis­
cussed in an adequate fashion. He 
knows there will be none, and in that 
sense any election that takes place in 
May is a virtual disenfranchisement of 
the people in this district. I think 
it would have been better if that fact 
11ad been considered, and that fact 
would have been considered if that 
m·eeting had not b.een the s·pontane­
ous outburst of people who have had 
little political experience. The public 
ought to be sympathised with be­
cause those who ougl1t to be leaders 
have 11ot come forward as leaders in 
tl1is matter. 

I heard yesterday i11 the Upper 
House an argument which I had 
11eard used in this House bt1t had not 

taken much notice of, but I 11ow sug­

gest it to the Prime Minister. It is 
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with reference to the mo11ey bills 
which 11ave to be passed. As I un­
derstand it, it is the intentio,n of the 
Government to hold this election and 
open the House in June to p·ass the 
money bills. That is .going to press 
matters very closely. I do not know 
what arrangements have been ma.de, 
but I can see the possibility of dis­
aster following a course like that. 
Suppose the election results as it did 
in 1908; what will then become of 
ou·r financial position? Suppose the 
returns cannot be got in_; suppose 
some of the returns are lost so that 
we cann·ot get the House together . 
These are not merely visionary, they 
are possibilities. I am sure we are 
all interested in -having the fi11ancial 
position of this country m.aintained; 
and I woula suggest that the Rt. Hon. 
the Prime Minister introduce a Bill 
before we go away, which I feel sure 
will b·e passed unanimo·usly by the 
House, as was the Election Act, giv­
ing him pqw·er to deal with the finan­
cial ~ituation that " faces us next 
June. Then no matter what the re­
sults may be, we need not be in fear 
and trembling as to unforeseen con-
tingencies. • 

, 

MIN.ISTER OF · :MILITIA.: -Mr. 
Speaker, I . do not wi,sh to unnecessar­
ily delay the -House, but I cannot let 
the opportunity pBJss. witho,ut express­
ing my views on the reso,1 ution before 
the Chair. As a r·epresentative of a 
section o·f the City I may say that 
I have read reports o·f and have watch­
ed proceedings relative to the · pu.blic 
meeting recently held, discussed this 
afternoon, and I have been aware of 
the attendance of a delegation fr'om 
that meeting upon His Excellency the 
Governor the other nighL I have· been 
deeply intere·sted and have noted what 
has taken ·I>lace; and have come to the 
concl usdon that those attending that 
meeting are entitled to co,nsideration 

, and sympathy. I would not be a fitt-

/ 

ing representative of the City if I did 
not in my repre.sentative capacity 
~aise my voice in protest against dis-­
paraging these who have b,een actuat- ,. 
ed b1Y proper and correct motives. I 
do not think it is to be desired, and 
I ao not think the Government de­
sired that people who, exercise t11~r 
r;ights as citizens should be in any 
way disparaged or in any way depre­
ciated. A deputation consisting' of 
citizens waited on His Exce1llency the 
othe1r night. I saw the parade. I 
passed it on the .street; and I was 
very much impre,ssed with the num­
bers and repr'e·sentative capacity of 
tho:se who composed it. They went as 
orderly citizens; I knew most of 
them; recognized many of them as 
fr:iends and s:upporters of mine; and 
they were going to perfo,rm a duty 
which I think they had a perfect right 
and legitimate. 

As to the respo·nse to the resolu­
tions, I think the Government had a 
perfect right to use their own mind 
on the subject. As to, an electio,n this 
Spring, if I hµ.d the choice we would 
not have ·one. . I would have1 been in 
favor of a Fall election. But as I am 
not a member of the executive, if I had 
had a voice in the decis1ion I -w~o,uld 

have had said, if we1 can carry on till 
the Fall so much. the better; f 0 1r the 
reas.ons that it will give the Go·vern­
ment a greater opportunity to lay the 
facts of their administration before the 
people, and the people themselve,s a 
greater oppo·rtunity to digest the,se 
facts and decide how they will act. 
Howeve.r, the Government no, doubt, 
are in possession of information which 
in their o,pinion makes an election in 
the Spring a necessity. I heard the 

' 

Prime Mini,ster explain the ,situation . 
from the view point of the Govern­
ment. I have heard the1 Finance l\1:in­
ister explain it from the view point 
o·f our financ,ial position; and I am 
satisfied as to the sincerity of their 
explanati<'J'n. As far as St. John's 

• 
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West is concerned, I do not think it 
makes much difference what time the 
election take.s place. It is just as easy 
and just as convenient to hold an elec­
tion in May as it would be in October 
or Novembe1r. Therefore perso·nally 
or politically I am not affected by the 
date upon which the election _will be 
11eld. A large n11mber of my consti­
tuents have protested again.st an elec­
tion being held as early in May as sug­
gested, and asked that it be postponed 
from the 16th to 26th of May. I do 
not think it would make a difference 
to 10 voters in St. John's West wheth­
er the 16th or 26th of May is decided 
upon. I think the people would vote 
on the merits of the case on either 
date. Therefore I am as well pre­
pared to go to an election the first 
of May as I would be on the end of 
May. Some of those who 0 1rganized 
the recent demonstration did so for 
the purpose of exploiting their own 
political designs; but many of those 
who attended were representative cit­
izens and we.re ther·e exerci.sing their 
rights of c.itizenship free1ly and fear­
lessly. They say they want ·the elec­
tion postponed for othe.r reasons.. If 
so I do not know what these rea,sons 
are except that the petitioners are 
in sympathy with other parts of the 
country which perhap,s are not in the 
same happy position as the di.stricts 
of St. J ohn'.s East and We sit. This 
House, particularly on this side~ is 
representative of the diistant parts of 
the country and the members who re­
present these Districts ought to lcnow 
the wi.she.s of their constituents. They 
have been elected by larg,e majorities; 
and have given their assent to the 
holding of the election in the month 
of May. 

That is their business and they as 
the people's representatives are the 
ones that ,should know last. If there 
was any serious objection or any at­
tempt made that would seriously dis­
enfranchise the people, of their re-

spective districts they will have to 
bear the responsibility. Now, Mr. 
Speaker, the political situation in this 
Country to-day is peculiar. The· po­
litical situation in this country for the 
last few years has been a peculiar 
one. 

In 1913 we went to the country un­
der the leadership of Sir E. P. Morris 
on the one hand, and the Leadership 
of Sir Robert Bond on the other, and 
the Government of Sir E. P. Mvrris 
was returned to office. 

The following year the great war 
broke out, Newfoundland in common 
with every other part of the Empire 
had early realized that she had to take 
her part in the struggle. In th·e early 
days of the war, if you remember, the 

-first thing was to call out the Naval 
Reservists, then steps were taken to 
organize ·volunteer corps to the cre1dit 
of the young manhood of the country, 
be it said, they flocked to the colours 
in such numbers and beyond all ex­
pe·ctation that instead of the 500 men 
called for ,it was no time before we 
had 2000. It is not necessary for me 
to repeat here -this evening the record 
and fame they brought on this 
country. Not alone the men of the 
regiment, but the men of the Royal 
Naval Reserve, in the dark dal7S of 
war, Newfoundland in common with 
every other part of the Empire was 
faced with a tremendous and serious 
responsibility. As a sea-faring and 
maritime people, we were subject to 
the great on.slaught of the German 
submarine that .struck terror into the 
whole commercial world. Isolated ' as 
we were. Cut off from the main land. 
This, in my . opinion, was the most 
serious and terror.isling menace of the 
whole struggle. · 

In those early days not alone did 
we respond with men. Not alone did 
we respond with soldiers and sailors 
but we depleted ourselves and our fine 
fleet of ships. We depleted ourselve·s 
of our sealing fleet, and of every pos-
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sible ton of tonnage ~hat coultl be 
slipplied to give our Allies assista.nce 
for carrying on the war. Sufficient 
stress i1as not been laid on that fea­
ture of tl1e country's war work. This 
country did strip itself for the Allies.,. 
because we were loyal. Because we 
want~d our Empire and the Allies 
to succeed. In stripping ourselves, 
we made ourselves poor indeed. Iso­
lated as we were, it is not easy to 
coi1template how a country could have 
got over tl1e difficulty that had to be 
faced. First the Bruce went, then 
the Lintrose, two splendid modern 
and well appointed and furnished 
ships, ice-breakers, used for the car­
rying of our mails and pass~ngers be­
tween this and the main land. Then 
the Nascopie, Beothic and Adventure 
were all given up. Our Gover11ment . 
felt it their duty not to1 hampe1r their 
transfer. No other part of the Em­
pire could produce them. No other 
part of th~ Empire had the vessels 
that were so badly needed in the 
Wl1ite Sea, to· bring munitions and sup 
plies to Russia. Newfo1undla~d gave 
all she 11ad and that left her poor in­
deed. . The submarine menace came 
and I remember, how in the dark days 
of 1917 when this country was faced 
with a frightful situation. In March 
1917 I was in the position of knowing 
how things stood. I occupied the of­
fice of Colonial Secretary and in the 
absence of the Prime Minister I was 
acting in his stead, and from what I 
saw and from what I know, I realized 
that this Country was faced with a 
frightful situation and the Govern­
ment of to1-day felt itself burdened 
with responsibility. In the early days 
of April when the Prime· Minister re.;. 
turned, I advised him that the best 
tl1ing to be done would be to form 
;i Coalition Government. They had 
formed a Coalition Government in 
Great Britain and the time had come 
for this country to consider the sa.me 
question. It was not done for anv ul-.. 

• 

terior purpose but for t11e safety and 
'v-elfare of the country. That all par­
ties might work together for the one 
end. We might all pull together in 
the one boat, to get the country over 
the disasters that threatened her on 
every side. 

At that time there was not a ton 
of salt in the country. Not a single 
steamer available. I might be· asked 
how the Coalition Government ·would 
remedy that. It may not remedy that. 
I. submit but if we put · our case so 
strongly before . the British Authori­
ties, I argue the case was made very 
much stronger if we wer·e unani­
mously going to carry on the Govern., 
ment during the war. The prospect 
of no salt arriving here and the pros­
J.1ect of O·Ur fishermen being unable 
to prosec'ute their voyage and the 
prospect of even if they did get their 
salt, not having tonnage to remove 
their fish made such more imper­
ative. 

Coal was dealt out by the bucket full 
I·eople had to go down to the Gov­
er1i.ment Engineer's office and get an 
order· fo.r a quarte·r ton of coal (the 
proverbial pauper's dole) but nothing 
better could be done, safety had to be · 
preserved at all cost. These were 

\ 

some o·f the problems that had to be 
faced in the early days of 1917.' Event­
ually Sir E. P. Morris, now Lord ]\{or­
ris and the then. leader of the oppos­
ition $ir Wm. Lloyd formed a 
Coalition Government. A Coalition 
that was subscribed to by every mem­
ber of this house, and up to the Fall 
of the year Sir Edward Morris was 
tl1e leader. After his subsequent re­
signation the present leader of the 
Government took charge. . 

I have no desire to stay in political 
life one hour longer than the people 
of this country or the people of this 
town want me to, but w~e I am here, 
and while I occupy a positio·n of re­
sponsibility, I will endeavour 1.tJ do 
my duty, and when I am relieved o·f 

• 

• 
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my duty, I will be quite satisfied. I 
will endeavour to do my duty to my 
country and the people of my coun­
try. I have yet to know any occasion 
that I ever went back 0 1n that prin­
ciple. This House is composed of re-

• • I 

pre,sentatives who at the last election 
w~re practically at each other,s 
throats, and it reflected very much 
to their credit that these men were 
big enough to come together and put 
their shoulder's to the wheel, to tide 
tl1e country over a period of trial and 
distress. 

People are too ready to tak·e the 
individual as an instance of the Gov · 
ernment. It doesn't matter to th(.: 
country as long as we have in charge 
of its affairs business-like legislators. 
Talk about policies, talk about mani­
festoes, talk about individuals. The 
concern of the country today is its 
future,and how its future is going to 
be conserved. It is all very well with 
the prosperity that has been ours for 
the past two years to say that every­
thing is ,going well and consider we 
are on the pig's back. It is all very 
well to live in a fool's paradise, but 
they have got to go back and consider 
the other side of the story. 

• 

There is no country that has con­
tinuous prosperity, there is no. coun­
try that has had uninterrupted good 
times. There are countries that have 
had prosperity away b,eyond what we 
have had today, who· have had the 1 

. 
sunshine of heav·en pouring on them, 
but who are today in , the slo·ughs of 
despair, poverty and want. I don't 
mean to prophesy that that is go-ing 
to happen in this country, and I d·on't 
think it will happen in this country, 
becau3e I believe that we will al­
ways be prosperous or at least fairly 
so. But we must rememb·er, - Mr. 
Spea.ker, that for the p·ast year or so 
we have had enormous prices for 
our ·pr.oducts, never equalled before 
in the history of the country, and it 

is unquestionably a fact tl1at these 
prices cannot continue. The ear·ning 
power of our people will be reduced, 
if the price of our product is reduced, 
and the question that strikes the 
thinking man is this: have our peo­
ple been co.ns·erving their money, 
have they saved and provided f o·r ·the 
rainy day, or have they sp-ent up to 
the limit. These are the questions 
that the thinking man of today ts 
asking himself, and he is wondering 
what is going to be the upsh·ot. 

You will remember that the Minis­
ter of Finance said the other d~y that 
the amount that will 'be required <lur­
ing the coming year for war pur­
poses will amount to nearly $5,000,-
000.00. Five millions of dollars will 
have to be spent during the co·ming 
year for the purp·ose ·Of payin.g off our 
soldiers. These claims will have to 
be met, and in addition to that, we 
are piling up a pension roll on ac­
count of the war that will go on for 
years and yea.rs, of at least $750,000 
per annum. $750,000 i-s looked upo11 · 

. as a capitalisation of $15,000,000. In 
addition to that is . the increased in­
terest on our public debt, which has 
unavoidably and rapidly increased 
since the war bro·ke out. The p·ublic 
debt of this Colony will be in·creased 
by at least 30% over what it was be­
fore the war. Then the pay of those 
in the public service has been in.­
creased, ttnd the cost of maintaining 
all the P·Ublic institutions. 

Now, Mr. Speaker, these are ~rob- · 

lems that have to be S·olved, thes,e 
are problems that ha.ve to be adjust­
ed, and adjusted very · quickly. The 
Government during the past year or 
two has turned many sharp, corners. 
We in this country have b·een most 
fort\1nate, more I. . believe than any 
other part of the British Empire or 
even the civilised world, in our war 
experience. People do not realis·e or 
know what has 11appened in other 
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parts of the woi~ld_ in connection ":ith 
· h ar We have not suffered f1om t e w · · 

hortage of food ·or clothi11g, and 
~ys . 
that in view of the fact that we 11~e 
on an island, away fr?m the m~1n 

l d where transportation is d1ffi­a11 , 
lt and where it looked at one time 

cu ' ff ~· 1 as if we would be cut o en-..1re Y 

f .. all supplies. Those who have 
JOID • • b 

had to look after the .sh1pp1ng p.ro -
lems of this country hf).ve, I cons1de·r, 

Pll. c;hed a great work, which will accom ~ . . 
rebound to their credit in years to 

e The merchants on Water St., com. . 
with all the·ir combined influence, 

ere absolutely impotent, ab·s.olutely 
w . b 
unable to handle the situa~on, a so-
l utely unable to get over the difficulty. 
They had to come to1 the Goven1ment 
a.nd ask the Government to help them 
out. They had to put themselves in 
the hands of the Government, not 
alone so that they woulg be able to 
get their salt and their· supplies, but 
in order that they wo·uld be able to 
get their fi.sh to market; and as I said 
before, we have gre1at cause fo·r thank­
fulness that we have come out 0 1f this 
war so well. Outside of the suffering 
and the loss and the anxiety suffered 
by the mothers and fothe~s, of the 
sons who have fought and died, our 
people have not suffered anything like 
those in other pla.ces. In Great Brit-, 

ain the people (and not alone the 
~'common" people, $01 often referred to, 
but all the peo·ple) have sacrificed 
every comfort, have sacrificed their 
homes, have sacrificed their pleasure, 
have sacrificed their. luxuries, and 
have lived in a way that it was not an­
ticipated they could exist, in order to 
try and help out the country and the 
Empire in the time of stres.s. Now, Mr. 
Speaker, we are faced in this country 

.,,,. 

with some of the after war problems, 
we are faced i11 this country with a 

situation that is not acute yet, but 

will be acute; and I have no doubt 

that when the pen.sions for our sol-

diers have got to be found, and when 

our staple may be . tumbling down in 

price, then the time will come that 

the stateman and the representatives 
of the people will have to show that 
they are able to· handle the situatio,n; 
and I . say, with all res.pect to the men 
on both sides of the House, that I 
hope when the new House meets here, 
we will have, not. alone representa­
tives of the mercantile people, not 
alone representatives of the fishermen, 
but also re·pr·esentatives of the labor­
ing classes of the country. I see, in 
the district of St. John'.s West, hun­
dreds and hundreds of men pouring 
out of the dock, out of the factories, 
out of the machine shops and out of 
the stores, men earning their bread by 
the sweat of the.ir brow, and follo.wing 
on the principle be-ing 'advocated by 
Mr. Coaker, that the fishermen should 
have representation in thi.s Hou.se, a 

· principle with which I have been thor­
oughly in ac·cord from the first day the 
representatives of the fishermen have 
come into this House, on which oc­
casion I stated that I was pr·oud to 
see them co·me into this House as re­
presentatives of that great body of 
men, I think every class should have 
representation . here. I think this 
count "Y ne·eds a co~o·rdina.tion of in­
terests, so that one interest will be 
looked after as well as another. . . 

I think, Mr. Speaker, that it will be 
a fortunate thing, when th·e next ses-

~ 

sion of this Legislatur·e meets, that 
we will see representatives of the 
lab.or inter~st on th·e floo·r of the 
House. We know there will be prob·· 
le-ms. The question of capital and 
labor is one that will r·eq uire early 
and close attention, and many difficul­
ties ar·e go-ing to arise in relation to 
sam·e. I was very much stru·ck witl1 
the idea that · a bure,au of labor, or 
cou.ncil ·o·f labor, should be founded, 
to handle all matters relatin.g to 
questions of labor. The Prime Minis-

' 
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ter suggested a departme11t of labor, 
better a.gain, so 1at tl1e worki11gma11 
may have some organisation which 

• 

will go far in preventing those ruinous 
strikes that so often bring loss and 
tro11ble on both employer and em ~ 

ployee. 

Mr. Speaker, I don't want to have 1 

it understood that I am saying this 
for election p11rposes. I clon't care 
whether it has any effect or not. l 
am sincere in my desire to serve the 
future interests of the people of the 
country, and now is the time to do 
son1ething to ob;viate trouble in days 
to come. Problems-the future is 
bristling with them, and it is time 
that the people realised that fact and 
got away from the pettiness that ls 

so often a feature of the press of the 
country. Why, it is disheartening 
when one go·es abroad, and perso11s 
will say, "What's wro11g with your 
press? they are doing your country 
more harm than good." (hear! hear!) 
Your country is suffering today 
through the misrepresentations and 
unfair criticisms of your public men 
and others, who are· desirous a11d 
willing to work in the interests of 
your count1'*y." It is deplorable, and , 
I only hope that the time is coming 
when the larger issues will be given 
the requisite attention and petty, per­
sonal matters a11d petty, party poli­
tics occupy an obscure place in our 
local press. -

We want to live in this country, 
we want our children to live in this 
country and made decent itizens and . 
fit men to carry on the business and 
p11blic life of the country. I think it 
is an unfortunate and deplorable sit­
uation to see some of our public men 
slandered and abused and vilified by 
the press; I am not referring to any 
particular section of the press, but 
speaking generally. We should re­
memb1er that there are grave issues 
at stake an~ great probiems that have 

• 

to be met and solved. The future wel­
fare of our soldiers and sailors, their 
re-establishment i11 civil life, the 
building up of industries and the 
placing of these men so that their lot 
may be better than they had bee11 
before. It will be too late when the 
men are in ·need and when the men 
are walking the streets unemployed, 
and it will be too late when the inen 
leave the cou11 try to make a livi11g i11 
some foreign land to make that land 
richer a11d llS poorer by their ab­
sence. 

Wl1ether we are going to have an 
election this Spring or whether we 
are goi11g to have an election this 
Fall, or whether it is going to be 
held on the 1st of May or on the 20tl1 
or on the 30th of May, it is a matter 
of indifference to me The 011ly tl1ing 
I hope is that the Government 11ave 
decided well and right and that theJ 
have decided in the best interests of 
the country. But I hope that the 
electorate will realise that it is the 
business and duty of every man and 
the prerogative and right of every 
man to go to the polls a11d vote fear­
lessly and fairly and mark his ballot 
for those whom he thinks best cap­
able and suitable to govern the af­
fairs of this country. As to the out..: 
come, it is not a question of party or 
side so long as this country is looked · 
after by the best men and the best 
organization. The same principle that 
applies to a government applies to a 
priva~e business. When a man opens 
a new business in · the community,' he 
does not pick up every man that offers 
for 11is manager, but he goes and gets 
the best he can so that his business is 
properly safeguarded and he takes ad­
v~ntage of every opportunity to make 
his business prosperous. And it is 
the business of the people of this 
country to-day to wake up to the fact 

that they have to choose their Man­

agers for the next four years. 
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The I1onou1~able member for Bona­
vista, Mr. Morine, made some refer­
ences aboµ.t the policy of the Govern­
ment. The policy of the National ·Gov­
ernment was to carry on the war. 
Tliat is true. We, Sir, did not .sink 
our political convictions. We merely 
formed up as' · a Government to carry 
on the War. That Government has 
carried on the war and evidently the 
people were satisfied to let them con­
tinue, but the members of the Nation­
al Government proposed to go to the 
polls before dealing with some of the 
war problems that have to be solved. 
I do not see whether there is any 
great issue at stake. There, may be 
some personal objections to some in­
dividuals of the Government occupy­
ing prominent positions or they might 
be some objections to certain indi­
viduals predominating the Govern­
ment. As a member o·f the National 
Government the past two and a half 
years, I have not seen any attempt by 
any individual or any one part to pre­
dominate the other part of it. It may 
11ave existed since I left the Executive 
Council, but when I was a member of 
that body I never saw any individual 
trying to control .it. If .the,re ever was 
any attempt to do so I do not think it 
would be tolerated for one moment. 
Therefore, I say, Mr. Speaker, that 
this country will have an .opportunity 
of deciding who shall govern them. I 
am glad that Mr. Morine this after-
11oon laid down the principle that His 
Excellency the Governor has not the 
power to veto or · the right to fix the 
date of the election. I think if that 
was conceded it would be retrogre·s­
sive step as far as o,ur independence 
is concerned. However much we 
might respect His Excellency, I do 
11ot think such power should rest with 
him. The tendency of the day is for 
the Dominions to have more indepen­
dence, to manage their own affairs 
and that tendency is encouraged by 

tl1e greatest British Statesmen of the 
• 

• 

day. Surely then we have intelligence 
• 

enough; and citizenship sufficient in 
this community for the people to pick 
out thos.e whom they should have to 
govern them, whether they belong to 

r 

one party or the other, or whether 
the Government is national in its 
character or co-operative. It will be 

· unfortunate· unless one ·side or the 
other comes back from the polls with­
out a substantial majority, as a strong 
government will be most desirable. I 
regret I am unable to take issue with 
the Government on the.ir decision with 
regard to the holding of the election. 
I believe r that they have decided this 
question according to their judgment 
in the best interests of the country 
and I hope that when the time comes 
for the . -:cction that the best men 
will w.in. 

RT. HON. THE PRDIE MINISTER: 
-Mr. Speaker, I would not wish it 
to be im.agined for one moment that 
any disrespect was shown to any pe-, 
tition presented to this House· or pre-
sented to His Excellency the Governor 
or the Government. Thi~ petition 
came from electors who are part and 

• 

parcel of the Government of the Col-
L ony, therefore, it would be highly im­

proper, as expressed in the petition, 
if it did not receive the utmost, fairest 
and fullest consideratio1n. But Sir at the 
same time, whilst fair and full con­
s.ideratio·n should be given to the pe­
tition of these citizens and whilst the 
very prayer of the petition itself means 
consideraion and having reviewe.d all 
the circumstances, I w.ish to point o·ut 
that the matter was considered and 
considered fully by the Government 
and by it the Governor was fully ad­
vised. The Governor was fully ad­
vised that the policy of the Govern­
me11t was to go to the ·country-in the 
Spring immediately this House was 
closed. This matter was discussed b·Y 
this Legislature· twelve months ago. 
It was then the desire and the ex­
pressed wish o·f the Opposition that 

( 
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this Assembly should be extended up 
to the 30th day of this month and they 
now have to live up to it. What further 
notice should be given to any political 
party or body of men than that an 
election would be forthcoming imme­
diately after the closing. of this ses­
sion of this Legislature. And it was 
not our own action that this House 
slhould extend the life of the present 
Government only up to April 30th. and 
our intention was not carried out but 
we were forced to the position of ac­
cepting a term ending on the 30th of 
April. Now, Sir, that Act gave notice 
to the country of a Spring election. 
At that time, as I say, the War was 
raging in all its fury, indeed th~ most 
desperate .straits of the war existed 
and continued to exist for a consid­
erable time. When five months after­
ward the war ca.me to an end and an 
Armistice was signed and we had no 
desire to come into this House and 
risk another refusal for an extension 
of the term o.f the Legislature from the 
Upper Chamber of the Legislature. I, 
for one, was not prepared to advise 
the Government or Governor to risk 
a second refusal and risk the taunt 
that we were trying to keep ourselves 
in office for another six months be­
cause we were afraid of an election 
in the Spring. We are ready no if, 
Sir, and we are seeking the earliest 
opportunity of giving those ":ho do 
not agree with us the first chance of 
voting against us. Yet we are cen­
sured for according that opportunity 
to them. I, S'ir, am not craving for 
a long political life: I am not an­
xious to sit in this place for an in­
definite time or to continue bearing 
the burden of Government, for, Sir, 
it is a burden which is by no mea.ns 
attractiv~, and I predict that whoever 
undertakes that duty, will have a 
most onerous task during the next 
few years. It is not a duty that any 
person can undertake with a light 
heart. I, for one, did not undertake 

it with a light heart, and I will be 
glad to be relieved of it; but, Sir, I 
will be relieved of it in a proper way. 
I will be relieved by the votes of this 
House or those who sent or can send 
members to this House. I have been 
given the confidence of this H ou.se 
and those who gave that confidence 
can take it away, and until that con­
fidence is taken away, no matter what 
I feel about the difficulties of the 
situation or about the onerous task 
before me, I am prepared as a citizen 
of Newfoundland and as a member of 
this Empire to do my duty; but im­
mediately an opportunity is afforded 
me of being relieved of responsibil­
ity and the duties I now undertake, 
I shall be glad -of the chance. There 
is no member of this Government 
who does not know my sentiments. I 
have often expressed them. The task 
of conducting this administration in 
these times, or any administration 
which will follow, is an exceedingly 
difficult one, and no man can lightly 
take it up, nor having taken it up can 
he lightly lay it down. There is a 
proper way of taki11g it up a.nd a 
proper way .of laying it down, and I 
am prepared for either. 

Now, Sir, it has been said in co11-
nection with this petition which I 
said has received our fullest sym­
pathy and fullest consideration that 
we are anxious to get a snap verdict 
right away. No, Sir, we are not. We 
are anxious to do our duty. The 

' 
whole trouble, Sir, is this: There 
are certain gentlemen rightly or 
wrongly who want to turn us out. 
They have been asleep for twelve 
months. They have never organised 
a party and even today tl}.ey have not 
found a leader and so want this in­
definite time to organise a party and 
find a leader. That is their default, 
not ours. If the country does not 
know our record for the past two 

years, it has the record of tl1ose who 
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went before us for the four years 
previous. My friend, the member for 
St. John's West, the Minister of Mil­
itia, already referred to the Coalition 
Government. Many reasons were put 
up to me as Leader of the Opposition 
by those who wanted to keep me from 
joining the then Administration­
political reaso11s and party reasons­
why I should not be a consenting 
party to any such C·oalition Govern­
ment. Why, they said I was very 
foolish to take 011 the burdens and 
sins and shortcomings of the Ad­
ministration of the past eight years. 
They said, You are going to risk your 
political future. I said, Yes I am, but 
I do not care. At the present time 
we are engaged in a war that causes 
all ki11ds of extraordinary difficulties 
for Newfoundland, and the difficul­
ties are becoming greater and greater 
every day. Our Empire is in a most 
critical position, and it is a pretty 
poor spirited public man who puts 
personal co11siderations first in. these 
dark days and ca11not sink his politics 
and take his chance of doing good. I 
said I am prepared to take these risks 
and if they overburden me I sl1all go 
down, but I shall go down not for 
want of trying to do my duty to the 
land of my adoption and trying to do 
n1y duty to my Ki11g and Country". 

We formed a Coalition. The Gov­
ernment we joined· had come into e.xist 
ence in 1913. It had been in existence 
for about four years. It had been in 
existence eight .years altogether, but 
under the last mandate it had been in· 
existence about four year.s and it was 
time to go to the country and secure 
a fresh mandate, but, Sir, times of 
great stress and great difficulties 
came along, and in view of these con­
ditio·ns it was decided not to, go to· the 

Country but to carry on-to adopt the 

motto of the Navy and carry on-no 

matter what happened. That we tried 

to do and that we did do. We felt 

that no· matter what the consequences 
were we would carry on and do our 
duty as far as our lights led. We 
would .have gone to the country this 
time last year and it was arranged to 
go to the country this time last year. 
We wanted a mandate from the'coun­
try. We wanted to give the country 
a chance of saying ,if it thought we 
had done right in ·fo·rming this Coali­
tion Government. If the co·untry could 
get better men or thought they could 
get better men, then they could give 
them the Government. But, Sir, as I 
have alr~ady intimated, thi.s time last 
year was a very cr.itical time, the time 
of the darkest days o·f ·the War. About 
that time I went over to England and 
in daily consultations with those in 
authority and I am able to, tell you 
what the feeling was theire in tho·se 
days only twelve mo,nths ago. The 
Imperial Military Staff were in the 
ut1nost concern whether either the 
British or French could hold out till 
th.e fall or whether they would not be 
separated and one of them smashed. 
The British could not give . another 
inch a11d they were in danger of anni­
hiliation by the large German Army 
under Prince Rupprecht. The·y had 
been dr.iven ha.ck a little earlier, a.nd, 
as tl1ey were too near the sea coa:st, 
they had now to make a stand. As I 
have already intimated the workshops 
and mfnes and every industry wher·e 
men could be found had been combed 
out and every pos.sible man put into 
the Army and every possible n1eans 
o·f transportation was being utilised 
to try and get the Americans over. 
The . great question O·f the Military 
Staff at that time was to so shape 
their policy as to e·nd the war as soon 
as possible. It was thought in1pos­
sib·le to end the war in 1918 and it 

. was doubtful if we could get a favour­
able decis,ion in 1919. The general 
impres.sion was the war would not end 
till 1920. It may be imagined, Sir, with 
what surprise the collapse of the ene-
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my was received five months a.go and 
what a mo·mentous change it brought 
about, and, Sir, that change affected 

' 
us. We, as a Government, could not 
come to the Legislature to ask, be­
cause of the War raging, for an ex­
tension of Parliament. The War has 
been over five mo1nths and we de not 
now ask for an extension, we prefer 
to face the electorate at once, as we 
cannot allow this Legislature to go 
out o·f existence O·n April 30th unle·ss 
we are prepared to put another legis­
lature there to carry on its work and 
that is what we purpose to do and 
that is what we must do under· the 
decision of the Legislature· a.nd that 
cannot be a surprise to anybod)r be­
cause everybo·dy in the country has 
had twelve months notice to that ef­
fect. 

If the elector·s think we ha.ve not 
been doing right, then· they will have 
the chance o·f saying so and e·ffectuat­
ing the remedy. The evidence we a.re 
going to be judged by is not some 
pap~r document; we are not a new 
party; o·ur record is not unknown to 
them; and we are going to· be either 
returned or put out on the re.cord of 

• 

what we have done the war period. 
Now, · Sir, I have tried to lay before 
the Ho·use the advice that was tender­
ed to His Ex.cellency the Gorvernor by 
myself and my colleagues. If it 
meets with the dissiatisfaction o·f a.ny 0 1f 
the electors, well, we · ha.ve tried ·to 
give them the first opportuniy ani:l the 
earliest chance of disapproving of it 
by casting their vote against us. 

MR. WALSH:-Mr. Speaker, I have 
i10· intention of making any lengthy 
reference to the petition before the 
House, as I think I · have alrea.dy made 
my position before the House clear up­
on this subje:ct; . but I notice· that the 
prayer of tl).e petitioners ha,s not re­
ceived that serious attentio1n from the 
last two s1peakers particularly, to 
v1l1ich .in my opinion it is entitled . 

• 

The Minister of Militia has delivered· 

what to my mind is 'his political fun­
eral oration. It is very rarely that 
that mournful duty is performed by 
the corpse; but I think it has been fit­
tingly rendered in this case, and round 
ed off very appropriately the ceremo1n­
ies in connection with his obsequies-
.to-be. 

The Hon. member for Bonavista, Mr. 
Morine, has stated that in his o·pinion 
the Governor, from the constitutional 
sta.ndpoint could do nothing else tha.n 
what he did with reference to the re­
solutions submitte·d to him by the pub­
lic meeting the other night; and that 
His Excellency in all matters of that 
sort had to be guided absolute!}· by 
the advice , o.f his responsible minis­
ters. That is as it s.hould be; and with 
those remarks I entirely concur. But 
I do 11ot think that the present Gov­
ernment as constitute,d, represents 
what is meant b·Y the term ''respo1n­
sible ministers". With all due respe·ct 
to the Leader of the House, he w·as not 
elected Prime Minister by the voice o.f 
the people; the present Go·vernment 
was not put in po,wer by the mandate 
of the people. He and they occ~upy 

their positio1ns in this House by what 
I conside·r a piece of po·litica1 jobbery. 
The Ho·n. Member for St. John's West 
sa.id that the amalgamatio·n or coali­
tio11 · to·ok place with the unanimous 
co,nsen t of the Hot1se. I disa.gree with 
that staten1ent; it dfd not re·cerive m.y 
consent. Fo·r the few months tl1at I 

' 

Siat on the other side, under the leader-
sl1ip of Dr. Lloyd, he was only a;cting 
le·ader. I al\vays understood that Sir 
Edwa.rd M()rris wo·uld return and as­
s-ume the leadership; and it was OJ?.lY 
in January 1917 that I and the public 
learned of th<? disgraceful deal which 
had taken place by which the. Govern­
m.ent of tl1e country was handed over 

' 

to a group of men not elected to that 
position by the will of the people. In 
connection with the resiponse made b·Y 
His Excellency to, the petition present­
ed to him tl1e other evening, I 'vould

like to say, with all deference to His 
Excellency, that in my opinion ~i.s po·­
sition should be made more secure; 
that he should be so circumstanced 
tl1at 11e would not be even thought to 
be dependent , on the friendship 01· sym 
pathy of any section of our country 
or Gover11ment ; and one way in which 
to bring about that state of affairs 
would be to have his salary paid by 
the Imperial authorities. For instance 
I have been told tha~ His Exce·llency 
participated in the re~e~t inc~ease of 
salary given to the c1v1l service and 
i1as had his salary raised to $16,000. 
I do not know whether that is so: but 
I would ask the Rt. Hon. the Premier 
if it is correct. . 

RT. HON. PRIME MINISTER:-! 
do not kno·w. You had better ask the 
question in the usual way. 

M& WA.LSH:-That is rather evas .. 
ive. You say you do not know; yet 
you also say that the affairs of the 
Gover11ment are well know1' to the 
country. In my opinion they ~i·e a 
closed book. Why are not the . ac­
counts tabled? Why doe:s not th.is· 
House know of the condition of af­
fairs? Take one instance: it is a 
notorious fact that for the last yea.r 
or two the means . of transportatio·n 
in tl1is country have been allowed to 
go down until now, in the words of 
the Hon. Col. Se1cy. "transportation 
over tl1e Re:id Nfld. Co'.s railway is 
neither safe for life or property''. Has 
a11y protest been entered by the Go·v­
ernment i11 this matter? I have h.eard 
of none. During the past co·uple of 
years a certain section of the p11blic 
press has criticised the Reid Nfld. Co. 
for tl1e indifference shown the pub­
lic; but since that se·ction of the preiss 
has linked up with the present Go;v­
ernment its criticism has ce·ased. 

As regards a Spring election, I am 
in hearty accord with the suggestion. 

~ 

The Government is mistaken if they 
think they have taken me by .surprise. 

• 

But I do not think the same thing ap­
plies to other se·ctions of the country. 
With . the principle that because some 
of the larger constituencies of the coun 
try desire a Spring election, we should 
tl1erefore have one, I disagree. The 
gentleme11 who speak that way are 
r epresentatives of so1me of the larger 
Northern districts; but they are more. 
.They are in fact the representatives 
of a large corporation or political or­
ganization, with councils in which for 
the past twelve months the political 
machinery has been working night and 
day; and it is not fair to the other 
sections of the country to take these 
districts to1 go before their constituents 
unprepared and unprovided with data 
from the public accounts and records 
oif the Government. And it is not fair 
to their constituents to · expect th£m to 
pass on a political issue without hav­
ing all the evidence from which to 
form an intelligent decision befo,re 
then. I hink if the Government is 
sincere in its desire to take the· pub­
lic into its confidence, the first tl1ing 
it should do is to table the public ac­
counts ·for the past year. Never mind 
getting on the floor of this House and 
giving a flowery. speech bubbling over 
with expressions 0 1f patriotism, love 
of Empire and devotio·n to the cause o~ 
the people. That is what has been 
done. We have heard a lot about our 
·retur:i;ied soldiers. But what are they 
going to do to back up their state­
me,nts. We have heard of the prom­
ises that have been made returned sol . 
die·rs; the re-establishment schemes 
that are going to place them in com­
fort and usefulness the rest of their 
days; and the broad programme that 
was to be arranged fo1r the care and 
sustenance of the dependents of tho,se 
who have paid the Supreme Sacrifice. 
But what has actually happe.ned? 
Have these p·romises been carried out. 
I know of instances where treatment 
was accorded returned soldiers and 
ciependents of soldiers who died 0 1n ac-
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tive service, not alone not in keeping 
with these much-heralded protesta­
tions of sympathy and concern, but 
positively disgraceful. That is not the 
kind of return these men want or de­
serve. They do not want flowery 
speeches about love of country and its 
defenders nor richly adorned descrip­
tions about trips abroad. But what 
they do want .is common British jus­
tice and fair play, and nothing more. 
Whatever little sympathy the Govern­
ment can expect from the electorate 
can only be obtained by taking the 
public into its confidence. The peti­
tion before the House this after11oon 
emanates from the people. It was not 
engineered by politicians. Personally 
I had nothing to do with the meeting. 
It is true I saw the parade, and if I 
was interested it was only from the 
desire to obtain some information 
ab 1ot1t it. The request for deferring the 
election comes from three thousand 
free and independent . elec rs; and 
their des.ire is entitled to the utmost 
consideration-far more than has been 
by the Hon. gentlemen who have put 
forward the Government's view of the 
matter. Personally again, I am :will­
ing to have a Spring election; in fact 
I want a Spring election. I want~d an 
election after I had been four years 
in this House. When petitions were 
being forwarded by the F.P.U. calling 
for an election I thought it was only 
right to 11ave one to carry out the 
principle that at least every four years 
the public should have the right of 
exercising their franchise. In 1913 
the public knows that I was prepared 
fo.r an election; and in 1919 I am sim­
ilarly well prepared.· As far a.s I am 
concerned I do not care if polling day 
were to-morrow; I am ready fo·r it. . 

Mr. Speaker, I have much pleasure 
in giving the resolution presented this 
afternoon, my hearty shppo1rt. 

HO • MR. COAKER:- Mr. Speaker, 
I "\vould like to say a few words on the 
subject discussed this after11oo·n. 

First I would like to point out that if 
there are to be any sufferers through 
the holding of a Spring election, it 
will be the extreme Northern districts 
- Twillingate, Fogo, and a porti(1n of 
Bonavista Bay. St. Barbe has already 
been provided for by allowing polling 
day for that district to be held at a 
later date than the other districts. 
But in the main the Northern --Dis­
tricts are the ones most likely to suf-

• 

fer from an early election. Yet like 
my friend from Placentia who says he 
has been ready for an election the past 
two years, I would like to say that in 
Twillingate we also have been ready 
and waiting for an election; and we 
are as ready to fight to-mor·row as we 
would be next November. We want 
to give the people a chance oif saying 
whether they want to keep tis in 
power or I>Ut us out-and to give them 
that chance without delay. That is 
why we in Twillingate want to have 
an election early in May. Twillingate 
sends a large fleet of vessels to the 
Straits and the French Shore; and the 
fleet leaves just as soon as ice con­
ditions permit . . I have known a fleet 
of 100 vessels to leave the South Side 
of Twillingate as early as the fir,st of 
May . In 1909 if the election had t:'lken 
place on the 15th instead of on the 
8th of May 500 me11 in Twillingate 
would have been unable to vote. Now 
there is no reason why we should not 
have an election early in May-at all 
even ts in Twillingate. If the ballot 
boxes ·and other material for the elec­
tions are to be distributed around the 
North .Side of the Bay, it will require 
at least two weeks to do so, 'as it must 
be done over the mail routes. If the 
election is set for the 26th. May it will 
be impossible to have the material 
sent by steamer because o·f ice condi­
tions. The only safe way would be to 
send it over land; but if a late day in 
May is chosen that route will not be 
available. Therefore the only time 
within which to have it done would be 
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some time within the next twJ or 
three weeks. At the present time you 
ca11 travel -quite easily around Green 
Bay by dog team-just as well as you 
could in February; and much the same 
applies to Fogo District. 

Mr. Speaker, objections have been 
r ised to a Spring election on the 
score that the Government want to 
obtain a snap verdict. The public of 
St. John's cannot know, do not know, 
the great difficulties that will be ex­
perienced if the election is postpc.lned 
to the end of May. The Legi.slature 

• must meet this Spring to take up tre­
mendous responsib.ilities. Great work 
has to be done the coming year ; and 
the difficulties we have overcome in 
connection with the war will be noth­
ing compared to what has to be over­
come in 1919. The public of St. John's 
do not realize the importance of hav­
ing the price of fish kept up. They 
do not depend so much on the price 
of fish as the people in the outpo,rtb. 
In St. John's labour is more or les.s 
plentiful; but the same thing does not 
apply to the Northern Districts. If 
we want our people to be happy and 
contented we must get as much for 
our fishery products as poissible. 
There will be seriou,s difficulties in 
the way of marketing our fish this 
year. When we know that the other 
day a steamer was sent from here to 

· Greece with a ·1arge cargo of fish; 
that when she arrived in Greece you 
could not get a d'ollar a quintal for 
the fish , that in fact the steamer was 
ordered away; that that cargo of fish 
had to be sent up the Adriatic to Rou­
mania; an.d that the shippers had to 
take Roumanian bonds in payment; 
we Will I think realize the difficulties 
we are up against. And to grapple 
with these difficulties we want to 
have a strong Government in power­
put there by the people and with the 
confidence of .the people. We have 
been dealing with serious matters dur­
ing the past two years; and those who 

know of our work and how we per-: 
formed our duty, realize how well we 
succeeded in grappling with these 
problems. It is easy enough to criti­
cize; but it .is not easy to· sit up late 
in the night facing problems such as 
we faced in 1918. The people have 
abused the Minister of Shipping,-a 
man with whom I had my difficulties 
in this House; but we know that that 
man by himself in 1917 and 1918 did 
as much for Newfoundland as the rest 
of Newfoundland put together. Lots 
of people want to know why I am con­
tent to sit side by side with the men 
I once o·pposed. It is because I kno~ 
them and they know me; and because 
I realised that in the interests of the 
country an amalgamation was neces­
sary. 

The Premier has said that it 
would be a pleasure to be defeated 
and so have the burdens of office 
lifted from his shoulders I say the 
same thing. Nothing would suit me 
better than to be defeated. I dread 
the responsibilities of the next fou -r 
years. There will be tremendous 
tasks to be performed; and only men 
with the most experience, with the 
most ability; men who best under­
stand the people; and men with the 
most courage ca11 hope to cope with 
these tasks. The Hon. Member for 
Placentia has spoke11 this after11oon 
about the condition of the i~ailway. 

For the past two yea.rs we have spok­
en about the railway and have bee11 
doing our best to remedy matters; but 
we have been surrounded by tremend­
ous difficulties. We have not sat 
down and allowed things to go fro111 
bad to worse without attempting to 
remedy them and make them right. 
These things have not been overlook­
ed; we know they require immediate 
attention; yet there are people who 
now desire us to postpo11e an electton 

for a11other six months, wl1ich will 

mean that tl1ese in1portant matters 
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will not be dealt with until the Fall. the responsibility of ·o.ffice tomorrow. 
These are matters that must be dealt I have tremendo·us responsibilities tn 

· with as soon as the eleotion is over. 
' 

As soon as we ,go to the p·olls we must 
ask the people how these matters are 
to be dealt with. It is of vital im­
portance to the whole country; 
which is one reason why tl1ere should 
b·e an early election. Within the next 
month the people must determine 
how these matters are to be dealt 
with. The Premier has already tolct 
you the position he takes in regard 
to an election and how he views his 
resp·onsibilities of office; and we arD 
all of the same opinion 

The country is going to b·e faced 
with ·conditions that it never saw be­
fore. The past four years will not be 
anything compared to the coming 
years. There will be great problem::; 
of reconstruction to take up; great 
constructive measures will have to 
be introduced if we want to keep our 
people employed and at home. Not 
because you are able to float a loan 
of millions of dollars that you make 
co11ditions any better. It is only b·y 
raising loans and giving your people 
emplo·yment in building up your coun­
try that you can hope to succeed. I 
believe in loans; a public debt if con­
tracted for useful purposes is the best 
thing for a country. Australia and 
New Zealand have millions of dollars 
of debt; but they have raised the 
loans for purposes ·of public utility. 
and so have b·enefited from them. I 
would not hesitate to raise ten mil­
lions of dollars in addition to our 
present debt ~ if I do something · bene · 
ficial for · our country. 

T'he only reason I remai11 i11 power ,. 

· is that I consider it would be coward-
ly to throw the burden on some one 
else's shoulders until such time as 
the people determine it would be 
better to have some other party un­
dertake the conduct of affairs. But 
it would ben·efit me to throw down 

, ' 

\ 

look after; a.nd with tl1ese interests 
calling for my attention it is not art 
easy matter to come here day after 
day and suffer blame and criticism 
for nothing. The interests of the 
country are at stake, and someOlle 
must govern it, and g·overn it in the 
interests of the people. I can tell 
those critics that ~~s far as the public 
accounts are concerned that during 
the past · 2 years nothing has been done 
that we are ashamed of. I am satis­
fied for every account to b·e placed 
on the Table and sent broadcast 
throughout the country. Whatever . 
l}app·ened in days gone by has not 
happened since we assumed office. ... 
During _the past two years I do not 
know of any frie11d of the Govern­
n1en t receiving one acre of land.

But if I had been anxious to see 
what tl1ey were doing, anxious to use 
my itifluence in favor of the outports, 
I could 11ave been there to see that 
st. John's got nothing more than be­
longed to it. I 11ave trusted my col­
leagues a11d I know they have do11e 
their duty. I k11ow of their labors 
day and night to help the Colony 
through the crisis that confronted . us 
since the outbreak of war. I am 
now prepared to go to a~y district in 
the Island where I have a right to go 
and submit my record to the elector­
ate, and if they want to defeat me that 
will be tl1eir opportunity. And the 
District to which I am prepared to 
go will not be T'willingate or Bona­
vista or any Union District either. If 
they want any more than that they 
will not get it from human nature. I 
do not want to delay the House any· 
longer. The time has come for ad­
journment; but I want the electorate 
of St. J o·hn's to · unde.rstand · that as 
far as I am concerned they can have 
an election the first of June if the 
public interests do not suffer. Im­
po1 .. tant matters will have to b1e dealt 
with this Spring, and in an election

the Northern Districts must 11ave a 
chance of voting.

In these Districts we are in the same

ier. In our own districts we cannot 
be beaten. I feel just as sure of be 
ing elected as Mr. Walsh does. The 
men know what the Union has done 
for them; have seen the prosperity it 
has brought them; and they have 11aJ 
more to eat and drink and are mor~ 
happy the past four years than ever 
before. 
. Newfoundland need not be asham­
ed of its connection with the war. It 
has done' its duty well. It has i1ot 
been as hard hit in certain respects 
as other parts of the Empire. We 
never had the same stringent food 
restrictions as they had in London 
and as they have to put up with in 
Italy today, where sugar js a rarity 
and butter and beef allowed only on 
certain occasions. 

I would desire the who1e Island to 
11ave plenty of time to thrash out our 
record, and I am only too sorry that 
we have not time to lay all our ac­
counts on the Table and let them ba 
published broadcast throughout the 
country. I am perfectly satisfied as 
to what tb,e verdict will be. I do not 
know what is going to happen in St. 
John's, b·ut I know what the . North is 
going to do. The Opposition can ta.ke · 
what action they like, ean twist and 
turn things to suit themselves; but 
tl1ey cannot prevent five or six North­
ern Districts from returning a dozen 
Union Members for this House. 

MINISTER OF MILITIA: - Mr.

I 
under·stand that the election bill is 
practically thr·ough, but it has been 
thrown up to us, that we as a party 
and as a Government are anxious to 
have a Spring election in this coun­
try, and in view of what has been 
said the Government has made an 
important decision and I wish to ask 
per mission to give notice of a bill to 
extend the present session o.f the 
Legislature and to move its first read­
ing. We shall take advantage of the 
present as far a.s the voters list is 
concer11ed, but we have decided not 

to take advantage of it in May. W~ 

intended to make this a regular ses­
sion or the Legislature, table all ac­
counts and brings in all legislation 
necessary, to place our hands fully 
on the tab1le and go to the country in 
the Fall. Therefore, we shall first 
ask this House to pass an extensio·n 
bill, if that is necessary. I do not 
think it is necessary, but it may be. 
The House can have the extension 
bill of such date and arrangements 
will be set forth by which an election 
can be neld in the Fall. 

I advise this course because I w-ish 
to show the country that as far as 
this Government is concerned, w~ are 
in earnest in this work and that we 
have no desire fo·r any snap verdict. 

As far as I am concerned when the 
country does not want my services, I 
shall be glad to be relieved of my 
responsibilities. I want the country 
to know that I a.m fully desirous of 
letting it know to the fullest extent 
the wo·rk oif the Government good or 
bad. They will have ample time to 
discuss these matters and if any op­
position party wish to organise, they 
will have sufficient time to do so, and 
if the co·untry decides to place them 
in P·ower, I shall be glad, but I do not 
fear that, biecause I am confident 
that the country will appreciate the 
efforts of the National Government to 
carry on under difficult circum­
stances, and I think we shall be 
able to convince the country at the 

' Hus tings of our efforts and their 
value. The people will be given the 
fullest opportunity to understand the 
situation. 

MR. CURRIE f-Mr. Speaker, this 
is a very important announcement 
that the Premier made this after­
noon. I hardly know what to say in 
face of such an extraordinary Volte 
Face. One day we are told with the 
greatest emphasis that we are going 
to ha 'Te an election in the Spring; 
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an election act is brought in and· 
passed; and then suddenly we have 
this extraordinary denoument, and it 
is difficult to understand what the 
Government means. I hope the Hon. 
the Prime Minister is quite sure of 
his position now, and that he .will 
not change it again. He says that 
this action is not due to any pres­
sure from the Opposition. I think 
that probably we shall find that ithe 
Premier has had to bow to pressure 
if not outside then within the Gov­
er nment and· that there is some­
thing very serious underlying thls 
extraordinary change. 
· I am not prepared to quarrel with 

the change myself. I was just as 
ready to face an election in the Spring 
a r; in November. I do not think there 
is any more possibility of the Gov­
ernn1ent being returned in the Fall

than in the Spring. I presume we 
will now go on with the .regula.r busi­
ness of the session. There is one 
statement by the Prime Ministel_\ 
which I hope is correct. He jus·t 
said that all information that we 
desired would be tabled to the fullest 
extent. I hope this will be done, and 
that the questions we shall ask will 
be fully answered.

MR.. JENNINGS:-Mr. Spe&ker, I 

beg to present a petition from ---­
in the District of Twillingate asking 
for a nt for a road. The petition­
ers point out t:Q.at the present grant is 
not sufficient to keep the road in re­
pair and they ask for an increased 
grant. 

I also beg to present a petition from 
the inhabitants of Cottle's Island ask-

ing for a sum of money to help finish 
a road partly made between th.at place . . 
and Somerton. 

The petitioners also ask for the s11m 
of $100 to repair a bridge on the local 
road. 

I ask that these petitions be referred . 
to the Departments to which they re­
late. 

MR. PICCOTT:-Mr. Speaker: I beg 
. . 

to present a petition from the inhab-
itants of , South Side of Har­
bor Grace and Riverhead in connection 
with a railway .station at the latter 
place. There is now a small way sta­
tio·n there and the people have derived 
great benefit from .it; but it is not a 
,regular station. The inhabitants of 
these places took this matter up with 
the Assistant Superintendent of the 
R. N. C.; and he wrote them to the e!-
f ect that the Company does not con­
template erecting any building.s . this 
year . . This w.ill entail great inco·nven­
ience on the, people; and 1 ask. the 
Government to intercede with the , 
Company on behalf of the petitione·rs. 
I may say that at present there is a 
small building the.re .but no agent; 
and if a real station were allotted to 
this place it would be· of the: greatest 
serv.ice to the people and not unpro­
fitable to the Company. There are 
about 500 or 600 people in 
and about 250 or 300 people o·n the­
South Side, and Riverhead is well 
pop.ulate·d; and it a station were1 plac­
ed .there these people would be spared 
the inconve,nience · of having to go to 
Harbor Grace for their shipments and 
having to cart it then to Riverhead 
and South Side. If it were placed at 
Riverhead it would · be ve.ry conven-

' i~nt and save about three miles of. 
·a journey. I ask that this · petition be 
submitted to the Department of the 
Colonial Secretary and bespe·ak fo·r it 
the sympathetic consideration to · 
which it is entitled. 

I also beg to present another peti­
tion from the inl1abitants of Shears-
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town asking for a new road. The pe­
tition is largely signed by the .. inhab­
itants of this place, and asks for a 
sum of money to make a road from 
the Salvation Army burying groun~ to 
Shearstown, and also to widen the 
main road leading through Shear.s­
town: Yea.rs a~o a road was made 
through Bay Hoberts and called the 
Central Road. Before that time there 
was a road passing through Shears­
town called Fresh Pond Road; and . ' 
it seems that the representa'tives of 
Harbor Grace when Central Pond was 
being built instead of getting a grant 
for that road, they divided the grant 
between the two roads. I think the 
grant was $500. There are about 30 
miles of road to be kept in repair for 
th.is $500; and tha.t is $~50 for each 
road. When I had the pleasure of sitt­
ing on the Government side of the 
House I brought this matter up on sev 
eral occasions; and sometimes I would 
get a little money; but could never 
make the Government understand that 
when these roads were being built the 
grant was just sufficient to build them 
but entirely insufficient to keep each 
in repair. I think this is a mistake 
that all Governments make. I am sure 
we made it. Now I hope the· mistakes 
we made will not be made by ~he Na­
tional Government and they will not 
fall into the same error as we did. I 
would ask that the Government give 
this petition their earnest considera­
tion; and let. me have $500 or $600. 
to have this work done. 

MR. PARSONS:-Mr. Speaker, I beg 
to support the petition presented by 
Mr. Piccott; and I would say that the 
railway station referred to was one 
that the people opposed very mu.ch 
eight or ten years ago. If the prayer 
or the petition were acceded it would 
convenience not only the people of Is­
land Cove but those. at River Head, 
South S.ide and pl&.ces .between there 
and Spaniard's Bay, w~o now are com­
pelled to get their freight from Har-

. . 

bor Grace pro.per. The present way 
station is altogether too small. There 
is no agent there. In a great many 
instances perishable goods have to be 
left outside; and to the general incon­
venience is added the loss resulting 
from the · injury to the goods. I give 
the petition my hearty support and 
believe that it will be of great advan­
tage to the people. 

I also heartily support the petition 
from Shears town; and I trust this also 
will meet with the careful considera­
tion of the Government. 

MR. GRIMES:-Mr. Speaker, I beg 
present a petition from the inhabitants 
of Brigus in relation to the deepening 
of the gut leading into the harbor 
pond. ·The petition is largely signed 
and carefully sets out the reasons on 
which the petitioners bas.e their re­
quest. About twenty f.ive years ago 
a sum of money was appropriated for 
this purpose; but although the work 
was done, conditions became just as 
bad after four or five years, and the 
gut filling up with silt and sand and 
blocking the . Channel again. A sum 
of money is now asked for the opening 
of the channel, and I trust the: Govern­
ment will give due consideration tile 
prayer of the petitioners; and I ask 
that it be referred to the Department 
to which it relates. .

RT. HON. MINISTER OF F·INANC·E 
AND CUSTO:MS:-In moving these 
resolutions asking for the sum. of Six 
million dollars, I wish to point out to 
the House that Five million of this 
amount is to pay o·ff a loan raised 
three year·s ago and due on · the 30th 
o·f June, 1919. That Io.an of Five mil­
lion was for the purpose of defraying 
war and rail way expense·s. If you 
will remember tJl_ree year·s ago a bill 
for that purpose was passed in this 
House. Two million was to pay o.ff 
the temporary loan in ·connection with 
the railway and three million was, as 

· you know, for war· purposes. A short 
loan raised in the United States of 
America at 5%. Now 'in these resolu­
tions before the House to-day Y·OU ask 
for an additional sum of One million 
as the five million will go to pay off 
the five million that is due on June 
30th. The increased expenditure will 
only amount to the increase of inter­
est on that loan a.dded to the pro b·ate 

debt of the Colony. To-day you ask 
only for One million in addition to the 
debt of the Colony, the other is o·nly 
to pay off the debt borrowed three 
years avo. The loan of one million 
named in the bill is for war expendi­
tures and also fo·r improvem.ents to 
public buildings. As you a,re aware, 
the Go·vernment at the present time 
has decided to b·uild a wing to the Lun­
atic Asylum.. This was decided last 
session. This wing will cost at least 
Two hundred and fifty thousand, that 
we pro.pose to take by loan. Fifty 
thousand is for the addition to the 
Fever Hospital, provided for in this 
loan. There is a sum. of Fifty tho·us-

, 

and for the annex to the Board of 
Works and the Court House, which job 
was finished last year. There is also 
provision for Fifty thousand for the 
Empire building. Par.t of which is 
Hospital and part barracks for the 
men. At the present time I think there 
are forty or fifty men under treatment, 
a.11d there is fifty thousand dollars for 
the addltion to the Sanitarium at Bo·w­
cock's Farm. Representation was 
made to the Government last January 
that a number of soldiers would be re­
turning and that provision should· be 
made fo·r the men, that at least Two 
hundred and fifty men were coming 
back with Tuberculosis and it was ne­
cessary that provisio·n should be made 
immediately. Quite a number of the 

• 
men have arrived already and some 
of ·them are under treatment at Es­
cas.oni. · Twenty o·r thirty people there. 
Now within a month or six weeks we 
expect to have the balance of the 
draft back. The intention is. to provide 
temporary accomodation until Bo·w­
cock's Sanatar.ium is. put in good 
shape. We will notice that the rate 
of interest is placed at 5%. The loan 
o·f Five million raised in the United 
States three years ago was at the rate 
of 5%, but as you all know, the mone·y 
market ha.s gone up since and the loan 
that was raised last ye1ar· we paid 6 % % 
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upon, but, with the war over and the 
money market coming back to normal, 
it is proposed that we shall raise this 
loan at 5% % at least. This is the 
amount paid by the Cana,dian Govern­
ment in the last loan raised in Can­
ada. I would like to point out also 
what was done with the loan of last 
ye·a.r. Up to the 1st of January of the 
present year, we had to the credit of 
the war lo,an Four million five hundred 
thousand and when making up the fig­
ures of the loan asked for in those re­
solutions, we first asked the Militia 
Department what was required 
to pay off the soldiers for 
the current year. The Minister of Mil­
itia gave me. a statement po,fnting o,ut 
that he hoped to have all the soldiers 
demobilise1d and paid off, and an ee­
timate of Four million seven hundred 
and fifty-two thousand five hundred 
dollars was asked for. 

I think that in that estimate the 
Minister has covered all liabilities w·e 
will be called upon to pay, a~d we 
found that we had a.bout $4,500,000 in 
the bank to our credit. In fact, we 
found our position better than we 
thought we would,. and that it would 
only be necessary to find an.oth·er 
$200,000 to be able to meet the esti­
mates handed in by the Minister 10f 
Militia. But to be on the safe side, 
we are asking in these resolutions for 
six millions ·Of dollars-five millions 
to pay off the American loan-one­
half roughly for pub1lic impr,ovements, 
and the other half to meet any out­
standing liabilities from the M.ili tia 

. Departmen_t. I would also like to 
point out to the Committee that the 
total amount ·of our . war bill to date 
is something in the vicinity of four­
teen millions of dollars. In 1916 we· 
raised this 'American loan, and ap­
propriated three millions for war pur­
poses. Last year, 1918, we raised a 
loan in Canada and Newfoundland 
totalling · s·even and a half millions, 
and b,etween 1916 and 1918 we b·or-

rowed from the Btitish Government 
$1,866,666, or four hundred thousand 
pounds. 'fhat amount we ' received 
from the British Government at five 
per cent. interest, and there was no 
time specified in whi'ch it should be 
repaid. It was only a matter of ar­
rangement, and it W·ould not be worth 
while to raise money at 51h per cent. 
to pay it back. We spent in surplus 
$889,401.05. This makes a total of 
$13,309,467.91, and with the half mil­
lion dollars now asked for for war 
purposes, makes the total something 
like $14,000,000. In the estimate ,. 
handed in by the Minister of Militia, 
which is $4,472,500, he includes all 
the liabilities of his departm·ent, 
right up to the end of demobilisation. 
He has also handed in an estimate o! 
pensions to be paid from the first 
revenue in the futur'e, the total of 
which is something like $650,000 an­
nually. so· in the estimates for this 
year when they are brought down 
you will find that the House will be 
asked for $650,-000 to pay the pen­
sions . of the soldiers and sailors. 

I may also state to the House· that 
I have no fe·ar of raising the loan, 
from the indications we have had, and 
I believe that the loan will be taken 
up pr·omptly as s·oon as the necessary 
legislation is passed, and that the 
Gov·ernm.ent will find itself at the 
end of June in position to pay off the 
present loa.n of $5,000,000 at the ·cur­
rent rate of inter·est, and I don't 
think we will have anything to worry 

' us in that direction . 

With this short explanation, Mr. 
Chairman, I move that the resolutions 
be pass,ed. 

)IR. CURRIE: ....-- Mr. Chairman, 
there are just one or two points on 
"'rhich I would like to have some in­
formation. !think the country is to 
be congratulated on finding itself in 
a better position than was anticipated. 
Most of us thoug.ht that the loan 

• 
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,would be a ·large one, and I . do ~'t 
think w.e anticipated that there would 
be so much mor1ey left over to meet 
the demobilization .expenses. Now, 
with regard to the amount of $1,866,-
666 borrowed lrom 1the British Gov­
ernment. If my memory serves me 
that amount was supposed to have 
been paid back out of last year's 
loan. If it is not paid back, it makes 
an addition to what has already bee~ 
raised, and the House has not . yet 
given the Minister authority to raise 
this additional amount. 

RT. HON~ THE PRIME MINISTER 
-The authority covers the additional 
amount raised by the Government, 
but does not cover the other. The 
am·ount borrowed from the British 
Governm·ent has not yet been sanc-
tioned. 

11INISTER OF FINANCE: It was 
not stated in this House that this 
amount must be paid back out of 
last year's loan. The British Govern­
ment loaned us that amount indefin­
itely, and as I pointed out before, it 
would not be a wise policy to raise 
this amount at 5 1-2 per cent to pay it 
back to the British G~vernment, from 
whom we are getting it at 5 per cent 
for an indefinite time. That was one 
ot the principal reasons why we did 
not pay it o:tr. 

MR. CURRIE :-I am not ref erring 
to that point, but to the point of au­
thority to raise this additional 
amount. There is no question of the 
propriety of raising the amount, or 
the advisability o! not paying it back 
at present, but the Minister has no 
authority in .the matter, and I think 
he should protect himsel:r. 

MINISTER OF FINANCE:-! · am 
sufficiently protected, I have the 

n10nf'T 

MR. CURRIE :-But suppose a new 

iYiinister comes in and repudiates it? 

• 

. . 
MINISTER OF FINANCE :-That is 

none of my business. 
MR. CURRIE :-It is the business 

of the country though. 
MINISTER OF FINANCE:-Witti 

me it is a case of sitting co11tent. I 
h~ve the money, and if anybody is to 
do any worrying, it is the British 
Government. 

MR. CURRIE :-That is all very 
well, lfllt it won't satis!y the House, 
and Ithink W·e should see that it is 
done properly, and I am glad of the 
Prime Minister's assurance that the 
proper authority will be given. 

Now, the Minister goes on to say 
that he has no fear ·Of raising the 
loan. Are we to infer from that it is 
already ar.rang·ed? Is part of the 
loan to be raised locally. The Min­
ister has not given us any idea as 
to his intentions. 

MINISTER OF FINANCE: - It 
would be much cheaper to raise the 

, money in the lTnited States than 
either in Canada or Newfoundland, 
even at the same price, because the 
rate of exchange is now at least two 
and three-eights. Therefore, we will 
·not raise any more than one million 
in Newfoundland. 

MR. CURRIE :-What terms has 
l the Minister been offered? 

MINISTER OF FINANCE:-! have 
not made any arrangement, but will 
ask for tenders both in Canada and 
the United States for the loan of 
five millions. Of course we have had 
offers. 

MR. CURRIE :-Ther·e is another 
)matter I would like to have inform­
ation about, and that is in connection 
with the expenditure for public build­
ings, $50,000. That I suppose includes 
repairs heating, etc.? 

MINISTER OF FINANCE :-It in­
cludes the fitting up of the hospital 
inside and the instru1nents imported 
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' by the doctors in charge of the hos-

pital. 
MR. CURRIE :-It seems to me 

large amount. 
MINISTER OF FINANCE: - But 

we had to pay $12,000 for the build­
ing, before we made / any improve-
1nent whate.ver. 

MR. CURRIE :-I think it would 
have been much better to have built 
a wing on the General Hospital. The 
building down there is not suitable 
for a hospital, it is not light or airy 
and is da.mp, or at least would be 
da.mp but for the fires that are kept 
going there. The accommodation at 
the General Hospital is far from suf­
ficient. , There are at present about 
eighty patients a waiting admissio11 
there, and I think it would have been 
much wiser on the part of the Gov­
ernment to have improved and en­
larged the General Hospital. 

MINISTER OF FINANCE :·-one of 
the principal reasons why the Gov­
ernment purchased that 1 property is 
the fact that it is right next to some 
of the principal places on Water St., 
where the importation of the Colony 
is done, and it is the intention in th·e 
future to turn it intd a bond st·ore. 
We are at present cramped for room. 

MR. CURRIE : - Fifty thousand 
dollars is rather a large amount to 
spend for making a place r-eady for 
a bond store. 

MINISTER OF FINANCE :-Fifty 
thousand dollars to-day is not what 
it was twenty years ago. 

MR. CURRIE :-I kn·ow that, but 
when the E·mpir·e Building was bought 
for twelve thousand dollars, an addi­
tional expenditure of four or five 
thousand dollars would have been 
sufficient to fit the place up, instead 
of spending fifty thousand. There 
was twenty or thirty thousand dollars 
wasted. 

IIR. CURRIE :-Fro·m what I can 
gather it is not strong enough to · suit · 

the purpose the M.inister inte·nds to 
use it for. 

HON. MINISTER OF FINANCE:­
Th~ instruments and ·equipment gen­
erally for the ho·spital, I understand , 
cost between twelve· and fifteen thous­
and dollars. 

MR. CURRIE: - Do you think that 
a much b·etter purpose wo·uld be 

' served if this amount was used to-
wards enlarging the General Hos­
pital? I think it would be well and 
interesting for an explanation from 
the Minister of Militifl. I a.sked some 
time ago for a statement of the ex­
penditur·e incurred on the Empire 
Building, but the. only information I 
have received to date is that th·e pur­
chase price was twelve thousand dol­
lars; eight tho·usand dollars to Mr. 
Ellis, the contractor, a.nd three thous­
and four hundred and fifty dollars to 
Moore & Company for heating and 
plumbing. Ther·e is still in the 
neighborhood of over twenty-five 
thous~nd do·llars unaccounted for. l 
would like to have, if possible, th·e 
details from the Minister of Militia. 

HON. :MINISTER OF FINANCE:­
Of course, that is only an estimate of 
fifty thousand dollars as well as w·e 
have estimated that it will cost four 
million dollars to cover the work of 
demobilisation. 

MR. ~URRIE :-Does that include 
the Navy as well as the Army? 

HON. :MINISTER OF FINANCE:­
Yes. Right up to the end of de·m·ob­
ilisation. 

MR. CURRIE :-As far as the Hos­
pital equipment is concerned I believe 
the Government could have been 
b·etter advised. In making this state­
me"nt I am ·open for co·rrection. 

HON. llIINISTER OF FINANCE:­
You must remember that part o.f that 
building is being occupied as a b·ar­
racks. On arrival of men from time 
to time they are housed there and 
within the next six weeks there will 
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be betwee11 1800 and 2000 men arrive 
he1~e. And if you had any interest in 
the place you wouldn't be asking 
such questions. 

MR. CURRIE :-I did not get much 
time to see it, as I work all night 
and sleep at day time. 

HON. MINISTER OF FINANCE:­
Well then you should not be fault-
finding. 

MINISTER OF MILITIA: - Mr. 
Speaker, I am not responsible for the 
estimate of $50,000. I have no know­
ledge of it. It was arranged entirely 
by the Government. The Empire 

· building was purchased by the Go·vern­
ment last fall after a very strict e·n­
quiry and search made for suitable 
housing of the men for the winter, as _ 
it was found that the rinks were im·­
practicable for the men as winter bar­
racks. In company with the District 
Commanding Officer, Major !Mont­
gomerie, I visite·d every likely pla-ce 
in the city, for the purpose of making 
a te·mporary barracks.. Each place 
that we considered had its disadvan­
tages. Eventually the ·Empire build­
ing was o.ffered to· the Government. 
The purchase price was $12,000. The 
Superintendent of Public Works was 
asked to visit the plac~ and repo1rt as 
to its suitab.ility. His report and the 
repo·rt of others, including doctors and 
military men of authority, pro·nounced 
it suitable' for the purpo1se intended. 
At that time the intention was to use 
it as a barracks for the winte·r, as the 
anticipations were that the war would 
last much longer and that the men 
would be in barracks for many months 
to come. Preparations were then got 
under way to fit it up, but as the place 
was not considere1d adequate to meet 
the requirements at the time, it was 
decided to build an annex sufficiently 
large to meet all future requirements. 
This annex was built and before com­
pletion the Armistice came, and there 
was no further necessity of consider­
ing it from the standpo1nt of a ba.r-

• 

racks. The question then of hospital 
accomodation became acute. It was 
decided to fit up the annex entirely 
as an hospital to cope with the situa­
tion. Accordingly, the Government 
entered into a 1 contract with Contrac­
tor Ellis to have the place fitted up as 
an hospital capable of accommodating 
seventy-five patients. Considerable 
delay was experienced in getting the 
necessary medical appliances here, but 
the hospital when ·fitted up and fin­
ished will contain all the appliances 
of an up-to-date hospital for the treat­
ment of returned soldiers who a.re in­
capacitated. There is no accommoda­
tion at present available, at the Gen­
eral Hospital, while at the Empire 
building we have ·ample accommo·da­
tion for all the surgical and hospital 
cases. However, there are a number 
of cases that really require treatment 
at the Hos.pita! and sanitorium treat­
ment, but the . difficulty is to get the 
men to go ther·e. We cannot force the 
men an'd the only way we have of 
penalizing them fo·r refusing treat­
ment is to reduce· their pen.s.ions. I 
have sufficient information fr·om the 
othe·r side to show that a large1 num­
ber of men will be co·ming home with­
in the next month or two, and we must 
be prepa.red to accommo·date them 
when they arrive. I have no know­
ledge what the· cost of the building is, 
or what .it is likely to cost when it is 
completed. Th~ building is being fit­
ted up by the Public Works Depart­
ment unde1r the direction o·f Majo·r 
Parsons. The cost of the eletrical ap­
paratus' and massage instruments, etc., 
was $4,000. The building w.ill be use­
ful after the military matter·s are fin­
ished and even if kept there to be used 
in case pf emergency. Every member 

of the House is a ware of the epidemic 
'of influenza tha.t broke o·ut last fall, 

and the Seamen'.s Institute had to be 

acquired. However, I d·o not know 

whether tl1e Government intends using 
' 
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it as an emergency hospital l.ater on 
or not. 

MR. CURRIE :-In answer to a 
question asked b~ me the Minister of 
Public Works informed me that the 
place was controlled entir,ely by the 
Departfent of Militia. 

MINISTER \OF MILITIA:-Yes, we 
are paying the b-ill, but the work of 
erecting the building is being done 
under the superintendence of the 
Public Works Department. 

MR. CURRIE :-What d·o you know 
about the · contract with Mr. Ellis? 

MINISTER OF MILITIA:-! have 
no knowledge of .any contract. In 
fact, the ~atter was not brought for­
ward in detail before my Department 
at all. I was instructed by the Gov­
ernment that Co,ntra.ctor . Ellis had 
been engaged to do the work. 

THE HONOURABLE THE PRIME 
MINISTER :-I would like to point 
ot1t to the honourable gentleman that 
the provision ~or the . application of 
the loan is perfectly ge·neral. There 
is no specific purpose as to any loan 
from the British Government. 

MR. CURRIE :-I \.Vas not speaking 
as to the loan. It is th·e authority 

' 

al)out w~ich I am speaking. 
THE I~RIME ]IINIS~r .t~B :-I must 

point 'Cut the authority is contained 
in the t,~xt. 

MR. CURRIE :-I understand that 
·but that only applies to the loan for 
One Million and not to the loan for 
One 1V1illion Six Hundred Thousand. 
I do not understand the taking by 
this House the auth,ortty for the rais-
ing of this one. ... 

THE PRIME MINISTER: - B11t 

that covers th·en1 both. 

)IR. CURRIE :-... .\.re you taking 
authority on that? I really cannot 
see it. You have also taken authority 
to deal with the Eight Hundred 
Thousand. You have borrov.red an 
amount for which the G,overnment or 
at least the Colony is not " legally re-

sponsible. Why the Government may 
repudiate it. The British Government 
gives the loan but you take the au­
thority . to raise it. 

THE PRIME MINISTER: - The 
principle is really just and the Brit­
ish ~ Government is a sufficient pro­
tection. W·e are fully satisfied and 
the British Government is not 
troubled at all about it. Tl1is H·ouse 
finds itself in a position to raise this 
loan at five per cent. It would be 
unwise to go elsewhe·re with the 
markets as high as they are. · If the 
British Government wished us to do 
so they would say so. 

MR. CURRIE :-I think the Prime 
ought to see that the principle is 
wrong. The Government is raising 
the m·oney wrongly. 

THE PRIME MINISTER:-Why is 
this Honourable Gentleman so much 
conc·erned when both the parties are 
satisfied. A part of the money is 
borrowed for war purposes and I un­
derstand that it would be paid some 
time and· the Legislature is behind it. 
It seems to ine to be putting the Brit­
ish Government in a wrong position. 

MR. CURRIE :-Let us h:ope th
4
ey 

are to be paid. That is not the proper 
way of doing business. Is not your 
power from a common-sense point of 
view and your principle wrong? The 
Governor in Council could b·orrow 
only with the Legislature's authori.ty. 

MR. CURRIE :-May I ask a q-q.es­
tion about that sum fifty thou8'and 
dollars? What is that supposed to 
cover? 

:MINISTER OF MILITIA :-That 
covers educational and vocational 
training and th!e support of ",these men 
wl1·0 are undergoi11g training. 

The Chairman from the Committee 
reported that they had consi~ered the 
n1atte·r to1 them referred, had passed 
the R,esolutions without amendment .

Tl1e House opened at 3.30, pursuant 

to adjournment. 

MR. TARGETT:-! beg to present 
a petition, Mr. Speaker, from the peo-

• 

ple of Whiteway to Dildo in the Dis-
trict of Trinity, asking that \Vhistle 
Boys be placed on Hant's Harbor 

Rock and on Salvage Rock. These 
rocks are very dangerous to motor 
boats. Formerly they were not so 
great a danger, because the schoon­
ers could keep a few miles off from 
la11d, but the motor boats, which come 
close to the land, find these very da11-
gerous, espe·cially in foggy w·eather. 
The petition is signed by about 400 
electors, and I trust the Government 
will see its way clear to place these

bpoys there. I would ask that the 
petition be referred to the Depart­
ment to which it relates. 

MR. DOW1NEY:-I beg to present a 
petition from tl1e people in the vicin­
ity of Bay of Islands, asking for the 
sum . of $200, to complete a branch 
road which was started about three 
years ago. The people of this local­
ity go .in very largely for farming, 
and practically all the land a.vailable 
at pr·esent is und·er cultivation. The 
people · require an extension to the 
road system, and as the request is a 
mo·st reas·onable one, I trust the Gov­
ernment will see that it is attended 
to. Also a petition from the certain 
residents in the vicinity of Codroy, 
asking for the sum of $250 to com ... 
plete a road to Northwest Cove. This 
is a peculiar :petition, or rather, it has 
peculiar characteristics. The people 
have in the past all been farmers, but 
on account of the difficulty in market­
ing their products and the hi&'h tariff 
they have been forced to give up farm ... 
ing and revert to ·the fishery. 1 Some 
of th·ose who have signed this petition 
have worked forty and fifty acre 
farms, but have reverted to the fish­
ery and have a couple of traps in the 
water during tl1e past two seasons. 
This coast is sadly deficient in natur­
al harb·ors, and Northwest Cove is 
about the only shelter near there. 
Th·e pe9ple are asking for a road to 
this Northwest Cove, and I trust that 
the G·overnment will see its way 
clear to grant their request. I would 
ask that these petitions be received 

' 

• 
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and referred to tl).e Department of 
Public Works. 

MR. WINSOR:-! beg to present a 
petition from the inha·bitants of Gam­
bo, asking for a branch rail way from 
Gambo to the Straits Shore. Also a 
petition from the inhabitants of Val­
leyfield and Flat Islands regarding 
the Bay steamer service. Also a 
petition from the people of Alexander 
Bay asking that a Government sur­
veyor be sent there to settle a boun­
dary dispute. I would ask that these 
petitions· be received and referred to 
the departments to which they relate. 

His Honor the Speaker informed 
the House that he had received a 
message from the Legislative Council 
acquainting the House of Assembly 
that they had passed the Bill sent up 
entitled "An Act Defraying the Ex­
penses of the General Election to be 
Held Dupring the Present Year." 

Mr. Currie gave notice of questfo,n. 
Mr. Piccott gave notice of question. 
The Honorable Minister of Finance 

and Customs tabled a statement of 
the current account for year ended 
June 30th, 1918, statement of Public 
Debt to June 30th, 1918, S'urplus 
Trust Account, 1918, and Death Duties 
Account, 1917-1918. 

On motion or the Hon. Minister of 
Finance and Customs the House the11 
resolved itself into a Committee of 
the Whole on Supply. 

Mr. Speaker left the Chair. 
Mr. Parsons took the Chair of the 

Committee. 
HON. :MINISTER 01"' FINANCE 

AND CUSTOMS : - Mr. c ·hairman, 
On the desk of each Honorable 
Member is a copy of the booklet 
of the Estimates for the coming 
fiscal year, and I will deal with it, 
page by page. 

By reference to the summary on 
page 3,. it will be seen that the total 
estimates for 1919-20 amount to, 
roughly, $6,987,975. or in round fig-

ures, seven million dollars, against 
$5,397,519, or say, roundly, $5,400,000 
for the current fiscal year. This rep­
resents a11 addition of $1,600,000 in 
the expenditure for the coming year. 
- The most importa11t items therein 
are, an increase of, say $650.000 for 
War Pensions; an increase of about 
$400,000 in the pay of the civil ser­
vants, as a result of the decision of 
the Governn1ent last autumn to i11-
crease the same as from the first of 
July last; an increase of $100,000 for 
education; an increase of $80,000 for 
inter·est on the ne\v loa11; and the 
other increases represent the addi­
tional cost of mainte11ance of public 
institutions, etc. 

On page 4 will b1e found the state­
ment of the various items of the 
Public Debt of the Colony and the 
Interest thereon. We have to make 
provision this year for an additional 
$25,000, being one half per cent. 011 
the five millions that would be raised . 
in New York to pay off the Mo.rris 
loan of three years ago, and of $55,-
000, being 5% per cent. on the extra 
million we are raising now, a total 
o·f $80,000 altogether. 

On page 5 will be found tl1e sum­
mary of the several heads included 
under Civil Governmeµt, the details 
of which come 011 subsequent pages. 
Gla11cing down these it will be seen 
that the increases are those which , 

result from the Government's decis­
ion to add a bo11us to the salaries of 

' 
the various public officials included 
therei11. 

The only 11oteworthy de.parture 
from the ge11eral increase, by per­
centages, is in relation to the judges 
of the Supreme Court. They ,present-

' ed a memorial to tl1e Government 
recently pointing out that in all the 
Oversea possessions of the Britisl1 
Crow1;1, the Nfid. judiciary was the 
poorest paid. They set out the fig­
ures of the sala.ries given to Federa.l 
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and Provi11cial judges in Canada, 
South Africa, Australia and New 
Zealand, and this showed that no· 
where were the salaries less than 
$7,000 for a chief. justice, and ~6,000 
for an assistant Judge. Accordingly, 
the Government, in view o.f this fact, 
felt constrained to depart in this p·ar­
ticular from the general principle, 
and put their salaries at the same 
rate as those of corresponding offi-
cials elsewhere. 

The first item to whi·ch I would 
direct attention, under the heading 
of Civil Government, is that of High 
commissioner on page 9. During the 
year the Government decided to 
create a High Commissioner in Lon .. 
don and was fortunate enough to in­
duce Sir Edgar B,o.wring to accept the 
office, he undertaking it on condition 
that there should be no salary at­
tached · to it We had, however, to 
provide him with ·a proper staff; and 
the officials named therein, and the 
salaries _ set ·opposite to them, are 
those which he himself suggested, 
and which are considered to be only 
reasonable in view of the cost of liV·· 
ing in London at the prese·nt time. 

The next item is that of the Board 
of Pensio.n Commissioners. The staff 
therein provided is that recom.mend­
ed by the Auditor General as being 
essential for the proper carrying out 
of the work, which is of a peculiarly 
detailed and . complicated character, 
and will involve the creation and 
maintenance of records o.f every man 
and woman who went overseas in the 
army, navy and auxiliary forces, and 
that may have to be under ·constant 
reference for the next fifty or sixty 
years 

On the ensuing pages there are 
some trifilng additions for sundries, 
but nothing important enough to call 
for detailed explanation, until we 
come to page 12, where it will be seen 
that provi.sion is made for the office 

f 

expenses of the High Commissioner's 
Department, $2,250; an increase in 
the cost of fuel and light for public 
buildings of about $8,000; and an in­
crease in the item of insurance and 
keepers of p·u blic buildings of, say 
$4,000, due to additional insurance 
having to be provided. 

On page 14 and 15, under the head­
ing of Pensions, it will be seen that 
we have retired some nine officials 
of various grades, whose total allow-

1 

ances will amount to about $3.600, 
but pensions dropped during the past 
year somewhat exceeded that amount, 
so there will be, on this headin~, a.n 
actual decrease of $964. 

On page 17 it will be seen that we 
have provided an additional clerk in 
the Supreme Court; in the person of 
Mr. Robert Alsopp, a returned soldier, 
who had been attached to the Court 
for many years until he volunteered, 
after which he returned severely 
wounded. The other increases on this 
Prage are due to the bonuses and to 
minor additions for subsidiary ser­
vices, as will be seen by reference to 
the detailed :figures on that page. In 
the Department of Deeds and Com­
panies, we have provided a typist at 
$600, this being the only change on 
that page, except that arising from 
the bon·uses. It is the same on pages 
19 and 20, except that there are some 
additions to the vote·s for the various 
subsidiary .servi·ces. The same ex­
planation ap·plies to the Fire Depart­
ment, on page 21, increase to the 
men and additions for the mainten­
ance and upkeep, representing $20,-
000 in excess of last year. 

The only item under the head of 
Penitentiary that ap.pears to call for 
reference, is . that relating to mater­
ial for brooms, etc., increased from 
$25,000 to $30,000, an addition due to 
the greater cost of materials ahroad, 
from which the brooms have to ~e 

made. 
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Regarding Court Houses and jails, 
local constables, and miscellaneous, 
the explanation is the same. 

The vote for legislation is un­
changed, except that there is a small 
addition to the salary of the Librar­
tari, and one also for the keeper ot 
the building. 

For education we have provided 
an addition of practically $100,000, 
which is being distributed in the 
form of grants to Boards, to sparsely 
populated localities, to Higher Edu­
cation, to augmentation of teachers' 
salaries, to colleges, and to inspec­
tion. 

We next turn to Public Charities. 
The salaries have been increased in 
the sam.e proportion as in other in­
stances, and the maintena.nce of the 
public institutions, too, has called for 
an increase owing to the high . cost 
of all the requirements essential 
therein. Thus, the relief of the poor 
vote has gone up from $268,000 to 
$315,000; the Lunatic Asylum from 
$84,000 ~o 103,000; the General Hos­
pital from $105,000 to $135,000; the 
Poor Asylum from $28,000 to $35,000; 
Public Health service, city and out­
po1~ts, from $63,000 to ·$79,000; and 
the Fever Hospital by $3,000. 

The vote for the lighthouse service 
on page 40, shows an increase of 
roughly, $30,000, $17 ,000 being repre­
sented by the addition to the salaries 
due to the recent bonus, and $12,000 

' to the increase in maintenance of all . 
these institutions around our s.ea-
board. 

The Department of Agriculture and 
Mines shows an increase of $7,600, 
$2,000 being represented by the i11-
creased cost of supplies for the sur­
veying parties during the summer 
months; $1,500 for expenses under 
the Forest Fire Act, $1,400 for inspec­
tors under the Logging Act and $5,000 
for the fire patrol com,mittee. 

U11der the heading of Marine and 

Fisheries on page 54, there are some 
small additions to salarie~. I might 
explain that the figures at the foot 
of the first column are typographical 
errors. 

On page 55, Roads and Bridges, 
there is an increase of about a thous­
and dollars in the provision for main 
line roads, $300 in salaries, and $11,-
000 for ferries. 

We next come to Postal and Tele­
graphs, page 63. The Postal Depart­
ment shows an increase of $60,000 in 
round figures, largely repres.ented 
b,y the bonus to officials, $15,000 how­
ever being additional for courier 
routes, all of which were done by 
contract, a11d $4,000 for provision or 
uniforms fo·r the offi·cials. 

For steam subsidies we provide an 
increase of $145,000. The details of 
the increased provision for steam 
subsidies will be found on page 94, 
and, in the main, is self-explanatory. 

On page 95 will be found the fig­
ures for the Telegraph Department. 
They show increases in the Saint 
John's office of $10,000; for operators 
o tside St. John's say $20,000; office 
allowance $1,000; maintenance $1,000, 
telepho11es $4,000, to provide for ad­
ditional telephones in various out­
ports, and $35,000 special improve­
ment of western lines relates to a 
proposed substantial addition to the 
telegraph system to cover the Burin 
Peninsula se·ction . 

We next cow.e to the Customs De­
partment, p·age 104, sho.wing an in­
crease of $52,000 altogeth·er. A large 
portion of this is repres.ented by the 
increased salaries of · officials in the 
city and the outports, with an extra 
$1,000 for contingencies in St. John's, 
and the same for contingencies in the 
outports, while the percentage on 
duties, wl1ich forms part of the pay 
of the outport officials, is increased 
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by $3,400. . Similarly, the preventive 
service shows an increase of $1,200; 
miscellaneous, an increase of $5,000; 
and refunds an increase of $3,000. 

on page 133 will be found the de­
tail of the new service war pensions, 
representing in all $656,000. 

on page 114 is an item orf additional 
estimates, representing $fl,OOO for 
the Lighthouse Department, this ap­
plying to special work which it is 
proposed to undertake to som.e 28 
stations altogether, and part of which 
we propose to pay out of the propos­
ed new loan. 

If there are any additional particu­
lars desired by Hon. gentlemen, I 
shall be very glad to furnish the same 
at our next sitting, and as the com­
mittee has only had these papers- for 
an hour or so, I would mo·ve that the 
committee rise, report progress, and 
ask leave to sit again Thursday. 

Mr. Speaker resumed the Chair.

MR. CURRIE :-I would like to 
~ 

point out that Section 2 of thi.s Bill 
gives the Government practically un­
limited authority in its expenditure. 
A loan bill is supposed to point out 
for what purpose the m·oney is to be 
raised, b·ut there is no such state­
ment here. It merely states in a gen­
eral way that the money is for naval 
and military uses and for public 
works, and that W·ould cover any­
thing the Government might like to 
do with it. Now the custom has al­
ways b·een to definitely state the 
purpose and the amo·unt, and I think 
the Minister ought to b·e more par­
ticular in specifyin.g just what this 
money is to be used for. 

RT. HON. THE PRIME MINISTER: 
-It is quite clea.r that at least five 
millions is for a defnite purpose. As 
a matter of ·fact, it will tak·e some-

. thing more than five milli'1ns to • • 

clear off the debt due in New York 
on the 30th of June. I . have no oo­
jection to state more clearly just 
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\vhat wo1--ks the other money is for, 
but I don't think it is d1esirable to 
state the ··exact amount that we should 
have for military and naval purposes, 
nor do I think it necessary to go into 
great detail regarding any of these 
expenditures. We have had loans for 
telegraph purposes, but not for speci­
fic telegraphs, and we have had 
loans for lighthouses, but not for any . 
specifc lighthouses. However, I think 
the Minister is quite willing to meet 
as far as possible the point raised by 
the Ho11orable Member. 

MINISTER OF FINANCE AND 
CUSTOllIS :-I think I made it pretty 
clear yesterday as to w·hat exact pur-

• 

poses this money is to be used for. 
We have sufficient money on hand to 
pay our wa.r loan, minus $196,000, or . 
ro·ughly $200,000. Well, take from the 
million $500,000 for war purposes 
and this $200,000 "rhich we are short, 
and add to that the amount we wiJl 
be short in raising the loan in New . 
York at par. T 1he exchange , will be 
at least 2 per cent., perhaps three or 
three and a hwlf.. Add to this $50,000 
for the proposed· wing to the Lunatic 
Asylum, $50,000 for building the new

M"R. CURRIE :-If the Minister will . 
look up the previous accounts for ex-
ample, he will find that one hundred 
a.nd fifty thousand dollars was voted 
for the new poor house, wl1ich was

never built. I think the Mlnister 
ought to b.e in a position to come in 
he,re and specify exactly what he 
wants the money for. As the section 
is now, he has unlimited power to 
spend these monies for a.ny purpose 

whatever. I think th·e Minister ought 
to kn·ow what he wants and 'exactly 
what he wants it for.

I have presented a 
number of petitions already on this 
same .subdect and it i.s no·t necessary 
for me to enter any further. into the 
matter.

The petitio·n­
ers ask that Snook's Harbour, Elliott's 
Cove and Foster's Po,int be conne·cted 
by telegraph with Lady ·Cove. 

Tlie petition is a reasonable one and 
contains the signatures of a number 
of people living in that settlement. I 
hope the government will .se·e its way 
cle·ar to grant the request o,f the pe­
titioners, as the pe·tition is largely 
signed and inclu.des the· signatures o·f . ' 

Rev. Edward Darby, B. L. Loder and 
others. I also ask leave to pre.sent a 
petition fro·m :the inhabitants o·f Heart's 
Content on the sub,ject of a road. Tihe 
sum of $200 is asked to be devoted for 
this pur·po1se. I give the petition 
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hearty support and I shall now ask 
that it be handed over to the depart­
ment to which it relates. 

have seen a great amount of bankers

munication it was impossible to get 
information. 

MR. W .A.LSH :-Mr. Speaker, I ask 
leave to present a petition from the in­
habitants of Oderin in Pla~entia Bay 
on the subject matter of .telegraph com 
munication. Oderin is an Island and a 1 

very important ,settlement in the disr­
trict of Placentia and one of the larg­
est fishing .settlem.ents on the western 
side of Placentia Bay. It is an im.­
portant centre · asmuch as it bas a 
Magistracy, Su,b-Collector and a Par­
ish Priest stationed there. · It is not 
only an important fishing settlement 
but a great centre for bait and if tele­
graph connection was established for 
tour or five miles it w·ould b·e money · 
well spent. After all the expenditure 
of public moneys increases the earning 
power of :the people and develops our 
industries and any governm.e·nt knows 
that. I might also point out that this 
is not the first time that this matter 
has been petitioned about in thi.s 
House. A.s far back as 1912 and 1913 . 
the Go·vernment of the day at that time 
promised telegraph connection to 
Oder.in as well as to other settlements. 
Since then nothing was done from 
year to year, so this year the people 
concerned ar·e petitioning for either 
telegraph or :telephone· communication. 
There are about twenty settlements 
that require this communication and 
are suffering considerable inconven­
ience by being without it. The people 
on that .side of the Bay around Rushoo1n 
have been clamouring for telegr·aph · 
connection, and I think that the erec­
tion of a telephone a·t Baine Harbour 
would fill the bill for that place. St. 
Joseph'·s and Paradise Sound also need 
such facilities. Paradise Sound 
is one of the greate;st bait centres in 
the Island. Almost at any seaso·n of 
the year bait fishes can be secured 
there, but owing to lack of telegraph 
communication :the country has los~ 

hundred1s of thousands of dollars. I 

The indraft at Paradise Sound is a 
long one ·and very often b1ankers find 
on arrival there that they are detain­
ed for three or four weeks at a loss 
of hundreds of dollars to the revenue . 
of the Colony. I think that the Gov-
ernment would be spending money· · 
well if the~ took into consideratio.n 
the question of telegraph erection at 
these settlements. Arnold's Cove is 
a,nother important settlement in ne.ed 
of telegrap1h c·ommunication. A couple 
of years ago the people there actually 
cut. the poles themselves at their own 
expense and promised to give . assist­
arice at their erection to any men who· 
w.ould be sent fr,o.m the Telegraph De­
partment; b,ut up to now the Govern-. 
ment have not taken the matter seri-
ously. The poles that were cut were 
le.ft on the ground until they decayed 
and rendered unfit for the p.urpose 
they were intended for; they were 
tak.en away and used as firewood. 

An.other important settlement is 
Long Harbor, the people of which 
place are again asking for communi­
cation. A year ago I submitted a com­
munication to the Government anent 
th!s matter and an estimate was made 
by the Postmaster General and Sup­
erintendent Stott that the work would 
cos $1,000 and that the matter was up 
for tender. I undersand that nothing 
was done after by the Government. 
Long Harbor, like Paradise Sound, is 
an important bait centre and during 
the last year or two the Gorton Pew 
c .ompany opened a branch there ror 
packing her·ring. Almost at any sea-
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son of the year bait is to be had there, 
but owing to lack of telegraph com- · 
muntcation, the Fall fishery is hamp­
ered and the revenue looses a consid­
erable amount. 

Al·ong the Cap·e Sh,ore, a distance of 
ab,out forty miles, there are eight or 
ten fishing settlements without tele­
graph communication and people have 
to trav.el a distance of twenty-eight 
miles very often to Placentia if they 
want to have any telegraphing done 
f.or them. I ~ave been adv.ocating 
fr·om time to time that telephone and 
tele.graph extension could be easily 
established at a minimum of cost 
apart from the advantages and valu­
able information derived by th·e fish- . 
ermen from time to time. During the 
while I have had the honour to rep­
resent the District o·f Placentia in this 
House many cases h3i.Ve c·ome un.der 
my notice in which valuable losses 
could have been saved to the country 
if we had telegraph communication 
estab·lished at the places above men­
tioned. I have in my minds eye no·w 
cases in which serious accidents oc­
curred with fatal ·results. I remem­
ber one case distinctly where death 
could have been avoid·ed if a medical 
man could be communicated with. 

Also in St. Mary's Bay several 
places have been clamouring for a 
considerable time fo... telegraph co·n­
cnetion. Petitions have b1een frequ­
ently presented to this H·ouse year in 
and year out on the same subject 
matter, but there the matter ended. 
I think that these tw·enty imp·ortant 
settlements in the District that I have 
the honor to represent are entitled to 
have telephone connection, and I 
think . that possibly from twenty to 
thirty th·ousand dollars would be suf­
ficient to cover the work involved. 
They require fifty thousand dollars 
for the establishment of these offices. 
I think the Government would be 
fully justified and open to much less 

' 

criticism if an expenditure of 
th1ousand was provided for in the· Es­
timates for the impro·vement of the 
tele.~raph service. Then two hundred 
and fifty thousand dollars W·ould 
cover the whole Island. I do not 
think there ls any room for 
criti1cism. I trust, not like several 
other petitions, they will receive the 
careful consideration of the Colonial 
Secr·etary and the matter will be tak­
en up seriously and the Government 
will make provision for good connec­
tions either by telegraph or telephone. 
I, therefore, have much pleasure in 
presenting this petition. 

MR. PIC<JOTT:-I have much pleas­
ure in endorsing the petition so. a1:>1y 
put by my honorable friend, Mr. 
Walsh, and I am sure it shall meet 
with approval. I have seen him 
plead . with the Government on wh·ose 
side there is a member who. proclaims 
himself to be the Fishermen's Friend. 
I have recollections of t at m-ember 
wh.o sat in the sam.e seat which I my­
self occup·y today. He was always 
asso·ciated with anything that was °lle­
ing done for the fishermen. He must 
see to the petitions which come from 
the fishermen of this Bay._ I know 
what Mr. Walsh is speaking about. 
I have been up this Bay considerably 
any ma.ny fishermen ·of this part .of 
the Island have been la boring under· 
difficulties which other p·arts o·f the 
Island have not had to face. Some 
tim·e ago the Gorton Pew Fisµeries 
Company started a fa.ctory for the 
Scotch cure .of herring a.t Long Har­
bor. T'hen I b.rought the matter be­
fore the members of the District and 
req u.ested them to get a telegraph 
office i.n that place which we needed. 
And I have been pleading with those 
in authority ever since, especially th·e 
Postmaster General. The result was 
that we found it impossible to· do 
business there. I think we spent 
S·omething like seventy-five thousand 

, 
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dollars in cold cash when we started 
out there. This meant quite an in­
come to the fishermen of that place 
who catch fish there. 

• 
I had to withdraw our bu1siness be­

cause of the impo1ssibility to do busi­
ness owing to telegraphic communi­
cations. I received letters from O'ur 
people in Gloucester commenting upon 
the inconvenience of telegraphic com­
municatio,n of no kind being at Lo·ng 
Harbour and the utter impos.sibility of 
carrying on our bu,sineis.s. They gave 
me instructions to make prep·aratio·ns 
for the taking away o·f our plant. We 
cannot afford to lose seventy-five

enforce them. The road board made 
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certaJn regulations and when these 
were broken th·ey found they had no 
authority to inflict a fine. Now the 
people of Twillingate are not satis­
fied with the regulations under the 
old Statutes, and. would lik·e to make 
their .own r·egulations. I don't kno·w 
if it is po·ssible to do anything for 
them· in the matter, but I hav.e b·een 
speaking to the Deputy Minister of 
Justice, and he is ·of opinio·n that the 
laws as they stand ar·e practically 
unwor·kab1le, and unless som.ethin.g 
was done there would b·e no rem:edy 
for present conditions. It is quite 
certain that the Act as it stands at 
present is ·Of no servic·e wh~tever, un­
les's the people abide by ;the regulationis 
that they make.

O·f $500 to constru·ct a road. ·I hope, 
howev·er, that the Government will 
see its way clear to grant the request 
of the petitioners. I give these peti­
tions my hearty support, and ask that 
th.ey be r·eceived and referred to the 
Departments to which they relate. 

MR. TARGETT :-I beg to support 
these petitions, Mr Sp·eaker, and trust 
that the Government will give them 
consideration. 

ltIR. GRIMES:-I ask leave, Mr. 
Speaker, to present a petition from 
the r·eside11ts of Cupids and Burnt 
Head, ·011 the subject of building a 
new road in place of that portion ru11-
ning over what is known as Conne1 
ley's Hill. This hill has a steep in­
cline and lends itself to· washouts 
every time a heavy rainstorm takes 
place, which means an expenditure of 
pubic mones every Sprng and Fall f·or 
repai1·s, at the expense of other roads 
in the settlement. Worst of all this 
expendiJture provides no permanent 
repair, on account of its location. Th-is 
can well be avoided, as the petitioners 
point out, by having the road divert­
ed over a more level section. To do 
so will require an expenditure of one 

thousand dolla.rs, which, th·ough look­
ing large, will be the means o·f saving 
future unnecessary expenditure., for 
the reason that this amount will have 
to be spent on the hill within three 
or four y.ears, and see nothing sub­
stantial afterward. I trust the Gov­
ernment will seriously consider the · 
petition in th·e interests of the peo·ple 
and in the interest of economy. 

I also have a petition from the resi­
dents of· North River on the question 
of the building of a bridge in the 
upper section of thalt settlement. 
wing to the road being lo·w, the rivulet 
running by its side overflows it every 
time a heavy rain storm takes place, 
and many times makes it impassable. 
Sometimes the homes of residents 
nearby are filled with water. I have 
called the attention of the Govern­
ment to this before, for two reasons, 
first, because the heal th of families 
is threatened by the flow of water in 
their homes, second, because it is a 
road over which there is considerable 
traffic, and should be given better at­
ten tio·n, not only for the sake of the 
residents of North Riv·er, but also ~r 
tl1e nearby localities, who are obliged 
to use it as well. Only two hundred 
dollars are require·d to raise the 
bridge and ro.ad, a small sum when 
the health and convenience of the . 
peo.ple are to be considered. This 
ought to satisfy the Government and 
the appropriation should be made.

deals with the matter of railway ex­
tension to Hall's Bay, and is similar 
to other petitions I have brought in 
on this matter. 

I have a petition also from Lewis .. 
porte and Campbellton. This petition 
is presented to the House, but really 
belongs to the Agriculture and Mines 
Department, asking for a timber sur­
vey on the south side of the Bay. I 
give these petitions my hearty sup­
port, Mr. Speaker, and would ask that 
they be received and referred to the 
Departments to v1hich they relate. 

Mr. Currie gave notice of question. 
Mr. Walsh gave notice of question. 
HON. MINISTER FINANCE AND 

CUSTO:MS:-No amount has been 
• 

paid the Prime Minister except the 
small amount of his expenses going 
across, for which there' are not any 
details. It is not customary to give 
details in a matter of this kind. 

RT. HON. THE PRIME MINISTER 
-As has already been mentioned in 
information tabled, I was paid two 
amounts-one when I went as a dele .. 
gate to the Imperial War Cabinet, and 
the other when I went to the Peace 
Conference. The balance unexpended , 

was $1,500, which has been refunded. 
There are no details, nor is it cus­
tomary to furnish details. 

Mr. Piccott asked the Hon. Minister 
of Finance and Customs to lay on the 
Table of the House the report of the 
Auditor General on the- investigation 
held by him· re the shortages in the 
Cashier's Department of the Customs 
House during 1918. 

Mr. Piccott asked the Hon. Minister 
of Finance and Customs to lay on the 
Table of the House a statement of all 
monies ·paid by all departments of 
the Government to Moore & Co. for 
W·ork performed since January 1st, 
1913. 

Mr. Piccott asked the Hon. Minister 
of Finance and Customs to lay on the 
Table of the House a statement of all 
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monies paid to Mr. P. T. McGrath and 
Sir P. T. McGrath either as salaries, 
expenses or co·mmissions since Jan u­
ary 1st, 1913. 

Mr. Piccott asked the Minister of 
Militia to lay on the Table of the 
House any correspond~nce that pass­
ed between himself and Majors Mont­
gomerie, Paters,on, Macpherson and 
Parsons with regard to the hospital 
accommodation in and fitting up the 
Empire Wood Working building and 
the disciplining of the above officers. 

Mr. Piccott asked the Hon. Minister 
of Finance and Customs to lay on the 
Table of the House a detailed state­
ment of the expenses incurred by the 
Rt. Hon. the Prime Minister during 
his absence from this Colony attend­
ing the Peace Conference. 

Pursuant to order and on motion 
of Rt. Hon. the Prime Minister the 
Bill entitled "An Act to Prevent the 
Introduction of Rabies into New­
foundland" was read a third time and 
passed and it was ordered that it be 
engrossed, being entitled as above, 
and that it be sent to the Legislative 
Council with a message requesting 
the concurrence of that Body in its 

• • prov1s1ons. 

Pursuant to order and on motion 
of Hon. the Minister of Finance and 
Customs the House resolved itself 
into a Committee of the Whole on 
Supply. 

MR. CURRIE :-Mr. Chairman, it is 
not my intention to delay the House 
very long in discussing the estimates. 
I notice in reading through the 
Auditor General's report that he 
states on two or three occasions the 
absolute uselessness for him to pro­
tes.t against certain Government tac­
tics and that such protest is a mere 
waste of time. If this gentleman 
finds it a waste of time, I do not 
see any possible object in this side 
of the House making any lengthy re-

marks. Any,thing that we say will be 
regarded as coming from the opposi­
tion. Yet I think there are two or 
three things that are worthy of note. 
The first thing is the tremendous 
increase we are asked t·o vote thts 
year. The estimates tabled last year 
were roughly $5,400,000, and the es­
timate given this year is $7,000,000, 
an increase of $1,600,000. A per­
manent charge on the country. As 
far as I can see there is never any 
hope of this country having a less 
sum than that on th·e estimate from 
now on It is natural to expec.t as 

• 
years go on, that this country will 
have some difficulty to keep itself 
running, but I would submit that 
while this is so, we are reaching a 
condition where our estimates are be­
coming not mere burdens but posit­
ively immense. The growth of this 
country is not commensurate with the 
growth of its annual expenditure. We 
have only to go back 30, 40 or 50 
years ago to realize what a frightful 
menace our. estimates are becoming. 
Of course, we have had hard times 
in the past. There have been occasions 
when we thought there was nothing 
before us but bankruptcy, then for­
tunately the powers of the .country 
11a..-e neen so great, that the ·bad 
times we were expecting did not oc-
1cur ·and instead thereof we only had 
better prosperity, but those were the 
days when the -expenses were small. 
Up to eight years ago the c·ost of 
running this country was only 50 per 
1cent of what it is to-day, then we had 
I 

budget of three and a half million, 
and to-day we ask for seven and 
everybody knows that the estimate 
does not cover the full expense of the 
year, in fact these only do us up to 
November the 28th, and during March, 
April, May and June we are over-

drawn, which is no.t a business-like 

way of doing this. Too small a pro-
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vision is made for each item, and it 
really means that these estimate~ 

are about half or one million short. 
The Auditor Gene1tal po:ints this out in 
his report, but he says that his protests 
serve no useful purpose, as ithe pol­
icy of this Government is to under­
estimate the expenditure for the year. 
You put down the votes year after 
year, knowing quite well that these 
are utterly inadequate, yet you per­
sist, for what particular reason I can­
not understand, as far as the esti­
mates are concerned it may be pos­
sible that the country can -afford it if 
the Go:ver·nment exercises su.fficient 
economy. The Minister of Financ(} 
last year pointed that we were reach­
ing a state where it was necessary to . 
use caution, because we were finding 
ourselves up against positions which 
1the country had never met before. In 
r eading, however, the Auditor Gen­
eral's report, it is obvious that the 
Government has not exercised during 

' 

the last year the cautio·n which the 
~ Minister thought necessary, and I 

think the time is now co1ne whe11 a. 
new policy must be adopt.ed. . \\' e 

. hav~ a very small population of two 
hundred and sixty thousand a!1d it is 
imp·ossible for us to keep up with th.e 
increasesing demands of the public 
services and the increasing burden of 
taxation. There is very little reason 
~ o quarrel with the amendments that 
have been made, as, as far as the 
general expenditure is concerne.1 it 
is practically the same as last year. 
The chief increase is the large pen­
sion which has been made nec<~ssary, · 

f 

because of the war, and we have to 
find $700,000 for our soldiera Well 

• • 

we are prepared to make sacrifices 
for the men who went forth to fight 
for us. We are, I think, pre·pared to 
stand any expense that this cu11ntry 
has to meet because of the \Var. The 
only regret that I have is that the 
amount paid the· soldiers is p.ot ade-

c~ uate. With regard fo the public sor­
vices, everyone knows the officials of 
this country are badly paid ancl their 
in.comes have not increased in propor­
ti·on to the cost of living. Some of 
the men who are giving their services 
a re receiving only a starving wage, 
but I thi~k there are two or thr·ee 
details where the principle is wro·ng. 
Untg him that hath shall be given, 
etc. That is the pclicy which the· Gov-
ernment has adopted. The salaries 
all might have been rais·ed 25 per cent 
and the judges of the Supreme Court 
and the Chief Justice receive an extra 
$2,000.00. The sum given for the· lat­
ter is because no judges in any other 
part of the Empire have been paid 
such a small amount, bu.t I submit 
that that is no reason. Y·ou do not 
expect a man to manage a large busi­
ness on nothing. It is impossible 
and· this is a very small country, not 
a big country. ''We must cut our 
garments according to our cloth" as 
Lord Morris used ito say. Six or sev-
en th·ousand in this country is a larg·e 
' 

salary and only a small proportion 
of the country earn anything like 
that. The increase is not a reason­
able. Last year we increased Mr. 
Hall's salary and this year he get~ an 
• extra 15 per cent. Is there any need 
for that? Was not the increase 
given last year sufficient? During the 
past two years his salary has been 
doubled The secretary of the High 

• 
Commissioner receives $2400.00. It is 
absurd that the Government should 
devote to a clerk in a London office 
such a large salary. 

/ It is ridiculous that a man in the 
position I of the Co1lonial Secr·etary or 
the Minister of Finance· and Customs 
can work for twelve months, with all 
the responsibility and burden of the 
affairs of the Colony on his shoulders, 
for $2,400, and then deliberately sit 
down and vote a clerk in the High 
Commissioner's office 50% more than 

• 
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he is getting himself. It is more than 
r.idiculous, it is beyond comprehension. 
Of course it is absurd that a man in 
the position of the Minister should 
work for such an amount, but as I 
said before, we have to cut our gar­
ments according to our cloth. 

There is an absence of economy .in 
our estimates for this year, and there 
is m.ore than an absence of economy, 
there is an extraordinary violation ot 
the rail wa.y contract in connection 
with the large subsidies now being 
paid the Reid Newfoundland Co. We 
find on referring to these amounts that 
the subs1idy for the Notre Dame Bay 
Steam Service has bee1n doubled-from 
$2,600 to $5,200. This amount has 
been increased so largely, not to serve 
the publi-c interest, but to suit the con­
venience of the honorable member for 
Twillingate, Mr. "Coaker. He has es­
tablished a business at Port Union, 
and Port Union has therefore been 

./ 

made a port of call for these steamers, 
and for that the Colony has to pay 
$2,600 extra, without benefiting the 
people of Notre Dame Bay or Bonavis­
ta Bay in any way. Not alone has 
this change been of no benefit, but it 
has been a positive injury. We have 
had thts session a large number o·f pe­
titions from both sides of the House, 
calling attention to the wretched con·­
dition of the steamship ·service in 
those bays. One well remembers the 
wretched conditions regarding this 1ser 
vice last year, when people in Notre 
Dame Bay sent telegram after tele­
gram protesting against the way they 
were being served, and as the Minis­
ter intimated the other da.y he ha1s no 
intention of going back to the old sys­
tem. All things be.ing equal, nobobdy 
would object to Port Union being made 
aport of call, but when it is made a 

port of call at the expense of other 
people, it is grossly unfair, and so far 
a;s I am concerned, I raise my voice 
in protest, principally because of the 

fact that other parts of the bay, which 

for the past twenty years have been 
served by these ste·arn e1rs, are now cut 
off from that service. 

There are two or three other things 
one notices in going through the Esti­
mates. Why is the Department of 
Shipping omitted. There is no pro­
vision made here for either the Minis­
ter oJ his Department. Last year, if 
I remember correctly, the Department 
was created and the vote was made, 
but this year there is nothing in the 
Estimates to show that such a depart­
ment exists. There .is no provision for 
the salary of the Ministter or the ex­
penses of h.is department. On the other 
hand, we have here a Board of Pen­
sions Commission, practically a de ... 
partment, in control of a chairman and 
two members, each of whom is paid 
very respectable salaries. That, it 
seems to me calls for a remedy, unless 
it is the intention of the Go1vernment 
to drop the Department of Shipping 
altogether. 

MINISTER OF FINANCE :-We 
don't wish to make any definite state­
ment, but the abolition of the depart­
ment is under co1nsideration. Under 
those circumstances it seems unwise 
to put this department in her'e. All 
the wo1rk is done by the Government 
Engineer's Department. There is only 
one salary being paid that is not in 
the Estimates, but we will put that in 
the additional estimates. All the other 
salaries are under the Government En­
gineer's Dept. 

llfR. CURRIE :-There is no increase 
in he ·salarie·s of the Government En­
gineer's Dept. Are the staff doing the 
work of the Dept. of Shipping? 

MINI TER OF FINANCE:~Yes, 

except for one or two messengers. · 
MR. CURRIE:-Are they doing .it 

for the same mone;y? 
MINISTER OF FINANCE :-I ca.n't 

ans1wer that right now, the Minister i·! 
not here, but I think it is only tem­
porary anyhow. 

MR. CURRIE:-! think we ought to 
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have a report from the Minister tabled, 
and I think the question has already 
been asked. I also notice that the·re 
is no pr Dvision made here for the Min­
ister of Militia. I think this is wrong 
in principle. This is a regular depart­
ment of the Crown, and we should 
have the position in the regular IDs­
timateis instead of under war e·xpen­
diture, because it means that we are 
raising the money o·n capital account, 
instead of taking it out of the revenue. 
We are increasing our capital account 
year after year, and are piling up a 
big burden for those, who are to fol­
low u1s. There are several other 
amounts to which I shall make refer;­
ence as we go through. Take for in­
stance th·e matter of le·gislation. This 
vote is year after year over-expended. 
It is absolutely im.po,ssible fo,r the 
work of the Legislature to be carried 
0 1n for the amount which is voted here. 

MINISTER OF FINANCE :-We are 
going to cut down the printing this 
year . . 

MR. CURRIE :.:._That doesn't inter­
est me, but I think as a matter of fact 
that you will have to make larger 
provision for printing this year. Ma­
terials a.nd wages have increase·d at 
least 50 per cent. this past couple o·f 
years, and you will find, that this 
work, as well a$ ever.ything else, has 
gone up conside·rably. 

· These are matters to which I would 
draw the attention of the Minister, not 
that I expect it will be much use, but 
it is time· to handle these things in a/ 
proper and wor·kmanlike way. Year 
after year we are voting Supplemental 
Supply, but I think that 1so far as pos·· 
sible the Government Should make 
proper provision fo,r the conduct of 
public affairs 'Of the Colony, witho·ut 
this a.nnu.al farce, fo·r it is nothing 
more of bringing in additional esti­
mates to <!o;ver matters that 1Should 
have been provided for in the regular 
Estimates. 

HO,N .. :MINISTER OF },INANCE:-. - ~. ...... 

• 

Mr. Chairman, there are just one or 
two remarks I would like to make in 
reply to the honorable gentleman 
who has just sat down. He refers to 
the Auditor General's Report, which 
was tabled here a couple of days ago, 
and draws attention to the fact that 
the Auditor General told the Govern­
ment that they should not spend any 
more money than is voted by the 
Legislature. Well, now, no man in 
this House knows better than the 
honorable gentleman himself that 
that ca11not be adhered to. We must 
take into considerati9n the period we 
have just gone through, and the fact 
that each day has. br·ought ne\v 
cha11ges and new problems. I don ~ t 
remember during my experience in 
this House any Receiver General com­
ing down here with correct estimates 
for the future year, and I don't think 
there has been a time in the memory 
of this House that any Receiver Gen­
eral has come down here without 
bringing in Supplemental Supply. The 
honorable gentleman himself, who 
was a collea.gue of mine on this side 
of . the House, sat here three years 
without a word of protest about Sup­
_plemental Supply. I do n·ot blame 
11im. I knew that he was confident 
that he was doing what was right. He 
is only up her·e this afte·rnoon trying 
to make an argument. I expect that 
and I look for that. The honorable 
Mr. Currie came here this afternoon 
only for the purpose of . ma.king a 
speech criticising the Estimates be­
fore the House, and to my mind he 
has not done himself justice. I re­
member quite well as far back as 
1914 when the war broke out. The 
position of the Colony then was look­
ing very very dark. One, of the first 
meetings then held b·Y the Government 
w·as to co·nsider what assistance 
could be given to the Old Country, and 
when it was proposed to send some 

five hundred men across the sea 

• 
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some wiseacres held up their hands 
in holy horror as to where we were 
going to get the money. 

]IR. CURRIE :-I am not one of 
these; you will have to look to the 
other side f.or them. 

HON • .rtlINISTER OF l,INANCE :­
I know, and I fi d you did not ~ ke 
much interest in the war. 

MR. CURRIE :-I took as mucL i11-
• 

terest as you did. 
HON. MINISTER OF FINANCE -

Well if you did you did not show it. 
Now here's the position. After serrl­
ing these five hundred men across 
we made an appeal for money and we 
succeeded. These five hundred men 
broke the ice. Now it's ancient hi ·. 
tory what happened since. Today the 
war is over. Our expenditure amount­
ed UlJ year after year. The honor­
able gentleman quotes back to fifteen 
years ar 1 compares it with what is 
happening at the present time. I think 
it is idio_tic for any person in this 
House to pr:~ side by side the position 
of the Colony 20 years ago to what it 
is at the present time. Is it because 
that 20 years ago the revenue of the 
Colony was 11h million, whereas the 
Estimates today show 8 millions, that 
we are facing blue ruin? What is the 

• 
correct position now to what it was 
20 years ago? Go to the banks 20 
years ago and you would not find 
more than 2 millions of dollars there. 
Today ther"' Q,re 20 millions of dollars 
belonging to the fishermen of this 

• 

Colony in these banks and is not that 
a fair answer to Mr. Currie. The 
honorable Member for Burin quotes 
blue ruin for the future of Newfound­
land. Go back to the days of the 
crash in '94 when all the monies in 
the banks in Newfoundland were tak­
en and spent by other people. What 
happened? Did not the country sur­
vive it and upright itself then? Com­
pare then and now. Today we have 
20 millions in the banks besides what 
a r-e in the homes in the stocki11gs. 

MR. CURRIE :-Do you 
take that too? 

HON. llIINISTER OF FINANCE:­
We are going to take that if we want 
it. If we had thought it was abso­
lutely necessary to take that money 
to carry on the war and meet the ex ... 
penses of the Colony of those who 
had gone across to fight w·e were go­
ing to take it. But ~ might inform the 
honor ble member that we are in the 
happy position that we do not want 
to take it. We are recognised and 
have been recognised in the money 
markets abroad as well as our sister 
Colonies are, although we are small 
to them. It is really tiresome to sit 
here and listen to such arguments 
put up. To me, though, it is not very 
tiresome, as I have been listening to 
such for the past 26 or 27 years and 
it is like water on a ducks back. 

At a quarter past four of the c'lock 
the Gentleman Usher of. the Black . 
Rod appeared at the Bar of the House 
with a Message from His Excellency 
the Govern.or commanding the attend­
ance of the House in the Council 
Chamber. 

Accordingly Mr. Speak·er and the 
House attended His Excelle11cy in the 
Council Chamber . 

And Mr. Speaker and the House 
being at the Bar of the Council 
Chamber His Excellency the Gover­
nor was pleased to asse11t to the B ~11 
entitled "An Act Further to E~tend 
the Term of the Present Legislatu1~e.JJ 

M& CURRIE:-! object to the basis 
on which it was done. Becaus.e other 
countries pay an enormous amount . 
you do it. The same princ,iple applies 
as when a shop-keeper on New Gower 
Street cannot exp ct to derive as much 
profit from his business as would a 
man doing business on Water St. New­
foundland is a country of only two 
hundred and fifty thousand people, 
and is i1ot to be compared to other 
countries. 

THE HO OUR.ABLE THE MINIS· 
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TER OF FINANCE :-It is to the in­
terest of Newfoundland that the 
Judges be paid well arid that is a suf­
ficient reason. • In the Supre·me Court 
we have and need the best brains the 
country can give us. We have our 
young lawyers going there pleading 
their cases before these men. Their 
duties are very important and we must 
pay them. If these gentlemen of the 
Suprem.e Court were out practising 
their profession they w·ould e_arn ten 
thousand dollars easily. Now as for 
the salary of Mr. Hall, he stand.s in 
the same place in m.y opinion. It is 
to Mr. Hall, the Government Engine­
er, we have got to look in the build­
ing of railroads and in the carrying 
out of railroad contracts. We have 
got to look to Mr. Hall as we have to 
the Auditor General. It was stated 
in this House last year that ' Sir 
Robert Bond stipulated with Mr. Hall 
that after a certain number of years 
his salary would be r·aised to a cer­
tain lim.it. When Mr. Hall came to 
this country there were less than si:i 
hundred miles of railroad in the Col- . 
ony, and so his wo·rk must have 
doubled them in that period. As far 
as economy is referred to, there has 
been no ab·sence of it. The Auditor 
Gener·al him:self has looked for an in­
crease of salary and he has received 
it. He is the person w·ho can repay 
this Colony over and over again for 
the increase he has received. It is 
only proper that he should get it. 
Then we come to the High Commis­
sioner at London. S'ir Edgar Bo.wring 
nas undertaken to fulfill this _ posi­
tion without salary. His secretary· 
receives a salary which he approves 
of. The deputy must be able to 
handle his work in his absence, and 
you must dmit that whatever his title 
is, secretary or clerk or anything you 
like, he mu.st be able to . do the work 
of the High Commissi·oner ih his ab­
sence, and he must therefore have 

sufficient means to live on and to 
keep up the dignity ·Of that positio·n. 
And living in London today is a dif­
ferent matter from what it was ten 
years a.go. Do you think that for · a 
man in .sru·ch a position $3500.00 is an 
enormous salary? 

.MR. CURRIE :-No, but it is absurd 
for a clerk in a Department to get a 
larger salary than the Ministers of 
the Crown. 

HON. ·MINISTER OF FINANCE:­
He is a deputy., riot a clerk, and when 
the High Commissioner has to go else­
where, he must take his place. This 
shows the shallowness of your argu­
ment. We have also heard this after­
no.on a criticism of the fact that the 
salary of the Minister of Shipping, . 
and the salary of the Minister ·Of 
Militia, is not in the Estimates. My 
answer is that both of those Depart­
ments may be out ·O·f existence in a 
short time, and that being so, there 

· is no necessity to vote the salaries 
in the Estimates; and I thtink you 
vvill agree with me, Sir, that the sal­
ary of the Minister ·Of Militia should 
properly be charged to War Account. 
I don't see why it should be voted out 
of the current revenue O·f the Colony. 
If there is any information that the 
H·ouse requires from time to time as 
we go through the Estimates, I shall 
b·e only too happy to furnish it if I 
can. 

MB. MOULTON :-I notice, Sir, in 
going thro.ugh the Estimates that all 
the Civil Servants have got an in­
crease, ·except the pensioners. Now, 
it costs them just as much more to 
live ~s anybody else, and I think 
they are as much entitled to an in­
crease as anybody else. I think they 
should get an increase, and I hope the 
Government will look into it. 

MR. CURRIE :-There are just one 
or two w·ords, Mr. Chairman, that I 
would like to say in reply to the 
Honorable Minister of Finance and 
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Customs. In the first place I must 
say that he has been pleased to put 
a wro·ng construction on alm·ost every 
thing I said. I1f is no use quarrelling, 
and I have no wish to delay the Com­
mittee, but there are some statements 
which he has made 'that I cannot 
agree with. He justifies the ii1crease 
in the railway subsidy on the grounds 
of the great difference in the c·ost of 
operation b·etween now and . ten or 
twenty years go. Now, on the face of 
it, that sounds reasqnable, but the 
Honorable Minister has forg·otten or 
failed to notice tha.t not alone has the 
subsidy been increased, but the con­
tractors have enormo·usly increased 
their freight and passenger tariff. If 
permission was given them to m.~ke 

this increase, to enable them to re­
coup their losses, wha,t was the ne­
cessity of brea.king the cqntract made 
by the Colony to increase the subsidy 
as well? It is not reasonable. 

In connection with the extension in 
the Bay Steamship Service, there is 
one thing to which I stro·ngly object. 
When the House was in session last 
year, the question was asked ~s to. 
whether or not it was the intentio·n ot 

-
the Government to make Port Union 
a port of call, and the reply was that 
the matter was under consideration, 

I 

but that nothing definite· had been 
decided. Yet, three days after the 
House closed this matter was at­
tended to, and without Executive re­
sponsibility. · The Minister knew that 
this m.atter would be dealt with, and 
why not have ha.d it done legally? 

The Minister has referred a great 
deal to my expression regarding Con­
federation. The position I took was 
this (and I submit that it is so.und) 
that so long as we have a.n increasing 
public debt, with no development in 
our industries, and therefore no pos­
sible increase in our earning power, 
these large expenditures are a serious 
menace to the country, because if we 

can't earn we can't pay. For the past 
three or four years we have had an 
enormous increase in our cod fishery, 
an increase of 300%, but these condi­
tions cannot last. In 1914 we were 
wonderfully prosperous, when sud­
denly the war came, and ·our surplus 
became instead a de·ficit. Now we 
have only the same population as we 
had fifteen or sixteen years ago, or 
rather we have less than we had then, 
as we have lost several hundred of 
our gallant boys. The conditions that 
face u1s to-day are not by any means so 
bright as those with which we were 
faced in 1914, and if we have a poor 
fishery next year (I say "if" and I 
hope we shan't have it) where is the 
Minister going to· be? He has either 
to make provision for enormously in­
creased taxation, or be faced next 
yea.r with a big deficit. . I recognise 
at the same time that the increases 
granted this year are reasonable, arid 
I wish we could do better as regards 
the Civil Se·rvice salaries. There are 
still m·en in this country who are 
keep-ing a post office for a salary of 
a hundred or a hundred and fifty dol­
lars a year, and they can't- possibly 
live on it. . 

HON. MINISTER OF FINANCE:­
These are side issues. 

MR. CURRIE :-In some cases they 
are not. The sam.e thing applies to 
ferries. It is true that they tender 
fo.r it, but that does not alter the po­
sition. ·Then there is the, questio·n of 
the old age P·ensions. If $50 was suf-, 

- ficient to enable them to keep alive 
four or five years ago, it is far from 
sufficient today. The same argument 
holds goods for them as for the men 
who keep the post offices and run the 
ferries. 

HON. MINISTER OF FINANC·E:­
These are side issues. 

MR. CURRIE :-I do not agree with 
that. I know pe0ple · in my district 
who have n·o other support, beyond

what they might 11ope to get from 
charitable neighbors. 

HON. MINISTER OF FINANCE:­
The poor we will always have with 
us. 

MR. CURRIE :-I know that, and 
that we will always have to put our 
hands in our pockets and help those 
people out, but if the argument of 
the increased cost of living justifies 
an increase in one case it also holds 
good in the other. 

Now, one word more and I am fin­
ished. W ith regard to Supplemental 
Supply, the Minister has pointed out 
that for years we haye had to vote 
this, but never to such an eno.rmous 
extent as today. ·We have got to come 
in here this year and vote over a mil­
lion dollars for additional estimates, 
a.nd last year we had to vote over 
seven hundred tl1ousand. We ought 
to be able to get nearer to it than 
that. I have alrQady pointed out that 
the vote for Legislation alone is 
nver-spent year after year, and it can­
not be otherwise while we continue to 
vote an amount that we know is not 
sufficient. I notice that Mr. S. D. 
Blandford is given an amount of $120 
as sessional pay. "fhis gentl9man has 
no business to sit in the House, and 
I think a note ought to b~ sent de­
manding this amount back. It seems 
to· me an outrage. The honorable 
gentleman has re.signed his seat, and 
has, theref.ore, no business in this 
House, but still he draws $120 as 
sessional pa.y. Now, I do·n't think that 
sort of thing is just what ought to be 
tolerated. I have nothing personally 
against Mr. Blandford. For years ne 
and I sat together in this H·ouse and 
had the same political affiliations, but 
that doesn't justify his getting $120 
for nothing. There will probably be 
some other matters to which I shall 
take occasion to refer as we go 
thr·ough the Estimates. 

MR. COAKER: - Mr. Chairman, 

• 

there are one or two remarks I would 
like to make in reply to the honor­
able gentleman, regarding the rates 
on the Bowring steam service con­
tract. When he states that Bowrings' 
rates were not increased, and that 
Reids' rates were increased, he does 
not know the facts. He must remem­
ber that the boat in question was on 
the New York route for some months, 
and' would not have been able to make 
two ends meet if this increase had 
i1ot been given. Now, the whole thing 
is this. If the Governmen had not 
done something regarding the Reid 
service last year, we would have had 
no service at all. How can you ex­
pect this service to be carried on at 
the same figure last year as was given 
years ago, when expenses have 'in­
creased to three times what they were 
formerly? 

MR. CURRIE :-The frQight rates 
were doubled and in some cases 
trebled. 

MR. COAKER:-! beg your pardon. 
I tell you that 1 ast year the freight 
rates were 100% lower than the year 
before, and I defy you to contradict 
this statement. The passenger rates 
were 50 % lower, and the mails were 
carried free. Take instances like a 
certain time last Winter when men 
only paid $8.00 for a four days' trip. 
Supposing the Reid Nfld. Company 
said that they would break _their con­
tract, what would we do then, sup­
posing they refused to run their ser­
vices. 

MR. CURRIE :-Whom did they say 
that to? 

MR. COAKER:-! did not say that 
they said it to anybody. I said sup­
posing they said it. In spite of an 
increase of 25 % in the passengers 
the Reid Newfoundland Company 
last year made a loss in the op­
eration of the railway of $346,000. 
The year before-1917-the loss was 
only $41,000, and from June last year

• 
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or from the 1st of July rather up to 
the present time the loss has been 
$31,000; $31,000 in seven m·onths. 
That is th·e position we are up against. 
If the Reid Nfld. Company left the 
first thing they would do would be to 
take their steamers. What would the

Government do then? Where would 
we be then? / 

MR. CURRIE:-You will probably 
be down in P·ort Union. 

MR. C·OAKER: - I presume that it 
is a matter of indifference. to the hon-

• 

orable gentleman where I am. I do 
spend a great deal o.f time down 
there. Ones bu.siness necessitates a 
certain amount of attention. I pre­
~ume the honora.b·le gentleman who 
runs a newspaper has found the same 
nec·essity. The branch railway to 
which the hono·rable member referred 
" ras not put down there for the Union 
Trading Company alone, beca.use that 
setvice has b·e·en in \operation twenty 
years ago, b·ut it is just that the 
gentleman's attitude towards , the 
Union Trading C·ompany changed. 
The time has come when the outports 
shall get their full share of .Gover·n­
m·ent benefit. A very large business 
ha.s b·een built up at Port Union and 
indeed last year that busin~ss paid 
$40,000 in freight to the · Reid Nfld. 
Company. Th·e F. P. U. has paid in 
freights in the Bay service over 
$12,000. We have paid the Gov·ern­
ment for telegrams and so ·On over 
$5,000. I think the amount of busi­
ness we have done down there more 
than justifies the Governm·ent in hav­
ing these improvements there. All 
the time we have been do-ing business 
we have b1een subjected to attacks in 
newspapers. · Attacks whose only ob­
ject can be the hindering ·Of the coun­
try's business. But in the face of this 
operation these are our results. All 
I want is fair play. The way this 
country has been treated b·y the Op-

criticism. It is de1structive criticism, 
and last year everything was done 
that could be donf? .. , to decry this com­
pany in that section of the· pre·ss. All 
we want is a square deal, and that we 
are going to fight for. 

With regard to the gentleman's 
criticism of the salary paid the clerk 
in the High Commissioner's office in 
London, the man in question is a law­
yer wh·o had a goo·d practice in Can­
ada. He went to the war and ·came 
back wounded and Sir Edgar Bowring 
selected him for this position; $2,600 
is not too much fo·r it. The honor­
able gentleman ought to kn·ow how 
expensive living in London is, besides 
the remun·eratio·n was fixed by Sir 
Edgar Bowring and it would not have 
been d·ecent for us to reduce it, and 
I think we got a very ·Cheap m~n. For 
myself, I think that we will have to 
have a man on the other side o.f the 
Atlantic to look after the interests of 
the F. P. U. and I am p17el)ared to 
pay him $10,000 a year. If you want 
to get a man to. work for you, you 
will have to pay him. It has always 
been a matter a surpris·e to me· that 
the business men of this co·untry d·o 
not make this a practice. . We want 
about half a dozen men over th~re to 
look after the trade of' this country. 
And with regard to Mr. Currie's re­
marks with reference to p ,ort Union, 
I may say as far as the N atio.nal Gov­
ernment is concerned, th!ese things

were all settled by the old Govern-
-

m·ent before it went out of office. 
l\'IR. CURRIE :-I would like to 

make just a few remarks. It is an 
unexpected thing that we· sho·uld find 
Mr. Coaker be1co·ming the apologist of 
the Reid Nfld.

The Por­
tia and Prospero are alway~ overfilled 
with freight and passengers and I 
think the Governme,nt taking them 
from the regular r·oute and putting 
them on a more expensive route to 
New York was that questionable pol­
icy. With regard to the Port Union 
terminus the Hono1urable Member says 
that this was arranged during the 
Morr,is administration. I may say that, 
this is news to me because I am sure 
that the spur li11e was b,uilt last year. 

MR. COAKER:-The year berfore. 
MR. CURRIE:-Well in 1917, but 

the idea be,cause a business was estab­
lished in that particular place that 
this was a sufficient justification, is 
not a reasonable argument. If the 
Reid Nfld. Company receive:d $40,000 
in their freights, why didn't they put 
their branch down on their o·wn ac­
count. 

If that principle· is go1ing to apply it 
will mean that we will have to alter 
the steamship service and build r·ail­
way spu'rs at the expense of the Co,1-
ony for every outport b'usin·ess that is 
started. I s:ubmit that the principle is 
not right nor fair, and when I speak 
this way, I do not speak against Port 
Union o·r the F. P. U. I have never 
said a w·ord against the industries of, 
that institution, but as a political fa,c­
tor I am agains't it. I 1say now that 
that railway spur was built for the 
convenience of Port Union alone, and 
the same with regard to the alteration 
in the bay ste·a.m ship service. If Port 
Union had not b,een there it . would 
never have been done. There ar'e a 
great nt1m b·er of ports in these Bays 
to-day without steamship 1S1ervice, and 
last year the Government had to put 
a. motor boat there as a substitute. It

At the time these pen­
sions· were given to these men, who 
gave the best year·s of their life to 
the public service of the country, the 
cost of living was much less than it 
is today.

Today it is three times five 
and all the other necessaries of life 
have increased likewise. Hence I. 
think that some consideration in tne 
way of increases should be .given this

The next vote that I would like to 
make reference to is that of the Mar­
ine and Fisheries Depa.rtment. The 
Department o.f Marine and Fisheries 

to is the vote for Public Charities, is about our most important Depart-
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ment, seeing that it has the handling 
of our staple industry, and I trust 
that when the next Government comes 
back to power-a11d I know I am go­
ing to be a member of that Govern­
ment and I hope the present Minister 
of Marine will be one also-that the 
Minister will hold a seat in th~ Ex­
ecutive Council whereby he can 
espouse the rights of the fishermen 
of the country at a~l times. The pres­
ent holder of that office has done great 
service. I think it is an absurdity 
that, according to the way things 
have been going on, the ·Minister has 
to keep friendly with certain members 
of the Executive Cou11cil if he wa11ts 
to get the least thing done in the na­
ture of improvements to public mat­
ers connected with his department. I 
notice in reading down the list that 
provision has been made for the erec­
tion of eight new lighthouses. Most 
of these were ~rected on the North 

/ 

coast. No doubt there was sufficient 
recommendation and lots of justifica­
tion for the erection of these lights. 
I tl1ink, though, that some consider­
ation should be given to other import­
ant sections of the country where 
lights and alarms are badly needed. 
We know that the South Coast is a 
very treacherous coast and there is 
not a season of the year scarcely that 
one does not pick up a paper and read 
of a wreck along there, sometimes ac- . 
companied by serious loss of life and 
always with serious loss of property. 
In view of the fact that we are here 
today voting additional Estimates of 
$1,600,000, larger than ever before in 
the history of the country, that · some 
consideration should be given to these 

' 

very important matters that I com-
plain of. There is nothing more im­
portant to any fishing country than 
to give all assistance and aid pos­
sible to the mariner, who had to un­
dergo the treacheries and dangers of 

the deep following his avocation. One 

very important section of the So1ltl1 
Coast that I would like to refei ~.o 
especially is the dangerous and 
treacherous coast i11 St. Mary's Bay. 
Practically all the shipping traffic 
that comes out of the Gulf ha : to 
pass by Point La Haye in St. 1\-i.ury's 
Bay, where there is no fog alarm. On 
several occasions wrecks b .n -?e hap­
pened in consequence and \ .-y nar 

· row escapes have occurred. Last 
year when tonnage waP scarce two 
large steamers with ve able cargoes 
drove ashore there and .uad close calls 
from total destrction. TimQ and 
again the matter has been bro ..J. t up 
1n this House and the importa. ... ice of 
having a fog alarm at this particular 
place pointed out. The cost would not 
be very great and if by its erection 
one life "\-Vould be saved it would be 
n1oney well spent. While referring to 
this matter I feel, however, that the 
Government will not at this late date 
have an alarm erected there. The 
west side of Placentia Bay is another 
place that has asked this House fre­
quently by petition and otherwise for 
similar alar1J1s to b,e placed some­
where there. Some fe\v years ago 
five men in a fishing boat while run­
nin~ across St. Mary's Bay were 
caught out in a strong south wind 
and while trying to make a harbor 
were lost with all ha11ds. Some of the 
gentlemen sitting in the House now 
know the case I refer to. Some five 
or six hundred fishing boats fish on 
fhe grounds between Cape Pine and 
Cape St. Mary's and when southerly 
winds approach they have to run for 
shelter and with thick weather it is 
impossible to make Placentia Roads 
or any other harbor in the Bay. Some~ 
times there is no course left but to 
run before the gale and face the wild 
rugged and treacherous shore. Un­
fortunately, in the case that I refer 
to, there was no aid to navigation, the 

boat was driven on the rocks and

the crew were all lost. Whereas i:r a 
fog alarm had been erected there 
these gentlemen would be saved to 
this country for twenty yea.rs to fol-­
low .their calling. 

The next grant I wish to refer to 
is that of Public Works, Roads and 
Bridges. I notice no increase in the 
local road grants or main line grants. 
When these votes were originally 
passed 11ere you could get lnen to 
'vork for $1.00 per day and $1.25 five 
or six years ago. At the present time 
you cannot expect to get men to· work 
for $2.00 a day, in view of the high 
cost of living, and I do not think that 
the ·amounts voted a.re sufficient, for 
even if th-ese amounts_ are sufficient to 
keep up the differ·ent roads, you will 
not get me11 in the Outports to work 
for two dollars per day. Why should 
they? I think 10% more mo·ney Ol1ght 
to be granted if the Public D·epart­
ment is go-ing to ha e the ma.in li11e 
of roads attended to. And while on 
the q uesti-on, I would like to point 
out to the H.ouse the great necessity 
of the main line ro·ads. There is a 
numb·er of these roads all over the 
country. The same thing is found in 
every District. We have in the Dis­
trict I have the honor to represent, 

• 

ten or twelve main line . roads for 
which there is no grant at all. A 
special grant is necessary to m.aintain 
a District for any length of time. In 
fact, it is impqssi"t>le to expect that 
you ca.n ke·ep up a main li11e road 
without a special grant · from time to 
time. Always something important 
cr·ops up, such as wash-outs, b·r·oken 
bridges, etc., and without a special 
grant the amount allocated is all to­
~ether insufficient to keep these roads 
i11 a passa.ble condition. There is a 
very im.portant section of ro-ad from 
Peter's Riv-er to St. Sh·ott's and some­
thing must be allowed for this place 
as it is practically unfit for travel­
ling. Then ther'e is an important 

road between Ville Marie Station and 
Fox Harbor. In 1912 before I had the 
h·onor to represent the District of 
Placentia and S't. Mary's Bay, three 
or four hundred dollars was allocat­
ed. I T'hat amount was spent on this 
line but notwithstanding the road was 

' 

not fit for traffic. By having this 
road in. a safe conditio·n a great con­
venience would be afforded to the 

· peo·ple of the settlement of Fox Har­
bor. Th~n there is another imp-ortant 
road know as the Western Sho·re Road 
It is three hundred miles in length 
and the small sum of fifty dollars was 
the amount allocated to keep this 
thoroughfare in operation, w·hich is 
11ot enough. What could be expect­
ed to b·e done on a road of three h un­
dred miles in length on fifty d·ollars. 

In connection with ferries I wish 
to make a few remarks. There are 
some very important ferries in Pla­
centia and St. Mary's which have 

' 
been sadly neglected by the Govern-

• 
ment during the past Summer. There 
used to be a ferry at F 'ox Harb·or and 
it is; the only means of connection 
with the train at Ville Marie. I know 
a ferry man who, as the cost of liv­
ing increased, found it impossible to 
retain his position on the insignific­
ant amo,unt he was r·eceiving and the 
co·nsequence was that he threw up 
the job. As r·egards F·ox Har·bor, as 
a consequence of this ferry not being 
run, the people there have to go round 
a distance of five or six miles and in 
some instances wade thr·ough rivers 
to connect with the railway. I have 
made . several recommendations to 
tl1e Minister of I iblic Works to hav·e 
the fer~y salarie;:; increased, but th·ey 
!-: ~ve been completely .:~nored. T·here 
..... cts been no ferry at F .,.,x Harbor no·w 
for som.e years. I have made the 
strongest kind of recommend&.tions to 
the Government but they have not 
considered them and the people have 

to get to the rail way as .., ·~t. ihey can.

On one or two occasion_ . lave ask­
ed doctors to go to f!: ~k p )ple and 
they absolutely refusel a~ there were 
no means of getti11g to th .;,ll This is 
a serious matter a11d may illean the 
loss of some valuable lives. I trust 
that the Government will take this 
matter into consideration and there 
is yet time to have something done to 
improve the ferry service for the 
coming summer. A provisio11 ought 
to be made i11 the Estimates. The 
Department of Public Works ought to ., 
get in touch with the parties interest-
ed in these communities. I trust the

I 
think that a year ago a petition was 
presented from a large number of peo­
ple liv.ing in Trepass1ey and Placentia 
asking that the coastal steam service 
be established at these points. The 
peitition was signed by twelve hunured 
electors and also by such gentlemen 
as Rev'd. O'Flaherty of Trepa,ssey, 
Rev'd. O'Driscoll, Rev'd. Rawlins and 
Rev'd. Ryan of St. Brides. It was send 
down to me when I presented it to the 
House. It is time that the Govern­
ment sl1ould do something in the mat-

Island, re ferries. I merely mention ter. 
it now as I am speaking on the ques­
tion. The inhabitants down there 
have been totally depending upon th~ 
ferry service to get in touch with the 
railway, and I ask that something be 
done befo·re any serious matter oc­
curs. I know that some time ago a 
clergyman during the Winter was 

• 11early drowned owing to the fact that 
there was no ferry at North Harbor. 
He was badly frostbttten and very 
11early lost his limbs and had to come 
011 to St. John's to the General Hos­
pital to recuperate. I ask the Gov­
ernment not to wait till the election 
is over, b·ut to vote a larger amount 
than we had last season and they will . 
be justified in doing so owing to the 
very large number of people. 

I have not the least objection to 
off er if any part of the Island has been 
served by any increase· as regards fer­
ries, and while I am a member of this 
House any request from any part of 
the Island if pointed out to me to be 
beneficial will have my -support. I 
offer no criticisms to any subsidy, I 

do no.t care what it is, if the ,gene:ral 

good results. But I, as a rep·resenta-

Of course if there. was railway con­
nection with St. Mary's it would not 
be so necessary to have this service 
established, but there does not at 
present seem to be any reasonable 
hope that this railway connection 
will be made for some time to come, 
and therefore I think a serious effort 
should be made to have this steam 
service established. I trust the Gov­
ernment will take this matter into 
their serious co11sideration and try to 
lo something regarding it during the 
coming summer to have s.ome kind of 
coastal steam service established. We 
arP. not unreasonable, and don't ex­
pect anything that is not in reason, 

' 
but we are convinced tbat if we can 
get the sympathy of the Government 
a means will be found to provide this 
most necessary facility for the people 
of Placentia and St. Mary's .Bay. 

I notice that there is a vote of 
$30,000 for Postal Telegraph Exten­
sion and repair to the Western line, 

which I presume means the line run­

ning up the north side of Placentia 

Bay, Fortune Bay, etc. Well I take 
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it that this amount is only for re­
pairs, and I think it is pity that 
some more money cannot be found to 
open some new offices. There are 
places right along the section where 
this line runs that have no telegraph 
offices. I have presented petitions on 
this matter, and it would take but 
very little more m·oney to open a few 
offices in these places. I me.rely sug­
gest this to the Government with the 
hope that they will give it consider­
ation and have soip.ething done while 
the time is opportun·e. 

The last vote on which I wish to 
make comment is the vote for pe11-
sions for soldiers a.nd sailors. This 

I 

vote at least has my most hearty sup-
port, and I am glad of having· the op­
portunity of coming in here and sup­
porting a~y vote or anything that can 
possibly be don·e for the men who 

• 

have rendered their services and suf­
fered so much for the honor of the 
country. Some of them have su.ffered 
loss of limb, some have suffered loss 
of health, and all have suffe-red the 
loss o.f something, if not in health, at 
least in. money and opportunity. We 
all know that while these brave fel­
lows were figh

1

ting in Franc·e and Bel­
gium very many of the men who re­
mained behind had the opportunity of 
accumulating large amounts of money 
a11d that -opportunity might have been 
participated in b·Y a large number ·of 
th·OSe who W·ent acrOSSS if they had 
remained at home. So I only trust 
that when the Department is in full 
working order, justice will be done 
to all of our soldiers and sailors. I 
hope there will be absolutely no dis­
crim.ination, , and I hope that no re­
gard will be paid as to what partic­
ular section of the country a man 
will belong, or to what fa.mily, but 
only the one consideration, and that is 

that the gentleman in question is a 

member of the Royal Newfoundland 

Regiment, and that tl1e sam·e treat-

ment will be handed out to the man 
who has sprung from hum-b1le parent­
age a.s to, the man who has blue blood 
in his veins.

These 8_)°e the only criticisms, if 
you wish to call them such, that I 
wish to offe.r. As we go through the 
Estimates there may be ~omething 
said loud enough to enable me to 
catch it, or I may discover something 
else to which I will take occasion to 
refer.

, would like to make a few remarks 
with regard to a question tabled by thb 
member for Placentia. My reason for 
making them now is, ·that I shall prob­
ably be absent from the House for a 
few days and I shall not be here to 
ans,wer any que·stions that the Hon­
O"µrable member may put. 'Two years 
ago I was ·unfortunately ta~e,n ill a.nd 
I had to go to the Hospital in the 
Spring, and it was nearly the end of 
.£\.ugust that I wa.s able to. return-hom.e. 
On account of this I lo·st m.y whole 
summer at the fishe1ry. I am a fisher-, 

man and I de·p·end entirely upon the 
fishery for my livelihood. Lateir ' on in 
the season the Minister of Marine and 
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Fisheries who was aware of my posi­
tion, very kindly oiffered me the chance 
to take the position · of Inspector of 
Herring. I was very grateful to him 
and I accepted the po,sition with pleas­
ure. For three months I was in the 
employ of the department of the Ma,r­
ine and Fi.sheries, part of that time . . 
I was getting information for the de-
partment and part of the time I wa,s 
engaged in the inspecting of herring. 
I calculate roughly that I inspected 
about 6000 barrels of herring during 
the time I was in the department. The 
value of that work would be over 
$600.00. Had I anticipated that this 
Honourable member was going to take 
such a keen interest 1n this matter I 

I 

would have kept a copy of everything 
I did. I could have then tabled an ex­
act statement of my expenses and the 
amount of compensation l received for 
that work. Unfortunately I am at the 
present time dependent upon my mem­
ory and cannot give the figures exact­
ly. The entir~ amount which I re­
ceived did not exceed $200.00 and the 
value of my work can be estimated at 
$600.00. I ma.y say incidentally that 
an Inspector does not collect any 
amounts. These are paid to the de­
partment. My expenses were paid and 
I am not at all afraid to have an item­
ized statement put before the country, 
and I think that when the stateme·nt 
is published it w;ill show just as good 
value for services performed as the 
Honourable Gentleman can show for 
the $1000 he received for the services 
of the Fiona. I never bother my head 
ab·out what these gentleme,n do for 
their money. Last year the Honour­
able gentleman for Place-ntia made· a 
very serious charge. I do noit know 
that he referred to me, but he .said 

that men on this side of the House had 
been paid to support the conscription

MR. WALSH:-This state.ment 
correct. 

MR. JENNINGS:-! was wondering 
whether this statemer. t referred to me. 
As far as jobs are conce.rned, I have 
given the Government full value for 
everything I have eve1r done. 

WALSH:-Mr. Speaker, with 
your permission I would make, a few 
remarks. My only regret is that the 
Honourable Gentleman did not base 
his services on a higher basis. Such 
an important position is wo·rthy a 
great deal more than the s11m Mr. 
Jennings re·ceived. Had he only fol­
lowed in the foot steps of some of the 
Honourable Gentlemen he might have 
done better for himself. 

MR. JENNINGS:-! was paid the 
same as other inspectors. 

MR. WALSH:-With regard to the 
conscr.iption act stating what I have 
said in this House, I will not take it 
back. I have never made a statement 
in this House that I regret making. I 
am prepared to stand by my asser­
tions. I merely asked Mr. Jennings a 
question, if whether he received $60.00 
or $6.00, the country has a right to 
know.

MR. PICCOTT:-1 w·ould like to 
' make a few remarks with reference to 

a question as~:ed by me a few days ago 
about an amount paid to Sir Pa.trick 
McGrath. It is by no means an un­
usual thing to have these questions 
asked, and when I occupied the posi­
tion of Minister of Marine and Fisher­
ies I was always glad to answer those 
q·ue.stions as fully as I was able. 

I d·on't think I ment1oneu Sir 
Patrick McGrath's n·ame in any dis­
respectful way. I simply asked the 
question and when it was answered 
that was all I thought about it. The 
next evening Mr. McGrath comes out 
with a piece in his paper (fortunately 
he owns a paper and can say what 
he likes in it) headed ''Patriotic Pic­
cott" (and I may say that I think as 
much of that title as he does of all 
the honors bestowed on him b·Y the 
King.) ''Did He Get $1200 Himself?'' 
I did get $1200 myself, but no·t for 
what he says. He goes on to· say: 
"We observe that Mr. Piccott, M.H.A. 
for Harbor Grace, took the floor yes­
terday in the Assembly with some 
criticisms (I did not criticise this 
payment) respecting a payment to the 
editor .of The Herald for services in 
connection with the Fisheries Com­
~ission some years ago, and posed as 
a super-patriot (I don't think I posed 
as a super-patriot, and I ask this 
House for a ruling on it) who got 
nothing himself. There is, however, 

,, 
a story ·curr·ent which if true puts ~ 

very different face on the matter. It 

is that Mr. Piccott on the day the 

Morris Governrment resigned i.n July 

. 1917, to give p·lace to th·e Coalitio·n, 

was paid tbe sum of $1200 as Chair-

man of the Home Defense Committee 
appointed by the Executive Council 
and consisting of cabinet ministers 
and deputies to deal with domestic 
defense problen1s a11d who were sup­
posed to give their services gratuit­
ously as many others were doing. The 

' 

story regarding this alleged payment 
is that Mr. Piccott when the Coalition 
was being made between the Govern­
ment and the Opposition at that time 
was being dropped from his position 
of Fisheries Minister and that he held 
up Sir Edward Morris, and refused to 
resign his portfolio unless he was 
paid $1200 . for this service, and that 
Sir Edwa.rd Morris, rather than have 
any friction in getting rid of Mr. Pic­
cott, agr·eed to pay him this $1200 and 
avoid the necessity of summarily dis­
pensing with llis services. Perhaps 
Mr. Piccott 'vill , kindly this afternoon 
say whether he got this amount, and 
if so under what circumstances, or if 
he is too modest to make a statement 
himself perhaps Mr. Currie will put 
a question on the order paper and as ... 
certain the truth of the matter. As 
for Mr. Picc·ott's statement regarding 
ourself and our appointment being 
made ·over the head of the Fisheries 
Department, the · truth of the matter 
is that when the Fisheries Commission 
was appointed Mr. Piccott wanted to 
be put at the head of it and paid for 
the W·ork, but' Sir Edward Morris and 
the other members of the Government 
were of ·opinion that he was unfitted 
for this particular task, and the write1· 
was asked to -take the secretaryship, 
a11d giv·e it the close attention which 
it demanded. This probably explains 
Mr. Piccott's soreness in regard to the 
matter. · As for his recollection that 
we got $600 more f.or this work prev­
iously, we wo-µld simply advise him 
not to trust too much to his memory .. , 

I contradict that statement here, 
lVIr. S'peaker, and I will tell this House 

how I came to get that $1200. On the 

• 
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19th day of July, 1914, I received a 
telephone call from His Excellency 
the Gover11or. It was on a Sunday 
mor11ing. His Excellency asked me 
if I could come to Government House 
immediately . A couple of minutes 
afterwards I received another call 
from Sir Edward Morris with tl1e 
same request, and when I arr-ived at 
Gover11me11t House and looked at the 
three gentlemen I saw there, I was 
forced to the co11clusion that they 
11ad either see11 a ghost or that the 
Germans had frightened the life out 
of them. His Excellency then handed 
me a cablegram w:Q.ich he had receiv­
ed from abroad saying that three Ger­
ma11 submarines had been fitted out 
and were then on the east coast of 
Norway, and from that would come to 
Labrador and try to make Grey Is­
lands and Lewisporte their place of 
observation. There was a tender to 
tl1e three submarines supposed to be 
on the Atlantic coast from the United 
States. I said in a off-hand way: 
"That looks as if we are going to 
have a visit from theni," and His Ex­
cellency said: "Piccott, what are we 
going to do?" I thought that the mil­
itary authorities were the proper men 
to get in touch wlth, but he said that 
Major Montgomerie and in fact all 
the military authorities were spend­
i11g the week end at Topsail. He said: 
"Something has got to be done,'' and 
I said: "If you telephone for Com­
mander McDermott I have no doubt 
he will advise you what to do, he be­
ing a military and naval man. In the 
meantime I V\7ill see the Reid New­
fot111dland Compa11y and try to make 
arrangements regarding a boat to be 
outfitted, and you might get · hold of 
somebody in connection with the 
Regiment and send him down there on 
the train that is going out today. ~' 

Tl1e Home and the were then 

sent down there, and His Excellency 

got 11old of my deputy, who was a bit 

• 

' 

of a n1ilitary ma11, and asked him to . 
lool{ a.round and see ·what others he 
could get. When Commander Mc­
Dermott came dow11 he said he would 
do all he possibly could, and we pro-, 
ceeded from Government House to 
the Briton. The Petrel was lying off 
the dock at the time, and we put a 
gun aboard of her and started to get 
her ready, and it was not very long 
before 've got · things going. Mr. J. J. 
McKay and Mr. Tom McNeil looked 
afte1~ tl1is, and did all they possibly 
could, and they were two good men, 
11a ving been officers of the city brig­
ades. I then volunteered my sier­
vices to take command, that is to go 
down and see if there were any sub­
marine.s there. I did not ask for pay. 

On Monday night I left in charge 
of the Fogota, with 120 soldiers, fully 
equipped with all necessary appur­
tenances to repel any submarine or 
any men that would attempt to land 
on the Island On Tuesday I ar-

• 
rived there and landed these men, and 
I made all possible search and talked 
with the fishermen, explaining the 
matter to them and advising them to 
keep a good watch f·or any possible 
landing. A naval officer came on 
board the Fogota, and told me that 
he had everything arranged all right. 
I then went around ot the different 
places until the Petrel arrived, with 
Commander lVIcermott on board. We 
stayed there quite a while, and the 
Fogota was fitted with a gun on deGk. 
Commander McDermott took charge 
of one section and I took charge of 
the eastern section of Labrador. We 
put in a long while there and I ca1ne 
back with hini the · 1ast of October or 
November, and the next year I was 
employed h~re to look after the har­
bor night and day, and at the same 
ti1ne was chairman .of that com1nit­
tee. . I never asked payment for this 
work all this time. I was also on 
the recruiting committee, and was 
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going around this country recruiting

winter time, from one end to the 
other, when Sir Parick McGrath 'vas 
having a very good time.

I later learned from the Colonial 
Secretary that the Government de­
cided that this could not be done, as 
some captain had sa.id that it was im­
possible to call at that harbor. I do 
not know that the Government is 
aware that Isle aux Morts is one of 
th·e chief fishing ports on the West 
Coast. Even when Port au} Basques 
is blocked with ic·e Isle aux Morts is 
open and the schooners fish there al~ 
most uninterruptedly ·-all thr-ough the 
Winter. Just two or three years ag·o 
I made a proposal to the Government. 
(Lord Morris was th·en Premier) to 
make this place a port of call, but it 
was decided that it could n·ot be done 
withou:t discarding some other po.rt, 

• but there are several harbors along · 
the coast whilh it is not neceSS$tfY 
that steam·ers should call, and in view 
of the trade of this place and the 
amount it contributes to the revenue, 
I sincerely hope the Government will 
tak·e up this m.atter and give it con­
sideration and do what is right for 
these people. 

MR. LeFEUVRE :-I would like to 
• v 

second th·e remarks made by the 
Honorable Member for Burgeo. The 
place is a very important one and its 
trade extends all along the co·ast. I 
have much pleasure of giving this 
petition my support. 

MR. DOWNEY :-Being personally 
,.familiar with the contlitions of this 

very important locality, I feel that I 
cannot let this opportunity slip by 
without expressing a few opinions 
which arise from my own know­
ledge of the conditions there pre­
valent. 

Isle aux Morts is one of the few 
places which pro-secutes the fishery 
the whole year round, and one can 
hardly . realize how arduous the 
weat.her conditi·ons at that place are. 
I myself, am the applicant on behalf 
of my district for two ports of call 
and I think it is quite time that a 
slight alteration should be made in 
the present .schedule. The last alter-
ation which was made in the sched­
ule when the Bowring boats no long­
,er called at , reduced the dis­
tance the steamer had to travel from 
140 to 130 miles, and the new port of 
call added, only increased the travel­
ling distance 20 miles. I sincerely 
hope that the Government will con­
sider the advisability of having a few 
few ports of call adde·d to the list 
and I think that in view of the 
shortening of route to which I have 
just referred, Bo wrings ought to have 
no possible ·objection to adding a few 
ports of call to their present sched­
ule . 

MR. LeFEUVRE-While we are dis­
cussi11g ports of call, I would like to 
say, as one familiar with the people 
directly interested that we are losing 
a great deal of trade in Newfound­
land which would otherwise remain 
here. A great deal of business which 

• 
should be d·one in St. John's is done 
with Halifax by people on the West 
coast owing to the lack of com1nuni­
cation which exists between St. 
John's and the places in Canada. Com­
panies without the assistance of the 
Government have found it worth 
.while to have their own steamers, 
and they find that the freight and 

passengers amply repay them. I think 
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that it is .time the Government gave 
this matter serious co.nsideration and 
tried to . regain the trade which is at 
present being gi-r1en to Canadian 
Towns. · 

MR. MOULTON:- While present- · 
ing my petition this afternoon, I 
omitted to remark that th·e Captain 
to which the Colonial Secretary had 
referred stating that Isle aux Morts 
was n')t a fit place for a steamer to 
call. I do not think that there is any 
better part along the coast. The 
water is de·ep. There are no shoals. 
There are no rocks there. There is 
nothing that can be seen. Almost an}" 
steamer could go in there · without 
any difficulty 

• 
MR. DOlVNEY :-I would like to 

c~orro borate that sta.tement. I may 
say that, I myself, as perfectly famil-: 
iar with these conditions, am entirely 
of the opinion of the Honourable 
l\.'.Iember who has jl1st sat down. 

MINISTER 01~ SHIPPIN(~:--I ask 
leave, Mr. Speaker to present petition 
from Ochre Pit Cove, asking for the 
sum of five hundred dollars for some 
public works. · 

Als·o a petition from Northern Bay, 
• • 
asking for the sum of five hundred 
collars for some marine works~ 

Also a petition from Old Perlica11, 
asking tha.t the sum of five hundred · 
dollars be granted i.n connectif>n- \vith 
t11e construction of a road fron1 that 
s·ettlement t·o the railway. 

Also a petition from Old Perlican, 
a.sking that a public building be ~rect­
ed there for a telegraph office and 
post office. 

-~lso a petition from the residents 
of Western Bay asking that the su1n 
of five hundred dollars be granted 
to repair the public wharf on the 
southside. 

I would ask that these petitio11s 
be received and ref erred to the de­
par.t1nent to which they relate. 

MR. DOWNEY:- ! would say, 1.Vfr. 
Chairman, that I am personally fa1nil­
iar with the locality referred to in 
the petition just presented, and I can­
not let the opportunity, afforded by 
its presentation, slip wi1thout saying 
a 'vord in favor of the object sought 
tc) b·e attained by the reside11ts of 
Isle aux Morts . 

I may say that I · am intimately ac­
Cl1ainted with the locality, and with 
its people, as I for some years had 
a branch of a fresh fi~h business at 
Isle aux Morts. 

Very few people on c.ur side of the 
Island can realise the hardships and 
the generally arduous weather con­
ditions under which the people of 
Isle aux Morts and many ·Other places 
on the West Coast labor in the mak­
ing of a living. Isle· aux Morts is 
one of the few places which .prosecute 
the winter codfishery, and any com­
munity whose m~n are engaged there­
in are entitled to ·any consideration 
that this Legislature can extend to 
them. There are really no naviga­
tion difficulties t·o debar the western 
boat from making Isle aux Morts a 
port of call if it can be arrang·ed that 
it be included in the steamer's sched­
ule 

• 
I would also say at the present 

time that I am myself an applicant 
.on behalf of the District of St. 
George for two ports of call under 

, 
the new contract, and I think I have 
already established to the satisfac-, 
tion of this House that the request is 
justifiably made. 

The placing of two . ports in St. 
George's District will not be in any 
respect the conferring of a favor 
ther·eon, but will simply be an act to, 
ls a measure at least, make atone­
ment for the injustice that was done 
the district when two of the three 
ports of call that it had some years 
back were cut, ·or rather stol·en, if I • 
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would use the proper clisignation, 
from the steamer's schedule. The 
Dis.trict lost two of its ports of call 

• 

solely in the interest of the Bowring 
Company, who thereby saved a steam­
ing distance of over 100 miles on 
each round trip and for which almost 
a negligible sine qua non was given 
t he country in the shape of. two ports 
in another dist::-,ct that were included 
in .the steamer's list of ports at our 
expense. 

I am taking it for granted that the . 
Government will n1ake the necessary 

. ' prov1 ion .under the new contract to 
restore to us two ports in lieu of 
those so tak·en, and that they will 
also be enabled to make provisio11 
for the addition to the schedule of 
Isle aux Morts. 

MR. DOlVNEY :-I ask leave to-day, 
Mr. Speaker, to present two petitions 
from the District of St. George. 

The first is from residents of Cod­
roy Harbour, where there is a pop­
ulation of over 600, and the condi­
tions surrounding this petition are 
somewhat involved. Some eight 
years since, I presented the first pe­
tition fr·om this locality asking for 
the S·ervices of the dredge for Codroy , 
Harbor. At one time, some 60 years 
back, Codroy Harbor was capable of 
gtving accommodation to large craft. 
It was in those days a portion of 
the so-called French Shore and even 
French barques of quite large ton­
nage, engaged in the Bank fishery, 
used to winter there. Owing to son1 e 
submarine convulsion in the Gulf, · 
which diverted the natural set of the 
current and caused it to set directly 
through Codroy Harbor-which has 
two entrances, respectively at its 
north and south ends-this change 
in the current has had the effect of 
silting-up the harbor, so that to-day 
it furnishes accommodation in the 
harbor proper for only very small 
craft, tho' in the roadstead there is 

an abu11dance of water, but the road­
stead is not a safe anchorage during 
bad weather peri·ods. Owing to the 
altered conditions, the residents of 
Codroy are now de barred from using 
in the prosecution of fishery opera­
tions boats larger than of such size 
as can be hauled up above the reach 
of the sea in stormy weather, and it 
is not at all flattering to the good 
judgment or the degre~ of humanity 
shown by any Government that will 
expect the fishermen of this Country 
to labor for a living under the con­
dttions that are to be met with in, 
the prosecution of the winter cod­
fishery which the people of Codroy 
engage in when this fishery has to be 
prosecuted in ordi11ary dories, as is 
the case at present. 

Upon the a.cquisition by the Coun­
try of the Dredge, the people of Cod­
roy petitioned .the Legislature to per­
mit of its services being utilised in 
the dredging of Codroy Harbor, so 
that they might be enabled to pro­
cure boats of sufficient size to enable 
them to prosecute the all-year-round 
codfishery with ithe reasonable m·eas­
ure of safety that should surround 
all human avocations 

• 
In response to this petition, or 

rather, to the two or three similar 
petitions presented, the Government 
JIJng·neer was instructed to make a 
survey in connection with the work 
asked for and he reported that i..t 
would be useless to dredge Codroy 
Harbor until a breakwater, some 600 
feet in length, was first erected, so 
as to again divert the current to its 
original course, otherwise that the 
harbor would be certain to re-silt, 
and the benefits of the dredging work 
be lost. Altha' this report of the Gov-

. ernment E11gineer was made some . 
five years back, anu tho' the matter 
has on two or three occasions en­
gaged the serious attention of the 
Executive, i1othing practical / has re-
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suited and the people have at· last be­
come skeptical that the Government 
intends to live up to the promise 
given through me that this break­
water would be constructed, and the 
present petition asks that the Gov­
ernment allocate to Codroy the sum 
of $200.00 to be devoted to deepening 
the gut leading to a small co,ve, 
known as North W,est Cove, adjacent 
to Codroy proper, and that the resi­
dents will, in consideratio,n of this 
grant being made by the Legislature, 
give an equivalent value in la.bor to-. 
wards the realisation o,f this pr·oject, 
which they believe wjll enable them 
to acquire skiffs and safely harbor 
them in bad weather in the · North 
West Cove. 

t 

In the Winter just past, incredible 
as it may appear, the fishermen of 
Codroy caught three million pounds 
of fish in ordinary 11 feet dories that 
no other fishermen the world over 
would have trusted their lives to 
amidst the conditions o·f gales and 
snowstorms that .were th·e constant 
accompaniment of their labors in the 
securing of this large quantity ,of 
fish, and I would consider it not alone 
ungenerous but absolutely unjust on 
the part of any Government whose 
indifference to the prayer of the many 
petitions presented from Codror will 
continue to longer :subject those fish­
ermen to thP vicissitudes that have 
so far been i11separable from their 
labors. 

I would here remind the Govern­
ment that the Government Engineer's 
estimate in connection with the break 
·water was that it could be co11struct­
ed for a very moderate outlay, ana 
the necessary dredging to complete 
the work could b·e d·one under the 
ordinary gra.nt for dredging v.·ork, so 
that there is really nothing whatever · 
to debat non-attention to this · work 
for any longer period. 

Thr· secont petition is from the 

residents of Searstown and Gra.nd 
River :1.Sking that the ferr:r there be 
equippe-O with a motor engine. The 
Grand River, upon which Searston 
lies, is one of our largest riv:ers, be­
ing very nearly a. mile wide at its 
mouth . and slightly over half a mile 
wide seven miles up from salt water. 
Owing to this large river discharging 
through a rather narrow gut, th·e 
current sets both in and out, during 
different stages ·Of the tide, with very 
great velocity, and as· the route of the 
ferry crosses the river near the gut, 
and as this ferry carries passe gers 
anci tows a large scow that co·nveys 
teams loaded with · agricultural pro .. 
ducts. llll their way to the railway 
station for transhipment-it frequ­
ently gets caught in th·e current and 
is carried at great velocity elther in 
or out of the gut and at the imminent 
risk of human lives as well as of the 
animals and the lo·ads of agricultural 
products. 

The petitioners have reasonably 
co·ntended that were the ferry boat 
equipped with a small gasolene en­
gine, absolute safety from accid·ents 
would be afforded. The boat c()uld 
then afford to make a slight detour 
to get beyond the vortex of the cur­
rent, and safety in crossing would 
be assured. 

In conne·ction with the difficulties 
under which agricultural w·ork is 
prosecuted in St. George's District, I 
wo·uld take advantage ·of the present 
occasion tn read to the House a letter 
that I today received from a 'Mr. 
Robert Shears, of Middle Barachois. 
The letter is as follo,ws : 

Dear S'ir :-It . is, I think, useless 
.for me to begin -to explain to you the 
need of the road I now ask money fo·r 
to make it passable for carts, as I 
have done so so many times, and you 
know ·by your travels around here 
the inconv·enience we little farmers 
are put to, and hardship as well, for 
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1ack of roads. I n·ow have 25 barrels 
of potatoes up the river, and will , 
""1ave to pack them on my back for 

• 
over a mile, and on my horse. This 
is not an (.\asy job, but what ca.n 011e 
do? This road is for th·e farmers of 
Middle Barachoix and leads from the 
railway up the river. A little mo.ney 
has already b1een spent on it, as y·ou 
kno-w, and the Chairman of the Road 
Board at Crabbes knows and asks as 
well as mys~lf for the sum of $200 
for this p·urpose. I see that the pre­
sent Government speaks strongly on 
the need of r·oads, and I think it is 
time to b·e up and doing. 

Trusting to your kind consider-­
ation and that of the Board o.f Works 
to get this amount,

I may say that there are sc·ores of 
cases in St. Geo.rge's District situated 
as Mr. Shears is. 

In response to· tl1e appeals issued 
by the Agricultural Board in the past 
four years, asking that the country 
make increased ~fforts to produce all 
the foodstuffs possible, many r·esi­
dents of 'St. George's went bey·ond the 
limits of their road system to effect 
additiional clearings, and today th·e 

' crops grown from these can only be 
mark·eted by those owning them car­
rying potatoes, turnips and other 
pr·oducts upon their backs to what­
ever distance intervenes th·eir clear­
ings and the end of the road system, 
and then carting them th·e further 
distance of from 3 or 4 to as many 
as perhaps 8 or 10 miles to th·e near­
est railway station. 

I am convinced that were the Gov­
ernment per·sonally familiar with the 
difficulties und·er which the vario·us 
industries are prosecut.ed in St. 
George's District, that they would not 
hesitate to make the necessary grants 
towards providing the facilitie-s that 
would enable its people to· make the 

required effort to develop its very 
' 

great potential wealth and thus, in 
. turn, enable them, through their in­
creased earning powers, to be larger 
contributors to the country's revenue 
than they a.re even at the present mo­
ment. 

' 

I ask that the.se petitions be refer-
red to the different Departments to 
which they pertain. 

MINISTER OF MILITIA:-In reply 
to the question of the Hon. Member 
question of the Honourable Member 
for Harbour Grace, Mr. Piccott,--
:asking the Minister of Militia to lay 
on the table of the House any cor­
r.espondence thait passed between 
himself and Majors Montgomerie, Pat­
erson, Macpherson and Parsons with 
,regard to the hospital acc·ommoda­
tion in and fitting up the Empire 
Wood Working Building and the dis­
ciplining o,f the above officers with 
your permission, and the permission 
of the House, I desire to mak.e a 
statement in this connection. 

During the latter part of last year 
the matter ·of sufficient hospital ac­
commodation for returned and re­
turning · invalided soldiers occasioned 
considerabl.e anxiety to all concerned. 
Every effort possible was made to 
secure necessary additional accom­
modation, but without ·avail as no 
suitable building in the city could be 
secured for the purpose, excepting the 
Seamen's Institute, but it was not 
considered advisable to take this 
building over owing ,to its being re­
q11ired for other necessary purposes. 

With a view of- coming to some 
definite understanding in the matter, 
I called a m.eeting in my office on 
December 23rd, at which were pres­
ent Sir Michael Cashin, Acting 
Prime Minister, repres·enting the Gov­
ernment.; representaives of the Civil 
\Re-establishment Committee, and the 
Pension Commissioners; Dr. Mac-

' 
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pherson, Director of Medical Ser­
vices; Dr. Paterson, Deputy Director 
of Medical Services; Major M·ont­
gomerie, District Officer Command­
ing; and myself. 

After considering the whole situ­
ation, it was determined that - some­
thing should be done with the lea.st 
possible delay. After . hearing the 
opinions of the Medical Officers and 
others concerned it was suggested by 
Sir Michael Cashin that the Annex, 
recently attached to the Empire Bar­
racks, might be converted i11to a 
suitable convalescent ho.spital. Thi! 
suggestion, was agreed upon, and it, 
was arranged that the Acting Prime 
Minister, the 1\i1edical Officers-Doc­
tors Macpherson and Parsons, the 
District Officer Commanding-1\Iajor 
Montgomerie, and myself would visit 
the place the following morning at 
ten o'clock, which was . accordingly 
done. 

We spent some time in going over 
the Building, and after thoroughly 
inspecting it, the Medical Men were 
asked if the place was capable of be­
ing made suitable as a conva:lescent 
hospital. Dr. Parsons replied that he 
was agreeably surprised to find th·e 
place so well suited for the purpose. 
Dr. Macpher~on said that · it was not 
ideal, but with certain alterations and 
improvements it c·ould be made suit­
able. After discussing some of the 
details-such as sanitary require-
ments, kitchen and dining rog·ms, etc., 
I felt satisfied that we had reached 
a soltuion of the difficulty which con­
fronted us I accordingly called Sir 

• 
Michael Cashin aside and asked him · 
if he were satisfied that the building 
could be made suitable, if so, had I 
the authority of the Government to 
proceed with the necessary work so 
that .th·e place might be fitted up 
without delay. To these enquiries 
his answer to both was "yes.'' During 

the course of this conversation we 
had walked slowly through the build­
ing, we then halted for a minute or 
two, but the others had evidently re­
mained in the portion of the building 
where we had left them. I c·oncluded 
the Doctors and Major Montgomerie 
were further discussing the matter of 
detail. Sir Michael Cashin informed 
me that he was busy and had .to get 

I 

back to his office, and asked me if I 
were going up and offered me a lift 
in the cab which was waiting for 
him. Thinking the others would nat-

' urally follow, I immediately proceed-
ed t·o th·e Militia Office, and upon my 
arrival there, several people were 
awaiting me, and 'vholst I was en­
gaged with one of them, ithe Military 
Secretary, Captain Byrne said the 
Committee were waiting to see me. 
As I was engaged I asked him to tell 
them that everything was alright as 

' I had arranged matters with the Act­
ing Prime Minister. It being my full 
intention as soon as I got through 
the .matters requiring immediate at-
tention, to write the Dir·ec!tor of Medi­
cal Service~, Major Macpherson; and 
the District Officer Commanding, Major 
Montgomerie, that I had the author­
ity of the Government to proceed with 
the work of fitting up the Annex as 
a hospital, and to request them to 
make the necessary preparations tc 
have he work put in hand immedi­
ately. 

Much to my surprise, before one 
o'cloclr I received a communicatio11 
signed by- Majors Montgomerie, Mac­
pherson and Parsons. The contents. 
of this communication left no other 
course open to me but to ask for their . 
resignations-excepting Major Par­
S·ons, who was not an officer on the 
staff. These resignations were ac­
cordi11gly handed in, and I forwarded 
them to the Governor in Council for 
such final action as he considered 



• 
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nec·essary in the premises. At the 
same time I asked that an enquiry 
be held into all the happenings by 
some competent and impartial trib­
unal, whose findings would be satis­
factory to all concerned. 

In the meantime the work of these 
Officers was being performed as usual, 
and our person~ relations were not 
in the least affec4ed, as the whole epi­
sode was purely of an official charac-
ter. 

In the course of a few days it became 
apparent that some misunderstanding 
had led ·up to this incident, and, by 
mutual consent, a conference was held 
in my office and all the circumsta.nces 
were fully gone into, when it was 
agreed that a misunderstanding had 
occurred. The Officers concerned were 
prepared to write me to that effect 
and withdraw their communication. 
At the same time I agreed to with­
draw the one asking for their resigna­
tions. 

I now, therefore, Mr. Speaker, beg 
to lay copies of these two communi-. \ 

cations on the table of the House, hop-
ing that the House w.ill accept this ex­
planation of mine as a correct one of 
an incident that was regretted by me, 
and I feel too by all the Officers con­
cerned. 

I can only add that since that time 
each of these Officers continues to act 
in his respective capacity, and I feel 
that the work has not been in the least 
affected by this regretable incident. 

My reasons for making this state­
ment at this juncture are that, unfor-

• 

tunately, a warped and prejudiced re-, 
port of the circumstances appeared in· 
ce1rtain sections of the press. I was 
vilified and assailed, and charged with 
perpetrating an injustice to those offi­
cials which was quite contrary to the 
facts. I only did what I considered 
my duty as head of the Department, 
and I would be long so·rry to, in any 
way, knowingly/ injure any officer or 

• 

• 

-· 
official in the Department of Militia 
where I have had such loyal and effi­
cient co-operation.

Committee of the Whole on Supply. 
MR. CURRIE :-Mr. Chairman, be­

fore the vote for Pu·blic Charities pass­
es I would like to make a few obser­
vations and would like to call the at .. 
tention of the Minister to the fact that 
the Relieving Officers have not re­
ceived any increases to the fact that 
the Relieving Officers have not re­
ceived any increase.s to their salaries 
and the Sergeants have. I do not see 
why the distinction should be made. 
I notice that the District Sergeants 
for Plarentia, Burgeo and Channel, etr. 
have received the increases and the 
Relieving Officer.s of those places have 
liOt. 

HON. MINISTER OF FINANCE: ­
Because they are not policemen. 

MR. CURRIE :-I kno·w they are not, 
but I know that they have to do a 
great deal of work and I think that 
they are entitled to the increases given 
to Sergeants. Also I would like to 
know if the Government is considering 
another ambush, again, what ab·out the 
Hospital or what action is being taken 
in regard to patients coming from o·ut­
ports and having to wait for six to 
eight wetks before accommodation can 
be found for them. I know that re­
cently the Government have attempted 
to do something by making it compul­
sory for outport doctors to examine 
people carefully before they are sent 
on and to notify Mr. Bartlett, who is 
in charge of this department. And 
even if action has bee·n taken, I am 
afraid it is not going to remedy ma.t­
ters, and people will insist on coming 
in, because they think that if they wait 
that they will never get t~ere. The 
doctors here in St. John's fill up the 
various wards. At the pres~nt time 
tl1ere are some fifty or sixty patients 
awaiting admission in there. I have 
one case in my district ~aiting to get 

' 

there. This young lady has spent 
weeks here. I tried my best with the 
assistance of the Colonial Secretary, 
who was good enough to interest him­
self jn he case, but found that accom­
moclatio11 could not be given here. One 
solutio11 of the present problem woula 
be for the Government to utilize some 
other place another town that · would 
be suitable for the purpose. It is un­
fair to have people who are suffering 
from a.ny serious disease put up and 
accommodated in an ordinary boa1·d­
ing house, where the accommodation 
1s not very desirable. They are living 
ilnder conditions which are anything 
b11t good and which they could not be 
e~.pected to live under. I can quite 
SfJe the positio·i'.l that the Government 
cannot offer to pay high board for 
t.h~n1, as you cannot get any boarding 
house to take in people for less than 
75 or 80 cents a day. The matter h~,~ 

reached s·u·ch an acute stage that some­
thing must be done. I do not know 
whether or not the Government are 
considering the matter of outport hos­
pital accommodation. At Grand Bank 
there is one doing good wo·rk, but it 
has not been able to carry it on, owing 
to the gra.nt being not sufficient. The 
Government could erect a ward at tl1e 
General Hospital through paying pat­
ients. There are patients in the hos­
pital to-day who are not paying but 
are well able to pay and should be 
rr1ade pay. That wo1uld relieve the sit­
uation. Another circumstance· is that 
there are one o·r two wards at the 

' General Hospital at present used by 
soldiers. Is there not s·ufficient ac­
commodation at the Empire Building 
t<.) treat the soldiers there? If th~re 
was it would help to relieve the situa­
ti.on. These are matters that are de­
serving of .immediate attention and 
the Government should see to it. 

There is one more point in conne·c_. 
tion with the expenditure under Puo­
lic Charities that I would like to refer 
to and that is the provision of medical 

• 
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attendance for outports. When a tele­
gram is sent to the Government from 
some out of the way place asking for 
immediate aid a doctor has got to be 
sent from St. John's or else all sorts 
ine that the Government can find a 
of accusations are made, as they imag­
cloctor for them when they want them. 
Would it not be possible to employ a 
doctor for that particular purpose? 
Their charge while called on these 
special missions are enormous. I un­
derstand that some docto·rs went so 
far as to charge a high a $100 a da.y 
for their ervices. I know ' that they 
got $50 a day. I think that if som.e ar­
rangement could be made whereby a 
doctor could be attached here to the 
Public He·alth Department it would 
save the country .considerab1le expense. 
As far as Hospital accommodation is 
concerned I would like to kno·w wha.t 
the Government have in view for the 
purpose of relieving the .strain at the 
present time when there are from fifty 
to sixty patients awaiting admission 
there. I think the official, Mr. Bartlett, 
wl10 is looking after patients com·uing 
in, is a most competent and painstak­
ing official, but is practically helpless 
while the present state of affairs e1xist. 
Under present conditions it must b·e 
costing the Government an enormous 
sum and I think that that amount 
could be reduced if the Government 

' 

would utilize some other place in the 
city as a hospital. 

RT. HON. THE PRIME MINISTER: 
-Mr. Chairman, I wish to make a few 
observation.s wth reference to· the mat­
ters alluded to by Mr. Currie. I think 
it is apparent to the Committee that 
there is so·me grounds a.s to the use­
fulnes.s of . the Ge·neral Hospital here 

, and the Government is under the im­
p.ression that this General Hospital is 
reaching that limit that there is wo·rk 
of a serious character to do. 

The Gover·nment is inclined to meet 
the proposition in another way by tak­
ing up the matter seriously and if the 

• 

Outports are inclined to help them­
selves then tnere will b.e something 
done to reach a step so that they may 
get hospital accommodation. At pres­
ent tl1ere are two propositions before 
the Government. Fir.st, the Govern­
ment is prepared to aid the general 
support of a hospital at Twillingate 
on the basis that the patients pay so 
much per bed. The other p.roposition 
is that of the erection of a hospital 
at Harbour Grace. The pe,ople there 
have before them the opportunity of 

' 

having a hospital at Harb·our Gree,, and 
the Government is prepared to aid 
them by paying an annual amount 011 

the basis of the number of beds. ·This 
I hope will at any rate be a beginning 
and we are even prepared to give them 
an additional grant having regar·d to the 
number of beds to the Grenfell As.so­
ciation Hospital. I hope this will be 
a serious beginning and will relieve 
the situation. All this is dependent 
upon the fact that the respective in­
habitants do something for themselves. 
This is the moral. If thi.s principle is 
once established they will necessarily 
be called upon to pay. As for Doctors, 
I may say that I have never come 
across a Doctor who has asked one 
hundred d·ollars per day. All th.ings 
are possible but I have never come 
across this. I have come across those 
who have asked fifty dollars per · day 
and expenes, and I ·have b·een instru­
mental in turning them down. There 
are some exceptio·nal cases where it is 
ab.sol·u tely ne·cessary to pay them blg 
amounts. I think the ordinary fee is 
about twenty five dollars per day, but 
as I have said the Government is some­
times forced to pay more. From time 
to time there have be:en requests from 
all parts of the I.sland for a Doctor to 
be sent. Some of these wants have 
been supplied but it is impo·ssible to 
~upply all. The matter of having a 
doctor to act permanently for the Gov­
ernment is having our serious consid­
eration. 
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MR. CURRIE:- Mr. Chairman, I 
desire to thank the Prime Minister for 
the information given. I ask that the 
matter be taken up. The Gove·rnment 

· is in a position to help those who are 
unable to help them.selves. There are 
n·umbers of perso11s who come to St. 
John's year after year who should be 

I 

given to understand that they must 
pay for their medical attenti·on. There 
are many persons who can well affo·rd 

• 

to pay for Doctors and if they get ser-
iously ill and come on to St. John's or 
have docto·rs sent them, they should 
pay for it. As soon as this stand is 
take·n by the Go·vernment and the Out­
port people are shown what is expect- · 
ed of them the sooner they will begin 
to help themselves. May I ask when is 

\ 

Docto·r Brehm expected and is he go-
ing to take up duties with the Military 
authorities? 

RT. HON. THE PRIME MINISTER: 
-He is e·xpected on the Digby. I sent 
a communication to Dr. Brehm and I 
received a reply a few weeks ago say­
ing that he did not receive it for six 
weeks although it was sent to Brigl1ton 
where he was all the time. The com­
munication wa.s relative to his return. 

MR. CURRIE :-Is the report cur­
rent true that another official is to be 
appointed to the Public Health De­
partment? · 

RT. HON. THE PRIME MINISTER: 
-No. 

llIR. CURRIE :-I would like to ask 
why such large salaries are pa.id to 
some lighthouse keepers. 

HON. MINIST~R OF FINANCE:-
Some pay their own man. · 

MR. PICCOTT:-Mr. Chairman, I 
would like to draw the atention of the 
House to the feat that the Minister o·f 
Agriculture and Mines is not taking 
his seat. I.s he sick? I always u·nde~ 

stood that during Sir Edward Morris's 
time that whe·n these estimates were 
going through the Minister of Agri­
culture and Mines wo.uld be present. 
At present there is a live Minister, and 

since I have been here, which is not 
very long, he has not made an appear­
ance on the platform of this House to 
give satisfaction about his Depart­
ment. It would do both himself and 
this House credit if he would put in a11 
appearance. I would like to have1 these 
Estimates deferred since he is not here. 
I wo·uld lilre him to take his place here 
as he is one of these smart gentlemen 
who was always ready to criticise the 
Morris G·overnment. There must be 
some good reason or other why he ab­
sents himself. So I ask that the Es­
timates be deferred until we have the 
Minister here and besides he has not 
tabled his re·ports. If he is _ healthy 
and nothing serious wrong with him 
there is no reason why h·e should not 
come here. 

RT. HON. TIIE PRIME MINISTER: 
-I am not in a position to defer the 
Estimates on tho·se gr·ounds b·ecause 
the Minister· of Agriculture and l\iines 
has already accepted a position, which 
prevents him fro·m sitting in this 
House. He has accepted the positio·n 
o:t Commissioner of Pensions. -He will 
be appointed as a matte·r of course and 
under the present circumsta,nces he 
cannot be co·mpelled to come here. 
The1·e is no statute o·n the subject. 

:11'IR. CURRIE :-I thought the,re was 
an Act passed which made it necessary 
that every minister should attend this 
House unless there was a special pro­
vision made. 

I think tl1at the Minister of Agri­
culture and Mines ought to be here. 
I think he ought be allowed to take 
his seat in the House. Dealing with 
the vote for Forest Fire Protection I 
may say that I do not quite under­
sta11d tl1c situation, and I would ask 

• 

for some explanation thereof. With 
reference to the Marine & Fisheries 
vote, I notice in the reipo·rt of the Hon. 
Minister that he makes reference to .. 
the fisheries of the Country; and urges 
upon the Government the necessity of 
adopting a · new method of cure. He 
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goes on to ·state· that unless a change 
is made in the method of handling our 
fish, we will not be able to compete 
satisfactorily with our competitors. I 
would like to ask if it is intended t :l 
make any change in "the Marine & Fish­
eries Dept. so that an Expert might 
be brought here to deal with these 
matters? I notice that on last Satur­
day the Board of Trade held a meet­
ing; and suggested that a small ex­
port tax on fish be levied, so as to de­
fray the ex))enses of some satisfactory 
Expert, who would be brought here to 
deal with matters of that sort. I 
think that this is a matter that de­
serves great consideration, and I think 
the Minister realises that fact. We 
have got to adopt new methods to meet. 
the new conditio~s that are arising. 
We have got to adopt new methods if 
we want to hold our market. I do not 
blame the fishermen al together for the 
bad cure. I think the people respon­
sible are the fish buyers. They are 
satisfied to take all sorts of fish with­
out questio11. One gentleman speaking 
at the Board of Trade Meeting on Sat­
urday last said that some of the fish 
that was bought this year was unfit 
for human consumption; but he said 
it was bought on the principle that 
anything would be accepted so long as 
tl1ere was a chance to make money. 
That is a very pernicious principle to 
go upon. During the past four or five 
years we have had a magnificent op­
portunity with practically a monopoly 
of the fish markets of the world 
where.in we might have been able to 
install ourselves without fear of suc­
cessful competitio.n. Instead of doing 
so we have been dumping any kind of 
fish in there; destroyin~ our future 
chances; and, in a sense·, killing the 
goose that lays the Golden egg. The 
Government should give this matter 
immediate and. earnest consideration, 
and meet the suggestion that has been 
offered by the Board of Trade. I 
think that some rules or regulations 

should be made with reference to a 
standard cure, so that there will be 
some guarantee as to the quality of 
fish that we export. No person should 
be allowed to export fish that is likely 
to cause damage to our market. The 
Minister of Marine and Fisherie• may 
be able to say whether or not anything 
is contemplated by the Government in 
reference to the present situation .. 

:\IINISTER OF MARINE ANll 
FISHERIES :-Mr. Speaker, in reply 
to the Hon. Member for Burin·, I 

. might say, that the Report which I 
have tabled I am prepared to sub­
stalit1ate in every way. I thi11k the 
Government should at once direct its 
attentio11. to making provision for the 
standardization of the cure of codfish 
and introduce remedial measures 
d.ealing with the present situation. 
Our cure may be classed under 3 
heads: No. 1, 2 and 3, and each cure 
should have its separate brand. The 

~ 

fishermen know how to make fish 
now just as well as they ever did, but 
the great trouble is not with the fish­
ermen altogether; it is with the buy­
ers who are responsible. There is 
absolutely no encouragem.ent given 
the fishermeTh to make any particular 
ki11d of fish-for instance, the man 
who has a bad cargo gets as much 
as the man who has good. 

AO 

I think the time has now arrived 
when \Ve should 11ave a11 expert here, 
who would go into the whole matter 
from a scientific view-point, so that 
we migl1t be in a position to intelli-

• 

gently discuss all phases in connec-
tion with our fisheries. U11fortunately 
in the past \Ve have been too lax i11 
the matter of cure, therefore great 
damage has bee11 do11e to our markets 
by the errors which have been made 
in this respect. We should have 
legislation compelling the buyers 
who buy fish to see that it is proper­
ly c11red i11 every respect, and i11-
spectors should be appointed to in-
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spect the fisl1 and see that no fish 
leaves tl1e co,untry that does not meet 
tl1e 1~equirem·ents of a sta11dardized 
cure. In this way we would receive 
fo:r ouri?elves a reputatio11 in the 
various markets which we ship our 
fish o, a11d avoid the dang·ers inci­
dental to the present haphazard 
methods. I believe if the merchants 
would work in harmony with thA 
Marine and Fisheries Department, 
the Government and the fishe1~men, 

conditions in my opinion would be 
materially im,proved. 

The meeting r·efer,red to by the 
Hon. Member for Burin, held in the 
Board of Trade Rooms, unfortunately 
I was prevented from attending. 
While I had an invitation to be pr.es­
ent, owing to pressur,e of business I 
'vas unable to do so. I understand 
tl1e b·usiness of the meetin,g was for 
the purpose of taking up with the , 

Government the matter in relation to 
a scientist, who might com,e here to 
thoroughly investiga.te co·nditions re­
lativ,e to our fish·eries. 

You will agree with me, that there 
a,re many matters in connectio11 with 
our staple industry tl1at we kno,,v 
very little ,of. For instance, we k11·ow 
i1othing in relation to taki11g, say the 
temperature of the water. We d.o 11ot 
know whether the small tom-cod 
which is usually around th,e wharves 
in May and June, is a tom-cod species 
or whether they b,ecome codfish. We 
do not know how lo·ng it takes these 
little fish referred to to gr·ow-wheth­
er it takes one month, a year, or five. 
I am info1rmed that very little fish of 
any kind can be found in Hudso11 
Bay. Furthermo·r~, we do not kn9'v 
too much ab·out the habits of our 

I 

seals. In fact, there is a· great deal 
yet in my opinion which all of us 
co,uld learn from a scientific stand­
point. There is no· question but that 
our knowledge of the fishertes of the 
country is limited. If we had the ad-

vice of a scientific man to depend up­
on in these matters, great advantage 
would accrue to the country. We 
wo1uld be enabled to augment the 
value of our fisheries and with a 
little care would safe-guard our 
markets; we ~annot possibly allow 
conditions to g;o 011 as they are at 
present, otherwis·e we shall be driven 
from the markets altogether . 

. 
During the past three or four years 

we have had the fish m·arkets of the 
world pr,actically within o,ur ·control, 
but I am sorry to say that we mis ... 
used the advantage that should have 
accrued to us in that respect. I have 
heard of cases where fish about to. be 
shipped, was taken up through the 
main hatch, and just a b·ucket or two 
o.f w·ater thrown over it, and put into 
the aft hatch, brought on· to, St. John's 
without even seeing the sun. There 
is rio qu·estion of doubt but what it 
would be impo·ssible even in a tem­
perate climate to keep it in goo,d con­
dition, more e:specially when it had 
not sufficient salt. When we realise 
the climatic ·conditions of the market 
to whlch fish of that kind was being 
shipped, we can hardly wonder that 
the fish arrived the·re in a condition 
unfit for hum·a.n consumption. The 
greatest care and attention sho,uld be 
paid to tl1e cure of not only codfish, 
but ,salmon, herring, turbot, lobsters 
a,nd any other fish we might put up. 

. . 
In relation to o·ur herring, the past 

yea.r or two we no doubt had the ~ew 
York a11d Chicago m.arkets all to our­
selves. But since the war is closed 
off, competitors have come in and 
conseque·ntly the prices in these mar­
kets 11av·e decreased considerably. 
And not alone that, biut owing to the 
unexpected conclusion of hostilities, 
contracts fo·r the purchase of large 
shipments of herring which have been . 
entered into particularly with Jew-
ish buyers of these places at hi,gh 
prices, we find that owing to the in-
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rush from other centres, default has 
been made in carrying out these con­
tracts, as the people are willing to 
take the Alaska fish a.t a lower price 
than give the big price for our New­
foundland fish. 

Our method of inspection is not at 
the present time perfect, nor up to the 
standard which should be· in vogue; 
but we are cnntinually improving and 
within a short tim.e we hope to have 
a system whereby it "rill be impos­
sible to get a bad package of herring 
out of the country. It is ~bsolutely 

impo·ssible under present conditions 
to carry on a rigid inspectio·n, as in­
spectors cannot inspect fisl1 properly 
when out under the weather. I would 
suggest that the Government provide 
a warehouse, something like Prowseps 
premises on the South Side, which 
wo·uld be an ideal pl~ce if we could 
l1ire it. In this way we would be en­
ab,Ied to thoroughly i11spect our· fisl1 
before it left our shorE11S. I claim that 
such a scheme woulrl not cost the 
Government anything, it could be self­
supporting from. fees c;ollected for 
storage, etc. Our herrin.g fishery to­
day costs the Gover11me11t nothing, as 
we collect fees enough to cover all 
expenses in conn.ectian therewith. 
And I trust that in the future the 
Government will c.onsider the recom­
mendations made by the Department 
of Marine and Fisheries. It is a busy · 
Departm·ent where there is no r·oom 
for anybody not a.nxious t~ work. 

At the pr·esent time there is a vast 
increase in the num.ber of licenses is­
sued and the am(>unt of S·cotch her-

ring exported. For instance, when I 

came intu this Department in 1917 

there were only about 100 licenses 

issued and the number o·f barrels. of 

11erring expo1rted w;as about 17 ,000, 

the value of which was on or about 

$470,000. But last year there were 

about 500 licenses issued and the 

value of the herring fishery had gone 
up to $2,000,000 or more. 

When the buyers of Scotch pack 
herring were in this country I had 
several of them visit the Department 
of Marine and Fisheries in conn,ec­
tion with this fishery. I ,gave them· to 
distinctly understand that we were 
prepared to d·o everything possible in 
order to give them a good pack-good 
quality as well as good package. I 
told them that we wanted their trade 
and were fully preparerd to do the 
right thing, and any compla.in ts in 
connection with_ the fish at any time, 
I would b·e only too willing to· investi­
gate and try to make right. Now 
there are some parties who· are not 
doing the right thing in connection 
with carrying out our inspectors' 
ideas in relation to th·e rules ·and 
regulations. Last year we collected 
between $700 and $800 in fines. Onl.y 
a few days ago, we· discovered some 
herring badly pa·cked at Barr~s prem­
ises-we traced the packers in Pla­
centia Bay. After finding the parties 
responsible for putting inferior her­
ring in the centre of the barrel we 
ordered them· to town and I had them 
meet me in my ·Office in order to dis­
cuss the matter with them and our 
Herring Inspectors. After leavin1g 
this office I am inclined to think that 
these parties will never again put up 
a bad package ·Of fish. And furthe·r­
more, as long as I am in th·e Depart­
ment I am going to do my best to see 
that this valuab1le industry is pro­
tected, both as to quality and the kind 
of package to be used. 

I m.lght point out to the Ho·n. Mem­
bers present that at one time pork 
ghipped to this country in barrels had 
\vood·en hoo.ps thereon. but the ma11u­
facturers discovered that the woo·den 
hoops were likely in knocking around 
to co·me off, which would cat1se the 
package to become leaky, therefore, 
they decided to improve the package 



, 
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by placing, one iron hoop on each end 
of tb.e b,arrel. After a w·hi1 e they 
found that they had to discontinue 
this method and place iron . or galvan­
ized hoops upon the package; today 
've have all our pork and beef come 
to tl1is country in iron bound pack­
ages, vvhicl1 I a.m sure is all that can 
be desir·ed. I am. pleased to state 
that I am of the opini<>ll, that ne.~t 

year and before we ex1~ort any -more 
berring we shall adopt an iro11 bound 
package. 

This Spring I sent Mr. Coyell, our 
Chief Inspector, to Ne·w York to in­
vestigate some complaints I received 
in connection with Scotch Pack Her­
ring. While he was there I sent two 
sample barrels of herring which were 
iron bound, so as he could put them 
on the market. The result was that 
tl1e trade were delighted when they 
saw the packa.ges a;nd t1Le fish they 
contained in such perfect ·condition. 

./ 

In fact, I feel sure that the trade 
there will take nothing else but an 
iro·n bound package. 

In the meantime we must endeavour 
to carry out our Rules and Regula­
tions in the best possible wanner and 
enforce a rigid inspection. I am of 
the opinion that this industry sho·uld 
turn in annually to this country not 
less than $5,000,000 if properly con-
ducted. 

" 
The Marine and Fisheries f)epart-

ment to my mind has never yet re.:.. 
ceived the consideration it should 
from the Government, but the time is 
not far distant when the Government 
will have to change their views in 
this conne·ction, and the sooner they 
realise this the better. Time and 
again I have made reco·mmendations 
through my Department relative to 
matters pertaining to the general 
welfare of the country, and more es­
pecially with regard to aids to navi­
gation, and I am sorry to say in a 
great many eases my recomtnenda-

' 

tions have gone under. The Go.vern­
ment should realize that this is a 
maritime country and practically 
everybody here depends wholly and 
solely upon the fisheries for their ex­
istence. 

I have repeatedly recommended that 
a good ocean-going tug be put at the 
lisposal of my Department in order 
that a boat may be al ways in readiness 
for any emergency that may arise. Not 
only could this boat be used for the 

· pt1rpose of going to the assistance of 
vessels in distress, but in the .s.ummer 
time we could use he,r in carrying sup­
plies to 0 1ur various Light and Fog 
Alarm Stations. At the present time 
we are absolutely dependent upon 
some small schooner or other to con·­
vey these· supplies, and in many cases 
we are disa.p·pointed through non-de­
ljvf.ry. 

For the information of the House, I 
wight say our Refined Cod Liver Oil 
has been brought up to the .standard c:f 
perfection. Repo1rts which I have, re·· 
ceived places our Oil in the same grade 
as the Norwegian which have been so 
m U·ch talked of in the past. This sys­
tem was .inaugurated by my predeces­
sor in office and for which he deserves 
the greatest credit. The pa.st year ¥. 
iss11ed a uotice that prizes were to be 
offered to parties who manufactured 

• 
tl1e best Cod Liver Oil. There were 
six pr.izes in all, 3 for the N. E. coast 
o.n.d three for the S~ W. coast, viz: $50, 
$30 and $20 in gold in each case, which 
prov.ed a great encouragement to the 
1nanufacturers and assisted in bring­
i1~g the Oil up to the standard vrh~ch 
it i1as reached. 

1 etter which "" ;·ave in my p0Asessic>11 
fron1 Prof. Dunsten o·f tl1e Imperial In­
stitute, London, and from 11'ather 
John's Medicine Co., of Lowell, 1\!Iass., 
and which I will now read for th~ ii1-
fc>rmation of the Hon. gentleme.n {'res­
ent, are an .indir;ation of the star-dard 
c•f our oil. 
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The amount provided to carry on 
tl1is industry has to my mind been 
,'l.·ell ..: oent. In fact at the present 'time 
it is almost li7.{e the herring fishery, 
,vhich I have already referred to', se1f­
s11pporting. 

Therefore, I have every reason to 
say that the Government should al­
\Vays consider the requirements of the 
~,!farine and Fisheries Department, 
-\vl1ich expends on or nearly half a 
rr1illion annually, before considering a 
Department which expends not more 
than $150.000. 

You might say it is not good politics 
fer a member of the Government to 
express · himself in this way, but cir­
c, 11mstances alter cases, and as long as 
T am in the Department of Marine and 
11,isheries, I want the Government to 
<1istinctly understand that I am pre­
pared to do the right thing. I have 
11ot been able to do as much as I 
would like to in the past, because I 
have been handicapped and th.rough 
no fault of my own. I find it is always 
better to be outspoken and to the point, 
regardless of what the Government 
may think. 

MR. PICCOTT:-Mr. Chairman, I 
rise to endorse what the previou~ 

speaker has outlined, and in doing St1 

I thank him very much for the com­
pliments he paid me, and I see that 
things have not got any better since 
I was there, but that the same old 
i·outine is being carried on. I might 
say that in 1912 I visited the old co·un­
try, and during my stay there I visit~d 
the Scotch packing places in Aberdeen, 
and found out how the people in Aber­
deen pack the herring that were so 
much talked of in the American mar­
ket and in fact all over the world. I 
saw how careful they were in hand­
ling these fish, and how hard they 
found it to procure the fish, and I said 
to myself "How much money in New·· 
foundland losing by not taking over 
this industry., where we haven't got 
to fit out trawlers and go to sea to 

• • 

find the fish, but instead the fish come 
to our door." I came back here and 
talked the matter over with Sir Ed­
ward Morris, who was then the Prime 
Minister, and I suppose he thought 
that many of the things I told him 
about the herring were real fish stor­
ies, but anyway he was so much inter­
ested in the matter that he asked the 
Scotch board to let us have one of thei!" 
inspectors. That man arrived in the 
country, and we sent a man with him 
around the coast. He was a very in­
telligent man so far as fish were co11-
cerned, especially herring. He trav­
elled the coast right around, and after 

· he came back we got him some herring 
from Labrador, and he found that they 
were a different ·species of herring 
from what we were getting in Green 
Bay and Wh.ite Bay. During the next 
year I visited New York, and spent the 
most of my time on the East Side, 
among the Jews, where our herri11g 
had been marketed, and I am. sorry to 
say that in quite a number of cases the 
herring packed in Newfoundland were 
not fit for human food. I also found 
that Nova Scotia was in the market. 
and that they had been shipping her­
ring from there marked 1 Labrador her , 
ring. I told them that th~·se herring 
had never been caught on the Labra­
dor, and asl;red who it was that was 
sending them. When I came, back I 
introduced a bill to inaugurate the 
Board which my friend the Minister 
has spoken about, and I agree with 
him that if we can get clear of party 
politics, we have every chance of mak­
ing this industry one of the greatest 
assets of the country. Mr. Duff's es .. 
ti mate was twenty five m.illions. t 
came down to ten, and I still contend 
t1-tt our herring fishery, if carried on 
in a proper way, and the marketing 
done in a proper manner, should be 
worth fifteen millions. The industry 
has grown enormously since I left the 
Department. The fishermen of almost 
every ·bay in the country are interest-
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ed in this indhstry, and the reason of 
this is that they have seen the possi­
bilities in this industry which had al· 
most failed. But as the Minister has 
stated, he is up against party politics 
and religion. Those things play an 
important part and go hand in hand 
in this country, and the quicker we get 
rid of them the better. It is all right 
to have religion if we keep it where 
it belongs, and politics the same. If 
a friend of m.ine wants to .start in the 
herring business and he sends In tff'me 
for a license, even though I know he 
has no factory and is not able to pack 
any more than ten or twenty llarrels 
in a season, I will get the license for 
him, fearing I will lose his vote. The 
consequence is that the herring are not 
put up right, and a permanent injury 
is done to the industry. 

If we want to change those condi­
tions and make the industry of some 
real benefit to the country, we will 
have to throw in our lot together, and 
assist the Minister in every way pos­
sible. He also goes on to speak of the 
cod fishery, and it is a well known 
fact that our cod fishery instead of 
improving in quality is going: b1ack­
ward all the time. Our cure today is 
not as good as it was forty years ago, 
and last year in the Board of Trade 
I expressed my opinion_ on this mat­
ter. I don't blame the fisherman, but 
I blame the buyer. The fisherman has 
got the article and comes here to· sell 
it, or goes to some other place in 
Newfoundland to sell it, and he un­
loads his catch, and the boss comes 
down and looks at it. I-Ie knows it is 
not a good article, and not the article 
he wants, but he also knows that if 
he doesn't buy it, the man a little 
further on will buy it. That is where 
we are at the present time, and that 
is the whole cause of the deterioria­
tion in the quality of our cure. We 

have had meeting after m~eting in 

the Board ot Trade and the merchants 

of Water S'treet have talked hours 
and hours on this matter, and agreed 
that something must be done, and that 
they have come away and nothing has 
been done. And wh-s·? Because the 
merchants can't agr l1 e. While they 
are in the Board of Trade they can 
agree all right, but as soon as they 
come out they forget that they ever 
had a meeting, and until they can 
trust each other better and agree to 
certain rules regarding the cure of 
fish, I don't think there will be any 
remedy. Until the merchants com­
bine against fish that is not cured 
right, we will not have any fish cured 
right, and it is in the hands of the 
n1erchants, and only in their hands, 
that the remedy lies. 

Now in reference to the Marine and 
Fisheries Department as at whole. 
This Depa.rtment was inaugurated 
some years ago and has b1een gro·wing 
ever since, but the Government, not 
tl1is Government, but any future Gov­
ernment, should realise that this is 
one of the best and most important 
Departments in the ·civil service and 
deserves the very best attentio·n pos­
sible that the Government can give it. 
The Minister who is head of that De­
p,artment has -been doing his v,ary 
best, but he should not be hampered 
in his efforts by not having sufficient 
authoritv to carry on his work. Wh·en 
I was Minister of Marine and Fisher-

ies and the present Prime Minister 
was in the Opposition, one of the chief 
things he put up as an argument was 
that the Government were spending 
money. Of course they did. I do not 
know the Government that did not 
spend. Dr. Lloyd used to advocate 
the necessity of a sea-going tug for 
the purpose of saving life and prop­
erty. I agree with him. The present 
Government have been in oftlce now 
for two years and have done nothing 
yet in that direction. I do not see 
i11 going over the E timates this year 
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any provision made for the purchase 
of a tug or to have one built. When 

• 

a vessel leaves St. John's and as soon 
as she gets clear of Cape Spear she 
is in the Atlantic Ocean. Also the 
majority of our fishermen all round 
the Island have to travel by water 
and are constantly ·encountering 
great risks and dangers. We have two 
obsolete tugs in this port, the "In­
graham" and "John Green," which 
are 16 and 22 years old, respectively. 
At best they are only ftt for harbor 
duty. If an accident occurs outside 
of St. John's and im.mediate assist­
ance is required, there is no steamer 
fit to go to the rescue. Look at the 
"Florizel" disaster. I am sure that if 
we haci a tug capable of doing 15 
knots and equipped with wireless to 
pick up the message that morning 
when it was sent out, and instead of 
waiting until the next day, that tug 
would reach there a.bout five o'clock 
that evening, and even if conditions 
were such that she could not get 
alongside the stricken ship, at least 
she would be able to stand off to sea 
in sight of those people vrho were 
standing on the deck of the doomed 
steamer, and that would give them 
new life, new energy and new spirit 
until such time as they could be taken 
off. We can vote money fo·r almost 
any other thing that we talk ab·out 
and I often wonder that we do not 
realise the positio.n that we are in 
and the position that the people of 
our districts are in. There should be· 
a steamer ready at all times and at 
all calls for emergency cases. After 
some years we have a large number 
of lights and lighthouses and fog 
alarms, as aids to navigation, erecte<1 
around the Island. Year after year 
that vote is increased.· What is nec­
essary now is to have a small steam­
er built to carry freight around to 
these lighthouses. Last year it cost 
the Depar~ment of Marine something 

like $12,000 to get the freight brought 
around the Island and then the worl{ 
was not done satisfactory. But then 
something had to be done. I know 
of cases in which oil was sent from 
here, bllt by the time it reached its 
destination half of it was missin,g 
owing to the knocking about that it 
got. Therefore, I would recommend 
that this matter be given the very 
best consideration of the Government. 
And while talking about this rescue 
bo·at, I w·ould suggest that she be 
equipped with all life-saving appli­
ances, including b,uoy, wl1istle and a 
tow line to throw a good distance. If 
such were on hand at the time of the 
Florizel disaster, quite a number of 
those men could be taken off very 
easily and without having to wait all 
the time they did. I spent two years 
on Sable Island and where such ap­
pliances were used and 'vhere we 
saved some lives by having out over 
one hundred fathoms of line to bring 
them in. There are many places 
around /this Island where it is ne·ces­
sary to have automatic whistle 
buoys. And while speaking o·n this 
subject, I understand that petitions 
are coming here from Conception Bay 
and other places asking for aids to 
navigation opposite the place where 
the Florizel disaster occurred. I have 
been thinking myself that the very 
best thing would be a lightship. I do 
.not know what anybody thinks. You 
could place {.he lightship at a certain ' 
latitude and longitude where it would 
b·e a guide to men going up and down. 
I think that she could be fitted with 
gasolene engines at very little cost. 
We have lots to learn and lots to deny 
ourselves of. I think it "r11 1 ld be 
more beneficial for us for the safety 
of hum an life to devote m 1ore time to 
.things which we are inclined to re­
g·ard too lightly. 

I was one of the committee to have 
drafted a set of Resolutions in the 
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Board of Trade a11d handed into tl1e 
Government. Mr. Davies, the Gov­
ernment Analyst, made some o,bser­
.vations of our herring and cod fish-
eries so as to find O·Ut their ages. It 
may be reffi:embered that Dr. Yhort, 
of N·orway, who was brought h·ere by 
the Government a few year·s ago and 
who has sp,ent a lifeiime at deep sea 
researching, spent some time at this 
w·ork in Newfoundland. The climatic 
conditions in Newfoundland are much 
the same as in Norway, but the latter 
has forged ahead faster than vve have 

• 
in the conduct o,f their fisheries. 
When we cure ,our fish properly it 
markets itself. When war broke, the 
Canadian Government engaged the 
services of Dr. Yhort to d·o research­
ing for them, and he got them under­
way· so as to. have a department on 
the same lines as they have in Nor­
way . 
• 

I think it is two ye.ars now that the 
B·oard of Trade here have b1een form­
ing petitions which they intend to 
present to this House during the 
present sessio.n to commence wo·rk 
on a small scale a:qd to pa,y for the 
expenses of the research work they 
are going to ask the Government to 
place a duty on export fishes O·f 'h 
cent to 1 cent. I think one o,f the 
finest institutions in the country is 
going to ruin. Take the Labrador 
c·oast, five or six hundred miles long 
with all its b·ays and inlets and 
fjords. There is practica.lly no body 
there that knows anything abo·ut its 
fishery p·ossibilities and the b1anks 
that sta.nd · off the coast until some 
American or other comes there and 
takes the matter up. Very often our 
men wire the Marine and Fisheries 
asking the Government to bring them 
to their homes, as they are uabl,e to 
get all the fish they want, but frequ­
ently inability to get a supply of bait­
ing is the cause of their aba11dontng 
the voyage, and this is the business, 

' 

I 

the qt1estion of bait, that the Board 
of Trade intend to start on ·he Lab­
rad·or co.ast this year. Last year there 
v1ere eighty or ninety bo,ats fishing 
out of St. Jo·hn's for me, b·ut the main 
problem was the scarcity of b1ait. This 
applied particularly in the Fall of the 
year when squid were not so plenti­
ful. S'quid, however, were plentiful 
around other sections of the country 
where w1e could not r·ea·ch. I made 
application to one cold storage plant 
here for a supply of b,ait. While on 
this point I would like to ask if the 
material for cold storage plants is 
allowed into St. John's dut"'r free? 

HON. MINISTER OF FINANCE:­
Yes, all machinery for new industries 
is duty free. 

MR. PICCOTT :-I could not get 
the bait I was looking for and was 
told by the cold storage company that 
they only had eno.ugh .. for themselves. 
Afterwards I was informed by m.y 
fishermen tha.t they could get a.11 the 
bait they wanted fro·m these same 
peo.ple if they would leave me. Now 
is not that a monopoly? I then ap-

- ' plied to the Reid Nfld. C·ompany's 
plant. They said they did not 11ave · 

' 
any to }'ell me at first, but later they 
offered it at % cent more than what 
they were selling it to others, but if 
these fishermen had been operating 
for this plant they would get the bait 
at a 'h cent cheaper than I did. These 
are matters that I would like the 
Government to take up. However, as 

' far as I am concerned personally, I 
a.m prepared to pay the price for bait 
so long as the fish is going and it is 
required by the fishermen. I thinK 
now that we have cold stora.ge pla11ts 
e11ough in St. J ol1n's to supply . bait 
enough. 

I think this is about all I have to 
say at present with reference to the 
Marine a,nd Fisheries I)e·partment in 
reply to· the speecl1 which Minister 
Stone ha.s made. 
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lVIr. Chairma11, I wish to make a 
few remarks on Newfoundland's pos­
sibility in the herring industry wl1ich 
has come to stay. I know of places 
dov\rn North from which last year two 
hundred thousand barrels of herring 
were shipped that were not good. 
Down the shore herring could be pur­
chased at twelve and a half dollars 
per barrel from tl1e net. At Bay of 
Islands the price was from five to six 
dollars per barrel from the net. At 
this figure o.ur vessels could take 
away as much as we could pack and 
we would spend in the neighborhood 
of two hundred and thirty thousand 
dollars. Our people have not got 
m·oney to thro.w away and if they 
have it, they are not going to buy 
herring from peo le who charge 
twelve dollars per barrel. The con­
sequence was that these vessels could 
not get suff:cient amount of herring 
at a reasonable figure and our factor­
ies at Bay of Islands closed and the 
l1erri11g dropped. 

Owing to the condition and the high 
price of herring last year the enor­
mous number of two hundred thousand 
barrels were left on hand throughout 
the country. Herring came from Van -
couver, Alaska, Seattle, and were sent 
on .to New York and delivered there at 

. the price o·f sixteen to seventeen dol· 
lars per barrel. Our herring down 
North cost us eighteen dollars per. 
barrel and it was impossible for us 
to compete with outsiders. Thi.s is a 
matter for the Marine and Fisheries 
Department. The Scotch Cure Herring 
is the best on the market. I had a let .. 
ter from a friend of mine in Boston 
saying that the Newfoundland Scotch 
Cure was tl1e best on the market. The 
cost of putting up the Scotch Cure 
was something enormous, Cooperage 
cost us three and a half dollars; one 
dollar for freight; six dollars for salt; 
and the wages ran from sixty to sev­
enty dollars per month. The fisher -

men last year as they could not sell 
their herring catch, kept it and it go~ 
bad owing to the heat of the sun and 
weather conditions. When the new 
herring came they took off the heads 
and put in fresh herring on top. Now 
this is a fact and no wonder the Jews 
i11 New York think we are trying to 
jew them. And until our fishermen 
linderstand that they must put up an 
article for food and not for commerce .. 
these conditions will continue. 

vVhen they realise this, they will 
look after it a11d see that it is a prop­
er article to be put on the market. l 
know of a story which may be worth 
while relating. A business man who 
had purchased some hel!ring from 
Labrador sent them off to a man i11 
Chicago and requested him to send 
him back pork and beef in retur11. 
The herring arrived at Chicago and 
when the man to whom they were 
sent, took off the head of a certain 
barrel, he to his surprise, found an 
Eskimo dog in it. He was going to 
get b1ack on the man who sent it, and 
in shipping tl1e porlr and beef put the 
dog in one of the ,.barrels of beef. 
When tl1e beef arrived here in St. 
John's the bt1si11ess man - found the 
Eskimo dog; 11e had i1ot put the dog 
in the herring barrel but the man 
do\vn on Labrador; so he was deter­
mined to get even with him and when 
he ca1ne for his supply for the fishery .. 
he gave him the barrel of beef wl1ich 
contained the Eskimo dog. In time 
the barrel arrived at its destination 
and the man who ordered the supply, 
011e day opened the barrel and found 
the dog, exclaiming, "Oh, my God, 
here is my dog." 

I agree with everything as said by 
the J\i1inister of Marine and Fisheries. 
And as I have said, the quicker the 
people realise that the fish and her­
ring they put up is an article for 
food and not for commerce, the soon­
er Newfoundland will get, its just re .. 
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ward. I have much pleasure in en­
dorsing the speech of the Minister of 
Marine and Fisheries. I d·o not al­
ways expect to be on the Opposition. 
I will ever b·e. ready to back up any 
proposition1 which will improve the 
herring industry and its methods of 
cure. 

MR. CURRIE :-I have listened 
with interest to Mr. Piccott during his 
speech on the Herring Industry. As 
everyb:ody knows the Colony totally 
depends upon the fishing industry. 
Lik·e ·other co·untries, r.e·construction 
is necessary. This country is not in 

' ' 

a settled state. Other countries are 
devoting their attention to· reconstruc­
ion and her·e in Newfoundland we 
have to do the same thing. The prin­
cipal matter needing attention is the 
fishery. We ~ave heard. n·othing of 
reconstruction in this country, what­
ever. We have heard nothing of any 
new movements. We do not know of 
anything being done. We ought to 

' 
make an effort to do something. It 
seems m.ost important that this m.at­
ter of our fish.ery should be seriously· 
gone into, as everything depends on 
it. This industry is a stupend·ous ·one. 
In the interests of the people and the 
co·untry it m.ust have immediate at­
tention. Whatever is done for the 
improvement o.f the fishery, you get 
returns fo·r it. To have good fishery 

· developments may entail an expendi­
ture ·Of money, but it is money spent 
in a good investm,ent and the Go·V·ern­
ment ought to give it its earliest at­
tention. 

I also wish to say a few wor·d.s in 
connection with the dredge. I must 
confess that the District of Burin is 
badly in need of the dredge. There 
are one or two places near St. Law­
rence which are very important trade 
centres. Burin, which is one, is under' 
a great inconvenience as the water · 
by the side O·f the public wharf is v·ery 
shallow. Last year a vessel called 

there to load fish and nearly capsized 
and the carg·o was in danger of being ' 
ruined. It is only a mud bank which 
has filled up by the side of the public 
wharf, and it is most im.portant that 
the dredge should go there and relieve 
the si tuatio11. I wish the Minister of 
Marine and Fisheries would ,give the 
matter his attention. A petition was 
presented last year and he promised 
t0 do so.. The proposition of me·eting 
tl1e needs of the country with one 
dredge is a difficult one, and while 

' 
there is only one to call upon, the 
work required to be done will be very 
slowly acco.mplished. I mak·e a 
special appeal for St. Lawr·ence be­
cause the people are very much handi 
capped in tl11e fishing industry there. 

HON. MINISTER MARINE & FISH­
ERIES :-Mr. Speaker, I might say, 
for the information of the Hon. Mem­
ber for Burir1, that the dr·edge "Priest­
man" has b·ee11 working at North 
Arm, Holyrood, and will finish there 
to.morrow-after which she will come 
to St. J ohrt's to be refitted. She will 
then proceed to Grand Bank and For­
tune. On her way from the latter 

; 

place if we find it possible we will 
have lier call at St. Lawrence i11 or­
der to perform the necessary work to 
be done there. We hav·e only one 
dredge at our disposal, therefore it is 
impossible to meet the wishes of the 
whole country from time to time. 
However, I hope to be able to accede 
to Mr. Currie's request, and after his 
District is served, I trust he will not 
do as an Hon. Member whom I have 
i11 mind who for.got that the dredge 
had visited his District and perform­
ed the nec·essary work. 

MR. CURRIE :-I can as.sure the 
Hon. Minister of Marine & Fis.heries 
that both the people of the District ol'. 
Burin and the Re·presentative ap·pre-­
ciate very much the v.rork that has 
been done by the Dredge. 

llIR. WALSH:-On behalf of the 
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District that I have the honour to re­
present, nam.ely, Placentia and St. 
Mary's, I have to draw the attention 
of the House to the neglected mannet" 
in which .that District has been treated 
in connection with the operations of 
the dredge. There are sections. of my 
district badly .in need of the service of 
this b·oat; and I have time and time 
again drawn the attention of their 
needs to the notice of the authorities, 
but apparently without any effort be­
ing made to mee1t . the requests that I 
have pre·ferred on behalf of my Co·n­
stituents. I have known the dredge to 
pass by that district, having perforced 
work at places below it, and go on to 
undertake dredging operations for in­
stance at St. Lawrence; and that in 
spite of the fact that I have repeated!;" 
urged the necessity for sending the 
dredge to my diistrict. We do not de A 

sire to monopolize the operations of 
the dredge, but we do think that con­
sideration should be shown us, and, in 
our turn, we should receive1 the bene­
fit o·f having this boat placed at our 
disposal for at least a limited pe·riod. 
I would now .like to draw the atten­
tion of the Minister of Marine & Fish­
eries to the fact that Mr. Fitzgerald, 
Marine Surveyor, .some time ago was 
sent to· the district of Placentia & St. , 

Mary'.s; and as a result of his investi-
gations there made recommendations 
to the effect that the dredge should be 
sent up. there; but these recommenda·· 
tions were never carried out. 

I apprciate the fact that there is a 
lot of work fo·r this boat to do around 
the Island; and whilst I have no ob­
jection to the dredge being sent to 
Burin and other place.s, I do not think 
it i.s fair to have my district. passed 
over in the way it has been. I did not 
intend to take part in the deb1ate this 
afternoon; and if this question had not 
arisen I would not have· done so. Ir1 
connection with the speech which the 
Minister of Marine & Fisheries has 

just made I w·ould like to extend to 

him on behalf of myself and my Consti­
tuents congratulations on his very able 
address. I sympathize with him. on ac­
count of the difficulty he finds con­
fronting him; and I do not think that 
he has reeeived from the Government 

. that consideration to which he is en­
titled. I think that as Minister ot 
Marine & Fisheries he ,should occupy 
a seat on the Exec·u.tive c ·ouncil. In 
view of the importance of his office and 
the responsibilities that he has to per­
form in the interests of the country 
generally; and if I have the Honor of 
being returned to this House at the 
next election I intend to recommend 
that the Dept. of Marine & Fisheries 
be represented in the Executive Gov­
ernment. There is one matter that I 
would like to draw the Minister's at­
tention to, a matter which recently 
came under my notice. I was passing 
through Placentia some time ago; and 
I saw a fairly large shipment of oil 
passing through, going, I believe, to 
Point Verde. I noticed there was a 
considerable leakage from the pack­
age; and w·hen I .spoke to the man in 
charge and drew his attention to it, he 
told me that it was q·uite a common oc-

• currence. . 
MINISTER 1IARINE ' & FISHERIES 

-Was the oil in casks ·or cases? 
I 

MR. WALSH:-In cases. I exam-
ined and found there wer·e some 20 
cases-4 gallons in each case-50% 
of which were empty. I do not point 
th.is out in a critical f ashio.n, but do 
so in the interests of tho.se who ship 
comm.O·dities of this sort, and thos·e to 
whom they are sent; and in the inter­
ests of th·e trade generally. I have 
no doubt that what happens in Pla­
centia, happens in other parts of the 
country as w·ell; and c·onsequently 
there is a serious loss going on at all 
times, a loss which under differe·nt 
circumstances might be curtailed or 
remedied completely. 

MINISTER MARINE & FISHERIES 
-I might say that I have this matter 
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u11der consideration, and think that I 
will be successful in evolving a 
remedy therefor. · 

MR. WALSil:-I might say that is 
what I expected. The name of the 
man \Vho was in charge of that . o,il 
·\\ras ''Mr. Croucher," a ·competent and 
reliable man; and he, no doubt, will 
be able to give the Minister of Mar­
ine and Fisheries all the information 
he desires. 

MINISTER MARINE & FISHERIES 
-Unfortunately this has been going 
on for some time. It is very hard to 
a void. · I am now trying to get the 
trade to utilise' steel bar·rels instead 
of wooden barr,els. This w,ould I 
think materially impro·ve conditions. 

MR. W~lLSH:-I did not know it 
was the intention of the Committee 
to take up the vote f o,r bridges and 
ferries; but now that I see that V·ote 
is going to be entered upon I would 
like to make a few observations. As 
I pointed out to the Ho,use on ~v·eral 

occasions, and I now wish to empha­
size, there is not sufficient mon1ey 
voted to ser·ve the 10 or 12 main line 
grants for the District of Placentia 
and St. Mary's. On several occasio·ns 
these v,otes have·, it is true, been in­
creased by special grant; but no pro­
vision has b1een made to hav·e a · year­
ly amount voted to keep these lines 
in repair; and the consequence is 
that now they have become quite 
dilapidated, and we, h.ave nothing with 
which to place them in goo,d condition 
beyond the regular vote fo,r general 
purposes. As a consequenc·e· of the 
distepair ,of these roads the people 
living in these particular sections of 
the country are put to .great ha,rdsh.ip 
and inconv,enience; and this mi.ght · be 
easily avoided if the consideration to 
which they are entitled had been ex­
tended to them. The vote . is insiu.ffi-, 

cient for another reason and that is 
that labor today is 100% dearer than 
what it was two or three years ago; 

• 

and $500.00 was only sutficient to re­
pair a road when labo1-- could b·e pur .. 
chasta at $1.25 or $1.50 per .day. It 
is an utter impossibility to atte·mpt 
to keep up roads or bridges in the 
different secti1ons of the co,untry to .. 
day unless the vote is increased to 
meet the rise in the price of labor. 
W~th reference to the vote for fer­
ries, I would like to point out. that 
several se,ctions of the district that 
I have · the hon1or to represent have 
been badly tre.ated in this desp·ect, 
particularly during the last year or 
two. Some time over a year ago 
provision was made for a motor ferry 
to ply over to Salm,onier in St. Mary's 
Bay, and a portiou of our special 
grant was deflected :..'or that purp·ose. 
I understand that servie~ has been 
discontinue·d, although it served a 
very useful purpose, and · conve,nienc­
ed a large section of the District. 
'I1here was another fer·ry S·ervice fro,m 
Fox Harbor, a place frequented b:y a 
large portion of the travelling public 
for the past 25 or 30 years.. A ferry 
service ·has been in operation there 
across what is now kn·own as "Pla­
centia So,und" at a place where the 

-
people from Fox Harbo:r had to c..ross 
the Sound to connect with the rail­
way. Last year the man who was in 
charge of the s·ervice applied for an 
increase in wages and notified the 
Department it would be impossible 
'Dor him to carry out the work unless 
his remuneration was incr,eased. No 
attempt was ma.de by the Department 
to meet- this demand and when the 

' man left n_o one was put in his place, 
so that th,e result has bee·n tliat the 
service has been disc,ontinu.ed, and 
gr~at inconvenience hab ueen suffered 
by the people in co1nsequence. I made· 
several recommendations to the Board 
of Works by letter, telegram and 
verb1ally, b:ut up to the present time, 
al though two years have now elapsed 
since tlle service has been discontinu-

• 
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ed, I have not been notified that any­
thing has been done in the matted, 
although I was informed by Mr. 
Harris that a recommendation had 
been made to the Governm·ent in con­
nection therewith, but that no reply 
had been received. I can only con­
clude that tl1e matter has been 

v 

neglected by lack of interest on the 
part of those responsible. I do not 
mean to say that any discrimination 
has been shown, but that perhaps the 
seriousness of th·e situation and the • 
importance of the needs oif the people 
in this respect have b:een overlooked. 
To continue the services it will re­
quire more money than heretofore 
because the .cost of everything has 
gone up, but its importance is quite 

' sufficient, in my opinion, to warrant 
the Government continuing it. The 
people are now compelled to go over 
and join the railway· line at Villa 
l\i1arie, an inconvenience that might 
very well be obviated if this service 
'vere renewed. 

I do not think any provisio·n has been 
made, but I hove these conditions will 
be rem.edied. One of the most im·· 
portant /Ferry's in St. Mary's Bay is 
run by an old Gentleman who is 82 
years old. .I would personally think 
that this man ought to be on the ·pen­
sion list. He has been in the pl1blic 
service for over .... 20 years. These mat­
ters need adju.stment. The different 
Ferry's do not seem to have much at­
tention. The Government regards 
them as being a matter· of contract. .A 
man does the job for $120 or $130, but 
I think we will soon be faced with the 
difficulty of finding men who will ac­
cept these jobs for such a sm.all 
aino·unt and I think everythi.ng in r·e,as,.

While on 
this point I would like to make re­
ference to 2 .or 3 rail way connecting 
roads, which ar·e not at the present 
time r·eceiving any regular grant. I 
want to thank the Government for the 

consderation they have shown about 
2 or 3 similar matters I have b1rought 
in this House. Three or four other 
roads leading from the South Side of 
Placentia Bay to Flemish Cove and 
other places have not received much 
attention and although there are very 
few families the amo.unt of traffic on 
these roads would warrant an outlay 
of $100 or $200 and it would make this 
road a great convenience to a large 
number of people in different sections 
of Placentia Bay. There is also the 
road from Colinet to Placentia which 
is a ve1ry important road, and repre­
sentations have been made from time 
to time by influential people to have 
this road opened up. His Grace the 
Archbishop asked me to have some­
thing done in this directio·n, and I 
hope the Government will see its way 
clear to grant this additional sum. 
The Motor Association is willing, I 
understand, to contrib.ute a generous 
proportion as they desire to use that 
road. I need not point out the beau­
tiful scenery along that road, but it 
is well known to be one of the pret­
tiest parts of the country. I since,rely 
ho·pe the Government will give this 
matter its attention and see their wav • 

clear to adopt the· suggestions I have 
put forward.

GRIMES:-Mr. Spea.ker, the 
reason this Bill is b·eing introdu1ced is 
because last year there was an act 
passed that required that hoops be 
made a certain size and there should 
also be the names of the makers on 
each bundle. A large number ·of • 
people in Port de Grave D1istrict not 
being sure whether the weights and 
measures act in 1919 applied to them 
or not, did not sell their hoops and 
it is in order to allow them to, sell 
those hoops· that this Bill is passed. 
The store-keepers refus·ed to pur­
chase hoops, as they were not sure 
whether the $500.00 fine for every 
bundle of hoops they b·ought was col­
lected under the p·rovisions of that 
act or not, and this Bill is pa.ssed in 
order to have a temporary suspension 
of the act until the 30th day of June. 
There is no desire on their part to 
violate regulations. They have no 
desire to sell hoops under the cor­
rect size, and I do not think that the 
matter could have any lengthy com­
ment. The Bill speaks for itself. 

MR. CURRIE :-I was w.ond·ering 
whether the se,ction was drafted to 
meet that situation. I understand 
perfectly what the H·onorable Member 
means, but the Bill is capable of in­
terpretation.

ELEVENTH BUDGET SPEECH 
of the Minister of Finance, Sir M. P. Cashin 

[NOTE.-No official copy of Assembly debates subsequent to April 28tl1 
could be secured. The following speech of the Finance Minister was copietl 
from the ne\vspaper reports.]

Mr. Chairman,-! am fortunate to­

day in being able to present my 

eleventh ~uecessive Budget in this. 

Chamber, and I rejoice that I ca11 

not alone congratulate the Colony 011 

having another surplus to its credit 

as an outcome of the operations of 

the past 1'1scal year·, but al~o am ei1-

I 
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abled to announce that for tl1e cur­
rent fiscal year, of which ten months 
have now elapsed, the pros1lect is for 
a surplus unapproached in the prev­
ious history of the Colony, a surplus 
which I estimate will reach, in round 
figures, $1,900,000, or nearly $800,000 
more than last year's surplus, which 
really was $1,170,628, while the sur­
plus for the previous year 'V'as $651,--
756. 

It will, I am sure, be a source of 
profound gratification to every mem­
ber of this House to know that thi ~-; 

Colony ha.s made such a rapid a11d 
striking recovery from the effects of -
the depression which overspread the 
world in 1913, and the commer·cial 
chaos that attended tb.e opening 
period of the war in 1914-15, a11d that 
we have ha.d a gradually increasing 
surplus each year since, as seen by 
the following figures:

In accordance with the usual cus­
tom, I will i1ow proceed to deal with

year, that ending on t11e 30th of June,

$4,536 frorr1 liq'uor lfcenses, this 
source of Revenue no ronger exist­
ing; and $6,463 fro.m cr,)Wn Lands 
the rentals from which ha.ve been de­
clini11g for som·e ~rears past, due to 
the lack of activity in this regard 
during 'var time. 

The Expf:nditure u11der the Public 
SeI·vic-e Act for the year 1917-18 
amou11ted t[) $5,369,4·54. 73, being ai1 
increase of $814,564.15 over the previ­
ous year, the total of dropped bal­
ances surr,endered tt) the Treasury 
being $156,.216.06. 

As i11·evi1 able under "\var conditio· .. _. . 
and with a.n economic sit1iation sucl1 
as has prnvailed for the past / four 
years, the oxpenditure und\~r all heads 
of the Public Service, ex~ept civil pe11-
sions, roacts and bridges, a.nd .Audit 
Act (Secti )n 33 B) haf3 increased, 
notably fo·;r Interest on ·Public Debt, 
Civil GovErnment, Admil1istr·:;ttion of 

. Justice, Etlucation, Public Cl1arities, 
a11d Postal and ':relegrap1ns. 

Tl1e deta.ils of the various items of 
tl1is bei11g an abnormal increase, the additional expenditure are embodied 
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in the Auditor General's report al­
ready laid on the table of the House, 
so that it will be unnecessary for me 
to deal with them in detail here. 

The result of the fiscal operations 
of the Colony for that year, there­
fo re, with a Revenue of $6,640,082.67 
and a11 Expenditure of $5,369,564.73, 
was to produce a Sur11'lus of $1,170,-
627.94, the largest thus far, as I have 
already said in our financial history, 
exceeding that of the previous year, 
u11til then the largest, by- $518,871. I 
might say here that, out of this sur­
plus, the Government in the autumn 
of lust year paid to the Reid New­
fou11dland Company the sum of $316,-
960.99, for the purchase of the lands 
granted to the Reid Co. for the oper­
ation of the branch railways, paying 
for the same at the rate of 28 cents 
an acre and $132,546.94, as a pay-

' ment on account of work under said 
contract, these amounts being certi­
fi ed by the Government FJngineer. 

The disposition of too remaining 
Surplus, of roughly, $720_,.000, I shall 
deal with later. 

For the current fiscal year, 1918-19, 
expiring on the 30th of next month, 
I estimate a total RHvenue of $8,-
568,000, the actual Ileve11ue to the 
31st of March having been $5,520,000, 
a close estimate for PJ..pril being $760,-
000 and the estimate for May and 
J une being $2,288,000. Against that 
I estimate that the Expenditt1re will 
amount to $6,675,000, that is to say, 
the Estimates voted at last session, 
roundly, $5,400,000, and Supplemen­
tary Supply voted last 'veek of $1,373,-
000, less dropped ba~lances of, say 
$100,00, leaving a otal expenditure, 
as already stated, of $6,675,000, 
aga.inst a Rev·enue of $8,568,000, so 
that we may expect a Surplus Re-v­
enue for this year of approximately 
$1,900,000. In connection with this 
very acceptable outcome of the year's 
tra11sactiJ11s, w~1ich I am sure i1ot 

alone every member, but the country 
at large will hear with great pleasure 
I would like to point out that last 

I 
year I estimated a revenue of $400,000 
from the Excess Profits Tax, which 
11ad bee11 put through the Legislature 
at the previous session, and which 
was met then with the criticism that 
it 'vould not pay the cost of the ma­
chinery to carry it out; but now, as 
tl1e House will already have grasp­
ed, the receipts from this source not 
alone reached the $400,000, but actual 
lyovertopped that figure by $250,000 
more, besides which we secured $50,-
000 from tl1e Income Tax Law of last 
session This, I think, is not alone 
a justification for tl1e policy which 
the Governme11 t a.dopted in this re­
gard, but is also most conclusive 
evidence of the substantial properity· 
of all classes within this country, and 
of the very great profits made out 
of its staple industries in recent 
years, a co11dition which I sincerely 
trust will continue for a 1011g period. 

For the coming fiscal year I do not 
propose to estimate too closely, in 
view of the fact that this country, like 
the rest of the Empir·e, and indeed, 
the whole world at large, is in a tran­
s.ition period at present, the outcome 
of the pro·cess of returning from a 
"\var basis to a peace basis: There­
fore, I propose to put forward a pro-·

To maintain our forces overseas, to 
provide for the allowances which the 
Government has undertaken to make 
to them on their return, and to em­
brace the exigencjes o·f home defense 
and subsidiary services, the Colony 
has had to undertake a liability which 
up to the end of the present calenda.r 
year, will amount to about $14,000,000.

The very largely increased outlays 
duri11g the past twelve months have 
been due (1) to the augmentation of 
the pay, allowances, etc., of the men 
of the various services; (b) to the 
growing cost of pensions necessitat-

' ed by the war; and (c) to the demob-
ilization expenses associated with the 
return of the men frorn ove·rseas. 

In a statement recently furnished 
by the Minister of Militia, he shows 
that the requirements of his Depart­
ment for the presen.t year, 1919, will 
be. as follows : -

During the year the London office

of the year. The reduction in expen­
diture during that period will of 
course be due to the fact that most 
of our soldiers will, it is hoped, have 
returned here before the end of June, 
those remaining b·eing merely the 
men in hospital whose convalescence 
will not have advanced sufficiently to 
justify being sent out. 

On account of the Regiment the 
local disburs·ements are estimated to 
be $2,000,000 up to the end of June 
and $1,400,000 for the latter half of 
the year, the conditions being some­
what similar; that is to say, .the men 
of the Regiment being gradually got 
home and demobilized and the outlay 
in connection with this process being 
gradually reduced as the months go 
b)'. 

For the Naval Reserve the estimate 
is for $450,000 for the first half or 
the year and $400,000 for the latte!' 
half, the proportionately large 
amount for the second half of the 
year being due to the greater delay 
in getting back our naval men. 

The end of December should see 
the disembodiment to a very large 
extent · of our naval and military 
fc)rces. 

It may be interesting, in connec­
tion with our war expenditure, if I 
furnish some of the figures of Can -
ada's outlay in that directi·on. They 
are taken from a statement made by 
Sir Thomas White, the Canadian M'in­
ister of Finance, in the House of 

• 
Commons at Ottawa on April 10th and 
show that to the 31st March, 1919, 
(the Canadian fiscal year ending on 
the 30th June like our own) the 
entire war outlay was $1,225,098,122, 
and that up to the 30th June, the total 
amount was estimated at $1,277,273,-
000. I figure that, proportionately, 
Canada's War Bill is three times a~ 

great as ours, because Canada pay3 
,

own men in the field. 

Under these circu111stances the · • 

Committee will, I think, agree with 
me tha.t it is undesirable, in view of 
the conditions which exist in tl1e 
Colony, and the prospect for the next 
six or eight motnhs, to attempt any 
changes in the Tariff, and therefore 
I prop·ose in regard thereto .to merely 
provide certain minor rectifications, 
the need for which has been llrged 
upon us. They are as follows: -

(a) Certain modifications in the 
duty . respecting materials for 
the manufacture of soap in 
order to give the local manu­
facturing industry a greater 
measure of protectiO?J. than is 
p1ossible under the present 
regulation'8, the alternative t() 
this being that the local en­
terprise might ·have to go out 
of business. 

( b) A change in the duty on partly 
manufactured leather with a 
similar object, of assisting the 
local tanneries to compete on 
a more equal footing with th~ 
imported article; 

(c) Upon every parcel received by 

Parcels P·ost in this Colony and 
originally despatched from the 
United Kingdom · upon which 
Cusrtoms duty is payable, there 
shall be levied and collected, 
in addition to the said Customs 
duty, a duty or tax of five cents. 

Resolutions to give effect to these 
proposals I now table. 

The surplus of. roundly $720,000 
which was realized on account of 
1916-17 we propose to apply as fol­
lows: $500,000 for public and marin~ 
works with the object of building up 
the outport roads, bridges, wharves, 
breakwaters, launchways and similar

The estimated surplus of $1,900,000 
on account of the present fiscal year

. _a reserve or nest-egg in cas·e an)> 
emergency arises in the near or re~ 
n1ote future, when it could be applied 
to coping with such a condition. 

I think in this conneotion that we 
rnust count ourselves very fortunate 
in Newfoundland that we are in such 
a fav;orable position financially at the 
end of the war as we are in com­
parison with other countries. Hon. 
1nembers will have observed from 
the British budget spe·ech, · a summary

therefore new forms of taxation to 
r ealize the remainder. _ In the neigh­
boring province of Nova Sc·otia, too, 
1915 . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .

neighbo,ring countries of Canada. and 
the United States, especially in the 
past two years, a circumstance due in 

t 
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part to tl1e difficulties in obtai11i11g 
goods from the British Isles o'ving to 
war-time conditions, b1ut it is to be 
hoped that there will be a speedy and 
substantial resumption of trade be­
tween Newfoundland and the Mother 
Country, and a restoration to the 
largest possible extent of the com­
mercial intercourse which \Vas so 
prominent a feature in the economic 
life of this Island prior to the war . . 

It is gratifying to know, moreover, 
that the ·commercial relations of New­
foundland with the outside world 
have been maintained in such satis­
factory fashion, especially in the lat­
ter period of the war when shortage 
of shipping proved a very serious 
handicap. It will be remembered that 
prior to the war we had the advant­
age of the Black Diamond steamers 

' 

running from Montreal, the Furness 
steamers running from Halifax, the 
Bowring steamers from · ~ew York, 
and the Allan and Furness li~es from 
England, besides occasional steamers 
from various places; but gradually 

1 all these lines were eliminated until 
o·nly the Furness boats remained 
operating between Liverpool, St. 
John's, and Halifax; and the Bow­
ring Company giving a New York 
service which was seriously hamper­
ed when the "Stephano" was tor­
pedoed and which became still more 
crippled by the tragic loss. of the 
"Florizel" 15 months ago. 

Looking ba.ck now on the difficul­
ties that had to be faced, I think the 
Committee w.ill agree with me that it 
is little short of marvellous hov1 we 
were able to maintain our trade re­
lations with the o·utside world, bring 
in the. necessaries required, and send 
away o·ur produce ·under the circ11m­
stances which had to be experienced 
during all this perio1d. This has been 
rendered possible, in a large mee.sure, 
by the close co-operation pro·moted 

between the Come·mrcial Co·m·munity 

• 

and the Government by the Ministry 
of. Shipping, an association which has 
resulted in enabling some of the most 
difficult problems presenting them­
selves to us to be ~uceesstully solved. 

In this endeavour, too, Newfotmd ... 
land's merchant shipping was n1ater­
ially increased, and the fleet of for­
eign-going sailing vessels at the be­
ginning of 1919 was the largest on 
record, numbering over 131 bo .. toms 
of varying sizes with an aggregate 
tonnage of 30,000, being sufficiently 
large to take away the whole of our 
fishery harvest in three round trips. 
As every member 9f this House knows, 
sailing crafts were . being gradually 
displaced by steamers before the war 
began and the lar·ge flotillas of small­
er wooden vessels engaged in our 
trade were being eliminated ·so that 
in 1913 nearly all our incoming and 
outgoing cargoes were carried in 
steamers. The shipping boom of the 
war period has re·sulted in reviving 
the important shipb'uttding industry 
of this country and it is to be1 hoped 
that it will be fou_nd possible to main­
tain it hereafter on at least as .sub­
,stantial a scale as at present. 

The interest-bearing deposits in the 
Canadian Banks established in the 
Colony amounte1d on . the 31.st Decem­
ber last to $15,289,011 and to thf.s 
amount must be added the deposits 
in the Go1vernment Savings Bank, 
amounting to $2,215,764, making a 
total altogether of $17,504,775. The 
Canadian Ba.nks had the p·re,vious year 
$13,536,607 in deposits, so that they 
increased their· holdings by $1,732,-
404, but the Government Savings Bank 
had $2,494,049, so that this year's fig­
ures are a reduction of $278,685 a;s 
co·mpared with 1917. On the other 
hand, however, at the time o·f the 
Victory Loan last summer there were 
w.ithdrawals from the latter Bank of 
over $400,000 for investment therein, 
so that under ordinary circumstances 
this Bank would have had an addition 
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to its deposits of over $100,000. How 
much was withdrawn from the Can­
adian Banks here for the same pur­
pose is not ascertainable but the ag­
gregate must have been very large. 
The above figures indicate a nett in­
crease in the Savings Bank deposits 
of our people of $1,474,119 or .say, one 
and a. half million dollars, and three 
and a half more w~re invested in our 
Victory Loan, which may be described 
1918, so that it is hardly an exaggera­
tion to claim that they are better o·ff 
by five million dollars through sav­
ings deposits and the purchase of 
Governments bonds during the past 
year than they were 12 months pre­
viously. I am sure all will be glad to 
know that the prospects for a ,suc­
cess.ful flotation of the loan we are 
proposing to offer shortly are in the 
highest degree favorable, both at home 
and abroad. 

Further evidence of the welfa.re of 
our people is seen in the ~act that 
the total value of Life Insuranc-e 
policies in force at the 30th June, 1917, 
was $9,023,465 and on the same date 

' 1918 was $1-0,264.,098, be.ing. an in-
crease of $1,241,442 in face value of the 
policie.E The premiums re·ceived 
from pulicy-holders on the former a.ate 
amounted to $384,994, and on the lat­
ter date $440,419, .showing an increas.e 
of $55,424; and the Adjusted Reserve 
on the fo·rmer date was $2,149,154 as 
compared with $2,373,683 for the latter 
or an increa1se of $224,629. 

The Postmaster General, in his an­
nual report, bears similar testimony 
of the growth in the p·ros.p·erity of 
the people, by sho,wing that the turn­
over of the Money Ordeir business for 
the fiscal ·year 1917-18 was over $3,-
000,000 as against little more, tl1an a 
millian ten year.s previously; that the 
Registration of Letters increased in 
the .same period from 17 ,000 to 225,000; 
that the growth in the Parcel Post 
Branch was phenomenal, totalling 
239, 707 parcels, an increase o,f 11,282 

for the year; that despite the draw­
ba1cks in the way of develo·p-ing Par­
c~l Post business between America 
and this country, the duties collected 
on American parcels had increased 
nearly 375 pe·r cent. in ten years, and 
the growth of the domestic Parcel 
Po1st business was bec.oming so great 
that it could hardly to handled; that 
the Customs duties collected on par­
cels last year amounted to $72,793 
agai~st $16,796 ten yea.rs before, 
while the increase over the previous 
year was $22,901 or more than twice 
that of any previous year in the his­
tory of the Department. 

Testimony to the favorable con­
dition of the Colony's affairs is borne 
Report, observes as follows:­
Trade, which in its tenth Annual 
in the first place by our own Board of 

"The remarkable figure·s (of the 
growth of our imports and exports) 
clearly demonstrate that the trade 
of the Colony as for the past f'iscal 
year has been pheno·menally suc­
cessful. The excess of imports over 
exports is eminently satisfactory for 
the year's trading, showing ~~ .... <:; it 
does that the balance of trade was 
largely in our favor, a factor gen-

1 

erally regar·de·d as most important to 
the commercial welfare of any com­
munity. This unprece1dented posi­
tion in the trade of the Dominion is 
due largely, if not wholly to war 
conditions. We are essentially a 
country pr·oducing food and raw ma­
terial that have been in gr·eat de­
n1and under the co.nditions o·f war 
prevailing on the European contin­
ent and our pro1~perity is largely 
attrib·utable to the interfere·nce 
these conditions have had on the 
operations o,f our pr,inc.ipal com­
petitors." 
The Annual Report of the Bank O'f 

Montreal recites as follows:-
''With the high prices obtained 

, for fish and oils, the people general­
ly are prosperous. Interest bearin.g 
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deposits in Banks show an tnereaee 
of $2,400,00 last year, notwithstand­
ing · a domestic war loan floated in 
June last which met with good re­
sponse. The is1sue was in the shape 
of ten-year 6% per cent. bonds. A 
portion of the same loan was s·old 
in Canada on favo·rable terni.s!'

The Annual Report of the Bank of 
Nova Scotia for the past year co·n­
tains the following statement:-

"Newfoundland has had another 
prosperous year. The catch of cod­
fish was less than that of the record 
year 1917, but unprecedented prices 
ga.,re a return to the fishermert es­
timated at $21,000,000 or more than 
for any other year. • . . . . . . 
What with the tonnage of its own 
construction and purchases abroad, 
generally in Nova Scotia, New­
foundland has now the· finest fleet 
of foreign going vessels in her his­
tory, which at high freights have 
been proving very acceptable in­
vestments. The Pulp and Paper 
mills have had a go·od year. Lum­
bering has been fo·r do1mestic 1sup­
ply only and therefore only com­
paratively limited in volume. ')ther 
man ufacturie·s have been very fully 
employed. . . . . . Notwithstand­
ing dra whacks, the principal of 
which was the shortage of tonnage, 
Newfoundland has enjoyed a period 
of marked p·rosperity as a result of 
war prices for its products. Soon­
er or later prices must work back 
to a normal bas;is but the Island is 
in a stro·ng position to face the per­
iod of readjustment." 
our· Ob·ligations and Pu.blic Debt.. 
It next becomes desirable to ex- . 

amine as to our obligations and our 
public debt. The statement of our 
revenue and expenditt1re for the war 
period is as fellows:

as shown at the end of' 1917-18, name-
ly, $34,489,955, there must · be d·e­
ducted an amo·unt of $1,429,631 due 
by the S"t. · John's Municipal Council, 
and $13,700 script of the Harbour 
Grace Water Company, held by the 
Government and paid off under the 
operation of the Sinking Fund Act of 
1.895, leaving the nett Public Debt at · 
the end of that year $32,099,261. 

Properly speaking, however, there 
ougl1t have been charged into that 
year the Loan rais·ed b·Y the Colony 
last summer, namely, $7,453,401 main­
ly for war purposes, b·ut as the trans­
a.ction was not COIJlpleted on the 30th 
Ju.ne, it does not figure in the fiscal . 
transactions for that 12 months. It 
is, however, an addition to the Public 
Debt for the current year, and there 
will have to be added to it $1,000,000 
of new Loan under the Act passed 
a few days ago, the remaining $5,000,-
000 being to pay off a previous Loan 
of a similar amount. Therefore, as­
suming that we complete the raising 
of this amount before the 30th Ju11e 

. ' 
as we hope to do, the Public Debt 
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of the Colony will on that date stand 
at about $43,000,000. 

It may be asked, the11, can the coun­
try meet these obligations and con· 
tinue to bear the burden of this Pub­
lic Debt? I think I have shown con­
clusively from the facts and figures 
I have adduced that this is possible 
and that there is no reason for ser­
ious conc·ern as to the maintenance 
of the stability of this country in the 
coming years True, we must be pre­
pared for lea.n years as well as fat 
011es, and for periods of financial and 
commercial depression, as well as for 
a continuance of the prosperity we 
have enjoyed of late years, but, mak­
i11g all due allowance for conditions 
as they arise, and for the difficulties

which beset countries as well as in­
dividuals, I see no reason why, if all 
will unite for the common weal, that 
this Newfoundland of ours should not 
continue along the paths of prosper­
ity, now that peace is returni11g to 
the world, with the same 11ope a11d 
confidence as she advanced during 
the trying days of the war and witl1 
the same success as she achieved in 
spite of all the disadvantages that 
attend such a period. 

I have other material in relation 
to this statement which I shall not 

trouble the Committee to read now. 

I propose, therefore, that the Commit­

tee rise, report progress, and ask 

leave to sit again on Friday.

His Excellency 
the Governor, Sir C. Alexander Harris 
K.C.M.G.,· etc., having arrived at the 
Council Chamber and being seated on 
the Throne, the Hon. the Presldent 

commanded the Gentlemen Usher of 
the Black Rod to proceed to the Com­
mons House of Asse~bly and nform 
the Speaker an<l Membe~s thereof that 
It is His Excellency's will and pleasure 
that they attend at the Bar of this 
House; and they being come thereto, 
His Excellency was pleased to open 
the present Ses,sion of the Legislature, 
with the following speech to both 

' 
Houses: 

Mr. President and Honourable Gentlemen of the Legislative Council: 
Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honourable House of Assembly: 

It is with mingled sentiments of pride and thankfulness that I 
greet you to-day; pride in the wonderful success of the Allied arms 
in the Great World War .which ended in November last; and 
tnankfulness at the termination of a conflict which has caused 
untold miseries to the gre~ter portion of the human race. I 
trust that from the wreck and devastation of the War, better, more 
enduring and happier conditionis may arise, ushering in a new era 
of peace and contentment, whicJl will in ,some measure justify and 
atone for the great s2critices of blood and treasure which have 
been poured forth so freely and unselfishly upon the altar of Liberty._ 

At the time of the last sessio_n of this Legislature it will be 
1·emembered that the fortunes of the Allies were most critical, and the 
War situa~ion wa.s of the utmost gravity. Unaer those circumstances 
a Bill was introduced to. postpone for a second time the General 
Election, and the Legislature then determined that the term of the 
present Assembly should be limited to April 30th., 1919. 

Thank.s under God, however, to the almost superhuman exertions 

• 

' 
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made by the Allies, the tenacity and sustained gallantry of the soldiers, 
and the continued pressure of the Navy, the situation underwent such a 
(~hange during the latter part of the summer and autum~ that, armis­
tices have been signed with the enemies. The victory for which . 
we have been hoping and praying has been achieved. The Peace 
Conference, which followed the conclusion of hostilities, ha.s been 
in session some months. Problems of international significance and 
far reaching importance, which may call for legislative action and 
approval, are in cour~e of settlement at the Conference and my 
Ministers feel that the Government must be in a position to call the 
Assembly together whenever necessary without any undue delay. 

There are many problems of first-class importance 
connected with the demobiliz.1tion of our soldiers and 
sailors, their re-e~tablishmen t in · civil life, the mak.ing or 
provision for War debts and obligations as well as questions of trans .. 
portation by land and sea, which call for a new mandate from the 
country, and a newly elected and full House of Assembly to deal with 
them. These problems are urgent 

The object for which the Legislature is now called together· is t<.> 

make provision for that immediate appeal to the electorate which the 
legislation of Ia.st Session necessitates, and to enable the use of the 
last voters' lists. which was taken over twelve months a£O.

fhe work of comoletin2: another list would throw unnecessary

expen.se on the country, and _cau.se delay in appealing to the electorate. 
Your consideration will be invited, therefore, to oroposals tor

amending the Election Act, .in order fo legalize the use in the forth-
coming General Election of the Voters' List taken in 1917. Care will 
be had to ensure that the electoral qualifications of Newfoundlanders 
who have been serving in His Majesty's Naval and .Military forces 
shall in no way be affected by their absence abroad on active service 
during the period of the War, and you wi'll be asked to approve an 
amendment to the Act to this effect. · 

You will be asked also to extend the franchise to Newfoundland ' 
sailors and soldiers, under the age of 21 years, who bave been over­
seas with His Majesty's Forces. 
Mr. · Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honourable House of Assembly:

Mr. President and Honourable Gentlemen of the Legislative Council: 
. 

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honourable House of Assembly: 

The tidings of the death of Prince john .stirred the sympathetic 
feelings of Their Majesties' devoted subjects throughout the Do­
minion. It was my sad duty to convey to the Royal Household an 
expression of sorrow and sympathy of our people in their affliction, 
which has knit even closer together the ties of love and loyalty which 
bind us to the Throne. 

In response to a summons from the Right Honourable the Secre­
tary of State fo1 the Colonies the Prime Minister attended during 
the summer the sittings of the Imperial War Cabinet, and represente'i 
the Dominion in the discussion and determination of vital issues 
connected with the conduct of the War. He also participated in the 
deliberations of the Imperial Conference which dealt with varied and 
complex problems affecting the present and future policy of the 
Empire. 

In November last following upon the signing of the armistice, 
the Prime Minister was recalled to London by the British Government 
to take his place in th~ Imperial War Cabinet in connection with the 
discussion and formulation of terms of Peace. Later he proceeded 
to Paris with the British Empire delegation and took part in the . . 
Peace Conference there, actively interesting himself in all matters 
affecting or likely to affect the Dominion. Before returning home 
he represented Newfountlland's position to the Imperial authorities 
aad received an assurance that our interests would be very carefully 
safeguarded. 

My Ministers decided to endeavour to raise locally and in Canada 
I 

the moneys required for the continued pro.secution of the War and 
issued a Victory War Loan, fheir faith in the patriotism and public 
spirit of the people was fully justified by the magnificent result 
achieved, the amount of the issue being considerably oversubscribed 
within a very short period. This response is most gratifying as an 
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evidence of the confidence of our people in the resources and possi-
• 

bilities of the country. 

The continual growth and expansion of our trade and commerce 
of late years, combined with the increasing importance of our 
relations with the Mother Country, having emphasized the necessity 
of adequate representation there, my Ministers arranged for the 
appointment of a High ,Commissioner in London to look after the 
trade and commercial interest's of the Dominion. 

I avail of this opportunity to extend a hearty welcomeJtome to 
our soldiers and sailors who have represented Newfoundland so 
valiantly and well during the past four years amid the changing 
fortunes and bitter hardships of War. Mere word.s cannot express 
our feelings of appreciation and admiration of their wonderful work. 
Their deeds are eloquent and pass to judgment before them. · On land 
and sea and in the air their worth has been proven and. their fame ·has 
spread far and wide. Those who have died for the Right have bequeath­
ed us a precious legacy the undying memory of duty performed even 
to ·the death, and the eternal fragrance of that love which exceeds all 
others that a man lay down his life for his friends. Their loss to the 
country can never fully be estimated, because it is impossible to . 
compute the value of the chivalry, honour, self-sacrifice and devotion 
to duty which these men possessed in the highest degree. We can 
only endeavour to prove worthy of the gloriou.s heritage which they 
have purchased for us at such a price. 

In taking leave of you I trust that your deliberations may con­
duce to the further welfare and prosperity of Ne·wfoundland ' and that 
Divine Providence may guide you in the performance of your duties.

HON. MR. GRIEVE-Mr. President, 
I rise to ~ove the appointment of a 
Select Committee to draft an Addres.s 
in Reply to the gracious Speech from 
the Throne which we have just heard 
with such pleasure, and following the 

precedent long established I am priv· 
ileged to make some comments on 
certain paragraphs of the spe·ech. 
This document varies somewhat from 
those usually delivered on similar oc­
casions in so far as there is little n·ew 
legislation foreshado·wed in it be--
y9nd that necessary to render legal 
the use ot the voters' lists taken in 
1917, for use in the forthcoming 
general election. It is rather a vale­
dictory of the Government now in 
power to the people to whom they are 
ag.ain about to appeal for the support 
of which they desire to enable them 
to dea.1 with the great p:r-oblems now 

• 
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racing the cou11try. This bei11g so I 
shall limit my observations to one or 
two points 011ly. The outstandt11g 
feature of the Speech from the 
Throne and th matter which engages 
our close attention at the present 
juncture is that reference to the :fin­
ances of the country. It is vet·y grati­
fying to note in His Excellency's 
~:peech that during the past fiscal 
year there has been a substantial in­
crease of revenue over expenditure 
and that an increase may be antici­
patd for the current year of a sim11-
ar nature. We must not, however, al­
low ourselves to be infl'uenced b)'~ 

these figures in dealing with the fut­
ure policies of the country because 
our taxation being on an ad va1orun1 
basis, our revenue has increased with 
the prices of the articles .we have im­
ported, while the revenue from taxes 
increased then with the upward 
trend of prices so must they drop 
when prices go back to normal. This 
is a matter which must on no account 

. be lost sight of. Furthermore, this 
Colony, like all the other dependen­
cies of the British Empire, hets 11eed 
to face a reaction and the possibili­
ties arising from such a reaction are 
now engaging the attention of the 
brightest intellects on both sides of 
the water. -rou cannot have a &ud­

den change without feeling the effects 
of the consequent reaction and this 
principle applies here as strongly as 
it does elsewhere. People will, of 
course, jump to the conclusion that 
the conditions enjoyed during the 
past few years are permanent be­
cause they do not look for the under­
lying channels which have been re- , 
sponsible for our present prosperJrv.' 
The time is approaching, however, 
when conditions must undergo an un .. 
mistakable change and we must be 
ready to adapt ourselves to the new · 

order of things in common with all 

the other countrie~ of the Empire. Ii 

is quite possible that whe11 tl1e de­
crease comes, when the people wl10 
now e11joy a prosperity which was 
never dreamed of a few years ago 
begi11 to experience the cha11ge of 
conditions you can understand, Mr. 
President, what the attitude of those 
who do 11ot look for the real cause, 
is likely to be. We will need wis legia 
lators, then, to point out to the peo­
ple why the prosperity of the past 
few years is not permanent but rath­
er that it has been controlled by the 
inexorable law of supply and demand. 
That brings me, Mr. President, to one 
of the vital issues before this coun­
try-the necessity of. educating tne 
people in the proper manner or pros­
ecuting their daily avocations-the 
fisheries-which are the main source 
of the country's wealth. The sloven­
ly and indifferent manner of hand­
ling our fish and the lack of scientific 
means of cure are being rapidly tak­
e11 adv~ntage of by France, Norway, 
Iceland and other countries, and 1f 
conditions in this r~spect are not 
altered we shall find ourselves ousted 
from the markets and deprived of our 
very birthright. The cure of our fish 
is o! vital importance and 11ow tnat 
the war is at n end other fish pro­
ducing countries are ready to take 
our place if we do not endeavor to 
raise the standard of our product. 
Already we find merchants of thi& 
co ntry trying _to turn into money 
the higl1 priced commodities which 
they purchased last year and in 
order to solve the difficulty the trade 
of Newfoundland for the first time in 
the business history o! the country 
has com~ together. Instead of under 
valuing or over-estimating the abil­
ity of any one individual, all are 
bound together for the comm on good. 
Thanks to the Minister of Shipping 
and those associated with him, but 

particularly to the Minister himself, 

whose foresight and indefatagible en-
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deavors have resulted in s·o much 
general good to the country, we can 
look back with satisfaction on the 
manner in which we have been en­
abled to carry on our trade the past 
few years. It is impossible to put a 
valuation upo·n the benefit of the 
Department of Shipping whtch has 
been rendered so much more proauc­
tive of beneficial results because it 
has been backed by the knowledge 
and assistance of our most e·xperi­
enced business men. Thanks to the 
active co-operation of His Excellency 
the Governor and the extreme wor­
thiness· of the man who was relegat-· 
ed to the office of head of the De­
partment of Shipping the1 benefit ac­
cruing has been inestimable. The 
speech of His Excellency today makes 
reference to the men of the Navy ttnd 

Army or rather to the men who went 
forth from Newfoundland to uphold 
the principles so dear to the hearts 
of all of us. I think no mere words 
can adequa ely express what we feel 
in gratitude to them. They have 
placed us under an obligation we can 
never hope to repay. _ Now that they 
ar~ back, however, it is our duty to 
see that we are willing to in some 
small measure recompense them or 
show how deeply we feel tqe obliga­
tion. They do not ask charity but 
just a little a.id to be reinstated in 
civil life which they so willingly· gave 
up when they were needed to fight 
the battles of the Empire. As to1 those 
who have passed, their memory shall 
ever remain with us. It is not an 
occasion upon which we would wish 
to dwell. All of us have suffered 
more or less and we are bound by a 
bond O·f sympathy stronger than any 
other tie which could unite the peo­
ple of this country. We no longer 
want to take issue on the order of 
the day and the Government to father 

them. If in the administration of 

vital business of a vital policy· we 

could only meet together on 
broad platform and discuss our dif .. 
ferences, I think that we might hope 
that the future of this country might 
be a brighter and happier one, and 
that the ·evolution of serious issues 
might be eclipsed with greater gooa 
to the people of this country. I have 
expressed my views freely, and I 
have limited them to as few matters 
as possible. I have just spoken par­
ticularly in the way of generalities, 
and if my views are those of 
Honorable ,gentlemen, and they are 
willing to co-operate with citizens 
generally in every good Government 
to improve the people, then any such 
legislation as might be agreed upon 
wo·uld ~ot prove unworthy to this 
country and its people·. 

HON. ALEX. W. MEWS seco·nded 
the motion, in the following speech: 

In rising to second the motion f 01· 

an address in Reply to His Excellen­
cy's speech, I am sensible of the fact 
that my share of the task is consider­
ably lessoned by the fact that I have 
been preceded 'by one who, out of the 
wealth of his experience has fitting­
ly, eloquentlr and compr~hensively 
covered most of the ground upon 
which I have to speak. There· may be 
different viewpoints taken at a time 
like this, in a country like this, at a 
period when we have just come 
through •the fires of torture and suf­
fering cau.sed by the war, and when it 
perhaps would seem the natural thing 
to rest and be .satisfied, and grateful.ly 
so, with peace. But, sir, just as the 
wate~s o,f the ocean, or of a pond 
would become stagnant if they reIJlain­
ed at rest, just so human nature it not 
constantly .stirring and reaching out, 
dies, lite,rally. And at this period of 
unrest, o·f uncertainty, it seems to me 
that the menace if that perhaps we 

shall not take hold of these conditions 
and understanding them, make them 

conform to the· idea of a brighter fut-
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ure, for, without hope we are dead. 
I shall not dwell upon the fulfil­

ment of the hope's which we had last 
session that we should meet· this year 
in an Empire of peace. The day of the 
Armistice between the Allies and the 
Central Powers, the eleventh hour o.f 
the eleve111th day O·f the eleventh month 
1918, is still fresh in our memories. 
Since then the Peace Table has been 
the arena, where Justice, if there can 
be absolute justice on this eartl1, is, 
we ho,pe, the guiding Star. At that 
table it was Newfoundland'.s proud 
privilege to . ha ye a representative, and 
on those Committees deliberating on 
the various questions o·f world-inter­
est, we have had Sir William Lloyd, 
the Premier, and as a result of the 
presentation of our· ca.se the Imperial 
authorities have given an assurance 
that our interests will be respected. 
In this land, sir, we have had, and 
properly so, political peace during the 
most anxious time of the Empire',s 
struggle. There are, after all, bigger 
thin.gs than Newfoundland partisan 
politics, and it will be a thought for 
which we can ever be thankful that 
a National Party kept straight o·n and 
did its duty in the · essential matters; 
Newfoundland d.id its share and has 
no reason to be ashamed of the part 
she played in bringing about the tri-
11mph of the Allied Forces and the 
resulting peace. / 

Now, Mr. Preside1nt, that duty per­
formed, Newfoundland can tu,rn to her 
own affairs, and in order to br·ing peace 

~ . 
in our own .country, we must start with 
a war, a political war however, that 
can be fought and bring us po·litical 
peace in a month. Last . year this 
House accepted on amendment o.ff ered, 
I think by Hon. iMr. Milley, to the Ex­
tension Bill by which this Parliament 
should end by Apr.ii 30th. In follow·­
ing out this, the Government have de­
cided to appeal to the cpuntry with­
out delay. Without detailing in any 
w'ay / the arguments of some :r:nembers 

of this Chamber as to· the desirability 
of an electio·n last year, I may safely 
conclude that they will accept the 
situation, lose no· time in debate, but 
get their armour on for the sharp and 
quick contest. The ame1ndments to 
the Election Act regarding the use of 
the present vote~s· lists, and the quali­
fications of member.s of the Nava1 and 
Military Forces will not, I am sure, 
sir, find any objectors. 

It is particularly gratifying to note 
that the Government intend to give 
those 01f the Navy and Regiment who 
have been overseas and who· are under 
the le·gal age of 21, the vote. It is 
fitting if they were prepared to· tight 
our battles that we should give them 
a ''.say" in their country's affairs. 

The necessity fo.r a new Assembly 
is upon u.s. With our energies released 
from the active participation in the 
Great War we must return to ou.r own 
affairs, and for the reconstructive per­
iod which is upon the .whole world we 
must be prepared. The war has bee11 
a revealing war. It has pointed out 
wlth a burning, scorching and glaring 
finger all the defects of our national 
life. We cannot expect to return to 
old conditions. Much of the ground of 
our national life ~as been torn up just 
as the war has rent the so·il of France. 
And it is up to us, it is up to the Gov­
ernment that will be returned to power 
next month, it is up to the Opposltio,n, 
whoever they may be, it is up 
to this C01Uncil that we S01W in 
that ground, that we do no·t allow 
rank and poisonous weeds to grow 
there, but tha.t we shall sow su.ch 
seeds as will firmly establish this old 
Cc•lony on the only so1lid basis, that 
of a happy, a pro·spero·us and co11te.nt­
ed people. 

I believe in a future for this Do­
minion, I believe in a greater exten­
sion of her industries, and I believe in 
keeping our best brain§ fo·r whatever 
"'-vurk may be done in the future in-

stead of so1 lavishly giving them to 
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c;ther countries. ~he real wealth of 
ll1e country is its human product, and 
while there are hands to work there 
can be no bankruptcy for any C<?untry. 
Let industry stop and we may look to 
the future with gloomy fac~s, but 
while industries flourish, while we 
bend our energies on expanding our 
human and material resource·s, while 
we meet squarely the complaints of 
the worker and honestly consider them 
there can be no· fear for our future. 
That is the spirit in which we must 
tackle the problems, and despite the 
gloomy forebodings that I suspe·ct will 
be voiced by members of this House 
opposed to the present Government, I 
submit that we owe it to the men who 
have fought so gloriously for us i:a 
France, we owe it to the men of the 
Newfoundland Royal Naval Reserve 
and the men of the Royal Newfound­
land Regiment, that the least we can 
do, to match if we can their gallant 
conduct, is to make Newfoundland, not 
only a country worth dying for, but a 

. country worth living for, and living in. 

in the "\Tolume of trade as shown by 
the imports and exports in a decade is 
interesting.

The political party of to-day must for­
get petty politics for real work for the 
country. Any other party is doomed. 
And for this great task that is looming 
before this country, we ~eed the best 
traditions of every party. The~ Re-es­
tablishment of Returned men, the prac 
tical monument of a Normal School 
whereby our teachers shall be fitted 
to give the boys and girls the educa­
tion that they need best. Hospital fa­
cilities for the Outports, and adequate 
means of transportation, are some of 
the means by which we can empha­
sise the ''preparedness'' we sho·uld al-

, . . . 
ways have in view in peace or war. 
Looking to the future, we begin with 
our account in good shape. 

To the 30th June, 1918, we had a 
surplus of over a million dollars, and 
to the end of June of the present year 
it is expected that a substantial sur­
plus approaching a similar amount 
will be realised~ The enormous jum.p 

It is also interesting to learn 
that the Income and Profita 
tax payable at the end of last year 
is expected to approach between eight 
and nine hundred thousand dollars. 
The response to the Victory Loan last 
summer was a gratifying revelation 
of a new spirit of confidence in the . 
country, and it is to be hoped that 
when the time comes to float a.nother 
Loan a similar result will be attained, 
thus paving the way for a greater com­
munity of interest in the general wel­
fare of the country. 

In finance, transportation, and tak­
ing care of i:in.ports and exports dur-

• 
ing the war, I think we can congratu-
late ourselves that during the two try­
ing years that are past, the Govern-
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ment have done well. If this has been 
accoipplished in war, it is equally to 
be e~pected that similar important 
work can be accomplished in peace . 

• 

Jn all the great work of the future, and 
I 

those are the days when grea.t a:ction 
will be required, timidity is fatal. The 
fou11dations of the era upon which we 
have enttre_d have been well and truly 
laid by heroic men and women in the 
past four years. When so much prec­
ious marble has been already bu.ilt in 
the fabric, we must see that we do not 
finish it with shoddy . material. We 
must so build, as Lloyd-George has 
said so well, that when we ar~ for­
cotten dust, ages to come, men will 
look back at what was do,ne during 
the last four and a half years, and 
what will be done during the next four 
and a ,half years, and say of men and 
women of this generation-"T'hey 
builded well." 

HON. MR. GIBBS:-! desire to ex­
tend congratulations to both the hon­
orable gentlemen who have to,-day fo·r 
the first time taken their seats in the 
Council. I feel sure that the delibe·r·­
ations of this Assembly will be great­
ly helped by their presence amongst 
us. Both of the honorable entlemen 
have had considerable exemence in 
the commercial, industrial and po,lit- . 
ical life of this country, and their 
knowledge will be o,f material help 
and assistance to 1U1S. 

The honorable gentleman who 
moved the addre.ss in reply was struck 
by the fact that the s,peech differed 
from that delivered on previous occa­
sions. I know o·f the sense 0 1f humor 
of the honorable gentleman and I am 
not on that account' sur·prised that he 
did discover a striking difference in 
the speech. I am sur·e 'that he realized 
how it would be looked upon by the 
people of this country. ,In after gener1

-

ations it will, like the mummies of 
ancient Egypt, be looked u.pon by our 
citizens with curiosity and surprise. 

In common with His Excellency a.nd 

the greater part of the civilized world 
I desire to express the pleasur·e with . 
which we have witnessed the success­
ful termination of the great w·ar which 
has for the past four and a half years 
devastate·d Europe and the greater 
part of the world. 

When this Legislature was opened 
nearly a year ago the fairest por­
tions of the earth were being drench­
ed in tl1e blood of the youth ow the 
world. The force.s of ·destruction and 
desolation were strewing Euro·pe and 
many parts of Asia with the mangled 
and b1eeding corpses of armed men 
who w·ent forth at duty's call to do 
battle for what they deemed was just 
and right. In this cause1, in this Ar­
mageddon of the world, the yo·uth of 
the Empir·e and our Allies offer·ed up 
their young lives in order that the in­
stitution.s of democracy might be last­
ing and enduring. Theirs was the 
greate·st ,sacrifice that they could make 
in defence of their countries, and the 
willingness with which they made the 
sacrifice is best attested by the mil­
lions of dead and maimed as the result 
of thi.s awful carnage of blood. Neve·r 
befo,re in the wo·rld's history was the 
brain and ingenuity of man more deep 
ly devoted more· assidiously employed 
in dealing death and destructio·n to one 
another and in levelling the ~air·est por 
tions of the earth's surface. But a few 
sho1rt years ago we prided ourselves 
upon what we delighted to call the ad­
vance of civ.ilization. We thought that 

' 

we had made such .strides along the 
path of pr·ogress and refor1n that a 
brighter and better century had never 
dawned upo·n the earth. But how sud·­
denly was the scene changed to· a Gol­
gotha which the"" world never before 

· witnessed. This delu,sion of progress 
and civilization we hugged to our bos­
oms. And it was a delusio·n, because 
b·eneath it all there1 was commercial 
greed and rank materiali.sm. Toiling 
millions were denied the fruits of their 
to~l, the right to live a well ordered 
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C'hristian life, because industrial mag­
nates employers of labor, were bend­
ing their ene1rgies in the accumula­
tion of wealth to the impoverishment 
and degradation of those who toil. The 
very nation that we accuse o,f ·neing 
the cau,se of this awful holocaust, its 
institutions and its literature were 
eulogized by those who were after­
wards forced to denounce it. 

To-day we m.eet under different cir­
cumstances. Auspicious victo,ry has 
crowned the arm.s of the nations fight­
ing side by side with the Empire, the 
geni·us of Foch, the man who is called 
the Grey Man of Christ, because of the 
purity of his life, the model christian, 
the man who forgot not the teachings 
he received at his mother'.s knee, has 
broken and crushed the armies o:f the 
Central Powers. 

. 
"Today no storming vanguard le3.ps 

To, leave its share of slain, 
At dawn on rolling thunder sweeps 

From Flander.s to· Lorr'aine ; 
The white year br'eaks against the sky 

Beyo·nd the la~ red flare, 
Save where ten million ghosts drift 

by, 
Who neither know nor care." / 

In this strife of armed nations, the 
sons of Newfoundland have done a 
noble part. By their valor, courage, 
and endurance, they have written the 
name of Newfoundland in the annals 
of the war reco,rds. Their dauntless 
co'u.rage and unflinching heroism in 
distant lands, by the shores of the 
Aege·an Sea, on the crimsoned fields 
of France and Flanders, will be point­
ed to by future generations as one of 
the pro·udest and no bl est heritages 'of 
this country and of the Empire. Many 
hundreds of them we so proudly sa,w 
marching away are not now with us. 
They lie mouldering on the glorio,us 
fields where the~ lived all their young 
lives in one tremendous hour and died 
with their songs unspoken and their 

deeds unlived. Little white crosses 
mark whe·re many of our bo·ys have 
paid in full the price of liberty. Others 
have been sent home· to us maimed, 
others with health seriously impaired, 
hundreds of them unfitted and unable 
beca:u.se of their wounds to go back to 
the occupatio,ns they left, while to 
others the oppo·rtunity is denied. The 
thousands who sailed from our shores 
did so in the hope that a brighter and 
happier dawn might be ushered in; a 
di ff er en t kind of civilization from that 
which preceded their going; a civili­
zation which would rid the wo1rld of 
the curse o·f militarism; a civilization 
in which sec:r;et diplomacy should no 
longer oppress and barter away the 
lives of the people and th~ir coun­
tries; a civilization which would end 
forever the secret treaty making in 
which a few disposed of the lives and 
fortune's of millions; a civilization in 
which the people shall be neither o·p­
pressed nor governed against their 
will; a civilization under which small 

• 
nationalitie1s shall be able to worlr: out 
their futures in accordance with demo­
cratic ideals; a civilization_ in which 
the worker shall no longer be under­
paid and forced to live in unhealthy 
and unsanitary surroundings. 

"They did not die for a selfish peace, 
nor fight for a coin or gold; 

They did not die for a stretch of land 
or things that are bought and sold, 

And n·ow that the cannonade is done 
and the chains of the· tyrant br·eak, 

The . vision they saw on the battlefield 
we must write in the peace we 
make." 

Words will not suffice, we must 
show by o·ur deeds that we are wor­
thy to be the countrymen of these 
brave lads. 

It is for us to see that the brave 
lads of the Empire have not died in 
vain; that the ideals and the prin­
ciples for which they made the Su-

j 
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preme Sacrifice, shall not be cast 
aside in the limbo of forgotten hopes, 
when the terms of peac.e shall be fin­
ally settled. No peace that is not 
founded upon the eternal principles 
of justice can be lasting. 

We must take care that the mater­
ialism which is rampant thr·oughout 
the world today is not permitted to 
throttle the high hopes that we have 
formed. History has taught us that 
in the past our friend and ally of to­
day was our enemy of tomorrow; 
that alliances founded upon self in­
terest, were very quickly sundered 
when opportunity offered. It was 
but yesterday when Briton and Ger­
man fought together against French 
domination; today Briton and French­
n1an have united to crush Germa11 
tyranny. In one hundred and twenty 
five years Great Britain has bee11 
three times the ally of Germany 
against France, twice the ally of Aus­
tria against France, twice the ally of 
Russia against France and has upo11 
one occasion stood by and permitted 
France to be. humiliated by Germany. 
During the same period British has 
been once the ally of France against 
Russia and once the ally of Russia 
and France against Germany and 
Austria. In one hundred years 
France has fought Russia three timeti 
and been her ally once. These facts 
ten <I to show how unstable ·are the 
relations of governments with one 
another; t; hat the foreign policies of 
the nations of Europe, based as they 
were upon the illusory doctrine of 
the balance of power, were built t1p­
on quicksands, and shifted from time 
to time at the dictates of self-interest. 
Such a state of affairs does not make 

~ 

for permanent peace. Our boys did 
not fight for a continuance o·f the un­
stable equilibrium that was forever 
disturbing the peace of the world; 
they fought for a peace of justice, 

under which the nations of the world 

great .and small, would be free to 
work out their own destinies without 
outside interference 

If we let our minds go back the 
past four and a half years, what do 
we find? Conditions that were the11 
looked upqn as permanent and un­
changeable have been almost entir·e­
ly swept away. One after another 
thrones have been overturned, em­
pires and kingdoms swept a way. Dis· ~ 

order has broken loose, and unless 
some power greater than the forces 
of anarchy prevails, civilisation will 
be swept away. True, the great war 
is over, but he who fancies universal 
peace will be ushered in, may be 
rudely a wakened, because the greater 
part of Europe is in the throes of a 
revolution. Ho·w far it may extend, 
none can tell. Unless justice begins 
her rightful reign, there cannot be an 
enduring peace. It was for justice 
that humanity fought, and huma.nity 
will b·e ready to engage in a still 
more sanguinary struggle unless jus­
tice 11olds full sway. Diplomacy 

· which failed to secure the peace o..: 
the world will not succe·ed alone ic 
bringing it b·ack unless its cardinal 
principles be justice. The law of just­
ice must be honestly applied to all. 
It must not be made a cloak to hide 
indefensible selfish purposes, and to 
be dispensed according as the govern­
ments who. have the brute force at 
their command may obser·ve or ig­
nore it at their pleasure. 

They stood knee deep in the trenches' 
mire for freed·om from brutal 
kings, 

They died for the right of all men to 
live and share in life's joyous 
things; 

They died f·or justice to great and 
low, for laughter and rest at night, 

And these we must carefully guard 
today in the terms of the peace 
we \vrite . . , 
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The world of honest truthft1l men 
is 'vaiting for the answer. To quote 
President Wilson whe11 addressing 
the Pea.cP Conference: "The select 
masses ot mankind are no longer the 
governors of mankind. The fortunes 
of mankind are now in .the hands o ~ 
the plain people of the whole \Vorl1j. 
Satisfy them and you have justified 
their confidence not only but ;.1a\' e 

established peace. Fail to satis1y 
them, and no arraitgement you car1 
make will either set up or steady the 
peace of the .world. 1tVe have 110 

choice but to obey the mandate. V•l e 
· would not dare to compromise on any 

matters as the champion of this thing 
tbis peace of the world, this attiturle 
of justice, this principle that we are 
the masters of no people but are here 
to see that every people in the world 
ahall prove its own masters and gov­
ern its own destinies not as we wish 
but as they wish." 

This distinguished man has laid tl1e 
foundation and upon it the structu1 e 

I 

of veace must be built. The extract 
contains the seed of a peace of just­
ice, and unless it fructifies and 
grows to a mighty tree, under whos~ 
branches democracy may find sh el tor 
from wrong and injustice, this wa,r 
will have been fought in vain. 

Turning to matters locally, I car1 -
not help having compassion for tl1e 
Honorable Gentlemen on the taslr 
which they have set themselves . . "'l./3 
have entered upo11 a period o! recon­
struction after the most momentous 
~ar in the history of the world. 
Problems are arising every day t() 
solve which will requi·re the aid of 
the best intelligence amongst us. 

In the Speech from the Throne the 
Legislature has a right to see fore­
shadowed the policies by which the 
problems confronting the country 
will be solved, but I regret to say 
that it would seem that political ex­
pediency is of more importa11ce to 

the Gover11ment than the serious con ... 
sideration of these matters I agree 
with the mover of the Address in Re .. 
ply in the urgency and the necess1cy 
of a speedy solution of these prob­
lems. But this fact seems to be en­
tirely lost sight of by the Govern­
ment. ~ The only thing that they have 
thought w·orthy of consideration is to 
take advantage of the present cono1-
tion of affairs to secure their hold on 
place and power. It r,~minds me of 
the story of the young lady who was 
inquiring of her old nurse, the widow 
of a pensioner, how she got along. 
''Badly enough, darling, only . the Gov­
ernment intends to do something for 
us." "And what is the Government, 
Nora?" '·'It's joking you are miss; 
sure every child knows what's the 
Government. It's a half dozen gen­
tlemen, and the likes may be, that 
meets and thinks what's best for 
themselves, and then says, 'That's 
best for us,' and that's the Govern-
ment." 

I submit, Mr. President, that never 
before in the history of this country 
was there greater need of intellect and 
experience in the guidance of our 
affairs. Never before in the h.istory of 
this country was the trained intellect 
the unselfish man, the man of vision 
more needed. The man who will have 

. . 
the ability and the will to resolutely 
face the many difficult problems in- , 
dustrially, eco,nomically, and financial­
ly, that confront us. Men who are pre­
pared to brave slander and misrepre­
sen'tation, have their motives mis~un- ' 
derstood, and tl1e hireling press and 
its literary assassins attempt to be­
cloud the issues. If the men whom 
the public look upon as leaders of pub• 
lic thought do not do their duty in this 
crisis, those with reyolutionary idea.! 
may hold the stage, and the drama 
enacted may be fr'aught wlth disaster 

to the people and the country. 

In the public press of this country 

• 
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only the other day a public man open­
ly avowed his sympathy with the rule 
ot the Bolsheviks in Russia, a rule 
that rests on rapine and murder, de­
struction and desolation, the overturn­
ing of law and order, religion and 
morality. Have those to whom we 
look up in this crisis, done their duty 
by a public disavowal of the rule of 
assassins? Have they pointed out the 
consequences that result in these revo-
1 utionary doctrines? I fear not. Some 
may shrug their shoulders and say: ''It 
ls only a few who openly espouse a 
cause of this character.'' But let us 
not tq_rget that the germs of revolution­
ary thought are stealthily sown and 
when the harvest is ripe there will be· 
found some leader who will crystal­
lze into action the thoughts and the­
ories which he assidiously dissemin­
ated. Others may say that the pro­
mulgators of theories of this kind ar 
dreamers and visionaries. So it was 
in Russia, so it is to-day in many parts 
of Europe, even in Great Britain, but 
nevertheless tlie theories took root and 
the greatest problems that confront 
society- to-day are their repudiation 
and the healing of the wounds caused 
by them. Let us remember that this 
school of thought is not confined to 
Europe, it has crossed the water, it is 
11ere in our midst, if we may judge of 
the writing referred to, and it must 
be confronted, not by empty words or 
promises but by action. Action by 
meas11res which will allay discontent, 
give employment to the unemployed. 

Many men have returned from Eu­
rope with the scars of battle on their 
persons. They are walking the streets 
ot thi3 city and other parts of the 
country unemployed. True, money 
has been given to them, but they want 
~omething more than that. What they 
want is employment in some honor­
able occupation and an honest liveli- · 
hood and not State Charity. When these 
men responded to duty's call, there 

ere glowing promises made to them. 

They went t'orth to do battle believing 
in the honesty of our professions. 
Now, that they have returned, many 
of them found that the promises were 
not sincere and they carry resentment 
in their bosoms, because they feel that 
they deserve better at the hands ot' 
their countrymen. 

Many millions of dollars are being 
paid out, but if a portion of these 
moneys paid were devoted to schemt.. 
whereby these men may be given &n 
opportunity to work at lucrative em­
ployment congenial to their tastes and 
their technical knowledge the country 
would be the gainer. We have many 
parts of this country where the soil i! 
as fertile as parts of Cape Breton or 
Tova Scotia, but through lack or roads, 

railroad facilities, it · is ot' no benefit 
whatever to the col,lntry. We import 
hundreds or thousands of dollars an­
nually. If a million or two of dollars 
were spent in building roads and 
homes, and clearing land t'o·r settle­
ment for the returned war vetera.-ns, 
the money which now goe~ out of the 
country would be kept in it, and we 
would be the gainers thereby. 

It is regrettable that there are to­
day men who have been elected to the 
Legislature who are in no way fitted 
for the important functions which they 
have to discharge. If we require the 
adjustment of a piece or delicate ma­
chinery, we call in the skilled mechan­
ic, who is specially adapted for that 
work. So should it be with the science 
of government; for of all tasks that 
is one which requires in an eminent 
degree the qualities of training and 

• experience. 
The state of the railway to-day ls 

a disgrace to the country; it is a risk 
to travel upon it. Instead of a honest 
effort being made to impro,ve matters, 
the Government has allowed the in­
competence and mismanagement of 
those in charge to bring the road to· ft 
present condition. 

It is most noticeable that the !peech 
• 
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makes no mention of the very large 
financial · responsibilities which we 
have to sho,ulder. Should not the Leg­
islature, and indeed the whole coun­
try be made aware of the vast obliga­
tions to which the Government have 
committed us? The country is faced 
at the present moment with a debt of 
abo·ut $44,000,000. In those days that 
is not a large sum for a country with 
an ever-increasing population. In this 
country, however, we have to depend 
upon the natural increase in popula~ 
tion, as there is no immigration of any 
account. There is now an interest 
charge of- about . $2,200,000 yearly, 
while in addition a sum o.f about $800,-
000 has to be paid out in pensions. For 
these items alone. there has to be met 

·yearly a sum of $3,000,000.. Before· the 
war our revenue was under $4,000,000; 
and out of our present revenue af 
$7,000,000 this sum will have to be 
paid ann·ually. When we consider 
that in addition the expense of con­
ducting the government will have to 
be met and necessary public improve 
men ts provided for, we are faced with 
the question: Where are we going to 
get the mo·ney? The present income 
and excess profits tax bear very heav­
ily on the trade. Are you at a time 
when there .is an urgent · need of cap­
ital for expension of industry going 
to increase taxes to such an extent as 
to mean a virtual confiscation of cap-, 

ital. If you do so, it will mean the 
ruin of the· ind·ustrial and commercial 
life of the country. 
More~over, with the cessation of hos­

tilities, large profits have ceased to be 
made. What is the condition of the · 
market in Italy to-day. Our staple 
product there at the present moment 
is a drug on the market. We have been 
forced to sell $1,250,000 worth o·f fish 
to the Roumanian Government and to 
accept in payment thereof Rouman­
ian bonds, which at the present mo­
ment are of dubious value. 

We are to-day face to face with an 

• 

expenditure of $7,500,000 in 1920. Is 
it possible for the Government to col­
lect $33 next year from every man, 
woman and child in the country? 
That is the position to which we are 
reduced. And how are we going to 
do it, with the purchasing power Of 
the people considerably reduced? 
True, there has been a certain amount 
of temporary prosperity due to the 
war; but even now there are hund.reds 
of families in this city unable to earn 
sufficient to purchase the necessaries · 
of life. It is therefore of paramount 
importance to the people of this coun­
try that the Government should have 
outlined fairly and squarely the press­
ing nature or the problem and the 
means by which they intend to grap­
ple with it. 

The government now say that they · 
want a mandate from the people. 
Could they not have gotten it last 
year? In February 1918 when they 
thought that no opposition was to be 
expected, they were prepared to 
spring an election on the country, but 
they suddenly changed their plans. 

We are now told that on the score 
of economy the government wishes to 
go to the country on the old voters 
list. This is indeed comic ope·ra in its 
richest form; it is a burlesque o·f the 

/ 

most fantastic type. I do not need to 
remind honorable gentlemen of the 
ertravagance that is going on .in all 
departments of the government. 

It was only a short time ago that 
the government decided on a spring 
election; but they could only do so 
b)T ame1nding the Election Act which 
you will remember was before the 
Legislature some years ago and which 
at the time engaged the best brains 
and ability of members in its drafting. 
The effect of the proposed amend­
ment will b·e to disenfranchise thous­
ands. In the twelve month·s just past 
the Government had ample opportun­
ity to prepare a new list. But to ef­
f e·ctuate their own purposes they pro-
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pose to meddle with a most important 
section of the Act which may rightly 
be regarded as an important safe­
guard of our liberties. The Act re­
quires that the election lists must be 
taken at least 12 months before an 
election. Are you prepared to ac­
quiesce in this violation of a funda­
mental principle of law? Are you pre­
pared to permit the government to 
force an election on the people through 
motives of political expediency and to 
permit them to place their own selfish 
interests before the interests of our 
country and our people? One of the 
principle! for which this war wa.s 
fought was to uphold the rights of 
democracy. Free elections and the 
free exercise of the franchise are the 
foundations of these. When we enun­
ciated this principle did we mean it 
as a delusion and a snare, wherein to 
entrap the unwary? Are we then go .. 
ing to se·e it thus flagrantly violated? 

HON. IL A. SQUIRES:-Mr. Presi­
dent, I regret that the severe cold 
from which I have been suffering for 
some days causes the effort of speech 
to be so painful to myself, and, I a.m 
sure, distressing to my hearers, that 
it is impossible for me to address the 
Council at this moment. I desire, 
however, to avail of this opportunity 
in which to express hearty congratu­
lations to the Hon. Walter Baine 
Grieve, whose commission as a Leg­
islative Councillor has )ust been is­
sued. The Hon. Mr. Grieve is one of 
N ewfoundland'.s leaders in matters 
of finance. Of all men in this Colony, 
few are more expert than he in mat­
ters relating to its trade and com­
merce. Some years ago he occupied 
a. seat in this Chamber, retiring there 
from to enter the more ·aggressive 
field of public life represented by the 
House o·f Assembly. From the older 
members present the welcome is 
consequently one of renewed Council 
associations. The splendid address 
with which he moved for the appoint-

. 
ment of the committee is itself proof 
that Mr. Grieve's addition to the 
Council is a great acquisition, both 
in its de bating power and in its de­
liberate wisdom. 

I would also extend hearty con­
gratulations to the Hon. Jesse White­
way, who has . taken his seat in this 
Council this afternoon for the first 
time. Mr. Whiteway has had many 
years of public experience in New­
foundland's affairs. For years he oc­
cupied a seat in the House of As­
sembly as representative of an im­
portant constituency, and during 
these years served his constituency 
faithfully and well. As a business 
man he has himself achieved success 
in the enterprises which he under­
took many years ago, and as a public 
man of considerable experience and 
weight his presence is a worthy ad­
dition to this legislative hall. 

A word of congratulation is well 
merited by the Hon. Mr. Mews, who 
seconded the motion made by the 
Hon. Mr. Grieve for the appointment 
of a committee. The address which 
Mr. Mews gave in our hearing thi• 
afternoon showed careful preparation 
and deliberate thought. The opening 
addresses of the Hon. Mr. Grieve and 
the Hon. Mr. Mews on this occasion 
have set a high standard for this 
session's deb,ates. 

I regret exceedingly that the act 
of speaking is so laborious for my ... 
self and, I am quite sure, unpleasant 
to the members, that I am prevented 
from dealing at this moment with the 
contents of the Speech from ·the 
Throne. There are but two matters 
of practical legislation referred to 
therein, an amendment to the election 
law so as to enable the Government 
to hold an election early this Spring, 

· and the necessary supplies to defray 
election expenses. As both these 
matters will be the subject of bills 
they will in the ordinary course 
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come befo·re this Chamber, at which 
time I hope to be able to address the 
Chamber with more acceptance than 
it is possible for me to do on this 

• occasion. 
HON. MR. ANDERSON:-Mr. Pres­

ident, before the mo,tion goes thru 
I should like to make a few o bserva­
tions. I heartily congratulate the 
two gentlemen who have today taken 
their seats in this House-Hon. Mr. 
Grieve and Hon. Mr. Whiteway. I 
also jo1n in congratulations to the 
new clerk who has just taken the 
oath of office. I am sure we have all 
heard with a great deal of pleasure 
the able speech of Hon. Mr. Grieve, 

• 
and I entirely a.gree with everything 
he has said. With regard to the first 
section of the Speech fr·om the 
Throne, I am sure we all join with 
His Excellency the Governor in the 
expression of gratitude for the sue- . 
cess of the Allied arms and for the 
blessing of peace. This country has 
suffered proportionately more than 
any other country in the British 
Empire and those o! us who have felt 
the terrible effects of the conflict will 
fervently say, "Thank. God, the war is 
over." 

The second paragraph of His Ex­
cellency's Speech refers to tl1e fact 
that the life of the present adminis­
tration is limited to the end of the 
prese11t month. I am not going to 

• 
say what time an election should be 
held, but. I do say that our first duty 
is -to see that arrangements · are 
made for getting our brave boys back 
here before anything else is even 
thought of. The war has been over 
since the 11th of November but there 
are still hundreds of our soldiers a11d 
sailors overseas. In the Old Country . 
Canada, Australia, New Zealand, and 
in fact every part of the Empire, the 
pro b1lems of dealing with the soldiers 
have been occupyinr the whole atten­
tion of governments a.nd people and 

• 
all know where these eountrie~ stand 
as a result of the war. Here how­
ever, the Government bas been work­
ing like . some secret society and has 
not taken the people into its confi­
dence.' It is the duty of the Govern­
ment to put before the public a state­
ment showing our debits and credits 
so that we may know just where we 
stand. 

Now, Mr. President, I am not 
opposed to the politics of this or any 
·other Government, b·ut I should like 
to see things done in an honest, busi­
ness-like manner~ Paragraph four 
to the Speech refers to the problems 
of demobilisation and re-establish­
ment in civil life o:t our soldiers and 
sailors. Lar,ge number.$ of our men 
have already returned and why have 
we not done something befo·re this to 
help them to get back to civil life. I 
wish, Mr. President, that those of our 
boys who have ·come back could be 
shown that the country is grateful to 
them. They have had four years of 
the horrors of war and they are com­
ing back to take up life where they 
left .it off here to do t ir part as 
men. It is tl1e duty o·f the Govern­
ment to do all in its power to assist 
in the re-establishment of these men. 
They should have done it long ago. 

With regard to paragraph six of 
His Excelle11cy''s speech, I would not 
say whether the electio·n should be 
held in tl1e spring or fall, but I think, 
s.ir, that the re~son given for the 

1 

rushing of the election at an early 
date, and the using of voters' list . ' 

taken in 1917, is too thin. Whether 
the cost be $50,00 or $100,000 the 
amount should be fo·rthcoming and 

' 

the election held in a p;ropQr manner. 
The gpeech from the Throne ·ooasts 
of an increase of revenue for the 
eight mo nths ending February 28th, 
of 011e million four hundred and fifty 
four tl1ousand, .six hundred and thir-

ty-three dollars, over the correspond-
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ing period last year. Yet in the face 
of this the Government is about to 
use the voters' list of two years ago 
and so disenfranchise many voters. 
I think that beats Banagher, a11yhow 
it beats me. 

I do not know if the ladies are to 
vote or not. If they are, have the age 
limit 15 and not 30. You will be sur­
prised how many of them are under 
thirty! 

Section 9 refers to the derith o! 
Prince John. We were deeply sympa~ 
thise with the King and Queen in 
their loss. 

Section 10 told us the Prime Min­
ister was at the Imperial Conference. 
We all knew that. But they have not 
told QS what he did there. We are 
told he visited Paris and London. 
Now I think His Excellency's speech 

• 

should have detailed his ·movements 
in the interest of the people. 

Section 12 referred to the Victory 
War Loan. Now, Honorable gentle­
men of this House, I am delighted 
that the Government raised that loan, 
but the Government made a mistake 
by fixing the interest at 6% per cent. 
It is too high, and I believe if the 
Government of the country is any 
good, had the cortfidence of the peo­
ple, it could raise money at bank in­
terest, and even at five per cent. But 
it is the old story. "If you have a 
poor jigger you must use bait." 

The next section is a welcome 
home to 011r soldier and sailor boys. 
Yes. There is no place :tor the sol­
diers and sailors that have been thru 
battle's din a11d roar, sweeter than 
Home, Sweet Home, and I hope the 
next time everything will assist ' in 
giving them a good welcome. 

Now, Mr. President, I come to the 
most serious question of reconstruc­
tion, and the problems that face this 
country now, whether it be under 
Prime Minister Lloyd or Prime Min­
ister somebody else; and we have to 

face them, or those that are immedi-.. 
ately intrusted will face them. And 
the first I submit is education. I am 
not going to say whether we should 
have a university here or not. There 
is plenty of room even for that in this 
city. There is great scope, though, in 
this country for an educational ad­
vance, and I hope it will be of such 
a nature that it will benefit not only 
the soldiers but those of the boys 
seeking advancement in other bran­
ches of education, but of a technical 
nature. 

The next point I would refer to ls 
the soldiers and sailors. I hope the 
soldiers who are coming home and 
those who will come home will take 
life seriously and get· back to work. 
I endorse the plan adopted by the 
Government of paying them the $60 
of $70 they have been getting per 
month, but they do not seem to be 
able to live up to the confidence plac­
ed in them, for, unfortunately, I am 
sorry to learn,, they just live along on 
this money and dont settle down to 
work, but come back at the end of 

• 
tl1e month for the rent instalments. 
This is extremely unfortunate and 
the great pro bl em arising from it for . 
the Government is to teach them to 

, 

settle down squarely to civil life and 
. get to work seriously. --rI'he next problem that has to be 

immediately solved is that of health. 
Now that is a very serious problem. 
I heard the other day with a great 
deal of disgust, a great deal of shame, 
that the Deputy Mayor had stated at 
a public meeting: "I am ashamed to 
be in the Council because we have no 
money to clean the streets." If I 
were a Councillor and made that 
statement, I would not be one tomor­
row, because I would either find the 
money or resign. It can be done. I 
know it can. But the money is frit­
tered away. It is a case of discount­
ed notes, value not received. We have 
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no revenue. No money. There is a 
problem of reconstruction. Revenue 
against expense in City Government. 

The next is a serious problem, and 

a very complex one, but one which in 
my opinion should be dealt with be­
fore the dissolution ·of this House. I 
refer to houses and rents. In 1915 
the British Government tackled the 
problem and appointed a chairman 
and commission to arbitrate the 

I 

prices of houses and rents during the 
war. T·he· details of the work of this 
co.mmission have not yet become 
know11, but sufficient is known to say 
that when the question was put ne­
fore Prime Minister Lloyd George, 
that tenants were being put out of 
houses unless they were prepared to 
buy them, a stop was put to it. These 
rents were fixed up to a certain stan­
dard and by Act of Parliament none 
could be put out which he· continued 
to pay rent as formerly. 

Now, sir, that sort of thing is being 
done in St. John's today,_ and I say, 
Mr. President, with all seriousness, 
that this problem has to b·e settled be­
fore the House adjourns. Now these 
are pro·blems before us. The British 
Government, the Canadian Govern­
ment, the U. S. Government, the New 
Zealand Government, and all the gov­
ernments of civilised countries are 

. dealing with this problem, but our 
Government does not attempt to do 
so. The question has to be grappled 
with, for I know houses in this to·wn 
where 6, 7, 8 or 10 people are herded 
in houses where you w·ould not put 
your dog. I have visited these 
houses, houses in co,m.parison to 
which your ,garages are palaces. And 
your brothers and sisters are dying 
because you don't give them half a 
chance to live. This is all too true. 

The Speech itself, Mr. President, 
does not foreshadow anything in the 
way of business. There ·is no sug­
gestion that any constructive busi-

• 

• 

ness is to be attempted. It simply is 
a speech apologising for the Govern­
ment, who are crying like the Mace­
donians: "Come over and help us.'' 
As far as I am concerned if it is one 
of those actions by which men are on 
one side today and another tomorrow 
and · if the active politician in this 
House or the other House · is satisfied 
that spring is the best time to have 
an election, I have no objection. Now, 
Mr. President; there is a great deal 
of material for thought here which 
could form the subject for a debate 
of this kind for a fortnight. It is not 
a question of the speech which · the 

~ 

Governor has read us, for that is as 
t>arren as the South Side hills. But 
they say this is just the beginning. 
Wait until you see our manifesto. 
You will jump at the opportunity of 
voting for us. As sure as the sun will 
rise tomorrow we will see then the 
huge splurge the Government will 
make. 

Mr. President, the Hon. Mr. Grieve 
put his finger on the keynote when he 
said that our prosperity ·has b.e·en due 
to duties colle·cted on abnormal val­
ues. Now the Government is no more 
responsible for the abnormal rev­
enues than you or I are. The·y are 
due entirely to the high prices caus­
ed by the war. When we figure out 
the ad valorem duties of 40 pe·r cent . 
upon one article the cost ·of which in 
1912-1914 was 30 pence, or 213, and to 
day costs 151 to 201 we can see how 
the revenue has b·ene·fitted. But all ' 
these goods must soon drop, and 
when they · do o·ur revenue must drop 
accordingly. There is nothing in a.ny 
other argument. Why only a day or 
·so ago I heard that fresh fish was 
sold in Canada at less than pre-war 
prices. That is interesting. It fore­
shadows cheap commodities; whether 
food or otherwise, all will become 
cheaper. · 

Whe.n the war broke out on Aug-
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ust 4th, 1914, in order to keep trade 
going . the Britis}\ Government, thru 
the Bank of England, issued 101 and 
20 I paper notes to preserve the gold 
supply And we know, Mr. President, 
that these notes that have b·een is­
sued during the war will continue in 
circulation as long as the British 
Empire lasts, and will never be re­
deemed. That is the way in which fi­
nances are bolstered up. My friend 
referred to fl.sh. I do not kn·ow whe­
ther the figures are correct or not. I 
noticed a reference in yesterday's pa­
per that a cargo ha.d been sold to 
Rumania and paid for in Rumanian 
Government Bonds. No·w the sooner 
we ,get these bills endorsed by the 
British Gove·rnment the better. But 
it will be a great relief to know that 
this fish has been sold and the notes 
f·or them turned into gold, and that 

• 

the cargo will turn out in good con­
dition. 

However, Mr. President, these a.re 
the problems confronting the coun­
try, and it is further stated that these 
is an increase!d surplus during the 8 
months of 1 lh million dollars. · Now 
I am afraid that the one and a h3f}f 
million dollar·s will be like water in 
one's hand, i.e., it will · not stay long. 
Nothin.g W·ould have given me greater 
pleasure, even supposing it took me 
a we·ek to do it, than to unravel the 
financial condition of this country ftt 
the present moment. I suppose we'll 
get it by and b·y, but I am afraid we 
will not get at any of the details for 
a long while yet. 

In closing, I do not know whether 
my Hon. friend the doctor, or Mr. 
Harvey is Leader of the Government, 
but I hope, Mr. President, if you. are 
the Leader of the Government, ·or who 
ever is Leader of the Government in 
this House, will call attentiQn of the 
Government to the question of hous­
ing before thi.s session closes. I do 
not care one single rap if there a.re 

any agents or rent collectors here or 
not, but I tell you I know of increases 
in rent from $5.00 to $12.00 of houses 
where you would not put your cat to 

have kittens. I have wondered why 
w~ have not had a pestilence, for if 
the flu had broken out in these ho­
vels it must have happened. I hope, 
therefore, Mr. President, you will 
present my compliments to the Gov 
ernment and ask them to do that in 
the real interest of the people. ·I sa.y 
that, sir, because we have no repre­
sentation of any in St. J ohn'.s. I am 
sp.eaking as spokesman for 6,000 
men, for every union and every man 
o.f labor in this city, and I hope the 
reporter has made a point of making 
my remarks clear on this point. If I 
can succeed in doing nothing else 
tomorrow than get erectetl deeent 
houses in this city, I shall be satis­
fied. It will be the saving of this city 

I am not for one moment going to 
d w·ell upon the m.orality of this town 
at the present time, but I can tell 
you that a great deal of ·what exi.sts 
is due to home conditions. And if 
you make their home life poor, if 
you allow them to live in rooms not 
fit for animals, th·en you must take 
what comes. We have· organisations 
and laboring men with no represent­
atives to appeal to. As far as the 
Council goes, they are as poor as 
Lazarus. They have no repr·esenta­
tive in St. John's East. They are all 
dead or have been promoted or. in the 
pay of the Go·vernment. The sam·e 
condition applies to St. John'.s West, 
and all through lack of interest, and 
I can assure you the seed thus plant-

. ~d is beginning to bear fruit, and the 
b1est way to get it remedied is to 
push the housing problem to its lim­
it. And I hope with your interest to 
make the scheme a success. We have . 
endeav-0red to work the Housing 
Scheme, but we have had no assist-

ance from the press. No editorials, 

I 
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no original matters have appeared in 
the press to help us, and we have 
had to work independently They are 
all writing, though, in support of a 
Maternity Home. Why every home 
should be a maternity home. Every 
home well built would improve con­
ditions wonderfully, but the press 
has supported this scheme because 
of the denominational aspect of it . 

• 

What we want is better homes for 
our people. They are prepared to . 
pay good rent, b t the good homes· 
are not to be had. These are the . 
problems. Honorable gentlemen pre-
sent do not know the conditions un­
de1· which people have to live, other­
wise they would take it up in a more 

• 

serious manner, and I therefore ap­
peal to you, and to the Government, 
which ever party it will be that will 
be returned, in their interests; I ap­
peal on behalf of people generally 
b1ut more especially on behalf of 
those who will be thrown into the 
street at an early date The question 
is one of great moment, and this 
Legislature certainly ought not to 
dissolve without first going fully into 
this matter. 

The motion was then put and car­
ried unanimously, and the President 
named the following Committee: 
Hons. Mr. Grieve, Mr. Mews, Mr. 
Whiteway, Mr. Knowling, and Mr. J. 
D. Ryan. 

HON. MR. HARVEY :-Before the 
House adjourns, I am sure it is the 
wish of yourself and the House tl1at 
cognizance should be taken of the 
loss of one of our memb·ers. We have 

I 

sustained a number of losses during 
recent years, and the last of our 
members to b1e called away is the 
Honorable James Angel. He was a 
man of the highest and noblest type 
of character; a man of most lovable 
personality. Nearly all of us knew 
him who for a very great number of 

years took his place in this House. 

He was a warm friend of most of th 
members of this House and his lif 
experience a11d ability was as mark­
ed as his character. His usefulness 
and value on many questions that 
arose here were again and again 
proven, and he was always listened 

• 

to with interest and deference, his 
ripe counsel proved constantly of the 
greatest value. I therefore beg to 
submit the following-and I feel we 
should not rise on this first occasion 
of our meeting without recording our 
sense of loss in the death of Ho·n . 
James Angel. It might chance that 
if the regular Leader of the Govern­
ment was here he would as Leader 
move this r·esolution, but in his ab­
sence I do not think we should rise 
without having such a resolution put.

HON. MR. SQUIRES:-Mr~ Presi 
dent, I am sure the Chamber appreci­
ates the action of the Hon. Mr. Har­
vey on behalf of the Government in 
the absence of the Hon. W. J. Ellis, 
Leader · of the Government in this 
Cl1amber, in moving that a resolution 
of sympathy be placed upon our re­
cords and conveyed to the relatives of 
the late Hon. James Ang·el, who for 
many years served his country as an 
honored member of the Council. The 
Hon. Mr. Angel was a man of great 
strength of character, one whose life 
and business records harmonise with 
the title of "Honorable" which he 
bore by virtue of his seat in this 
Chamber. He was one of the pioneers 
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o! industry in Newfoundland. iVith­
out many of the advantages in his 
youth which abound to the youth of 
today, he won success for himself and 
his associates and created an enter­
prise of no small importance to the 
community. He belonged to the class 
of older men upon the strength of 
whose pioneer efforts the successful 
development of Newfoundland's 
trade and commerce has been built. 
As a legislator he ga.ve years of valu­
ed service to this Chamber and to his 
country, and in many matters of 
public importance the value of his 
rich experience and wise counsel was 
highly appreciated. I beg to second 
the motion. 

Said resolution was then passed 
unanimously. 

HON. MR. GIBBS:-When we last 
met here the late clerk of the Coun­
cil Mr. Hugh Carter was active 
amongst us, and• now that he has 
passed away, I think it only fitting 
that this House should place on re­
cord its regret at his passing. If I 
mistake not he was for upwards. of 
forty years connected with this Coun­
cil Chamber. In fact we may say he 
was a part or it, and a more able, or 
courteous, or gentlemanly official it 
would not be possible to have.

He must bear in 
mind that th·e members of this House 
are men of large commercial experi­
ence and are not going to be treated 
as children.

GOODRIDGE :-I beg 
leave to present a copy of Re.solutions 
pas!sed at a largely attended meeting 
ot the citizens or St. John's held at 
the Casino Theatre on the 4th April, 
and ask that they be read to the 
House. There is nothing contained in 
them that could be objected to by any­
body, nor is .. politics associated with 
them, but they are the outcome o! a,n 
agitation on the part of the citizens of 
St. John's to have the pending general 

·elect.ion postponed to the 16th l\Iay. 
1"here should be no objection, I think, 
to these Resolutions, and it is plea.sing 
to see that there are still peo·ple here 
i-:.1 ~~ewfoundland who take some littl1~ 
interest in politics, not for what they . 
get out of it, but s.fmply fo·r the re­
gard, which as citizens, they enter­
tai11 for their native country. I trust 
that this feeling will spread thruo·ut 
the country. This citizens meeting -las 
held for the purpose of putting into 
:power a Government which might 
ha.ve the confidence of the people. I 
hope the Resolutions will appeal to 
Hi~ Excellency the Governor to use 
the power he possesses, and trust he 
will see fit to grant the request con­
tained in them, and that this appeal 
()f the voters of this City· will be heard 
and acted upo·n by the peo·ple through­
out the Colony so that they may re­
cognize the country is now in such a 
state that every man no matter what 
his position, and whether a voter or 
otherwise, may be called upon to do 
his duty and use his influence to elect 

• 

a Government in which the Colony h 
some confidence. 

HON. MR. SQUIRES :- The petition 
which has just been presented by the 
Hon. Mr. Goodridge should receive 
th·e earnest consideration of this 
Chamber. I understand that dupli­
cate of the petition is being presented 
at the House of Assembly this after­
noon. I am also inf·ormed that a tri­
plicate is being presented to His Ex­
cellency the Governor at a meeting 
which has been arranged between the 
citizens of St. John's and the Govern­
or at Government House. 

The petition asks that, i! practic­
able, the general election be deferred 
until the autumn. It is not practic­
able that a general election should be 
deferred until the autumn unless an 
Act were passed ext.ending t11e life of 
Parliament, because the term of the 
present Legislature expired 011 the 
30th day ot this month of April unless 
it be extended by an Act passed and 
assented to before that date. The 
petition stated that in the 'event of it 

. ·not being deferred until the autumn, 
the el·ection be deferred until a late 
date in May. That portion of the peti­
tion particularly has my special sup­
port. It will undoubtedly be argued 
on behalf of the Government that in 
the year 1909 there was a spring 
election and p·olling day was early in 
the month of May. There is no par­
allel between the year 1909 and the 
year 1919. Then the spring election 
was merely a reballotting by the pub­
lic upon issues which had been fully 
discussed in th·e autumn o! 1908. The 
candidates who offered themselves to 
the constituencies in the spring of 
1909 were almost entirely the same 
candidates who offered th·emselves to 
the same constituencies in the previ­
ous year. The 1908 electi·on had re­
sulted in a deadlock·, and in the spring 
the people of the country were asked 
to vote upon the question as to which 
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o! the two parties, each having se­
cured eighteen seats in the autumn 
of 1908, should be the Government of 
the Colony. There were practicall.v 
no new men; there were no new is­
sues; the whole matter was fully be­
fore the people, not only as a result 
of the autumn election, but by the 
newspaper c.ampaigning on ·behalf of 
both parties during ithe winter. A11 
election early in May this year would 
find the electorate largely uninforn1-
ed aa to the issues, with no oppor­
tunities of any canvass being made 
by the candidates, w ith the v1oters 
called upon to vote for candidates 
many of whom they had not seen, 
and could not by any means of travel 
available have an opportunity of see­
ing or hearing befor·e Polling Day. 
They would be called upon to vote 
on issues which could not be explain­
ed to them except only in the la.rger 
centres. Under such circumstances a 
spring election could not possibly be 
an intelligent expression by the pub­
lic of their opinions upon public mat­
ters and upon the men who were of­
fering themselves for public office. 
Spring elections in Newfoundland are 
recognised as objectionable. They 
are permitted only under special cir­
cumstances, circumstances as occur­
red in the autumn of 1908 when ~acl1 
party secur.ed an equal number of 
seats in the House of Assembly. Un­
der the present circumstances it may 
not be possible to avoid a spring 
electi·on. The Legislature expires by 
law on the 30th instant. Th.ere are 
questions of great magnitude to be 
considered, and there must be a Leg­
islature capable of being in session 
after. the 30th of April to grapple 
with these probl·ems, and without the 
extension of the life of Parliament a 
spring election must be faced. The 
Government thus has in its own 
hands the question whether a spring • 
election shall or shall not be held. 

The Government has decided upon a 
spring election. In that event Poll­
ing Day must be deferred until such 
reasonable date in the month of May 
as could give the candidates at least 
five, preferably six, weeks clear from 
the clo.sing of the House until Polling 
Day, and that proposition I suppor,t . 
It is highly proper f1or the citizens 

of St. John's to have acted in the 
manner which they have in this con­
nection. It shows most commend­
able public spirit. It shows that the 
public is alive to the gravity of the 
situation in which Newfoundland finds 
itself as the result of the iniquitourJ 
management of affairs by the Rump 
Parliament which has insisted upon 
holding office so long, by their forc­
ing through the House of Assembly 
and through this Council an extension 
of term as they did a year ago. It is 
highly fitting that the citizens should 
have arranged for the presentation of 
the petition at the House of Assembly 
and at this Council Chamber, as also 
a sp,ecial presentation to His Excel­
lency the Governor, and I feel that 
the petitioners have the sympathy and 
support of every person truly inter­
ested in ithe welfare of the Colony, 
and that His Excellency the Gover­
nor will see to it that such a date be 
set for the May election as will en­
able th·e candidates for the Govern­
ment and for the Opposition to make 
such a reasonable canvass of their 
constituencies as is possible during 
the spring and to enable the candi­
dates to see the men who will be of­
fering the1nselves for seats in the 
Legislature and ma,ke themselves 
acquainted with the issu.es which 
will be before the country in the 
elec.tion. 

HON. M_R. ANDERSON:-Whe~~ I

Lloyd is Prime Min­
ister or anyone else as long as the:v 
do what is right in the interest of th 3 

country. With regard to the holdillf; 
of an election on Ma,y 8th, it is a11 

unfair, unBritish and cowardly ad­
vantage to take of anybody that might 
join opposition to the Government. 
As regards the election on the 8th of 
May, there is no greater pro bl em fac­
ing the country at present than the 
question of finanGe, and I question if 
there is an Hon. Gentleman on this 
side of the House who has the slight­
est idea of the financial condition of 
the country beyond the fact that 
there is a surplus of near two mil­
lions of dollars. This is not good 
enough. I am led to believe that the 
country's finances are in a deplorable 
condition, nor is the tra.de outlook 
much brighter. As far as the herring 
fishery is concerned they are holding

Railway today l 
not fit for human transiportatio 
What a statement for a Colonial Sec 
retary to make. I say, Sir, that legis 

,lation should be introduced this ses .. 
sion to deal with this most pressing. 
matter, and we should not wait till 
after May or June to grapple with 
it. Demobilisation was referred to by 
me the other day; men are returning 
b1Y way of St. John and Halifax and 
proper provision must be made to 
deal with them. Then we have indus­
trial or.ganisations and deputations 
waiting on the Government who a 
little while ago asked for a Bureau 
of Labor. I do not go so far as to 
say that such an office should be 
created, but I do say that the efficient 
head of the Board of Works should be 
a Bureau of Labor, from his know­
ledge of industrial conditions. He 
should be a man with a big mind, 
and the man · who should be there 
should be able to grapple with depu­
tati9ns and all questions that might 
come before him. Now, as t.o fishery 
development, it is not for the fisher­
men to say how you are going to de­
velop them or by what means. Why 
has not the Government introduced 

. the proper and up-to-date methods? 
There is at the head of Freshwater 
Bay a large pond with which Hon. Mr. 
Ellis is acquainted, the inlet to which 
could be widened to about 15 feet and 
along the sides of the valley n,ear it 
400 soldiers could be placed in hoilles 
and a flourishing fishing to-wn could 

1 herring in Springdale and the West 
Coast and can't get a dollar a barrel 
for them. This is the possibility of 
a greater loss in this respect and as 
far as this country is concerned it is 
possible that this year it will be as 
bad as last year for shipping, for salt 
importers, and for importers of other 
things.

HON. MR. GIBBS:-The resolu­

all matters pertaining to general elec-
tions or the selection of candidates 
either in opposition to or in favor ot 
the Government, the movement has 
alway.s come from the P·oliti«~ian; if 
public opinion had to be manipulated 
or people roused to a sense of their 
duty in order to exercise the right ot 
citizenship the beginning was made 
by men who were s·eeking the suf-

• 
frages of the people. This movement 
has been the very reverse;, this has 
come from b·elow, if I may use the 
word. T'he citizens ·of St. John's in 

' public assentbled, upwards of 1400 of 
them w'ithout any politicians there to 
harangue them, have solemnl~r delib­
erated, and the result of their delib­
erations is the resolutions now tab ... 
led. It is not a movement of politic­
ans as certain sections of the public 
press would have us b·elieve, but a 
movement of citizens who want, as 
they state, the purity of elections pre­
ser·ved, in order that they ma-y ex­
ercise their rights, and that no person 
can lawfully or honorably deny them; 
that is the right to pron·oun·ce upon 
the iss.ues as they ma.y be presented 
to them. If we have an election this 
spring that opportunity will be denied 
to many thousands in this country. 
Take the District of Twillingate; how 

is communication kept open there? 
By dog sled. And this House is to be 
asked to place the seal of approval 
upon an Act for an election in a dis­
trict where the only means of com­
munication is by dog sled. And that 
is not the only district; many others 
outside of St. John's are subject to 
the same lack ·Of communication 
through climatic conditions. Take 
St. George's. It is not possible for 

· any man to get over the district of 
St. George's in nine or ten weeks. It 
is only those who have been over 
that district know the difficulties to 
bie · contended with even under most 
favorable circumstances. Neverthe­
less, this Chambe·r is asked, in the 
face of conditions of this sort, and the 
fact that no vo.ters list has been tak-, 

en, to pass an Act for an election this 
S'pring is done for reasons of poli­
tical expediency. Now these res.olu­
tions express the wishes of an influ­
ential gathering of citizens, notwith­
standing that ridicule may be heaped 
upon them b·Y those who ought to 
know b·etter, and who ought to re­
spect the . positions the·y occupy and 
not malign citizens and nothing more. 
An a ttemp·t is being made to give this 
political color. A certain paper said 
these resolutions were drafted by me; 
it was too cowardly to make the 
charge openly, but did so by Io.w, base 
insinuation, and tries to give it a 
color of party expediency, and throw 
contempt upon a mo:vement that has 
for its object no other than to enable 
the people to vote on a matter of 
vital importance to them and tbe 
country at large. 

It was ordered that the petition do 
lie upon the table. 

Second reading of Bill entitled ''An 
Act re·specting Elections in the pres­
ent year.'' 

HON. MR. ELLIS:-I beg to move 
that this bill be read a second time. 

HON. M& SQUIBES:-I move an 
. ' 
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amendment that the second reading of 
' 

this b.ill be deferred until Wednes-
day next. A few minute3 ago ther·e 
was laid on the table of the House a 
petition presented by the Hon. Mr. 
Goodridge for and on be·half of a large 
number of residents of the electoral 
districts of St. · John'.s Ea.st and St. 
John's West, asking that . there be no 
general election held in the spring, or 
if a general election must be held in 
the spring, that Polling Day be late 
in the month of May. I am creditab1lY 
informe1d that a similar petition has 
been presented to the House of As­
sembly, and that a deputation has al­
ready waited upon His Excellency the 
Governor and secured an appointment 
w.ith His Ex1cellency for the pr·eseo.ta.-

• 
tion of these resolutions. Under these 
circumstances I ask that the second 
reading of this Bill be deferred until 
Wednesday to enable this Council to 
be informed as to the answer of His 
Excellency the Governor be·for·e we 
proceed with a debate on · the seco·nd 
reading. I feel that the country 
should have an opportunity at an early 
date to express its o·pinion 1upon the 
Government in power. It is not prac-, 

ticable for an election to· be held under 
existing conditions before, an earlier 
date than the· middle of the month of 
May. If the answer of His Excellency 
the Governor to this petition is that 
the date for the election will be a rea­
~onable date in the month of May, it 
is quite possible that this bill will in 
its entirety rece·ive my support. If, 
however, the election is to be held at a 
very early date in the month of May, 
I feel that there are many members 
of this Chamber who would have ser­
ious opposition to off er and would ·de­
sire to oppose various sections of the 
bill, and p.ssibly to offer amendments 
thereto. For the purpose . of facilitat- · 
ing the business of the House and 
avoiding unnecessary debate, · I move 
an amendment that this second :!"e·ad-

ing be de1ferred until Wednesday. 

HON. MR. H.ARVEY:-Why Wed­
nesday? Why not make your amend­
ment that it be deferred until to-mor­
row. 

HON. MR. SQUIRES:-I merely 
want to have the bill deferred until 
such time as the answer of His Ex­
cellency the Goveritor ts given to the 
petition. In the ordinary course of 
events the petition will be presented 
to-night. On to~morrow His Excel­
lency the Governor will co·mmunicate 
with his ministers; his ministers will 
then consider H~s Excellency's com­
munication in Council and advise His 
Excellency. His Excellency will then 
take the advice of his ministers into 
consideration, and, hav.ing rega1·d to 
the petition and all the circumstances 
of the case, will make up his own 
mind a.s to wh,at he should d·o under 
the circumstances, and will then com· 
municate with the chairman or sec­
retary of the meeting or other re­
sponsible person. I doubt whether it 
is possible fo·r that to be done before 
Wednesday morning. However, if the 
Hon. Mr. Harvey feels that that will 
be attended to by to-morrow, and if 
there is some definite answe·r as to the 
approximate date to be set by to-mor­
row, I am satisfied that this order 
should be. proceeded with on to-mor­
row. 

HON. MR. HARVEY :-I think the 
amendment might read until· tomor­
row. Then on tomorrow w.e will see 
what pro1gress has been made. 

HON. llIR. SQUIRES:-! quite , 
agree with Mr. Harvey's suggestion 
and ask permission to chang~ the 
amendment to read "That this motio11 

... 
be deferred until tomorrow." 

On the amendment being put the 
amendment was carr.''ld. 

Second reading of Bill entitled "An

The House opened at 4 p.m., pursu­
ant to adj·ournment. 

Second reading of Election Bill. 
HON. MR. SQUIRES:-On yester­

day I moved that this notice of mo­
tion be deferred until Wednesday but 
in accordance with the suggestion of 
the Hon. Mr. Harvey changed the 
amendment to read that it be defer­
red until today. As pointed out yes­
terday, the deputati·on waited upon 
His Excellency the Governor last 
evening and laid before him the suite 
of resolutions which were tabled in 
this House Y·esterday. Up to half an 
hour ago no reply had .been receivecl. 
Under these circumstances I ask 1that 
this second reading be deferred until 
tomorrow. 

HON. MR. HARVEY :-As the one 
who suggested the alterati·on in the 
date, for reconsideration, I woulcl -
support the suggestion to defer it till 

· tomorrow. It is a question upon 
which some of us may have some dif­
ficulty in i11aking up our minds, a11d 
if s·o1ne compro1nise can only be nlade 
I should welcome it. 

HON. MR. ELLIS:-The Govern­
m·ent had a communication from His 
Excellency this morning in reference 
to the matter and the Executive 1net 
and considered it, comi11g to the con­
clusion that it would not be advisable 
to grant it. I cannot see what is to 
be gained by deferring it to another 
day. 

HOT. ]IR. GRIEVE:-Mr. Presid­
ent, the immediate issue appears to 
be whether the consideration of this 

• • 

Bill should be deferred until tomor­
row. If the deferring finds us in the 
sa1ne place ton1orrow, I would like 
to know what we gain by wasti11g 
valuable time. In rising to speak to 
this question, I would like, as a pre­
amble, to state that when the Prime 
Minister did me the honor to ask me 
to take a seat in this House he tied 
me with no fetters whatsoever, and I 
want to state, Sir, that in any mat­
ter which may b·e debated here and 
on which I may be called upon to 
give a vote, I shall do so ac.tuated by 
the sole idea ·of voting as my con-

• 

science demands. My enforced ab-
sence from the Colony last year left 
me mor·e or less ignorant of the de­
tails of the matters now under dis­
cussion. ·The debate whch has al­
ready take11 place has shown them to 
me, and I gather fro1n what some 
have said that their cl1ief objection to 
the measur·e is that this electi·on is 
being sprung upon them. If I am 
rightly informed, the Government last 
years asked that the extension should 
be until the coming November, but· 
this Chamber thought differently to 
them, and interposed and limited the 
ter1n until the 30th of April. Now i11 
that view of the case how can Ho11. 
gentlemen urge that they are take11 
by surprise? I cannot see that their 
position is at all tenable. 

How many ·Of us · are aware that the 
country has important financial · obli­
gations to undertake and discharge by 
the 30th of June next, and the Gov­
ernment cannot ·meet these obligations 
without money or the necessary ltigis- . 
lative authority to raise it. The pro-

• 

duction of a Minute of Council would 
be no guarantee to them that the suc.­
ceeding Parliament which may be dif­
ferent, would carry out its wishe·s. In-

deed, we have seen this happen, when 

the deliberations of one government 

have been set aside by another. Con-
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sequently, in order to place the Fin­
ance Minister on a firm footing there 
is an obligation on both branches of 
the Legislature to assist as far as pos­
sible, and I have no doubt that those to 
whom the destiny of this country is 
entrusted have thought this matter out. 

It is not . known to all that not only 
has the Government financial obliga­
tions. What are. they offering us for 
our produce, the labor of our men­
promissory notes payable in three 
years time. Promissory notes payable 
in three years for our hard-earned 
porducts, on which those called 
merchants have to realize. That opens 
up a vast vista of speculation, and it 
is in the interests of all that the ex­
porters should be protected. My point 
is therefore to have the Finance Min­
ister enabled to meet the obligations 
arising from the increased difficulties 
of our time. The time has come now 
when we, to use a popular expressio11, 
must sail close to the wind. We ha\'e 
a glorious instance bearing on this 
same matter, coming from the war 
situation some time back. Things 
were going badly, but an advance was 
essential. Foch telegraphed to the 
War Office in · Paris: ''My left has 
fall en back in disorder, my right has 
fall en back, but we will advance with 
the centre.'' What is wanted is de­
termination. I think that this country 
is at the present time very much in that 
condition that not only Government 
affairs, but our commercial affairs need 
steadying, because if we destroy con­
fidence in our finances we shall have 
greater difficulty in carrying on. 1 f 
the Finance Minister the ref ore requires 
time to enable him to raise the neces­
sary lC>ans to discharge the conditions 
which have arisen, surely the desire 
of the Government to speedily bring · 
this to an issue is reasonable. I have 
had experience for several years in an­
other chamber, and in all experience 
with months at my disposal I never 

succeeded in covering my district as I 
would have liked. It is absolutely in1-
possible to spend a night in all these 
places. Many of them allow you to 
pass by, and consequently I think that 
if you were to give hon. members two 
months, they would not be in any bet­
ter position than if they had one. 1n 

fact, I think, the fewer the visits the 
better. That was my experience. For 
these reasons I do not think that any 
good can come of a delay as asked for. 
If the people had made up th·eir minds 
that this date, April 30th, was the date 
the Government was to go out of 
power, alright. As far as I know no 
great issues have come· before the peo­
ple immediately, and at the same time 
there are some obligations that require 
immediate consideration. We have the 
Coastal Contract, and a great deal has 
been said about Railway and other 
matters. 

HON. MR. SQUIRES:-Why doesn't 
the Government attend to them now? 

:UON. MR. GRIEVE·:-! don't know. 
I am not the Government. I am 
speaking as a private member of this 
House. I think, Mr. President for 
these various reasons, that we should 
not delay, but should rather get to 
work and face the issue. 

HON. MR. PRESIDENT:-! would 
like to point out to the members that 
this debate is largely irregular. The 
order is for the second reading. That 
has not yet been moved. I would sug-

• 

gest that we go back to where we 
originally stood, and I ask Hon. Mr. 
Ellis if he wishes to move this Second 
Reading or not. 

HON. MR. ELLIS:-Mr. President, 
we allowed the motion for the second 
reading of these bills to stand over 
yesterday in order that I might confer 
with my colleagues in the Government 
in relation to the proposition put for­
ward by the Hon. gentleman, Mr. 
Squires, as to the Government an­
nouncing a date for the election, see-
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ing that resolutions of similar text to 
those tabled here yesterday were to be 
presented to His Excellency the Gov­
ernor last night by a gathering of 
citizens. 

The Government has given full con­
sideration to the representations made 
by the petitioners and the arguments 
advanced by the Hon. gentlemen here 
yesterday, but regrets that it is not 
possible to recommend His Excellency 
the governor to accede to the petition 
as to the views of Hon. gentlemen 
who spoke here yesterday in favor of 
the same. This is not through any 
lack of willingness to co-operate with 
any section of the community, but be­
cause the Government is influenced 
over and above everything else, by the 
fact that it is necessary that the elec­
tion should be brought off as soon as 
possible so that financial measures of 

' 

an important character should be dealt 
with before the 30th June. I am un­
able to say on what date the election 
will be held, but it is intended to give 

· at least the same notice between the 
proclamation and the polling as was 
given ten years ago, namely, four 
weeks. 

On behalf of the Government I 
would like to point out to the House 
that some three years ago a Loan of 
five million dollars was obtained in the 
United States, which loan will expire 
on the 30th June next. To meet that 
obligation it is necessary . that this 
Government, ot- another Government, 
if this is not successful at the polls, 
should meet the new Legislature in 
ample time to admit of the passage of 
the necessary enactment before that 
date, so' that this obligation may be 
satisfied. The suggestion in the peti­
tion is that nomination be not earlier 
than May 1 Sth, which would mean 
that polling would not be until May 

I 

26th. Allowing, then, for possible de-
lays in the receiving of the returns, 
many of these might not be in the 

Colonial Secretary's office for another 
week, and then 21 days must elapse 
before the House can meet, so that a 
postponement of the election until the 
26th May, as suggested, would mean 
throwing the meeting of the new Leg­
islature back to the last week in June 
and any hitch then might be disas­
trous. 

Reference has been made here the 
past day or two as to the financial con­
dition of the Colony. So far as the 
Colony itself is concerned there is no 
cause for apprehension. From some 
points of view the Colony's financial 
position was never better. But it is 
true on the other hand that certain 
aspects of the Colony's trade are not 
looking as favorable as could be de­
sired. The problem of marketing our · 
fish is proving a serious one and it 
may be more difficult, and it is em­
inently desirable that there be a 
termination of political warfare as 
speedily as possible and a settling 
down to the task of endeavoring to 
consider establishing a sound econ­
omic equilibrium to our affairs with 
the least possible delay. The Gov-

• 
ernment would very willingly postpone 
the election, if it felt that such could 
be done with proper regard to the 
problems which 1 have to be dealt with 
but feels that no time is to be lost in 
getting through the necessary financial 
measures, not alone with regard to 
this particular loan, but for a loan for 
an additional sum necessary to meet 
the _Colony's war expenditure. 

The Government feels it is onlv • 

fair to point out, also, that these tw4? 
bills were passed · thru the Lower 
House unanimously, were in fact sent 
thru all stages in that Chamber at 
one sitting, and, moreover, at the 
suggestion of the members in that 
Chamber who represent the Opposi­
tion party, and who, after hearing all 
the debate, agreed that there was no­
thing to be gained by prolonging dis-
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cussion, but that it was desiraole, if 
an election was to be held, that it 
should be held as speedily as possible. 
The Government feels too, that it 
should be pointed out that this House 
laid it down last year specificially 
that the life of the Legislature was · not 
to be extended beyond the 30th April 
and accordingly, the ref ore, the hold­
ing of an election at as early a date in 
May as possible would follow as a 
necessary consequence of that fact. 

I would repeat that the Government 
are not taking this step from any de­
sire to hold a ''snap'' election' or so 
deprive the people of their rights; 
May the 8th, which was the date of 
the election ten years ago, was fixed 
after the then Governor, Sir William 
MacGregor, had gone into the whole 
question very thoroughly. In the 
Journal of that year is the corre­
spondence bearing on the subject. It 
shows that Governor MacGregor en­
quired of shipmasters and other people· 
as to the most suitable date and that 
members of the Opposition party con­
curred in the . view that May 8th was 
the most suitable date. As a matter of 
fact, the actual experience of the elec­
tion was that in the northern districts 
more votes were polled in· May 1909, 

• 

than in the November of the previous 
year. For these reasons, therefore, I 
greatly regret that I find myself un­
able to adopt the suggestion of the 
hon. gentlemen and must ask permis- · 
sion now to· move the Bill be read a 
~econd time. 

HON. MR. MURPHY :-Mroi Presi­
dent, I cannot see what difference it 
will .make whether this bill passed its 
second reading last '.veek, whether it 
passes to-day or whether it will pass 
a week hence. The Governor has no­
thing to do and no influence which he 
can bring to bear is likely to alter his 
determ·ination to act as he thinks 
right under the circumstances. He is 

not obliged to take cognizance of these 
petitions. There is no doubt that the 
Governor will do the right thing, and 
whether we pass this bill to-day or in '~""''"" 

a week's time, it can make very little 
difference to the ultimate issue. When 
the matter of appointing a day for 
holding an election is in the hands of 
His Excellency why not leave it to 
him. We can rest assured that he will 
give fair play and fair treatment to 
all concerned, and I think, Sir, that so 
long as this matter is in His Excel­
lency's hands we may rest assured 
that the right thing will be done in so 
far as lies with him to do it. I the re­
fore support the second reading of 
the bill. 

• 

HON. MR. ANDERSON :-T·hat is 
entirely the stand . I take. I support 
the second reading, but with all due 
respect and courtesy, which I do not 
sometimes get from the Government, 
I suggested that St. John's, the capital 
of the Island, where the whole trade 
and commerce of the country - is, 
should be given some consideration. 
The Government would have lost no­
thing by def erring until to-morrow. 
The citizens of St. John's have been 
entirely ignored by the Government in 
this matter'. 

HON. :rtIR. SQUIRES:-! now ·move 
in amendment that this order be de­
f erred until to-morrow. I feel that 
having spoken on this matter a fe\v 
minutes ago, I need not now trespass 

' 
upon the patience of the House. I 
\Vould point out, however, in response 
to the observations of the Hon. Mr. 
Ellis that the matter of a day's delay 
cannot affect the various matters to 
\Vhich he· refers. Both Mr. Ellis and 
Mr. Grieve pointed out that it is ne­
cessary for there to be an early elec­
tion so that there may be a session 
of the House of Assembly in June in 
sufficient time to pass the necessary 
legislation in relation to loans. I , 
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would say that the Legislatur-e is no\v 
in session, that ithe Government i:S 
just as strong to-day numerically in 
the House of Assembly as it was a 
year ago, when it extended its ow11 
life contrary to the recognized co11-
stitutional law and procedur.e. No 
obstacles will be placed by the Op­
position in .the House of Assen1bly or 
in this Chamber in the way of the 
passage of all necessary loan bills, 
and the suggestion that the country 
has to be rushed to an election so as 
to have a new Governn1ent to meet 
another sessi·on of the Legislature in 
June for the purpose of passing of a 
Loan Bill is palpably absurd. As a 
matter of fact, now is the time for 
that Loan · Bill to b·e passed. Then 
there can be no uncertainty about it. 
The Government which has incurred 
the responsibility would have the co11-
duct of the measure dealing with the 
loan. The fact that the G·overnm·ent 
let last year pass without passing a 
loan bill and waited until April to 
have a session of the Legislature 
when they might have had a session 
in February or March indicates that 
the Loan Bill was not worrying them 
very much, and that argument is no"l.v 
used as a inere subterfuge. I do not 
propose at this moment to go int·o the 
merits or demerits of a spring elec­
tion. Under ordinary circumstances 
I feel that the people of this country 
should hav·e at as early a date as 
practicable an opportu.nity of decid­
ing as to whether they want to co11-
tin ue to be ruled by their rulers of 
recent years or whether they want a 
change of rulers. The important 
point is that an appeal to th·e country 
should be intelligently made and not 
made under circumstances when a 
large proportion of the electorate 
would be disfranchised. There ca11 
be no comparison between the elec­
tion held in May, 1909, and an election 
held ·n May, 1919. The election in · 

J 

_May, 1909, was nierely a reballot on 
issues which were before the country 
in the year 1909, fought out in the 
autumn of 1908 in an election which 
resulted in a tie. The issues were be­
fore the country during the entire 
winter; the business of, the country 
could not be proceeded with because 
of the tie; a speaker could n·ot be 
elected; the necessary supply act 
could not be passed, and to dissolve 
the deadlock an election was neces­
sary. Practically th·e same candidates 
went to their constituencies in the 
spring as contested in the autumn of 
the previous year. The electorate 
knew the issues, knew the p·ersonality 
.of the candidates, had the whole situ­
ation before them, and were merely 
asked to reballot for the purpose of 
settling which of the two parties 
should be the rulers. At the present 
time there is no such necessity for an 
election, as there is a Government in 
power which ha~ from now to the end 
of April to d·eal with the necessary 
legislation. But if His Excellency the 
Governor, in view of the advice of hi~j 
ministers, has determined upon an 
election this spring that is not a 
course which I would for one moment 
oppose, provided · sufficient time be 
given . The issue -~s not before the 
people; up to a week or two ago the 
people of the country did not know 
that there would be an election this 
spring. It is quite true that those ac­
quainted with political activities were 
a ware of the possibility of it, though 
the fact that no voters' list was taken 
last autumn was a strong indication 
of the fact that the Government did 
not intend t 10 hav·e a spring election. 
It is well known that the decision on 
the part of the Government to have a 
spring election is quite a recent one. 
In the autumn of 1917 a Voters' List 
was tak·en. That was the notice to 
the country .that there was to be an 
election in the spring of 1918. There 
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was no election in 1918, th10 an at­
tempt was made to rush the Voters' 
List to completion so as to have an 
election in February, 1918. That was 
one of the matters uport which there 
was a difference of opinion in Decen1-
ber, 1917, and there was the resultant 
dissolution of the Nati·onal Govern­
ment in January. My own retirement 
from the Executive Government early 
in January prevented the Government 
from proceeding with the policy of a 
spring election which was being 
urged by certain members of the 
Government. No Voters' List was 
taken in the year 1919. Either the 
Governn1ent negligently omitted to 
have it taken, ·Or for the purpose of 
deceit they did no.t have it taken, so 
as to avoid the suggestion of a spring 
election, or they had no intention 
whatever of having a spring election 
and intended to take the Voters' List 
in the year 1919. · In any event, the 
taking of the Voters' List is the act 
which is regarded thru·out th·e coun­
try as notice of an election within a 
few month.s. There was that notice 
for the spring of 1918. There was i10 
such notice for the spring of 1919. · 
The first rumor of a probability of a 
spring election was ten days ago, and 
in the ordinary course of transporta­
tion, that information could not r·each · 
fro1n St. John's to many sections of 
the Island within that time, so that 
to-day it is. not kno·wn throughout the 
country that a spring election is in 
c·ontemplation. Having regard to the 
difficulties of travel, the fact that 
n1ails under -present conditions are 
bei11g carried by dog teams to various 
sections of th·e country, the fact that 
there is no possibility of candidates 
getting around their districts, the fact 
that the trains are not in running 
condition, and are never likely to be 
. in running condition while the pre­
sent G·overnment is in power, all in­
dicate the impropriety of an election 

too early in the month of May. The 
Hon. Mr. Ellis has informed us that 
the Government intends to defy the 
residents of St. John's and outports in 
th·e matter of their petition, and that 
they propose t·o advise His Excel­
lency the Governor to grant no exten­
sion of time. 

That is a matter with which the 
petitioners will undou.btedly deal 
when they vote upon the question as 
to whether the present Government 
is or is not a representative, r.espon­
sible body of men worthy of support. 
But that is not the important point 
so far '' as this de bate is concerned. 
The petitioners caused a petitio·n to 
be laid upon the tabl·e of the House 
of Assembly; they caused a petition 
to be laid upo·n the tab1le of this 
Council; but they went further, they 
waited upon His Excellency th·e Gov­
ernor to present t~e petition to him. 
If these petitioners had felt that this 
was a mere matter for th·e Govern­
ment to decide, they would n·ot have 
wasted their time in connectio·n with 
the matter. The residents of S't. 
John's know well that there is noth­
ing the public of Newfoundland can 
expect from the Government .save 
what is in accord with the self-ag-

• 

grandizement and personal profit o·f 
the Government and its members, but 
the petitioners relied upon the sense 
of justice of His Excellency the Gov­
ernor to see to it that the whole coun­
try would have a fair opportunity of 

/ 

expressing its opinions at the Polls. 
Certainly His Excellency the Gover­
nor cannot be expected to grant the 
extension of time if his Ministers pos­
itively and emphatically insist to the 
contrary. Constitutionally the Gover­
nor is not responsible for his officials 
acts; his Ministers are responsible. 
But the Governor is not merely· a fig­
ure-head·; he is a man of strength in 
framing the policy of his ministers 

and the advice which they !>fficially 
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give. If the position o·f the Governor 
amounts to noth.ing more than that of 
a lt official to carry out the instruct.ions 
of the Prime Miniser, the term ''Gov­
(:!rnor'' should not be used; the term 
should be ''Private Secretary to the 
Prime Minister.'' I do not agree with 
the theory that the Governor is a no>­
nentity, who cannot prevent the mis­
use by the Ministers of political pow­
er fo·r political, partisan purposes. 
Whatever the decision of His Excel­
lency the Governor may be, it is not 
a decision for which His Excellency 
can personally be criticised, but _when 
there is at Government House a man 
of strength of character and breadth 
of experience and vision, the advice of 
Ministers, by which he is officially gov­
erned, can in no small measure be 
controlled by the Governor himself. 
The hope of the present situation is 
not that the Gove·rnment wili volun· 
tarily advise the Governor to aC'cede 
either wholly or partially to the 
prayers of the petitionel'is, but rather 
that the Governor will see the justice 
of the petition set forth by the pe­
titioners and influence his ministers 
against injustice. 

HON. MR. MEWS:-As Hon. Mr. 
Squires says he is speaking as a pri­
vate member, I think it is hardly co·r­
rect for him to bring His Excellency's 
name into this debate. 

HON. MR. SQUIRES:-His Excel­
lency's name has already been i11tro­
duced by the Hon. member. 

HON. :MR. MEWS:~But. the Hon. 
member (Mr. Squires) has lead us to 
believe he·re that His Excellency in­
timated to the deputation that he was 
favourable to their petition, and this, 
he tells us was heard on the street. 
.It is very peculiar fo·r the h<?n. mem­
ber to say this, while we have the 
Leader of the Government in this 
House saying that the reply would not 
be favourable to the petition. 

HON. MR. GIBBS :-Mr. President. 
I think . that the motion of the Hon. 

• 

Mr. Squires, that the Bill be defer­
red, is a very reasonable request. 
T'wenty-four hours is not going to 
make or break the Government, to 
make or mar the financial condition 
of the trade, and it is only suggested 
in deference to the wishes of a very 
large body of citizens representative 
of all classes of the community who 
have asked that a certain thing be 
done, and are now waiting for an an­
swer to that request. The answer to 
their request will surely be conveyed 
to them during the next 20 hours, 
and then this House will be the bet­
ter informed as to when the election 
may be held, because hon. members 
must not forget that the question of 
the date upon which election shall be 
holden is not solely a matter for the 

' 

Government. The law empowers the 
Governor, not the Governor in Coun­
cil, to fix the date upon which the 
election shall be held, and it is be­
cause ·of the powers vested in him 
under the Election Act that the 
citizens of St. John's have made these 
representations in exercise of their 
undoubted rights, and presented them 
to His Excellency the Governor. As 
h·e has the right he possesses the pre­
rogative to fix the date of election. 
Surely there is nothing unreas·ona.ble 
in the request o·f' my 'hon. friend 
that twenty-four ho·urs be allowed to 
elapsfl in order that citizens may 
learn what is to be the answer to the 
resolutons which they submitted to 
His E1·cellency and both branches of 
the Le ~islature. I sub·mit, with all 
due deference to hon. members, that 
we can1\ot ignore the wish of thous-· 
ands of citizens who want to Know 
whether this election can be postpon­
ed to as late a date as is possible. In , 

the first l)lace they protest against an 
election at all, and then p·oint out 
that if it ls in the interest of the 
country to have it 

should be fixed as 

/ 

now , the date 

late as possible 

t 
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under the circumstances. The de­
mand that nomination day be the 16th 
of May is a perfectly reasonable re­
quest, and· I ·cannot think honorable 
gentlemen here would refuse to as­
sent to this wish for the purpose of 
enabling citiznns to receive their an . 
swer. Whatever the answer of His 
Excellency the Governor is may de­
termine the attitude of hon. g·entle­
men of this Chamb1er. I pr·esume 
hon. gentlemen b.ere will see that the 
people of this c "'Un try get every op­
portunity to pass upon the issues that 
may b·e put forth by public men and 
political part,ies. That is all they are 
asking for; and therefore if it is going 
to be . done, if the wish of the citizens 
is going to be compli~d with, then I -
take it that the attitude of hon. gen-
tlemen will be determined by the an­
swer of His Excellency the Gove·rnor. 
Now it is merely for the purpose of 
finding out what His ExGellency pro­
poses to do, that we ,Slupport this 
amendment and it is only right and 
reasonable that we should do s·o, fo1r 
as I have .said, His Excellency's an­
sw·er will determine the attitude of 
some_ in this Chamber, as to how they 

· will vote with regard to the bill sub­
mitted here. Now the arguments of 
the ho·n. gentlemen that we sho1uld 
have an early election are far from 
sound, when duly considered, ancl are 
perhaps the best condemnation of the 
attitude of the Government in rela­
tion to this very serious matter which 
confronts them; The . Government of 
this country knew twelve months ago 
that this country had to raise thi~ 

loan to pay off the loan expiring on 
J·une 30th, 1919. But no arrange­
ments have been made yet. They 
have known ·since the 1st of January 
that this lo1an had. to be raised. Why 
was not this Legislature called to­
gether then? The Government have 
a majority .enabling them to pass any 
bill they deem necessary, then why 
was not the Legislature cailed to-

gether for that purpose. Now we are 
called together in the closing days 
of the Legislature and this i.s urged 
as a reason why this wish should not 
be acceded to. 

It was a well-known fact fo·r the last 
two years that the loan was coming 
due, and why did the Government 
take hold of it? The fact that they 
did not is no argument in their favor 
in connection with this bill, and e,till 
worse as an answer to a request of 
this kind. What has the ·holding of 
an election to do with the duty of the • 

Government to its people? What, I 
repeat, has an electio1n to do with the 
raising of a loan? Absolutely nothing 
as far as I can .see. Then it is . point­
ed out that the holding of an election 
in the spring o·f 1909 is justification 
of holding one no·w. If hon. gentle-

. man will only let their minds go back 
they will see there is absolutely no 
similarity. In 1908 the people re­
turned an equal number of both par­
ties, eighteen each. ·They could not 
select a .spe·aker, and consequently 
there wa1s no session. The life of 

' 

Parliament had ceased to exist then 
according to constitution just as the 
life of the p·resent Parliament will 
cease to exist on the 30th o·f April 
next. Consequently there was no 
Parliament in existence from Nov. 
1908 to May 1909, because neither 
party had been elected with a suffi­
ciently majority and the conditions 
which confronted His Excellency then 
do not app.ertain to-day, because they 
had no Supply pas;s.ed, no salaries 
voted; schoo1l-te1achers; orphanages 
and everything and everybody depend­
ing on the Government were tied up. 
Not $1.00 c.ould be paid out, and there 
was no alternative but for the G·ov­
ernment to hold an ele·ction in the 
spring of 1909 so as to e·nable supply 
to be passed by June, 1909. Conditions 
like these do not exist to-day. Th~ , 
Government i's in a position to vote 
all the supply necessary to carry on 

• 
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the Go,vernment. It is in a position to 
· pass any legislation. It was never the 

intention of the Government to have a 
spring election. The Government 
never had any such idea until a short 
time ago. It is well known that it is 
o,nly because they think , they can get 
a lease of power again that a spring 
election is about to be held. Now are 
we prepared to do that? Are we p·re­
pared to assent to an arrangement 
and a compromise of political parties 
to the extent that everytbing is to be 
sacrificed on these gro·unds? The 
rights and the liberty of the peo,ple 
are to have a free election, and to vote 
as the·y may think best in the interest 
of the country and in its welfare. And 

· are all these to be sacrificed upon the 
altar of political expediency because 
it suits the Go,vernment to have a 
sp,ring election? There is nothing to 
prevent the· Government from retain­
ing power until November o·r October 

• 
next, but in o·rde:r to do that they must 
come in and pass necessary legisla­
tion to meet the difficultie,s tha~ be­
set the country and peo,ple. · But the 
question ·is now before you. The citi­
zens have asked and demanded that 
their rights be given them, and under 
no circum,stances ought these .spon· 
taneous demands of the people be 
turned aslide. 

HON. MR. GOODRIDGE :-Mr. 
' 

President, we have hear'd a great 
deal of discussion by hon. gentlemen 
in this Chamber as to whether this 
Bill should be given its second read­
ing today or tomorr,ow, but that point · 
is, after all, not of any very great 
moment. The question to b,e consid­
ered is whether the present admin-

./ 
istratio·n is prepared to extend to a 
large body of representative citizens 
the courtesy of complying 'vith the 
reque~t put forward by them that the 
holding of a general election be de­
layed sufficiently to enaqle candi­
dates to get to their districts in time 
to place the issues on which they in-

tend going to· the country before the 
electorate I was delighted to hear 
the ab,le remarks of the honorable 
gentleman opposite (Mr. Gri·eve) 
when moving the Address, as I look 
back on the time when we sat to­
gether in another House of which his 
exceptional knowledge and abilit~,. 

made him a valuable member, b1ut I 
cannot agree with him as to either 
the necessity nor the propriety of 
holding an ,election at the time which 
the Government contemplates. It will 
be within the recollection of every 
honorable member of this House that 
last year a large section of this body 
w,ere in favor of the holding of a11 
election last autum·n. In view of what 
is now about to take place, it is evi­
dent' that such would have been the 
best course to pursue. However, it 
was at that tim·e agreed to extend the 
life o,f parliament until the 30th day 
of April in the present year, but if 
the ~ove.rnment knew that they 
would now be going to the country 
why was ·not the Voters' List taken 
and every other proper course adopt­
ed to ensure the holding o·f an elec-

. tion this spring instead of making 
the present occasion a matter of polit­
ical convenience in order to keep the 
present party in power regardless of 
the wishes of the people. Now, Mr. 
President,, this Government has the 
power to pass any legislation neces­
sary and there is no reason why they 
should not deal with the important 
matter of the loan b1ill. They C·o,me 
before the country now on a plea of 
economy, to pas.s legislation enab­
ling them to hold an election without 
taking a list of voters as provided b1y 
law, but no · economy has been prac­
ticed by the present Governm~nt 

since they acceded to powe,r. With 
regard to the h 1ol,ding of this election 
it is impossible, as every honorable 

member will agree fo,r candidates to 

can ass a district in a few dys. I my-

.. 
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self have some knowledge of the mat­
ter, knowl~dged gained from contest­
ing of three· elections in Green Bay, 
in two of which I was returned and 
once .defeated, and my exp·erience has 
been that it took at least six weeks 
to canvass the district by steamer. 
Now these people of Green Bay are 
asked to elect three men whom pos­
sibly they have neve_r seen, and the 
men themselves are expected to go 
to the district without necessary time 
being accorded them to visit even a 
small proportion of th~. people to 
whom they are offerin.g the:mselves 
as candidate·s. Is it not too· much, 
Sir, to ask _ th·em to go to a district 
o! that kind and expect them to can-

~ vass it in a few days, when it took 
me fully six weeks to visit the set­
tlements which I found necesary to 
visit? I am glad to see such strong 
evid.ences of protest against the Gov­
ernm·ent's action in this matter, 

- 0 

manife·sted b·Y t~e people of St. John's 
and I hope the idea that has sprung 
u·p here will take root in the· other 
outside districts and general resent­
ment of the unhear.d-of co·nduct of 
the Government be thus shown. The 
Government could have done all that 
was required for th·e proper ho·ldin,g 

\ 

of an election long ago, when the 
present state of things would have 
been wholly unnecessary. But they 
have not done anything until now 
because they wished to make the 
present occasio·n a matter of political 
exp.ediency. T·o go to an election 
now in the m·anner contemplated is 
to , bind the country for four years 
of management or mismanagement 
by men of whom the electorate· will 
have an opp.ortunity of knowing lit­
tle ·or nothing. The party now in 
not by the will of the pe·ople. The 
prolongation of the life of parliam·ent 

power is there by its own act and 

was a measure that I, for o·ne, 

strongly resisted and I see no reas .. 

011 to regret having done so. We 
meet now with the boast that our 
financial standing, so far as rev·enue 
is concerned, has improved during. 
the p·ast year. This is pleasant to 
know in some degree. The peo·ple 
at lea.st know that they have be~n 
taxed to the extent of this revenue 
inc.rease, but do you not think that 
they will also want to know what 

• 

has been done in other uirections, 
particularly as to the expenditure of 
the immense revenues C·ollected the 
past years. With these few re·marks, 
Mr. President, I suppo·rt the motion 
that the seco·nd reading of the bill be 
deferred until tomorrow. 

HON. MR. D. A. RYAN:-Mr. Pres­
ident, before referring to th·e matter 
now before the House, I would avail 
o.f this .opportunity to extend my 

' hearty congratulations to the Prime 
Minister, Hon. Sir W. F. Lloyd, and 
also to the Minister of Finance and 
Customs, Hon. Sir Michael Cashin 
on the honors which have been con­
ferred upon them since the Legisla­
ture la:st met. With regard to the 
bill now before the Chamber, I feel 
Sir, that it should be put th1 .. ough 
with as little delay as po.ssible, for 
the reason that the·re is n·o time to 
lose now .in the holding of a general 
election. I am convinced that a date 
early in May is the most suitable for 
an appeal to the country and this has 
been borne out by past experience as 
1n the case of the spring election of 
1909. If it is' left till late in May mo·st 
of the fishing vessels will have sailed 
and large numbers of fi.shermen will 
be deprived of their right to vote. 
For this reason, Sir, I sup·po,rt the 
motion ·for the .second reading of the 
bill. 

HON. MR. McN.AM.A.RA:-Mr. Pres­
ident, just a word before this bill 
goes through. I support the motion 
for the second reading of the bill no.w 

because I am firmly convinced tha.t 
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in supporting it I a.m taking a course 
which must appeal to all who see this 
j,ss,ue in the proper light. As to the 
propriety of an early election, hon­
orable members are awar'e that in 
1909 when an election was held on the 
8th of May, there were more votes 
polled than there were the previous 
fall. Mo1reover, there -are many big ob­
ligations before the Government 
which make it necessary for them, 
whether it be this or a new party that 
comes back, to be in a position at as 
early a date as po1ssible to put thru 
the required legislation to meet these 
obligations. 

HON. MR. WHITEWA.Y:-Mr. PreSl­
ident, in view of the lengthy debate 
that has already taken place, I feel 
that it is quite unnecessary for me to 
discuss at any length the bill which 
is now before the Hou.se. I think, 
however, that the motion to defer the 
second r'eading of the bill till to-mo1r 
row should not be considered. When 
the motion was made yesterday I felt 
that I was but doing justice in oppos­
ing it becau.se it is extremely neces­
sary that an election be held at as 
early a date as po·ssible. As one just 
entering the House I 1have heard with 
much pleasure the speeches ot the 
honorable gentlemen who have ,spoken 
on this matter, and I think the ex­
planation of the leader of the Govern­
ment as to why the pa.ssing of thls 
bill should not be delayed is a very 
reasonable o,ne indeed. The reason why 
I took the position I did in opposing 
the motion to defer the se,cond read­
ing of the bill, was that, al though o·n 
the spur ·of the moment it occurred to 
a number of citizens to exercise their 
right and request that the election 
be not held until late in May, I felt 
that the movement lacked the sup­
port which would have entitled it to 
the consideration which is now asked 
for. It was confined solely to St. 
John's, and I submit, Mr. President, 
that this is a question which in real-

ity does not in any way effect St. 
John's, for the reason that whatever 
time an election is held neither the 
candidates nor the people of St. John's 
East and West have any of the diffi­
culties to · contend with that will arise 
in the case of the outports. It seems 
to me Sir, that the attempt to defer 
the election is an unnecessary move 
because I feel that the only way to do 
justice to the whole country is to 
hold the election as early as possible. 
Conditions in the outports are varied. 
For instance, in Conception Bay there 
are large numbers of men who do not 
follow the codfishery. They to some 
extent prosecute the sealfishery and 
after that they proceed to Sydney or 
to other place·s outside the country to 
obtain employment; and more, they 
go, as a rule, early in the spring. My 

' 

experience in Bay de Verde District, in 
which I made two successful appeals 
to the electorate, has been, as in the 
case of the spring election of 1909, that 
when you enquire for so·me man or 
other you are told that he has go·ne 
to Sydney or elsewhere. The best 
time for an election is early in May. 
Even the 25th or 30th of May is too 
late ,be~ca.use I think, ho1norable gen­
tlemen here will bear me o,ut that in 
a great many cases fishermen who 
prosecute the Labrador and Straits 
fisheries leave usually before the 20th 
of that month. So that if you defer 
the election till the latter part of May 
you will be , disfr·anchising a greater 
n11mber of fishermen than by holding 
it any other and earlier date. On the 
other hand, if you set the ·election date 

' 

for the 16th of May, we know from 
past experience that at least five or 
six days m.ust elapse before the re­
turns are in. Then allowing for 25 
days to elapse be·fore parliament can 
meet, it will be the 16th of June before 

• 
anything can be done. It ,seems to me, 
Sir, that this would allow very little 
time fo·r the Finance Minister to fin­
alize matters in connection with the 
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paying off of the loan which comes 
due on the 30th day of June. ft has 
been said that this legislation could be 
put through now but I take it that the 
life of the present parliament was 
dealt with finally when the end was 
set for April 30th. That is why such 
important legislatian should not be 
enacted at the present stage. It was 

• generally known throughout the coun-
try that the life of the present Pa1~1ia­
men t expires on April 30th, ·which 
must have been an indication to the 
people that an election would be held 
at as early a date as possible this 
spring. I hope that in my remarks 1 
have made myself clear on these 
points. If the outports wanted an ex­
tension of time such as is asked for 
here, they would also have made the 
request, and I was surprised that the 
outports were not consulted with re­
gard to it. Nothing has been heard 
from the m.embers of the Lower House 
in their speeches that would indicate 
any desire on the part of the outports 
for an election on a.ny other' date than 
that proposed by the Government. I 
have, therefore, much pleasure, Sir, in 
supporting the second reading of the 
bill. 

HON. MR. GIBBS:-Mr. President, I 
beg leave to move the adjournment of 
this House until to-morrow, but be­
fore doing so, I desire to draw the 
attention of honorable members to a 
fact in connection with the answer 
to a question asked by me some days 
ago and which has just been tabled, 
as to the a.mounts collected by the 
Food Control Board and on what au­
thority such amounts were collected. 
Now, Sir, there is one item alone 
which shows that this. Board collect­
ed $1970.70 on sugar imported into the 
Colony since it came into existence. 
Whether or not this is a clerical error 
or an attempt on the part of some per­
son to withhold the correct informa­
tion, I am not prepared to say, but I 
do know that on two sb.ipments of 

• 

slugar alone over $1,100 was collected. 
It is only another evidence of the 

autocratic use being made of govern­
mental powers in this country, where 
three men, without any authority 
whatPver can levy a tax upon food­
stuffs coming into the country, in­
creasing the cost to the consumer. 
God only knows the price of food~ are 
high enough here, and have been so 
for some time without adding to the 
cost of them; . and the Governm.ent of 
the country delegates power to a 

• 

Board of three men to levy taxes upon 
goods coming into the Colony, a power 
which is only vested in the Legisla­
ture. Not even this body here has the 
right to confer such power. It ~an be 
only conferred by the gentlemen elect­
ed to the other Chamber. ''No taxa-, 
tion without representation:'' This is 
as old as the Br.itish Constitution and 
we see it violated in this countr~., for 
the past year, and ·not sufficient pub­
lic spirit aroused here to assert a 
right which was taken, a principle in 
defence of which people have fought 
and died. Here is a Government mak-­
ing use of its powers unfairly for the 
purpose of increasing the price of food 
stuffs. On a couple of shipments of 
sugar a short while ago the Food Con­
trol Board collected $3. 75 per barre1, 
or the consumer had to pay $3.75 more 
a barrel on it than otherwise, and with 
this levied upon him without author­
ity. What right has the Food Control 
Board or the Government to give the 
power to levy a tax of that kind? None 
whatever. The power of taxation rs 
in the Legislature. The tax is made 
by the people or parliament, and it 
can't be added to or altered in any 
manner except by the people who 
conferred that power, and that can 
onl~ be confirmed by the Leg,isla.ture 
and not by an Order-in-Council. The 
War Measures Act does not give any 
right to impo1se taxation on the peo­
ple, and, the people never forfeited any 
such right under the War Measures 
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Act, which was passed for dealing 
with conditions arising out of the war. 
But the War Measures Act gave us 
authority to levy taxation upon any 
article of co1mmerce. And here as I 
have pointed out, we have a govern­
ment that either does not know, or 
does not care, and uses the po,vers 
they have in order to extract noit alone 
the pound of flesh but the very blood 
as well, because when yo·u exact un­
just taxes it is, an outrage on the peo­
ple. I am surpris·ed that the trade do 
not contest the right of a Food Con­
trol Board to collect any such im­
position in the w_ay of taxes. Pe,rJ1aps 
it is that they are so engros.sed in 
business it never occurred to them, 
but the public has had to pay for it, 
and the fisherman has to pay more for 
his sugar, flour, pork, and other ar­
ticles that are importe.d here and up­
on wh.ich taxes were levied for which 
there was no right or authorit~r and 
those -who are supposed to represent 
the fishermen do not look out for it. 
What answer ca.n there be for an out­
rage of this kind? There is no justi­
fication for it wh.atever; and then 
statements furnished here do not give 
within a tithe of the amount c~llected 
under this suppos.ed authority 01· Or­
der-in-Council, unde·r the War Meas­
ures Act. But the public paid it and 
they are entitled to know how it was 
collected. I am going to find out, be­
fore the Legislature closes, how much 
was collected and what was done 
with it, and we he·re are entitled to 
know it. · 

I do not say that · intent1011al dis-
honesty w·as done, b·ut the statement 
furnished here shows that $700 was 
collected. when over $10,000 was col­
lected fo1~ sugar alone. The other 
point I want to refer to and impress 
upon the House is the gross, wanton 
abuse of power by those in control 
of the Government; 'an abu.se of p·ow­
er that would no,t b1e tolerated i11 
any other c·ountry except this, where 

people are mindful of their rights 
and where the Government lives up 
to its obligations and duties, dis­
plays the intelligence which has not 
been ·displayed here. The authority 
for collecting stated in answer to my 
query is an Order-in-Council. I 
want to ask hon. gentle·men to seri­
ously consid·er this matter, because 
it is a questio·n that affects every 
man, woman and child in the coun­
try, if we are pre.pared to adopt the 
principle that a body created by 
law may tax the goods, trade and 
commerce and business as they did 
without authority, what is going to 
become of the public and the rights 
of individuals? Have. we no duty 
or obligatio·n to perform, no rights? 
Are we prepared to slavishly sub·mit 
to things of this kind, are we afraid 
to assert our rights? The·r·e is one in 
this Chamb.er who is not and who 
is prepared to raise his voice in de­
fiance of wrong and injustice. I was 
reared ·in an old-fashioned home and 

' 

one of the principles instilled into 
my min.d and will continue till I 
go to my grave, was to resist wrong 
and injustice . no matter where it 
was, and there is no greater injust-

. ice than to have an unrepresentative 
body by Order-in-Council levy tax·es 
ui)on the necessaries of life in this 
co·untry, increasing the cost to· the 
consumer. There are hundreds of 
families in this town who have not 
enough to purchase the common 
n·ecessaries of life; there are hun.:. 
dreds of people, of whole· families. 
who are living under co·nditions that 
some of us would not subject our 
horse to in stab,lin.g th·em An·d here 
are taxes, thousands upon thousands 
of dollars, levied upon a people, for 
which there was no power and no 
warrant of law whatever. Then, ap­
parently, we are unmindful of the 
rights we possess and are prepa1·ed to 

acquiesce. So long as the Govern-

ment leaves us alone and does not 
take too mu·ch fr.om us and lets us 
carry on trade and business, we are 
satisfied, and let this go on and see 
taxation levied, for which t1'.ere is 
no warrant or authority. . 

Before the second reading of the 
Election Act is proceeded with, I de­
sire to answer some of the argu­
ments which have been adduce.d here 
in favor of the passing of the Bill. 
It is a well-known fact that the Gov­
ernment as at present constituted is 
not elected by the people. They have 
no mandate from the people of the 
country. It is not the ch·oice of the 
people. It is the product of political 
dishonesty and improper bar.gaining 
between politicians. Men there are 
in the Government, who, i~ the most 
vehement manner denounce what they 
consider to be wrong and injustice 
inflicted by men now partners with 
and supporters of those who inflict 
them. This Govt. was brought into 
existence as the result of a coalition 
and is still ·kept in existence a.s the 
result of a bargain between the lead­
er of the then Government and the 
present Leader of the Gvernment, b.y 
which one man was to be paid his 
price and the other a like considera­
tion. One lived up to the b·argain , 
the other did not. 

The Government of to-day are 
there as a result of that bargain be · 
tween two or three individuals, and 
we are now seriously asked to per­
mit a Government not representativ·3 
of ,the people of the country to alter 
a law which was enacted upwarJs 01 

thirty years ago. The Election .1\.ct 
was passed 31 years ago, in 1888, and 
the men in public life then were per­
haps some of the ablest men ~hat the 
country ever had. They deliberated 
for weeks and weeks and the result 
of their deliberatjons was the Elec­
tion Act as it is now on the Statute 

Book. It has been amended from time 

to time but the amendments were 
made for the purpose of improving 
the law, and those ·who amended the 
law did so under the warrant and 
authority of the people who are af­
fected by the law desire it, n·ot hon. 
gentlemen who comprise this Cham­
ber or others in the Assembly which 
is an unrepresentative body to-day. 
We have no right to change a law 
which affects the whole people of the 
country. It is a law which was en­
acted to preserve the purity and 
freedom of election; and one of the 
conditions and provisions contained 
in it is that there shall be a voters' 
list taken at least 12 months prior to 
a general election. No voters' list has 
been taken and the Government 
knows, if we here are to believe it~e 
statements made, there was to be an 
election this spring, and they had all 
last fall to warrant the taking of a 
voters' list. But the Government has 
no such intention of holding an elec­
tion this spring and did not take a 
voters' list. Now we are asked to 
remove one of the principal safe­
guards from this law. Wh~t is the 
object of taking the voters' list? It is 
to get as complete a list as possible 
of every man in the country, who, 
according to law, may exercise the 
right of voting. Why is it that this 
is done? In order that those who 
have the right to vote may do so. 
There are very many people in ,the 
country who will exercise the f1·an­
chise for the first time in 1919, and , 
no list has been taken of them and 
consequently very many of them 
will be deprived of the right to vote. 
The answer may ·be that they may 
go to the polling booth and declare 
under oath that they have the right 

to vote. But why should men be 

forced to take an oath in order to ex­
ercise the right o,f voting simply 

through the neglect of the Government 
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There are thousands who will have 
the right to exercise the franchi:se for 
the first time and they must be forced 
to take an oath. They have the right 
to vote and if they are not prepared 
to take an oath they are deprived of 
it. The object of compelling a man 
to take an oath was to safeguard the 
freedom and purity of elections, to see 
that no man exercised the right with­
out he had that right within himself. 
But now we propose throughout the 

. length and breadth of the land to im­
pose an unnecessary obligation, ren­
dered necessary by the action of the 
Government, and thus a considerable 
body of electors are not, will not, be 
afforded the opportunity of dealing 
with questions of public policy which 
they should be enabled to publicly pro­
nounce upon. Because of climatic 
conditions in the country, hon. mem­
bers know as w·ell as I do that it is 
not possible to intelligently present 
the issues to the public of the country 
within the short time which will be 
allowe·d. 

The Government of this country pro 
longed its life in violation of consti­
tutional law and right and they can 
go and vio1late any constitutional 
law they wish, if they have a majority, 
and they have this majority apparent­
ly. Therefore, if they wish to dis­
pense with the necessity of 21 days' 
notice there is nothing to prevent 
them coming in with a bill to ask that 
this law be amended so far as the 
calling together of the Legislature of 
1919 is concerned, should they wish 
to-day. But this is only subterfuge. 
It is used for the purpose o·f co·nfusing 
and befogging the questions before 
this House. Then another arg11ment 
is used that because the men of Con­
c·eption Bay go to the fishery and 
leave early in May that it is a reason 
to ho1ld the election. It is an argu­
ment why it should not be held, be­
cause if they go from home early ·in 
May, as many have gone from outside 

, 

setlements here already, it is one o·f 
the best arguments why th·e election 
should not be held, because when a 
man le·aves home early in May he will 
leave before polling day will take 
place at this election. Another argu-

• 
ment is that they go to the fishery 
between the 20th and 25th May. If 
they do so, why ·should there not be 
an election on that day or as near 
thereto as pos.sible. If am.an was not 
to go to the fishery before the 25th 
May then where is the necess.ity for 
the election as early as the Govern­
ment contemplates? All this talk 
about the 30th April being a special 
notification to the people that an 
election w·ould be held amounts to 
nothing. It is no such thing; the 
people never heard of an election un­
til a few weeks ago. The notification 
of the people of the country that an 
election would be held shauld be the 
taking .0 f the voters list. This is the 
proper notification. How do men liv­
ing in the ·extreme north or west of 
the country know that the life of par­
liament ceases to exist on the 30th 
April? What means have they of 
fin.ding it out? We take advantage of 
their lack of information on matters 
of that kind. How is it possible in 
the District of St. George's, Bur.geo, 
Bonavista for candidates to present 
to the people of these places the is­
sues and questions of this campaign? 
The argument that because it is nec­
essary that a loan bill be passed 
therefore there should be an election, 
brings the reminder that the Govern­
ment has had since January to call 
this House together to enact what­
ever legislation is necessary to deal 
with the financial questions of the 
country. They have not done so. 
Why? Because they had no intention 
of holding an election. If they had 

any intention of holding an election' 

until recently they would have called 

the House toge~her i11 January, Feb-
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ruary or March, and would have sub-
mitted to the Legislature and House 
the money bill which we are led to 
believe now are to be dealt with. Then 
a11other argument used is that the 
Act was passed unanimously i11 the 
Lower Chamber. But they are not 
representative O·f the people, are there 
against the la,w and the constitution, 
that they invaded the rights of the 
people in order that they may con­
tinue in office under the guise of pat­
riotism. All this argument about 
trade difficulty and the sudden term­
ination of the war, all points to the 
necessity of the Legislature being· 
called togethe1~ early in pure camou­
flage, because if the Government were 
alive to the public necessities and 
difficulties that arise, they would have 
immediately ·called the Legislature· to­
gether and have prepared it to deal 
with the difficulties and problems that 
present themselves at the termin­
ation of the war. Every other coun­
try in the world did so. It was done 
promptly in Engla11d. 

Hon. gentlemen should ask them­
selves the question: Have we the 

· right to disregard the law? . We may 
have the right to disregard the laws 
of the country. The Legislature may 
by act of autocracy amend, alter or 
abolish any law, but the moment it 
admits the rig·ht of the Legislature to 
act in that way, then we admit the 
right of autocracy to rule. Parlia­
ments have no more right to disre­
gard laws and commit wron,g than 
indivi,duals. They have no more 
right than citizens have to take ad­
vantage over their neighbors. The 
State Omnipotent was the cause of 
the awful conflict that ended in Nov­
ember last. The right of the state 
to break laws was the cause of war, 
and we should not think of usi~g 

right to disregard laws that have 
been enacted, triecl and proven good 

for a period of thirty years simply 

\ 

• 

because it suits political expediency 
to d·o so The law was passed by the 
duly elected members representative 
of the people. The ''Election Act'' · 
was the ,outcome of an agitation 
which went on in this country for 
some years and was put on the 
Statute Book by men .who represent­
ed the people·. No1w a government 
that does not represent the pe,ople of 
the country ask u1s to amend that law 
which has the experience o·f thirty 
years, and whi,ch was enacted by the 
people's representatives. It is only 
for political expediency that they seek 
to have this done, because they have 
no other object in view; all legisla­
tion, all ·problem·s to be met, could 
have been ·met in January last, besides 
which now the co,untry has the right 
to know what the financial outlol•k is, 
or what legislatio,n is necessary, or 
what pro bl ems are to be faced, but 
no such opportunity is offered and we 
are asked to set o,ur .seal of approval 
on actions o,f this kind. 

Mr. Pres.ident at this junction I 
may say I have many more; observa­
tions to make. Might , I suggest that 
debate on this motion be continued 
to-morrow. 

HON. MR. PRESIDENT:-Is it the 
wish of hon. gentleman that I leave 
the chair until 8? 

Hon. Mr. GIBBS:-What',s the 
hurry? Won't an adjournment until 
to-morrow meet the r~quirement? 

HON. Mr. ELLIS:-I would suggest 
Mr. Pre,sident that you leave the chair , 
until 8 o'clock. 

Hon. Mr. President left the chair 
until e.ight o'clock. 

HON. MR. GIBBS:-By taking ad­
journment we would be in a position 
to meet the wishes oif the citizens of 
St. John's as regar·d·s the holding of 
an election. As I hoped before the 
second reading of this bill was pass­
ed the reply of His Excellency would 
be received in order that some at least 

, 
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may determine their course of action, 
but up to the pre.sent no reply has 
been received by the citizens deputa-
. ti on. The citizens of St. John's look 
upon this bill as an act of injustice. 
Hon. me.mbe·rs may say and some have 
said that this movement is only con­
fined to St. J ohn'.s: Well, I think St. 

' 

~ John's is really the place where a 
movement of this kind should be ex­
pected. to take place. Here are cen­
tred the educational institutions o·f 
the co1untry, the press and various 
channels of information and it is here 
that we would expect citizens to be 
more mindful of their rights, their 
duties and obligations than in other 
portions of the co,untry where they 
have not the same means of focussing 
attention upon matters ·which concern 
every portio·n of the country. One 
hon. gentleman has drawn an analogy 
between the present position o·f this 
country and the famous Marshal Foch 
at the ·Marne. I fail to see where the 
analogy comes in. There has been no 
hero.ism on the part O·f any membe1r 
of the government in coming to· the 
rescue of the country. They have 
failed up to the present _time to do any 
thing to rescue the country from the 
difficulties. it is faced with now and 
in the future.

The House met at 3 p.m. pursuant to 
adjournment. 

:HON. MR. GOODRIDGE: - Mr. 
President, I would like to ask the 
Leader of the Government i! he has 
that information I asked for respect­
ing the Government Engineer's Dent.? 

HON. MR. ELLIS:-In reply, Mr. 
President, I may say that that has 
not yet been pr·epared. 

HON. MR. GOODRIDGE:-Now Mr 
President, that is not satisfactory, 
and "\vith your permission I would 
like -to call the attention of the House 
to the fact that this was asked for at 

the very first session. It should be 
available. The info·rmation is in the 
Government Engineer's office, also in 
the Colonial Secretary's Office, and 
could easily be o btai~ed. Various re­
ports have been circulated, and there 
seems to be very little confidence in 
the present railway. These are doubt­
less exaggerate·d a great deal both 
ways, but we should know conditions. 
Now the Government Engineer is 
drawing a very liberal salary, but not 
too much, and the public are entitled 
to receive information and a copy of 
all reports, so t~at they ·may b·e as­
sured that the railway is safe to trav­
el on. Now if that report is favour­
able, relieve the minds of the people. 
If otherwise, let us get to work and 
see things remedied. I do hot be·ar 
any animo·si ty or have I any per·sonal 
quarrel with the Reid's but would re­
spectfully urge that the quicker this 
is attended to· the better for the coun­
try. This information m.ust be sup­
plied. 

HON. MR. GIBBS :-Mr. President, 
there is als·o a qu.estion I asked which 
has i1ot been answered yet. It was 
that the re·port of the Auditor 
General be tabled. 

HON. MR. ELLIS ::_Mr. President, 
I may say in connection with this 
matter that it was not the intention 
of the Government to ·have this ses­
sion the same as that of other years, 
and consequently this inform,ation is 
not being suppli_ed. T·he work in con­
ne·ction with the Audito·r General's re­
port is not yet completed, and con-

quently is not ready to be laid be-
1re the House at the present time. 
HON. MR. GIBBS :-Mr. President, 
understand this matter has been 

eported on to the Governm.ent, and 
> 

.his H·ouse should insist upon its be-
ing laid on the table. I say I under-

• 
stand that he has made a report, and 
tl1ere is a way of finding that out. If 
tl1e hon. member says it was not com-
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pleted, he should make quite sure, 
and inform the Legislature definitely. 
The Hon. Mr. Goodridge has asked a 
question and that was the report of 
the Government Engineer. ·The Gov-

\ 

ernment Engin~er makes his report 
and that report is in the hands of the 
Government. Why is it not tabled? 
Why is it held back? Is this the way 
this House is to be treated? An im­
portant matter like the Government 
Engineer's report dealing with the 
railway, freight, passenger and other 
very important matters like the con­
dition of engines and cars, and th·e 
report of his inspection. What has 
been done with his report? What has 
becom,e of his recommendations? I 
believe tl1e report is a serious one, 
because no report on such a matter 
can be otherwise. It surely too must 
be a·t hand. The rep·ort asked for is 
fo·r the years 1917-1918. There is no 
request that this report for 1918-·1919 
be tabled. It is last year's report 
we want, and there is no reason at 
least no good reason why that report 
should not be tabled. As the hon. 
gentleman has said, the country is 
entitled to kno·w tl1e condidtion of the 

. ' 
road. If ·it is in good condition, the 
report will restore public confidence; 
if not tl1en if something happens the 
responsibility should rest on the 
proper shoulders. I would move that

this Ho·use adjourn until we get that 
report, that report made o·ne year ago. 
If there is any reason why it should 
not b1e t.abled, then we are entitled to 
know that r·eas·on, but the report is in 
their possession and we should know 
the reason that the Government is 
holding the report. It is only fair. 

HON. MR. ANDERSON:-Mr. Pres­
ident, if I am in order, I would sup­
port the demand tha~inform.ation re­
specting the railway should be had. 
I need not · remind the House again of 
the declaratio·n of the Colonial Secre-

tary that the railway is not fit for 

human transportation. Now this is a 
statement which must be either ad­
mitted or denied, and I would call up­
on the Leader of the Government in 
this House to make some ofticial de­
claration, so that if there is no dan­
ger our own travelling public, and 
those who visit us from Canada and 
the United States, may feel they are 
safe in travelling. It seems that even 
packages shipped by exp1"'ess are un­
able to stand the cross-country trip, 
for every day ·w·e receive packages 
smashed to atoms. Possibly this may 
not be done on the railway, b·ut it is 
certainly done, and very many pack·­
ages arrive utterly worthless. Now 
if the Leader of the Go~ernment will 
assure this House that the raltw·ay is 
in perfe·ct condition and that human 
beings can travel safely to and fro 
over it, the public will be indebted to 
him. Now let it be definitely under­
stood that it is no use evading ques­
tions. There are m.any important 
matters that should have. oeefi 
brought be·fore the House, for now 
when the House is op·ened many im­
portant m.atters should be dealt with, 
b·ut even before these we should be 
assured of the safety of our passen­
gers and prope1·ty when being trans­
ported by rail. 

HON. MR. ELLIS :-Mr. President, 
I regret I cannot give the inform­
ation asked for, but it must be 
remembered that this is not an ordin­
ary session, and that that informa-, 
tion will no doubt be supplied at the 
next session which it is the intention 
to call shortly. It will practically be · 
this session with · a short interruption 
in the way of a general elec.tion. It 
is well known that there is to be an­
other sessi·on, and in the meantime a 
large amount or information has been 
asked for, which in other years was 
received and tabled as the session 
went by. Certainly, when the House 
will resume its sittings ithis inform-

HON. MR. ELLIS-But Hon. Mr. 
Goodridge asks for report up to date 
and I will do my best to satisfy him 
and other hon. gentlemen as to all 
.the information. I ,., may say that the 
government is not unaware of th·e 
condition of the railway, and that it 
has not yet come to a decision as to 
what will be done; it is a very large 
undertaking. Everybody admits it is 
in poor shape, but whether it is the 
duty or the business of the corpora­
tion to put that railway in condition 
that will be satisfactory to the people 
is a debatable question. Whether 
new rails are needed and they are 
bound to put down rails of a heavier 
character than required according to 
the first contract is a matter that 
they may claim they are not bound 
under the contract to do. According 
to the contract they are compelled to 
l{eep the railway in repair. If con­
ditions are different now to what they 
were when the contract was made 
twenty years ago, or if tl1e rolling 
stock in use now is heavier than was 
required then, and the rails laid then 
according to the contract are not 
heavy enough to bear. the increased 
traffic, then the contractors may claim 
and I am inclined to think they will 
claim, that they are not responsible 
for these new rails. No doubt we 
can compel them to ballast the road 
and put in new sleepers, but whether 
we can ·compel them to put i11 a road 
that will satisfy the present require­
ments is another matter for consid­
eration. Between this and tomorrow 
I will do my utmost to satisfy the 
hon. gentlemen in this respect. 

HON. MR. GOODRIDGE:-! have 
no objection to withdrawing the 
amendment, with the understanding 
that ·if the information be not forth­
coming tomorrow I shall take the 
same steps to compel the government 

to give us tl1is information. When 
the original bill passed I was one of 
its strongest opponents, and this very 
thing now gr~.tifies me v·ery much in 
that it proves my contentions at that 
time were right. I objected to the 
building of the railway, and the 
wearing out of the rails so soon 

. proves that I was right. Some of its 
advocates used as one of their strong­
e~t arguments trans-Atlantic traffic, 
and if we had this then, the road 
would have been in the conditions it 
is no"v twenty years ago. 

On motion of Hon. Mr. Ellis, the 
House went into Committee on the 
Election Bill, Hon. Dr. Skelton in the 
chair. 

HO • MR. ANDERSO :-I observe 
in this Bill there is no provision for 
votes for women. Now the govern-. 
ments of Great Britain, Canada and 
New Zealand took up this question, 
and whether it is a little premature or 
not in this country I do not know. 
The bill before hte Hou.se is the last 
stage of the political drama. I was in 
hopes that we would' have been able in 
this House to introduce some of the 
social problems that demand immedi­
ate attention of government. Mr. 
Cl1airman, it is not my intention to 
make any extended remarks on this 
bill as I have already expre.ssed ·my 
view upon the matter, but I would in 
passing pay a tribute to the hono·ur­
able members in the Lower H·ouse w 
have during the past four years ren­
dered such valuable service to the 
country in her hour of need and who 
have borne the heat and burden of the 
day, and esnecially to Hon. J. C. Cro.s­
bie who with his associates has ren­
dered greater service to the people of 
this country than they will ever real-
• 1ze. 

A matter to which I do desire to 
draw the attention of hon. members is 
that all important problems of pro­
viding suitable homes for the working 
people of St. John's. . 
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The Government of Great Britain a 
little while ago was presented with a 
petition asking that steps be ·taken to 
enquire into conditions in connection 
with housing in the Old Land and the 
matter has as a result been taken up 
in the heartiest manner with the result 
that already extensive schemes are 
afoot for the bettering of conditions. 
In this country interest must be arous­
ed in the matter of housing conditions 
and I hope Mr. Chairman, that before 
the first of June the Government will 
be prepared to make provision with 
the Municipal authorities for the ex­
tension of water and sewerage, which 
is so vitally necegsary to the welfare 
of the people of ·this city. This matter 
has now become so serious that im­
mediate steps must be taken and the 
power to effect a remedy lies with the 
Government and with them only. With 
regard to the housing problem in this 
city, it is well known that the present 
Municipal Council is the greatest 
stumbling block in the way of the suc­
cessful development of the scheme 
outlined ~ effectively to deal with the 
question as is f>lainly evidenced by 
their stand in dealing with the splen­
did offers of land by private citizens 
for the purpose of erecting working­
men's homes. In December of last 
year I wrote a letter to the 'Eve,ning 
Telegram' headed ''Bolshevism at Ctty 
Hall'' in which I reviewed this import­
ant matter and drew attention to the 
attitude of those in authority over our 
municipal affairs towards the gener-

, ous offers of the men who ·would make 
the fulfilment of the plans for erect-

, ing home·s for the working men of the 
city easy. I received a reply to this 
letter, through the press, signed J. L. 
Slattery. Now, Mr. Chairman, I give 
Mr. Slattery credit for being a very 
competent and indefatigable official of 
that body known as the Municipal 
Council and hence his attitude, as ex­
plained in his letter, i.s one which, un­
der the circ11m stances, cannot be, eas-

ily understood. He undertakes to de­
fend the Council in its absurd answer 
to the proposal of Mr. Thompson, to 
give the Sudbury property for practi­
cally nothing, which answer was in 
effect that besides giving this valuable 
land to the city for a purpose to which 

it was eminently suited, he also pay 
for the water and sewerage extension 
after which they would consider his 
proposition. 

The present Premier of England 
when he was Chancellor of thl. Ex­
chequer in the Asquith Government, 
introduced his famous budget which 
prvided for a return to the state of a 
proportion of the increased value ac­
cruing to land through the growth of 
the community in industry, business 
or the activities of the people. This is 
known as the unearned increment o·r 
unearned profits coming to land own­
ers as the result of the la hours of 
others. 

''With the knowledge of how these 
things are dealt with in many cities, 
I am prompted to write thus, though 

' 

I thought someone else might have . 
noticed Mr. Anderson's communica­
tion, and as a citizen with som~ priv­
ate property, I could not stand by 
without questioning Mr. Anderso11's 
proposals to spend money freely, that 
must of necessity have an influence 
towards increasing materially tl1e 
taxes now paid by the citizens of St. 
John's." 

Now, Mr. Chairman, for downright 
cheek and impertinence, I believe this 
cannot be surpassed. I consider the 
Sudbury property excellent in every 
way as a site for dwellings and every 
encouragement should be given by the 
Council towards the furthering of the 
plans to convert it into building lots. 

As to the provision made by Lloyd 
Geo·rge for the return to the state of 
the increased value accruing to land, 
it simply meant that people who held 
lands, but who would i1ot sell be-

• 
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cause they were holding out until the 
value of the land increased were tax­
ed. These were th,e people Lloyd 
George was after and he merely tax­
ed the rand because people would ' not 
sell at s,easonable prices. This is 
made clear in the following clippi11g 
from a Manchester paper: 

"The Northampton Housing and 
Town Planning Committee, which 
proposes building 500 workmen's 
houses, finds its scheme held up 
through the difficulty of o btai11ing 
land at a mQd,erate price. One land­
owner asked 70 pounds an acre for 
land on the outskirts of the town 
which a few years ago could have 
been secured at agricultural value. 
The Town Council is urging the Gov­
ernment to take steps to enforce 
sale of lantl for workmen's dwellings 
at reasonable rates." 

The increment value d_uty introduc­
ed by Lloyd George is a tax of 20 per 
ce11t. on th'e increment value of land 

--i.e., on increases of site value ac­
crued since April 30, 1909, the date 
of the original valuation. 

The plan of the Act is to charge tl1e 
duty when the land chvnges hand~ 

and it is accordingly levied on the 
following occasions: _ 

(a) The sale of any land or interest 
in land in pursuance of a contract 
made after the commencement of the 
Act; 

(b) T'he -grant in pursuance of such 
a contr·act of a lease for a term ex­
ceeding 14 years. 

(c) The passing of any land or in­
terest on the death of a person dying 
after the commencement of the Act; 

( d) Periodical occasions in the case 
of land which is held b·y bo,dies c-or­
porate or incorporate. 

The in·crement value duty, in the 
nature of things, cannot ·be expected 
to yield much during the early years 
of its existence, say th,e Commission­
ers. With regard to the collection of 

• 

duty we have been able to effect com­
paratively little i11 the past financial 
year. 

Reversion duty is a tax, at the rate 
of $5 for every complete $50 on the 
value of the benefit accruing to the 
lesser by reason of the determination • 
of a lease. Th·e value of this b,enefit 
is defined as the amount (if any) by 
which the total value of the l~nd at 
the time the lease determines exceeds 
the total value of the land at the time 
of the original grant of the leas·e, to 
be ascertained on the basis o-f the 
rent reserved and payment made in 
consideration of the grant of the 
lease. 

' 

The lessor is reql1ired, under penal-
ty, within three months of the deter­
mination of the lease, to deliver an 
account setting for th th·e particulars 
of the land and the estimated value 
of the benefit accruing to the lessor 
by the determination of the lease. 

The assessment of reversion duty 
has been retarded, and the cases in 
which . the Commissioners were able 
to make assessment before tl1e ·end 
of the year were few. 

' 
Undeveloped land duty is · an an ... 

nual tax on the site value of unde­
veloped land-i.e., on land which has 
not been developed by the erection o~ 
dwelling-houses or of buildings for 
the purpose of any business, trade, 
or industry, other than agriculture, 
or is not otherwise used bona fide f,or 
any such business, trade, or indus­
try. 

The rate of duty is le. for every 
$5 of the site value. The basis or 
assessment in the first instance is the 
original site valu,e, but a periodical 
revaluation of undeveloped land is to 
be made every five yea.rs. 

The special difficulties in connec­
tion with the valuation of undevelop­
ed land rendered it impossible to as­
sess withi11 the financial year more 
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' ·- . 
tl1a11 a small proportion of the total 
d11ty chargeable. . 

The Chancellor of the Exchequer4 
speaking on the yield of the Land 
Values Ta.x, said (May 1911): 

• 
"He had never put these taxes 

forward as Jikely to produce n1uch 
money within tl1e first few yea.rs. Nor 
was it true to say that the Govern-

. ment were spending more on val ua-
·' 

t ion tl1an they were receiving. They 
were getting nluch more out of the 
estate duties than out of valuation 
- not o.ut of the rural landowner, be­
cause the val nation of agricultural 

• 

property had not proceeded far en-
ough. to :r;nake any difference. But 
tl1ey were getting more value out of 
t1rban sites. 

"These sites used to be put at twen­
ty or thirty years' purchase of the ag­
ricultural rents, whereas they had an 
en.ormous value as building property. 
The Government were getting valua­
tion out of those sites which had more 
than paid the cost of valuation. Valua­
tion was of great importance when 
they came to settle the question of lo­
cal taxation. He believed that . it 
would be· a relief to purely agricultur­
al land, whicl1 was paying a heavier 
burden than this other land which was 
escaping." 

Now, Mr. Chairman, I hope that the 
land offe·red to this city will not be 
turned down by the Government. Mr. 
Slattery in his letter prviously refer­
red to, and in reply to my contention 
that it wa,s the duty of the Council to 

. put water and sewerage to the Sud­
bury property, says: . 

"Suppo·se it will cost from ten to fif-
teen thousand dollarsi to lay water 
p.ipes, builci roads and do everything 
necessary to make the property ·suit­
able and attractive for building · ,sites 
would Mr. Anderson ask the five thou­
sand property owners of St. John's to 
subscribe an equal proportion of this 

I 

amount to make the proprietor of 

I 

Sudbury wealthy? If so, wha.t would 
be the answer of the property owners, 
1· think · it would be a blank refusal. 
Then I submit, as the C,ity Council re­
presents the property owners and rate 
payers, and is the guardian of their 
~onies, their attitude should be in line 
with their° good wishes, and in accord­
ance with the powers given them un­
der the Municipal Act. 

According to Mr. Anderson's reason­
ing the City Council is a thing apart, 
and no doubt, without thinking, many 
people have the same view. The only 
'vay the city can get money for all its 
requirements is from rate·s and taxes, 
'vh.ich are to be spent as well as can 
be on all the requirements of the city 
services. If this money is to be devo­
ted to making a half dozen land own­
ers in St. John's richer, then I think it 
is time for many householders, who 
find it hard enough at present to meet 
Municipal obligatio·ns, to ask some 
questions." 

Now, Mr. Chairman, what has that 
to do with the Sudbury estate land? 
Mr. Thompson is giving it for noth­
ing? It will make little difference to 
me whether the estate is Sudbury, 
McLoughlan, Buckmasters, Fitzgerald 
or anybody else-they will be treated 
all alike. The . policy that has been 
pur·sued of preventing people from 
building homes for themselves must 
stop. We ·must give and take if this 
city is to improve. 

• 

If the Council will only make the 
roads aJ;ld lay water and sewerage, 
there will be $250,000 worth of pro­
perty built upon thi& land, giving labo1• 
and employment to our people, the pol­
icy of the Council has been one of 
obstruction, instead of reconstruction 
in the solution of housing for our citi-, . 
zens. 

What connection has the present 
Premier of England, Rt. Ho·n. Lloyd 
George, when he was Chancellor of 
the Exchequer in the· Asquith Govern-
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ment, with the present situation. 
The following correspondence which 

passed between the Council and Mr. 
Thompson, will give honorable gentle­
men an idea of the attitude of the for­
mer with regard to the land offered by 
Mr. Thompson:

,~rork in the early spring.

instant. I am not o·nly willing but 
anxiou·s to have the ''Sudbury'' prop­
erty opened up for building purposes 
and to do anything in reason in my 
pnwer t.o accomplisn t.hat .-~ult-

I have already written you that I 
approve of the layo·ut and I have no 
hesitation in confirming this. 

When you ask me for an undertak­
ing to be respo·nsible for the whole 
cost of making the ·streets and laying 
o~ water and sewerage pipes you are 
asking for what I am unable to do it 
you mean that payment is to be made 
either before or immediately after the 
work is done or during its progress. 

I do not know exactly what this 
amount is and sihould be glad if you 
\Vould furnish me with a blue print 
showing measurements in detail and 
your calculation of the sum payment 
o'f which you wish me to undertake. 

Might I suggest also that as the 
Council doubtless expects to derive a 
revenue from these public works ex­
ceeding the upkeep and interest on its . 
expenditure that it would be but fair 
and equitable that it sho·uld stand part 
o! the expense. 

Under any circumstances as I have 
stated I am not in a position to accede 
to your conditions as you put them, 
nor do I expect to be until a large 

' quantity probably one-half of the pro-
perty i·s sold and as far as I can see 
that may not be for some time anct 
possibly not during my lifetime. It 
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would be very unfair if the Council 
expected thus to take say one-half of 
the whole property and leave an in­
terest charge to eat up the balance 
even i'f I could borrow the required 
a.mount. 

I would suggest that the only meth­
od by which the difficulty can be suc­
cessfully overcome s for the Council 
to do the work and collect from par­
ties purchasing lots a proportio·n of 
the co.st according to their frontage or 

• 

at any rate that the cost of the water 
and s~w age service should be dealt 
with in this way and that I should be 
charged with the cost of the roads on 
the same basis. 

I think you will realize that I am 
doing the best I can to meet YO·U and 
that it is useless for me to undertake 
what I shall manifestly be unable to 
lJerform and which would certainly 
practically entirely depr.ive me of the 
benefit of an exceedingly large portion 
of my pro·pe·rty and quite possibly re­
sult in practical confiscation of the 
'vhole. 

I shall be glad .to hear from :you 
again after you have further consider­
ed the matter. In the meantime I do 
not know whether you are aware that 
the Brewery building on Sudbury 
Street is being repaired although it 
projects over the proposed new line 
for Sudbury Street. I would also point 
out that I ,should not be charged for 
the proposed new street running north 
from Water Street past my dwelling­
house~ The fronts on that street will 
not be of any value whatever to me, 
in fact the street itself will as you will 
I think recognize, simply deteriorate 
the value of the present property. 

I should I think also require some 
assurance that after the property was 
opened up the vacant land tax should 
not be immediately applied to it and 
thus another heavy charge cast upon 
me which would be through no fault 
of my own. 

Trusting some consideration will 

be given my representations and as­
suring you of my continued interest in 
this project.

As to the cost of building since the 

outbreak of war, the increase has 
been very great; it is now nearly 
twice, and in some articles three 
times higher than it was before the 
war.' The price of lumber at· the 
present time is abnormally high; the 
same applies to all supply of mater­
ials. We can face the Housing Prob­
lem by the united effort of our cizi­
zens, the co-operation· of the Govern­
ment ~nd the City Council. We all 
know how important it is to make 
early arra11gemen ts for the building 
of a large number of houses requir­
ed in1~ediately for the workingmen, 
which we can . do by co-operation, 
thrift, and common sense. 

The type of dwelling required in 
ordinary circumstances is the self­
contained house; occasiona-lly there 
may be a demand for accommoda­
tion of a limited character, e.g., ac­
commodation for newly married 
couples or for aged persons without a 
fa1nily, and in such cases it may be 
desirable to meet the demand by the 
provision of two-storey houses con­
sisting of two self-contained dwel­
lings; but generally it . would seem 
desirable to avoid the erection or 
blocks of buildings containing a ser­
ies of .tenements. 

Citizens and the Dominion rCo-op­
erative Building Association will do 
their part but tbey must be supported 
by tl1e Government and City Council. 

The 'Object of the Dominion Co-op­
erative Building· Association is: To 
face the Housing Problem with cour­
age, we can never tackle successfully 
a job of which we are afraid, our ef­
fort must be equal to the task, we 
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must handle the housing problem 
boldly, we ask the co-operation of all 
classes to assist in this great work 
of reconstructing the City of St. 
John's. 

As regards the plans for the con­
struction of houses and the laying out 
of the land, the first duty of the Com­
pany will be to build six h undre<l 
houses for workingmen. 

These houses will be rented to the 
working class and our artizans at a 
minimum rent upon the actual cost of 
construction. 

We proposed to build these houses, 
if at all possible, in b:road, clean 
streets, bordered with substantial 
buildings of excellent modern design 
with plenty of space and air, that 
will be well made, well kept and well 
lighted, a perfect system o.f drainage 
and a magnificent supply ·of pure 
water, every home to be connected 
with the most up-to-date fittings for 
sanitation, and in time, niake the 
town of S1t John's a veritable garden 
city. 

The further object is declared to be 
the amelioratio·n of the condition. of 
the working class and laboring pop­
ulation in and around St. John's by 
the provision of improved dwelling 
with ,gardens and open , space to be 
employed therewith. 

The evils arising fro·m the "insan­
itary and insufficlent accommodation," 
here referred to are now pretty gen­
erlall/Y re®gni.sed. Th·ousa~ds of 
our fellow-citizens are compelled to 
live under conditio1ns which are a 
scandal to our civilisation. They are . 
housed· in close, dirty, evil-smelling 
lanes and streets, deprived of fresh 
air and sunshine, strangers to the 
sight of grass and flowers and trees, 
and without opportunity for h·ealthy 
recreation. 

All this inevitably tends to produce 
moral and physical deterioration. It 
is almost impossible for people to 

' 

maintain a high standard of charact­
er and physique where all the ·Co,ndi­
tions are adverse, and we have only 
to visit the places described in order 
to see how disastrous are the results 
Little wonder if, while many battle 
bravely against their surroundings 
and rise superior to them, a small 
number succumb,, and go to· swell the 
mass of vicious, crim1nal and dis­
eased humanity, which is a disgrace 
and menace to our City. 

Further, it should be remembered 
that in addition to thos·e who are 
subject to these conditions, there are 
many others ·who have no choice but 
to live in these dismal monotonous 
streets and lanes so familiar in all 
great towns, where gardens are an 
impossibility. 

Here, then, ts the problem to be 
faced. Population overcrowded in 
houses, houses overcrowded on land; 
streets and houses in innumerable 
cases in a shamefully insanitary con­
dition. / 

The following extr·act is taken from 
a circular letter, whtch must appeal 
to every right thinking citizen of St. 
John's: 

"The housing conditions in cer­
tain sectio·ns are a disgrace to the 
city. T'his is a matter that W 10Uld 
seem to ,call imp·eratively and im­
mediately for united effort and action 
on the part of all interests and sec­
tions in the community as well as 
for the assistance of the State 
amongst whose most valuable assets 
must ever be recko,ned the health and 
happiness ·of its citizens. It surely 
should b;e possible for ·corporate en­
terprise with the active sympathy of 
the State to evolve some compre­
hensive system whereby the housing 
prob1em co·uld be dealt with on an 
extensive scale, and better homes at 
reasonable rentals provided for a 
large number of our people in St. 
John's. Until this is done despite the

commendable efforts that are being 
made by the health authorities to 
bring about a decline in infa.ntile 
mortality and to combat the spread 
of tuberculosls we must inevitably 
continue -to pay our heavy toll in dis­
ease, misery and death." 

Bad housing conditions affect not 
merely physical health, but the gen­
eral standard .of life. How is it pos­
sible to keep a home clean and com­
.fortable if it consists 0-f two rooms 
only, while the family number ten? 
How is it possible to maintain de­
cency, when th·er·e are insufficient 
bedrooms to separate the sexes, or 
when, as is not uncommo·n in hun-

• 

dreds of houses, there is no sanitary 
convenien·ce of any kind. 

In many respects the demands of 
the intelligent women living in a 
town like St. John's vary but little. 
They ask for a house rather than a 
flat, though some admit ithat for the 
sake of reducing the cost, the two flat 
house might be adopted, 'Yhile most 
agree that for. old people, and single 
blocks of dwellings are not object­
ionable; but the ambition of a woman 
with a family, is a house with a small 
garden in which the children can 
play, the washing can be dried, and 
in which is a shed for storage of coal 
and other things, for which it is dif­
ficult to find a place inside a small 

• house. 
The wealth of a nation is its peo-

ple. _ At last, if slowly, we are com­
ing to realise that the rettl wealth or 
a naition is its people. 

In the pa.st we set up a God ot 
material wea'lth, and made human 
sacrifice to it, but to-day war ' has 
taught us what it seems we could 
not lea~n from peace, that healthy, 
happy and therefore efficient people 
cannot be born and reared amidst 
those surroundings; though the co·st 
will be great, the cost of producing a 
sickly and degraded peo·ple is greater. 

, 

With co-·operation, thrift and com .. 
mon sense a proper business housing 
·scheme will not only fill an urgent 
ne·ed, but will accelerate demobiliza­
tion and reduce unemployment. If 
a further reason be wanted for a pro .. 
gressive housing policy there is one 
more convincing than all others, it is 
that as a bare measure of justice, 
every man who has given of his best 
in working for his country should be 
regarded as entitled as of right to a 
decent home in pleasant surround­
ings. 

Faced by the great f o·es, dirt, dark, 
and damp, children are predestined to 
an e·arly death . 

I 

If parents have only sl11m houses to 
bring up children, what else can we 
expect but a high percentage of infant 
mortality, what is the use of lecturing 
mothers on the ·science, of motherhood 
if you continue to let them live in a 
hovel. 

It is easy to study statistics and to 
read suc.h words as ''infant mortality'' 
death rate, with.out any real under­
standing, tran.slate the wo·rds "infant 
m·ortality" into the suffering, the 

' death of Mrs. Smith's little Jessie, or 
Mrs. Brown's year old Tommy. Pie-

• ture to .yourself too well fed, clean 
healthy babies that you know, and 
then think of those others in such 
houses as we have pictured to you, 
d·enied enough air, eno,ugh sunshine, 
enough light, sickly, wailing, dwin­
dling away into the ever waiting arm.s 
of death. · No· sch.eme of infant wel;­
fare can be · regarded as in any sense 
·substituting for fundamental reform 
in many of the conditions of home life. 
Give the mothers a decent house 
the children a play room; and not a 
cattle pen. 

It is not only the children who die 
that we must cons.ider, but the child­
ren who live, halt and maimed and 
sickly, the boys and girls who sur­
vive the perils of childhood to grow 

I 
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into unhealthy under-sized miserable 
specimens of humanity. The wealth 
of a Nation is its people. 

Our first aim will be to· remove 
those who live in houses not fit for 
human habitation, to homes of health 
and comfort. 

HON. R. A. SQUIRES, K.C.,-The 
object of this amendment is to enable 
the next Government to call together 
the Legislature about two weeks ear­
lier than it wo,uld otherwise be able 
to do. The present election law pro­
vide.s that a certain period of time 

• 
shall elapse after the next election be-
fore the ne·w Legislature is called. 
This amendment reduces that time by 
two weeks. The Hon. Mr. Grieve on 
behalf of the Go·vernment pointed out 
that the reason why a spring election 
was necessary very early in May was 
to enable the election to· be held, the 
Legislature called and the Loan Bill 
passed before the end of June. This 
amendment meets Mr. Grieve',s ob-je1c­
tions and will e·nable the Government 
to have the election two weeks later 
than it would otherwise be able to do 
and .still meet .the house at as early. a 
date as they could possibly have met 
it under their nwn arrangements. 
Tl1.is is a practical step tQwards as­
sisting the Government and His Ex­
cellency the Governor to· give favor­
able consideration to the petition from 
the Citizen's Committee·. All the argu­
ments which can be advanced against 
that petition may be summoned up 

I 

under two heads, first, the nec.essity 
for the new legislature to meet in suf­
ficient tiine to pass the Loan Bill be­
fore the end of June, th.e .se·cond, ·the 
election sho·uld be·, held at the same 
date as in 1909 as the people are then 
home. Very great stress has been laid 
by Mr. Grieve and others, but particu­
larly· by Mr. Grieve, upon the first 
point. He has argued that unles.s the 
election so held be early in May the 
House of Assembly cannot be called 
together in sufficient time to pass the 

Loan B,ill and enable the ·financial ob­
ligations of the Colony to be satisfac­
torily handled before the e·nd of June. 
This amendment meets his objection 
in full and enables the Governm.ent to 
hold the election two weeks later than 
planned by them and still permit the 
opening of the new legislature just as 
early as it could have opened under 
the law which is in force apart from 
this amendment. The ,second point is 
one of importance to the electors to 
the candidates and to the interest of 
the Colony at large. It is absolutely 
impossible in the very few weeks that 
must e1lapse from the closing of this 
session to Polling Day, if it be held 
very early in the month o·f May for the 
candidates offering themselves to the 
various constituencies to make any 
reasonable v,isitation to their consti­
tuencies ·; it will be· quite impossible to 
lay issues before the co·untry and the 
people will not have an O'p·portunity 
of making themselves acquainted 
either with the men, parties or policies 
unless the election be def erred to ·such 
a reasonable date in the month of Ma.y 
as would be in the best interests of the 
Colony, the date b·eing set late enough 
for canvass and visitation of district, 
but not ·so late as to interfere with 
fishery operations. 

HON. MR. ELLIS:-! think there 
is one point with which it would be 
difficult to get the Government to 
comply because it will deprive thous­
ands of th·e rigl1t to vote because be­
ing engaged 'in the fisheries many 
will leave after the 15th ·<?! May for 
the Straits and Labrador. I have it 
from a gentleman well co·nversant 
with the matter who tells m·e that the 
right time for an election in the 
spring is the 1st of May. He well 
understands the co·nditions in the 
bays and asserts that the 8th of May 
is too late and is unsatisfactory to the 

people. I! you wish to give the can­

dida.tes the chance to visit their con-
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'stituents, you can do so better in 
April tha11 in May. The ice along the 
shore then is i11 a condition to permit 
a horse and slide to travel along in 
safety, whereas later on i11 May it is 
difficult for candidates to get to their 
constituents and constituents to come 
to the polls to vote. I believe if tl1e 
matter is put to the vote, as far as 
the members of the Government are 
concerned the motion that the elec­
tion be held the latter part of ·May 
will be defeated by a big vote. I re­
gret that I cannot accede to this,. 
knowing as I do the mind of the Gov­
ernment on the issue. 

HON. MR. MEWS:-We have been 
accustomed lately too hearing various 
denunciations of the Government for 
having dared to interfere with the 
constitution. This is a very serious 
amendment to the Electio11 Law 
which the hon. gentleman holds as 

' 
so sacred. His ame11dment is in my 
mind 0 1nly a move in a game of check­
ers. He says it has nothing to do 
with the date of the election, but the 
leader of the Opposition on the other 
side of the house says that as a re­
sult the date of the election can be 
brought forward two weeks. They 
have no.t evidently been working in 
collusion on the matter; but it also 
sl1ows that tl1e Hon. Mr. Squires is a 
b·lt far-seeing and can see a move . 
ahead. There is nothi11g in the am-
endment, but I submit that there is 
something in the back of Mr. Gibbs' 
head. He is making his point in order 
to advance av argument against Hon. 
Mr. Grieve's argument in co11nection 
with the financial problems of the 
country. If that were all there 
might not be any objection; but from 
my investigation as to the proper 
date on which to hold an election, , ! 
find that May 8th is a suitable date. 
That being so, I do not see any rea­
so11 for amending the Election Act to 
make it feasible to influence the vote 

in this Chamber to set the day of elec­
tion to a date not later than the first 
\Veek in May. The community at 
large l}1 ust be considered. This mat­
ter together with all other matters 
referred to here today have b·een fully 
and pompletely considered by the 
Government; and there is then no 
necessity or justification for . amend­
i11g the election law. 

HON. MR. ANDERSON:-Mr·. Pres­
ident, as I understand it, this am­
endment is in the interest of the Gov­
er·nment, which ever is returned; and 
there ought be . no objection. It al­
lows the Governm.ent to be called to­
gether in a fortnight, which is a 
very good plan, provided any money 
problems develop. I think then that 
tl1e idea of the Hon. l\Ir. Gibbs is a 
good one, one which offers a com­
plete answer to the Hon. Mr. Grieve; . 
and if the Hon. Mr. Gibbs is assisting 
the Government, I am sure every 
member of this House is going to 
help him; and I fail to· see, Mr. Chair­
man, the reason it is not acceptable. 
I can assure my friend, the Leader 
of the Government, that if he'd 
adopted diplomatic tactics this might 
never have occurred. I think, as I 
11ave said, that the suggestion is a 
reasonable one, and the Government 
may w·ell consider it as such. 

HON. MR. ELLIS: - That little 
unpleasantness s·eems to be worrying 
hon. members. I am sorry the hon. 
member was not here when I ex­
plained that the date as fixed was set 
as the m·ost convenient date for the 
people who are to vote. This whole 
matter was considered by Sir Ed­
ward Mor;ris and Sir William Mc­
Gregor in 1909. They g,ot together 
and went into the whole

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ithat the 8th day of May was the most 
reasonable time, and the election in 
that Y·ear was carried out then with 
great success. Mor.e votes in fact 
were p·olled than in November of 
the previous year, and so the Gov­
ernment in considering the matter o:t 
an election this year took all these 
matters into consideration and came 
to the conclusion that May 8th was 
the most suitable time. 

HON. MR. GIBBS:-But this doesn't 
say anything about the election date. 

HON. MR. ELLIS:-I know, not 
directly; but there is something there. 
I hav·e an idea as to what is at the 
back of the hon. member's head. Two 
week·s shorter time after the election 
.might be construed into a two we.eks' 
longer delay before th·e election and 
such a plan is not ~cceptable to the 
Government. That would be playing 
into the Opposition's hands, and that 
is not the intention of the Govern­
menit. 

HON. llR. RYAN :-Mr. Chairman~ 

I think we are just a little mixed up. 
I think what the Hon. Mr. Gibbs is 
doing is trying to facilitate the .Gov­
ernment by giving them a fortnight 
more. This has nothing to do with 
fixing the day for voting. The la'v 
at present requires twenty-five days' 
·notice. Mr. Gibb~' amendment cuts 
that down to 11 days, s·o the Govern­
ment can be called together that much 
earlier to consider those money mat­
ters which I contend ought to be 
taken up now. The Government will 
be well advised if they attend to these 
matters now and not after a general 
election; so failing that, if they want 
to help along the new government, 
they ~ad better accept the amend­
ment proposed by Hon. Mr. Gibbs, for 
there are bound to be n·eW men in 
nearly all the offices. The d~te of 
the election is not bein.g changed 
one day. This will give the new gov ... 
ernment on·e fortnight more in which 

to call the Legislature, if they don't 
wish to touch this legislation now. 
But we have plenty of time during 
the next fortnight, and it should be 
faced right away. 

HON. MR. GRIEVE :-Mr. Chair,­
man, I think the issues are some-.,, 

what mixed. I cannot agree with the 
amendment as proposed and support­
ed by Hons. Messrs. Gibbs and 
Squires. Mr. Squires 1 has referred .to 
the vote I gave on the second read­
ing, but I cannot follow his logic 
when he claims that this amendm·ent 
meets my demands by cutting the 
time necessary from 25 to 11 days. 
I cannot agree with that. He knows 
better than I the difficulty it some­
times is to get a cabinet form·ed; and 

• 

to expect a new government to be 
called together within eleven days of 
the election returns is not reason­
able. To a new government the full 
;period of 25 days is not too . long to 
1formulate its policy and come to the 
House with prepared measures. I 
think, too, that governments do not 
al ways do business on a sound c·om- ' 
mercial basis, and consequently there 
:are always difficulties to be overcome 
and little adjustments which must 
always be made. Again, sir, when 
an amendment like this is offered 
instead of criticism such as was of­
fered a few days ago, one must come 
to the conclusion, to use an old ex­
pre.ssion, that th~re's a nigger in 
the w·ood pile; and there is an old 
saying of an old ki11g, that he alway~ 
feared .the Greeks when they came 
with gifts. But it is quite possible, 
and I hope hon. me1nbers will accept 
this, that these hon. gentlemen have 
something to gai11 by this amend-
ment. 

They certainly are giving the Gov­
ernme11t a strange compliment by 
telling them that they are going to 
be retur·ned again, and that is such is 
the case 11 days will be quite suffi-
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cient; but J. submit that if a new 
body of men are returned, it will take 
more than ten or eleven days to fill 
the different offices and formulate 
their policies. On this ground I think 
that the law as at present is prefer­
able and therefore that the amend­
ment of the Hon. Mr. Gibbs is not a 
good one. 

HON. MR. GIBBS:-Mr. Chairma11, 
• 

I am afraid the hon. gentleman is not 
very happy in his illustrations and 
arguments. He states that the twenty 
five day period is to enable the Gov­
ernment to name its Executive and 
formulate the policy of the Govern­
ment. Now that is hardly the case. 
Twenty-five days referred to in 
the Act is not for the p·urpose of en­
abling the party to form its Govern­
ment. No such thing at all. That 
provision is in the Act in case a re­
count is called for. Unsuccessful 
candidates may call for a recount at 
any time within 21 da.ys, and that is 
the reaso11 this provision had been 
made. If the Hon. gentleman will 
only look b·ack; if he will o·nly bring 
his mind back; he will find that a 
cabinet is usually formed in thre·e or 
four days; . a11d of times in less than · 
twenty-four hours; and the machin­
ery immediately set in motion and 
the arguments therefore that the 
Governme11 t requires that p·eriod to 
enable it to co·mplete its Executive is 
hardly a correct statement Under 
this amendment the Legislature can 
m·eet by· the 24th of May. Suppose 
there was an election on May 8th, 
then allow five days fo·1· the return 
of the Returning Officer to get here. 
Then th·e gazetting of members re­
turned immediately after would al­
low the House to meet on the 24th of 
May; whereas under present law they 
cannot meet until 7th or 9th of June; 
and therefore whatever government 
is returned is given that additional 

time in order that it may meet· tl1e 

House ·earlier. The session may be 
a prolonged one. There may be con­
siderable discussion and debate, and 
the government's majority may not 
be large; and if there be protracted 
debating ; whatever Government 
comes in will require all the time 
between th·e 24th day o·f May and late 
in June to complete n·ecessary ar­
ra11gements for the situation the 
·Government will have to face. Take 
also the situation here today. Take 
the questions of the railway. This is 
perhaps the mo·st serious matter . 
which has co·nfronted the country 
for years. It will require much 
thought, research and investigation. 
All the millions of dollars that have 
be·en spent will require to be safe­
guarded. Then there are the trade 
conditions; and all these questions 
must b·e taken up on behalf of the 
people; and it is therefore of the ut­
most importance that the Governm.ent 
should ineet at as early a date as pos­
sible. In fact I would be willing to 
make it sev·en or even eight days in 
order that the Government might be 
able to get to work as quickly as 
possible. 

HON. MR. ·GO.ODRIDGE: - Mr. 
Chairman, while I am as conserva­
tive as anyone regarding election 
laws, I may say that I feel that this 
amendment is a remarkable one. I 
think it is a complete answer to the 
remarks made by the Hon. Mr. Grieve 
in his early speech; quite in accord 
with it, and his argument that the 
honor of the country should be saved 
by the raising of a loan to meet that 
expiring on June 30th. The necessity 
for provision being made is very 
gr.eat; and I submit that this amend­
ment, meets the situation as it en- / 
ables the Legislature to meet with 
promptness. 

It is our duty to be very careful 
over our legislation; th·e neglect of 
the Government has rendered this 
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legislation necessary. With regard 
to the suggestion of the new Govern­
ment, I would say that there will 
not be a new government until there 
is a meeting of the Legislature; be­
cause these people will not g.et 0 1ut 
until they are obliged to; until they 
are kicked out. Therefore any talk 
ab·out the new Governm.ent need not 
apply. It is our duty to see tha.t our 
legislation is just as good as po·s­
sible; ~o that we can preserve the 
honor of our country if there is any 
eft to be preserved. ' 

HON. MR. McNAMARA:-! may 
say, Mr. President, that I agree with 
the Hon. Mr. Grieve, that the Act 
should stand as it is. Then, again, ·I 
do not recommend tink·ering with the 
Act at all. We have be·en told here 
with much eloquence that it took the 
best brains that existed here thirty 
years ago ito f.ormulate this· Act, and 
it is only now that it is thought ne­
cessary to change it. I think the Hon. 
Mr. Gibbs is, to say the least, a little 

, 
inconsistent, either that or his ideas 
iehange from time to time so that we 
can hardly think that he is sincere. 
I shall vote in favor of the Act as it 

• 

is at present. 

HON. MR. GIBBS :-The Hon. gen­
tleman is certainly not consistent i11 
bis attitude. Now I am not tinker­
ing with the .Act. That was done by 
the Government in making the Voters' 
List of 1917 legal in 1919 contrary to 
law. Now the reason has been ad-
·vanced and the reason is beca.use 25 
days must elaps·e from the date of 
the proclamation in the Gazede . of 
those · returned; and that therefore it 
is absolutely necessary that an elec­
tion be held early as certain matters 
1have to ·be discussed at an early date. 
N·ow, !propose to give the Govern­
ment an opportunity of calling the 
I-louse together two weeks earlier; 
and if the Government is really as 

deeply interested as it appears, and 

' 

if they really are si11cere in their 
motives they cannot but gladly accept 
my suggestion. 

HON. MR. ELLIS :--Mr. Chair1nan, 
I do not think the Government will 
be in any way affected by accepting 
this amendment. The point the Gov­
ernment wished to make is not inter­
fered with by m~king the period 11 
days instead of 25 days. It will give 
the Government some advantage, and 
therefore the Gov·ernment is prepared 
to accept it. 

HON. MR. SQUIRES:- ! would beg 
to move the followin.g section be add­
ed in compliance with the request of 
the petitioners tabled yesterday. 
(Read section). 

This amendment is nothing more 
than asking this · House to approve of 
and adopt that portion of the petition 
submitted i · so far as it relates to 
a Spring election. Personally I sup­
port a Spring election as I announced 
on the second reading of the Bill yes­
terday. This, then, merely carries 
out the li1niting of the time set for 
Nomination. In view of the pro­
tracted nature of this date I shall not 
further d·elay the chair, but merely 
wish t·o move the section. 

HON. MR. HARVEY :-I suggest to 
the hon. member that we had better 
be careful what we are doing. Sure­
lv the ultimate decision as to the 

u 

time fo an election rests with the 
-

Governor, and it is one of the bur-
dens of his office, when to dissolve 
and when to call. I know that he 
acts on the advice of b.ts ministers, 
but we sh·ould not dictate the time. 

HON. MR. SQUIRES:-The argu­
ment advanced by the Hon. g.entle­
man is met fully by the remarks of 
the Hon. gentleman last year on the 
question of the extension of the life . 
of Parlian1ent. This is eactly in line 
with last year's act; of the same 
class and character. In other words 
in this amendment we merely say 

• 
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that polling day. shall not be earlier 
than 16th May, just as last year we 
said there shall not be any election 
in 1918. Last year we ·extended the 
life of Parliament by act; this year 
we extend the time for which nomin­
ati·on is to take place up to the 1~th 
l\Iay. It is a modification of consti­
tutional practice under some very 
strong arguments advanced by the 
Hon. Mr. Harvey; and all arguments 
advanced then are equally coget ar-

"'guments in favour of this. 
HON. MR. HARVEY:-! am not 

sufficiently of legal mind or training 
to question the correctness of the 
hon. gentleman, and I dare say he is 
a,ll right. \ I am prepared to say I 
~hould like to see the Government 
meet the prayer of the •petitioners, 
but I am not prepared to vote an in­
struction to the Governor or the Gov­
ernment to do it. 

HON. MR. GIBBS:-I support the 
amendment proposed by H·on. Mr. 
Squires and I do so because it em­
bodies the request of some thousands . 
of citizens of this country, citizens 
who have rights and want to see these 
r.ights which they enjoy enjoyed b~ 
others as well. Now, there is nbth­
ing to prevent an electi·on· being held 
on May 16th, but there are many 
reasons why it should not be earlier 
than that date, such as the difficulties 
of transportation, and the limited 
time at the disposal of candidates who 
inay seek the suffrages of the people, 
and the limited time the people will 
have in which to learn the issues of 
the campaign. This will enable the 
people to have this additional time . 
'3,nd to intelligently learn and discuss 
·the policies of the different political 
parties seeking their support. Now 
that is the only object the citizens 
have in view. As I have said this 
cannot be said to be a partisan move­
ment, but it has sprung from the 
people themselves, ai1d that is the 

most dangerous movement of all, be­
cause if we witho·ut any right auth­
ority set our faces against a m·ove ... 
ment of that character we cannot tell 
how far the citizens may go to assert 
their rights. This is the prayer of a 
petitio·n from 'l! eputable citizens O·f all 
classes i11 the community askiJ:1g the 
Governor to use 11ls prerogative in 
order that this date may not be set 
for earlier than 16th May. Now there 
is nothing unreasonable ab.out that 

' and I think the request ·ought to· be 
ac·ceded to. If hon. gentlem.en are 
prepared to register their votes 
against a request of that kind I feel 
certain in my own mind we are not 
doing what is right or just. Take the 
question of transportation alon·e. 
Why one w·ould want an aeroplane in 
order to get over the country in the 
time the Government allows. The 
steamers are 11ot here to be hire·d 

' 
and candidates must use their legs in 
order to get over vast stretches of ter­
ritory, and the voter W·Ould be put to 
a great deal of inconvenience in or­
der· to re·cord his vote merely bec'ause 
we sitting here may deside to record 
our vote in favor of the Government 
i11 this thing because we happen to be 
here for the time being. 

HON. MR. MEWS:-The move I 
expected has co·me. First from the 
I ~ader of the Opposition on this side 

v 

of the House, that we should change 
the Election .Act; and the hon. mem­
ber said it had nothing to do with 
the election whatever; he had no in­
tention ·of altering the date of elec­
tion; had no thought of anything of · 
that kind. 

• 
HON. MR. GIBBS: - The ho11. gen-

tleman will excuse me. I made no 
such statement. 

HON. MR. MEWS: - That was my 
\ 

impression. The hon. gentleman on 
the opposite side of the H·ouse now 
moves a date be set not earlier than 
the 16th May and he is very ably 

, 

' 
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seconded by Hon. Mr. Gibbs. If this 
hon. gentleman is consistent he 
should not support this amendment 
for the reason he brought in his mo­
tion, namely, that the incoming Gov­
ernment would not have tim.e to re­
organize their .cabinet. As I under­
stand the amendment it meant that 
ele.ction ·shall not be earlier than May 
26. The Hon. Mr. Gib1bs says this pe­
tition emanates from all parts of the 
co·untry. I 

Hon. MR. GIBBS:-! did not say 
anything of the kind. 

HON. MR. MEWS:-I am very sorr~. 
I thought he did. That being so he 
limits him.self to St. John's, and I sub­
mit that witho·ut fur·ther evide·nce that 
the rest O·f the country is in favor o1 
the amendm.ent we canno·t accept it. 
And I contend many men will be dis­
enfranchi.sed if it is held any later than 
first week in May. Polittcal expe·di­
ency is a ble.ssed wo·rd, and has been 
used on both sides of the house. The 
hon. me.mber on my right has said it 
is simply the good. of the co·untry he 
is labo·r'ing fo·r, but I think that is~ a 
little bit of the political expediency 
he ha.s b·een talking about. I do not 
see the for·ce of the amendment. 

HON. MR. ANDERSON:-Did I un­
derstand my hon. friend who· has just 
sat do·wn to say ''we'' canno·t accept 
this amendment. Doe.s he ,sp.eak on 
behalf o·f the Gove·rnment or for him­
self alo·ne? 

HON. MR. MEWS:-Mysielf. 
HON. MR. ANDERSON:-! wa.s 

wondering beause we apparently have 
a leader on this side, one· on the other 
side, o·ne in the middle, a.nd one at the 
othe·r end. I think we are a little blt 
m.ixed up. There was an old song in 
the Old Country, ''We don't kno·w 
where we are,'' but I know ma.ny of us 
know whith.er we are· tending. The 
amendment introduce·d here is. at the 
request o·f :the citizens of St. John's. 
My hon. friend, Mr. Mew:s,, has said 
that when we have no req1uest fro1m the 

outports we should no·t accept this re­
quest of the citizens o·f St. John's. 

• 

Well, now, I must say that is deplor·-
able. It is just one of thos.e questions 
which are always arising here and in 
the Lower. I .support the amendment 
because I think it reasonable. As I 
po·inted out ye,ste·rday the industries 
of tra"de· and commerce are centered 
here, and should bave a.t least some 
weight with the Government. There 
is no1 member of this Ho1use who wants 
anything from the Government; I 
want nothing fo·r my.self but British 
fair play in the place in which I have 
spent seve·n-eighths of my life. I was 
not put here as an O·rnament, as· a fig­
urehead, a.s a puppet, to jump up and 
sit down at the cra

1
ck of the party 

whip of the leader of the government. 
I will support the government when 
they do what is right and will con­
demn them when they do what I tl1ink 
i.s wrong, and m.y conscience will . 
nevre be at the b1eck and call of the 
leader of any party of any man. And 
if this amendment is not accepted then 
the·re is only one construction that I 
can place on it, and that is the condem­
nation of the citizens of this town. 
No·w, there are many proble·ms facing 
the ·country, and none gr·eater than the 
demobilization of our soldie1rs, but 
nothing has b·een suggested or brought 
forward in that co.nne·ction. What are 
we going to do fo·r them? What has 
Great Britain, ·Canada, Austr·alia, So·uth 
Africa and New Zealand done for 
them? Hon. gentlemen of this~ House 

' , 

·know .what they have done. As I stat-
ed to the Prime Minister in his office 
the o·tP-er day · on behalf of a deputation 

· in re·gard to the housing proble·m he 
needs no orders on these questions for 
11e has j·ust come from the s:eats of the 
best intelligence in the world, the 
.prime mo.vers in pro1blems of the peo­
ple and the· so·ldiers. This ma.tter will 
have to· be dealt with; the people will 
have to be ·faced, and the Government 
has to be prepared to make provisio·n 

' 
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for them. Many of them are still 
bleeding; many lie along the banks of 
the Somme, and their mothers. here are 
looking to the Government for some­
thing, New Zealand voted fifty million 
pounds sterling to1 build homes for the 
widows and · mothers of soldiers. 
Twelve hundred of the brightest jewels 
of this .country have1 b·een .sacrificed 
on the altar of bloody war, and up to 
the present moment not a single prob­
lem has been gra.ppled with ercept that 
of how to get back to power. I have 
no desir·e fo1r power or place or pay, . 
but I here demand in the name of the 
citizens of St. John's justice for them 
though the heavens fall. 

HON. MR. HARVEY:-1 do not want 
to weary the house, but want to see 
where we are in this matter. I am 
figuring out how this ame.ndment will 
work ·out if passed. A proclamation 
would issue for no·mination day not be­
fore May 16, . polling day wo1uld be on 
the 26th. You allow eleven days for 
gazetting members and 5 for getting 
returns and that will bring · us down to 
the 10 June. On that date at the ear­
liest the new members will be gazetted, 
and then to call the Ho·use together 
will take anywhere from four day.s to 
a week, possibly the 15 June. You 
cannot reckon o·n getting your loan 
bill through for perhaps a week, which 
would be the 22 June. Then the Fin­
ance lVIi11ister has to get away to New 
York, and will probably not arrive 
there until the thirtieth, and on that 
date our bo1nds are due. If the Govern­
ment is to be in positio·n o take up 
this lo1an on June 30th, I think honar­
able gentleman must agree tha.t there 
is no time to be lost to avoid any po.s­
sibility of our falling down on the New 
York market. We have heard a great 
deal about the unrest and dissatisfac­
tion which exist in St. John's, and, un­
der ordinary circumstances, the peti­
tion which has been pre:sente'd would 
have my hearty support, but to com­
ply with its demands now wo,uld be 

running things dangerously close and 
I think it would be a very serious mat­
ter to jeopardise the credit of this col­
ony in New York. Arrangements for 
the ta.king up of these bonds should be 
made well in advance so that the Min­
ister of Finance will not have to be 
running at the last minute to finalize 
a matte.r of such grave importance. 

HON. R. A. SQUIRES:-No mo·re 
co11v-incing evidence of the gross in­
capability and mismanagement on the 
part of the Government could be ad­
vanced than that which has just come 
from the Hon. Mr. Harvey. If this 
bill, without the proposed amendment 
were to go through, the Governm.ent 
would be placing themselves in a 
position where they would find it ut­
terly impossible, sl1ould they be re-
turned to po·wer, to pass 
sary legislation in time 
them to meet the financial 

the neces­
to enable 
obligations 

of this Colo·ny in the New York mar­
ket. These, Mr. Chairman, are facts - . 
which cannot be successfully disput-
ed. Let us take it for granted that 
the election be held on the 8th of 
May, and allow five days before the 
returns would be in the office of the 
Colonial Secretary which, I think 
honorable members will admit, is the 
shortest time that we· may reasonably 

I • allow, and we have thirteen days of 
the month gone. To allow then for 
the elapse of the twenty-five for 
which the act, as it now stands, PJO­
vides, before the members can be 
gazetted, it will be seen that thirty­
eight days have been taken up 
" rhich with another five days which 
under the most favorable circum­
stances, it will take to call the House 
together, mak·es in all for·Vy-three 
d·ays. Now with this amend1nent the 
Gove1 .. nment would be in the same 
position by holding the election O·n

May 1st, as · they would be by hold-

ing in 011 the 8th., as the Act now 

stands. My honorable friend, Mr. 

• 
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Harvey, points out that to postpone 
the election to a later date than that 
on which it has been decided to ap­
peal to the country, would be to put 
the Government in a position where . 
they won't be able to get the Finance 
Minister a wa.y in time to take up this 
New York loan but that is id,entic.ally 
what will happen if they pr·oceed as 
they are now doing. Why could the 
Legislature not have been called to­
gether in February or March instead 
of vvaiting till April and then endeav­
our to rush thru the business of the 
session without giving the least con­
sideration to the m,atters of vital im­
portance to the country with which 
it is proposed to d.eal. The G·overn­
m-ent stands indicted for gross in~p­
ability, mismanagement and disre­
gard of the r-ights of · the people. Ad­
mitting, as Hon. Mr. Harvray has 
pointed out, that no time should be 
lost in giving the Government the 
necessary authority for the meeting 
of our financial obligations abroad, 
the amendm,ent proposed by Hon. Mr. 
Gib bis is calculated rather to assist 
towards this end than otherwise and 

, 

·if" it be true, as H·on. Mr. Harvey 
pol.nts . out, that no Government hav­
ing the responsibility for tl1e welfare 

-
of the country's trade resting upon it 
as ours has, should run the risk of 
failing to me,et such obligations as 
that repre,sented by this loan; then 
sir, we must certainly fail to see how 
the Government can be prepared to 
allow ·the P·resent se·ssion to pass over 
without bringing in the necessary 
legislation to enable them to deal 
with the' matter as it should be dealt 
with. Depleted ranks cannot be ad­
vanced as an excuse. If the Legis­
lature as at ·present constituted llad 
the power to extend its own life last 
year, it is strange if it cannot now 
bring in the necessary money bills. 

HON. MR. ELLIS:-I do not agree 
with the opinion expressed by Hon . 

• 

Mr. Squires that if we allowed ~his 

amendment to go thru, .the Govern­
ment would still have sufficie11t time 
to deal with the loan which has to be 
taken up in June. It is necessary 
that all the time possible be obtained 
so as to get the Finance Minister 
away early enough to transact the 

• 

necessary busi11ess in connectio·n 
witl1 the loan and by holdi11g the elec­
tion early in May, the Government 
c·onsider that it would be in the best 
ii1terests of all concerned. We know 
from precedent that the earlier a 
Spring electlon is held the better, and 
by meeting the legislature on the 5th 
or 6th of June the Government woula 
ahve nearly a month in which to 
pass the necessa.ry legislation. I don't 
see what could be gained - by the 
a.mendment proposed by Ho,n. Mr. 
Squires. When the other ame11dment 
was proposed by Hon. Mr. Gibbs it 
struck me that there was some un-, 
derlying motive and that all was not 
straight. I now see that I was not 
altog her mistaken and I must say 
I do not like this deception. 

HON. MR. SQUIRES:-Does the 
hon. gentleman mean to assert. that I 
have practiced deception in intro­
ducing this am,endment? I want him 
to understand that I had not the 
slightest idea that Hon. Mr. Gibbs 
was going to mov'e an a.mendment. 
When this amendment pass,ed, I drew 
up that which I have just propo,sed 
and when the hon. President passed 
behind my chair I showed it to him 
before putting it forward. I resent 
exc·eedingly any charge of deceit, 

, misrepresentation or trickery o·n· my 
part in any word or act and I ask the 
hon. gentleman to withdraw his 
sta.tement. · 

HON. MR. ELLIS:-My statement 
did 11ot apply to the hon. gentleman 
when I supported the first amend­
ment. 

HON. MR. SQUIRES:-! ask you 

. 
' 
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to take back that dirty insinuation. 
I did not expect that ki11d of th-ing 

• 

from you. , 
HON. MR. ELLIS:-! repeat it did 

not apply so much to the hon. gentle­
man as to--

HON. MR. SQUIRES :-I ask you to 
say that it does not apply to me at 
all. 

HO,N. M. P. GIBBS:--uv.Ir .. Chairman 
the h:onorable gentlem.an on my right 
it.as :submitted certain figures in . an 
effort to1 show .that it is in the best 
intere.sts of the .country that an early 
election be held. N·ow sir, if ho,nor­
able gentlemen assume that the 8th 
of May be fixed as polling day, it will / 
be readily rs·een, as Ho·n. Mr. Squires 
has already sho,wn, that there will be 

-only a difference of about three days 
in the time, the ho·use could then 
meet and the time o·n which it C1ould 
meet if this amendm.ent were acce·pt­
ed and the date of the election se.t for 
May 16th. · In the for·mer case they 
could no·t meet the House, taking fo.r 
gr·anted their success at the polls, be­
fore the 3rd of June and with the ac­
ceptance of both amendments the 
House could meet not later than the 
6tl1 oif June so that only three days 
would thereby b·e lo·st. It is plain, 
however, that the government has nu 
intention of mee,ting the wishes o,f the 
peop1le because if it ·had, ,the date of 
the election could easily be set for the 
16th, and sufficient time be allowed 
for the necessary legislatio·n to be got 
through by the 30th of that month .. 
By holding the election o,n the 8th o·f 
May, without ·the amen·dment wh.ich 
has been accepted, cutting do·wn the 
time which the act provides must pass 
.b1efore the memb·ers can be gazetted, 
there will first of all be at least five 
days before the returns are· in which 
will be the 13th, then allowing for the 
25 days be·fore the gazetting of the 

1 

members, the time will be brou.ght up 
to Jun.e 7th. Furthermore when we 
make a reasonable allowance fo,r the. 

• 

' 

delay which may be caused membe,rs 
in getting to St. John's fro.m the out­
ports, on account of po·s·sible railroad 
or othe,r accidents, we may ass11me 
that another five ·days will have 
elapsed before members frolll the ex­
treme portions of the ,country can 
reach here, so that the legislature 
would not open before the· 11th o,r .12th 
of June. Ass11ming also that the,re is 
a ,str·ong o·ppositio·n in the1 H·ouse it 
wo·uld be impossible for the govern­
ment to pass the necessary legislation 
and get the Finance Minister· away b·e­
fore the 30th., with the result tha.t the 
colony would de·fault in her obligations 
and all because the government is not 
alive to its duty. Because 0 1f political 
expediency the colony is faced with a 
situatio,n frought with the mo,st un­
pleasant possibilities, for there was 
nothing whatever to prevent the Leg­
islature be,ing called together in Fe:b­
ruary or March. This, Mr. Chairman, i.s 
a state of affair·s that would in no 
other country be tolerated. 

HON. J. D. RYAN :-I regret . Mr: 
Chairman, that it is nece·ssary for me 
to detain the Hou.se· longer on this 
matter, but I think the government 
ought to p·r·oceed and pass the money 
bills so that the Minister of Fina.nee 
will not be golng to New Yorlc· by and 
by with his h.at in his hand when the 
proper ,time for his presence· th.ere· has 
pas,s1ed. I think the government would 
be well advised if they co·uld see their 
way clear to deal with financial mat­
ters at this sessio·n, and so be in a 

1 

position to acc.ede to the prayer of 
the petition pre:se.nted by the voters 
of St. John's asking for a postpone­
ment' of the election :to a later date 
in May than that on which it is the 
present intention to, hold it. The_ gath­
ering of citizens which pre.sented this 
petition to His Excellency the Gov­
ernor was such as sho·uld. be en.sured 
consideraation fo·r their very reason­
able requ~st. I did not see the pro­
ces·sion which /went to Government 
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House, but I have heard that never 
was a more orderly body of men 
seen on such an occas.ion in this 
city. Nor wer·e they all St. Jol1n's 
people, for from. what I have learnt, 
there was a go-od sprinkling of out­
port m.en amongst them. It was not 
like 'vhat might b-e seen years ago on 
st1ch an occasion, when with a flag 
and a jar of rum the crowd could be 
got to take part in any de1nonstra­
tio·n regardless of what its purpose 
may be, they were orderly and sen­
sible men who vvere determined that 
their wishes on a matter which af­
fected their interest should be heard. 
I did not know, Mr. Chairma.n, that we 
had an opposition on one side or the 
other of the Chaljll ber · but I under­
stood tl1at we were all here in a 
com.mon· cause, to pass legislation for 

' 

the good of the country at large. 
Hon. Mr. Gibbs was a supporter of 
the present Government for some 
years but I thougl1t there was no 
such thing here now as party poli­
tics. However, Mr. Chairman, I 
would stro11gly urge upon the House 
and the country the necessity of hav­
ing the money bills put through as 
speedily as possible so that we will 
not have the Mini.ster of Finance 
forced into having· to ask our New 
Yor·k credito·rs ·for an extension of time 
for a single day. Bes1ides, Mr. Chair­
man, there is no necessity fo.r the Min­
ister of Finance to go to New York at 
all. We have the Bank o·f Montre,al 
here through which the business could 
be done, and part at least of the pro­
posed new loan could be floated at 
home, and I .think, g,ir, that an oppor­
tunity should be given our people to 
subscr.ibe to such a loan not only the 
big man but the small one as well. 

HON MR. HARVEY :-Mr. Chair­
man, so that the Ho-use may not mis-
understand my point, I wish to make 
things clear with regard to my stand. 
011 this matter. I have gone care-

/ 

• 

fully over the remarks of ho11. friend 
Mr. Squires, a11d I see i10 reason to 
depart from my original position. 
Taking the same figures as · I then 
took, and supposing the date of the 
election to be the 8th of May, the 
House W·ould be able to meet on June 
21th and allowing five days to get the 
necessary legislation thru, the Fin­
ance Minister could be in New York 
on the 25th. I quite agree with the 

. hon. gentlema11 that even this would 
be running things rather clo·se, but 
nevertheless it would afford ample 
time for the taking up ,of the matur­
ing note. I should like to have see.'11 
the money bills put tl1ru at this ses­
sion, but I have reason to think that 
legislatio11 of this kind should not be 
considered lightly and that to deal 
with the question of this loan i11 the 
hurried manner which certain ho11or­
able members propose would not be 
at all welcome to the New York mar­
ket. If that is so, it would, I think, 
be t1ndesirab1le to handle this loan on 
the last hurried session of the pres­
ent parliament but we should leave it 
to be dealt with by a new legislature. 
I don't see how the Government can 
pursue any other policy than to hold 
an early election and give the party 
returning to power an opportunity to 
get the proposed legislation througl1 
with as little delay as possible to 
safeguard our financial interests i11 
the foreign markets. 

HON. llIR. WHITEWAY:-I sub­
mit that very important matters have 
arisen since we / bega.n here this aft­
ernoon, and having been so pro­
nounced at the first reading and sec­
ond reading of the Bill, I feel that I 
should like to again say what I have 
stated on a previous occasion. 
as the House is a wa.re, the 
member of this Chamber and 

I am, 
junior 

do. not 
pretend to know very much about 
parliamentary practice, but I take it 
.that the opinions · of members such as · 

• 
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Hons. HarV1ey ,Ryan and other hon. 
gentlem.en I could mention , are 
worthy of ·every consideratio11. The 
finan·cial aspect of this Bill is oi a 
very important character, and al­
though not b1eing prepared to talk 
along these lines, I should like to 
have an opportunity again of en­
larging upon my reasons, and con­
scientious reasons why I strongly ad­
vocate an early spring election. It is 
now past the hour of six-thirty and 
with the courteous permissio·n of the 
House I would ask the committee to

10n mo•tion of Hon. Mr. Ellis, the 
House went into Committee on the 
Election Bill, Hon. J. D. Ryan in the 
chair. 

HON. MR. WHITEW .AY :-Mr. 
Chairman, I owe the House an apol­
ogy for again rising to speak on this 

bill, but 1· think there are certai11 
· phases of the matter which it would 

be well not to· lose sight of, an<th·e 
importance of which should be im­
pressed upon honorable members. It 
is not necessary for me to go into 
the matter at length, but I should 
like, with your consent, to point out 
that up to th·e present we have seen 
no action on the part of any ·Of the 
outport districts. Especially do I de­
sire to point out tha.t Harbor Grace, 
a district with which there is daily 
communication, has offered ab:solu­
tely no opposition to the holding ot 
an election early in May nor as a mat­
ter of fact has there been any indi­
cation that they are w·orrying about 
what time the electio·n will be held. , 
I presume, Mr. · Chairman, that the 
peop·le of all the outports are k·ept 
in touch . with what is going 01~ daily. 
The public news containing lo-cal and

foreign matters of interest to the 
public are daily received from the 
city and consequently th·e outports 
are in a :position to know what is be-· 
ing done but no opposition has been 
shown and no· disapproval expressed 
as to the proposed time on which the 
election is to be held. Is not this 
evidence of the fact that the out­
ports are content to have the election ·

early in May? I think, therefor·e, Mr. 
« Chairman, · that the fixing of 8# date 

is of little o·r no concern. I have no 
desire to delay the time or the HousP 
but if yo·u 'vill permit me I should 
like to refer briefly to the very able 
and comprehensiv·e spee·c·h of Hon . 
Mr. Anderson. The hon. gentleman 
.calls attention .to the fact that the 
bill po·w bef·o1re the; House makes no 
provision for ''women's franchise."

Now, lVIr. Chairman, I hope that at 
the next session the hon. ge11tlema11 

. will see fit to introduce into this 
Legislature a bill dealing with this 
all important matter. 

HON. MR. ANDERSON:-! under-· ,, 
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stand that the hon. leader of the 
Government has a bill of that ki11d 
under co;nsideration. 

HON. MR. WHITEWAY :-T'hank 
you, the reason why I refer to this 
matter is because of the prese11t 
great difficulty facing the working 
classes in this ci y, the women are 
the greatest sufferers from lack of 
proper housing accommodation and 
it is therefore but right that they 
should have a voic·e in the affairs of 
the country so that t~ey may be in a 
position to. demand what they co·n­
sider their rights. I can bear wit­
ness that the conditions in this city 
with regard to h·ousing, as outlined 

· by my hon~ friend, do indeed exist, 
and I think, sir, that it is up to the 
Gov.ernment to come to the assistance 
of the Municipal authorities, not only 
in a financial way but also by giving 
them land where.on to build houses 
a,nd thereby helping to solve the 
greatest difficulty which those who 
would better conditions, have to con­
tend with. I claim, sir, that th·e 
Crown Lands whi·ch we have avail­
a.ble should be placed at the disposal -
of the pe·ople as a whole instead of · 
being given to one deno·mination or 
another as has be·en the practice up 
to the present. Heretofore, if one 
de-nomination got a corner, another 
wanted the same, and if this sort o·f 
thing is allowed to continue there 
will soon be nothing left for the citi­
zens but to go out on the White 
Hills or the S·outh Side Hills and 
build houses for themselve·s. As I 
said in my o·pening remarks, it is un­
nec·essary for m.e to make any 
lengthy reference now to the merits 
of this bill. I am conscientiously 
convinced that the earlier an election 
is held in May the more advantage­
ous it will be for all concerned. It has 
been said that the districts could not 
be canvassed if the election were to 

be held early in May, and Hon. Mr. 

Goodridge went back to the musty 
past to quote experiences sho·wing 
11ow impossib·le it would b1e for can­
didates to get around certain dis­
tricts within the time allow·ed by th·e 
holding of the electio11 within the 
next m·onth. I am prepared to ad­
mit that under the sam.e conditions 
that existed at the time of which the 
hon. gentleman speaks it would in­
deed be a hardship for candidates to 
canvass the whole of a district like 
Green Bay in such a short time and 
in this particular season of the year. 

It must be remembered that during 
the last ten or fifteen years conditions 
have greatly changed and that we 
now have railway extension, steam­
ers and various other facilities which 
we did not then possess, so that there 
is no comparison between now and 
then. To-day you ·can get a well 
equipped motor boat to take you at 
short notice to any part of any bay 
which you wish to visit and there are 
numerous advantages I need not men­
tion that we did not have twenty-five 
years ago. If one is to judge by th·e 
acti·on of the members of the Lower 
House, those on the Opposition as 
well a.s those on the Government side, 
there is little r·eason to dispute the 
advisability of holding the election 
early next month and it is up to the 
candidates themselves whether or not 
they get around their districts. I have 
gone to ,districts in the interests of 
candidates, and from time to time the 
steamer arrived in the district you 
could not get these same candidates 
out of the smoking-room. We want 
good men to handle the affairs of 
this country in the future, Mr. Chair­
man, for those who will take upon 
themselves the responsibility of gov­
ernment will have many weighty 

problems to face, and whoever they 

may be, will go out of office branded 

as the most unpopular that ever held 

' 
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office. But they will have to do their 
duty in the face of all criticism. One 
ot the first steps we want to take is 
to modify the press and do away with 
the personal abuse which has been 
so prevalent amongst th·e newspapers 
of this country. We want good men 
and we have them, not only in this · 
House, but in the Lower House as 
well, and good men are to be found 
in other sections of the community 
whose experience would be invalu .. 
able to the country but they dare not 
enter public life because their private 
affairs and those of their grandfathers 
would be raked up and their very 
birthplac.es, if they happened to be 
humble, w·ould be held up to ridicule, 
and if they were not born with silver 
spoons in their mouths the public 
would be made a war·e of the fa.ct. 
On the other hand if the·y happened to 
be wealthy they wo·uld be equally a sub .. 
ject for abuse. Now I do not mean 
to single out any particular paper, be­
cause I consider them all alike in this 
respect. If you were to put them all _ 
in a bag you could gamble as to which · 
would fall out first. If we want to 

. . 
get good men to take up the problems 
which now confronts, we must see to 
it that they will be immune from per­
sonal attacks which have heretof.ore 
·characterized the conduct of news­
.papers in this city towards their op­
ponents in politics. We have our sol-
diers coming back and their interests 
must above all be protected. They 
are worthy of the very best we can 
give them. They bear the scars of the 
battl·e and broken limbs as an un­
dying evidence of what they h~ve 

d·one for their country and it is ;now 
up to the country to do all in its pow­
er for them in return. 

HON. MR. McNAMARA: - Mr. 
Chairman, I have already expressed 
my opinion on the Election Act be­
fore the chair and see no reason now 
to alter my decision. 

My principal object in addressing 
the House at present is to support 
the remarks of my friend, the Hbn. 
Mr. Anderson on his exhaustive and 
eloquent portrayal of the housing sit­
uation in this city. Hon. Mr. Ander­
son has so fully dealt with the situ­
ation that my remarks will necessar-. 
ily be very brief. 

I would call your . attention to the 
fact that at this mo1ment there· ar·e 2500 
tenements in this city without either 

-
water or sewerage. Averaging these 
tenements at five pers·ons each would 
give us 12,500 persons, or practically 
half our population without these 
prime essentials to comfort and 
cleanliness. I say this state of affairs 
is appalling and should not be allow­
ed to continue any longer. I really 
do not know wh·o is actually respon-

. sible for these . conditions whether it 
is the Government or the City Coun­
cil, but I do say it is a reflection on 
all of us, without exception. _We are 
all a part of the town and we must 
all share in any credit or ·odium that 
may belong to it. I, therefore, think · 
the government should grapple with 
this ·serious problem without delay 

1 

and advance or guarantee a liberal 
loan to the City Council so that the 
deplorable conditions referred to may 
be remedied immediately. There is 
an·other ·matter which calls for public 
attention and that is the prevalent 
excessive high freight rates, which 
are, to a large extent, the cause of 
the present high rate of living. We 
will take the freight on a ton of hay, 
for instance, which is nearly $20.00. 
Why, sir this rate is practicallj 
more than the .first cost of this article. 
Then again, we will take the freight 
on coal which is outrageously high 
and I understand is much more than 
this commodity c·osts at the mines. 

According to a late letter of T. P. 
O'Connor, I notice the Lloyd George 
Government are taking charge of all 
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t ransportation facilities in Great 
Britain, and it ocurred to me that our 
government might be able to do some ... 

I 

thing to remedy the present unbear­
able conditions. Speaking of the 
high freight rateis, Mr. Chairman, re­
minds me of the story told about the 

, Western Canadian farmer sending a 
consignment of sheep to Eastern Can­
ada during the war for sale and when 
the auctioneer sold the sheep discov­
ered that he had not enough m,oney 
to pay the transportation charges. He 
wrote and. called the shipper's atten­
tion to the fact that he was out of 
pocket on acco:unt of the transaction 
and asked the farmer to s·end him 
money to make up his l·oss. The 
farmer replied to his letter and re­
gretted the result of the sale and said 
he had no money but he could send 
him some more sheep. I fear, Mr. 
Chairman, that if anybody had sent 
coal here lately on consignment, he 
would have the same experience as 
th·e Canadian sheep raiser referred 
to. Anyhow Mr. Chairman, I merely 
call the attention of the G·overnment 
to these conditions and hope that the 
Minister of Shipping, Hon. Mr. Cros­
bie, with his well-known ability and 
energy, will look into this freight 
business and see if some relief can­
not be found for a long suffering com­
munity.

- HON." MR. TEMPLEMAN: - Mr. 
Chairman, I have to agree entirely 
with the honorable gentleman who 
has just spoken, on the matter of 
freights and his story of_ the she·ep 
is very much like that of our codfish 
at the present time. The cost of 
freighting a cask of fish to market 
has reached the enormous figure of 
seventy-five dollars a cask, where a 
few years ago it was only from a 
dollar eighty five to two dollars per 
cask. Yet this sort of thing is al­
lowed to go on unquestioned, and no 
word is heard from the Government 

• • 

in explanation of why this is so. This 
is the first time I have hea...d freights 
discussed and I think it is time that 
the matter should be dealt with. We 
were told last year that the Govern­
ment had commandeered · vessels to 
facilitate the transportation of our 
fish to market but what were the true 
facts of the case-? A vessel was 
b·ought, registered in Newfoundland~ 
and loaded for the foreign market and 
the freight rates charged were so high 
that she paid for herself on the first 
trip and she subsequently paid for 
herself two or three times. I con­
tend Mr. Chairman, that this sort of 
thing is pure, downright robbery and 
moreover · it has had the result of ren­
dering our fish pr·ohibitive in the for­
eign markets because it has made 
the price to the consumer many times 
what the article was worth. The 
Governm·ent considered that they had 

I 

done wonders because they got ton-
nage to take our fish away, but it 
seems to me that they have been 
afraid to do the right thing, which 
would have been to ke·ep the freight 
rates down t·o a proper . figure and 
thereby assist the trade of the country 
in the most beneficial manner to all 
concerned, but instead of doing this 
the ship own.ers were allowed to 
make thousands of dollars, while 
those buying the fishing and having 
to export it under the outrage·ous con­
ditions existing had to suffer. On 
the other hand no thought was given 
to the requirements of the markets 
but large cargoes were rushed away 
as in the case where the merchants 
of St. John's and the Government got 
together and sent a cargo of 4 7 ,000 
quintals to Greece, a _market which 
was alr·eady supplied, with the result 
that after months of delay they were 
able to dispose of it to a country 
that could only give them promissory 
notes in payment and told them to 
come back in three or four years and 

• 
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get their money. N1ow, Mr. Chair­
man, this big shipment of fish which 
was sent in one bottom should have 
been sent in ten bottoms if those who 
sent it had been a wake to the best 
interests of the trade of this country 
and the requirements of the markets 

· in which our product is 
N1ow all this was done 

consumed. 
to make 

freight for the steamer in question, 
and incidentally to put money into 
the pockets of the shareholders while 

' there was· nothing at all about the 
people who were ruined, all through 
the wonderful intelligence of the St. 
John's merchants. It is high time 
that people of St. John's realized that 
they do not know it all, · and that St. 
John's is not the whole of Newfound­
land. 

HO,N. MR. ANDERSON :-I cannot 
allow this opportunity to pass with­
out congratulating Hon. · Mr. White­
way for the very excellent speech he 
made today. He struck the . key note 
when he referred as he did to the 
h1ousing condition of · hte people. I 
must say the same as to the effort o·f 
Hon. Mr. McNamara. Wh·en· I came 
into the House I cam.e with the best 
motive and w·as prepared to supp·o·rt 
the Bill. I ob,served today in the Her­
ald an extract of a speech made , by 
Hon. Mr. Bennett. Now no,ne comes 
into this House with purer motives 
to supp.art the Bill in its entirety 

I 

than I did, but when a. section of 

own name and my criticism was fair. 
I was the subject of much criticis;m 
but I was good enough to say that 
if Sir Edward was prepared to carry 
out his promises to the country with­
out increasing taxation I wo·uld back 
him. I may say that the speech I 
made here when I referred to the 
gr.ass imports and exports amou11t­
ing to $35,000,000 was published in 
th·e Herald and other papers. I was 
in London and found the papers in 
the Colonial In~titute. I supported 
the Morris Government because I 
promised to d·o so, and suppo.rted the 
National Government in the bills be­
fore th·e House last year, though I 
did not believe in their policy, but 
for doing so I was subdect to ridicule 
and am now subject to the same. 
Now, I have sh.own to this House that 
it was October 1917 when I had many 
conversations with Sir Edward Mor­
ris, now Lord Morris, and he told me 
that my criticism of his manifesto 
was th·e only O·ne before the country, 
and he did not believe it wrong. If 
Lo·rd Morris has got the title which 
he deserves, he must reme·mber that 
he has re·ceived it as a r·esult of what 
has been done by the boys at the 
front. If my friend, the President of 
this Coun·cil, was honoured by the 
King f.or services rendered in various 
departments of this country, he must 
remember it was at the expense o.f 
many of the boys who went from this 
town. If my friend, Sir Michael P. 
Cashin, has rec·eived honors com,ing 
in the same wa.y, it is because of the 
valuable services he has rendered 
but coming as a result of the work 
of ·our b1oys overseas. Let them all, 
therefore, now unite in bringing con­
ditions to that higher plane for these 
of the b·oys who have returned, re­
membering that .th·ey themselves 
have been elevated for work well 
done. I ho·pe, Mr. Chairman, that 

the press last evening, for reasons 
best kno·wn to itself, made incorrect 
statements I m:ust make the matter 
clearer to the House. In 1908 when 
Sir Edward Morris issued his m.ani­
festo to the pe·o·ple of the country 
with its thirty-nine p·romises I took 
a d·ecided position. I was a support­
er of the Bond Government only a 
few years before coming from the 
Lower House, and criticised the mani­
festo in all its details, but in a 
straightforward manner, with ID)'" there will be no more fus,s here.

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are all as one in this m1a tter. N10-
body ·is going to be antagonistic to 
the Government in their desire to 
carry out this bill. My one wisl1 is 
to impress upon the Leader of the 
Government the desire of all that the 
Government should by Minute of 
Co·uncil at as early a date as possible 
do whatever it is their intention 
to do in connection with the Housing 
Problem. You cannot wait until the 
General Election is over. Conditions 

-
in this town are too serious; it is 
imperative, and I hope that it will be 
attended to and that the Executive 
Council will very shortly make up 
th·eir minds as to what they propose 
to do·. You owe it to the men who 
have brought hon·or upon us and up­
O·n yo·u. to take up this matter- and 
dispose of it in a prompt and efficient 
manner. 

HON. MR. GOODRIDGE : - Mrt 
/ \ 

Chairman, I must congratulate the 
young.est member of the House 011 
his speech. I agree with what he 
says as regards the purity of the 
press. The matter under discussion 
is the am,endment as to the time in 
which an election should b;e held. As 
far as I am concerned I must sup­
port the request of the petitioners, 
that the time be extended to have 
nominati·on day not earlier than May 
18th. I think that a matter of f~ 

more importance than the fixing .,or 
a time for the election is the con­
sideration of our liability to return 
the m 1oney b·or·rowed till the 30th of 
June; and so I hope the Government 

. will give an a.ssurance that they will 
pass immediately a bill authorising 
the Government to- raise five million 
dollars. There can be no more im-
portant duty for the Government and 
Legislature than to preserve the 
credit of the country. I have no 
hesitation in saying that the credit of 

tl1e country is at stake. 

The Governm•ent considers that it 

' 

can call the Legislature together by 
the 6th of June; but can they be sure 
of a unanimous vote in that legisla­
tt1re; and while we may urge and 
hope" that tl1e new members will be 
patriotic enough to pass such a bill; 
by experience has been that such 
patriotism does not exist and cannot 
be relied upon. I can remember 
when experienced politicians refused 
t0· do it even when the cr·edit of the 
Government was at stake. That may 
happen again; but there is a way to 
avoid such risk. We are called upon 
to m•eet on the 30th of June five mil­
lions of dollars. Is tl1ere too much 
time between now and then to make 
those arrangements? Would yo·u, 
were you in private business, delay 
lo·nger and run such a risk? That 
money could be raised in this coun­
try and perhaps with good advantage. 
The main question before the Gov-. ~ 

ernment is not that of an ·election, 
but that of ralsing mo•ney right away. 
That being so, the date of election 

I 

makes very little difference. We have 
heard the long speech from1 Hon. Mr. 
Templeman on the har·dship of 
freight. Now while we do not doubt 
the actions of the Government in this 
conne·ction, we would ne·vertheless 
like to see all the papers in connec­
tion therewith. Let us have full in­
formation right away so as to bring 
this session to a close as quickly as 
possible as it _.proposed. We must 
pass this J?ill n·ow without informa­
tion which we ought to· have before 
going to the country. Possibly every­
thing .is o.k.; but very large sums of 
_money have been made out of ship­
ping, and by m·em bers of the Go·vern­
ment; and while I do not believe the 
Government is to blame for the high 
freights, for I believe it is regulated 
by the p.rinciple -of supply and de-

. -
mand, yet all available information 

should be , furnished. I know of a 

vessel a day or two ago which was · 

" 
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offered five shillings freight for 
Oporto. Later for that same fr·eight 
she was offered twelve shillings. Who 
is to blame. It cannot be the owners. 
I blame those who pay the freight, 
for there is no mistake but that if 
the Governm,ent had been a bit firm 
there should not b·e such high p·rices 
paid today: Th·ere has been no co­
hesion among the shippers; and no 
truth attaches to any statement about 
a merchants combine. There is no 
combine. If there was there would 
be a very different state of a ff airs 
here today. Good prices wo,uld be 
paid for produce and. there would be 
provisions brought into the country. 
Of ,course the great defaulter is the 
fisherman himself and those ·who ne-. 
gotiate b1etween the purchaser and 
the consumer; for instead of uniting 

• 

and going to the market together, 
they have gone individually and lost 
the strength of union. There are 
many other matters more or less in 
this co,nnection to which I might 
draw attention; but a.s we have had 
a good many remarks here today 
which are not germane to the subject 
before the chair, I will not enlarge 
further but will support the amend­
ment in deference . to· the views of 
the large and important gathering in 
the Casino a few nights ago. I en­
tirely disagree with the idea of mis­
reporting this meeting which was 
large and enthusiastict' I am entirely 
in accor·d with my hon. friend, Mr. 
Anderson, in connection with his re­
marks re the publications concerning· 
Mr. Ayre, and I can assure th·e House 
that i:Q. my opinion the author of 
such is ab1solutely un\vorthy of the 
confidence of anybody. 

HO·N. MR. TEMPLEMAN: Mr. 
Chairman; I think the Governm.ent 
should have stepped in and regulated 
these prifl.es. That was a ·very import­
ant matter that they overloo·ked. 
There are many othe1· matters befo-re 

• 

us today, but I will not delay the 
House. We have heard of the hous­
ing question, and all that the Hon. Mr. 
Anderson has said is but too true. 
There are houses here in St. John's 
which cannot 'COm,pare with huts on 
the Lab.rador; and yet we heard of 
the great things which were going to 
happen when the present \Mayor came 
into power. Then we hear of what 
the great British Government has 
done. What has England done for 
us? She has not been with us as she 
should have been during the past 
season. She dumped 180,000 quintals 
of fish on the market and tried to 
ruin us. They say "Who·m. the Lord 
loveth ." Perhaps this is her way 
of showing her love, but we cannot 
appreciate it as they seem to think 
we ought. In connection with this 
matter we have heard it said that the 
outports have not protested against 
fixing this date for an election. Who 
has enquired from the outports ?' Ac-

1 cording to the Hon. Mr. Whiteway, 
Harbor Grace does not even know of 
tne plan. What has happened any­
way? Has the railway stopped run­
ning alto·gether? In this connection 
it is my intention to vote in favor of 
the am·endment as I think the district 
or St. John's has not had its feelings 
respected in the manner in which I 
feel they ought to have been. 

HON. M& PRESIDENT : - Mr. 
Chairman, I do· n,ot wish to delay the 
present sitting but I feel I o.ugl1t to I 

make a few observations. I should 
ljke to emphasize the position taken 
by my friend, the Ho-n. Mr. Good­
ridge, with reference to the danger 
that might arise by postp·oning too 
long the sitting of the new house pro­
posed under this bill ; and I have 1n 
my mind the instance to which he re­
ferred. That was in 1894, when as a 

. result of electio,n petitions brought in 
in that year and the sub.sequent State 
1.,rials as they were termed, the Gov-

ernment of the day resigned antl the 
majority of the Government was en­
trusted with the Government. I am 
not referring to that in any partisan 
spirit because I would say that the 
hon. gentleman and myself were 011 

the same side, he was the Captain 
and I was one of the crew. But the 
experi-ence of the country at that 
time was that the party forming the 
Opposition resisted very str,ongly the 
passing of supply, availed of. every 
legal opportunity which could be 
utilised during the session, with the 
result that it was the 11th of June 

. 

before the revenue bill was accepted, 
and the Government was obliged to 
act and collected their revenue under 
the protection of the guns of a war­
ship ancho·red outside. In those days 
my hon. friend will remember he 
stuck very strongly to principles 
which he maintained should be con­
tinued. I am not here to. apologise 
now for anything said in my news­
paper. I concern not my remarks 
to the business affairs of my friend 
who has been so· strong' in his de­
n unciatio,ns, for if I did he would re­
se·nt it very strongly. I have no in­
tention of referring to these matters 
or to the ho·nor.s to which he has re­
ferred given to gentlemen of this 
country, other than to point out that 
it is hardly proper that such a sub­
ject should be discussed here. Knight­
hoods come from the King. He is the 
fountain head, and the suggestion 
that they have been obtained througl1 
the blood of any of our people I be­
lieve unfair. One gentleman whose 
name has been mentioned, Sir Mich­
ael P. Cashin, Minister of Finance, 
sent two boys to the war. He did a·s 
much as could be expected. Both boys 
saw active service. I am not a mar­
ried man, and had no boy to send. I 
had with me the equivalent of a son 
and he went fro,m my home. He did 
his bit and did it well, winning his 

distinction on the field of battle. My 
hon. friend has· two sons, b·ut I wo·uld 
point out that one has been engaged 
in England, occupying a lucrative po­
sition in the Pay and Record Office 
in London. The other has been com­
fortably ~situated in New York run­
ning a ·cabaret. Now I do not wish 
to reflect in any way on him. I had 

• 
the honor of being with my friend 
in Ne·w York and visite·d this cabaret. 
It was one of the finest places in 
New York, and it was a place con­
ducted with scrupulous care and at­
tenti·on. Possibly in the case of both 
these gentlemen they were physically 
unfit to be o·n the firing line; but I 
submit with all due deference to my· 
hon. friend and without wishing to 
reflect upon him in any way, that it 
comes with poor grace fo,r him to 
make the class ·of ob,servations he 
did abo,ut people who have b,een re­
garded as worthy of honor and to 
suggest that their honors have been 
purchased with the blood . of other 
boys. I might add that I find it ex­
tremely difficult to follow my hon. 
friend, Mr. Anderson; for he is for 
you today and against you the next. 
At one moment he pours ·praise upon 
Y·OU a.nd the next he severely criticiz­
es you; making it very difficult for 
even the closest follower to deter­
mine his exa,ct relative positio·n. 

I 

When he· said with very great em-
phasis that Lord Morris told him in 
New York in 1917 that the only real 
criticism of his manifesto in his first 
election was that which hon. friend 
had produced. Well, of course, we all 
know Lord Morris t·o be one of the 
most confirmed practical jokers this 
country has ever pro1duced. Conse­
quently it is not ,surprising. (Hon. 
Anderson: It was a huge cod, eh, 
Mackinson cod? Hon. President: Huge 
cod, exactly). Consequently I do n·ot 
take my hon. friend very seriously, 
but I must confess I was more strong-

. . 
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ly affected by my hon. friend opposite, 
Hon. Mr. Goodridge said the man 
who used these words about Mr. Ayre 
•as unworthy of the confidence of 
anybody. 

HON. MR. GOODRIDGE :--Hear, 
hear. 

HON. PRESIDENT :-The· remark I 
I 

made about him was this, that when 
Mr. Ayre started to speak some one 
said "You are sore because you did 
not get Mr. Whiteway's seat in the 
Legislative Council.'' 

HON. MR. GIBBS:-Well, no one 
said that. 

HON. PRESIDENT:-Well, I was 

que,stion. My hon. friend, Mr. Good­
ridge, as I said has made that re­
mark. I think on reflectio1n he will 
agree that the re,mark was hardly 
called . for in view of the fact .that as 
I said, he himself, in years, gone by 
made, a much more offensive remark 
to a gentleman sitting on the opp·o,sd.te 
side of the Ho1use from him. Having 
said th.is much to make the position 
clear I will abandon that aspect of the 
the propositio·n as to when this elec­
tion should take place. 

HON. JIR. GIBBS:-Do yo,u think 
it right in your position? 

HON. PRESIDENT:-Never m.ind 
not there. about that--

HON. MR. GIBBS:-Well, you HON. MR. GOODRIDGE:-! said 
knew it was not correct when you 
penned that slander abqut that man. 

HON. PRESIDENT:-Well, never 
mind about penning Standers; but 1 
say I did not know it was not true. 

HON. MR. GIBBS: - Then · you 
sl1ould have found .out whether it was 
or not before doing so. 

HON. PRESIDENT:-Well, i.t is no 
crime. To return to my hon. friend, 
Mr. Goodridge. He said I made such 
offensive remarks. Well, granted it 
is. I want to recall the hon. gentle­
n1an's recollection to an occasion in 
the lower Chamber some thirty Y·ears 
ago when he flung across the floors 
of the House the suggestion to a pres­
ent member of that body that at the 
time he made these remarks he, Mr. 
Goodridge, was feeding that gentle­
man's family. He made these remark~ 
in regard to Mr. Morine. If I offend­
ed with regard to Mr. Ayre I submit 
my off.ence was in no way compar­
able in regard to Mr. Goodridge's 
words to ·Mr. Morine. 

HON. MR. GIBBS:-But Mr. Ayre 
said nothing ·to you. 

_HON. PRESIDENT:-Well, that is 
another matter. As to whether ther'e 
was provocati9n or not does not con­
cern the matter. To get back to the 

-

the man· who wrote those ·articles on 
Mr. Ayre was unworthy ot the confi­
dence of any man. You admit the 
responsibility for that article. I did 
i1ot name yo·u in any way. _The dig­
nity of that chair can11ot be main­
tained. by one who ·e·dits that paper, 
that scurrilous paper, that--

HON. PRESIDENT:-The dignity , 

of that chair ca.n be maintained just 
a.s well by me in that position as the 
dignity of the pr·emiership was main­
tained by the hon. gentleman in 1894 
under the circumstances under which 
11e held that position. To .get back 
to the point where I was interrupted. 
At that time th,e result of the strug­
gle which prevailed wa.s that the, 
credit o,f the Colo11y was very serious 
ly affected abroad. Ten years ago 
we had a political contest which re- · 
sul ted in a dea,dlock. Th·e·re may be 
a deadlock arising- out of this. For 
that reason I think the earli,er the 
ele,ction is held the better · in order 
that the Governor and tho,se in au­
tl1ority may hav,e the longest possible 
time between polling day and the call­
ing together of the Legislature. 

. HON. MR. GOODRIDGE : -Now 
there is no similarity in the po,sition 

• of. my hon. friend ' and myself in this 



t 
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matter. My remarks were s.uch as 
might be repeated anywhere. They 
were made face to face with the man 
whi..,11. yours were not. What I sa.id 
to Mr. Morine was not behind any 
shield, and they were made in r,eply 
to a dastardly attack on me. Did Mr. 
Ayre ever anger you or cause you to 
attack him at all! 

HON. PRESIDENT:-! did not at­
tack him at all. 

HON. MR. GOODRIDGE :-You did. 
Now I am not afraid of my whole 
career in politics being known, from 
the time I .entered therein in the 
seventies up to the present day, and 
I contrast it with any man's as be­
ing straightforward and upright, free 
of stain, gain or reward, and I am 
not afraid of any remarks such as 
you may make a.gainst me any­
wher.e. 

HON. MR. GIBBS:-The hon. gen­
tleman has again urged the argu­
ment that an election should be held 
at an early date to enable the legis­
lature to open. Now as the bill or­
iginally stood bef·ore the amendment 
which I moved, the legislature could 
not open before the seventh day o:t 
June if you held the election on 
May 8th. Then where would there 
be time to meet and grapple with the 
problems we have been talking about 
here the past couple of days? No 
time whatever, and the result would 
be that this c·olony would not be in 
a position to meet its financial obli­
gations. These are facts, and that is 
how the gove·rnment considered this 
·question. Consequently we would 
have the government considering im­
portant financial and industrial leg­
islation on the 12th day of June; 
then the Finance Minister would 
have to leave f·or Canada or the U. S. 
to negotiate that loan, and where 
would there be sufficient time for 
him to finish his work. But when 
the secret history of this thing co111es 

to be written, a:r~.d perhaps it will be 
before long, then people will see that 
there is more behind the scenes than 
they know at present. The matters 
which have been referred to here 
show h·ow vitally necessary it is to 
have a sitting of the legislature to 
deal with matters more important 
than those we are talking about to­
uay; matters effecting the very life 
of the country. We shall have a debt 
of the 30th June of some fifty million 
dollars, b·earing an interest charge of 
approx. $2,500,000, ~nd we shall have 
to find another annual charge of 
$750,000 for soldiers and their de­
pendents. Then we shall have to 
find money to carry on other public 
services, about $7,500,000 at least, and 
what does that mean? Why, the total 
catch of fish averages 1,500,000 qtls. 
a year, and estimating at ten dollars 
a quintal, giving total fish value of 
$15,000,000 it means that ' every sec­
ond quintal of fish caught through­
out this country would have to go 
for carrying on the public servic·es of 
the colony; fifty per cent of the total 
value of the principal . industry of the 
I 

colony. These are questions we have 
to face. Is not that a very seri,ous 
conditions of affairs confronting the 
country? Instead of considering that, 
we are debating whethe·r we shall 
give the government opportunity to 
get a snap ·decision, because they 
have not got the brains to lift it out 

I 

of .the slough of despond. What I 
would like to see is some of the men 
in this chamber who have the neces­
sary brains and ability come into the 

"' 
public life of the country. Never 
mind the slanders of the public pr·ess; 
we have to face that if we are to do 
good for the country of which we 
form a part. These are seri-ous ques-

tions and .the government should pass -

this loan bill now as Hon. Mr. Good­

ridge says; not when the new legis-

• 

t 
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lature meets because they will not 
have tim·e; and I think hon. gentle­
men here who represent larger in­
dustrial interests are capable o:f view­
ing the question from the standpoint 
of what is good for the country, (be­
cause what is good for that is good 
!or the interests they represent,)­
should refuse to pass this bill until 
a loan bill is brought in. We have 
had parellels here of attempts being 
inade in 1894 by politicians refusing 
to do their duty to discharge the fin­
ancial obligations ·of the country, and 
the same may occur again. That may 
be duplicat·ed at the next session of 
the legislature and now is the time 
to prevent it. 

Some of the men who are loud i11 
their desires to see this bill go 
through, are the me11 who were in­
volved in that at that time and who 
sent messages out of this country in 
order to damage the country's inter­
ests. I think it is due to the inter­
ests which hon. gentlemen represent 
in this House, and to the fact that 
they are free to exercise judgn1ent 
a.nd thought uncontrolled by politic­
al influence to insist on the present 
Government passing this loan bill be­
fore this session rises, and the only 
way to do that is to refuse to pass 
this bill until that be do·ne. One 
hon. gentleman referred to the fact 
that fishermen did not leave for the 
Labrador until between the fifteenth 
and . twentieth of ·May. Well, that be­
ing the case there is no reason w11y 
polling day should not be held be­
tween those dates. I think there 
ought to be a spirit of compromise, 
of give and take, about this. The 
citizens of St. John's are in earnest 
about this matter, and we ought to 
meet their views, if not all they ask, 
at least half way. I suggest to the 
Government that nomination day be 
tl1e 9th, a11d Polling Day would then 
come on the 19th, and the fishermen 

could then leave for the Labrador as 
l 1.sual, because that is the earliest 
time they leave, and by that time 
they would have opportunity of learn­
ing intellige11tly of the issues before 
the country. Look at the lack of in­
formation before this Chamber; look 
at the difficulties that are surround-
ing the country at every department 
of its life, and we are without this 
necessary information that we re­
quire in order to apply the remedy. 
Now that is not right, and are we go­
ing to lie supinely on our backs and 
let this sort of thing go on. Many 
of you men are largely i~terested in 
trade and business; the success of 
the Colo,ny is your success, and the 
success of the people is yours, but 
if disa,ster overtakes us we should 
all go down together. Now is the 
time to avert it, and to do that which 
hon. members lo,nger in the w·orld 
than I have been, and who have a 
greater amount of experience in de­
partments of li:fe of which I know 
little, the industrial life of the coun­
try, think it necessary to avert the 
dangers ahead, if the Government 
does not pass this loan bill before 
the close of the session. I would 
therefore suggest to the Leader of 
the Government that he meet the 
wishes o! the citizens in this con­
nection. 

. HON. MR. ANDERSON:-! regret 
exceedingly the absence of the Presi­
dent of this house; I do not know 
whether it was his intention to skulk 
out. The statement he has made here 
this afternoon regarding my two 
sons are as mean, vile, contemptible 
as they are false. He has ref erred 
o my son Hugh as having a lucrative 

position in the Pay and Rec·ord Office 
in London. I am no,t going into fam­
ily history; sufficient is it to say that 
in 1914 his mother was ill, and al­
though expressing a desire to enlist 
here I asked him to see his mother 

• 
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over safely to the Old Country. He 
dJd so, and in- 1915 he cabled he was 
going to enlist in Glasgow. I at once 
replied "Do your duty .to the Empire." 
He cabled that was turned down on 
account of his eyesight. He tried 
Edinburgh and was turned down 
again. He cabled against that he w&s 
going to offer his .services to the Brit­
ish Government as an interpreter, and 
failing that to Lord Northcliffe as a 
corresponden~ He never asked for a 
position in the Pay and Record Office; 
they sought him. The greatest hono1ur 
that could be conferred on this coun­
try was conferred on him, by the Brit­
ish War Office when they gave him a 
pass, as a civilian to go anywhere in 
France o·r Germany. During that 
visit he wrote his experiences, · his 
opinions upon what he saw that was 
in the inte·rests of the Newfoundland 
Regiment, and submitted copie1s to. the 
British government and the Governo1r 
of this Colony. He spent three or four 
nights of this period .in France under 
heavy bombardment, sleep,ing upon 
dead rats and Germ.ans, and went back 
to England again and offered his ser­
vices, and was turned town fo,r the 
third time. And again for the fourth 
time, and then ror the fifth time. Has 
that bo·y no't done his duty? He was 
prepared to do what he could in the 
interests of his King, and he is nearly 
blinded, and it ill becomes the Presi­
dent of this chamber to in any way 
refer to one boy -at least who is a 
credit. Ask the boys of the regiment; 
ask anybody in the community from 
the Governor do1wn; ask Hon. Mr. 
Grieve, who has been in the office over 
and over again what services he ren--dered to the country, and if he had 
taken my advice he would have come 
home 101ng ago, because hi.s ability and 
talents were jealously loo·ked upon 
from here. I regret Mr. Chairman, 
that I have had to make this personal 
reference but in justice to my own son 
I felt I co1uld not permi,t the remarks 

of the Hon. President to go without 
this explanation. I leave it to the 
House to say whether or not he has 
done his duty. 

HON. MR. SQUIRES-If the argu­
ment that it is necessary that this bill 
should be passed to enable the House 
to meet again in time to authorize the 
floating of a new loan by the 30th o,f 
June is a good one, it is difficult to 
understand why the Legislature was 
not called together in February or 
March. Such an arrangement would 
have obviated the necessity of any 
such haste as that which cha.racterizeis 
the present proceedings with regard to 
the measure before us. The amend­
mel\t which I have proposed will not 
delay the meeting of the new legisla­
ture; on the contrary it will,. if any­
thing, facilitate it. With the Act as it 
stands at present the Government will 
find it difficult, no matter how early 
in May the elections is held, to meet 
the Ho·use and pass the necessary leg­
islation for the floating of the pro­
posed loan, and get the Finance Min­
ister away in New York in sufficient 
time to meet the occasion. Under the 
most favorable conditions it could not 
be hoped to get the Ho·use together, if 
the election were held on the 8th of 
May, earlier than the 15th or 20th of 
June, while under this amendme·nt the 
date_ would be but two or three, days 
later. The con·tention of the hon. 
leader of the Government, that by de­
laying the election, we would pe en­
danger,ing the credit of the Co·lony in 
New York is ridiculous in the face of 
this amendment which would mo·re 
than make up for the delay caused by 
making the date of the election a week 
later than that now entertained by the 
Government. The credit of the Colony 
is, for that matter, already endangered 
because of the fact that there is al­
ways the possibility of some unfor­
seen occurre,nce. If, for instance, the 
election resulted in a tie as in the case 
of previous election, how could the 
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matter of this loan be met. To my 
mind, sir, the action of the Govern­
ment in this whole matter is but ano­
ther evidence ot the criminal incapa­
bility of the government and of the 
desire to cover up their 

1 

misdeeds so 
that the facts of their past misman­
agement of the affairs of this Colony 
may not become known. 

The arguments of the honora.ble 
gentlemen against the postponement 
of the election to a date later in May 
do not apply. When this ame11dment 
is taken into consideration, and the 
only arguments which we may con-,, 
sider seriously are those of M,essrs. 
Whiteway and Templeman, who have 
stated that the 26th of May would be 
too late, as most of the people would 
have by that time left for th,e fishery. 
Coming !rom men who have a knowl­
edge of the matter as extensive as 
that of Mesrs. Whiteway and Temple­
man, this argument must, of course, 
have considerable weight with this 
Chamb·e·r. If they feel that the 26th of 
May is too late for an election in the 
best interest of the majority of the 
EJlectorate, then I am willing that an 
earlier date and one more suitable be 
set and I would submit for the con­
sideration of the hon. the Leader of 
the Government three date on either 
of whi'ch it might be found feasible 
to hold the election. . If nomination 
day were to be on the 16th, polling 
day would be the 20th, and if the 12th 
be set for nomination day polling day 
would be on the 22nd, or nominatio1n 
day on the 9th of May would allow 
the election to be held on the 19th. If, 
in the light of what has been said, the 
hon. the Leader of the Government is 

. 
prepared to consider any o,ne of these 
dates I should be happy to see the 
bill go through. 

HON. MR. ELLIS:-As I have al­
ready stated, the Government has set 
i10 date on which to hold the election. 
The only decision with r·egard to the 

matter is that it be held at an early 
date in May. 

HON. MR. HARVEY :-I presume, 
Mr. Chairman, that the question of 
main importance is that of holding 
the election in time to get the Fin­
a11ce Minister away early enough to 
take up these maturing notes, and I 
am convinced that since the Govern­
ment does not think it advisable to 
bring in the money bills this session, 
if the proposed amendment is carri­
ed the Finance Minister, ac,cording to 
my calculation, co,uld not po.ssibly 
reach New York before July 3rd, al­
lowing for the delays pointed out by 
my hon. friend as likely to occur. 
Even in normal times such a matter 
could not be attend,ed to very quick­
ly, and I think under present co1ndi­
tions it would be greatly inadvisable 
to cut the time too fine. I am not 
going to argue as to whether the Gov­
ernment should or should not bring 
in the Lo·an Bill this session, and I 
see no indication that they intend do­
ing so, but if they decide that the 
passing of this amendment would 
make it impossible for the necessary _, 

time to be found to m·eet the Colony's 
o bli.gations abroad, I have no doubt 
they have good reasons f9r this atti­
tude. 

HON. MR. ANDERSON-Mr! Chair­
.man, I fail to see what. the presence 
of the Finance Minister in New York 
has to do with the matter of this note 
at all. If a loan bill is passed to 
meet this note when it matures on 
June 30.th, surely it can be taken up 
in the ordinary manner thr·ough the 
Bank of Montreal, and as to the float­
ing 0 1f the new loan to meet i,t, I don't 
see 1what difference it can make, 
whether the money is raised in New 
York or elsewhere. 

HON. MR. ELLIS-I may say, Mr. 
Chairman, that this question is one 
of very great importance, and the 

, 

government has seen that whatever 
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conclusion might be c·ome to in the 
nlatter, the Minister of Finance will 
not be disappointed in reaching New 
York in ,time. 

HON. MB. SQUIBES-Does the hon. 
gentleman mean to say that all this 
argument has been a joke. 

' 

HON. MR. ELtIS-No, but when the 
Government considered the question 
of holding the election early in May, 
it was with a view to ·eliminating an)' 
possibility of a delay which would 
possibly prevent their· being unable 
to have. the Finance Minister in New 
York by June 30th. 

HON. MR. ANDERSON-I would 
like to ask the hon. leader of the Gov­
ernment if the Minister of Finance is 
going to New York to simply meet 
the maturing note or to float a new 
loan, and if a new loan is to be 
floated is any of it to be offered to 

• 
this country. 

HON. MR. ELLIS-The object of 
the Finance Minister in visiting New 

• 
York is to take up the maturing 
bonds and to raise a further four or 
five million dollars which will mean 
floating nine or ten milli·on dollars 
altogether. 

HON. MR. SQUIRES-Before the 
question is put, did I . understand the 
hon. gentleman to say that the new 
loan would be nine or ten millions? 

HON. MR. ELLIS-That is what it 
is generally supposed it will amount 
to. 

HON. MR. SQUIRES-In other 
words it is the intention to square , 
matters in New York and float a 
further five million dollar loan. 

HON. MR. ELLIS-Hon. Mr. Squires 
know.s that possibly as well as I do. 

HON. MR. GIBBS :-Before the 
preamble of the Bill is .read, .I have 
another amendment to move to it and . 
it is for the purpose of doing a favor 
and not harrassing the Government. 
I do no,t want to get the Govern-

n1ent into difficulties but to help 
• 

them out. Section 109 of the Election 
Act which is already the law of the 
Colony, says that a recount may be 
called for in 21 days, s·o that if sev­
eral requests for a recount are made, 
then the candidates against whom it 
should be asked would not be able eo 
take their seats for 21 days. To ob­
viate that and make it possible for 
them to take their seats concurren.t­
wi th the candidates declared duly 
elected, I propose that the word 'ten' 
be substituted for the words "twenty­
one." That is instead of 21 days be­
ing allowed iil which to demand a 
recount against candidates the p·eriod 
be shortened to 10 days, and if the 
demand be not exercised within 10 
days then no right exists upon the 
part of any person to call for a re­
count. That 'means that the candi­
dates elected may take their seats 
with the minimum of delay. 

On moti·on the amendment was 
adopted. 

The committee rose and reported 
the Bill with some amendments. 

HON. MR. ELLIS-I would respect­
fully ask the consent of the House 
to allow the Bill to be read a third 
tin1e to-day instead of to-morrow and 
at the same time beg to lay ·on the 
table the . information asked for by 
Hon. Mr. Goodridge recently. 

HON. MR. GIBBS:-! most emphat­
ically object 1to this Bill being read 
a third time to-day. There is no nec­
essity for any ru.sh in connection with 
it or a departure from the ·u1sual par-

• 

liamentary procedure and I must ob-
ject .to any other p,rocedure. 

On motio·n of Hon. Mr. Ellis the Bill 
was ordered to be read a thi~d time on 
to-morrow.

Hon. Mr. Pres.ident acquainted the 
House ·that he had received a com­
municatio·n fro1m His Excellency the 
Governor as to the appointment ·Of the 
Commis,sioner.s of 1the Internal Econ­
omy Commission, viz: Hons. the Presi­
dent, Messrs. Bishop, Ellis, Higgin.s, 
Lloyd, ·Crosbie and Coaker. 

Hon. Mr. Gib·b1s gave notice that. he 
would on to-morrow introduce a bill 
to amend the act with respect to Com­
pensation to Workmen for Injuries suf 
fered during the co·urse . o·f their Em­
plo·yment. 

HON. MR. ANDERSON :-I hope 
that the unfortunate accident to the 

· Evening Herald will not prevent th.e 
publishing the debates of the House 
which have been .so important to the 
people o·f the co·untry. The official 0 1r­
gan of the debates of ·the House has 
so far published them promptly, arid 
it would be unfortu1nate if the speec.hes 
o·f the Ho·use should appear, as they 
have so,metime.s done, in the months 
of October and November, s.o that, I 
hope to soon see the paper P·Ublished 
again. 

HON. MR. GIBBS :-'l.,he reports 
which have been tabled her·e in con-
11ection with the Commission of the 
·Rail way show that the matter is a 
very serious · O·ne and that the Gov-, 

ernmen t Engineer has not fa.fled to 
point out the condition of the road 
and the menace it is to the travelling. 
vublic. So far ~s the Government 
Engineer is concerned h·e has appar­
ently done his duty, but ().thers have 
not done it, and if the reports be 
read seriously in the light in which 
they should, then there is grave cause 
for concern. With regard to the re­
ports here it is not necessary to give 
them publicity, because it would not 
be in the inter.est of the Colony that 
they should b,e known, as they are, 
o! such a grave character, pointing 

out i11 the most unmistakable ma1111e1 
the conditio1n of the road and the 
bridges and trestles some time ago; 
not this year; and as well. Since that 
complaint was made sufficient time 
has elapsed for a remedy to be ap­
plied, but it has not. Honorable mem­
bers will remember that I referred to 
the accident vYhich happened in which 
eight people were burned to death by 
the turning over of a car and the ex­
ploding of a lighted lamp in it. Th·e 
investigation which wa.s held into the 
accident commenced in February a11d 
did i1ot end until the following De­
cember. No reflection is made upon 
the gentlemen who occupied the judi­
cial position as Magistrate at the en­
quiry. He had nothing to ~do with the 
character of the enquiry or with the 
bringing of witnesses here. This is 
for the Crown that undertook the en­
quiry b-ut here it went on for months 
and the Magistrate sent in his report 
in December arid it has never b1een 
given to the Legislature or any ID.em-
ber of the public possibly outside or 
one memb·er of the Government, the 
Colonial Secretary or Premier, though 
it, is a report dealing with the hor­
rible death of eight persons. There 
must be ,some ulterior m.otive in wait­
ing all that time, because the Com­
pany was liable for damages to the 
relatives of the people who lost t~eir 
lives but their liability C·eased twelve 
n1ontl1s after the accident. The a.cci­
den t was caused by the explosion or · 
the lamp, the Magistrate condemned 
the use of lamps and said the matter 
should be dealt with immediately, 
but thoug·h the Magistrate fo·und the 
lamps a source of danger and recom­
meJ1ded th·eir discontinuance, nothing 
it.as b1een done, and nothing will be 
done until the public take th·e matter 
in their own hands. The whole thing 

shows a great lack of public interest

On motion of Hon. Mr. Anderson the 

Bill entitled ''An Act of Ejectment of 
Tenants'' was read ~ first time, and 
will be read a second time ,to-morrow. 

Second Reading 9f "Wo,rkmen's Com­
pensation Amendment Bill.'' 

HON. MB. GIBBS:-In moving that 
this Bill be read a second time, I de­
sire to point out. or the informa;tion of 
Hon. members the amendments this 
Bill will make to the Act, should it be 
passed by the House are two in num­
ber. Under the Workmen's Compen­
sation Act passed in 1908, provision is 
made for payment of a certain sum of 
money to workmen who may be injured 
during the course of employment, that 
is employment to which this Act re­
lates The mruximum amount under 
this Act to which ·workmen are en­
titled is $5.00 per week. If a man be 
earnin- $14.0q, 15.-00 or $20.00 per 
week as many laborers or mechanics 
earn here, they are only entitled to 

$5.00 per week, and it is to the credit 
of the majority of employers of labour 
in the city, that; since the outbreak of 
the war, they have not availed them­
selves of the right given them u·nder 
the Act to pay only $5.00 per week. 
They have been paying $10.00 per 
week, and in no instance have they 
availed themselves of the right which 
they possess of pa.ying i>ut $5.00 per 
week. Under the local insurance 
scheme here the majority of employers 
are members of the scheme and they 
have in all cases paid 100 per cent. 
more compensation to disabled workers 
than :this law provided for. It is for 
the purpose of making .the foreign in­
surance pay the same rate as the local 
employers of labour have been pay­
ing f o·r the past three years that the 
amendment to the law is now sought. 
I propose to amend the sectio1ns of the 
act bearing upon the matter so that 
the m~iml1m amount to be paid will 
be $5.00 to incapacitated workmen, 
under 21 instead of $2.50 under the 
present provisions of the Act. This 
will compel the foreign Insurance Com 
panies to pay more than ,they have for 
the past two years. Several cases 
h31ve come ,under my notice where 
workmen have been disabled during· 
the course of their employment, and 
when employers were notified, all ex-
cept one paid $10.00 per week during 
the period of their incapacity, and in 
some cases that payment of $10.00 went 
on for 2, 3 3ind 4 months, according to 
the seriousness of the injury of th~ 
men while they were incapacitated. 
I think the terms of the Amendment 
will appe811 to all in the House, and 
would therefore ask that the Bill be 

I 

read a second time. 

/ 

HON. MR. SQUIRES:-! support the 
Bill on the principle that whereas the .. 

cost of living has gre~ly increased . 
since the Act was first passed, and 

whereas the price of labour has ,so 

materially increased it is only reason-

• 
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able that the provisions. for injured 
workmen contained in the Bill, should 
be proportionally increased. I think it 
will be considered that the local In­
surance Companies with which the 
larger n·umber of employers oif labo·ur 
in St. John's are identified have been 
exceedingly liberal in their treatment 
of employees who received partial dis­
ablement in the course of their em­
ployment. I feel it is only fa ·r .to the 
Companies who have been thus liberal 
to employees that all should be plac.ed 
upon the same basis b1y law. The in­
crease in the amo.unt of wages is the 
price of labour, and this means a large 
incre3$e in the premiums paid :to com­
panies, because the practice is that 
payments are made upon the total of 
the pay sl}.eet of wages paid for the 
day or week, and as the walges have 
increased materially, so, the premiums 
have increased without there being any 
corresponding increase in the risk to 
employers or the Companies with 
which they are insured, and the Com­
panies ~re th.us getting the benefit of 
double or treble the premiums because 
of the increased cost of labour. It is 
impossible to conceive that $5.00 per 
week can be regarded as anything for 
a totally disabled man, who works in 
St. John's, and who has a family to 
provide for. I feel that every Hon. 
member of this Chamber will gladly 
concur in the idea of doubling the 
minimum set forth in the Act. 

IION. MR. HARVEY :-I do not 
want to say anything in opposition to 
the Bill, but I should like to say that 
I do not think the House would wish 
to press the second reading of any 
Bill before it was printed aµid placed 
in the hands of Hon. members, and I 
would therefore s:uggest that the sec­
ond reading be deferred until the Bill 
is printed. 

HON. MR. GIBBS: - ! have no desire 
that further progress be made with 
the Bill until printed copies be placed 
in the hands of Hon. members. On 

motion of Hon. Mr. Gibbs the second 
reading was therefore deferred. 

Second Reading of LegislaAtive Ex­
tension Bill. 

HON. MR. ELLIS:-Mr. President, 
in moving the second eading of this 
Bill which provides fo·r extending the 
life of the present Legislature until 
the 30th September, it is unnecessary 
for me to say very much. You are all 
a ware of the effect of the Bill and 
the reasons which have induced the 
Government to undertake this step are 
mo1re o·r le.ss familiar to you. Under 
the existing . law the life of ;the Legis­
lature would expire on Wednesday next 
the 30th April. This date was fixed 
by this House last year, and the Gov­
ernment at firs:t thought o·f adhering 
to that date and having a Gen ral 
Election in the spring b decided re­
cently that, for various reasons, it 
was perhaps preferable to postpone 

I 

the election until the Autumn, and ask 
for a further extensi.on of the life 0 1f 
the House in the meantime. 

This proposition was accepted with 
un~nimity by the Lower Chamber and 

' 
the Bill which no·w comes before this 
House is very short and simple and 
merely extends the existence 0 1f Par­
liament for 5 months. By fixing the 
date at September 30th, it automatic­
ally follows that an election will be 
held in the Autumn and, it is the in­
tention of the Government that it 
should be h.eld ait the usual time about 
the 1st N.ovember. The effect o·f this, 
and prece·ding measures · is that the 
life of the Parliament first elected in 
Nov~mber, 1913, for a term of four 
years, will - have extended to a period 
o·f six years as a result of war condi­
tions, but, now that hostilities are vir­
tually at an end, and the world is re­
turning to the normal course of 
events,. it is to be hoped that many 
years will elapse before it may become 
necessary to take such steps as were 
rendered imperative by ~the co,nditions 
which prevailed here during the time 

• 
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that hostilities existed in Europe. 
Without further ado, Mr. President, I 
would ask tl1at this Bill be now given 
a second reading. 

HON. MR. GIBBS:-Mr. President, 
before this bill is read a second time 
I desire to make some observations 
with regard to the subject matter 
thereof. The hon. gentlem~n tells us 
that the bill is a very short and simple 
one. I agree with him tl1at it is very 
short; and the simplicity of those that 
framed it is undoubted. He tells us 
that automatically an election will be 
held in the fall. Now we have heard 
tl1at before. No·w what assurance have 
we that an election will take place? 

• 

A few days ago a bill to enable the 
Government to hold 3in election was 
before this House. We were assured 
that it was absolutely necessary in the 
interest of the country that a spring 
election should be held. We we,re told 
that an election at as early a date as 
possible should be held because 'thu 
financial obligations of the country 
had to be met by a certain d3,\te. We 
were further told that the Government 
11ad seriously considered the. bill from 
every standpoint; and viewing it as 
they did fro,m every standpoint, they 
could see no other way of solving the 
problem before the country except by 
a spri11g election. We were .told in 
e.ffect that the object of the bill was · 
the government's desire to conserve 
the public welfare of thee ountry. Th31t 
the welfare of the country and the 
people demanded the passage of the 
bill; and that those opposed to it, in­
ferentially, were doing so not in the 

• 

best inter·est of the country. Some 
hon. gentl1eman no doubt, who actually 
supported the measure ~nd voted for 
it, considered the evidence adduced to 
be a sufficient reason that this bill 
f.l1ould be passed. We were also told 
thrut in order to have a successful 
tlotation of the loan, which this coun­
t ry must place in the market, it wrus 
i1 ncessary to its success that the Gov-

ernment sl1ould secure a mandate from 
the people, so that -whateve,r party 
should be returned could go into the 
market with their hands strengthened, 
because the people had set the seal of 
approval on their actions. The rea­
sons advanced and the arguments 
given appealed no doubt to the com­
mon sense of hon. gentle·men. Certain 
newsp~pers that supported the Gov­
ernment loudly proclaimed the unani­
mous passage of this Bill through the 
Legislature; referred to it as evidence 
of the sincere desire of the Govern ... 
ment to conserve :the welfare of the 
country; and to do their duty no mat­
te1r what inconvenie,nce, risk or 
trouble might b,e involved. 

They were prepared to go to the 
country and prove their patrf.otism 
and love of country by having a gen­
eral election in the interest of the 
country. I ask hon. ge,n,tlemen what 
must now be the thoughts and ideas 
of those who gravely and solemnly 
assured them that the, passage of this 
bill was necess31ry to the country's 
welfare; because if the Government 
was sincere in their motives and the 
objects it outlined in that bill; why 
should there be such a sudden change. 
It came very q:uickly. Whil~ we were 
gravely discussing the provisions of 
this bill; within a few hours, the Gov­
ernment that emphasized the nece1s­
si ty of a general election saw that it 
was not necessary. It came suddenly 
t(> the conclusion that a general elec­
tion was not necessary at rull. Wh~t 

ca.used this sudden transformation in 
1 he thoughts of the powers that be? 
A few h·ours or days before they had 
been loudly proclaiming .the necessity 
of a spring election. The intere,sts 
of the co·untry demanded it. While 
this chamb1er wais seriously discussing 
tl1is bill and considering it, a S'Udden 
transformation took place in the 
councils of the Government. What 
was the reason for that change? Hon. 
gentlemen who gave this bill their 
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support in this cham.ber a.,re entitled 
to know the reasons why the govern­
ment suddenly changed its op1nion. Is 
it that they could not agree in dividing 
the spoils of office? That when it 
came to the division of the ,spoils of 
office, disagreement o~curred, and the 
conn.try' s welfare no lo·nger existed. 
The welfare of party and politiciaµs 
was . paramount to the country's wel­
fare; another case of the country being 
sacrificed on the altar of expediency. 
What a predicament for a Govern­
ment to put its supporters in. Some, 
no doubt, honestly believed in the .s.in­
cerity o·f those who framed. the bill 
and bro:ught it in; but now they see 
before their eyes a result of the insin­
cerity of the motives of the men who 
framed this bill. I ask them now, 
what reliance can they place in th.e 
bill now before the legislature. To 
wh~t dreadful straits is the govern­
ment reduced~ when we .see the result 
of bold dishonesty of :this character; 
because even in the speiech fr·om the 
throne great emphasis was laid on the 
words of His Excellency when he said 
that the obj~ct of this session of the 
legislature was to provide for an elec­
tion at an early date . . The object for 
which this legislature was convened 
was that an electio.n might be held a.t 
an early date. That is according to the 
speech from the throne. And I ask 
hon. gentlemen, in the face of such de­
clarations, what sincerity they · ca11 
place ii1 a government that now comes 
in and asks that the life of the legis­
lature that has already· been extended 
t\vo years, shall be further extended? 
Look at the example that sets to the 
young men of the country; to our 
young men, educated in the schools of 
the country, wl10 have ambitions of 
entering public life, and n.o doubt are 
in1bued with a desire to serve the 
country honourably and faithfully. If 

we permit this kind of thing to go u11-

challenged ,are you not setting an ex-

ample to them that if they want to be 
successful in politics they has to prac­
tice political dishonesty, otherwise they 
cannot succeed. Is that the kind of 
thing yott must hold out to the young 
men of this country. I ask you now 
because you are asked now to set your 
seal of approval upon the dishonest 
actio11s of men who asked us just the 
other day to pass a bill whereby they 
might ·be allowed to hold a general 
election in the spring. When a similar 
bill passed this legislature last year I 
think, in conjunction with others, I op­
posed its adoption, and I did so be­
cause there was no power in this house 
or the legislature to extend its life. I 
see no reason now to change my 
opinion. In fact, instead of my opinion 
being changed, it has been strengthen­
ed. Legislatttres have no rigb.t to pro­
long their existence. If we admit their 
right so to do, we give . this government 
or any other government the power at 
its convenience to extend its life for 
seven or for ten years if necessary in 
defiance of the wishes of the people. 
The history of representative . govern­
ment in every land; the struggle for 
free institutions was one full of tur .. 
moil and trouble; and was not easily 
won. Those who sought to hold con .. 
trol of the public institutions could 
only be beaten after a bitter struggle 
and much turmoil; when that povver 
was wrested from them. An-d when 
that power was wrested the people 
solemnly said that Parliament or Leg­
islature could only exist for a certai.n 
period and when that period elapsed, 
the life of Parliament was to cease. 
If such limitations were not placed on 
the life of the legislature, there would 
be nothing to prevent a corrupt party 
from prolonging its own life as long as 
it is in a position to buy support. And 
it is because of powers that may be 
made use of by politicians that peo­
ple in all countries and lands where 
democratic institutions exist have de-
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cided and laid do\vn the law that 
Parliament shall cease after a certain 
time. Attempts have been made time 
and time again to modify this law, the 
people have always resisted with great 
success any attempts to have their 
rights usurped in the manner proposed 
by this act. Men in every land where 
free i11stitutions exist lool< up to them 
\Vitl1 faith. These institutions never 
intended to give Governments the 
power to continue in office in defiance 
of law; but on the contrary they say 
that they shall be bound by the la\v 
that governs them; . and that they shail 
live up to the letter and the spirit of 
the law. In our system of government 
as in all others, you pla~e in the hands 
of the majority of the chosen repre­
sentatives of the people, the govern­
ment of the country; and you place it 
in their hands for a limited time only. 
You give them the right for a limited 
time only to govern the cottntry; and 
if the period of time were not defined 
or . limited, Government would beco1ne 
ir11possible, because, if you have · it 
fixed that a Government can contintte 
in power in opposition to the law of 
the country, then what safeguards 
have you? What safeguards have you 
where such conditions exist? What 
authority have you to do things for 
which there is absolutely no prece­
dent? It may be said that last year we 
established precedent. I pointed that 
out last year when opposing this 
n1easure; for while \\7e were accom­
modating the government _ we were 
adopting a principle that was wrong; 
and orie which never should have been 
thought of. Forces of discontent are 
rife in this world to-day, and what is 
more impovtant than that fullest re­
spect for . the law should be shown by 
those to whom is entrusted the admin­
istration of the law? If they do not, 
I would ask this· House wherein lies 
our safety in the future? It is a very 
serious matter for those charged with -

the government of the country to dis­
regard the law. 

The people of this country, through 
their chosen representatives, before 
they elected the present assembly, put 
a limitation on · those elected to that 
House, and laid down the law that 
''The House of Assembly shall con­
tinue for a period of four years fro'n 
the date on which they are appointe~ 
to meet and no longer.'' That is a 
sttmmary of the law as it has been on 
the Statute Book for years and years. 
It is there because the people placed 
it there. It is there in order that the 
Government 1nay not have autocratic 
power. It is there so that a Govern­
ment may not extend its own life; and 
I repeat, what right has any_ govern­
rr1ent to disregard the law which go,,­
erns their holding of office? Look at 
the constitution of the present govern­
ment. Thousands of people are not 
represented. Laws are enacted; taxes 
levied; and thousands of people in this 
country rerr1ain unrepresented. They 
have no voice or say in the . levying of 
taxes upon them. How can they with 
any sl1ow of justice continue such a 
condition of affairs .. ? How can you 
justly impose taxes on ·people and 
make laws which effect their rights as 
individuals when thousands of the1n 
are unrepresented anq have no voice 
or say in the enactment of laws or the 
levying of taxes? You have men in 
the Government who have no right to 
be there; who long ago forfeited their 
seats. Why did not these men sur­
render their seats as instructed at the 
last session? You remember there 
were men there who had accepted 
positions of emolument and pay from 
the Crown, and, notwithstanding that, 
held their seats. This act was passed 
for the purpose of preventing the cor­
ruption of the legislature. It is very 
clear in its provisions in this matter. 
You will remember it says "Any mem-

-ber who shall accept office of profit un-
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few days ago asking that we authorize 
a pring election. We have no sooner 
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an absurd one. Some may call it a

ber. The esent Government re 
sents only otte section of the peo 
Why some of the members are 
vants of Corp.orations that are see.lll< ....... 
to dominate the country ; men 
since taking their ·places there ha 
furthered the financial interests 
their corporation at the expense 
other parts of the country; and the•-.·: . 
men are not free to discuss legislatio 
f r;0m the standpoint of what is go9 
for the country. They are not f 
servants of the country. They are pa 
agent of the Corporation. And no 
alone are they paid agents of a cor­
poration, but they are oath bound re­
presentatives of tllat corporatio~. Hon . 
gentlemen know that every candidate 
selected by the Fishermen'' Union are 
not selected by them, but by the Presi­
dent of that Union. . By their oatbs 
they are bound to resign their seats 1n 
the legislature if called upon to do so 
by the District Councils that nominated 
them. ·Can you conpeive of a greater 
menace to the public welfare, to the 
rights of the ind\vidual to be a free 
ag~nt than that? Can you conceive 
that legislation will be considered by 
them for the good of the people as a 
whole, or for Newtoundland ? We are 
not going to have legislation on public 
matters considered properly 1so long as 
the country and we are. prepared to 
continue in office men who by their 
oaths are not bound to ·serve their 
country and their king above all else . 
That oath i not alone improper; 1t is 
illegal; because the oath he take as a 

' 
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representative is to serve his country 
properly and fairly, but instead of that 
the oath I have referred to is not to 
serve his country or his king, but the 
district councils that elected him, and 
if he does not serve those district 
councils he must resign, if called upo11 
by them to do so. And I ask hon. gen­
tlemen what greater menace can there 
be to the p·rosperity and welfare of the 
country than a continuance of that. 
Be it said to our discredit that we have 
not sufficient manhood or courage to 
put an end to this kind of thing. What 
is this legislation but an arbitrary use 
of the powers of a legislature. To be­
gin with I deny their power to enact 
any such legislation. Next I call your 
attention to the autocratic use which 
the government is making of its power 
to continue in office, contrary to the 
law of the land. What is a government 
but a trustee for the people of the 
country. They are in the position of 
trustees, and their trust is defined by 
act in some instances, and they have to 
perform that trust in an honest and 
conscientious manner, according to the 

• 

law which governs their actions. If a 
man is appointed trustee by the Courts, 
his duties are defined, and if he neg­
lects those duties or carries them .out 
in an improper manner, he can be re­
lieved of the trusteeship. Apply th~ , 
same reasoning to the government, 
they are there as trustees for the peo­
ple and limitations are placed upon 
them as to how long they shall con-

, tinue as trustees, and when they con­
tinue for a longer period than the la'.v 
allo\vs, then they are there in violation 
of the rights of the people and of tl1e 
law which sent them there. Can you 
conceive of a trustee being appointed 
under a will or deed and acting for his 
own interests entirely? What would 
you think of that man? He would not 
be considered fit for society and if 
guilty of acts of a certain character he 
may be prosecuted. The same mode 

of reasoning can be applied to the gov­
ernment. The law says they shall be 
there for four years, and notwithstand­
ing that they continue to act and ex­
tend their powers. Are they any bet­
ter than the individual trustee who dis­
regards his powers and sets at naught 
the will of the person who made him a 
trustee. There is no difference \Vhat­
ever. One is . as bad as the other, and 
\Ve should not place our seal of ap­
proval upon a trusteeship of men who 
long ago forfeited their right to act as 
trustees. If hon. ·gentlemen want to 
be secure in the enjoyment of rights 
which they possess, the right of liberty 
to hold and possess, without being con­
trolled by others except in so far as 
the general law of the land may con­
trol it, the property which they have 
acquired by their brains and ability and 
skill, then they should not establish 
precedents of this kind. The average 
man who has any of this world's goods 
holds them · subject to the law of the 
land. He cannot hold them other­
wise. A grant of land is subject to -
certain conditions; a 11ouse rented from 
another has conditions placed upon 
such renting; otherwise contracted ob­
ligations could not be entered into ex­
cept the law of the land laid down the 
manner in whicl1 contracts may be en­
tered into. The law of the land has 
laid do\\-~n .that governments shall cease 
to exist for a longer period than four 
years . Disregard that and the day may 
come when perhaps the forces of dis­
content may turn and say that the gov­
ernment disregarded its contractual ob­
ligations to society, to the public, and 
we are going to disregard our con .. 
tractual obligations to society also be­
cause you have established the prece­
dent; you in whose hands rested the 
power to see that contractual obliga­
tions are properly fulfilled failed to do 
so when you had the opportunity and 
you cannot ask us to do differently. 
Let us ask ourselves the question "in 
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all countries where gover~ment exists, 
from what source is the power de­
rived? From the people , and in order 
that the ·government may get the right 
to continue in office they have to go to 
the people. The people made the la\v, 
they are the source of authority; and in 
·order that the law may be abrogated 
or amended or altered or extended in . 
any shape or form it is those in '\Vhom 
the authority rests who should do . it, 
and not the government of the coun-

• 

try. As I pointed out this go,rernment 
is not the governn1ent of the country; 
it was never elected as such. Argu­
ments were advanced last session that 
this government should be permitted to 
continue mecause of the exigencies of 
the war, but we look at other parts of 
the empire an_d compare our insigni­
ficance in point of wealth, territory ~)r_ 

population, and they did not think the 
seriousnes,s of the war such as to pre­
vent the rights of the people being ex-
. ercised; they did not conscript their 
sons in some cases without consulting 
the wishes of the people. In Australia, 
Canada and other places they have had 
bye elections going on, yet we coulti 
not carry on an election here. I do not 
wish to prolong this debate, but I de­
sire to place myself on record as op­
posed to the principles of this bill, be­
cause if we discredit principles, what 
is going to become of the country, ·of 
la\v and order. Men may die but pri11-
ciples live for ~ver, and here we are 
asked to disregard a principle which is 

' 
as old almost as the Magna Cart::1. 
True during the career of r_epresenta­
tive government attempts have been 
made to extend life of the government, 
but t.hey have always been restricted, 
and people would be justified in 're­
stricting that by violence if necessary 
because the go,rernment has no right 
under the ~ constitution · to extend its 
life. If we are going to permit the 
government to extend its Ii f e beyon<..i 
the tin1e allo\ved by law, then I submit 

• 

• 

there is nothing to prevent the various 
branches of the government coming to­
gether and saying . that representative 
government ' sl1all cease to exist; if they· 
have the right to extend, they have the 
right to do that; one ia as bad as the 

• 

other. All rights are subject to cer-
t aim qual~fications. There is a great 
English authority upon the question of 
interference \Vith the rights of legis­
lation, Lord Brougham. Every hon. 
gentleman has read with interest and 
pride this distinguished man's career, 
v.rho was an advocate of the rights of 
man. Now we have the legislature de­
void of its proper representation, not­
\\rithstanding that the law expressly 
says that upon a vacancy occurr}ng, 
the Governor shall issue his · writ for 
an election. Notwithstanding that the 
farce still goes on, and will go on . un­
less hon. gentlemen assert their rights 
or the people will take the law into 
their own hands and do what we fail to 
do or are afraid to do. Professor 
Dicey 'whose name is . familiar to hon. 
gentlemen because of the many valu­
able and authentic works is another au­
thority. There can be no question of 
the ·statement of a man like Prof. 
Dicey. He is a recognized authority, 
and is followed by courts of law in 

• 

matters of the kind, and he points out 
as I have been doing this evening that 
the governn1ent has no right to con­
ti11ue in office for a longer period than 
that which the law allov1s. I feel I am 
only perf arming my duty as a member 
of this house to citizens of this coun­
try in voicing my protest against the 
enactmen of a measure which is con­
trary to the ·1aw and the spirit of free 
institutions. 

HON. MR. :MEWS :-I took the 
liberty of tal<ing down two sentences of 
the hon. member who has just sat 

' ' 
down: ''A legislature cann·ot extend its 
life," and ''An extension is wrong in 
principle." Coming from a man of 
such mature judgment as the hon. gen-

• 
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tleman we take these statements as be­
ing sincere, but I submit the effect of 
bis speech is considerably limited by 
the fact that the hon. gentleman was a · 
member of this Council which in 1917 
extended the life of parliament. Fur­
ther he was a member of the e}\ecutive 
government of the day which brought 
in this measure. Under these circum­
stances it is hardly likely we can take 
his protestations as coming from one 
who is very sincere. 

Said bill was then read a second 
tin1e, and ordered to be committee on 
to-morrow. 

I-Ion. Mr .Gibbs gave notive of ques­
tion . 

On motion of Hon. Mr. Ellis, the 
11ouse· the nadj ourned until to-morrow 
at f ottr o'clock.

The house met pursuant to adjourn­
ment. 

011 motion second reading of Eject­
n1ent of Tenants Bill and third read­
ing of Election Bill were def erred. 

On motion of Hon. Mr. Gibbs, Act 
to amerid Workmen's Compensation 
Act was read a second time, and or­
dered to be committed on to-morrow. 

On motion of Hon. Mr. Ellis, house 
\vent into committee on the Legislature 
Extension Bjll, Hon. Mr. Anderson in 
the chair. 

HON. JIR. GIBBS:-! would lik·e to 
draw the attention of hon. members to 
the simplicity of this bill as is pointed 
out by the leader of the government, 
and while it appears so simple, there 
is nevertheless this contingency that 
1nay arise, and that is that the section 
we have just passed says the assembly 
shall be extended until the 30 Septem­
ber next, but there is no guarantee that 
a general election will be held in the 
fall. There is nothing to prevent the 
government, altho' the legislature may 
be dissolved in September, frorp con­
tinuing in office until May of next year, 

and bring abou~ a spring election this 
time twelve months. While the Legis­
lature is dissolved the Government ex­
ists. It always exists, and I am going 
to suggest to the House that a further 
section be added to this bill called sec­
tion 2-''A General Election of mem­
bers to the House of Assembly shall 
be holden not later than· the 10th day 
of November, 1919.'' Now that makes 
it imperative that an election shall be 
·held not later than Nov. 10th next, and 
the Government could not continue in 
office and have a spring election be­
cause if we are to accept tl1e theory 
that the Governor must be advised bl' 
responsible representatives, If they 
his ministers advise him that a spring 
election is in the interest of the coun­
try, then according to the theory which 
has been prof ounded, he could be 
bound to accept the adv~ce because 
they are his ministers, and the ref ore 
he would be bound according to con­
stitutional practice to accept the re­
quest of his ministers. Now this 
amendme11t which I am going to move, 
and which I trust will meet the views 
of hon. members, puts it out of the 
power of the government to tender any 
such advice to the Governor, because 
there will be an Act of the Legislature 
which says that an election shall be 

held not later than 10th of November 
this year. Personally I do not see 
what reasonable objection there can be 
to this amendment, and I trust hon. 
mernbers will view it fron1 the stand­
point that an election is necessary, ~nd 
that as an election is necessary, it 
should be held at the proper time. No\v 
the proper time is not later than Nov. 
10th, 1919. As I have said personally 
I can see no possible objection to it 
wher1 the last Extension Bill was be~ 
fore the House. It was understood,­
while no assurance or guarantee had 
been given, that there would be an 
election in the fall of last year. That 
was the intention hon. members had . 

• 
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That the mere inserting of the words 
that the legislature should be extend­
ed to the 30th day of April meant a 
spring election is a false conclusion . . 
As I have said it was understood that 
there would be an election in the fall 
of 1918. Now the Government has 
continued in office until the 30th of 
April. Now there is nothing to keep 
them f ro1n continuing until a . spring 
election may be called for this time 
next year, and I trust that the reason-

• 

ableness of this · amendment \vill ap-
peal to the good reason of hon. gentle­
men. 

HON. MR. ELLIS:-Mr. Chairman, 
I may say that it is the Government's 
intention to have an election this fall 
at the usual time. Consequently I 
have no objection to the amendment. 

The amendment passed. 
On motion of Hon. Mr. Ellis, and 

with the unanimous consent of the 
House this Bill was read a third time, 
ordered to pass and be sent to the 
House of Assembly asking their con­
currence in the amendments made. 

HON. MR. ELLIS :-Mr. President, 
I move that .this House adjourn till 
Friday next. 

HON. MR. A.NDERSON:-Mr. Pre1si­
dent, before this House adjourns, I 
would like to say a few words in reply 
to my friend Hon. Mr. Ellis regarding 
the Tenants Bill. Honourable mem­
bers wi11 remember that on yesterday 
he said he had carefully considered 
this matter, and that a solution had 
yet to be found. He said too that my 
plan did not meet the matter. Now as 
he said so we all say, what we want to 
kno\v is "How to solve this problem." 
My hon. friend has had 17 years ex­
perience on the Council. Now I have 
had six, and apparently those six have 
been as profitably spent as ·his 17. 
No\v what has he done? Three-quar­
ters of a million have been spent on 
water and sewerage. Buried beneath 
the streets as a receptacle ·for "rats. ' ' 

That does not solve the problem. But 
we, the citizens of this town, are pre­
pared to solve this problem with the 
co-operation of the Government. It 
has been intimated through the press 
that they are looking for a loan of $6,-
000,000, and that $5,000,000 is to pick 
up maturing notes, and that one mil· 
lion is to be applied to local and other 
utilities. Now what do we find? We 
find obligations entered into for nearly 
half a million dollars. I am not ob­
jecting to this, but it shows what 
money is available. They are going to 
spend $250,000 on the Lunatic ·Asylum 
wing; $50,000 on a wing for the Fever 
Hospital; $50,000 on an addition to the. 
Court House; and a further $50,000 
on the Empire· Building. In addition 
to that they are going to improve Bow­
cock's Sanatorium to the extent of 
$50,000 more. Now that is an expen­
diture of $450,000, and not one single 
cent for the improvement of housing 
in this community. This loan of $6,-
000,000 is to be placed on ~he market 
at 5 ;~ o/o . If my hon. friend up to the 
present moment does not quite under­
stand the position we · are placed in, 
we may tell him that we have pro­
visions for 6000 members at $100 and 
5500 at $200 per year, making a total 
of $2,000,000 of which half a million 
it is proposed to off er the Government. 
Now having gone f~lly into this ques­
tion, after his 17 years experience, he 
has yet to see a solution~ I can only 
repeat for his benefit that the Do­
minion Co-operatio11 Building Associa­
tion Ltd. is prepared to erect 600 
houses for working men at 6% upon 
their construction cost. They are of­
fering 5% on the debentures of the 
country. We are giving half .a per 
cent higher! Now I am sure the pub­
lic of this to\vn should receive some 
consideration f rorn a humane govern­
ment in trying to better themselves. 
The bill we hope to have ready on 
Friday "''ill be the means to some ex· 
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tent of relieving distress that is daily 
occurring in this town. I have heard 
of some conditions this morning, and 
if my hon. friend will ref er to Presi­
dent McGrath of the L.S.P.U. or Mr. 
Jon as Barter of the T .P. U. he can 
verify them. No\v I want nothing 
from the government for myself; I 
have asked for nothing, but I am mak­
ing these appeals on behalf of thou­
sands of people in this town, and this 
is the only way. I do not know what 

- they intend doing, I have never heard 
them discuss it, with the exception of 
one member, and apparently the best 
thing they can do is what will best in­
terest themselves personally. I want 

' nothing from the government; I have 
never yet received a hearing from 
them except as a member of a de­
putation. Still if they would only put 
their heads together in a practical busi­
ness way they could solve this matter 
in ten minutes. Yet here we have a 
balance of nearly five million dollars 
and up to the present not the slightest 
appropriation of the sum has been 
made for this purpose. Do something 
for tl1e workingman; for the soldier. 
I was told of a case to-day by Mr. 
Jonas Barter, a gentleman everyobdy 
knows in this community, who was 
asked the other night if he would for 
seven dollars a load tal<e the furniture 
of a woman and her daughter that was 
found on the street to the South Side 
Hills for storage. The father and son 
\Vere both away from home, the furni­
ture was bundled out on the street and 
the wife of the young man who is a re­
turned soldier who married in the Old 
Country, who fought for you and me 
and was prepared to sacrifice his blood 
on the battlefield, is bundled out on 
the street and Jon as Barter asked for 
God's sake to come at twelve o'clock 
in the night and cart it away. That is 
not overdrawn; these things are going 
on day after day, and the government 
sho11ld do something now to help the 

people of this town. Do not think it is 
any pleasure to me to come here day 
after day pleading for this, but it is 
evident the government do not care 
what happens the people of this town. 
I do not know if my hon. friend the 
leader of the government echoes the 
voices of his colleagues in the govern­
ment o'r not, or whether he has given 
this matter serious thought, but if he 
had, many people here would be better 
off to-day. I hope so1nething will be 
done and quickly; I am not talking day 
after day for any personal feeling in 
this matter. If the government has any 
better scheme I will give them all the 
credit due but for goodness sake do 
something, but so far as I am concern­
ed, while I have breath within me, until 
such time as the government do some­
thing, I shall neve·r f ref rain from 
press,ing this matter which is so vitally 
important to the people of this town. 

HON. MR. POWER:-I must · take 
exception to the hon. gentleman's re­
marks about the sewers of the city, 
that they are holes for rats, as I hap­
pened to be a member of the City 
Council at the time the work was done, 
and a very important piece of work it 
\vas. The main sewer goes through 
the city and flows out near Chain Rock 
and the work \Vas a splendid piece of 
work and as fine as ever done, and yet 
you turn around and say it is. only a 
place for rats. 

HON. MR. ANDERSON:-What I 
did say was ''why have we money 

' 

buried under the ground which is only 
a place for rat~.'' Of course it is 
essential in every way, but I want the 
people to get the benefit of it. 

HON. )fR. HARVEY :-I am a great 
admirer of my hon. friend opposite, 
ancl a great sympathizer in the work 
he has now especially identified him­
self with, as well as with his other 
works, but we have spent an enormous 
amount o! time this session listening 
to this qttestion, and it is very indefinite 

' I .

I 
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as far as we know and this house 
knows. We are told we are going to 
hear a great deal more about it. · That 
the conditions of the hoµsing in this 
to·'\vn are bad everyone knows, and the 
problem is a serious one. We have 
had many cases and they can be 
quoted ad nauseam _as long as we sit 
here; it has been the subject of 
thought not alone for the past year or 
t\\ro, but for the past ft fty, but it has 
been pushed on public attention now 
perhaps more vigorously than ever. In 
the days of the A.P.C., when the visit­
ing nurses were put on this town and 
lcept doing loyal and hard work among 
the poor, we never made a report fron1 
the A.P.C. that the condition of the 
housing and conditions of child wel­
fare or unwelfare were not dealt with, 
and I do not think it necessary to con­
tinue to put it fo this House that con­
ditions are bad. We know that; kno\v 
that it is a disgrace to the town. I 
only rise to say hat I hope it will be 
recognized by those pressing that mat­
ter that the housing is bad and we 
ought to rectify it. One trouble I have 
is in understanding clearly what is to 

, 

be done to rectify it. I know the hon. 
gentleman has a plan, but that plan has 
never been clearly explained here. I 

• 
do · not know what the plan is. I do 
not see how houses can be rented at 

_six per cent. No one "is more anxious 
than I am to see the large number of 
people in this town properly housed. I 
do .. not believe it is a matter that . can 
be dealt with on a charity basis; I do 
not believe the country wo11ld stand 
for the government providing a certain 
number of people with free hottses. I 
do not think the fishing classes, our 
principle branch of industry would per­
mit any government giving a free loan. 
I understand that is the plan the hon. 
gentleman proposes. .I hope Hon. Mr. 
Anderson, with whom I am in hearty 
syrr1pathy, will before dealing with any 
other matter in connection with this if 

he wan~s to push it further will bring 
in a clear statement when he ne~t ad­
dresses us on this subject. 

HON. MR. BISHOP:-! am. su1e we 
all greatly admire the vim and en­
'thusiasm · which our hon. friend op­
posite puts into this matter, and while 
he \Vas speaking I had supposed that 
his plan to which he had ref erred had 
been made known during my absence 
from the colony, but from the remarks 
of the Hon. Mr. Harvey I should judge 
that is not. 

HON. MR. ANDERSON:-Pardo·n 
me. 'A'ly hon. friend Mr. Harvey is one 
of the parties to whom I showed the 
prospectus, and gave a copy, and was 
one of those who promised his support. 
The 1natter has been put before · the 
government; they have had a copy of 
it for I1early a year, and the matter has 
been ventilated in the press for months. 

HON. MR. BISHOP:-It is evi.dent, 
however, that Hon. Mr. Harvey does 
not understand this plan or scheme 
even if he has some krto\vledge of it. 
The Co-operative Building Soc\ety re­
f erred to by Hon. 1\1r. Anderson, if I 
heard him aright, is prepared to spend 
a httndred lhousand dollars a year for 
ten years in the building of houses 
and upon that capital they look for 
only six per cent. 

HON. MR. ANDERS·ON:-1\lo, noth­
ing at all. 

HON. MB. BISHOP:-~11 i do not 
understand what his reference to six 
per cent can mean. I understand that 
it may not be very difficult for . a large 
corporation being formed, if they are 
loo!<:ing to the government to guaran-

. tee the interest upon their capital but 
it is not at present clear to me. ln 
fact it is extren1ely foggy as to wh:1t 
it is that is expected from the govern­
ment by my hon. friend, and I think 
with Hon. Mr. Harvey that it is desir­
able to make clear to the house what it 
is this company or any other desire of 
the government to bring about better 

; 
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housing con9itions in this city. Now 
we have had several cases cited of 
great hardship and distress, but up to 
the present I am not prepared to admit 
that ·the landlords of St.. John's are 
more heartless than in other countries, 
and if many families have been put on 
the street surely there must be some 
strong reason \vhy the landlords 
should so act. Is it suggested that a 
landlord owning houses is compelled to 
allow tenants to remain on his property 
who do not pay any rent? Even if 
houses are sold we cannot deprive the 
landlord of his rights. I think we are 
wasting time in talking in generalties 
from time to time in sessions of the 
legislature. Every one of us is desir­
ous of doing what we can for the bet­
terment of conditions; then let us 
ha-ve so1nething that we can under­
stand. . 

HON. MR. HARVEY :-I am not re­
spon$ible for the prospectus; I may 
11ave glanced over it once or twice and 
I have naturally been sympathetic and 
ai1xious to help 1ny hon. friend, but 
have given no study to the matter at 
all. But I hope he will make his plan 
clear because I am sure if it is reason­
able and clear to us all we will support 
it. 

HON. MR. GIBBS:-! may say that 
the government has not been asked to 
guarantee any interest, ·but have mere­
ly been asked to assist the move1nent 
just as they assist any enterprise of a 
public character, that is by admitting 
certain materials which cannot be 
manufactured here free of duty, and 
by a grant of a sum of money, not a 
large sum, towards helping the enter­
prise out. Now the policy of all gov­
ernments has been to help out public 
workings and enterprises, and moneys 
have been appropriated for various 

purposes of this kind, and in fact for 

the pttrpose of assisting private enter­

prises also. 

On n1otion of Hon. Mr. Ellis the 
House adjourned. 

FRIDAY, April 25th, 1919. 
The House met pursuant to adjourn­

ment. 
Hon. President read a message from 

the House of Assembly that they had 
passed the amendments of the Council 
to the bill entitled An Act to Extend 
the Term of the Present Legislature 

· \vithout amendment. 
His Excellency the Governor then 

entered the Council Chamber, and the 
members of the Assembly having been 
summoned to attend, was pleased to 
give his assent to the said· Bill. 

His Excellency having retired the 
Order of the Day was begun. 

Second reading of "Tenants" Bill. 
HON. JOHN ANDERSON:-Mr. 

President, I would ask that the second 
reading of this bill (Tenants' Bill) be 
allowed to stand over until the bill is 
printed but in the meantime I would 
talce the opportunity of briefly explain­
ing the measure for the benefit of hon-. 
ot1rable gentlemen in this chamber. 
The object of the bill, as all honourable 
gentlemen ar~ aware, is mai~ly to 
elimi11ate in so far as possible the in­
convenience and distress which are oc­
casioned to tenants by the present 
scarcity of dwelling houses in this city. 
It is also a well known fact that the 
scarcity of houses is being so keenly 
felt that people seeking them are pre­
pared to pay almost any figure rather 
than find the1nselves on the streets 
and because of this ·many landlords 
are taking advantage of the present 
conditions to charge exhorbitant rates 
for their houses and to put rents up to 

·such an outrageous ·figure that tenants 
are forced, if unable to meet the un­
just and I might say unlawful demands 
of these grasping landlords, to get out. 
The first se~tion of the bill provides 
that when the rent of a dwelling house 
to \vhich this act applies · is hereafter 
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during the continuance of this act in .. 
creased, such increase shall notwith­
standing any agreement to the con­
trary not be recoverable by distress, 
action suit or other proceeding at law. 
On any improvements made, however, 
to the dwelling house an increase in 
rent of eight per cent. shall be allowed 
on the amount expended on such re­
pairs, but this increase shall not be re­
coverable until the expiry of one 
montp after the landlord has served a 
notice of his intention to increase the 
rent, which notice must be accom­
panied by a statement of the improve­
ments and their cost. Section 2 of the 
~ct will provide that a person shall not 

·in consideration of the renewal or con­
tinuation of. a tenancy of any dwel~ing 
house to which the act applies, require 
the payment of any sum in addition to 
the rent. The main object of the bill 
is dealt with in section 3 which pro­
vides that so long as a tenant pays his 
rents regularly and otherwise lives up 
to the spirit of the agreement entered 
into. by him with his landlord, no order 
of judgment for his ejectment shall be 
made or entered, except on the ground 
that the tenant shall be . guilty of any 
conduct which may be deemed a 
nuisance or annoyance to neighbouring 
occupiers. Section 5 provides that the 

f 

l- act shall apply only to a house or part 
of a house within the Municipal limits 
of St. John's but as a separate dwel­
ling from year to year or for a less 
period than a year at an annual rental 
not exceeding $200. With respect to 
the ·amount of increase recoverable 
upon any improvements made to a 
dwelling house the act gives a Judge of 

• the Central District Court the power, 
on application of either party, to fix 
the an1ount by which the rent shall be 
increased. It is proposed that this act 
shall continue in force until April 
1920. This, Mr. President, is an out­
line of the bill which I hope shall go 
far to improve the present deplorable 

condition of affairs in this city and to 
which I hope honourable gentlemen in 
this chamber will give their support 
when the bill comes before the House 
for its second reading. 

HON. MR. SQUIRES :~Ho,n. Mr. 
President, the passing of such a , 
measure as this cannot but be a sin-
cere hardship upon owners of houses 
and I think that it would be manifestly 
unfair were we to make · law a bill with 
such scope as this one undoubtedly 
has. There is a case which has come 
to my attention where a soldier recent­
ly returned from France, brougl1t 
home with him his wife. They are now 
boarding and paying twenty-four dol­
lars per week each while the income 
on which they have to depend is sixty 
dollars a month. Now sir, this soldier 
recently purchased a house which is at 
present occupied and if this bill be­
comes law he will be unable to get 
possession of the house which is his 
and will the ref ore be put to incalcul­
able inconvenience and loss. There is 
another case of which I know where a 
man who owns the house in which he 
lives and whose son went overseas, 
found that he had more room than he 
needed during the absence of his boy, 
and he the ref ore decided to let the up­
per portion of his dwelling to a tenant. 
Now, the son has come home, and has 
also brought a wife and the father is 
naturally anxious to obtain possession 
of the rented portion of the house for 
their accommodation. With this act in 
force it would be impossible to get pos­
session and consequently the son 
would -1iterally be driven from his own 

• 

home to seek quartets and it is not al-
together unlikely that he would have 
to leave the country. In view of such 
hardships as these which are but inst­
ances of what would accrue from a bill 
of this kind. I . think, sir, it must be 
apparent that it would be going too far 
to enforce such a measure. · 

HON. MR. JlEWS:-Mr. President,

would it not be a good idea to have a 
commission of say three or five mem­
bers who could enquire into such cases 
as those just mentioned by my hon­
ourable friend, and determine the mer­
its of each before any action, which 
may be a hardship or an injustice to 
either the landlord or tenant, be taken. 
It seems to me sir, that this -would be 
the fairest as well as the most effective 
means of dealing with the matter. I 
merely put this forward, of course, as 
a suggestion. 

HON. JOHN HARVEY:-It a'ppe·ars 
to me that we are dealing somewhat 
hurriedly with a matter which should 
be handled with extreme care. The 
measure before the House now is one 
which affects the rights of a large 
number of persons and I think the bill 
as it has been explained by the hon­
ourable introducer needs some modi­
fication. It would be well to go into 
this matter very carefully before we 
pass a bill of such importance as this. 

Hon. President inf armed the Council 
that he had receJved messages from 
the House of Assembly that they had 
passed the following bills and asked 
the concurrence of the Legislative 
Council therein: An Act to prevent the 
Introduction of Rabies into Newfound-

' land,'' An Act Respecting Documentary 
Evidence and Extra-judicial Oaths,'' 
''An Act respecting the Department of 
Justice,'' ''An Act respecting the Keep­
ing of Dogs,'' and ''An Act ta Authorize 
the Raising of a Sum of Money by 
Loan for Naval, Military and other 
Public Purposes.'' 

These bills were severally read a 
• 

first time and ordered to be read a 
second time on to-morrow. 

On motion of Hon. W. J. Ellis the 
House adjourned till to-morrow at 4 
of the clock· in the afternoon. 

MONDAY, April 28th, 1919. 
The House met at 4 p.m. pursuant 

to adjournment. 

Second · reading of Ejectment of Ten­
ants Bill. 

HON. MR. ANDERSON :-The Bill 
before the House is a copy of that 
which 1. introduced at the last sitting 
and is in no way at all intended to deal 
harshly with anybody. Since we last 
met in this House, no less than three 
gentlemen waited on me, who are very 
largely interested in property in this 
town, of a class that is not worth much 
and they asserted that they had come 
to the conclusion in order to relieve the 
occupants of the property, they have 
made up their minds, that the houses 
are worth nothing and that the tenants 
can occupy them as long as they wish 
to do so, but they reserve the right to 
the land which they will tax at a 
nominal rate. One of the gentlemen 
would pref er that the tenant would 
vacate them at once when he might be 
in a position to get the land to build 
respectable houses thereon. . The Bill 
is a reasonable and fair one and Sec­
tion 1 reads: ''1. Notwithstanding any­
thing in any Act contained from and 
after the passing of this Act and dur­
ing the continuance thereof, no tenant 
shall be ejected by process of law from 
the premises occupied by him as ten­
ant provided always that he has in all 
respects · complied with the terms and 
conditions under which he holds the 
said premises.'' This is a provision 
which is not new to the country. Great 
Britain was compelled to pass such a 
law in 1915 for tl1e duration of the war, 
and afterwards discovered in January 
of the present year, that, in order to 
protect people in their homes, it was 
necessary to readopt the Bill for three 
years longer. There is a similar sec­
tion to Section 1 in this Bill in the 
British Act. It was stated here the 
other day by my hon. friend Mr. 
Squires that there were one or two 
very hard cases which would be met in 
the application of this Bill and such 
might be fairly dealt with by a judicial 

} 
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body, or by a commission as suggested 
by Hon. Mr. Mews. In some com­
munitities or towns like this with a 
population of 30,000 we need not have 
a very complicated Bill in a matter of 
this sort. Within the last 12 months 
many instances have arisen where ten­
ants have been harshly dealt with. I 
need not dwell at any great length on 
this matter, and have already said 
nearly everything that could be pos­
sibly brought forward to justify such 
a Bill. We only ask for justice and 
fair play to people who occupy hoses, 
who have paid rent and have complied 
with all reasonable requests made by 
landlords. During the last few weeks 
or the past month prices of houses 
have gone up and such an abnormal 
condition has arisen that many houses 
have been sold at twice their value, 
and the object with some was to get 

l 

the highest price and get clear of their 
property. With that I have not so much 
objection, b11t I have full sympathy 
with people who are paying rents for 
decent houses but who are domiciled in 
places not fit to keep goats in. I am 
a\vare that many houses have been let 
out at rentals of $3, $5, $7 and $12 . 
and the increase has been away up in 
proportion to the value of the pro­
perty. In addition to that, as was 
pointed out the other day, there are 
many young men earning from $800 to 
$1500 per year who must pay a quar­
ter or two-thirds of it for rent and 
taxes. I was informed of a case this 
morning where a young man has had a 
reasonable notice to leave his house, 
and up to the present moment he has 
not been able to secure another ho se, 
thot1gh he has sought everywhere, and 
I · am sure there are none who would 
not sympathize- with him. Another 
man can1e to me this , morning and said 
he has to leave his house. He ar­
ranged to leav.e his furniture, with the 
provision that he should re1nove it on 
the night before the 1st of May, if he 

did not it would be bundled out. This 
is what is called in Scotland ''a moon­
light flitting,'' but the accepted Scot­
ish meaning is to clear out without 
paying the rent, though in this case the 
rent is paid. In addition to this there 
are many· men who have to leave their 
homes in the city and where they are . 
to go I do not know. If the Govern­
ment can do anything in the matter I 
hope it will be of a nature that will in­
terest the men of the town themselves 
to co-operate, and put up decent 
houses themselves and interest the 
public in a gigantic sche1ne which will 
be a success. But if the Government 
adopts a scheme, even if 5 per cent is 
charged upon the cost, it is away be­
yond the reach of thos for whom the 
construction· of workmen's houses is 
necessary. The workmen I know of 
here all \Vant homes with a decent 
rent. They do not want to be bothered 

/ 

/ with fire insurance, repairs or mort-
gage. There is a great work to be 
done between the Government and the 
Council in making provision for a bet­
ter class of houses up to $300 per 
year, but the best solution of the diffi­
culty can be arrived at by the work­
men themselves. Now as I stated be­
fore this is not a Bill intended to deal 
harshly with either tenant or landlord 
but an attempt to frame a Bill that 
will be equitable and just to both par­
ties and protect the tenant. It is noth­
ing new . I saw by one of the papers 
it \vas ''far-fetched,'' but we brought 
it from the Old Country and it is no­
thing new_ or original. It is a simple 
Bill ~dapted to St. John's, the Capital 
of Newfoundland, and to meet its 
local requirements. In the Old Coun­
try the British Government find it ne­
cessary to legislate for Engla·nd, Scot­
land, I re land and Wales. It was stated 
it would be a great injustice to the 
landlords but ther~ was a satisfactory 
ansv1er to the charge. It has been · in­
troduced in Halifax. They found it 

) 
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necessary in the ·interest of the citi­
zens, on whom the rents wer:e going up 
to such an extent that an American 
company dramatized the play ''Going 
up'' in Nova Scotia. There have been 
one or two instances mentioned to · me 
where houses were sold for $3000 
where the property was only worth 

' 

half of it, but the parties with the 
houses for sale said we do not want 
the money if we are paid half we will 
take the balance on a mortgage of 10 

I 

per cent. This of course is very nice. 
We had some Jews here some years 

""' . ago who started business and became 
money lenders and I think they 
charged 10 per cent per month and 
these places had to be shut down. In 

· the case I have cited the house is not 
worth 100 a year and by and by the un­
fortunate man . loses the principal. 
Section 2 of the Bill reads: ''2. If a 
tenant shall fail to pay to the landlord 
the rent due and payable in respect of 
the premises held by him as tenant on 
the days and times appointed for pay­
ment thereof and the landlord shall in­
stitute proceedings at law for the re­
covery of the possession of the said 
prernises the tenant shall have the 
right before final adjudication to ten­
der the amount of rent· d·ue and owing 
together with the costs of such pro­
ceedjngs and thereupon such proceed­
ings shall be discontinued.'' 

Sections 3 and 4 are as follows: 
"3. Subject to the provisions of Sec~ 

tion 4 of this Act it shall be unlawful 
for any landlord to increase the rent 
now payable by a tenant during the 
period for which this Act is in force.'' 

''4. Any landlord who shall during 
the continuance of this Act make im­
provements other than repairs neces­
sary for the keeping of the premises 
in a tenantable condition, shall be en­
titled to add a reasonable proportion 
of the cost of such improvements to 
the rent now payable by the tenant; 
such sum to be determined in the first 

case by agreement between the par­
ties and in case of dispute by the 
Judge of the Central District Court at 
St. John's.'' 

There is what is called the ''Old 
Home Scheme'' in the Old Country 
and here the difficulty existing was 
solved by the payment of 25 per cent. 
and up and that upon high class pro­
perty ranging from £42 to £75 stg., 
and in this case the people raise the 
money and pay it on an easy install­
ment plan. If improvements are put 
into houses it stands to reason that 
reasonable compensation should be 
the return. There is one most import­
ant matter which must bear on the 
minds of the · members of the Muni­
cipal Council to-day, and that is that 
they are spending $55,000.00 per year 
at night carting away filth in those un­
sightly carts. The sympathy of the 
whole city of St. John's goes with this 
movement which aims to · protect the 
people those who are industrious, pro­
vident, frugal and self-denying from 
exactions borne too patiently in the 
past and which it seems, unless public 
spirited citizens intervened to stop, 
would have been perpetuated. As re­
gards the case cited by my hon . . friend 
Mr. Squires, who I am sorry to say is 
ill, of a father and son, a returned 
soldier, in which the father 1had bought 
a house occupied by tenants and into 
which he wanted to place his son, if 
this law becomes effective the matter 
would come up for adjudication before 
the judges of the commission to the 
appointment of which my hon. fri'end 
Mr. Mews has made reference, and 
whicl1 might be an important and use­
ful f ea tu re in connection with the 
measure. I have hastily outlined in 
these few remarks the salient f ea tu res 
in the bill to which I would direct the 
favourable consideration of the hon. 
members of the chamber and the 
second reading of which I beg to move. 

HON. ]IR. GOODRll)GE :-Before 

• 

• 
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the bill now occ11pying the earnest at­
tention of this chamber, passes its 
second reading permit me Mr. Presi­
dent to congrat11late my hon. friend 
Mr. Anderson for the zeal he has 

. sho,vn and the good work he evidently 
has put in on behalf of the people of 
St. John's, whose interests he intends 
to serve. In my estimation the claim 
he has set forth for the consideration 
of tt1is House is purely a domestic con­
cern and comes entirely within the do­
main of Municipal politics. It is 
primiarily a matter interesting, civic 
representatives and I strongly oppose 
the granting of any monies . from the 
public revenues for the purpose of 
providing accommodation for people liv 
ing in St. John's. To me it would seem . 
that in the accounts of present and 
projected ejectments that it is a case 
for the poor law commissioners 
more than for us to deal with. The 
average labourer in St. John's is able 
to provide accommodation for hi ins elf 
and his family and in my estimation 

. this bill will debar landlords from com­
ing to build houses if people are to be 
subject to laws as drastic as those set 
forth in this bill. Quite a number of 
labourers houses have been built in St. 
John's recently by outport people who 
come here, who by industry and by 
saving money and working after hours, 
and after buying the land are able to 
build homes and live comfortably. This 
is the class of man we want to see 
helped out who build up an accommo­
dation for themselves. The question 
itself seems to me to be one entirely 
for the Municipal body established to 
look after the Municipal affairs of the 
city and not one for · the attention of 
tl1e legislature. After the time I have 
spent in listening to our hon. friend in 
pleading for a class of workers in St. 
John's I thing· if this bill be passed as 
at present constituted it will be any­
thing but a credit to the intelligence 
of this chamber. In perusing the sec-

I 

tions of the act there is nothing so far 
as I can see for the protection of the 

I 

landlord who does not put up the 
rental value of his property for the 
future and the second section is one 
that is really law to-day and is of . no 
use in the bill. If there is a class of 
people who are without houses and 
\\rho are able to pay for such accommo­
dation, their enterprise should provide 
for them. It is a matter for them­
selves and purely and simply a ques­
tion which should be regulated by the 
law of supply and demand. I do not 
see any particular merit in the bill and 
must oppose its second reading. 

HON. l\IR. McNAJtlARA:-l\tiro Presi­
dent, Section 4 of this act appeals to 
1ne more or less bu't I should like to 
ask wl1at about the interest in the cost 
of repairs. I cannot understand when 
houses are being repaired at the cost 
of $1,DOO the interest of which would 
be 6 per cent. per annum, how .people 
are to be reimbursed for their outlay. 
A ha.rdship exists here, for I know of 
cases where widows and orphans who 
are living out of houses which they 
own if the.y are compelled to repair 
them nlust lose the interest of 6 per 
cent. \·vhich centainly should not be. 
Section 6 says that this act shall be in 
force and effect up to the 1st of 
November, 1922, and there is nothing 
provided in this act to make the land­
lord repair his house. Nor will any 
landlord repair his house if he doesn't 
get the interest on his money. Of . . 
course if he does.· not make · repairs he 
does not get his interest. I-f Hon. Mr. 
Anderson speaks for the tenants I Mr. 
President speak for the widows and 
orphans, lots of whom are here~ I re­
spectfully submit that it will be neces­
sary to include repairs with improve­
ments for it is distinctly stated that 
owners of property should be allowed 
6 per cent. on the outlay covering the 
cost of improvements. 

HON. MR. H.ARVEY:-Mr. Presi-

dent, to begin with I wish to say that 
the term used by the Hon. Mr. Ander .. 
son ''far-fetched'' is a term with which 
I have been credited in each of two 
papers, but I really did not use these 
words. I also intend to call attention 
to the points raised by the last speaker. 
I can see that a house may require a 
new roof, and that roof may cost six, 
seven or eight hundred dollars, or at 
least three or four. Certainly enough 
should be added to the rental to· enable 
the landlord to recover common inter­
est on the repair. I shall also entirely 
object to this bill's being in force so 
long. I think one year at the outside 
is long enough. I cannot see any ob­
jection to such an amendment. We 
want to get more houses built and to 
see how it is going to work. We 
mustn't for get that there is another 
side to this question. I take it,-1 do 
not know but I take it-that most of 
the annual rents of houses have been 
advanced, and in so1ne cases greatly 
advanced since the war began in ac­
cordance with the general advance in 
prices. I take it rents have gone up. 
No doubt there have been excessive 
advances as the preamble sets out I 
have no doubt of that. I objected be­
cause there are cases where advances 
were quite proper; where I presume 
fair advances have been made. Now 
suppose the price of commodities ad­
var1ces 25 per cent. Rents are bound 
to go up. On the other day, you have 
deserving people \vl10 own houses; and 
as prices go up their rent is actually 
reduced. If you keep the rent of these 

• 

houses where it is, and prices go up 
you are in actual fact reducing the 
rent. Rent is not money. Rent is what 
th·e money can fetch. A large numbe·r . 
of tenants occupy houses that are 
O\vned by poor widows, who own these 
houses and are living out of the rents. 
These people are sufferers if you hold 
the rents down. You are putting them 
on a starvation basis. I am not op-

posing the bill. I am just pointing out 
the other side of it. I appreciate the 
hon. gentleman's sympathy for those, 
but sympathy is capable of doing a 
great deal of harm. I am impressed at 
the present moment by a totally differ­
ent subject; but one of equal import­
ance to the housing conditions of St. 
J oh·n's. What I have in my mind is 
the question of coastal contracts. Now 
out of the apparently good judgment 
and liberality to\\rards the people of 
the outports the Government under the 
Bowring, Reid and Newfoundland Pro­
duce Company contracts pay these 
contractors subsidies; and · allow them 
definite rates. Although the expenses 
of running were considerably in­
creased these rates were found to be 
low, and what has been the result? 
The result has been that goods are not 
and cannot be carried by other lines, 
and the Government has been called 
upon to get the goods around the 
coast. All wholesale businesses in St. 
John's to-day, and most retail busi­
nesses, have had great difficulty in 
getting their goods shipped; and as 
there is always more than the ships 
can take, customers have to wait and 
in some cases whole settlements de­
pend f o.r their supplies upon their 
share of the load being shipped. Now 
\\rhat has happened is this. The Bow­
ring contract and the Reid contract 
fixed a rate which is so far below· cost 
rates that a very large number of 
coasters, small men in their line, have 
been cut out. No schooner can run to­
day. That is a result of too much lib­
erality towards the outports. They 
cannot get the.ir supply. This situation 
last year was very serious, and will be 
agaln this year unless this policy is 
abandoned. I hope when the new 
Bowring contract comes before the 
legislature that there will be no re­
structions on freight because it is so 
against the interest of the country. 
Now this sort of thing is going to act 

• 
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in the same way with regard to 
housing in St. John's, if you persist 
that money so invested will return in 
results an interest far below the com­
mercial returns which money ought to 
get. You are going to prevent building 
and repairing, as a result of which yo11 
are going to have a greater shortage of 
houses than you have to-day. No 
building scheme will be able to make 
up such a shortage. Ref erring back to 
coastal contracts, in regard to subsi­
dies paid to coastal steamers, these 
ought to apply to mails and no doubt 
to passengers and travellers; these 
rates might be limited in th<# contract, 
for the reason that these steamers can 
carry probably all the passengers. We 
have on the whole sufficient accommo­
dation to supply the trade, and can 
therefore do it cheaply; but when you 
co1ne to an article such as freight, if 
you are unable to supply the needs, 
you ought to leave it to be determiried 
by competition. ·1 t is far better not to 
have it carried by the steamer far . be­
low cost. So I say Mr. President, that 
the same situation is liable to arise in 
housing in St. John's unless you are 
able to raise sufficient money to give 
these houses to all requiring them. If 
you supply them only for so.me, the re­
sult can only be to make houses · 
scarcer than they are now. Now ·1 am 
not opposing the bill in any way; but I 
am disappointed. I was in hopes that 
the hon. member was going to ·bring in 
a bill along the lines indicated by Hon. 
Mr. Mews, with a Court of Appeal. It 
is my belief however that rents have 
already been advanced sufficiently to 
meet the general advance in commodi­
ties that makes me believe the time 
stated in this act should be very lim­
ited. I made a note here that there 
ought to be a clause in the bill that this 
act shall not apply to dwellings let to 
tenants for a greater period than one 
year. The case is possible where there 
has been a twenty years lease and the 

house in question ought to be allowed 
a very considerab~e increase in rent. 
No act of Parliament should make an 
owner continue the lease or rene it 
at the san1e rates as contained in the 
lease made twenty years ago, just be­
cause the lease expires during the 
coming year. This is a matter, though, 
which can be attended to when the bill 
• • • 1s 1n committee. 
HO~ MR. POWER:-1 ·do not see 

l\tlr. President, very much in this bill. 
Of course I do not know exactly the 
legal interpretation of the present law 
with regard to landlord and tenant; 
but one or two slight observations at 
this juncture ·might not be out of or­
der. We must give protection to all 
people justly claiming our protection; 
and for this reason I would place be­
fore honorable members the case of a 
man who, having saved up his money 
decided to build two hous.es; the one 
for himself and the other for rental. 
He lives in the one; and the other pro­
vides remuneration for himself and his 
fan1ily. By and by though he feels a 
call on this money and he wants to 
realize on his investment. Is it fair to 
tell him now, in this abrupt fashion, 
that he cannot? We cannot take such 
a position; and some protection ought 
to be 1neted out to such a man. There 
is a very great demand, sir, for 
houses; and we must be very careful 
to protect our interests in this con­
nection. We must not discourage 
prospective builders; and I would be 
very sorry to see anything detrimental 
to their interest placed on our Statute 
Books. At the same time, sir, the situ­
ation is so critical, so grave to-day, 
that I feel it is my duty, and the duty 
of all who see it in that light, to sup­
port the second reading of this bill. · 
People have come to me looking for 
houses tirne and time again; and I am 
sure many other members of this 
house have been approached in the 
same fas hi on. Let us, the ref ore, while 
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this matter of housing is in its ele­
mentary state, assist as much as pos­
sible; so that our best interests may be 
conserved. 

HON. MB. ANDERSON:-Mr. Presi­
dent, just a word or two before this 
bill is read a second time. I just wish 
to point out that this bill is not a bill 
to build houses. It is a bill purely and 
solely 1to protect tenants from having 
their rents increased abnormally; or 
from being thrown on the street. Un­
der the law as it stands at present 
such a practice is not only possible 
but in many cases it is actually en­
forced. Houses not worth the lower 
rate have been rented at $5 per month. 
The rent is jumped to $10; and yet the 
people have to distribute buckets dur­
ing every rain storrn. We are not aim­
ing to protect the wealthy; but those 
who are compelled . to live in the cheap­
er houses. As for myself I do not 
care a button whether you give author­
ity to the Magistrate or to a Commis­
sion; for what I want to have enforced 
is a law prohibiting the unnecessary 
raisi11g of rents and exceution of eject­
ment orders. · Hon. members I feel 
sure will agree with this prin~iple and 
support this reading of the bill. 

1"'he bill was then read a second time. 
Second reading .of Bill and Act to 

prevent the Introduction of Rabies into 
, 

Newfoundland. 
HON. M'R. ELLIS:-'l.,he ob.ject of 

this bill is to give the Governor in 
Council power to prohibit the importa­
tion of dogs suffering from rabies into 
this country. In England at · the pre­
sent ti1ne dogs are suffering from vari­
ous diseases, and the desire is to give 
the Governor ·in Council the right to 
prohibit the importation of dogs and so 
protect us from having this disease 
rampant in this country. Therefore, 
Mr. President, I move the second read-
ing of this bill. • 

The Bill was thereupon read a 
second time. 

A Bill to authorize the raising of a 
Loan for Naval and Military purposes. 

HON. MR. ELLIS:-Mr. President, 
I beg to move the second reading of 
this Bill. The object of the Bill is to 
authorize the Governor in Council to . 
raise a loan amounting to six millions. . 
The principle portion of the loan is for 
the purpose of paying off a loan due 
on the 30th of June next. The other 
one million is for public works and to 
pay some expenses in connection with 
Government Departments and for 
Naval and Military purposes. There 
is also a section which . provides for 
the authorization of the amount by 
which the loan last year was oversub­
scribed last year. It will be remem­
bered that the Government had no 
power to raise that amount and they 
now ask for it. 

HON. MR. HARVEY:-Mr. Presi­
dent, I do not wish to oppose the sec­
ond reading of this bill; but it's second 
reading to-day gives me an opportun­
ity of referring to one or two matters 
in connection with the matters for 
which this money is required. I note 
here Naval and Military-$400,000. 
This gives me an opportunity of say­
ing here how sorry we all are that we 
are now losing from the country the 
services of Commander MacDermott 
who has been with us through all the 
period of the war; and who has 
through his position ·ref erred to our 
Naval Reserve in terms of praise that 
nobody else could give; and I express . . 
I may say the opinion of a very large 
number of people in this community 
when l say t1lat we shall all miss him, 
and deeply regret his departure from 
us; so deeply do _we appreciq.te the 
very valuabfe services that he has per­
formed while here in the interest of 
our boys in blue. I wish further to 
ask a little i11f ormation of the member 
in charge of this bill: I wish to let us 
have some details as to the addition 
to the sanatorium on Topsail Road 

.. 
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proposed here. I ask this because at 
the last session of the legislature I do 
not think that any report . from the 
Tuberculosis Campaign was provided; 
or at least I cannot find a copy of it in 
the journal of the House. Another 
matter I want to touch on, because the 
bill gives me an opportunity, is the re­
f ere nee to light houses, and fog 
alarms. It is a long time now since 
the community was staggered by the 
loss of the "Florizel,t' and still noth­
ing has been done to protect lives of 
seamen on our South Coast between 
this and Cape Pine. I think some­
thing should be done. Some time ago 
I proposed that guns be stationed 
along the coast, and that during foggy 
weather they might be fired at stated 
intervals. I hope the Government will 
take action in this connection before 
v.1e are overtaken by another tragedy 
o fthis ki11d. I would like the hon. 
gentlernan to state, when we get into 
committee, also, what extension the 
Government is going to have made to 
the Court House and the various other 
public buildings as set forth here. 

HON. MR. ELLIS:-The Govern­
ment plan to spend about $50,000 on 
the Sanatorium. Some little time ago 
the Medical Society recommended to 
the Government the addition of a suit­
able ward for our returned men; and 
said that about 100 men needed treat­
ment there. Accordingly the Govern­
ment decided that it was expedient to 
enlarge the institution on Topsail 
Road. With regard to the matter of 
the coast this side . of Cape Race . I may 
say that this matter was before the 
Government a short time ago, when a 
communication was received from the 
Marconi Company with respect to in­
struments which they thought could 
be placed there. It is a direction find­
ing instrument and they speak very 
highly of it as being a very valuable 
one. The Government accordingly de­
layed consideration of this matter un-

til it should hear further about these 
instruments. I understand that sucl1 
an apparatus is here now, but I have 
not heard anything of its results. The 
claim is that it is able to discover a 
vessel aln1ost in any direction, but it 
was not shown quite clearly how far 
from the land the vessel was, but they 
claimed it could make known her di­
rection and in that way avoid danger. 
The matter was not considered at any 
great length at the time, and it was 
decided to wait and see what the re· 
suits of the tests would be. Several 
propositions were made but nothing 
was done in the meantime. 

The bill was read a second time and 
ordered to be committed on to-morrow. 

Hon. Mr. Ellis moved the second 
reading of the Act respecting Docu­
mentary Evidence. The object of this 
bill is to have the Royal Gazette ad­
mitted as evidence. At present it is 
necessary in order to prove a pro­
clamation, to haye a clerk of the Col­
onial Secretary's Department brought · 
into Court to prove same, and this 
sometimes causes great inconvenience 
and expense, cases being on record 
where a clerk had to go to Hr. Grace 
to do this. We are now fallowing pre­
cedent in the Old .Country by asking 
that the Royal Gazette production be 
deemed sufficient evidence of the issu­
ance of proclamation. 

Bill was read a second time and or­
dered to be committed on to-morrow. 

Hon. Mr. Ellis moved second read­
ing of the Act respecting the Depart­
ment of Justice. This bill is to give 
the deputy head of this department 
greater powers tha~ at present so that 
in the absence of the Minister all mat-

. ters requiring attention may be pro· 
ceeded with, the deputy head having 
the necessary powers under this act. 

Bill was read a second time and or­
dered to be committed on to-morrow. 

Hon. Mr. Ellis moved second read­
ing of the Keeping of Dogs amend-

I 
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merit Bill. This Bill is to provide for 
the transfer of monies from licenses 
over and above claims to the Muni­
cipal Council. At present all monies 
from licenses for the keeping of dogs 
are paid into the Treasury and claims 
for sheep killing, etc., paid thereout, 
the balance remaining for the· use of 
the colony. This bill proposes that all 
balances be paid over to the St. John's 
Municipal Council. 

Bill was read a second time and or­
dered to be committed to-morrow. 

Hon. Mr. Gibbs gave notice of ques­
tion. 

House then adjourned until Wed­
nesday next at four o'clock. 

THURSDAY, May 1st, 1919. 
The House met at 4 p.m. pursuant to 

adjournment. 
On motion of Hon. Mr. Ellis the 

House went into Committee on the 
Elections Amendment Bill, Hon. J. D. 
Ryan in the chair. 

HON. MR. GIBBS:-In view or the 
fact that the holding of the general 
election has been def erred until the 
autumn season of the year and as the 
object of the amendment I moved to 
the bill was for the purpose of en­
abling the Legislature, in the event of 
a spring election being held to meet 14 
days earlier than under the act as it 
stands now, I would ask the consent 
of the House to withdraw the amend-

. ment now as it can serve no good pur­
pose. It was made so that the Gov­
ernment could meet the House earlier 
than otherwise. As the election has 
been postponed I would therefore ask 
the unanimous consent of the House 
to withdraw the amendment. And 
there is a second amendment follow­
ing on the first which I would also for 
the same reason ask the consent of 
the House to withdraw. 

HON. MR. SQUIRES:-Mr. Chair­
. man, I seconded 'these amendments; 
and as I concur fully in the remarks 

I 

of my hon. friend wherein he states 
that these were necessary and desir­
able only in the event of a spring elec­
tion, I second his motion that they be 
withdrawn. I would suggest that sec­
tion 6 be deleted. It is now unneces­
sary. 

HON. MR. GIBBS:-Mr. Chairman, 
in view of the fact that an election 
has been def erred I think it would be 
well for the Government to seriously 
consider taking another voters list. The 
last was taken two years ago and a 
great many of the young men of this 
country have since come into their 
right to vote, and I think ought to be 
considered. 

HON. MR. ELLIS:-Mr. Chairman, 
in reply to the last speaker I may say 
that I brought this matter before the 
Government and they have come to 
the conclusion that there is scarcely 
any necessity for such an expenditure. 
The lists of naval and military voters 
" ' ill be provided by the Department of 
Militia and the Government thinks 
that the few others who have become 
entitled are insufficient to warrant the 
expenditure required. To take another 
list would cost in the neighborhood of 
$20,000 and the Government thinks 
that such an expenditure under the 
circumstances would be a useless one. 

HON. MR. ANDERSON:-$20,000 is 
surely not enough to worry about. 

HON. MR. ELLIS:-It is if the Gov­
ernment sees no necessity. 

The committee rose and reported the 
Bill without amendment. 

\Vith the uananimous consent of the 
House the Bill was read a third time; 
and ordered to pass and be sent to the 
HouJse of Assembly with a message 
that this Ho11se has passed the same 
without amendment. 

The House went into Committee on 
the Workman's Compensation Act. 

Hon. l\'1r. Anderson in the chair . 
HON. MR. ELLIS:-Mr. Chairman, 

when this bill was before the House a 
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few days ago, I asked that it be de­
f erred; I did this for the purpose of 

• • • • • seeing certain insurance companies in 
relation to this matter. They however 
are not prepared to pay any amount 
over that stipulated in the act. In 
other words, the increased payment · 
would be by the employer himself. 
The companies take the position that 
they are not responsible; and accord­
ingly do not appear to be willing to 
assume the additional liability. I think 
-though if some time were allowed to 
elapse before this act came into opera­
tion, this matter might in the mean­
tin1e be adjusted. 

HO,N. MR. GIBBS:-I propose to 
meet the views of the hon. gentleman 
by adding a new section which says 
that the act shall not come into force 
until the first of October next. This 
v.1ill give managers insured in foreign 
companies time to increase their in­
surance under this act. 

The Committee rose and reported 
the Bill' with an amendment. I 

The Bill was ordered to be read a 
·third time to-morrow. 

Committee on Bill re ejectment of 
tenants. 

On motion this order stood def erred 
until later on in the day. 

Committee on Loan Bill. The House 
went into committee on this Bill. Hon. 
Mr. Bishop takes the chair of Com­
mittee. 

HON. MR. G010DRIDGE :-Before 
this bill is passed I would like to know 
why the amount of the loan required 
has been reduced to $6,000,000. We 
'.Vere told here a few days ago that the 
amount required would be five millions 
to pay off the loan and an additional 
four or five million for other purposes. 
\Xt'hy is the reduction? 

HON. MR. ELLIS:-Mr. Chairma,n, 
I must confess to an error. When the 
financial condition was considered by 
the Government, the Executive Gov­
er11ment, I understood that the cost of 

the war was thirteen or fourteen mil­
lions. We raised seven and · a half 
millions last year and we borrowed a 
further one and one-half millions; so 
I concluded in my own mind that there 
were three millions or four millions 
still due for war purposes. I for got at 
the time that the money raised in New 
)r ork was for war expenditure; but I 
have since made full enquiries and I 
find this to be the amount required. 

HON. MR. GOODRIDGE :-Then I 
can understand that there are no con­
templated liabilities? My reason for 
asking is that there is a rumot1r around 
to the effect that the Government is 

going to endeavour to negotiate bonds 
for the Reid Company. 

HON. MR. ELLIS :-Mr. Chairman, 
as far as I am aware there is absolute­
ly no truth in any such report. Abso­
lutely none whatever. 

HON. JIR. ANDERSON:__:There is 
one other matter . which should be con­
sidered and that is the question of an 
examining warehouse. This I think is 
a department of the Customs which re­
quires an extension. When goods 
come in by express they are sent down 
there in large cases; and at the present 
time and indeed all the time, the place 
is terribly congested. If the Minister 
of Finai1ce would come in and ask for 
$250,000 to build an extension running 
if you like right down the wharf, I am 
sure we would all readily support him. 
At tl1e present time you take your 
goods out of the case and you have to 
lay them on another case. In view of 
the greater use of this department than 
ever before I think it would be well for 
the minister to look intp this matter. 
Tl1is place has not been enlarged since 
~1r. Jardine first went down there, and 
I think it might be well for the Gov­
ernment to give some consideration to 
this matter. 

HON. MR. ELLIS:-I may say in 
reference to this matter, that the Gov­
ernment had it under consideration last 

• 
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)rear and had the site fully examined 
with a view to its extension. When 
however the Empire Building was 
taken over, it was thought that the 
Government would adapt it to the use 
of a Custom Warehottse after the 
soldiers were done with it. That was 
in fact one of the chief objects of the 
Government in taking over the build­
ing and it is hoped thereby to have a 
building sufficiently large and roomy to 
meet all the demands of the trade. 

HON. MR. ANDERSON:-This. ex­
planation Mr. Chairman is very, satis­
factory. Now there is also another 
matter which might be brought to the 
attention, of the Government and that · 
is the question of shipping facilities. 
We see examples of this every time 
freight is received for the steamers at 
Re ids, Bowrings or the Newfoundland 
Produce Company's places. These 
facilities were alright at one time, but 
now that trade has developed they are 
entirely and absolutely useless. You 
see long lines of carts waiting for 
hours and hours, and apart from the 
unsatisfactory method we find that in­
stead of having to pay sixty or seventy 
cents for a load it costs us nearer five 
or six dollars. It seems to me that it 
might be desirable to have some place 
\:vhere freight might be collected and 
stored to await shipment and so obvi­
ate the necessity of this very expensive 
method of shipping. The Hon. Mr. 
Harvey has referred to freight rates 
and expressed the hope that the com­
panies would not be tied dow11. Now 
I think the Government should cer­
tainly control all freight rates. , They 
have gone up tremendously since the 
war and I find it cheaper to get in 
goods by Express or by Post Office. I 
just bring up this matter so that it may 
be before the House if anything can 
be done in connection therewith. 

HON. MR. HARVEY:-! want to 
draw a comparison between the coastal 
trade of the country and the matter of 

houses being built to rent at too low a 
figu.re, and I wottld point out that the 
result of keeping the freight rate down 
low wo11ld be the complete failure of 
the colony to keep up its carrying re­
quirements. The coastal steamers are 
bound down by a too low rate of 
freight to make it pay. That was the 
only point I was arguing, and I think 
it would be better in the coastal con­
tract to leave the matter open. I think 
it better still to enable these rates to 
be s11pervised and controlled by the 
go\'ernment. But to have your coastal 
rates fixed at fifty per cent more than 
nov1 means that nothing else can 
carry. You cannot get anything else 
and the reason we have lines of carts 
right up Water Street is simply be­
cause you have tied down the con­
tractors to carry freight cheaper than 
anybody else can do it. There is no 
use in having offers of three loads of 
freight for one steamer. The trouble 
is the steamers ~annot carry the 
freight offered, and I do argue that it 
is a great mistake to keep these rates 
do'Nn to such a figure that will make it 
impossible for anyone else to carry. 

HON. MR. GOODRIDGE :-I do not 
altogether agree with Hon. Mr. Har­
vey. I think we should have some 
control. The fact that we are giving a 
subsicly does away with any op­
position. No concern not receiving a 
subsidy can operate against one which 
does. 

HO,N. 1IR. HARVEY :-My point is 
this. If you are going to supply a 
facility which can take all the freight 
offered by all means tie it down to a 
certain rate but ,, where you are o ly 
going to supply twenty or thirty per 
cent of the room required then it is a 
great mistake to tie down the rate. I 

' 
ain not against the government seeing 
the rates are not overdone. I think 
the outports are suffering more than 
they are gaining by low rates. I say if 
you build houses or sell them away be-
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low the cost of production you are go­
ing to have a great scarcity of houses, 
and if you can only supply one third 
of the carrying space required, and 
make low rates at that, then you are 
surely do more harm than good. 

HON. MR .• ANDERSON:-1 contend 
that a government subsidizing a com­
pany to the extent the Bowring Com­
pany are subsidized should protect the 
public in the matter of freight, and fur­
ther if they are subsidized and protect­
ed they should sell to the ordinary 
branches of the trade at the same price 
to one as to another. ' The only con­
cern doing that from outset of its 
career to my knowledge is the Nfld. 
Boot & Shoe Co. The position is this 
that the retail trade was able to go to 
the large buyer and buy from them 
cheaper than from the subsidized f ac­
tory. My hon. friend was able to sell 
to the retail trade his butterine by the 
tub cheaper than the ordinary retailer 
who went to the factory and bought it. 
Any government which subsidizes 
either a steamer or a local industry 
have a right to treat all alike. Now I 
know this because I have been a party 
to it myself. That is not fair. If they 
are not subsidized by the funds of the 
country they can do as they like, but 
when . the firm of Bowring Bros. are . 
subsidized by the funds of this colony 
then it is only right that they should 
be prohibited against overcharging on 
freight. But that the steamer should 
be confined to only mails and passen­
gers that is another question. 

HON. MR. TEMPLEMAN: - The 
Hon. Mr. Harvey's argument is a 
reasonable one that the fact of subsi­
dized steamers being allowed to carry 
freight too cheaply . will · ·keep away 
competition. We have all put out the 
sailing coasters on account of the rail­
way and steamer facilities. Hon. Mr. 
Harvey does not argue that the gov­
ernment should not look out -for the 
f reigl1t rates, but he argues that by 

cutting down the coastal rates there is 
no inducement to the man to buy a 
schooner and put her in the coasting 
trade, because he cannot charge suf­
ficient to make it pay. Ref erring to 
the coastal steamers not being allowed 
to charge exhorbitant rates, you may 
say the same about the railway. Of 
course they have not the same com­
petition, but in some places where 
there is no competition the rates are 
almost prohibitive. As regards the 
long . lines of carts approaching the 
premises of the steamers, the reason is 
that neither the Reid Co. nor Bowring 
Bros. nor the Produce Co. have the 
premises for taking the freight. The 
notice· is usually put in the papers a 
very short time before the date of sail­
ing, and before people have time to 
read the orders over, the notice is up 
that freight will not be taken any fur­
ther. Consequently there is alway! a 
very great rush by everybody. A man 
starts early in the morning with a load 
of freight and it is sometimes late in 
the afternoon before he is able to ship 
one load of goods. Sometimes a car­
man has to be paid four or five dollars 
for shipping that one load on which 
there is only one dollar profit, and if 
that sort of thing is to continue it is 
just as well to shut up shop and do 
without the goods. I think something 
should be done to remedy that. Hon. 
Mr. Harvey said that there was no 
room to take three steamer loads ·in 
any premises here. Now I do not 
know if ever three or two steamer 
loads are offered for one sailing, but 
I do not see why the people having 
the contract should not be compelled 
to find room for the goods offering for 
their steamers, and I think it is time 
for the government to get their eyes 
opened or perhaps some day they may 
have them opened in a · way they do not 
wish. Apparently they do not care. 
B11t apparently they have money for 
everything. I notice they have spent 
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fifty thousand dollars on an addition to 
the Court House. Is that coming out 
of the general revenue of the country. 
Was the Court House built out of that 
reven·ue. I asked the question the 
other day in reference to this addition 
and I was told it was a new office for 
a stenographer. As far as I remember 
that Court House cost three hun,dred 
thousand dollars, and it was built out 
of the revenue of the country, and still 
that apparently does not satisfy the 
people of the city. I think it is high 
time for the outport people of the 
country to rise up in rebellion against 
the government and compel them to do 
right. That court house is about five 
times too large now. If the govern­
ment would build a few sheds to hold 
the people's freight it would be more 

in the addition we had to strengthen 
the tower on one side by putting a wall 
twelve feet deep on one side and eight 
feet on the other. The building con­
taining the vaults was falling down 
and that cost a lot of the money. That 
was outside what the government con­
templated in the first place.

Next Mon­
day the people of the country will 
have the benefit of an extra hour of 
day light, but there is nothing done to 
bring sunlight into the lives of these 
unfortunate people.

Hon. Mr. Mews took the chair. 
HON. MR. GOODRIDGE: - Mr. 

Chairman, I should like to hear some 
further explanation than has been 
given thus far of the real nature of 
this measure. It seems to me that the 

/ Legislature in making this law is like­
ly to do more harm than good, and it 
would be a very bad precedent to 
establish. I don't think. we should go 
so far as to take all the protection 
from the landlord because in many 
cases he is faced with the problem of 
bad tenants and if we make this bill 
la\v we are certainly going to deprive 
those who own houses in this city of 
any rights of ownership which they 
might from .time to time find it neces­
sary to exercise in the safe guarding 
of their own interests. It does not 
seem to me that this is going to do any 
good whatever. 

HON. MR. GIBBS:-! would like to 
point out, Mr. Chairman, that this bill 
does not take away from the landlord 
the ren1edy he previously had when he 

-found it difficult to collect his rents. 
He w-ill be able to get his rent just as 
before and by the same means. The 
bill only means that he shall not have 
the right to eject a tenant who has 
complied with all the terms of the 
agreement covering his occ·upancy. 
The landlord is not prevented under 
this Act from suing for his rent if that 
is necessary, it merely provides that 
persons cannot be turned out on the 
street unless jt1st cause is shown by 
the owner of a house for doing so. The 

object of the bill is to put an end to a 
condition of things which has become 
cronic in this city. To-day tenants 
receive six months' or three months' 
or one month's notice as the case may· 
be and even though they find it utterly 
impossible to get other houses they 
must get out or as the law at present 
stands the court may issue a notice of 
7 days, after the expiry of which they 
are ejected and their belongings put 
upon the street. 

HON. MR. SQUIRES:-Mr. Chair­
man, I would like to have my honor­
able friend explain how this bill would 
affect a hypothetical. case which I shall 
cite. Suppose a man owns a house of 
which he occupies the downstairs por­
tion himself and rents the upper flat 
or flats. Two or more of this man's 
sons retur11 from the war after an ab­
s enc~ of perhaps some years and the 
father wants to obtain possession of 
the upstairs portion of his house, can 
he get that for his boys? As the law 
now stands he can do so, but what 
would be the result f a similar at­
tempt under the proposed act? I have 

~ 

a case of my own where a returned 
soldier havi.ng recently received from 
the Dept. of Militia. the sum of $500 
and having been enabled by the aid of 
a friend, to raise an additional $500 
purchased a house which is at present 
occupied. The man earns $60 per 
month and the house which he bought 
some weeks ago is occupied by a ten­
ant, who was supposed to be out of it 
during the month of May. If the ten­
ar1t gets' out of it well and good, but if 
he does not· the other man I presun1e 
has to go ahead and pay $48 per month 
for his board, but how is he to meet 
the obligations he has assumed with 
the · pu_rchase of his property. He has 
only the income I ref er to, and will not 
be able to put out the tenant and has 
only to wind up in the bankruptcy 
court to get clear of his obligations . 

• 
He must pay out $48 per month while 
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his earnings are only $60, so that his 
position is absolutely hopeless if he 
cannot get into his house. The man 
who is in it should get another house. 
As a matter of business he received 3 
months' notice to vacate the property. 
The tenant should be like the owner of 
the property, he should have gone out 
to the war and fought like that man 
who is one of those who should be 
shown every consideration. I consider 
that a boy who came back from the 
front ought not to be barred from get­
ting into the house which he bought 
and paid for with money which came 
to him for the services he rendered in 
the war. It is impossible for the man 
and his wife to go on, under these cir­
cumstances, in an independent manner. 
The other man would have the same 
opportunity of getting a house as Hon. 
Mr. Gibbs would, if he looked for one. 
There are scores of houses to be rent­
ed in St. John's to-day and at reason­
able rents and if Hon. Mr. Gibbs will 
send them along to me I will have no 
difficulty in securing houses for those 
who want them. I feel that the section 
under discussion in this particular 
form is not what the country wants. 
We should appoint a committee say of 
three to deal with cases of hardship to 
see that exorbitant rents are not 

• 

charged and to make provision for _.a 
reasonable arrangement between ten­
ants and landlords which should be 
just and equitable. John Jones can­
not get his own house which he has 
bought and paid for, because someone 
else is in it and a law which says a 
man may not be permitted to raise his 
rents is not a fair law and is anything 
but just legislation. I do think that the 
situation as between landlord and ten­
ant should be adjusted in some ami­
cable way by a board which might be 
appointed by the Supreme Court, the . 
Government or City Council or some 
representative body of citizens so that 
if unjust ejectment of tenants were at-

temp'ted the matter might be dealt with 
by such tribunal. I agree with the 
hon. mover of the bill and Hon. Mr. 
An.derson in their desire to remedy 

~ 

conditions in a section of St. John's 
where workingmen have been sum­
marily ejected for non-payment of 
rent, but I know of a section in which 
the landlords have permitted the ten­
ants ' to remain over the winter free of 
rent and asked the owners not to take 
the houses down, though they are in a 
bad state so that the tenants could live 
in them all the winter. The landlords 
were not anxious to have them rented 
and would not accept the rents from 
the tenants who yet occupy them and 
in view of this situation I do not think 
we ought to pass a section which 
makes it impossible for justice to be 
done. The suggestion made by Hon. 
Mr. Mews for a board or commission 
to deal with all cases of hardship such 
as unfair treatment, extortion in rents, 
unreasonable ej ectment, unsanitary 
condition of houses, dilapidated condi­
tion of houses, is a good one. Some 
landlords are fair and reasonable, 
others most objectionable and for that 
class string~nt legislation is necessary. 
In some cases outport men have built 
their own houses and some have rented 
them. In my experience of these men 
they are reasonable and fair in their 
demands and arrangements with ten­
ants and I do not think that class 
should be subject to a provision of this 
sort. I certainly will support the sug­
gestion made by Hon. Mr. Mews that 
cases between tenant and landlords be 
submitted to some board or judge. · 

HON. MR. BISHOP:-We all under 
stand that the object of the hon. intro­
ducer of the bill is to secure some as­
sistance for the poorer and labouring 
classes who hold tenement houses, but 
if we pass this bill as it is, it is an out­
r.age in dealing not only with the poor 
but with a very different class. It will 
be noticed by section 7 of the bill deal-

' 
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ing with rentals not exceeding $300 per 
annum there are many cases in town 
where owners of houses are in receipt 
of a smaller income than the tenants 
in the houses, and cases where people 
occupy houses under lease with unex­
pired· terms of three years, and is it 
possible we are going to prevent the 
owners of these houses from demand­
ing from such tenants the market value 
of their property. It is conceivable 
that some people are not paying more 
than $150 for houses worth· $300, and 
why should the owners of such houses 
be debarred from their legitimate right 
to charge a f ait and reasonable rent? 
I am of the opinion that the only thing 
we can do to effect what the introducer 
of the bill is aiming at is to provide for 
the board suggested by Hon. Mr. 
Mews. 

HON. :MR .. GIB.BS:~This Bill is not 
a permanent bill in the sense in which 
legislation is usually enacted. It will 
be ettacted for no longer than 12 
months. I think the period in the bill 

· is too long-''till 1922.'' If this bill 
be enacted for 12 months, during that 
time the Council, with increased pow­
ers may find a solution of the difficulty 
presenting its.elf now, and I take it a 
full charter will be given the Council; 
and that in their hands. __ will be placed 

• 

sufficient powers t& dispose of matters 
o'f this kind and not have them re~ 

f erred to the Legislature. This bill 
aims to protect the very class my hon. 
friend Mr. Squires alludes to. Many 
soldiers have returned from . the w.ar 
who have married and taken hoqses to 
live in and many of them have had to 
pay rent which has been increased, 
not once but twice since they took pos­
session of their houses, and this bill 
prevents the landlord from taking ad­
vantage of the circumstances under 
which , they find themselves or advanc­
ing rents unduly. Under this heading 
instances can· be cited where landlords 
have taken advantage of these classes 

for which this bill will be a protection. 
It does not effect the tenant who holds 
under lease; it has nothing to do with 
him. The argument that a man should 
not be prevented from getting the 
market value of his house is not 
reasonable. If the Government inter­
venes in the profiteering of foods, 
what is the difference between this and 
profiteering on house rents. Food is 
necessary to existence, a place to live . 

· in is absolutely essential to the wel­
fare of man, and if we prevent pro­
fiteering in one thing why not the 
other? It should not be permitted, it 
is an outrage that the state will per­
mit a landlord to take advantage of 
conditions because of an increased de­
mand for houses brought about by no 
act of his and he gets immense pro­
fits. To a person importing foods dur­
ing the war the same argument might 
be applied, that they should be per­
mitted to sell at what the market de­
mands as when a certain article is 
scarce and an abnormal demand arises. 
I am sorry to see such an argument 
advanced. It is reasonable that a man 
secure fair profits under normal condi­
tions. He is honestly entitled to it. 
You cannot provide for a Board of 
Control in this bill, but something must 
be done in this bill to apply a remedy. 
If some hon. gentleman will present 
anything that will improve this bill I 

I 

have no doubt that the introducer will 
gladly listen to his suggestions for the 
protection of both classes. I would 
afford scant protection to those who 
rent houses to people in which you 
would not put cattle to live. People 
now occupy houses under appalling 
conditions and I can show you houses 
to-day with 27 people living where 
there is not room· for 8. Under such 
conditions the state has a duty to per­
form and we must apply the remedy. 
We must . prevent increased hardships 
from arising. Man has a natural right 

' 

to live and the state which denies him 

• 
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that right is committing a wrong. He 
must have a home. The family existed 
before the state and is superior to the 
state. It was rights superior to the 
state and one of these rights is a home 
to live in. We must not increase the 
hardships and difficulties of the people. 
By not bringing in legislation of some . 
kind we increase the hardships of the 
people who as conditions stood at pre­
sent are in an impossible position. 

HON. :MR. ANDERSON :-I have no 
objection to accepting an amendment 
that will meet the wishes of the House 
to protect the people. I have em­
bodied in section 6 the suggestions 
made by Hon. Mr. Harvey. 

HON. MR. GOODRIDGE:-We· have 
no right to apply the .monies of the 
colony to the purpose which the bill 
has in view . . 

HON. MR. ANDERSON:-T'his Bill 
in ~o way asks for money of any kind. 
We do not seem to have grasped the 
real meaning and spirit of the bill. 
Why the British Government have en-

.forced a similar 'bill for 6 years past. . 
Hon. Mr. Squires has referred to sec-
tion 1 of the bill as being a hard case. 
Here is how the British Government 
dealt with a. very similar case. (Quotes 
from British Act.) In addition to this 
the British Government comes to the 
protection of householders-thus:­
Quotes from British Act. My hon.

Where 
there is a lease it does not affect it in 
an)r way. 

HON. MR. SQUffiES.:-If it affects 
monthly tenants, why does it not affect 
a quarterly or yearly tenancy? I sub­
mit that section 1 as it stands covers a 
man who holds a house whether by 
word of mouth or by a written docu­
ment. You must define the difference 
between tenant and lesee. Some 7 S per

HON. MR. PRESIDENT:-As it is 
11ow nearing 6.30 by the clock and 
nearing the hour for adjournment I 
will not delay the House now but later 
would like to deal with the . matter be­
cause I am in sympathy with the prin­
ciple and believe that remedical meas­
ures must be adopted. But in my mind 
the procedure to be adopted is to ap­
point a commission or board as sug­
gested by the Hon. Mr. Mews, or the 
putting of each case in the hands of 
the Judges of the Central District 
Court. This is a question which has 
been the subject of considerable de­
bate in the House of Commons, the 
handsards of which I have at hand, 
and intended to bring in here this af­
teri1oon, but in view of the lateness of 
the hour I will not detain the house 
longer but will bring them along with 
me to-morrow, when I will read ex­
tracts which\ I believe will enlighten 
the House. The idea as expressed 
there is to consider every case on its 
merits; but there was a bill brought in 
in 1915 to prohibit raising rents by 
more than ten per cent on the pre war 
rates; unless justified before the com­
mission appointed to go into each mat-, . 
ter. Every person has full sympathy 
with the cases suggested by the Hon. 
Mr. Squires. These men ought to be 
protected. He ought not be kept out 
of his own house because there is 
somebdy else in it. Even if somebody 

~ 

else is put in . the street -why should a 
man who has bought a house be com­
pelled to board his family and himself 
because there is somebody in the 
house. I know of very grave cases of 
hardship and .injustice, and can contri­
bute one to the debate here to-day. A 
young man came to my office to-day. 
He is ·employed on Water Street and 
has been paying $130 for his house. 
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That rent has just been jumped up to 
$300. The house was bought by a new 
landlord who said that he proposed to 
double the value of the house. Those 
are actions which I do not think this 
house or this legislature ought to per-

. mit landlords to get away with. I ap­
preciate the position of the Hon. Mr. 
Gibbs. If it was justifiable to appoint 
a Food Control Board it is equally 
justifiable to control rents. I' would be 
quite satisfied to see tl1is bill placed 
for its working in the hands of the 
Central District Court or a Board. I 
discussed this matter with Mr. Slattery 
and he says that alt~gether 150 to 200 
houses will be affected. I would sug­
gest that the bill be recasted, so that 

· no increase made since January last 
would be allowed unless passed by the 
Judge of the Central District Court.

HON. MR. ANDERSON-Mr. Presi­
dent, before the adjournment I wish to 
draw the attention of the House, to 
part of a speech, which appeared last .

. ers ~ere sent by the Furness Withy

during the trying period of the ·sub­
marine warfare, and lost three steam­
ers· running in connection with our 
country and Liverpool. This Do­
minion owes a deep debt of gratitude 
to the Furness Withy Co. for all they 

have done in the past, and I earnestly 
hope the shipping trade relationship 
will continue as well in the future. I 
make this explanation to put the Com­
pany right with the public.

Second reading of Bill to prevent 
the introduction or spreading of in­
sects, pests and diseases destructive 
to vegetation. 

MR. PRESIDENT :-This Bill, to 
prevent the introduction of insects, 
pests, and dis.eases destructive to 
vegetation, is a measure intended to 
further protect our agricultural · in­
dustry. It forbids the bringing into 
this country of vegetable products 
such as trees, plants, seeds, etc., 
which contain insects, pests and dis­
ease-bearing matter destructive to 
vegetation. It may be remembered 

. 

that a few years ago . a serious potato 
blight arose her·e which ravaged the 
country and pr1oved very costly, ancl 
detrimental . The purpose of this 
measure is to reduce, as much as pos­
sible, the chances of the introduction 
of similar pests into the country in 
future. I feel, therefore, in moving 
that it now be read a second time, 
that it will have a ready acceptance 
at the hands of the House. 

The Bill was therefore read a 
I 

sec1ond time and order·ed to be re-
ferred to a Committee on to-morrow. 

Second reading of Second Hand 
Stores Bill. 

MR. PRESIDENT:-This Bill, of 
which I now propose the second read­
ing, is entitled An Act respecting 
S·econd-Hand Stores ,and it is design-

ed to give the p·olice authorities power 
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to enter and go through such estab­
lishments with the object of detecting 
stolen goods. It has been found lat­
terly, that goods stolen from P·eople 
in the city have been sold to some of 
these stores, and because of the lack 
of power by the polic·e to enter, and 
exan1in·e them, detection of the sellers 
has become difficult, if not impossible. 
This legislation puts such establish­
ments on the same footing as junk 
stores, requiring the pr1oprietors to 
make a register of goods which they 
purchase second-hand, with the 
names of those who offer them for 
sale, and other . particulars. The 
clauses are similar to those in the Act 
respecting junk stores, and the pur­
pose is the same. ' 

The Bill was then read a second 
time and ordered to be ref erred to a 
Committee on to-morrow. 

Second reading of an Act relating 
to the Central and Hr. Grace District 
Courts. 

This Bill, Mr. President, amends the 
District Court Acts. It provides, 

·merely, that the period during which 
notice of an appeal may be given is 
extended, in the case of the Central 

- District Court, from two days t·o three 
days, and in the case of the Hr. Grace 
District Court, from two days to 
seven days. At present if a case is 
tried before a magistrate, anywhere 
in the Island, the party who fails in 
the action has a right of appeal with­
in fourteen days, but if it is tried be­
fore the District Court at St. John's 
or at Harbor Grac·e, the, right ,of ap­
peal is only two days. This does not, 
particularly in the case of Harbor 
Grace, allow time for a claimant to 
consult a solicitor, and, accordingly, 
it has been thought desirable, as I 
say, to give an extra day in St. Job.n's 
and ·a week alt·ogether in Harbor 
Grace, I think the fairness of the pro­
position will readily appeal to the 

/ 

House and I move the second reading 
of the Bill accordingly. 

The Bill was then read a seco11d 
time and ordered to be referred to a 
Committee qn to-morrow. 

Second reading of the Act for the 
Protection of Domesticated Deer. 

HON. MR .. ELLIS:-In moving the 
second reading of this Bill an Act for 
the Pro tee.ti on of Domesticated Deer, 
I w1ould say that its object is to pre­
vent the killing of reindeer, caribou 

\ 

or other deer when known to be tame • 
or domesticated. As the House is 
a ware a h1erd of reindeer was import­
ed into this country some years ago 
by Dr. Grenfell with the expectation 
that they would increase and multi­
ply and eventually be transferred to 
Labrador to be used th·ere· as a sub­
stitute for the savage dogs which now 
are the draft animals of that region. 
As a result, however, in a large 
measure of the indiscriminate killing . 
of these deer the perminent failed and 
the herd is now being transferr·ed to 
Canadian Labrador, having been 
tal{en over by the Province of Que bee. 
I think all will agree that it is most 
regr.ettable that the country should 
have lost the advantage ·of th_e pos­
session of these animals, and with a . ' 

view to preventing ·further destruc-
tion in this way .the Government is 
introducing tl1is_ measure. 

.The Bill was now r·ead a second 
time and referred to a Committee of 
the Whole House on to~morrow. 

The Weights and Measures Bill was 
intr1oduced, read a first time, and or­
dered to be read a second time on to­
morrow. 

On motion of Hon. Mr. Ell·is the 
House adjourned until 4 o'clock p.m. 
to-morrow. 

SATURDAY, May 10th, 1919.

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On motion of Hon. W. J. Ellis the 
House resolved itself into Committee 
of the Whole on the bill entitled "An 
Act to Prevent the Introduction or 
Spreading of Insects, Pests and Dis­
eases Destructiv·e .t·o Vegetation."

HON. MR. ANDERSON :-I suppose,

Mr. Chairman, it is the intention of 
the Government to give instructions 
to the people in the outports with re­
gard to this matter so that they may 
have som·e idea of what they have to 
guard against. 

HON. J. D. RYAN:-Mr. Chairman, 
I would like to know what the ordin­
ary farmer can be expected to know 
about the n1atters contained in this 
bill. Is it a medical bill? Section six 
says that any person convicted · of a 
breach of the Act will be fined $100. I 
would lik·e to know what is the object 
of the whole thing. 

HON. llR. ELLIS :-The object of . 
the bill as can be seen by a perusal 
of it, is to prevent the importation of 

· diseases in crops. From time to time 
infected plants have been brought in 
here and whole crops have bee11 
spoiled in consequence. 

HON. MR. RYAN :-I think any 
such matter as that should be adver­
tised in the public press. The 1910 
Act is repealed. Why? I ' do not wish 
h·owever, to hold up this bill, though 
truly it seems to be one of those bills 
which we can do without. Section 6 
is also objectionable. 

HON. PRESIDENT:-The Bill is 
not as objectionabl·e as the Hon. 
Member believes. That provision is 
only for the punishment ·Of those who 
contravene the act or regulations. If 
a man happens to have these shrubs 
or plants in his possession unknow­
ingly nothing would be don·e; but this 
act is to give power to punish wrong­
doers. I may say that .the 1object of 
the bill is to provide protection

against diseases which are 
the neigl1boring Provinces 
United States.

nature of canker in potatoes, and pro­
vision is made for the Department of 
Agriculture to make rules and orders 
whereby the importati1on of such may 
be prohibited; or limited together 
with provisions for treatment should 
same be necessary.

"It shall be a breach of this act to 
sell cod oil by the cask ·or otherwise 
than by weight or by guage or by the 
imperial gallon." 

Trouble has arisen 
from the practice of 

I understand 
selling casks 

containing oil of a standard size such 
as kerosene oil or linseed oil cask­
without guaging or measuring their 
contents. The result has been in some 

cases that water or other substance 
has been mixed witl_l the oil. The· ob­
ject of this amendment is to remedy 
this practice. 

The second section propose a 
suspension of the enforcement of the 
Act passed last year which regulated 
the size and quality of fish cask and 
herring barrel hoops until th·e 30th of 
September. It will enable parties 
who cut hoops the past winter to dis­
pose of them. A portion of last win­
ter's cut may be regarded as not being 
up to the standard specified in the Act 
passed last year is due to the law not 
being published in the settlement it 
concerns. It was only published in . 
the Royal Gazette which has no cir­
culation in the outports. 

The fact of the people asking for 
this concession shows a 
their part to comply with 

desire on 
the law. 

With the passing of this amendment 
all trouble will be removed. 

The Bill was then read a second

time and ordered to be referred to a 
Committee of the Wh1ole House to­
morrow. 

An Act to amend the Business Pro­
fits Tax Act, 1916. 

HON. MR. ELLIS :-Mr. President, 
I beg to propose the second reading 
of this Bill, an Act to Exitend and 
Amend the Business Profits Tax Act 
of 1917. This measure is intended to 
continue for the present year the Act 
already in force the past tw10 years, 
levying a tax of twenty per cent. on 
the profits on every business enter­
prise after deducting an untaxed pro­
fit of $3000. Honourable members are 
fully conversant with the nature and 
scope of this Act and it is unneces­
sary for· me· to speak at any leng·th 
in advocating its continuance the pre­
sent year .. 

As the House is aware th.e Colony's 
war expenditure up to the end of next 
December, by which time it is hoped 

'

to have our military and naval ·forces 
demobilized, will have cost us about 
$14,000,000; and this business profits 
tax has thus far furnished the money 
required to pay the interest on that 
expenditure. 

The Government's view is that it is 
only fair and reasonable that profits 
made largely as a result of war con­
ditions should continue to bear this 

·particular part of the burden of debt 
which lies upon the Colony. Accord­
ingly, the first section of this Bill 
continues the Act in its essential 
features for the present year. _ 

The sec·ond and third sections pro­
vide a new method for collecting this 
tax from the Fire Insurance Com­
panies doing business amongst us. 

Under the Act as at present framed 
more than half these companies 
escape paying any tax whatever. It 
is now proposed to require every one 
of these companies to pay as a. tax 
five per cent. on the am·ount of the 
permiums received by it each year. 
The total premiums in the city last· 
year amounted to over six thousand 
dollars. By this new arrangement we 
should get fifteen thousand dollars. 
This amount I might explain does~ not 
go. into the general re·venue· but is 
turned o'-\:er to the Municipal Council. 

I beg leave t·o move therefore tha.t 
this Bill be now read a second time. 

HON. MR. HARVEY:-After the 
struggle, which some of us remember 
so well, that we had two years ago, I 

\ 

am not g'oing to oppose this Bill, but 
want to point out . that we are exactly 
in the same position as then. Matters 
to S·ome extent were improved by the 
Income Tax, but I wish that the Gov­
ernment had gone over it, and made 
it somewhat more equitable in regard 
to some of the inequalities that were 
pointed out. The bill still has a 
measure of inequality about it that is 
not fair, and I hope that if it comes 

\ 

before 1us an·other year for further ex­
tension that the suggestions forcibly 
and honestly made in this chamber 

' 

will be given due· consideration by the 
Government. 

HON. MR. McNAMARA:-Section 
two calls · for a tax of five per cent. on 
insurance premiums. This, I think, is 
a v·ery serious matter and should re­
ceive all consideration. We are all 
very conversant with the· great fires 
·of '46 and '92, and must realize that 
we are living in a wooden town and I 
think it unwise to tax these com­
panies too much. W·e all know these 
insurance companies are wealthy con­
cerns and may threaten to withdraw 
and discontinue· doing business here 
altogether, and we can imagine what 

' 
position business people and pr·op·erty 
owners would · find themselves in if 
this should happen, and I think this 
requires a lot of consideration before 

I • passing. Since 1892 there have been 
hundr·eds of houses erected on the 
higher levels and at this moment peo­
ple living -in the lower p·ortions of the 
town are under a veritable volcano 

• 
which may burst out any day. Al-
though the water service is better, we 
may be faced with a similar disaster 
some day to that of 1892. 

The bill was read a , second time and 
ordered to be committed on to-mor­
row. 

HON. MR. ELLIS :-Mr. President, 
I beg leave t·o move the second read-

, 
ing of this Bill entitled an Act to 
Amend the Income War Tax Act, 
1918. 

The re-enactment of this measure 
for the coming year is the logical 
consequence of the decision to con­
tinue the business profits tax act, 
which I have just moved. This tax on 

' 
income was intende·d t·o enforce a 
contribution towards the Colony's 
revenue from those not affected by 

. the business Profits Act, but whose 
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yearly earnings were large enough to 
warrant their being called upon to do 
their bit. 

That obligation on their part i~ held 
to still continue as long as the busJ­
ness man is required to yield up a 
share of his earnings to the State. 

There are two or th.ree modifica­
tions proposed by this Bill in regard 
to last year's Act. The first wipes 
out th·e concession granted last year 
to the man who made investments 
abroad and enjoyed a revenue .there­
from, by which he was relieved of 
paying the tax here if he paid it 
abroad. It was found that large 
amounts were being invested outside 
the Colony because of this fact and 
now it is proposed t·o make the tax 
payable at home as well as abroad. 

Section 2 is an amendment render­
ed nec·essary . because last year's bill 
was retroactive applying to 1917 as 
well as to 1918 and now the wording 
of tl1e section must be changed be­
cause this situation no longer exists. 

, 

The third section is to make it p·os- · 
sible to collect this tax from ab­
sentee landlords who under the law, 
a.s at present drafted, are able to 
escape paying this tax. 

I trust that this explanation will 
satisfy the House as to reading the 
Bill the second time. 

HON. 11R. HARVEY:-All these 
subjects are on·es that at times like 
these require very careful considera­
tion indeed. I suppose that hon. gen­
tlemen and the public gen­
erally appreciate how seri·ous is t11e 
outlook for the Colony. To some of 
us who have been specially associated 
with the realisation of the Colony's 
produce during· the past four months 
these difficulties have pe'rhaps be­
come more real than to th.ose not 
more in touch with them t:Pan we 
have been. The pro bl em· of course 
has been one of exchange. That is 

the real problem, the problem Which 
the government, the mercantile com­
munity and the fishermen have to 
face. At the present moment, and for 
som·e time past, exchange has been 
unobtainable from Italy, and fish has 
had to leave there because exchange 
was unobtainable. Spain has it be­
cause she has not been in the ·war· , 
Portugal has it at the present mo-
m·ent; Greece probably has not got it. 
If exchange is not forthcoming from 
the Mediterranean countries this 
c·ountry is going to be very much in 
the position of a man with a large 
stoclr of goods in his warehouse in a 
town ver·y largely consisting of beg­
gars. He wants to sell and they buy, 
but they have not the means. That is 
thy danger confronting the Colony at 
present and it is going to be a con­
tinuous danger, for as we know the 
United States is exporting by · the 
hundreds of millions of dollars worth 
every month and getting nothing in 
return, as thes·e countries have no 
n1oney and nothing is .coming in re­
turn, and the whole ·outlook is fraught 
with anxiety. The exchange situation 
is one of great interest indeed. Be­
fore the war for instance, the ex­
~hange between Great Britain and the 
U.S. var.ied according to the time of 
the year as to its condition. England 
owned a very large amount of pro­
perty in the U.S. and did a very· larg·e 
amount of carrying t·o that country 
and the result was at the end of the 
year when · interest became due, the 
U.S. would owe England a large 
amount of money. When crops began 
to be shipped exchange went the other 
way and England would begin to owe 

. 

the U.S. money. When the war broke 

out in August the American crops had 

not been harv·ested and shipped and 

the result was America owed the Brit­

ish a large amount of money, and as 

11on. gentlemen will recollect Great 
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Britain had immediately to enforce a 
moratorium arld you could not bor­
row mon·ey in England and American 
bankers could not meet am,ounts 
owing in England at that time be­
cause they could not borrow the 
money to do it. Drafts were eoming 
due and the result was exchange in 
New York went very high, well over 
$5.00. They managed by s,hipping 
gold and extending credits one way 
and another to tide them ·over, and a 
few months after England began to 
buy large quantities of foodstuffs and 
munitions from the U.S. and trade 
went the other way, and .the result 
was that England o~ed so much 
money they had to corral all the 
stocks, bonds, etc., owed in Eng1and 
and all the g·old in England and send 
the mover, and in one way and an­
other managed to k·eep the British 'ex­
change not far from par, about $4.75 
or $4. 76 until the armistice came, and 
then the British government had to 
stop the transactions and exchange 
went to down to $4.50, and is back · 
now to about . $4.65. That dr·op in 
sterling exchange, nothing to do with 
Europe at all, cost this colony about . 
$1.50 a quintal 9n all the fish shipped 
at that time. The position is this: 
The Italians would buy our fish and 
\hen have the money in Lond·on and 

I ' 

.then give us a draft on London. The 
Newfoundland merchant or bank 
takes this draft on London and sells 
it for money in the United States and 
the money there is used to pay for 
the imports we get here from the 
neighbouring c1ontinent. If .the Ital­
ians have not the money in London 
and cannot give us e~change and we 

are not able to get th·e money for our 

fish, how is this country going to pay 
• 

for the imports it wants from Canada 

and the U.S. all thr,ough the year. The 

way in which exchange cancelled out 

before tlie war was quite wonderful. 

For instance, in the course 
of the year America shipped to 
Europe enormously larger quantities 
of goods than it received, but on the 
other hand received large q uan ti.ties 
fro1n the East, Japan, India, the Paci­
fic Islands, etc., and sent it west, 
while the east ·owed London enorm­
ously large quantities of money all 
the time, and as a r·esult of this tri­
angular arrangement, the apex of 
which met in London, matters were 
adjusted satisfactorily. That equil1-
bri11m has been absolutely destroyecl 
by the war and how it is going to re­
cover in a generation it ' is difficul~ to 
see. The Canadians and Americans 
·Of course being rich people are en­
abling shipmen.ts to be made by 
private firms by giving government 
loans to these European countries and 
that is something even to them which 
has a very short limit. The only way 
that appears to me that this country 
can continue its shipments is by be­
ing permitted to obtain Canadian and 
Americans not only on th·e payment 
·of American goods but on payment of 
our goods. We have . a good case to 
put up, for this country took from 
the United States last year for every 
man, woman and child in it, fifty dol­
lars worth of goods, and fr,om Canada 
forty-five dollars worth. It is per­
fectly clear that no European custon1-
er is going to be so good on a p·er 
capita basis as we are. If we cease 
to buy from them then their exp·ort 
ceases that much. I think we should 
be able to show them that if they 
would allow a certain amount of these 
loans to be expended on Newfound­
land produce, their export trade will 

increase. If they cut us off, the Cana­

dians and Americans cannot continue 

to sell us goods. That is the position, 

and it is serious ind·eed. Regarding 

the present act before us, it may per­

haps appear that this has very little 

• 
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bearing on this bill, but it has a great 
deal. I think this bill as it stands is 
injudicious. It is not a matter of 
principle and I am not going to op-, 

pose it. If it was a matter of prin-
ciple as the profits tax bill was I 
should take a strong stand against it 
and hold it up for a month if neces­
sary, but I am ·only going to point out 
that I think it is injudicious. - Of 
course there are people in this coun­
try who are getfing off unfairly under 
direct taxation · bht you cannot en­
force any sort of taxation ·that is go­
ing to be entirely equitable. Some 
class is going to get ·off no matter 

I 

what form you have. Now there are 
' 

a few people no doubt who are get-
ting off on this tax but the question 
is what harm can it do if any. I am 
afraid a great d·eal of harm will be . 
done. I do not like bringing up any 
personal matters in this chamber; I 
try to avoid addressing · any hon. gen­
tlemen in this house by name, and do 
not make personal references of any 
kind, but I cannot help r·eferring to 
one hon. member who has been sitting 
next to me for many years, the pre­
sent Trade Commissioner who is 
working for the Col·ony free of ex­
pens·e; I take him as a typical case. 
Sir Edgar Bowring derives most of 
his income from England. I am not 
speaking for him; naturally I spoke 
to none of his people. He is paying 
there one quarter per cent tax on his 
income. I-Iis firm is a valuable asset 
t·o this country; they are spending 
now I suppose $20,000 a year in keep­
ing up the Park a matter which would 
fall on the Municipal Council if they 
did not do it. The Coastal Contract 
as I presume is generally known has 
been operated throughout the war at 

a great loss partly owing to the 

quixotic attitude of Sir Edgar B·ow­

ring, and the renewal of the contract 

no'\v 'is being done partly on the same 

motive. For there is no question on 
the part of any business man that the 
paying thing would be to sell these 
steamers ·and put their money in gov­
ernment bonds. But I think that is 
very largely due to a spirit of loyalty 
to this country. No body has ever 
made a cent out of the coastal con­
tract so far as I know. No one has 
ever gon·e to. him for money without 
getting it; he has presented hospitals, 
etc., and his tie to this country is 
purely sentimental. He has a small 
cottage in Tovsail, and if he is going 

• 
to be taxed another twenty per cent 
for opening that cottage, what is go-

, 

ing to be the result? 

We faced the risk 
catastrophe over the 

of a terrible 
marketing of 

our Labrador fish and if great care is 
not exercised next year we may find 
ourselves in much the ~ame b·ox and 
the trade may have to face a loss of 
$l,500,000. Had we not acquired the 
Bonds the loss to the trade certainly 
would be over $1,000,000 and the fish 
would have remained in Spain; ruin­
ing our prospects altogether. Had 
we no bonds for the "Eskasonia" car­
g·o there would have been a loss of 

· oyer $1,000,000 a:nd gentlem~n occupy­
ing seats in this chamber suffered 
very heavy losses on this fish. The 
whole matter is one fraught with 
much danger to the best business in­
terests of Newfoundland. 

HON. MR. ANDESON :-I hav·e lis­
tened with some pleasure to the ob­
servations of Hon. Mr. Harvey regard­
ing the possible , outcome of the 
marketing of next season's produce 
and it strikes me· that the Govern­
ment and all parties must put their 
head·s· together to ensure a favorable 
termination to the season's activities. 
The Dominion of Canada has estab­
lished credits in near and foreign 
countries and if the Government can 

arra11ge for reciprocity between itself 
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and the Bank of Commerce, ·Bank of 
l\Iontreal and kindred financial insti­
tutions doing business here and with 
the agencies of banking institutions 
in New York that they may arrange 
to let us ship our fish in exchange for 
their flour, pork, butter, &c., from the 
States it will help us greatly in our 
trade with the outside world. It is a 
S·erious outlook which Hon. Mr. Har­
vey depicts for us · and coming from · a 
gentleman so intimately associated 
with the multifarious details of our 
commerce his words merit the earnest 
consideration of the best hearts in 
the country. We do not want antag­
onism with Water Street. We want 
harmony between fishermen, worker 
and merchant and if the arrange­
ments I have alluded to can be made 
b·etween the banks and exporters and 
if the latter can be protected by the 
Cana.dian and American financial peo­
ple and an exchange of commodities 
effected it will rebound to the pros­
perity of the c·ountry. Since the war 
began our commerce has , quadrupled 
though it do.es not take so long a time 
to look back to the period when our 
Finance Minister in bringing his bud­
get before the House point·ed with 

' 

some sh·ow of justifiable satisfactio11 
to the fact that the gross revenue was 
$2 ,000,000 while now he complacently 
and without any sense of surprise in 
the record looks for a revenue of 7 0 
millions of dollars or $30 per head of 
the whole p·opulation of the Island. 
At one time exchange went up to 70 
per cent and an effort was made to 
establish a National Bank for the 
country but we know what the result 
was, the people 11ad no sympathy with 
anything local and the movement 
came to nought. I have n·o doubt if 

easy. ·The Bank . of Montreal has 
established a ·Branch in Paris and in 
addition Sir Thos. White says-"In 
order to increase the banking facili­
ties of the Dominion ·of Canada I al­
lowed the issue of 15 per c·ent in 
notes ov.er and above the capital and 
reserve combined, so that the positio11 
of Canada is safe" and I hope such a 
solution will be found in this country. 
N·ow what will be the condition of this 
country next Fall. Th·e men who con­
duct business along Water Street 
carry a great burden with very little 
assistance and co-operation but much 
could be done if we had a National 
Bank by which most beneficial results 
could be arrived at and with the co­
operation and assistance of govern­
ment and people the danger·ous ·pos­
sjbilities to which Hon. Mr. Harvey 
has alluded might be avoided. 

HON. MR. GRIEVE :-We have all, 
I am sure ,listen·ed with great advant­
age to the utterances of Hon. Mr. 
Harvey this afternoon. He has out­
lined a condition of affairs truly 
alarming and I must confess I share 
his opinion. It may not be a mat.ter 
that would c·ome within the province 
of this chamber but I would make the 
suggestion that a deputation of this 
chamber with the business people of 
the city meet to consider the conse­
quences of the situation that con­
fronts the country. I sp·eak now with 
a grave sense of the resp·onsibility 
which rests upon me. I am an old 
merchant who have seen days of pros­
perity as well as adversity, and can­
not conceal from .the House that with 
all the optimism of my nature, I stood 
appalled at the prospect that opens 
out, for , n·ot alone the Colony, but the · 
trade of the country, and difficulities 

those interested in that movement almost unsurmountable. But goor for-

is that we are dealing largely with

value. This Bill as it appears to me, 
will put a heavy weight upon the 
trade in adding to its burdens. It is 
necessary, of course, under the ex­
ceptional c·onditions prevailiu.g, to 
raise revenue, but as Hon. Mr. Har­
vey put it it is impossible to put a 
heavier tax upon a people already 
heavily taxed, in order to embrace 
within the circumference of your Ro­
tice some people when really they are 
not able to keep the pace. I have cer­
tain investments in the United States 
and England which are taxed heavily 
and since the war 25 per cent in ad­
dition. Now if the remains of these 
investments C1ome out here and be 
subject to further taxation, this is no 
country to live in. I have reached a 
period of life when I would like to 
withdraw from this country but am 
compelled by something to . remain 
and with regard to those who work 
with and f·or me· are content to con­
tinue to do business, but honestly, this . 
will ultimately drive me from carry-
ing on the business of the country, 
and men occupying the head of a 
large exporting firm should be en­
couraged not discour·aged. It is help 
and support he wants. For 7 or 8 
m·onths Hon. Mr. Harvey and myself 
have collaborated with the Minister 
of Shipping to try and avert financial 
disaster. But we have staved off a

obliged to take a way from'- Italy the 
markets of our codfish and as far as 
I c·an see the consequences will be 
bad for the exporters. If a man wants 
to avoid disaster he requires to exer­
cise prudence. If you increase the

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hon. members ·of the House in the 
trade of the country are seldom re-­
ceived as intended. As regards the 
collection of taxes upon revenue de­
rived outside the Colony, I would take 
the ground that it is not honest for 
our Minister of Finance to attempt to 
enforce the payment of a tax upon 
such earnings ; earnings upon monies 
earned outside the Colo11y, invested 
outside the Colony -and simply be­
cause the person who makes the in­
vestment has a residence here and 
after paying taxes abroad, must fur­
ther contribute to the revenue of the 
Colony. It is not only unjust but dis­
honest. Hon. Mr. Grieve referred to 
the difficulty in Italy during the past 
year, compelling the Government of 
Italy to form a company to purchase 
their requirement of codfish to feed 
the Italian people. But Hon. Mr. 
Grieve might have said when he told 
us that company was hostile-he 
might have given the reason. It is 
because they were forced to pay such 
a price which enabled our fishermen 
to be paid such prices as were dreamt 
of before. And it is not to our credit 
that we availed of ·our opportunity in 
their extremity to quote such prices 
for them. I fear that the desir·e of 
the last speaker will not be effective, 
but the position is a most serious one 

• 
and I hope it will be shown most 
clearly to the Minister of Finance so 
that he can more clearly see h·ow we 
stand. It is not necessary to dwell 
further on the matter and I hope the 
second reading will be deferred until 
an attempt has been made to show the 
seriousn·ess of the situation to the .. 
Government. 

HON. MR. · TEMPLEMAN:-! feel 
that any remarks of mine on a sub­
ject Of such vital concern to the C·OUn·­
try would not be misplaced, coming 

as they do from one who has some 

little experience in the Colony's trade. 

I must endorse the opinions of Hon­
·ourables Messrs. Harvey, Grieve and 
Bishop, to whose interesting remarks 
I have given closest attention. I most 
emphatically agree with them that the 
situation is a serious one, so serious 
that it is a pity the public cannot see 
it. For many years past there has 
been hostility between the producers, 
the fishermen, and merchants, 
brought about many times by poli­
ticians arid g·overnments. I think it is 
most unwise, unfair, dishonest anfl 

• 
unjust for any man .seeking govern-
ment offices to endeavour to impress 
upon the laboring man or fisherman 
the idea that the merchant is their 
enemy. Such propaganda is con­
temptible and dangerous as it is un­
true. The merchants of this country 
in the past as well as the prese·nt 
have carried the burden of much un· 
deserved blame, but speaking for my­
self if I had listened t·o much of the 
advice kindly and disinterestedly ad­
vanced by certain m·erchants, I would 
h.ave been better off in the world's 
goods than I am to-day. Our fisher­
men should pay more attention to the 
fisheries and their friends and less at­
tBntion to politicians. Everybody in 
the country has been led to believe 
that the merchant is a man not fit to 
live. It has been the cry ever since 
I had any experience in politics; it 
was I suppose before I was born; and 
will be I guess after I am dead. I 
think it is very unfortunate to have 
a.ny such idea. The interests of the 
mercl1ant are exactly the same as 
those of the fishermen. And the mer­
chant deserves just the same protec­
tion. The outport merchant makes 
to-day less profit on flour. and other 
comm·odities; makes a smaller per­
centage of profit in spite of increased 

cost than he did before · the war. On 

the other hand a man getting $400 be­

fore the war is getting $800 now. A 

• 
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barrel of flour still carries less pro­
fit. Mor·e money is turned over with 
less profit. And yet in the face of 

· that the Government wants t·o tax the 
merchant; or in other words to do 
away with the merchant. Now sir, 
what we want here to-day is more 
merchants; not less; and though I did 
not intend to delay the House at all, I 
feel that I should support tbe motion 
of the Hon. Mr. Grieve that a deputa­
tion from this House consult with the 
Finance Minister before this bill 
passes through .this House. 

HON. lIR. ELLIS:-Mr. President, 
after hearing the observations of the 
Hons. Messrs. Harvey, Grieve and 
Templeman as well as the other mem­
bers who have spoken I sent for Mr. 
Cashin and had a talk with him and 
he informs me that the Bill is in line 
with those o fthe United States and 
England. B,oth these impose taxes on 
foreign investments; and he do-es not 
see in what way or for what reason 
the tax should be altered. 

HON. lllR. HARVEY:-Mr. Presi- . · 
dent, I would just like to add one 
word. I am not going to oppose the 
s-econd reading. But I take it that the 
fact that this is an act which has been 
passed in both the States and in Eng­
land, is n·ot reason for our accepting 
it in Newfoundland. It is not neces­
sarily good on that account. In fact 
they have some very bad acts. But in 
this case the conditions are so diff-er­
ent that there is in my opinion no 
co1nparison. A man who has property 
in England or in the States cann·ot get 

out. This country is very different. 

You can drive people out of here with 

a very small whip but not so in th-e 

States or in . England. Above that still 

there is the unfairness of double tax-

best int-erests of any country and is 
a mistake. 

HON. MR. GIBBS :-Mr. · Pr-esident, 
I would suggest to hon. gentlemen 
that in view of the arguments ad­
vanced by the various speakers no 
harm could result from the Govern­
ment's receiving a deputation of 
memb-ers from this House. Personal­
ly I have no objection to this bill. It 
has been brought about through cir-

• 
cumstances over which we may or we 
may not have control; but I would 
submit with all due respect that the 
'vealth of the arguments advanced 
here this aftern,oon by the members 
certainly entitles them to lay the 
same before the Finance Minister; 
and the latter would be very ill-ad­
vised not to accept -the sam-e with an 
impartial mind. Now the Government 
as constituted has not the strength a 
cabinet usually has as the result of 
the presence of many commercial men 
of good judgment; and I think in view 
of that they sh·ould certainly ac­
cede to the request even if they find 
that the rec,ommendations made can­
not be accepted by them and engraft­
ed into the Bill. 

The Bill was read a second time and 
ordered to be deferred to a Committee 
of the Whole House to-morrow. 

Hon. Mr. President read a message 
from the House of Assembly saying 
that that House had passed a Bill re­
specting the Grand Bank Harb,or in 
which they asked the concurrence of 
th·e Council.

Second reading of the Bill respect-
ing the Control and Management of 
the Harbor of Grand Bank. 

HON. MR. ELLIS:-In moving the 
S·econd reading of this Bill, the object 
of which is to enable the people of 
Grand Bank to collect further rev­
enues for the maintenance of their 
harbor, I would say that while I was 
out of the colony recently a lett-er 
from the Committee ) establishe~ there 
to promote the erecti·on of a new pier 
reached my offioe asking my support 
for this project. It affords me the 
greatest pleasure .to express my en­
tire approval of the project and my 
readiness to assist in every possible 
way the people of Grand Bank who 
have been an example to every sec­
ti·on of the country in the industrial 
activity and progress-which they 
have always shown-and never more 
so than in .their effort to overcome 
the serious drawbacks to the carrying 

.on of their industry which are repre­
sented by the destruction of their pier 
through storm some little whil-e ago. 
I think I am safe in saying that .this 
House will agree .that what we want 
is more communities of the go-a-head 
character of Grand Bank and that any 
money which the Colony finds it pos­
sible to provide for the development 
of communities of that kind will be 
money very well spent. I have much 
pleasure to m·ove the second reading. 

IION. 1IR. SQUIRES:-! have v-ery 
much pleasure in seconding the mo­
tion for the second reading of this 
Bill. The hon. leader of the Govern­
ment in proposing the second reading 
has made ref·erence to the large num­
ber of schooners which prosecute the 
Bank fishery fr·om this place and most 
of the hon. members in this chamber 
must know something of the develop­
ment of the breakwater there and the 
wharf which are of so much import­
ance in connection with the success­
ful prosecution of this important 
branch of our great industry. I have 
had the pleasure ·of a cruise around 
that section of the S.W. coast and 
have. seen ampl-e evidences of the zeal 
and industry of the people of Grand 
Bank and examples of their .energy 
and enterprise in · their comfortable 
homes and general prosperous sur­
roundings. As Hon. Mr. Ellis has said 
any money aff·orded them for harbor 
improvements will be money well 
spent and again I must express the 
pleasure it gives me to support this 
motion. 

The Bill was read a second time 
and ordered to be referred to a Com­
mittee of the whole· House on to-mor­
r·ow. 

Hon. Mr. President announced that 
he had received a message from the 
Assembly acquainting the Council 
that they had passed the following 
Bills, vzi.: A Bill relating to the 
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Municipal Affairs of the Town of St.

HON. ]}IR. ELLIS :-Mr. President, 
before moving the adjournment I wish 
to ma Ire a few remarks. I have lis­
tened with great patience t·o the re­
marks of the hon. gentleman opposite, 
the Hon. Mr. Anderson: (Speech as 
already published). 

HON. MR. ANDERSON:-Mr. Presi­
dent, I have no desire at the present 
moment to reply to the personal at­
tack made upon me by the Hon. Mr. 
Ellis. When he ref·ers to the serious 
financial crisis which arose early in 
the wa.r when the· whole world was 
withh·olding payment of its debts; and 
when there was a general moratorium 
all the world over; London it­
self, Sir, not excluded; but I 
thank God that the country or the 
Government nev~r lost one cent by 
me. · But it certainly ill-befits the 
ge11tleman or any gentleman either in 
this House or ·out of this House to 
make any such statement as he has 
made here to-day. If I have at any 
time · said anything aggressively to-
wards him, he knows as well as I do 
that the same 'vas said in the heat of 
a debate or in the interest of the 
country; and that I am as µiuch gov­
erned by a general desire to do what 
is best in the interests of the country 
as any member in this House. How­
ever · he has fired his pois·oned arrow, 

and as far as I am concerned he has 

missed his mark; and as long as I 

hold a seat in this chamber I intend 

to do what I consider right on behalf 
of the people of this country. It is 
true, in all probability, that I re­
ferred to him personally from time to 
time, but that was because he was the 
leader of the Government and there 
was no one else to whom I could re­
fer, and if he has been thinskinned 
enough to take what I have said in the 
form of an insult, I am sure there is 
no one here to-day who regrets it 
n1ore than I do. As far as the general 
revi·ew of his associates which he 
gave us is c·oncerned, I endorse every­
thing that he has said; and I would 
go further and state that I question 
very much if we could have got to­
gether a combination of men better 
imbued with knowledge of the affairs 
of this country than were the.se men· 

' and if in their official capacity they 
aided the firm wi.th which I am con­
nected or any other firm, they were 
well paid back every cent with good 
interest. And now then, Mr. Presi­
·ctent, if I have said anything that has 
hurt his feelings I am very sorry sir 
that he was thinskinned enough to 
take it personally. At the same time 
I thanlr him for his r~view. He has 
come here sir well fortified no doubt 
by a friend of mine; but as far as I 
am concerned he has failed in his er­
rand. 

HON. MR. SQUIRES :-I cannot al­
low the House to adjourn this even­
ing with·out first giving expression to 
the absolute disgust which I feel, and 
which I am sure every member of this 
chamber must feel, at the conduct of 

·the hon. leader of the Government in 
this chamber in his attempt to silence 
a member of this chamber by publish­
ing private in~ormation concerning 
his business obtained from a Govern­
ment department, and which every 

one knows are absolutely and strictly 

c·onfidential. For such a grossly 

flagrant breach of trust on the part 
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of a public member vf an executive 
government it would indeed be diffi­
cult to find a parallel. And all be­
cause the Hon. Mr. Anderson has 
dared to raise his voice in criticism 
of the hon .gentleman or his associ­
ates in office in their public capacity 
as managers of the affairs of this 
c·ountry. I feel, sir, I sh.ould not fur­
ther continue to show the disgust I 
feel, w-hich I have, and every man 
here must have, and every man wor­
thy of being a Newfoundlander must 
have to secret service methods of that 
sort. The day of degradation must I 

am sure have arrived when Hon. Mr. 
Anderson said . something to hurt Mr. 
Ellis, and Mr. Ellis should dig up 
sometl1ing ab·out the department in 
w_hich hundreds of business people do 
business in connection with ·duty 
bonds, or other matters, income tax 
returns or profit tax returns and use 
it here in a sledge hammer way to 
compel him to silence. Is there a 
man on Water Street here to-day who 
dares attack the Government because 
his balance sheet must be sent to the 
bank and his business ruined? If 
that is so, then a way with such a 
Government, and away with such con­
duct. Following the observations of 
Mr. Ellis I would give this notice of 
question. 

Hon. Mr. Gibbs gave notice o! ques­
tion.

IION. MR. ELLIS :-Mr. President, I 
have not the least objection to a post­
ponement. I take it that the Bill it­
self is explanatory enough; but I will 
undertake to get .the information f.or 
the House on to-morrow; I move 
therefore that this order stand de­
ferred. 

Hon. Mr. Mews gave notice of ques­
tion. 

HON. MR. SQUIRES :-I would like 
to call the attention 10f the Hon. W. 
J. Ellis to the fact that certain ques­
tions asked by me some little time 
ago have not yet been fully answered. 
Amongst the several qu.estions, I 
would now refer to two particularly. 
The first relates to my request that 
reports of the Government Engineer 
on the condition of the Reid railway 
line be laid upon the table of the 
Council. The Government's answer is 
as follows: 

"The statements made thereon by 
"the Government Engin.eer t ·o the Gov­
"ernment are privileged interdepart­
"mental documents which the Gov­
"ernment do not consider in the pub­
"lic interest it would be advisable to 
"discl·ose." 

It is astounding to find that the re­
port of the Government Engineer on 
the railway line is not a document 
which, in the opinion of the Govern­
ment, should be laid upon the table 
of this Council. The railway is the 
property of the Government, operated 
by the Reid Newfoundland Company, 
who are under certain obligations to 
keep the line in maintenance and re­
pair. This Council is entitled to the . 
information as to whether, in the 
opinion o!· the Government Engineer, 

' 

the Reid Newfoundland C:ompany 
have kept the line in maintenance and 
repair. The people of this country 
are entitled to know whether the 
Government Engineer considers it a 
safe line over which they may travel. 
Am I to understand from this· answer 
that the reports of the Government 
Engineer upon the condition of this 
line are such that no person having 
knowledge of the nature of the re­
ports would risk his life upon that 
line of railway? Is that the. conclu­
sion to which this Council must come 
from the statement that th·e Govern­
ment does not consider that it is in 
the · public interest to discJ.ose the re­
ports? These are not privileged in­
terdepartm·ental documents. They are 
official reports of the Government 
Engineer, whose duty it is to see that 
that railway line is in such a condi­
tion that people will not be smashed 
up and burnt up, as has been a com­
mon occurrence on that line during 
recent years. I ask the H·onourable 
the Leader of the Government to re­
consider the answer which he has 
given to this question and see that, at 
an early date, the reports of the Gov­
ernment Engineer asked for be 
tabled. 

I also asked that there be laid upon 
the table of the Council a copy of the 
claim made by the Reid Newfound­
land Company against the Govern­
ment in the autumn of 1917, relative 
to the amount which they claim to be 
due them by the Government under 
railroad construction contracts, to­
gether with the reply of the Govern­
ment Engineer thereto, and any ad­
ditional claims made by the Reid 
N·ewfoundland Company. The answer 
to that question is that because I was 
Colonial Secretary from August, 1917, 
to January, 1918, I had knowledge of 

the information which I asked to be 

tabled. That is not a reply to my 
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question. The fact that the doeu­
n1ents forwarded to me officially by 
the Reid Newfoundland C·ompany or 
their lawyers, Messrs. Conroy & Hig­
gins, and the replies of the Govern­
ment Engineer forwarded to me of­
ficially by him were perused by me 
as Colonial S·ecretary, and I conse­
quently have some knowledge of their 
contents, is not an answer to my 
question that these d·ocuments be laid 
upon the table of the Council. These 
are officiai public documents dealing 
with large claims and demands by 

. the Reid Newfoundland Company. I 
cannot understand the condition of 
affairs which justifies the leader pf 
the Government in attempting to keep 
the Council in ignorance of the true 
p·osition of affairs so far as the Reid 
Newfoundland Company is concerned, 
both as to the condition of their rail 
line and as to claims against the 
Government. I ask that the honour­
able gentleman reconsider the an­
swer that he has given to this ques­
.tion also, and table the information 
S·OUght. 

The House then adjourned. 

FRIDAY, May 16th, 1919. 
House met pursuant to adjourn­

ment. 

Hon. Mr. Ellis tabled reports of the 
Board of Pensions Commissioners; 
Marine and Fisheries Department and 
Militia Department. 

On motion of Hon. Mr. Ellis, Harbor· 
of Grand Banl{ Bill was read a third 
time and passed, and bills entitled 
Act respecting the Refining of Cod 
Liver Oil, and Act respecting the 
Administration of Local Affairs were 
committed and passed without amend­
m·ent and ordered to be read a third 
time on to-1norrow. 

HON. MR. ELLIS :-I rise to move 
the second reading of this Bill, an Act 
respecting the Municipal Affairs of 

the Town of St. John's. This is a 
much discussed measure and it will 
verhaps involve further extensive dis­
cussion in this chamb·er. I might say, 
however, that it involves only two 

' 

principles. The first is that of pro-
viding machinery whereby the Coun­
cil can secure extra powers to open 
up lands suitable for building pur­
poses. This principle is covered by 
the first eleven sections of the Bill 
which are the same number of sec­
tions tal{en from what is known as 
the "New Charter" with amendments 
proposed in connection thereto by the 
Citizens' Committee. The second prin­
ciple is covered in the 13th section 
and simply continues the existence of 
the present Council which would 
otherwise expir·e on the 31st Decem­
ber until the 30th June next. Dealing 
wi.th the latter first I would explain 
that the expectation is that at the 
next session ·of the Legislature after 
the General Election when St. John's 
is· fully represented a new Municipal 
Bill, either the Charter in its present 
form or an amended one, will be en­
acted into law and that immediately 
thereafter a new Council will be 
chosen· to carry the same into effect, 
otherwise the life of the Council 
would expire at the end of this year. 
A new election would have t·o be held 
before th·e first of January and all 
hope of commencing the new year 
with the new Council would have to 
be abandoned. It may be remember­
ed that one of the most important and 
debated principles in the· present 
Charter is whether the whole Coun­
cil should g·o out of existence every 
four years or whether only three of 
the members should go out every two 
years and this is one of the many 
matters that will have to be - settled 

in the meantime. The proposal to en­

act clauses empow.ering the Council 

to enter lands and to promote build-
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ing purposes is one that the Charter 
provided for, that the Citizens' Com­
mittee approved and that a round 
table conference of clergymen en­
dorsed very recently and waited upon 
the Government t·o r.ecommend action. 
These eleven clauses provide that the 
Council can enter upon lands, expro­
priate strips for streets and assess 
against the own·ers property a pro­
portionate part, according to the 
frontage, of the cost of the improve­
ments. S·ome criticism has been di­
rected ag~inst this policy, but I might 
say tl1at in this form it is only an 
amplification of the existing law be­
cause the Municipal Statute now in 
effect provides that the cost of the 
sewerage can be assessed in the same 
fashion. Moreover this is an accept­
ed principle on both sides of the At­
lantic and British and Canadian 
Municipal enactments have reaffirmed 
the same principle. With ·regard to 
the complaint that there has been de­
lay in the enactment of the Charter, 
I would point out that while this may 
be true in a sup.erficial sense, it is de­
cidedly not true in another sense. In 
other words every important prin­
ciple in the Charter which met the 
unanin1ous or virtually unanimous 
endorsement of the Citizens' Commit­
tee and the B·oard of Commissioners 
appointed in 1914 has been enacted or 
will now be enacted and the only im­
portant· sections of the Charter re-
1naining to be dealt with are those 
upon which there was a conflict of 
opi11ion either in the lVIuncipal Coun­
cil, the Citizens' Committee or both. 
I might p·oint out that the filing of the 
report of the Muncipal Commission­
·ers on what we know as the Charter 
showed that it was not unanimous. 
There were majority, minority and in-

diYidual reports and there was a 

strilring of opinion also on the ques­

tion ·of whether the Muncipal area 

• 

should be enlarged or not or whether 
.the city lin1its should remain as they 
are or whether a suburban area 
should be taken in under the Muni­
cipal wing on different status from 
the town itself. I might add that the 
section dealing ·with tl1e housing 
question have be·en exhausti"\"ely de­
bated by the Municipal Commission, 
the Citizens' Committee, a Joint 
Select C·ommittee of the Legislature 
and by the Lower House last week 
and may possibly occasion a great 
dea l of discussion here when we go 
into Committee but I take it that there 
will be no objection to giving the Bill 
a -second reading, -particularly when I 
say that the members of the present 
Council have agreed to c·ontinue in 
office until the 30th June next. 

HON. l\'IR. McNAMARA:--Mr. Presi­
dent, having been connected with the 
City Council as Commissioner for two 
years I would like to say a few words 
on the second reading of the bill be­
fore the chamber and may be par­
doned, if I claim after my experience 
that I speak on the subject with s·ome 
little knowledge. In 1886 the City 
Council was inaugurated and the 
duties of the Board of Works was 
talcen over by this body. Since that 
lengthy period some, of the finest and 
ablest of our citizens have occupied 
seats at the council board and en­
deavored by their labors to forward 
the interest of the city and improve 
town conditions to the best of their 
ability. Such upright, honest, ster­
li11g inen as the late Moses Monroe, 
the late Hon. John Harris, Mr. Ken­
n·edy, Frank St. John, J ·ohn Carnell, 
C. F. Muir and others that I canno,t 
at present recall. 

And with us to-day who gave their 
services to city government is Hon. 
Mr. Ellis (Leader of the Government 
in this chamber) , Hon. Mr. Power, 

Hon. Mr. Gibbs and Hon. Mr. Ander-

son The whole trouble, Mr President, 
I submit about city government can 
be summed up in one sentence, viz.: 
No. money; no funds. 

Without money you cannot make 
city improvements and it is only by 
a policy · of economy and cheesparing 
that the revenue of the Council ca11 
be made meet the expenditure. Un­
der these circumstances no great city 
improvements may be looked for and 
unless and until the Council has a 
full charter and power to borrow 
money you cannot look for the im­
prov·ements that are so essential to 
the health and comfort of our citizens. 
It is now humiliating under present 
conditions for any body of indepen­
dent men to be compelled to call on 
the Government every time they want 
a few dollars for necessary new worl{ 
such as laying water pipes, etc., and 
until present conditions are changed 
by the passing of the charter I fear 
that the t·own will be the sufferer and 
the residents of the town the victims · 
of the present unbearable conditions. 
One of the most serious charges 
against city government and I make 
no exceptions when I include all city 
governments is the very large amount 
of money which is due for water and 
sewerag.e rates. This amount · has 
been growing f.or years and years 
and to-day the sum outstanding is be­
tween $90,000 and $100,000. 

This is a reflection on all city gov­
ernments and tempts the average citi­
zen to ask: Has Municipal govern­
ment been a success? 

My hon. friend Mr. Anderson stated 
early in the ses~ion that permits for 
houses were refused by the muni­
cipality. This is correct to some ex­
tent but not wh·olly correct as I will 
prove by stating that the only houses 
that were refused permits were to ap­
plicants who applied to build without 
installing the necessary water and 

sewe:rage eonnections. Mayor Gosling 
toolt a firm stan·d from his inceptio11 
of ·office to vositively refuse permits 
for houses unless water and sewerage 
were installed. In this he was ably 
supported by nearly all the Council­
lors as everyone felt that if permits 
for unsewered houses were granted 
we would never get rid of the night­
bar system and this blot on our town 
would go ·on perpetually. 

Before I resume my seat I would 
like to say a word or two in apprecia­
tion of the splendid services Mayor 
Gosling has given the town for the 
past 5 or 6 years. No one n 1ot con­
versant with city affairs can have any 
idea of the volume of business that 
has to be attended to by the Mayor c1f 
the town and how Mr. Gosling could 
find time outside of his own business 
t·o attend to the duties of the city is 
most astonishing and I ean only at­
tribute it to his energy, ability and 
capacity for hard work. I am satis­
fied that the public or the thinking 
public at least appreciate Mayor Gos­
ling's great services to the town and 

r the great public spirit he b.as always 
---shown in furthering the interests of 

his adopted country. Like all public 
men Mr. Gosling has been subjected 
to a good deal of criticism and misre­
prehension but being of a complace11t 
disposition and knowing that he is in 
the right he takes it as ,the penalty a 
public man must be for endeavoring 
to improve the conditions of those 
criticising him.· 

I support the measure before the 
chair and hope when it is passed and 
put into operation that it will to some 
extent have th·e effect of bettering 
prevailing conditions in the city.

HONo ~IR. BISHOP:- I would draw 
attention also to the fact that Section 
4 provides that the cost of improve­
ments shall be assessed upon the 
la.nds directly benefitted thereby on 
the frontage of lan·d suitable for 
building purposes on streets may be 
opened or improved. Section 3 of the 
Bill I think also needs explanation for 
it seems to me you can force a man 

,• 

redress. You can also charge up to 
his· lands all the costs of making ne'v 
streets, widening or improving them, 
laying sidewalks, laying water pipes, 
gullies and gratings and other im­
prov·ements and make him pay the 
cost of these improvements, notwith­
standing that you take a strip or por­
tion of his land and convert it into 
streets which become public pro­
perty. It seems to me that to take a 
man's land and then tax him for the 
entire cost of improv·ements is most 
unfair. These costs I think should 
be borne by the city. This legislation 
I imagine has been hurried and not 
given the 'attention its imp·ortance 
merits. 

HON. MR. ELLIS :-I might say I 
cannot agree with Hon. Mr. Bishop 
wh·en he says that this legislation has 
been hurried. As a matter of fact this 
very phase of the situation was co11-
sidered by the Citizens' Committee 
and Council and the Commission of 
1914 so that it has had a deal of care­
ful consideration and the Citizens' 
Committee agreed to the principle of 
having the lands taken for street pur­
poses without compensation. How­
ever, ·if the hon. gentleman so desire 
we can raise the Committe,e, in order 
that they may have further opportun­
ity of considering the Bill . 

The Committee rose and reported 
progress and asked leave to sit again 
on to-morrow. 

HON. MR. ELLIS :-Mr. Pr·esident, 
I beg to move the second of the Bill 
entitled an Act to extend the Beaver 
Act; 1918. I may say that this Bill 
provides for tl1e extension of the time 
in which beavers are not allowed to 
be killed · and its object is to further 

' ' 
provide for the preservation of these 
animals so that they may increase and 
spread, as they have been b·ecoming

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extinct during recent yea:rs. The re­
quest is made by the Game and Inland 
Fisheries Board that the close season 
oe extended from October 1919 to 
October 1920.

I think all will agree 
with me that it is highly desirable to 
develop such public utilities in differ­
ent parts of th·e country, and to en­
courage by . such concessions as are 
reasonable the public spirited citizens 
of the places who desire the same, 
and among these there are no more 
remarkable for their public spirit and 
enterprise than the people of Bell 
Island.

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President, in moving that this Bill be 
now read a sec,ond time. 

The bill was then read a second 
tim,e and ordered to be referred to a 
Committee of the Whole House on to-
1norrow. 

HON. MR. ELLIS:-Mr. President, 
. I beg to move the second reading of 

the Bill entitled an Act respecting the 
People's Electric Company, Limit·ed, 
which is similar to the previous bill 
with reference to Bell Island. It is 
designed to enable the people of 
Grand Bank to establish an electric 
lighting company in that place ancl 
gives them exclusive privileges to 
certain water powers in the vicinity. 
It is unnecessary for nle to refer at 
any great length to this Bill because 
the House is familiar with the prin­
ciple involved through the enactment 
of vari,ous similar measures in the 
past. I would merely say, as I have 
just said in relation to Bell Island, 
that the people of Grand Bank are 
a1nong our most enterprising and pro­
gressive citizens who have left noth­
ing undone not alone to promote the 
material interests ,of their community 
but to take a lead in every creditable 
public undertaking, and I feel sure 
tl1at the House will very readily grant 
a second reading to this measure. 

Mr. President, I beg to move the 
s,econd reading of this Bill. 

Tl1e bill was then read a second 
tin1e and ordered to be referred to a 
Committee of the Whole House on to­
morrow. 

HON. MR. ELLIS :-Mr. President, 
I beg to move the s1econd reading of 
the Insurance Companies' Amendment 
Bill. This Bill, which amends the 
Insurance Companies' Act, 1906, is 
merely design.ed to prevent companies 
giving rebates on premiums in con­
nection with the writing up of insur­
ance policies. The Bill is introduced 
at the insta.nce of the various con1-

panies doing business here and it is 
designed to prevent abuses that have 
gro,vn up in conn·ection with their op­
erations in recent years, and which it 
is felt desirable should be terminated. 
A similar measure with the same ob­
ject in view was recently enacted in 
Canada. The result of the present 
policy is that insurance agents are 
prepared to give people all sorts of 
inducem,ents in order to get them to 
take out a policy and pay the first 
premium. In fact it is not unusual 
for half the amount to be offered to 
the 'prospect' as a rebate .to take it 
out, and then when the next year 

' comes round he finds himself in many 
cases unable to pay the full amount of 
the premium, the policy lapses, his 
money is gone, and the benefits of the 
insurance which he desired to obtain 
are lost. • 

I therefore beg to move the second 
• 

reading of this Bill. 

The~ bill was then read a sec,ond 
time a,nd ordered to be referred to a 
Committe·e of the Whole House on to­
morrow. 

HON. MR. ELLIS:-Mr. President, 
I beg to move the second reading of 
Salaries · Bill. This Bill, which amends 
the Act respecting salaries, provides 
for the increase of the salaries of cer­
tain sp·ecified officials in accordance 
with the rates for an increase in the 
salaries of the civil servants which 
was adopted some months ago. As 
the House will remember, the 
schedule of increas·es was that of­
ficials receiving up to $1000 were 
granted an increase of 25 per cent; 
those up to $2000, twenty per cent, 
and those -above $2000, fifte·en per 

cent. 

This Bill merely proposes to amend 

the existing law so that these salaries, 

which are statutory ones, shall be set 

out in the Statutes at th·e new rates, 
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i11stead of those which are there at Committee e>f the Whole House on to-
present. 

' 

I would ask, Mr. President, that 
this Bill be now given a second read­
ing. 

The Bill was then read a second tim·e 
and ordered to be referred to a Com­
mittee ·of the Whole House on to­
morrow. 

HON. ~CR. ELLIS :-lVIr~ President, 
I beg to move the second r·eading of · 
the bill respecting the Constitution of 
the Supreme Court. 

This Bill, an Act amending the law 
in relation to the Constitution of the 
Supreme Court simply provides, as 
'\Vill b·e apparent ·on a perusal of its 
provisions, for an increase to the 
salaries to be paid the Judges of the . 
Supreme Court. The salary of the 
Chief Justice is increased to $7,000 
and that of each of the Judges to 
$6,000, th·ese increases to become ef~ 

fective on the 1st July. 

I might explain that during the 
winter the Judges presented a mem­
orial to the Government pointing out 
that the Judges of the Suprem·e Court 
of N ewfou·ndland were the poorest 
paid of. those of any Federal or Pro­
vincial Court in the overseas posses­
sions ·of the British Empire, and gave 
th·e salaries of all Courts of equiva­
lent standing in Canada, Australia, 
South Africa and New Zealand and 
the subsidiary divisions of these ter­
ritories. The Government therefore 
felt that, under the circumstances, the 
least it could do was to increase the 
salaries of the Judges ·On the same 
basis as those of the minimum rates 
prevailing elsewhere, which are those 
pro11ided in the Bill. 

I have pleasure therefore in moving 
that this Bill be now read a second 
time. 

The Bill was then read a second 

time and ordered to be referred to a 

morrow. 
HON. MR. ELLIS :-Mr. President, 

In moving the second reading of the 
Bill, entitled "An Act respecting Cer­
tain Retiring Allowanc·es" I might say 
that it is merely the annual pension 
bill for the retirement of officials ii1 

the public service whose years or dis­
abilities prevent their continuing in 
the effective enj.oyment of their of­
fices and who the Government have 
retired on the regular schedule, 
namely, two thirds of the salary at­
taching to the office. As the Bill in­
volves no new principle, I feel sure 
the . House will have no objection to 
giving it a second reading, which I 
would now m·ove. 

J-I\ON. llIR. GOODRIDGE: - M:r. 
President, before this Bill passes its 
second reading I should like to refer 
to the retiring of the late Sheriff Car­
ter. Mr. Carter altho' placed on the 
retired list, was fully competent to 
perform the duties attaching to his 
office. He is now receiving $1500 a 
year as a pension while his successor 
r·eceives a salary ·of $2500, a total of 
$4000. I submit sir that this increase 
is altogether uncalled for and the 
expense is altogether unwarranted 
especially at a time when the country 
can ill afford to be extravagant in its 
·expenditures. This increase would 
n1ean pensions for twenty-five m~re 
worn out fishermen. Mr. Carter did 
not want the pension which is being 
paid him but the economy which 
should be practiced by the Govern­
ment in this and ·other similar mat­
ter is altogether lacking.

If those who invest their money in 
this industry are to be harassed in a 
cl1ildish manr1er such as is contem­
plated in this bill, they will have 
hesitation in placing their money to­
wards replacing the stea1ners which 
have been .taken away during the past 
few years. I beg to in·ove that section 
one be strick·en out and the following 
substituted therefor: (Amendment 
read) . . 

HON. ~IR. GRIEVE :-I think the 
amendment proposed by Hon. Mr. 
Goodridge is reasonable. It proposes 
to amend the third section of the act 
on the Statute Book by penalizing any 
owner, who fails to live up to the pro­
visions of the act, and as · an· owne·r of 
sealing steamer and as probably re­
presenting the owners, in this House, 
I can see .no objection to imposing a 
penalty f.or not carrying out the act. 
The other sections are unnecessary 
legislation, but the amendment pro­
posed by my hon; friend is quite 
reasonable and I have no objection to 
its becoming law. 

HON. MR. ·MEWS:-I have inquired 
somewhat regarding this bill, and find 
it originated in the F.P.U. conventio11 
last December, and it appears that for 
several years the fo·od has not been 
up to requirements. I do not think 
this would apply to the line operated 
by my hon. fr iend who has just sat 
down, but there were several steam­
ers th·e men of which have come to 

' 

-
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me for instance with letters to be pub­
lished saying they had not good pra­
per food. I do not know what course 
the originators of the bill will take 
regarding this amendment; I do not 
know if they have be·en consulted on 
the matter. At first sight I do n·ot see -
any objection to it, but would suggest 
that after the words "in sufficient 
quantity," the words "and of suitable 
quality" might be added. 

HON. MR. GRIEVE :-I cannot 
a.gree with the hon. g·entleman. The 
quality and quantity of the food on 
every steamer is sufficient. I took 
the trouble to nlake a few calculations 
of the allowance of food per man on 
the steamers and I find that every 
man is provided daily with fifteen 
ounces of flour, 1 lb. 90zs. of meat; 
1 lb. 2oz. of bread; 2 1-5 oz. sugar; 
1 1-10 oz. tea; 2 lbs. oz. potatoes; 
turnips, etc.; 6 3-5 oz. butter and 
other things in proportion. When we 
consider that under war r,egulations 
P·eople in Great Britain were allowed 
one ounce of butter per week per 
head it cannot be argued that the 
quantity is not sufficient. The 
schedule some few years ago when 
the President of the F.P.U. visited the 
seal fishery and wrote his diary there­
stated that the crew on board his ship 
"\Vere regaled with strawberry jam in 
addition to the other delicacies. No\V 
the men on th·e sealing steamers live 
as well, or a little better, than they 
do at home and the mere insinuation 
that they are not properly fed is not 

• 

worthy of a place ·on the Statute 
Book, and I do not consent to any 
am·endment on the amendment pro­
posed by Hon. Mr. Goodridge, because 
it carries out the act as it stands now. 
If I send a steamer to the sealfishery 
and it proves that the s ip is not suf­
ficiently found in provisions I not 

only subject myself to the penalty of 

$500 but th·e opprobrium 1· should ex-

eite a1nongst all right thinking men I 
wot1ld feel more than the fine. I 
think you can rest assured that these 
steamers are better outfitted now than 
ever b·efore, and every care is taken 
f.or the comfort and well-being of the 
men. I may say also that other con- · 
ditions have improved during the past 
twenty years, such as sanitation, but 
here again difficulty was experienced 
as the men went so far as to plug up 
ventilators that were installed to 
make their quarters' more healthy. 
Nothing is left undone to give 1them 
good food and plenty of it, and the 
quantities landed after the voyage is 
sufficient evidence of this fait; some­
tin1es forty to fifty per cent of the­
supply, which is put on board, of 
course, in case the ship should be­
come jammed for any length of time. 

IION. l\IR. MEWS :-I simply asked 
for the inclusion of these wor·ds. It 
will only hurt the men who are not 
disposed to carry out the law, and I 
know we all are certain the hon. gen­
tleman is not one of them. 

HON. PRESIDENT:-! think there 
can be no reasonable to my hon. 
friend's amendment. I remember 
some three or f.our years ago when 
th.ere was some very inferior butter 
or n1argarine put on board some 

I 

steamers and the men who did that 
might do the same now and escape 
the act if we only put in "of sufficient 
quantity," but if the suggestion of iny 

hon. friend is accepted and \we make 
it "suitable quality" also they w·ould 
lay themselves open to punishment if 
the food was not good. So that I 
thinlr we ought to accept that amend­
ment if it will do no harm towards 
carrying out the law. 

HON. llIR. BISHOP :-I was going 
to suggest the word "sound" instead 
of "suitable." 

HON. MR. TEMPLEMAN:-If we 
already have a law to that effect, I 
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fail to see what we want the bill for 
now.

GRIEVE :-I think any 
such measure with regard to the

HON. IIR. GOODRIDGE :-I have

Second reading of the Aerial Mail 
Service Bill. 
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HON. MR~ ELLIS :-Mr. President, 
the Bill, for which I now ask a second 
reading, is a novel measure for this 
country, but is the outgrowth of the 
air flight attempts now being carried 
out from here. This Bill is an Act to 
authorize the Governor-in-Council to 
enter into a c·ontract for an Aerial 
Mail Service, and the history o~ it is 
that last week Major Kennedy, repre­
senting a British concern manufactur­
ing q,irplanes arrived here for the 
purpose of submitting to the Govern­
ment proposals for the adoption of 
aerial m·eans of communication within 
this country. In an interview yester­
day with one of daily papers MaJor 
Kennedy gave a very full forecast of 
his plans which are that mails and 
passenge·rs are to be carried within 
the country by means of aircrafts 
and also that a service is to be main­
tained between Newfoundland and the 
nearby continent. As will be seen by 
a perusal of the Bill, it provides .that 
the Company may obtain, free of 
charge, sites of buildings and land­
ing places, power to take over private 
lands on the usual terms, and free en­
try for apparatus and materials along 
th·e lines customary in the case of new 
industriaa being established, and .that 
the contract shall not extend beyond 
25 years. This proposal, I might 
point out, inv·olves no cost to the Col­
ony whatever, but its adoption will 
mean a large expenditure by the Com­
pany in establishing stations for air­
crafts and the creation of airdromes 
or flyi~g fields across the Island, and 
any other ways which will suggest 
themselves to hon. members if this 
project undertakes shape. Possibly 
some may think that i.t is a. visionary 
scheme, but in view of what we are 
seeing accomplished everday, I think 

it will be agreed that we cannot dis­

miss any project of this kind, but are 
• 

entitled rathe_r to look for its being 

realized before long. I have 
pleasure, therefore, in moving 
second reading of this bill.

HON. MR. BISHOP:-Before this 
Bill is put through I would like to 
ask the Leader of the Government 
does this confer an exclusive privilege 
on the people looking · for this c·on­
tract?

BISHOP:-Then I pro­
test most strongly in view of the pre­

Though not 
prepared to discuss this matter at 
length I have no hesitation in saying 
.that this is utterly unwarranted and 
I submit that no member of the Gov­
ernment is qualified to form. an opin­
ion that would justify such a conces...; 
si·on. · 

HON. MR. ANDERSON:--Though I 
have not seen the Bill I must concur 
with the remarks of Hon. Mr. Bishop. 
It is absurd to grant . any company 
such concessions and if we are going 
to be generous in giving a way lands 
ithan we can be liberal right here at 
home in giving grants to our brave 
soldier b·oys. And if this matter were 
even amenable to discussion it is too 
late in the session now to give it the 
consideration its importance deserves. 

I 

I will not be a party .to granting a.ny 
such concessions. 

HON. MR. ELLIS:-. '1 may say that 
a similar matter to this was placed 
before the Government a short time 
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ago. The principal in it was an Eng­
lish company who wished to erect an 
aerodrome at its own expense and 
which would be of great benefit to 
the country in expending so much 
money her·e in the giving of labor. 

This company is merely asking for 
-a contract for 25 years. The building 

of aerodromes will go into hundreds 
of thousands of dollars and will as­
sure a great deal of continual em­
ployment to large numbers of our 
pe·ople. I think what they ask for is 
not at all exceptional and the ground 
they would require would be of no 
use to the Government while, of 
course, private lands would no doubt 
be well paid for,. No company is go­
ing to undertake such an enterprise 
unless they are assured of a certain 
measure of protection. 

HON. MR. SQUIRES:-It would be 
with very much regret that I would 
tlnd n1yself compelled to vote against 
the second reading of this bill intend­
ed as an authorization to His Excel­
lency the Governor in Concil to enter 
into a contract for aerial mail service. 
There are, however, two objections to 
this Bill so grave as to justify me in 
voting against its second reading, and 
I trust the ieader of the Government 
will obviate the necessity for a di­
vision in this Chamber upon t~is Bill 
by a reconsideration of its ·terms and 
provisions so that it may be made ac­
ceptable in its entirety rath€r than 
objectionable as it now is i11 several 
vital particulars. 

'l,he Bill recites that negotiations 
are in progress between the Gov€rnor 

' ' 

in Council and the Aircraft Manu fac-
turing Company, of London, England, 
for the establishment of an aerial 
mail service in, to and from the Col­
ony. It recites further that in the 

I 

opinion of the Governor in Council it 
is desirable that a contract for that 
purpose should be entered into at an 

early date. The operative sections o! 
the Bill are intended to empower the 
Governor in C·ouncil to enter into a 
contract with the Aircraft Manufac­
turing Con1pany or any other respon­
sible person, firm 9r corporation "up­
on such terms and conditions as ma~r 
be acceptable to the Governor in 
C·ouncil." These terms and conditions 
tQ include a grant to the company 
free of charge of sites, power to ap­
propriate private lands, entry of 
plant, machinery and applianc·es free 
of duty, and expressly provides that 
the terms of such contract shall not 
apply for a longer period than twenty-

. five years from the date there·of. 

The effect of that section i~ to giv9 
the Governor in Council power to en.:. 
ter in.to a contract of a monopolistic 
character, giving to a company the 
exclusive right to use the Island of 
Newfoundland for aircraft purposes 
for a period of twenty-five years. r· 
cannot conceive o! the possibility )f 

any Executive Govern1nent, no mat­
ter how perverse or how subject .to 
the c-ontrol of financial interests, ven­
turing to ·enter into such a contract, 
bu~, having regard to the record of 
the last year or two in the public af­
fairs of this Colo11y, in view of the 
situation of to-day, which finds a con­
glomerate Executive Government, 
c-omposed of a body of men who can­
not be regarded as otherwise than an 
aggregation of undesirables, a body 
of 1nen who are not the elected repre­
sentatives of the people, g-entlemen 
who hold office merely because they 
themselves have, time after time, 
passed Legislature Extension bills 
keeping them in office, h body of ge11-
tlemen of abs·olutely conflicting poli­
tical views and party associations 
and alive only in the similar charac­
ter of their unfortunate political re-

cords, I do not think the Executive 

Government ~hould have such en-

M ___ _ 

--
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ormous contractual powers conferred 
upon them. 

The sec·ond section provides that 
any contract so entered into shall be 
valid and binding upon Newfound­
land and its future Governments 
without any confirmation whatever by 
a resolution of the House or by Act 
of the Legislature. Never before was 
such a provision attempted in any 
p·ower delegated by a legislature to 
an Executive Governm·ent. It is ob­
jectionable, contrary to constitutional 
procedure, and entirely pernicious. 
To permit an Executive Government 
to enter into a contract with any com­
pany, no matter how reputabl·e, the 
Executive Governtrient having the 
p·ower to bind the entire Island of 
Newfoundland to 011e company as a 
monopolistic ve11ture, for a period of 
twenty-five years, with power to in­
sert in that contract a provision that 
no other firm, person, c·ompany or 
corporation, should use the Island of 
Newfoundland as the point of depart­
ure for aerial work, is an absurdity 
which cannot be tolerated by this 
Chamber. 

I agree with th·e idea that His Ex­
~ellency the Governo in Council 
sh·ould enter into negotiations with 
this Aircraft Manufacturing Company 
or any other responsible person or 
company witp. a view to developing 
the enormous possibilities of aerial 
traffic within the Island of New­
foundland, but principally to and fro1n 
the Island of Newf·oundland. New­
foundland's location in the Atlantic 
is such as to make it an important 
nest for this great mechanical bird 
o! commerce. Newfoundland · by its 
geographical situation may possibly 
be made the centre of aerial trans­
portation between the Old World and 
the New. The development ·of the 
past few y~ars has been enormous. 

The development of the next year or 

• 

two may be equally rapid. Just as 
five years ago the thought of sea 
planes journeying from New York to 
Trepassey and from Trepassey to the 
Az·ores would be regarded as the im­
possible vision of a dreamer, so the 
developments of the next five years 
may equally transcend that which is 
r·egarded to-day as within the vision 
of practical accomplishment. It is 
incongrous; then, that His Excellency 
the Governor in Council should ask 
for powers at this stage the session t<J 

enter into a cantract at an early date 
with any company or concern binding 
itself even for a very limited period 
of years ,much less for twenty-five 

-years, and binding itself to a very 
limited extent, much less the inonopo­
listic powers which this Bill would 
empower th·e Executive Government 
to confer. It will be remembered that 
a few years ago Mr. Marconi visited 
Newfoundland. His intention was to 
use Newfoundland as a wireless base· 

' 
large op.erations were proposed. 
Nearly fifty years ago the Government 
of Newfoundland had granted a n1on-, 

opolistic power t·o the Anglo-Ameri-
can Telegraph Company, and that 
Companystepped in and insisted upon 
its rights as a monopolist. The New­
foundland Governm·ent found itself 
powerless, and Mr Marconi and his 
wonderful projects for . using New­
foundland as a base with which to 
span the Atlantic by wireless tele­
graphy and wireless telephone were . 
frustrat·ed and Mr. Marconi was driv­
en from our shores. With such an 
illustration before this Chamber in 
the immediate past, I feel satisfied 
that a Bill granting these powers to 

• 
an Executive Government will not re-
C·eive the approval of this Cham.ber. 
I am astounded, Sir, that a com-

placent Government in the House of 

Assembly should have dared to put on 

record such a measure and should 

\ 

• 
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have b·een bold enough to have sent it 
to this Chamber with a request for 
our concurrence. 

.. Hon. Mr. Bishop:-Mr. President, I 
must agree with the previous speaker 
in opposing the bill , I might say that 
my objection to the bill is not to the 
granting of any lands that w·ould be 
required either public or private but 
no other Country so far as I am 
a ware has been asked to entertain 
such a proposition as this and I dont 
see why Newf·oundland should be the 
first to enter with a contract that 
would give exclusive right to any 
Company. 

Hon. Mr. McNamara:-Mr Presid­
ent, I agree with the previous speak­
ers that this House should excerise 
extreme care in dealing with a matter 
which may possibly have far reaching 
effects. Aircraft is still in its infancy, 
and I think it would be well to avoid 
at this stage especially, anything like 
a monopoly. We all know what 
monopolies are from past experience. 
Geographically we are a thousand 
miles better off than any other cou11-
try ·on this side of the water as a 
starting point for a trans-atlantic 
trip and surely this fact should be 
some consideration. Again sir, it is 
not impossible that at some future 
date some local enterprise might 
want to enter the field and surely it 
would be the utmost injustice to see 
such an enterprise debarred because 
they could not get from their own 
country the concessions which had 
been given exclusively to strangers. 
Another objectionable -clause in the 
bill is that it provides for the im­
portation free of duty of all material 
and machinery to be used in connec­
ti-on with the venture. This is I think 
another concession which should not 
be given for obvious reasons. 

HON. MR. MEWS :-Mr. Chairman, 
I must also oppose the giving of an 

exclusive right to this company. I 
think it would be well for us to ad-­
vise the w·orld that we are prepared 
to consider such proposition before 
we bind ourselves to such a contract 
with the first company that comes 
along, to the exclusion of all others. 
Would it not als·o be well for .the 
Government to consider the using of 
a couple . of seaplanes, one to go west 
and another north. Such a venture 
would not be so altogeth·er expensive 
and would certainly pr·ove a quick 
and feasable method of getting in 
touch with the remoter sections of 
the country. 

By the unanimous consent of the 
House the ·second ·reading of the bill 
was deferred until to-morrow. 

HON. MR. ELLIS :-Mr. President, 
this ~ill, "An Act to Auth·orize the 
Governor-in-Council to enter into a 
Contract for a Coastal Steamship Ser­
vice," is so familiar to you in its gen­
eral features that I need not speak at 
any length upon it. The Bowring 
Service, operating the past fif.teen 
years, expired on the 30th April last. 

~ ' 

Negotiati·ons have been in progr.ess 
for some time past for a new service> 
advertisements were published in the 
press inviting tenders, but only one 
reply was received. That was from 
the ·Bowring Company, and agreed .to 
continue for ten years, .but asked for · 
an increased subsidy from $72,500 to 
$100,000, and this figure to be without 
any deductions f·or a reduced number 
of trips, co11trary .to the terms previ­
ously, when a deduction was made · for 
every .trip not. carried out. The Com­
pany also asks to be allowed to in­
crease the rates f·or freight and pass­
age by fifty per cent., and to readjust 
rates i11 certain quarters before add­
ing the fifty per cent. The Govern­
ment is unwilling to bind the Colony 
for a longer P·eriod than five years, 

seeing that many changes may occur 

• 

' 
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within that time, and that is the stage 
at which matters are at present. 
Therefore, the Government asks to be 
permitted to complete a contract with 
the Bowring Company, ·or any other 
responsible person, firm or corpora­
tion, if the negotiations with the Bow­
ring Co., fail, with the proviso, how­
ever, that the term of the contract 
shall not exceed .ten y.ears, and that 
the annual subsidy shall n·ot exceed 
$100,000. I therefore move that this 
Bill be now read a second time. 

HON. MR. SQUIRES :-The Hon. 
Mr. Ellis, in his remarks on this Bill, 
gave the most cogent argument 
against the acloption by this Chamber 
of the aerial mail service bill which 

' 

was considered a few minutes agl1. 
His support of this bill was based 
upon the fact that the Government 
was dealing with such a well-known 
and reputable firm ·of contractors as 
Messrs. Bowring Brothers, Ltd., a 
firm which has had the coastal mail 
contract in 1 Newfoundland for prob­
ably twenty years that the Govern­
ment were prepared to give Messrs. 
Bowring Brothers a contract for five 
years, but that Bowring Brothers 
wanted a contract for ten years, that 
the details of the neg·otiations had 
not been completed, but would have 
to be completed within the course of 
a few days, but p·erhaps 11ot before 

• 
the closing of the Legislature as that 
was planned for Monday or Tuesday, 
and tha.t the Governor in Council 
sh·ould be authorised to complete that 
contract. He also pointed out that 
not only ·was the time limit named in 
the bill as being ten years, bu.t the 
maximum subsidies to be granted 
were also named i~ the bill, and upon 
these reasons he based his support of 
this measure. 

In view of that argument, Sir, I 
cannot see how it is possible for the 

Hon·ourable the Leader o! the ·Gov-

ernment to have appealed to this 
Chamber to support the Aerial Mail 
Service Bill as he did a few minutes 
a_go. He told us that the reason why 
the Government desired to limit the 
Bowring contract to five years was 
that there might be such changes in 
conditions in relation to the northern 
c·oastal traffic within five years as to 
make a contract for longer than that 
undesirable. If, Sir, such changes are 
likely in ordinary sea travel on the 
northern coasts of N ew:foundland and 
Newfoundland Labrador in a few 
years as to make a ten-year contract 
with such a well-known firm of con­
tractors as Messrs. Bowring Br·others, 
Ltd., who have been carrying on this 
service for twenty o'r more years, an 
undesirable contract in point of time, 
five years b~ing sufficient, how could 
he possibly justify a twenty-five year 

·proposition, monop·olistic at that, with 
an Aircraft Manufacturing Company 
concerning the personnel, standing 
and responsibility , of which this 
Chamber has absolutely no informa­
tion whatever, the very name of the 
company b·eing presumably unknown 
to ninety per cent ·Of the members of 
this Chamber. 

This bill authorising the Governor 
in Council to enter into a contract 
for the coastal service is an entirely 
different proposition from the one 
previously discussed. In the first 
instance we are dealing with Messrs. 
Bowring Brothers, Ltd., wh·ose years 
of satisfactory service in connection 
with this same mail and passenger 
service in Newfoundland and New­
foundland Labrador has met with 
public apprdbation. Then the ques­
tion .to be determined is whether the 
.Government's position for a five-year 
term can be secured or whether the 
B·owring position that it should be a 

ten-year contract must be favorably 

considered. This is a proposition 
\ 
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which His Excellency tl1e Governor 
in Council n1ay W·ell be left to de­
termine. The chief other point of 
importance is the matter · of subsidy. 
The · Government offers $75,000; 

· Messrs. Bowring Br·others want $100,.-
000. The Bill expressl1 limits the 
amount to be giv·en at $100,000. The 
question of a settlement as to th~ dif·­
ference between the Government on 

I 

the one hand and Messrs. Bowring 
Brothers on th·e other may well be 
left to the Executive Government to 
decide. Then, too, this is a matter of 
which every member of this Chamber 
has full knowledge, a matter of whicl1 
th·e country has full knowledge. It is 
merely the continuance with some­
what altered provisions of the con­
tracts with Messrs. Bowring Brothers 
which have been in existence for 
some years. I feel that this Bill mer­
its the sympathy and · favorable c,on­
sideration of this Chamber, just as I 
feel that the Aircraft ·Manufacturing 
Company bill is an utterly absurd 
proposition which should not be fav­
orably entertained in the form in 
which it was submitted to us. 

It is very reasonable that, in view 
of the in1perative necessity of some 
contract in connecti·On wi.th this mail 
service being completed within the 
course of a very short year, so as to 
provide som.e facilities for fishermen 
and business men, that the Governor 
in Council should be fully authorised 
to deal therewith. The second clause, 
which makes any c·ontract the Gov­
ernor in Council may enter into bind­
ing without ratification by resolution 
of the House or by Act of the Legis­
lature is certainly an objectionable 
feature, but, in view of the fact that 
the Government has through its utter 
incapacity to deal with business mat­
ters in a businesslike manner, let this 

matter drift along fior the seven 

weeks that the House has been in 

. 
session without action, and consider-
ing the fact that this House must 
very shortly close if the session of 
the Legislature ·is not to interfere 
with important spring business in 
which so many of. the members of 
both branches ,of the Legislature are 
dir,ectly engaged, I feel that even this 
very objectionable section might un­
der the special circumstances of .this 
case be permitted to pass. The House 
should not, however, have been put i11 
the position in which it finds itself. 
Important legislation of this class 
should not have been left for sev.en 
'veeks, and then intr1oduced under 
suspended rules in the closing mo­
ments of the session. But that is the 
fact. The incompetence of the ad­
ministration which . has been and is 
in charge of affairs is responsible for 
the occurrence, and as members of 
the Legislative Council we have to 
face the situation as we find it and 
do the best that can be done to make 
sure that there will be service f·or the 
coasts of · N-ewfoundland and New­
foundland Labrador during the com­
ing summer. 

On motion of Hon. W. J·. Ellis the 
House resolved itself into Committee 
of .th·e Whole on this Bill.

HON. MR. MacNAMARA:-I may 
say, Mr Chairman, that I am quite 
satisfied the Government has . acted 
wisely with regard to this bill. I 
would like, however, to see in it some 
clause which would do something to 
pr,eve11t the congestion which occurs

now when steame:t's are taking 
{reight. Hundreds of laden teams 
can be seen stretched along Water 
Street waiting their turn to get to the 
wharf with their loads and in many 
cases the freight is returned to the 
shipper. 

HON. PRESIDENT:-One of the 
' 

great difficulties I see in the way of 

' 
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this being remedied is that the plea 
of the contractor is that shippers -of 
freight wait as a rule till the last 
hour to send their freight. 

HON. ~IR. MacNAMARA:-That is 
all V·ery well but in many cases tbje 
orders come on the steamers on this 
inward trip and the freight has to be 
sent out on their next sailing. 

• 
HON. PRESIDENT:-Yes, • 

Ill a 
measure that c·ont ention is quite cor­
rect but you raise a difficult qu.estion. 
The same thing has applied in the 
past in the case of the railway con­
tra.ct and while the company takes 
one view of the matter the shipper 
takes another. 

HON. llIR. WINTER:-It .is an ut­
ter impossibility now and it has been 
for years to ship by general steamers 
goods ordered to go by them. Speak­
ipg for myself I may say I had a 
large quantity. ·of goods to ship by a 
local steamer and it was advertised 
that freight would be received from 
9 o'clock. At 8.30 we commenced to 
s'hip a large quantity of stuff; but by 
the tin1e it reache(l the line there was 
enough to fill two ships before it. It 
has been found necessary no~ to 
ship goods at six or seven ·o'clock in 
the morning if you are- to get it off, 
and to pay th·e inen who lose their 
time accordingly. The present steam­
ers are altogether inadequate for the 
purpose as they are but 11alf the size 
required. rrhis applies to both the 
Northern and Western boats. Now 
that the trade we know is far too 
great for this service and that it is 
surely going to increase, we are do­
ing a very foolish thing if we enter 
into a ten year contract. I believe we 
should have two or three steamers on 
this service. This applies not ·only to 
these st.earners but to the boats of the 
Reid Newfoundland Company, who 
likewise advertise that they will re­
ceive freight from 9 and are full by 

9.30; all of which must convince us 
that the pr esent means of transporta­
t ion is altogether inadequate. If we 
could get Messrs . . Bowring Bros. to 
take g·oods when they are ordered, 
then everything would be O.K., but 
t hey will not receive a package; and 
the 011ly thing is to send a cart to 
tak-e its place in the long line, which 
before riine in the morning reaches 
from Bowrings' to the Court House. 
I do not think tl1e remarks of the 
President as far as the trade is con­
cerned are quite correct. In the first 
place stea1ners are n·ot big enough to 
take the trade offering, and then the 
contractors have not got the room on 
their premises to take good.a before 
the steamer is notified to sail; both 
of which I think t;hey admit. How­
ever I do n-ot know how this can be 
remedied, but yet it seems to me a big 
mistake to enter into a contract for 
ten years. 

HON. MR. GRIEVE:-Mr. c ·hair- ~ 
man, " re have listened to a good deal 
of debate here but i11 my mind the 
whole question is this, that the mer­
chants are looking to th·e Government 
to carry out their private affairs for 
them. They have dropped us in u 

I b 

coasters because of the cheaper rates 
of the Government coastal boats; and 
want to adopt these Government mail 
boats as freight carriers. They for­
get that this is a matter for the1n­
selves. They should supply their 
own carriage. I have had an oppor­
tunity during the past year- to become 
acquainted with conditions and have 
come to .the conclusion that people 
think that the Government's chief 
duty is to find transportation for 
every pound ·of cod fish caught and 
brought into the country. These peo­
ple have the audacity to suggest that 
extra ships, extra subsidized ships 

should be available to accommodate 

them and their desires and needs. If 
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those who are interested would only 
place some mon€y in vessels in which 
to ship their supplies .to these places 
there w·ould be no such congestion as 
you have it to-day. As it is now you 
are confronted with the impossible 
position that to-day you have two to 
three hundred dollars worth of 
freight to b€ shipped; and to-morrow 
two or three thousand dollars worth. 
Now it is absolutely impossible to 
make any contract to cover such dif­
ferent c·onditions, and these can only 
be n1et by private action on the part 
of the firms in question. It is inter­
esting in th·e view of .the de bate to 

. . 
know that week after week some of 
the Reid bay boats do not get suffici­
ent freight to pay expenses, while at 
certain seasons thes·e same subsidized 
boats are unable to carry the freight 
offered to them. The facts 10f the 
matter though are these, that the in­
troduction of steamers drov€ a lot of 
people out of business who used to 
run coasting vessels, and now you 
haven't got sufficient acc·ommodation 
to carry your business.

IION. MR. TEMPLEMAN:-In reply

we are called upon to pay double 
cartage, we charge that to the con­
sign€e, as we nold that it is not our 
fault. By not having room to accevt 
these goods these contractors get off 
very easily and conveniently as it 
saves them all kinds of expense.

they are operating pulp and paper 
mills and a saw mill in co11nectio11 
with the same, and it is further pro­
vided that an export duty shall be 
paid on this material up to $1 per 
cord so that the Treasury will gain 
son1e advantage fron1 the arrange-

• 

ment as well as the people directly 
and the timber owners. 

I trust that the House will now be 
ready to give this Bill a second read-
• ing. • 

HON. llR. SQUIRES :-I move that 
the second reading of this bill be de­
ferred until t·o-morrow. 

IION. MR. BISHOP:-Mr. Presi­
dent, I tool{ exception to this bill yes­
terday and I think very prop·erly so, 
as I did not think that it represented 
the ideas of tl1e Government at all. I 
have since had an opportunity of ex­
amining the contract and I find that 
it contains all necessary safeguards 
and in fact all that it should contain. 
It gives the company priority and not 
a monopoly, a.nd altogether I think 
the measl1re as it now stands is a very 
good one.

HON. ll'IR. GRIEVE :.-The question 
of the . hon. gentleman deals witl1 a 
later section in the Bill. We are now 
called up·on to deal with the first sec­
tion.

ing with a bill which has not been 
explained to us, which we do not un­
derstand, and which I doubt very 
much if the leader of the Government 
hin1self understands. While all hon­
orable gentlemen are anxious as soo11 
as possible to be relieved of their leg­
islative duties, yet I feel that it is not 
well . to push .this matter. I for iny-
1elf am not prepared as yet either to 
assent or dissent to its provisions. 
Without putting this suggestion in 
the shape of a motion, I would put 
forward .tl1e question as to whether 
or not we are in a positi·on to debate 
and determine this question; which 
should be determined before proceed­
ing further . 

HON. MR. PRESIDENT: - Mr. 
Cl1airn1an· ,it may be of interest to the 
House to kno\v that this Bill has been 
favoura.bly commented upon by air-

. men 11ere \Vl10 are in no wise connect­
ed witl1 the Bill; and they say that the 
pr·oject is launched by the largest 
Aeroplane Company in the British 
Empire, the A.M.C. Hope Thomas, 
was the pioneer man in aeroplane 
life, and to-day stands hig'h tn his pro­
fession. Another person connected 
with the Company is Major Haveland, 
a brilliant success at aeroplane work. 
It was he who devised the type of 
aer·oplane which was after consider­
able research ad·opted by the Ameri­
cans, and built by the thousa11d for 
use on the Wes tern front. With such 
men at the helm, we must. cer.tainly 
have confidence in the Company plan­
ning this project. As to the questio11 
as to whether this House should deal 
with · this matter to-day, personally· I 

fail to see the desirability. Truly it 
is the desire to close the H·ouse, but 
I can11ot imagine for a moment that 
the leader of the Government is so 
anxious to se it close as to have this 

Bill rushed through here to-day. I 

personally afso feel .that a great deal

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of time would be saved by having a 
select c·ommittee deal with this mat­
ter, and would throw out a suggestion 
to that effect. Let this select com­
mittee meet and consult gentlemen in

However, 
members of the House may not be 
prepared to take up this matter now 
and tl1erefor·e I would venture the 
suggestion that I have already out­
lined. 

HON. MR. 'BISHOP :-I would like 
to point out to hon. members, Mr. 
Chairman, that paragraphs 12 and 13 
and both salient ones and either now, 
or easily could be made to remove 
any ambiguity from Section 5. I 
a.gr.ee with Hon. Mr. President that 
the Government undoubtedly have the 
rigl1t to inaugurate a postal service;

It may be asked why not have the 
contract made in the usual way and 
submitted to the Legislature? The • 
answer is that it was only within the 
past few days that the parties who 
have prom·oted this enterprise found 
themselves in a position wher-e the 
acquisition ·of the Anglo American 
Telegraph Company's telephone 
rights here could be obtain-ed. On the 
acquiring of these the whole project 
hinged and now that their acquisitio11 
seems possible the interested parties 
are pr·epared .to undertake the instal­
lation of a modern telephone system. 
The negotiations in regard thereto 
may take weeks and it was felt to 'be . 
unnecessary to ke·ep the House ii1 

session until they were co1npleted. 
Of course it may be argued tha.t the 
matter could stand over for another 
session, but the pres·ent teleph·one 
service is such a crying evil that I 
hope the House will feel there is no 
need to take this step, but rather that 
we should W·elcon1e this opportunity 
to get so necessary a service as a 
modern telephone system. 

I beg to move the ref ore that this 
Bill be now read a second time. 

HON. }IR. BISHOP:-Mr. Presi-

' 
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dent, I h·ope I will not be regarded as 
Leader of the Opposition. But really 
sir, we are dealing with important 
legislation. We, all of us, know the 
imm·ediate need of an improved tele­
phone service; but I cannot say, sir, 

' 

that we are prepared to regard a con-
tract in connection with the same as 
of such trifling importance as to pass 

· it ·over to the Governor in Council for 
execution. Personally I think such a 
principle is entirely wrong, and if 
that is to be the attitude of this

House, we are wasting very valuable 
time· and ought to resign and pass 
full control of everything over to the 
Executive Government. I a;m by no 
m·eans opposed to a new telephone 
bill. We 11ave suffered very great in­
conveniences for years and I can 
think of no men who could be more 
directly concerned than the mem­
b·ers of this House. I think members 
should at least have an opportunity 
of reading this Bill before passing its 
sec·ond reading; and an:x;ious though 
all are to . be relieved of our duties, I 
.think a day or two more will not seri­
ously delay them. I would move as 
an amendm·ent that the second reacl­
ing be deferred.

Second reading ·of Bill re New­
foundland Notes. 

HON. MR .. ELLIS :-Mr. President, 
This Bill, an Act respecting New­
foundland Notes, is intended to pro­
vide for the issue of colonial notes in­
stead of silver in order to provide 
small currency for the c·ountry. Dur­
ing the past ten years ·we have im­
ported into Newfoundland nearly one 
and thre·e quarter ... million dollars' 
worth of silver coin, all of which has 
been· absorbed by the people, until to­
day there is not a sufficient quantity 
available for the ordinary business 
requirements. Our outp·ort people 
hav·e got into the habit of accumulat­
ing this money and banks are al ways 
pressing for further issues. It is felt, 

J 

' 
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now that we have not sufficie11t silver 

1 i,n the country to meet our further 
needs in this regard, we should either 
issue Canadian Government one and 
two dollar bills or provide similar 
notes of our own. The Government 
has, very properly I think the House 
\Vill agre·e, taken the position that in­
stead of using Canadian notes . we 
issue our own notes and derive for 
ourselves whatever profit may accrue 
therefrom. The Bill authorizes the 
issue of such notes up to a value of 
·one million dollars and ~rovides that 
they shall be offset by a gold security 
of $250,000, it being felt that this 
would be ample reserve in view of the 
facilities which the country now pos­
sess.es of pro1nptly obtaining stocks of 
coin from the nearby Continent in the 
highly improbable contingency ·Of any 
run being made , on a ba~k here in 
future. 

I .trust the measure will commend 
itself to the House and that the Bill 
will be granted a second reading. 

The I-louse went into Committee on 
this Bill. 

HON • . MR. ItIEWS :-Mr. Chairman, 
what does this mean. Does this mean 
that the Government can raise a loan 
of this million dollars f.or general 
revenue; depositing only to cover, the 
amount stated here? 

HON. MR. PRESIDENT:-That is 
practically what it amounts to, should 
all the money be taken up. Of course 
it will not be circulated until it is 
found n·ecessary, and probably the full 
amount will not be needed. As re­
gards the revenue returns, it will in 
all probability co1ne in next year as a 
surplus; estimated as profit, just as 
the Minister returns annually a state-
1n·ent of "Profit on Silver.'' It is not 
desirable at the present time to issue 
any more silver coins. Owing to the 
hoarding in India silver is high, and 
a silver dollar would .cost something 

like $1.20. To issue at this price 
would be exceedingly expensive. 
These notes will be held to c·onveni­
ence the trade; and when there is a 
scarcity of silver will be issued. 

HON. 1IR. GOODRIDGE:-As this 
is a V·ery important Bill, on which 
there appears to be a general lack of 
knowledge, might I su'gg~st that it be 

I 

deferred. I personally cannot make 
head or tail out of it, and perhaps if 
we could sle·ep over it, we might just 
comprehend its object. 

The Comn1ittee rose and reported 
progress, asking leave to sit again. 

HON. MR. MEWS:-Might I ask the 
leader of the Govern1n·ent for his an­
swer regarding the coastal contract. 

HON. MR. ELLIS :-I am not at 
liberty to say much in regard to this 
matter . Tl1e Executive Council had 
the nlatter under discussion and it 
was thought inadvisable for this 
Council to discuss the matter at this 
junctur·e. Iwill not say anything re­
garding the rum·ors one way or the 
other, but the Government are of the 
opinion that it will impair matters 
rather than facilitate them. 

HON. MR. BISHOP:-! do not thi11k 
this House need entertain any very 
S·erious apprehension regarding the 
Bowring contract. To begin wi.th we 
know ho"\v splendidly the Bowring 
concern has conducted that service 

' 

f.or the past fifteen years. The diffi-
culty is not so great and the contro­
versy is not so great that we may not 
hop·e that a day or two will straighten 
inatters .out and the contract be en­
tered into. It seems .to resolve itself 
now down to the questi·on as to 
whether the contract is to be for fi·ve 
or ten years. So far as rates of freight 
are concerned it seems to me other 
influences will settle that matter at 
the end of five years because so soon 
as it appears that good pr·ofit can be 
made on the rates at present in force 
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tl1ere will be many oth-er persons op­
erating boats. The fact is that the 
rates have been so small the past fe\V 
years the coasting schooner has been 
driven off the rout-e the men not be­
ing able to earn their bread and but­
ter. · I feel sure that at the next meet­
ing of this House the leader ·of the 
Gov·ernment will be able to assure llS 

that the contract ·has been agreed up­
on and these boats will have been en­
gaged on their work. 

HON. ltlR. MEWS :-I would like to 
say that I am absolutely in favor of 

this Bowring contract because I ' can­
not see anything -else in front ·of us, 
and because I cannot see anything 
but disorder if it is taken out of their 
hands was the reason I mentioned 
the matter. 

The House then adjourned until 
W·ednesday a_t three o'clock. 

WEDNESDAY, June 4th, 1919.

journment. 
H·on. lVIr. Ellis tabled report of

House went into committee on 

Nfid. Notes Bill, Hon. Mr. MacNamara 
in the chair. 

HON. MR. MEWS:-I ask-ed the 
question yesterday as to what became 
of the proceeds of the issues of thes.e 
notes. Can the money be expended 
or n·ot? 

HON. MR. ELLIS:-Th-e notes are 
put into circulation and the money 
put to the · credit of the Colony, i.e. 
75%, the balance being held in gold as 
a guarantee for the notes. The pro­
ceeds can be exp-ended. 

HON. MR. MEWS :-This is the 
first bill of its kind and that is why I 
am anxious to know what it means. 
These notes ar.e issued at small c·ost~ 

and I wondered if the money was held 
!or their reden1ption, or can it b-e ex­
pe11ded like the duty . 

• 

HON. MR. GOODRIDGE :-If I un­
derstand as it is stated by the leader 
of the Government I think it is most 
objectionable. It is giving power to 
the Gov-er:µment to spend more money 
and our experiences ·Of the past are 

' 
not of such a character as to warrant 
this House in believing that it will 
be spent wisely or judiciously. I do 
not like these notes at all. I think if 

the colony has b-een making a larg~ 

profit out of its silver currency it 
ought now to stand any l·oss that 
would be involved in the issuance of 
silver. 

The Committee rose and reported 
the Bill without amendment. 

On motion of Hon. W. J. Ellis the 
bill (note issu-e) was read a third 
time and passed without amendment. 

The report of the Select C·omn1ittee 
on the bill "An Act Respecting the 
Exportation of Timber'' was received 
n,nd adopted and the House on motio11 
of H·on. W. J. Ellis · resolved itself 
into committee of the whole ·on the 
bill. 

Hon. Mr. Goodridge took the chair. 
The committee rose and reported 

the bill with some amendments. 
On motion of Hon. W. J. Ellis the 

bill ·was r.ead a third time and passefl 
with s·ome amendments. 

Th-e report 'th·e Select Committee on 
the bill "An Act Respecting Saw 
Mills" was received and adopted and 
on motion of Hon. W. J. Ellis the 
House resolved itself into committee 
of the whole on the bill. . 

Hon. Mr. Mews to·ok the chair. · 

Th·e committee rose and reported. 
the bill with son1e amendments. 

On motion of Hon. W. J. Ellis the 
bill was then read a third time and 
passed witl1 some amendments. 

HON. W. J. ELLIS :-Mr. President, 
I beg to move the second reading of a 
bill ·entitled "An Act to Authorize the 
Govern·or in Council to enter into a 
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Contract for the Development of cer­
tain of the Coal Deposits of this 
Country." This bill requires no ex­
planation as a perusal of its provision 
will make it plain to all. If any ex­
planation is needed I shall be glad to 
give it when the bill is being discuss­
ed in c·om1nittee. 

HON. MR.· MEWS:-Will the com­
pany satisfy the Government on the 
point that it will be able to supply the 
d·emands of the country before this 
bonus is given. 

HON. MR. ELLIS :- This bill has 
been altered somewhat since the Gov­
ernment considered it. Instead of 
putting one dollar per ton duty on all 
c·oal coming in here as was first in­
t e11ded, the bill now waives a bonus of 
a sin1ilar amount for the coal pro­
duced by the company only when they 
are able to supply the demands of the 
local n1arket. 

HON. MR. MEWS: - I feel that 
·every encouragement should be given 
to a project of this kind, but it has 
been said that the present company 
may n·ot fully develop these areas but 
111ay sell out to a foreign con1pany. 
When the bill goes into committee I 
have an am·endment to offer to the 
effect that the bonus be given until 
such time as the company is operating 
on a sound financial basis. 

The bill was then read a seco11d 
time. 

On motion ·O! Hon. W. J. Ellis the 
House resolved itself into comn1ittee 
of the whole on the bill. 

Hon. Dr. Skelton took .the chair. 

HON. ~IR. GOODRID~E: - Mr. 
; 

Chairman, I am 
with this bill in 

heartily in accord 
so far that I think 

every encouragement should be given 
to the devel·opment of our coal de·­
posits, but I agree with Hon. Mr. 
Mews that some limit should be made 
as to the amount of financial assist­
ance which should be given the corr1-

pany. It would be altogether wro111,~ 
for the Government to give out per­
haps hundreds of thousands of dol­
lars to a paying company. It should 
not be forgotten also that should the 
local company be able to meet the 
local de1nands, the country stands to 
lose the duty on coal importations. 

Hon. Mr. Mews moves an amend­
ment to the Act. 

HON. MR. BISHOP:-! quite agree 
with the idea of Hon. Mr. Mews te 
li1nit the amount o! the bonus to be 
paid by the Government and also to 

"limit the time. Personally I should 
prefer to set a time limit as it might 
be difficult to ascertain when the com­
pany is operating profitably or whe11 
it is not. 

HON. MR. GRIEVE :-Mr. Chair­
man, I thinl{ in this matter we should 
read between the lines and look for­
\vard to the future developmentg in 
r espect of the op·ening up of these 
coal areas. It looks t·o me as if it was 
our duty to make this proposition as 
attractive as we can to outside 
capital. If we adopt ·Mr. Mews' 
amendment we nlay ·not be doing jus­
tice tp the company which is at pre­
s-ent developing these areas. I feel 
that it is our duty to make the induce­
ment to outside investors as great as 
we possibly can. 

\Ve must not do anything to dis­
courage the outside investor. We 
must give the1n something that will 
suit them, and if they satisfy them­
selves that the coal is there, and that 
the Government will protect them, 
then you will get capital into the 
country . I would not limit it to a 
number of years, but rather t·o an ag­
gregate tonnage, and. if the company 
secures this amount they will then be 
in a position either to go on indepen-· 
dently or to ask further assistance. I 
would suggest this to the hon. gentle­
man inaking the amendm-ent, as per-
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haps a better way out of the difficulty. 

I-ION. ~IR. MEWS:-Mr. Chairman, 
I feel better disposed towards the 
suggesti1on of the Hon. Mr. Bishop; 
to limit it to 10 years. I am sorry to 
say I do not quite follow the line of 
argument of the Hon. Mr. Grieve. 

HON MR BISHOP :-Just one word 
Mr. Chairman, as to whether I think 
the outside man wants a proposition 
m·ore attractive, than if he felt he had 
a bounty for his extra output for a 
number of years. We must fix a time 
li1nit if we accept the suggestion of 
the Hon. Mr. Grieve. Every induce­
ment whi.ch it is in the interest of the 
country to give should be offered 
them and in the absenc·e of stronger 
evidence than has been produced here, 
I still adhere to my idea to limit it to 
years rather than to the output. Bow­
ever, I only made the suggestion. I 
do not desire to move an amendment. 

HON. MR. PRESIDENT:-Wouldn't 
• 

it be better, Mr. Chairman, to refer 
this to a select committee? We have 
at least three different ideas thrown 
out here, one fr·om I-Ion. Mr. Bishop, 
one from Hon. Mr. Grieve and one 
from Hon. Mr. Mews. A select co1n­
mittee might consider all three of 
these~ and recommend one of them to 
this House. I am very much inter-

, ested and . want the best thing done. 
As far as I am aware the prospects 
are highly enc·ouraging, and it would 
be a pity if any lack of encourage­
m-ent should operate to the detriment 
of this venture. I might su·ggest this 
to the hon. members who have ex-

• ... 
pressed their views. 

HON. MR. GRIEVE :-That seems 
to me a good suggestion, Mr. Chair­
man, and I would make a motion to 
that effect. I may say that since 
hearing the Hon. Mr. Bishop I have 
modified my_ opinions son1ewhat, and 
feel that a select committee would 
meet this situation fairly. 

The committee rose and r·ecom­
mended the Bill to a select committee. 
This report was received and the fol ­
lowing Select Committee appointed: 
I-Ion. Messrs. Ellis, Bisho:p, Mews, 
Grieve, Winter and Murphy. 

Newfoundland Products Bill, second 
reading. 

HON. MR. ELLIS :-Mr. President, 
this bill, Mr. President, relating to 
the Newfoundland Products Corpora­
tion, nierely extends for a further 
three years the time granted this con­
cern to go on. with its work. It may 
be remembered that in the session be­
fore the war this very large ven.ture 
was launched. It conten1plated a11 
expenditure ·Of some ten millions of 
dollars in the establishment of a large 
industry at Bay of Islands. The war, 
of course, inade it impossible for the 
promoters to get the necessary capia.l 
and that condition prevails up to the 
present moment. The Company have 
two years of their term, but as it is 
obviously impossible for people to 
spend ten million dollars in such a 
venture within two years, in view of 
the prospect that the present summer 

' 

will probably be spent in securing the 
capital , it is felt to be only fair to 
th.em tl1at a further three years 
should be given them or in other 
words that they should be put in a 
position partially as go·od as if the 
project was being set on foot now. I 
hope therefore that in view of all the 
facts the House will feel itself able 
to give this Bill a second reading. 

HON. MR. MEWS:-Mr. President, 
may I ask the leader of the Govern­
ment if any survey has been started 
or construction work done up to date' . . 
My reason for asking this question is 
because this is a bill to extend the 
time limits stated in an agreement 
which passed this House several years 
ago . . Now under Sec. 18 of ,that Act the 
Company in question had to start sur- ' 
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vey a·nd construction work before a 
stated time, ·othervvise the agreement 
was to be void and of no effect. N O\V 

if that is the case, if the agreement is 
-v-oid, how can we by such a Bill as 
that before us, revive it. Is it not 
necessary to re-enact th'e Act, other­
wise, sir, we are giving the Govern-
111ent authority to amend an expired 
contract. If this contract is dead why 
not say so. It seems t·o me on the 
face of it that the contract is void. 

HON. MR. BISHOP :-Mrs. Presi­
dent, I would submit that t~at state­
ment of the Hon. Mr. l\i1ews, is open 
to question. As to surveys, much 
inoney has b·een spent on preliminarw 
worl{:, and I understand s·ome con­
struction work has been done. Quite 
apart from this, however, I would 
urge that this intended enterprise has 
been upset by 4 1-2 years of war, and 
that that fact alone might be consid­
ered sufficient reason why this com­
pany did i1·ot continue further opera­
tions. It will be within the memory 
of n1embers ·of this House, that early 
after the completion of this contract, 

' 

the proprietor died, and that that 
necessarily greatly interfered with the 
progress of necessary negotiations for 
raising capital. It seems to me en­
tirely reasonable for the company to 
ask an ex.tension ·of time. As a mat­
ter of fact we all know that through­
out Britain atid other countries, no 
external investments were allowed; 
accordingly the intention of the com­
pany to rais·e capital abroad was un­
able to be realized. In view then, sir, 
of these circumstances, I think this 
extension is entirely reas·onable, and 
I have very great pleasure in sup­
porting this Bill. 

HON. MR. GRIEVE :-If I r ead this 
I 

Bill correct~y , Mr. Chairman, I do not 
think the interpretation of the Hon. 
Mr. Mews is correct. It is within 

con1n1on knowledge that certain sur-

veys have been taken and I also un­
der stand that the company has built 
a wharf. That brings them within 
the scope of Sec. 2, which stipulates 
that within two years they sh·ould be­
gin a survey, and now according to 
Section 18 of the schedule th·eY have 
got to expend within five years, five 
millions of dollars. They have 3 years 
still before then1 and they have to find 
that money and expend it in this time. 
This bill is like other bills, such as 
t he Coal Fields Bill, all of which take 
time to start. It takes time t·o get 
capitalists started and this House 
should not in any way bar the intro­
duction of capital. Our country has 
suffered long from having too little 
ca pital and we should ·even overstep 
the limit to help such a corporation 
as tl1is to succeed. I do not feel that 
this company has forfeited its char­
ter in any way, and I ~would tl1erefore 
support this reading. 

HON. ~IR. MEWS:-Of course, Mr. 
President, if the Company has r·eally 
started survey, and construction work 
they corne within the agreement, in 
which event I must have been misin-, 
forn1ed. 

The · committe·e on the Nfld. Pro­
ducts Co. Contract (Amendment) Bill 
rose and rep·orted the said bill with­
out amendment. Said report was r e­
ceived and the bill was then read a 
third time and passed without am·end·­
ment. 

On second reading of the Act to 
amend the Election Act, 1913, Hon. 
President ruled in reference to Hon. 
Mr. Mews' objections of yesterday, 
that said bill was in order and gave 
his authority for sail ruling. 

HON. MR. MEWS:-The temptation 
is irresistible to bring the "Mikado," 
which has delighted the city recently, 
down to modern times. Here we have 
lVIr. Morine, who was. debarred from 
standing at the coming election decid-
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ing on the fact that a bill should be 
introduced permitting him to do so. 
He consulted with himself as "Com-
1nander-in-Chief of the C·onfederate 
Forces," who said at once that it must 
be done. He approached also the 
"Captain of the Walk-Overs'' who 
agreed absolutely '\.vith the position. 
He sought the advice of .the "Lord 
High Executioner of Oth·er Days" who 
said he w·ould see that it "'\Vas done. 
He also went to himself as Head of 
the Police Dept. who thought there 
would be no harm in it. He then we11t 
to himself as Attorney General who 
gave as his opinion that the law might 
be changed. Finally , Mr. Morine goes 
to the Minister of Jusice who agrees 
that it sh·ould be done ,and "all these 
distinguished persons being duly 
'squared' or 'insulted,' the lVIinister of 
Justice co1nes in the House and intro­
duces a Bill allowing Mr. Morine to 
qualify as a Candidate under the 
Election Act, n1aking the law conform 
to the man instead of the man con­
forming to the law! And all this was 
done with a lack ·ot sensitiveness that 
to him was astounding. No one had 
seconded or supported the Bill in the 

I 

Lower House; this tampering of the 
Law was not even excused by the 
Prime Minister. I have no objection 
to Mr. Morine standing for B·onavista 
Bay, and I do not know if it is quite 
right to deprive these electors of the 
pleasure they would have in dealing 
with him in the way which is provid­
ed in the Ballot Act. A message from 

changing a law which had been on the 
Statute Book f.or forty or fifty years, 
and whith was now changed for the 
sake of political expediency. It would 
be setting the seal of approval on an 
act of political treachery. Here we 
have a man who but a few weeks ago 
was praising the F.P.U. and its work, 
deliberately stating in the House that 
he was going to use his position as 
Minister of Justice to look into the 
affairs of the Union Tradi:qg Co., a 
threat which concerns every local in­
d us.try in the Colony. In the next 
breath, Mr. Morine had ~aid that Mr. 
Coaker was doing such go·od business 
that he was making too much money 
for the shareholders. This Trading 
Company has become an institution 
of gigantic proportions; it handled 
70,000 qtls. of fish last year, it had a 
tur11over of nearly three milli·on dol­
lars, and purchased from Local In­
dustries about a quarter of a millio11 
dollars. Is a Company of this magni­
tude to be the butt of a Minister of 
Justice, who has sprung into power 
overnight? Mr. Mews said that the 
House had been told that the amend­
ment to the Election Law was in con­
formity with the English and Cana­
dian law. But we were not told the 
history of the law here in Newfouncl­
land, we were not told why it was 
thought necessary to insist that a man 
who sought the suffrages of the peo­
ple should be residing here for the 2 
years prec·eding an Election. One ca11 
imagine that the framers of the law 

Bonavista that very day had expressed thought if a man wished to become a 
the desire of the electors there that legislator, he "'\vould at least be inter-
they were anxious to give Mr. Morine 
his medicine. It may be said that 
"they've got him on the list," and they 
say further that "he never will be 
missed!" Mr. Mews said he could not 

vot·e for the Bill. Not because it re­

ferred to Mr. Morine, but because he 

could not take the responsibility of 

ested enough in his country to live 
here permanently, that he should at 
least be interested enough to have 
been living here for the two years 
preceding an election. The law was

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Mews said, this last hour of a dying 
Session, and of, we trust a dying 
Govern1nent, is not the time to bring 
in an amendment so seriously affect­
ing the purity of an Election Law. 
The a1nendn1ent may be alright, and a 
proper one, but that is not the reas·on 
why it is brought forward now. Poli­
tical Exp·ediency is the sole reason 
for it. The "mushroom" Government 
which brings it in has only been form­
ed a few weeks; it has not a mandate 
from the people, indeed it has the re­
verse. The pr·oper procedure is for 
an elected and fully representative 
Assembly to discuss such an import­
ant amendment as this. Both Govern­
ment and Opposition should agree 
upon the matter. The principle of 
thus, for political purposes, changing 
the Election Act of the Colony is 
wrong. Abuses might easily come 
this year. F·or instance, it is quite 
possible that a group of men who 
have at sometime resided here for 
two years, n1ight come this Fall and 
contest the Election, being backed by 
millions of dollars put up by the ad­
vocates of confederation. They might 
pack the Lower H·ouse, and b·efore we 
knew it, we should be sold out to 
Canada. I feel that the gra.vity of the 
principle at stake is not sufficiently 
considered in dealing lightly with the 
qualification of those who sough.t the 
suffrages of the people.

imported articles. Th·e effect also, a,s 
the House will appreciate, will be to 
make local hides more valuable and 
to benefit the far1ning industry there­
by. The second section deals in the 
1ame way with soap making industry, 
it affords greater facilities for the 
local manufacturer who at present 
suffers a serious handicap thr.ougl1 
the facilities enjoyed by the outside 
manufacturer who ships his material

in here in very large quantities. The · 
third provides for the levying of the 
rate of five cents on each parcel 
brought into the country from abroacl 
by parcel posti This levy is made for 
the purpose ·of paying the cost ")f 
handling the . packages which has now 

incr·eased to an enormous number, 
and the policy of i1nposing the special 
ra.te on these parcels is one that is 
already in effect in Canada, America 
and the Mother Country. I · trust, 
therefore, that the House will see no 
objection in giving this Bill its second 
reading.
